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Our New City Hall

The Common Council has, with a 
few minor changes, approved the 
plans prepared by Architect John D. 
Chubb, of Chicago, for the new city 
ball, and has taken steps to hasten 
the preoaration of the working plans 
and specifications and the lettlog of 
contracts eacly enough to Insure the 
completion of at least all but the in* 
terior finish before snow comes. So 
far as may be practicable, use will be 
made of the walls of the present atruc* 
ture, but tbs rebuilding will be on en- 
tlrely different lines and so extensive 
in scope as to make it to ail Intents 
and purposos a new building. While 
there Is no lavish outlay of space, nor 
frills in ornamentation, effort Is being 
made to produce a structure which 
will answer Negaunee’s needs as a 
city ball for half a century.to come. 
There is available for butldlng pur* 
poses the $35,000 bond issue author­
ized when the project first began to 
take form, and effort will be made to 
keep as closely within this appropria­
tion as possible, though if it should 
be found that certain outlays at this 
time would prove economical in the 
end these betterments will certainly be 
Included, it being believed that the 
local masters of exchequer will be 
able to devise means of meeting these 
comparatively moderate additional 
financial requirements without embar­
rassing other departmentsof city work

Briefly described, the plans contem­
plate a solid stone and brick building, 
two stories in height and with abase­
ment that is equivalent to another 
story. Its real frontage will be on 
Silver street, though having as it 
does the whole of the area encompass­
ed by Stiver, Case, Kanter and Jack- 
son streets, its remaining three sides 
will be equally attractive and be pro­
vided with proper entrances. The 
ground lines of the building will be 
uniformly rectaogular, with dimen­
sions of approximately 65x05 feet, (he 
Innumerable "jogs0 which character­
ized the present building being elimin­
ated. The 65 foot frontage will be on 
Silver street and the 65 foot frontage 
will parallel Jackson street, the ex­
treme depth, including eteps. ap­
proaches, etc., running to about 110 
feet. While In a sense there will be 
no direct similarity, the combination 
use of stone and brick will give the 
new city ball somewhat the same ex­
terior appearance as the new high 
school building, and the present 
many-gabled roof will give way to a 
plain but practical cornice and gener­
al roof arraagement quite simitar to 
that of the high school.

The larger part of the basement 
will be occupied by the jail quarters. 
Inasmuch as at least half of the height 
of tbe basement will be above ground 
level, this portion of the building will 
be as light as and Its sanitation equal 
to the upper floors. Tbe entraoce to 
the jail will be near the southeast 
corner of tbe building, which is deem­
ed to be the least conspicuous with 
relation to tbe other entrances to the 
building, and is well removed from 
the library entrance. Besides tbe 
jail proper, tbero will be a detention 
room, an office for the chief of police 
and patrolmen's assembly room, fur­
nace room, coal storage, etc., and still 
another quite large room*whoso use 
has not been fully determined but 
which probably will be apportioned 
to tbe library department. It has di­
rect street connection aud would be 
particularly desirable for the weekly 
story-bour sessions which could then 
bs held without interfering in the 
least with tbs routine work of the li­
brary on the first floor above.

The whole of the first, or main, 
floor is given over to tbe library and 
to the recorder's and treasurer's 
offices. These latter officers will have 
private offices as well as ample allot­
ment for the transaction of general 
public business, and both departments 
will be fully equipped with vault ac­
commodations. The main entrance to 
tbe library will be on Case street, 
wblob will be particularly oonvtnlsnt 
fur sobool children. Kxoept for tbe 
reservation of offices named above, 
the library will occupy tbe whole of 
the main floor, giving ample space 
lor book tiers, librarian's working 
quarters, reading and reference rooms. 
It Is hoped to give the children either 
a separate reading room or a definite­
ly resorved portion of the main one. 
The librarian's receiving and distrib­
uting desk will be oentrally located 
and this and all othsr equipment will 
be thoroughly modern. Tbe space is 
generous enough to care for tbe libra­
ry's expansion for tbe better part of 
a generation; in fact, it is perhaps not 
too much to say that every portion of 
the building can be made to suffice 
for service of a population three times 
Negaunee’s present figure.

