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School Census Grows

While no spurts have been made in 
recent years, Negaunee's school cen­
sus continues to show & small buj, 
steady gain, which is all that may be 
reasonably expected when coosldera- 
tlon is taken of the city's restricted 
building area and the fact that for 

* several years there was a rather slow 
Iron market.

William Ver Han. the veteran looal 
census taker, has completed the com­
pilation of school statistics that are 
required yearly and has turned over 
to the proper authorities the records 
of the careful house-to-house canvass 
which he made. The total number Of 
children legal of school age within the 
city limits Is found to be 3147, which 
is 139 more than the enumeration of 
the preceding year.

The table printed below gives the 
comparative statistics by wards and 
it will be noted that in only one ward, 
the Fifth, is a decrease recorded. 
The decrease is due to the extension 
of the scope of mining operations in 
this ward, and in consequence quite a 
few families had to cease making 
their homes in this particular section 
and remove to other parts of the city* 
With allowance for these conditions, 
the Fifth ward hasp&lDtalned an av­
erage ratio of progress:

Must Return Books

At a recent meeting of the library 
board, Miss Wellet, the librarian, 
reported that there were quite a few 
books, withdrawn from the library 
during the past year or more, which 
had not been returned. At least one 
notice of the delinquency, and in most 
instances more than a stogie notice, 
had been forwarded by mall but had 
not bronght about the return of the 
books. The board relieved Miss 
Wellet of furtbur responsibility in the 
matter by instructing her to turn the 
list over to the city attorney, who 
will institute the proper legal pro* 
seeding* and dispatch the city 
marshal to the various addresses 
with instructions to get the delinquent 
hooks and collect both tbe delinquent 
dues and his fees for the legal service; 
ur if the volume cannot be produced, 
he is to collect the value of tbe book, 
together with attendant fees. Ooe 
week of grace will be allowed, during 
which time the legal notices, etc., 
will be prepared, but at the expira­
tion of this time tbe marshal will 
make bit rounds and naturally will 
follow bis instructions to the letter.

The library officials concede that it 
is simply carelessness, rather than 
any desire to do the library a wrong, 
that has left these books so long over­
due: but whether the cause be one 
thing or another, tbe result is identi­
cally the same to the library and the 
board is determined that losses 
through this source must be stopped, 
in order that there may be as little 
unpleasantness as posillle, it is sug­
gested that householders do a little 
extra "housecleanlng” during the 
coming week to make certain that 
there are no ucreturoed library books 
tucked away among their effects. It 
might also be well for people whose 
oomes appear as guarantors on libra­
ry cards to give tbe matter a little a t­
tention, for of course If tbe Ubrury 
patron fails to produce the delinquent 
book, or make cash payment of ite 
value, It is the guarantor who will 
linally have to stand the brunt of the 
unfortunate situatiuu. Propersearcb 
ttoubtiess .would bring to light nine 
out of every tuu of the missing books, 
and it ought to be worth this effort 
on the purl of every householder to 
avoid tbe possibility of a formal call 
from tbe big man in brass buttoos.

MANY ALIENS GOME
Tide of Immigration Reaches a 

Record Point.

More Foreigners Admitted to Uncle
Sam's Domain During This Year 
Than In Any of the Three Pre­

vious Years, Figures 8how.

Washington.— Immigration to the 
United States has been heavier this 
year than during the three previous 
years, 747,998 Immigrant aliens having 
bean admitted to this country during 
the nine months from July, 1912, to 
and Including March, In addition to 
which 140,901 non-lmmlgrant aliens 
wero admitted, making a total of 888,- 
899.

A total of 12,667 aliens were de­
barred for various causee. Emigrant 
aliens departing numbered 247,798 and 
non-emigrant aliens 198,066. ,

American citizens going abroad dur­
ing the nine months numbered 242,- 
169; those returning 223,478. These 
departures and arrivals made the pas­
senger movement during that period 
total 1,124,934 arrivals and 688,022 de­
partures.

More Japanese entered the country 
during the nine monthB than during 
the entire previous year, 6,486, com­
pared with 6,172 while 691 returned 
to Japan, compared with 1,601 during 
1912. Immigrants from the Russian 
empire predominated during the pe­
riod, 176,252 persons from there hav­
ing entered, compared with 162,396 In 
1912. Italians were next with 160.383, 
compared with 167,234 In 1912.

By occupation the majority of immi­
grants were farm laborers, 172,639 
having entered; other laborers were 
133,214; servants, 90,832, and tailors. 
16,648. One significant feature of the 
statistics Is the fact that the number 
of laborers departing exceeded the 
number arriving. During the nine 
months 164,026 sailed and during the 
previous year 209,279, compared with 
138,214 arrivals In the period and 135,- 
726 for 1912.

GOVERNMENT MUST PAY.

The commonwealth of New Hamp­
shire the other day lodged a claim for 
36 cents against the federal govern­
ment of tbs United States, and the 
worst of it is the United States has 
to pay, notwithstanding that econ­
omy must be the watchword of the ad­
ministration In the face of tariff re­
vision.

Zealous state authorities In an un­
relenting campaign against pests In­
vaded the back yard of the postofflee 
building at Dover, N. H., and dis­
covered three browntall moth nests In 
a lonely tree that sheds its shado up­
on the hard-working postal employes 
of Dover during their rest periods. 
The state "bugologlsta" without much 
ado destroyed the nests of the per­
nicious bugs and nonchalantly pre­
sented a bill for 35 cents, evldontly 
at the established rate of 15 cents for 
the first nest and 10 cents for each 
of the others.

