Jackson Re-elected

City Hall Plans Hung Up

The annual school election held 
last Monday was the most spirited 
contest Negaunee has witnessed In 
many years and it brought out the 
greater part of the city’s voting 
strength, 957 ballots or nearly double 
the Dumber polled at any previous 
school election, having been cast last 
Monday. Robert G. Jackson was re* 
elected trustee, havlog a majority of 
71 over bis opponent, C. V. R. Town­
send. The figures were: Jackson, 514; 
Townsend, 443.

Both candidates and their lieuten­
ants campaigned actively throughout 
the day and automobiles and carrl* 
ages were pressed into service In mak­
ing It easy for voters to get to and 
from the polls. These facilities ac­
counted, in large part, for the very 
considerable number of votes cast by 
women. Though It is not tbe first 
time that women have voted at locals 
school elections, they do not ordinar­
ily avail themselves of tbe franchise.

Mr. Jackson naturally regards his 
re-election for a term that will enable 
him to round out an even thirty yeaifc 
of service on -the Negaunee school 
board as an endorsement of tbe policy 
that he has consistently pursued dur­
ing bis connection with the local 
school organization. He Is particu­
larly grateful to those wbo Interested 
themselves in bis candidacy and as­
sisted in bringing out the large vote 
and he likewise realizes bis Indebted­
ness to the Individual voters and as­
sures them of his v ppreciatloo of their 
support. _ ______

Postoffice Lease

The Postofflce Department’s lease of 
one of tbe storerooms in tbe Bundberg 
block as quarters for the Negaunee 
post-office will expire January 1st, 1914, 
and Postmaster Connors has been au­
thorized to secure proposals for a ten 
year lease. Tender of the present 
quarters doubtless will be made, but 
anyone having a suitable building is 
privileged to submit u proposal.

f/>Cttiion ami interior arrangement 
of a building are factors which the 
government considers, as well as ren­
tal price. A site In tho business cen­
ter of the city ami within eighty rods 
of the union railroad station Is deem­
ed particularly desirable. The build­
ing must contain at least 1700 square 
feet of lioor space and must have good 
daylight. Proposals should be ac­
companied by diagrams showing po­
sition of doors, windows, etc. Fur­
ther Information regarding the re­
quirements, and blank form for lease, 
may be had upon application to Post­
master Connors. Tho proposals will 
be received up to August 15th« 1913,

A postoffice inspector wbo went over 
tbe local situation with Postmaster 
ConQora a few days ago assured the 
Negaunee official that whether the 
postoffice remained to Its present lo­
cation or secured new quarters, it 
would be provided with a complete 
oew outfit of fixtures. Better facili­
ties In this regard have been particu­
larly needful since the lotroduoiioo of 
free delivery, but in view of the com­
paratively early termination of the 
H-use the mutter of fixture* has been 
held In abeyance until a new ten-}tor 
lease has been secured.

It looks very much as though Ne­
gaunee would have to get along for 
another year—and perhaps more— 
without a new city hall. Matters were 
progressing quite favorably toward 
the improvement a few weeks ago, but 
since tbe bids were opened last Tues­
day it has been found that the finan­
cial cloth had not been cut to fit the 
architectural garment. In other 
words, tbe 135,000 appropriation 
originally made will not begin to "go 
around” the contemplated structure. 
By tho time additional funds could 
be authorized and other preparations 
made, H was feared the seasoo would 
be so far advanced that it would be 
unwise to begin building operations, 
so tbe council has decided to defer 
further actloo of tbe project indefinite­
ly. Some of tbe councilmen, as well 
as a number of citizens, fear that if 
the matter lapses this season it is 
likely to be several years before it 1b 
revived; consequently they feel that’ 
an effort should at least be made to 
secure tbe authorization of addition 
al funds and get the project under 
way. The official action is in such 
form that this could be done, and it 
Is still possible that the council may 
take a fresh start, though it Is admit­
ted that present prospects are not very 
encouraging.

The completeness and general desir­
ability of the plans submitted by Arch­
itect Chubb are not questioned, and no 
particular fault Is found with the bids 
on general construction which were 
received last Tuesday, the lowest of 
the seven or eight proposals having 
approximated $60,000. The architect 
merely followed tbe official suggestions 
given him, and it is conceded that be 
has produced plans which admirably 
cover every phase of Negaunee’s city 
ball needs, has grouped them l^to a 
pleasing architectural whole and haB 
done It just as economically as is pos­
sible and still provide the facilities 
which were demanded of the contem­
plated structure; for while all desira­
ble points were incorporated, there 
were no frills added.

Tbe financial handicap which has 
been encountered antedates the pres 
ent council organization by several 
years, and in justice to the board 
which did secure from the taxpayers 
the authorization of a $35,000 bond 
issue, it should be stated that it was 
then supposed that use could be made 
of a considerable portion of the pres 
ent structure. It has since beeo quite 
clearly demonstrated that to remodel 
tbe present city hall would be a make 
shift at best and would be certain to 
prove false economy. While use un 
doubtedly could be made of some of 
tbe material, tbe new structure, to 
produce tbe desired results, would 
have to be built from the ground up­
end this cannot be accomplished with 
an outlay of $35,000. Rather than 
make such alterations in the present 
city ball as would be possible with the 
$35,000 at its command, tbe council 
Wednesday evening decided to ap 
prove and accept tbe plans as prepar 
ed by Architect Chubb, but to defer 
proceeding toward building opera 
tions until some means could be de 
vised for securing sufficient funds to 
insure the erection of a building that 
would Answer Negaunee’s needs for 
many years to come. Some of tbe 
aldermen profess to Skill see "a way 
out,” and if they are able to present 
convincing arguments within the next 
few days there will remain a possibil 
Ity of getting the city hall projeot un 
der way this season.

