(primary school money, according to 
the report made by Superintendent of 
Instruction L. L. bright. This is at 
the rate of 17.41 percapita, Marquette 
county having 15,812 children of 
school age. Tbe entire state has 776,- 
124 children listed and the total fund 
to be distributed amounts to $5,750,- 
*93. This money cannot, by law, be 
used for any purpose but the payment 
of the teachers’ salaries.

The Copper Strike

WbUe tbe striking miners have sent 
delegations to Lansing to protest 
agaiost the mobilization of tbe state 
troops in the Copper Country, there 
is no doubt that the residents at large 
of that section are reassured by the 
presence of the soldiers and It Is like* 
wise certain that the military guard 
will not be withdrawn until conditions 
have again become normal. The 
riotous scenes which preceded tbe 
coming of tbe military forces, as well 
as the lesser disturbances which have 
occurred In spite of tbe protection, 
have fully convinced Gov. Ferris that 
tbe situation would bare gotten tie- 
yond the civil authorities bad he de* 
fayed or refused to honor their request 
for assistance.

The governor was at first inollned 
to pay a personal rlult to tbe Copper 
Country, but he has wisely decided 
that tbe proper place for the confer­
ences which be le in hopes to arrsoge 
between employers aod employes 
would be Laoelng; there the ground 
could be gone over dispassionately 
and entirely free from Influences 
which might bias Judgment. Tbe 
Western Federation is, of course, very 
anxious for such a conference, but 
Gov. Ferris is likely to have eome 
difficulty in inducing tbe mine owners 
to become parties to a conference. 
Tbe latter feel that the men took an 
unfair advantage in tbe manner o 
their walk-out and that there is noth' 
Ing to arbitrate. Their policy Is to dea 
with the men individually and it is 
stated that they are as ready now as 
at any time to dieouss matters with 
their employes, but they will not treat 
with ’be Western Federation nor any 
of its representatives.

Under military guard, tbe mine 
pumps are being operated throughout 
the Copper district and when tbe 
shafts bare been unwatered effort will 
be made to resume active operations. 
If merely tbelr own wishes were to be 
regarded, the mine managements 
doubtless would prefer, particularly 
at ruling copper prices, to let the 
mines remain Idle until such time as 
the men were willing to come back; 
but tbe military authorities bold that 
if there Is to be a continuance of arm* 
•d protection there must be a sincere 
effort to resume work, and this un­
doubtedly will be done though It will 
sake some little time to free tbe shafts 
of water. It Is estimated that there 
are oiose to 23,000 men In tbe Copper 
Country idle in consequence of tbe 
etrlke, Including tbe strikers them* 
selves and the others who have been 
forced into Idleness by the Inactivity 
of the mines and tbe allied branches 
of work. Tbe military foroe which 
she state now baa on the ground Is bo- 
tween 2000 and 2500.

Tbe first arrests made by tbs civil 
authorities were on Tuesday, when 
six men were arrested st tbe Superior 
mine location on charges of assault 
with Intent to do great bodily harm. 
Thev have been Identified as the 
ftssallanti of a party of non-union 
men, eome of whom suffered consider­
able Injury. With tbe eupport of the 
military forces, tbe deputy sheriffs 
are in hopes to round up everyone 
wbo bei been Implicated In tbe vari­
ous forms of violeoce. Saloons have 
been dosed throughout tbe district.

It Is reported that a train bearing 
guardsmen was stoned while on Mi 
way through Marquette. Tbe report 
is doubttess exaggerated, If, indeed, 
it bad any foundation In fact; and 
Negaunee people wbo witnessed tbe 
reckless target practice with stones 
thrown Into neighboring yards during 
a brief bait of one of the trains h«rt, 
and tbs frequency with which the 
guardsmen missed the mark, would 
be more inclined to believe (hat the 
militia men intllcud il v InJ uy upon 
ooe another. 1

Phone Officers* Visit

A. von Scbiegel, general manager, 
andG. W. Welch, commercial super­
intendent, of tbe Michigan State Tel­
ephone Company, with headquarters 
at Detroit, as well as some other offi­
cials of the state organization, put In 
the better part of tbe past week in the 
Upper Peolnsula and made it a point 
to meet as many of tbe Marquette 
county subscribers as possible and 
explain the company's position with 
regard to complaints of inefficient ser­
vice which have followed tbe merging 
of the Bell aod County systems.

Briefly stated, tbe company officials 
assert that the plans for tbe consoli­
dation bad the approval of the state 
railroad commission, which also has 
supervision over telephone systems, 
and that In all probability the plans 
would have worked out smoothly bat 
for the Ohio Valley fioods. This 
made it oecessary to rush both men 
aod equipment into tbe Hooded dis­
trict and consequently retarded the 
work planned for this section. In 
fact, It is stated, some of the appara­
tus destined for this section was di­
verted in order that the Ohio Valley 
service might be restored as speedily 
as possible. Now that It has been 
possible to start on tbe Marquette 
county work, assurance Is given that 
it will be pushed, for the officials 
frankly concede that the service is not 
what It should be.

With regard to tbe rates, the offi­
cials assert that the action which they 
took was the same as the policy which 
has governed consolidations at other 
polots lo tbe state, aod that the plans 
in this particular respect alio had 
tbe approval of the state authorities. 
The polDt out that after providing 
trunk line connection with the “Beil” 
system for “County” subscribers it 
would have been unfair to permit the 
“County” patrons to enjoy a lower 
rate for Identical service than is be­
ing accorded tbe original “ Ue!l” sub* 
icrlbers. Bad it been possible to con. 
summate the merger more expediti­
ously, the officials believe that patron* 
would have realized that increased 
efficiency aod a unified system more 
than offset tbe increase that was mude 
io rates. As matters stand, the offi­
cials promise to complete the Mar­
quette county work at the earliest 
possible date, and assure the people 
that If they will bear with conditions 
Just a little longer they shall have a 
telephone system equal to uoy in the 
west.

