Incandescent Gas Lighting

The Gas Age, a weekly magazine 
published In New York City, says 
that the latest investigation of the use 
of gas for light in your home demon­
strates and scientific experiments car­
ried out by Investigators of unim­
peachable standing prove that gus 
light positively improves the a ir for 
breathing purposes under the actual 
conditions of use. The causes of this 
improvement are: Tbe acceleration of 
ventilation; the destruction of disease 
germs; the addition' of necessary 
moisture. Gas light is best for the 
eyes because it is s0Tt and mellow and 
free from glare; it does not contain 
the dangerous ultra-violet rays.

lighting .

One of tbe greatest advantages of 
gas lighting, and one that strangely 
enough has received little or no atten­
tion, is tbe highly beneficial effect up­
on the quality of tbe a ir  In illuminated 
interiors. Am this effect is not at all 
obvious, but on tho contrary the re­
verse would upon casual considera­
tion appear to be true, it is h lgh lj 
desirable tha t the facts in the case be 
set forth in such a manner us to ad­
mit of tho rational comparison of dif­
ferent lllumlnants in this respect. 
Many people carelessly and unthink­
ingly assume that because the burn­
ing of gas light discharges products 
of combustion Into the room, a per­
ceptible vitiation of the atmosphere 
must result. As a mutter of fact, tne 
precise reverse Is the case, aud ibis 
fact really constitutes one of the great­
est advantages to gas over electricity 
for Illuminating purposes.

The combustion of gas produce* 
from a chemical standpoint four dif­
ferent effects upon the a ir taken from 
the room, mixed with tbe gas in tho 
burner and discharged back into tho 
room.

These effects are:
F irst—The amouot of oxygen is re­

duced.
Second—Tbe amount of carboolo 

acid gas ( CO#) Is Increased.
T hird—A very small amount of sul- 

phurousgas( SO* jlsgenerally  added.
Fourth—Organic Impurities and de­

leterious substances are removed by 
Incineration.

Tbe first, second and third effects 
are caused by tbe oxygen combining 
with tbe carbon and sulpburcontalned 
in the gas; and this oxidizing procesa 
generates heat in sufficient quantities 
to raise the mantle to the temperature 
of Incandescence—about l,f>00 deg. F., 
which is sufficient to produce tbe 
fourth effect.

The physical effects produced upon 
tbe a ir are:

F irst—Tbe temperature Is increased. 
Second—The circulation of the ulr 

in the room I* accelerated and tbe
vontUation from the outside Is In­
creased.

As the quality of the a ir  in the 
room at any time depends upon the 
Inter-action of the incoming fresh a ir  
upon the products of combustion dis­
charged from the burners aud tbe o r­
ganic matter cxbuled from tbe lunga 
and skin of the inhabitants of tho 
room, it is necessary to investigate 
the inter-effects of all three.

Another feature of even greuter Im­
portance Is the effect upon the eye. 
This subject has been carefully avoid­
ed by the antagonist* of gas lighting 
with that discretion which is tho better 
part of valor.

As the really great problems of Il­
luminating eoglueerlug have to do 
principally with the conservation 
of vision, Dr. Rldeal’s conclusions 
oo this score will be briefly mentioned 
though deserving extended comment 
and analysis.

“ (a) Tim sensitiveness of the eye to 
light as measured in the i*rception 
lest diminished vary markedly after 
exposure to the electric light, whi'e 
no corresponding eltaet Is noticeable 
after the eye has been subjected to 
gas ilght.

(b) Tiie power of co-ordinating and 
using the motor muscles of the eyeball 
recorded In the orbicular muscle tests 
was diminished to a greater extent af­
ter subjection to electric than to gas 
light,

“ (c) It was found that(the ciliary 
muscles of the eyes urn more accom­
modative after three hours' exposure 
to the Vf cHodJepower light from the 
Incandescent mantle than after a sim­
ilar exposure to a fin csndlcpower 
electric light.

“ (d) Tbcuculty of vision measured 
by the retinal test again shows tha t 
the optic nerve or center was more 
susceptible In tbe case of gas illumi­
nation. it  will l>e seen that all tho 
results point strongly in tbs same 
direction—oamely, that gas light as 
used In these experiments Is less 
fatiguing to  tbeeyeihaneiectrlcllght ”  

It would appear, therefore, that in 
calling attention to the alleged short­
coming# of gas lighting from a hygi­
enic standpoint Its antagonists have 
only succeeded in shifting the burden 
of proof of absence or unhygienic 
qualities upoo their own shoulders.

PENSION FOR BURR
« _______

His Application Found in Musty 
Records.

