Our Fortieth Birthday

The present issue closes the fortieth 
volume of the Negaunee Iron Her* 
Ald, aod next week the paper will 
square away for the final decade of a 
half-century record of weekly visits to 
homes In Negaunee and vicinity. The 
forty years have been ones of modest 
success. The Iron Herald never 
has gone In for journalistic pyroteob* 
nice, which may explain why It is still 
on the job, but has aimed to be a frank 
and consistent chronicler of local bap* 
penlngs, and its steadily growlog 
subscription list would Indicate that It 
Is fulfilling this mission in a generally 
aooeptable manner. As to the future, 
it has no particular predictions to 
make, but it will certainly aim to keep 
pace with the growth of its field.

The Negaunee Iron Herald made 
Its first appearance in the autumn of 
1873. Its founder was Clinton 0. 
Griffey, who brought to the Upper 
Peninsula a printing outfit which he 
had been using la Ohio, and thereby 
Increased the number of newspapers 
In Northern Michigan from five to 
•lx. From that date to the present the 
paper has never failed to make its 
weekly appearance. During the ear­
lier yeara of the paper’s history, Mr. 
Griffey’s “right-hand man” was 
Thomas J. Flynn, who as a boy bad 
helped the owner sort the type, which 
had degenerated Into "pi” in its ex* 
perience with early*day transporta­
tion facilities, and otherwise aided In 
getting out the first issue; who mas­
tered the intricate and grimy duties 
"printer’s devil” and after successive 
promotiocs attained the rank of fore­
man; and who In in 1685 became Mr. 
Griffey’s partner In the enterprise. 
When Mr. Griffey decided to forsake 
newspaper cares, In the spring of 
1903, the Negaunee Printing Compa­
ny, with Mr. Flynn as president, was 
organised, and this number of the 
paper completes a period of ten and a 
half years under the present manage­
ment.

While the excursion had been long 
planned and had no particular signi­
ficance as to dates, it so happens that 
as the final number of the fortieth vol­
ume goes to press, Messrs. Griffey 
and Flynn are about to embark on 
the bounding billows of Lake Erie, 
with Niagara Falls as tbstr objective 
point. Mr. Flynn left yesterday 
morning for Rochester, Mich., Mr. 
Griffey’s home since blsremoyal from 
Negaunee, and they will set out to­
morrow on their cruise to Buffalo. 
If the wind holds fair, It's a safe bet 
that no reminiscences qf early days in 
Negaunee’e print shop will remain un- 
resurrected by the time they get back 
to Detroit.

Changes in By-Laws

Lodge No. 8, S. H, A E. F., on 
Wednesday eveoing completed the 
revision of Its by-laws aod the Instru­
ment will now go to the grand lodge 
of the order for that body’s approval. 
The bulk of the work was accomplish­
ed at the initial session held about 
two weeks ago, though the members 
had to put In a solid day at the task. 
The delegates were found to be well 
agreed on the necessity of changes, 
for twenty-three years had elapsed 
since the by-laws’adoption, but the 
time consumed in mloutely outlining 
the contemplated amendments and the 
yea and nay vote which was neoessary 
on euch proposition consumed a great 
deal of time.

The ohief changes which were made 
center about the work of tbe sick 
committee. Tbe old rules provided 
for tbe appolutmeot of a new commit­
tee each month, but as tho average 
uge of membership increases and the 
work devolving upon the oommittee 
grows proportionately, It was found 
that the members of the oommittee 
had barely time to beoome familiar 
with their duties when the end of tbe 
month rolled around and they had to 
turn tbe taek over to a new oommittee. 
Each oommittee will now serve for 
half a year, and it Is believed that 
this arrangement will bring much 
more efficient results.

Died at Winnipeg

Arohle J. Korteo, of Winnipeg,who 
was raised In Negaunee, called on 
friends here Tuesday, baying accom­
panied his wife's remains to Mar­
quette for interment. Mrs. Korteo 
died at Winnipeg on the 31st ult., fol­
lowing a short Illness with peritonitis, 
and her remains wore given sepulchre 
In Park cemetery. Marquette, last 
Saturday. Deoeused was married In 
1895, at Ishpemlug, and moved wUb 
her husband to Winnipeg about two 
years ago, and Is survived by her hus­
band and two children. Mr. Korten 
was employed for several years as 
freight conductor on the South Shore 
railway.

Record Ore Loading

Aug. 30 was a record day at tbe 
Lake Superior A Ishpeming railway 
docks at Marquette when 35,290 tons 
of Iron ore were loaded Into five ves­
sels which docked there within twenty- 
four hours. Both In tonnage and 
time of loading this record Is far 
ahead of soythiog that has preceded 
U and Indicates that the dookmen are 
becoming adept In handling the ore 
oe tbe new concrete and steel pier.

In 
the afternoon the city team did not 
fare so well. This oontest was with 
the Rivals of Ishpeming who cleaned 
them up to the tune of 16 to 7. Both 
games are said to have been loosely 
played and errors had the greatest 
part In the run making, particularly 
In the Ishpemlng-Negaunee game.

That 
evading the couple left for a wedding 
trip, In the course of which Milwau­
kee, Green Bay and Iron Mountain 
will be visited.

Tax Commission Hearing

The Michigan State Tax Commis­
sion is not satisfied with the assess­
ments made by the majority of the 
city and township assessing officers in 
Marquette oouuty and has ordered a 
series of bearings for the latter part 
of September to review tbe various 
rolls and determine tbe proper assess­
ments. The commission has had field 
agents at work viewing property and 
gathering data in Marquette county 
throughout the summer, and presum­
ably is fortified with facts and figures 
for all of the changes which it may 
order made In the various rolls.

