Tax Rate Determined

Negaunee property owners will pay 
taxes this year at the rate of?1.36 per 
$100 valuation. The rate was 11.32 
last year and 31,27 In lull. Mar­
quette’s tax rate is $2.14 and Isbpem- 
log’s $1.00, and similar decrease Is 
said to be found In Negaunet’s favor 
when comparisons are made with the 
tax rates of practically every other 
city la the Upper Peninsula. Even 
the tax rate in the townships of tbs 
county Is said to average much high­
er than that of Negaunee city, Mlchl- 
gnmme township, fo r instance, being 
I2.U4 per 1100 valuation. There Is 
little doubt that Negaunee clty'e tax 
rate would have been down to $1.22 or 
perhaps $1.23, but for the decree of 
the powers that be of a reduction In 
valuation upon two of the more im­
portant mining properties within tbs 
city limits.

A great many changes in valuation 
were made as a result of visit of tbs 
state tsx commission during tns sum 
mer, so that Individual tax bills will 
vary considerably as compared with 
the preceding year, but It is to bs 
noted that the increase In rate this 
year Is only 4 cents per $100, while the 
rate of 1912 was ft oents higher then 

* that of 1011. The total valuation of 
the city of Negaunee which City As 
sessor P. J. Hogan uses »e the basis 
for the computation of his roll Is the 
figure fixed by the state tax controls 
slon. which was $10,191,910. This 
amouotls subdivided Into $10,786,080 
for refil estate and $2,406,046 for per 
sonal property, At (be recent meeting 
of the Board of Supervisors of Mar 
quette county the equalisation com 
id I ties voted a doc re ate of $3,838,930 
from the Negaunee city roll and $12, 
Wl.jfOO from the county valuation as 
a whole, but eo far aa effectiveness Is 
concerned this action amounted to no 
mors than an expression of "them's 
our sentimeota," for the assessor Is 
compelled to use the tax commission's 
figures as the bails for bis roll.

As stated, the local tax rate Is In 
round numbers 11.3d per $100 value 
lion, but If any one cares to be pain 
fully exact about It he may use the 
decimal which the assessor haito tm  
pioy, which Is $1.3018333. The pro 
portions of ibis amount allotted Jo  
the several funds are as follows; State 
tax, .3140841; oounty, .2310300; county 
road, .0770700; general city tax, 
.0007188; street and highway, .2012033; 
special tax, .0304070; firs department. 
.0410837; school tax, .8000140, Out of 
the II 3618083, the sum of 02 osuts 
and a friction goes for state, general 
county end county road taxes, leav­
ing $0.7,170880 of the amount for oltv 
and school purposes. Ill# total sum 
to be raised by taxation In the city of 
Negaunse this year is $201,303 H,

Fail to Pay Board

Complaints which have come to the 
authorities during the past summer 
Indicate thnt u considerable dumber of 
Negaunee people who keep boarders 
or roomers bave had to make use of 
a minus algo in casting up their ac­
counts because of the failure of their 
patrons to liquidate In full before 
seeking accommodations elsewhere, 

Most of the complaints related to 
young men who spent a week or two In 
the city white canvassing, but a lesser 
number have ruferenoe to supposedly 
permanent residents of the city, from 
some of whom, at least, there ought to 
be some way of extracting coin If 
thos# victimized had the heart to 
press the claim. The security of the 
latter class lies in the fact that the 
people who furnish such accommoda­
tions would rather suffer their loss lo 
silence than make public the fact that 
they had been victimized; and If some 
more courageous one of their number 
would take the Initiative In making 
an example of some one of those fly- 
by-night guests they would lie confer­
ring a service upoo the community,

In many instances, the boarding 
house keepers are themselvo* to blame 
for lojudtoious extension of oredlt. 
There Is no young man employed In 
thle vicinity who does not receive a 
wage sufficient to cover hli meals and 
lodgings and leave a reasonably 
generous sum lu addition for oiner 
legitimate expenses and a reasonable 
amount of pleasure. In most Instan­
ces pay-days are at stipulated Inter­
vals aud no ooe should sxpect to be 
granted oredlt for more thno a single 
one of these periods. As for the Itin­
erants, make them furnish satisfactory 
references or pay In advance. If they 
do not wish to meet these ordinary 
business requirements, let them seek 
accommodations elsewhere: you ire 
better off without them.

