Some Storm, That

The snow-Bbovel and overshoe sea- 
soo was ushered in this year with a 
storm of exceptional severity. It be­
gan early Saturday morning and con­
tinued quite steadily until Monday 
evening. Except that the temperature 
was not so bitterly low, the storm bad 
all the earmarks of a midwinter bliz­
zard. The official snow measure for 
the three-day period showed but eight 
Inches, but the way in which it drifted 
caused unofficial recorders to make 
use of larger figures.

Deceused was Oil years of age.

Sanitary Expert Here

Kdward D. Rich, sanitary engineer 
of the slate board of health, spent 
Tuesday in tbe city making an in­
spection of the municipal water sys­
tem and conferring with the city 
officials concerning this and kindred 
subjects. The result of Mr. Uich’s 
obtervaitoni will be embodied in u 
report which the waterworks com­
mittee will make to the Common Coun­
cil, probably at a special meeting 
to be called at an early date. No 
uulhorilatlve statement will be made 
In advance of tbe filing of this report, 
but it Is understood that Mr. Klch's 
verdict was that Teal Lake cannot be 
safely considered as a permanent 
source of water supply for the oily 
and that it will be advisable to 
chlorinate the water takon from Teal 
Lake before it is distributed through 
the city mains. A plant for the treat­
ment of the water by hypochlorite of 
lime Is not unduly expensive and is In 
use In many cities, the nearest per­
haps being Marquette and Munising. 
Tbe results are said to have been 
generally satisfactory and It Is prob­
able that steps in ibis direction will 
be taken as soon as the committee sub­
mits Its formal report to the counoil. 
During his stay in the city Mr. Rich 
Inspected the sewerage system maps 
which City Engineer Brotherton has 
prepared. This work Is nearly com­
pleted and there is little doubt that It 
will be found to conform to the re­
quirements of the state department of 
health regarding permanent reoords 
of tbe water and sewerage systems of 
elites.

Will Be Ready Soon

Now that winter Is near, the boys 
and girls are eagerly counting the 
days until they will be able to get out 
tbeir skates and hockey sticks. If pre­
sent plans do not miscarry the muni­
cipal ice rink will soon be placed in 
condition so that the young people of 
the city may skate to their hearts con­
tent, free of charge and without any 
dangers such as would be met with on 
Teal Lake.

LI GOAT’S MILK
fa c ts  of Practical Interest to All 

Who Raise Gloats.

Malta Fever I* Tranamltted by Ani­
mal'* Milk, and Hat Affected Fam­

ilies on Goat Ranchea in Texes 
and New Mexico.

Wabhlngton.--Scientists of the bu­
reau of animal industry have com­
piled a bulletin which is of practical 
Interest to all who raise goats and to 
such Invalids &s have becu prescribed 
goat's milk as a diet.

Proofs have conclusively establish­
ed that the transmission of a fever 
knoun variously as "Malta,” "moun­
tain,” "slow typhoid,” or by certain 
other designations, to man, Is accom­
plished by the milk of Infected goats.

Careful observation in Texas and 
New Mexico show that the disease has 
aJwuys made Its appearance among 
people connected with goat rais­
ing. Kntlro families have been 
taken sick with It on goat ranches. 
The sickness appears usually after the 
kidding season, during the months of 
April, May and June, when the peo­
ple are In closer contact with the 
goats.

Observations have also shown that 
Just over the border In Mexico goat 
herders are not nearly bo liable to the 
disease. Conclusions have been drawn 
that this Is not due to any natural 
Immunity but to the fact that the 
Mexicans always boil the milk before 
drinking It, while the Americans use 
It raw.

Tho general opinion has prevailed 
thut the United mates is free from 
Malta fuver, and that the disease has 
only occurred through Importations. 
However, it now socmB evident that 
the Malta fever has existed In Texas 
and New Mexico for at least 25 
years. The fever takes Its name 
from (ire&t Hrltaln’s Island In the 
Mediterranean, where tbo disease has 
been exceedingly prevalent among 
llriiish soldiers and sailors. Its oc­
currence In tropical and subtropical 
localities hus been noted in almost 
•very country. A number of cases 
have boen reported among our sol­
diers who had Just returned from the 
Philippine Islands,

Pasteurization of Infected milk for 
2U minutes at 145 degrees Fahrenheit 
Js sufficient to destroy tbo organism 
which transmits the diseaso. There­
fore, milk pasteurization for the de­
struction of typhoid and tuborculosis 
germs will also be free from Malta fe­
ver germ.

