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The Charter Election

In a little more than two weeks—on 
Monday, February Nth, to be exact— 
Negaunee voters will be called upon

decide wbetber this city shall con* 
tinue the form of government wblcb 
has been In vogue since Negaunee’* 
incorporation • In 1873, or whether 1 
shall join the ranks of progresslve 
municipalities throughout the country 
and elect to have its affairs adminls* 
tered under a commission form of 
government. There has been com* 
paratfvely little public discussion of 
the matter—much less than has char* 
ucterlzed proposals In other cities for 
so radical a change in methods—but 
•o far as sentiment has been disclosed 
by comments heard about town the 
trend is quite decidedly in fayor of 
adoption of the revised charter. Those 
who might be expected to correct* 
ly gauge sentiment look for the 
adoption of the charter by a majority 
of not less than 500, wblcb was the 
majority registered last April upon 
the initial steps looking toward a re* 
vlttion of the charter, the vote then 
having been 880 In favor and 380 
against the proposition.

Even the most ardent advocates of 
the commission form of government 
concede that Negaunee has been sin* 
gularly fortunate in the integrity of 
its administrations, aod it is not 
necessary to go beyond the coniines 
of the Upper Feninsula for cumpari 
sons with regard to efllcleocv and 
honesty of civic administration that 
redound greatly to Negaunee’s credit. 
An occasional Individual may have 
profited improperly from his connec* 
tion with the city government, and 
there have been a few unfortunate in* 
stances where individuals proved re* 
creant to the trust imposed upon them 
in the care of city funds, but at no 
time has the city suffered from graft 
as this term is commonly understood 
and moreover great improvement has 
been wrought In the past five to eight 
years in systematizing aod further 
safeguarding the city’s accounting 
methods. Such faults as may have 
cropped out in the management of 
municipal affairs have been theretult 
of defects in the system, rather than 
inefficiency or laxity of the officials.

But creditable at ifefe record may be, 
it does not mean that there is no room 
for improvement; and it is by ellmin* 
alion of “lost motion” aod centraliza­
tion of responsibility as well as power 
that tbe new charter seeks to bring 
about this improvement. Briefly 
stated, It is proposed to vest in a com* 
mission of three men, tbe executive 
and legislative duties pertaining to 
Negaunee’s government, for tbe oew 
charter eliminates the board of public 
works as wellas tbe aldermen. Uo* 
der the proposed system tbe entire 
city administration would be divided 
into three distinct branches, and while 
the commission as a whole would 
have supervision aod control of all 
branches, the work of directing tbe 
activities would be apportioned among 
the three commissioners, To tbe 
mayor, us one member of the commls* 
slon of three, would be alloted tbe de* 
partments of finance and public safety; 
the remaining two members are known 
as commissioners, and thecommisslon 
as a whole would determine to which 
commissioner should be Intrusted tbe 
direction of the department of water 
supply and public utilities: tbe third 
commissioner taking charge of the 
departments of streets and public lm* 
provements, sewers, drainage, etc. 
Tbe terms of office of the first set of 
commissioners would be for one, two 
and three years respectively; but there* 
after there would annually bo elected 
one commissioner for a term of three 
years. A justice of tbe peace for the 
city and a supervisor and a constable 
for each ward would bo the only other 
elootive officers.

Tbe commission us a whole would 
appoint by majority vote on tbe first 
Monday In each May a recorder, u 
treasurer, and an attorney, whose 
terms of office arosfor one year. The 
commission would also appoint the 
following officers, whose terms are re* 
vokuble at will: Chief of fire depart* 
inent, chief of police, health officer, 
city engineer, superintendent of pub­
lic works aod other necessary officers. 
Except as the charter may specifically 
provide, the commission is to fix the 
salaries of all appointive officers and 
employes of the city. While this 
plan vests much responsibility upon 
the commissioners, it should not be 
forgotten that their own tenure of 
office la dependent upon their faithful 
performance of the duties, for any 
qualified elector is privileged to in­
stitute proceedings looklog to the 
“recall” of the bolder of any elective 
office, and if tbe elector can secure 
signatures to his petition equivalent 
to 30 per ceot of tbe city’s voting 
strength, a special eisuiiou Is called

and the issue Is put squarely before 
the people themselves—whether the 
official shall be vindicated of the 
charges made or whether he shall be 
"recalled” to private life and a sue* 
cessor chosen to fill tbe vacancy.

