While the 
office force is under clvlf service rules 
and tbs postmaster is largely relieved 
of administrative details, neverthe­
less the post requires an efficient ex­
ecutive bead, and there is no doubt 
that Mr. Trudell can measure up to 
all the requirements. Politically, 
there Is but one other Negauneelte 
who could advance priority of claim to 
tbe 1 ocal political plum; and not be­
ing covetous of the appointment for 
bimaelf, this man gave bis active 
support to the candidacy of Mr. Tru­
dell. The latter has been a Democrat 
ever since be was able to cast bis first 
votei and while be Is not so dreadful­
ly far along in years he has neverthe­
less dropped in quite a few ballots for 
Presidfent, every one of which bore a 
good old Democratic checkmark. 
Such political prediction was not 
exactly conduotve to personal popu­
larity during election time in this Re­
publican stronghold, but "Pete" had 
the courage of bia convictions sod 
stubbornly bung on during all of the1 
"lean and hungry years," with the 
result that when pie did finally graot 
the Democratic table, "Pete" baa 
come in for the generous slice that Is 
•o justly his due.

The first of a series of lectures In 
this and neighboring cities under tbe 
auspices of the extension department 
of the University of Michigan will be 
given at the auditorium of the Negau­
nee high echool next Monday evening. 
Tbe speaker will be Prof. E. D. Jones, 
a specialist In the department of com­
merce aod industry in the state uni­
versity, aud his subject ts "The Con­
sumer and the High Cost of Living."

There could scarcely be a more 
timely nor vital subject for presenta­
tion to a community, aod assurance Is 
given that Prof, Jonos bandies tbe 
theme In a plain and practical way. 
His investigations incident to his 
work on the faculty and bis Intimate 
relations with business men's organ­
izations in the commercial centers of 
tbe state have enabled him to gut his 
facts at first haod, and comprehensive­
ly and accurately. Moreover, be is 
said 16 present the deductions gained 
from these researches In a tnaooer 
that is eaxy for an audience to follow 
and understand.

There will be much of value in this 
lecture for every home, and inasmuch 
as tbe responsibility of household 
management devolves upon tbe house­
wife It is hoped that the womenfolk 
will be particularly well represented 
at tbe lecture; though the other sex 
will flod equal pleasure aod profit io 
the address, whether they attend In 
their capacity as business men and 
wage-earners, or merely as "head of 
the house." There Is no charge 
whatsoever for this lecture and all 
are cordially iuyited to attend.

Charter Defeated in Escanaba

By a vote of 480 to 602 the voters of 
the city of Escaaaba on Monday re­
fused to accept tbe proposed comtuls 
sloo charter submitted to them al a 
special eletlon. In but a single ward 
of tbe city was a favorable majority 
returned for the new charter. The 
total number of votes recorded was 
1076, while the total vote of the city 
Is approximately 2300, The majority 
of 112 given against the charter was 
larger than had been anticipated, 
" It Is Dot believed that the result of 
the election, however, Indicated the 
disapproval by a majority of the vot­
ers to a commission form of govern­
ment. as they had already gone on 
record us favoring the establishment 
of such a plan of government," says 
tbe Ktcanaba Morning Dress.

The first election under the new 
charter at Marquette resulted in the 
choice of F. U. Hegole as mayor and 
James E. Sherman, Ernest L. Pearce, 
F. J, Hink and Jacob P. Werner (the 
Marquette charter providing for a 
commission of five, while the proposed 
one for Negaunee makes tbe member­
ship three). Marquette seems to feel 
that it has secured tbe best meu and 
that tbe commission form of govern­
ment will be inaugurated under tbe 
most favorable conditions.

