Charter is Defeated

The revised city charter, providing 
for a commission form of government 
for Negaunee, which was submitted to 
the electors at a special election held 
last Monday, was defeated by a ma­
jority of 30, there having been 321 
votes for the adoption of the new 
charter aod 351 against If. In addition 
there were found to be two ballots 
which were defective.

The Socialists, who on Sunday dr* 
cult ted dodgers vigorously advising 
rejection of the proposed charter, are 
commonly credited with accomplish­
ing the defeat of the charter, but this 
is true only in part. It would be more 
in accord with the facts to charge its 
defeat to the “stay at home" vote, for 
people reasonably familiar with pub­
lic sentiment on the question maintain 
that If the 700 or more roters who did 
not go to tho polls bad recorded their 
preferences, the majority would have 
been on the other side and the figures 
would have been considerably In ex­
cess of 30. The failure to get out a 
full vote was largely due to the fact 
that few, if any, of those who believed 
that a commission form of government 
would benefit Negaunee and who usu­
ally take the lead In public affairs 
felt called upon to get out aod hustle 
for the proposition. The other fel­
lows did the bustling—and the major­
ity was 30 against adoption of the 
charter.

The total vote in Negaunee $lty for 
governor at the election held in No­
vember, 1912, was 1331; and at the 
municipal election last April a total 
of 1384 was rolled up. The vote last 
Monday therefore was a little less than 
half of ihe city’s average in recent 
elections when a stiff campaign has 
been waged. The mines were not 
closed for the day, as is done for a 
general election, and though the polls 
were kept open until 8 p. m., thus af­
fording oporlunity for men on all 
shifts to vote if so ifealred, there is no 
doubt that in many cases indifference 
upon the question itself and In oth­
er instances a disinclination to brave 
the cold weather in a trip to the polls 
prompted many to let their vote go 
unrecorded.

The Socialists centered their objec­
tions upon three phases of the new 
charter; (1) Extreme concentration of 
power, it being contended that the 
people would practically sign away 
their right* if they voted the power of 
municipal administration into the 
hands of three men. (2) The elimi­
nation of political parties, taking out 
of civic life the responsibility of fight­
ing together for principles and ideas. 
(3) Elimination of minority repre. 
sentatiOD, which it was held was ao 
compllsbed lo a measure at least by 
the ward contests. The circular con­
cluded with the admonition: “Don’t 
let the Steel Trust run the things in 
your town.”

It cost the people of Negaunee a 
good round sum to have the proposi­
tion of commission form of govern­
ment laid before them—and then half 
of tbelr number did not take the trou­
ble to yote; but it cannot be contended 
that this was wholly a waste of zqpney' 
for the discussions, though less gen­
eral than could have been desired, 
were productive of a better knowledge 
of Ncgaunee’s government, and 
there Is Utile doubt that some of the 
Ideas which were incorporated in the 
proposed charter will be adopted by 
the Common Council before the year 
is over.

While in alt probability the propo­
sition will not be re-submitted for a 
year or two at least, there is little 
doubt that Negaunee will eventually 
come to a commission form of govern­
ment, aud If Marquette progresses as 
well uuder a commission form as it 
has started out the success there will 
be a potent factor In hastening the 
adoption of a similar form here.

The residence is a thoroughly modern 
one, comprising two stories and base­
ment, and It is equipped with a heat­
ing plant.

The residence In Clark street, be­
tween Teal Lake and MacKenzlu aven­
ues, owned and occupied by Mr. Ras­
mussen, has been sold by him to And­
rew Lindquist, who made the purchase 
as au investment, he having several 
pieces of property In that vicinity. 
The consideration lu the two traus- 
actions is not stated.

Electric Bread Mixer

John Lisa, proprietor of the Negau. 
neo Bakery, has demonstrated his 
progressive ness by installing an elec­
tric dough mixer, which not only ef­
fects a great saviog in time and labor, 
but also insures uniformity in the 
huge batches of dough prepared for 
tbe ovens.

