March Health Bulletin

The March number of the Negaunee 
Health Department Bulletin has some­
thing to say regarding health depart­
ments In general, and there Is spec­
ulation qs  to the extent that the Mar­
quette health department may be im­
proved In connection with the geuoral 
municipal transformation that is tak­
ing pluce ns a result of the adoption 
of a commission form of government 
in that city. The system under which 
Marquettehas hitherto been operating 
and under which Neguuuee is likely to 
continue to operate for several years 
at least, is quite generally conceded to 
be wrong If aetuully beneficial and 
sustained results are desired from a 
health department. That Dr. Larson 
is endeavoring to make his depart­
ment truly beneficial is evident from 
his voluntary assumption of the extra 
labor Involved in getting out tho 
monthly Bulletins—not to mention bis 
more direct efforts ulong sanitation 
and health preservation lines—and 
that his efforts ure becoming belter 
understood and in time will command 
a larger degree of public support than 
it isy now possible to obtain is evident 
from the Interest which hus Urn man­
ifested in the monthly Bulletins.

A feature that will further Increase 
the value of the Bulletins is a series 
of articles upon Denial Hygiene, Dr. 
Larson having secured the cu-opera- 
tlon of a local dentist, who will toll In 
a clear und convincing way just what 
every person should do In the wuy of 
individual cure und preservation of 
the teeth. Asia all details of physi­
cal well-being, cleanliness is a prime 
jonsideralion. and even if the oft- 
hnurd remark that "a (dean tooth will 
never decay ” may not he the precise 
truth, it comes near enough to it to 
answer all practical purposes - and 
plenty neur enough to be an Incentive 
far more frequent und regular u»eof a 
tooth brush.

Dr, Larson states thut Teal Lake 
water continues to be iu very good 
condition, but he does not veoture any 
predictions on the possibilities# after 
the spring break-up, though thechlor- 
inution treatment is giviug excellent 
result# aud thus far there is no rea­
son to apprehend that It will not con­
tinue to make the water flufe fordnnk- 
ing and culinary purposes.

“ Buffalo Nickel ”

Change Made In Dies for Popular
Weco— Director of Mint 8ur- 

prlaed That Recasting of Coin 
Should Excite Newspaper*.

Washington. • The now buffalo 
Pickel" hau been a immcy-miikcr for 
tlncln yarn.

Tbu credit Hide of tin* big ledger 
In the treasury department devoted to 
tiro accounts of the coinage of nickels 
and pennies In the various mints of 
Clin country shows an increase of al­
most $1,000,000, and tho new nickel 
Dlaynd a prominent part In this In­
crease This Is according to the fig­
ures of the annual report that Di­
rector of the mint George E. Roberts 
l i  now compiling.

The ''profit” in the coinage of nlck- 
*la and pennies for the past fiscal 
year was $3,417,667, and that for the 
Year preceding was approximately $2,* 
R00,000. in the fiscal year of 1013 the 
output of nickels was $2,861,768.56. 
In the year before It was $1,392,188.20, 
and the increase was due to the coin- 
•ge of the new pieces, the first of 
which were Issued last February.

This 'profit' Is not really a profit,” 
mid Director Roberts the other day. 
"The proper term is seniorage/ and 
ft represents the value of the Issue 
over the cost of the metal."

A new issue of coins has to be run 
tor 36 years before any of the admin- 
tetrad re officials can make a change. 
This la provided by law. Congress

may order a dew eoiu whenever it 
Rees fit, but unless the lawmakers or­
der differently tho “buffalo nickel” 
Will continue to be coined for the next 
quarter century.

Mr. Roberts was surprised at the 
prominence that the newspapers of 
the country have glveu recently to tho 
jfect that a change has been made In 
the dies of the “buffalo nickel.”

"The coin Is slightly different now 
from what It was when it first ap­
peared,” said Director Roberts, taking 
Bp two nickels that lay on Ills desk.

“This is the coin of the first Issue 
that appeared last Fubruarv. it was 
made first In New York. The die was 
made under tho supervision of J. E. 
Eraser, the artist who designed the 
coin. When it came out we saw that 
the outlines of the coin were not as 
distinct as they might bo. Particular­
ly the lettering in ib»* words, ‘live 
n-nta,’ under the buffalo, whs a trifle 
hazy, and there were certain other 
placet* that were not clear cut.

