They 
fooled them wUfcauob Jylag talk so 
long that tbeir plaoes were filled long 
before the strike was formally declared 
off.

Now when they desire work It Is im­
possible to find plaoes for all of them. 
Ons day this week Supervisor Smith 
called at a number of bomefc lo Ah- 
meek village and one in Mobawk aod 
tbe actual distress be saw can hardly 
be credited. Io thirteen homes visited 
there was not ten dollars’ worth of 
provisions altogether. In some of tbe 
homes there was not anything, not 
even pots toes or flour. In one of the 
homes there were a few bushels of po­
tatoes, left from a garden tbe people 
planted last year. For three weeks 
this particular family have bad noth­
ing to cat, but potatoes, aod in not a 
single case has any of tbs families bad 
any relief from tbeir former Federation 
leaders.—Keweenaw Miner.

‘master of a picturesque vocabulary,

“Forepaugh had eminent scientists 
examine the beast and give Uielr cer­
tificates that l{ wus genuine, and all 
tho inside information l could get was 
thut the elephant had been purchased 
through f'ross, tho great unlmal deal­
er In Liverpool, and that it bad been 
kept secluded In bis place (hero all 
winter. Bam Watson, who was Foro* 
paugb's foreign ugent, and bis groom, 
a man named Telford, were thu only 
people who had access to It, and they 
bad spent hours every day in Its stall. 
Cross would give us no information as 
to how or where be obtained the ele­
phant, for Forepaugh bought all of 
the animals for his menagerie through 
him, while we dealt with bis great 
rival, Hagcnbeck of Hamburg.

i got some ui cross's etn.ooyts u 
swear tbat tbey bad seen tbe elephant 
being painted in Liverpool, and Fore­
paugh replied by getting a commis­
sion of scientific sharps to examine 
the beast and swear tbat tbe color | 
was natural. There was good money 
In perjury And scientific opinions 
those days, but I never let up for a 
minute in my endeavor to get at the 
truth of the matter, for I knew It was 
hanky panky and I am a diligent 
searcher after truth, especially when 
a rival has sunk It to the bottom of j 
a well, 1 experimented with some of 
our elephants until I nearly took their 
thick bides off, but I could get no sat­
isfactory results until 1 called In 
Marchand, the chemist, and askea him 
if he could give mo something to 
bleach an elephant.

The notices 
called attention to tbe fact that Forc- 
paugh's alleged sacred elephant was 
simply painted and that the men who 
did it were bunglers at the business. 
'Look at this one!' read our largest 
placard. ‘We tell you that It is a fake! 
So Is Forepaugh's, but he won't tell! 
This Is a better job by a better ar­
tist!' That made the Forepaugh peo­
ple hot, and they replied with a new 
bunch of affidavit! and expert opin­
ions from a lot of university profes­
sors. Tbat couldn't offset our show- 
up, though, and the whole situation 
had become so mixed that the public 
thought alt of tbe elephants were 
fakeB.- We bad the only genuine one 
and the best fake also, but they were 
a pair of white elephants In every 
sense of the term, and a losing propo­
sition. The one which we bad bleach­
ed would only keep white for about 
two weeks, and as each treatment 
cost seven hundred dollars Barnum 
called me off. The Forepaugh bunch 
was trying to poison It, and as the 
whole thing was dead as a money­
making venture and white elephants 
a drug in the market, we let this one 
regain Us natural color. When the 
great herd was broken up It was sold 
off, and I never saw it again until 
tonight"
•"But what was the Inside history of 

the Forepaugh white elephant?" asked 
one of hfs companions, and the col­
onel smiled as he lighted a fresh 
cJgar.

"I never knew It until this yearj. 
when one night over a friendly drink 
Sam Watson, who is now a clown with 
the big show, confessed tbe whole 
thing. Forepaugh Is dead and the 
shows have been consolidated, so 
there Is no further object in keeping 
the thing quiet. It seems that Fore­
paugh’s agents found out that Bar­
num had purchased the elephant from 
an Impecunious Indian Rajah; In fact, 
he had purchased two, the first one 
having died on Its way to England. It 
was the misdirection of a cable an­
nouncing tbe death and ordering an­
other at any cost which put them wise 
to tbe fact tbat Barnum had a rarity, 
Watson bad never heard of a sacred 
elephant, but be started out to get 
one when he read tbat cablegram.

Of course, tbey bad to keep 
working at It all tbe way over, but 
they kept It quiet and no one caught 
on. When the scientific sharps came 
to examine Jt, Bam would hoist tho 
trunk up In the air while be drew 
their attention to the marvelous white­
ness of the under side, and no one 
caught on to the fact that the end of 
tbe trunk was the natural color.

“He let them remove some bits of 
skin for microscopic examination to 
provy'tbat no dye was used, but he 
always had them taken from the Inner 
side of the foreleg near tbe body, 
from which the natural pigment Is ab­
sent lo all elephants. Bain swears 
that they never had to fix one of tbe 
experts; they were only too anxious 
to get tbe advertisement, and th<" 
were prepared to swear, and did l 
this particular case, tbat M --k - 
white."

SAYS INCOME TAX LAW WILL INCULCATE THRIFT
“Away back yonder before the war 

old Bob Toombs used to return to 
Georgia after a 
session of con- 
grean and boast 
that he hadn’t 
voted to spend a 
dollar of public 
money In his dis­
trict. In more re­
cent times the 
member of con­
gress who does 
not get something 
from the govern­
ment for his dis­
trict has been 
held . In small es­
teem."

Cordell- Hull- 
Judge Hull he is 
down In Tennes­
see — representa­

tive 'rom the Fourth district of that 
state and author of the income tax 
law, was talking.

This grave, ean<eet, active, though 
reserved, young Southerner is one of 
the country’s moat profound students 
of taxation. He is serving his fourth 
term in congress, and during tbe great­
er part of his service he has been a 
member of the committee on ways 
and means. It is the committee that 
frames the revenue bills of the gov­
ernment Membership on it is a di­
ploma of proficiency In legislative 
work. That membership also carries 
with it responsibilities far beyond 
those of tbe ordinary member.

