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Shake Them

reputation to sustain and are more 
likely to skin you than not. There is 
absolutely not a single advantage in 
buying from a peddler; therefore give 
these itinerants the shake. There is 
notan article they sell that cannot be 
bought just as cheap of the dealers in 
your town, who pay taxes and help 
build up, while the peddler does noth­
ing for us. Trade with the merchants 
and let the peddlers go.

Total Valuation Reduced

Representatives of the Michigan 
Slate Tax Commission came to Ne­
gaunee this week to hold a special re­
view of assessments, pursuant to an 
order Issued by them September 4ib 
and subsequently amended as to dates 
specified for bearings, and as a result 
of the representations made to the 
state board a t  well as well as inquiry 
made by Its members, the State Tax 
Commission will leave assessments In 
the City of Negaunee at the figures 
recommended by the local board of 
review. This means a reduction In 
valuation of about 1360,000 from the 
figures previously prescribed by the 
state officials as tbetotal assessed val­
uation of Negaunee. This will make 
tbe valuation of the city approximate­
ly $10,200,000.

The aotlon of the Tax Commission 
constitutes a tribute to tbe thorough 
and conscientious manner in which 
the Common Council, sitting as a 
board of review, had performed its 
work. As It quite generally under­
stood, under the present laws tbe lo­
cal assessor has to keep witbiu the 
bounds laid down for him by tbe State 
Tax Commission, and the functions 
of the local board of review are cor­
respondingly circumscribed. The 
slate board prepared an assessment 
of the city a couple of years ago, but 
since that time values, particularly of 
real estate, have been materially 
affected, and the local board of review 
thereforo went over tbe roll with more 
than usual care at its sessions the 
fore part of tho summer, and in each 
instance where valuations appeared 
to be excessive, in view of a thorough 
knowledge of local conditions and 
diligent Inquiry into all circumstances, 
notation was made upon the roll. 
These notations naturally were sim­
ply advisory in nature, for the final 
decision lay with the State Tux Com­
mission, but aftercareful Investiga­
tion yesterday, CommlssiontrTbomas 
D. Kearney, who conducted tbe spec­
ial review on behalf of thecommlsilon, 
stated that he was convinced of the 
conscientious manner In which tho 
local board had gone about its work, 
and that wUboutfurtberlnvestlgaJlon 
the state board would accept the local 
bound’* figures, These notations and 
recommendations by tbe local board, 
It should be explained, applied only 
to real property, but nevertheless 
nearly KO per cent of the assessments 
upon the roll were uffeoted.

« Nearly all of tbe city ofllolala. In­
cluding moat of the aldermen, were 
present at yesterday's hearing, which 
was held In tbe new fire hall. 
Quite u number of taxpayers were al­
so present to lay their requeue before 
the officials, but not very many bad 
been heard beforeCommlsilouer Kear­
ney stated that he was satisfied from 
tbe representations thus made, as well 
a* by Independent inquiry, that the 
local board had doalt fairly with the 
subject und that substantial justice 
would be done by accepting tbe Ne­
gaunee board'! figures as they stood. 
This obviated tbe necessity for further 
Individual hearings, save in a com­
paratively few instances where it was 
desired to lay some special feature of 
an assessment before the Commission, 
but in order to fulfill tbe requirement* 
of tbe notice which h«d been given, 
tbe session was continued lo-uay.

Hamilton Received Fatal Wound.

to face Hacker, one of the young law­
yers of tho time who was attached to 
the political party of which Aaron 
Burr was the acknowledged leader. 
Tho meeting took pluco on Monday 
afternoon, November 23, 1801. David 
8 Jones was one of Hamilton’s sec-

The Pork theater was neurly III the 
middle of tho block betw-een Ann and 
HeeUmuu streets, a little above tho 
present Park How building. Hamilton 
and Price Indulged in some laughing 
remarks about Hacker’s speech. Tho 
latter, overheuring the conversation, 
usk-ul Hamilton to step Into the lob­
by. Price followed. There was a 
slight altercation, ending by Hacker’s 
using tho word "rascals.’’ According 
to the dueling code, that demanded 
satisfaction, After tho performance, 
the three men repaired to u nourby 
tavern nnd when Hacker was asked 
for whom he mcHnt the epithet he re­
plied.

H i  AUTHORITlf ON PUBLIC HEALTH
CLEAR ICE IS GERM FREE

Dr. Hugh S. Cummings Says the Process of Crystallizing Expels 
Matter Even in Rivers Known to Be Polluted—Tests Are 

Made in Ponds—Some Danger When Ice Is Dragged 
Across Streets and Exposed to Dirty Hands.

Washington.—Dr. Hugh S. Cum­
mings of the United States public 
health service, has written a cheerful 
story of ice that tends to dispel much 
of the fear that disease may be pro­
duced as readily by Ice as by water. 
Moreover, the story is readable, for 
Doctor Cummings has the art of mak­
ing his subject attractive, even though 
the subject Is only frozen water.

According to Doctor Cummings, 
clear ice, frozen in plenty of free wa­
ter which can take up the unsanitary 
particles of bacteria expelled by the 
freezing process, is of itself s i  free 
from danger of conveying Infectious 
disease as we need wish. Dirty or 
cloudy ice may be dangerous and 
should not be placed in water or' on 
food when It Is to be eaten uncooked. 
Wo may ollmlnulo all dungcr by avoid­
ing the handling of ice with dirty 
hands, by wushlng the ice with pure 
wuter and by using only clear ice.

