Tbe presidents of the roads 
operating out of Chicago have passed 
a resolution to discontinue on Junu- 
ary 1 ull free folders In hotel and 
outside ticket olllces throughout the 
country. It !s estimated that some­
thing like ii,000,000 folder are distrib­
uted free by the western railroads 
every year through hotel and qutslde 
unices alone, and that a total of 25,- 
000,000 folders aro given away by the 
roads through every source. These 
folders cost an average of 2c. each, 
so the saving to the Chicago roads In 
the agreement will be $500,000.—Mich­
igan investor.

Fur bearing animals will not be 
hunted as much as usual In this local­
ity the coming winter, for according 
to the fur buyers, pelts are a drug on 
the market. This situation is due to 
the fact that most of the fur manu­
facturers are located in Germany and 
France. In Chippewa county there 
arc a number of professional trappers 
who derive a handsome [ncoiife from 
each season's catch. Since the legis­
lature made an open seanon for beaver, 
a number of men who formerly worked 
in the lumber camps through the win­
ter, found it more profitable to trap 
beuver. Numerous llcenseslmvo been 
issued by the county clerk each your 
und reservations of territory have 
generally been made long in advance. 
In addition to the professional trap- 
purs, many farmer* und farmers' sons 
have derived a uico little income as 
well as much sport by pitting their 
wits against the cunning of the vari­
ous wild animals which roam the for­
ests of the Upper Peninsula. There 
will still bo as much sport in the game 
hut vury little revenue for u long time 
to come, according to the present out­
look, for there Is no market for the 
furs.

Tbe losses on Amerlcao raw furs 
caught lust year alone and now held 
by dealers in different parts of tbe 
world will exceed $10,000,000.

There were approximately 25,000,000 
fur-bearing animals caught In North 
America lust year, whose pelts had a 
cash value of about $20,000,000. The 
greater part of these skins were left 
on dealers' hands owing to a large 
surplus from the previous year. —Soo 
Times.

She was 
brought up as are the girls of all good 
families of Louisiana—without any 
idea that she would have to make her 
own way in the world. It Is the prov­
ince of the man to provide and care for 
the women of his blood. ThlB is beau­
tiful in sentiment, but sometimes cir­
cumstances develop that make it very 
bard for a woman. In Louisiana only 
a few lines of work have been open to 
the woman of gentle birth and scant 
means. She could teach instrumental 
music, singing, or she could do em­
broidery without losing social caste. If 
her ambition led her to dream of some­
thing beyond this, it were better that 
she be content with dreaming and not 
aeek reality.

Mrs. Cunningham-Snyder did not 
want to be a burden upon her father. 
The family was large, there being four 
sisters and five brothers. In 1903 she 
went to New York to consult a famous 
surgeon and, incidentally, to see If she 
-could do anything to make a living 
for herself. She Is bright, has a fer­
tile bruin, has been well educated and 
bus lots of courage. The handicap 
under which she suffered by reason of 
that full of years before did not dis­
courage her. The fact that she would 
have to go upon the surgeon's table 
many times cut no figure in her plans, 
title was going to become self-support­
ing, she determined.

Began Study of Medicine.
She had a leaning toward medicine, 

so she decided to take up that study. 
Incidental to her ambition In this di­
rection, she became an aide to physi­
cians, doing secretarial work for them 
juul assisting them in the preparation 
of pupers fur publication in medical 
Journals. 8he thought medicine of­
fered an excellent field for her. There 
nro not ho many women in it. Tho 
Held is-there, but somehow woman 
does not muke tho headway in med­
icine tlmt she does in other branches 
of endeavor.

Mrs. Cunningham Snyder kept at her 
studies and her secretarial work for 
several yearn, Now and then she 
would have to go to the surgeon's ye 
bit*, in all. sho had to submit to seven 
operations. After each operation she 
was invalided for Hevera) weeks.

For the first year that sho was in 
Now York her father assisted her 
financially, but after that Mrs. Cun- 
iifnghum-Snyder would not let that 
good and kindly man do uuy more in 
•  monetary way. She was able to make 
both ends meet through her own brave 
efforts.

In the Psychopathic Ward.
To broaden her knowledge and earn 

more money she took a position in 
Dollevue hospital, in the psychopathic 
ward. There It is that patients suf­
fering from mental disorders due to 
derangement of the nervous system 
uro treated. It in not a pleasant place. 
Mutiy a man would rather dig in a 
ditch for a dollar a day than work 
there for $20 a day. Mrs. Cunningham- 
finyder saw lltflo of the disagreeable 
work o f  this ward. .Most of her duties 
were those of the student and the 
clerk, till'1 had to look aft<-r the details 
for the connnitmeut of patients to 
state institutions. Shu drew up the 
papers, made a l.btory of each case 
and miw that the w ords woru kept 
straight in regard to all these unfor­
tunates. And All the time the studied.

Tiho rti!l had before her tho great plan 
of being a physician.

Her work in tho psychopathic ward 
attracted attention and a position was 
offered to her by the National Associa­
tion for tho Study and P reven tion  o f 
Tuberculosis. Sho had charge of tho 
publicity department. One of the 
tlmiRB she hud to do was to get out a 
biweekly bulletin that kept track of all 
tho tuberculosis Institutions in Amer­
ica. ITp to that time there had been no 
concert of action In the war on tuber­
culosis.

First and last the pur­
pose of the work was to prolong ’lfo, 
especially tho lives of policy holders. 
In case of illness the policy holder is 
requested to notify the company's 
agent at once. Then a visiting nurse 
calls. Tho nurse does not remain in 
tho home of tho patient, throughout 
the illness, but gives such attention as 
is necessary.

A skilled nurse can do a wonderful 
amount of good in an hour's visit. Com­
paratively few persons know the tre­
mendous importance of having the sick 
room sweet and clean. The length of 
the visits and the number of calls are

prepare food, the importance of keep­
ing the icebox pure, the germs that got 
on the hands from dirty straps in 
street cars, or from door-knobs or fur­
niture. She tells of the simple disin­
fectants and she dwells particularly on 
the glory and the benefit of open air.

Is a Charming Enthusiast.

world aro sunshine and fresh air. 
Where they are germs cannot grow. 
She goes into the matter of rest, of 
work, of dress, of exercise, of the 
teeth, the mouth, ihe nose, the hands, 
the eyes, tho ears.

Sho has 58 clerks ki 
her New York office. Sho has 800 
nurses scattered throughout the Uni­
ted States. All the agents of the com­
pany are instructed to work Jn co-op­
eration with her. She puts in about 
three months each year traveling 
around the country, visiting agencies, 
getting t^e nurses together, explaining* 
her plans and delivering addresses. In­
cidentally she gets up a vast amount 
of literature Intended to enlighten 
men and women in matters of hygiene.

When Mrs. Cunningham-Snyder first 
went out traveling, telling the men of 
the company how to do their work, 
some of the employees thought she was 
getting her Information second hand, 
and, wishing to be gracious, ono of 
them, possibly misled by her unusual 
name, would arise after she finished 
her speech and complimeut her on 
knowing so much about her husband's 
work. Then she would have to explain 
that she had no husband and it was 
her work she was talking about.

Doing Much for America.
Hhe gets a fat salary. She is likely 

to get a still larger one. She probably 
Is doing more than any other one per- 
son In America to Improve health con­
ditions and prolong life. Her Influence 
Is growing with each year. She Is the 
greatest teacher of hygiene in tho 
country today. She is young. She still 
is in her early thirties.

