Ruling on Insurance
Under the laws of Michigan an In 

suraocc company cannot be held lit 
ble for the total loss where property Is 
destroyed by fire when the property 
Is held jointly and the policy Is made 
out In favor of one party, according 
to Insurance Commissioner Barry 
who states that this question has come 
before him for settlement many times 
In the past year*

Two cases came to the attention of 
Commissioner Barry which emphasiz 
es the necessity of close attention to 
fire insurance policies. In the south 
ern part of the state two farmers In 
sured their properly In the Farmers’ 
mutual company. Both men died 
suddenly and the policies which bad 
been made out in their names, were 
not changed. Fires damaged the 
property on one farm to the extent of 
$1400 and the other loss reached $300.

The company holds that inasmuch 
as the policies were not changed after 
the death of the original holders, It Is 
not obliged to pay the widows. In­
surance Commissioner Barry uffirms 
the decision of the company.

This Is a matter that It will be well 
to remember, for H Is not uncommon 
to penult a policy to ruo Us full per­
iod after the death of the person in 
whose name It was made out. The 
same Is true of a change In a business 
firm. According to the ruling of Com­
missioner Barry the policy must be 
changed with the title to the property 
io order to make it collectable.

Call for Paving Bids
That it is the Intention to carry the 

paving part of the improvement of 
Iron street to completion during the 
present season Is made evident by the 
call issued for sealed proposals for 
doing this portion of the work. Bids 
are to be received at the office of the 
Board of Public Works up to 2 p. m. 
of Saturday, July 30th, and the pro­
posals must t>e accompanied by a cer­
tified check for at least 5 per cent of 
tbe bidder’s estimate. Five days is 
allowed for the successful bidder to 
execute a contract; he will be further 
requtred to give a bond amounting to 
70 per ceot of the bid price as a guar­
antee of tbe payment of all labor and 
material claims, together with bond 
In sum |of $3000 to insure good and 
substantial work and as surety that 
the pavement will continue free from 
defects detrimental to travel for & 
period of five years, the contractor 
however being given the privilege of 
making ordinary repairs that might 
prove necessary during that period. 
All of the work as it progresses is to

subject to the supervision of the 
engineer or his authorized represent­
ative. and the contractor shall forth­
with rebuild any sections that may be 
condemned as defective In any way. 
Provision Is made for the erection of 
barriers aod the maintenance cf red 
signal lights while the wprk Is In 
progress.

The specifications are very com­
plete and seemingly leave no loop­
holes for differences us to the char­
acter of material to be used or the 
manner in which the work Is to be 
done. Tbe level for the sub-grade Is 
clearly established and the distances 
specified for contractors’ free haul 
and overhaul in the transportation of 
filling material. This Initial filling 
Is to be soft earth, rolled or rammed 
compactly. Retaining stones to be 
put in at cross street Intersections are 
to be 6 Inches thick and not less than 
24 inches in depth. Full directions 
are given concerning catch basins, of 
which It Is estimated there will be ten, 
and tbe pipe connections with sewers; 
also the combined curb and gutter 
throughout the paved portions, with 
curved curb stones at street intersec­
tions.

The contract as now contemplated 
will cover the improvement of tbe full 
length of Iron street, Gold street to a 
point heyond the new union passenger 
station, and a section of Pioneer 
■avenue at the head of Iron street. 
Both creosoted wood and sandstone 
block pavement is taken Into consid­
eration In the call for bids, and esti­
mates will be required upon each of 
these kinds of paving material, but it 
is reasonably certain that the creoso­
ted wood blocks will be selected for 
the pavement In general, while sand­
stone blocks may be useji between 
railroad tracks and in similar places.

For either of these kinds of paving 
material a concrete foundation 5 in­
ches In thickness Is to be provided. 
Then comes a sand cushion, composed 
of a layer of coarse dean sand one 
Inch in depth after compacting. On 
top of this, if wood is chosen, will be 
the paving blocks, which have a depth 
of 3 or 3i Inches, aB may be determin­
ed. The blocks are to be fully creo­
soted before belog laid and all inter­
stices are to be filled with a bitumiu- 
ous paving cement.

