It Ib Impossible to forecast tb 
attendance at the Teachers’ Institute 
and the fifteenth annual meeting of the 
Upper Peninsula Educational Asso* 
elation to be held in this city next 
Thursday, Friday and Saturday, but 
the central location of the city chosen 
for the sessions, the wide reputation 
of those who are to make the princl- 
pal addresses and the genera) excel* 
ence of the programs make it quite 
certain that the high mark in attend* 
auce Ib likely to be reached.

Negauoee school officials and 
teachers have done all In their power 
to make the teachers’ visit pleasant 
and profitable. A bureau of Infor­
mation was established some weeks 
ago, a thorough canvass for accom* 
modationa In private homes being 
made and the Information gathered 
being carefully tabulated. This in* 
formation was, In turn, transmitted 
to all Upper Peninsula teachers who 
contemplated attendance and who 
took the trouble to make Inquiry, 
with the result that by yesterday 
every inquiry received up to that 
date had been given a satisfactory 
answer and when the teachers arrive 
next week they may be directed &«. 
once to the hotel or home where ac* 
commodatlnns have Ven reserved for 
them.

Upward of fiOO requests have thus 
been provided for, and there are still 
some accommodations In reserve, 
though teachers who did not heed the 
educational association's warning to 
file applications for rooms early will 
not, of course, find matters so con­
veniently arranged as those who had 
the foresight to get their requests on 
record in due season. Young meo 
from the high school will meet in­
coming trains next Thursday to act as 
guides, and visiting teachers are re­
quested to report at the high school 
for registration, as well as direction 
to the rooms which have been reserv­
ed for them.

Decisions Confirmed
Receiver John Jones of the land 

office has received notification that 
his decisions had been confirmed In 
the cases of Nelson J. Robbing 
against the heirs of Olive Gouelette, 
deceased, Anton Cushman against 
Frank j. /lelaskowski and Fred J. 
Young against August J. Anderson. 
These are all cases in which tbe titles 
to homesteads were withdrawn from 
the original entrymen, because of fail­
ure to reside on the lands in compli­
ance with the homestead laws, and the 
right of entry granted to the contest­
ants. The Robblns-Gouelette case 
was over an eighty of considerable 
value in'Marquette county. Olive 
Gouelette died October 30, 1008, and 
her daughter and step-daughter lost 
their title to the property by failing 
to live upon it or have some one else 
do so. Dr. Robbins of Negaunee con­
tested the claim and won. Tbe Ander­
son homestead is In Mackinac county 
and the Eielaskowski land is located 
In Presque Isle county.

An Educational Side-Show

It would appear that exclusive Cop 
perdom does not care to associate ed 
ucutionally with the rest of the Upper 
Peninsula. This week they are hav 
ing what they call an "inspiration” 
institute for the teachers of Houghton 
and Keweenaw counties. The schools 
in both counties are closed and all 
teachers are expected to attend the 
Institute.

Concedling the need of all the ed­
ucational uplift which can possibly 
be given that section, It would seem 
that such a series of meetings held 
just a week In advance of tbe Upper 
Peninsula Educational Association 
institute cannot fail to have a marked 
influence opou attendance from the 
Copper Country at the meetings to be 
held ia Negaunee next week, which 
are supposed lobe representative of 
northern peninsula as a whole. In 
fuct, it is stated that but few of the 
superintendents and practically none 
of the Copper Country teachers wii]
make the journey to Negaunee next 
week.

The Iron Country schools were 
particularly well represented at tbe 
Upper Peninsula Association sessions 
held at Houghton and Calumet within 
the pajt few years, while It Is recalled 
that Copper Country educators held 
aloof from the general meeting at 
Ishpemlog last year just as they pur­
pose doing with regard to the Negau- 
uee meeting this autumn.

In due time The Cleveland-CIUTa 
Iron Company, which has provided 
the new cemetery and will bear the 
expense of removals from the old, 
pursuant to the terms of its lease of 
the old grounds, will let a contract to 
some experienced person or firm for 
the removal of the bodies. The terms 
of this contract will have thu approv­
al of the city authorities, but in addi­
tion The Cioveland-CUfTs Company 
will make every effort to have the 
work performed in a manner that will 
be perfectly satisfactory to the lot 
owners. The company is determined 
that there shall he no unseemly haste 
such as has cl aracterlzcd cemetery 
transfers lu some other places, and to 
this end it will request the appoint­

Prohibitive Law May Result From 
Hague Conference

United States Takes Initiative In Fight 
Against Drug Used by 150,000— 

The President's Floating 
Home,

Washlngton--An International agree­
ment for the suppression of the opium 
traffic may result from a conference 
of the interested powers at The 
Hague. The United States Is taking 
the Initiative in the fight and the call 
for the conference was made through 
diplomatic notes from Secretary of 
State Knox. The desire of this gov­
ernment Is to see embodied In the In­
ternational law some form of statute 
grow out of the belief that only 
through the co-operation of opium pro­
ducing and exporting countries with 
our customs officials can the prohibi­
tory statute of 19°8 ugnlnst the Im­
portation of funmble opium Into tbe 
United States bo made effective. De­
spite the unceasing efforts of customs 
ofllchils It is known 08,000 pounds of 
the drug were smuggled last year for 
the use of 150,000 people. Thirteen 
and possibly fourteen countries will be 
represented. They^nre tbe United 
States, Great Ilrltaln, Austria-Hungary, 
France, China, Germany, Italy, Japan, 
the Netherlands, Portugal, Persia, Rus­
sia and Slam. Turkey may be also 
represented.

