Up to noon of yesterday, 337» bod­
ies hud been removed from the old 
cemeteries and, with the exception of 
a comparatively small taken
to other cities, were relntterml in the 
new burial grounds. Of the number 
stated, pructically two-thirds were re­
moved from the Catholic cemetery 
and one-third from the Protestant, tho 
bulk of the work thus far having been 
in the Catholic cemetery, where it is 
estimated that ut least 1000 bodies re­
main to be cared for.

In several instances bodies have 
been found which were almost com­
pletely petrified, one of the rnoH re­
cent cases having been the body of 
Mrs. Surah Amelia Cassidy Fay, 
which was removed the fore part of 
this week. Though little remained of 
the casket, the lower portion of the 
body was in an almost perfect state 
of petrifaction and could easily be 
raised for removal to the new ceme­
tery. Mrs. Fay had been a sufferer 
from rhuemutlnin for a number of1 
yours proceeding In r death, which oc­
curred December 12, tu-ed 43
years. Mrs. Fay was the wifi* of Jos­
eph Fay, for a number of years past a 
resident of Marquette and be was l.ere 
to supervise tbe transfer of the re­
mains.

The business man deals with five 

M’e—money, m&terlalB, machinery, 
men and merchandise. It Is not so 
hard to get money, materials and ma­
chinery. Each of these Is a given 
quantity, and with each and all of 
them a given result can be accom­
plished.

The big thing Is to get men.
Men are not of such certain quan­

tities as money, materials and ma­
chinery. A machine will do a known 
quantity of work in a known time. A 
man will do such work as be Is will- 
lug and capable of doing. Men, then, 
are the most important factors in the 
conduct of any business.

Our manufacturing methods were 
crude Ir. the beginning. The market 
was ready aud we strived constantly 
for greater perfection. Nowadays the 
great question Is one of distribution, 
the getting of things from where they 
ur<* to where they ought to be.

The two greatest factors In distri­
bution ure salesmanship aud adver­
tising.

It is useless for cities or for busi­
ness men to say they do not believe 
in advertising. Everyone Is an adver­
tiser whether he wants to be or not. 
Our manners, our clothes, our ap­
pearance, our speech, everything that 
wo do or say advertise us and wro can­
not deny it.

8Ince you have to advertise, why 
not do It right? Advertising Is noth­
ing but teaching people to believe 
In you and your goods.

You, for Instance, are trying to 
teach people to believe in your city.

The most Important feature of all Is 
to have some one whoso business It 
is to attend to the advertising of your 
city. This is an age of publicity, and 
unless you keep after the people all 
the time they soon forget you. You 
have got to keep everlastingly at It, 
because the business of this commu­
nity in all of its transactions Is like 
n kaleidoscopic view, we sec things 
fot a moment am i' then they pass 
away.

I often use the word ' booster,” al­
though it Is perhaps not an elegant 
term, but I have seen good action 
come from the work of “boosters.” A 
“booster” is a man who does all the 
good he can to all the people he can 
as well os he can. and then trusts the 
rest to God.

We have a habit of 
seeing that the office boy does 
the unimportant details entrust­
ed to him, but too many mer­
chants who assume to write 
their own ade either do not do 
It at all or else do It so hurried­
ly and at sueh irregular Inter­
vals that they get only a frac­
tion of the good they ought to 
from tho money they spend.

How long will it take business 
men to learn that there Is no 
element of mystery or magic 
about advertising? Talk all you 
will about wonderful things that 
have been done, but there never 
was an advertising success, no 
matter how great, but what 
couid be analyzed into brains 
and work as Its two factors. No 
gardener expects a good crop of 
onions unless he tows his seed 
in the proper season and at­
tends the plants carefully 
through tho day* of heat and 
rain. Your garden methods will 
apply to your advertising and 
you won't get great things from 
it unless you apply your mind to 
raising original ideas to attract 
people your way and then work­
ing these ideas out with a rea­
sonable expenditure of work 
and money.