Tbe most conspicuous feature of the
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second floor will be the council cham­
ber, which will approximate 25x50 
feet In dimensions. This will give 
ample space for the aldermanic ses­
sions and proportionate opportunity 
for the public to watch tbe delibera­
tions. Inasmuch as the council cham­
ber will not have to work "double 
•blft" in providing working space for 
the recorder and sundry other officials 
when the council ts not actually In 
session, it is believed that ail needful 
allotment of room has been made to 
the council. Several entrances to tbe 
council chamber are provided, so that 
officials may get to and from their 
places readily and may have conven­
ient access to the two committee rooms. 
The mayor will be accorded a private 
office adjoining tbe council chamber, 
and the Board of Public Works aod 
the oity engineer's department will 
also have quarters on this floor, 
while there will be some additional 
office roomB which will undoubtedly 
be needed as the city grows. Tbe 
city engineer's department will be 
particularly complete, having vault 
facilities for the Indexing and storing 
of maps and other valuable data. It 
may be here remarked that a com­
pletely new and palnstaklogly accur­
ate set of city maps is being prepared, 
and when these have beeo finished and 
are properly safeguarded, the city 
will never find itself in the predica­
ment that it once did for a period 
numerous years remote, of being de­
pendent upon tbe memory and ser­
vices of one man for knowledge of 
just where its water aod sewer coo. 
oections were located.

Tbe city hall will be surmounted 
by a tower, whose top will be 100 
feet above street level. To this tower 
will be transferred the city clock oow 
io tbe fire department tower. Tbe 
clock works have the capacity to 
carry tbe larger bands, and the dial 
will therefore be enlarged to a 7-foot 
diameter. With this size face and 
with its commanding elevation, tbe 
clock should be able to communicate 
the proper time to people in all parts 
of the city. It may be added that the 
shifting of the dook will-give oppor­
tunity to put the fire alarm bell where 
It belongs—in the fire engine house 
tower—wbeoce it is hoped that it will 
make itself distinguishable, even in the 
remote parts of the city, from tbe 
banging of a dinner gong.

When the plans were first taken un­
der consideration there was some dis­
position toward lopping off a little 
here and adding a little there, but in 
tbe end wiser counsel prevailed, it be­
ing realized that once such a course 
was entered upon there would be 
practically no limit, and another 
summer would begone before definite 
decision was reaohed; so tbe plans 
stand practically as they came from 
the architect's bands. They were for­
warded to Aid. C. B. Driscoll, chatr- 
mac of tbe building committee, who 
was then In Chicago, aod who took 
them In person to Architect Chubb 
and bad a final conference regarding 
details. The architect is to complete 
the specifications without delay and 
it is expected that proposals may be 
oalled for aod the work gotten actual­
ly under way bv the first of June. Mr. 
Driscoll hss been chairman of tbe 
committee ever since tbe plan for a 
new city ball was first broached. Ills 
experience as a builder and his knowl­
edge of the city's needs, gained 
tnrougb long service as alderman, 
make him a particularly valuable ex­
ecutive. Another member of tbe com­
mittee is John A. Wasmuth, who like­
wise bes bad many years' experience 
in municipal affairs and who In line 
with bis duties in the council has giv­
en particular attention to the finan­
cial aspects of tbe project. The third 
member of tbe committee is U. W, 
Trembath, ucw to aldermaoic duties, 
but particularly well qualified by rea­
son of his general knowledge of the 
building trudes aud hie daily duties as 
district Inspector for tbe Michigan 
Insurance Inspection Bureau to give 
valuable counsel with regard to tbe 
present task.

Adolph Gabourie Dead

seven works, Adolph Gabourie, veter­
an locomotive euglneer employed by 
the Northwestern railway, and known 
to a host of people throughout tbe 
Upper Peninsula district, passed away 
Mooday morning at tbe Della county 
hospital, tkcanaba.

Mr. Gabourie suffered from a stroke 
of paralysis on March 16, and from 
that time was helpless, being able to 
neither jpeak nor eat. He was 64 
years of age and for 42 years be re- 
maiued constantly In tbe employ of tbe 
company as an eugiueor and on April 
1 of last year was placed on the com­
pany's pension list. Mr. Gabourie 
was never married.

Stopped the Fires

The heavy rain of Saturday night 
and Sunday stopped tho forest fires 
tbat were developing to great propor­
tions In all parts of the county.

Tbe grass, 
dried like tinder, made ideal running 
for the fire. A well-built shack on 
the homestead of Miss Bridget Hogan, 
a mile or more distant from Cascade 
Junction, was destroyed by the forest 
fires of Tuesday and Wednesday of 
last week.