The postmaster protested vigorous­
ly, with the declaration that he him­
self could have annihilated the moths 
without expense If the state bad point­
ed them out. An Issue was threat­
ened and the quarrel was referred to 
the treasury department.

Sherman Allen, assistant secretary 
of the treasury, who learned diplo­
macy as an assistant secretary to 
President Taft, conceded the point 
After a formal bill and voucher was 
rendered s treasury warrant was sent 
to the stats. .

SHOWS BIO GAIN.

More than 160,000,000 parcel post 
packages were handled in the postal 
service during the first three months 
the new system was In operation, ac­
cording to report* submitted to Poet- 
master General Burleson. These fig­
ures, which are based on the smoust 
of business done at the 60 largest poat- 
offices, show that approximately 68,- 
000,000 parcels were bandied during 
the month of March or about 12,000,- 
000 more than were bandied In Febru­
ary, when the total exceeded January 
by 10,000,000. Approximately, 66 per 
cent, more business was handled In 
March than In January.

As during the first two months, Chi­
cago led all other cities In the number 
of parcels handled with a total of 
6,896,744; New York city haodlod 
5,972,076 and Boston 1,667,039. The 
most noticeable gain was made In De­
troit by jumping from eighth place In 
January and ninth In February to 
fourth In March, with a total of 1,420,- 
000; following In order are Philadel­
phia with a total of 1,294,964; Cleve- 
lttyri, 1,209,000; flt. Louis, 1,148,686; 
Brooklyn, 083,130; Jersey City, 80S,- 
048, and Knnsiu City with 687,000.

CHINA'! FOREIGN TRADE.

China's total foreign trade for 1912 
was approximately 900,000,000 taels/ 
or $685,000,000 In United States 
money This Is an Increase of $33,- 
000,000 over 1911. The combination of 
the revolution In 1911 and bumper 
crops In 1YM2 was responsible for the 
Jump. . However, the Imports con­
tinued to be somewhat In excess of 
the exports.

America’s participation in the trade 
with Chinn in 1912 kept pace with 
previous years, except In cotton pleoe 
goods. In 1911 China took 16,000,000 
pieces, but only 11,260,000 pieces In 
1912. Th4* American contribution of
2.600.000 pieces in 1011 was cut to
1.700.000 pieces last year, represent­
ing $7,000,000 and 94,600,000, repec- 
lively.

BILLIONS OF EGGS COLLECTED

The annually, increasing value of 
the work of the United States bureau 
of fisheries is shown by the fact that 
In the first eight months of the pres­
ent fiscal year the number of eggs col­
lected for planting exceeds by 834,- 
000,000 the number gathered In the 
same period last year. The number 
so far this year reaches the gigantic 
total of 2.185,000,000, against 1,351,- 
000.000 in 1912.

The greatest gain has been In white- 
fish eggs from the great lakes, where 
this year’s take has been 624,000,000. 
an Increase of 380,000,000. In lake 
trout the Increase has been from 59,* 
000,000 to 69,000,000.

In the New England coast this 
year's gathering of pollock eggs has 
been 867,000,000. At Gloucester, Mass., 
last year's haddock egg collection to­
taled 160,000,000 and this year’s will 
exceed that by many millions. All the 
haddock eggs are taken from fish 
caught for market, so that eggs that 
would otherwise be sold and eaten are 
saved for further propagation.

Dog salmon egg collection shows 
the largest gain on the Pacific coast, 
this year's take having been 20,000,* 
000, against 3,300,000 last year.

MONEY ALMOST GERM PROOF.

Those who have hesitated to amass 
wealth bocause of the warning to “be­
ware tbe billions of bacteria that lurk 
In every gill" need hesitate no longer, 
according to Dr. W. C. Rucker, assist­
ant surgeon general of the public 
health service. He declared the other 
day that tests and examination of 
currency, both washed and unwashed 
bills, showed them to be singularly 
free from germs. He attributed this 
to the Ink used In printing the bills, 
which he said had proved to be an 
almost perfect germicide.

"The public health service was call­
ed upon to examine the soiled money 
returned to the treasury." said Dr. 
Rucker, "after it had traveled around 
the country and had passed through 
the hands of thousands of persons. 
To our surprise It was found to be 
singularly free from bacteria, and the 
Ink used in the bills Is given the 
credit."

Tbe Ingredients used In the gov­
ernment's Ink are not made public, 
the recipe for the manufacture of the 
Ink for the bureau of engraving and 
printing being zealously guarded.

PRICE8 CUT DOWN.

Prices received by producers In the 
United 8Utes for staple crops In­
creased 2.3 per cent, from April 1 to 
May 1, according to a report by the 
department of agriculture. The In­
crease for the same period a year ago 
was 8.4 and tbe average increase dur­
ing April for the last five years was 
3.4. On May 1 prices of staplo crops 
averaged about 30.1 per cent lower 
than on May 1, 1912, according to the 
department.

The average prices for meat ani­
mals Increased 3.7 per cent, from 
March 16 to April 16, as compared 
with tn Increase of 10.7 per cent for 
tbe same period of 1912. On April 16 
prices of meat animals iveraged 16.7 
per cenL higher than on April 15, 1912. 
On April 16, 1911, the prices for meat 
animals were 26.6 per cent, lower than 
they were on April 16 this year.