Phone System’s Deaf Ear

Despite the remarkable acoustic 
properties which it attributes to its 
instruments, the Michigan State Tele­
phone Co. is said to have shown most 
distressing signs of deafness when ef­
forts were made to communicate to the 
corporation complaints regarding 
poor service. Having tried the oral 
method until their hoarseness threat­
ened to becomechronlc, not to mention 
the likelihood of their eternal salva­
tion being jeopardized, some repre­
sentative Negaunee gentlemen deter­
mined to see whether a written form 
of complaint would be productive of 
any beneficial results.

Consequently the district head­
quarters at Marquette1 have been re­
ceiving, within the paBt few days, 
sundry and divers missives.each con­
taining this identical sentiment: 
"You are hereby notified to remove
my telephone, No................. at once.”
Judging from the expressions encoun­
tered by these emissaries on the first 
of their rounds among local tele­
phone subscribers, there are a consid­
erable number of people wbo have 
made up their minds that no telephone 
service at all is but a shade worse 
than inadequate service—and decided­
ly cheaper. Coincidently there threat­
ens to be an alarming shrinkage io 
the number of pages which will be al- 
loted to Negaunee in the company’s 
next telephone directory; and it may 
be added that while Ishpemlng’s pro­
test did not take precisely the same 
form, it is likely to be equally effective.

Notwithstanding that tbe telephone 
company seems to be handicapped by 
auditory difficulties, the perceptive 
powers which radiate toward its poc- 
ketbook are said to be abnormally de­
veloped, and it is by the old-fashion­
ed but supposedly still efficacious 
method of "blistering” this particu­
lar region of the corporate anatomy 
that Negaunee people are in hopes 
they will be able to make tho tele­
phone company assume an erect post­
ure and take intellectual cognizance 
of what is happening hereabouts.

Without delving into the more re- 
motechapter* of the Upper Peninsula’s 
telephone history, It may be said that 
when the Marqsette County lines were 
absorbed by the Bell system U was 
realized that the merger could not be 
effected without some inconvenience 
being caused to subscribers, and tbe 
people were willing to put up with in­
efficient service for a reasonable time 
If by so doiog they could help to bring 
about a unified and altogether satis­
factory service. It is now getting to­
ward half a year since tbe consolida­
tion took place—and Negaunee people, 
at least, are still waiting for some 
faint signs of improved service; mean­
while paying the increased rates with 
varying degrees of amiability. From 
time to time a hint is dropped in the 
Ishpeming or Marquette papers that 
new equipment Is pn the way, or that 
half a dozen new receiver cords have 
actually arrl ved, but Negaunee was de­
nied even the pleasure o f . sharing in 
these choice bits of gossip. Hence It 
is, that with a considerable number of 
Negaunee people, patience and virtue 
have ceased to amble along, band in 
band.

Tbe matter of rates does not enter 
into this particular protest. While 
opinions differ as to the reasonable­
ness of tbe rates, there would be no 
serious objection to the new schedule 
If it brought with It “ service what is 
service.” To get connections that 
will stay connected until the conver­
sation is ended, and to be able to 
hear and be heard, is what Negaunee 
people want first of all. To disinter­
ested observers it would seem that it 
would huve been far better policy for 
the telephone company to wait until it 
got its service in working order be­
fore it boosted Its rales; anyhow, Ne­
gaunee people are not yet ready to 
endorse tbe “ you pay more but get 
less” policy which has characterized 
the local telephone service.

The letter bombardment seems to 
have “ touched .he spot,” for there 
have been signs of renewed activity 
at the Negauoee and ishpeming ex­
changee and Manager Baker has sent 
communications to the dally press 
assurlog tbe people that tbe Improve­
ments will be hastened just as much 
as possible. He attributes much of 
the delay to the fact that the Bell peo­
ple fouod the Marouette county sys­
tem In worse condition than was ex­
pected, and that Instead of being able 
to make use of some of this equip­
ment as had been expected, It proved 
necessary to order new material.

P. K. Herr and H. E. Harrington, 
from the Detroit construction depart­
ment, are tn charge of the work that 
is to be done at the Negauoee exchange 
One of tbe first steps will be to reca­
ble tbe Negauoee exchange board, at 
tbe same time combining the Bell and 
County lines, so that calls will not 
have to be relayed from one exchange 
to the other.

Some of the head official! of the 
state telephone orgaolzatloo also 
fouod it advisable to journey to tbe 
Upper Peolosula this week, and they 
io company with Manager Baker have 
been inspecting the systems in the 
three cities.

Is an Old-Timer

Negaunee had a visitor yesterday 
wbo could speak Intimately of phases 
of local history concerning which very 
few present-day residents of the city 
have any knowledge. The visitor' 
was George Neurohr, of Beaver, \ 
Mich., who was a mere lad when bis 
father, Joseph Neurohr, settled in 
Negaunee with his family in tbe 40’s. 
The elder Neurohr owned a building 
which stood on the site of the present 
Negaunee State Bank and for several 
years conducted a wholesale liquor 
store therein, afterward converting it 
into a saloon and boarding house. 
The Neurohrs sold the property to 
Mr, Hayden, who subsequently start­
ed a bank. In 1874 the Neurohrs, 
whose name, by tbe way, usually suf­
fered contraction to “ Nero” in pro­
nunciation, removed from Negaunee 
and settled in Delta county. The par­
ents died some years ago and George 
Neurohr now resides at Beaver, a 
Delta county settlement whose post- 
office is known as Perkins, Mich. Mr. 
Neurohr said that at one time there 
were several families in tbe vicinity 
of Beaver who had formerly resided 
io Marquette county, but the only sur­
viving member of tbe colony whom 
be could readily call to mind was 
John Fuhrman, postmaster at Per­
kins, who was a nephew of the late 
John Butcher, a Negauoee pioneer,

School Board Reorganizes

The Board of Education oo Wed. 
nesday evening held Its first meeting 
following the annual district meetlog 
aod election. It has been the custom 
of the board to have rotation in office 
every two years, and as the biennial 
period had been reached, tbe following 
new officers were chosen:

President—John W. Elliott 
Secretary—Cyrille Houle 
Treasurer—J. H. Andrus 
The remaining members of the board 

are Thomas Connors, wbo closed a 
two-year term as treasurer, and R. G. 
Jackson, secretary during tbe past 
two years, who bad completed twenty- 
seven years’ service on tbe board and 
wbo has been re-elected for another 
three-year term.