If, howsycr, Marquette county 
phono users have been cherishing any 
delusions about a cootfnuance of free 
service between cities, they may just 
as well proceed to exorclse.tbese delu­
sion* from tbelr respective systems, 
for it may be set down in block and 
while that toil will becharged betweeo 
Negaunee, Marquette and Ishpemiog, 
as well as between other points. Tbe 
statement has oot bean made authori­
tatively, but people are not likely to 
have to wait long for the official pro­
mulgation; and in justification of ibis 
course the "Bell” people assert that 
it is lo line with tbs policy In other 
sections of Michigan as well as 
throughout tbe country generally:

Blood Transfusion Revivified Pneumo­
nia Victim After Respiration Had 

Ceased—Dr. Boreei Talks of 
Operation.

New York.—-The miracle of bringing 
the dead back to Ufa, Dr. A. L. Boreal 
of Fordbam university thinks, will be 
a scientific achievement of the future.

Dr. Boreal, attached to tho staff of 
Flower hospital, has for five years 
conducted experiments of transfusion 
of blood, with result|, he says, that 
tro amazing.

Professor Soresi told of saving the 
life of a patient stricken with pneu­
monia by tranafuslon of blood to the 
left side of the heart after respiration 
had entirely ceased In the patient and 
the body was apparently moribund.

After explaining his experiments 
with transfusion of blood In animals, 
Professor Soresi said;

"An experiment with a pneumonia 
patient was perhaps not as spectacu­
lar. This patient was entirely without 
respiration Jrotn all known tests ap­
plied, and therefore actually moribund 
to all human knowledge, when 1 made 
a transfusion of blood from a normal 
man through the jugular veio of tho 
patient. The return to life was 
prompt and recovery followed In due 
vourse.

“If such transfusions could be made 
promptly the loss of life could be ma­
terially lowered.

"In a recent test at Flower hospital 
V pumped all the blood from a dog 
until the animal lay absolutely life­
less. For fifteen minutes ! allowed 
the animal to remain without a spark 
•f life. The heart had stopped beat­
ing and every function of life had 
ceased.

“I connected tne blood vessels of 
the dog with those of another dog and 
permitted the blood to flow. Inside of 
Ove minutes there was a complete re­
turn of life, and the dog soon was 
yelping in an entirely normal way. 
Other experiments with dogs have 
yielded results as amazing.

"When the way has been found to 
sonnect directly with the left side of 
the heart medical science will be able 
to restore human beings to life after 
ill animation baa been suspended, pro- 
vidod there Is no organic trouble. The 
resuscitation will be effective In cates 
of gas or drug poisoning, hemor­
rhages, and such diseases as typhoid 
’ever and pneumonia. Sudden deaths, 
oy accident, when no vital organs 
lave been crippled, will fall within 
the scope of the transfusion method.

“Under the new science It will be 
possible to restore life after It has 
been extinct for half an hour. I am 
levering most of my time to theso 
sxperlments and hope belore long to 
br abls to make an important an- 
souncemeut to the world of science.”

Cocoanuts Quickly.

New York.—The cook of the British 
schooner Carib IL, which was at the 
foot of West Twenty-fourth street, 
while in port, said that he was a "dou­
ble-headed Dutchman." When que* 
Honed as to the meaning of this phrase 
the cook explained that a ' double- 
headed Dutchman" was a sailor man 
balling from Amsterdam, Holland.

It is necessary to come from Am­
sterdam in order to be addressed by 
the above name. A man who came 
from Rottcndam, the cook laid, would 
not be a "double-beaded Dutchman," 
nor could the native of any other city 
but Amsterdam use this title.

The Carib II. la a white, three-most- 
<?d schooner owned In Colon, aud ar­
rived with a cargo of cocoanuts from 
the San Dias coast. There were 31)0, 
476 cocoanuts in the schooner’s hold 
when she arrived, according to the 
cook, whose name la Gerrit OaUaDdt. 
a truthful man, fifty years old, who 
has been cook on many ships since 
he put to sea from Amsterdam 36 
yeais ago. He has uot beeu back 
tbor# since.

He remarked that it was necessary 
to anchor about three miles off the 
beach when loading cocoanuts on the 
Ban Dias coast He was asked bow 
the cargo was got ou boord.

"Mosquitoes bring It out,” replied 
Ueril without the semblance of a 
smile. "The mosquitoes on the Ban 
Dias coast are so large and smart that 
the natives uae them to help out in 
various ways.

"As soon as we anchored off the 
coast one flue uiornlug we beard a 
sound like a brass band. We thought 
It was a native celebration after elec­
tion or something like that, but mood 
the sky darkened and tbo ship was 
quickly showered by thousands of 
cocoanuts. It was the mosquito fleet 
bringing out our osrgo sod the noise 
we beard was tbelr loud bumming 

"We were very much frightened 
ut first and ran below, but a native 
soon arrived In bis canoe and explain­
ed matters. He said that another 
fleet would be along pretty soou and 
that we must bs careful not to be 
•truck by the cocoanuts as they fell.

“The native said that efforts were 
being made to train the mosquitoes lo 
deposit the cocoanuts in the hold* of 
the vessel, but be did not expeot Ibis 
could be accomplished without a good 
deal of additional training.

"There was a good deal of eatUfac- 
tlon among the chiefs, the native eald, 
over the new use that the mosquitoes 
bad been put to. Before they were 
so admirably (rained the cocoanuts 
had to bo transported from shore In 
lighters and canoes to the waiting 
ships.”

Gerrit Gullandt concluded his tale 
by saying that the Carib 11. received 
her cargo ou her visit to Hrm Bias 
quicker than she had ever got one 
before.

One should pack for storago much 
the same as ooe packs for any othei 
removal, with this difference, that th< 
goods msy not he unpacked for man) 
months, and that it Is desirable to gel 
them into as smell a compass as pos­
sible.

Cover with boiling water. Let stand 
two minutes, drain and plunge into 
Ice cold water. Let stand ten min­
utes, again drain and pack solidly into 
pint glass Jars. Boil one quart vine­
gar and two cups of sugar 16 minutes. 
Pour over peppers to overflow Jar*/ 
cover and keep in oold place.