Writing as Legible as if Only Month 
Old and Dated 1834, When the 

Revolutionary Veteran Waa 
78 Years Old.

Washington. — The application/ of 
Aaron Burr of revolutionary fame for 
a  pension has been unearthed among 
the musty flies of the pension bureau. 
Secretary Lane has dispatched it to 
the Smithsonian institution, suggest­
ing that place as the proper depository 
for such an Interesting document. The 
application is in an excellent state of 
preservation.

Tbe writing is as legible as if writ­
ten a month ago, and the paper Is still 
Intact. The signature of the applicant 
is modestly placed in tbe lower right- 
hand corner and read "A. Burr," There 
are four pages of the application, 
which is dated in 1834, and is closely 
written on both sides of legal size pu- 
per. Therein Is set forth that Colonel 
Burr, the applicant, Is seventy-eight 
years old, and tha t he enlisted In 1776 
a t tbe age of eighteen.

It is further recited that the appli­
cant's first important expedition was 
with General Arnold on tbe campaign 
In Canada. At that time he was aid 
to General Montgomery, who was kill­
ed in the attack on Quebec. Young 
Burr’s next assignment was as aid to 
General Arnold, who was In command 
of the Invading army a t tha t time. La­
ter be was aid to General Putnam and 
"was p reisn t at tbe battles of Long 
Island and White Plains."

Tbe papers also declare that Burr 
was made lieutenant colonel by Gen­
eral Washington; that his health be­
came impaired and tha t he made sev­
eral attem pts to roslgn on that ac­
count, and his resignation was accept­
ed conditionally and with protest by 
General Washington, but before It took 
effect Colonel Burr was persuaded to 
undertake the destruction of a British 
blockhouse on the Bronx river, which 
he accomplished most ruccesafully, 
and was then persuaded to forego his 
intention to resign and continued in 
active service until 1781.

Among other papers In the file Is a 
copy of a  fetter to Colonel Burr from 
George Washington, dated "Headquar­
ters Frederick, 26 October, 1778." Tbe 
substance of this letter Is found in the 
following quotation:
•  "You In my oplnlou carry your Ideas 
of delicacy too far, when you propose 
to drop your pay while the rocovery of 
your health necessarily requires your 
absence from the service. It Is not 
customary, and it would be unjust. 
You therefore have leave to retire un­
til your health Is so far re-established 
ts  to enable you to do your duty."

KILL 12,910,606 ANIMALS.

There were 12,910,506 animals
slaughtered in the'federally Inspected 
establishments of Chicago under gov­
ernment inspection In 1912. These 
consisted of 1,664,613 cattle, 463,750 
calves, 4,772,357 sheep, 16,273 goats 
snd 6,994,613 hogs.

The total number of animals In­
spected In the 790 slaughtering and 
processing establishments under fed­
eral inspection In 226 cities and towns 
In 1912 was 67,628,491. This Is an in­
crease of nearly 6,000,000 over tbe fig­
ures for the fiscal year 1911.

Since 1911 the number of Inspected 
establishments, Including meat food 
factories, has Increased from 919 to 
940. Of the animals Inspected In 1912 
cattle numbered 7,246,586, calves, 2,- 
277,964, sheep 14.979.364. goats 72,871 
snd bogs 33,052,727.

Tbo total condemnations at the time 
of slaughter for disease or other 
cause numbered 232,687 whole car­
casses and 494,328 parts of other car­
casses, or a total of 727.016 condemna­
tions. In addition, nearly 18,000,000 
pounds of prepared meats and meat 
products were condemned on relnspec- 
fton because they had become un­
wholesome subsequent to the first In­
spection.

Chicago, with 12.910,606 animals 
slaughtered under federal Inspection 
by the department of agriculture, 
leads in numbers. The other principal 
points of federally Inspected slaughter 
are In the following order: Kansas 
n ty ,  6,646,161; South Omaha, 4.609,* 
665; New York, 3,034,685; National 
stock yards (East Ht Louis), 2,966,292; 
South Ht Joseph, 2,671,443; Boston, 1,- 
626,044; Indianapolis, 1,698,503; Htoui 
City 1,520,407; Buffalo, 1,381,271.

FLIES CO I t  $167,900,000 A YEAR,

Figured out In money, to say noth­
ing of the loss in human life, tim cost 
to the United States annually of sup­
porting Us fly populatlou amounts to 
$167,600,000, say government experts, 
who have been making study of the 
results of the germ-spreading activi­
ties of those Insects.

It la estimated that tbe fly is respon­
sible for an expenditure of $30,000,000 
for the handling of tuberculosis cuaes, 
attributable to germs spread by the 
pests, Mbit# $70,000,000 represents the 
cost of typhoid fever cases originating 
In the same way.