Out of the three cities and eighteen 
townships in Marquette county, tbe 
oily q}  Marquette is the only one not 
lnoiuded in tbe summoni for a sub­
mission of tax rolls for ttoal review 
by the commission. At the time the 
assessment rolls were made consider­
able stress was laid upon the assertion 
that Marquette City was golog to get 
its assessments up to mighty near 
oasb value. Just how near tbe Mar­
quette assessor cams to tbe markoan- 
not be determined off hand, but ho 
has managed to escape Inclusion in 
the blanket summons now addressed 
to the twenty other asseeslog offioers, 
the text of wbloh is published In an­
other column of this issue.

The asseesore are to preeeot them­
selves and their tax rolls at tbe uffioe 
of lb# board of supervisors at tbe 
oourt house in tbe city of Marquette 
on Monday, September 22d, at which 
time a public bearing upoo tbe rolls 
will be held. In addition, supplemen­
tary hearings are scheduled In tbe 
cities of Ishpeming and Negaunee and 
In the township of Republic. In fact, 
two dates are scheduled for tbe city of 
Negaunee. Under somocircumetanoes 
this extra attention might be construed 
as a compliment, but In the prteent 
inatanoe it is feared It has opposite 
significance. To quote from tbe order 
itself, these meetings are to "hear 
aod determine as to the proper assess­
ment of all property and persona sub­
ject to taxation • • • and
to take such action as will correct the 
irregularities that may be found to 
exist; aud any person affseted, or lia­
ble to be affected, by said review or 
assessments, may appearand be heard 
at auy of said meetings. ”

New Publishing Company

stock is 810,000, divided into a thous­
and shares of $10 each, $5,000 of which 
has already been subscribed.

The stockholders are 
Henry Mollanen of Hancock, wbo 
owns ooe hundred shares; Alfred 
Williamson of Pnlmer, who owns a 
similar block and K. V. Mantylaof 
Ishpeming, wbo has invested in three 
hundred shares.

Schools.” Ooe evening of tbe meet­
ing of tbe association will .also be 
given over to some social function to 
be announced in the final program.

The B m dV ai Play

The Negaunee City Band will favor 
the public with some selections next 
Sunday afternoon, provldlog It has 
tbe co-operation of the weather mao. 
It Is tbe Intention of tbe director of 
the band, Richard Goldsworthy, to 
present an informal but popular pro­
gram on the downtown streets between 
2 aod 4 p. m. next Sunday. Com­
plaints have come to him of the In­
frequent public appearance of the 
band this season, but the bsod is 
not alone to blame. For ooe thing, 
tbe downtown streets have been torn 
up so much of tbe time that there was 
little incentive for the band to attempt 
to march, nor would the people have 
found it convenient to assemble. 
With the streets now in good shape, 
and Indian summer close at band, the 
band will endeavor to fayor tbe peo­
ple with a few outdoor concerts before 
the close of the season.

County Fair a Success

The annual exhibition of the Mar­
quette County Agricultural Society 
last week was a record-breaker in at­
tendance aa well as in tbe excellence 
of Its displays, but there la afiyln 
the managerial ointment, for while the 
crowds were far the largest which have 
ever attended a Marquette county fair, 
tbe number of paid admissions fell 
below the mark established by some 
preceding years. Lack of sufficiently 
protective height as regards the sur­
rounding fences and inadequate polic­
ing are said to have been responsible 
for the discrepancy between tbe visual 
evidence of the size of the orowd* Aod 
a painful lack of heft to the ticket- 
sellers ’ cash boxes.

The Miller Carnival shows undoub­
tedly did much to Increase attendance 
at the fair, and the agricultural soci­
ety had some direct profit, for the fair 
received a 10 per cent commission on 
tbe oarolval'a gross receipts. The 
fair's share came to $465. which would 
Indicate that tbe oarolval took In over 
$4500 during durlog its six-day stay 
in Marquette.

Negauoee’s attendance at tbe fair 
was up to the average, despite the fact 
that this city did not share in special 
rallroud accommodations for atrip to 
the county seat. Wednesday was Ne­
gaunee day at the fair and tbe people 
of this olty had to be content rtltb tbe 
South Shore’s regular train service. 
On the following day Ishpeming had 
the benefit of special train service. 
There Is no reason to suppose that 
this discrimination against Negaunee 
was premeditated, but it does indicate 
lack of team work on the part of the 
fair maogement aod the railroad offi­
cials, and It is a point which it will 
be deelrable for both to keep In mind 
when making plans for next year's 
fair.

Planned Public Hearing

Tbe charter commission o! the City 
of Negaunee planned a session at fire 
headquarters hall at 7:30 o’clock this 
(Friday) evening and extended an In­
vitation to tbe voters of the city to be 
present aod make any Inquiries or 
submit any suggestions, but dur­
ing the morning it was found that 
several members of tbe commission 
could not be present, so the meeting 
has been indefinitely postponed.