Mrs. Martha Lisa died early Wed­
nesday evening at the family home, 
corner of Clark street and Pioneer 
avenue, and a child that had been 
horn a couple of hours previously, 
also failed to survive. The end came 
to Mrs. Lisa very suddenly aud the 
husband and other relatives wore ut­
terly unprepared for the fatal termin­
ation of her Illness.

Mrs. Lisa wus 33 yoars of age and 
was born In Negaunee, her maiden 
name having been Martha Bertoruro. 
Her parents were amoeg Negnuoee's 
earlier Italian residents and for many 
years they made their home In the tri­
angular space now occupied by the 
city hall. Tho father died twenty-four 
years a ad but the mother survives and 
ever since the marriage of her daugh­
ter to John Lisa on August 0tb, 11*07, 
she has made her home with them. A 
sister of the deceased, Mrs, John Ser- 
attl, resides at Bamga. Mrs. Lisa is 
also survived by a 6 year old son.

The funeral will be held to-morrow 
morning, the services to be conducted 
at St. Paul's Catholic Church, of 
which deceased had beon a life-long 
member. The Ladies of tbu Modern 
Moccabeos, In which Mrs. Lisa had 
taken an active part, will be In attend­
ance at the funeral. The death of the 
young woman lo the prime of life has 
been a sad blow to the family aod the 
husband, mother and sister have the 
sympathy of the community in their 
tbelr affliction.

Another School Room

An additional room, for the accom­
modation of pupllstn the second grade, 
was openod in tbe Case street building

Hchurtz have his plans laid that 
the fitting up of tho room with reserve 
furniture and equipment was complet­
ed on Monday, and on the following 
day school was in full swing. Unlit 
a regular teacher can be provided, 
the new seupnd grade room Is in 
charge of Miss Ruth Stevens, hut tho 
arrangement is merely temporary, 
for Miss Htevens Is a kindergarten 
assistant and cannot be permanently 
spared from her regular duties. For 
many >ears the Gate street kindergar­
ten had a Mg lead iri the matter of 
attendance, but finally was overtaken 
hv the Park street kindergarten. Lat­
terly the Case street kindergarten en­
rollment has been creeping up and It 
blda fair to regain Its former prseilg*. 
Tbe attendance In both is sufficient to 
necessitate the employment of assist­
ants, but tne two latter, both of whom 
are normal school graduates, are 
qualified to fill the temporary vacan- 
oles In the grades which they are call, 
ed upon from time to time to supply.

Home time ago It was found advis­
able lo provide an additional room 
for the fl^at grade in the Gain street 
building, and the second grade now 
also has two divisions. With this 
equalization of enrollment, it is not 
believed that any further reassign- 
mints of consequence will be necessary 
for the remainder of the year. When , 
the maoual training building Is com­
pleted tbe transfer of this department 
from the high school bulldlmr will} 
make available a few additional 
rooms, and It Is not believed that any 
further Increase In number oreoltrge- 
meot of present buildings will ba 
necessary for several years.

Washington—During the past fiscal 
year 4,680 predatory animals were 
killed by federal officers on the na­
tional forests, according to an actual 
count of carcasses. An indeterminate 
number of animals, whose bodies wero 
not found, are presumed to have died 
from poison.

The rangers' bag of beast of prey 
this year, as shown by forest service 
figures, was made up of 206 bears, 3.- 
f>4) coyotes, 133 mountain lions, 62 
lynx, 683 wild cats, 64 wolves and 07 
Wolf pups The figures Indicate that 
the national forests are becoming 
cleared of wild animals that prey upon 
domestic live stock and game, for the 
forest ranger fills In odd moments be* 
tween other Jobs by thinning out "un­
desirable citizens” of the animal 
world.

Wolves are said to cause greater 
losses to western stockmen than any 
othor of the predatory animals. It is 
estimated that a family of wolves will 
destroy about $3,000 worth of stock 
per annum, and that one able-bodied 
Individual costs the grazing Industry 
$600 a season.

The wolves are of two classes—the 
smaller prairie wolves or coyotes, and 
the larger gray, black, or timber 
wolves, called "loboa.” These latter 
are the great stock destroyers against 
which the campaign of the rangers 
has been wag'd.

The emthods of hunting wolves in 
the west vary. On the plains wolves 
are sometimes hunted with dogs and 
horses, but this way Is considered ex­
pensive and often dangerous. This 
sport Is described by Rousovelt In his 
earlier hunting books. On national 
forests the rangers either set out poi­
son or baited steel traps, or, by watch­
ing trails and hiding near a wolfs 
deri, are able to shoot one or both of 
the old wolves when they return from 
foraging. In no other way, according 
to the forest service, can tho number 
of wolves be kept down so well as by 
finding their dens and destroying the 
young.