The symptoms of hurnun beings are 
usually pronounced and give rise to a 
nityru or less severe uffectlon. The 
most strlklug symptom Is un attack 
of fvver with periods of normal tem­
peratures. The duration of these pe­
riods varies considerably during the 
disease. The fever may bo remittent 
or intermittent; It may be continuous­
ly high or low, and at all stages of 
the disease the type of tho fever may 
change. It may be very acute from 
the onset, the fever settlug In with 
chills and rise of temperature asso­

rted with severe headache and pain 
in l he back, and a general ill feeling. 
The pulse and respirations are gen­
erally affected In accordauco with the 
height of the fever. The course of 
the dlimane may extend for from six 
Week* up to u year, uud canes have 
•ven’bvon observed In which relapses 
have occurred for three years. In 
human beings the mortality la call- 
mated at three per rent,
- In animal* the course of the disease 
always appears to bo protruded. Cases

the federal Inspector, was resumed 
On March 5, 1913, the issuance of 
permits was extended to England. 
Scotland and Wales, but the refusal 
to allow the Importation of cattle from 
Ireland was continued.

CERTIFIED MILK.

The first bulletin in the new depart­
mental series of the United States d* 
pertinent of agriculture Is a contribu­
tion from the bureau of animal In­
dustry entitled "Medical Milk Commis­
sions and Certified Milk." This is a 
revision of a previous bulletin on the 
same subject.

Tbo organization and object* of the 
first milk commission are described 
and the origin and meaning of "cer­
tified milk" are set forth. The word 
"certified" has been registered In the. 
United States patent office and may 
only be used by a duly organized med­
ical milk commission.

The first milk commission was or 
ganlzed In 1893. Since that time over 
60 commissions have been established, 
but nearly one-third of that number 
are Inactive at present.

About 160 dairies are engaged In 
producing certified milk and the dally 
production Is nearly 26,000 gallons, 
an Increaae of 300 per cent. In five 
years. While this seems a remark­
able increaso. It should be remember­
ed that only one-half of one per cent, 
of the total milk supply of the coun­
try Is certified.

While the chief demand for certi­
fied milk is for Infants and sick peo­
ple, it further serves to teach the pub­
lic the value of careful methods In 
milk production and tho extra cost 
o! absolutely clean milk.

The bulletin describes the equip­
ment and methods necessary for the 
production of certified milk. It is 
pointed out that expensive equipment 
is not a necessity so much as a care­
ful and unremitting attention to de­
tails.

In 1907 the American Association of 
American Milk Commissions was or­
ganized. The methods and standards 
for the production and distribution of 
certified milk adopted by this asso­
ciation at Its 1912 meeting ure given 
in the appendix to the bulletin.

ALASKA EXPERIMENT STATIONS.

The U. 8. department of agriculture 
has recently Issued tho annual report 
of Alaska agricultural experiment sta­
tion!) for 1912.

In the minds of many, Alaska means 
a land of snow and lco with only tho 
scantiest vegetation; to such a read­
ing of the report named above will 
be found worth while. Of especial in­
terest are the pictures showing fruits 
grown in Alaska. These pictures are 
reproduced from photographs and 
clearly show that Alaska Is by no 
means a bleak aud barren land.

The Alaskan farmer is more de­
pendent upon the sunshlno than the 
farmer In the states; Induod the suo- 
cess or failure of his crops Is deter­
mined to a large degree by tho abund­
ance or lack of sunshine during the 
growing scAson. The work of t i t  
Alaska experiment stations Is largely 
concerned with efforts to adapt crops 
to the peculiar climatic conditions.

0ESSERT DISHES OF MERIT
Sure to Be Acceptable Whether th* 

Dinner Be a Formal or 
Family One.

Green Apple Charlotte.—Pare, core 
and stew In a very little water six or 
eight good cooking apples. Press the 
pulp through a sieve nod add enough 
sugar to make It very sweet. While 
still hot, stir tn an ounce of gela­
tin soaked In about rlx tablespoons 
of cold water. Stir until thoroughly 
dissolved. Then place In another dish 
containing cold water and stir until 
the mixture thickens. Then cut, find 
fold tn. a large cup of eroam. whipped 
stiff and dry. Turn Into tt mold, plaJn, 
or lined with stale sponge cake or 
lady fingers

Quincy Puff- Pa re six goorsired 
tart apples and a ripe quince. Slice 
(hum iuto a saucepan and cover with 
half a cup of water. Put tbe ltd on 
the saucepan and cover with half a 
cup of water. Put tbe lid on tbe 
saucepan and cook for half an hour. 
Press through a sieve and return to 
the fire. Add yolks of three eggs, 
beaten with half a cup of sugar. Take 
from the flro and let tool slightly; 
then fold in the whites of the egga, 
and turn Into a pretty glass dish and 
place in refrigerator.

Plum Pudding.—Stew a quart of 
plums; remove tbe pits: sweeten to 
taste and add a little grated orange 
peel or nutmeg, and pour into an 
earthen cup, well buttered. Cover 
with a spoonful of rich biscuit dough 
mado soft enough to drop from a 
spoon or with the following batter; a 
cup of sweet cream or rich milk, one 
egg, a teaspoon of baking powder and 
enough flour to make a drop batter. 
Steam of bake for half an hour and 
turn out on a heated dish with the 
fruit on top. Serve with hard sauce.