Tbe matter of salaries' naturally 
comes in for attention, particularly 
wbeo it is recalled that mayor and 
aldermeo are now serving for merely 
nominal recompense. The new charter 
assigns annual salary of $1000 to the 
mayor and $700 each to the commls* 
sloners, but inasmuch as these men 
will have to devote far more time to 
their municipal tasks than was expect* 
ed of any alderman, it will be seen 
that tbe salaries are not dispropor­
tionate. Those who have studied the 
matter claim that the amount of each 
commissioner's salary will be more 
than saved by the greater efficiency 
which will be produced by closer sup* 
envision.

Whether or not tbe new charter is 
adopted, there is no doubt that the 
time is close at hand when tbe city 
will need a treasurer who will give 
bis whole time to tbe duties of tbe 
office and make collections of water 
rates, electric light bills, etc., as well 
as taxes. The treasurer is now al­
lowed a fee of I per cent upon all 
taxes collected, but the recorder bas 
to make collections of water ratesi 
etc. For the convenience of the pub* 
lie tax payments are made at one of 
the banks, so that the treasurer’s du­
ties have simmered down to signing 
his name a few times each year. Ooe
per cent collection fee on taxes 
amounts in recent years to upward of 
$2500— a sum which would more than 
pay a capable treasurer who would 
make collections of all sums due tbe 
city tbe whole year ’round. Incident­
ally, this arrangement would result 
in all bills being made out in the re* 
corder's office aod all collections be* 
ing made In tbe treasurer's office- 
each department's work constituting a 
check upon tbe other. Without dis­
paragement of the present recorder 
nor recent predecessors, It may be 
stated that the proposed arrangement 
1$ much more desirable from an ac­
counting standpoint than to have tbe 
recorder make out tbe bills and make 
the collections as well.

These are but a few of the many lm- 
provements in municipal government 
which tbe proposed charter seeks to 
provide for tbe city of Negaunee. Any­
one who runs over tbe list of the men 
who made up the commission which 
drafted tbe charter—Frank A. Bell, 
Thomas M. Wells, H. W. Sheldon, J. 
W. Elliott, Thomas Connors, Thomas 
Grtbble. Geo. J. H&upt, E. C. Anth­
ony and August P. Johnson—will con­
cede that It was a representative body 
of men and one not dominated by 
clique or faction. These men labored 
long and dllllgently to draft a charter 
which would best suit Negauoee's 
needs, the text of tbe charter which 
they produced has been published and 
every voter has had or still has an op* 
portunlty to acquaint himself with its 
provisions.

There Is no indication a4 present of 
“campaigning" being done either for 
or against the charter; but there is 
only one safe way for an elector to 
reach a decision as to how be shall 
vote on February 9th, That is to 
read tbe charter himself and not ac­
cept street talk as to what the charter 
contains; may what It may do or not do 
If tbe elector, after a careful reading 
of the document itself, believes that Us 
adoption yould promote greater effici­
ency in municipal administration, 
would result In tbe city’s business be­
ing conducted on tbe same plan that 
is Insisted upon by the stockholders 
of aoy Industrial or othercorporatlon 
whose operations are of correspond­
ing magnitude—then he should most 
assuredly vote iu favor of a commis­
sion form of city government.

Cause oi Fire Unknown

The coroner's jury which on Tues­
day investigated tbe deaths of Capt. 
Jobo Barrett and John Beebe at the 
Negaunee mine last week wae unable 
to determine the origin of the lire on 
ninth level which was the primary 
cause of the two men losing tbelr lives. 
None of tbe witnesses examined was 
able to throw any light upon this 
point, and it appeared that protective 
lamps and not candles are used by un­
derground employes at this mine and 
that there was no indication of electric 
wires having been responsible for the 
blaze. The verdict was that “Capt. 
Barrett and John Beebe came to their 
deaths by being overcome by smoke 
and gas in tbe ninth level of tbe Ne­
gaunee mine, the cause of the lire be­
ing unknown.”

In Effect February 1st

Schedules of the new express rates 
announced by tbe various companies 
doing business have been sent out and 
they will go into effect on February 1.

The new rates, however, 
may not necessarily remain in force 
for that length of time, the commission 
having intimated that if after a rea­
sonable period It is shown tbe rates 
are unreasonable, express companies 
or shippers will have opportunity to 
appeal.