BROKEN ROCK FORMS A FACE

During a great storm several years 
ago four or five large boulders broke 
and fell away from a rocky promon­
tory at Farwell point on Governor's 
Island In Lake Mendota, Wisconsin. 
Later It was noticed that the remain­
ing rock of the promontory was In the 
cliape of & remarkably expressive face. 
The nose Is sharply pointed, the lips 
are thin and compressed, there is an 
aggrmslve, ehurply pointed beard, and 
the entire expression is that of stern 
asceticism. As the rock is of granite, 
It Is probable that the profile may en­
dure for many generations if not cen­
turies. Had this singularly striking 
rock face been fashioned by nature a 
couple of centuries or so ago when 
l*ako Mendota and the region about 
was Inhabited by Indians, there would 
be today a dozen nboriglnal legends 
and traditions of the "Great Stone 
Bpirit," the “Guardian of the Lake,” 
etc. As It is,* the curiosity merely at* 
tracts the amused attention of visitors.

MOST VALUABLE OF TREES
What Is probably the most valuable 

tree in the world, the Oantnr aegua 
c&to, also popularly called the Ganter 
avocado and alligator pear tree, was 
planted at Whittier, C&l., in 1905, by 
A. R. Rideout. It bore fruit at four 
years of ago. When five years old it 
produced a crop of 1.300 pears. Dur­
ing the year 1912, seven years after 
planting, the Ganter tree bor^ over 
3,000 pears which sold at from $5 to 
$6 a dozen, totaling in all, $1,500. 
Budding wood from the tree, sold at 
ten cents a bud, the samo year, 
brought $1,706, so the totul revenue 
of Die tree for the year amounted to 
(lie phenomeuul sum of $3,200.

The Ganter tree was named after A. 
M. Gunter, who once owned the ranch 
on which the tree is planted. It is a 
seedling, the seed having been part of 
Bolide unselected seed brought, pre­
sumably. from Mexico and planted 
promiscuously. Other seedlings which 
grew from the same planting arc con­
spicuous for the infinite variety of re­
sults they have produced. One tree, 
planted at the same time as the fa­
mous Ganter, has grown to the same 
height as the Ganter (about 40 feet), 
but it never bears more than 50 pears 
a season.

The Ganter, besides being a prolific 
bearer, has demonstrated its superior­
ity in hardiness during the severe 
frost which California experienced 
last winter. Budded Ganter stock to 
seedling roots, survived, whllo iu 
many cases the seedling stock to 
which it was budded, was frozen to* 
the ground. First class nursery stock 
of the (i nter budding hns been com­
manding from $l(rto $15 a tree.

Ganter pearB average in weight 
from eight to twelve ounces. They 
are about the size of small canta­
loupe.. They will keep from ten to 
twelve days after picking, which will 
allow ample time for transit across 
the continent and marketing. Ship­
ments have been made from Whittier 
to New York and Pennsylvania with 
satisfactory results. There is one 
seed in each pear abcyit th* size of a 
walnut. The rest of the fruit Is edi­
ble, excepting the peel.

some Incident that gives it the honor 
of its present position. There 1b the 
31 starred flag that Hew as an en­
sign beside the sunrise flag of Japan 
when the close-shut doors of that is­
land kingdom were pried open fo r, 
American commerce. The old flag that j 
Lieut. Charles Haywood defended so! 
gallantly in 1847 at San Jose. Lower ' 
California, is there to recall the story, 
of how he and his tiny garrison held 
an old mission house tor over three 
months against an overwhelming Mex­
ican force. Here too are a few re­
minders of history's saddest war, our 
own Civil war. Side by side in the 

| one case are draped the ensign of tho# 
Union man-of-war Kearsarge and the 
stars and bars of the ensign of the 
Confederate cruiser Albemarle. The 
most recent addition to the collection 
is the ensign of the battleship Muine. 
which was recovered 14 yours after 
the catastrophe in Havana harbor.

Bureau of Education at Washington
Helps Natives of North Country 

Protect Themselves From 
Exorbitant Traders.*

Washiugton.—Co-operative stores,
owned and managed by natives, arc 
fostered wherever possible In Alaska 
by the United States bureau of educa­
tion, which has churge of education for 
the natives of Alaska. In this way the 
bureau helps the uatlves protect them­
selves from those traders who charge 
exorbitant prices for food and clothing 
and pay hb little as possible for native 
products. In the small villages even 
legtimate marketing expenses are a 
heavy burden unless there is some 
form of co-operation.