Tbe mixer, which has a capacity of 
two barrels of flour, was installed 
during tbe past week and tbe final 
electrical connections were made yes­
terday,. ao that henceforth hand- 
kneading will be a thing of tbe past 
in tbe Negaunee bakery. Its princl- 
pel is much tbe same as the hand-op­
erated bread mixers which progres­
sive housekeepers find so convenient, 
revolving arms twisting uud turning 
the doughy mixture until it has reach­
ed the right consistency. The huge 
“ bread pao” is hinged so that it may 
bo adjusted to any angle to facilitate 
tbe putting in of muterials or tbe re­
moval of tbe product. An average of 
twenty minutes’ operation suffices for 
the preparation of the entire "batch”, 
which will produce nearly 460 loaves, 
while an hour’s hand-kneading was re­
quired for a much smaller batch. The 
thoroughness with which the mechan­
ical oontrlyance does tho mixing in­
sures a uniformity of product which 
even tbe most careful watching could 
uot procure under the old method.

Some of the other bakers in the 
county have mechanical dough mixers 
but ao far as Mr. Lisa is aware bis is 
the first of this particular type in this 
section, and the manufacturers claim 
that it possesses the very latest Im­
provement!. Installation of tbe ma­
chine will relieve Mr. Lisa of many 
hours of back-breaking labor each 
day and at the same time will enable 
him to keep more closely up to his 
orders.

Prisoner Takes Life

Charles Rund, aged 30 and unmar­
ried, who was taken to the county jail 
last Monday afternoon by Marshal 
Newcombe to serve a ten-day sentence 
Imposed for drunkenness, slashed his 
throut with the tin cover of a snuff box 
early Tuesday morning and died at 
St. Mary’s hospital about twenty-four 
hours later.

He was per­
mitted to retain a mall box of snuff, 
and It was with the tin cover of this 
that be made a gash in his throat, it 
appearing that be had afterward in­
serted bis fingers in an effort to widen 
tbe gash. After preliminary medical 
attention tbe man was taken to St. t 
Mary’s hospital. It was at first 
thought that tbe self-inflicted wound 
would not prove fatal, but during tbe 
night Ruqd became so violent that he 
had to be placed in as straight-jacket 
and the resistance which bo offered to 
the authorities dndoubtedJy had much 
to do with hastening the end.

Coroner Prin conducted uu inquest * 
and a verdict of suicide was returned. 
Rund was a blacksmith by trade ami 
bad resided here many years. His 
father died during the past summer 
and he is survived by his mother, two 
brothers and three sisters, the family 
home being at the Blue mine localloo. 
Deceased was a member of the 8. H.
& E. F. and ibis society will have 
charge of tbe funeral, which is to he 
held Sunday afternoon.

cussed by William AHlngham In the 
Nautical Magazine. The orthodox 
scientific opinion Is that (he '‘wings” 
of (he ftylug fish merely serve as a 
parachute to sustain the fish for a 
brief period In the air. after he hu» 
launched himself out of the water by 
e powerful screw like movement of

his tall. Accprdlng to this view, the 
fish has no power of directing his 
flight after he has left the water.

However, Mr. Allingham. who Is a 
nautical expert attached to the British 
Meteorological office, and is in con­
stant Intercourse with seamen, re­
ports many observations that tend to 
controvert this opinion. Certain ob­
servers claim that the wing-fins are 
in constant rapid vibration, and seem 
actually to serve the purpose of flight.

One vessel master watched a fish 
that had attained an altitude of 20 
feet above the water, and was flying 
toward the mlzzen rigging of bis ship 
when, apparently noticing the obstruc­
tion, It changed its course about 60 
degrees, crossing the vessel's stern to 
regain the water. ‘ Many other similar 
observations are mentioned. A series 
of cinematograph pictures might solve 
this question once and for all.

RAILWAY BUILT IN MID AIR
A wonderful railway la being con­

structed from Chamonix, France, up 
the Aiguille du Midi. It Is designed to 
show tourists the unmatched glories 
of Moot Blsnc and Its chain of peaks 
and. glaciers. Instead of running on 
terra firma, however, like most of the 
Swiss mountain allroads, It is to go 
through the air on pylons and cables, 
swinging from  peak to peak far above 
the eternal snows and glaciers. The 
cars are to be suspended from traction 
cable*. Some of the ‘‘awoops" from 
pylon to pylon are half a mile long, at 
angles of from 15 to 46 degrees. The 
highest point Is over 11,000 feet above 
sea level.