“We were much plnuhod with the 
coin, and foil an Indisposition to make 
any chunge. but tit the same time wo 
felt that some changes might be pw  
ileal.

“Ho we set the die (utters In tin* 
mint to work making Urn loitering u 
flffle more distinct. You can sec the 
difference if you look closely," he said, 
taking up the second of the coins. ‘All 
of the lettering fs more clearly cut 
and even some of the lines in the buf­
falo and the background were brought 
out more distinctly.

“Rut this In not ‘news,* It's history, 
and I'm surprised that the paper* 
ahould have tnkeu It up at (his time.

Millions of cording to estl-
Acres Unused. ^  °f ‘,he dTpartment of agri­
cultural, based upon reports of 35.000 
correspondents. These reports were 
obtained in'order to gain Information 
as to the tillable area of the United 
States, the amount of land that cannot 
be used for rrops that have to be 
plowed, but available for pasture or 
fruits, and the total number of acres 
that never can be used for agricultural 
purposes. From the returns, which 
were generally very consistent, pre­
liminary estimates have been made 
for each state and for the United 
States. Further investigation in tb« 
far western states may modify some­
what the prerent estimate for those 
states.

The entire United States, excluding 
foreign possessions, contains about 
1,900,POO,000 acres. Of ibis area about 
60 per cent, or 1.140,000.000 acres la 
estimated to be tillable, that is capa­
ble of being brought under cultivation 
by means of the plow. This includes 
land already under nuch cultivation 
and that which In Hie future may be 
brought under cultivation by clearing, 
drainage, irrigation, etc.

Throe hundred and slxty-one mil­
lion acres or 19 per cent., are esti­
mated to be nontillable but valuable 
for pasture or fruits. Only 21 per 
cent., or 399,000,000 acres, was esti­
mated to be of no use for agriculture 
present or future.

According to the reuauH of 1909, 
fhe land area In crops where acreage 
was given was 311,000,000 acres. This 
Is about 16 per cent, of the totul land 
area or about 27 per cent, of the es­
timated potential tillable area of the 
United States, excluding foreign pos­
sessions.

In other words, for every 100 acres 
that are now' tilled, about 375 acres 
may be tilled when the country Is 
fully developed. In the development 
of the agriculture of the country the 
land which was most easily brought 
Into a state of cultivation os the great 
Mississippi valley, was the first to be 
brought tuto such use. Extension of 
tilled area will he at greater expense 
for clearing, drainage, Irrigation, etc-

FISH ON DINNER MENU

CAN BE MADE ONE OF M08T DE 
81RABLE OF DISHES.

Skill In Preparing It for the Table Is 
the Main Thing—Many Ways 

In Which This May 
Be Done.

There seems to be a prejudice 
■gainst fish—that Is, served frequently, 
and this, too, without apparent reason. 
It Is usually relished once a week. Why 
not oftener? Some housekeepers claim 
they buy fish on Friday only because 
they feed sure of getting It fresh then, 
hut If they would create a daily de­
mand for it the fish would be sold to 
them fresh every day. Not that a dally 
diet of fish 'a  to be recommended, but 
if the home mother can Induce her 
family to eat sea food three times or 
even twice a week she would find a de­
crease iu uer butcher's and egg mail's 
bills.

Of course, if one kind of flsb is fre­
quently served in the same way the 
family la sure to tire of it, but with 
such s variety to choose from and so 
many different ways of cooking, there 
should be no such monotony. The 
smoked kinds of fish could take the 
place of egg i for breakfast. Finnan 
haddie Is delicious either broiled or 
steamed in milk, and a fish weighing 
about two pounds can be bought in the 
market for a quarter.

Every woman knows the possibili­
ties of dried codfish as a breakfast 
dish, but a dinner dish of this fish is 
not as well known as it should be.

You take a thick piece weighing 
from one to two pounds and soA one 
day and one night In cold water; then 
put on in cold water and simmer for 
two to three hours, it must not boil. 
Next you fry two good sized onions in 
butter until a light brown. Add a can 
of strained tomatoes and cook for ten 
minutes. Take tho fish from the wa­
ter and put in with the tomatoes. 
Place the bn̂ k of Mie stove for half 
an hour; then serve.