As an instance, Judge Hull’s author­
ship of the Income tax law has re­
sulted In a flood of correspondence 
and score* of visitors daily asking in­
terpretations of the text. Judge Hull 
Is helpful as he may be, but since the 
treasury department Is administering 
the law he declines naturally to make 
Interpretations that may not accord 
with those made by the department. 
Disputed points he refers to tbe de­

partment, but with the offloers of the 
department he oonsulte frequently.

Judge Hull Is one of those who be­
lieve In letting the people know when 
they are taxed. He Is against the pol­
icy of administering an anaesthetic be­
fore extracting money from them for 
public purposes. So long as they give 
up the money unknowingly they are 
prone to regard the public treasury 
merely aa a reservoir of wealth to be 
drawn upon, failing to take into ac­
count that It Is their money which 
fllle the reservoir in the first place.

“And this," Judge Hull went on. In 
explaining bis views, "Is what makes 
for prodigal appropriations, waste in 
public expenditures, and the demand 
from each congress district, 'Give, 
give, give!’

“The tariff and the general system 
of Indirect taxation by which the peo­
ple, the source of all public revenue, 
are made not to realize tbat they are 
paying, are responsible for tbe lack ot 
public Interest in the nation’s Income 
and for the centering of that Interest 
on the nation's outgo.

“It Is not a matter of wonder that the 
people of each congressional district 
are prone to gauge the efficiency of 
tbelr representative In congress by the 
amount of appropriations he gains for 
them rather than by the amount be 
saves for the whole body of the peo­
ple. The all too common notion is 
that it is merely Uncle Sam’s money 
that is being spent, not our own 
money. But Uncle Sam's money Is 
our money—yours and mine and the 
money of every Individual citizen.

"To my mind, it is certain that tbe 
Income tax law will bring this fact 
closer home to the individual and give 
him a new and better perspective on 
his country's fiscal affairs. Before he 
asks new and greater appropriations 
be will hesitate and count the cost A 
healthier public sentiment about the 
uses of public money is certain to re­
sult"

FAMOUS BLIND HYMN WRITER 94 YEARS OLD
Fanny Crosby, the blind hymn writ­

er, was ninety-four years old on Tues­
day, March 24, 
and she doesn't 
care who knows 
It! Indeed, she's 
decidedly happy 
because so many 
people do know 
it. Not only was 
there a local cele­
bration In the 
First Methodist 
church in Bridge­
port, where she 
lives; not only 
did King’s Daugh­
ters all over tbe 
world wear vio­
lets In her honor, 
but everywhere 
those who have 
been helped and 

comforted by her hymns rejoiced with 
her.

It was altogether an occasion for 
rejotclng, for this sprightly little old 
woman hasn't an ache or a pain worth 
mentioning just now, nor a worry of 
any kind. As the vestiges of an Ill­
ness a year or so ago Miss Crosby 
has an occasional twinge In her spine 
and an occasional husklness in her 
voice, but she "doesn’t allow herself

to think about it and ao gets along 
very well, thank you." As to worry­
ing, she says "I don’t know how."

Although for forty-four years she 
was Mrs. Alexander Van Alstyne, her 
husband dying 12 years ago, to the 
world In general she has always been 
Fanny Crosby, to ber wide circle of 
friends simply “Fanny," and to hun­
dreds of children and young people— 
as well as to many middle-aged per- 
sons*—the genial little woman la 
"Aunt Fanny."

Perhaps It ts her fondness for chil­
dren and youth that has helped to 
keep her young. At ninety-four she 
saya she feels no older than she did 
forty or fifty years ago. A sense of 
humor, too, Is'conduclve to youthful- 
ness of spirit, and "Fanny" is super­
abundantly blessed with tbat trait. “I 
was Just the worst one when I was 
young," she says with a chuckle, "al­
ways up to all aorta of mischief and 
Jokes." In her conversation a funny 
or witty remark or atory continually 
enlivens tbe discourse, whatever Its 
nature. Fun sho likes, mirth she en­
joys. as long as it savors not of vul­
garity. Descended from Puritan an­
cestry, reared in tbe strictest Calvan* 
latic atmosphere, Miss Crosby enter­
tains rigid ideas as to a high moral 
standard.

KAISER WILHELM QUITE HELPLESS IN POLITICS
Wilhelm tbe Second of Germany Is 

Europe's helpless man. He cannot do 
what be likes. 
Other Germans 
(except at Za* 
hern) are free in 
a modest way to 
run their own* af­
fairs, but Wilhelm 
the Second has 
lost that privi­
lege. The trend 
of politics is 
against his power 
and agaluit even 
his liberty. The 
five * and-twenty 
years of bis "au­
tocracy" no long­
er Inspires Ger­
mans with fear 
and awe, writes 
Berlin correspond­

ent of the New York Press.
Wilhelm the Second's autocracy has 

disappeared lo Wilhelm's own reign. 
By iron of fate tbe monarch who

started out as divine-right prophet has 
lost all right of every sorL . He Is 
under the control in a large measure 
of a small, reactionary, militarist 
clique, without whose Indorsement be 
cannot call bis soul bis own. After 
resisting successfully the democratic 
revolution from the Left—the revolu­
tion of Radicals and Socialists—he 
shows himself helpless against the 
aristocratic-military revolution from 
tbe Right. When he differs from the 
aristocrat-militarists he finds himself 
discredited. One thing only remains 
of bis autocracy. That Is his power 
to bo growled against. When things 
go wrong the same Germans who dic­
tate what he shall do make him re 
sponsible. From tbe post of real guide 
and pilot of the empire he has been 
ignomlnously dismissed.

This trend In German politics has 
long been plain. The Zabern crisis 
1ms made It plainer. Tbo affair Za- 
burn proved nothing but a sories of 
defeats for Wilhelm ths Second of 
Germany.

OMELETS IN SEASON
■SPECIALLY APPROPRIATE JUtT 

NOW WITH VEGETABLES.

Finely Chopped Spinach la Ons of ths
Especial Favorites—For Those 

Fond of Chives—Made With 
8moked Fish.

A vegetable omelet especially suited 
to tbo season Is spread with finely 
chopped spinach, highly seasoned with 
paprika, salt and pepper, moistened 
with butter. To many tastes this la 
to be preferred to tbe spinach puree, 
which results from pressing the boiled 
spinach through a sieve. This partic­
ular omelet was garnished with two 
mounds of the finely chopped spinach, 
•ach one set on a round of fresh to­
mato which had been sauteed in a lit­
tle butter. Tbe combination of colors 
as well as the flavors seemed a little 
out of the ordinary.