How Hindus Maks Ice.
Going Into the romantic origin of the 

art of cooling food and drinks, Doctor 
Cummings points out how the Hindu 
In the northern province of India 
from time Immemorial has wrapped 
his porous Jug, tilled with water boiled 
to expel »lr, with wetter dloths, the 
evaporation from which makes Ico 
during cold, clear nights. The In- j 
dian of thu tropics and the cowboy of ’ 
the plains still take advantage of tho 
abstraction of heat by evaporation. Ro­
mance tells us how tho chivalrous 
guracen, Suludlu, sent to his crusuder 
enemy, him of the Hon heart, snow 
ice from the mountains to assuugo his 
fever. Hut until lust century the stor­
ing und Use of ice was a merely lucul 
matter.

With the Increased necessity for 
transporting food long distances and

the demand for Ice In places to which 
It was difficult to deliver natural ice, 
attempts were made to Invent some 
practicable method of artificially pro­
ducing ice.

Artificial Ice Now Common.
About 1808 Carre invented his Ice 

machine, and later Doctor Gorrle, 
whose statue now In the Statuary hall, 
in the national capltol, shows Florida’* 
appreciation of his worth, increased 
its usefulness. It was not until the 
late '80s, however, that the'artltlclal 
production of ice became a commer­
cial success. Wlthiu these thirty-odd 
years methods have been perfected 
until nearly every hamlet In our great 
country has Its ice supply; and none 
but the poorest nnd most isolated of 
our people are deprived of its bless­
ings. *

Hut one principle Is Involved in the 
formation of Ire, which Is that when 
two substances of unequal tempera­
ture arc* in contact the warmer sub­
stance gives up heat until both are 
of the same temperature.

Important phenomena occur during 
this change. First, like most other 
substances, wuter contracts us It 
grows colder until It reuches 4 de­
grees centigrade, or 39.1 degrees Fah­
renheit. ]t then begins to expand, 
so that ice Is lighter (ban water. Were 
this not true, our northern waters 
would bn frozen from the bottom and 
ail fish killed.

Foreign Matter Expelled.
The second phenomenon, one com­

mon to the crystallization of all sub­
stances, and one well known to chem­
ists, but until recently overlooked by 
sanitarians, Is (hut during crystalliza­
tion neurly ult extraneous substances 
either In suspension or solution ure ex­
pelled from the crystal; Indeed, crys­

tallization is a common method em­
ployed by chemists to obtain chemi­
cally pure substances.

Doctor Cummings makes It clear 
that ice, whether natural or artificial, 
may, and sometimes does carry dis­
ease, and that heat will destroy bac­
teria much more readily than cold, 
nevertheless he shows that the freez 
lng process operates powerfully toren 
der lco safe for human consumption. 
This ice while freezing expels about 90 
per cent of the organisms living In It. 
provided It Is surrounded t - enough 

' free water to give these, a place to go. 
For this reason ico cut In shallow 
ponds inny bo less wnolesoine than 
that taken from deep water.

Freezing Kills Typhoid Germ.
Again, freezing destroys a large per­

centage of typhoid bacilli. Sedgwick 
and Winslow found In one experiment 
(but only 41 per cent were ullve H 
minutes and 22 per cent six hours 
after freezing. More important thau 
(his even is the facto;' of time, for 
neither water nor Ice Is a suitable me­
dium for the multiplication of typhoid 
bacilli, and there is a progressive de­
crease. So far us this element Is 
concerned, It is manifest thut natural 
ico has tlie udvautuge of longer stor­
age.

Edward Bartow, director of the Il­
linois stute water survey, found in one 
case with 12,000 bacteria in the raw 
water, that there were but 123 in the 
ice; In another 520 wens reduced to 3; 
075 to G; 1.400 to 22. Ill every case 
there was practicully 90 per cent re­
duction. Gas forming bacteria (which 
may indicate the presence of typhoid) 
were also greatly reduced.

Ice From Polluted Water.
I)r. Hilbert W. Hill, director of epi­

demiology for the Minnesota state 
board of health, has told us of ice 
taken from rivers known to be pol­
luted which proved safe, and Doctor 
Porter has shown the same thing to 
be true of ice from the Hudson river.

Dr. Edwin O. Jordan, professor of 
bacteriology in the University of Chi­
cago, tested 18 lakes, rivers and ponds 
In New Ragland, and found on the av­
erage, the unfrozen water to contain 
34 times as many bacteria as the 
freshly formed ice, a reduction of about 
98 per coot. Regarding the effect of 
storage, Professor Jordan says: "All 
investlgutors are now agreed that 
three weeks after freezing less than 1 
per cent remain alive."

Elaborate experiments conducted by 
Prof. William T. Sedgwick of the 
Massachusetts Institute of Technology, 
Prof. (!. K. A. Winslow of New York 
und Dr. W. H. Park of tho New York 
city department of health show that 
only from 1 to 10 per cent of the bac­
teria in water are included In ice 
frozen Irom  It, and that of these about 

| 00 per cent (90.1 per cent, A ccording 
to Hedgwlck und Winslow and 80 per 
cent, according to Park) die within a 
week, and 99.K per cent die within 
three weeks, so thut only one-tenth 
of 1 per cent of Hio orlglnul number 
remain.