Four of 
her brothers are living; ono of them 
Id judge of the district court in north­
ern Louisiana.

When the woman of gentle breed­
ing, whether she be of the North or 
of the South. ,goes into business, she 
seems to develop talents she never was 
supposed to possess. A little woman 
of Howling Green, Ky., who began with 
a needle, has built up a business that 
pays her $50,000 a year; a gentlewom­
an of Albany. N. Y., forced by grim 
necessity when she was past fifty, to 
make a living for herself and her in­
valid »Iater, has developed a business 
in New York city that has drawn in 
various Standard Oil millionaires who 
were eager to share its great profits.

And here this wotw.n of New Or­
leans goes to New York and, within a 
decade, does work that is likely to 
make her a national figure.

SOME TERRIBLE WAR BILLS
That of the United States Govern­

ment Heads the List in 
Point of Size.

The wars of Napoleon in 13 years 
cost Franco $1,000,000,000, writes Wen­
dell Phillips Dodge in I^oslle’s. Our 
Civil war expenditure of the federal 
government was $3,400,000,000, near­
ly thirteen tiroes as much a year 
as Napoleon's. The Franco-German 
war cost France $1,580,000,000, be­
sides an added war Indemnity of $L- 
000,000,000. This same great war, 
which lasted only 190 days, cost Ger­
many $450,000,000 for an average 
fighting force o f 1,250,000 men. The 
other big European war of the past 
half century, the Kusso-Turklsh war, 
cost Hussia $780,100,000, but sho had 
two years' fighting for her money. 
The war in the far East cost Japan 
$030,000,000 and Russia $723,000,000, 
not counting lost ships. Only toward 
the end had either side anything like 
a million men In the field. Italy's 
little war with Turkey cost $400,000 a 
day, allowing fo r  a mere 00,000 light­
ing men; and the Boer war, in which 
England's urmy averaged 200,000, cost 
$1,055,000,000 in two and a half yearB.

DRESSING FOR SALADS

EXPERT DESCRIBES THREE OF 
THE BEST YET INVENTED,

What Is Known as French Dressing 
ta Perhaps the Most Popular— 

Economy In Preparing Quan­
tity at a Time.

Tomatoes, lettuce and cucumbers, 
apples and celery, asparagus, string 
beans and radishes—all tho range of 
fruits and vegetables—combine in 
salada in such endless variety that 
the only law of combination lies in 
individual taste. Dressings, too, vary, 
but in them rule must be more nearly 
followed. These three recipes for 
salad dressing are given by Miss Cora 
E. BInzel, instructor In home econo­
mics, University of Wisconsin exten­
sion division:

French Dressing.—One tablespoon­
ful vinegar, one-quarter teaspoonful 
onion juice, three tablespoonfulB olive 
oil, one-eighth teaspoonful pepper, 
one-quarter teaspoonful salt. Add salt, 
pepper and onion Juice to vinegar. 
Then add the olive oil, beating until 
thick and well blended. Use a cold 
bowl and cold ingredients. The in­
gredients may be put into a wide- 
mouthed bottle, corked and shaken 
until an, emulsion Is formed. The 
dressing may be mixed and set in the 
icebox until chilled; the oil and vine­
gar will separate on steading and re­
quire further beating. Following the 
correct proportions French dressing 
may be made in large amounts, kept 
In a bottle In the Icebox and shaken 
before using.

Sour Cream Dressing.—One-balf pint 
sour cream, two tablespoonfuls lemon 
Juice, one tablespoonful sugar, one 
teaspoonful salt, one-quarter teaspoon­
ful pepper, one teaspoonful mustard. 
Beat the cream until it is light and 
thick; add the other ingredients. 
Sweet cream may be substituted.

Cream Salad Dreaslng.—Ten egg  

yolks, one-half cupful butter, one tea­
spoonful salt, one tablespoonful mus­
tard, one-quarter teaspoonful popper, 
one teaspoonful sugar, juice of two 
lemons or one-quarter cupful vinegar. 
Melt the butter, cool it, and when 
tone cream It Add the beaten yolks 
mixed with seasonings. Cook over 
water until thick, stirring constantly. 
Hemove from fire, add lemon juice, 
ana mix with whipped cream as it is 
used

The housewife should plan to pre­
pare a quantity of dressing at a time, 
keeping It in the icebox, and add 
sweet or sour cream as it is used. 
Preparing some foods in quantity is 
economy o t time, fuel and energy.

8almon, Cucumber Sauce.
One can salmon, one-half table- 

spoonful salt one-balf tablespoonful 
sugar, one-balf tablespoonful flour, 
one teaspoonful mustard, few grains 
cayenne, yolks of t\yo eggs, ono and 
one-half tablespoonfuls melted butter, 
fhrtc-lourths cupful milk, one-fourth 
cupinl vinegar, three-fourths table- 
Fpocntul granulated t - ’atin, two ta­
blespoonfuls cold water. Remove sal­
mon from tin, rinse thoroughly with 
hoi water and separate in flakes. Mix 
dry ingredients, add egg yolks, butter, 
milk and vinegar. Cook dver boiling 
water, stirring constantly until mix­
ture thickens. Add gelatin soaked In 
cold water, strain and add to salmon. 
Stand until set. Serve in individual 
molds with following sauce: Beat 
one-half cupful heavy cream untlPV.iff, 
add pinch salt, pinch pepper and two 
tablespoonfuls vinegar; then add one 
cucumber, peeled and chopped.

Dark Cake for Thanksgiving.
One cupful molasses, one-half cup- 

fu1 sugar, one-half cupful butter, ono 
cupful milk, three cupfuls flour, two 
eggB, one-half pound raisins, one-quar- 
ter pound citron. Teaspoonful each 
cinnamon, nutmeg, allspice, one-quar­
ter* teaspoonful cloves, three-quarter 
teaspoonful soda. Bake In a fruit 
cake tin (large deep tin) two hours 
with a slow Are.

8panl«h Buna,
One and one-fourth pounds of flour, 

one pound of sugar, half pound of but­
ter four eggs, a teacupful of cream 
01 milk, warmed sufficiently to meit 
the butter; a tablespoonful of rose­
water, two of wine, a grated nutmeg. 
Make into buns and bake

8ugar Cookies.
To make sugar cookies take three* 

fourths of a cupful of fut, cne cupful 
B V g a r'o tw  egg, one-fourth cupful milk, 
two tcaspoonfuls baking powder, two 
cupfuls flour, one teaspoonful flavor­
ing or spice. Roll thin, sprinkle with 
sugar, cut out and bake.

8panlah Omelet.
Fry two chopped onions in two table* 

spooxfuls of butter. When light brown 
add two chopped green peppers. Next 
add one quart of tomatoes. Season to 
taste, and stew until It reaches a pasty 
consistency. This in  Suffic ien t to  to  id 
into a six-egg omelet.

P um pk in  Fritter*.
One pint of pumpkin, boiled and sift­

ed. one pint of milk, two eggs, one- 
half teaspoonful salt, pinch of ginger, 
one teaspoonful molasses, flour to 
make a batter stiff enough to drop on 
griddle as for buckwheat.