If sandstone blocks are to be used 
they are to be of sound, durable ma­
terial of uniform hardness, about 12 

| inches long and us nearly fi-ln. square 
as possible. Flue screened gravel Is 
to be used to fill the joints to u height 
of not less than three inches from tbe 
top. This gravel Is to lw tamped Into 
the interstices with a paver’s rum 
and the remaining space then filled 

i with hot paving pitch or cement.
Special provision is made for extra 

reinforcement between rullroad tracks 
where a concrete foundation will be 
used, and allowance will be made for 
heavy rock and boulders If encount­
ered In excavations for sewer connec­
tions.

Prior to the beginning of work tele­
phone and other poles will have to be 
removed, aod tbe gascotnpaoy will be 
asked to extend service pipes to all 
buildings on the streets affected be­
fore the pavement is laid. There ure 
several other matters to receive atten­
tion before the work Is actually start­
up, but it is believed that all will be 
in readine.* b> the time the coutruct- 
ors have assembled tbelr forces and 
materials and that there will be no In­
terruption to the work.

They habitually avoid adver­
tising solicitors and close their ears to advertising suggestions of 
all kinds. If finally cornered and they contract for a few’ inches 
they feel that they have done to much for charity.

’There is a well-founded basis for this state of facts. The 
public mind is suspicious of a "gold mine” proposition of any kind. 
It is an acknowledged fact that fortunes have been made in mining 
and !>ecausc of this reputation it was easy for the unscrupulous to 
take advantage of the situation and pass off worthless schemes. So 
people have heard how W. L. Douglass, has, by advertising, built 
up one of the leading shoe businesses in America. They have heard 
of the fortune amassed by John Wanamakcr, a pioneer in adver­
tising, as well as others whose fame 1ms been secured in this way.

Just as a good gold mine today can be worked with profit in 
spite of the worthless hillside across the valley which may he sold 
to the "easy” one, so right advertising will pay. There is a fasci­
nation to it—this effort to influence tho public to buy a certain 
commodity at a certain place. It is a subtle thing, something 
worthy of study from the theoretical standpoint of psycholog}', 
hut its charm to the business man lies in the fact that it makes two 
dollars grow where one grew before.

IS PART OF STOCK IN TRADE
Advertising Is Commodity of Newspa­

per That Should Bo Paid For 
by User.

Advertising Is a legitimate part of 
a newspaper's stock In trade, and 
something to be paid for like any other 
commodity. Some porsous in every 
community need education on this sub­
ject.

The more rural tho locality the more 
contracted the Ideas of the applicant 
and the more he feels at liberty to ask 
for free advertising that shall con­
tribute to something in which he Is In­
terested. Thus it often happens that 
people will request a "notice" of their 
entertainment out of which they pro­
pose to make money, provided they can 
get the notice without paying for It. 
The chances are that the person ask­
ing such favors of a newspaper have 
been to some other printing office to 
get their circulars and their tickets 
printed—not for nothing, however. 
They can understand that the adver­
tising which the circulars and such 
afford Is to bo paid for, but they do 
not fully comprehend why a news­
paper should not notice and benefit 
their speculation without charging for 
It. These remarks are preliminary to 
the statement of a business principle 
which prevails in all well regulated 
newspaper offices and which is based 
on principles of equity. It Is this: 
Whatever a newspaper publishes that 
ts calculated to put money In the cof­
fers of an individual or to further the 
Interest of hls business In any way the 
newspaper Is entitled to pay for Its 
service. That 1b the long and short of 
the principle. A newspaper must have 
a revenue from its advertising 
just as much as tho baker must have 
pay for hls bread. The one is as much 
a stock in trade as the other and In 
large cities this Is well understood and 
every bit of space in the city papers 
Is well paid for. It is undoubtedly 
true that In some small places in the 
country, feeble newspapers yield to 
the kind of sponging referred to. In 
such places there are always persons 
who think the whole newspaper estab­
lishment Is at their beck and command 
If they take one copy of the weekly 
paper.—fidlnboro (Pa.) Independent

Non-Advertiser Man of Lolsuro.
The merchant who does not adver­

tise is a man of leisure. He baa 
abundtnoe of time on his hands which 
he may spend in going fishing or in 
attending baseball games, providing 
he has the means, or In sitting on a 
chair near his storo door to watch the 
people go by to spend their money 
with hls more enterprising rivals In 
business. Ho can flud time for any 
or all these pursuits, because bo does 
not advertise. His competitors have 
not the time, for the reason that they 
are kept busy waiting on customers 
whom they have reached by Judicious 
and generous advertising In the local 
press.