The American delegation at The 
Hague will seek an international law 
requiring each country to prevent the 
shipment from her ports of smoking 
opium Intended for countries where 
that form of a drug Is prohibited.

United 8tates Hat Troubles.
This government first came into di­

rect contact with the seriousness of 
the problem when It started out to put 
the Philippines In or<#*r. Investiga­
tion showed that aside from tbe ques­
tion there, the continental United 
States also presented a serious prob­
lem. In 1880 this government had

Secretary of State Knox.
made a move against the drug through 
a treaty with China which prohibits 
the importation of smoking opium for 
the use of Chinese residents In this 
country. Many Americans were then 
engaged In the traffic and, as there 
was little troublo in secretly dis­
tributing the drug after It had been 
brought to the United States, the 
trulllc continued regardless of the 
treaty and the drug ucqulrcd victims, 
white and fellow, accordingly. Last 
year when the statute prohibiting the 
importation of opium for anything but 
medicinal purposes was passed, there 
were about 200,000 users of the drug 
among Americans. A recent estimate 
places the present number at 100,000. 
Great Hrltatin and Portugal are assum­
ed to be the strongest opponents of 
Mil* measure.

Tbe attitude of Great liritaln will 
be watched with interest by tho dele­
gates from other nations. Although In 
the last lew years she has shown un 
inclination to Join In tho movement 
for the suppression of the misuse of 
the drug, Great Britain in the puut has 
been open to severe criticism because 
of her Indo-Chinese opium traffic. It 
but hern the popular Impression, und 
Mlh some foundation, that the Itrlllsh 
government formal opium on tbe Chi­
nese by Hie so eatled "opium war." It 
may he said In extenuation that for 
ev«ry pound of the drug India sent to 
China the Chinese produced und con­
sumed at least 20 times Hint amount 
within their own borders—u fact not 
generally known. •

One effect of tho International 
Opium commission's conference was 
a part between the British and Chi- 
nose governments, by which (be for­
mer agreed to reduce her production 
and exportation of opium to ('hlim at 
the rate of one-tenth a year, beginning 
January, 1 :m)k. Great Britain has kept 
her part of the contract, ami China 
has more than kept up her end. It Is 
claimed on behalf of China tlmi she 
bar up to the present time reduced 
her annual production and consump­
tion of opium ‘o :tso,non piculs—fift,- 
Cidtl.ddd pounds-‘About half the former 
luiionnt, It Is now Chinn's desire for 
a new agreement with Great ilrliuln, 
by which tin* ten year period may be 
shortcut d to sev. n or even live years,

United 8tates ship Mayflower she be­
comes "the President's yacht" At 
other times she Is a cruiser on tbe 
regular list of the navy. The "other 
tiraea" arc few, especially In the sum* 
mer, since the President of the United 
States, being a normal human being, 
cannot help having a liking for the 
beautiful ship and a desire to spend 
much of his time on board of her. The 
navy list says that the Mayflower Is 
detailed for "special service," which 
means that she is assigned to the per 
soon! use of the commander-in-chief 
of the navy and his family.

The proximity of President Taft’s 
pmnmer home at Beverly, Mass., to 
the beautiful north shore of Massa­
chusetts brings naturally thoughts of 
cruising, and he has made consider 
able use of the Mayflower during his 
vacation. He Is a good Bailor, thanks 
to his numerous voyages < te w 
ter, und ho is believed to l as
fond of the Mayflower as Ir.
Roosevelt. Tho latter frequentl) ex­
pressed his delight on boarding the 
yacht, and he selected her as the flag­
ship when he bade adieu to the battle­
ship diet before Its departure on tho 
memorable around-thc-world voyage. 
When the big ships returned tri­
umphantly to Hampton Roads it was 
from the bridge of tho Mayflower that 
President Roosevelt welcomed them 
home to Ynnkeeland.

In slzo and in furnishings the May­
flower compares favorably with the 
royal yachts of Europe, Her birth­
place was Scotland, where she was 
built in 1896 for the late Ogden Goelet, 
tho New York millionaire, who did not 
live long to enjoy possession of the 
beautiful craft. The original cost of 
the Mayflower was $800,000. After 
Mr. Goelet's death the yacht was of­
fered for sale by his widdw. It was 
reported at one time that the late 
King of the Belgians had acquired her, 
but the report was unfounded. The 
vessel was bought for $460,000 by the 
United States government shortly be­
fore the Spanlsh-Amerlcan war and 
w as converted Into a gunboat, or small 
cruiser. The price paid by the gov­
ernment was considered a low one.

The Mayflower Is 270 feet lofig and 
Is of 2,690 tons burden. Her engines 
produce 4,700 horsepower, and she Is 
propelled by twin screws. She car­
ries a complement of about 170 offi­
cers and men. The Mayflower carries 
a few light guns, principally for use 
in firing salutes. Otherwise there Is 
nothing In her external or Internal ap­
pearance to distinguish her from pri­
vate yachts of her size. Like all the 
other vessels of the navy, she Is kept 
in exquisitely neat condition, her 
smartness being accentuated by her 
coat of dazzling white paint. The flno 
lines of the Mayflower, which was 
built for cruising at medium speed as 
well as for comfort, have attracted tho 
admiring notice of many marine ob­
servers. Tbe interior of the May­
flower does not resemble that of a 
warship, thus belying In a way her 
place on the active list of the navy’s 
ships. She Is decorated beautifully, 
principally In white, gold, silver, 
and every provision Is made for the 
comfort of the President and his 
guests. Thousands of dollars are 
spent annually in tbe upkeep of tbe 
vessel.