Mind you, I say “work.” I 
have known merchants to pass 
up great opportunities to display 
the merits of their wares be­
cause to have grasped the op­
portunity would Have taken 
same time and work. It goes 
without saying that such a man 
it not at heart a great advertis­
er. He It very unlike the mail 
order man, who, at a recent 
Iowa state fair, used up six car­
loads of melons feeding the 
farmer boys free. And on top 
of that he paid a $4C0 fine to the 
fair management for giving his 
melons away without a license. 
And he did it cheerfully.

But that man has his eyes 
open and his hand ready to turn 
everything to account in extend­
ing his business. He has extend­
ed it phenomenally from a few 
hundred dollars to more than a 
million just by advertising. Still,
I contend, it wat just plain 
B-R-A-l-N-S and W-O-R-K that 
did it. Nothing else!

EMERSON ON ADVERTISING
Sermonette Founded on Text From

Writing by Famous Author—Ele­
mental “Dot” and “Dont'a.”

William Hugh Strong, in the San 
Diego Sun, sums up a considerable 
number of the elemental dos and 
dont’s of advertising in a little Ber- 
monette, the text of which he has tak­
en from Emerson. As tho mind of the 
producer of advertising works on the 
same principles aa that of the man 
to whom the appeal la mode, a Ilttlo 
incessant affirmation may do him no 
barm. Quoting his text for inspira­
tion, Mr. Strong says:

“Nerve is with incessant affirmation. 
Don’t bark against tho bad, but chant 
the beauties of tho good.”

“Incessant Affirmation”—that’s ad­
vertising. “Don’t bark against (he 
bad’’—that means, don’t dwell on what 
yonr goods are not. Don’t knock your 
competitor. Don't make your adver- 
(IseimiHB negative; make them affir­
mative. Chant tho beauties of your 
goods, your store, your service. In- 
rcHHuntly affirm the reasons why 
people ought to buy your merchan­
dise.

Why should they buy of you in pref­
erence lo otherH? What ure the ad­
vantages of your goods, your assort­
ments, your location, your store serv­
ice? Figure out the Important points 
and present them In us clear and 
simple and forceful a way as possible. 
Make your story definite und specific. 
Give instances of your superior val­
ues. Quote prices! Don't he ufrald to 
state the facts and figure*. Not fig­
ures of speech, but just plain, old- 
fushioned Arable numerals that speak 
a laiigiiuge all can understand. Don’t 
iry to In* witty, or “smart.” or poetic, 
or humorous, or literary. Affected ad­
vertising is not the most effective 
kind. Heller get right down to busi­
ness. Hcftcr he us sane und sensible 
as you can. He brief. Tel! your story, 
and then stop.

Emerson knew tlmt “incessant affir­
mation” is bound to make un impres­
sion; bound to bour fruit, sooner or 
later.

They Thrive and Show Way to Coiv
•erve Rich Pelts in the Waters 

of Alaska—Pups Induced 
to Eat Fish.

Washington.—Atagh dove, came to 
the surface and turned, what school­
boys call a “flipflop;” Ennatha 
perched high on the smooth rock in 
the ceoter of tb« tank, flapped first 
ber right flipper down and then left, 
making a sound not unlike that of a 
whack of a barrel stave on a stone 
pavement, and th«n dove off the 
rock into the water, going through 
the same performance ber young 
mate had just completed.

Atagh and Ennatha are two pup 
fur-seals, the only fur-seals in cap­
tivity, and are quartered at the 
United States bureau of fisheries In 
Washington. Atagh la a male and 
Ennatha is a female. Both were born 
In July, 1909.

In the same taonth of the same 
year, James Judge, an assistant agent 
of the seal fisheries, a division of 
the bureau of fisheries, was on the 
Island of St. Paul, of the Prlbllof 
group In the Behring sea, numerating 

I the seals in Uncle Sam’s fur-sesl pos- 
1 sessions. At the same time the 
| United States revenue cutter Hear 
1 was doing patrol duty in the waters 
! in the vicinity of Alaska. Among the 
crew of the Bear was a boatswain,

! Judson Thurber, a quaint, quiet Yan­
kee, with a reputation for observing 
much and saying little.