Game and Fiah Laws

More game and fish legislation was 
passed at this session of the legisla­
ture than at any other for years. Two 
very Important measures Impose a 
hunter's license fee of 61 on all per­
sons hunting outside tbelr own coun­
ties and a non-resident uogler's li­
cense of 63. The trout season was ex­
tended to 8ept. 15, the day’s catch re­
duced to 35, with 50 In possession. 
Attempts to stop spring duck shoot­
ing failed and dosplte strong opposi­
tion tbe spearing of rainbow trout in 
the spring is still permitted. None of 
the laws go Into effect uotll 60 days 
after the close of the legislature. This 
will extend the trout fishing season 
tills your.

Increase the deer hunter’s license 

for alieus to 625.
To limit the number of speckled 

trout, land-locked salmon, grayling 
snd California (rout, which can be 
caught to 35 a day. No fisherman can 
have more than 50 lu his pustesslon 
und the season Is extended lo He plum­
ber 15.

Providing that wild fowl inuy be 
shot half hh hour before sunrise nod 
half an hour after sunset.

Permitting tbe speariDg of rainbow 
trout and steel-bead trout not under 
15 Inches during March aod April.

Providing for a closed season on 
frogs from November 1 to May 1.

To allow the taking with aeioes of 
dog fish and other obnoxious fish.

The woman becomes 
the suitor; the man the pursued. 
Why? It is very simple. The Orien­
tal understands women. He begins 
love right. No honeymoons. No flam­
ing passion. Nothing extraordinary. 
Just a plain—very plain—beginning of 
love.

"The result justifies tbe theory. 
Here Is the difference: In America the 
average marriage begins with a run­
ning start. The man in the first burst 4 
of love talks and acts Is If it would 
last a thousand years. The woman be­
lieves It until sbe knows better. That 
is, she thinks she knows better. But 
sbe doesn't.

"The man loves her just as much ae 
ever; only he Is getting back to nor­
mal. The wife worries because sbe is 
not getting as much love and atten­
tion as the man accustomed her to at 
first. Then they begin to be unhappy.

"Here's my point: The Oriental 
knows better. He accustoms bis wife 
to only as much affection as he ctn 
depend upon himself to create. Fur­
ther than that be does not think. Ths 
wife, as we say here, should worry.

"That's why American girls 
shouldn’t marry Orientals. They keep 
you guessing all tbe time.

SAYS HE IS GRANDSON OF GREAT NAPOLEON
Direct heirs of Napoleon, famous 

warrior and emperor of France, have 
been found living 
in Los Angeles, 
Cal. In a lumber 
yard there, Wil­
l iam Gordon, 
grandson of the 
emperor, has been 
working hard as a 
laborer, keeping 
within hls own 
bosom, the secret 
of bis ancestry, 
lly a morganatic 
alliance of Na­
poleon with a 
matron of tbe 

French hospital In St. Helene—where 
the conqueror died in exile, Oorden 
Is declared to be a grandson of the fa­
mous general. Historians who have 
been tracing the lineage of Napoleon, 
present proof of the discovery.

When approached In the lumber 
yard, Gordon admitted that bis grand­
father was the great Napoleon. For 
the first time In hls life he told the 
story of bis birth.

"Since a child I have kept this se­
cret," he said. "I did not care about 
the royal blood and I wanted it to re­
main undivulged. But now it’s known, 
so what's the use?

"Yes," I'm hls grandson. Quite a 
Jump In stock from a great ruler and 
conqueror such as be, to a common 
'lumber-buck' here. John Gorden, my

father, was Napoleon Bonaparte's own 
bod . My grandmother, my father's 
mother was from Scotland. Sbo was 
matron in the French hospital in St. 
Helena When it was discovered 
that out of wedlock she was to be­
come a mother she was sent to Edin­
burgh.

"That's where father was born No­
vember 11, 1818. About hls early life 
I am not much familiar. However, he 
married Martha Amelia Jones, a 
Welsh woman In London and In 1846 
came to America and settled In New 
Ix>ndon In 1847. In 1871 we moved to 
San Francisco where my father went 
into the Jewelry business, his trade, 
and become quite wealthy. He died 
In 8an Francisco, December 11, 1885. 
I was hls only son.

"I was married In April 15, 1870 to 
a Connecticut woman. We bad one 
daughter, Mrs. Martha Amelia Gordon 
Parkhurst-Kouts. She was our only 
child and of course she is a great 
granddaughter of Napoleon. Sbe had 
seven children. Her oldest son, Clin­
ton Gorden Winchester Parkburst Is 
now in Venice. That's the story. It's 
nothing to me except that I didn't 
care to let tbe world know It."