VAST "COOKBOOK" ISSUE.

More than 12,000,000 copies of tbe 
various "cookbooks" prepared by the 
department of agriculture, tbe latest 
of which Is one on how to serve mut­
ton In a number of delectable forms, 
have been iicued since this line of 
government activity began. By far 
the largest number published was of 
a bulletin on tbe "Economic Use of 
Meat In the Home," which ran up to 
the enormous total of 2,235,000. Con­
gress Itself printod 600,000 copies in 
addition to those distributed by the 
department.

Of the bread-making pamphlet, 
nearly 600,000 have been distributed, 
and of tbe cheese leaflet almost 300,- 
000 have been sent out Of tbe mut­
ton bulletin, just out, 60,000 copies 
have been ordered printed for initial 
distribution.

Slx-Mfle Depth Near Philippines.
A surveying ship of the German 

navy has rocently discovered the 
deepest knowu spot Id tbe ocean. It 
Is netr the Philippines, about forty 
see miles off the north coast of Min­
danao.

Great depths were found to be nu­
merous In this region, but the record 
sounding showud the amazing result 
of 9,780 meters, or 406 feet more than 
■lx miles.

Tbe greatest ocean depth hitherto 
known was found by tbe United 
Btate* cable steamer Nero In 1901. 
This spot was to the south of the 
Island of Guam, and tbn deep spa lead 
indicated 9,036 meters—Just a little 
less than six miles.

Finds Moonlight Calls Forth Germs.
Strange powers always have been 

assigned to the moon, and It Is not 
surprising to learn that a South Afri­
can belief Is that moonlight hastens 
tbe decomposition of fish.

But It Is surprising to find this be­
lief brought forward as moro than a 
superstition. D. ft. Hutchins says he 
has obtained experimental proof of 
this iction of the moon, and suggested 
that It la due to some low form of life 
called forth or stimulated to action by 
moonlight.

Solemn Speculation.
"So you think that new turtle cure 

will be expensive?" said one doctor.
"Well," replied the other, "It may 

depend on whether it employs ordJ 
inary mud turtle or terrapin*

EARLY DAYS OF ANTHRACITE
Anthracite as a fuel was once a 

much doubted novelty. William End!- 
oott, a well-known and highly respect­
ed citizen of Boston, now eighty-seven 
yean old, lately read a paper of rem­
iniscence In which be told'this story:

Somewhere In the early '30s ru­
mors had reached Beverly that In 
Pennsylvania or elsewhere anthracite 
coal was coming lntq use as fuel. In 
order to make trial of It five or six 
gentlemen Joined together and sent to 
Boston for a cartload, there being no 
railway.

Prom my father's quota I remember 
a lump of about the size of a peck 
measure which ho placed In the open 
fireplace and heaped about it an as­
sortment of pine and hard woods. 
These burned very well, but had no 
effect upon the coal, even with re­
peated trials. Considerable fuel was 
burned upon that occasion, but It was 
not co&i.

Some little time later, when a grate 
had been Installed in the fireplace and 
a good fire was burning In it, an old 
gentleman came in to view the novel 
spectacle. After looking at it Intently 
for a few minutes he remarked that 
"It looked expensive," and retired 
from the scene. Little did he.think 
that his sago conclusion would be 
quoted after tbe lapse of three-quar­
ters of a century and then, perchance, 
put in type and possibly read a cen­
tury or two later.—The Outlook.

ANCIENT STAY-BUSKS
The illustration shows four eight­

eenth century, English busks. The 
busk or "bone," as It was sometimes 
called, was inserted In the front of 
the stays and appears to have been 
visible throughout Its length, being 
held in position by the laces. Objects 
of this kind are not only of interest 
on account of their rarity, but be­
cause they Illustrate Indigenous of 
folk art. They are not made by skill­
ed craftsmen nor produced in fac­
tories In standardized sizes and pat­
terns by the aid of machinery, but 
fabricated by ordinary, untutored men

during moments of leisure mainly as 
gifts to their womankind. They are 
almost as primitive In conception and 
execution as a paddle wrought by a 
native of the South Seas. When a 
young mao set about making a stay- 
busk for his sweetheart be fell back 
upon the traditional elements of or­
nament, It Is true, but he strove be­
sides to combine these elements Into 
such original forms as his fancy dic­
tated.

. THE CALENDAR STONE
The famous Aztec calendar stone, 

now In tbe National Museum of Mex- 
loo, Is a block of basalt weighing 26 
tons and having a diameter of 11 feet. 
Encircling tbe head of the sun god is 
a diadem bearing hieroglyphics rep­
resenting the divisions of time and tbe 
Aztec method of numbering tbe years 
Tbe number of days in their year was 
866, as in ours. Each ye^r bad a dif­
ferent emblem repeated every four 
yeare. The first year was called 
Toohtll, or rabbit; the second, Acatel, 
or reed; the third, Teepal, or flint; tbe 
fourth, Calll, or house. The years 
were further arranged by thirteen, 
four such periods making a Mexican 
age.

When the City of Mexico wae taken 
by Cortes In 1621 and tbe great tem­
ple deetroyed tbe calendar stone was 
left In tbe square. It was burled In 
1666 and not recovered again until 
1790.—Popular Mechanics.