The board will continue to hold its 
regular meetings on the last Friday 
eveniog In each month, the sessions 
beginning at 8 p, in.

The board chose the kind of brick 
to bo used for the new manual train ­
ing building, which Is to occupy the 
site of the old Presbyteriun Church. 
The exterior brick is of the hard, 
pressed variety and though not so ex­
pensive as the kind used for tbe new 
high school building is one that will 
harmonize with the other structures in 
the block. The firm of Klckutsoo ik 
Schwartz, Milwaukee, who furnished 
the brick for the high school, aUo 
have this contract.

The senior member of th<* firm of 
Hinkley A Jjimbcrt, Green Bay, 
which has the construction oflh<’ man* 
ual training building. Is ou the 
ground and expects to begin active 
operations next Monday.

Thu board was In hopes that Archi­
tect John 1). Chubb, of Chicago, who 
was here on matters pertaining to the 
city hall project, would be able to 
give them a little time to look over 
the old and new high schools with a 
view to determining the best location 
for swimming pools and also advise 
tbe board regarding the cost and 
other details of installation. Mr. 
Chubb had already spent more than 
his alloted time and was unable to ac­
commodate the bourd, but assured 
the members that he would return just 
as soon as possible and give the mat­
ter attention.

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FISH FOOD SUPPLY
Fisheries Bureau Has New 

Commissioner.

His Appointment Was in Nature of a
Promotion, as He Had Served 8ev- 

eral Years In Subordinate 
Positions In Department.

Washington.—That the United States 
bureau of fisheries, even with the 
many limitations imposed by law on 
Us activities, nevertheless is in k po­
sition to contribute materially to the 
Increase of the nation's food supply 
and to give valuable assistance in the 
solution of the cost-of-living problem Is 
the opinion of Dr. Hugh M. Smith, the 
hew commissioner, who In recent days 
has been confirmed for the Important 
office given him by President Wilson.

Dr. Smith’s appointment was In the 
nature of a promotion, and during the 
years in which he has served in sub­
ordinate positions In the bureau of 
which he Is now the head be has be­
come an authority on the work which 
the government is doing to Increase 
tho fish food supply of the United 
States.

"In the conservation of fish food re­
sources, our activities are both direct 
and Indirect," said Commissioner 
Smith in explaining the Interest of his 
bureau In the cost-oMlvlng problem. 
m\\y  Its very extensive fish cultural 
operations In all parts of the country 
the bureau each year Is bringing Into 
existence and starting on their career 
hundreds of millions of food fishes 
that, without the government’s work, 
would never have gotten beyong the 
egg state. Overwhelming evidence Is 
available to show the value of this 
work In maintaining the fish supply of 
streams and lakes, In restoring deplet­
ed waters, In stocking artificial ponds

and in establishing fishes In new wa­
ters. There la scarcely a community 
In the entire country that has not 
profited by these operations of our 
government

"These direct efforts have been sup­
plemented by most valuable service in 
saving the lives of fishes that are 
stranded every year when the Missis­
sippi river and Its tributaries go on 
the rampage. When the waters sub- 
aide the cry of ‘Rescue the perishing!' 
goes up in behalf of millions of the 
best food fishes of the Interior waters, 
and the cry it responded to by the 
agents of the fisheries service, who 
seine out tho temporary ponds and 
pools left in open places by the re­
ceding floods and restore the fishes to 
the main streams.

"One important point In Increasing 
the fish food supply is the encourage- 
xuuut of the utilization of many kinds 
of good fish which are now neglected. 
Our fastidious tastes and the abun­
dance of our water products have 
caused us to discard many excellent 
resources which other nations have 
utilizing for many ccnturlos. A recent 
Inquiry by me has shown that each 
years over 10,000,000 pounds of a sin­
gle fish now caught in our east coast 
fisheries ure thrown away, not u single 
pound being sold or consumed. Yet 
this is one of the best flavored fishes 
in our waters, and last fall I saw U 
being sold In Hamburg at several times 
the price commanded by mackerel. 
Dozens of other flsbci which Euro 
pnans eat are regarded by use as be­
neath notice. I may mention In this 
connection the very abundant and 
widely distributed sea mussels, which 
are extensively eaten in all the coast­
wise countries of Europe, white we for 
years have entirely ignored these 
wholesome shellfish and have ot4y re­
cently begun to recognize their value.

“Our people were once even more 
wasteful of food fishes than they are 
today. 1 remember to have seen as a 
boy tbe shores of tho Potomac river 
below Mount Vernon piled with the 
remains of sturgeoh, whose meat la 
now relished, but which the fisher­
man at (bat time threw away. Some 
of the fishes weighed as much as 2GU 
pounds, and one of that size caught 
today, now that the sturgeon is almost 
extinct In onr ooastai river, would 
gtve a fisherman ft fair Income for al­
most an entire season. The time will 
come whet v* shall be using and st

teeming many excellent fishes which 
today we Ignore or reject.