Nettle’s White Cake.
Put white of one egg in a cup, dll 

with sweet milk end turn into mixing 
bowl. Into sifter put two cups flour, 
one cup sugar, a little salt, two level 
teaspoons baking powder. 81ft Into 
the bowl.

A representative of HlnkleyA Lam- 
beau, the Green Bay firm which has 
the contract for tbe erection of tbe 
new manual training school building, 
has spent considerable time here dur­
ing the past week or tec daya and has 
bis plans for the work well In band.

Had tbe firm secured the lat­
ter contract they could have used 
their forces Interchangeably, thereby 
hastening the work upon each contract 
and doubtless adding to the profit on 
both.

Continue Investigation

Tho Board of Supervisors at Its 
meeting last Wednesday indulged in 
considerable parliamentary sparring 
over matters connected with the Inves­
tigation of the administration of the 
county poor funds. By a previous 
resolution of the board, W. A. Prater, 
of Iron Mountain, was engaged to 
make a survey of poor relief condi­
tions In Marquette oounty and to de­
vise methods of administration that 
might be an improvement upon tbe 
present system. At Wednesday's 
meeting Supervisor Corklll, of Rich­
mond township, offered a resolution 
relieving Mr. Prater from continuing 
tbe Investigation. This precipitated 
a lively debate. An amendment in­
structed Mr. Prater to report his pro­
gress at tbe next meeting of tbe board, 
and confusion which resulted over the 
original resolution and Its amend­
ment required the joint services of 
Chairman Powell and Prosecuting 
Attorney Kennedy to get tbe supervi­
sors on their parliamentary feet 
again.

A resolution was submitted by Mr. 
Prater, in substance taking from the 
supervisors the right to Issue poor 
relief orders io their respective dis­
tricts aod vesting the power solely In 
tbe poor superintendent for that dis­
trict; alio makiog It compulsory for 
the superintendents to obtain full and 
permanent history of each relief case; 
and finally making any public aid ex­
tended a lien upon any property 
which tbe applicant may possess, 
such amouot to become payable upon 
tbe death of the persoo or a transfer 
of the property. Tbe resolution was 
referred to tbe prosecuting attorney 
for Investigation as to Its legality, 
and It will again receive consideration 
at the meetlcglof the board 00 Septem­
ber 4tb.

Sent Copper Price Up

Copper is now selling at 15 cents a 
pound, whereas before opening of 
copper miners' strike 14i cents. The 
Calumet k  Heel a Mining Co. and Its 
subsidiary companies produce 
12,000,000 of the 17,000,000 pounds 
produced each month In Michigan.

If tbe strike continues one week 
copper will reach 16 cents, It is be­
lieved, while It will go to 17 cents If 
the strike continues two weeks, al­
though probably not higher tban that 
figure, or possibly 18 cents, if the 
strike continues Indefinitely.

What Tuberculosis Is

Pulmonary tuberculosis Is a very 
common, and frequently a fatal, dis­
ease of tbe lungs, states a bulletin 
from tbe Michigan Association for 
tbe Prevention and Relief of Tuber­
culosis. It is caused by tbe growth 
and multiplication Id tbe lungs of a 
very small germ, oalled tbe tubercle 
bacillus, which Is so small it caooot 
be seen without the use of a very 
powerful microscope, which magnifies 
It several hundred times. Twenty- 
five hundred of these germs placed 
cod to end would not be one Inch In 
length. These germs may gradually 
spread through tbe greater part of 
one or both lungs, destroying tbe use­
fulness of those organs until fiaally 
tbe patient dies of tbe disease. This 
disease Is often oalled consumption, 
for the reason that during Its progres 
tbe patient loses weight rapidly, and 
hence seems to be consumed. Tuber­
culosis may Infect any other part of 
the body besides tbe lungs, such as 
tbe bones, jolou, intestines, glands, 
brain, spinal oord, and tbe skin, but 
of all forms of Infiamatlon, that of tbe 
lungs Is most oommon.

Tbe tubercle bacillus Is tbe ooly 
cause of tbe disease, Many people 
think that pulmonary tuberculosis 
oemes from a cold or some other dis­
ease, or Is Inherited. This Is not cor­
rect. The reason wby people develop 
tuberoulosls after a prolonged cold 
pnumonla or other exhausting disease 
Is bocause their systems have run 
down to such an extent that they art 
not strong enough to resist tbe tuber­
cle bacilli when taken Into their bodies 
These germs are very widely distri­
buted, and practically all people 
breathe them in at times. If tbelr 
systems are in excellent condltloo, tbe 
germs do not gain a foothold and 
start thd disease. Any condition that 
weakens the body predisposes one to 
consumption.

There are maoy reasons why you 
should be Interested io the subjeot of 
tubeculoils. You or some of your 
family or friends may at some time 
develop tbe disease. By knowing 
something about It you can greatly 
lessen the chance of getting It. If you 
do get It, you will know what to do In 
order to get well, and to keep others 
from getting it from you.

* Can’t Drop Out

When ibe school opens next month 
tbe new educational law will be in 
operation. This Is stricter tban tbe 
former law In that it requires tbe at­
tendance of boys and girls in the 
High school as .well as tbe lower 
grades up to tbe age sixteen.

Heretofore the law only applied as 
far as tbe eighth grade. After gradu­
ating nt that point children were ex­
empt. Hereafter the youngsters must 
continue their studies loto the High 
school as long as they are under the 
age limit and the same regulations 
for enforcing a compliance with tbe 
law are provided as operated for de­
linquents lo the lower grades.

Some people have become used to 
thlnktng that after their children have 
passed the eighth grade, or common 
school, there la no further legal re- 
qulremeot compelling attendance in 
school sod this may make It neces­
sary for the school authorities to do 
considerable explaining.

Tbe law contains provisions for ex­
empting children from Us observance 
the same as tbe old enactment, tbe 
superintendent of scboolibetng about 
the only one who can excuse a boy or 
girl from golog to school regularly 
up to the time he or she Is sixteen 
years old.