As a currier of Intestinal fever and 
summer diseases, and a transporting 
agency of dysentery, the fly. scientists 
say, must be charged with an expen­
diture of $37,200,000 for the cure of 
these diseases

flatlsfuctory results are reported in 
nearly every city where anti fly cam­
paigns are In progress In Washing­
ton there h is  been » noticeable fall­
ing off In the size of the peat horde.

MstboUs of fighting the fly which

have been followed In the national 
capital this summer are Indorsed in a 
bulletin just Issued from the office of 
tbe st&te entomologist of Minnesota.

The local plan was Inaugurated with 
a clean-up campaign. Since then the 
method has consisted principally of 
bringing to the attention of citizens, 
by means of educational posters, let* 
ters and newspaper articles, sugges­
tions for fly eradication that have 
been tried out with success In various 
cities.

GENIUS OFTEN A MENACE.

Children of exceptional mental bril­
liancy are eveu greater daugers to so­
ciety than those defective or abnor­
mally stupid. This la the conclusion 
of Dr. Maximilian P. L\ Groszmann of 
tbe United States bureau of education 
In a  report made public the other day. 
Tbe educational expert based his state­
ment on the comprehensive study 
made iln the schools of the United 
States.

"It Is often the exceptionally bright 
child, or even the genius, whom we 
find on the wrong side." said Dr. 
Groszmann. "The Btupld and weak- 
minded criminal Is not so dangerous 
as the clever and Intellectual crim­
inal."

As a remedy for the uplift of mis­
guided Juveniles the scientist advo­
cates united effort on the part of edu­
cators, medical men. social workers, 
charity organizations, welfare socie­
ties, Juvenile courts and other agen­
cies. He declares In his report that 
all of the separate organizations are 
doing commendable work in this con­
nection, but that Joint action Is neces­
sary. He also advocates the passage 
of legislation giving the community 
the right to direct the educational 
training of every child.

She Is just nine-' 
teen and Is a typical Parlsienne with | 
sparkling black eyes, rich warm lips, 
raven hair, and of a vivacity typical of 
French metropolis. Her delicately ov&l 
face and exquisitely molded nose are 
remarkable even among a nation of 
women, renowned for these features.

Mile. Helene Is a typical child of tbe 
Latin quarter and lives with her 
mother in an attic on the Boulevard 
Montparnasse. And here In the win­
dows of this little attic under the 
eaves bloom every sort of flower from 
earliest spring until the first frosts 
wither the hellotropcftn the boxes and 
blacken the leaves of the waxy ger­
aniums.

It was here that she first developed 
her love for flowers, for in this boule­
vard and Its numerous gardens all 
sorts of rare and delicate flowers 
bloom throughout the summer.

And evenings, after the day's work

waa ovpr. Mile. Mangenot and her 
mother used to walk to  the Luxem­
bourg gardens and wander through 
the narrow paths, bordered with ram­
bling roses, alive with statues of 
nymphs and ancient goddesses. And 
then they would alt by tbe sparkling 
fountains, while tbe sun set over the 
palace and tbe couplet wandered two 
by two and remarked op the beautiful 
young girl who sat alone with her 
mother on a bench.

The soul of those flowers has gone 
Into the heart of Mile. Mangenot. And 
so it was especially fitting that she 
should be chosen the queen of rosea 
and that she should preside, a few 
weeks ago, over the festival of roses, 
one of the gayest carnivals of the 
year In the Latin quartor.

For years Mile. Mangenot has been 
known among the artists of tbe Latin 
quarter as one of the most beautiful 
models. But since she would never 
pose for the nude she received fewer 
engagements than the other profes­
sional models, and had to eke out her 
existence with dressmaking. At this 
humble trade she makes five francs, 
or a dollar a day. But when she 
poses she receives $2 for an after­
noon.

Her favorite pictures of herself aro 
those painted by the well-knqwn 
French artist, Kduard Becque, In 
which she is portrayed as a  child of 
tbe tenements.

ed king, Is threatened with deposition.
His triumphant 
administration is 
collapsing before 
a military onset. 
Having survived 
five c a b i n e t s ,  
three wars, a vio­
lent assault, two 
court- martlallngs, 
a death sentence 
and a sentence of 
five years' penal 
servitude. Pasb- 
Itsch is little per­
turbed by tbe
prospect. Hut peo­
ple are asking by 
which of his In­
numerable well 
tried ruses will
the astute Pa-

shitsch maintalu his power; by what
maneuver will he return to office if the
military action for a t l m e  succeeds 
and drives him to retirement.