As soon as the charter receives the 
formal approval of the local commis­
sion, tbe document will be forwarded 
to the governor for his official scruti­
ny and approval, a task In which he 
will have the co-operation of the at­
torney-general. Inasmuch as tbe Ne­
gaunee charter does not differ, except 
in purely local details, from tbe gen., 
eral run of Instruments providing for 
commission forms ofmunlclpal gov­
ernment, there is no reason to appre­
hend that tbe executive sanction will 
be withheld. Soon after the return of 
tbe charter with tbe governor’s “o, 
k.” Its text will be published in full, 
so that the voters may have ample 
opportunity to acquaint themselves 
wtith its provisions. The document 
also has to be on file in the city re­
corder's office for a period of ninety 
days for public inspection, prior to 
the final vote upon the adoption or 
rejection of tbe proposed instrument. 
Marquette made strenuous efforts 
to have the vote taken in season so 
that the charter, if approved, might 
become effective January 1st, 1914. 
but it wilt be several weeks later be­
fore the charter can go into effect. 
Inasmuch as the Negaunee charter 
could not possibly become effective 
with the beginning of the new year 
there will be no undue baste in setting 
a date for tbe election which ig to de- * 
termlne the fate of the charter as 
drafted by tbe commission; but effort 
doubtless will be made to have the 
formalities disposed of during the 
earlier months of 1914, so that if tbe 
charter is approved it may be put in­
to effect when the customary munict. 
pal election is held in April.

Occasionally the complaint is heard 
that the charter commission has not 
kept tbe public fully apprised of its 
plans with regard to tbe new charter. 
Aa a matter of fact, it has not only 
fully complied with tbe law bearing 
oq the matter, but haa gone much 
farther than tbe law demands In its 
efforts to keep the public posted oo 
the progress of the work. In view of 
tbe time that tbe commlislonshas 
spent on the task, tbe charge that the 
document has been "railroaded” 
through, certainly cannot be substan­
tiated. In tbe maoner of holding its 
sessions tbe commission bus also 
merely followed tbe law, aou no 
“star chamber” methods have been 
employed. The law allots the task 
of charter revision to a commission, 
In order to insure concentration of 
effort, as compared with theconfusion 
and working at cross-purposes that 
would surely result If the task 
were left to a mass meeting. But this 
does not deprive the people at largo 
from having a voice in the making 
of the charter, aod they have the final 
word lo the matter of its formal adop­
tion. People, whose experience would 
be presumed to qualify them as advis­
ors, have been consulted at various 
stages of the work, at least one public 
meeting has already been held and 
another was scheduled for to-oignt. 
Tbe commission hasn’t had tne least 
Intention of "putting anything over,” 
and couldo’t even If had so desired. 
Rumors to tbe contrary can usually 
be traced to someone wbo bad an axe 
to grind aod Is aoxtous to develop a 
sentiment against the adoption of the 
proposed charier. It isn’t a fair way 
of campaigning and people should not 
permit themselves to become preju­
diced in tho matter. They should 
wait until they have opportunity to 
read the complete text of the charter 
and then vote according to tbelr con­
victions.

The Marquette charter bas beeu 
returned by Gov, Ferris with bis ex­
ecutive approval and tbe commission 
of that city bold a final session Tues­
day evening. The ninety-Jay In­
spection period now applies. end with 
the added time necesaary for notice of 
election and othor formalities the new 
year will be quite well advanced be­
fore Marquette can enter upon “home 
rule" government, assuming that the 
vote upon tbo adoption of the propos­
ed charter Is favorable.

Died in Minneapolis

Mrs. Louis Larson, wbo resides at 
Cornlshtown, has received word of tbe 
death of her sister, Mrs. Martin John­
son, a former resident of Negaunee, at 
Minneapolis last week. Mrs. John­
son Is survived by five small chil­
dren.

The Japanese, numbering 79,676,

tion. Persons of pure native'Hawaiian*

Dika Butter.
In a monograph on this subject by 

the celebrated oil chemist, E. Milllau, 
published in 1906. attention is called 
to tbe excellent properties of an edi­
ble grease, called Dika butter, which 
is simitar to cocoa butter, and In some 
respects better.

Tbit grease is extracted from the 
seed of the tree Irvlngla gahonlensis.

The seed contains about 67 per 
cent, of grease, .which U somewhat 
more thau copra. The melting point 
Is 41 degrees, Centigrade, against 26 
degrees for cocoa. The color is yel­
low orange, and for this reason might 
become very useful to the makers of 
oleomargarine. The cake left after 
pressing Is edible. All of tbe prod­
ucts are very stable and keep a long 
time without becoming rancid.

ORIENTAL DI8HE8 WORTH ADD. 
ING TO THE MENU.

Boiled Fish, In Armenian Style, Seems 
Appetizing—Stuffed Mackerel— 

Shortcakes Made With 8our 
Cherries—Oven Roast

Boiled Fish—Armenian style. In­
gredients: Three pounds of fish, three 
eggs, two lemons, two tablespoonfuls 
butter, one bunch of parsley, six to 
eight slices of bread, salt and pepper 
to taate. Method: Cleanse the fish 
properly and leave In salt for one or 
two hours. Then wash well and boll 
In plain water, barely covering It. till 
nearly done. Then fry the bread slices 
in butter on both sides and arrange 
side by side In a deep, flat pan. Now 
take the water in which tbe fish was 
boiled and mix It with the eggs, beat­
en, and the juice of the lemons. Also 
add the parsley, finely chopped, and 
with one-half of this mixture moisten 
the fried bread in the pan. Over this 
lay the fish and then pour over the 
rest of the mixture. Now slmmei\the 
whole on a very slow fire till the fish 
Is thoroughly done. Serve very hot.