The skins of the predatory unlmals 
killed by the rangers are either kept 
as souvenirs or sold for a price or for 
bounty. Wolf skins In the west are 
said to bring from four to six dollars 
for robes and rugs; a mountain Hon 
skin, $ to to $20, and u bear skin, any­
where from $20 to $160. according to 
size and species. In addition to this, 
(bore ore bounties on bear, Hons and 
Wolves In most of the western stock 
states. Wyoming, in ten years, hus 
puld out. It Is said, over $66,000 In 
bounties on wolves alone, and $96,000 
mere on coyotes and mountain lions.

Through his activity against these 
pests, the forest ranger, It is said, has 
saved the stockmen many thousands of 
dollars during the year, while the 
protection to game animals, such us 
deer, elk and antelope, Is of almost 
equal Importance.

(hem the bromide, iodide, trlsulpblde, 
trioxide, sodium arsenate, and potas­
sium arsenate. Disulphide of arsenic, 
both natural end artificial, is used as 
a paint pigment; In calico prtntlng 
and dyeing; In tanning; and. as it 
burns with an intense white light, In 
fireworks. Orplmcnt, the trisulphide, 
called also king's yellow. Is used as 
a paint pigment and as a reduc’ng 
agent In chemical work. The trioxide 
Is used In paints; for preserving hides, 
both for taxidermists and In the 
leather Industry; as an aotiseptlc; 
and in killing animal pests. Sodium 
aresnate Ib used In dyeing with tur­
key-red oil and in printing fabrics; 
the arsenlte In making soaps for use 
on skins.and hides. Potassium arse­
nlte is used as a reducer for silver la 
the manufacture of mirrors.

piaster. Refined grades of plaster are 
used In dental work, for making pot­
tery molds, stereotype molds, molds 
for rubber stamps, and as an Ingre­
dient In various patent cements. A 
steadily Increasing quantity Is being 
used in the raw state as a retarder in 
Portland cement. Considerable quan­
tities are ground without burning and 
used as land plaster; smaller Quanti­
ties are used In the manufacture of 
paint, wall tints, crayons, paper, imita­
tion meerschaum and Ivory, and as an 
adulterant.

No place above ground Is completely 
protected against lightning, and the 
thunder-storm Is always a freakish 
hitter, oftentimes putting Us bolts in 
the most unexpected and improbable 
places. There are, however, a few 
suggestions, the result of practical ex­
perience, which may profitably bo 
home In mind, ne Indoors If possi­
ble during a thunderstorm, preferably 
In u large house rather than a shanty 
or cow shed. Positions near doors 
and windows and In drafts should bo 
avoided. A barn containing rows or 
horses is probably more dangerous 
than the open. Out-of-doors, hedges, 
streams, Isolated trees, crowds of peo­
ple, wire fences, pole lines carrying 
wires of any sort, herds of cows, or 
flocks of sheep, all seem to have a 
slight attraction for lightning and uro 
belter kept at a distance. Wet clothes, 
which have something of a reputation 
an lightning deflectors, probably offer 
no protection of any vsluo.

Bo far ns treatment of lightning 
stroke Is co^perned, there Is nothing 
better than artificial respiration. The 
method Is not of great Importance. 
Any series of movements tending al­
ternately to expand and contract the 
lungs so us to slmulute miturul breslh- 
Ing wilt do. But speed In applying 
them Is of the utmost Importance, us 
is also perseverance. Ths artificial 
respiration should be commenced Im­
mediately and continued until cooling 
of the body shows that death has cer­
tainly Won. Usually when lightning 
kills It does so at the first blow. If 
deuth Is not instantaneous, recovery 
Is the rulc.-f-lllustratod Magazine.

TAFTS TITLE CLEAR
Roosevelt the Man of Trickery 

a t Chicago.

His Efforts, for Hie Own Interests, to
Oust Delegates Regularly Chosen, 

Can Not Surely Have Been 
Forgotten.

It Is not easy to follow the rea­
soning which Interprets as a progres­
sive victory—that Is, u victory for the 
so-called Progressive party—the ac­
tion of the New York Republicans in 
declaring for u new basis of repre­
sentation for natlonu! Conventions.