MAKE DISH WASHING EASIER
By Simplifying It This Nsvsr Pleasant 

Household Task May Be Made 
Lighter.

Simplify your dish washing thua; 
With careful handling the dlshe* may 
safely be washed in the sink, doing 
away with the care of a dlshpan. To 
lessen danger of breakage place In the 
bottom of tbe sink a wooden protector 
made of slat*. If tho sink is not pro­
vided with an automatic stopper, a 
rubber sink stopper can be procured 
at a small price. A wooden dish rack, 
the kind that open* ))ko an old-fash­
ioned paperbolder, will hold plates and 
saucers upright. The rack may be 
lifted out of the sink on a tray, and 
its contents, that have previously been 
scalded, allowed to dry there. A throe 
cornered enamel strainer, on feet, oc­
cupies a corner of the sink. Into this, 
which costs a few cents, plates can be 
scraped before the dish washing be­
gins. That dish towels may be cloao 
at hund, have fastened to the wall close 
U the sink a wooden arrangement 
with rrms which open out or close on 
which to hang the towels after they 
have been washed and boiled

Bss Foam Roll*.
Scald a pint of sweet milk and and 

aue tablespoon of sugar, one teaspoon 
call and butter size of an* egg. When 
lukewarm add one-half yeast cake 
dissolved in a little warm water and 
two cups of bread flour.

NEW ENGLAND’S REAL BEAUTY
Wild Roses in Profusion During the 

Bummer Months Have a Charm 
That All Enjoy,

Nothing In rural New England Is 
finer than tho outburst of wild roses 
which begins about tho middle of 
June and In some places lasts until 
the end of September. The wild rose 
hushes are frequently found cluster­
ing along the old stone walls which 
were formerly in grout abundance 
and now are more and more rarely 
found dividing the hillside or seashore 
farms Into pasture lots or corn fields 
or orchards. If there was any one 
product which New England generous 
ly aud eveu lavishly offered its mus­
ters when they first began to clear 
Us wilderness, it was tho materials 
for stone walls. They were Impar­
tially distributed under and over tbe 
•oil. Tbe stones wero of every slzo 
and shape; there wero hugo ones for 
the lower courses and graduated minor 
ones to pile on top. In many places 
they could be mado double thickness, 
with hollows to fill In with suporflul 
ties. That often failed to exhaust tbe 
supply. It is odd that they wero not 
used more for building houses, oven 
sh they found their place in lining 
donp wells whore hung specimens of 
the old oakon bucket. Of late years, 
especially along the seanhoro, archi­
tects having cast tlinir oyni on them 
and seen in them artistic possibilities, 
tho farmers have been glad to sell at 
rather high, certainly at growing 
prices, tho old stone walls thut (heir 
ancestors or tho original owners of 
iho land had created at such cost of 
lame backs aud sweaty foreheads. 
'I ho dlstippearunce of them has enusod 
a considerable loss In (he pictures- 
queues* of many locallthm. Around 
them, clustered tho wild roso bushes, 
and the delicate pink blossoms looked 
liko exotic butterflies. Wild roses do 
not stand picking very well; they 
quickly drop their petals or fade away 
whon put Into vases; but If not In­
terfered with they keep up a sweet 
succession of blossoms, and often one 
may see tho Jeweled humming bird 
posing over thorn, perfectly motion­
less, apparently, though his wings am 
buzzing like a dynamo, then darting 
off like a coal of Are.

Slayer of Wolves

Holland Ames, of Ploodwood, just 
over the Marquette county line in 
Dickinson county, claims to be tbe 
champion wolf and bear slayer of the 
Upper Peninsula, having other trap­
pers outdistanced. Since the flrBt of 
June, Ames has trapped and killed 
seventeen wolves and four bears. In 
September and the first week In Octo­
ber, he trapped ten wolves and three 
bears. The bouoties represent tbe 
line sum of $425 and the pelts an addi. 
tional $125 or thereabouts, the whole 
making a pretty good wage for the 
time expended in looking after his 
traps.

The territory In which Ames oper­
ates contains a large number of 
wolves and they are particularly bold 
in their depredations. On the Pence 
river, the animals huvo killed over 
sixty sheep in ti e past few months. 
How many deer have been destroyed 
It is hard to estimate, but the total 
will exceed several hundred. In the 
timber west of Witch Lake and Wit- 
beck, the animals can be heard night­
ly in their chase of deer. At Trout 
Lake, they coinu into the clearing at 
the Vlelo resort and make night hide­
ous with tbelr howling. Ames has 
killed a number of wolves in Mar­
quette county, coming to Marquette 
to get the bounty.