CHAMPION OF RAT-CATCHERS

J. Allison Hogg Is the champion 
’Pled Piper” of the world. For 25 
years he has been catching rats and 
has at last established himself as the 
rat catcher without a peer. He Is 
official rat catcher to tho federal gov­
ernment, aud he keeps a government 
warehouse in New York city free from 
the pests.

Hogg catches 10,000 rats a year. He 
takes orders to clear ships of rats, as 
well as residences, factories and ho­
tels. Several hotels have given him 
yearly contracts to keep their base­
ments froe from the long tailed ro­
dents. When he goes to catch rats he 
■tops up most of the holes, turns his 
ferrets loose and picks up the rats ns 
they dart out the holes. He uses a 
long pair of pinchers, shaped some­
thing like a pair of scissors, and 
thrusts tho rats alive into a gunny- 
sack. As long as the gunnysack bangs 
free, without touching anything, the 
rats will not try to escape, but If the 
sack Is put on the floor the rats will 
gnaw through and scatter to the four 
winds. They have to feel something 
secure under them before they will 
try to gnaw through.

He sells many of tbe big. healthy 
rats to experimental laboratories, 
while the crippled ones he feeds to hln 
ferrets. He does not poison the rats 
—he catches them allvo, traps them 
or shoots' them. When he goes to rid 
a ship of rats in one night be has to 
take several assistants along with 
him. An electric light flashed in a 
rat's face blinds him so that Mr. Hogg 
can pick him up.

CANNONS MADE OF WOOD

Wooden cannons have been used 
successfully In recent revolutions in 
Cuba, Hawaii and some South Ameri­
can countries. •

The wood used in the construction 
of these crude weapons Is a very 
tough variety, having a twisted gralu 
that curls about the log in such a way 
that to spilt the timber with ordinary 
means is almost impossible.

The best trees are selected and a 
piece of the log five feet or six feet 
in diameter Is cut. After the bark has 
been removed and the log made per­
fectly round it is swung up on a crude 
truss and a hole is burned into It from 
one end. The log is wound with strips 
of raw-hfde cut from the skin of a 
steer. When the cannon is covered 
with the strips of hide another layer 
is wound on, and this is continued 
until (he weapon has increased sev­
eral inches in diameter.

After the log is covered and the 
oore is finished the weapon is treated 
to a hot draught, which tends to con­
tract the hide binding, which becomes 
almost as strong as wire.

These crude cannon have been used 
with success in a number of instances, 
and It la astonishing the number of 
times they may be fired before they 
burst or become otherwise disabled.

FOR MOSQUITO KILLING BATS

Dr. Charles Campbell, of Ban Am 
‘.onto, Tex., observing that bats were 
;he sworn enemies of mosquitoes, 
which, It is common knowledge, inocu­
late man with malaria, bud tbe idea 
9t em ploying  those curious flying 
mammals against the dangerous In­
sect; more especially as the two crea­
tures have a liking for the same lo- 
salltlei. Making various tests, be 
came to tbe conclusion that tbe mot* 
Quito Is the favorite food of tho bat, 
md that each of tbe latter will an* 
oount daily for tome GOO of the for­
mer. Bo came the idea thut bats 
Should be encouraged in muluriul dis­
tricts, and a special experimental 
shelter was built on the edge of Mitch­
ell's iuke, a large pool of stagnant wa­
ter, ten miles from Han Antonio This 
shelter is of a form aud size calculated 
not only to resist the wind, but, what 
is more important, to protect the buts 
from tbelr natural enemies At tbo 
end of four mouths, hundreds of bats 
bad taken possession of It; and It was 
estimated that this year it accommo­
dated half a million of the creutures.

DRIED POTATOES FOR CATTLE
Germany Is evolving an ever-in­

creasing number of potato products, 
md thus rapidly solving the problem 
of disposing of tbe ouce enormous 
surplus of this crop. A number of 
establishments lo thut country are 
now turning out quantities of dried 
potatoes, In various forms, for uae in 
feeding cattle. According to a recent 
report, dried potatoes do not cause 
the Jouu of sickness that result* from 
% diet of raw. potatoes. Moreover, raw 
potatoes can be preserved for only a 
limited tone, when to boll the pota­
toes would Impose upon tho stock 
raiser more expense than the circum­
stances Justify. Official tests have 
proved .that (he one-third of eth’ngfh- 
eniug food generally given to horses 
in tho form of grain could be replaced 
by dried potatoes-

Black Pagoda at Konorak

Recent excavations have uncovered many Interesting old buildings in 
India, among them being thia so-called Black Pagoda at Konorak. Originally 
It waa the shrine of the sun god and was capped by s spire 200 feet in height.