These co-operative attempts have 
been a decided success. At Hydaburg, 
In southeastern Alaska, where the 
United States school teacher has gen­
eral oversight of the co-operative 
stores, the native* were able, after 12 
mouths of business, to declare a cash 
dividend of 50 per cent and still have 
funds available for the erection of a 
larger store building. The Klawock 
Commercial compauy, also under na­
tive management, was able after nine 
months of existence to erect a new 
store building from its surplus. At 
Klukwan also the natives have organ­
ized a co-operative store.

Native stores have for several years 
been in successful operation at Cape 
Prince of Wales and on St. Lawrence 
island, where the natives buy food at 
reasonable prices and are assured on 
an equitable excliange for ibelr furs 
and other products.

A more recent example of co-opera­
tion is at Atka, a remote island in the 
Aleutian chain. Formerly rough lum­
ber cost $50 per thousand and shingles 
$8 a thousand on this island, and 
clothing and food supplies were corre­
spondingly high. On the other hand, 
the natives were poorly paid for their 
labor. For each of the few blue fox 
skins the natives could catch they re­
ceived from the trader goods aver&g- 
iug $8 in value. Bold at public auction 
In Beattie, these skins brought from 
$17.10 to $66.50 each, according to 
quality. In April of this year, with the 
help of Beattie merchants and officers 
of the revenue cutter service, a co-op­
erative company was organized under 
the direction of the United States pub- 
lid school teacher, and uow the natives 
are doing their own buying and sell­
ing with considerable advantage to 
themselves.

Eskimos on, the short* of Bering sea 
and the ^Arctic ocean have until re­
cently had to market through local 
traders. Now many of them are send­
ing by mail packages of fox, lynx, 
mink and hair seal to the Alaeku di­
vision of the burauu of education at 
Seattle, und the government officials 
sell the furs for the natives at public 
auction to the highest bidders.

Natives in Tatltlek cuojxiated in 
salting and exporting sulmon during 
the past seasou, under the Instruction 
of the local government teacher, with 
the result that they have not only net- 
led $1,000 in cash, but huve also put 
uwuy 76,000 jKjumjB of *miok<*d sulmon 
for winter use.

Co-operation In Alaska hns been aid­
ed by thu policy of reserving tructs of 
land for the exclusive use of the na­
tives. On this land the natives build 
up their own Industries, safe from the 
evil influence of unprincipled white 
men. Hydaburg Is a reservation settle­
ment; Klukwan hus rocentiy obtained 
u similar reservation upon which to 
conduct Its co-operative enterprises

Republican National Committee 
to Be Complimented.

Amicable Understanding Reached
Means Much for the Future— 
Democratic Administration Al­

ready Has Lost Confidence.

There will be no special national 
convention of the Republican party 
next spring.

Southern representation will be re­
stricted in the regular national conven­
tion of 1916, subject to ratification by 
two-thirds of the states which elected 
Taft electors in 1908.

All state primary law* will be rec­
ognized and all delegates who had cer­
tificates from state canvassing boards 
will be put upon the temporary roll 
of the 1916 convention.

Such are the main results of the 
meeting of the Republican national 
committee in Washington.

There was no cut and dried pro­
gram. Everything was thrashed out, 
beginning with the question of the 
power of the national committee to 
make the proposed changes as against 
the proposition to call a special con­
vention. The convention plan lost by 
a vote of 35 states to 14, aud then the 
resolution to make the change by ac­
tion pt the committee was carried by 
a viva voce vote that was practically 
unanimous.

As an example of the thoroughness 
of the thrashing-out process it may 
be mentioned that Senator Borah of 
Idaho fought the convention plan and 
former Governor Hadley of Missouri 
argued in Its favor. Both are consid­
ered In some quarters to be presiden­
tial possibilities. Senator Cummins of 
Iowa, also a presidential hopeful, w'as 
admitted to the conference and spoke 
for the convention. Representative 
Woods of Iowa, chairman of the Re­
publican congressional committee, was 
also invited to take part in the na­
tional committee's meeting.