To the lover of history the Temple 
cup affords much Interest, both on 
account of the original giver, ths occa­
sion of the gift, and the vicissitudes 
through which It has passed. The tra­
dition in the Temple family of V1r 
glnla, Is that Charles II., after his ad 
venture In the oak tree, was very 
grateful to all who helped him to ea* 
cape, and on his restoration to tbs 
throne he gave little silver cups to 
each of his courtiers who bad stood 
by him, as a memento of the occasion

The cup, which the Temples still 
own, is a small silvor bunting cup. H 
has the real ‘‘tumbler” shape, and is 
very substantial. It la two and one- 
half Inches high. It is engrsvsd with 
an oak tree, on which bangs a royal 
crown. Around the body of the cup 
theae words are engraved in Latin: 
“Let us honor the tree whose shade 
has protected us.” There is stTl an­
other motto around the rim, but It li 
almost obliterated by the hand of 
time, and only a letter shows out here 
and there. Once the cup was nearly 
lost by fire. It was In the house of 
Robert Temple, ancestor to the prer­
ent family of Temple, which was de­
stroyed by burning. As good lucl: 
would have It, on the eve of the fire 
a poor old negro servant was taker 
sick and sent up to the “great house” 
for a “dram” or measure of whisky 
to relieve his '‘misery.’' After swal 
lowing It he became so “happy” that 
he forgot to return the cap and thus 
the little relic was saved from the 
fire which tbit night destroyed the 
great house of his owner, and every 
article of furniture contained therein.

Just before the great battle of Fred­
ericksburg, In the war between the 
states, the cup was saved a second 
time by Mrs. Marie Temple Wolf, 
who then resided In the city. The 
town was about to be attacked by the 
enemv, and the order came for the 
women and children to leave the city 
before the firing began. Mrs. Wolf 
procured a small wagon in which she 
■towed away her six children, togeth­
er with a few things that were abso­
lutely necessary for the Journey to 
Richmond. After she had climbed 
Into the vehicle she remembered the 
tiny cup and ran back and took It 
from a cabinet of curios In whlcji It 
was always kept, and put it In her 
pocket. On her return after the bat­
tle, she found the house completely 
swept of Its contents.

The cup was left by Mrs. Marla 
Temple Wolf to her son, Robert Tem­
ple Wolf, and by him to Frances Tem­
ple Wolf, his daughter, the present 
owner.

SHOWS BIO WASTE
Important Fertilizing Material Is 

Thrown Away.

BEAUTIFUL BUT POISONOUS
Some of our most beautiful and 

fragrant garden plants, the flowers of 
the jonquil, white bynacintb and snow­
drop, possess poisonous natures. The 
marclsius Is also particularly deadly, 
so much so, indeed, that to chew a 
small scrap of one of the bulbs may 
result fatally, while the juice of the 
leaves Is an emetic.

Tbs berries of the yew have killed 
many persons, and it Is pretty well 
known nowadays that it is not safe 
to eat many peach pips or cherry 
kernels at once. The lobelias are all 
dangerous. Lady's slipper poisons In 
the same manner as does poison Ivy. 
The bulbs seem to be the most barm 
ful. Lilies of the valley are also as 
much so.

There la enough opium In red pop­
ples to do mischief; and the autumn 
crocus, If the blossoms are chewed, 
causes vomiting and purging. The 
leaves and flowers of the oleander are 
deadly, and the bark of the catalpa 
tree is very mischievous; the water 
dropwort, when not in flower, resem­
bles celery and Is poisonous.

WHERE POET CAEDMON D I E D

Whitby Abbey, the line ruins of 
which arc here pictured, was foundod 
by Rslut Hilda about 667, and It was 
there that Caedmon, (ho British poet 
of the latter half of the Seventh cen­
tury. lived and died. TUie abbey was 
burned by the Danes lu 867 and was 
rebuilt In 1078 by Wiliam d* fVrcy as 
a monastery for men only. The ruins 
now existing, which of course aro 
those of the second abbey, are on a 
cliff overlooking the mouth of the Elk 
where It enters the North Bea, fifty 
miles northeast of the city of York. *

Only 26 Per Cent, of Country Tank-
ag# Is Available, and Lost Prod­

ucts in ths Distillation of 
Coal Amount to Millions.