Fish dishes suitable for luncheon are 
curried, scalloped and creamed. Cold, 
left over fisl, also oysters, are cooked 
In various ways, clam bouillon, and 
salmon loaf. A fish curry Js delicious. 
You fry one tablespoonful of chopped 
onion in one tablespoonful of butter 
and add one small teasponful of curry 
powder. You pour over this a stock 
made from fishbones, about one cup 
and a half of milk or cream. Then 
you rub together a tablespouful each 
of flour and butter and stir into the 
hot mixture. When smooth you add 
to it about one pound of any cold, 
flaked fish. Gently simmer for a few 
minutes; then serve.

Young cooks must bear in mind tbe 
success of a fish dish depends quite a 
good deal upon the way it is served. 
The sauce must be smooth, tasty and 
creamy and tbe garnishing'of parsley 
and lemon arranged to tempt the pal­
ate.

How to Serve Grapefruit.
The somewhat bitter taste of the 

grapefruit soon becomes an acquired 
liking with persons who at first find 
It trying. As a tonic and an appelizer 
with which to begiu breakfast, it is 
much liked.

It should be very cold wbeu taken 
to the table, being first prepared tbus: 
Cut it in two with a sharp knife; with 
a pointed utensil dig out the seeds; cut 
out tbe central core and run the kuife 
round inside the skin; put each half 
on a dessert plute und sift over it two 
te&spoonfuls of powdered sugar. Eat 
with a pointed spoon. The center will 
be a well of delicious juice. Sometimes 
a few candied cherries are dotted over 
the pulp.

Planked Chicken.
Dress, clean and bone a chicken. 

Put In a buttered pan, sprinkle with 
salt and pepper, dredge with flour and 
dot over with two tablespoonfuls of 
butter. Hake In a moderate even 35 
minutes. Pipe around tho edge of a 
buttered round plank a border of 
mashed and seasoned boiled sweet 
potatoes. But chicken on plank and 
bake until potato Is reheated and 
browned. Garnish with hominy and 
horseradish croquettes, Julienne potu 
toes, radishes und parsley.

Barbecued Lamb.
Take a leg or fore quarter of hi mb 

aud wash and wipe dry; rub over it 
first suit, then Hour, und put In pan, 
theu peel und rut up fine one h- mu!. 
one ripe tomato and one large onion: 
sprinkle around the pan and ever 
meat; put sume Hour In pan and add 
a cupful of watc-r; put in u good oven 
and bake uh usual, blurting It often: 
it will have a line flavor and the gravy 
will be delicious; nothing like it.

Stuffed Leg of Mutton.
Have the butcher boun the leg of 

mutton. The bones and trimmings 
will yield stock for a good vegetable 
or barley soup. Fill the cavity In the 
roast with a bread stuffing highly sea 
ooned with pepper and onion aud mois­
tened with melted butter or drip 
Ptat

Tomato 8oup.
Cook one can of tomatoes in a quart 

of water. Strain when thoroughly 
done, aud add one pint of milk or 
cream, a lump of butter, about tlm 
■lze of an egg, salt to taste, and a 
very little thickening of flour. Serve 
▼ery hot.

Sponge Duster.
A clean sponge, dampened ever si- 

bllghtly, removes dust and lint from 
foil hats and velvet coat collars be' 
ter Hiuu a brush broom.

The latest and moot important rul­
ing of the postal department is that 
affecting the collecting of double 
postage foreign on cards and let­
ters mailed without being stamped. 
By the old way when a letter was 
dropyed in the nox without a stamp 
attached, it was returned to the send­
er, if he could be found. But by tbe 
new way the letter or card is sent on 
to the given address but upon arriv­
ing there the receiver will be com­
pelled to pay double the original 
amount of postage to secure the piece 
of mail. This is said to be the most 
important act of tbe postal department 
in many years.

Cannot Split a Ticket

Some of the voters in the cUy will 
lose their vote at the primary election 
if they are not careful. Under the new 
law governing the priotiog of the 
tickets, all of the ballots of the parties 
will be upon the same ticket, the same 
as they are at a general election. 
But you cannot split a ticket as you 
have been in the habit of doing at the 
general election. When you enter 
ypur booth on primary election day, 
you will be compelled to designate 
your party preference by placing a 
cross under the head of the party 
ticket for which you desire to 
vote. Then you must place a cross 
opposite tbe names of each candidate 
for whom you desire to vote on tbe 
same ticket. Under no circumstances 
cm you split your ticket and have it 
counted. If you remember this you 
will have no trouble on primary day, 
and your ticket will be counted.— 
Manistique Pioneer-Tribuoe.