For the lover of chives comes ao 
omelet In which finely chopped chives 
are sprinkled generously through the 
egg mixture before cooking. There la 
no filling In this form of omelet, but 
with It is served a spoonful of rich 
cream sauce, yellow with the yolk of 
an egg and with chopped chives sprin­
kled In two crossing lines over Its sur­
face, forming a pretty garnish to the 
dish.

Sorrel, that special delight of the 
French, Is also an excellent addition 
to the omelet. It is generally used In 
the form of a puree for the filling of 
tbe omelet and also as a garnish 
aronnd It This Is a piquant bit of 
flavoring not sufficiently used In this 
country but easily found at any green 
grocer’s, especially In a foreign quar­
ter of tbe city.

A plain omelet mixture Into which 
Is beaten finely chopped parsley, 
chives and sorrel results In a savory 
dish, which because of its green tone 
is appropriately garnished with over­
lapping rings of green peppers which 
have been either parboiled or sauteed. 
This makes an attractive dish for 
luncheon or supper, and if something 
more elaborate Is desired a spoonful 
of thick cream sauce may be placed 
within each alternating ring of green 
pepper.

The combination of smoked or salt­
ed fish Is another surprise. In tbe way 
of a new omeleL Smoked salmon Is 
particularly appetizing to use In this 
way and is being served In flakes 
beaten through the entire omelet or 
mixed with cream sauce Into a smooth 
paste and used as a filling and gar­
nish. Flakes of salt codfish, browned 
In a little butter and scattered over 
tbe surface of the omelet just before 
folding, also give an unusual flavor, 
relished by the somewhat critical 
spring appetite.

The Moth Evil.
Moths deposit their eggs In spring. 

This, therefore, Is the time to put 
away furs and woolens for tbe sum­
mer. It is not the moth, but the mrg- 
got of tbe moth that does the mis­
chief. To effectually preserve them 
from tbe ravages of these Insects 
thoroughly beat the furs with a tbln 
rattan, and air them for several hours; 
then carefully comb them with a clean 
comb, wrap them up in newspapers 
(moths dislike tbe printing Ink of 
newspapers) perfectly tight, and put 
them away in a thoroughly tight chest, 
lined with tin or cedar wood.

They should be taken out and ex­
amined In tbe sun at least once a 
month.

Camphor la sold to be one of tbe 
heat preventives as well as the oldest 
known.

Rag-o-Mufflne.
Three cupfuls flour, four level tea- 

ipoonfuls baking powder, two table­
spoonfuls sugar, about three-fourths 
cupful of milk, one-half teaspoonful 
cinnamon, one-half cupful currants or 
chopped raisins, two tablespoonfuls 
butter. Mix as for biscuits. Roll out to 
one-fourth inch thickness In a long 
sheet, brush with butter and sprinkle 
with fruit, sugar and cinnamon. Roll 
Uke a Jelly roll. Cut off pieces three- 
fourths inch la thickness. Bake In 
buttered tin in hot oven aud about 
fifteen or eighteen minutes.

Poor Man's fits*.
Line bottom of baking dish with 

very thin slices of salt pork, then a 
layer of sliced potatoes (thin layer), 
a layer of split crackers. Put In an- 
artber layer of potatoes, onions and 
crackers. Covor with milk and bake 
Uke escalloped potatoes. You proba­
bly will have to add more milk, as 
crackers take up a lot.

Potato Puff.
Melt a dessertspoonful of butter in 

a cap of hot milk, add two cupfuls of 
cold maihod potatoes and beat until 
light, then add one egg aud two table- 
spoonfuls of grated cheese, with a 
pifteh of salt and dash of pepper to 
season, end then beet again thor­
oughly. Pour into a baking dish and 
bake a nice brown.

Potato Straws.
Pare and cut raw potatoes into 

•Hoes one-quarter of ap loch thick; cut 
these into narrow strips or straws and 
•oak in cold water an hour. Dry on a 
doth and fry in deep hot fat until 
crisp and well colored. Drain on pa 
per and sprinkle with salt Hurva with 
chops.

Te Freshen Black Kid Gloves.
Mix a teaspoonfuI of salad oil wftl. 

a few drops of black ink. Apply will 
a feather and then dry the gloves to 
the mm.

Principle

The thoughtful opponent of that 
form of socialism known as municipal 
ownership is not overly concerned 
with criticism of privately owned util­
ities. He does not oppose public own­
ership for tbe sake of tbe corpora­
tions, or those wbo own them or op­
erate them. The acteal purchase of m 
utility plant for public account usual­
ly works little or no loss upon tbe 
owners. It may throw a few executives 
out of jobs, but usually even these are 
re-employed, and If they do not re­
ceive higher salaries, they usually 
perform less work.

Huodredi of thousands of people 
dislike municipal ownership, upon 
principle. They distrust placing im­
portant and complicated service units 
under political control—particularly 
utilities which demand able manage­
ment and advanced engineering to 
keep them up to tbe mark and to earn 
an Interest margin. With tbe politi­
cians io charge, a student of econom­
ics believes that progress and im­
provement would eod and deteriora­
tion set in. He sees tbe bulldlog up 
of impregnable and corrupt political 
machines, ana be knows that these 
things are frightfully expensive to tbe 
people—not tbe ones wbo pay tbe in­
come tax, but those wbom tbe coal 
bill and the rent keep awake nights.

If all tbs utility corporations in tbe 
country were arrogant, oppressive In 
Ibeir rates and scandalous in their 
conduct, these dellnqueoces would not 
make tbe theory of municipal owner­
ship sound or Its practices oeoessarlly 
beneficial, Tbe corporations and 
tbose that run them can be reached by 
the strong arm of the law. Once with­
in tbe public ownership fold, tbeolev- 
er vote getter can control them. Tbe 
•polls of oftioe are multiplied maoy 
times. Tbe mereexpeneeiareusually 
much greater than tbe total revenues 
received st tbe city hall fi om taxes 
and all other sources of official 
revenue.