Thus It Is seen that three groat 
forces, crystallization, temperature 
uud time nil work together to rid Ice 
of tho nienuce to health found In wa­
ter. Doctor Cummings llnds that Ice 
from pure water Hi clean factories 
and natural tee cut from deep lakes 
and stored under sanitary conditions 
are equally safe. Any dirty or cloudy 
ice, ho suys, may be infectod as well 
us polluted, und should not bo used. 
Tho greatest danger connected with 
Ico is Improper handling. If Ico Is 
dragged across dirty streets and side­
walks and distributed by dirty bands, 
there is some danger from It.

Through the erection of these 12 
district hospitals, supplementing the 
present sanitaria, antituberculosis 
workers believe that the 31),000 vic­
tims will be adequately cared for, and 
that the people of the state will be 
•o well protected through this hospi­
talization that eventually Ohio's death 
rule of 7,000 per year will be reduced 
materially.

Important Events In Sweden, 
Norway and Denmark.

BRIEFS FROM OLD COUNTRY

Interesting Items From the Three
Great Kingdom* of the North Se­

lected for Scandinavians and 
Their Descendant*.

By MARTIN W. ODLAND. 

Norway.
'The Socialists of Norway are stand- 

log by the government of Norway in 
its policy with respect to the Euro­
pean war. Striking evidence of this 
Is found in the attitude of the So­
cialist organ, Fremtlden, edited by a 
former member of the storthing.

Reviewing the situation, the editor 
confesses the failure of the Socialist 
theory tbat war could be averted by 
an international strike by the Social­
ist organizations of all the countries 
that ore parties to the conflict. The 
editor likewise confesses that it is 
a vfilu hope to believe that the neutral­
ity er a small country like Norway 
could be preserved by the protests of 
th# international Socialist party, and 
urges that Socialists in Norway join 
Lu the support of the government in 
a strong defensive policy. Concluding 
his article the editor says:

"It would be unwise for our faction 
In the storthing to place obstructions 
In the way of the government. It mast 
not be said afterward that the Social­
ist Democrats made the situation diffi­
cult for those upon whom the respon­
sibility now* rests directly."

• • •
A cablegram from Christiania says 

that the work of taking care of 
stranded Americans in Norway is now 
in charge of Major Shinkle, Captain 
Colvin and Lieutenant Phipps, the last 
named a former military attache to 
the American legations to Norway and 
Swedeu.

About 1,400 Americans have applied 
for assistance. Most of them are Nor­
wegians by birth, but naturalized 
American citizens who have been vis­
iting their native land. They spent 
what money they brought with them 
and am dependent upon sustenance 
from the relief committee.

As steamship communication be­
tween Norway and England by the 
Bergen and Newcastle routo is undis­
turbed most of these Americans will 
be sent that way, supplied with steam­
ship passage to the United States 
from English ports.

Since the war started between 7,000 
and 8,000 Americans have returned 
home by Scandinavian steamship lines. 
All accommodations have been taken 
for the ensuing month on these liners. 
The relief committee expects to finish 
its work here In two weeks.

• • •
Capt. Roald Amundsen's North pole 

expedition will not start next year 
either, a second postponement having 
been made necessary by the war. As 
will be remembered, he was to havo 
started thlB year, but owing to the 
failure of the Frain to reach San Fran­
cisco In time, a postponement of one 
year was announced. The reason for 
the second postponement is that on 
account of the danger that now threat­
ens Norway, the members of tho ex­
pedition will not leave their country, 
and it Is Impossible to get the neces­
sary aeroplanes and supplies because 
of the demand created by the war. 
The Fram Is ut tho government dry- 
dork undergoing repairs.

• • •
Tho kaiser did not forget his annual 

Contribution of 1,000 crowns to the 
fund for the restoration of the Trondh- 
Jcm Domklrke, his check for that 
amount having recently reached Nor­
way. This act of Ills mujusly, In view 
of the presont situation, li taken us 
evidence of the kaiser's friendship 
(or the Norweglun people. Be that us 
41 may. It Is appreciated by the Norse­
men ami shows the Gorman emperor’s 
sagacity.

• • •
The extra susslon of the atorthlng 

hus adjourned, the members feeling 
(hut all they cun do to insure Hie 
safety of the country In tho great 
crisis hus been done. The proceedings 
of the session were characterized by 
remarkable unanimity, all partisanship 
and factionalism having been burled 
for the time being. The next session 
of the storthing will open January 8, 
1916.

A Paris correspondent for a Nor­

wegian paper writes that several 
Norsemen are serving In the French 
army. Among these are named lic h ­
en brothers, of whom one Is serving 
ns cuptulu of artillery, Raoul ilelde, 
Wullln. Kjell Nygnard and Peters, 
the last two being lieutenants. Ny- 
gourd, w)io Is proficient In both Gor­
man and English, hus been attached 
to the stuff of tho commanding ud- 
mtrsl of the northern equudron.

Sweden was taken In the riksdag a 
few days ago, all parties being agreed 
that tbe best policy for the nation to 
pursue is to take no sides and play 
no favorites. It is at the same time 
agreed, however, that Sweden must 
be ready for any emergency, and on 
tbat account should be well armed.

Swedish papers have announced 
with no little pride that the armored 
turrets and the cannon in the Liege 
forts, which did Buch valiant service 
against the Germans, were designed 
by a Swedish engineer, Ernst O. W.