To Cut Cheese.
To cut neufchatel or other soft 

cheese in smooth slices for serving! 
use a Ktout thread Instead of a knife, 

there will be no crumbling or 
breaking of the slices.

Weight Law in Effect

Many merchants are caretully exam­
ining packages containing food, which 
according to the law passed by the 
last state legislature compels a label 
with the correct Det weight. The law 
is now in effect. Violation of this law 
will result in arrests and the deputy 
state inspectors havo been cautioned 
to keep a close watch to bring about 
the enforcement of the law. Lard 
pails, cereals and bottles containing 
everything except beverages must be 
labeled. The solid foods must be 
labeled with the weight in pounds, 
ounces and grains, while the liquids 
must be labeled in the gallons or the 
fractions. Many butchers trim the 
edges from tho meat after weighing 
and if this is continued under the new 
law they will be forced to wrap up the 
trimmings in a separate package and 
send it with the rest of tbe meat. The 
same applies to chickens as most of 
the chickens are trussed and trimmed. 
If the dealer sold according to trim­
med weight he would have to charge a 
higher price per pound aDd this would 
seem as though his prices were higher.

In recognition of that 
fact it is our privilege and opportune 
ty to do whatever we properly may 
toward restoring the essentials of or­
dered life after the conflict shall have 
C'-ased. This is the purely human 
side of the case. There is another.

It is ^inevitable that the Fatted 
Siat<‘h should. In u commercial sense, 
he the beneficiary of the war. This 
is an accident which we as the friends 
of mankind deplore, but which as a 
nation of producers we are compelled 
to regard as an extraordinary oppor* 
tunity for the expansion of our pro­
ductive industries. Eventually Amer­
ica will be the overwhelming victor, 
because, with her vast resources and 
uninterrupted activity, she will be re* 
quired to assume the formost rank as 
tbe world’s provider. This is a decree 
of the fates; our hands are clean; wo 
shall protit legitimately, fairly and 
abundantly not becuuseof ourdesigns 
but because of our position and re­
sources.

Pending the settlement that caunot 
be long deferred, our business is to 
build up and proportion our own in* 
dublries, so that we may be prepared 
to accept our responsible position as 
a producer of the commodities which 
millions of people will expect us to 
offer. Such action will reward the 
world in general and us in particular. 
Our first step should he fundamental: 
agricultural is our basal industry. At 
present it is unbalanced, one-sided and 
unstable. It lucks meal, milk and 
wool, it has run largely to starch, 
und is (Jeticlenl in protein, it Is like 
a ftiindwich inadequately buttered or 
poorly chinked with meat. A self- 
sustaining agriculture isccnnomically 
Impossible without a live stock popu­
lation sufficient to balance It.

TAFT’S KEEN PROBE
Former President Exposes Bun­

combe in Clayton Law.

Man of Straw Set Up by the Demo­
crat* in Their Specific Legisia- 

tlon I* Demolished in 
Masterly Fashion.

Former President Taft Is no less 
the able defender of the reign of law 
In American life than he wafi when 
as occupant of tho White House he 
passed under judicial Inquiry every 
policy proposed, every movement 
launched, every piece of legislation 
contemplated or sought to be passed. 
With It all he is not a legalist, lie 
never forgets that the mint and the 
curnmln liave a place along vith the 
law and ihe judgment. With him law 
is not an end, but an agency. U is the 
mightiest means to secure public jus­
tice. He never fixes his eyes so stead­
fastly upon popular reforms as to 
fall to perceive the ramifications and 
vicious tendencies that may inhere In 
them, lie is never addicted to the 
ethical viewpoint so as to suffer from 
astigmatism, when ho comes to take 
accouut of the immoral implications 
or outcome of acts which In them­
selves may be beyond censure. It is 
this able and balancing judgment that 
is brought to bear upon matters of 
present movement before the Ameri­
can people.

In bis address as president of the 
American Bar association, a body out 
of politics, the former president 
showed a spirit of fine impartiality 
and a temperament most fortunately 
trained to perceive the bearings and 
alignments of public measures.

Mr. Taft has pointed to the inev­
itable weakness of legislation that is 
entered upon not In the spirit of public 
Justice, but in the spirit of parti­
san capitalization. The new laws are 
not an enlargement of the restrictive 
function of government. They arc in 
reality a menace to the freedom of 
competition itself by reason of the 
harassments to  enterprise that they 
provide.

In respect to the exemption of labor 
•organizations from the operation of 
the anti-trust law, the Clayton meas­
ure is a delusion and a snare. Mr. 
Taft shows that It is merely so much 
partisan buncombe. He takes high 
ground for the rights of labor organ­
izations and points out that the com­
mon law grew up unfavorably to 
them. But the conclusion of the whole 
matter as contained In the Clayton 
law be sets forth in the statement: 
“Those of us who never thought that 
this”—anti-labor Injunction agitation— 
“was anything more than buncombe 
seem to be vindicated by the failure 
of the statute to  remedy the nwch- 
heralded and so-called abuse oi the 
Judicial power.” The man of straw 
the Democrats have set up in their 
apecillc legislation in behalf of labor 
is seen in Its real mockery as abso­
lutely providing nothing in addition 
to the rights that labor now has at 
law.

In his masterful survey of the field 
of public acts and measures Mr. Taft 
has done a fine work of patriotism 
and of sanity. Ho has shown the 
puerility and inconsequential nature 
of much that the L>c ocratic party 
and its president refer to iu glittering 
generalities with satisfaction and pride

Taft Shows Broadmindedness.
The nation was given an inspiring 

example of patriotism when a former 
president of the United States and tho 
man of opposite political belief who 
succeeded him iu the White House 
spoke from the same platform to the 
American l i a r  association. Not only 
was the discussion of national prob­
lems froui a broad and patriotic stand­
point by these two great statesmyi il­
luminating and uplifting, hut Mr. Taft 
established himself more securely than 
«ver lu .the heurts of the people by his 
earnest, whole-souled and unreserved 
support <jf President Wilson in his 
task of guiding the ship of state 
through the present International 
crisis. Jealousy has no part in the 
make-up of Mr. Taft, who is big 
enough to recognize that he is not the 
only mun in the United 8lutes capable 
of udmiulstering the office of presi­
dent.

Something the President Overlooks.
The preaideiu is probubly right in 

saying the definition of the Inference 
between Ihe two parties us between 
having no monopoly ul all und accept­
ing and regulating it, is u Democratic 
definition. But in the presence of the 
anti-trust act of 189-0, passed under a 
Republican administration and consti­
tuting the most Inclusive prohibition 
of monopoly ever defined, such a defi­
nition is a weak party slander. It re­
main* to be eeen what the effect of the 
two recently passed bills are. But at 
present their most notable feature is 
the inclusion of either a pretense or 
reality of granting special privileges 
of breaking the luw.

Democracy's Dual Role.
The special s«tsi"fun with it* record 

of tariff reform, including an income 
tax measure, shuwsd the Democrats 
in the dual role of reducing the rev­
enue receipts with one bund und 
grasping «t sources of new income 
with another They erred in their 
estimates and were wrong In their 
predictions. As a result they have 
bad to cnucl a speciul tnx law to make 
good the losses to the treasury of 
ninety millions of dollars, with the 
prospect o f enacting fresh measures 
of the kind ad iuiluRuin.