Readers Are Wise.
Newspaper readers have learned 

that it pays to consult the advertising 
columns of their home paper when 
they want to buy anything. There 
they may find where the best Is sold 
and often ptek up bargains they would 
have missed If they hadn't looked over 
the advertisements. When a business 
man has something especially attract­
ive in quality or price he makes use 
of jirinter's ink In these days, and It 
goes. The merchants know they are 
watching, aud that’s wby they adver­
tise.

The Time to Advertise.
The time to advertise Is all tho time. 

The man who fishes longest has tbe 
largest basket of fish.

No one lies awake thinking of your 
business; out of print out of mind. 
Tbe presidential candidates are well 
advortlsed every four yoars. Ask your 
neighbor who ran with Bryan tho last 
time—five out of ten will say thoy 
have forgotten and the other five will 
think long before they correctly an- 
ywer.

THE HUNGRY POSTAGE STAMP
He Ests Up Money at Awful Rate In 

Advertising—Newspaper Much 
More Eoonomlosl.

Take a number—"1" will do os well 
as any—put a dollar sign before It, 
then add a number of ciphers, and 
you will have the approximate amount 
which the advertisers of the country 
spend in getting their literature 
through tbe malls.

The manufacturer of a widely known 
lubricant decided to circularize 100,000 
possible customers. Ho hired a print­
er to make a circular and bought 100,- 
000 envelopes and 100,000 two-cent 
stamps. He used two-ceot stamps be­
cause the one-cent stamp is notorious 
for Its propensity to send advertising 
literature direct to the waste basket.
For postage be spent.................$2,000
For circulars ..........................  600
For envelopes, addressing....... 400

So it is evident that In the expen­
diture of $8,000 this advertiser spent 
by far the greater part of it for post­
age and mailing.

It helps to pay the 
expenses of the rural free delivery 
routes, but It takes the advertiser’s 
money In heart-breaking fashion.

How Phillips Wrote Oration
-------- ,---------  *------------------------------------------

Phi Beta Kappa Address at Harvard 
In 1M1 Composed While He Lay 

Btretehed Upon a Sofa 
Couoh.

Accompanied by my friend of other 
days, the late John Boyle O'Reilly, 
the poet, 1 was walking through Es­
sex street, Boston, one afternoon In 
the summer of 1B82 when my atten- 
tlon was attracted to a face In the 
'window of a typical bow-windowed 
Boston home.

How Archbishop John Hughss Unwit­
tingly Performed Orest Servlet 

for the Nation by Hls Loy­
alty to Weed.

This is the hitherto unpublished 
story of tbe archbishop of the Roman 
Catholic church who, because he 
would not permit a close personal 
friend to be put in tbe way of being 
humiliated, unwittingly performed a 
great service for the Union at a most 
crltlual period of the Civil war. This 
church dignitary was John Hughes, 
from 1860 to 1864, the year of hls 
death, the head of his church In New 
York city.

Shortly after the outbreak of the 
war President Lincoln, as history 
•tatos, determined to tend abroad, to 
Creat Britain and France, a special 
embassy to work for tbe cause of the 
Union and against tbe foreign com­
missioners of the Confederacy. One 
of tbe men he appointed on this com­
mission was the late Charles P. Me- 
Ilvalne, Protestant Episcopal blsbop 
of Ohio, and another was Archbishop 
John Hughes, an ardent friend both 
of the Union and of Lincoln, and also 
a very encrgetlo and earnest worker 
and a most eloquent speaker.