The Mayflower has been assigned to 
the use of tbe President since 1902. 
Between the close of the Spanlsh- 
Amerlcan war and her assumption of 
her new duties she served as a gun­
boat. Tbe question of her disposition 
arose when It was considered by the 
authorities that she had outlived her 
period of naval usefulness. The deci­
sion to reconvert her Into a yacht and 
detail her to do duty as a Presidential 
vessel In place of the old Dolphin 
brought forth almost universally favor­
able comment, as It was felt that the 
President should have a yacht worthy 
of comparison with those of the heads 
of other great nations.

In execution of the project for Im­
proving the channel of the Potomac 
river along tho water front of Alex­
andria, the United States will obtain 
about 44 acres of land In Battery cove, 
just above Jones point. The question 
of title to this land has been In dis­
pute fur several months, und It re­
quired an opinion of the Attorney 
General to settle It.

Tli# river und burbor net of the re­
cent ('ongroH* rontnlned un appropria­
tion of $60,000 for the Improvement of 
the Potomac opposite Alexandria. The 
approved project contemplates dredg­
ing the river cliunnel 24 feet deep 
along the wuter front of Alexandria 
and depositing tho drodgod material 
In Buttery covo. Thut cove Is within 
the limits of tbe District of Columbfo, 
and the Jurisdiction and ownership of 
the United States extend to lilgh-water 
mark on tho Virginia shore.

To use the covo In the way pro­
posed, the construction of bulkheads 
and retaining walls was necessary. 
Interested . parties owning adjoining 
land offered to make these construc­
tions at their own cxpeiiHc, provided 
the government would not dispute 
their title to the land thus reclaimed. 
The engineers regarded that arrange­
ment as economical and advantageous 
to the United States. Before entering 
Into tiny formal agreement, however, 
It was decided to ask Hie Attorney 
G.ncial for an opinion as to tho own- 
ei Hlilp <>i the Artificial accretions when 
made as proposed.

Chief Executive 8hows How Impor­
tant It Is to the Country That 

Republican Government Con­
trol Shall Continue.

President Taft’s letter to Chairman 
McKinley has bad the effect of placing 
the campaigu on the high level of 
patriotism and making party unity the 
stepping stone to party success. In 
concluding his recital of the results 
thus lar nttuined by the Sixty-first 
congress the president says:

"It is of the utmost importance to 
make this a campaign of education as 
to facts und to ch .tr away the clouds 
of misrepresentation that have ob­
scured the real issues and have made 
It difficult to secure for the Repub­
lican majorities In congress the real 
credit due them from the country for 
the tremendous task they have ac­
complished. If this Is brought clearly 
borne to all voters, und especially to 
the young men now voting for the 
first time, und they become im­
pressed, as they ought to bo by this 
record, with the difference In the gov­
ernmental efficiency and capacity of 
the Republican and Democratic par­
ties, they will enroll themselves with 
the purty of construction and progress 
rather than with the party of obstruc­
tion und negation, and the resulting 
legislation of the Sixty-second con­
gress will vindicate their choice."

As tbe president truly says at the 
outset of his letter: "The question will 
be not what complexion of Republican­
ism ono prefers, but whether it is 
better for the country to have tbe Re­
publican purty control the legislation 
for the next two years and further re­
deem Its promises, or to enable a 
Democratic majority In tho houpe 
either to interpose a veto to Repub­
lican measures, or to formulate and 
pass bills to curry out Democratic 
principles."

The great Issue, then, Is whether 
the Republican or Democratic party 
Is to be in control of the next bouse 
of representatives, and the president 
bus given us all u platform on which 
to stand, has sounded a keynote and 
given us rallying ground where all 
can meet In common cause against an 
Irresponsible political party of Inca­
pacity and repudiation. Mr. Taft 
makes It clear that tiie constructive 
work of the Republican party would 
not only be halted but perhaps an­
nulled by a Democratic house of rep­
resentatives.

Regarding the tariff the president 
reiterates his well-known views ex­
pressed ut various times during tbe 
past year. He emphasizes the turn­
ing of a deficit of $68,000,000 into a 
surplus of $26,000,000; calls attention 
to the splendid operation of the maxi­
mum nnd minimum feature and the 
work of the tariff board, udding thut: 
"All Republicans—conservative, pro­
gressive ami radical—may well abide 
tbe situation with respect to the tar­

In particularly happy vein does the 
president enumerate and discuss the 
work of the last session of congress: 
tho advanced railroad legislation, the 
postal savings bank uct, tho conserva­
tion measures und particularly the 
laws affecting lubor. On (Ills latter 
point he says:

"The Republican’ party at the last 
session of congress ugaln exhibited its 
deep and sincere Interest In the gen­
eral welfare of tbe working men and 
women of the country by udding Im­
portant enactments to Its ulreudy long 
record of legislation on this subject."

And then ho mentions the long lUt 
of bills passed and pending In the In­
terest of tbe working classes, udding: 
"No more Important legislation in the 
Interest of human life has ever been 
enacted by congress thun tho laws of 
tbe recent session."

Hons, and the only way to stimulate 
them is by lowering duties, by real 
"revision downward." This revision 
downward, the returns show, takes 
the form of rutes a little lower than 
those of the Wilson act and averaging 
4Vi per cent lower thnn those of th« 
Dlngley act; It has been accompanied 
by a greatly enlarged freo list. Tho 
rapid Increase In Importations offers 
Homo little ground for regret, but for 
reasons precisely opposite to Hume ad 
vunetd in Iowa und Wisconsin. It 
suggests thut a greater flood tlmti wu 
anticipated Is pouring over the low­
ered tariff wuli.—New York Evening 
MiilL

ALFRED WELLER, WHO IS A 
REAL TELEGRAPHY PIONEER

TAKING the telegraphic returns of 
every presidential election from 

1848 to 1896 is the 
record of Alfred 
Weller, formerly 
of Milwaukee, and 
residing In Im­
port* Ind.