Many Seals Starving.
About this time Mr. Judge and 

others of the seal fisheries were en­
deavoring to find a means of saving 
tho lives of thousands of seal pups 
who were starving to death. They 
were orphaned seals, having lost 
their mothers through the zeal and 
marksmanship of Japanese poachers. 
In desperation. Mr. Judge decided 
upon an oft-tried measure, that of 
feeding the |>up seals milk from a 
bottle. In October, 1909, while the 
Hour was at. the Island of St. Paul, 
Mr. Judge went to the largest rook­
ery on the island and selected two of 
the beet looking three-months-old 
pups, a male and female. Doctor Gar- 
roll of the public health and murine 
hospital service—surgeon on the 
Bear, was selected by Mr. Judge to 
make tbo experiment and feed the 
pups.

Doctor Fox was unsuccessful, but In 
his efforts to make the pups suck 
a nipple he broke the fraenum or 
skin which keeps the tongue of an 
Infant seal fast to the mouth, at 
the gum. Boatswain Thurber hud 
been an interested spectator during 
the experiment and when Doctor Fox 
gave up in despair Thurber adopted 
the pups for pets, uever dreaming 
that they would live any great while 
or that be would ultimately solve 
the problem of feeding pup se*ls. One 
afternoon with the pups aboard ship, 
be noticed that their tongues would 
occasionally hang from their mouths 
like a dog’s and unlike any other 
seal pup he had ever seen. His 
curiosity was aroused and he 
watched the pups more attentively. 
It suddenly flashed across his mind 
that the faenum of both seals had 
either been broken or cut, and he 
immediately begun to figure out 
how these pups could feed them­
selves.

Main Diet Is Fish.
The diet of the seul Is fish, whirl) 

they catch while swimming about 
the waters In the vicinity of their 
rookery. Thurber bore this in mind 
und procured a large fish, lie then 
eut it Into strips and lied these 
strips on the end of n long piece of 
twine. Next he carried the pups
bark to the Islnnd of Ht. Haul and 
had them put in a tank of wuter 
there. The pups begun swimming
about the tank und Thurber knew 
then that they wore capable of help­
ing themselves lo a certain extent. 
While the seals were swimming 
about. Thurber would drag the 
pieces of fish through the water in 
front of them.

At first tho pups paid no atten­
tion to them, but Thurber wus pa­
tient ond shirk to his task. After 
Almost three days of fish-drugging 
the male pup finally look notice 
of the fish and grabbed ft. Thurber, 
for four the pup would let go. rut tlie 
twine holding the piece of fish and 
the pup immediately swallowed it. 
Jlo evidently enjoyed the morse], for 
as soon us Thurber begun truiilng 
the uecond piece of fish through the 
wuter in front of tho female pup tlie 
young male grubbed fish, string and 
nil and swallowed tlmt. Thurber 
then hud the pups put in sepuruto 
tanks nnd lifter a two-days' trial suc­
ceeded in innklug tho young female 
eut. After this he fed them by hand 
and it was only u few days before 
(lie pups begun to took for bis coming 
and the strips of fish. Little did 
Thutber realize that ho had hit upon 
the only feasible method of suvlng 
the lives of thousands of pup seals, 
and ultimately thousands of pelts for 
the market.

Hostswuiu Thurber’* success elated 
Mr. Judge, and the latter immediate­
ly communicated the discovery to his 
chief, commissioner of fisheries, 
George M Bowers. The latter wired 
Mr. Judgo to have Mr. Thurber bring 
tlie souls to Washington. In the 
meantime Tlurbers feat liutl spread 
broadcast. Y/hen several fur-seal ex 
ports heard that the commissioner 
hud order'd tlie pups brought to 
Wichlngtor, they set tip a howl,

claiming that the pups would not live 
in fresh water, and that the climate 
of Washington was too mild. They 
wanted them sent to New York. Com­
missioner Bowers paid no heed to 
them, however, but went ahead and 
procured a furlough for Thurber, and. 
In November, the latter accompanied 
by his seal pups, arrived in Wash­
ington.