• The truth of tbe relationship of Gor­
don to Bonaparte Is vouched for by 
Professor Jean Fournier, famous Vien­
na historian and Dr. William Fletcher 
Nutt of San Francisco, authorities on 
the history and life of Napoleon.

HERRICK WOULD DO SOMETHING WORTH WHILE
"I intend to devote tbe balance of 

my working life to doing something 
worth while, not 
for profit, and 
which may re­
bound to tbe ben­
efit of the other 
fellow," declared 
Ambassador My­
ron T. Herrick In 
Paris, the other 
day. "My hope Is 
to assist in furth­
ering tbe cause of 
land and agricul­
tural credits In 
tbe  U n l t sd  
States."

Mr. Herrick recently declined to 
head a $26,000,000 company planned to 
perform tbe same services In the Unit­
ed States that tbe credit fancier does 
In Europe. He purposes to work from 
side lines toward securing the redus- 
lng of Interest rate paid by Ameri­
can farmers, which now average 6% 
per cent., down to tbe 3 Vi to 4 Vi per 
cent, paid by tho farmers and Ger­
many.

"I have no political ambition," be 
wont on to say, "and I havo withdrawn 
from business practically and from 
politics. Hut the ambassadorship has 
opened my mind to tbe uoeds of our

American agriculturists for proper fi­
nancing, and I purpose to see that 
they get It. It does not matter where 
tbe money oomes from, Wall street or 
elsewhere, so long as they get It at a 
lower rate of Interest than now."

Mr. Herrick Is assembling facts and 
figures for tbe members of tho South­
ern Commercial congress, who are 
now on their way to Paris by way of 
Rome. He says that letters received 
from those mombers indicate that 
they have broadened tbe scope of 
their Inquiry to cover the agricultural 
needs of the entire United States. The 
most Important document obtained by 
the ambassador Is tbe report of tbe 
English Inquiry Into agricultural cred­
it co-operation In Germany, which Is 
Just off the press.

The French government has ar­
ranged to place tbe disposal of tbe 
American Investigators the records of 
tbe great credit Foucler, tbe largest 
and most successful land bank in the 
world, whose president and two vice- 
presidents are appointed by tbe pres­
ident of France, The loans of the 
credit fonder runs from 10 to 76 
years. Its present rate for mortgage 
loans is 4.H per cent, for public estab­
lishments, 1.4 per cent., and munici­
palities 3.86 per cent. Us outstanding 
loans now exceed $87,000,000.

GOST OF FLOWERS
Total of $12,000 Annually for 

White house Blooms.

Propagating Gardens and Greenhouses
Kept by Government—Plants in Co. 

lonlal Gardens South of Ter­
races Surrounded by Hedges.

Washington.—To provide the White 
House with cut flowers dally and the 

. grounds surrounding it with shrubs 
and blooming plants in season, the 
United States pays out every year 
912,000. No other appropriation tor 
the needs of the executive mansion is 
expected to prove as interesting to the 
present “first lady of the land," for 
Mrs. Wilson Is a lover of flowers— 
even more so, If report be true, than 
the wife of any president In recent 
administrations.

From the Roosevelt regime Mrs. 
Wilson has inherited, as did Mrs. Taft, 
improved facilities for supplying the 
White House with flowers for state 
occasions and dally use. Originally 
the White House conservatories were 
located on the west terrace. In 1902, 
whtle former President Roosevelt was 
tu office, they were removed to the 
south side of the Washington moun- 
meat, where they now form a part of 
the propagating gardens.

In all, 16 greenhouses are main­
tained In the propagating gardens for 
the exclusive needs of the executive 
mansion and grounds. Congress ap­
propriates annually $0,000 for their 
maintenance and $3,000 for repairs.

Mrs. Woodrow Wilson.

The removal of tho conservatories 
to their present location was a part 
of the general renovation of the 
White House which took place during 
the Roosevelt administration, and cost 
the government approximately $500,- 
000.

After the executive mansion bad 
praclirally been made over, Mrs. 
Roosevelt became Interested in the 
question of Improving the White 
House lawns, and, at her suggestion, 
two large flower gardens were laid 
out. These are known as the colonial 
gardens, and they not only received 
the personal attention of Mrs. Roose­
velt, but was a source of pleasure to 
Mrs. Taft.

No new flower gardens were laid out 
lu the executive mansion grounds dur­
ing the administration of 1’resldeut 
Taft, and It Is not likoly that any 
will be added while the Wilsons are 
occupants of the While House, for 
expert landscape gardeners have de­
clared that the present arrangement 
caunoi be Improved upon.