SHIPS OF CONCRETE
A 600-ton oonorete soow, says an ex­

change, wae reoently launched at Bel 
tlmore, Md. It Is 110 feet long, 28 font 
wide and has a depth of 10 feet 0 
Inches. Others, built before this one, 
have shown a targe saving In repairs 
over wooden craft. It Is claimed by 
tbo builders that concrete vessels will 
ultimately create a revolution In ship 
construction. The Italians have al­
ready mado use of concrete vessels 
and have found them practicable, It Is 
stated. Indeed, they seem to be of ex­
ceptionally stout build, for one of 
them, rammed by a small war cruiser, 
showed no other Injury but a crack, 
which it was quite possible to repair 
luooeesfully. This accidental test 
gave tbe constructor much satisfac­
tion.—Outlook.

There is no foundation 
whatever for such a notion. The ne­
groes of the West Indies are exces­
sive consumers of sweets. They eat 
an enormous amount of sugar cane, 
molasses and raw sugar. Yet these 
people have particularly fine teeth. 
Whatever other injuries sugar may 
be capable of doing to the human 
system, It is very certain that It does 
not do any injury to the teeth.

DIG UP CANNON BALL
An Iron cannon ball was unearthed 

by the greenkeepera on a golf course 
at Perth, a few days ago. The men 
were engaged on some excavations on 
the course when they found the ball 
about six feet below tbe surface of 
the ground. Tbe missile, which meas­
ured 18 Inches In circumference was 
deeply embedded In the trap rock, 
and had suffered little from oxldatioo. 
being secure from tbe disintegrating 
effect of the atmosphere.

A lake of pure soda, Lake Magadl. 
Id East Africa, was recently visited 
by an Italian scientist. Tbe lake at 
a distance appears to be of water. Its 
surface Is solid and d&zzllngly white. 
The lake comprises thirty square 
miles, and at present a considerable 
quantity of soda Is dally takon from 
It, while a railway Is under construc­
tion from tbe lake to the Uganda rail­
way. When the railway Is completed 
It Is expected that Lake Magadl will 
supply soda to the world.

MILLIONS OF TELEPHONES
There are said to bo 6,000,000 tele­

phone stations In the United States, 
and the amount of wire made use of 
totals 12,000,000 miles. Some Idea 
of what this total means may be grasp­
ed when we calculate that this length 
of wire could be wrapped around tbe 
earth 600 times, and that It would 
make 60 separate lines from the earth 
to the moon, but there would not be 
half enough wire to reach from the 
earth to our nearest planetary neigh 
bor, Venus.

TASTY AND NOT EXPENSIVE
Leftovers of Both Meat and Vegeta­

bles May Be Used In the Prepa­
ration of Dolmas.

Here is a way to use up your course, 
outside leaves of head lettuce, bits of! 
cold cooked mutton or veal and cold 
boiled rice or even hominy grits or 
spaghetti. Use equal amounts of the 
meat and rice; Bcaaon to taste with 
salt, pepper, onion and parsley or a 
little mint sauce Moisten slightly 
with some white sauce and egg yolk, 
roll up In lettuce leaves or tender 
young cabbage leaves, tie securely, 
and cook gently for an hour in little- 
soup broth or water. Drain and ar­
range on a 'dish and pour around <l 
sauce made of one cup of milk, two- 
level teaspoonfuls each of butter ntid 
flour, salt and pepper to taste, n ten 
spoonful of minced parsley, a little 
lemon Juice. Never let a milk sauce* 
stand on the fire after adding egg and 
lemon Juice. When mutton or veul 
Is used, or even boiled beef, a nice 
change may be made by serving an 
ordinary white sauce, adding fresh 
grated and bottled horseradish Instead 
of the lemon Juice and egg.

FROSTED RICE FOR HOT DAY
Few Desserts Will Be Found Superior 

to This When It Is Properly 
Prepared.

Cook a cupful of rloe In a pint of 
boiling water until dry, then add a 
pint of milk, a tablespoonful of but­
ter, the grated rind of a lemon and 
the beaten yolks of four eggs; butter 
a pudding dish and pour In the mix­
ture; bake until the pudding Is firm; 
.beat the whites of the eggs until stiff, 
add four level tablespoonfuls of sugar, 
a tablespoonful of lemon juice; spread 
over the top of the pudding and bake 
very slowly until the meringue baa 
puffed and taken on a lovely golden 
brown color; close all tbo draughts of 
the stove and If necessary leave the 
oven door open, as all meringues must 
be cooked very slowly at not much 
more than a drying heat.—Emma Pad- 
dock Telford In Washington Star.

Last of tho Ham.
The last of the ham has many possi­

bilities, says the Commoner. When 
all the meat that It will yield for nice 
slicing has been taken off, put tbe end 
over the fire in a kettle of cold water 
and cook until quite tender. When 
about half done, add about two table 
spoonfuls of vinegar to the water. 
When cold, remove any skin, cut the 
meat from the bone, rejecting all gris­
tle or bits of bone, put through the 
chopper twice and measure; to each 
pint allow a gill of milk, one table- 
spoonful of dry mustard, two dashes 
of tobasco peppor and two eggs. Cook 
in a double boiler for ten minutes. 
This Is floe for sandwich filling or 
served cold for supper or madu the 
foundation of a hot dish.