"An Important role for the bureau o! 
fisheries to play is to advance the day 
when wo discarded fish food products 
will be utilized. Enormous quantities 
of such are now caught incidentally 
and discarded, whereas a proper con­
ception of our responsibilities would 
lead us to bring these products Into 
the markets and sell them at low 
prices."

His testimony i& cer­
tainly worth $2 of any government’s 
money. Other witnesses were of such 
finely grained quality as J. Fred Es- 
sary, correspondent of the Baltimore 
Sun, and Frederick Steckman of the 
Washington Post. There was another 
witness, who has scared the writer 
out of mentioning his name, but his 
testimony was quite worth 92. lie 
told the committee it had subpoenaed 
him by mistake, but "where’s my $2?"

When these witnesses went to cash 
in their vouchers they were told at the 
clerk's office the house had not au­
thorized the select committee to spend 
any money. A resolution will have to 
be adopted to unleash this large 
amount—912.

Accidents in quarries, coal mines 
and metal mines of the United States 

during 1911 re-
Statistics on suited in loss of 
Mine Accidents. llfe t0 3’602 men-

out of the 1,005,- 
281 men employed. The bureau of 
mines, which since its establishment 
has endeavored to promote safety and 
efficiency in the mines and quarries 
of the country, has just Issued its 
first summary of quarry accidents, it 
shows 188 men were killed during 
1911 out of 110,954 men employed, 
making the death rate 1.69 per 1.000. 
In coal mines 728,348 men were em­
ployed, of whom 2,179 were killed, 
making the death rate 3.73; in metal 
mines, 165,979 men employed, 695 
killed, making the death rate 4.19.

Approximately one-half of tbs 
deaths In and about the quarries were 
due to three causes in the order 
named: Explosives, falls or slides 
ef quarry material and falls or slides 
of overburden.

Accidents resulted in the serious 
Injury of 862 men, or 7.77 per 1,000; 
slight Injuries, 4,528, or 40.81 per 
1,000. Approximately 33 per cent of 
the serious and slight injuries oo 
curred in the handling and transport 
of material.

Fatalities in granite quarries were 
29; sandstone and bluestone, 14; 
limestone, 90, and cement rock, 29. Of 
these 33 men were killed in Pennsyl­
vania quarries, 22 In California and 13 
In Illinois.

The statistics were collected from 
3,920 quarries, whose 110,954 em­
ployes worked an aggregate of 25,325,- 
094 days, developing $149,541,722 (u 
products. The men killed left 89 
widows and 129 orphans.

Did you ever notice that the sltvei 
you stow carefully away In neat white 
canton flannel bags, presumably to 
keep it from tarnishing, is blacker 
and more stained with tarnish when 
you go to get it out of its bag than 
the silver that has been in use all the 
time? And did you ever notice, If tho 
silver Is kept In a long case that Is 
wound about Itself, that the silver 
best protected, nearest the middle, Is 
most badly tarnished?

A Jeweler says that the reason for 
Ibis Is that white canton flannel is 
l-lencbed with a mixture containing 
sulphur, which spots and tarnishes 
silver very quickly. So when your 
extra dozen sliver forks are carefully 
parked away In their white canton 
flannol case, of course those in the 
middle, farthest from the air, become 
the most badly tarnished.

It Is for this reason that silver­
smiths always use blue canton flannel 
bags aud cases for their sliver, not. 
ns many persons think, because blue 
is more beautiful than white. No 
sulphur Is used In the preparation of 
blue canton flannel and so none lin­
gers In Its folds after it is made up 
into bags and cases for sliver.

MAKE SOUP FROM PEA WATER
Flavor and Valuable Salts of Veget­

ables Are Often Thrown 
Away.

CONSERVE THE BABIES, MRS. SCH0FFS PLEA
A congress of mothers, of women 

who are interested, not in votes or art 
or science, but in 
babies, met re­
cently In Boston. 
The president of 
this organization 
for the last ten 
years has boon 
Mrs. Frederic 
Schoff of Philadel­
phia. In speaking 
of the work of the 
c o n g r e s s ,  she 
said:

"We believe that 
the guidance and 
care of the chil­

dren who are to be the men and wom­
en of tomorrow and who must do the 
work of the world later on Is a privi­
lege and responsibility that is of tre­
mendous Importance.

"We are mothers ourselves for tho 
most part, just plain, every day moth­
ers, the same as you may find all over 
the world. We believe that all moth­
ers, and in fact all women, whether 
they are mothers or not, should bo 
given an opportunity of learning all 
they can about the rearing of chil­
dren and what the sacred word ‘moth­
erhood’ Implies.

"The continuance of the race, the 
guidance and care of the children who 
in a few years will be men and wom­
en and enter a llfe that reaches on to

eternity, brings a responsibility that 
no woman should take without a deep 
sense of the depth and height of 
motherhood.

"Instinct may give the love for the 
child, but It does not give the knowl- 
edge that is essential to Its best de­
velopment. The science of child nur­
ture Is the greatest of all sciences be­
cause It deals with the health, life 
and ideals of humanity.

"Only as mothers and fathers under­
stand it. only as children have the 
care that is purposeful and Intelligent, 
can they develop as they should.

"A mother’s first duty Is to learo 
what is requisite in making her baby 
strong and well. The child’s life is a 
part of the mother’s life long before 
she looks into her baby’s eyes or 
clasps the tiny form to her breast

"The seed in the ground develops^ 
unseen. So does the human life have 
its beginning, and the influences 
should be as favorable for the human 
plant as for the tree or flower."

Simple dress, a rational life, whole­
some food and plenty of fresh air are 
some of the cardinal principles of the 
congress.