Carlessneis with matches is the 
cause of by far the greater number of 
destructive fires In the woods and peo­
ple oaonbt be too careful in this re­
gard; Experienced woodsmen appre­
ciate the danger and govern them­
selves accordingly, but fishermen, 
campers and picolo parties have an 
equal obligation aod should exercise 
the utmost care while In tbe woods.

PRODUCER OF FOOD
United States Leads in Supply 

of Great Staples.

Raises Products for Own Pec; ’ rnd
Many Other NatJona—Each coun­

try and Epoch Has Questions 
of Food 8upply.

Washington — Each country and 
each epoch has its special food prob­
lems. During the last 400 years and 
more tbo United States has passed on 
from the conditions prevailing in a 
newly discovered country, with only a 
•mall area under cultivation, and has 
become a producer of food and other 
great staple products not only for Its 
own people, but also for export to oth­
er nations. An equally great change 
has taken place with respect to the 
different regions of the United States. 
As the country has been developed 
frontier conditions of living have re­
ceded, until today, as never before, 
the food problems of country and town 
are approaching each other, and it la 
no- longer the case that the rural com­
munity Is, as regards Its supply of 
staple food, largely lndppendent and 
tho. urban community largely depen­
dent.

Each must rely on the other, for In 
general the farm-grown crop Is milled 
and tbe live stock Is slaughtered In 
the large establishments where facili­
ties are adequate, as they could not be 
In the case of home enterprise. And. 
indeed, In all economic ways the two 
regions are perhaps more naturally in­
terdependent than ever before. All 
this means that many problems re­
lated to food demand are studied In 
order that the best use may be made 
of agricultural food crops by the far­
mer who grows them, the manufac­
turer who converts the raw material 
Into food nroducts, the merchant who 
supplies the food to tho household and 
the housewife who selects and pie- 
pares it for the family table.

Somo of tbe problems which pertain 
to thiB subject have been studied by 
tbe Federal department of agriculture 
and C. F. Langworthy, has compiled 
the data regarding food conditions as 
a whole, the characteristics of the 
American diet and the special prob­
lems of housekeepers in both country 
and town. The majority of persons 
set their pleas of the food habits of a 
race or region from popular writings 
and often tbe source of Information Is 
Inaccurate or Incomplete. If a writer 
states that tbe diet In New England 
Is pork and beans and brown bread, 
or that In the south It fa corn meal 
and pork, every one knows that tho 
statement Is very Inadequate., With 
the question of diet in less familiar 
regions, tbe discrepancy Is not so ob­
vious.

It Is often said and Is generally be­
lieved that the diet In the United 
Elates is generous and that tbe range 
In variety of food products is unusu­
ally large. Tbe dietary combings many 
customs and food habits of the races 
which have helped to make up the 
population, but in Its general charac­
ter It Is British, as Is natural, for the 
bulk of the earlier settlers were from 
Great Britain and brought tbe cus­
toms and manners of tbe old home 
with them, adapted them to tbe new 
country, and passed them on to tho 
succodlng generations. As time 
has passed marked changes in the 
character of the diet have taken place, 
owing largely to Improved methods of 
cultivation of food crops, to butter 
methods of transportation and storage, 
to improvements In milling and other 
manufacturing processes which per­
tain to food, to improvement In house 
construction and kitchen appliances 
and to similar factors. Whether the 
value of the daily diet has changed 
when considered from the- standpoint 
of the amount of nutritive material 
supplied Is anothor matter, and one 
which Is moro difficult to decide.

As an Illustration of changed food 
conditions, fuels relating to tbo diet 
In public Institutions may be of in­
terest, as It seems fair to say that 
such a ration bears tho same rela­
tion to tbo food habits of any ona 
period as does a corresponding one to 
those of another. In an account of 
the diet In a large Institution In Bos­
ton in I860 a very simple ration was 
supplied lu which bread, molasses, po­
tatoes and salt pork were the staples. 
In recent studies carried on In the 
same city In a similar Institution the 
ration la much more varied and con­
tains many articles, such as oatmeal, 
fresh and dried fruits, tapioca and 
sago, which would have boen consid­
ered luxuries In most homes In 1IG0.

It Is not without Interest to consid­
er In more detnl) some of tbo factors 
which have modified dietary habits. 
In northern regions of the United 
States, In earlier times, Ibe vegetable 
supply tn tho summer was fairly abun­
dant, but In tbe winter was limited to 
a few varieties, chiefly root crops, 
which were of good keeping quality. 
Eggs, salt meals and less commonly 
poultry were staple summer foods, but 
fresh beef, mutton and pork wefe more 
abundant In winter than In summer 
beoauso they could be kept (n good 
condition frosen. The lack of variety 
of vegouble foods In winter and ol 
fresh meat In summer was without 
doubt tho rensou for the great abun­
dance of preserves and pickles which 
every housewife deemed neesaary, and 
for the great number of klnda of pastry, 
cako and similar dishes. In other 
words, there was a craving for variety, 
and It wot satisfied by using tn many 
different ways tho comparatively small 
number of food materials which were 
•o s t oomjponl? obtainable With Im­

provements In crop growing, trauspor 
tation, storage and marketing of foods 
there Is much less seasonal variation 
in the food supply and consequently 
much more uniformity In the diet at 
different times of the year.

In considering the human race, as u 
whole, there are three groat epochs In 
man's diet, namely: The early hunting 
period, In which.man depended entire­
ly on a natural supply of both animal 
and vegetable food; the cooking pe­
riod, In which man still used a nat­
ural supply of food, but prepared it for 
use with the aid of heat, and the so 
called clblcultural or food producing 
period—that Is, the period in which 
man has depended upon the cultiva­
tion of both flocks and herds and field 
and garden crops to supplement a wild 
supply of food.

announces the startling discovery by 
the omniscient bureau of chemistry in 
Secretary Houston’s department of a 
method by which "wrapped bread" 
can be warmed.