Nikolai Pashltsch's triumphs, ruses, 
fures, tricks, manlpulafions and mys­
tifications have earned him a title 
more expressive than uncrowned king.

And In fact, aince 
Jacob, tbe son of laaac, achieved a 
blessing from his father by donning 
gloves of goatskin, never has there 
been such a wjly, cunning, canny, as­
tute unselr.able success hunter as Is

Nikolai. Ho understands men, and la 
a cleve. politician.

Pashltsch runs tbe Balkans. 11a 
runs Servla without challenge. He is 
the oldest, wisest and wiliest of Ser­
vian politicians; he has been^prlme 
minister five lines, and when he has 
not been prime minister be has bossed 
tbe prime minister. To Servla’s par­
liament, tbe humble skuptscbln* 
Pashltsch Is the embodiment of pen* 
(rating statecraft, a man of superhu­
man talents, who proves his genius 
by almost always keeplog on tbe win­
ning side, or, if be Is on the losing 
side, by gettiog away safe with some 
fellow-victim’s boots. This legislative 
organ, ever tlnce a wise electoral law 
gave every Serb a vote If be pays 15 
dlnars—about $3- Is  entirely in the 
hands of the "petite bourgeoisie," an 
unpolitical cluss to whom Pashltsch. 
with his profound political achieve­
ments, Is a Washington, Lincoln, Glad­
stone, Bismarck and Qambetta rolled 
Into one.

And all this la surprising, for Ser- 
vla's uncrowned king, tbe fox of ths 
Balkans, has not the talents which 
make for commanding statecraft.

WORTH SPENDING TIME OVER
Now That the Season of Fruit Is Here, 

Put Up These Dellcaclee for 
the Winter Days.

Sweet Apple Pickles.—Make a syrup 
with three pounds of sugar and one 
pint of vinegar, and while it Is heat­
ing put in about a  teaspoonful each 
of cloves and alleplce and a stick of 
cinnamon broken In bits. When the 
syrup boils up well, put In seven 
pounds of good cooking apples, pared, 
cored aod cut In quarters. Turn them 
over gently with a  wooden spoon, be­
ing careful not to break them. Cook 
until you can penetrate with a fork 
aod then turn Into jars. More apples 
can be added from time to time, if 
you have them lo a stone crock, until 
the crock Is full. These will keep for 
a  year.

Spiced Petrs.—Take seven pounds 
of fruit, one quart of vinegar, three 
pounds of sugar and a tablespoonful 
each of cloves and stick cinnamon. 
Put the fruit, sugar and spices in Jars 
in layers, and let stand over night. In 
the morning drain off the Juice and let 
it boil up, then pour over the fruit. 
Report this process, and on the third 
mornfng add vinegar to the syrup, 
and cook until the pears are trans­
parent and can be pierced with a 
fork.

Spiced Plums.—For the syrup allow 
one pound of sugar to each pound of 
fruit and a scant pint of vinegar to 
every three pounds of sugar. To each 
peck of plums allow one tablespoonful 
of ground cinnamon, one of clovee, one 
of m&ce and one of allspice. Prick 
each plum well with a darning-needle, 
add the spices to the syrup and pour 
the syrup, boiling hot, over the plums. 
Let them stand three days, then skim 
out the plums and boll the syrup down 
until quite thick, so there will be just 
enough to cover the fru it Pour hot 
over the plums. Set away in a stone 
Jar with paraffin paper over the top.

Here is an improved method of pre­
paring orange marmalade, which Is 
as delicious as It Is simple. Pour boil­
ing water over six oranges and three 
lemons, leaving fruit whole, and let 
stand over ulght. In the morning put 
fru it through food chopper, being care­
ful to save all the juice. Pour nine 
largo cups water over this and let 
simmer one hour. Drain through co- 
lander, pour juice over 12 cups sugar, 
stir and boil ten minutes. Then add 
pulp and boil down to the consistency 
desired. Just before taking from flro 
add one cup walnuts.

Conserve.—Wash well six pounds 
rhubarb and cut Into inch pieces. Cut 
four oranges and four lemons Into 
thin slices. Put four large cups sug­
a r over all this fruit and let stand 
over night. In the morning add four 
more cups sugar and boil uotll like 
jam. When done add one cup chopped 
walnuts.

Rhubarb mid Strawberry Jura.— 
Take one qu irt each rhubarb, straw­
berries and sugar. Mix well and place 
at once on fire und cook till thick aa 
(a you like It. Add nuti if desired.