Staffed Mackerel—Ingredients: Six 
small mackerel, three tablespoonfuls 
olive oil, live medium sized onions, one 
lemon, two eggs, one bunch parsley, 
one pinch curry, two tablespoonfuls 
flour, salt and pepper to taste. Meth­
od: Clean the fish and put them In hot 
water for ten to fifteen minutes to 
caase them to become slack; then cut 
off the heads and break the backbone 
at the tail. After rolling them on a 
board under the palm ot die band pull 
the backbone out very carefully 
through the neck ends; then wash and 
they are ready for stuffing. Chop the 
onions and tfy them nearly brown in 
part of the olive oil; then add the 
parsley, finely chopped, tho curry, and 
salt and popper to taste. With this 
mixture stuff each fish, and after mix­
ing It in batter made of the beaten 
eggs or flour (or In crushed biscuits If 
desired) fry In plenty of hot olive oil. 
Serve hot, garnished with greens and 
lemon.

Oriental Shortcake With Sotir Cher­
ries—Ingredients: Four or six slices 
of dry bread, toasted; pint of sour 
cherries, half a cup of sugar, as much 
butter as may be needed for frying. 
Method: Fry the toasted slices ot 
bread on both sides In butter, then, 
after cooking the cherries and tbe su­
gar in Just sufficient water to be 
syrupy, place In the fried slices of 
bread, one by one. Wben all have 
been dipped and placed on a platter, 
pour the remainder of the preserve* 
over them and, after setting in a hot 
oven for from five to ten minute*, 
serve. Any sort of fruit preserve 
may be used Instead of the cherries if 
desired.

Oven Roast With Rice—Ingredients*. 
Two or three pounds of beef, muttofl 
or lamb, bslf a cupful of rice, two or 
three ripe tomatoes, salt and popper. 
Method: Boll the meat in a little 
water, taking off the scum, Wben half 
done, place It and Its little broth In a 
vessel with tbe rice, the rice under 
the meat and on top place the juice 
of tbe tomatoes. Season with salt 
and pepper and roast In a moderate 
oven till well done and all liquid has 
evaporated. Serve hot with vegetable 
salad.

Banana Pudding.
Put one pint of milk over the fire In 

a custard kettle. Heat two eggs with 
throe-fourths of a cupful of sugar, Into 
which has been mixed a tefcpoonful 
of corn sUrch. Stir this mixture Into 
the boiling milk, and wben it thickens 
remove from the fire and add the juice 
of half a lemon. Cut stole cake and 
line a dish with tbe slices. Cover the 
cake with banana sliced thin and over 
this pour a cupful of the custard. Then 
add another layer of cake and banana 
and over all pour the remainder of 
the custard. Set on ice and let chill. 
Just before serving cover with a cup­
ful of whipped cream.

Rice Spanish 8tyle.
Cut two slices ot bacon and one 

onion Into Bmall bits, fry a golden 
brown and add one cup of well washed 
rice, two targe green peppers from 
which the partitions and seeds have 
been removed, cut Into small bits, two 
cups of canoed or four or five fresh 
tomatoes, one teaspoon of salt, boil 
slqwly for about half an hour, and 
serve dry. It not enough liquor add 
a little water to keep from sticking to 
the pan. Do not stir, or the grains 
will not be "separate" as they should 
be.

Delicious Dessert.
Make a soft gingerbread of one 

cup of sour milk, one egg, one-half 
cup shortening (mixed lard and but­
ter), one-half cup molasses, one-half 
cup sugar, one level teaspoon baking 
soda, one-halt teaspoon baking pow­
der, one teaspoon ginger, one and one- 
half cups flour. Bake in moderate 
oven. Cut slices of the warm ginger­
bread with a knife. Spread each slice 
with a thick layer of apple sauce and 
on top of this place a mound of sweet­
ened cream (whipped).

Butterscotch Pie.
Bake the shell as you would for 

lemon pie. Filling—Ono cup of brown 
sugar, butter tbe size of a walnut, one 
tablespoon of sweet cream. Cook this 
until It Is thick and hairs. Theu add 
one cup of sweet milk, yolks of two 
eggs, one heaping tablespoon of flour 
Put this in the shell aud cover th* 
top with tbe whites of tbe eggs beat 
en, Put It Irt the- oven and let ii

GOOD DESSERT FOR SUMMER
Pies That Make a Fitting Ending to 

the Dinner Served During the 
Hot Deye.

Fruit Pie—Mix half a tablespoonful 
of arrowroot with a little cold water 
till smooth and put it in a lined sauce­
pan with any sort of fruit juice pre­
ferred—the juice from canned fruit 
or from that freshly stewed. Sweeten 
to taste with powdered sugar and stir 
over the fire till boiling and thickened. 
Put about two breakfast cupfuls of the 
fruit, with its juice, into a pie dish 
and pour the thickened juice over it. 
Put a cupful of well washed rice into 
a saucepan with & pint and a half of 
milk and boll till reduced to a pulp. 
Beat two eggs with three tablespoon- 
fule of granulated sugar and stir them 
In with the rice when that Is cooked. 
Spread the rice out on a dish and 
leave it until cool; then work It up 
with & little flour, mold it into a flat 
cake that will Just fit Into the pie 
dish and lay In on top of the fruit. 
Brush It over with a paste brush dip­
ped In beaten egg and bake In the 
oven till browned. This may be 
served hot, but Is generally preferred 
cold.

Raspberry Pie—Place the picked 
over raspberries—or use canned rasp­
berries—in layers In a tart dish, 
sprinkling sugar between layers, rais­
ing the fruit to a point level with the 
top of the dish. Place a strip of 
puffed paste around the edge of the 
dish, cover the whole with a round of 
the paste, ornament It, sprinkle Jt over 
with sugar, place in a moderate oven, 
and bake for about three-quarters of 
an hour. To be served either hot or 
cold.