The Progressi.es did not originate 
the proposition. R has been In the 
minds of leading Republicans for 
years. Thomas C. Platt, M. 8. Quay 
and Mark Hanna all favored It. They 
saw, aa others did, that, with nothing 
to offer the presidential candidate ou 
election day, the south had far too 
much to say In the choosing of the 
candidate. On that account, they 
urged on more than one occasion the 
reduction of southern representation 
In Republican conventions; and men 
who now call themselves Progressives 
gave them no support whatever.

That the proposition has more 
strength today than formerly Is due 
almost wholly to tho action of the 
Progressives last year in their efforts 
to tamper with the south's power In 
the Chicago convention In the Inter­
ests of Mr. Roosevelt. The seats of 
delegates regularly chosen for Mr. 
Taft were contested upon the flimsiest 
pretexts, and strong influences exert­
ed to substitute Roosevelt men. It 
was an Industry, financed by tho 
Roosevelt organization.

But It failed. It was so “raw"—so 
transparently repugnant to the code 
of fair dealing—that leading Roose­
velt supporters on the national com­
mittee revolted. They would not have 
It; and, unable to secure the south­
ern vote by fraud. Mr. Roosevelt was 
defeated for the Republican nomina­
tion.

Nor does the Progressive character­
ization of the southern states as 
"rotten boroughs” fit the case. In 
times past some southern delegates to 
Republican national conventions aold 
their votes for spot cash. Hut did no 
delegates from other sections—wheth­
er we consider Republican or Demo­
cratic conventions—ever sell their 
votes for promises of office’ And, 
In morals strictly considered, what is 
the difference between tho two trans­
actions?

"Rotten" as the south may have 
been at other times, she was not “rot­
ten" at Chicago last year, but, against 
much "rotten" temptation, stood Ann 
for the instructions that had been 
given at the time her delegates were 
regularly chosen. And this fact en­
tered Into the assurance whiyh Chair­
man Root gave to Mr. Taft In his 
speech of notification, that his title to 
the nomination was as clean us that 
of any candidate for the presidency 
the Republican party had ever pre­
sented to the country.

Republican Progressives Fading Away 
Last year Mr. Roosevelt received 

145,000 votes in New Jersey. This 
year the two contesting candidates 
for the Progressive gubernatorial 
nomination received a total of less 
than 8,000 votes. It Is true that un­
der a court ruling which declared that 
no participant in the Democratic or 
Republican primaries last year could 
this year vote the Progressive ticket, 
thousands of would-be Progressive 
voters were disbarred, because last 
year, before the third party was 
formed, they voted as Republicans. 
At (he same time, this fact does not 
wholly account for the disappearance 
of 137,000 votes. In many precincts 
In the city of Trenton, for Instance, 
not one Progressive vote wus cast 
and more than one editorial expres­
sion in tho Now Jersey newspapers is 
to the effect that the fight will bn be- 
tween Stokes and Fleldor. It is also 
asserted that the Progressive party 
Is rapidly vanishing as a political 
factor In the state.

Nsw Ttrlff Political Concoction.
8o fur, then, as the Democratic tar­

iff being built on the lessons of expe­
rience und the advice of exports Is 
concerned, It Is rurther from being a 
scientific tariff than Hie one It Is to 
suppla t. II Is a purely political con­
coction designed lo redeem u platform 
plod* 1 ss u meuiifc of preserving party 
capital and intrenching the party In 
power. The test of time alone will 
tell whether, even from this point of 
view, It U lo be n success or fuiluro.

Colonel Growing Conservative.
After noting that Colonel Roosevelt 

neither caught that huge mountain 
lion with Ills hare hands per ale him 
raw, we were not greatly surprised to 
find (lint Ids pendulum has swung so 
far bHCk toward conservatism that he 
refuses to discuss the Mexican situa­
tion on (he mere ground that he 
docsii t know anything uboul It.—Co 
lutnbus (O.) State Journal.

No Hope for the Future.

Inasmuch 
as the proposed Negaunee charter 
follows very closely that of the city 
of Pontiac, which bad prompt official 
approval, the only changes made be­
ing purely local in character, there 
is no reason to doubt that the official 
action at Lansing wilt be favorable 
and that the charter will be returned 
In ample season so that a vote upon 
its adoptton or rejection may be taken 
on February 9tb, 11114, as planned, 
and if adopted may be put into effect 
on the secood day of March following.

Later—Secretary Wells this moro. 
ing received from Lansing the official 
copy of the revised charter which had 
been submitted, together with certifi­
cation of its approval by the govern­
or and the attorney general.