A Kindness to Travelers

The Northern Forest Protective As­
sociation has just completed the post­
ing of nearly one thousand direction 
signs upon the outlying roads and 
trails of tbe Upper Peninsula. These 
signs were put solely as a kindness to 
woods travelers, and to properly dl- 
rectftbem to tbe location being sought 
or to a place where protection and 
lodging could be found.

This is the first effort with any 
breadth of scopeto properly designate 
the roads and camps of the peninsula, 
and if it meets with the approval of 
the general public it will be continued 
until it i t  almost impossible for one 
not familiar with the woods to become 
lost.

There are always, however, certain 
lawless individuals who think it prop­
er and smart to destroy work which 
is done as a benefit to the public, and 
there aru si ready evidences In some 
locations of these signs being mutilat­
ed and destroyed. It behooves every 
individual who is interested in ihls 
movement to usslst In the protection 
of these signs, or any other signs 
which are posted iu the interest of the 
general aelifare.and uodercompller’i 
section 115H0 of the Compiled laws of 
IHP7, as amended by the last legisla­
ture, all such signs are given protec­
tion and a punlsbmeot by imprison­
ment in the county jail not more thao 
three months or by a fine not exceed­
ing $50.00 or both floe and imprison* 
meat is provided.

It is to bo hoped that the general 
public will mo rocogolxe the value of 
properly posted slgus and notices 
that it will collectively and individu­
ally see that no damage is done to 
such sigQM, and If evidence is obtained 
it will be handed over to the proper 
authorities for actloo.

Republic Is fairly started on its 

wuy to having electric lighting ser­
vice for its BtreetB, business places 
and residences. A well attended 
meeting o( merchants and citizens 
was held oo Tuesday evening of last 
week, the particular object of the 
gathering being to ascertain whether 
there would be a sufficient demand for 
such service to warrant going ahead 
with the project. The sentiment man­
ifested was most encouraglog and the 
necessary papers In the form of a con­
tract between the Republic iron Com* 
pany and tbe Township of Republic 
have been drawn up and now seed 
only tbe official signatures of the re* 
spectlve parties to make the document 
effective, Inasmuch as tbe proposed 
terms are entirely satisfactory to all 
concerned. The proposition as it now 
stands is for the Republic Iron Com­
pany to soil electrical power in bulk 
to Republic Township and the latter 
organization will arrange for its dls* 
tributlon to consumers—In short, 
will take full charge of the retail end 
of the transaction. This work will 
lit in very ^iceiy with the township 
waterworks system, and except for 
the erection of pole lines and other 
preliminaries incident to getting the 
service sturted, tbe lighting system 
can be cared for by township em­
ployes with very little additional ex­
pense. It 1b too early, of course, to 
forecast plans for the installation of 
the service, but It may be said that 
the pole lines already established will 
enable tbe township to supply lights 
in the central business district and 
adjacent residence sections with very 
little delay; in fact tbe service doubl­
ings will be available before property 
owners are able to have their build- 
iogs wired, though this too Is a mat­
ter which will have prompt attention. 
Each succeeding year the pole lines 
will be extended as meanB will permit 
and consumers1 demands require, 
until practically tbe whole of tbe vil­
lage will have tbe advantage of elec­
tric lights. The prices have not been 
definitely determined, but they pro­
bably will be 7, H and 9 cents per kilo­
watt hour, the latter being for mini­
mum quantities and the lower figures 
constituting tbe concessions usually 
made to consumers of larger quanti­
ties of electrical current. These pric­
es will be found to average lower than 
consumers pay in most cities and are 
very much less than is paid In com­
munities tbe sl/.o of Republic where 
the municipality itself generates the 
electrical power.

It is expected that the possibility of 
establishing a Y. M. C. A. branch in 
Republic, or at least some phases of 
the work us fostered by this world­
wide organization, will be determined 
by a series of meetings to be held to­
ward tbe close of tbe present week. 
G. 1). Westcrman, field secretary of 
the association in the Upper Peninsu­
la, has made several visits to Repub­
lic and bis conferences with citizens 
whose assistance might be expected In 
un undertaking of this sort has result­
ed in tbe calling of meetings for Fri­
day and Saturday eveolngs of this 
week, while oo Sunday Mr. Wester- 
man will deliver addresses In some of 
the village churches la case a union 
meeting is not arranged. This (Fri­
day) evening Mr. Westerman will ad­
dress the men of tbe village, at a 
meeting to be held at Woodmen’s hall 
on “Tbo Boy Problem.” Saturday 
eyenlog the boys themselves will as­
semble at tbe same place for a supper 
and afterward tbe advantages of tbe 
association will be laid before them 
in an effort to ascertain whether they 
are willing to do their part by taking 
advantage of such opportunities as 
would be afforded byaY. M.C. A. 
The addresses on Sunday will be di­
rected to the community as a whole 
and will be explanatory of tbe project 
us R relates to Republic. Tbe matter 
really rests with tbe young men them­
selves; If they manifest an Inclination 
to lake hold of the project in tbe right 
spirit and there Is an uvideuce of their 
duslre to make profitable use of the 
advantages afforded, the Y. M. C. A.