CONCERNING RARE BOOKS

The late J. Pierpont Morgan left 
among his collections tbe only perfect 
copy In existence of Cloxton’s “Mort 
d’Arthur.” It is one of the rarest 
books in the world for which Mr. Mor­
gan paid about $43,000, each page be­
ing worth $250.

Some years ago, when the Antwerp 
collection was sold at Sotheby’s, a 
great America!! collector coveted the 
First Folio Shakespeare which was In­
cluded in the sale. Ills agent travel­
ed C.OOO miles to secure the treasure, 
and returned to the states with the 
great book. But he had left behind 
him the record price, $18,000. In 1912 
this book fetched $650.

There is a story of tbe unearthing of 
a Caxton at Thorncck hall. Lincoln­
shire. The butler was entrusted with 
the work of weeding out superfluous 
books. A perfect copy of Dame Ju­
liana Berners’ “Boke of St. Albans” 
was throwo aside and sold to a ped­
dler for ninepence. Tho latter thought 
he was lucky when he sold it to a 
Gainsborough chemist for three shill­
ings. It was soon sold to a bookseller 
for $10, and be sold it to another book­
seller for $35. It was subsequently sold 
to Sir Thomas Grenville for $400. At 
the time of this transaction Dibdin val­
ued this book at $2,100, and In 1882 a 
perfect copy changed hands for $3,150.

Tbe most valuable printed book in 
the world la tbe first ever issued from 
th .̂ press—a Gutenberg Bible. But 
eVen In those early days there were 
“editions de luxe,” An ordinary pa­
per copy, with three leaves “restored,” 
fetched $14,800 the last time It ap­
peared on the market, but at tbe Hoe 
sale & termeudous sensation was 
caused by the Inclusion of a fine copy 
on vellum, printed by the very first 
printer.

Dealers hurried like homing pigeons 
from all quarters of tbe globe to view 
this treasure and also to bid for it. It 
was finally secured by Henry E. Hun­
tingdon, the greatest book collector on 
the globe, for the record price of $50,- 
060.

SAW NAPOLEON’S RETREAT

Jn the district of Meserltx, Germany, 
a woman who can prove by official pa­
pers that she was one hundred and 
twenty years old on October 15 has 
been found by tho Frankfurter J&eit- 
ung. She is believed lo be tbe only 
person in Germany who saw Napole­
on’s army marching on Moscow. Aft­
erward she saw tbe Russian Cossacks 
chase the French soldiers back across 
the frontier.

Tbe woman's name is Iledwlg 
Stavne. She wus born at Plescben, 
on the Russian frontier, October 16, 
I7U3, being the daughter of un inn­

keeper. She remembers well seeing 
Jerome's right wing of the Grand 
Army pass her father's door. Tbe 
troops behaved well, she says, but 
“the beggars wouldn’t eat black 
bread,” aud her mother had to kill 
gees and chickens for them. The Cos­
sacks, on thu other hand, are a terri­
ble memory for her. She says that her 
father fled with all his cattle into a 
neighboring forest to escape the Cot- 
sacks, and for days she carried food 
to him.

In spite of her great age Hedwlg Is 
still a goosegir! in tbe village of Dot- 
tnarwo, where she now Uvea and is 
known an Babusia, or grandmother.

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Highly Extravagant Claims Made 
for Old Plants.

Department of Agriculture Warns
Against Certain Class of Advertls* 

eri—What the Shahon Pea and 
Giant Stock Bean Are.

Washington.—There ban recently 
been a considerable amount of adver­
tising, by the press and otherwise, 
of two beans for which highly extravu- 
gant claims are made, and for the seed 
of which exorbitant prices are being 
ask' d. One of these Is being advertis­
ed uuder the name of the Shahon pea. 
with (be absurd claim that on three 
and one-half acres this plant produced 
TO tones of hay and 350 bushels of 
need.