It seems certain that the next Re­
publican platform is now being made 
by a Democratic administration which 
has already lost public confidence, 
which has already depressed business 
and which has already furnished proof 
of the infinite capacity of the Demo­
cratic party for making mistakes. 
Senator Smoot of Utah evoked ap­
plause when he said that wheu the 
question was asked as to what was 
the matter with smokelees chimneys 
on every hand the answer should be 
placarded on the closed factory doors.

"Wilson—that's all."
Anyway, be these things as they 

may, the national Republican commit­
tee is evidently able to work In har­
mony and has apparently decided im­
portant questions without ructions of 
ony kind. This Is certainly a signifi­
cant condition of affairs and would 
seem largely to justify the optimistic 
prophecies of reunited ranks and vic­
tories in 1914 and 1916 by the leaders 
In attendance.

Turned From Prosperity’s Path.
It mattere not in what direction 

one turns, the same mournful sym­
bols of & letting up of prosperity aro 
observable. Every true American 
could wish that the Democrats might 
have the success they have claimed 
for their policies, and the reaction 
might be avoided. Nothing could be 
more deplorable than the setting 
down of the gloom of hard times upon 
an era that has been redolent with 
prosperity despite the manifest de­
fects that have characterized these 
times.

Country Is for Protection.
Let us all hope and pray that, as 

Mr. Wilson's term draws toward its 
closo, the worst that can be said of 
bis tariff will be that it failed to work 
Its promised miracle on the cost of 
living. But, to state it as mildly us 
possible, we are afraid it has not done 
general business any' good up to the 
present time.

After all, this is a protectionist 
country—as Mr. Wilson hlmsolf once 
admitted in a burst of candor.—Ex 
change.

SERVING STEAK “ T A IL  ENDS’

Pert Usually Considered Good for 
Nothing May Be Made Into 

Some Delicious Dishes.

One part of food which almost in 
Variably goes to waste Is tho tall end 
of steaks. This part of the meat is 
usually so tough and full of coarse 
fiber that no one could eat it. Now 
the wise cook can so disguise these 
tails that the eater will think it some 
entirely novel dish. Besides using 
these ends en casserole, they may be 
chopped In the meat chopper, moist­
ened with onion juice, mixed In with 
potato, seasoned well, shaped into 
cones, dipped In egg aud cracker 
crumbs and the despised ends of 
steak will come out triumphantly as 
most delicious croquettes. When por­
terhouse steak is 28 to 32 cents a 
pound, it Is certainly worth while sav­
ing the ends, which often weigh as 
much as the tender meat itself.

TAKEN AT BUZZARD’S ROOST

Handy for Hanging Pictures, Adjust­
ing High Electric Bulbs and in 

Many Other Ways.

A handy attachment has been de­
vised by an Ohio man. With It a 
stepladder need not be folded up ev­
ery time It Is to be moved and then 
laboriously opened and clamped into 
position again. Metal sockets fit over 
the lower ends of the front standards 
and have extensions in which little 
wheels are mounted. The cross 
braces are pivoted together in the 
middle and their front ends are piv­
oted to the wheel spindles, while their 
rear ends hook Into the rear ntandards. 
When all four standards of the ladder 
are on the floor it is as Arm as any­
one would want, but by raising the

rear legs a trifle the whole structure 
can be trundled about on the wheels 
and moved from one room to another 
with no trouble at all and without 
affecting its stability.

Mixing Fruits.
When Inclined to be dry or taste­

less, apples are greatly improved by 
the addition of other fruits. Grated 
pineapples and quinces are both good 
for this purpose, but dried fruits, such 
as dates, figs aud prunes, can also be 
used with excellent results. The dates 
should be stoned and cut into quar­
ters before being cooked with tbe 
apples, and the figs should be shred­
ded. Prunes must be well washed and 
allowed to soak in a little cold water 
before cooking, and, as apples require 
less cooking than prunes they (should 
not be added before the latter are 
nearly tender. Very little sweetening. 
If any, is required when figs, dates aud 
prunes are used with apples.