Washington.- Seventy-five per cent, 
of a highly valuable fertilising mate­
rial In the form of tankage and blood 
from the country slaughter of food an­
imals la being wasted throughout the 
country districts. In addition $22,000,- 
(M>0 worth of ammonia from which 
ammonium sulphate, another valuable 
fertilising material could be made, is 
annually wasted by the practice of 
making coke In the beehive type of 
oven, according to a recent bulletin 
of the department of agriculture.

Tankage, a product of slaughter­
houses consisting of such waste ma­
terial as bones, horns, hoofs, hair, etc., 
contains a largo percentage of nitro­
gen and other products used In com­
mercial fertilizer and In the larger 
packing bouses Is carefully saved. In 
country killing, however, only 26 per 
cent, of the tankage and blood are 
saved for fertilizer. The nitrogen 
content of tankage Is said to vary 
from 6 to 8 per cent, and Its phos­
phoric add content between 6 and 12 
per cent.

Dried blood is perhaps the richest 
In nitrogen of all the organic materi­
als used In the fertlllrlng Industries. 
Unadulterated blood when quite dry 
contains 14 per cent, of nitrogen, but 
ss obtained on the market its content 
varies from 9 to 13 per cent.

From the figures estimated by the 
bureau of animal industry, depart­
ment of agriculture, as representing 
the total slaughter of cattle, calves, 
swine, and sheep in the United States, 
In 1912, it has been calculated that If 
all the materials rendered available 
by this slaughter had been saved and 

j converted Into tankage and dried 
blood, they would have produced 222,- 
636 tons of tankage and 79,794 tons of 
dried blood.

The Introduction of a co-operative 
system among American farmers un­
doubtedly would result In au in­
creased utilisation of blood and tank­
age for fertilizing purposes. In Den­
mark country killing Is being prac­
ticed on a co-operative basts in small 
country abattoirs, and the blood Is 
carefully preserved.

The loss of ammonium sulphate 
which compares favorably with sodi­
um nitrate as a plant stimulant in the 
distillation of coal for the production 
of coke, is described In the bulletin 
as follows:

“In the main, coal Is dlsLllled In this 
country in that form of coke oven, 
the beehive oven, which does not ad­
mit of the recovery of the distillation 
products. Iustead, they are allowed 
to go to waste. Bo we are Indebted 
to the by-product recovery oven for 

, the main supply of ammonium sul­
phate. The amount recovered is val- 
jued at about $4,000,000, while tbe re­
coverable ammonia annually destroyed 

. In the coking processes by tbe bee­
hive ovens is valued at $22,000,000. 
. . .  At tbe beginning of 1912 there 
were 4,624 by-product coke ovens lo 
operation in the United States and 698 
building.”

The great product of Chile, sodium 
nitrate, possesses less nitrogen con­
tent (16.6 per cent) thou ammonium 
sulphate. The United States, however, 
Imports a great quantity (in 1911, 70,- 
000 tons) for use in agriculture, owing 
to tbe deficient supply of other ferti­
lizers In this county. This Is only a 
•mall port of tbe total amount of so­
dium nitrate America Imports yearly 
from Chile, as It has many other uses. 
Tbe more intensive agriculture of re­
cent years has emphasized the de­
mand for nitrates, and the fact that 
the Chilean beds of nitrates have been 
surveyed and figures have been ob­
tained which make possible a fairly 
close estimate of the amount of ni­
trate remaining there should stimulate 
(he manufacture of nltrogenoui sub­
stances suitable for fertilizer manufac­
ture, and serve as a warning against 
undue waste.

Artificial nitrates have become com­
mercially important to supply tbe de­
mand In tbls country, calcium cyans- 
mid* being perhaps the most nitrogen­
ous material manufactured for fer­
tilizer purposes. It is prepared from  
calcium carbide and free nltrogsn, tbe 
latter being prepared from tbe atmos­
phere by the removal of oxygen. This 
industry Is considered to be ss yet 
only In Its Infancy, and with the in­
creased capacity of existing factories 
and extensions now under way should 
prove an important factor in tbe pres­
ent source of nitrogenous fertilizers.