Horace, thi» 1 .attn poet, of course

wine cellar was no surprise. A large 
number of amjdrarae or wine Jars, 
some of which are here sbowu, wore 
found in this apartment.

ENORMOUS ENGLISH PIES

A meat pie weighing 200 pounds was 
recently baked for a bauquot given at 
Gorireton, England. That the English 
arc fond of pic is plainly shown by the 
famous pies for which Dcuby Dais, 
near Halifax, has long boon noted. 
These are baked only upon very spe­
cial occasions. Urn very biggest of 
them all being prepared in J8K7, in 
honor of Queen Victoria's jubilee. It 
weighed, when cooked, uo leas than 
1,600 pounds, and the ingredients com­
prised 860 pounds of beef, 100 pounds 
each of mutton and veal, 140 pounds 
lamb, 260 pounds lean pork, and 
enough fowls, geese, pigeons, rabbits, 
hares, etc., to stoek u poulterer's shop. 
To make the erust 00 sucks of flour 
were used, mixed with 100 pounds of 
lard and 60 pounds of butter.

Another similar monster was pre­
pared In 164fi *o celebrate the repeal 
of the com lawn. Yet another was 
baked in 1788, In commemoration of 
King George ill.'s recovery from ill­
ness; while a fourth was prepured and 
eaten in JM6, in honor of Wellington's 
victory over Napoleon on the of 
Waterloo.

SOME CURIOUS MISPRINTS

Type, like other matter, sometime* 
gets In the wrong place, and conse 
quent errors escape the correction of 
the keenest proofreader. Generally 
speaking, when it la not a matter of 
letters but of worda, typographical 
mistakes may easily pass undetected 
and remain to bewilder future genera­
tion! of readers.

In many editions of Btr Walter 
Scott's "Monastery” there Is a curious 
printer’s error. Father Eustace Is 
made to say, "And dost thou so soon 
morse thoughts of slaughter?” The 
meaning of (be word "morse” for i 
long time puzsled thu learned etymolo 
gists. One "Notes and Queries” con­
tributor sought to explain It as mean­
ing to 'prime,” as when one primes 
a flintlock, by accounting for the word 
arising from the old French amorce, 
which means powder for the touch- 
hole; while another wise hrotherln 
letters announced that the word was 
certainly derived from the Latin 
modere, "to bite."

Others, however, averred the word 
waa a misprint, but they were laughed 
to derision, none of the many millions 
of readers for 60 years hating chal­
lenged the authenticity of it. When 
the manuscript was referred to It was 
found that the word was a printer’s 
error, Scott having writteo "nurse.”

Few readers of Thackeray's "Lec­
tures Upon ths English Humorist” 
would question his allusion to Smol­
lett's Dr. Morgan as “the wild apotbo- 
cary," or suspect that the author had 
written "Welsh” instead of "wild;” 
and when Thackeray writes of Mm. 
Manley as being "the detestable au­
thoress of "The New Atlantis,” few 
would demur who have cast even a 
cursory eye over the first woman 
Journalist’s literary remains; yet 
Thackeray really wrote of her as "the 
delectable authoress.”

A vary curious corruption in the 
text of "The Pilgrim's Progress” aris­
es from the accidental or perhaps in­
tentional change from an "e” Into an 
"a." Christian nays of Faintheart. 
Mistrust, and Guilt that many called 
them cowards, although they hart 
made David sorely groan, moan and 
roar, had brushed the coats of Ilemar. 
and Hezekfab, nod handled Peter as 
to make him scared of Just a sorry 
girl. That Honan was one of the 
four wise sons of Mahol, than whom 
Solomon alone was wiser, was ap 
parently not known either to the print­
er or to some subsequent blundering 
editor, for Hem&n became Hainan.

A later editor of Banyan s immortal 
allegory, certain that Haman waa not 
the personage whom Bunyan had In­
tended to associate with David, Hezo- 
kiah, and Peter, substituted Mordecai 
as more likely, and Mordecai has ever 
since retained this place of eminence 
at the Apfnse of Hmao. (be right­
ful man.