Briefly, tbe thinking opponent of 
public ownership. realizes that such a 
scheme carried to its logical conclu­
sion tueaus merely a return to feuda­
lism. The strong individuals will rise 
to power just as surely as at present, 
though tbelr route will be different. 
But once entrenched tbelr power will 
be infioltely greater than any now at­
tainable in tbe United States. And 
It follows that this power will be des­
potic in a high degree and next to im­
possible to overthrow.

Mrs. Marie Vaughn Siegel De- 

dares She Is Penniless.

Wife of Former “Merchant Prince," 
One Tims a Newspaper Reporter/ 

Developed Into Leader of the 
Ultra-Fashionable 8et

New York.—Mrs. Marie Vaughn Sie­
gel, wife of Henry Siegel, head of a 
(former banking concern at Boston, 
Itook the witness stand when the grand 
Jury investigation of her husband’s 
former business opened in the latter 
city. Mrs. Siegel, a former society 
[leader In the Massachusetts city, re­
pealed to the world the fact that she is 
tactically penniless.

Thie investigation came as a climax 
ito Mrs. Siegel’s social career, which 
began three years after her marriage 
to Henry Siegel on April 24, 1898, and 
continued partly In this country, but 
partlcnlarly In London and Paris, al­
most continuously until 1912, during 
which time she spent great sums of 
money.

Mrs. Siege!, who was at that time 
Mrs. Wilde, came to New York In 1896 
with her two daughtere, Misses Oeor- 
gine and Dorothy. They came from 
Virginia where their family name was 
prominent, and Mrs. Siegel became a 
reporter on the New York Press for 
which she wrote fashion articles. 
While engaged In this work she was 
given as an assignment a display at 
the Siegel store. Shortly after a po­
sition was offered her in the store, 
and she accepted It at considerable

*-------------------------- —------- ---- —
more pay than she received as a news­
paper writer.

The marriage of Mrs. Wilde and 
Siegel, “the merchant prince," followed 
the next April. Then Siegel began 
spending-money as though there was

no limit to bis resources. His own 
daughter, Miss Julia Siegel, and other 
relatives, began to take a baud in his 
New York affairs. A beautiful New 
York borne, show places and establish- 

.ments in other parts of the country 
were secured.

Mrs. Siegel’s first social coup came 
at the yacht cup races in 1903, when 
she met Sir Thomas Llpton, and she 
was Invited to be a guest on his 
yacht Later she wm one of his 
guestf on a trip to Chicago.

Prominent people began to be enter­
tained by her at her home at Drift­
wood at Mamaroneck. Among her 
guests was Lady Sweetenham, wife of 
a former governor of Jamaica. On 
her trip to London in 1904, Mrs. Siegel 
was sponsored In society by Mrs. Ar­
thur Paget One of her first elaborate 
and costly entertainments was in 
honor of the duchess of Sutherland, 
and later Mrs. Siegel was one of the 
few American women present at a re­
ception given by the duchess to Joseph 
Chamberlain. Her greatest stroke was 
on the occasion of a bazaar at the Vie* 
torlan hospital, when, In charge of the 
book stall, she determined to get sev­
eral famous autographs, and succeeded 
In securing the signature of Queen 
Alexandra of England.

Meantime her stepdaughter, Mias 
Julie, became the bride of Tyrell Wil­
liam Cavendish, a relative of the duke 
of Devonshire; and In 1906 her own 
daughter, Georgine, was married to 
Count Carlo Dentlce de Frazzo, an 
Italian nobleman.

The year 1912 was the banner year 
for Mrs. Siegel in a social way. First 
she entertained the Infanta Eulalia of 
Spain at her elaborate apartment in 
the Avenue Malakoff, Paris. Then 
came as her guest the Countess Ester- 
hazy of Austria and Princess Hoben- 
lohe of Germany.

Then came the fall of the house of 
Siegel, the story of which was revealed 
before a grand jury at Boston. The 
Siegels found, to their surprise, that 
their bank roll was not unlimited, and 
the inevitable downfall was the result.

London.—The annual ceneus of 
homeless persons has just been taken 
by the London county council. It 
shows that 2,881 persons on the night 
the count was made were without 
home*.

The numbers have declined since the 
original census was made ten years 
ago, principally because of the new 
casual ward scheme, by which wander­
ers are questioned by the police and 
given tickets of admission to the cas­
ual wards. Those who, on the night 
of the census, were actually homeless 
In the streets or sleeping on stair­
cases or beneath arches numbered 317 
men, 112 women and five, children. 
There were also 77 sitting In shelters, 
29 in the king's tents, over two thou­
sand In free lodging houses and 33l> 
In the casual wards. In addition there 
were 20,000 In common lodgiug bouses, 
where from eight cents to twelve cents 
a night hss to be paid, so that really 
It may be said that there are about 
twenty-five thousand persons In Lon­
don who have no homes of their own. 
The common lodging house population, 
however, declines year by year.

GIRL IS CLEVER DETECTIVE
Young Woman Reoognizea Her Stolen 

Hen's Fsathsrs and Hss Man 
Arrsstsd.

Bowie, Md.—Wade Coleson, white, 
Is In Jail at Upper Marlboro, bis In­
carceration being the result of clever 
detective work by Miss Marjorie Zug 
of this place. Miss Zug discovered, the 
other day, that the door of her hen­
house had been opened by some one 
who bad taken off the staples of the 
lock. Several Plymouth Rock chick­
ens were missing.

Miss Zug observed foot-prints lead­
ing away from the henhouse. She fol­
lowed these, and after going a mile 
and a half the tracks led her to the 
house occupied by Coleson, and Miss 
Zug entered.

Berlin, Germany.—Europe has found 
amusement In the financial embarrass­
ment of Prince William of Wled, who 
was forced to arrange all the prelim­
inaries of his ascent to the throne 
of Albania on credit. Not until the 
last moment before bis departure from 
Berlin did the young monarch-elect 
succeed in getting any of the $1,000,- 
000 loan which bad been arranged by 
the powers. The result was that he 
was unable to meet the bill of $760 
for moving bis personal effects and 
furniture to the palace of Durazzo. 
The shipment was Intrusted to the 
German agent of the Austrian state 
railways, who finally obtained orders 
from Vienna to send the bills for 
transportation to the Austrian foreign 
office.