King Gustaf has received a telegram 
from the German emperor thanking 
the people of Sweden for tbe kind­
ness shown by them to German fugi­
tives who were driven out of Russia 
when the war broke out. These fu­
gitives were in destitute condition, 
and but for the help extended by the 
Swedes, would have been unable to 
get back to Germany or keep from 
starving. As was stated last week, tbe 
Swedish people were also kind to 
Russian refugees from Germany, and 
messages of thanks were sent to 
Stockholm from St. Petersburg or 
Petrograd.

The moratorium which was declared 
in Sweden August 7, and which was 
to expire in 30 days, had a depress­
ing effect on many industries, being
too comprehensive. It was generally
expected that it would be extended,

In order to prevent scarcity of food 
throughout the country and, if possi­
ble, to prevent tbe unwarranted rais­
ing of prices, the government's provi­
sion committee, or food supply com­
mittee, has arranged a conference with 
the co-operative association of the 
farmers and will open trade relations 
with them. For this purpose the com­
mittee has received from the Swedish 
government a loan of half a million 
crowns.

There has bpen such a scarcity of 
silver coins in Sweden, tbe samo as 
In Denmark, that It has become al­
most Impossible to make change, on 
which occount the National banlf bas 
asked permission of the government 
to Issue one crown paper bills, as 
was done In the 70s. As this requires 
a change in the banking laws, the re­
quest of tho National bunk was re­
ferred to the riksdag, which will soon 
act upon it. However, R Is hoped that 
the people will render tlieso smaller 
paper hills unnecessary by digging 
up the silver money which has gone 
Into hiding.

• • •

The government of Hweden has pre­
pared a report on the extent of the 
damage wrought lust July totheHwed- 
ish national forests, und according to 
this report over 6,000 "Hektar" have 
been burned over. Much young tim­
ber in particular haa been destroyed, 
both in Norrland and in central 
Hweden. The industrial commission 
has asked tbs minister of agriculture 
if the charcoal of these burned over 
districts cannot be utilized for indus­
trial purposes and ilsu suggests that 
work be provided the unemployed by 
huvlng them clear away the stumps 
in stricken territory.

The Hwndish minister of finance bis 
been doing his utmost to keep the in­
dustries of Hweden going, and to that 
end had a meeting with 200 represent­
atives of the various Industries, to 
consider what steps can be taken to 
prevent Industrial stagnation. It was 
agreed that the resumption of the 
coastwise traffic is of prime Impor­
tance. and state insurunce of war 
risks to vessels was considered.

LANDSLIDE IS SURE
Voters Everywhere Turning to 

Republican Party.

j
Its Return to Power le a Certainty,

According to the Evidence That It 
Napldly Piling Up Throughout 

the Country.

Already the Republican wave has 
assumed proportions that justify the 
impression that the return of the Re­
publican party to power Is ordained 
by prevailing political and business 
conditions. The registering of the 
rise of waters that promise to engulf 
the Democrats is found throughout 
tbe Middle West In elections that have 
recently been held. Tbe theoretical 
propositions adverse to the Demo­
crats, the testimony of business sta­
tistics, tbe sentiment of the business 
community are all supported by tbe 
irrefutable testimony of the voter— 
the man who holds the destiny of 
party ties and the overturning of am­
bitions In the hollow of his hand. The 
various business bodies from the mid­
dle West that have sect representa­
tives to the White House to implore 
tbe president to refrain from insist­
ence upon his Industrial measures, 
known as tbe anti-trust laws, and to 
be content with tbe enactment of 
legislation that will provide all the 
working machinery for the Sherman 
anti-trust laws, have had slight en­
couragement held out to them. They 
have returned home to report that 
Ephraim is wedded to his idols. They 
have returned to report that a fatuous 
illusion has laid hold upon the Demo­
cratic administration at Washington: 
namely, that the evidence for busi­
ness depression has been concocted 
by malevolent persons with luterested 
ends. They have returned to report 
that all Is quiet along the Potomac, 
despite the fact that elsewhere the 
country Is in unrest. The inability or 
the Indisposition of the administra­
tion to rouse itself to the fact that 
there Is need for sympathetic attitude 
toward the business men of tho coun­
try, Is sure to bring about the further 
crystallization of the voting sentiment 
against the party in power and cause 
the house to become Republican at 
the next election. This would call 
for a landslide, and such, in fact, is 
rapidly forming.

Colonel Roosevelt's Position.
Up to date, the bard cash wing of 

the Progressive party seems to have 
the upper hand. Clearly, Mr, Roose­
velt thinks so. or he never would 
have taken Perkins' part so warmly 
In the recent controversy. The spear 
that knows no brother would pierce 
Perklne as readily us it pierced Har- 
rltnan if expediency dictated that 
course. Mr. Roosevelt's defense of 
tbe "most useful" contributor to his 
campaign fund is one of the many 
Indications tbat he expects to be the 
Republican candidate for president in 
1916. Idealists can be coaxed or per­
suaded to support tho chief who has 
frowned on them; -but trust magnates 
with cash to Invest In politics must be 
treated more considerately.

Our Trade Shrinkage.
The bulance of trade or excess of 

exports over Imports in favor of the 
United States for the year ending 
Juno 30, 1913. was $652.876,915. The 
balance of trade in favor of the United 
States for tho year ending June 80, 
1014, was $470,457,376.