FEW NOW WHO FAVOR RECALL
Roosevelt idea Reeme to Have Been 

Relegated to the List of Ex­
ploded Crazee.

The theory of the recall of judges 
which reached enactment In some 
states and was widely advocated by 
the more radical elements in others, 
seems to be losing ground and gradu­
ally falling Into the list of exploded 
crazes. One of the prominent exam­
ples of the change is Governor Osborn 
of Michigan, who was two years ago 
advocating the nonsense of the Pro­
gressive program. Ho now perceives 
tho weakness of the proposal for sub­
mitting judicial recall to popular elec­
tion and advocates the election of 
Judges for life In order to free them 
from political domination. But he 
mixes up tho matter by talking about 
the removal of unfit Judges by peti­
tion at popular elections, which would 
be putting their official tenure under 
political influence.

In the advocacy of leaving the Judi­
cial power uninfluenced by politics 
there is no cultivation of tho belief 
that the Judges are perfect. They are 
human like every other instrumental­
ity. But the undoubted need of im­
proving their tardiness and their ten­
dency to observe prescribed forms 
rather than to deal out justice is not to 
be met by making them subject to the 
favor of politics or making their deci­
sions liable to be overturned by the 
popular opinion at a given election. 
It is essential to the administration of 
justice that it shall be as free as pos­
sible from subservience to the popular 
whim of the movement. This is only 
to be done by making the judicial 
tenure either for life or for long 
terms except in cases where the mis­
conduct is so flagrant as to require 
removal by impeachment.

It should be understood that both 
courts and legal practice require posi­
tive reforms. But even as they are, 
they are better than any other known 
forms of setting the questions with 
which they deal.

TARIFF HAS WORKED INJURY
Country Is Beginning to Notice the Re­

sults of Democratic “States­
manship.”

The Democratic tariff inflicted a bur­
den upon American industry without 
giving any benefit to anyone except 
the foreign manufacturer. It did not 
lower prices to the consumer, the thing 
that it was advertised and guaranteed 
to do. Its capacity for reducing is 
confined to reducing profits and wages 
and the number of the employed.

It does not supply the necessary rev­
enue for the expenses of the govern­
ment. That is why a new tax is now 
being forced upon the country under 
the name of a “war tax." The real 
reason for the new levy is that the 
tariff law as fixed by the Democrats 
does uot promise sufficient revenue to 
cover the expenses of the government, 
even with the great Joterur1 revenue 
receipts, and the iucome tax as a new 
source of revenue.

If the Democratic party would keep 
faith with the people, if it bad regard 
for its platform pledge and promise, It 
would revise Its own tariff law. The 
party promised a tariff that would pro­
duce revenue. In Us 1912 platform is 
this sentence: “We appeal to the 
American people to support us iu our 
demand for a tariff for revenue only.’*

What the Democratic party gave to 
the country was a tariff for disaster 
only. It lias borne no good fruit. It 
has not decreased the cost of living; it. 
has uot produced the revenue neces­
sary to support the government in 
time of profound peace Within our 
borders. But Us cost to the American 
producer is $27 each second of the 
working day.

Value of Protection Shown.
Nine out of ten of England's popula­

tion die penniless—it could hardly be 
otherwise—and CO per cent of all who 
live to be over seventy years old are 
burled by charity. England is the 
ideal free trade nation of the earth. 
Mr. Wilson aud Mr. Bryan by combin­
ing their political forces have foisted 
upon this nation, against its will as 
always expressed by majorities at the 
polls, a policy as near free trade as 
they could accomplish. And yet the 
weullh aud prosperity of the United 
States is the result o a continued pol- 
ey of protection aud the only differ­
ence between the wage earners of 
Knglam* and America is the difference 
>etweeu free trude aud protection.— 
Sun Diego Union.

New Tariff a Failure.
lu a word, the tariff is a deficit- 

producing measure and the Democrats 
have neither th' courage nor the loy­
alty uor the patriotism to confess it 
so and to go about revising it. Such 
revision would not need to be upon 
the basis of w ar conditions in Europe, 
us revision was Imperatively called for 
prior to the outbreak of the wur. The 
condition has simply been aggravated 
by the situation arising from that 
conflict.

Have ignored Party's Pledges.
President Wilson entirely ignores 

the fact that he and congress were 
elected under a pledge to retrench on 
the large expenditures of previous ad­
ministrations, uud that this pledge wus 
wholly Ignored by his party in the 
present congress. The one case In 
which this rule of lavish expenditure 
was Kuliently broken was under the 
leadership of a Republican senator 
supported by votes of Republicans uud 
Dcmucruls. In ignoring that fact the 
president indicated that his party feel­
ing led him to Ignore a prominent fact.

IN FAR NORTHLAND
Important Events in Sweden, 

Norway and Denmark.

BRIEFS FROM OLD COUNTRY

Interesting Items From the Three
Great Kingdoms of the North Se­

lected for Scandinavians and 
Their Descendante.

By MARTIN W. ODLANO. 

Norway.
A Christiania dispatch says the Si­

berian cedar treo has a great future 
In Norway, Jn the opinion of Orjan 
Olsen, the Norwegian scientist who 
returned recently from an expedition 
into Siberia.

The Siberian cedar grows to enor­
mous dimensions, often attaining twice 
the size of the pine tree. The climat­
ic conditions of Siberia, In the upper 
reaches of the Yenesei river, are also 
very similar to those that obtain in 
Norway, and the cedar thrives up to 
the snow line in the mountains. The 
soil is very similar to that in Norway, 
being of volcanic origin. The cedar 
is said to be hardier than the pine 
and Its wood is more valuable.

During its travels the expedition 
came across many interesting native 
tribes, most of them pagans. They 
live under very primitive conditions 
and are untouched by civilization.

• • •

L. S. Swenson of Minneapolis, form­
er United States minister to Norway, 
announces that the government of 
Norway has secured a loan of $3,000,- 
000 from American bankers. He w'as 
employed by the Norwegian govern­
ment to negotiate the loan and went 
to New York for that purpose.

"Norway’s credit Is good, and Just 
like other neutral countries, she has 
been put to additional expense In mob­
ilizing to protect her neutrality," said 
Mr. Swenson In speaking of the trans­
ection. “I was asked by the govern­
ment to act as agent and, co-operating 
with agents of the Norwegian foreign 
office who met me in New York, I 
helped negotiate the loan. The loan, 
as I understand R, is not for a specific 
purpose, hut to make up the deficiency 
caused by the extra expense. The 
loan was obtained through a New 
York financial firm.*'

• • •

A Christiania correspondent writes 
that the major part of the “Emigrated 
Norway” exhibit will probably be 
permanently located in Christiania. 
Only the borrowed articles have been 
returned, while the rest of the ex­
hibit has been presented to Nord- 
mandsforbundet. The intention is to 
make this a nucleus for a museum or 
& permanent “Emigrated Norway 
House" in the capital. Temporarily 
the exhibit has been boused in the 
Bygdo museum, where It will remain 
until permanent quarters can be se­
cured.

Tho whaling season In the Southern 
ocean opens In November and a fleet 
of 40 whaling boats and 15 tank 
steamers recently left Norway for 
these waters. On account of the par­
tial mobilization of the Norwej. an 
army, it was quite difficult to obtain 
enough men for the expedition. The 
Norwegians have for many yearB 
been the most active whalerB of D o 
world and many huge fortunes h .ve 
been accumulat >d by leading Norse 
operators In the whale fields.