These two dignitaries, when they 
met In Washington shortly after they 
had boon formally notified of tbelr 
■election by the president,'were under 
the Impression that tbe third member 
of tho commission was to be Tburlow 
Weed. But tho archbishop had been 
In the capital only a day or so when 
he begun to suspect that It was not 
tbe purpose of the secretary of state, 
William H. Boward, to clothe Mr. 
Weed with full plenipotentiary pow­
ers, notwithstanding the Informal re­
port that had been printed that the 
three apeclnl ambassadors would be 
the two'eccloslaatlcs and Mr. Weed.

Now, Archbishop Hughes and Mr. 
Weed wero close persona) friends and 
tbe more the archbishop thought about 
tbe matter the more excited he be­
came. At last he determined to beard 
tbo secretary of state In bis office and 
have It out with him aa regarded bis 
friend’s position upon tbe commission, 
j The archbishop lost no time In 
owning to the point, once be bad 
gained Mr. Seward's presence.
| "Secretary Seward," he said, "I un­
derstand that the commissions of 
Bishop Mcllvalno and myself as spe­
cial ambassadors of President Lin­
coln to Great Britain and France are 
about to be made out.

And one of the greatest 
romances In all our political history 
Is that which tells how Mr. Weed, a 
few weeks later, prevented the Em­
peror touts Napoleon from declaring 
that France would recognise the 
southern Confederacy.

I am willing to let the 
courts , decideThen Mr. Patteq 
gave $5,000 ball and retired to await 
developments.

It was a series of successful opera­
tions In oats and corn on the Chicago 
board of trade which first brought 
fortune to Mr. Patten. For years he 
was unlucky In wheat, the market 
getting away from him just as he was 
about to seize hls profits.

In April, 1909, however, he put 
through the most successful wheat 
corner Chicago ever has known and 
won the title of "Wheat King." He 
forced the price of May wheat to $1.34 
and unloaded with a profit estimated 
at more than $5,000,000. At the head 
of the bear clique, opposed to Patten 
In this deal, was J. Ogden Armour, 
said to have lost $2,000,000.

In September, 1909, Patten by 
daring trading brought himself out of 
a bad bole In September wheat and 
added to his fortune.

SECRETARY KNOX TO STAY 
IN PRESIDENT’S CABINET

T HERE I. on* 
record made 

by Theodore  
Roosevelt as pres­
ident which Wil­
liam H. Taft bas 
no intention of at­
tempting to break. 
Itisthat of cabinet 
office changes.  
Roosevelt had not 
been in office as 
long as Taft has 
served until he 
had turned the 

cabinet topsy tflrvy. From time to time 
there have come rumors that certain 
members of the cabinet were going to 
get out Few members of a presi­
dent's cabinet turn over their port­
folios voluntarily. Generally the pres­
ident asks for them.

The latest rumor concerned Philan­
der Knox, secretary of state, which Is 
the ranking position In the cabinet 
There was some basis for this In that
certain Ronithllpana In p̂ nnavlvanlft
wanted Mr. Knox as their candidate 
for governor. When the president 
heard of this plan he put hls foot 
down on It In a hurry. It was barely 
announced that the Republicans of 
Pennsylvania wanted to take Mr. 
Knox away from the Taft administra­
tion and put him In charge of the 
state's affairs at Harrisburg, when the 
secretary of state issued a statement, 
which President Taft requested him 
to make, saying he would not leave 
the cabinet. Tho statement followed 
a long conference between the presi­
dent and bis secretary of state In 
which Taft urged Mr. Knox to remain 
at the head of the state department, 
and In that connection the president 
made some very flattering statements 
with regard to the service that Knox 
Is rendering to his country In the 
management of Its foreign affairs.

Tho president without reservation 
assured Knox of hls unqualified sup­
port and pointed out to him that hls 
success so far has been so great In 
the matter of the court of arbitral 
justice and all the other policies bear­
ing Knox's Immediate prlmature that 
he 1b bound to rank among tbo great­
est of American secretaries of state if 
he will continue In office at least for 
the remainder of his term.