The first presi­
dential election 
which Mr. Weller 
figured In, then 
only thirteen 
years of age, was 
that of Zachary

________  Taylo* At that
le was operating in the village 

of Marshall, Mich. He claims the dis­
tinction of being one of tbo first, if 
not the first, telegraph oporator to 
learn to read the Morse alphabet by 
sound.

In a letter sent recently to a tele­
graphic Journal he refutes the state­
ment of Alonzo B. Cornell, who claims 
to have been the first operator who 
took telegraph messages by sound, 
and gives the proof of his own claim 
to the distinction. He writes:

“I notice in a recent number of 
your paper an interview with Alonzo 
B. Cornell, wherein be claims to have 
discovered, in the early fifties, that 
be could take press dispatches by 
sound, and considers that he was the 
first telegraph operator that made 
this discovery.

“The Interview does not state In 
what year of the early fifties that 
this occurred. It may not be amiss 
for me to state, however, as a matter 
of early telegraphic history, that In 
1848 I took by sound the returns of 
the election of President Zachary 
Taylor, in the village of Marshall, 
Mich.

“I was then thirteen years of age 
and was operating at that place un­
der the management of Jabez Fox, 
on the old Speed line, (ho first tele­
graph wire that was strung west of 
Detroit to Chicago.

“Inasmuch as this antedates Mr. 
Cornell’s claim by at least two years, 
we will need to go back to 1848 to 
find the first person who discovered 
that the Morse alphabet could be 
read by sound."

OKLAHOMA SENATOR IS
NEARLY ONE-HALF INDIAN

THE state of Oklahoma, made up of 
the territory of that name and In­

dian Territory and 
admitted to the 
Union In 1907. con­
tains about 65,000 
Indians, more than 
any other state. It 
Is right and prop­

er, therefore, that 
the citizens of 
aboriginal blood 
should be repre­
sented in the law­
making bodies at 
Washington. Of 

Oklahoma's two United States sena­
tors, one Is the famous blind orator, 
Gore, and the other Is Curtiss, who 
Is part Indian. Of her flvo congress­
men at least one, Senator Charles 
Dougherty Carter, Is nearly one-half 
Indian. Strictly speaking he is 7-16 
Chickasaw and Cherokee and 9-16 
Scotch and Irish. His ancestor, Na- 
thun Carter, fell Into the hands of the 
Indians during a massacre, was adopt­
ed Into the tribe and married a full- 
blooded squaw. Since then there havo 
bc<-n several intermarriages.

Recently Senator Carter has boon 
before the nation as one of the wit­
nesses in the Indian land fraud in­
vestigation.

Senator Carter was horn In 1868 
near Moggy Depot, an old fort In the 
Choctaw nution. Ills education was 
obtained in the common schools und 
Jn tin* Chlckusuw nianuul labor acad­
emy. In youth be worked us a ranch­
man and us u clerk In a store. From 
1892 to 1894 ho was auditor of public 
nccounts for the Chlckusuw nation. 
Blnrc then he has been superintendent 
of public schools of Indian Territory, 
member of the Chickasaw council and 
congressman. He Is u banker, a 
Methodist, a Mason and an Klk.

/ 1 of age and lacking 

experience  to 
worldly affairs. 
Her friends say 
she finds It difll- 
cult to manage the 

huge fortune left her by Leopold and 
she fears that the legion of lawyers 
who have been fighting her In the 
courts will eventually swallow up not 
only the Interest, but tbe principal of 
her estate. Durler is said to be 
shrewd business man. The two sons 
of the baroness havo been sent to 
school.

Since bor dramatic flight from Bel­
gium on tbe death of King Leopold, 
which closed her regal career, the 
baroness has been living sumptuous­
ly, although In the greatest privacy, 
In the Chateau Balincourt at Arron- 
ville.

Tbo pennilesB sisters of the baron­
ess, who are living In Paris, are Htupl- 
fled at the news, and express them­
selves as amazed that she would mar­
ry so soon after the death of the king.

The caroer of the Baroness Vaughn 
reads like a novel. The daughter of 
& janitor, she rose to be the acknowl­
edged wife of the Belgian king. The 
marriage took place on December 7, 
while Leopold was on his deathbed, 
In fact, Just eleven days before his 
death.

The thirteenth child of a family be­
longing to tbe lower class of “la petite 
bourgeois?,” though arrived at a daz­
zling degree of fortune, Blanche Caro­
line Delacroix never, so far os is 
known, exhibited the least intention 
of alleviating their lot, and all of 
them speak of her with unmistakable 
coldness.

Her eldest sister, Mme. Laure L 
fobre, fifty years old, was until 
ccntly a commission merchuut ut the 
central markets In Purls. Another, 
Mine.

Juliette Vorger, who formerly was a 
flower girl In the Place d« Clythy.

TO FOLLOW DINNER MONEY MADE IN TWO WAYS.

80ME EXCELLENT IDEAS FOR 
SUMMER DESSERT.

Apricot Charlotte One of the Best—
Is 8plendld Flavored With a Good 

Blend of Tea—Lemon Custard 
Popular.

To vary tho summer dessert course 
some time, try apricot charlotte. This 
is a worth-while sweet that Is not dif­
ficult to do.

For It you must dissolve n third of a 
package of gelatin In cold water and 
add, after stirring, a cup of boiling 
water, also threo-fourthn of n cup of ; 
sugar, Juice of nno lemon and a cup of 
apricot pulp front which all traces of i 
stones and skin have been removed, j 
When it Is cooled stir In a cup of 
stiffly whipped cream and put In tho 
Icebox until cold, after which It is I 
ready to aorve at any time.