A tank about sixty feet In circum­
ference and about three feet deep 
was built on the first floor of the 
fisheries building on the Mall. The 
tank was filled with Potomac river 
water, the same water the residents 
of the national capital drink, and 
the pupa were turned loose in their 
new rookery.

Fed Pets Too Often.1
Each day for two months Thurber 

fed his pets strips of fish and each 
day they seemed to thrive. In fact 
the youngsters gained weight. Then 
suddenly, and without apparent 
cause, the young Alaskans began to 
decline. They refused to eat and 
continually lost weight. Thurber be­
gan to fear he was going to lose bis 
pets. He then recollected that the 
seal does not eat every day like 
other animals and he decided ho 
bad fed them too much. He deter­
mined not to feed them any more 
for at least three days and accord­
ingly stayed away from the rookery 
that long.

On the morning of the fourth day 
long before any of the employes of 
the fisheries bad reported for duty, 
Thurber went to the building. When 
be entered the aquarium lie expected 
to see his pets all but dead. Much to 
his surprise and, at first, his con­
sternation. be did not see his pups. 
The tank was deserted. He had been 
in the room but a few seconds, how-

CLEAN CURRENCY
BILLS.

FOR DIRTY

In his annual report. Ix»g MrClung, 
treasurer of the United Staten, rec­
ommends that tho government in­
crease its facilities for exchanging 
worn und dirty bills for crisp now 
ones and suggests thut the public 
might be willing to share the ex­
pense of doing so.

Treasurer McGlung makes u radical 
recommendation thut the nation il 
hunks be obliged to deposit an addi­
tional five j*er cent, redemption fund 
for their notes early In January each 
yeur. in addition to tho flvo per cent, 
now required all year. He declares 
that during January, April, May. June 
und July the regular five per cent, 
fund is not enough because of the 
drains upon it. Gonsequently, the 
treasury lias to advance money for 
the hanks.

Such advances are taken up again 
when tlie redemptions ease off. As 
the notes ure obligations of the banks 
and not the government Mr. fucClung 
recommends tlmt the banks he re­
quired to deposit more money to 
cover them.

The balance of the report Is de­
voted to a complete review of the 
finances of the I’nlted Htates treasury 
during the fiscul year 1910, which 
closed on June DO. During the year 
the government took in from orrtln- 
nury sources $075,fill,715, 'he largest 
sum in its history. The revised esti­
mates plucou the total Htock of money 
of the United Rtules In existence at 
$.1,419,591,48.'!, of which more than 
$t,500,000,000 was in gold. Nearly 
all the stock was in clrculutjon. The 
close of the year saw n little more 
thnn $3,000,000,000 in use.

Tho demand for small denomina­
tions of puper money was evident all 
through the year, which Is taken to 
Indicate an unusual activity of money 
In circulation. Very neurly 300,000,000 
pieces of puper currency were used 
nnd more than 200,000,000 ware re­
deemed at the treasury. Their face 
value was $1,703,400,885.

LORD KITCHENER TRIUMPHS 
OVER THE BUREAUCRATS

The British, government has Invited 
Reid Marshal Lord Kitchener to be­

come a member of 
the committee on 
imperial defense, 
und Lord Kitch­
ener has accepted.

Thus is a place 
found for the man 
who has been 
called "Europe's 
greatest soldier." 
An ungrateful gov­
ernment has done 
its best to shelve 
him, but now finds 
Itself unable long­

er to withstand the widespread and 
insistent demand that he be employed 
In tbe service of bis country.

It was known some time before he 
quitted the supreme command of the 
Indian army that relations between 
Lord Kitchener and the home authori­
ties were anything 1 ut smooth, and 
tbe reason for this was not very far 
to seek. Lord Kitchener resolutely 
declined to color )>1s reports and other 
documents to suit the convenience of 
the government and for this inde­
pendence of character he soon paid 
the penalty. From that moment he 
was a marked man, and the bureau­
crats started plans for shelving him.