Hut the next four years may wit­
ness the Installation of facilities for 
increasing the productivity of the prop­
agating station, which supplies the 
nation s mansion with flowers.

The first duty of the officials i’n 
charge of this station Is to see that 
the White House is supplied daily with 
cut flowers, and that the floral deco­
rations for the state occasions are 
the best that Uncle Ham can produce. 
Huge bouquets are placed dally lu the 
rooms of the executive mansion and In 
the office known as the president's 
workshop. Even the presidential 
barouche Is not slighted.

Propagating Gardener Charles Hen- 
lock and his assistants face their prin­
cipal task in preparing for the big 
state occasions. The While House, 
tln*u Is literally a bowed of flowers. 
Particular attention !• paid to the 
color scheme and ouly one kind of 
flower is used.

Secretary of the Navy Daniels tbe

will be reduced one-half, each senator 
and representative in congress being 
allowed but one after that date Instead 
of two as at present.

The opinion of department officials 
is that congress should so amend ex­
isting laws as to permit tbe appoint­
ment of at least ten candidates at 
large by the president.

The total val­
ue of Imports last February was $149̂  
669,214. For tbe same month a year 
ago they aggregated 9134,188,438.

The excess of exports over Imports 
for last February was $44,466,702, 
while for the corresponding month 
of 1912 the excess amounted to $64,-

The substitution of tbe benches for 
the chairs and desks has been made 
necesaary to accommodate the in­
creased membership of the bouse. Un­
der the apportionment made after the 
last census, the bouse membership 
has been increased to 435. There was 
not room in tbe house chamber to give 
chairs and desks to all the new mem 
bers.

The new arrangement of seats was 
contemplated In time for tbe opening 
of the extra session. The change, 
however, msy be only temporary, and 
the new benches are to be tested be­
fore any move is made to dispose of 
the old chairs and desks. Should the 
benches not prove satisfactory, tbe 
chairs and desks may be returned and 
tbe site of tbe chamber increased, as 
at one time contemplated.

Mysterious Binging and Walling and

Distant Muslo Bsgulls the Trav­
eler In th« Waits.

Slowly we traveled across the great 
waste of Dzungaria, the "soul-appalling 
Gobi" of some writers, but to us a land 
of beauty, even If of a somewhat tei* 
rlfylng character. For her, more neai* 
ly than in any other lend Is beauty ti­
lled to terror.

These silent steppes, tbe natives 
believe, are tbe haunts of “cenll" 
and the rendezvous of evil spirits. As 
a recent writer has said: "The great 
sandy desert of Oobl has been looked 
on as tbe dwelling place of malignant 
beings from tbe days of hoary an­
tiquity .*' All luckless travelers in this 
region, from tbe days of Marco Polo 
onward, have recorded strange stories 
of weird beluga that inhabit tbe depths 
of the wastes. Mysterious singing end 
walling, besting of drums and dis­
tant music are said to beguile the trav­
eler and lead him off tbe track until 
be is hopelessly lost in tbe wilder* 
ness. A recent Russian explorer gives 
quite a detailed account of the wild 
men of the desert. Listen to the 
strange story told by Kosloff, who 
traversed the desert of Dzungaria in 
its wildest part not long ago:

"These wild men. the Kys-Kyks, as 
they are called, are covered with short 
wool, similar to tbe fur of a young 
camel. They have long black hair and 
black eyes. They are of tbe ordinary 
•lie, but rather long-legged. They 
roam the steppes In pairs, and whan 
harassed by men they scream, whle* 
tie and inert as they run sway. Tho 
native Kirghiz clelm to have caught 
them occasionally, but the captives 
refuse food end drink, end die after 
a few days"—Douglas Corrutbers is 
the World Wide Magaslue.

CANNIBALS LIVED IN BOSTON
Professor Harvey W. 8hlmer Finds 

Actual First Settlers Relished 
Human Beings.

Boston.—That New England's pre­
historic man—who antedates the old­
est inhabitants from 3,000 to 10,000 
years, was a cannibal and of tbe 
urang-outang type, Is tbe contention 
of Harvey W. Shimmer, assistant pro­
fessor of palentology at tbe Massa­
chusetts Institute of Technology.

Professor Shimer has unearthed 
strange utensils and remains in a 
shell mound at Ipswich which show 
that the earliest type there dwelt 
from 3,000 to 5,000, aud perhaps 10,000 
years ago, less than 40 miles from 
the heart of Boston.