Put a Flap on Work Apron Pockst.

spend about half her time In her gar­
den at this lovely season, It pays to 
have work aprons mado with two big 
pockets, one with a flap, which may 
be buttoned securely. Very often I 
want to keep a Utile change In my 
pocket or receive some from the 
tradesmen. Now, It Is quite safe and 
handy In my buttoned pocket, us are 
my keys and thimble. In the other 
pocket I keep my handkerchief. Be­
fore I made such aprons l was con­
tinually losing the contents of my 
pockets, ss I stooped over my work —

» Southern Waffles.
Two cupfuls of flour, three table­

spoonfuls sugar, three eggs beaten 
separately, one and one-half cupfuls 
milk, half a cupful cornmeal, two 
level teaspoonfuls salt, one table- 
spoonful melted butter, three ten- 
spoonfuls baking powder and one and 
one-half cupfuls boiling water will be 
needed. Cook tbe meal In the boiling 
water, stirring occasionally; then add 
the milk, sugar, the flour, baking pow­
der and salt sifted together thorough­
ly; stir In the yolks of the eggs 
beaten until thick, the melted butter 
und tho stiffly beaten whites of the 
eggs. Fry on hot, well greased waffle 
Iron. i

Almond Jumbles.
Three cupfuls of soft sugar, two 

cupfuls of flour, half a cupful of but­
ter, one leacupful of loppered milk, 
five oggs well beaten, two tablespoon- 
ful of rose water, three-quarter* of 
a pound of almonds blanched und 
chopped very fine and one teuspootiful 
of soda dissolved In boiling water 

Cream the butter and sugar; stir 
In the beaten yolks, milk, flour, rose 
wuter, almonds and, lastly, the bettiou 
whites, very lightly unrl quickly. 
Drop In rings on buttered paper and 
bake at once.

About Crape Waists.
When a crepe wulst becomes soil­

ed the best way to wash it Is to use 
a very thin starch und then hang It 
ip to dry on a coathangcr. Do not 
wring U, us this makes tho starch un­
even. If washed und dried in this 
munuer, crepe will look very well.

Michigamme township was to provide 
$5000 toward the construction of a 
new bridge over theFeschekeme river, 
this constituting part of the new 
through route to the Baruga county 
line. With tbe sanction of the quali­
fied electors, Mlchigarame township 
bad perfected all arrangements for 
meetiDg this obligation, in facta bond 
issue bad been prepared and sub­
scriptions were being received, when 
there cam** very welcome news to tbe 
effect that one of the last acts of tbe 
Michigan Legislature, which recently 
closed its session, was the passage of 
a law which provided that the state 
highway department should have su­
pervision over and defray the cost of 
bridges on trunk line, or through, 
highways. V. S. Hlllyer, tbe county 
road commission’s engineer, had but 
recently been advised of tbe provi­
sions of this new statute and be lost 
no time in forwarding the good news 
to the Mlcbigamme officials, stating 
that the bridge over tbe Peschekeme 
would undoubtedly come under the 
provisions of this new act and that 
Mlcbigamme township therefore would 
be relieved of tbe financial burden 
that it bad assumed. It Is deemed 
probable that the state highway de­
partment will avail itself of tbe plans 
and specifications which had been pre­
pared for tbe Peschekeme river bridge 
and arraoge to let a contract just as 
soon as the formalities cao be cared 
for. In consequence, Michigamme 
township has a job lot of bridge bonds 
for which there Is no pressing use. In 
view of the "lift” which it is to get 
from tbe state highway department, 
however, it can well afford tbe com­
paratively small expense to which it 
had gone in tbe preparation of tbe 
bond issue. These things usually 
have an unfortunate habit of working 
tbe other way, and it has been sug­
gested that the officials have one of 
the bonds framed as a souvenir of the 
one occasion when Mlcbigamme town­
ship was handed a sugar plum Instead 
of a lemon.

The 1913 commencement of the Mich­
igamme high school school goes down 
into local history as one of tbe best 
that tbe local school has ever bad. 
Tbe essays were exceptionally good, 
and it Is doubtful whether any gradu­
ates ever acquitted themselves more 
creditably than did the members of 
Micbigamme’s Glass of ’13. Much of 
the credit for this satisfactory result 
it due to Mrs. Christie, who drilled 
tbe students. One of the features of 
the evening’s program was tbe singing 
by Miss Ivy Dufresne. It had been a 
long time since Michigamme people 
had tbe pleasure of bearlog her and 
tbe solos were greatly appreciated— 
io fact, it began to look as though 
her encore would become a continuous 
one.

The Board of Education has leased 
tbe store room in the Block building 
for library purposes. It Is but a few 
doors from the present location, so 
there can be no complaint on the score 
of a radical change in location, and 
the benefit of having separave quarters 
for the library will be very apparent 
as soon as the rooms have been fitted 
up. Suitable fixtures and furniture 
will be Installed and electric lighting 
will be provided, the current being 
furnished by tbe township electrical 
plant. It Is the board’s Intention to 
make the place attractive as well as 
to have it properly equipped from a 
purely library standpoint.

Will Soon be Free

The Detroit News of June 6tb pub­
lished tbe following in reference to 
Reimund Holzbey, the famous "Black 
Bart,” now confined In tbe Marquette 
prison, and who will soon be a free 
man:

When a man is In state prison and 
trying to shorten his sentence by mak­
ing good time, how many days does it 
take to make a year?

This is ibe^questlon that Secretary 
Austin, of tbe state board of pardons, 
has put up to Attorney-General Fel­
lows. And on his answer depends 
whether Itelmund Holzbey will baa 
free man August 3, or remain behind 
tbe gray stone wails of Marquette 
prison three months longer.