It Is a waste of good material not 
to make pea soup every time you have 
peas for dinner. Much of the flavor 
and valuable salts of the peas are left 
in the water they were boiled in, and 
when this is thrown away halt the 
good of them is lost. To make it, 
wash the peas, shell them and put the 
hulls to cook in just enough water to 
cover them. Let them simmer until 
they look faded, then throw them 
away and put the peas to a boil in 
the same water, and when done dish 
as usual. They are Improved by the 
additional flavor given by the hulls. 
Add some new milk to the water and 
thicken It slightly with a tablespoon- 
ful each of butter and flour rubbed 
to a paste, or with a beaten egg, add­
ed just as the soup is taken from the 
fire. Season with salt and pepper. 
When peas are too old to be good, use 
them to thicken the soup by putting 
them through the colander. It is true 
of any boiled vegetable that much ol 
its value stays In the water in which 
it was cooked, and any one of them 
can be made into soup in the same 
manner as peas.

TAN BOOTS EASILY CLEANED
8oap and Water Will Remove Stains 

and Mud From Washable 
Footwear.

The washable tan boot is a luxury 
to the woman who is constitutionally 
in a hurry and cannot take time for 
the ever-recurring cleaning and polish- 
lng necessary to .the average foot­
wear. All that is necessary to reju­
venate the tan boot is to wipe over 
Its surface with a sponge or cloth 
dipped in ordinary soap and water, 
when the boot emerges as bright as 
the day tt was bought. No polishing 
necessary and no carrying of pre­
pared dressings In one’s trunk with 
the danger of disaster to one’s sum­
mer finery. Another good point about 
this new tan leather Is its immunity 
from stains. Even mud will not dis­
color it and It marches scatheless 
through wet underbrush and over 
soaking turf.

8uffrage Cake.
Three ounces butter, half pound 

sugar, two and a half cups flour, two 
and a half teaspoons baking powder, 
one level teaspoon chopped orange 
peel, one whole egg and yolk of an­
other, one and a third cups milk. 
Cream butter and sugar and add eggs. 
Stir these vigorously ten minutes. Add 
milk and the flour and baking powder 
which have been sifted three times. 
Beat until smooth and at onco divide 
into three layers. Bake In a rather 
quick oven 20 minutes. When cold, 
remove to a plate. Fill between the 
layers and cover top and sides with 
this mixtures Two cups confectioner's 
sugar, yolk of one egg, one heaping ta­
blespoon butter (softened) and two 
teuspoonn orange juice. Stir In a 
bowl until smooth, adding a few drops 
of hot watef if too thick.

To Prevent Egg Curdling.
To prevent the curding of the yolk 

of an egg when adding to bollng milk, 
as In making certain custards, add to 
the yolk, after beating, one table- 
spoonful of sweet milk. Stir tbor 
oughly, then stir into the boiling milk 
or pie filling, and it will not curdle.

Mint Salad.
Wash and crisp a sufficient quon- 

tlty of young lettuce. Sprinkle liber­
ally with chopped mint and a little 
minced meat—Iamb, \eal or chicken 
Is best—then dress with a French 
dressing. Garnish with sprays of mint 
and serve.

When you are buying furniture,

INFANT MORTALITY IS LOWER
Efforts of Health Officials During Last 

Flva Years Have Brought Down 
Death Liet in Cities.

What the American cities are do­
ing and can do toward preventing in­
fant x mortality and the high death 
rate of children under five years of 
age is tho subject of a  bulletin Issued 
by the children's bureau of the de­
partment of labor. It Is the purpose 
of the bureau lo Issue a similar bul­
letin annually and In time to make 
it a complete manual for municipal 
and philanthropic activities In the di­
rection of child welfare. Summer 
campaigns for babies' lives have been 
waged with such marvelously good 
effect in some cities, that It seems' to 
the bureau important to enlist the 
energies of as many cities in this 
work as possible. To this lend It will 
be helpful to collect and present for 
the Information of all, the little or 
much that is being done by the vari­
ous cities.

The efforts of city health officials 
have resulted In the last ten years 
in reducing the general death rate 
In cities, below that of the rural dis­
tricts and villages. This reduction In 
the general death rate Is an encourag­
ing indication of wb&t is possible of 
accomplishment in efforts to reduce 
the infant death rate. Babies die of 
diseases which to a large extent are 
preventable, and thus when welfare 
work is directed toward saving their ) 
lives the response is immediate and 
decided.

The 
fumes of the mercury produce con­
stant salivation, and the system be­
comes permeated with the metal; the 
teeth of the unfortunate men diop out, 
they lose their appetite, become ema­
ciated and, as a rule, seldom live long­
er than two years.

Chloride of lime, employed by 
bleachers, frequently destroys the 
enamel and dentine of the teeth. But 
phosphorus, used so largely in the 
manufacture of luclter matches, af­
fects a very large number of persons, 
women, girls and children greatly pre­
ponderating.

QUEER NAMES IN CALIFORNIA
Early Settlers Gave Odd Designations 

to 8treams and Lake* In 
Golden 8tate.

Tbe Qazetter of the Surface Watere 
of California, Just Issued, shows many 
curious similarities in Nomenclature, 
common and favorite names having 
been given to different streams and 
lakes by the early settlers, who chris­
ten most of the natural features In 
new countries.

Such characteristic pioneer names 
as Deadman creek and Headman Can­
yon creek are applied to five different 
streams; in the area covered by the 
report there are ten Dry creeks, two 
Humbug creeks, two Jackass creeks, 
five TJon and Lion Canyon creeks, five 
Lost streams and two Mad rivers. 
Bear canyon and Bear Trap are ap­
plied to 30 different water bodies and 
there are five Grizzly creeks.

There are 16 Coyote water bodies, 
two Wildcat, one Cat and two Gatos 
(cat, Spanish) creeks, one Skunk 
creek, nine Deer creeks, one Rabbit, 
two Quail, two Dog and one Scorpion 
creek.