"The experts found," says tbe an­
nouncement, "that If a cold wrapped 
loaf is unwrapped and placed in a 
pan In the oven, In good medium heat 
for ten minutes, it will be as good as 
fresh, crisp without and tender with­
in."

This moving to 
lx>ndon marks another step In tbe too 
frequently repeated Malory at tbe 
Amerlcaq heiress who marries a for­
eign nobleman. Other disappoint­
ments have been hers, but tbla social 
defeat has been the greatest of all.

Fortunately, the Countess Szechenyi 
has not, according to her Intimate 
friends, suffered disillusion ln love, 
one defeat which many heiresses have 
suffered. Tbe other defeats—lack of 
Boclal prominence, lack of social suc­
cess, disappointment to being a 
countess," and of nobility and tiUee 

In general—have been hers.
Countess Sxechenyl wee Miss 

Gladys Vanderbilt. 8bo was married 
in January, 1008, to Count Laizlo 
Szechenyi, a Hungarian noble. Love, 
not money, was supposed to be the 
Inspiration of tbe engagement. It 
was Gladys Vanderbilt's beauty and 
charm and not her father's millions 
that aro supposed to have won the 
foreign nobleman.

Tbe Szechenyi family were not as 
poor as the noble families of Europe 
sometimes are. They had lands, cas­
tles, money. Their wealth was small, 
uccordlng to American standards of 
wealth, but they were not even as 
"land poor" as many nobles, who own 
land but are not able to pay for Its 
upkeep. It Is quite possible that tbe 
marriage of Miss Vanderbilt to Count 
Szechenyi really was a love match.

DIslUuslous started directly after 
the wedding. This time It was not 
the disillusion of love. But the dis­
illusions nevertheless were great.

The first disappointment came In 
Budapest, after several months of 
travel. Instead of being received with 
open arms, as she had expected, 
Countess Gladys was received much

as If she had been any other countess 
In any other capital, or even In New 
York. To be sure, people were anx­
ious for a glimpse of her, but they 
were not tbe people whom she cared 
to know. They were Idle curiosity 
seekers, for the most part, and news­
paper reporters. Beggars and charity 
seeking people sought an audience; 
beggars were more Insistent than lo 
America. But nobility and royalty 
left her alone.

After a short visit ln Budapest the 
count and countess went to Castle 
Szechenyi, in Oermesoe, Hungary. 
Oermqxoe is a small village near 
Kaschau, Upper Hungary, and is over 
a hundred miles from Budapest.

And the castle proved the wont 
disappointment of all, so far. Instead 
of a wonderful castle, a castle of 
dreams, It was a rambling, old fash­
ioned structure. Tbe grounds were 
beautiful, but tbe castle Itself was 
old and weather beaten. The interior 
was furnished with various kinds of 
furniture, nearly all old, but not real­
ly antique. It was dark, dismal.

Ever since her marriage Countess 
Szechenyi wanted to be presented at 
court ln Vienna. Millions may be 
helpful. They may teem even Indie* 
pensable at times. But they do not 
give one court eotrles. Countess 
Szechenyi was Ineligible. She and 
the count did all they could, but she 
could not gain real acquaintanceship 
to tbe Inner etrde of the Austrian 
court.

This snubbing by royalty has been 
tbe greatest disillusion of all for tha 
American girl.

In the five year* since her marri­
age Counters Szechenyi has done 
everything In her power to gain ad* 
mlttance Into the court circles of Hun­
gary and Austria. AU in vain. Mil­
lions have been spent on charities and 
on entertainments.

Count Szechenyi himself at last la 
disheartened. He has spent much 
money Id the Balkan war. His small 
fortune la gone. Some Intimate friends 
say that he still wishes bis wife to 
change her mind and move back to 
Vienna. Others say that be has ext 
patrlated himself for love of his wife 
and bis two children. For ln spite of 
the many* disillusions that come when 
an American heiress and a titled for 
elgner marry, love between tbe Szecb- 
cnyis has still remained as firm os 
ever, according to all reports.

SENATOR ISAAC STEPHENSON 84 YEARS OLD
Senator Isaae Stephenson of Wis­

consin, the oldest member of the up­
per house In point 
of age, entered 
upon his eighty- 
fifth year June 18, 
but Is as vigorous 
as the averago 
man of fifty. For 
many years Sena­
tor 8tepbenson 
has been an Influ­
ential figure In 
the financial and 
Industrial affairs 
of his state and of 
the nation. Of late 
years he has be­

come a power in national politics.
Senator Stephenson is a type of the 

self-made, self-educated American. Hit 
boyhood was spent in poverty. Today 
be is tbe richest man J- Wisconsin, be­
ing worth at least $10,000,000. The 
bulk of bis vast fortune was made In 
lumber.

Mr. Stephenson was born on June 
18, 1829, near the city of Fredericton,
N. B. He went to Wisconsin with 
his family when he was only sixteen

years old, and was one of tbe first to 
plow its soli. At that time bis par­
ents were so poor that the children 
bad to go barefooted even In tbe win­
ter.

When only aeventeen tbe future itn- 
ator broke 130 acres of land near 
Janesville and helped put ln 400 acre* 
of wheat. In the winter be went up 
Into the lumber regions and worked, 
hauling logs with a six-ox team. In 
1860 be began to do business on bis 
own account. During the summers he 
sailed vessels on tbe lakes and dur­
ing tbe winters be continued to work 
In the lumber camps,

Being a good judge of the value of 
Umber, he was able to locate for him­
self and associates hundreds of thou­
sands of acres in northern Wisconsin 
and Michigan, which later made them 
all millionaires. He established mills, 
factories and banks In bis hometown 
of Menominee. Elsewhere his finan­
cial, manufacturing and commeyclal 
Investments reached Into vast fields, 
in addition to his northern lumber and 
timber interests he acquired thou­
sands of acres of pine land ln Lduifr 
Jana.