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The Result of Strikes

Newspapers at Paterion. N. J-, 
have been flguriog up the totalcost of 
tbe strike a t the silk mills in that 
place, which has ended In tbe failure 
of the strikers after a shutdown of 
23 weeks. It is floured tha t the work­
ers have lost $5,600,000 in wages and 
the manufacturers have lost $1,000,000 
in profits. TweDty-ooe places of bus­
iness were forced to close through the 
strike. Merchants and landlords 
throughout the city extended* credit 
to  tbe strikers and will lose pa rt of 
this amount, if not tbe most of it.

No attempt is made to figure the 
suffering and distress resulting from 
the strike, nor the wrecked homes and 
ruined ltyes. I t  is safe to say that 
every resident of the city was a loser 
and nobody wag a gainer.

Nay Lose Citizenship

Thousands of aliens who have de­
clared their intention of becoming 
citizen* of the United States may be 
debarred from realizing their hopes, 
unless they file final application for 
naturalization before Sept. 27, next. 
Letters have been sent to all county 
examiners throughout tbe country, 
calling their attention to this fact. 
Tbe records show that their are forty 
thousand aliens who have declared 
their intention, but who have not filed 
final application. A large percentage 
of these made their declarations be­
fore tbe enactment ol the present nat­
uralization law, Sept. 27, 1900, which 
law requires that final applications be 
made not less than 7 /e a rs  after the 
declaration of intention.

Judge J . Trlebor, of tbe Arkansas 
federal court, recently held that those 
who made declarations nndertheo ld  
law, and failed to make final applica­
tion within 7 years after the passage 
of the new act, would be barred from 
citizenship forever.

Those who have declared their in­
tention under tbe new law will have to 
wait two years if they do not put in 
their final applications before Sept. 
27.

On Statute Books

Michigan now has 400 more new 
laws on Its statute books, and a aura- 
ber cf the old laws will be repealed by 
reasoo of tbe new laws going into ef- 
feet, lleports have been circulated 
tha t the majority of the laws passed 

by the last session of tbe legislature 
did not go into effect until Aug. 16. 
Deputy Secretary of State Mills says 
such an Impression is wrong, as most 
of the laws went into effect on that 
date.

A few laws were given immediate 
effect, while others do not become 
operative until the first of tbe coming 
year, but tbe majority are now in 
force. The horse power tax on auto­
mobiles act will not become effective 
until Jao 1. 1914, oor will the act pro­
viding f o r a  license for non-resident 
fishermen.

The Public Acts, containing the laws 
passed by tbe last legislature, con­
tains more pages than aoy other set 
of public acts since 1897, ac<Flhe num­
ber of laws Is greater,

Chief among tbe laws tha t are*now 
io effect is included the famous “ blue 
sky" law, which seeks to proveot the 
publlcfrom investing in bonds, stocks, 
etc., th a t are worthless. Several ap­
plications tha t have been made already 
to the Michigan securities commission 
have been turned down, while a large 
number of others have received then , 
k, of the commission.

A number of the copies of the put>* 
Uc acts have already been sent out, 
and the secretary of state 's depart­
ment Is busily engaged in sending out 
the remaining numbers.

New Settlers to be Exempt

New settlors iu Michigan purchas­
ing cut^over and wild lands for the 
purpose of establishing homes are 
now exempt from taxation fo ra  period 
of five years, this inducement to set­
tlers being incorporated in a recent 
act of the legislature tha t went into 

^effect last week.
The legislature prescribed a form 

of procedure where exemption from 
taxation is sought by new settlers and 
it  is only necessary for them to follow 
it in order to get the benefits of the 
new act.

As the Upper Peninsula is tbe part 
of tbe stave la  which the greatest op­
portunities for settlers are being of­
fered and In which the greatest actual 
development \s constantly taking 
place, the new law will appeal parti­
cularly in this section and promises to 
be a  boon for these having large tracts 
of land for sale. Following is the 
reading of the law:

Section 1. Hereafter any cut-over 
or wild lands, as defined herein, which 
shall be actually purchased by any 
person for the purpose of making a 
home, shall be exempt from tbe pay­
ment of all taxes for a period of five 
years thereafter. Cut-over and wild 
lands shall be construed to mean any 
swamp land or land from which tim­
ber has been removed and no part of 
which description claimed to be ex­
empted has ever been cultivated. The 
exemption herein provided for shall 
not be operative in aoy case, uoleis 
tbe purchaser, either upon contract or 
otherwise, actually resides upon and 
improves at least two acres thereof 
each and every year of the said five 
years In a manner to  subject tbe same 
to cultivation. Provided, That the 
exemption herein provided for shall 
not extend to more than eighty ucres 
purchased by any ou<> person.