Banana Cream Pie—Put a lump of 
butter in a basin and warm It together 
with a little crushed loaf sugar, the 
yolks of two or three eggs, a little 
milk, and Bherry or angelica, and 
pulp of bananas mashed thoroughly. 
Pour the mixture In a deep dish, stir­
ring in the well-whipped whites of 
two eggs, place the dish in a moder­
ate oven, and bake, not too quickly, 
till done. Serve hot or cold.

COTTAGE PUDDING ALL LIKE
Equally a Favorite With the Grown 

Ups r*  With the Younger Mem­
bers of the Family.

One cup of flour, one heaping tea- 
spoonful of baking powder, one ta­
blespoonful of butter, one-half cupful 
of sugar, one-half cupful of milk, one 
saltspoonful of salt and one egg. Mix 
the baking powder with the flour and 
sift. Cream the butter and sugar and 
beat into the egg; add the milk In 
which salt has been dissolved, then 
tbo flour. Beat well together and turn 
into a cake tin having a tube In tbe 
center. Bake about 25 minutes in a 
moderate oven. Turn Into a flat dish, 
leaving bottom side up. Serve with a 
rich sauce; a good chocolate sauce 
recipe follows: Melt three ounces of 
chocolate, add one-half cupful of sugar, 
one-half cupful of boiling water; stir 
until smooth. Flav'or with one-quarter 
teaspoonful of vanilla.

Fruit Jelly.
Cover the contents of one box of 

gelatin with one pint of water, and 
after standing half an hour add one- 
half pint of sugar and one quart of 
boiling water, the grated rind of one 
lemon and the juice also. Pare aprl 
cots, or peaches, or pears, and the 
softest ones use for tbe jelly, reserv 
lng the firmest for garnishing the 
dish. Press tbe softest fruit through 
a sieve and sprinkle with a little 
lemon juice to prevent Its becoming 
discolored; then, after preparing the 
gelatJn and setting the dish in a pan 
of crushed Ice, slowly stir until it 
begins to thicken; now fold in tbe 
fruit pulp and turn into a dish, either 
plain or fancy. Set on Ice until firm. 
Dip the dish a moment In hot water; 
invert onto a cold dish and garnish 
with the fruit and whipped cream, or 
pass a dish of plain cream when serv­
ing.

8lmple Wood 8tain.
When the home carpenter Is ready 

to stain the table or bench he has 
made, It may be quickly done at tbe 
cost a few cents. A water solution 
of bichromate of potassium is first 
applied, an ounce or so dissolved in a 
quart of wateh Rub it on with a rag, 
and In a few minutes rub it off. Then 
apply a weak solution of water of log­
wood and rub off soon. The result Is 
a rich brown. - The strength of the so­
lution and the time of application 
make the difference In the shade.

How to Make Celery Sauce.
Boll half a cup of minced celery In 

a cup of water for 16 minutes, strain 
through a cloth, pressing hard. Re­
turn to tbe fire and bring to a boll, 
thicken with two tablespoons of but­
ter and one of flour, cooked smooth 
together; pour the sauce upon tbe 
beaten yolk of an egg, put over the 
fire again for a moment, season with 
salt and pepper and serve. Tbe sauce 
makes a good accompaniment for 
boiled fowl.

Buttered Parsnips,
Scrape and wash the parsnips and 

slice them lengthwlso. Boil in Just 
water enough to cover them till thor­
oughly done. Drain off the water, put 
In piece of butter and a little salt and 
pepper. Beat up an egg with half a 
cup of milk qnd turn over them. A 
nice dish for lovers of vegetables.

8ausage Roll.
Make a rich biscuit dough, roll oui, 

put In each a fried sausage, and pinch 
over like a turnover. Bake until 
brown.

Bass Hatchery for U. P.

John C. Mann, of Houghton, a 
member of the Michigan Fish Commis­
sion, who attended a meeting of the 
commission at Detroit last week, has 
given out that the commission has ac­
ceded to his request for a bass hatch­
ery in the Upper Peninsula. Mr. 
Mann made the request of tbe commis­
sion because of the great reduction in 
the number of bass in Upper Peninsu­
la waters. He expresses coofidenoe 
that the hatchery will be located In 
tbe Copper Country,, though oo deci­
sion on this point has been reached.

Bass, especially the small mouthed 
black variety, Is one of the great 
game flBh of tbe Upper Peninsula, 
second only to the brook or rainbow 
trout.

Sheep in the U. P.

The Upper Peninsula has every ad­
vantage for the raising of sheep, ac­
cording to S. B. Carroll, of Trout 
Creek, who has had twenty head of 
registered Hamshiredowns on exhibi­
tion at tbe Marquette fair last week. 
'Mr. Carroll is a native of New York 
state and declares that the Upper Pen­
insula is better adapted to sheep rais­
ing than either New York state or 
the lower peninsula of Michigan.

“I find that my sheep shear about 
two pounds of wool per bead more 
here than in New York,” said Mr. 
Carroll the other day. “Furthermore, 
forage conditions here are ideal for 
sheep, as there is plenty of grass at 
all times, except when the ground is 
actually covered with snow, giving a 
longer forage season than in any oth­
er locality I know of. Worms and 
parasites are unknown among Upper 
Peninsula sheep, although they are a 
plague which sheep raisers In many 
other localities have to conteod with.