Timothy Nester Dead

Timothy Nester, for many years 
prominent in the lumbering industry 
In Northern Michigan, subsequently 
identified with railroad enterprises in 
this und the lower peninsula, and dur­
ing his residence in the Upper Penin­
sula one of the wheelhorses of the 
Democratic party, died Tuesday night 
at Chicago, which had been his borne 
for the past two years. He had been 
In poor health for some time and bad 
ceased active work, making his home 
with a daughter. He was (17 years of 
age.

Mr. Neater’s residence in the Upper 
Peninsula dated from 1851) and fora 
number of years he was associated 
with hie brother in lumbering ehter- 
prises in Ontonagon and neighboring 
counties. In 1*85 be removed to Mar- 

- quette und was chiefly interested in 
timber land enterprises until 1804, 
when be removed to Munising and be­
gan the promotion of an enterprise 
which resulted in the founding of the 
present city of Muniilng and the 
building of the Munisiog Hallway 
from Muoislng to Little Lake. This 
railroad and tracts owned by the Mun­
isiog Land Company and allied cor­
porations subsequently passed into 
the bands of TheCleveland-CllfTs Iron 
Compaoy.

Some five years ago Mr. Nester be­
came interested with Timothy Tars- 
ney and others in the building of an 
ioterurbuo line from Saginaw to De­
troit by way of Flint. The line, which 
was dubbed "The Two Tims' Hoad,” 
bed a most vexatious financial career 
and Mr. Nester left the field, a heavy 
loiter. In his day he bad made two or 
three fortunes, only to lose the greater 
part of each in some new enterprise, 
and he hud been unable to recoup 
from hi# lower Michigan traction ven­
ture.

Il is doubtful whether anyone In the 
Upper Peninsula wieldod more politi­
cal power lodlvldually than did Mr. 
Nester in bis day. and older Negau- 
nee people have tunny reminlscenses 
of “Tim'' Ne»ler‘s political visits and 
siweches in this city. He was mayor 
of Marquette for one term, and a sub­
sequent but unsuccessful campaign 
with J. M. Lougyear is oue of the 
must spirited chapters in Marquette 
city'** politics! history. Mr. Noster 
is survived by u widow, a daughter, 
Mrs. James I'. Dufiey. aud a son, Ar­
thur S. Nester, all resldeuts of Chi­
cago.

The steadily In­
creasing attendance it the Finnish 
College In flancoek, where those as­
piring to a ministerial calling receive 
tholr theological training, will in lime 
remedy thle drawback to tbe progress 
of the denomination but for the pres­
ent all of the clergymen who nave 
permanent stations also have to do 
considerable mission work as well.

The above quotation was brought 

to mind by taxpayers and citizens 
when they had opportunity for a per­
usal of the local assessment roll as re­
vised by tbe tax commission. Dur­
ing their visitation In the course of 
tbe summer and after mafiy days' ob­
servation, these Btate tax representa­
tives volunteered the Information that 
this place and Champion were vexa­
tious problems for them in their re- 
rating task, for It was apparent that 
there was not a solitary Industry of 
consequence In either place furnishing 
employment to tbe inhabitants. Later 
on, Chairman Barnes, In a conversa­
tion with Superintendent Thomas, 
gave tbe latter to understand that a 
reduction of perhaps 25 per cent might 
bOf&ccorded us from the first ratings 
b /th e  field men.

With this in mind, the surprise 
i which awaited the townspeople upon 
their perusal 6f the revised roll may 
be Imagined, for It was found that In­
dividual property valuations had 
been raised beyond actual sale value, 
while corporations owning -large 
tracts were given a decrease. Tbe 
land department of tho commission 
sent its cruisers through the outlying 
and wooded parts of Michigamme 
township in midwinter, when three to 
five feet of snow oyorlald tbe real es­
tate; yet these men were able to make 
estimates which brought reductions to 
the property owners, in many instan­
ces, from $U000 to $3000.

Tne mining companies In this im­
mediate vicinity were not disturbed, 
possibly because It was apparent that 
they were poor, but It seemingly did 
not dawn upon the commission that 
those individual property owners 
whose valuations they boosted from 
$200 to $1000 were still poorer, and lo 
some cases bad no visible means of 
support. To Illustrate, tbo residence 
owned by one of the mlotng compan­
ies and occupied by one of Its officials 
was assessed locally at $400. The 
state officials did not disturb this val­
uation, but went across tbe street to a 
bouse In an alley, and occupying 
barely half a lot, and raised Us valu­
ation from $150 to $550. Tne build­
ing owned by Clerk Schwendemno was 
raised to $1100. He bought H for 
$400 and will sell for $000, tbe differ­
ence between purchase price and sell­
ing price being due, not to any ap­
preciation in general value, but be­
cause an entirely new roof was recent­
ly supplied. Supervisor Thomas' 
home Is down (or $060, John Elness 
for $1200, F. K. Paquln for $2000 or 
more.