Houses of the Zodiac

The twelve Raahlvalayas, or House* of the Zodiac, are part of the great 
observatory at Jaipur constructed between 1718 and 1734 by the royal 
astronomer, Maharajah Jal Singh, from whom Jaipur derives It* name. He 
invented and designed these curious and fantastic Instruments. The Jaipur 
observatory (a tha largest of five which he built, the other* being at Benares, 
Muttra, Delhi and UJJaln. The Zodlaa, it will be remembered, la divided Into 
twelve algnc—Arles, Taurus, Gemini, Cancer, Leo, Virgo, Libra, Scorpio* 
Sagittarius, Caprleornus, Aquarius and Pisces. Each of the houses of the 
Zodiac contains a little painting of the sign to which It belongs. Thus, In 
the middle distance of the engraving, may be seen the House of Cancer with 
a picture of a crab on the wall of the arch.

STREETS OF NOTE
W riter Names 12 of World’s 

Greatest Thoroughfares.

London’s Center of Book and News­
paper Publishing Has Been 

Awarded the Head—New York 
Is Given Fourth Place.

London.—Which are the twelve 
most Tamous etreota In the world? The i 
question Is extremely difficult to de­
termine, for there are two or three 
factors to be taken Into account, fac­
tors which tho average mun Is apt to 
overlook when trying to solvo the 
problem. For one thing, a street, to 
come within (his category, must be 
well known to folk of every civilized 
nation, and not merely to those of tbe 
country it belongs to. For another, 
thero must bo a consensus of expert 
opinion at leant that this street Is 
worthy of being reckoned among tho 
world's leading thoroughfares in any 
case; and thirdly, the name of such a 
street, wherever the rood may be, 
must be one which men and women 
recognize ns soon as they hear it, or 
at any rate It must be thus recognized 
by a very largo percentage of travel­
ers, readers nnd educated pedple.

Taking those characteristics as our 
guide, says a writer in the London 
Weekly Telegraph, It Is probable that 
(he following list of twenty includes 
all the boot known streets in the world, 
and from these the dozen most famous 
streets would doubtless havo to be 
chosen. The twenty celebrities of 
this sort include;

Regent street, Ixmdon.
Okford street, London.
Strand.* London.
Meet street. London.
Cheapsldo, London.
Whitehall. London.
Princes street, Edinburgh.
O’Connell street. Oxford.
High street, Oxford.
Champs Elysees, Paris.

It 
may bo taken as certain that no trav­
eler or person wboae opinion was 
based on real knowledge would deny 
tho claim of these twenty to be reck­
oned among tho most famous streets 
of the world, howetyer much It mtght 
want, or suggest, the Inclusion In that 
category of one or two others be fa­
vored.

Great Sacrifice of Animal Life in 

Niagara Cataract.

Birds Especially Are Victim*, While
Geese, Ducks and 8quirrela, Foxes 

and Bears Also Meet Death In 
the Seething Flood.

New York.—Tho Niagara pllfull or 
'swan trap/' ns appropriately dubbed 
it present, deservedly claim* con­
siderable attention from the local 
jrulthologlsts of thut region, und their 
reports have aiwuya been reud with 
decided avidity in ornithological cir­
cles. These observers, us do others 
more remote, rue the fact of this al­
most yearly sacrifice, yet they (eel 
(heir helplessness. Willi inuny birds 
and animals, It has been un ever re­
curring phenomenon which has been 
coted more or less irregularly In tho 
historical literature of this country. 
These dozens or more buried notes 
from sources not always easily acces­
sible to all zoologists limy be of 
enough pertinent historical interest 
to warrant their collection in one 
article, Albert Ilmen Wright suy* in 
Forest and Stream.

The first and most extended account 
Is from n letter by Peter Kalm, who

and lower by tin* water, and m water 
fowl commonly delight In being cur­
ried with ihe stream, so hen* they 
indulge themselves in enjoying this 
pleasure so long, till the swiftness of 
the water becomes so great that it Is 
no longer possible for then to rise,

now* looking at tills matter from the 
point of view- of beauty, or trade, or 
size, or antiquity; wo are simply con­
sidering the point with regard to fame 
and renown, whatever be Us cause, as 
operating to give the street the widest 
degree of popularity. And, taking that 
view of it, l think we must at the start 
rule out Whitehall and Oxford street 
from tho Î ondon half dozen, while 
similarly the Nevski Prospect and the 
Rue de HlvoH may be left out of the 
European section. This decision would 
reduce our number by four, thus leav­
ing us with sixteen, from which we 
have yet to choose.

Now, though O’Connell street (late 
Sackvlile street), Dublin, Is one of tho 
moBt beautiful In our islands, and has 
every characteristic of a grand thor­
oughfare, 1 do not think it is nearly 
so well known outside this kingdom as 
are several others In our list here.