The Hbahon pea Is nothing more 
uor less than the plant properly known 
as Ibe Asparagus beiQ, or Yard-long 
bean. It is a close relative of the 
cowpea—In fact, by most botanists 
considered a mere variety. In experi­
mental tests with upwards of 20 va­
rieties of Asparagus bean, this de­
partment reached the conclusion that 
none of them could possibly compete 
with the better varieties of cowpeas 
as a forage crop. The stems, as s 
rule, are much more slender and vis­
ing. and the long pods, which lie on 
the ground, cannot be harvested by 
machinery. None of these 20 varieties 
Is as productive, either in herbage or 
In pods, os the better varieties of cow- 
peas.

The Asparagus bean derives Its 
name from the fact that the young 
green pods, when used as a vegetable, 
have somewhat the flavor of aspara­
gus. As a vegetable, the Asparagus 
bean may come Into somewhat more 
general use than It has in the past, 
hut as a forage crop It has but little 
merit. Heed of the Shahon pea, which 
apparently is the commonest variety 
of Asparagus bean—namely, that hav- 
lag pinkish-buff seeds—is offered fay 
the advertisers gt $& per pound. The 
same variety Is offered by seedsmen 
in France, where the bean is more or 
less commonly grown, for 25 cents a 
jiound.

Another plant which has been thor­
oughly tested, both by the department 
and the experiment stations—namely, 
the Jack bean—is also being extrava­
gantly advertised under the name of 
the Giant Stock Pod bean, or the Wa- 
taka bean, the set*) being quoted at 
$15 per bushel. This bean baa been 
fully treated of in bureau of plant In­
dustry circular No. 110. which can be 
obtained from tbn department free up- 
on request. While the Jack bean pro 
duc<‘s an enormous amount of beaus 
per acre, they are not relished by 
stock, and no satisfactory meuns of 
utilizing them has yet been discov­
ered.

IMPROVED VARIETIES OF POTA­
TOES.

American progress In Uie develop­
ment of Improved varieties of pota­
toes has not been satisfactory as com­
pared with the progress of leading 
JCuropean countries, is the statement 
of the bureau of plant lndustiy of ibe 
department of agriculture in Depart­
ment HulUtla No. 47! "Ĵ essous for 
American Potato Growers From Ger­
man Kxperlenoca."

Tbe best European varieties possess 
a better flavor, color and texture, par­
ticularly for boiling and frying, but 
these do not succeed when Introduced 
iutu the United Staten. If private 
growers would engage in this work 
as they have in Great Britain, Ger­
many and Aujtfia, they would And I» 
a fusdnutferg Industry und wouln un­
doubtedly make notable achievements

In America we have much to a< 
roMpJlxh in breeding a potato with h 
greater starch content. Our potatoes 
are now lower than the German va­
rieties by from four to eight per cent.

Our climatic conditions in America 
are so diverse that we need varieties 
of jK>taioes adapted to special lorall- 
ties. Particularly do we need a heat- 
resistant trail, that can more m<- 
cessfiilly withstand (he high summer 
temperature*. Din-use resistance is 
another quality that has been bred 
Into certain foreign aorta, but ia so 
lacking lu oura that wu liaye to quar­
antine absolutely, certain forslgit 
types that might bring disease wIth 
them

The breeding of potatoes for dif­
ferent kinds of cooking might even 
be found profitable. A variety spe 
cJaiiy suited for baking la needed; an­
other for frying: a dose-textured 
tuber is in some demand for salmis. 
Tbe housawlfe today finds It neces­
sary to waste much good material in 
preparing her potatoes for the table, 
particularly the irregular, deepeyed 
sorts.

The use of commercial fertilizer* 
uuiveratlly in Germany, is unknown 
In our western potato districts. Cer­
tain of our districts in Maine, New 
York, and the Atlantic trucking belt 
have already found it to their profit 
to use more fertilizer und potato 
growing is most prosperous In these 
sections This should become more 
universal

Crop rotation Is of fundamental Im­
portance to tiie potuto crop in con­
trolling diseases and maintaining pro­
duction, but In the United Hinton onlv 
the beginning of an ordered system 
has b«m' made Germany lias u rota 
tlou of from tine* to seven yiara be­
tween potato crops. ' Nor has the im­
portance of green manuring yet b*-en 
fully appreciated In this country

The problem of toeurlng disease- 
frau scad bas been met in Germany

by an official inspection which results 
In certificates being lusued only to 
owners of disease-free crops. Such a 
plan for the United States would be 
better if carried out by the co-opera- 
tiou of potato growers' associations, 
tho state experiment stations and the 
United States department of agricul­
ture, rather than ttlrough legal en­
actment.