Banana Penoche.
Two cups of light brown sugar, one 

cup granulated sugar, moisten with a 
generous half-cup ixiilk or cream; boil ! 
until It forms a ball lu cold water; re- I 
move from fire, add u tiny piece of ; 
butter and one cup diced bananas; '• 
then boat till creamy-uud pour on but­
tered pan to cool. Mark off or cut in ! 
any desired shape. To prepare 
bananas, strip skin from two large j 
bananas, cut lu two lengthwise once ; 
and then once more; hold firmly aud 
slice crosswise and measure one cup 
of tbe dicud banana.

Very 8mall Tapioca Pudding.
Heat Ibi cups of milk aud turn over 

the well-beaten mixture of Vi cup of 
sugar, pinch of salt and 1 small egg. 
Into this turn 1 mixing spoon of 
soaked (1 dessert spoon wheu It’s dry) 
tapioca. Cook until tapioca is dear 
and soft. Serve with halved canuied 
cherries, Vlnch size cubes of choco­
late, or cocoa fudge, or dubs of currant 
Jelly upon the top. Any light cake, 
or sugar cookies will be palatable 
served with tapioca cream desserts.

Instead of Company D of the 113th, It
Wat Company D of the 115th Who 

Were Captured.

I saw in the issue of December 12, 
1912, a communication from Comrade 
N. P. Julian, company D, One Hundred 
and Thirteenth Illinois, St. Cloud, Flu , 
to Mr. Wash M. Ives, Fourth Florida. 
Lake City, Fla. instead of company D 
of tbe One Hundred and Thirteenth it 
was company D of tho One Hundred 
and Fifteenth Illinois, commanded by 
Captain Hymer, wbo were all cap­
tured. I was one of that regiment, 
with headquarters at Tunnel Hill, but 
my company and company H were sta­
tioned north of Tunnel Hill at the 
two blockhouses located at bridges at 
the crossing of East Chick&maug* 
creek.

We could plainly hear the cannon­
ading at Buzzard’s Roost Gap block­
house. Tbe One Hundred and Fif­
teenth belonged to tho Fourth corps, 
end was commanded by Gordon Grang­
er until after the battle of Chickamau- 
ru. After that our corps was organ­
ized and put under the command of 
General Howard, who was In com­
mand of the corps until tho advance 
on Atlanta lu May. writes T. J. (’has- 
tlan of Coffeevllle. Kan., in the Nation­
al Tribune.

We moved out of our quarters at 
Blue Springs. Tenn., to Red Clay, on 
the cut-off between Cleveland and 
Dalton, and halted to get together 
from there. When all was ready we 
moved on to Tunnel Hill on the west 
side of Buzzard Roost mountain, and 
there at Tunnel Hill we struck For* 
rest's cavalry, but they did us no harm, 
but we could not get through the 
gap. as it had been strongly fortified.

After trying to carry the place by 
storm and falling to do so, we con­
cluded to try to flank Johnston by 
moving on Itesaca, which we did by 
order of General Sherman. The Sec­
ond corps took up the march for 
Snake Creek Gap. on the west side of 
Taylor's Ridge, to hlfie their move­
ments, and were not noticed until they 
had possession of the gap. This move­
ment caused Johnston to fall back or 
be cut off from railroad connections, 
and if the Second corps (commanded 
by Logan and McPherson) had taken 
possession It would have been a “hot 
time in the old town" for JohHSton. 
But he took the hint and moved out. 
In the move we captured quite a num­
ber of prisoners, who had to be guard­
ed, and our regiment was detailed to 
do thdt work and patrol the town.

The army there passed on to more 
glorious fields, Rome. Good Hope 
Church, Kenesaw mountain, Marietta, 
Peach Tree creek, Atlanta, Lovejoy 
station, etc.