Tbe relative values of the different 
fertilizers are brought out fully in ibis 
bulletin (No. 87) which can be bad on 
application to ibo division of publica­
tions, United States department of 
agriculture, Washington, D. C.

Ons Indisputable Fact Is That ths 
Law It eupsrosdts Was s Mods! Leg­

islative Enactment and Mads 
ths Country Prosperous.

Of the national banking law, which 
the new currency measure supersedes, 
historians will say that for 60 years 
It gave the country a better paper 
currency than Americans had ever 
previously known, and a banking sys­
tem which was a model in many 
ways. During all the time while ft 
was lo operation not one dollar of 
nations! bank currency ever caused 
the loss of a cent to a holder.

For years after the Civil war 
(here was loud denunciation of tbe 
natloual bank currency by agitators 
of tbe Greenback party, wbose Idea 
was that the government could make 
money at will by putting Its stamp on 
paper sad calling It money, sod that 
this “money” could be lent at a low' 
rate to tbe people, making everybody 
rich. After full discussion tbls de­
lusion passed. The historic examples 
of the paper currency of tbe American 
Revolution and the French assignats 
were recalled to good affect In tbo dc-» 
bates of those days.

Latterly the chief indictment of the 
nitloosl bank note currency has been 
that It was Inelastic—that its volume 
bora no fixed relation to tbe needs of 
trade—that when periods of financial 
activity occurred it did not expand, 
and that It failed to contract when 
Its volume was far in excess of com­
mercial needs.

Tbe hope of (he frauicrs of the new 
law that It will provide a currency 
automatically adjusting Itself to the 
changing requirements of legitimate 
business remains to be tested. Those 
who bold that the automatic flexibil­
ity desiderated is unattainable-that 
paper Issues not dependent upou the 
most stringent requirements as to se­
curity tend to expand, and show re­
luctance to contract—have had their 
say, and have been shouted down 
Their seemliest course under existing 
circumstances Is to avoid tbe role 
of Cassandra and to watch the work­
ing of the new system.

COLD WEATHER DISHES
ABUNDANT NUTRIMENT FOR TH*5 

BODY IN WINTER.

Appetising Method of Preparing and
Serving Veal Cutlets—Com Bread 

at IU Beet—Recipe for Vir­
ginia Smothered Chicken.

By I.IDA AM KB Wll.I.IA
Veal Cutlet* s la Malutenon.—Pro­

cure two pounds of veal culets, havtug 
them cut three-fourths of au inch 
thick. Trim neatly, then dip each 
one first in beaten egg. and then ti. 
pounded cracker crurnbe. seasoned 
with aali, pepper and a bit of mar­
joram. Wrap each cutlet in half a 
hhoet of buttered letter paper or heavy 
paraffin paper, well buttered; lay on 
a greased broiler, ami broil over, or 
exposed to. a ciear fire, not hot 
enough to scorch, however. Turn oft­
en. When they are done, have fre*h 
papers ready to put th« cutlets In If 
thObP enveloping the cutlets become 
discolored. The edges of the paper* 
should be fringed and twisted to se- 
cure the Juices of the chops. Veal 
cooked in this manner ts delicious, as 
all the Juices and flavor are retained.

Baked Squash.- Cut In pieces os for 
'serving, remove the seeds and stringy 
portion, brush with molasses, season 
with salt and pepper, and bake until 
soft. Add butter and serve from th<* 
shell.