SMALLEST OF ALL CHURCHES

This tiny old church of Upleathatr., 
ten miles from MJddleboro, Eugland, 
is believed to he the smallest In the 
world, Its seating capacity being ten 
On the Inside walls are painted coats 
of arms of three titled houses In the 
district. A quaint Inscription roughly

carved In the stone midway up the 
tower tells that the church was built 
In the sixteenth century. Judging 
from the grave stones and masonry, 
It would appear that the church was 
built at a far earlier date.

POWER FROM THE SUN

The sun motor Is a successful at­
tempt to obtain power direct from the 
sun, and, Indeed, all power Is derived 
from the sun, though wu sometimes 
forget it, since It comes Indirectly, in 
the (topics much of the bcul of the 
sun, especially In the sandy deserts, 
Is never usi'd at all, and it is calcu­
lated tUui the sun's rays on one square 
foot of the eurth's sbrfaco cun pro­
duce one-third of u horse-power, The 
question men have rucked their bruins 
to solve is how to collect this < n 
ergy.

In California this problem has been 
solved by the sun motor. The motoi 
Itself resembles an enormous lamp 
sbudo, supported on one end by a stee 
framework. Thu Inside of the motoi 
It lined with about 1,600 mirrors, twt 
feet long by threo Inches broad, and 
these are kept at right angles to the 
path of the sun by moans of a clock­
work engine. The apparatus Is so ar­
ranged that thu heat from all thu mir­
rors Is focussed on ono point, where 
there is a boiler containing 100 gallons 
of water. The fierce heat thus pro­
ducer would smelt copper in a very 
few seconds, and It converts the water 
In the boiler Into steam, tho process 
continuing us long os tho sun shine*

the power Is used for pumping wuter 
obtained from underground over th< 
vast deserts found around the aqua 
lor.

COMMISSION OF THE RECLAMATION SERVICE

tA Year *t Least Is Needed to Restore 
Proper Tone to the Various 

Branches of Industry- 
Distrust Must End.

Returning members of cotigreu* 
doubtless can testify to the lad that 
there Is a growing feeling throughout 
the country that tbe ndmluistratlou. 
Slaving pul through Its tariff uud cur 
rone/ bills, should now give the busi­
ness men a chsuce to readjust their 
Affairs and conform to the new condi­
tions, before thrusting new anti trust 
legislation upon them. Even so 
Munch a supporter of President Wil­
son and so aggressive a champion of 
Democratic pledges ss the New York 
World now says:

“The country needs time to adjust 
Uaelf to the legislation already en­
acted by the present congress, sod 
many of the amendments proposed to 
the Sherman law spell soother long 
period of litigation, with no definite 
promise of beneficial results. Let it 
be remembered that If business de­
pression follows careless trust legisla­
tion the discredit will fall upon the 
tariff und currency laws, to the undo- 
tog of most of the good already accom­
plished"

It will be Idle to assure the business 
men of the country that what la be- 
log done la In their Interest if the 
offset Is to stir up u feeling of uncer­
tainly and distrust. Many years 
passed before even the best lawyers 
la the country protended to under* 
M ad what w as meant by the seem­
ingly plain terms of the Sherman law. 
The ablest men of the senate framed 
that law, and yet when the enforce­
ment of It began, there were few busi­
ness men who knew where they stood.

The business Interests now have s 
fair understanding of the trust law. 
The courts have Interpreted it plainly, 
so tbat all who run may read. Peace 
ful dissolutions are possible under it, 
as Is demonstrated 091 only in the 
breaking up of the telephone-telegraph 
merger, but In the New Haveu rail­
road unscrambling.

It Is well to leave a good thing 
alone. A year at least should be giv­
en the country to get its breath after 
the almost continuous harassment of 
the pant ten years. The most con­
structive thing the udmlnlstratlon 
could do would be to announce that 
the public Is to have the rest cure for 
the next twelve months.

Compiler of Russel Sage Foundation 
Report Declarts Actual Results of 

Work Is Effsctlve In Getting 
Public Support.