Austria also paid tbs railway fares 
and hotel bills of the new monarch 
on his round of state visits to the cap­
itals of Europe and furnished the 
steamer to take him to Durazzo. The 
gorgeous uniform which the prince de­
signed for his state entry was turned 
out by the Austrian court tailor, and 
the Albanian notables who came to 
the prince’s German home at Neu- 
wled to offer to him the crown, bor­
rowed In Vienna the money fgr the 
first payment on that necessary piece 
of royal equipment.

Good judges of Balkan conditions 
here predict an existence of not more 
than ten years to the new kingdom, 
and the German foreign office Is con­
vinced that William may even lose 
bis life within that period.

SAYS KING IS SYNDICALIST
George Bernard Shaw Declare* Mon-

srehs Are Progressing, In Address 
for Socialist Unity.

Ix)ndon. — George Bernard Shaw, 
speaking at a demonstration held for 
the purpose of advocating socialist 
unity, referred to the presence of Keir 
Hardle. Mr. Hyndman and himself on 
the same platform. The three of them 
he said, bad met on the same platform 
in the reign of Queen Victoria, who 
was a Whig. They had met In tin 
reign of King Edward, who waa a lib 
eral, and they had met In the reign o 
King George who, apparently, waa 
syndicalist They showed they wet 
aaprlBg.

Uncle Sam Fast Becoming Really 
Successful Publisher.

Public's Interest In Government Pub­
lications Is Growing Monthly, ae 
Shown In Continuously Increased 

Sales of Document*

Washington.—Uncle Sam Is becom­
ing a really successful publisher. As 
Is generally known, congress has ap­
propriated Increasingly large amounts 
of money for printing documents on 
thousands of subject! for many years, 
but only In recent times has the gov­
ernment attained much success In sell­
ing the publications which It pAnts. 
The number of books sold and not the 
number printed make for the success 
of either a private or public concern, 
and It Is on this business principle 
that Unole Bam now may be rated as 
a successful publisher.

There has been a tremendous In­
crease In the government's business In 
selling publications during the list ten 
years which can only be appreciated 
ifter a careful study pf the reports of 
the superintendent of documents of 
the government printing office, the of­
ficial through whom all government 
publications are sold. Joslah H. Brisk­
er, the present superintendent of docu­
ments, has recently completed state­
ments which show that the public’s In­
terest In government publications Is 
growing monthly and that this appre­
ciation Is being shown In continuously 
increased sales of publications by his 
office.

During the last year the satee of
government documents were nearly 
nine hundred per cent more than the 
sales of 1904. Ten years ago the 
amount of cash received from sales of 
government documents was less than 
twelve thousand five hundred dollars. 
For each year there has been a steady 
increase In the government’s boo’k 
business and during the fiscal year 
ending June 30, 1913, more than one 
hundred and six thousand dollars was 
received from cash sales. Superin­
tendent Blinker's books show that, for 
the period beginning July 1, 1913, and 
ending March 1, this yesr, $89,000 
worth of documents were sold, against 
$73,000 worth for the same period a 
year previous. If the sales continue 
for the remainder of the fiscal year as 
heavy as they have been for the first 
eight months, the government will 
have sold more than one hundred and 
thirty-three thousand five hundred dol­
lars' worth oT documents before July 
1 next, which will be more than twen­
ty-five per cent increase over last 
year's sales, and more than eleven 
times the amount of cash sales reoord- 
ed for the same period ten years ago.

During the eight months beginning 
July 1, 1913, and ending March 1. 
1914, 89,800 letters were received In-, 
closing cash for one or more docu­
ments, an increase of 43 per cent over 
the returns for the same period the 
prevloas year, when only 62,600 let­
ters were received. There was also a 
24 per cent Increase In ordinary office 
correspondence.

With the increase of sales of gov­
ernment documents there has been an 
Increase of all kinds of business in the 
superintendent of documents' office. 
Besides sending out all of the publi­
cations sold by the government for 
cash, the office of the superintendent 
of documents, under tbe present law, 
alto has the mailing of publications 
distributed by the various depart­
ments. During tbe five months from 
October to February, Inclusive, nearly 
sixteen million such publications were 
put Into the malls, against less than 
eleven million for the same period In 
1913. Most publications issued by the 
departments are distributed free, and 
those which are sold, usually at a very 
small charge, must be purchased 
through the superintendent of docu­
ments, and not at the department for 
which tbe documents are printed.

Notwithstanding tbe large Increase 
In the sales of government publica­
tions and tbe greatly increased amount 
of work made necessary, by the free 
distribution of publications for the de­
partments, there has been a relatively 
small Increase In the force of men at 
the superintendent of documents' of­
fice, which has charge of the work. If 
Uncle Barn's publishing business con­
tinues to grow, however, Increased ap­
propriations will be necessary, for It la 
believed that the Umit ot output hss 
now been reached with the present 
force and equipment.

The excellence of 
the big game shooting has, however, 
been attracting wealthy sportsmen of 
all countries In greater and greater 
numbers each year. Tbe Alaskan bear 
Is the largest known variety and the 
Alaskan moose-bead la regarded as the 
finest trophy of the kind In the world, 
the horns sometimes measuring six 
'eet across. In addition, there are 
plendld specimens of caribou to be 
d and tbe mountain sheep, when in

good condition, are distinguished from 
all the varieties found elsewhere by 
the peculiarly pure white of their 
fleece.

The districts affected by tbs new 
regulations are among the most read, 
lly accessible to sportsmen.

Although the United States export­
ed 1,143,357,441 pounds of meat and 

meat  products 
Imports Of M6dt during the fiscal
Into the U. S. year ending June 

30, 1913, and is 
still exporting large amounts, mostly 
pork and pork produote, oleo oil and 
tallow, large Imports of beat have 
been received since October, 1913, 
nearly three-fifths of It from Argen­
tina. *

In October 2,609,794 pounds of fresh 
and frosen beef were received from Ar­
gentina and passed inspection by the 
bureau of animal Industry, department 
of agriculture; In November 3.988,898 
pounds, In December 9,440,488 
pounds, and In January 8,935,797 
pounds; and the total for tbe four 
months is 24,414,977 pounds. During 
the same time from other countriee 
were received 17,729.621 pounds of 
fresh and frozen beef, and the total 
from all countriee thus becomes 43 
164,698 pound* *

During the four months the Imports 
from Argentina Included also 637,941 
Pounds of fresh and frosen mutton, 
277,801 pounds of canned beef, 1.369.- 
887 pounds of oleo stearin, and 470 
pounds of edible tallow.