Another year of the Underwood tar­
iff law,  will probably wipe out en­
tirely this surplus und turn tbe bal­
ance of trade against America.

Collecting War Tax.
Possibly the congressmen who sug­

gest a war tax of 6 or 10 per cent 
on railroad tickets Imagine that In this 
manner the grasping monopolists of 
transportation could be bit. The only 
practicable way in which u tux of this 
character could be colloctod would be 
by tho sale of stamps to be affixed to 
ihe tickets, and the ticket sellers 
would require tbe purchasers to pay 
(or the stamps.

Would Rather Walt.
No wonder the Democratic leaders 

are reluctant to attempt legislation 
looking to additional taxation until 
after the November elections are over, 
it U admitted pretty generally that 
the party will find Itself on the defen­
sive in the coming campaign, uud 
there It no telling how (he average 
voter will regard uew taxation bur­
dens uuder tbe present uircumstancoe.

CALIFORNIA BACK IN PARTY
Primaries Show That the Progressiva 

Party le Losing the Prestige It 
Had In State.

The primaries in California affordA 
X little more than tb# usual ground 
for belief in the returo of the moder­
ately independent voters to the Re­
publican party. The Republican reg­
istration, 472,677, outnumbers the 
Joint Democratic and Progressive reg­
istration by over 20,000. That thia 
was caused by the return of many 
voters who last year went to the Pro­
gressives is shown in the result.

The large Republican registration, 
bred some hopes of carrying an old- 
fashioned slate through. But the vot­
ers decided differently. In the case 
of the minor candidacies they nomi­
nated men of such liberality as to 
stand on both the Republican and Pro­
gressive tickets. They would not vote 
for the radical Johnson and Heney»* 
but nominated Fredericks and Know- 
land, who will run with Republican- 
Progressive candidates for tbe subor­
dinate offices.

Tbe result of a primary Is not, of 
course, a safe guide for the result of 
tbe election. But as the former Cali­
fornia Independents nominated a Re­
publican ticket of liberal character# 
the prospects for ita election are quit* 
promising. As the Republican vote 
on the governorship is 90,000 and the 
Progressive vote for Johnson but 
38,000, the outlook for tbe Utter Is 
far from roseate.

A Condition, Not a Theory.
With the stubbornness of a mail ob­

sessed by a fixed theory, aud without 
the elasticity of mind which experi­
ence with practical ufTairs yields. 
President Wilson insists that there is 
no depression In the business of the 
country. Whatever inconveniences 
are being suffered by the business 
world be characterizes as "merely 
psychological." Mr. Wilson does not 
comprehend what men practically 
wise well know, that the element of 
credit, or full nineteen-twentieths of 
the working capital of the country, 
rests wholly upon the mental attitude 
of tho business world—In other words, 
upon confidence. So, stubbornly and 
blindly, he insists upon further ex­
perimental legislation designed in sup­
port of utopian theories of the com­
mon welfare.

Loss to American Industry.
“The total loss to Americun Industry 

for Ihe year ending Juno 30, 1914, 
traceable to the Underwood tariff law, 
was $182,416,540, and tho total loss for 
tbe single month of June was $32,812,. 
561. The Underwood law, of course, 
has been in operation only since last 
October and tbe woolen schedule did 
not become effective until January J. 
Assuming that the Increuse In imports 
and the decrease In exports during the 
present fiscal year equal tbe records 
for June, the total loss to American 
Industry for the year ending June 30, 
1916, will be nearly $400,060,000."

The figures were announced by C. 
H. Brown, chairman of the National 
Hosiery Manufacturers’ Legislative 
committee in Washington. They were 
compiled from the government sta­
tistics.

Slump In Balance of Trade.
The United States has long been 

and still Is a borrowing nation, it 
has to go to the old countries to get 
money to develop its vast resources, 
and it Is Imperative that it send goods 
abroad to pay the iuterest. England 
and Germany are lending nations, and 
the excess of Imports over exports is 
required to bulance the account with 
other countries. If wc do not send 
raw materials and munufuctured goods 
abroad gold has to be sent Instead. 
Ho to attempt to minimize the serious 
significance of u slump in the export 
balance by saying that other nations 
Import more than they export Is mis­
leading.

Farmers and the New Tariff.
The loss of $1,009,000 a month cov­

ers only ten months of the new tariff. 
It Is natural that the loss should b» 
greater as soon as foreign farmers 
uwsken to the splendid opportunity of­
fered by the American market. The 
more (hey take advantage of this op­
portunity the more the American 
farmer will lose.

The only way to prevent this lose 
to the American farmer Is to put the 
bars up again. The experiment has 
been in effect long enough to show 
that It does uot decrease the cost of 
living.

Veters Are Awakening.
Everywhere the Industrial depres­

sion Is turning votes toward the Re­
publican party. Tho Progressive vote 
Is fulling off aud In tome states the 
I'rogrosslves and the Republicans are 
combining upon tickets. In some elec­
tions the vote cost by the Republicans 
hoe been 90 per cont. These by-elec­
tions show Republican gains with re­
markable uniformity and they ore an 
absolute gauge of the Industrial senti­
ment in the great middle West.