• • •

The newspapers announce that the 
British legation at Stockholm has is­
sued an official declaration denying 
the Intention of Britain to establish a 
naval station on the coast of Den­
mark or Norway, as had been alleged 
In reports circulated In the Scan­
dinavian countries. The announce­
ment declares the rumor to be en­
tirely unfounded und that the British 
gove rnm ent has never had any such 
design In mind.

• • •

Carl Lumboltz, the well-known Nor­
wegian explorer, who went to Borneo 
some months ago, has returned in 
safety to Batavia. On the advice of 
tl.3 Dutch authorities, be will postpone 
his expedition to New Guinea two or 
three months on account of the un­
stable conditions now prevailing there.

Fifty million kroner, or about $13,. 
000,000, huve been sent to Norway by 
Norwegians in America since 1900, ac­
cording to an estimate of the postal 
department. During the year 1913 
postal money orders amounting to 
nearly $2,500,000 were received from 
the other side of tho Atlantic.

Norway experienced 494 earth­
quakes during the 25-year period from 
1387 to 1912, according to official sta­
tistics.

| D e n m a r k .

Politiken, one of tho influential pa- 
perB of Denmark, denounces the econ 
omy practiced by certnfn well-to-do 
people on account of the war. Such 
economy, says the paper, does more 
harm than good to the country, tend­
ing to disturb its internal peace. It 
is charged that well-to-do families, 
assured of a fixed income, have on 
two weeks' notice discharged their 
servants, who are thus thrown out of 
employment ind ore without means 
of support. It is charged by Politiken 
that some of the well-to-do families 
have entered upon this economy pro­
gram as a sport and are not taking 
into consideration the welfare of the 
Danish people as a whole.

• • •

More than two million crowns have 
been paid out to 21,000 veterans of 
Denmark’s wars, and there are stilt 
6,000 applications to be acted on. It 
is expected that at least 2,000 of the 
applicants will receive the usual allot­
ment, and It Is probable that many of 
the other 3,000 will also be remem­
bered. The mon6y distributed among 
the veterans was raised by private 
subscription among the people of 
Denmark and Is Intended as a mark 
of honor as well as an aid.

8weden. *
I stated In a recent issue that the 

situation in Sweden with reBpect to 
employment for labor was again 
improving, but later reports indicate 
that the situation is almost worse 
than ever. M o re  and more, Industries 
are being crippled, more and more 
men are thrown out of employment. 
The government of Sweden is doing 
all in Us power to relieve the situa­
tion aud the authorities in the various 
localities or communities are doing 
the same. Public buildings are being 
erected, so as to provide work for the 
unemployed and the needs of the poor, 
who may suffer want if unaided, are 
being looked after. It is generally 
recognized, however, that the winter 
will bring grave responsibilities to all 
officials and that the utmost efforts 
will have to be put forth to prevent 
misery, want and suffering among the 
laboring classes.

Dr. N. J. Wllle, tho distinguished 
professor of botany In the University 
of Christiania, who is on a lecture tour 
in the United 8tates, declared in an 
address at Minneapolis that Sweden 
and Norway are face to face with a 
grave danger In the present European 
situation. Speaking from his own ex­
perience and observations In the Cau­
casian region, he told of the methods 
of the czar’s government in the Rus­
sification of their subject peoples. He 
declared that It was an almost univer­
sal co n v ic tio n  among the educated 
Russians that the time had arrived for 
Russian world supremacy. The friend­
ship of Britain, be declared, would not 
protect Scandinavia, for England 
would be utterly powerless against 
Russia on land, and on the sea Rus­
sia has practically no navy that can* be 
attacked.

The government of Sweden has 

brought forward a proposition in the 
Riksdag to grant jjcrmlsslon during 
the next Blx months to the king to al­
low sugar manufacturers of Sweden to 
ship sugar Into Norway. Attention 
was called to the fact that Norway is 
greatly iu need of sugar, owing to the 
German government’s action in probib- 
itiDg the export of sugar from that 
country, which has hitherto supplied 
the Norsemen with that Important ar­
ticle. The government believes that 
Sweden can supply the needs of Nor­
way without running short herself.

The national government has taken 
steps to prosecute thus;1 who are r» 
sponsible for the restoration of the 
Bosarp church without due permission 
from the national government The 
government of Sweden is very care­
ful not to disturb old buildings. But 
when repairs or alterations are ab­
solutely necessary the work is care­
fully planned by national architects 
and archeologists.

Representatives from the Scandina­
vian labor unions have held a conven­
tion In Stockholm. Among the ques­
tions discussed was a proposition to 
remove the headquarters of the inter­
national socialists. This proposition 
came from Holland, and the conven­
tion resolved to request the executive 
committees o !  the party lu the Scan­
dinavian countries and Holland to 
call a convention to settle the ques­
tion.

HE best and most aristocratic 
families in London and New 
York have suddenly revived 
the old fashion of training 
their children on Shetland po­

nies, writes A. Eimslie Crabbe, in the 
Philadelphia Record. The shipment of 
these sturdy little animals for America 
Is going up by leaps and bounds, and 
wherever you go amongst the smart 
set in England you will now see these 
handsome little beasts carrying the 
children of the household. In fact, If 
you really want to be in tho newest 
fashion and to give children the time 
of their lives yoa must have a string 
of Shetland ponies in your stables. 
Experts say Shetlands teach children 
self-reliance and domination and set 
off the natural beauties of the girls as 
they canter through the parks like no 
other ponies on earth.

Shetland ponies, of course, are to 
some people merely a general name 
for a small type of pony, but this is a 
mistake. These small animals are bred 
with as much care in the Shetland 
islands as pheasants are bred and 
reared in cover' i In England and other 
sporting countries.

The Shetland islands themselves are 
composed of some thirty or forty 
small islands and three or four larger 
ones. The largest, called the “Main­
land," Is a bleak, hilly island starting 
at the peninsula with Sumburgh Head 
as its commencement and ending at 
Unet, a whale fishers' port, the first 
they touch on British soil.

Opposite Lerwick, the capital of the 
island' lies liressay, one of the larger 
island , and the center of the pony­
breeding Industry. Here they are 
reared and eventually exported to the 
United States ;.nd to Scotland, Eng­
land and other countries as required. 
A small, pure*bn 1 specimen Is some­
what valuable, fetching at the farm 
$200 cr $250. Larger ones are less 
costly and only make about $25.

Ponies Dislike Strangers*
These animals are usually dark 

brown, shaggy little beasts with long

about thirty feet wide, paved through­
out with slabs of stone, there being 
no distinction between roadway and 
sidewalk. A store here and there en­
croaches on tho street, which gives 
one the Impression, when walking 
along it for the first time, that this 
must be a blind alley. On coining to 
the supposed terminus, however, ono 
finds there Is a way round and that 
the street meanders on.

The peasant population of the is­
lands is extremely Interesting. Tho 
male portion is mostly devoted to fish­
ing and pony rearing. The female ele-i 
ment stays at home, cures the fish, 
and, when that Is done, carries peat* 
which Is the only fuel used, in “creels,1 
slung on the back. While walking 
outside the town you see a regular pro­
cession of women coining and going^ 
somewhat like ants moving their eggs.