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Tonnage Tax Fallacies

Tbat there will be renewed effort, 
particularly cn the part of certain 
orcaolzatioDi and newspapers In the 
Lower Peninsula, to secure the enact* 
ment of so-called “tonnage tax" leg* 
Ulation at the next aeaaio'} of the 
Michigan State Legislature there is 
no doubt, <tnd it is well that the peo* 
pie of the Upper Peninsula are begin* 
oing to awaken to the importance of 
the hituation which so vitally affects 
the industry upon which such a large 
number of them are chiefly dependent.

There has been too touch complnc* 
eocy in the maooer la which Northern 
Michigan has viewed this matter, and 
while the attempt to force the state 
back to a tonnage tax system failed 
In the last Legislature there is do tell­
ing when such legislation may be slid

makes a pretty effectual chain of safe* 
guards.

There are those in the lower part of 
the state, however, who profess to be* 
Here that the mines are slipping out 
of a considerable share of the burden 
of state taxation. This mistaken senti­
ment has been fostered largely by de* 
cigning politicians and it bas found 
fertile toll for propogation in the 
purely agricultural districts of the 
Lower Peninsula. This accounts for 
the following resolution adopted by 
the Michigan State Grange, in session 
at Traverse City in December, 1909:

Resolved, That the Michigan State 
Grange, in annual session convened 
at Traverse City, urge the enactment 
of sucb laws by the Legislature of 
Michigan as will result in the assess* 
ment of all copper and iron mines 
and mine properties In Michigan 
upon the same ad valorem bftsis as at 
the present time, and in addition 
thereto tbat a tonnage tax (so*cslled), 
shall be assessed upon all copper and 
Iron produced and mined in Michigan 
as follows:

Ooo cent per pound on copper 
and ten cents per ton upon 
iron ore.

Sucb tonnage tax should be due 
and payable on the first day of June 
each year for all copper and iron 
mined during the preceding year, and 
that at tbat time tbe amount of tbe 
Itftte tax paid upon tbe ad valorem 
gsseipment of the preceding year by 
any individual or corporation shall 
be deducted from such tonnage tax, 
if sucb ad valorem tax shall be less 
than sucb tonnage tax. but if such 
tonnage tag ft be paid by any indi­
vidual $P Corporation for state tax 
shall be equal to or less than tbe hd-tbrough a subsequent Legislature if

we of tbe North neglect to make Its ■ valorem tax paid by such Individual
or corporation for state tax, then no 
tonnage tax shall be collected from 
sucb lodiyldual or corporation for

Unfairness clear to those who dwell 
below the straits. Tbe term unfair* 
Dess is used advisedly, for notwith­
standing the idea nurtured In Granger 
circles tbat Upper Peninsula iron and 
copper mines are escaping a consider­
able portion of the burden of taxation, 
there is abundant evidence to prove 
tbat our mines are being taxed for 
state purposes on a basis fully as 
high, and in many instances probably 
higher, as that of any industry in tbe 
state.

As an essential to fortifying them­
selves for defense it will be well for 
Upper Peninsula people to gain a 
more intimate knowledge of the history 
of mine taxation in this and other 
states and the practical workings of 
tbe specific and ad valorem systems— 
for Michigan has had experience with 
botb. Unfortunately Upper Peninsu­
la people have taken too much for 
granted in this matter, and while they 
must know tbat tbe proposed legisla­
tion would be harmful to tbe industry 
wbicb is tbeir mainstay, and event­
ually to tbe state at large, it is doubt­
ful whether tbe average person, even 
right here in a mining community, 
could muster his whys and wherefores 
if suddenly called upon to defend bis 
position. It Is to direct tbe attention 
of those who dwell among us to some 
of tbe vital principles of mioe taxa­
tion that tbe Ikon Herald will de* 
vote some space and attention to the 

. subject in this and succeeding issues. 
Further than its presentation of the 
arguments in what It hopes will be an 
interesting and conclusive way, this 
paper lays claim to no especial credit 
for discernment: the facts and figures 
are available to any seeker for Infor­
mation—they have even been mar- 
tialed in orderly array I at one time 
and another—but if we shall be able 
to make tbe situation clearer to our 
readers and enable them to demon­
strate Uncalled upon tbat the present 
system of taxation Is both adequate 
iiDd equitable our modest part toward 
tbe general good will have beeo per­
formed.