Some day, for n change, flavor the j 
gelatin with n good blend of tea. Even j 
those who do not ordinarily caro for 
the cup that cheers aro likely to fall j 
In love with It In this form.

Soak two-thirds of a two-ounce ! 
package of gelatin in enough cold ; 
water to dissolve. Pour over this one 
pint of hot tea, made strong, add a 
scant cupful of sugar and the Juice 
of two lemons. Strain and mold. 
After cooling put on the Ice to thor­
oughly chill and servo with whipped 
cream.

Cool Jellies, rennets and frozen com­
pounds, that slip down easily and re­
fresh as they go, seem the Ideal des­
serts for hot weather, but there are 
always cool days when an oven dinner 
Is substituted for the usual cold one, 
and for one of these occasions blue­
berry pudding Is apt to figure, since 
only In summer are the piquant ber­
ries available.

A good way to make It Is with 
sauce, flavored with a different fruit, 
for instance, cherries.

Separate three eggs and beat. Add 
the yolks to a cup of sugar creamed 
with a tablospoonful of butter. Add 
alternately flour and milk. The flour 
should tneasuro two cups and must 
havo three teaspoons of baking pow­
der sifted in It. About a cup of milk 
will be required. Flavor with a little 
nutmeg and add more flour If neces­
sary to make a soft batter. At the last 
fold In the whites beaten stiff and one 
quart of blueberries dredged with 
flour. Bake half an hour. For1 the 
sauce cream a fourth cup of butter 
with a cup of sugar and add a cup of 
stoned red cherries mixed through.

For lemon custard sweeten two cups 
of milk with two ounces of sugar and 
the thin grated peel of half a lemon, 
add two Inches of stick cinnamon and 
boil up. Beat well in a separate bowl 
four eggs, then pour In upon them the 
milk, little by little, not having it too 
hot. Strain through a fine sieve Into 
a plain mold which afterward stand in 
a covered pan containing Just a little 
water. Put on the Are and let It sim­
mer for 20 minutes or until It has set 
Take out immediately, cool and chill 
near the Ice.

Serve with cream and pass candled 
lemon peel with it, or instead of the 
cream you may use this very simple 
sauce: Half a pint of water sweet­
ened with two ounces Lf sugar and 
boiled down one-half. Us© very cold.

Never put an umbrella carelessly 
Into a stand or you may thrust It 
through the silk of one already there. 
Many a good umbrella Is ruined In 1 
this way.

If you have borrowed an umbrella 
never put It In u public stand, espe­
cially if It Is not marked. You may 
bo mortified to have It carried off und 
not bo able to return it, through no 
fault of your own.

Ishpeming people who were buried 
here in tbe earlier days. In this con­
nection it is interesting to*notetbat 
tbe parish records show that St. 
Paul's church bas bad but four pas­
tors in its almost half-century of exis­
tence. These were, in tbe order of 
their service, Rev. Honoratus Bourion 
Rev, J. B. Vertin, Rev. Frederick Eis 
and the present (pastor, Mgr. Charles 
Langner. Rev. Fr. Vertin was pastor 
of St. Paul's before he became bishop 
of tbe diocese of Marquette, aod he 
was succeeded by the present bishop, 
Rt. Rev. Frederick His, who likewise 
came from the Negaunee parish.

There is nothing In tbe way of a 
complete record of interments in the 
Protestant Cemetery, but the cumber 
certainly is not less than that In the 
adjoining plat, and many consider an 
estimate of about one-third more to 
be fair, which would give the City of 
the dead a total population of upward 
of -7000.

It is needless to say that complete 
and accurate records will be kept of 
the new cemetery. BuriaP' permits 
will be required after she system Is 
put In force, and tbe cemetery has 
been so accurately platted and the 
markers will be of such a permanent 
nature that accurate information will 
at all times be available.

The exchanging of lots in tbe new 
cemetery for those owned in the old 
is one of the problems which the city 
officials are working out. for it is 
desired to have matter  ̂ so arr&ngdd 
that people who are willing to have a 
lot of corresponding size and location 
in the new cemetery shall not be sub­
jected to any expense whatever, and 
as the lots in the new cemetery are 
considerably 'larger than those in the 
old. people will be the gainers in this 
respect. It would be manifestly imprac­
tical to let the exchanging lot owners 
preempt all of the corner lots and the 
choicer locations along the drive­
ways right at the outset, however, so 
it is probable tout these locations 
will not be included in the basis of 
equal exchange. If a family’s lot In 
the old cemetery is too small they 
can secure a larger one in the new 
cemetery by paying only the actua] 
difference in valuation: in other 
words, they will be allowed the full 
exchange price for their old lot and 
will be asked to pay only for the ad­
ditional space which they secure. 
Likewise, if a family were unable to 
secure a satisfactory location in tbe 
old cemetery, and prefer one near the 
entrance or along one of the main 
driveways in the new cemetery they 
may secur<* it by paying the 'differ­
ence. But with there exceptions the 
entire cemetery will be open for ex­
change in a manner that will involve 
no expense whatever upon the aver­
age lot owner,'and it may be added 
that the îew cemetery is su udniiru- 
bly laid out that there is not a spot 
In either section that might not in all 
fairness be considered desirable.