But the people of England were 
slowly but surely awakening to the 
fact that, while tbe efficiency of tbe 
British army was being gravely ques­
tioned, the n&tlon'R greatest soldier 
and finest type of military organizer 
was being shelved. Instantly a de­
mand arose for his employment. Men 
who had served with him In Egypt, 
South Africa and elsewhere offered 
to retire to make room for Kitchener 
of Khartoum; the popular clamor be­
came louder and tbe government was 
plainly perturbed. Now the agitation 
had reached such proportions that no 
course was open to the war authori­
ties which did not involve the giving 
lo the field marshal of a post where 
he could be something and do some- 
thing. A place on the imperial de­
fense committee was tbe result.

The attempt to shelve Lord Kitch­
ener was everywhere regarded as the 
most reckless of military extravagance. 
There Is no soldier In England with 
the experience of the field marshal. 
His conquest of the Sudan and South 
Africa does not give the measure of 
his experience, and the conquest of 
the Sudan did not begin and cud with 
the battle of Omdurman any more 
than the conquest of South Africa be­
gan and ended in u block-house. Hav­
ing proved his capacity in the field, 
England sent Lord Kitchener to India 
in order to apply to her defenses in 
the east some of that practical com­
mon sense for which he is distin­
guished. Despite all obstacles, he ac­
complished his task and left India 
stronger and more self-contained for 
defensive purposes than at any time 
since tbe mutiny. Even critics of his 
tactics in the field cannot deny Lord 
Kitchener's capacity as an organizer 
and administrator.

it is no secret to tbe bureaucracy 
that I.*ord Kitchener is a masterful 
man. What be wants and Insists up­
on Is not place, but power. When the 
power goes and leaves only the husk 
of office and emolument, Lord Kitch­
ener begins to pack bis bag and to 
look up a time table. What tbe bu­
reaucrat likes is a machine that he 
can control without raising a clamor 
In the market place. And Lord Kitch­
ener would never be content to be­
come a mere machine.

Tbe cost 
of production though somewhat great­
er than that of ordinary coal gas, Is 
less than that of acoteylcne. As it cen- 
talns no carbon monoxide It is uot poi­
sonous.—America.

The fictltional Cinderella has been 

outdone by a modern maiden, perhaps 
the richest, most 
courted and most 
oddly reared debu­
tante In America.

Katherine Hamer- 
sley of New York, 
a pretty and sen­
sible young wom­
an Just about to 
reach her twenty- 
first birthduy, sup­
posed that tbe big 
Fifth avenue man­
sion where she 

had lived all her life since her parents 
died belonged to the aunt who looked 
after her welfare us well us that of 
her young brother, In fact that they 
were Indebted to their aunt for every­
thing. Then came the astonishing in­
formation that half of ihe mansion, a 
pile of money and numerous other be­
longings were all hers.

The late James Hooker Hamersley, 
father of Kutherlne, and of her broth­
er, Louis Gordon Hamersley, did not 
upprove of what he considered the 
American system of bringing up cbll 
dreu of rich parents as little snobs.

There, 
surrounded by family relatives, the 
young wornun was told of the wealth 
left ber by ber father and of the for­
tune to which bet- brother was the 
sole lu-lr. through an uncle's odd will.

Khortly after, 
however, a coming out bull, which was 
the largest debutante affair <n New 
York in years, introduced the young 
heiress to society.

YOUNGEST ARCHBISHOP
SINCE MIDDLE AGES

Dr. Cosmo Gordon, archbishop o f ' 
York and primate of England, Is not 

only the youngest 
a r c h b i s h o p  in 
Great Britain, but 
the youngest who 
has been raised to 
that dignity in 
that country since 
the middle ages 
He Is the son of 
Principal ],ang of 
Aberdeen univer­
sity, who has act­
ed with distinc­
tion as moderator 

of the Church of Scotland and as 
president of the council of Pres­
byterian churches. The son left Scot­
land, however, to enter B&lllol col­
lege at Oxford, where he soon be­
came noted as an athlete, being spe­
cially devoted to football. In his 
studies !iis Interest In sociology and 
economics naturally led him Into the 
debating field and be won tbe honor of ( 
being elected president of tbe re-1 
nownud Oxford union, that training 
ground of so many great parliament­
ary leaders. This position may well 
have been the turning point In his ■ 
career, for later he was appointed sec- ' 
retary of a committee ito Investigate 
social conditions in London's East 
end. I