At Ipswich also pieces of broken 
bones of a human victim that, Pro­
fessor Shimer declares, was undoubt­
edly being sacrificed to gratify a can­
nibal appetite, were found.

Professor Shimer said: “There were 
a number of bones broken into short­
er pieces—human bones—which indi­
cate that the earliest type of man 
was a cannibal.

“At another kltchen-mldden, which 
I explored at Gardner's Island, off the 
Ixmg Island shore, I found that the 
remains of a great auk. a bird now ex­
tinct, and pottery utensils made fa 
the most primitive fashion, wholly 
unlike tbe European prehistoric pot­
tery, indicating that these early peo­
ple lived here before the invasion of 
the European types.”

Care in Brush Burning

The Northern Forest Protective As­
sociation is supplementing tbe provi­
sions of tbe state laws aimed for tbe 
preservation of tbe forests of the state 
and tbe suppression of forest and 
prairie tires, by sendiftg out special 
notices regarding brush fires, as tbe, 
great majority of forest fires may be 
traced to carelessness in brush-burn­
ing by settlers.

Section 11058, of the Compiled Laws 
of the Stale of Michigan of 1897 speci­
fically provides that it shall be the 
duty of any person residing north of 
parallel 44 N. (UpperPeninsula), who 
desires to clear bis lands of waste 
material by burning, shall first pro­
cure a permit from the township su­
pervisor aod clerk, if tbe time chosen 
for such burning be duriDg the period 
designated by such board as unlawful 
for the setting of such fires; and In 
any event, tbe person desiring to set 
•ucb a tire shall serve notice in writ­
ing upon every resident owner or oc­
cupant of land or grounds immediate­
ly adjoining tbe tract upon wbiohsuch 
fires are to be set, at least one full 
day before such fires are to be sot. 
Failure to give such notice shall be 
deemed evidence of neglect on tbe 
part of the person so offending, and 
tbe penalty is so severe that settlers 
should endeavor to avoid the possi­
bility of action by the authorities.

The Upper Peninsula now has many 
lire wardens, any one of whom will be 
glad to be of assistance to settlers in 
supervising the burning of slash dur 
lug the period wlnm it may be safely 
consumed; and settlers, by giving the 
statutory notice of Intent to burn, and 
by securing the aid of a supervising 
warden, will be amply protected from 
tbe o|»eration of the above section of 
the law. Tbe National Forest Pro­
tective \sioclalion, whose secretary- 
forester, Thomas it. Wyinau, resides 
at Munising, will also be glad to uid 
settlers and lumbermen in tbe burn, 
ing of slush and prevuutiog losses to 
other lands through this agency.

TAX COMMISSION 
ASKS CO-OPERATION

ARE WORKING AT TASK OF RE­
ASSESSING PROPERTY IN- 

THI8 COUNTY.

LOCAL AUTHORITIES AND ALL 
CITIZENS CAN HELP.

The Raising of Aeeeaemente to Caah 
Value WUI Not Necessarily In­

crease Taxes and Honset 
Citizens May Pay Lass*

A juet and equitable assessment of 
property for the purposes of taxation 
is one of the fundamental principles 
of popular government The constitu­
tion of our State reoognUss this whea 
It declares that all property, for ths 
purpose of taxation, shall bs assessed 
at tte true cash value. It Is not sur­
prising, considering the multitude of 
assessing officers and the influences 
local and otherwise brought to bear 
upon them, that other standards than 
“true cosh value" have been employed 
and Inequalities have arisen, as be­
tween different classes of property In 
tbe some community, and between dif­
ferent communities in the same coun­
ty, and between different oountiee in 
the State. Figures carefully oolleot- 
ed show that practically no oounty in 
our State Is assessed at its true cash 
value, and that oounty assessments 
range from 40 per cent of cash value 
to 90 per oent The Legislature of 
1911, recognizing this situation, deter­
mined to correct it and they placed 
upon the State Tax Commission the 
duty of bringing all property In the 
State up to cash value. The present 
Legislature has repeated these instruc­
tions by passing legislation increasing 
the duties of tbe Commission, and giv­
ing them greatly increased powers over 
local assessing officers. In aooordance 
with the mandate of the Legislature, 
the State Tax Commission baa taken 
up the work and formulated a plan 
for completing it In three years, and 
their representatives are now at work 
in the Counties of Baraga, Bay, Cal­
houn, Jackson, Marquette, Oakland, 
Saginaw, Berrien, Von Buren and 
Allegan, and will soon begin work in 
a number of other counties. We ask 
all citizens to co-operate with us to the 
end that we may speedily and satis­
factorily finish the task put upon ns.