Holzbey’s life sentence was commut­
ed by Governor Warner just before 
bis retirement from office to 40 years, 
and counting off good time, this mqaDS 
his time is up this year.

And right here the hitch comes in. 
At Jackson prison a year of good 
time Is figured as 305 days, while at 
Marquette they count 300 days a year, 
if tbe Marquette plan of figuring is 
followed Holzbey will be released 
August 3, while if the Jackson mathe­
matics prevail, the date will be about 
three months later.

Whenever it doe* come, Holzhey’s 
release will mark the end of tbe prison 
career of one of tbe most famous oon* 
victs ever behind the bars in Michi­
gan. Back in the late eighties "Black 
Bart,” as Holzbey was known, was 
tbe terror of tbe whole western half of 
the Upper Peninsula. In those days 
that district was not so thickly settled 
aa now, and stagecoaches were the 
principal means of communication 
between towns, And holding up the 
ooaobes was Holzhey’s principal oc­
cupation. He made the methods of 
western bandits his own. and woe to 
the driver or passenger who disobey­
ed his "Hands up!" fur he was a sure 
shot and not slow to use his gun.

For mouths he was sought by sher­
iffs and federal marshal* in Michigan 
uud Wisconsin* but always managed 
to elude capture, while continuing his 
holdups. Finally he shot a promi­
nent resident of that suction who was 
a passenger on one of the coaches he 
held up. The man died shortly after­
ward, and a net was spread which re­
sulted in capture. He was convicted 
of murder in November, lHfifi, and 
sunteucud to prison for life.

In prison he was an Incorrigible 
convict, at ope time getting a pos­
session of a kuife, overpowered a 
guard, took bis gun away from him 
and sailed out iutu tho prlsou yard. 
He shot one or two guards before 
another lauded a bullet on his trigger 
haud, which shuttered it and rendered 
him powerless, his recapture follow­
ing.

Botue years afterward he was sent to 
the usylum for criminal insane at 
Ionia, and there au operation was 
performed which made a different muu 
The surgeons found that a piece of 
bone was pressing on his brain, and 
claimed It was this which caused his 
homicidal tendencies. They removed 
the pressure, and Holzhov has ever 
since been the mildest or men. He 
was returned to Marquette, became a 
trusty, and Is librarian jf the prison

and also the prison photographer. 
It was as a result of the change made 
by the operation and the showing of 
the surgeons that Holzhey bad been 
ipsane when his crimes were commit­
ted, that Gov, Warner extended clem­
ency on him as one of the closing acts 
of hie governorship.

'And now, either In August or in 
November, "Black Bart'* that was, 
will breathe once more air of freedom.

The following order, which has been 
sent out by C. E. Lytle of Marquette, 
general superintendent of the South 
Shore railroad, is self explanatory:

Under a new;law in the state of 
Michigun, which becomes effective 
July Hi, li»13: “ It is unlawful for an 
intoxicated person to enter, be or re­
main on any roach, or for any person 
to publicly drink intoxicating liquor 
as a beverage on railway cars, or 
give such beverage to others, except 
wheru sold, or sorted under license, 
in regular licensed earn."

This law also "authorizes conduc­
tors to arrest offenders without war­
rant, and deliver to an officer at the 
next station where an officer can be 
found: to lake liquor from the viola­
tors and deliver to the nearest agent, 
giving the owner a receipt: If receipt 
is presented within ten days, the liquor 
must be deliyered to tbe owner, and 
if not, it must be destroyed.”

Manuscripts Belonging to New Testa­
ment Discovered In Egypt Have 

Additions to 8L Mark.

London, England.—Some long miss­
ing verses of the new testament are 
Included in tbe manuscripts of the 
gospels discovered In Egypt six years 
ago and purchased by Charles L. 
Freer of Detroit. Mich., according to 
a study made of the Freer manu­
scripts by the Times. A facsimile of 
tbe manuscripts has been presented to 
the British museum by the University 
of Michigan, to which Mr. Freer as­
signed the task of publication, and, ac­
cording to the Times study, there 
have been found in the gospel of St. 
Mark several verses which occur in 
no other known manuscript of the 
new testament, although they were 
known to BL Jerome, who quotes part 
of them.

In tbe Freer manuscript, after tbe 
passage in which it la said that Jesus 
upbraided his disciples for their un­
belief, tbe text continues as follows:

“Aud they excused themselves, say­
ing that this age of lawlessness and 
unbelief is under Satan, who, through 
tbe agency of unclean spirits, suffers 
not the true power of God to be ap­
prehended.

"For the cause, said they unto 
Christ, reveal now at once thy right­
eousness.

"And Christ said unto them, the lim­
it of tbe years of tbe powers of Batan 
Is (not) fulfilled, but it drawetb near 
(the text here as elsewhere Is cor­
rupt).

“For tbe sake of those that have 
sinned was 1 given up unto death, 
that they may return unto the truth 
and sin no more, but may inherit tbe 
spiritual and Incorruptible glory of 
righteousness In heaven."

A large number of variations In oth­
er portions of the new testament are 
also pointed out by the Times In the 
Freer manuscripts.

MAY NEED “ BIG STICK”

WILSON TARIFF 8TEAM ROLLED 
STRIKES BOULDER8.