There are also ten Devil and two 
Diablo creeks, but the saints, male 
and female (san and santa), cover a 
dozen pages of the gazetter. There is 
also a Poison creek and a dozen Snake 
and Rattlesnake creeks. Tbe fish are 
represented In a full page of Eel riv­
ers, several Fish creeks and one Sar­
dine creek.

CREAM FOR DESSERTS
RECIPES FOR MANY DAINTY DISH 

E8 DURING THE SUMMER.

Plain Whipped Cream Sweetened end
Covered With Nuts or Fruit Is De­

licious—Makes a Satisfying 
Finish to a Meal,

Where there is plenty of cream 
there need be no lack of healthful and 
delicious desserts and dishes, says the 
Pictorial Review. Plain whipped 
cream, flavored and sweetened, put in 
small glasses and tbe top sprinkled 
with chopped nuts or small pieces ’of 
fruit, makes a dainty finish to any 
meal. In hot weather such desserts 
are especially desirable for many rea 
sons. They are so healthful that even 
little children may have them. They 
are light and easily prepared, cool and 
tempting.

Mousses or parfaits, which terms 
simply mee.n frozen whipped cream, 
are among (he daintiest of cream dish­
es and for an afternoon affair are ex­
cellent. The cream for these is fla 
vored, sweetened, whipped to a still 
froth and placed in a mold, the Joints 
of which sre bound with a strip of 
muslin dipped in melted paraffin. A 
tub must be filled to a depth of several 
inches with cracked ice and b&IL The 
mold Is placed on this ice and then 
completely covered with more ice and 
salt and left for about four hours to 
ripen.
’ To unmold the mousse pour cold 

water over the mold to remove the 
salt, open and shake gently. The out­
er edge of the cream will be solidly 
frozen, the center ice cold but soft. 
A simple way to make a parafait is 
to take any ice cream and at serving 
time add whipped cream that is stiff 
and dry. Mix quickly and serve. Al­
low one pint of oream to each quart 
of ice cream.

In making any ice cream where 
fruit Is used the fruit should be added 
after the cream is frozen. Half of tbe 
cream should be scalded if the best 
results are to be obtained.

Maple Ic« Cream.—One quart ol 
cream, one-quarter pound of shelled 
nuts, one large cup of maple syrup. 
Chop the nuts and add to the cream 
and syrup. Mix well, put in a freezer 
and freeze.

Pistachio Ice Cream.—Half cup oi 
pistachio nuts, half cup of chopped al­
monds, one tablespoon of almond ex­
tract, four cups of cream, one cup of 
granulated uugar, one-quarter teaspoon 
of salt. Scald part of the cream and 
mix with all the other ingredients. 
Chill and freeze.

Fruit Ice Cream.—One quart of milk, 
one quart of cream, three cups of 
granulated sugar, one quart of fruit. 
Scald half of tbe cream with sugar. 
Mix with tbe milk and tbe rest of the 
cream and stand aside to chill. When 
cold put in the freezer and turn slowly 
until well frozen. Press the fruit 
through a oolander and add to tbe Ice 
cream. Turn again until frozen, pack 
carefully and set aside until needed.

Fricadellas.
Mince cold cooked beef and add a 

slice of onion, also finely chopped. If 
the ipeat is very lean, add also a slice 
or two of fat pork, chopped. Season 
with salt, pepper, sage, thyme, a little 
lemon juice and chopped parsley, and 
add a quarter as much of bread 
crumbs or boiled rice as there Is 
meat. Mix together and then add a 
well beaten egg with sufficient water 
to m&ke a paste of the mixture. Make 
this into balls or egg shapes, put 
them into a frying pan with butter or 
drippings and fry till they are a brown 
color. Some prefer to dip the balls 
Into bread crumbs, brush them over 
with egg, dip them into bread crumbs 
again, and to fry in boiling fat. When 
done, drain and serve on a folded nap­
kin spread over a platter.

Cabbage and Pepper Salad.
One head of cabbage, two green pep­

pers, boiled salad dressing or mayon­
naise. Remove the center of a bead of 
cabbage, reserving shell for a cab­
bage bowl. Shred center very fine 
and place In cold salted water for an 
hour. Remove seeds from peppers 
and let stand In cold salted water for 
an hour, changing water three times. 
Wash cabbage shell and wipe dry. 
Drain and dry cabbage and pepper, 
mix with dressing and place in shell. 
The cabbage bowl should stand on a 
fringed napkin in & nest of shredded 
lettuce.

Homemade Cedar Chest
Get a large pine packing box. Hinge 

on the lid and putty up the cracks if 
there are uny, but it is better to get 
one without cracks. Purchase a bot­
tle of cedar oil from tbe druggist and 
paint the Inside of the box with this, 
being sure that the oil soaks into all 
crevices. Use the oil plentifully, and 
when thoroughly dry line the box 
with cambric. Cover tbe outside with 
any preferred material The cedar oil 
will retain Us odor for years, and is 
as much disliked by moths as the 
cedar wood Itself.

Mountain Dew Pudding.
One pint milk, yolks of two eggs, 

two tablespoons cocoanut, one table­
spoon sugar, one-half cup rolled crack­
ers. Bake one-half hour. Make a 
frosting of the whites of two eggs and 
one-balf cup sugar, spread over pud­
ding when done and return to oven to 
brown.

Nuts Flavor Custard Pis.
One cupful of chopped nuts added 

to the filling for a custard pie gives a 
very delightful flavor, and is a vari­
ation from the usual pl&lo file.