One of tbe greatest evolutionists, 

tbe codiscoverer with Darwin of the 
doctrlno of natu­
ral selection, Al­
fred Russell Wal­

ten social environment, but ebarsfr 
ter is not a thing which caa be ruined 
by environment, as he proceeds to ( 
prove, and whenever the environment 
Is Improved the unconquerable spirit 
of man rises as if It had never been 
suppressed. He has small patience 
with such reformers as tbs eugenlata, 
wbo seek to Improve character by im­
proving "the breed," and declare* 
that they are aiming at effects, not 
causes. It is idle, he asserts, to try to 
improve the human character until 
the conditions that spell It are re­
moved, and this cannot be done with 
out reforming our whole system.

Attacks upon our social system bars 
been made before, but generally on 
the ground that there ate serious de* 
fects, though on tbe whole there has 
been progress. It is not usual to 
assert, as this eminent scientist does,

and means committee plainly said, in 
the house of representatives, that he 
knew the pending tariff bill would kill 
the sugar Industry of Louisiana. Sen­
ator Williams of Mississippi has 
frankly told bia fellow senators and 
tho country that he knows tbe Un- 
derwood-Wllson bill will close every 
sugar house In Louisiana as well as 
he knows that bia name Is John Wil­
liams.

These men are Democratic leaders. 
They speak with authority. They are 
champions of the administration's pol­
icy. They defend sod advocate tbe 
pending tariff bill. Their statements 
cannot be discounted as coming from 
Its opponents.

There are two aides to the sugar 
tariff question and one of them In­
volves much more" than the destruc­
tion of ono of the most Important in­
dustries of Louisiana.

CRICKETS SING FOR JAPANESE
Males Art Kept In Cages to Furnish 

Amusement for Thslr 
Owners.

One of the most curious things to 
be seen In Japan, alike in the houses 
of rich and poor, la a small cage of 
bambeo fibers which houses the sing­
ing cricket. The male only has the 
"voice," which can hardly be called a 
singing voice, because the sounds 
emitted are much morn metallic than 
those which ordinarily proceed from 
the throat of a bird.

The westerner who hears these 
sounds for the first time starts up un­
der the impression that he Is hearing 
an electric call bell, an exchange 
states. In ordet to execute his song 
the cricket goes through a very amus­
ing performance. He raises himself 
on hts front feet, grasps with the oth­
ers t  kind of "platform" arranged In 
the cage for bis convenience, expands 
his wlngshclls and rubs them agaJnst 
each other with great rapidity. The 
rhythm of the movement varies with 
individuals, and this oxplalns why the 
sound produced offers a certain varie­
ty  In meter aa well as in pitch.

The Japanese have reared this in­
sect from time immemorial For a 
long time the exportation of these 
crickets waa prohibited under severe 
penalties, originally because a relig­
ious superstition against it existed 
among the peasantry. The imperial 
family has cultivated the moat tuneful 
species, but no one but a member of 
the royal family baa heretofore been 
permitted to own a specimen. The 
recently deceased emperor was a de­
votee of natural history, and it Is said 
that he sometimes amused himself by 
taking (be key from tbe cricket and 
evolving musical exercises from its 
peculiarities. These little insects pass 
tbe entire day in song if care is taken 
to maintain their food supply, which 
consists of lettuce leaves, with those 
of tbe tomato, carrot and cucumber. 
Balt puts an end forever to tbe song 
of this little insect.

Henry H. Rowley, 8eventh Connect! 
cut, Erie Pa., sends the following clip 
ping of an article in the WInetef 
(Conn.) Herald, which be wrote !m 
mediately after the battle of Oolustee 
It is Interesting as a contemporaneoui 
account of tbe battle of Oolustee an( 
reads as follows:

Camp of tbe Seventh Connecticut 
Camp of the Seventh Connecticut 

Volunteers, Near Jacksonville, 
Fla., March 18, 1864.

T. M. Clark—Dear sir: In readlni 
the last issue of the Herald I notlc* 
in tbe account given of tbe battle o: 
Oolustee that the Fifty-fourth Massa 
chuaetta and First North Carollni 
(colored regiments) covered the ra 
treat. Now, for the benefit of thi 
people of tbe state from which w< 
hall 1 wish to correct this, for 1 rtf 
believe that they wish to have all thi 
credit that is-due them, through theli 
sons who are fighting for their honos 
as well as that of our common coun 
try. We have no special correspond 
ent to speak a truthful word for us; 
therefore, it is seldem that we gel 
much if any credit for the part taken 
by us in the engagements In whict 
Connecticut troops have borne as con 
spicuous a part as the troops from 
other states. Such is the case with 
the battle of Oolustee. The Seventh 
Connecticut was the first into it ant 
the last out. I know no better way ol 
proving my statement concerning tbs 
matter than to give you the words ol 
our commanding general. Colonel 
Hawley’s brigade, composed of tbe 
Seventh New Hampshire, Eighth Unit 
ed 8tates Colored Infantry and Sev 
enth Connecticut, was second In the 
advance, Colonel Henry’s Light Br! 
gade being tho first. Three miles be 
yond Sanderson, by order of General 
Seymour, the Seventh was brought to 
tbe front and Into position as skir 
mishon, aud moved on, driving before 
them a squadron of rebel cavalry. 
This was kept up until we came up 
with tbe main body, exchanging shots 
with a force of rebels posted in rifls 
pits and in a dense wood. At this 
place, and In position as skirmishers, 
the force of the enemy was kept at 
bay for about 20 minutes, after which 
we retired to tbe rear in regular skir 
mlshlng order, unmasking our advano 
in* column to the enemy. When to 
the rear the regjment formed, took a 
new supply of ammunition, and ad­
vanced again, filling a gap in the can 
ter, where they fought with a will 
After the fight was over, before the 
retreat was ordered, tbe regiment was 
in line of battle. Colonel Hawley was 
sitting near us upon bis horse. Gen­
era! Seymour rode up and said: "Colo­
nel, I wish to have your regiment act 
as rear guard; there will be a com­
pany of cavalry still In your rear." 
After telling how he wished It conduct­
ed he said: "I hate to ask this of you, 
colonel, but there is not a regiment 
that I Jiave the conflflen^e in that j 
have iu the Seventh Connecticut.” 
This was-enough. They took their po­
sition and conducted the retreat 
through to Barber's Ford, arriving 
there about three o'clock on tbe morn­
ing of tho twenty-first. After resting 
uotll seven o'clock the retreat was 
again commenced. By Genesal Sey­
mour’s order the Seventh was again 
retained for rear guard. While the 
regiment was In line, waiting for all 
other troops to pass, General Seymour 
rode up in front of tbe line, took off 
hit hat, and said: "Men of the Sev­
enth Connecticut, I am happy to say 
to you that I am satisfied with what 
you have done; you have done all I 
could ask; you have done your duty 
aud done It well." The regiment for 
a second time took Its position as rear 
guard, and marched to Baldwin's. 
Here they had a grand time rummag 
Ing the knapsacks which had been tef> 
by other regiments. Although tlr»' 
hungry and footsore, they were j 
allowed to sleep. Details were him 
for fatigue duty, to load cars with pro 
visions, etc., one company volunteer­
ing to push a train of six cars to Jack­
sonville, a distance of 20 miles. Tbe 
rest destroyed such provisions, ammu 
nition, etc., as could not be got away, 
burning railroad bridges, cutting down 
trees to Impede the progress of the 
enemy, and In the morning started for 
Jacksonville, passing Henry’s Battery 
and Massachusetts cavalry at Camp 
Klnegau, where they were on picket, 
arriving at Jacksonville on tbe twenty- 
second at 9:00 p. tn. Thus ended the 
battle of Oolustee, alias "Flnegsn's 
Dali."