Section 2. Any persunclulmlug ex­
emption under ihlsuct shall make ap­
plication to the supervisor for exemp­
tion as tho assoamrut of the township 
ti  made, and the supervisor shall en­
ter the person's name upon tbo assess­
ment roll and the description of the 
luod the same as though taxes were 
to be spread upon the land, und refer 
the application to the bourd of review 
of the township, who shall, if the 
conditions entitling exemption have 
been complied with, order to be 
written after tbe description “ Exempt 
under the cut-over and wild land act, 
first year, and each eub*eqent year 
thereafter if tbe conditions have beco 
complied with, but using second year, 
th ird  year, fourth year, fifth year 
successively, after which the land 
shall no longer be exempt under this 
act. ___

Thousands of aliens wno have de­
clared their intention of becoming 
citizens of tbe United S tates may not 
realize their hopes unless they file 
final applications fo rtb e lr naturaliza­
tion before Sept. 27 next. R. K. 
Campbell, commissioner of naturali­
zation, has sent letters to chief exam­
iner* throughout the country, calling 
their attention to this proylion.

The records show that there are 
forty thousand aliens who bavede. 
dared  their intention, a  large percen­
tage of whom made tbelr declarations 
before tbs enactment of the prsssnt 
naturalization law Sspt. 27, 1906, 
which requirsi tha t final application 
be made oot le u  than two nor more 
than eeven years after ths declaration 
of Intention.

*»■ Federal court, recently ruled that 
those who made declarations under 
the old law, and failed to make (loal 
application within the seven years 
after the passage of tbe new act would 
bo barred from citizenship forever.

Those who bays declared their In­
tentions under tbe new law will have 
to wait two year* if they do not pre­
sent tbelr final applications before 
September 27.

W liter said she was In sympathy with 
his efforts, and that, since all rooster* 
aro a nuisance In a thickly settled 
community, the court Is right In di­
recting the owner to either put a 
muffler on the chicken or send him to 
the country for the summer.

If the rooster crows after Mr. Tull 
Is served with the Injunction he may 
be held in contempt of court. Mr, Wll­
dermuth says he will see that the 
papers are properly presented, and 
that he will back up hie determination 
to put the rooster out of business by 
having a court officer take Mr. Tull 
Into custody just as soon as the In­
junction Is violated.

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POSTOFFICE AS DETECTIVE
Detectives, lawyers, clerks and 

others often experience great difficulty 
(n obtaining an undoubted specimen 
of a certain person's signature. In 
one case recourse had to be bad to a 
marriage register; In another the only 
signature procurable waa on the fly­
leaf of a book which the suepect had 
presented to a relative; and only two 
or three years ago a testimonial to a 
sea captain was brought into court, 
because among the signatures to It 
was one for which the police had long 
hunted In vain.

One of the most common expedients 
resorted to for overcoming this diffi­
culty Is employing the postofflee—that 
Is, sending a  registered letter to the 
person whose signature Is wanted. And 
this is frequently successful. Think­
ing that the postal packet contains 
money or valuables, the addressee un­
suspectingly signs the receipt, only to 
discover that inalde the envelope there 
la nothing but a  "faked” letter./

This trap once caught an anonymous 
lettor writer—a woman—who, on being 
Interrogated shortly before, had de­
clared that she could not write, and 
whose friends believed her to be Illit­
erate.

Oklahoma Editor Confident That the

’It would seem to a  man ‘who runs 
that the Progressive movement haa 
reached Its crest And that it is now re­
ceding,” observed C. B. Douglas, of 
Muskogee, OkU., former owner and 
editor of the Muskogee Phoenix, In an 
Interview a t Washington. “My views 
are those of a Republican, but 1 be­
lieve without prejudice tha t I can slzo 
up the situation. Everywhere I have 
gone I have noticed tha t those who 
were loudest In their clamor for Pro­
gressive victory are now contenting 
themselves with asserting that they 
are willing to go back to the Republic­
an party If that party will adopt pro­
gressive ideas. It was iny privilege to  
go as a delegate to the Republican 
state convention in Oklahoma, and 1 
waB Instructed to vote for Roosevelt. 
I wfbte the platform, and declared th a t 
1 would not serve unless the adminis­
tration of President Taft was com­
mended. I didn't care bow much Col­
onel Roosevelt was indorsed after that. 
There Is no denying the tremendous 
popularity of Roosevelt, and steam ­
roller methods may have been used a t 
Chicago to nominate Taft, but In my 
view a Republican cannot be true to 
himself unless be remains a regular.

“I have had an Idea for a loug time 
that there is some sort of a microbe in 
a Democratic brain which makes th a t 
party Incapable of goternment. I be­
lieve, therefore, that the Democrats 
can be depended on to do the wrong 
thing at the right time, as they have 
always done, with the result tha t the  
Republicans will win in 1916. We may 
not elect a  Republican bouso next 
year, but we shall be In good shape fol­
lowing the congressional elections for 
the more Important campaign that la 
to follow two years later.”