“It is often contended that sheep 
tear their wool while browsing in the 
brush, but I have not found It ao, 
and my judgment is that the Upper 
Peninsula offers remarkable oppor­
tunities to sheep raisers. 1 predict 
that before many years have passed 
sheep raising will be one of the agri­
cultural industries of the Upper Pen­
insula.”

ANIMALS THAT CAN COUNT
Nearly everyone has seen trained 

animals that “count,” or at least give 
the Impression that they can count 
Most-of this is performed by means 
of signals the trainer makes which 
are understood by the animals. The 
gesture of a hand, the tone of voir© 
tbo stamping of the foot, and varioui 
other signals will enable a horse oi 
other animal to pick out the numbet 
wanted, or stop “counting” at a giv­
en number, the counting being done 
by taps of the hoof.

But there are untrained animals that 
con count, and not up to the ordinary 
0 or 20 numbers that about limit their 
ability in shows. Rather, they car 
count up to 30 or 100.

In aome of the mines of Halnaull 
horses are used to haul loads of ore 
over a little roadway and back by an­
other route, as the tunnels are narrow. 
Thirty such trips constitute a day's 
work for tbo horse, and without a 
word from drivers these horses will 
start for the great incline that leads 
to their stable at the end of the thir­
tieth trip. In fact, many of the drivers 
do not keep account of the trips at all, 
knowing the horses will do so, and 
when at the end of the thirtieth trip 
the horses,wheel suddenly and make 
for the putJet, these drivers have to 
jump and hold them long enough to 
loosen the catches that hold the tugs 
to the little cars.

But oven this Is beaten by oxen. 
“The gtnpid ox” has become a well 
known phrase the world over, and 
yet, according to Montaigne, the oxen 
employed in the royal gardens of Subs 
to turn the wheels to which water 
palls are attached, absolutely refused 
to do more than 100 rounds, as that 
was their day's work.

This work consisted of baring the 
oxen travel in a circle, keeping the 
water-drawing wheel In motion, and 
without fail on tht hundredth trip 
around the circle the oxen , would 
stop. Nor could they be urged to 
make another round.

It is said that wild apes can count 
to four, and in order to hunt them at 
least five hunters go out and four 
leave the place in a manner that will 
attract the apes. After the fourth 
hunter baa gone the apes come out, 
and are thus secured, but they will 
never go out from their cover until 
four hunters have been seen leaving 
the place. The same is also claimed 
by naturalists of rooks and magpies.

GREW PUMPKINS ON A ROOF

RUSSIA’S NAVAL CATHEDRAL

Cronstadt, tbo chief base of the Rus­
sian navy, has just been endowed 
with a naval cathedral which 1b con* 
nidered a masterpiece of ecclesiastical 
design, and construction. The czar 
and his daughters attended the Inaugu­
ration and the holy ceremonies that 
were carried out by the high prleBtB 
of the Russian church.

SOME PECULIAR REMEDIES
Tiger’s flesh and new-born puppies 

were among old remedies, said Dr.
F. M. Sandwich, during tbo course of 
a lecture which ho delivered at the 
City of London school recently.

One book, he said, recommended a 
live spider to be rolled in butter und 
formed Into a pUI and then swallowed 
as an antidote to jaundice. Vipers 
wore held In high eBtcem. and a 
broth mado from them was said to 
strengthen the eyesight In the sev­
enteenth and eighteenth centuries 
powdered mummies were proscribed, 
and bo great w n  the demand that

fraud led to more mummies being sup­
plied than ever came out of Egypt

It must be remembered that the 
rational view of diseases was quite 
modern. In some of the older herbal 
works a striking fact was the constant 
recornmondatlon of various remedies 
for bruises which gave one some idea 
of the mauner of the. day.

John Gerrard, who was chief gar­
dener of Lord Burleigh's garden In the 
Strand, and had a garden of his own 
In Hoi born (then called a “suburb” of 
London), published a book In 1597 as 
his own, although It was In fact a 
translation of , a Belgian herbal. Ger­
rard recommended “Solomon’s seal” 
for the taking away In one night of 
the blackness of bruises caused by 
fulls, “or women's wilfulness In tum­
bling upon their hasty husbands’ 
fists, or such like!”

CARGO OF CHINESE CORPSES
A ship recently left San Pedro, Cal., 

with the most grewsome cargo on rec­
ord—the remains of nearly 6,000 Chi­
nese who have died in America dur­
ing the past 50 years.

Preparations (or this gigantic re­
moval of human remains were carried 
forward so quietly that no comment 
was occasioned. The bodies were 
carefully wrapped each In a separate 
piece of soft cloth, and then placed 
in sealed boxes. When the cargo 
reaches China the remains will be 
taken in charge by relatives and 
friends, and will be Interred with the 
honors duo to such os have ventured 
Into strange lands.

These Chinese believe that the eyes 
of the dead never close as Jong as 
they remain buried in a foreign coun­
try; benco this strange transporta­
tion.

A western amateur gardener who 
was pressed for room to grow things 
adopted a novel plan In raising pump­
kins. They were planted In a row 
at the back of his woodshed, and as 
the vines sprouted they were trained 
on wires to run up the side of the 
building and spread out oa the roof. 
They gTew luxuriously in thlB novel 
position and when the little pumpkins 
appeared, the owner placed a bit of 
board under each so that they would 
not roll off the roof. The vegetables 
matured under these odd conditions 
and the gardener figures that be has 
found a good use for a hitherto wast­
ed area.