Most of the taxpayers would not 
have objected particularly to &q In­
crease In taxes, but it lu clear that 
this revaluation Is all out of propor- 
tloo to selling values. During their 
stay among us, it is questioned wheth­
er tho gontlomen who now shed cro­
codile tears over us actually priced 
any lands in the township; for had 
tboy done so, their revised roll sure­
ly would present a different aspect 
than does the present one and the 
resident taxpayer would nothavebeeo 
called upon to pay whatoveryone 
avers Is an exorbitant tax. So zeal­
ous and painstaking was the commis­
sion in seeing that "justice" was met­
ed out, that they rounded up the boats 
and boathouses, summer camps, etc., 
along tbe lake shore and taxed them 
to the full, but tbe records do not show 
that the owners of the land tributary 
to tbe lake and yldnlty were given 
correspondingly lncresscd valuitions.

In view or tbe present tax rate, 
which has gone to $2.94 per $100 yal- 
uation owing to reductions mado on 
tbe corporations, It Is reasonable to 
expect that the Individual property 
owners whose valuations have been so 
greatly raised will enter formal pro­
test and file the same with the govern­
or, requesting a fair equalisation. 
Equality under the law Is all that any­
body Is asking for. The question of 
erecting a new and modern school Is 
now nil, for many taxpayers aver that 
we will be doing well if we can keep 
tbe present building In reasonable re­
pair. Homeoue has said: "Verier- 
day Is dead, forget It; to-morrow does 
not exist, don't worry; to-day Is here, 
use It." Taking the last olause for 
our text, let us bend our efforts col­
lectively toward obtaining a revision 
of the tax roll now on file.

Famous in Song and Story

NIGHT WELLS
The attention of scientists baa re­

cently been attracted to curious wells 
to be found In Australia which only 
supply water at night. It baa long 
been known that these so-called 
"nlgbt wells" were to be found In 
that country, but only recently has 
anyone attempted a scientific explana­
tion of why these wells aro without 
water fn the middle of the hot day 
and well filjed with water during the 
night. i

These wells are to be found In the 
desert regions of Central Australia. 
They are natural wells for the most 
part. Travelers who come across 
these wells during the heat of the 
day generally rest until Into the night 
If they and their horses are badly In 
need of water, knowing that only at 
night can they quench their thirst.

Then, as the day advances, the 
water slowly sinks back Into the 
ground and out of sight. At night, 
after tho sun has been down long 
enough for the ground to begin to 
cool, the water comes back Into tho 
wells rather speedily, not as slowly 
as it receded. And as the water 
comes back there is a peculiar whisk 
ling sound, made by the air, that 
seems to bo forced out of the wells 
as the water comes In. For this rea­
son many people call them “whistling 
wells.”

A study of these wells has been 
made by Dr. Malcolm Maolaren. In 
regard to this peculiar geological 
formation (referring to the more nu­
merous natural wells) ho has shown 
that the water reaches tho upper sec­
tion through a long narrow passage 
thnt reaches through a fine stratum 
of gneiss Into the earth. Dr. Mac- 
laren is of the opinion thnt during 
the heat of tho day this > layer of 
earth, or gneiss* forming the narrow 
passage, swells, and, descending Into 
the cavity, forms a depression Into 
which the water collects. When It 
grows cool at night thfae layers con­
tract and drive the water and air 
Into the passage communicating with 
tho well, the oijtrushlug air making 
the whistling sound. Hut even Dr. 
Maclaren admits this Is only a par­
tially satisfactory explanation.

Expect ruin when sheep turn 
their hacks tu tho wind and when pea­
cocks squawk a great deul, and when 
pigs carry straw to thotr styes or are 
very restless und given to much grunt­
ing. and when the mole throws up 
plenty of soil. Ruin will come whin 
horses si retell out their necks and 
sniff the air.

In districts where bats are found It 
will rnl« if they l)y Into the houses 
und cry much. And should oxen kick 
their forefeet or turn up their nostrils 
and huIIT the nlr, or lie on their right 
sides, we timy count confidently upon, 
wet weather.