OSTRICH FEATHERS
Twenty years ago there were few 

•etricbei In captivity and moat of tbe 
plumea that adorned the ladtea’ hats 
were taken from the wild ostrich. But 
today there are great oatrlch farms in 
this country and abroad, the largest 
being In South Africa.

The white ostrich feather* are not 
fully developed. There are also black 
and drab feathers on the same bird, 
but when tbe white feathers are fully 
developed they lose a great deal of 
their whiteness, and in the olden days 
had to be bleached.

Now tbe ostriches are blindfolded 
with a hood and led Into a sort of 
crate-Mke coop, where tbe black and 
drab feathers are carefully pulled out; 
but the white feathers are never pull­
ed out, as this would so damage the 
great sockets in which the large quills 
grow that no more would be forth­
coming, ad the quill* of tbe white 
feathers are carefully cut off and the 
quills allowed to remain for several 
months, when they come out naturally 
and the new festherl start.

Fifty years ago there were only 82 
j tame ostriches known in all South 

Africa. And la that year only 16 
1 pounds of feathers were exported, and 
j they came for the most part from 
; wild birds, brought down by the hunt- 
| era. Last year there were about 800,- 

000 domesticated ostriches in South- 
Africa, and nearly 900,000 pounds of 
feathers were exported at a value of 
more than a million dollars.

OLD SLAVE MARKET
In the middle of the principal thor­

oughfare of tbe town of Louisville, 
Ga., stands one of the most historic 
little structures In Amcrion, the old 
slave market. Louisville was the first 
permanent capital of Georgia, and tho 
old slave market was erected soon 
after the first government buildings 
were built iti 1786.

Tbe planters la the neighborhood 
were large slave owners, some of 
them old soldiers, who were given 
extensive tracts of land for service In 
the war with England, and the erec­
tion of such a building can be readily 
understood was almost a necessity in 
tills remote period of our history.

The best quality of post oak was 
nied in this structure, and now, after 
standing long past tbe century mark, 
It is In perfect preservation. Indeed, 
It is difficult to even drive a nail into 
the tough fibers of the old wood-

While the old slave market serves 
no practical purpose, it is an inter­
esting memorial, for it is one of the 
few, if not the only one of Its kind, 
Which remains to remind us of those 
faraway days, when the old regime 
Of slavery held sway in tbe old south.

SELF-IMPOSED TORTURE
An extraordinary scene was wit­

nessed In Calcutta recently, when a 
small trolley, ftudded with rows of 
iron spikes, on which a Hindu was 
lying at full length, was being pulled 
through the streets. A large crowd 
was following. Inquiries elicited the 
Information that tho man was doing 
penance, and was on his way to the 
temple of the goddess Kail, at Kali- 
ghat. Tbe Hindu had been several 
days on the Journey, and was in a ter­
rible condition.

The spikes, which numbered about 
150, were quite sharp, and the man 
Wore only a loin cloth. He must have 
teen suffering acute pain from the 
fact that his body was bruised and 
lacerated all over as a result of lying 
on the sharp nails. Neither the police 
nor any passerby made any attempt 
to atop the self-imposed torture.

RUINS OF N0RHAM CASTLE

Tbs ruins of Norbam castle, situ­
ated about six miles above Berwick, 
and about ths eainu distance north < * 
tho battlefield of Flodden, are inti­
mately associated with the history of 
that battle. Tbe castle stands on a 
Steep bank overhanging tbe Tweed, 
where tho river is still the boundary 
between Scotland and Kugland. It 
was built In the ysar 1121 by Flam- 
bard, the warlike bishop of Durham, 
and was repeatedly taken and retaken 
during tho Anglo-HcotUab wars. When 
James IV. of Bootland invaded Eng­
land In 1613 his first act was to cap­
ture Norham castle. The time lost 
in the plunder of the castle enabled 
the English to rush reinforcements to 
the scene and take tho offensive. Nor­
bam is celebrated for tho description 
Of Its hospitality In "Mansion."

SNAKE RIDES BEAR

ROMANCE OF A JEWEL
A Jewel with a most romantic his­

tory was exhibited at the Royal so­
ciety’s conversazione recently. It is a 
priceless ornament of carncllan, lapis 
lazuli, and turquoise, and was made 
by order of the Pharaoh of Egypt 3,400 
years before the birth of Christ It 
was given by tbe monarch to one of 
his favorites, and when the latter died 
It was burled with him in bis tomb.

Some years* afterwards the tomb 
was entered by a thief, who was about 
to steal the precious gem when the 
heavy slabs that formed its roof fell 
on him and killed him. In tho course 
of centuries all traces of this ancient 
tomb were lost, and as a result of fre­
quent sandstorms it lay burled deep 
under tbe sand. It was excavated, 
however, last March by Prof. Flinders 
Petrie, the great Egyptian archaelo* 
gist. The crushed body of the thief 
In the act of stealing the Jewel was 
found and told Its own story, and the 
beautiful gem was brought to England. 
It Is worth a fortune.