VERY APPRECIATIVE.

Senator John Sharp Williams of

For European Russia the prelimi­
nary figures of production this year 
are. ail wheat 838 million bushels, 
barley 550 million, oats, 1,101 million.

ed und is rendering the people of 
America.

The range of uaoH to which birch 
wood Is put is surprisingly large. Ac- 
cording to the department, the articles 
Into which it goes range from church 
pew* to kitchen tables, and from or­
gan pipes lo newel posts. We may 
have our first sleep in a birch crib aud 
Our last lu a birch coffin. The spools 
on which we get our cotton and silk 
threud are birch spools, and the lasts 
on which our sho*s ure made are like­
ly lo be birch lasts. The largest of 
the spools hold i2,000 yards, the small­
est 20 yards The wood's beauty, 
strength, and rigidity muke It proinl*. 
nent as a material for musical instru­
ments, slid the same qualities bring it 
Into extensive use for flooring.

Nine species of birch grow in the 
United Utiles, but sweet, yellow, pa- 
pet and river birch urn those most 
used About 15,000.000 board feet of 
the wood buds Us way to tbn market 
yearly. Paper birch Is one of the 
few American species with a hold on 
the lorest stronger than It had when 
America was discovered. Large tracts 
are now covered with this birch where 
there was little of it a century ago. It 
comes In after fire, and some tracts It 
has taken possession of cover hun­
dreds of square miles.

IT ALL DEPENDS UPON THE POINT OF VIEW

SAVORY TABLE BIRD

GOOSE A FAVORITE WITH ALL OF 
HEALTHY APPETITES.

Excessive Fat to Bl Avoided if It fe 
to Be Served Up Roasted—Cook­

ing Recipe Handed Down 
From Colonial Days.

By LIDA AMEft WILLIS,
A goose intended for roasting should 

not be excessively fat, as it will lose 
most of its grease in the promts* of 
roasting. This fat will give the m<-ut 
a rank flavor and will not increase Us 
wbolcsomcness. When sage Is used 
in the stuffing, you render is stlti less 
digestible on account of the essential 
oil in the sage. Well dried and pow­
dered sage, however, may be used In 
very small quantity, adding merely n 
suspicion ol the flavor

Braised Goose -This Is really the 
most satlsfactroy way to roast your 
goose. With your favored stuffing, or 
without stuffing, when It is welt done 
it practically becomes a roast goose, 
the advantage of (his method being 
that it admits of it being more juicy. 
Remember that a goose is both un­
wholesome and unpalatable when in­
sufficiently cooked.

Roast Goose a la Motunt Vernon — 
This is a rsclpe from old Colonial 
days. Tbe young goose Is stuffed with 
the following: Well masbed potatoes, 
which are slightly seasoned with light­
ly fried or.lona, salt, pepper and a lit­
tle minced parsley. Accompany the 
goose with apples cut in halves, pared, 
baked in goose grease and sprinkled 
with a little sugar.

Dutch Stuffing—This is considered 
the best stuffiug for goose: Small 
Dutch or finger potatoes are sliced 
fine, salted, peppered and mixed with 
the kidney and call fat from the in­
terior of the goose, finely cut or chop­
ped, or half their weight of suet or 
scraped bacon.

Picayune Stuffitg—Take one cup of 
mashed potatoes, four cooking apples, 
pared aud cored, four white onions, 
one teuspoonful of sage well powdered, 
half a teaspoonful of thyme, and pep­
per and salt to taste. Place apples, 
onions and herbs In h saucepan with 
sufficient water to cover, und cook 
together until soft. Mash well and 
press through a sieve. Add a cup of 
mashed potatoes, mix well, season to 
taste with salt and pepper. Stuff both 
body and crop of tbe goose, ami pro­
ceed as for roasting a turkey. If roast­
ed in an open pan. baste every ten 
minutes in order to huve It nice and 
Juicy. It generally requires an hour 
and a half to roast well, but the rule 
of twenty-five minutes to a pound is a 
safe one to follow.

If your goose is very fat or you 
have reason to suspect It Is past Its 
first youth, It should be first boiled or 
steamed and then finished in the oven.