All this while my regiment was at 
Resaca (that point being for a long 
time our base of supplies), doing 
guard duty, to our extreme disgust. 
No demonstration was made to follow 
the army farther. After everything 
in the commissary line had been 
moved forward we were ordered south 
to Adairville. where we stayed a few 
days, then back to Resaca, then back 
to Adairville. There ,e stayed until 
the last train going north came along, 
and we got on and went back to Re­
saca again. At this time Hood had 
made his famous left flunk movement 
on Sherman's army and was coming 
north.

About fills time we were ordered to 
Tunnel IIIII to guard throe block­
houses. one at Buzzard's Roost Gap, 
company D. One Hundred and Fif­
teenth, A and H. north four miles be­
tween the hill and Ringgold. 1 be­
longed to company A. We stayed at 
the blockhouse until after Hood had 
captured Colonel Johnston and his col­
ored troops at Dalton and company D 
at the gap. Then, knowing we could 
not contend with him, we went to 
Chattanooga, to be sent back to tbe 
blockhouse the next day. Hood In the 
meantime had gone west across the 
mountains via Vlllanow to GudKen 
Ala.

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Charter Gains Favor

The forthcoming election to deter* 
roioe whether a commission form of 
government shall be adopted for Ne- 
gauoee continues to be tbe chief topic 
of discuitioo, and while the general 
trend of expression has been favora- 
ble throughout, it is safe to say that if 
there have been any changes in senti­
ment regarding the proposition, Itbe 
changes in its favor outnumber those 
against it. It may also be safely set 
down that if tho proposed charter is 
defeated it will be because of lack of 
understanding regarding its provis­
ions, rather than oppositicn to tbe 
principles which it embodies. In this 
connection it has been suggested that 
it would be wise to have one or two 
public meetings, at which representa­
tive citizens who have given study to 
tbe plan might explain matters in de­
tail. Tbe only difficulty about this 
plan seems to be the fact that there is 
no organization to take tbe initiative. 
The new charter is not being sponsor­
ed by any political division; party 
lines were cast aside in framing its 
provisions: aod there is no active 
campaigning either for or against it.

One thiDg that seems to appeal to 
many is the directness with which the 
people have opportunity to participate 
in tbe local government. Every voter 
has an equal chance lo naming officers 
nnd also in initialing new legislation 
or undoing objectionable legislation. 
Ward lines are eliminated, and ail 
the people vote directly for all of the 
commissioners. Tbe latter, conse­
quently, would be representatives of 
tbe city at large and not of any par­
ticular ward.

Similar directness would character­
ize administrative functions after the 
commission is under way. Time-con­
suming references of matters to com­
mittees would be done away with, for 
tbe commission would give considera­
tion t^jtnd act upon matters as a unit 
orgaimation.

Though the vote on February 9th is 
upon tbe method of the city’s govern­
ment. and not to choose tbe men to 
perform these functions, speculation 
as to tbe personnel of tbe commission 
now and then crops out in tbe discus­
sions. The questiou of candidacies 
should not be confounded with tbe 
adoption of the charter itself; the 
selection of the meo comes afterward, 
and while the number of candidates 
is materially reduced, there is just as 
much opportunity for ‘'warm” cam­
paigning as there ever was—with the 
added advantage of getting a direct 
expression from the people. And those 
who have qualms about legislating 
tbe Common Council out of existence 
need but take a stroll down tbe street 
and sound public opinion to learn 
that the most favorably regarded 
timber for commissioners* posts 
comes from the council itself. Id fact, 
unless present signs fail, tbe change 
will be, in effect, but little more than 
a reduction in number of the city’s 
governing body.

That there are possibilities for im­
provement in tbe method of municipal 
government there is no room for 
doubt, aod tbe thing for Mr. Taxpay* 
er to do is to study the new charter 
conscientiously and see if It does not 
ut least pave tbe way for some of these 
improvements in methods. lie has 
just nine days more in which to do bis 
studying.