Trifle. —Get half a dozen litth* 
sponge-cakes (lady Angers or slices of 
stale sponge-cake may be used). Also 
a dozen frosh macaroons. Make n 
thick custard with three eggs, two 
tablcspoonfuU of corn starch mixed 
with a third of a cupful of sugar, and 
two-thirds of a pint of milk. Scald 
the milk, turn It over tho eggs and 
kUgar and cook over hot water until 
thick; then set away lo cool. Arrange 
the sponge-cake Jn a glass diah and 
moisten with a gill of cream, flavored 
with vanilla. Sprinkle powdered su­
gar over the cake. Then spread a 
layer of raspberry jam or strawberry 
jelly over this. Add the macaroons 
and pour the cold custard over the 
whole. Heap whites of eggs, beaten 
•tiff, over the top. sweetenlug them 
slightly, or whipped cream In place 
of the eggs, ('hill thoroughly b**for* 
serving

Corn Bread.—Sift one cupru! of yel­
low cortimeal, and one cupful of flour, 
and put together. Add one teaspoon­
ful of baking powder, and half a tea- 
spoonful of suit. Beat two egg yolks 
light; add a pint of milk and a table 
spoonful of melted butter. Stir this 
into the meal and flour, and last of all 
stir in gently the beaten whites of 
the eggs. Pour the batter Into a 
thoroughly well-greased breadpan. 
The batter should be two Indies deep. 
Just before it is placed in the oven, 
pour carefully into the middle of the 
batter, a cupful of sweet milk. Do 
this very gently, and do not stir tt. 
Bake In a moderate oven for at least 
three-quarters of an hour. When 
done, cut Into squares with a hot 
knife, split open and butter and eat 
while hot.

Virginia Smothered (Tilckeu.—Split 
a tender chicken down the back and 
lightly season with salt and pepper. 
Put into a roasting pan with a cupful 
of hot water and bake in a hot oven 
inttl tender. As soon as it begins to 
brown, make a post* of two Uble- 
spoonfula each of bulter and flour, 
spread over the chicken, and then 
bMte every ten minutes with the ban 
drippings until the chicken Is a nice 
brown. Take out the chicken and 
kaep hot. Place the pan orer the fire 
and pour In a cupful of rich milk or 
thin cream, and stir until it boils up. 
Season to taste with salt and pepper, 
and pour over tbe chtckeu. Garnfsh 
your dish and serve.

Frisd Oysters.
Select large flue oysters, drain and 

dry with a napklu, lift with thumb 
and forefinger on either side of th** 
eyo or hard portion; dip Into bread 
crumbs and then Into beaten egg, and 
■gain Into bread crumbs. It Is seldom 
necessary to add salt to the crumbs, 
but. a little pepper, black or red. as 
preferred, Is an JntproveimwL A ft^ r  
crumbling, pit tbe oyster between 
the hands and lay upon s piaiter to 
dry well before frying. To fry. im­
merse In deep hot fat In which a 
piece of bread will brown nicely. 
Wheu tbe oyster comes to the surface 
it Is done. Druln ami kvp upon a 
*io( platter until all sre ready lo ef-ve

Oyster Cocktail
Cut a cover off stem purls of six 

even sized sound green peppers, scoop 
out iusldes, remove seeds from covers 
as well as stems, and place in six 
small, deep oyster plates with shaved 
Ice all around. Place 48 freshly open­
ed small Blue Point oysters In a 
bowl, add six drops tabasco sauce, six 
table»poo»fui* freshly and very finely 
grated horseradish. Mix all well to­
gether, then evenly divide oysters In 
the six green peppers, place covers 
an and serve with a teaspoon on each 
plate

Olive Oil for Shoes.

The session of the Marquette coun­
ty Circuit Court which was to have 
been opened at Marquette on Monday 
of ibis week with P. H. O’Brien, of 
ifoughton county, on tbe beneb, bae 
been postponed until next week by 
Judge O’Brien, who has other pres­
sing business this week. Tbe adjourn­
ed session will convene on Monday, 
February 16tb. Naturalization mat­
ters will be taken up in the morning 
of tbe 16th and the jury will answer 
roll-call at 2 o’clock in the afternoon 
of that day.

Cut Over Lands

It perhaps is not generally known 
that settlers in Michigan purchasing 
cut-over and wild lands for the pur­
pose of establishing homes, are now 
exempt from taxation for a period of 
five years, this inducement to settlers 
having been incorporated in a recent 
act of the legislature which went into 
effect on August loth last. The act 
prescribes a form of procedure when 
exemption from taxation is sought. 
The act referred to is Act No. 155 of 
the Public Acts of 1913. and it applies 
to all cut-over and swamp lands not 
heretofore cultivated. The settler 
must live on tbe land and must im­
prove at least two acres each year. 
Application for exemption must be 
made to the local supervisor.