New York.- That tho sociui-ccntcr 
idea has rouie to stay is indicated in 
u icport Just compiled by Clarence 
Arthur Perry of the Russell Sage foun­
dation, New York City. Mr. Perry 
shows that in places whore the move­
ment has uiready started tbe rate of 
growth is much higher than the ruts 
at which R spreads in new localltlHS. 
in other words tho actual results of 
tho social ceoter are more effective in 
getting public support tbau the words 
of its most enthusiastic champions 

Tho work Is getting on a more solid 
basis. Bovcuty-onc cities had, during 
the winter of 1912-18, paid workers for 
some form of social-center activity, 
as opposed to 44 the previous season, 
and the amount expended In tho main­
tenance of school centers has grown 
from $139,636 In 1912 to $324,670 in 
the past year. There are 1,927 paid 
workers reported. This, with the vol­
unteer workers, brings the number of 
persons engaged in social-center di­
rection considerably above the 3,000 
mark.

That the general social find recrea­
tional possibilities of the "wlder-use- 
of-tho-schoul-plant" movement are 
making a constantly greator appeal 
may be seen from the fact that in 981 
schoolhouses thorn were public enter­
tainments and lectures; in 496 school 
buildings there were open meetings 
of adults to discuss local problems; 
athletics or folk duncing in 474 
schools; and social duncing in 190 

A nolnhio development of "wider 
use" In 19J2-13 was for election and 
other civic purposes. Balloting dur­
ing elections took place in 629 school 
houses; 2jU buildings wore used for 
registering voters, mid political ral­
lies to the number of 481 took place 
in school edifices.

Mr Berry reports groat difficulty in

obtaining exact statistics of social- 
center activities. Little uniformity 
of agreement exists as to whut con­
stitutes a social center. Even the 
name itself is not constant—tbe lnstl 
tutioti is variously reported as ‘Tecre 
atiori center," "civic center." "»oclaJ 
and recreation center," "evening cen­
ter/' "community center," etc Some 
cities have social-center activities go 
lug on six nights a week; while oth 
eru open their school buildings once 
or twice a month

We should, however, look beyond 
the mere figures in judging social cen­
ters, says Mr. Perry. "Centers of In­
dividual growth and reflument of civic 
and social integration—that Is who* 
these places are, and no system of 
numerals cau ever be devised that will 
convey an adequate notion of the vital 
trlug Influences which radiate from 
them "

Negaunec forty Years Hgo.
I T C M S  R E P R O D U C E D  F R O M

The Negaunec Iron Herald.
Vol. I. Negaunee (L. S.) Mich.. February 26, 1874

The special election in the Repre­
sentative District composed of Mar­
quette County, held Inst Monday, re­
sulted in the choice of Henry J. Col­
well, of Negaunee, to fill tbe unex­
pired term of Edward Breltung, re­
signed. The opposing candidate was 
William P. Iiealy. Tbe vote In the 
county stood: Colwell, 1976: Healy, 
1117; Colwell’s majority, 858. The 
vote In Negaunee city was: Healy, 
269; Colwell, 199. This was a small 
vote for Negaunee, but as bothcandi- 
date* were residents of this city, com­
paratively few of the mutual friends 
were disposed to discriminate and as a 
result scores of men stayed away from 
the polls. Mr. Colwell Is one of the 
most popular men of the county, and 
a man of wealth who has by his own 
exertions raised himself to his pres­
ent position. He was supervisor of 
Negaunee from 1881 to 1804 and is 
now an alderman of the Third ward 
of this city. His opponent, Mr. 
Healy, since boyhood has been Identi­
fied with every enterprise in the city 
and thus far be has never failed to 
poll a safe majority, locally, when a 
candidate for any public office. It 
was Marquette city, with its 1188 Col­
well votes to 10 for Healy, thatdefeat- 
ed the latter. In fact that city labor­
ed as if some impending doom was 
over their fair city. Any story, d o  

matter how absurd, gained credence 
there for two or three days; tbe aid 
of the pulpits was invoked; tfie 
saloons were run to their full capacity 
and all worked as if the fate of na­
tions depended on their Individual 
exertions.

In a portion of our edition last 
week it was announced that the editor 
of this paper had been sued for libel 
by one Alexander C. Thiele, of Mar* 
quette. The basis for the suit was an 
item which appeared in our issue of 
the 12th to the effect that Thiele, an 
employee of the railroad company at 
Marquette, who tbe previous fall bad 
sold bis "time" but afterward drew 
tbe pay and ran off, bad returned to 
Marquette. Subsequent investigation 
exonerates Mr. Thiele from the crimi­
nal charge Involved in the paragraph, 
but of the closing sentence of tbe item 
there is nothing to corrector recall.