The total meat and meat products 
imported from Argentina during the 
four months and not condemned’ 
weighing 26,420,078 pounds. Only 
1,278 pounds of Argentina beef were 
condemned as unfit for consumption.

Two-fifths of the imports of fresh 
and frozen beef during the four 
months came from Australia, New 
Zealand, Canada, Mexico and Uru­
guay.

The present beef production of this 
country for one year, It Is estimated, 
Is somewhat less than seven billion 
pounds, and tbe imports of fresh and 
frozen beef from all countries at the 
recent rate would amount to two per 
cent of the national production; the 
imports from Argentina for a year at 
tbe prevent rate would be about 1.8 
per cent of the national production.

! The president asked the voters ofj 
tbe Seventh New Jersey district to 
“show their judgment with regard to 
the present administration.'' They 
showed It, and expressed themselves 
adversely by two to one. In a poll of 
21,000 votes, tbe Republican candidate 
received within a few hundred ot a 
majority over ell. He had more than- 
two to one over bis Democratic oppo-< 
cent, who had less than two hundred! 
votee more than the Social candidate.' 
The Bull Mooeer limped In with only 
some six hundred to his credit In that 
entire district* In a word, the result 
was a Republican landslide.
I Several things contributed. We may 
believe that the canal tolls Issue wae 
one. That came In late, but in time. 
Expressions from the candidates wer* 
•ought The Republican declared for 
free tolls, the Democrat against 
j But prior to and above that was the 
tariff. New Jersey Is a manufacturing 
stronghold, and has repeatedly voted 
for protection. The probability Is that 
in a contest based exclusively on that 
issue the state would vote two to one 
for the American policy.
| The Underwood tariff, while carry­
ing a measure of protection in certain 
lines, Is the first step In a declared pol­
icy to abolish protection as rapidly ae 
possible. Continued Democratic con­
trol Is conceded to mean other tariff 
revisions downward, with no certainty 
of a check until approximate free trade 
Is reached.
1 Evidently Jersey disapproves of such 
procedure. Business In the Seventh 
district, as elsewhere, Is depressed, 
partly as the result of the attack on 
protection. Industry Is halted, ae 
much by reaeon of what has been done 
as what is threatened; and the voters, 
overwhelmingly, registered a formal 
protest. It was expected, and It ar­
rived.

Republican Gains Sure.
• No one who observes the trend of 
things can doubt that the Republicans 
will make very substantial gains next 
fall. In tho first place, tbe Progressive 
party is not likely to be such a disturb­
ing element as was expected. Mr. 
Roosevelt may put some life Into hla 
organization when he returns to the 
United States, but there Is no doubt 
that at tbe present time It is losing 
ground. It cannot find a gleam of 
hope In any election. In Maine, last 
fall, in tbe Third congressional dis­
trict election, the Republican and Pro­
gressive vote was completely reversed 
as compared with 1912. In tbe guber­
natorial campaign In New- Jersey tbe 
Progressive vote fell from 147,000 to 
40.000. In Maryland only 7,000 Pro­
gressives voted, as against 27,000 votee 
cast for Roosevelt In South Dakota, 
fthe Progressive element could not de­
feat a straight-out stand-pat Republi­
can In tbe fight for the senatorial nom­
ination. In New Jersey the Democrat­
ic and the Socialist candidates for con­
gress ran about an even race, with the 
pVogresslves polling a mere handful, 
[while in Boston the Republican candi­
date was given more votes than tbe 
Progressive, although In 1912 It was 
tbe other way. There is not much con­
solation for tbe Progressives in tbe 
way Jd which the elections are breaki 
ing tor them.

In Fear of Congress,
One of the burdens borne by busi­

ness Is tbe fear of congress. The 
fight over the Panama canal tolls1 
question has been delaying the work 
of the house, and the senate will be> 
much more seriously hampered by 
this Issue. It Is one of tbe reasons' 
why predictions are made freely lm 
[Washington that final adjournment 
will not come before the middle of) 
summer.
I That prospect la bad for trade and' 
Industry. It Is a check upon construe* 
ttlve enterprise. It Interferes with 
many plans for commercial expansion.! 
The country Is disposed to wait for 
tbe lawmakers at Washington to get 
through with their tasks and their ex-j 
perimeuta and go home.

I Not a Democratic Polioy.
1 The privilege accorded owneis of 
vessels constructed In foreign shlp-j 
building yards to register them unden 
the American flag has not proved a 
tempting bait. Nothing will accomplish 
tbe restoration of the American mer-J 
chant marine by the placing of Ameri­
can sailors the same level as tbosej 
of other countries, and If Wilson’s ad­
ministration can bring about that re-1 
suit It will be accomplished. There Is 
one other way, subsidization, but the 
Democrats are as much opposed to 
that course as they are to permitting 
other American Industries to prosper.i

New Tariff Lew a Fallura.
Tbe tariff Jrfll, for which so much 

was claimed, is not working properly.
It has not reduced tbe cost of living, 
but it has reduced wages and lessened 
the opportunities for employment.'

What seemed most curi­
ous to them was that the chair was 
balanced upon a single wheel, while 
from its Interior there Issued a faint 
buzzing sound, like that of a top hum­
bling at full apeed. The srlpple, hav­
ing gained access to Mr. Staples’ 
house, had forced him, at tbe revol­
ver’s mouth, to open his safe and band 
him five thousand dollars in bills; be 
then made hi# way out of the bouse 
and limped into the chair, when he 
was arrosted by the patrolmen, who 
had opportunely arrived upon the 
fccene.

Then occurred the Inexplicable fea­
ture of the performance. In the midst 
of a huge crowd, the cripple suddenly 
snatched the money out of the hand 
of one of tbe patrolmen, pressed a 
spring In the chair, and dashed away 
at tbe rate of a hundred and fifty miles 
un hour. He raced' through Brooklyn, 
eluded tbe police force upon the Brook­
lyn bridge, and, traveling upon the sin­
gle wheel, ran up the slx-lnch cables 
und down on the Manhattan side, and 
so made bis way In safety Into the 
northern part of New York state.