Roosevelt's Real Position.
If things go on as they have been 

going there will soon be no Progres- 
live party worth fualng with. The 
real question seems to be as to the 
attitude of Roosevelt toward the Re­
publican nomination. Tho situation 
seems to be developing about as rap­
idly as could be expected. Tho Re­
publican party as a whole bos not 
been seriously utttckod by him. It

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Italy's poilcy toward the great 
powers lies in a large measure with 
her quoen, a statement which may 
provoke an incredulous smile on this 
side of the Atlantic, where the citi­
zens of the republic are unaccustomed 
to feminine lnlluence in questions of 
high governmental import, but a state­
ment nevertheless true. Queen Elena 
has unusual influence upon her hus­
band. King Victor Kmmanuel. She 
can have the deciding voice with him 
if she cares to use it at such a critical 
time when there Is so much to he said 
in favor of Italy's action, whether it 
be for or against her former allies of 
the triple alliance. The king roles 
under the restrictions of constitution­
al sovereignty, but he exercises a di­
recting sway over his cabinet, the par­
liament and the people. The nation's 
present policy of neutrality is his per­
sonal policy, backed by Prime Minis­
ter Salandra, a newcomer in the, cabi­
net, and strenuously opposed by For­

eign Secretary di San Glullano, the strongest man of the government, in 
office for several years, and openly friendly to the triple alliance.

The question of Italy’s policy may be in the hands of the queen—one says 
this, speaking figuratively. The hands themselves so thoroughly typify the 
character of the queen that one could say it literally. They have the long, 
tapering fingers of a poetic temperament; strong, full of nervous energy, 
bearing the m arkB of constant use, not nourished and caressed as things of 
beauty and protected from labor to be soft and white and useless; the busy 
hands of love and devotion, tirelessly at work from morn till night.

The British commander In the 
Kuropean war, Field Marshal Sir John 
French, has had a long and interest­
ing record. As a boy he liked the 
navy and Joined H. M. S. Brlttannla 
In 1866, serving as naval cadet and 
midshipman for four years. In 1874 
he entered the Eighth Hussars, in 
■which regiment he served through the 
Sudan campaign of 1884-86. In 1889 
he rose to the rank of colonel and 
commanded the Nineteenth Hussars 
until 1893, also acting as assistant ad­
jutant general on the staff.

In 1899 General French was trans­
ferred ns temporary major general to 
the First cavalry brigade at Aldershot.
Later in the same year he commanded 
troops In the first part of the Boer 
war. at ElanUslaagte, and later com­
manded Sir G. White's cavalry at licit- 
fonteln and Lombard's Hop.

Before the Boer cordon had been 
completely drawu around White's 
army at Ladysmith, that commander 
detached French and his cavalry with orders to cut their way through and 
Join the main British force under Duller.

From 1900 to the end of the war General French was lieutenant general, 
commanding the cavalry division. He was In the operations about Colesberg, 
commanded a cavalry force In the relief of Kimberley and was Lord Roberts' 
cavalry chief in the operations ending with the capture of Bloemfontein and 
Pretoria. lie also commanded troops In Cape Colony in operations against 
the rebels. •

The czar Is nominally the su­
premo commander of the Russian 
army as well as of the Russian navy, 
and it is understood that when wvar 
was declared he was ambitious to 
place himself at the head of the troops 
In the field. But he has been per­
suaded to delegate the supreme com­
mand of the urmy to his cousin, the 
Grand Buko Nicholas Nlcholaovitch. 
The czar would not be an Inspiration 
to his soldiers, lacking the military 
appearance and the personality essen­
tial to an actuul leader of men.

The Grand Duke Nicholas, on (bn 
other hand, is a soldier in looks, one 
of tho tallest men In the army, and 
iho flnep cavalry officer of the em- 
plro, ina lag a splendid appearance 
ou u horse; and a commander of long 
experience who was one of the chief 
officers of the Russo-Japanese war. 
Jils exocutlvo ability was apparent 
when he Acted as the head of the mili­
tary commlsslou In charge of the clos­

ing operations or tills war, und he has beeu able to cope successfully with 
revolution In Russia llself.

Field Marshal Baron Kulmur von 
tier Goltz Is regarded by the Germans 
m  one of the leading military men In 
Europe, und has beeu a power In the 
organization anil training of the kai­
sers army. It was Gun. von dor Goltz 
who organized and trained (be Turk­
ish army which participated in the 
Balkan war.

Goltz, despite h!s advanced age— 
he is now seventy-one—Is still a man 
of grout energy and endurance. Only 
u few years ago he visited the Argen­
tine Republic, truvclod on horsebuck 
through the pumpas of that country, 
mnd Boon after Ills return to Gormauy,
•without taking a rest, he led the Ger­
man general staff In the military ma­
neuvers of that year,

Goltz personally Is one of (he 
most unassuming and modest of men.
Jle cures nothing at nil for titles or 
rank. He hates red tape and never 
hesitates to giro expression to hts 
opinions, both In speaking and writing.

Goltz waa tho first one, in Ills famous book, "People In Arms," to urga 
ithe introduction of two years' military service, and alio In a number of maga­
zine and newspaper articles called attention of tho German people to the 
tuaturo of war, and to the military dutioa which thoy owed to the fatherland.

Von der Oolti’ greatest achievement in recent years has been his ener­
getic work in behalf of the German acout movement.

Darwin P. Kingsley's Lively Experi­
ences In Pioneer Times In Colo* 

rsdo and His Rise to High 
Position.