They are all knitting &b hard as they! 
can, never looking at their work. Thei 
finished portion of the shawl Is wound) 
round their waist, leaving just enough; 
free to work with. These are eventu-, 
ally taken to the stores and exchanged 
for the necessities of life. Barter ta 
the usual mode of business among 
th e  poo re r class. These people  wear 
an extraordinary kind of shoe which! 
a piece of untanned cowhide, the hairyj 
side being outermost. 1 believe these 
rlvellns are quite peculiar to the Shot- 
lands.

The ponies are seen roaming about 
the hillsides quite uncared for, and 
seemingly wild, although they belong 
to the peasantry; these ponies, oC 
course, are the larger and less expen­
sive variety.

Island Without Trees.
There is one distinctive peculiarity* 

of all these islands and that Is, that 
there are absolutely no trees of any 
description growing. The inhabitants 
aver that they would spoil the view.

I took a small boat—which plies aa 
often as required—across the harbor 
to Bressay, and by the courtesy of the. 
proprietor looked over the pony farm, 
ffhere were ponies of all ages and

black manes. Their temper is by some 
called playful, but vindictive would be 
more applicable. While walking along 
one of the roads near Lerwick 1 had 
to run to shelter, as one of these 
charming animals made a dead set at 
me with ears back and teeth showing. 
I was informed that that is their usual 
recep tion  o f  a stranger. They are 
owned by nearly everyone on the main­
land, and act as draft horses, being 
particularly strong. As a rule they arc 
unshod.

To get to this interesting series of 
islands » took a boat from Llmebouse 
dock, London, and in 36 bourB arrived 
In Aberdeen. From thence I went by 
another steamer for 18 hours to Ler­
wick, the capital of the Shetlands. Be­
fore actually arriving at Lerwick,early 
travelers who wish to enjoy magnifi­
cent rock scenery have enough aud to 
spare, for on sighting Sumburgh bead, 
the most southerly point of the main­
land, the eyes are literally fascinated 
by that headland surmounted by a 
magnificent lighthouse. The steamer 
follows this peninsula the whole way 
up—a distance of some thirty miles. 
Each mile presents new aud delight­
ful rock scenes unsurpassed on that 
southern coast.

In Lerwick Harbor.
Eventually I arrived in Lerwick har­

bor, which, by the way, is one of the 
best natural harbors in the United 
Kingdom. It Is protected at its outlet 
by the Island Bressay, six miles in 
length, which is the one already men­
tioned eg the center of the pony in­
dustry. This harbor is capable of 
sheltering tbe entire British fleet, aud 
is used by the admiralty as a base dur­
ing tbe maneuvers.

Lerwick is a quaint town, nestling 
as it does round the harbor, with a 
background of heather-covered hills. 
Tbe town some throe hundred years 
old, but contains few of the old horses, 
although the prjncipal street—Corn-1 
mercial treet—is a remnant of the I 
old order of things, inasmuch au it is 
nn n-ly an Irregularly winding alley,

I sizes, the smallest being tbe size of & 
large St. Bernard dog, and the foals 
were reminiscent of chamois. While 
on Bressay 1 also walked to the Ork- 
neyman’s cave, which Is situated at 
the extreme end of the island, with 
the Giant's leg to guard the entrance 
—a small yacht cun easily sail, be­
tween rocks.

Besides Lerwick, the capital, there 
Is only one other town of any size, that 
being Scalloway. It is seven mile* 
from Lerwick across the penlnsulasud 
was the harbor town of Tlngwall, th» 
old capital of the islands. It boasts & 
castle which was built In 1640 und In- 
habitated by Patrick Stewart, then 
governor of the islands. He was a  
particularly brutal and inhuman man* 
for there still rem a ins  a r in g  on ono 
of the walls, through which a rope wu* 
run, to wrtffeh he hanged a great num­
ber of tbe inhabitants for very trivial 
offenses, or none at all sometimes, so 
tbe legend goeB, other than refusing 
to pay him unlawful tribute. Thus® 
executions were of dally occurrence, 
and matters came to such a pilch that 
petitions were sent to parliament* 
which caused him to he called to 
Edinburgh, where an inquiry was held. 
Ultimately he was hanged.

His memory wub so odious that tho 
people destroyed the castle, and now 
all that remains are the four w alls and 
tbe keep.

A Rest.
Senator Henry Cabot Lodge wa*

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HEAD OF NOVEL SOCIAL SERVICE
Bellevue, the famous old bospltal 

of Now York city, has been led to per­
ceive that to care for a man or woman 
physically Is not the end of its respon­
sibility. Caring for nearly eighty 
thousand persons a year In hospital 
and dispensary Is today but* one sido 
of the great work accomplished by 
that institution. This change hat 
been brought about by a woman— 
Miss Mary K. Wadley. As an em­
ployee of the bospltal she saw pa­
tients leaving Bellevue discharged as 
cured who hud not regained sufficient 
strength to take up their work. Sbo 
saw families broken up because the 
breadwinner lay 111 in the hospital and 
the smaller and weaker members 
were unable to shift for themselves. 
Often a discharged patient fortunate 
enough to nave a home to which he 
could return could not get the caro 
there necessary to Insure complete 
recovery.

Once the great hospital under­
stood that something more must be done than It had been doing for Its pa­
tients it empowered Miss Wadley to find ways and means of developing a 
social service. And in a broad sense this social service means the hospital 
is not only prepared to give a patient physical relief but mental as well. By 
taking care of tbo family while the father or mother is ill, by relieving the 
patient of anxiety regarding the possibility of securing employment on leaving 
the hospital and providing means to Insure convalescence the social service 
provides hope as well as health.

LEADS MASONS OF THE SOUTH
When the Scottish Rite Maeons 

of the southern jurisdiction at their 
recent convention in Washington 
named Judge Georgo Fleming Moore 
of Montgomery as sovereign grand 
commander of the order, they selected 
one of the most prominent MasonB in 
the whole South for the honor.

Judge Moore was born in Talla­
dega, Ala., educated at Central insti­
tute there and at the University of 
Virginia. After a law course at that 
university he was admitted to the bar, 
practiced for a while in Rockford,
Ala., and later In Montgomery until 
1902. He was appointed special Unit­
ed States attorney by Attorney Gen­
eral Garland during Cleveland's first 
administration, and was next appoint­
ed assistant United States district at­
torney, serving in this capacity 
through Cleveland’s first term, Harri­
son's second term and part of Cleve­
land's second term. He was then ap­
pointed United States district attor­
ney and served until after McKinley's inauguration. He served as judge in 
several Important caseB.

HE JUST FILLED THE BILL
Soon after President Wilson came 

into office he began bunting f ir  a 
man. He kept three essentials in 
mind during the progress of the 
search. The man, he said, had to be 
physically and mentally robust, and a 
Democrat, of course, aud be ought to 
have been a Union soldier in the 
war between the North and South. If 
such a man could be found, the presi­
dent promised to appoint him commis­
sioner of pensions.