Just by way of preface, it may be 
►dated that the specific form of 
mine taxation, that is, a special lax 
upon the mine products, was in vogue 
in Michigan from 1M3, when the iron 
and copper mining Industries had 
their beginning, to 1*9), when it was 
abandoned as unwise and undesira­
ble. Since lwl these mining proper­
ties have been taxed in tbe same man­
ner und upon tbe same basis as all 
other property in the state, a valu­
ation is placed upon a mine properly 
us shown and determined by its earn­
ing capacity, and it might be remark­
ed In passing that in no other industry 
in the state Is so much attention paid 
to •'futures.” The location of a new 
mineral deposit is quickly followed by 
increased a*»e**meiii of the property 
as a whole, and adjoining tracts are 
proportionately affected, notwitstand- 
ing that it may be some years before 
they are touched and that the expen­
diture of thousands of doiiurs in de­
velopment work may bo required be­
fore the miucru! stores are mude mark­
etable. There is no milling district, 
In Michigan at leust. which is under 
thedomluilion of any one corporation, 
and competition would of itself have 
u teudeury to keep mine assessments ut 
a fairly equitable figure. Hut it is 
not assumed that the local assessor 
is infallible, and his work is therefore 
subjected first to the Inspection of the 
board of review of tbe city or town­
ship and secondly to equullmiou by 
tbe county board of supervisors. 
Finally, all of the assessment rolls of 
the state are subject to scrutiny, and 
revision should that be found neces­
sary, by the Hoard of State Tux Com­
missioners, who are given the power, 
on the complaint of any taxpuyer of 
the state, to investigate any assess­
ment alleged to be inadequate or un­
fair io any respect. All of which

such year. All tonnage tax collected 
to go to the general fund of the state.

This resolution was adopted against 
the earnest protests of many delegates 
in attendance at the meeting, who 
urged that affirmative action on it 
should not be taken until an investi­
gation could be made. It was evi­
dent, however, that a majority of the 
delegates had been impressed by tbe 
incorrect and misleading statements 
relative to tbe taxation of iron and 
copper mining properties published 
during the preceding year by certain 
newspapers in discussing tbe subject.

Tbe foregoiog will serve as an out­
line of tbe situation as it confronts 
the Upper Peninsula and it will also 
form a basis for future discussions of 
tbe subject <n these columns.

Bureau of Mines
The act establishing a Bureau of 

Mines in tbe Department of tbe Inter­
ior became effective July 1st. At or­
iginally approved, the law contem­
plated tbe transfer of tbe entlrt tech­
nologic branch of the U. S. Geologi­
cal Survey, the mine accident investi­
gations, fuel investigations, struct­
ural materials investigations, etc., to 
the Bureau of Mines, but tbe sundry 
civil appropriation act amended tbe 
law to such an extent tbat tbe struct­
ural materials investigations went to 
tbe Bureau of Standards, Department 
of Commerce and Labor.

Tbe work of the Bureau of Mines 
for the first year will be a continua­
tion and expansion of the work car­
ried oo by tbe technologic branch of 
the Geological Survey. Its activities 
at the outset will be chiefly confined 
to tbe coal mining Industry, but event­
ually it is hoped that appropriations 
will be sufficient to make its scope 
complete. Investigations of accidents 
will be a feature of tbe work and res­
cue stations are to be established at 
centrally located pulnts in the eastern 
coal region.

Such research as the present limited 
appropriation wii] permit will be con­
ducted along the lines of investiga­
tions of explosives, electricity in min­
ing, appliances for preventing mine 
accidents, examination and codifica­
tion of mining laws, analyzing and 
testing ores, etc. Bulletins embody­
ing tbe results of the work will be 
Issued from to lime.