In the regulations which will subse­
quently be adopted for the govern­
ment and care of the new cemetery, 
effort will be made to secure greater 
uniformity in the treatment of lots and 
their general care, in conformity 
with modern usage, it is probable that 
no more high mounds will be permit­
ted, and there will be other, but not 
oppressive, regulations calculated to 
enhance the beauty of the cemetery 
as a whole. There Is but little doubt 
that the cemetery will in time puss in­
to the control of a commission, but 
this transfer of responsibility cannot 
be made without legislative sanction, 
ami meantime the city officials are 
giving their time and best thought to 
the mapping out of satisfactory plans 
for what will be one of the )arge*t and 
most attract!ve’cemuterlPB in the Dp- 
per Peninsula.

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Problem Was Easy lor Edison
Wizard Quickly Told New York Com* 

mission Just How Electric Cur* 
rent Wires Could Be 

Placed Underground.

When New York city* back to tbe 
late eighties, pussud an ordinance for­
bidding the stringing of tolegrapb and 
telephone wires ovorheud and order* 
lng the inllca of wires ulreudy over­
head to be placed underground a com­
mission was appointed to take charge 
of tbe work of burying them. A mem­
ber of this commission was the late 
Jacob Hess, at one time very promi­
nent us a Republican organization 
leader !u New York, and one of the 
group of very uuergetlc young men 
who were trained 1n politics by Ches­
ter A. Arthur, when he wan a power 
In New York city politics.

"The most impressive evidence I 
ever had of Edison's genius I received 
when [ was a member of what l be­
lieve was the first authoritative body 
to deal with the problem of laying a 
city's wires underground,'' suid Mr. 
Hess to me a few years bofore his 
death. "And, by the way, our work as 
a commission was closely followed by 
municipal authorities throughout the 
United States and also by some of tho 
leading municipal experts of Europe.

"Well, when wo startud out we 
knew that It wouldn't do just to place 
the wires in trenches and let It go at 
that; anybody knows that wires so 
placed would not work and would 
soon bo destroyed. So wo had au­
thority to spend mouoy to inako ex­
periments In order to get at icast one 
satisfactory system of burying the 
wires, and to enter into contracts with 
Inventors of satisfactory systems. One 
of our first moves, therefore, was to 
advertlso our needs.

"You can't Imagine tbe number of 
Inventions that were brought to our 
atteutlon—they simply were legion, as 
the saying Is. Most of them were 
worthless on their face, and wo were 
asked by their Inventors all sorts of 
prices, ranging from a few dollars 
awuy up Into the thousands. One of 
tho best of tho Inventions, as we 
thought, was so expensivo that Its 
cost alone made Its use prohibitive.

"One day, after wo had been strug­
gling with tbe problem for weeks, and 
were as for away from solving it ap­
parently as when we first tackled it, 
it was suggested that we call on Thom­
as A. Edison aud ask blin to Invent 
something that wo could use, or, at 
least, give us a suggestion that we 
could have worked out. Wo wrote 
him, and be invited us to visit him at 
bis .laboratory in New Jersey.

"Presenting ourselves before him at 
tho appointed time, wo found him 
weurlug an old linen duster and a 
much buttered straw hat. As we

stated tiie object of our call a queer 
little smile passed over bis featuros. 
Finally, he said: ‘I supposo you have 
had all sorts of Inventions offerod to 
you?’

"We nodded acquiescence.
" ’Well,' he aald, ‘chuck 'em all out. 

Most of them are no good, and, be* 
sldee, you don't need any Invention.'

"We looked surprised und Edison 
was clearly amused at our astonish­
ment. Then be proceeded to elucidate. 
All you have to do, gentlemfen, Is to 
lnsulutu your wires, draw them 
through the cheapest thing on earth, 
lead pipes, run your pipes through 
channels or galleries under tho street, 
and you've got the whole thing doue.'

'"lucre ho was telling us in that 
simple, off hand way how to do the 
thing wo hud spent the best part of 
a year puzzling ovor; for none of us 
doubted that he had solved the prob­
lem, and afterward the experiments 
which wo conducted proved con­
clusively that he had.

"Before we left Edison we asked 
him what his bill was for the advice 
ho had given us.

" ‘Not a cent,’ he replied. 'Do you 
suppose I'd stick you for so simple a 
thing as thut’

"And yet," concluded Mr. Hess, "the 
plan that Edison gave us off-hand and 
free gratis for nothing is the one now 
universally employed when wires tre 
to be placed underground."

Why Blaine Left Journalism
#-•

Proprietor of Portland Advertiser 
Would Not Raise His Salary,

So He Quit and Turned 
to Politics.

This story of how u refusul to rulse 
Juntos 0. liluino's siilury prncticulty 
opened up n political career before 
him was told uiu by two competent 
authorities, an editor of Hlulne's old 
paper, the Portland (Me.) Advertiser, 
during tho Maine state campaign of 
1878, und, somu years Inter, by Hun- 
nibal Hnuiblin, Lincoln's second vice- 
president und later senator from tho 
elate of Mulnc.

"Honutor Hamblin," 1 asked one day, 
having retailed tho story (old me by 
tho J'orllund editor, "did you ever 
hear tliut lllulno's career might have 
been entirely different had ho b< cn 
giuutod tho raise In sulury that he de­
sired when ho was editor of the Port­
land Advertiser lu 1807?"

"Oh, yes, 1 know about that story, 
and 1 know it to bo true," responded 
thu senator, "and 1 uni curtain tint 
Blulne’s career would ut least have 
been greatly dcluyed—to nay nuthlng 
of being different—hod hu remained 
us editor of thut paper.