What be learned by actual observa-1 
tlon, combined with hla academic In­
terest in social questions, caused him . 
to resolve upon a political career as | 
the most effective way of bringing | 
about tbe changes he thought were 
necessary. Soon after leaving Oxford 
he found that bis Income would not 
stand tbe strain of politics, so he 
turned to the law and entered tbe 
Inner Temple, London, although dur­
ing tbe years of his reading there he 
found time to work for improvement 
in slum Ufe. His friends naturally 
enough predicted a brilliant and useful 
career for him as a barrister, but after 
he had passed all his examluatlons be 
withdrew his name from the list of 
those to be called to the bar. He 
had arrived at u final decision as 
to his life work and had chosen the 
ministry.

He soon received an opportunity to 
put Into practice bis plans for the bet­
terment of the poor, for he was given 
charge of the large church at Portsea, 
near Portsmouth, where he found 
plenty of work for a dozen curates as 
well as himself In social service. Mer­
ited recognition of his labors came 
eight years ago. when he was appoint­
ed bishop of Stepney, a district In 
London including many of tbe poor­
est quarters, w here as a young student 
he had first become Interested in the 
social problem.

From this squalid and rocky vine­
yard he was promoted to the arch­
bishopric of York, where be draws a 
salary of $50,000 a year.

AN ITALIAN DINNER

DECORATIVE DINING ROOM IN 
THE NATIONAL COLORS.

Menu: Queen’s Rice Soup, Salmone 
Alls Santa, Florentina-Salmon, 

Sweetbreads and Fillet of 
Beef.

In a certain fortnightly club of young 
married folk, where a friendly rivalry 
exists as to who shall give the most 
Dovel entertainment, one youthful 
housekeeper made her function a dlu- 
ner In Italian style.

The table was decorated to suggest 
the flag of Italy. Two broad bands of 
silk, one green, one red, were placed 
across the cloth at the ends of the 
table. They hung over the edges of 
the board like scarfs. Tho center­
piece consisted of blue, red and whlto 
flowers arranged by a florist to repre­
sent the shield which occupies the 
central white Held.

At the head of the menu was writ­
ten the name of the guest to occupy 
that particular cover, thus making it a 
guest card also.

The menu ran:: First,
Zuppa Regina 1)1 Rlso, or queen's 

rice soup, for which this Is the recipe: 
A tablespoonful of rice flour is put 
Into a saucepan and half a pint of 
milk ia added gradually. Boil gently 
In a double boiler 12 minutes, stirring 
all tho time In order to have It very 
fimooth. Just before serving time add 
a tablespoon of butter, pass it through 
a sieve.and mix with good fowl stock, 
which should be very hot when added.

Salmone alia Santa Florentlna—Sal­
mon. Bteep a piece of boiled salmon 
in oil. lemon Juice, salt and herbs for 
an hour. Remove tho bone and cut 
the fish into fillets or individual por­
tions. Wipe dry the fillets, dip them 
In beaten eggs and fry them a nice 
color. Arrange them In a ring on tho 
dish, trim with fried parsley and 
serve with mayonnaise.

Anlmelle Lnrdellatc—Sweetbreads.
For tho entree two sweetbreads are 
blanched, larded and cooked very 
slowly In good stock. Tho stock Is 
skimmed and reduced by boiling to a 
glaze to cover the meat. The latter Is 
then cut Into three or four pieces and 
arranged round a dish, but the lard­
ing must be well glazed over. In tho 
center of the dish place a cup made 
of hollowed-out bread filled wltb a 
macedoine of vegetables.

Manzo alia Certosina—Fillet of Beef. 
Select a tender rump steak or filUt of 
beef and put it in a stewing pan with 
two slices of fat bacon and throe tea­
spoonfuls of the best olive oil. Reason 
with salt and a suspicion of nutmeg. 
Cook without a cover and turn the 
meat from time to time. When qic«ly 
browned add an anchovy, mixed with 
some herbs, all very finely chopped, 
and a small clove of garlic with one 
incision across It. Cover tho whole 
with good stock, put tbe cover on 
the pan and when tender skim the 
grease off the gravy, put tbe latter 
through a sieve and pour over tbe 
meat. Do not let the garlic remain In 
the pot more than five minutes.