To arrive at the true cosh value of 
property, information of various kinds 
must be collected, not only from the 
reoords, but from individuals, and per­
sonal questions must be asked of own­
ers and tenants, and informaUon as to 
local conditions affecting values must 
be acquire .̂ In getting tbls informa­
tion, and In all tbelr dealings with the 
public, our representatives are In­
structed to use only tbe most gentle 
manly and proper methods, and any 
one guilty of conduct unbecoming a 
gentleman will not be kept on the pay 
roll of tbe Commission for a day. We 
ask for our representatives the same 
consideration from the public with 
whom they come in contact After our 
work Is completed a public review 
will be held, and all taxpayers notified 
and invited to attend and discuss their 
proposed assessment with the Commis­
sion.

We recognize that co-operation be­
tween the Tax Commission and local 
authorities is of great benefit in pro­
moting and expediting our work, and 
we solicit such oo-operatlon and sup­
port More than that we recognise 
that loosl assistance actively employ­
ed Is of great benefit in enabling us 
to understand local conditions affect­
ing values, and we have applied to the 
Board of State Auditors, and received 
permission, to employ temporarily In 
every county where we work, two local 
men whose character, Integrity and 
knowledge of values Is such as to com­
mand the respect of every one. These 
men, acting as associate advisers, en­
able our assessors to meet local con­
ditions fairly and equitably.

There is often a feeling that the 
ralelng of assessments to cash value 
will Increase the taxes upon the prop­
erty so raised; that la not the result, 
unless your taxing officer* vote larger 
taxes or the property bad not paid its 
proper proportion In tbe past. As a 
matter of fact the State Tax Commis­
sion finds that where a general review 
of values has beeo mode by It nine out 
of every ten taxpayers pay less than 
before tbe roassessment ft is aleo 
urged by some that oountiee reassess­
ed will psy a larger per oent of State 
tax than those to which tbe Tax Com­
mission has not yet gone. We would 
call attention to the fact that the State 
Board of Equalization fixes tbe propor­
tion of State taxes to be paid by each 
oounty and that the Tax Commission­
ers prepare the data for use of tbe 
State Board of Equalization in deter­
mining such proportion, and the Chair­
man of tbe Tax Commission is one of 
five members of tbe State Board of 
Equalization, and in tbe event of the 
next equalization ocourlng before tbe 
Tax Commission bos completed Its 
work of reassessment, we will make tt 
a point of honor that the oountiee 
reassessed by us shall not suffer in 
equalization. We would also state that 
under tbe plan we are now following 
w# expect to have the entire State re­
assessed on a oasb bools wKhln three 
years. We ask the support and assist­
ance of ail citizens to the end that 
oar work may be entirely successful.

Hairplne and Other Pina.
Hairpins have been elaborated as a 

meant of decoration since tbe earliest 
times. Particularly beautiful Is the 
variety and delicacy of their workman- 
ship, two of the finest specimens being 
the gold pins which were found at 
Salamls in Cyprus, and are now In the 
British museum. Even more band* 
some were the Saxon pine of a later 
date, with their shank of brass, head 
of gold, and embellishment of garnets 
and pearls. There were, too, the larg* 
er sort of pins so conspicuously and 
frequently mentioned in the Bible. The 
Instrument driven by Jael through the 
temple of Sitera was probably a tent- 
pin, while Delilah fastened tbe web 
of Bamson’s balr with a pin or batten. 
In tbe middle agee pint were a great 
fashion — Indeed, a great necessity •— 
In Prance, and we have ft on record 
that In 1347 12,000 pins were removed 
from the Royal wardrobe for one of 
the French princesses. The conven­
ience was probably a little later In 
reaching England, but in 1540 we hear 
of Queen Catherine (Howard) Import­
ing pint from Prance. In 1560 the 
trade underwent considerable change, 
brass superseding iron, while at the 
eame time tbe price was lowered.

During the reign ot James I., the 
metal pins came Into fashion. In 1817 
a machine for producing entire pins 
was Invented by an American, Seth 
Hunt, but it remained for Samuel 
Wright, of Massachusetts, to patent 
in 1824 tbe woaderful pin-making ma­
chine which is generally used today.