Foreign Nations Already Are Protest* 
Ing Against Two Features of the 

Administration Bill and 
May Retaliate.

The Woodrow Wilson tariff steam/ 
roller has flattened into alienee th® 
bouse Democrats who reasonably 
feared Its destructive operations on 
great industries of their several states. 
It is flattening Into silence the Demo­
cratic senators who felt tho sumo 
fears.

Only two of them, Messrs. Ransdell 
and Thornton of Louisiana, have stood 
up to be counted against tho proposal 
that a revolutionary tariff bill shall be 
put through without giving tbe busi­
ness interests of the country their day 
in court or any public hearing for their 
cause.

The roller Is rolling on to pub 
double, treble and even quadruple tax­
ation on all life Insurance policy hold­
ers, thus punishing them for seeking 
to provide for their families when the 
bread-winner Is taken away. The life 
insurance companies have heaps ot 
money in sight, and the millions ot 
cos toms revenue that are to be thrown 
away must be made up somewhere.

Therefore disregard the promise 
that men who have not incomes ot 
$4,000 a year or more shall be exempt 
from the Income tax! Take It out oC 
life insurance policy holders, thel^ 
widows and orphans, no matter boW 
much below $4,000 their Incomes may 
be. The administration needs the 
money to buy Alaska railways from 
“the Ouggenhelms" and to build armor 
plate mills.

The roller is now striking boulders 
in the form of protest from foreign 
nations against two features of th® 
Woodrow Wilson bill. One is the re­
duction of five per cent granted to> 
goods imported in American ships. 
The other Is that foreign merebanta 
and manufacturers exporting goods to 
this country shall open their books 
to inquisitorial Investigation.

The former protest is technically 
more important, since it rests on a 
charge of violation of expreso treaty 
agreements. The latter, though It may 
be more easily overcome In its legal 
aspects. Is likely to become of greater 
practical Importance. We may, of 
course, fix the terms on which we will 
permit foreigners to trade In our mar­
kets. But if wo fix too onerous terms 
we are likely to provoko retaliation.

“Right at this point is where we are 
likely to miss the tariff “big stick" 
which the Woodrow Wilson bill has 
whittled down to a broom straw. Re­
publican tariff bills made their rates 
tbe minimum, and empowered tbe 
president to impose greater rates on 
tbe goods of countries which discrimi­
nated against our experts.

The Woodrow Wilson bill makes Ita 
rates tbe maximum, and empowers the 
president to grant lower rates to coun­
tries which offer some apparent ad­
vantage to our exports or refrain from 
discriminating. Yes, we are likely to 
miss our tariff “big stick" before we 
get through with our experiment with 
Democratic tariff making.—Chicago 
Inter-Ocean.

Roosevelt and Arbitration.
Tbe cause of universal peace won 

a notable convc ri when Mr. Roosevelt 
•aid to tbe persons arranging for tho 
celebration of the centennial of the 
Treaty of Ghent that so far as the 
British empire and ths American re­
public were concerned he was pre­
pared "to agree Id advance to tbs set­
tlement of any question that might 
arise either by mutual agreement or 
by arbitration, or any other method 
that would not produce friction "

Tbe recipient of tbe Nobel pesos 
prise is growing pacific. In regard to 
controversies with the United King­
dom be actually goes beyond the 
terms of the Tift arbitration treaty, 
which was limited to controversies in 
their nature "Juitlclable." Yet last 
year, when his chief aim was to dis­
credit Mr. Taft, be denounced this 
treaty as a blmlllation and a menace.

No One Courts Hard Times.
The purpose which Mr, Underwood 

assumes tbe manufacturers have in 
mind is to discredit tbe Demoerstlo 
tariff bill for tbe distant advantage 
they would get some years hence when 
It is repealed and to make larger prof­
its after a period of stagnation and 
strikes should pass, They will not do 
It for the simple reason that it would 
be bad business. They no more want 
a period of depression than he does. 
For their own selfish Interest they will 
make a cut in wages only as a last 
resource, when other methods of re­
ducing operating and marketing costs 
have failed. He will find that tbo man­
ufacturers of tho country, regardless 
of politics, are ready to conspire, not 
to discredit bis tariff bill, but to main­
tain business prosperity and to chock 
any tendency to panic.—Syracuse Host- 
Standard.

Emperor William bo completely 

overshadows the members of his 
house by the im­
portance of the 
place which he 
occupies as ruler 
of one of the 
mightiest of the 
great powers of 
the world that 
oue is likely to 
forget that there 
are other Hohen- 
zollerns, and that, 
strictly speaking, 
the line to which 
he belongs is the 
younger branch 

of tbe dynasty. It needs an event 
such as the betrothal of ex-King 
Manuel of Portugal to Princess Au­
gustine Victoria of Hohenzollern, 
which was officially announced last 
week, to recall the fact that the Slg* 
marlngen Hohenzolierns are tbe 
senior branch, although the members 
have for more than two hundred 
years past been willing to recognize 
the supremacy of the ruler of Prussia 
by reason of his importance among 
the monarchs of Europe.

The relationship between the two 
lines is very remote indeed. It is 
necessary to go back for hundreds of 
years in order to find 1L and, although 
there has always existed a series of 
agreements or treaties between the 
Hohenzolierns of Suabia and those of

Prussia with regard to the disposition 
of the family property, yet there 
have been relatively few matrimonial 
alliances between them, this being 
largely due to the circumstance that, 
whereas the house of Prussia has 
always been identified with Lutheran­
ism, the Hohenzolierns of the Bouth, 
who received their title of Prince of 
the Holy Roman Empire from Charles 
V., have ever been faithful adherents 
of the Church of Rome. It is because 
of their creed that Dom Manuel has 
been able to find a bride among their 
fairest daughters.