MILK CRUSADE SAVES BABES Milwaukee Directory
Stations for Distributing Infant Food 

Are Constantly Increasing 
in Various Cities. l

A constantly increasing number of \ 
cities of ail sizes are establishing milk j 
stations and dispensing milk, whether j 
pure whole milk, certified, modified, 
pasteurized or sterilized milk to 
mothers of babies that must be bottle 
fed. Some of tbe cities in which such 
Institutions are maintained are: Al­
bany, Baltimore, Boston, Buffalo, Chi­
cago, Dayton, Detroit. Hartford, Hono­
lulu, Indianapolis, Kansas City, Mo., 
Lawrence, Mass.; Louisville, Lowell, 
Milwaukee, Newark, New Bedford, 
New Haven, New York, Peoria, Pitts­
burgh, Providence, Rochester, St. 
Louis, Springfield, 0.; Waterbury, 
WUkesbarre, Worceeter, Yonkers, 
Utica. *

The milk station is simply a room 
sufficiently large to accommodate the 
patrons and equipped with a large ice 
box, a desk, some chairs and a table. 
An ordinary store is suitable for a 
station and sometimes, as in the case 
of the station at Utica, N. Y., a school 
room may be used for tbe purpose. 
The station 1b usually under the 
charge of & nurse, and & physician is 
in attendance at stated hours.

Oddest of Jails.
One of the oddest of jails is that at 

Cliffton, Graham county, Ariz., which 
lies In one of the copper mining cen­
ters of tbo new state. This Jail com­
prises four large apartments hewn In 
tbe side of a hill of solid quartz rock. 
The entrance Is situated in a boxlike 
vestibule built of heavy masonry and 
tbe gateB have three sets of steel bars. 
At Intervals in the rocky wails boles 
to serve as windows have been blast­
ed and in these apertures a series of 
massive bars of steel has been fitted 
firmly in the rock. The floor of this 
rockbound jail is of cement. Tbe 
prisdners are confined wholly In the 
larger apartments. In certain places 
tbe wall of quartz about the Jail Is no 
less than fifteen feet in thickness. So 
solid and heavy are the barriers to 
this institution that no prisoner has 
ever attempted eBc&pe.—Harper's
Weekly.

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Fight Started

That the Anti-Saloon league of 
Michigan is determined to make a 
fight for state wide prohibition by 
submitting tbe proposition to the peo­
ple at the general election in 1014 by 
means of the initiative and referendum 
is evident by the fact that the first pe­
tition was filed with Secretary of 
State Martlndale last week.

The petition calling for the submis­
sion of an amendment to tbe constitu­
tion providing state wide prohibition 
was sent to tbe state department from 
Walled Lake and contained 13 signa­
tures. It is alleged that tbe liquor 
forces will use the initiative on 
statutes in an effort to  have the local 
option law abolished and that both 
propositions will be submitted to the 
electors a t the same time.

Must Observe the Law

On Wednesday of this week the new 
state law prohibiting drinking of in­
toxicating liquors on trains went into 
effect. The South Shore has inform­
ed Its employes to enforce this law to 
tbe letter and it is expected that this 
order will be obeyed. The following 
order has been given the trainmen:

Under a new law in tbe state of 
Michigan, which became effective 
July Ifitb, 1013, It is unlawful for any 
intoxicated person to enter, be or re­
main on any coach, or for any person 
to publicly drink intoxicating 
liquor as a beverage cn railway cars, 
or give such beverage to others, ex­
cept where sold or served under 
license, in regular licensed cars.

This law also authorizes conductors 
to arrest offenders without warrant, 
and deliver to an officer at the next 
station; to take liquor from the viola­
tors and deliver to the nearest agent, 
giving the owner a receipt. If receipt 
is presented within ten days, the 
liquor must be delivered to IhoownerB 
and if not, it must be destroyed.

"An Obscure Tribunal"

The remainder of the Uuper Penin­
sula is curious to know how a certain 
phrase in an article in last week's 
Saturday Evening Post impresses 
Marquette people, for It does not fit 
in well with the "Nation's Eyes 
Focused on Marquette," and similar 
beadllness with which the queen City 
newspapers plumed themselves during 
the Uoosevelt-Newett trial. Tbe arti­
cle is, "The Lesson of the Roosevelt 
T rial,"  and it is one of a series of In­
teresting commentaries on legal sub­
jects by Melville Davisson Post. In 
the course of the artifelo appear these 
paragraphs:

It used to be held that personal a t ­
tacks by word or through tbe public 
prints could be met only with the duel­
ing pistol. After that it was the com­
mon opinion that there was no reme­
dy, The Virginia lawyers used to 
advise that the courts were the last 
places In which to establish character, 
nnd that the only remedy was "to go 
after the fellow with a butcher's 
cleaver."

This method was. no doubt, the one 
that would most naturally suggest it­
self to a person of the temperament 
of Mr. Roosevelt. The great signifi­
cant fact to he remarked Is that he 
chose the method so commonly held to 
be inadequate-he resorted to the 
agency of the law. And by that act 
he presented the vory greatest exam­
ple of confidence in the courts—a con­
fidence so great that he was willing to 
submit the Issue of his whole career to 
a small, obscure tribunal In a distant 
state.

After making expenditures 
In repairing furnace, lumber, shingles, 
and labor at school, totalling $195.09, 
there Is left a balance of $1020.14 In 
this fund. Receipts In the general 
fuad included $22.50 for tuition of non­
resident pupils. $1190.15 from the tax 
roll, and $249.58 from delinquent tax ­
es and Interest. Disbursements from 
the general fund, Including janitor 
service, salary of officers, books aod 
other equipment, etc., reached a total 
of $2703.73, which leaves a deficit of 
$1241.55 in this particular fund.