Since our arrival at Jacksonville ev­
erything has been quiet except an oc­
casional scare, the result of a few 
picket shots. The boys have had no 
tents since leaving St. Helena.

GIVE THOUGHT TO GARNISHING

Summer Salads Appetizing or the Re­
verse, According to How This 

Detail Is Attended To. ’

8alads arranged lu a border of hard 
boiled eggs, pickled beets, cold boiled 
carrots und slices of potato cut in­
fancy forms—hearts and circles and 
rings and triangles—are too ornate to 
be in good taste. But the ungarnlshed 
dish is almost as unappetizing.

Summer garnishes should always be 
fresh, crisp and dainty. Watercress, 
fresh parsley, lettuce heart leaves, ca­
pers and small radishes, crisp and 
cold, all form appropriate and appetiz­
ing garnishes for meat, fish and vege­
table dishes.

Another way of garnishing Is by 
combining two dishes. For instance, 
If hashed brown potatoes are to be 
served with a hash of lamb and pep­
pers, place the meat hash In the cen­
ter of tbe dish and arrange tbe pota­
toes neatly about it. Croamed flab 
can be piled in the center of the plat­
ter, creamy mashed potatoes can be 
arranged about it, and the whole can 
be browned in the oven—with a few 
buttered bread crumbs sprinkled over 
the dish—for 10 to IS minutes. Bacon 
can be used as a garnish to liver or 
poached or fried eggs. It should be 
broiled, crisp and dry. and should be 
neatly put on the serving dish; noth­
ing is more unsightly than greasy, 
limp, half-cooked bacon piled hit or 
miss on n dish.

PACKING THE PICNIC BASKET

Small Amount of Care in This Makes 
All the Difference When Supper 

is Served.

Almost as much depends on the 
packing of the picnic basket as on the 
making of the picnic fare. For a mod­
erate amount of money many things 
can be bought to make the work of 
packing the basket easy. Thermos bot­
tles for cream and milk, special sand­
wich boxes, paper seta of doilies, nap­
kins and tablecloths, paper plates and 
•aucers to match and paper cups can 
all be bought.

A menu for a beurly cold picnic sup­
per Is as follows: Cold broiled chick­
en, stuffed tomatoes wltb lettuce and 
mayonnaise, currant Jelly, buttered 
rolls, iced coffee and strawberry or 
raspberry shortcake. Each stuffed to­
mato can be wrapped in a damp cloth, 
the chicken can be packed in a paper 
lined box and the rolls can be carried 
in a box or basket. Tbe two layers of 
cake for the shortcake can be careful­
ly wrapped in a napkin. The berries, 
prepared a 1th sugar, cream to whip for 
the shortcake and to use for tbe cof­
fee, tiie coffee itself and the mayon­
naise dressing for the salad can all be 
carried in fruit Jars; although the 
cream. If there is a thermos bottle, 
had better bo carried iu that.

Macaroni Croquettss.
Cook two-thirds cup of macaroni 

broken into small pieces in boiling 
salted water until tender, drain and 
rinse in cold water. Meit two table- 
spoonfuls butter, add two tablespoon- 
fuls flour, one tablespoohfui of curry 
powder, one-fourth teaspoonful salt, 
and cook until frothy. Add gradually 
one cupful of milk, stir in while boil­
ing one-half cup grated cheese and the 
macaroni. Turn Into a dish and when 
thoroughly cold shape into bails or 
(1st cakes. Roll Iu sifted crumbs, dip 
(n beaten egg. diluted with two table­
spoons water and roll again in 
crumbs. Fry in a basket in deep fat, 
drain on paper and nerve at once.

Soda Biscuit Without Milk.
One quart of flour, two heaptug ta­

blespoons butter chopped up in the 
flour, two cups told water, two tea- 
Hpoous cream tartar sifted thoroughly 
with flour, one teaspoon soda, dis­
solved lu boiling water, a little salt. 
When flour, cream of tartar, salt aud 
butter are well Incorporated stir tbe 
soda Into the cold water and mix tbe 
dough very quickly, handling as little 
h s  may be. It should be Just stiff 
enough to roll out. (Stiff soda biscuits 
are always failures.) Roll out half an 
inch thick with u few rapid strokes, 
rut out. bake at once in a quick oven.