Party Union and Strength.
The end of party organization is 

strength. Tbere Is no virtue In th« 
preservation of organization or efforts 
that are unproductive. If the Republic­
an party felt that its days of victories 
were over It would be marked for sur« 
disintegration and would have no 
cause for complaint a t such au end to 
Its magnificent history. There is no 
disgrace in honest defeat; neither Is 
there dishonor In disorganization after 
the work of a  party has been finished. 
It was predicted that tho split of tho 
Republicans would have this outcome. 
The contrary has been true. Tbo forces 
of Integration are strongly at work 
throughout the country. The Republic- 
ans who adhered to or who dissented 
from the organization are getting to­
gether. It may be confidently asserted 
that If this process would bring back 
to the party those who left it for other 
standards, not only would the Repub­
lican party be no. weaker for Its chas­
tisement—if so, It Is to be construed 
—but It would be strengthened by the  
addition of the great body of sober 
citizens who cannot abide the courses 
of the Democrats.—Baltimore Amerl 
can.

mm- girl has no excuse for not ap­
pearing cool and comfortable ou all 
occasions. Some charming clothes 
may be developed as a result of a 
sane Interpretation of the summer 
modes* -costumes that will be delight­
fully cool to the wearer and that will 
look as cool as they feel, for If the 
first requisite for keeping coot la 
peace of mind, the socond la the abil­
ity to look cool.

For the morning there are striped 
and checked voiles, quaiutly sprigged 
dimities, effective printed muslins, 
softly colored batistes sod numerous 
varieties of the crepey weaves, be­
sides the tub silks.

Survivors Live Again 52 Death 
Valley Days.

Of the Flret White Persona to Crosi
the Deeert In 1849 Only Four Are 

Now Living—Boiled Ox 
Hide for 8oup.

San Francisco.—Ot the hardships 
endured by the "jayhawkers of '90," 
as the survivors of the first band of 
white people ever to cross Death val­
ley are now called, little has been told. 
The memories of 52 days spent In the 
sands of the Mojave desert, with boil­
ed ox hide for food, aud water as an 
occasional luxury, however, are kept 
alive by the Jayhawkers' society, 
whose four members, one of them a 
woman nearly 100 years old, hold year­
ly meetings.

These meetings, preceded by a dia­
per, take place on the anniversary of 
the day In 1850 when the remnants of 
the party left the deeert behind them 
and wandered, more dead than alive, 
Into a  Mexican rancho In the valley of 
the Santa (Tara river, near the pres- 
in t site of Newhall, a  southern Pa­
cific station on the route to Mojave.

At the home of Mra. Juliet W. Brier, 
the only woman of the party, who 
Brought three children under the age 
of ten years with her on the Journey, 
the remnant was held this year. She 
mow lives al 94 Myrtle street, Santa 
Crus. Col. John B. Colton of Gales- 
burg, III.; L. Dow Stephens of 8au 
Jose and JobnUrosscupofLaytonrllls 
now compose the rest of the Jayhawk­
ers. Only three were present, as Mr. 
Urosscup has been unable to make the 
Journey for a number of years on ac­
count of lit health. Absent In body, 
be has been present in spirit, sanding 
a latter each time, which Is read at 
the dinner.

In U49, when the party ilarfed for 
California, Illinois was a frontier 
state, and west of there ludlanas were 
prac'ically the only Inhabitants. By 
the time they reached Halt Lake and 
the Mormon settlements practically 
all their cattle had been stampeded.

The desire of the Mormons lo have 
some one break a wagon trail to south 
era California led them to advise th* 
jayhawkers (o head for Los Angeles, 
says Colonel Colton, and tbe start 
across the desert was made against 
the advice of Kit Carson and other 
noted plainsmen. Hearing of (bs 
hardships of the Denver parly, how­
ever, they hesitated a t taking tbs 
route over the Rlerraa, and so, after 
waiting for six weeks lu Salt lak e  for 
tbe desert tb 000! off, they started 
southward.

Captain Hunt of the Mormon bat­
talion of the Mexican war was vn 
gaged to lead them al a  price 6f H.01K) 
for 100 wagons. Nearly 290 person* 
were In the parly at the be 'inning.

They soon found that they could eat 
the flesh of their cattle, and so a diet 
of oxeu was begun, bo continue until 
they reached California. These po*>r 
animals, scarcely m ure'than skin and 
bones, were killed regularly, end the 
•klu boiled until It was eatable. Pos­
sibly a pailful of blood was a m in d  
from each, and this made a blood pud 
dlog. By boiling the entrails, a dish 
•0 tb* order of tripe was made. There 
was so other food.