CAVERNS OF 1TIE SHENANDOAH
Among the moat famous cuvers of 

the world rank the grottoes of the 
Shenandoah In the famous vaiioy of 
Virginia.

Quite recently 
tho Hansa made excellent practice at 
comparatively small targets on the 
ground from a height of over 6,000 
feet in the air. It Is well known, too, 
that for attacking other air craft the 
Zeppelins carry five guns, probably 
machine guns or weapons of small 
caliber. Two of these guns are car­
ried in each of the cars, and the fifth 
fs mounted on a specially constructed 
platform on top of the airship’s en­
velope.

Almost every pa­
per that comes to hand has an article 
In it pointing out the great value of 
the rigid airship and the necessity of 
building a large number of this type 
of aerial craft. There can be no 
doubt as to our need’of this class of 
sir vessel, but few persons realize the 
extreme costliness of building the 
rigid dirigible and keeping it in an 
efficient state. Tho price of a Zeppe­
lin is about £50,000 sterling, and a 
uwgar to hold two of these vessels 
costs about £80,000. Then there are 
repairs, gas, wages and a hundred 
tnd one other things which necessi­
tate a large running account to meet 
Ihem.

To build a fleet of forty dirigibles, 
which we should have to do to en­
able us to get on even terms with the 
aerial squadrons of other countries, 
would cost us about £2.000,000, and 
then hangars must be provided for 
all of these airships, which means the 
expenditure of another £2.000,000 at 
least

Where these air vessels are to be 
built and how long they would take 
to construct are also matters of Im­
portance, seeing that we have not as 
yet turned out any really satisfactory 
airships of large size. Arrangements, 
too, have been completed io Germany 
whereby the same of Zeppelin and 
Bchutte-Lanz dirigibles to foreign gov­
ernments Is prohibited.

Then, even supposing that we could 
purchase forty of these aerial cruisers 
in tbo space of a year, we should find 
considerable difficulty in obtaining 
pilots qualified to sail them. The offi­
cial list published by tho Federation 
Aeronauttque Internationals shows 
that, up to Dec. 31, 1912, thirty-two 
aeronauts’ (balloons) and eleven air­
ship pilots’ certificates were granted 
to persons in Great Britain.

There is no gainsaying the fact that, 
as compared with any other kind of 
aerial craft, the rigid dirigible II the 
air vessel of today. In carrying capac­
ity and radius of action, In its pow­
ers of remaining steady in the air 
and flying noiselessly aided by the 
wind, the rigid airship has no rival. 
It has, of course, its disadvantages— 
its immense bulk, which makos it a 
very noticeable object In the sky, and 
its unwieldiness, which necessitates 
a host of attendants to grapple with It 
when It leaves the earth and when it 
alights. The Zeppelin airships, too, 
ore extremely heavy. The lifting ca­
pacity of Zeppelin L 1 Is twenty-seven 
tons, but owing to Its own great 
weight Its useful load is only some 
seven tons.

Aa regards the construction of the 
rigid airship, In this type of air ves­
sel the shape of Its envelope Is not 
dependent on internal gas pressure, 
A huge framework, made of aluminum 
In the case of Zeppelins, is provided 
with from seventeen to twenty sep­
arate gas chambers. Attached to the 
framework Is a keel which, in addition 
to serving other purposes, affords 
communication between the two cars, 
ths latter carrying the motors, guns, 
bomb dropping appliances, etc. The 
propellers, of which there are tour, 
are fixed to the frame above the cars. 
Tbs framework Is covered with a rub­
bered cloth. The Schutte-Lanz diri­
gible has s wooden framework, as has 
also the Freucb rigid Le Sploss.

Proof That T a riff Meddling Is Se­

riously Feared.

Significant Trend Toward Establish­
ment of Plants in Canada—Re­

markable Increase of American 
Investments Thers.

When the federal authorities fiud time 
to make Governor Foss' Attack on tbe 
tariff a test case they will find that 
government reports substantiate his 
statement that tbe tendency of manu­
facturing Interests is toward the es­
tablishment of plants in Canada. 
Since Governor Foss is a leading Dem­
ocrat as well as the chief executive of 
a large state sod a prominent manu­
facturer, his case la one of tbe best 
that cap be had for testing the Dem­
ocratic theory that manufacturers who 
reduce wages or close their mills 
are guilty of something close to trea­
son.

While It might be encouraging to 
take the view that Governor Foss’ 
case Is exceptional, the government 
reports prove It to be otherwise. It 
Is estimated at the bureau of for­
eign and domestic commerce that 
American capital Invested In Can­
ada now aggregates $600,060,000. 
There has been a remarkable increase 
In the last few years—ever since tbe 
agitation for a lower tariff In this 
country was started.

Not long ago Champ Clark told of 
the migration of a surprising number 
of Missouri farmers Into Canada, and 
other states are sustaining the same 
loss. Money Is being driven Into 
Canada by the restrictive attitude of 
this government, and manufacturers 
now are building plants there because 
they feel Canadians will have a dis­
tinct advantage over Americans under 
the new tariff* bill.