Chicago.—The eye In the bird king­
dom Is telescopic, with tbe fish It Is 
microscopic, In the mole rudimentary. 
The eagle and the vulture have the 
faculty of adjusting the eye to dis­
cern objects at a great distance. The 
raglo from the far off mountain sees 
tho flock In tho valley below.and ac­
curately surveys the situation for his 
descent. As he swoops nearer and 
nearer to hls victim the lens In bis 
eye steadily readjusts itself to the de­
creasing distance and when he strikes 
the lamb already chosen for hls dinner 
the long distance vision haa narrowod 
down to the scope of a few yards.

Tbe vulture la equal to the cnglo In 
vision as he Is In flight. Every (armor 
knows if ho kills a blue rucer ond 
leaves It by the roadside a vulture 
soaring overhead comes down and ap­
propriates it. In South America, 
whero tho condor lives, the hunter of 
wild animals dares not leave his game 
long exposed and unprotected. At first 
not a condor can be seen, but present­
ly a dark speck appears In the upper 
air and It grows larger and la soon fol­
lowed by another and another, until a 
■core of condors have descended to 
the feast. These huvo tho telescopic 
aye. From tho height of a mile or two 
theso birds survey tho earth beneath 
and observe the movoments of all 
creatures below. Mankind can equal 
such vision only by artificial uld, 
which Is an amplification of the pro­
ta se s  of nature. The cnglo possessed 
a telescope before Galileo's Invention.

Any farmer boy who has ever at­
tempted to come within gunsbop of a 
crow or a hawk perched on tho dry 
limb of a (reo can testify to tho shurp 
vision of theso birdB at long distance. 
Cooker’s hawk is tho greatest enemy 
to the poultry yard. Soaring high In 
tty© air, this bird of prey sues the tiny 
chicks, and he comes like a rocket to 
seize the one he has chosen as a tar­
get. Even the common birds about 
tbe lawn—tho robin and tho Jaybird- 
have this same eaglellke power of 
vision modified to tbelr requirements. 
The jaybird will detect a very tiny 
worm or Inioct In the gr^ss from a dis­
tance of forty or fifty feet and will do- 
icend upon the object with unerring 
aim of beak. The seed eaters, meadow 
larks and sparrows, need no such vi­
sion, and aro therefore denied Its pos­
session.

The eye of the owl Is especially de­
signed for short distance vision. This 
bird can seo Imperfectly but a fow 
yards away. The eye of tho owl is ar­
ranged to concentrate a great diverg­
ence of tho rays of light whereby the 
blidl can discern near objects In a 
faint light. The owl can boo very well 
at a short distance even In thick 
darkness. Tim owl's ayo Is somowhut 
dlshllko and flnt, so that much light 
may enter. This arrangement per­
mits too much light to enter the pupil 
In the daytime, and therefore owls are 
Almost blind In the glare of tho sun.

Thorn Is a correlation between 
swiftness of wing and range of vision. 
Tbf owl Is exceedingly slow of mo- 
swiftness of wing and range of vision 
vision, while tho longer sighted ani­
mals are swift of foot. Floct anliuuli, 
such as the antelope nnd deer and 
others living on boundless prairies, 
run see n long distance and ure swift 
In movement. Animals living In tho 
woods have no need of such long 
viflon nor swift movement. All ereu- 
tures living in spacious regions and 
strong light move rapidly und with 
clear vlshin, ns Instance the fly catch­
er, the king bird und tho chimney 
swift, which take their food on the 
wing Th" motions of these birds are 
exceedingly graceful as well as rapid. 
Their vision Is both telescopic and mi­
croscopic.

Whether birds hove the power of 
discriminating between different col­
ors Is an open question. An old bee 
keeper hol'lt that the bee knows one

PLEASANT ADDITION TO TABLE
Okra One of the Very Best of the 

Vegetables That May Be 
Made Into a Salad.

There never was a time when so 
many vegetables and fruits of other 
latitudes are finding their way to our 
markets Improved transportation fa­
cilities and increased demand for new 
foods has brought the foods of other 
tables within the reach of our own.

Okra waa once considered solely a 
southern product limited to creole and 
Louisiana zones. But now we see the 
green, attractive pods In many mar­
kets, selling at Ave cents for two or 
three, and cheaper In large quanti­
ties.

A northern woman was pleasantly 
surprised to And that okra would 
grow in our latitudes, and she was 
delighted with the tall hollyhock-like 
plant with large cream flowers, and 
found that she could use the pods In 
many ways.