TURKEY TRAINS
The Thanksgiving and Christmas 

turkey shipments from East Tennes­
see last year totalled probabiy 260,000 
birds, and represented roughly half a 
million dollars. Thero were numbers 
of carload lots shipped from this ter­
ritory, but the more Important ship­
ments were assembled at Morristown, 
Term., and hurried to Baltimore, Phil­
adelphia and New ,York by special 
trains. Tbe largest single shipment 
was a train of 84 cars, which went 
through to New York for the Thanks­
giving market. A special turkey train 
which left Morristown, Wednesday 
night, Dec. 18, reaohed New York 
the following Saturday morning, with 
40,000 birds to supply the Manhattan 
demand.

GOOD FRIDAY SEPULCHRE

The Illustration shows a curious 
chamber built on the east side of the 
porch of Klngsland church, Hereford* 
shire, England, and known as the 
"Voles Chamber." It Is entered from 
the porch, and a window, seen above 
the stone coffin. looks into the church. 
Tho theory of Its use was that on 
Good Fridays the Interior of the church 
was darkened by covering up all the 
windows. A torchlight procession was 
then formed Inside tbe church and the 
host carried out and placed in , tbe 
stone coffin In the chamber. There It 
remained, guarded night and day, by 
two priests, until Easter morning, 
when the windows of tbe church wore 
uncovered, the procession reformed, 
and the host carried hack into the 
church.

Mrs. Thompson pleads guilty to tbs 
full Indictment of being a clubwoman, 
hut all the organizations to which she 
gives allegiance are concerned with 
affairs of moment to the state and to 
the nation generally. Believing fez* 
vently in the useful woman, Mrs. 
Thompson long ago Joined tho temper- 
unco crusade and she has always ear­
nestly, by word and deed, promoted 
Its tenets, She Is perfectly logical in 
her position and believes that state­
wide prohibition Is the one way to 
combut tbe alcoholic evil. She holds 
the other method of throwing precau­
tions about the sale and regulating 
tho traffic has not resulted In suffici­
ent benWIt to wurrant continuing this 
way. What Is out of reach of all, the

Something like this is circulating 
these days; "The old Republican par­
ty la dead. Lay it low. It was some 
pumpkins in Its day, but that day Is 
past. It saved the Union from dis­
memberment, yes. It saved the pub 
He credit, first from rag money, and 
then from free sliver coinage, yes 
It protected American capital and la­
bor from ruinous foreign competition 
In American markets, until American 
productions and wage scales mounted 
high, yes. Under Its eucouraglng 
policies the great west was developed, 
yes And other large things were 
done, yes. But at last it failed; and 
the places that knew It once will 
enow It no more forever."

The Republican party erred and 
aai been punished by division and de­
feat, but Is the division permanent, 
and has capital punishment been In­
flicted? May not the party reunite 
and Jive, even though it must for its 
sins remain for a period in the minor­
ity?

It wrs (be tariff that caused the par­
ty split. But the trouble did not reach 
the fundamentals. The Republicans 
who opposed the Payne revision did 
hot base their action on protection. 
They were protectionists, and pro­
claimed the fact. They are still pro­
tectionists, Mr. La Follette Is far, far 
away from Speaker Hark on the 
broad proposition of national taxa­
tion.

Wby, then, should It be impossible 
for the two factions of the Republic­
an party to get together If the cause 
of division is so slight? Is It Impossi­
ble? Are uot both factions for pro­
tection? For conservation that means 
development? For an elastic curren­
cy based on a sound financial policy? 
On such supervision of trusts as will 
guarantee small operators a chance at 
business?

This does not, of course, take Into 
account men who are pushing, not a 
cause or causes, but the personal for­
tunes of a single Individual. They are 
Joined to their Idol. They are count­
ing not only on a continuation of n«- 
publican divisions, but divisions In 
tbe party now In power. Their hope 
la in chaos. If they can help spread 
turbulence, so as to have It affect 
both of tho old parties, they see in 
their mind's eye their *-'**rcK«* 
Ing the disaffected revolutionary pro­
gram vmmvi atiw wurrency.

The dissension among the Demo 
crats over the currency bill Is more 
than a mere difference of opinion; it 
Involves the charge by Congressman 
Henry of Texas and others that (he 
Glass-Owen measure, as drawn with 
approval of President Wilson and in­
dorsement of Secretary Bryan, Is 
“wholly In the interest of the creditor 
classes, tbe banking fraternity and 
the financial world, without proper 
provision for the debtor classes and 
those who toll and produce and sus­
tain the country."