WINDOW PLANTS IN WINTER

Heat, Duet and Lack of Moisture Are
the Enemies Against Which War- 

I fare Must Be Waged.

In some windows we note healthy 
plants at the beginning of the winter, 
but gradually they pine and grow 
spindling, thus becoming an easy prey 
to insect* and disease. In other hands 
the plants grow as robust as when 
out-of-doors i/i summer, and the win­
dow is soon full to overflowing.

The trio of menaces to plant-life In 
tbe winter in the living room are 
usually heat, dust and lack of mohh 
tare. The average room Is kept ton 
warm for the health of most plants, 
and humans as well.

It In the lack of moisture in the 
living room which renders it so much 
poorer a place for plants than the 
kitchen window, where there is sure 
to be an abundance of steam.

Washing the plants freely removes 
the dust, which clogs the pores end 
interferes with the organs of breath­
ing. Those with Ibe large leaves, like 
the rubber tree, are much improved 
by frequent sponging.

Pouring Cap for Sanitary Jar.
Tho ordinary Mason jars with top* 

are airtight and dust-light, but liquid 
cannot be poured from them without 
spilling. This difficulty can be met by 
tbe use of the suultary Jar spoilt cup, 
which is simply a cup to fit any size 
jar with a spout arrangement |lt th<> 
middle. The contents of the Jar ran 
thus be frnured without even the trou­
ble of unscrewing the top. and the 
spout clone* automatically when the 
desired quantity is poured. These

To make glycerine Jelly equg] to 
that acid, and quite pure, dissolve a 
one-ounce packet of tabic gelatine In 
a little water; then whisk it into a 
pint of glycerine.

On Both Sides.
Jt Is a good idea to make button- 

holes on both sides of a lingerie waist. 
Sew the buttons on u tape und button 
them to one side of the waist. When 
the waist goe* to the laundry you 
can remove the buttons, and tbe same 
tape of buttons can he used on sev­
eral waists.

To Absorb Odors.
Keep a dish of charcoal on one of 

the upper shelves of the refrigerator, 
changing It every faw days. It la to 
excellent absorber of odora.

REAL DISHWASHING AN ART

With Proper Preparations and Mate­
rial, Much the Drudgery May 

Be Done Away With.

The art of dishwashing has becuno 
almost extinct In this quick-going age. 
when the only way to do a thing Is to 
do It at once and have it soon over. 
Yet real dishwashing Is an art.

Dishwashing requires two dishpuns. 
one In which to wash and the other to 
rinse the diihoa; an abundance of 
heavy linen towels, some lighter ones 
for glasses, a good dish mop and dish­
cloths The dishcloth should be of 
strong linen Hlair crash Is excellent 
for this purpose, as it will become 
soft enough to be flexible aud is very 
durable. Make these cloths shout ten 
Inches long, of narrow crush und hem 
them to prevent the edge* from fray­
ing when they are put through th« 
laundry.

ftrst of all, the dishes should be 
gathered up aud properly scraped, 
then held for a moment under the 
hot water faucet to take off the first 
coating of greaae Any dishes or 
knives and forks used for fish should 
be carefully wiped with paper, as 
dishcloths are infected by fish Im­
mediately.

But the dishes in hot suds Use the 
dish mop freely and transfer them to 
tbe other pan to be rinsed. Let this 
second pau be very large and have a 
wooden drainer fitted In two inches 
from the bottom, so that the boiling 
water poured over the dishes will 
drain off them. This is the best and 
safest way of draining

In washing the silver use a silver 
soap and thus avoid the weekly silver 
cleaning day. with the added induce­
ment that the sliver Is constantly 
bright.

Wash spiders, pots and kettles sepa­
rately and with an Iron dishcloth. Pots 
and kettles should be washed inside 
and outside and thoroughly wiped be­
fore being set away. The coffee pot 
and teakettle should be boiled out at 
least once a wvek with soda and water 
to keep them tastelessly clean.

FOUR CHEAP CAKE RECIPES

Any One of Them Sura to Be Appre­
ciated Either for the Family Table 

or Guests’ Luncheon.

Bunana Cake—Beat two eggs, put 
Hu m in a cup and fill it with cold wa­
ter and melted butter, using equal 
quantities of each, one cup of sugar, 
lVi cups of flour and three teaspoons 
of baking powder. Bake in layers. 
Spread each layer with frosting and 
slice tbe bananau (very thin) over the 
frosting. Frost the top.