One of the lumber companies oper­
ating a number of miles southeast of 
here is said to be paying tbo peoalty 
for lack of preliminary investigation 
of the character of tbe men who it im­
ported to work in its camps and also 
become settlers on its cut-over lands, 
ft was a colony from Kentucky which 
the compaoy secured, aod while Blue 
Grass citizenship as a whole doubt­
less averages up to standard, this 
particular delegation certainly did 
not come up to par. Most of tbe men 
wouldn’t work, and those who could 
be induced to labor, did so only spas­
modically and limited their exertions 
to earning barely enough wages to 
keep body and soul together. For 
"luxuries” they pillaged the other 
logging camps and tbe hunters'cabins 
with which the territory abounds, and 
some Republic people who have 
"shacks” in that region have been 
sufferers at their hands. The lumber 
company is said to be experiencing 
considerable difficulty in getting rid of 
the undesirable population, some of 
whom have built rude homes and 
“squatted” upon tbe company’s lands. 
Mention of the undesirability of this 
contingent recalls how a Republic lum­
berman coped with » somewhat simi­
lar situation a few winters ago. De­
spite repeated warnings, neighboring 
settlers persisted in cutting wood from 
this man’s land. He ceased his warn­
ings, but quietly kept track of the op­
erations and when the men had assem­
bled a goodly Quantity of wood ready 
to haul away, be appeared upon the 
scene with sufficient force to si’ocess- 
fully assert his right to the land and 
its products, und calmly sledded uwny 
to the market tbe wood which his 
neighbors had so kindly cut for him.

mensions of a Problem In the 
Sixteenth Century.

A countryman living Just beyo d 
the outskirts of I/)ndon drove to (no 
metropolis one day to order a few 
provisions, etc.

I Fly the way. this account Is per­
fectly true, It Is not a problem or a 
Joke. The prices stated can be veri­
fied.I

The countryman first went to the 
nearest cobbler's. There he bought a 
good pair of shoe. Not shoddy foot­
wear, carelessly turned out or even 
machine made, but hand sewed and 
of tine strong leather. For this pair 
of shoes he paid Just seven cents.

Next he drove to a butcher stall In 
Sinlthtlold. There he bought a sheep, 
a dozen chickens and ten pounds of 
beef. For tho sheep he paid ten cents 
For tho chickens he paid i l/j cents 
apiece, or 18 cents for the dozen. The 
ton pounds of beef cost hltn a nickel.

Ills visit to the grain merchant cost 
him more. For ho was forced to pay 
15 cents for a bushel of ryo--a aura 
out of all proportion to his earlier 
purchases. It was cheaper, you see, 
to buy meat than the rye breud to 
eat with it.

Hut his ensuing trip to the draper's 
for enough homespun cloth to provide 
him with a winter suit, atoned for the 
high price of tho grain, For lie found 
that stout homespun doth was selling 
at 12 cents an ell, or nine und three- 
fifths rents a yard.

The farmer had no trouble In car 
rylng his wares home In hlv wagon. 
For the wagon was large lie had 
driven It to London full of firewood, 
and this wagon load of wood ho had 
sold for 12 emits.

The foregoing prices nre all ami 
rate. The high cost of living had not 
yet hit Kngland. For, you see, all 
this happened several years ago.

In fact, It was at the beginning of 
tho sixteenth century

During the next hundred years 
prices boomed 400 per cent., and 
wages didn't. And things have hap­
pened more or less that way ever 
since.—The New York World

Starch la Always Beat

After washing pass the shirt 
through thin hot water starch before 
It la hung up to dry. This you will 
find will give Just the right amount 
of stiffness to the body part of the 
shirt.

Then hang It out In the open air. 
and when quite dry starch tho cuffa 
In cold water starch In exactly the 
same way as you do a gentleman's 
shirt; then If there Is an attached col­
lar starch this, and also the box plait 
which goes down the front

Remember to always wet the part 
Just beyond where the starch wfll go; 
this will prevent the starch spread* 
Jug. When this li done sprinkle the 
remaining dry parts with cold water, 
roll It up tightly in a clean cloth, and 
lay It aside for a short time untlf you 
are ready Is Iron It.