Tbis law has particular significance 
for this district as the Upper Penin­
sula is the section of Michigan in 
which the greatest actual amount of 
development Is now taking place. The 
work of the various development or­
ganizations such as tbe Upper Penin­
sula Development bureau, which re­
cently held its annual meeting io Escs- 
naba and which comes to the Copper 
Couolry next year, is bringing this 
Bection very prominently before the 
people of thecouotry. That this part 
of the state leads every section In 
crops has been emphasized by tbe 
crop report issued by tbe secretary of 
state, and if this knowledge cun be 
brought to the attention of prospective 
settlers, the lands now unproductive 
can be made productive and fruitful. 
There is an abundance of cut-over 
lands that when cleared will afford 
some of the best agricultural lands 
available aoywbere, and provide 
homes for scores of farmers and their 
families. The law referred to*should 
prove a great incentive to prospective 
settlers, and to such as take advantage 
of it and are willing to put in a few 
years of hard work, there is no rea­
son why farming should not become 
as profitable here as elsewhere.

With abundance) of water, fioe sum­
mer climate and existing cheap rates 
on which such lands can be obtained, 
tbis section should be peopled with 
industrious farmers, whose prosperity 
will add to tbe general progress and 
prosperity of the entire Peninsula. 
Ail kinds of cereals and vegetables 
and tbe hardier fruits can be grown, 
strawberries of this district are of a 
aizeund flavor unexcelled anywhere, 
dairy farming is taking a definite and 
important place in these Industries, 
fostered by the creameries that ure 
affording a steady cash market for 
cream, and poultry raising offers 
prospects of remuneration to those 
engaging In it, while the potatoes of 
this part of the statu are alreudy he-' 
com Big fumed for their size and gen­
eral excellence. The time for pros* 
liecllve funner* to take up farms is 
now, while lands may lie obtained at 
reasonable figures and under such 
favorable conditions as regards taxa­
tion us arc afforded through the ex­
emption luwg referred to above.— 
Hancock Copper Journal.

"Held for Postage11

Some of the metropolitan newspa­
pers seemed to have jumped at con­
clusions io tbeir announcement of 
changes in postal regulations govern­
ing the forwarding of first class mail 
matter upon which no postage has 
been prepaid. For many years the 
rule regardingthis class of matter has 
been that if it bore one two-cent 
stamp, yet was overweight, the matter 
should be forwarded to destination 
aod tbe deficiency collected at the end. 
But tf the matter bore no stamp at all 
tbe postmaster was not permitted to 
forward it. If tbe sender’s name ap­
peared on tbe letter, he was requested 
to supply the deficiency in postage; if 
the sender’s name did not appear 
then tbe person to whom the letter 
was addressed was notified to send the 
required amount in stamps. In either 
case there was a delay while collec­
tion was being made of tbe deficient 
postage.

While some changes have been made 
recently la regard to tbe forwarding 
of foreign-addresied mall, tbe city 
news papers have apparently beeo too 
hasty in assuming that it applies to 
domestic matter as well. At any rate 
the Negaunee postoffice has received 
no such notice, and tbe order to which 
tbe city papers refer expressly limits 
tbe application of tbe new ruling to 
"foreign” matter. There is also a 
clause which oxempts tbe postmaster 
from forwarding such foreign mail 
when there is reasoo to believe that 
the sender’s failure to altix the re­
quisite stamps was with tbe deliberate 
intent to avoid prepayment of the let 
ter.

There is iittle doubt, however, that 
some such ruling regarding domestic 
mailer will come, and probably be­
fore very long,for there are many com­
plaints regarding tbe delay iuyolvrd. 
The rule regarding the foreign matter 
is that double the amount of the defi­
ciency shall be collected at destina­
tion as constituting u penalty. Must 
people would figure that having the 
letter come through without delay 
was well worth the few eeots extra. 
As It is now, the cost is practically 
the same, for when u person Is notified 
that a letter is being held for postage 
he has to enclose a 2 cent stamp In an 
envelope and it takes another2-ceol 
stamp to carry the envelope to the 
postmaster who Is holding tbe letter 
for deficient postage. Under tbe 
present arrangement, to be sure, the 
sender, who is the one at fault, "pays 
tbe freight;” but there are few ad­
dressees who would not gladly assume 
the obligation in return for having tbe 
letter come to them without delay.

nold Qeeell of Vale University 
on the Subject.