No wonder that this amazing vehicle 
became known as the devll-cbalr!

The mystery was solved about ten 
minutos after the first "extra" esme 
from the press. like all mysteries, It

afforded a very simple explanation. 
The chair was fitted with a Urge gyro­
scope that Ingenious toy wjlch has 
lately been found to possess remark­
able qualities capable of being applied 
to traveling vehicles of all kinds. In 
brief, tbe gyroscope is simply a top 
which, when set spinning at any angle, 
retains the same plane of Incidence 
and cannot be dislodged from It until 
the motive force runs down. Controlled 
by an ordinary gas engine, and affixed 
to tbe chair, the latter was enabled to 
run with perfect steadiness upon a sin­
gle wheel, attaining tbe prodigious 
rate of two hundred miles an hour, 
while, so long as the gyroscope re­
volved, no mechanical force short of a

John Haynes was an Englishman 
forty years of ago, and, five years be­
fore, In no wise differed from thou­
sands of other Englishmen of good 
family and fair circumstances. Then 
tbe day came when he received a let­
ter from a certain lawyer named 
Frank Staples, who was at that time 
just struggling out of wsnt into af­
fluence through dubious practices. 
Staples informed him that his uncle, 
one of the original settlers of Nokomis 
Falls, had dlod, leaving him sole belr 
to property in land, the value of which 
was estimated at $1,000,000. He of­
fered to settle up tbe estate for that 
sum.

John Haynes sailed by the next 
steamship with his wife and daughter, 
surprised Staples )n his office, and dis­
covered that tbe value of the estate 
was not one but eleven millions of dol­
lars. He threw Staples over and 
went west to tight bis battle alone. 
That was the man’s sterling honesty 
of nature and fighting quality. He 
would not compromise with crooks. He 
found that Staples had formed a com­
pany claiming the land under certain 
antiquated aota of the legislature. 
John Haynes refused five millions and

began tbe biggest battle that the state 
bad known.

Jt might have dragged on forever. It 
would certainly have ended In Haynes' 
victory. Hts enemies sent spies under 
the guise of friends, learned his strong 
points and his weak ones. They found, 
among other things, that he had an ex 
sggerated Idea of the customs preva 
lent In that unsettled portion of the 
community. A blackguard insulted bis 
wife; his pretended friends told him, 
when the man came out of the hos­
pital, that he would have to accept t 
challenge to fight a duel. Haynes In 
nocently accepted the Invitation, went 
out before daybreak, and met his ad 
versary with a pistol from which the 
bullet bad been secretly extracted. 
Both fired. John Haynea fell, crippled 
and paralyzed by a bullet In tbe spine. 
When he recovered consciousness he 
was lying In a city hospital under a 
different name and charged with mur­
der.

His enemies, knowing tbs gigantic 
issues at stake, bad played their last 
card upon the young Englishman’s 
ignorance of American customs, and 
had won. Afraid to murder him 
when he lay bleeding and helpless up­
on tbe "field of honor," they hod uptrlt- 
cd him away to a city slum, dressed 
him In rags, and left him lying in an 
alley after a gang battle—alio ar­
ranged with a dead man beside him. 
As Pete Timmons, a notorious gang 
leader, he was arraigned before a cor­
rupt Judge and sentenced to serye for 
fourteen years In the state peniten­
tiary. Next day the case was discon­
tinued; it was reported that Haynes 
had accepted a settlement and gone 
bock to England; the conspirators 
came Into possession of the land. John 
Haynes, m court, had reserved bis de­
fense, by the advice of his corrupt 
counsel, and only learned that sen­
tence had been pronounced while 
he lay a helpless paralytic, in the Jail 
hospital

Every element In the state that 
should have been a force for Justice 
was leagued against him. He never 
saw his wife or child again; be could 
learn nothing. He entered the peni­
tentiary as Pete Timmons; when he 
persisted in his story be was placed
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In the Insane ward. He leaned to bo [ounces of gasoline, prepared to make
silent; outwardly accepting his fate, 
be grew more bitter until the Idea of 
revenge became his dominating mo­
tive.

At the end of his first year of im­
prisonment tbe first ray of hope broke 
in upon his soul. In the penitentiary 
he recognised a new face—that of a 
man named Ricardo, an American of 
Italian parentage, the blackguard with 
whom he had fought the mock duel 
that morning when he stole away from 
his wife and daughter to avenge the 
Insult which had been offered to the 
former. Ricardo was serving a live 
years’ sentence for burglary, which 
would be reduced, In practice, to about 
four. He made himself known to him. 
At first Ricardo, s. Parting under the 
failure of his confederates to save him, 
was inclined to listen to propositions 
for alliance; but when be discovered 
the Indomlntsble honesty of the Eng­
lishman bis mood changed. He heaped 
curses upon him whenever they passed 
and devoted his Ufa to making the oth­
er’s unbearable.

In particular he delighted In tortur­
ing Haynes about the fate of his fam­
ily. That Ricardo knew where they 
were was clear to Haynes from certain 
statements which the Italian had let 
fall at the beginning of their uaocla- 
tlon in the prison. In some way, then, 
Haynee must force Ricardo to tell the 
truth to him before he could begin to 
work out his revenge.

This was the man concerning whose 
exploits all America was now agape.

At first tbe idea of revenge had 
centered itself almost exclusively up­
on Ricardo. To Haynes this man em­
bodied all tbe wrongs that he bad en­
dured. With that apparently unending 
fourteen years of imprisonment,always 
before him, he resolved to kill Ricar­
do; and, because be could not match 
the strength of bis crippled body 
against the Italian’s, he devoted bis 
long hours of solitary Imprisonment to 
developing the muscles of his right 
arm. Some day, he knew, he would 
come by stealth upon his adversary, 
grasp him by the throat and crush the 
life out of his body. “Within a year 
he had acquired the arm and fingers 
of a Hercules.