A ralld-looklng, clear-eyed youth, 

named Kingsley, arrived one day In 
1883 In a wild little town in the far 
western end of Colorado, near tbo 
Utah line The town had been found- 
eo by Governor Crawford of Kansas, 
who saw with prophetic eye that some 
day it would be a center of industry. 
Two roaring rivers, the Grand and the 
Gunnison, met there and joined their 
waters. The Bite selected for the 
town had been a favorite camping 
ground for the White River Utes and 
the Uncompahgres for ages before 
white men knew America. No more 
beautiful setting could man find for a 
home. Near where the rivers Joined, 
the valley broadened into a great bowl, 
the sides of which were formed by 
towering cliffs To the north were 
the Book Cliffs, to the southeast the 
San Miguel peaks and to the northeast 
the Grand Mesa; to the south lay the 
glorious Uncompahgre range. Two 
hundred miles to the northeast was 
Denver. Midway between lay Lead- 
vllle and the Continental Divide. Far 
to the south was the Santa Fe trail.

The Utes were gone. Leadvllle was 
playing out Prospectors, gamblers, 
gun men, fortune seekers and the flot- 
Bam and Jetsam of western humanity 
were wandering over the mountains

socking new treasure houses In tbo 
-onderful land of riches.

The town hod been numed Grand 
Junction and it had llvo or six hundred 
inhabitants when tho mild-mannered, 
clear-eyed Kingsley arrived there. Ho 
was from Vermont and had been born 
in Alburg, In that state, Muy 6, 1867. 
He had known poverty and hud ex- 
porlencod hardship. Ho lmd worked 
on a rurm, aud farm work lit Vermont 
Is very bard. It had been difficult for 
him to get un educutlou. Ho was ho 
earnest, so hard-working, ho eager for 
an education that hu hud won tho 
good opinion of all who kuew hint. 
He had longed to go to a university, 
but he did not have Him mouey. A 
kludly farmer had offered to nupply 
ihr wherewithal.

How Hs Went to College.
"1 know," said the furmer, "that you 

will pay the money back If you llvo. 
N'ow, If you will give uio security, so 
that in case you die I will bo ropuld, 
1 will furnish the money."

Tbo furm boy thought a moment, 
and saw a wuy. He took out a llfn 
insurance policy for $1,009 in favor of 
the fanner, und ho went to tho Uni­
versity of Vermont.

What could a farm boy or a 
teacher do In Urand Junction at thut 
time? There were no children to 
each; the leva was composed of

ernment. Ho hod the courage to ex­
press his convictions. Some of the 
things he wrote for the Grand Junc­
tion News offundod the county officials 
und aroused tho resentment of the 
gumblers und the pluguglles of Grund 
Junction. They looked upon him us u 
tenderfoot from the East, and It was 
not long before he was in a peck of 
trouble.

Men went urmed in Grund Junction, 
In Miose days, und settled their diffi­
culties with tbo gun. The tenderfoot 
from Vermont became a murked niun.

His Life In Danger.

When he 
went out In the street he hud a pistol 
in his coat pocket und his linger was 
on the trigger, ready for Instant use.

Kingsley 
wunted to oust thorn. Thut election 
was fought bitterly. When the votes 
were counted, the cause of decency hud 
won. The men whom Kingsley sup­
ported were elected. Thut was the 
first regular election In the county of 
Mesu. Jle hud fought for decency, for 
honesty und for right, and Grand Junc­
tion and ('dorado were better for Ills 
romlng.

The little town came to have u 
pride In the young mun from Vermont, 
and the following year he was elected 
a delegate to tho natlonul Republican 
convention, tho one that nominated 
Jymes 0  Blaine for president of the 
United States. A fow years later wbou

adults. He looked for work, but there 
was no work for which be was fitted.

Kingsley had to do something, or

Thqro was a printer In Grand Junc­
tion who had a few fdhts of type and 
an apology for a press. The man’s 
name was Price. He got out a little 
newspaper which he called the Grand 
Junction News. Price liked the print­
ing business, but he did not care much 
for the newspaper end. Kingsley 
talked with him, and Price expressed 
a willingness to sell a half interest 
In the business If Kingsley would rus­
tle up the money to pay for it. Kings­
ley did not have the necessary capital, 
but he bad a friend in Wisconsin and 
this friend lent the money to him at 
seven per cent, and when it was paid 
over to Price, Kingsley became editor 
of the Grand Junction News.

A new county had been formed in 
western Colorado, and Governor Grant 
had appointed officers to conduct its 
affairs pending a regular election. The 
county was named Mesa and Grand 
Junction was made the county seat. 
Governor Grant was a worthy and 
good man, but some of the men be sent 
to Mesa county were rather sad speci­
mens. The young editor had his own 
Idea of civil service and of town gov­

the state convention was held he - 
nominated by the Republicans for stati 
auditor and superintendent of insur­
ance. He was elected and for two 
years administered the affairs of those 
offices. Colorado never had a  better 
auditor or better superintendent of 
insurance.

Kingsley had a great liking for In­
surance. as well he might, Inasmuch as 
a $1,000 insurance policy had boen the 
means of giving him an education. He 
studied Insurance in all Its phases, 
and the more he studied, the more it 
appealed to him. When his term of 
office expired he had many opportuni­
ties to engage in business, for offers of 
positions wero showered upon him.