Most encouraging to the many 
young Englishmen who have enlisted 
In the ranks to fight for their country 
In the European  war Is the promotion 
of Bir William Robertson to be lieu­
tenant general of the British army in 
France. Jlis career has been decided­
ly romantic and shows bow one who 
begius at the bottom of tho ladder 
may in time climb to the upper rungs.
In the past several enlisted men have 
risen to the grade of colonel and even 
of major general, one of the latter 
being the late Bir Hector Macdonald, 
hut Bir William Robertson is the first 
“ranker” to attain to a lieutenant gen­
eralship. For ten years be served aa 
a trooper in the Sixteenth lancers, 
and then, at the age of twenty-nine, 
he was commissioned a lieutenant of 
the Third dragoon guards. In the 
Black Mountain *»nd Miranzal expedi­
tions, and the Chitral relief expedition, 
on the Indian frontier, he so distin­
guished himself that lie was permitted
to marry the daughter of the late Lieutenant General Palin of the Bombay 
staff corps.

After that his promotion was swift and he haw been commandant of 
the staff coljcge, director cf military training of the British army and chief of 
the general staff at Aldershot. During the army maneuvers lain 3 ear he was 
the escort of King George, and ccou thereafter he was knighted.

BLUNDER IS COSILY
Belgian Regiment Almost Wiped 

Out on the Yser.

Ge mans by False Uniform Trap Worn- 
Out Foes—Only 100 Survive 

of 600 Men—Deep Water 
In Trenches.

London, England.—The Daily News 
describes the terrible experiences of 
one Belgian regiment during the bat­
tle on the coast when this regiment 
withdrew from Antwerp. Through an 
error it was given two days’ drill and 
inspection, Instead of rest, and then 
went into action again in the network 
of trenches on the banks of the Yser. 
The newspaper’s correspondent in bis 
dispatch quotes one of the soldiers in 
this body as follows:

“Them wad a farm on our rlghr and 
Borne of our men were firing at It 
when the door opened and three offi­
cers in Belgian uniforms stepped out, 
shouting to cease firing. We sent a 
detachment of men to the farm and 
they were swept away by machine guu 
fire.

Trench Filled With Water.
“Later we entered the trenches. 

They were full of water and I was fir­
ing for six hours, thigh deep in water. 
The German machine guns shot us out 
of crevices in a raised bank only a 
few yards across the river. The Ger­
mans then got into our cross trenches 
and tired down our lines. We had to 
run back. I was too sleepy to run. 1 
must have fallen asleep arid then we 
must have been ordered *0 advance. 
1 w as too tired to get up, hut some one 
kicked me and I go: up, as did the 
man in front of me. He immediately 
was shot through tho head and fell 
back on me. I got up again. A shell 
burst near me and three men who 
were running past just disappeared 

In Trenches With Germans.
“I found myself running forward 

again with others with fixed bayonets 
onto the Germans, who were firing 
from r. di* own trenches. We were 200 
left U om  COO. They did not wait, but 
scrambled over the bank across the 
river. We crouched In a big trench in 
muddy water. It was dark and we 
heard, we thought, Germans whisper­
ing on the river side of our bank only 
six foot away from us. The speakers 
wore 300 Germans who had stayed on 
our side, fearing to cross the river un­
der cur fire. '

Only 100 of Regiment Left.
“Bo we stayed ail night. Neither 

they nor we slept. Borne of our men 
who crept up the bank to look over 
were shot. Pome of the Germans 
climbed over and we fired at thHr 
heads, hands and arms as they became 
visible. A few- made holes through 
the loose earth, through which we 
fired on each other. Then the French 
got around the end and there wits 
heavy firing. We heard a few of the 
enemy slipping down to the river edge 
and the splashing of water. Then we 
scrambled over the hank and won. 
Only 100 of our regiment now remain.”

SURE OF DINING IN PARIS
Discovery In Officer's Pocket Illus­

trates the Confidence of the 
German Army.

Antwerp.—The absolute confidence 
of the German army in its ability to 
reach Paris Is illustrated by the dis­
covery in the pocket of a Prussian 
officer who died in a Brussels hos­
pital of a manuscript German-French 
vocabularly, containing the following 
In the two languages:

“Which is the way to the Place de 
1’Opera?”

“How far 1b it to the Moulin 
Rouge?”

“Is the Louvre open now?”
“Give me three chickens, two bot­

tles of champagne and three bottles of 
very old Burgundy.”

GERMANS DIE LIKE HEROES
Little Rear Guard Stood Ground 

Against the French Till Last 
Man Perished.

Rome.-—Recognition is given Ger­
man discipline by Luigi Barzlni, war 
correspondent with the French of the 
Corriere Della Sera, in a recent arti­
cle on the fighting about Chambry.

“Along the road of Chambry a story 
of a combat of man against man was 
told by the dead,” wrote Mr. Barzlni. 
“A troop of Germans who had boon 
left behind to guard the rear, and 
had taken cover In a ditch along the 
road, offered resistance to the very 
last—the last dead Frenchman lay 
three meters from the ditch. Then 
the storm passed over them and killed 
the last one. Stabbed through and 
through with the bayonet, the German 
soldiers lay against the embankment 
in a row. Bent bayonets and broken 
rifles spoke of the violence of the des­
perate struggle.

“The first in the row was a ser­
geant. It seemed that even in death he 
still uttered commands. Another 
group of dead lay about the body of 
the officer who had been In command. 
The similarity of expression on the 
faces of the dead was striking. Only 
the uniform told the private from the 
officer- There was a sort of fraternity 
among them in death. The dead Ger­
mans still had their knapsacks on their 
backs, were splendidly dreBsed, and 
appeared to be ready for parade.”

BULLETS FAIL TO KILL HIM
British Army Officer Has Many Close 

Calls From Death In Battle 
Line.

London.—Lieut. A. C. Johnston, 
well known as Hants county’s pre­
mier cricketer, Is beginning to believe 
that be bears a charmed life. He has 
been sent home wounded from the 
front, hut he said he considers him­
self mighty lucky to be even alive. 
He had many narrow escapes from 
death.

The day before he was wounded the 
nose of a shell hit a wall six Inches 
over his head. Shortly after a bul­
let hit the ground a half yard ahead 
of him, glanced up and hit him on tho 
body, only bruising him. Then a bul­
let hit him over th o  hea rt, “but it 
was spent,“ and he picked It out of 
Ills breast pocket and scut it home 
to Ills wife as a souvenir. His final 
escape came while ho was sitting on 
the steps of a houf.e. Half the build­
ing was blown up and be was not 
even touched.

HEALTH MOVE BY BRITAIN
Three Consulting Physicians Assigned 

to Duty With Expeditionary 
Force In France.

I*ondon.—The British Medical Jour­
nal states that the war office has ap­
pointed Bir John Rose Bradford, Bir 
Wllinot Herringhnm and Kir Almrotb 
Wright consulting physicians with the 
British expeditionary fo rce  in France.

Field Marshal Earl Kitchener, the 
J o u rn a l says, also has decided to ap­
point a npeclal army sanitary commit­
tee to advise the army council on ail 
questions pertali lug to tbo health of 
the troops.

Bir John Bloggett will be sent to 
France to coordinate the work of the 
army medical service with that of St. 
John’s ambulance and the Red Cross, 
of which he will be chief commis­
sioner.

Make Rampart of Dead Men.
Paris.— In  one o f the  hottest corners 

of the vast battlefield of the Marne 
the Germans v/ero hard pressed by 
tho French, and driven from their 
trenches. To check the victorious ad­
vance of the French troops they raised 
a rampart of dead and wounded. This 
wall, six feet high, the Turcos had to 
scale before they dislodged the enemy 
with their bayonets. In this corner of 
the lighting 7,000 German dead were 
found.