Gone to Pastures Green

Jerry was a big gray horse owned 
by Hill & Raallkainen, the manufac­
turers of carbonated beverages, and 
one of his regular duties was to make 
the rounds while August Kuatikuinen 
delivered the daily consignment to 
local dealers. He knew the route 
perfectly, and Mr. Kautikainen’s re­
appearance on the sidewalk after 
mukiiig a delivery wun a signal for 
the horse to move on to the next cus­
tomer's place of business. Crossings 
from one side of the street to the 
other, and turns into side streets, 
were made without a word of direc­
tion being given, anu it was seldom 
that Mr. Raatlkaincn mounted tbe 
wagon or touched the reins from the 
time he entered the business district 
until he was ready to leave it.

Practically everyone whose affairs 
brought him onto down-town streets 
with any degree of regularity was 
familiar with the big gray horse, and 
ail will be sorry to learn that he will 
be seen uo more.

REPUBLIC
Present indicatiopi are that between 

fifteen and twenty members of the 
Republic Fire Department will attend 
tbe annual meeting and tournament 
of tbe organization to be held this 
year at tbe Soo. At a recent meeting 
tbe association voted an appropria­
tion of ltd from tbe department treas­
ury to defray tbe expenses of those 
who will attend, and also named 
George Donaldson and Bert Anderson 
as tbe official delegates to participate 
in the business sessions.

M. D. Moore, who put in a day or 
two In Republic recently, reversed 
about all of the precedents which 
usually attend homesteading aod 
pioneering. In tbe first place he was 
not a young and active man, eager to 
get a start in life; but instead Is well 
into the shady side of the 70’s and has 
already had bis full share of tbe 
knocks and bumps which are bound 
to come in an existence of three score 
years and ten. Then, too, be was oot 
beading west to seek bis fortune, but 
was returning eastward with tbe hope 
of permanently settling on some Mar­
quette county land to which be had 
held title for many year*. Mr. Moore 
until recently was located at Lebanon, 
S. D., but be closed out bis interests 
there in order to take up residence in 
this region. He owns practically a 
whole section of land to the eastward 
of Republic, in fact it is quite near to 
tbe Isnpemlrg club bouse. He gave 
tbe property very thorough inspection 
when here on a visit about three years 
ago aod believes that it is favorably 
located for stock raising and general 
farming. As part of tbe outfit which 
he brought from the Dakotas be bad 
a team of horses, an Aberdeen bull 
upon which experts place a valuation 
of 11000, a cow and calf, chickens, 
geese, etc., as well as such of his 
farming implements as It was advisa­
ble to transport. Though bis farm is 
not more than nine miles In an air 
linei from Republic, Mr. Moore's 
teams had to cover fully twice tbst 
distance to haul bis outfit from 
Republic.

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STUDY WOOD USES
Forest Service Plans to Conduct 

Large Experiments.

Laboratory Opened In Madison, Wit,—
Roar Admiral Stockton Is Choson 

President of George Wash* 
ington University.

Washington.—Utilisation of forest 
resources to the fullest possible ex 
tent U to he the aim of an experiment 
atatJon Hint tinder the name of the 
foraat products laboratory haa recent 
ly been eawibllshed by the forest serv 
lee at Madison, Wls. Henry 8. Graves 
chief of the forest service has re 
tamed from opening the laboratory 
and spoke enthusiastically of the out* 
look.

The station Is called a laboratory, 
but this Is hardly a descriptive name. 
The word laboratory usually Infers 
chemical or physical experiments on 
a  very small scale, and laboratory 
work 1s always differentiated from 
Held work because It Is not always 
certain that an experiment successful 
In the laboratory will be a practical 
•ad commercial success.

The work at the Wisconsin station 
Is on a scale that Is largo enough to 
•bow whether the work carried on 
toaa a commercial future. There are 
a  number of varied Industries all con­
nected with forest products carried on 
under the same roof, but they are car­
ried on In a larger way than Is com 
xnon In a laboratory. There Is a prac­
tical pulp mill for making paper out 
of woods that aro to be found In the 
national forests, but that have never 
been utilized for paper making; there 
Is a plant where new woods are be­
ing tried for making lead pencils, 
there arc testing devices for determin­
ing the structural strength of woods, 
real chemical laboratories for deter­
mining chemical composition and the 
Adaptability of woods for dyeing, tan- 
nfng and other arts, and sections for 
ldln drying, fireproofing and preserv­
ing woods from decay. There will be 
an important branch devoted to sa­
ving wood refuse by distillation, the 
making of wood alcohol by cheap and 
practical processes and the like.