"Mr. Dlulue," continued Ids sena­
torial cotluuguo—both wero In thut 
august body at the time—"was ouc of 
the associate editors of tho Kcnuebec 
Journal for two or three yours after 
he first went to Maine to live. Ills 
work In thAt position wus so uotlce- 
able that tho owner of the Portlund 
Advertiser secured hint tts that pa­
per's editor. Tbe salary wus twelve 
liundrod dollars u ycur.

"As the end of the first year of Mr. 
Blaine's service with tho Advertiser 
approached, he and its proprietor hud 
sevoral conferences ubout re-engage- 
nient. Mr. Blulnc thought thut he 
ought to receive fifteen hundred dol­
lars a year, and he wan willing to hind 
himself for a number of years to the 
Advertlsor if lie could get the desired 
raise of throe hundred dollars u year. 
Tin propriotor admitted that Mr. 
Blaine was perfectly justified in ask­
ing tho Increase In sulury, because lie 
wits worth it; but, added the owner, 
frankly, he could not ufford to pay so 
much money. In those days, you 
know—buck In the late fifties- fifteen

hundred dollars was a large sunt of 
money down lu Malno,

"Well, lilulne thought tho situation 
ovor for some lime, und finally came 
to the conclusion that ho was worth 
fifteen hundred dollars a year, If he 
was worth a cent, and that he did not 
propose to hold down his edltorlul po­
sition for less thun wlmt he was 
worth. Ho, parting In a most friendly 
spirit with his employer, Mr. Blalno 
returned to Augustu whither lie hud 
gone to Portland, aud he had not been 
there long when ho w« • noiulnuted 
and elected a member of tho legis­
lature, Ho wus four years a member 
of Unit body, and for two years he wus 
Its speaker, and that before he had 
finished his flilrty-i.ecoud your. In 
iluil body ho discovered wherein Ills 
real ability lay; and so, I say, had he 
not returned to Augusta when ho did, 
and all because he could not get the 
raise In rulnry that he wanted, his 
great political career would undoubt­
edly have been considerably delayed, 
.tad maybe—who can tell’—lie might 
have baeotne a great newspaper edi­
tor Instead of u great statesman. I 
have always believed thut Mr. Blaine 
cherished ut »uo Mine a attong secret 
ambition to become (he editor of a 
great newspaper, und had ho remained 
in Portland with tlm Advertlsor u Bos­
ton or a New York newspaper might 
have tempted hint thither In time."

DECREASES COST OF LIVING
Advertising Lessen Price of Goods by 

Providing a Market—Is a Civil­
izing Influence.

The following letter addressed to 
the editor of tbe New York Times Is 
signed by William H. Ingersoll of the 
Ingersoll Watch company, well known 
in advertising circles as an enthusias­
tic bcllover In tbe possibilities of ma­
king advertising a oorrect science:

"Under tho head 'Advertising' In a 
rocont issue appears a letter by one 
of your correspondents purporting to 
show; First, that advertising Is 
waste when It Is applied to tho neces­
sities of life which would have to be 
purchased anyway, and, second, that 
It increases the cost of living when 
It Is applied to what the correspond­
ent considers to be outside of tho 
catogory of necessities.

"Suporficially, hls reasoning appears 
plausible, but in reality It is fallaci­
ous, because it overlooks the fact 
that tho consumer of any article al­
ways bears two distinct Roms of cost 
when he buys It. The first of these is 
tho cost of production. The second Is 
tho cost of getting it from the pro­
ducer to the consumer. Advertising 
has taken the large place that it has 
In the second of these two costs be­
cause It reduces tho cost of distribu­
ting goods and therefore reduces the 
total cost to the consumer, or more 
frequently than otherwise accomplish­
es this. It la & competitive weapon 
considered In this sense and Is used 
because when well used It giveB a 
producer an advantage over competi­
tors who use the more expensive 
agoncies for distributing their prod­
uct.

"Advertising frequently lessens the 
cost of goods very materially by pro­
viding a market, allowing production 
on a greatly magnified scale, thereby 
permitting economies which smaller 
production would not allow. A large 
enough market to make the dollar 
watch a possibility would not have 
been attainable except through adver­
tising, yet this article has saved 
money to millions of those who have 
purchased.

"It is probably true, as your corre­
spondent claims, that advertising on 
the whole does lncreuse tho cost of 
living by creating new wants, but this 
Is no condemnation of advertising to 
any man who believes In civilization, 
bemuse the prime difference between 
the savage and the civilized man is 
thut the former has but two or three 
wants, while the latter has many. Ad­
vertising Is a civilizing Influence, be­
cause, It Increases tho number ot 
man's wants. It Is & human benefac­
tion in Its legitimate use."

store gains by advertising in thu city 
pupers by simply lelllng tho people 
what he has In stock and wh «t ho is 
charging for It.

8imple Copy Language,
The two grandest messages ever de­

livered to humanity are simply put. 
The Sermon on tlm Mount Is written 
In language a child cun understand. 
Lincoln's Gettysburg speech Is within 
tbe reach of everyone's grusp; It Is 
tbe simplest arrangement of plain, 
short words ever brought together, 
aud this very simpleness adds to the 
sublimity of the message. Every ud. 
writer should study It carefully to 
give the greatest power to the mos- 
sago with which be “dressos" bis raw 
mutorlul.

Change Your Advertising.
There Is no business thut cuunol be 

increased and benefited by adverti­
sing. Nc class of advertising pays us 
Wf',11 us a well written newspaper ud. 
There is no work you could do thut 
would bring you as good returns us lo 
use 80 minutes' time each day In the 
study of advertising, If you are In 
business. The great trouble with most 
advertisers Is thut thut they write 
an ad. Invoicing their stock in trudn 
and expect by letting It slum! week 
after week iu the country m.wspuper 
to get direct returns from It.