Pour In another slightly 
warm water prepared in the same 
way. Move the lace about and 
squeeze it, then drain and put In u 
third suds. Drain and lift carefully 
Into a rinsing water and then into a 
bluing water. Pass through a wringer, 
lay over a line until dry, theu fasten 
Into curtain frames to dry.

To launder muslin curtains wash 
them carefully, starch, and Iron on the 
wrong side to make them look like 
new cloth.

If the plans of certain ambitious 
pplrlts in tho Rhenish-Wcstphaliun In­
dustrial dlstrlctH are carried out, Mer­
lin will shortly lose its position as the 
largest city in Germany.

John Duff of Boston Sent His 8ecurl- 
tlss to Now York Just In Tims 

to Most Paymsnt on Land 
Grant Bonds.

Oos of the great causes of the flnan- 
clul panic of 1871 was the failure of 
the banking bouse of Jay Cooke A 
Co. through havlrg advanced too 
largely on the bonds of the Northern 
Pacific railroad, then In procuss of 
construction. Urave ombarrassroeut 
was caused to many other railroad 
companies by the panic, and not the 
leust embarrassed of these railroads 
was the Union Pacific, which, at that 
time, was regarded In the railroad 
and financial worlds as a Uoston In* 
stltutlon, since It was one of the great 
railroad properties of the country 
which Uoston capital controlled.

From about 1866 John Duff of Dos- 
ton, who easily took rank with the 
great financiers who began Immedl* 
ately after the Civil war the work of 
developing the railroad systems of the 

'  country, had been prominently Identi­
fied with the Union Pacific. Hi:, was, 
In fact, a leading voice in the affairs 
of the company, and when It became 
evident, first to the officers or the 
company, and then to the public, that 
the Union Pacific was not lu a posi­
tion fo meet the next payments on Its 
land grunt bonds, Mr. Duff was greatly 
concerned. He had been so closely 
identified for seven yeurs with lb« 
lliiunclal nmniigejnent of the company 
that he felt that his business credit, 
Ills personal honor, and. to, some ex­
tent, his Investments, .wore Involved 
in maintaining the credit of the Union 
Pacific.

Hut how was that credit to be main­
tained, with money in hiding every­
where, and with the Union Pacific 
treasury without the necessary funds 
to meet the payments soon due?

Not taken Into account by the folk 
who were confidently predicting a de­
fault by the Union Pacific was the 
grim determination of John Duff to 
protect his good name at all hazards; 
and bo, the day before tho coupons 
of the land grant bonds were due, Mr. 
Duff called into his office his son-Jo- 
luw, Dr. WHUum If. Dullard, and 
counted out In the latter's presence 
a little over thrxro hundred thousand 
dollars in first class securities, which,

but a short lime before, Mr. Duff him­
self had taken from his prlvato strong 
box.

“William," said Mr. Duff, motioning 
to the securities, "I want you to pack 
these bonds In a traveling satchel, 
take the first train for New York, and 
as early as possible tomorrow morning 
call at the office of Morton, Bliss A 
Co., the railroad’s fiscal Agents, and 
offer them in my name as security for 
payment of the Union Pacific land 
grant coupons due tomorrow." Ther** 
followed somo detailed Instructions, 
and Dr. Bullard was off for New York.

Presenting himself at the bankiag 
house of Morion, Bliss A Co. on the 
morrow, a short while before the be­
ginning of the buelnoBo day, Dr. nul- 
lard opened blt> satchel in the presence 
of Mr. Levi P. Morton.

“Mr. Morton," bo said, "1 have hers 
a little over three hundred thousand 
dollars in securities of the very high­
est grade. They are to bo deposited 
with you ns collateral security. 1 
have brought them from John Duff, In 
Uoston, and with this collateral as se­
curity, Mr. Duff asks you to pay the 
Union Pacific U*id grant coupons due 
today and to keep on paying them un­
til he sends you word to stop."