A certain amount of witchery and 
romance has always been associated 
with tbe humble pin. In olden times 
It was regarded as a charm against, 
and also as an implement of witch­
craft. Witches were supposed to force 
their victims to swallow pins, while, 
on the other band, pins stuck In the 
heart of an animal and carefully pre­
served were considered tbe appro­
priate antidote to evil influences. In 
Wales there existed a grim superstl- 
tlon that a toad pierced with pin* 
would cause the life of an enemy to 
wither aa the poor creature Itaelf slow­
ly died. In Russia It Is considered 
unlucky to meet a priest on leaving 
a house—a state of affairs which can 
only be remedied by throwing a pin 
at him; and in Iceland If a man is 
suspecting of walking after death, 
pins and needles are thrust into the 
feet of the corpse.

Readers of Romance will remember 
how people were believed to be be­
witched and led to lingering death by 
regularly sticking pins Into wax effi­
gies of them. Even today In tbe back 
country a favorite “charm" to make 
the cream chum Into butter la the 
dropping of hot plna Into It

TARIFF-FOR-REVENUE-ONLY IDEA 
80MEWHAT 8HAKEN.

Democratic Party Is Not 8tartlng Out
Very Well In the Matter of Keeping 

Faith With Promises of the 
Party Platform.

According to preliminary estimates, 
the Democrats in making up thill 
tariff bill have threatened the tret* 
ury with a flat loss of 6150,000,000. 
more than one-third of which will be 
accounted for by the removal of the 
duty on sugar. In the admission that 
they have been unable to raise the 
revenue needed by the government, 
the Democrats are thus giving a tariff- 
for-revenue-only a blow in the solar 
plexus.

What kind of a tarlff-for-revenue- 
only Is It that falls to raise the needed 
revenue? If the Payne law has been 
raising the amount of money needed 
by the government, and no more, 
might It not better be called a tariff- 
CortfeYMuerOnlYf— -The . Deraqcratlc 
party for years has held that the onTy 
reasonable purpose of the tariff Is to 
raise revenue, and that It is uncon­
stitutional U> levy duties in order that 
American Industries may be given an 
advantage over foreign Industries.

Taking this vlow for the sake of 
the argument, bow does It happen 
that the Democrats at the first try-out 
In 16 years have failed to raise 
the revenue needed from the tariff? 
Apparently they hftve missed the rev­
enue mark by a mile. Were they to fol­
low their party platform literally, their 
prellralmyy estimate ought to show 
that they could reduce the tariff and 
yet raise the exact amount ot revenue 
needed, while eliminating protection 
ss such.

The party has held to its faith to 
the extent of postponing Income tax 
legislation until the tariff bill has been 
seted upon, but it has laid Itself open 
to the charge that it does not know 
Just how to put the tariff on a revenue 
basis and reducing It at the ŝame 
Lime.

One benefit of a protective tariff Is 
that It Is an Indirect tax, almost Im­
perceptible in Its effect. An Income 
lax, adopted to muke up the defi­
ciency, will put a severe strain on the 
party loyalty of all Democrats who are 
earning over $4,000 a year. Incident­
ally, It la questionable whether tbe 
party will be able to bring about a 
lowering of tbe price of commodities.

“The Man Who Stood Still."
A Fulton (Mo.) contemporary, who 

ranks among tbe brlghteat of tbe 
weekly papers of tbe state, rather 
laxzlea Itself into the belief that It Is 
laying something particularly blight 
when It refers to Mr. Taft as "the 
man who stood still while his time 
changed." Yet in a sense far differ- 
»nt from that Intended the statement 
ia true, and Its truth Is a high testi­
monial to tbe patriotism and states­
manship of the man who has just sur­
rendered the highest office within the 
people's gift,

Mr. Taft is "the man who stood 
itlll." Ho stood still while the dera- 
sgogues and place hunters were scur­
rying about In their own behalf. He 
stood still while the false leaders of 
the people were on all fours with their 
ears to tbe ground. He stood still 
while others swept along on tbe cur­
rent of popular passion and prejudice. 
Ho stood still while others were rid­
ing Into o^ce on waves of sensetois 
clamor for a still more senseless 
change.

Mutation is not necessarily a change 
for tbe better. Motion is not neces­
sary progresa Very often It Is ths 
highest virtue to stand still, and this 
rlrtue was displayed In a pre-eminent 
Jogree by William H. Taft, who moved 
toward goals that wore wise and worth 
attained and stood still when oppo­
sition to movement In tho wrong dl- 
roction was tho right policy.—Kansas 
City Journal.