Princess Augustine Victoria of 
Hohenzollern, according to the eti­
quette which has long prevailed at 
the monarchical courts of Europe, will 
become entitled on her marriage to 
the style of queen and to the predi­
cate of majesty, since a dethroned 
sovereign retains his rank by cour­
tesy. She is related to her future 
husband by ties of blood, though not 
sufficiently close to offer any obstacle 
to the union on the score of consan­
guinity. For her father’s mother is 
the Infanta Antonia of Portugal, sis­
ter of Dom Manuel’s grandfather, the 
lat^ king Luis qf Portugal. She made 
the acquaintance of her husband, the 
late Prince Leopold of Hobensollern* 
when be escorted his lovely sister, 
Princess Stephanie, to Lisbon to be­
come the wife of King Pedro of Por- 
tugal. The princess, according to her 
friendB, will not adopt the coveted title.

Mrs. Kern, tbe 
wife of Judge Jo­
slah Quincy Kern, 
is a graduate of 
Mre. Mussey’s col­
lege. She gradu­

ated in 1907 .and was admitted during 
that year to the district supreme court 
and the district court of appeals. Mrs. 
Kern Is active in club and education­
al circles.

It was Mrs. Kern who was elected 
a member of the Washington board of 
education this year to succeed Mrs. 
Elizabeth Hoeke, a place for which 
Miss Mabel Boardman was previously 
selected, but felt compelled to decline 
on account of the pressure of her Red 
Cross work.

Among tbe many positions in club­

dom held by Mrs. Kern are president 
of the National League of Pen Wo­
men; a director of the College Wo­
man’s club; chairman of the commit­
tees on club extension and comic sup­
plements of the District Federation of 
Woman’s clubs; member of the Twen­
tieth Century club and president of 
tin Toner-Grant Home School associa­
tion.

Mrs. Kern Is a native of Harvard, 
111. As Is customary when a woman 
Is admitted to tbe bar of tbe Supreme 
court of the United States, she waa 
dressed in black. Tbo large picture 
hat, long black gloves and fnrs were 
left in an ante room. This Is a set 
rule when a woman appears to take i 
the solemn oath admitting her to prac­
tice before the highest court in the 
land. Just after the ceremonies, Mrs. 
Kern said: “I do not believe that I 
shall practice law, but shall devote my 
time to writing and speaking on edu­
cational subjects, and shall continue 
my studies in tbe proper education of 
children. For the past few years my 
time hag been so taken up that I have 
not had the opportunity to write aa 
much as 1 should like, but I have now 
so arranged my affairs that 1 will be 
able to take up that work, as I much 
prefer that line of endeavor.”

and face to face with problems of ed­
ucation that were as big as civiliza­
tion itself, these educators and those 
who followed them have gradually de­
veloped a system of Filipino schools 
under Filipino teachers that is rap­
idly transforming tbe social and Indus­
trial life of tbe islands.

Compulsory industrial training, fit­
ted for the needs of everyday Filipino 
life, is tbe most distinctive feature of 
tbe Island schools. Tbe Americans 
have carefully studied the possibili­
ties of tbe valuable raw materials 
abundantly at band in the islands, 
and are able to show the Filipinos 
how to make the most of them. Every 
Filipino schoolboy is required to do 
a certain amount of work with native 
woods and fibers; every one must 
learn to till the soil by actually doing 
It In the school garden and In a plat 
of bis pwn, and every Filipino school­
girl is taught certain essentials of 
sewing and other home-making arts. 
AH the children in the schools are 
obliged to pass through this period of 
elementary training In tbe everyday 
tasks of life.

MANY PERSONS COLOR BUND JJfE  LURE OF THE WEST
Tests Used by Railroads Show That 

Almost Everybody Is Slightly 
Color Blind.

The various tests for color blind­
ness have come into practical use in ! 
the examination of railroad engineers I 
and the like, where the ability to dis-1 
tinguish colors is necessary, so th a t! 
these tests are no longer peculiar to 
the laboratory. But It Is not gener­
ally known outside the laboratory that 
everybody is partially color blind— 
that Is, in certain parts of the field of 
vision. The most normal individual 
can see all the colors only when he 
looks directly at them. If looked at 
from an angle of about fifteen degrees 
red and green can no longer be seen, 
but in their places will appear shades 
of yellow or blue. This region of the 
eyes is known as the yellow-blue zone. 
If the color be moved still farther to 
tho side the yellow and blue will dis­
appear and only gray can be seen. 
This region is known as the zone of 
complete color blindness. An inter­
esting theory in regard to these zones 
Is that every normal eye represents 
three stages of evolution. The zone 
of complete color blindness is the low­
est stage, and appears in such ani­
mals as the frog, whose vision Is 
known as shadow vision. The blue- 
yellow zone Is one step higher In the 
scale, although not clearly marked 
off In the animal kingdom. And the 
appearance of the red-green zone 
marks the highest stage of evolution. 
Cases of color blindness are, accord­
ing to this theory, a lack of develop­
ment beyond tbe early stage of indi­
vidual life.—Strand Magazine.