Co-operativs Charity.
It !• not often that charitable insti­

tutions are able to pay tbelr own way 
and have profits to expend upon tbe 
beneficiaries. There Is such an Insti­
tution in Italy called tbe Laboratorlo 
della Consolata. This was started by 
some charitable ladies to rescue work* 
ing girls from the temptations of fao- 
t6ry life and to save them from being 
sweated. Apprentices are paid enough 
to live on, and women workers make 
as much money aa, if not more than, 
if they were employed by ordinary 
dressmaking establishments, says the 
World’s Work.

During tbe dead seasons when girls 
employed In other dressmaking places 
are discharged the Consolata girls are 
stin employed. Work Is done at lower 
prices, ladles bring odd pieces of mate­
rial to be made up, and everything Is 
done to “keep things going.” Thus, 
while every other dressmaker is out 
of work in February and August, the 
Consolata girls are provided for. Also, 
the working day is one hour shorter 
than that of other workrooms, and 
each girl goes for s  fortnight In tbe 
summer either to the country or to  tbe 
sea, in each case free of expense.

WILSON ADOPTS TAFT‘8 NlCARA* 

GUAN CANAL POLICY.

President Shows Improvement Ovei 
Last Democratic Predecessor — 

Policy Seeks to Avoid 
Controversies.

In adopting President Taft's Nica­
ragua canal route policy and striving 
to push it to consummation President 
Wilson shows great improvement over 
hla last Democratic predecessor. It 
will be reo&Ued that Mr. Cleveland 
disapproved and attempted to annul 
the otherwise unbroken policy of “a  
canal under American control.” He 
would have abhorred the Hay-Paunce- 
fote treaty, and would austerely have 
condemned that principle of exclusive 
American authority at Panama which 
la now ao vigorously upheld by Demo­
crats and Republicans alike.

Mr. Wilson takes tbe broader view. 
He not only agrees with Mr. Hoyes* 
dictum, that “the policy of this coun­
try is a canal under American con­
trol," but be also logically upholds tbe 
wider intimation that "an lnterocean- 
1c canal by any route across tbe Amer- 
lean isthmus" must be under our ex­
clusive control. Obviously, the part 
of prudence, to avoid possible embar­
rassments and controversies and tbe 
unpleasant possibility of having to 
read the international riot act, Is for 
this country to secure in advance an 
option on or other recognized control 
of the other very few practicable 
canal routes across the Isthmus.

That was Mr. Taft's wise policy In 
negotiating wltb Nicaragua and Co­
lombia, and it la gratifying to find Mr. 
Wilson following in bit* course, and 
not, as there Is reason to fear that 
Mr. Cleveland did, making a change In 
domestic politics occasloq for reversal 
of foreign policies. It Is always de 
sirable to maintain, if possible, con­
tinuity and Integrity of policy in ex­
terna! relations. It Is pre-eminently 
desirable so to do when that policy 
Is aa sound as that concerning the 
Isthmian canal and other canal routes.

Bryan at the Plum Tree.
* Knowing that tbo nomination of th«. 
editor of the Commoner, Mr. Richard 
Lee Metcalfe, to tbe post of civilian 
member of the Panama Canal hoard 
would bring forth criticism upon him­
self, the secretary of state has doubt­
less fortified himself with enough in­
vulnerability to withstand the charge. 
But the question of how Mr. Bryan 
takes Lho criticism Is not tho Impor­
tant fact, It la that tbe public should 
have Its attention drawn to an In­
stance of feathering the neat of a 
friend and business associate.

While Secretary Garrison points out 
that tbe appointment of Mr. Metcalfe 
will not necessarily place blm at the 
head of the civil government of the 
zona, the fact favors bis designation 
at the end of the service of the pres­
ent administration ,whose term of 
service will doubueas be continued 
until the completion of the canal 15 
months hence.

When tbe canal has been completed, 
tested and used sufficiently to make 
sure that all difficulties have been 
cleared away, the appointment of Mr. 
Metcalfe aa civil governor will be Id 
the order of things, as Secretary Gar­
rison says he does not see any neces­
sity for the work to be under mili­
tary direction any longer. Mr. Bryan 
baa fixed principles upon the subject 
of putting forward favorites and as 
soclatea as plum gatherers, but be has. 
an amiable weakness for tbe crew of , 
the Commoner.

High Prices and the Tariff.
Democrats drive tbelr trick for low­

ering the tariff "in order to reduce 
prices," just as If they really believed 

. that tbe high cost of living was 
caused solely by the protective tariff. 
It must be admitted that they have 
made a good many people believe It, 
Juat as have certain financial doctors 
once convinced many that the low 
cost of living was due to closing the 
mints to the free coinage of silver.

The federal government's reports 
disclose the fact that on January 1, 
1912, there were 68,000,000 head oi 
cattle on American farms, ae against 
72,000,000 in 1907.

AMERICA MOVING WESTWARD
It may be Dews to most people that 

North America has traveled from Eu­
rope across the Atlantic to Its pres­
ent position on the globe, and thpt It 
is still moving toward China.

According to the calculations of 
Professor Wegener of Marburg, Ger­
many, North America in the last 
twenty-six years has moved 295 feet 
away from Europe, and Greenland in 
eighty-four years has traveled the ap­
preciable distance of 3,083 feet, also 
away from Europe. Professor Weg­
ener believes that this movement 
westward is due to surface pressure 
exerted by ice. Not only does this 
pressure force the continent or island 

■ upon which it is exerted to sink, but. 
1 Just as a lot of cakes of Ice lying upon 
| each other In a pan of water move the 

lower strata of tho Ice cakes side* 
! ways, so does surface pressure of Ice 
; force an Island or even a continent to 

move sideways. Greenland, so much 
smaller than the North American con­
tinent, and loaded down more heavily 
with Ice because of Its northern lati­
tude, would move much more rapidly 
than our own continent, as it actually, 
does, If Professor SVegener’s computa­
tions be correct.