To Clean Light Woolens.
Make s mixtuie of cornmea), a hand­

ful of borax aud half u cake of mag­
nesia. Mix this dry, and scrub the 
goods with it. To clean wool shawla, 
jackets, etc., sprinkle the mixture over 
the garment, place inside a sheet fold­
ed several times, and beat lightly. It 
Js surprising how much the borax as­
sists In the cleaning proces. Leave 
for several hours and shake out tbe 
dust und dirt In the open air. It will 
also clean light felt bats. Use a soft 
brush.

Mapls Cup Custards.
Beat three eggs slightly, add a pinch 

of salt and three tablespoonfuls of 
scraped maple sugar. Hour over all 
throe cupfuls of hot milk with one- 
fourth cupful of thick cream. Of 
course, tbe latter may be omitted, If 
liked. Fll) the custard into wetted 
custard cups, place these in a dish 
of hot water and bake in a very slow 
oven until the cilxtnrd la set.

Wring by Hand.
If you wish your table linen to look 

nice, do not put It through the wring­
er, as It makes creases that will not 
come out, even if the cloth is ironed 
when very damp, lu fact, any clothes 
that you wish to look nice when 
Ironed will be better if they are 
wrung by hand.

To Remove Paint.
If you get paint on clothes immedi* 

iteiy rub the mark with a rough nag 
wet with turpentine. This removes 
’hr stain and doea not leave a mark.

SUNDAY NIGHT SUPPER

HOUSEKEEPER TELLS HOW SHE 
HAS 80LVED A PROBLEM.

Quite Possible to Have Good Things
to Eat and Yet Reduce Work to 

a Minimum—How She 
Ooee It.

81ster and I always get the Sundaj 
night's supper so that mother ean 
have a rest from the household cares,' 
writes a correspondent of the Boston 
Herald. We have concocted some 
rather good things to eat, and I am go­
ing to tell you about them, because 
the Sunday night’s supper is always 
a bothersome meal. One of the things 
we have often Is cheese sandwiches, 
hot.

They are made of brown bread 
which has been cut very thln and 
spread with a paste which has been 
made by rubbing six tablespoonfuls of 
freshly grated cheese with two table- 
spoonfuls of butter. This is then 
sprinkled with salt and paprika and 
the two sides of the sandwich firmly 
pressed together and the whole fried 
In hot butter. Just as soon as it is 
light brown in color it Is taken from 
the fire. Sister has a cheese and nut 
sandwich which nearly everybody 
likes, and she serves this, too, for af­
ternoon teas sometimes.

Chicken and nut sandwiches are 
good, too. Any chicken which is left 
over is chopped very fine and almonds 
gnd English walnuts are chopped fine 
and added to the chicken in about 
the proportion of a cupful of chicken 
to a quarter of & cupful of nuts. This 
Is then softened with cream, so that 
It will spread easily on bread. It Is 
then seasoned with salt and paprika. 
You can use either white or brown 
bread, whichever you like best.

We have a pretty way of serving 
eggs, too, by making a hollow in a 
slice of buttered toast. Into this put 
an egg sprinkled with grated cheese: 
pour a little cream over It and set 
In the oven to bake or Just long 
enough for tbe egg to set. It is quite 
delicious, and a change from the ordi­
nary way of serving eggs.

The other day at an afternoon tea 
we had the most delicious chocolate 
sandwiches. Powdered chocolate is 
mixed with sugar, either boiling water 
or milk, and a little vanilla, and 
stirred over tbe fire until it Is per­
fectly smooth and thick. Then it is 
taken off the stove to cool, and before 
It Is quite cool It is spread between 
either thicknesses of bread or crack­
ers. Really, you ought to try It some­
times; It is delicious.

Baked Milk Toast.
Trim the crusts from slices of bread 

cut about half an Inch thick and toast 
to & delicate brown. Spread each slice 
lightly with butter, sprinkle lightly 
with salt and arrange tbe slices in a 
deep dish. Pour over them enough 
milk to cover the toast, putting it on 
slowly that it may soakjnto the toast 
If you wish to expedite the work of 
preparation, heat tbe milk; but if you 
have plenty of time it may be put on 
cold. When the dish is full cover it 
and set it in the oven and leave it 
there for 20 minutes. At the end of 
that time the contents of the dish will 
be soft and steaming; remove tbe 
cover and leave the dish In tbe oven 
long enough to crisp tbe top layer— 
about ten minutes—and serve from the 
dish in which It was cooked.

Doing Several Things Together.
It was said of Caesar that he could 

dictate to five secretaries at one time. 
Whether true or not, at least Caesar 
had the first ideas of efficiency, be­
cause by grouping tasks and doing 
similar processes together we do save 
time. When peeling vegetables one 
can speed up if several peelings or 
pickings of fruit are done one after 
the other. By carefully planning tbe 
menus In advance it Is surprising how 
many tasks can bo grouped together 
with saving of time and effort and one 
handling of utensils. Try it and you 
will be surprised how efficient you will 
become and how much labor you save 
yourself.

A Hint About Left-Overs.
When you have a quantity of meat 

left over from tbe previous meal and 
desire to make hash or croquettes, 
boll the meat for an hour or two. 
This renders tbe meat tender and tbe 
croquettes will be far more palatable 
than if tbe hard, dry meat Is simply 
chopped up, as most housekeepers do.

Mint Salad.
Break off the tender tops of spear­

mint. To one pint add one tablespoon­
ful of minced chives. Dissolve brown 
sugar In vinegar and pour over. Mus­
tard or cresses may be used In place 
of the mint or very young onions In­
stead of chives.

Spilled Water.
Water upllled upon tbe bed, when 

some one Is lit, may be quickly dried 
In this manner: Fill a hot water bot­
tle with boiling water and place H 
between the mattress and the bed 
clothing.

To Roast a Joint.
When about to roast a joint, cover 

It with a rind saved from a piece of 
ham or bacon and cook with It on. 
This will save the trouble of con­
stant basting and will prevent the 
Joint from burning or drying

Baked Bsan Soup.
To cold baked beans add as much 

tomato sauce, pinch of salt, pepper 
and half an onion. Cover with water 
and stew for half so hour. 8ift and 
serve.