Three out of five water holes they 
reached contained alkali aod so had to 
be passed by Men and oxen alike 
dropped In (belr tracks, never to rle* 
again. According to the aououflt of 
K'‘v. Mr. Brier, husband of ttu  “III 
•j« woman." one mart was left ‘ eblnd, 
liab le  tu walk, and the party too

weak to assist him. When "Provi­
dence Spring" was reached they went 
back to look for him—he had crawled 
four miles on hls hands and knees be­
fore he died. A second wandered 
away Insane, a third fell dead without 
a  groan, another staggered Into one of 
tbe springs on the route, and died 
with the first taste of water on bis 
lips. When hls veins were cut open, 
a watery fluid bearing'a faint resem­
blance to blood flowed out.

MUSIC SAVES A MAN’S LIFE
Wrapped Around Carnival Manager,

Snake Loosens Colls as Mils. La 
Bensto Plays Weird Tune.

Punxsutawney, Pa.—With the coils 
of a  python 25 feet long tightening 
gradually around his body, James 
Harvo Stenger, manager for a  car­
nival company, escaped being crushed 
to death only through the power of 
music to soothe the reptile after the 
efforts of six men had failed to dis­
lodge It.

Mr. Stenger was superintending the 
unloading of a box of snakes when 
t&e python escaped. For an Instant 
the reptile seemed to be dazed, and 
as Mr. Stenger took a stick and tried 
to push it through a  door into a  big 
glass cage the snake turned like a 
flash.

La Heneto, still playing gently, forced 
It Into the glass cage. In tbe mean­
time Mr. Stenger, who hod toppled 
over unconscious when released from 
the fold* of the snake, was rerlvad 
and found to be uninjured.

CITY OF MYSTERIES
Over 20,000 Disappear Every 

Year in London.

Little Hope of Discovery—By Moving
Around the Corner One Can Van­

ish Completely, Declares a 
Veteran Detective.

London.—The disappearance of the 
Memphis ‘'millionaire," Joseph Wilber- 
force Martin, In the hidden depths of 
London has served to remind the 
whole world that the British capital 
Is In many ways the beet biding place 
that anybody can utilize.

The city is so vast that the police 
can only Investigate Any case on well 
understood and well defined lines. A 
sm art man learns these lines. He 
does not rush to the railroad depots 
to get knocked down by an auto and 
conveyed to a hospital. He does not 
take too much to drink and secrete 
himself In a police cell. He merely 
changes his name, bts clothes and hls 
address, and if be does not provoke 
feminine curiosity be is as safe la 
London as he would be la the desert 
of the Sahara.

Tbe best proof of this *111 be found 
in the fact that on the day that J. W. 
Martin disappeared In London some­
where about fifty other persons van­
ished. A similar number were lost 
the day before, and a similar number 
tbe day after. But no outcry was 
raised on the subject.

"London does not boast or sbout 
about its mysteries. It Is only when 
something really dramatic happens 
and there are shrewd folks like the 
Americans concerned In the solution 
that a real big stir Is made. Then 
one realizes with a start ot surprise 
that somewhere about 20,000 men and 
women disappear every year within 
tha t puzzling conglomeration ot towns 
and cities to which if given the magle 
name of 'London.'"

An outcry was raised over the disap­
pearance of Antanas Vedegrls. a 
wealthy Lithuanian, who came to Lon­
don on buslneas In January, and on 
the 17th of that month visited a mend, 
a priest, and haa not been seen since. 
Yet he was a man of forty, could 
speak English fairly well, and had a 
physique that few "toughs" would care 
to tackle In tbe daylight. He bad 
about $10,000 In bis possession and 
facilities for obtaining more money If 
he wished to do so.

Some time ago two f girl students 
took rooms together in the west end. 
One night they were hanging pictures 
and they found they bad run short of 
nails. "HI go out and get some," one 
said. She went, just a* she was. with­
out hat or coat, to a little store round 
the corner, while her companion set 
about preparing the evening meal.

"London has cloaks enough to bide 
us all," Sherllker contends. "If yon 
want to disappear all you need do Is 
to move around tbe corner.

TTiere 
hare been several cases In recent 
years of policemen having resided in 
the seme block as men who were 
wanted for some notorious crime, and 
there Is an instance on record of a 
wealthy ex-convlct who vanished, as­
sumed a disguise and another name, 
became a property owner and actual­
ly leased a bouse to the Judge who 
some years before had sentenced him 
to penal servitude."