After a while American manufac­
turers will wake up to tbe possibili­
ties of manufacturing certain kluds 
of supplies, notably hosiery and un­
derwear and steel. In China aud 
Japau, where labor can be hired by 
tbe month for the same price as by 
the day in this country. Already 
manufacturers are realizing that tbe 
greatest danger to American industry, 
under a low tariff, is from Oriental 
competition. The trend to Canada Is 
obviously the result of hardships 
placed upon industry In this country

Bull Moose Week In Oregon.
Straws Indicate the course of tbe 

wind with rdspect to the Bull Moose 
party, which, if we may believe its 
leaders, cherishes hopes of a sustain­
ed and enlarged existence as a force 
In the political lifp of the country. 
The latest comes from Oregon, where 
the Moose movement was strong 
enough last year to break the con­
trol of tbe regular Republican party 
and give tbe vote of tbe state U> the 
Democrats. Practically tbe old-time 
Republican vote of two-out-of three 
was divided between Roosevelt and 
Taft. But currant registrations Indi­
cate that the Moose movement has 
passed.

The plain significance of these fig­
ures, taken from counties widely sep­
arated, Is that those who left tbe Re­
publican party to vote the Roosevelt 
ticket acted under temporary motives 
and that they are returning to tbelr 
normal party affiliations. And If this 
be true lu Oregon, where under lu 
aplratlons of a very exceptional kind 
the Roosevelt movement was very 
strong, It would seem to give assur­
ance of what Is happening or what 
will happen elsewhere.

Affects Co-Ptrtnerships

Incandescent Gss Lighting

Wurti

Tbe Gas Age, a weekly magazine 
published In New York City, says 
that the latest investigation of the use 
of gas for light lo your home demon­
strates and scientific experiments car­
ried out by investigators of unim­
peachable standing prove that gas 
light positively improves the air for 
breathing purposes under tbe actual 
conditions of use. The causes of this 
Improvement are: Tbe acceleration of 
ventilation; the destruction of disease 
germs; the addition of necessary 
moisture. Gas light Is best for tbe 
eyes because it is soft and mellow and 
free from glare; it does not contain 
the dangerous ultra-violet raya.

THE HYGIENIC VALUE OF GAS 
LIGHTING.

One of tbe greatest advantages of 
gas lighting, nod one that strangely 
eoougb has received little or oo atten­
tion, Is the highly beneficial effect up­
on tbe quality of tbe air in illuminated 
interior!. As this effect is not at all 
obvious, but on tbe contrary the re­
verse would upon casual considera­
tion appear to be true, it is highly 
desirable that the facte in tbe case be 
set'forth In such a manner as to ad­
mit of the rational comparison of dif­
ferent llluminaots in this respect. 
Many people carelessly and unthiok- 
logly assume that because the burn­
ing of gas light discharges products 
of combustion into the room, a per­
ceptible vitiation of,tbe atmosphere 
must result. As a matter of fact, the 
precise reverse is the case, and this 
fact really constitutes one of the great­
est advantages to gas over electricity 
for Illuminating purposes.

The combustion of gas produce* 
from a chemical standpoint four dif­
ferent effects upon the air taken from 
the room, mixed with tbe gas in tbe 
burner and discharged back into tbo 
room.

These effects are:
First—The amount of oxygen Is re­

duced.
Second—The amount of carbonic 

acid gas (CO*) Is Increased.
Third—A very small amount of sul­

phurous gaa( SO)) it generally added.
Fourth—Organic impurities and de­

leterious substances are removed by 
incineration.

Tbe first, second and third effects 
are caused by the oxygen combining 
with tbe carbon and sulphur contained 
in tbe gas; and this oxidizing process 
generates heat in sufficient quantities 
to raise the mantle to tbe temperature 
of incandescence—about 1,600deg. F., 
which is sufficient to produce tbe 
fourth effect.

The physical effects produced upon 
tbe air are:

First—Tbe temperature!! increased.
Second—Tbe circulation of the air 

In the room is accelerated and tbe 
ventilation from tbe outside is In­
creased.

As tbe quality of the air in the 
room at any time depends upon the 
inter-action of the incoming fresh air 
upon the products of combustion dis­
charged from the burners and the or­
ganic matter exhaled from tbe lunge 
and skin of the inhabitants of the 
room, it is necessary to investigate 
tbe inter-effects of all three.

Another feature of even greater im­
portance Li the effect upon tbe eye. 
This subject has been carefully avoid­
ed by tbe antogoolsts of gas lighting 
with that discretion which is the better 
part of valor.

As tbe really great problems of Il­
luminating engineering have to do 
principally with the conservation 
of vision, Dr. Kldeut's conclusions 
on this score will be briefly mentioned 
though deserving extended comment 
and analysis,

"(a) The sensitiveness of the eye to 
light as measured in tbe perceptloo 
test diminished very markedly after 
exposure' to the electric light, while 
no corresponding effect is noticeable 
after the eye has been subjected to 
gas light.

(b) The power of co-ordinating and 
using tbe motor muscles of the eyeball 
recorded In the orbicular muscle tests 
was diminished to u greater extent af­
ter suhjectloo to utvctrlc thau to gas 
light.

"(c) It was found tbatjths ciliary 
muscles of the eyes are more accom­
modative after three hours' exposure 
to tbe 60 candlepower light from tbe 
Incaodeeoent mantle than after a sim­
ilar exposure to a 60 candlepower 
electric light.

"(d) Tbeaculty of vision measured 
by the retinal test again shows that 
the optic nerve or denter was more 
susceptible In tbo case of gas illumi­
nation. It will be seen that all tbe 
results point strongly in tbe same 
direction—namely, that gas light as 
used in those experiments is less 
fatiguing to theeye than electric light.''

It would appear, therefore, that in 
calling attention to tbe alleged short­
comings of gas lighting from a hygi­
enic standpoint Its antagonists bays 
only luoceeded in shifting the burden 
of proof of absence of uobygleolc 
qualities upoo their own shoulders.