For a salad she took the very small 
green pods, boiled them until tender, 
chilled them and served on lettuce 
with French dressing. She added 
them to soup In the proportion of two 
cups of okra to four quarts of water, 
using meat and onion, salt and pep­
per. and sometimes tomatoes.

The famous "chicken ■ gumbo" Is 
made with a frlcassed chicken, to 
which la added the okra sliced cross­
wise, tomatoes, slices erf ham, thyme, 
parsley, with a rich gravy.

Okra combines ' particularly well 
with rice and tomatoes, and a de­
licious dish can be made by adding 
stewed okra and tomatoes to boiled 
rice, and either serving at once or 
baking In a deep dish.

The creole cooks say that okra 
should never be cooked In any cop­
per, brass or Iron vessel, as the metal 
will be absorbed and the pods be­
come discolored. Use only agate or 
porcelain.

While okra docs not contain any 
particular food element In quantity, it 
has the peculiar muscllaginous qual­
ity given to only a few\plants, and Is 
therefore at its best In soups and 
sauces which have a meat flavor It 
Is also cooling, and so can be classed 
as an addition to our table salads.— 
Philadelphia Record.

Baked Ham.
Cover your ham with cold water and 

let it simmer gently, Just long enough 
to loosen the skin so that It can be 
pulled off; this will probably require 
from two to three hours, according to 
the size of the ham. When skinned 
place In a dripping pan In the oven, 
pour over It a cupful of vinegar and 
one of hot water, In which dissolve a 
teaspoonful of English mustard. Bake 
slowly, basting with the liquid every 
few minutes for two hours. Then cover 
the ham all over to the depth of one 
Inch with coarse brown sugar and do 
not baste again until the sugar has 
formed a thick crust, which It will 
toon do In a slow oven. Let It remain 
In a full hour after covering with 
cugar until It becomes a rich golden 
brown. When done drain from the 
liquor In the pan and put on a dish to 
cool. When coot, but not cold, press 
by turning a fiat dish on top. The 
pressing makes It cut firmly.

Raised Doughnuts.
One pint of milk scalded, one-hall 

cupful of sugar, flour to make a bo ft 
dough, two eggB, one teaspoonful ol 
salt, one heaping tablespoonful but 
ter, one yeast <y\ke. Put the butter 
In the scalded milk, cool, add the 
yeast, sugar and flour, heat well and 
let stand over night. In the morning 
beat the eggs, stir them Into the but­
ter and flour to make a soft dough, 
knead lightly and set to rise. When 
light take out half the dough, spread 
on making board and cut out. Spread 
a clean breadcloth on the table and 
sprinkle lightly with flour. Put the 
doughnuts on this cover und let stand 
one-half hour. Fry In boiling fat. 1K> 
not stick a fork in them.

Wash That Sticks.
In making whitewash that will not 

scale off, 1 And the following very 
good, writes u contributor to the 
Washington Herald. Dissolve glue In 
hot water, and add in the proportion 
of a pint of water to four gallons of 
whitewash; or dissolve an ounce of 
gum urabic in a pint of boiling wa­
ter and stir In, observing the sumo 
proportions. Before applying this or 
any other wash, scrupc the wall clean 
and smooth. Another good method 
is to odd ultramarine glue, us it gives 
a pretty tint. A little salt added to 
thn whitewash Is very good; It pre­
vents It front rubbing off.

Cooking Ksynotes.
Leftovers of llsh can be ttafely kept 

In the rcfrlgerulor by putting them 
In a fruit Jar with rubber and sualing 
them tightly.

A wire basket is a good thing to 
keep the eggs for cooking in, as one 
can see how many eggs aro on hund 
without tuklng the basket off (he 
pantry shelf.

A chcup and durable toaster for a 
gas stove Is a pieco of sheet iron. 
Over this a five cent wire toaster can 
bo used without dunger of burning or 
blackening the bread.

Sour Crejm Csk«.
Beat two eggs well, then add on< 

cup of sugar und bout oguin. In un 
other boat dissolve one-half teuxpaon 
of soda in one cup of sour ntilk. in 
still another bowl or pan pul 1 cu;» 
of flour and one-half teaspoon of bak 
lug powder, thorougldy sifted together 
Rttr these all together, add a table 
spoon of melted butter and one-half a 
teaspoon of vanilla or lemon. Best 
well. This makes a good layer cake, 
also. It Is nice edten warm.