That mukes out a worse Indictment 
against the party than even Its politi­
cal opponents have made and puts 
currency legislation prospects at this 
late date lu the extra session In & 
very chaotic condition. Borne time 
and somehow the country will have 
Its tariff and currency laws satisfac­
torily revised—and zione denies the 
need of It—but In the meantime our 
Democratic friends will discover the 
practical difference between sitting on 
the fence and hooting at the fellow 
doing the work and getting down and 
doing It themselves —Omaha Bee.

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(A pea picture of Kewaunee in 1873 
is found in the following, which ap­
peared in one of the first issues of the 
.paper:]

Since our advent to the place, we 
have been in receipt of numerous let­
ters from parties asking a description 
of Negaunee. For the information of 
such we copy the following sketch 
from the Michigan Gszeteer. which 
though written some time ago seems 
to have been about correct at the time.
It should be recollected however, that 
since this was penned, the town has 
very nearly doubled in population 
and business importance—a city char­
ter has been obtained, the First Na­
tional Bank and D. G. Stone’s pri­
vate bank have been established, ele­
gant new stores in everv branch of 
trade have been opened, buildings of 
every description have been erected 
with wonderful rapidity; the city 
schooU have been largely Increased 
In all respects; Manufacturing enter­
prises have been doubled in capacity 
and number, the essentials of an effi­
cient Fire Department, and good city 
government have been created, and 
in fact all the material necessities of 
a first class city have been supplied. 
At a time when space will warrant we 
may enumerate the places of business, 
ana present a more definite review of 
the real Importance of the place. The 
following is In tho Gazeteer:

Negaunee is situated nearly in the 
canter of Marquette county, and is the 
junction of the Marquettee, Houghton 
& Ontonugon railroad, and Peninsu­
lar division of the Chicago & North­
western railway. It is almost in the 
heart of the iron region of Lake Su­
perior, being surrouoded with mines 
on all sides except the northeast. The 
Jackson mine, the oldest, largest and 
best paying mine In the district, is lo­
cated within the village limits. This 
company has shipped nearly 125,000 
tons of iron ore during the season of 
1872, worth three quarters of a million 
dollars loaded on the cars at Negau­
nee. The Pioneer furnace, the oldest 
furnace In the upper peninsula, as its 
name implies, is near the center of the 
village. It has two stacks, and man­
ufactured 10,000 tons of pig iron last 
year worth half a million dollars at 
the furnace. It was built in 1857 by 
S. R. Gay for the Pioneer Iron Com­
pany. During tbe past two years val­
uable discoveries of hematite iron ore 
have been made within the village 
limits, and the following new mines 
have been opened up:
“Grand Central,”

“McComber, ” 
•Negaunee,”

“Harriman,” “Allen,” “Boiling 
Mill,” and “ Spurr & Calhoun.” 
These new mines are nearly all'owDed 
and worked by residents of tbe vil­
lage, wblcb Is a new feature, as here­
tofore nearly all mining and manu­
facturing of Iron on Lake Superior 
has been carried on by non-residents. 
These new mines shipped during the 
season of 1872 over 60,000 gross tons 
of hematite ore worth $200,000 at the 
mines, and they have greatly increas­
ed the value of property and trade of 
the village. Other new mines are be­
ing discovered by various exploring 
parties. Negaunee is tbe headquart­
ers of the Jackson Iron Company, 
Pioneer Iron Company and of the 
Iron Cliff Company, the present own­
er of tbe Pioneer furnace, and of 44.000 
acres of mineral and timber lands In 
Marquette county. It is also the 
headquarters of nearly all the new 
companies openlog tbe mines near 
Cascade Falls, four miles southeast of 
Negaunee, wblcb Is becoming one of 
the most important Iron districts In 
the country, large deposits of valua- 
ble iron ore havingbeen recently dis­
covered there.

The public schools of Negaunee are 
in a prosperous condition, and are 
liberally supported by the people and 
mining companies. There are three 
churches, the Episcopal, Meth#dlst 
and Roman Catholic, all well support­
ed. There are two private banking 
houses, and a large number of stores, 
doing a heavy supply business with 
the mines and country around.

Negaunee Is well situated to com­
mand a large share of the trade of the 
iron district. It is bounded on the 
south and west by large hills, con­
taining Immense deposits of iron ore, 
and on the northern edge of the village 
it is skirted by a beautiful sheet of 
water two miles long and a half mile 
wide called Teal Lake: and if Negau 
nee had better hotel accommodations, 
it would Boon command a large share 
of the Bummer travel which is yearly 
increasing. , '

The population of the village is 
about 3200. Previous to 1806, Negau 
nee consisted of a few straggling log 
houses around the Jackson mine and 
Pioneer furnace. In 1885 two plats 
were simultaneously laid out, one by 
James P. Pendill, and tbe other by 
the Pioneer Iron Compaoy, and In the 
early part of tbe same year tbe PeDln* 
sular division of the Chicago & North­
western railway waB completed from 
Escanaba to Negaunee. since which 
time the growth of the village has 
been steady and rapid.