Feather Cake—One cup sugar, I 
tablespoon melted butter, one-half cup 
milk, one cup flour, one egg, one tea­
spoon baking powder, pinch of salL 
Flavor tp suit taste.

Lemon'Jelly Cake One ctip sugar, 
two tablespoons of butter, two eggs, 
three-fourths cup water, two cups Hour, 
three teaspoons baking powder. Bake 
in three layer* and put together with 
(he tallowing: Three-rourths cup of 
sugar, one egg and the juice and grat­
ed rind of one lemon. Cook in double 
boiler. To make orange Jelly cake use 
an orange in place of a lemon.

Orange Cake- -One half cup butter, 
two cups sugar, creamed; add one cup 
milk, two eggs well beaten, three cups 
flour with two tablespoons of baking 
powder sifted In. Flavor with orange 
juice or extract. Bake in layers and 
put together with Icing and very thin 
slices of oranges, also cover the top 
with Icing.

8cm« Timely Recipe*.
Dei Monte Salad l'«e only firm 

while lettuce, wash carefully and put 
on Ice to crisp. Cut head In quarters, 
using owe quarter for each portion. 
Tomatoes peeled and cut iu quurtcrs. 
Asparagus tips served Jn ring of green 
peppers. Mayonnaise dressing.

Waldorf Salad—Take equal quanti­
ties of celery and chopped sour apples. 
Serve with mayonnaise (Jmwjng which 
has chopped walnut meats in It.

KmJIve Halad -Wash carefully and 
put on Ice to crisp. Hcrve with French 
dressing and cheese crackers.

White Grape Hulud Remove the 
seeds from the graper; serve on crisp 
white lettuce haves with a  French 
dressing,

Whois Wheat Bread.
One and onehalf pints of whole 

wheat flour, one teuspoonful of soda, 
two teuspoonful* of sail, three-quarters 
pint of cold water, filft tin* dry Irr 
gredients together (having Hie tea- 
spoonful of soda rounding aud the 
sail und cream of tartar level), then 
add the water; stir thoroughly; pluce 
lu a well greased round tin, cover with 
u buttered paper snd steam for one 
hour over constantly boiling water. 
Remove from the slenmcr ami hake 
for tlime-quarter* of an hour in r 
stow oven

Dust the Window.
The glass of windows would nesd 

cleaning fur less often if It were 
dusted regularly, Inside and out, If 
easily reached. A folded pad of news­
paper Is the beat thing to use. And if 
this is sprinkled with a few drops of 
ummouhi or paraffin It will serve for 
window cleaning also When the win­
dows are to he washed they should 
be dusted first with the newspaper 
pad If very dusty, and the cleaning 
und polishing will be more easily 
done

Economical Curtains.
When making curtains of any kind, 

make tho hem the same width each 
end so tho rod may b<* run through 
either Tho stitching does not show 
and once a month, or oftener, the cur­
tains rusy bn reversed, and they wear 
more evenly.

William C. Nixon, New Executive of
the Frisco, One of the Most Nota­

ble Examples of a 8elf-Made 
Man—Poverty Struggle.

St. Louis.—William C. Nixon, recent- 
|y elected president of the St. Louis & 
San Francisco railroad ("the Frisco"), 
Ls a very notable example of a self- 
made man, for he rose from actual pov- 
erty by bis own unaided efforts.

Energy, persistence and courage 
were his equipment He was not two 
yearn old when his father died, leav­
ing his mother In almost indigent cir­
cumstances, with two young sons to 
provide for. They lived in Earlvllle, 
ID.

In the spring of 1807, William, then 
nine years old, was taken into,a furni­
ture store and set to work painting 
chairs. But he got more paint on bis 
clothes than on the chairs and was dis­
charged. Ills next job was dumping 
shavings Ju a planing mill at $2 a 
week. He was promoted from time to 
time, but was unable to get more than 
a boy's salary.

Hearing that there were opportuni­
ties In Nebraska, he started for that 
far away region in a "prairie schooner" 
that happened along, earning bis pas­
sage by driving the mule team. At 
Crayton, Neb., be quit the "schooner” 
and went to work for his "keep” on a 
small farm. The farmer, J, C, Eldridge,