Take the shirt out of the cloth and 
place It with the neck part towards 
the edge of tho table. Iron the coflaf 
first untiT It Is perfectly dry, then Iron 
the yoke on both sides.

Next do the et»ffs, and thojf run tli* 
iron inside the sleeve a little way so 
as to dry tho gathers and tbe thicker 
parts. Nmv open the sleeve out as 
flat as possible and iron It front and 
bock.

ff you possess & sleeve board titfs 
will lighten your labors considerably, 
as It Is almost Impossible for tbe 
sleeve to be properly ironed If It lies 
flat on tbe table.

When ironing file sleeve without .1 
beurd slip the hsnd Inside once or 
twice to prevent rhe starch sticking. 
Phy special A tten tion  to tho top part 
of the gathers.

Tron the bodice part of tbe shirt 
last of all. Finally, polish the collar 
and cuffs.

First phi the r»o fronts together, 
fop and bottom, and lay the fullness 
Into plaits. Next fay the sleeves down1 
the sides of tho back and turn theta 
upwards again so that the cuffs show 
at the neck. fJ1n them Into position 
and turn over the sides, also pinning 
them together.

Fold tho end upwards, making It a 
convenient size. On no account prosa 
these folds A'tth an Iron; they HhouUl 
all be done as lightly aB possible to- 
avoid undue creasing.

f’ofd water starch Is made in (h* 
following way: Mix thp starch to a 
smooth cream with cold water, then 
add borax dissolved In boiling water 
In the proportion of a dessert spoon­
ful to a tcacupfuf of starch.

Fried Chocolate Nut Cakes.
Heat to a cream one cupful of sugar 

(2 cents) and two tablespoonfuls of 
butter 17 cents), then add In the order 
mentioned half a grated nutmeg H 
cent), two neaping tablespoonfuU of 
grated chocolate (5 cents), two well 
.beaten eggs (8 cents), one cupful of 
sweet milk <3 cents), a pinch of salt, 
three-quarters of a cupful of ahoppod 
walnut meats (8 cents), two teaspoon- 
fuls of baking powder (1 cent), and 
enough sifted flour to form a soft 
dough (about 4 cents). Roll out cut 
with a ring cutter And fry to a golden 
brown In deep, hot. fat. Drain for a 
few moments on brown paper and 
when cool roll In powdered sugar.

Helpful Hint*.
When the cover of your teakettle 01 

other kettles lose their knobs, as they 
are upl to do, Just put a screw through 
from the im.lde and thread n cork ou 
It. Tho cork Is u non-conductor of 
heat, and will not get hot. A few min* 
ulus lime will give you n cover as 
"good as new."

When a tin dish "springs a leak" Just 
spread n piece of putty over the hole 
on tho outside and let it dry thor­
oughly. A pan or basin mpndod this 
way cau be used almost as long as a 
new one,

Caks and Custard.
MaKc a plain boiled custard with 

one pint of milk, yolks of three eggs, 
one-third cup of sugar, tmllspoou of 
salt, one-half teaspoonful of vunllla. 
Heat the eggs and sugar, add fha hot 
milk and rook (111 creamy; put In the 
salt and vunillu and cool. Then cut 
sLule cake into strips, or split ludy- 
lingers In halves, and spread with Jam 
Hut them on tbe sides end bottom of 
u fiat glass dish und gently pour the 
custard over.

Crsnberry Slump.
Make u biscuit dough with one pint 

of flour, one tublespoonful of buttor, 
one-half a toAspnonfu! of salt, one tea 
spoonful of baking powder and milk 
|o mix. In a pudding dish put ono 
quart of washed cranberries, add one 
cupful of sugar and ono-hulf of a cup 
ful of water und oovor with tbe crust, 
Cover and 000k slowly lu u moderate 
oven for one hour. Dust with sugar 
and serve with cream or a sweet 
sauce.