Washington.—That 12 out of every 
iOi) pupils at the threshold of the pub­
lic schools are "mentally utiusual" 
khI need special treatment, if possi­
ble apart from other children, is the 
>. ucluslon reached by Dr. Arnold fle­
xed of Vale University, In a publica­
tion just issued by the United Statc3 
b .>-*au of education.

• Take an ordinary kindergarten and 
tiret grade, with a combined enroll­
ment of 10b pupils.*’ says Doctor Go* 
h‘>11. “Among this number we may ex­
pect to And at lem-t one child feeble- 
m'Mded; one child who stutters; two 
or threo who seriously lisp; another 
extremely anemic; a badly spoilt 
i hild; another babyish - a year or two 
retarded in montnl or moral growth; 
mul still another morally weak. There 
will be one ‘negative* child—passive, 
coloriess; one o v t t  sensitive, uervous 
child; one superllWally precocious 
ciiild; another dlrtlnctly superior- 
eager, ardent, imaginative, sociable.

For some of these children there 
I* i.o better disposition than prompt 
alignment to a special class, the spe­
cial class method having been put into 
successful operation for 13 different 
t-pes of children. Hut even the ape- 
c-.at classes—particularly the so-called 
ungraded classes for backward chil- 
i r*n that have been established in our 
large cities—at* greatly In need of 
inventory.

' The diversity of the ungraded class 
n.«mbership is often pathetically pic­
turesque. Here Is the roll call for 
•me such class in a large eastern city: 
Twenty-four boys, 16 girls; nationali­
ties, Norwegian, French. Irish, Armen­
ian, Italian, Austrian, American, Chi­
nese; names range from James Mo- 
rarity and Ong Yung to Arcangelo 
Cbrlstlano and Nislmn Kalehadoar- 
t a n ;  ages range from six to eighteen, 
mentality, from giggling imbecility to 
ambitious intelligence; morality, from 
fr-iancy. clgarvtte smoking, and thiev­
ing to good behavior; parentage, 
noted in special cases, includes a drun­
ken mother, an insane father, and in 
three Instances, gypsies; physical con­
dition, from partial blindness and 
deafness, and spinal trouble and ane- 
fuia. to vigorous physical health. 
Think of the problem before this 
teacher, who may not even have a 
forking definition of feeble-mlnded- 
rt*88 in her consciousness to aid her 
In classification and instruction!"

Tn the opinion of Doctor Gesell, the 
time Is coming when all our large 
municipal school systems, and per­
haps county educational systems as 
w<*ll, will have the equivalent of a de­
partment of child classification and 
special classes. “Child classification 
I* the basis of child hygiene," be de­
clares. “hut It la more. Tbo primary 
school may develop into a sociological 
clearing agency for the discovery and 
registration of all children who. when 
adults, may prove socially dependent, 
defective, or dangerous. Child classi­
fication thus becomes a part of the 
task of social hygiene as well."

Rodman Wanamaker Expedition Re­

Then a gale broke that carried 
away the water casks and ruined 
what food remained.
Captain Lohnes and his crew oi 
seven, exhausted already, found them 
selves facing starvation.

The last morsel of food was eaten, 
and there was only part of a cask 
of water in the galley when the oth­
ers went overboard.

Garibaldi belonged to a sailor. The 
others began to look hungrily at him. 
Two were already partly delirious.

Captain Lohnes asked Garibaldi’! 
owner if they might kill the monkey. 
He refused. Another day passed.

Then, when most of the crew were 
too weak to man the pumps, the cap 
tain ordered the monkey killed. Cap 
tain Lohnes had to execute Garibald' 
himself, and then the cook made him 
into stew.

Garibaldi’s tail, saved by Captain 
Lohnes as a souvenir, was in the 
cabin locker when the Cymbellne was 
sighted.