But within that year new hopes had 
come to him. He realized, when the 
first fit of brooding bad passed, that in 
Ricardo alone lay the hopes of dlscov 
erlng where his wife and daughter 
were. He must save him, not kill him; 
but he must place him at his mercy, 
so that he could wring the truth from 
the Italian’s lying lips.

One day John Haynes came upon an 
article in An old magazine which gave 
him bis first coherent plan of escape. 
It contained a description of a new 
scientific toy, known as a gyroscope, to­
gether with a diagram for its con 
struction. Within a few days, under 
tbe plea of wishing to learn a trade, 
he had been transferred to the mar 
chine shop.

In the machine shop* os Boon as he 
bad familiarized blmeelf with his sur­
roundings and had become a part of 
the force, Haynes worked feverishly 
on bis machine. He bad torn out and 
secreted the pages of the magazine de­
scribing it, bad pored over them at 
night in his cell, straining his eyes un 
der the light of the electric globe over 
the entrance until he knew each word 
and every line of the diagram by 
heart.

The fifth was half com 
ploted when a change of management 
in tbe penitentiary enabled him to re­
turn to tbe machine shop. Doggedly 
be bogon bis labors once more. This 
time be must succeed, for Ricardo 
would be set freo in six mouths' time 
—Ricardo, whose venom against him 
had but increased during tbe years of 
his Imprisonment, who never passed 
him but with Jeers and cursea.

When but two months longer of the 
Itallan's'tlme remained to be served 
tbe gyroscope was again completed 
and hidden away in tbe new pile of 
waste which had accumulated. Now 
there remained the more difficult part, 
tbe making of the gas engine and the 
application of the one to tbe other so 
that the motive power could be turned 
on or shut off at will. The gas engine 
In Itself was a comparatively simple 
affair—in fact, at tbe last Haynes sim­
ply appropriated one from among the 
constituent parts of a powerful auto­
mobile which was being manufactured 
for an exhibition of coovict labor. The 
attachment device racked Haynes' 
brains for several days. When but a 
month remained, more by accident 
than by design be bit on the solution.

Ar;d then remained tbe task of mak­
ing an experimental test of the meeb 
anism.

On Monday, Haynes carried a few 
fragments of his machine out of the 
prison, riding in the contractor's cart, 
beside which trudged tbe convicts and 
Ibeir guards. The breath of tbe fresh 
air, the blue sky, the freedom of tbo 
waato country, stunned him; at first 
he could not think.

Stretched out upon tbo rocks among 
tbo toiling men be ruminated bitterly. 
Hls hatred for Ricardo now almost 
transcended his longing for freedom.

A shadow fell across him. He 
looked up. Ricardo stood near in hls 
new, suit, Juggling hls money.

"Good morning, dear friend," hq 
murmured, warily keeping out of tbe 
way of Haynes’ anticipated reach.

On Wednesday evening last the com­
munity wereataitled by tbe announce­
ment that the Jackson Iron currency 
was counterfeited and circulating In 
our mldat, and when ao hour later it 
waa announced that Deputy Sheriff 
Hiram 0. Peck, his friend, E. G. 
Wbeeler.and Dr. Crucial were lodged 
lo jail under a complaint made by tbe 
ageot of the Jackson Iron Company, 
tbe astonishment of the community 
knew no bounds. Tbe Iron money of 
tbe different companies being the only 
currency here, every one feels Inter­
ested In its stability. The Jackson 
company’s money, especially, bis 
been prised by the people of the entire 
Upper Peoiesuia as equal toaoy green­
back, aod from the fact that no at­
tempt ha* efer been made before to 
counterfeit this currency, tbe people 
felt secure aod took it without a 
shadow of suspicion.

At noon on Wednesday, Dr. Swtine 
had gone to tbe Jackson office aod 
laid before tbe agent, Henry Merry, 
Eeq.,*a tlO Jackson Iron bill. Mr. 
Merry looked at it for some little time 
aod then remarked that it was a very 
good imitation. Dr. S. Informed 
bim that this money was being coun­
terfeited and circulated, and later 
gave bltn the names of H. O. Peck 
and E. G. Wheeler as the parties. Dr. 
S. also furnished tbe name of Ben 
Trowbridge as a person who would 
give all the Information neceesary to 
fatten guilt upon Peck and Wheeler.

Marshal Donohue aod Justice Low 
were sent for, as was the boy, Trow­
bridge. Tbe latter Implicated Dr. 
Crucial with tbe others aod warrants 
were therefore issued for all three, as 
well as for a search of their rooms. A 
carpet bag containing 116,000 of the 
counterfeit stuff was fouod under Mr. 
Peck’s bedroom window. Closer in­
spection by merchants of ths contents 
of their tills revealed many "qoeer” 
bills.

In court Thursday morning W. P. 
Healy appeared on behalf of tbe Peo­
ple aod Joho Q. Adams and Dan H. 
Ball werê couoeel for the defendants. 
Mr. Merry, agent, and Edward Blake 
bookkeeper, represented the Jackebo 
Iron Company. Messrs. Merty 
Swalne and Trowbridge were tbe wft- 
nesses sworn aod at tbe conclusion (fig 
court held tb# defendants to trial Ip 
ball of 16000 each. On tbe afternoop 
of Friday two addltlodal warrarfU 
were gotten out, one against Peck for 
passiog a counterfeit $10 bill on Nich­
olas Schwarts aod another agafnlt 
tbe whole three for havlog In posses­
sion and intending to circulate$16,oft) 
counterfeit bills. Fifteen hundred 
dollars was added to tbe bail demand­
ed of each defendant aod on Saturday 
tbe three were taken to tbe couoty jail 
at Marquette.

Everyone expected that tbe sheriff 
would remove Peck as deputy, but 06 
tbe contrary be cametoNegauoee and 
told several citizens that Peck was 
all right, vaguely blntlog that be Is 
acting in tbe role of detective. Cltl- 
seos, however, tblok It Is a peculiar 
way to act si detective aod let tbe 
whole oouotry be flooded with tbe 
•tuff.

Not wishing to prejudice tbe public 
mlod prior to a trial of tbe case, we 
refralo from publishing the evidence 
dow lo poiaeiilOD of tbe prosecution, 
but do doubt exists now that there Is 
a powerful organization for passiog 
counterfeit money throughout tbe Up­
per Peninsula.