Of ell the offers that came to him, 

one, from an insurance company 
provea most attractive. Ho took it. 
lie loved the work and entered into it 
w ith ull his heart. He did so well that 
the company *>ent him to Boston to 
take charge of Its offices there. Boston 
proved a rich field for him. He did 
magnificently. He inspired his men 
with some of his own energy and en­
thusiasm, made friends and did a tre­
mendous amount of business.

Ile was in Boston for about three 
years, and then the company culled 
him to New York, to become superin­
tendent of all its agencies. He was 
as good a superintendent as he had 
been canvasser or branch manager. 
Next he was made third vice-president 
of the company, and then vice-presi­
dent, and five years ago he was made 
president.

It seems very simple, as it Is print­
ed here, how this man rose^ Essen­
tially be is no different today from 
what lie was when he edited that little 
newspaper In Grand Junction, Colo. 
He has broadened and Is more studi­
ous, perhaps, but be has the same 
ideals, the same earnestness of char­
acter, the same keenness of perception 
and the same courage today that he 
had in 1883. He has grown and pros­
pered, but so has the little f ity  In 
which he played his part In making. 
Today Grand Junction is the center 
of what is known as "the Little Em­
pire of the Western Slope." The gam­
blers, the gunmen aud the flotsam and 
jetsam of western humanity have 
passed to other fields.

The valleys of the Grand and the 
Gunnison are rich with agricultural 
wealth. Irrigation has transformed the 
land. In few places of the world does 
the soil yield more bountifully. Tens 
of thousands c<f tons of fruit are 
shipped from Grand Junction every 
year. Fine, big stores and brick 
structures stand where the saloons, 
the dunce halls, the faro bunks were 
housed In shucks in *83. There are 
banks and libraries und churches aud 
handsome dwellings In the beautiful 
city. It is a land transformed, It Is 
a lund of peace and plenty. All Is 
changed but nature's work. The 
Grand and the Gunnison still pour 
their waters down the vullcys, tho pic­
turesque Book cliffs still stand guard 
ut the north, to the southeast rises tho 
San Miguel peaks, to the northeast 
the snow-capped Grand mesa, and to 
the south the glorious Uncompahgre 
ranges. The seagulls come from the 
fur distant l'aclilc, ub did the seagulls 
of countless ages ago.

The Iudluns arc only a memory, al­
most as distant a memory as the faro 
banks and the dance halls. Occa­
sionally a prospector wanders in from 
the hills, but not often. Edwin Brice, 
who hud that little printing shop in 
the wild, turbulent town aud was 
proud of bis few fonts of type and his 
apology for a press, Is there still. For 
sixteen years ho has been postmaster. 
He is the lust of the old guard, lie 
wus in at tiie birth of Grund Junction, 
nnd he will remain there us long as 
he lives.

May Dream of Old Days.
In his mugniflceut office on Broad­

way. or up in Hie University club or 
the Union League club, or in his hand- 
Home home ut Riverdule Kingsley may 
dream at times of those days when an 
urmed guurd protected him at Grand 
Junction und when hn carried u pistol 
In hiH coat pocket und had his linger 
on the trigger for instunt use when ho 
went ubroud. lie does not look much 
like tho inuti supposed to be the type 
to defy the western "bad nmn." Bet 
quiet, curliest men are tho ones with 
niorul courugc.

New York knows Kingsley und 
knows him well, but It In not prouder 
of him tliau is Grund Junction, when 
they point to tin* early files of the 
Grund Junction Nows, for the Grund 
Junction News is stilt printed, and 
i.imw you Hie ediloriuis and the oilier 
articles thut Darwlri B. Kingsley 
wrote, and when you reud Hie time- 
yellowed calumns they will toll you 
that the man who wrote them Is presi­
dent of one of the gn ulest life insur­
ance companies In the world and trus­
tee of many hundreds of millions of 
dollurs. And they will Ml you that 
before he went to Colorado he was a 
furm boy In Vermont and thut ho 
worked early and late to get an edu­
cation und tiist he knew hardship and 
toll as fnrm hoys ur»i likely to know 
them.

Itatement 8howlng How the Procsada 

of 8a!e of Red Croaa Seal*
Art to Bo Spent

For tho benefit of tbo numerous or­
ganizations who helped to sell near­
ly forty-five million Red Cross seals 
last year and for the general public, 
the American Red Cross and the Na­
tional Association for the Btudy and 
Prevention of Tuberculosis have 
framed a definition of anti-tuberculo­
sis work showing bow the proceeds 
from these holiday stickers are to be 
used. The definition limits the expen­
diture of money only lor the year 
ending April 30. 1916.

The definition was framed at a ro  
eent meeting of the National Associa­
tion for tho Study and Prevention of 
Tuberculosis and states that tbe term 
"anti-tuberculosis work" os It relates 
to tbe expenditure of Red Cross seal 
money shall include tbe following ao- 
Uvitlos:

1. The construction of hospitals or 
sanatoria for the care of tbe tubercu­
lous.

2. The maintenance of tbe tuberco- 
lout.

3. The provision of day or night 
eamps for the tuberculous; tbe provi­
sion and maintenance of dispensaries, 
visiting nurses, open air schools, fresh 
air cl&sea, or preventorla for the care 
or treatment of tuberculous cases or 
for the prevention of the spread of tu­
berculosis.

4. Tbe maintenance of educational 
or legislative activities which have for 
their object the prevention of Infection 
with tuberculosis.