SPARTAN RUSSIAN COLONEL
Kissed His Dead Son and Continued 

to Give Orders to His 
Troops.

Petrograd.—The Russian Journal 
Svlct tells the following story of the 
Spartan conduct of Colonel Loupouk- 
hlne. lie was listening, after the 
first great battle of Galicia, to the read­
ing of the report of his regiment's 
casualties.

" 'We have lost 200 killed and 
wounded,’ he was told.

“ ‘How many soldiers killed?’ de­
manded Colonel Loupoukhino.

“ ‘So many.’
" 'How many officers killed?*
“ 'Only one.’
’“ What is the name of this officer?’
“ 'Lieutenant Loupoukhlne.’
“Not a muscle of Colonel Loupouk- 

hine's face moved.
“ ’Where was the officer killed?' he 

asked.
"The place was indicated. He went 

to the body of his dead son, dismount­
ed from his horse, kissed the fore­
head and lips of his child, made the 
sign of the cross, remounted, and con­
tinued giving orders."

COUNT RAZES OWN CHATEAU
Husband of Cincinnati Girl Directs 

Artillery in Dislodging Ger­
mans on His Estate.

pariB.—The Countess de Chambrun, 
formerly Miss Clara Longworth of Cin­
cinnati. a sister of ex-Congrcssman 
Nicholas Longworth. has received a 
letter from her husband, who was at 
one time a French military attache 
at Washington, and Is now an officer 
of an artillery company at the front. 
In his letter Count de Chambrun 
says:

“1 am now having the great pleas­
ure of directing the artillery fire 
against our own chateau, and I take 
great enjoyment in seeing piece after 
piece come down.”

The IX* Chambrun chateau Is near 
St. Mihiel. where a stubborn struggle 
bus been going on for six weeks, since 
that point has been occupied by the 
Germans.

IGNORES KAISER; SAVES ARMY
Ruler Reported to Have Advised Sui­

cide for General Who Disobeyed 
His Orders.

Baris.—The entire German left 
wing would have been annihilated 
during the battle of the Marne if Gen­
eral von Hausen had not disregarded 
the kaiser’s orders, declares tho War­
saw Gazette In confidential reports 
from Berlin. When the battle was 
going against the Germans the kaiser 
commanded the left to continue the ad 
vanee, but Von Hausen, realising his 
Hank wus strongly menaced, refused 
to obey.

When the m-ws reached the kt-lser 
of the Prussian guards’ retreat from 
Vitry-le-Francois he said bitterly:

“is General von Hausen still alive? 
A Samurai would have committed 
suicide.’*

LOSS TO REIMS $200,000,000
Insurance Companies Estimate thr 

Damage Caused to City by 
the Germans.

London.—1The correspondent of the 
Morning Post, who has Just returned 
from Reims, telegraphs from Baris 
that the insurance* companies estimate 
the damage to Reims at 1200,000,000. 
More than twelve hundred civilians 
were killed In the streets and houses 
during the month’s bombardment. 
About one-fourth of all the buildings 
were destroyed. The most severe 
damage was In the best portions of 
the city, where the finest and most 
historic building* are located. The 
cathedral is a ruin. F o r ty  thousand 
of the city’s population of a quarter 
of a million still remain, mostly living 
in cellar*,.

Speaker Says News papers Should In* 
vestigate Merits of Medicines Be­

fore Barring Advertisements.

That an organized uttempt has been 
made to blacken tbo reputation of the 
popular family remedies o f  this coua- 
try, and to mislead the newspaper 
publishers Into rejecting tho adver­
tising of such medicines, was the 
chargo made by Curl J. Halliott, of 
Buffalo, N. Y., at the convention of tha 
Advertising Atfillatlou at Detroit.

Mr. Ballielt is a director of the Pro­
prietary Association of America, which 
includes in its membership two hun­
dred firms which mako the popular 
prepared medicines of America.

Mr. Balllett pointed out that It Is 
the duty of tho newspaper publisher 
to refuse the advertising of any fake 
or fraudulent medicine. Just us It is 
Ms d u ty  fo refuse any fake nr fraudu­
lent advertising, but It Is not rlgl^to 
shut down ou all medical advt-j Using 
because there have been some fakers, 
any more than it would be fight to 
refuse to publish all department storo 
advertising because certain stores 
have made a practice of lying about 
bargain sales.

Disease and death are mysteries. 
People who are perfectly well are 
skeptical. They laugh nt tbo time- 
worn patent medicine Joke, Just us 
they laugh again and again over tho 
many variations of the operation Joke 
—“The operation was a success but 
the patient died.” This so-called hu­
mor has perhaps hurt the medicine 
business with well people, but when 
the hitherto healthy maa feels a se­
vere pain or illness, be Immediately 
wants medicine, and will bless the 
cure whether It be at the hands of a 
regular doctor, a homeopath, an osteo­
path, a Christian Scientist or patent 
medicine. There Is nothing more 
deadly than disease: nothing more 
honorable than to cure It.

Mr. Balllett refuted the Idea sought 
to be spread about that patent medi­
cines are unpopular by showing that 
from 1900 to 1912 the amount of pre­
pared medicines consumed In America 
increased from $100,000,000 to $160,- 
000,000 annually. He showed that, al­
though the American Medical Associ­
ation Is trying as an organization to  
exterminate so-called patent medi­
cines. the family doctor, Individually, 
Is not fighting them but prescribing 
them. He estimated that 40% of the 
prescriptions written by doctors today 
include proprietary medicines.

The writings of Dr. Harvey W. Wi­
ley, be said, have also alined to de­
stroy coDfldenco in proprietary medi­
cines; but that Dr. Wiley’s Ideas ara 
not Infallible Js shown by cases where 
his analyses were entirely wrong. Mr. 
Balllett mentioned a case where, with 
all the power of the Government, be 
fought a preparation as b§lng danger­
ous to health, and was inglorlously 
walloped.

There has been spread the Idea that 
a clever faker can mix a few useless 
Ingredients and, by smart advertising, 
sell tons of It and win sudden wealth; 
whereas, as a matter of fact, tho medi­
cine business is notoriously difficult, 
and, whore there has been one success 
at It, there have been a hundred fail­
ures. Any medicine which has no 
merit cannot live, because persons 
who arc duped into buying it once will 
not buy it again, and the profit from 
advertising a medicine can only come 
from repeat sales to the same, satis­
fied people. Therefore, any medlclDe 
which has been on the market for a 
number of years, and Is still adver­
tised, must have merit behind it to ac­
count for its success.

In conclusion Mr. Balllett declared 
that no newspaper Is doing justice to 
Its readers in the matter of medical 
or other advertising, unless it investi­
gates, not only the wording of the ad­
vertisement offered lor publication* 
but tbe merits of the article adver­
tised. lie pointed out that tl^e few 
newspapers who have been deluded 
into the policy of burring out medical 
advertising have adopted this general 
policy, rather than to form an inves­
tigation bureau of this kind which 
could, in a constructive und useful ef­
fort, Investigate and decide what Is 
a good product and what is a fraud. 
In not only the medicine business, but 
in every other business which adver­
tises Its wares to tho public.

The audience seemed to agree with 
Mr. Bullion's ideas <:» tbo subject and 
the chairman decided the question at 
Issue in IBs favor.

Guilty.
The Justice of the peace in a town