“The opening of the laboratory was 
In every way a noticeable success," 
•aid Mr. Graves. “It was participated 
In by a large number of lumbermen, 
representatives of wood-using Indus­
tries and others Interested In a prac­
tical way in what the laboratory is 
Intended to do. I think these men 
were much impressed with the facili­
ties, for studying practical problems 
on a scale which will mako the results 
valuable to users of what the forest 
produces.

"For Instance, there was a paper 
machine making paper from species 
of wood which arc being experimented 
with to discover their value for this 
purpose. Some of the woods to be 
tested are national forest woods of 
relatively low value for timber. Oth­
er tests were of construction timbers 
of large size.

“The success of the opening was 
largely due to the hearty cooperation

While the aim of the station la to 
do work on a scale that will he largo 
enough to pretty well establish Its 
commercial possibilities, there have 
been arrangements made with a num­
ber of the commercial concerns Inter­
ested In the uso of woods to carry out 
on a commercial scale work that ap­
pears promising in the laboratory.

There will be on additional office 
maintained In Chicago. The work 
there will consist of studies of the 
wood-using Industries of the various 
states, tbo collection of statistics and 
keeping In general tpuch with the 
wood market.

ADMIRAL HEADS UNIVERSITY*

Washington.—Rear Admiral Charles 
Herbert Stockton, LL. D., U. 8. N. .re­
tired, wilt succeed Dr. Charles W. 
Needham as acting president of 
George Washington university. He 
will take up the duties of his office 
September 1. On the same date Dr. 
Howard Lee McBalo, assistant pro­
fessor and dean of the College of 
Political Sciences, will become profes­
sor of political actencss and assistant 
to the acting president

The •appointments were made at a 
special meeting of the board of trus­
tees of tbe university recently. As 
Rear Admiral Stockton's name had 
not been mentioned publicly as a prob­
able successor to Doctor Needham, 
and as Doctor McBaln is only thirty- 
one years old, both appointments were 
a surprise In educational circles, but 
the opinion was general that the se­
lections of the board of trustees are 
excellent ones.

Rear Admiral Stockton will take up 
the work of reorganizing tbe educa­
tional and financial affairs of tbe uni-

“The board of trustees contemplates

In the administration of ed­
ucational affairs I will bo elded by 
Doctor McBaln, dean of tbe echool of 
political sciences, who is an educator 
of marked ability."

Horn In Philadelphia October 13, 
1845, as tbe eon of Rev. W. R, Stock- 
ton, Rear Admiral Stockton was ap­
pointed to tho United States Naval 
academy when a young man and grad­
uated in 1885. While still a cadet be 
served abroad tbe Macedonian In the 
summer of 1864 during the blockade 
of Confederate porte. After tho war 
Im went to tho Pacific squadron and 
later was transferred to tbe Philadel­
phia navy yard. After serving on sev­
eral vessels at tbe New York navy 
yard and at tbe hydrographic office be 
was ordered to tho Washington navy 
yard as lieutenant commander.

In 1889 hi* was placed In command 
of the Thetis, and three years later 
be was ordered to tbo Naval War col­
lege for special duty. After two years 
in command of the Yorklown be was 
chosen president of the Naval War 
college In 1898. He was then a rank­
ing captain and served In the war col­
lege two year'*.

At tbe organization of the "new 
navy" Captain Stockton was placed la 
command of tbe Kentucky, and In 
19011 became naval attache at tbs 
American embassy In London. He was 
recalled to accept the position of pres­
ident of tbo board of inspection and 
survey, and waa afterward made pres­
ident of tbe naval examining and re­
tiring board.

Of tbe 46 yeara of his aervice 31 
have been spent at sea. He was re­
tired in October, 1907, with tbe rank 
of rear admiral. He edited a manual 
on International law and has written 
several papers on subjects re sting to 
(be Intercourse of nations. In 1860 bs 
wan married to Mlsa Pauline L King 
of New York.