RULES FOR ADVERTISERS
The first rule for effective ad­

vertising Is "Simplicity." Let 
there be simplicity In the way 
the text Is written, the Illustra­
tions made; In the designing, in 
the color scheme. The only rela­
tive to "Simplicity" Is "Vul­
garity,''1 and they’ro not on 
speaking terms. They are twin 
sisters, however, so that If you 
are not courting one you must 
be under the spell of tbe other.

The second rulo Is "Direct­
ness." Come right to the point. 
Make the statement decisive, 
positive—just as If you believed 
it yourself. It can be done with­
out presumption. You do not 
have to apologize for merit In 
your goods, therefore your state­
ment must be as convincing as 
your product Is good.

The third rule Is "Have Indi­
viduality." You enn do this 
without offending simplicity and 
directness, and yet remain con­
sistent to them. Don't blindly 
follow the leaders.

The fourth rule Is "Be a Hardy 
Annual." Don't expect to keep 
your business running for ten 
years by advertising In one.

Business Men of World.

The man who conducts hls business 
on the theory that It doesn’t pay and 
he can’t afford to advertise, sets up hls 
Judgment In opposition to that of all 
tho best business men of the world. 
Says an experienced advertising au­
thority: "With a few years’ experi­
ence In conducting a small business on 
a few thousand dollars’ capital, be as­
sumes to know more than those whose 
hourly transactions aggregate more 
than hls do in a year, and who have 
made their millions by pursuing a 
course that he Bays doesn't pay."

If advertising doesn't pay, why Is It 
that the most successful merchants of 
every town, large or email, are the 
heaviest advertisers? If It does not 
pay.̂ wby do tho largest business firms 
In the world spend millions In that 
way? Is It because they want to do- 
nato those millions to the newspaper 
and magazine publishers, and the 
manufacturers and jobbors of adverti­
sing specialties or because they don’t 
know as much about business as tbo 
six-for-a-dollar merchant who says 
money spont in advertising Is thrown 
away or donated to the roan to whom 
It Is paid? Such talk Is simply ridicu­
lous, says the American Stationer, and 
It requires more than the average pa­
tience to discuss the proposition of 
whether advertising pays or not with 
that kind of a man.

OREGON’S GIANT LOG CARTS

Away up In Klarnab county. Ore­
gon, arc located vust forest belts und 
the lumber industry is maintained on 
a very extensive scale. Many of these 
heavy timber bells are remote from 
either railway lines, or even "logging" 
roads. Huge "logging" carts are ex­
tensively used In these regions In 
hauling the big heavy saw cuts from 
tbc forest depths to the various mills, 
whore they aro reduced to lumber. 
They aro all two-wheeled, and con­
structed so as to sustain u very heavy 
weight. The wheels are about 12 
feet In diameter, length of axletree 
7 feet. The hub, spokes, axletreo and 
felloes aro all built of very tough, 
jolld wood—usually of oak or hickory; 
however, the tiro is of thick bruad 
steel.

The log, or logs, are suspended to 
the axletree by a heavy chain, and 
nearly balancod—tho bind ends barely 
dragging, so us to greatly reduce the 
force In huullng. Horses and oxen 
are both used In this logging business, 
and as many anlmuls as may be re­
quired may be attached to one cart. 
Thu wliof'ls are so large that they 
move with eotnparutlve euso over 
large obstructions, and along very 
rough, mountainous roads. It would 
lx* next to Impossible to carry on the 
luinhur Industry In those wild regions 
without the uso of these huge logging 
earls, they are called. These carts 
are (ho largest vehicles of thu kind 
on the Paclilc coast—or porliups In 
the United Htates, The cart alone 
weighs nearly a ton.

SNAKE IS BABY’S MASCOT
The following story, taken from a 

Purulla (India) paper, has the flavor 
of the Arabian Nights:

"A child was bom to a Brahman in 
tho village of Shapur six months ago, 
and since the vdry date of birth a 
serpent has been a constant attendant 
on tho babe. One day tho reptllo was 
caught and thrown In the river. At 
night the Brahman heard the serpent 
say to him in a dream, ‘if you kill 
me I shall completely destroy your 
family. If you do not, I shall not 
harm you, but, on tho contrary, do 
you good/ Since this oraclo from the 
serpent the Brahman and the mem­
bers of his family have left it alono.

"When the child Is on the ground 
asleep or awake tho serpent spreads 
Its hood over Its head like an um­
brella. When tho child Is on the bed 
the reptile quietly lays Itself down 
under the cot. Once the child's 
mother took tho child to the house of 
a relation near. The father was fol­
lowing her with an umbrella under 
his arm. On opening the umbrella be 
saw that the serpent was inside it. 
Ho throw It away, but It forthwith 
returned to his house.

"Tho serpent Is still there. The 
Brahman gives tho reptile milk twice 
a day, which be drinks."

FROG IN WOMAN’S STOMACH
Mrs. Ouy Weaver of Toledo, O., Is 

recovering from her Illness of many 
months, during which she was suffer­
ing from a stomach trouble tho nature 
of which baffled her physicians. It 
was caused, it is now said, by the pres­
ence of a frog In bor stomach, which 
was removed by a local doctor. The 
intruder is a brownish yellow in color 
and Is about two Inches long. It was 
a lively specimen, and straightway 
demonstrated Its kinship with its 
brothers and sisters of ponds and pud­
dles by a series of lively leaps. It Is 
though that Mrs. Woavor swallowed 
a frog egg whllo drinking at a spring 
on a farm of her parents, Mr. and 
Mrs. Smulley, in Freedom, aud that it 
hatched and developed to nearly nor­
mal sise In her stomach.