Ab Mr. Morgan began his examina­
tion of the securities, Dr. Dullard hap­
pened to look from tho banker's pri­

vate office Into the main office of the 
banking house. It was swarming with 
clerks armed with coupons of the land 
grant bonds duo within less than a 
quarter of an hour.

Carefully, cautiously, Mr. Morton 
looked over the securities. Finally, as 
be laid down the last one, he nodded 
his head approvingly, the next mo­
ment was Issuing Instructions that the 
coupons should be paid until further 
orders, and within less than five min* 
utes the first clerk to offer a Union 
Pacific coupon received his money, to 
the great astonishment not only of 
himself, but also of the other clerks 
there assembled, and, speedily there­
after, of all Wall street. For good 
financial news travels as fast as bad, 
and within an hour Union Pacific 
stock, which find been quoted bb low 
as ten centB on the dollar, jumped 
to twenty-five, and John Duff’s son-in- 
law had his first lesson In the effect 
of credit upon ft railroad property.

Until now, I believe, It has never 
been reported bow the day was saved 
for the Union Pacific by John Duff 
pledging his own securities for money 
with which to pay the coupons. Mr. 
Duff himself never referred to this 
act of his, not even when he was 
openly acrused of improperly using 
his official relations with a nationally 
famous trust company to secure tho 
funds so badly needed by the Union 
Pacific.

"All 
sorts of notioiiH cutno to mo whllo I 
was working out this talking machino, 
Ono of them you will *oq In that big 
fiinuol up there," Ho pointed to a 
nh<*|f upon which rested, or hung, a 
curious-looking object resembling u gi­
gantic funnel of about tall man 
height. ‘And I'm Inclined to think." 
bo went on, “that 1 hero's going to bo 
moii- profit In that thing than In this 
talking machine hero. I have about 
made up my mind Dint I won't work 
on anything unlrim it seems to me to 
huvo some commercial practicability. 
J can mnko hundreds of toys, but iiuy 
fallow with a little Ingenuity and pa­
tience cun do that. Muybu this talk­
ing machino Is going to he not much 
moro than a toy, after all, hut that 
thing over thoro—well, I'll show you 
bow it works."

He called two of his assistants to 
bis side and directed them to take 
their station on tho cr< n of a bill 
about half a mile away.

While they wore doing so, Mr. KAU 
con bud the big funnel shaped thing 
taken out In front of his shop. Then, 
when the men had posted thomsolves 
on Dm hill and stood facing us/ an as­
sistant, getting under the big end of 
the funnel, betd It up while Edison 
called through the other end. From 
Utnn to time the men upon the hill 
made gestures to Indicate thot they 
had heard and understood what Edl- 
ami was saying. Finally, Edison beck­
oned to them to report in, uml when 
they had dono so they repentod practi­
cally word for word what wn had 
heard their employer suy lo them 
through tin* funnel.

Mr. Cummings and I were almost us 
much astonished over this demonstra­
tion ns wo hml previously been owr 
the talking machino. "What do you 
call Ujo thing?'' I asked Mr. Edison.

"Well, it makes a big sound, and 1 
think I’ll call It the mogaphone," re­
plied Mr. Edison. "As I have already 
told you, 1 sometimes think there will 
he a great doal moro In It for me 
financially than In tho talking ma­
chine. It will bo a great thing on 
ships; %lth Its aid one ship at a dis­
tance can hall miolbor ship easily, and 
a captain can shout bis orders clearly 
and distinctly through It to the utter­
most ends of his vessel. It can bo 
used on land, also, for conversing at 
great distances, in short, this megn- 
pbono or uilno enlarges tho zone of 
action of the human voice, and for 
this reacon 1 am inclined to think at 
times that It will be a mote profitable 
invention thuu the talking machine. 
You have mm whut it can do, and tt 
does it Just as easy as rolling off a 
log."

1 presume that this was tho first 
public demonstration of tho Edison 
invention that bus passed Into univer­
sal use under tho name megaphone—a 
contribution of human progress that 
has brought its father cents where 
the phonograph has added to bla 
wealth by tho hundred thousands of 
dollurs.
