1 were informed that about the only 
violets In the Chicago market had 
come from tbe Hudson valley and a 
second shipment northward could not 
be reccoomended.

In cut dowers, roses, carnatioos, 
lilies and lilies of the valley are ob­
tainable. In pots, especially adapted 
to holiday use, are Jerusalem cher­
ries, cyclamen, primroses aod lilies, 
while there is tbe usual assortment 
of plants throughout the greenhouses*

Neeaunee’s Good Gain
The completed ceosus returns for 

1910 show that Negaunee leads in per­
centage of increase In population 
among the cities in Marquette county. 
In fact but one other of the three cities 
shows an increase, Ishpemlng’s popu­
lation showing a decrease of 807 as 
compared with 1900. Negaunee’s gain 
in ten years was 1525, making the in­
crease about ldipercent. Marquette's 
gain in the same period was 1445 and 
the percentage a little over 121 per 
cent.

Negaunee’s population last May. 
according to the census returns, was 
84tiU, while the official figures for I'.KIO 
were 0935. The state census taken in 
the midway period of 1904 gave Ne­
gaunee 0797. The Federal census re­
turns for 1800 were 0,078: and for 1880, 
11.931.

Marquette's comparative figures for 
three decades ami including the 1904 
census are as follows: 1*90, imp;;: 1900. 
10,058: 1904. 10,005: 1910, 11,50:1?

Isbpctnfng's population during the 
same periods wus as follows: 1*90, 
11,197: 1900, 13,255: l!f04; 11.G23: 1910, 
12,448.

Our neighbor to the westward does 
not take kindly to the disclosures of 
the federal tally sheet and there is 
talk of a protest and a possible re­
count.

The examination was under the 
sii|>orvislou of Joseph Marlin, a clerk 
in the Ishpeming postoffice who Is 
secretary of the Marquette county 
civil service commission, who said bo 
had never seen a better class of appli­
cants. This view was corroborated 
by Mr. Gauthier, who had the advan­
tage of a personal acquaintance with 
most of the applicants and who U 
certain that Negaunee will not share 
the experience of some cities which 
have found it difficult to get good ma­
terial for mail carriers.

The examination was very thorough 
but was not particularly difficult. 
Thu papers submitted have been for­
warded to the geocral board at Wash­
ington and ordinarily It takes ubout 
a month before the contestants iearu 
bow they fared in the test.

Professor Prince udmlts that Ids mar­
velous knowledge of languages hus 
Bore than once won him the vote of 
■nine newly made citizen who hadn't 
an yet acquired Kngllsh. As the crown- 
lug performance of his use of lan­
guages. he recently made a political 
■porch In which ho employed 17 dif­
ferent languages.

If one asks Professor Prince how 
many languages ho knows he modest­
ly disclaims complete knowledge of 
any, even the tinglish. A little closer 
questioning, however, discloses the 
fact that ho can make himself under­
stood In practically every distinct lan­
guage that is used on the face of the 
globe, and u few minutes' study of any 
of (lie hundreds of dialects that are 
spoken In various corners of the earth 
will enable him to decipher much of 
what is written In it.

On April 
11 F. S. Jobnsou mailed tbe letter 
from Ellingham, III. He then wont to 
Philadelphia. The letter waa not de­
livered * y the Lor Angeles postal 
authorities, because the man to 
whom it was addressed had moved 
He had gone to Seoul, Korea, but be­
fore being sent there the letter w a j  

returned to Illinois and then for­
warded through San FranciBco to the 
Orient. Not finding its owner In 
Seoul, the letter continued on through 
French Cochin China, and then it 
was sent on to the dead letter office 
in Washington by way of England, as 
being undelivered. The sender had 
his address on the letter, and It was 
returned to him in the mall. Tbe let­
ter bears nearly twenty postmarks 
of different countries, together with 
several stamps in foreign languages, 
one of which reads, "InconDU,” tbe 
French for "unkuown." The letter 
took just seven months and six days 
to complete Its peregrinations around 
the world before landing in the dead 
letter office. Mr. Johnson highly 
treasures the much-traveled missive 
as a souvenir.

ODD OLD CHURCH CEREMONY

cle with joined bauds all round the 
church, singing special hymns for the 
occasion. Tbe most famous place 
where this strange Sunday ceremony 
is still extant, as It has been for many 
hundred years, is the pleasant Glouces­
tershire village of Painswick near 
Stroud. The parishioners after their 
procession and ring round Painswick 
church gather at the chaucel door, 
from which as customary a sermon I* 
preached.

TO COOK CHICKENS
NEW RECIPES THAT SOUND LIKE 

GOOD EATING.

Boiled Chicken Mold, Broiled Cold 
Chioken, Scalloped Chicken and 

Chicken Croquettes Offer a 
Great Variety.

Hoilcd Chicken Mold.—This is an 
excellent dish and one which would 
be found most useful for a busy day. 
Select a fricasse fowl and have the 
butcher save the neck long and cut the 
nails from tbe fee t Skin these by 
soaking them a few minutes In hot wa­
ter, dismember tbe rest of the fowl 
and boll all together until the flesh is 
tender enough to pick to pieces with 
the fingers. During the boiling, sea­
son the chicken with one large Ber­
muda onion, several stalks of celery* 
parsley, cayenne and salt. When done 
and cool enough to handle, pick all the 
flesh from the bones, feet, neck, etc., 
and discard the skia. Chop fine—to 
almost a paste—find pack in a mold, 
pouring In some of the boll-water be­
tween each layer of chicken. Cover 
tightly and set on the Ice. Turn on 
a cold dish and serve with a trimming 
of canned pimentos. Only water 
enough to cover the chicken must be 
us >d for the boiling or the mold will 
not harden. The boll-w&ter must be 
rich enough to form a Jelly.

Broiled Cold Chicken.—Here is a 
good way to vary the monotony of cold 
fowl, whether boiled or roasted: Take 
the half or quarter which lias not been 
cut Into and rub it over with a marin­
ade of two tablespoonfuls of vinegar 
and one of lemon juice. Put the fowl 
between two plates and set aside for 
three hours. Then rub the oil and 
lemon Juice well into It, dip In egg 
and then in flite toasted crumbs; set 
on the Ice for an hour, and broil over 
a medium hot fire, turning often. Make 
a gravy of melted butter with chopped 
parsley and a few drops of lemon juice 
and pour over the dish.

Scalloped Chicken.—Mix two cup­
fuls of nicely seasoned chicken, 
minced finely, with a cupful of boiling 
oyster liquor, or as much tomato juice. 
Stir In six chopped mushrooms, the 
pounded yolk of two hard-boiled eggs 
and two tablespoonfuls of cream. Add 
finely toasted bread crumbs and more 
cream If needed to make a  soft paste. 
Pack In large clam shells or in a bak­
ing dish, put nuts of butter on top 
and cook covered for fifteen minutes; 
then uncover and brown lightly. Cold 
lamb, duck or boiled veal may be pre­
pared In the same way, with the sub­
stitution of a good stock for the oyster 
or tomato juice.

Chicken Croquettes—Stir a cupful of 
minced cold chicken and the same 
quantity of sweetbreads together; 
these last boiled and blanched and al­
so minced finely. Add drawn butter 
or a little chicken stock thickened 
lightly with flour. Heat in a vessel 
set in another containing boiling wa­
ter, and when heated through take 
from the fire and add a cupful of 
cream (with a pinch of soda stirred 
in) and tbe beaten yolk of two eggs. 
Mix well, set In a cold place until 
solid; then mold in round or oblong 
croquettes. Dip these in beaten egg, 
then In crumbs and fry a rich brown 
In boiling cottonseed oil or lard.

Put cider Into a preserving kettle 
and boll It until there remains only 
two-thlrda of the original quantity of 
the liquid. Put Into tbe remaining ci­
der as many peeled and sliced apples 
as It will cover and boll, stirring often, 
until the fruit is tender. Proceed In 
this way until all the cider has been 
absorbed by the fruit, and then put tbe 
cookqd apples and Juice Into a  crock In 
the cellar over night. In the morning 
put all over tbe fire and boil, stirring 
often, to a soft, brown mass. Put away 
in Jars or crocks.

covery that his reputation os an edl 
tor Is lost in the gleam of his reputa­
tion as a scientist. One of his most 
celebrated Inventions or discoveries Is 
the Crookes tube—a glass tube from 
wblcb tbe atmosphere has been ex­
hausted and Into which have been fit­
ted platinum wires passing through 
the glass walls and terminating in 
metallic plates. The most Important 
use of these tubes Is for the produc­
tion of X or Roentgen rays.

He was born In London in 1833, 
studied chemistry, and In 1864 became 
superintendent of the meteorological 
department of the Radcliffe Observa­
tory, Oxford, A year later he was 
made professor of chemistry at the 
Chester Training College. In 1869 be 
founded the Chemical News, of which 
he is still the editor. Since 1884 he 
has edited the Quarterly Journal of 
Science." He has been a fellow of the 
Royal Society since 1863 and was 
knighted In 1897, so that the Order of 
Merit Is only an addition to other hon­
ors, not the first recognition of his 
eminence by the powers that be.

Sir William Is an authority of the 
first rank on sanitary questions, espe­
cially the disposal of the sewage of 
towns. His method of producing ex­
treme vacua was a necessary prelimi­
nary to the achievement of electric 
lighting. His original researches led 
to the discovery of the metal thallium 
In 1861. Among his other discoveries 
have been tbe sodium amalgamation 
process for eliminating gold afid silver 
from tbelr ores (1866), and his new 
method for the spectroscoplo Investi­
gation of substances—one of tbe nu­
merous and brilliant results of his pro­
longed studies of "radiant matter." He 
also devised the radiometer, and the 
otheoscQpe, a greatly Improved form 
of the radiometer—Instruments sensi­
tive to tbe Impact of tbe ether waves 
which cause the phenomenon of light. 
He Is tbe author of several standard 
scientific books.

Unlike many of the great scientists 
of his day, Sir WUliam has never 
leaned toward materialism. Indeed, 
so strong in his conviction of the ex­
istence of Intelligence Independently 
of material mechanism and so broad 
Is his spirit of Investigation that he 
has given countenance to mediumlstlc 
tests. This has led tbe Spiritualists 
to claim him as belonging to thole* 
persuasion, without, however, any 
public commitment on his part war­
ranting the claim.

The 1h<*n Hkuai.d kno*s of no 
better lay sermon to spread before its 
readers than Charles Pickens' 
"Christman C a r o l . I t  is not new, 
U has been sung for sixty-seven years 
nod has lost none of its force in the 
passage of time: the help it has been 
to humanity cannot even bo conject­
ured: in fact it is scarcely too much 
to say that in its lessons of fellowship 
and charity it is second only to the 
Great Message which is uppermost in 
the minds of all thoughtful persons 
nt this season.

"A Chrlstmis Carol” was the first 
of a long series of Christmas stories 
by Pickens and It made its appear­
ance in December, 1H43. It has be­
come a classic, as well It might. 
There are few schools where children 
of an intelligible age do not renew 
acquaintance with it each year, and 
there are many of their elders who 
long since formed the hubit of not let­
ting a Christinas slip by without 
reading "A Christmas Carol.”  The 
world would profit if thin practice 
were more generally followed and the 
day itself would be more sacred and 
more cherished.

R&PUBLIG
Thomas Conlin has secured a 10* 

horsepower gasoline euglne which he 
will use to run a circular nnd drag 
saw in his woods operations this win* 
ter Mr. Conlin wlil work in a hard* 
wood tract from which the best growth 
has been removed, leaving some hard­
wood which would nut make desirable 
timber but which can be worked up 
Into cord wood. The outfit is mount­
ed on runners, making It possible 
to move it from place to place as the 
work advances. While cutting cord- 
wood used to be a stand-by as an oc­
cupation for men In this region dur­
ing tho winter months, times have 
changed and it is now next to impos­
sible to r e r u n  small crews for this 
purpose. Time was when younger 
men who were laid off at the mines at 
the end of the shipping season found 
steady employment in the woods 
throughout winter, but the mines now 
work fairly equal forces during the 
entire year and such of the men as 
have to seek other fields of labor seem 
to have little inclination to go into 
the woods. Consequently it is diffi­
cult to get any kind of help in woods 
operations and doubly bard to get 
experienced workmen. By the use of 
bis power saw outfit Mr. Conlin will 
be largely independent of the labor 
problem, for a couple of men can 
handle It and a t the same time accom­
plish as much as several skilled chop­
pers. Mr. Conlin bought his outfit 
through William Laxtrom who is 
§geQt fop the international Harvester 
company,

NEWSPAPER BEST AD MEDIUM
Philadelphia Man Outlines Relations 

of Publishers and 
Advertisers.

Hugh A. O'Donnell, business man­
ager of the Philadelphia Press, spoke 
before tbe Scranton Ad club tho other 
evening on "Advertising and Sales­
manship." Contending that advertis­
ing Is notblng more than salesman­
ship, he maintained that newspaper 
nds are tbe only ads that pay divi­
dends and he condemned alt miscel­
laneous advertising, such as theater 
curtain, program, billboard and circu­
lar letter, as waste of money and 
meaningless.

Advertising be held to be the twin 
brother of comm >rce. " it Is the art 
part of the science of business," he 
said, "and Is almost a science In it­
self, though not a defined science. It 
Is both an art and a science, though 
It Is the art j a r t  of It that makes it 
an undefined science."

Publicity, he said, is the key to 
commercial success and advertising 
Is nothing more than salesmanship on 
paper addressed to a composite cus­
tomer.

Advertising, said Mr. O'Donnell, Is 
tbe chief item of expense in nearly 
all business promotions, and under 
modern developments there Is expend­
ed on advertising more than $800,000.- 
000 annually. It has made the luxur­
ies of yesterday the necessities of to­
day. and operated on well established 
psychological laws; It has become tbe 
great, positive, creative force in busi­
ness. "It makes men want things,” 
continued the speaker, "things never 
before deemed necessary to their hap­
piness or contentment."

As to tbe duty of the newspaper, 
Mr. O'Donnell declared that its first 
duty is to its subscribers, and nothing 
should be done, even In tho unbal­
anced arrangement of a paper, that 
might offend their sense of beauty. 
The aipount of circulation and tbe ad­
vertising rate in most cases need have 
little relation, It tbe circulation con­
sists of tbe thrifty class of people who 
seriously read the advertisements.

"That Is why the- legitimate pub­
lisher considers all concessions In re­
gard to free readers, positions, etc., 
as equivalent to a cut of rate, and 
truly the newspaper which does not 
adhere to Its rate card has a severe 
caso of heart trouble that may prove 
fatal any time."

Boston Expert Gives Advice to Local 
Firm Regarding Advertising- 

Billboard Method "Cheap."

Nathaniel C. Fowler of Boston, in­
terested In advertising, was the speak­
er before the Maldeu Board of Trade 
at Boston recently, and he dwelt at 
considerable length upon newspaper 
and magazine advertising.

Newspaper advertising brought the 
best results for local concerns, be 
said. Tbe real value of advertising 
was not discovered until about 25 
years ago, but Jt bad since developed 
to such an extent that it was now 
one of tbe moat important Items In 
commercialism. Then magazines had 
only a few pages of advertising, and 
newspaper advertising was confined to 
a few small notices.

Today the situation was reversed, 
for there was moro advertising than 
reading matter. People criticised this, 
but they should not do so, for the 
nowspapertt and magazines were giv­
ing the people better reudiug matter 
and moro of it than ever before and 
at the minimum of cost.

He claimed that billboard advertis­
ing was a cheap form of advertising, 
for the billboards tended to cheapen a 
locality. What merchant would think 
of cheapening his business in the 
manner that a billboard lessened the 
attractiveness of u city or town?

The greatest trouble with the ad­
vertising that "dooN not pay" was not 
with the publisher so much as with 
the merchant who fnllod to present it 
properly. Ninety per cent of nil ad­
vertising was addressed to the womon 
readers of i newspaper or magazine 
and that should be borne*In mind 
when preparing tho advertising mat­
ter.

Vanderbilt*8 Lost Chance
Lost Opportunity For Whioh a 

Vanderbilt Grieved.

William H. Was Sorry Ho 6ld Not
Lot New York Central Show It 

Could Beat Pennsylvania'*
Fast Mall.

"It baa always been my Impression 
that William H. Vanderbilt grieved 
l&ore over an opportunity which came 
to him and which be lost, and felt 
more greatly humiliated thereby by 
the sense that he had made a mis­
take, than over any other event in 
his experience as the successor of bis 
feather, the Commodore, at the head of 
the Vanderbilt railways." So said to 
me the late George C. Bangs, who in 
the seventies became to all intents 
and purposes the creator of the coun­
try's fast railway mail service, and 
who had as his assistant in the work 
Tbeodoro N. Vail, now head of the 
groat Bell telephone system of the 
county.

"As the superintendent of the rail­
way mall service, and especially the 
fast mall feature of it, which had 
been established practically under 
my direction," continued Mr. Bangs, 
"I was brought In ^ory closo touch 
with the mauagers of tho important 
railway lines running from the At*; 
Jantlc coast to Chicago. I knew bet­
ter than the public did how Intense 
was the comi>etitlon between the New 
York Central and the Pennsylvania. 
The fast railway mall service was es­
tablished at about tbo time rate cut­
ting was at Its height, the very time 
when, as It was afterwards proved, 
the Standard Oil company was get­
ting very lurge rebates from the rail­
road companies.

"Now, one of the things which 
might servo to advertise these rail­
roads, and to aid them in their com­
petitive struggle, was the ability they 
showed to maintain what In those 
days were very fasf railway mall 
services between New York or Phila­
delphia and Chicago.

"In tbo spring of 1878 I happened 
to loam that the famous theatrical 
managers, Jarrett and Palmer, had 
made contracts with the Pennsyl­
vania, the Union Pacific and the Cen­
tral Pacific by which those railroad 
companies pledged themselves to haul 
a special theatrical train from New 
York to San Francisco In three and 
one-half days' time. It also came to 
my knowledge that the attempt was 
to bo made to deliver by Che same 
train a mall which left the Now York 
postoffice In the early morning in 
Chicago on tho eveuing of the snme 
day.

"Immediately I made an appoint­
ment by telegraph with William H. 
Vanderbilt and ran over from Wash­

ington to New York to see him. 'Mr. 
Vanderbilt,' I said to him when we 
met, 'do you know that the Pennsyl­
vania is to take & mall at Jersey City 
at one o’clock In the morning, on the 
special theatrical train, under con­
tract to deliver that mall In Chicago 
by nine o'clock In the evening of that 
day?'

" ‘They can't do It,’ said Mr. Van­
derbilt.

“ ‘Yea, I think they can and will, 
Mr. Vandorbllt,' I replied. ‘Of course. 
It’s going to take some very fast 
running. It'll be a magnificent feath­
er In the Philadelphia railroad's 
cap.'

"I saw that Mr. Vanderbilt was In­
tensely Interested, and that he rea­
lized bow great a card it would be 
for bis powerful rivals If they were 
able to fulfil the contract.

“ 'Now, Mr. Vanderbilt,' I went on 
to say, ‘you can beat them by thtee 
hours. I will see to It that a special 
mall la made up and delivered to you 
If you will have a train ready at four 
o'clock In the morning, and will prom­
ise me that you will deliver that mall 
In Chicago a t nine o’clock In the 
evening.'

" ‘The thing is Impossible,’ Mr. 
Vanderbilt exclaimed.

‘“ I beg to differ with you,’ I re­
plied. ‘If the Pennsylvania, with its 
heavy grades. Is able to make the

run between New York and Chicago 
tn twonty hours, you could certainly 
do It In three hours better time. We 
will keep It a  perfect secret; nobody 
shall know anything about It until 
we deliver a mall by your road In 
Chicago at nine o'clock In the even­
ing. Then we will announce that our 
train left New York' three hours later 
than the Pennsylvania's.’

"Mr. Vanderbilt got up and paced 
nervously back and forth; once he 
went and looked a t the map. Then 
he made a computation of the run* 
nlng time. For an Instant he seemed 
about to be ready to accept my propo­
sition, but at last shook his head.

'" I t  would be a great thing, but I 
don't quite feel like taking the re­
sponsibility,’ he said. 'No, I wont 
do It, and I don't believe the Penn­
sylvania will make Chicago in twen­
ty hours’ time, either.'

"But when Mr. Vanderbilt learned 
that the Pennsylvania did do it, and 
after he had talked with some of his 
operating force and found that they 

d no question but that the New 
ork Central could have made the 

run In three hours' less time, he felt 
deeply chagrined and humiliated. And 
long after he said to me, the thought 
of the lost opportunity still rankling 
In his breast:

" 'Bangs, I am sorry I did not ac­
cept your proposition. If I had we 
would have taken a feather from the 
Pennsylvania’s cap and put It in our 
own.’"

Wouldn *t Associate withGould

Man Who Refused to Associate 
With Jay Gould.

John Duff of Boston Doctlnod to Serve
Ae Offlolal of the Union Pacific 

After the "Little Wizard" Got 
Control of it.

Onq of the great bankers and finan­
ciers oi Boston,' Indoed of the entire 
country, u generation ago, was John 
Duff, who, ns I told recently, saved the 
crodlt and solveucy of tbo Union Pa­
cific railroad during the panic of 
1873 by pledging over $300,000 worth 
of bln own private glit-edgo socurltlos 
for a Uko amount of money with which 
fo pay the coupons of the road’s land 
grant bonds, then due. That was a 
tardy uct on Mr. Duff’s part, coming 
as it did when the country was In 
great flimuelal turmoil; yet U was not 
Mr.. Duff's uuly hardy deed, os to­
day's anecdote will prove.

It was about i860 that Mr Duff be­
came a director oi tbe Uulon Pacific, 
And for ubout sovuu years thereafter 
to  was a power in tho affairs of that 
company. Towards tbo end of that 
porlod bo began to suspoct that Jay 
Gould was attempting to socuro con­
trol of the Union Pacific. Mr. Duff 
had vory vivid recollections of the 
manner In which Mr. Gould had so- 
cured control of the Erie railroad 
gome yoars beforo, and of Mr. Gould’s 
part In bringing about the famour 
"Black Friday” panic, and he was 
greatly ooncornnd ovor the "Little 
Wizard's” apparent doalre to get the 
Union Paclflo under bis wing.

"With a man of that character," 
•aid Mr. Duff, with all the posltlvenoss 
of his nature, to bis son-in-law. Dr. Wll- 
Hum H. Bullard, who had porsonol 
knowledge of many of his father-in- 
law's business transactions, “1 will 
haro no business dealings whatsoovor. 
1 have had noun In tbe past, and I 
will keep clear of uuy In the future, no 
matter what comos to pass. I should 
bn afraid of my own reputation If 1 
were associated with a  man who tried 
to make a fortuno by wrecking rail­
road properties." Mr. (Joule’s favor­
ite method of obtaining control of a 
railroad property was to depress the

value of its stock, and acquire tho 
property during tbo period of depres­
sion; and Mr. Duff, In common with 
many other men of his time, looked 
upon this method of doing business as 
railroad wrecking.

Gradually the signs became more 
and more certain to Mr. Duff that Mr. 
Gould was doing all he could to se­
cure control of tbe Union Pacific. 
Finally there came a day when Mr. 
Duff felt fairly well eatleflod, so far 
as hie persona) an* unofficial knowl­
edge wept, that Mr. Gould had ac­
complished his object, that a majority 
of tho stock of the Union Pacific rest­
ed In his hands. And one morning 
not long thereafter, Mr. Duff received 
from the hanking bouso of Morton, 
Bllia & Co., In New York, a telegram 
which road practically us follows:

"Will you accept tbe presidency of 
the Union Pacific railroad, or will you 
acocpt tbo vlco-prusldcucy, with full 
power to act?"

Mr. Duff did not doubt'tho authority 
of tho banking house to make these of­
fers; It was the official banking house 
of tho Union Pacific. But before an­
swering the telegram ho determined 
to learn authoritatively whether or 
not Jay Gould had secured a majority 
of thi> ;oad’s stock. This within the 
course vf a few hours ho lurned to-be 
the fact, and then, as Dr. Bullard re­
calls it, his father-in-law sent this an­
swer:

"1 decline to accept either proposi­
tion, because 1 refuso to strotch hands 
across a diroclors' table to take tho 
hand of a man whom I believe to bo a 
thief.”

Mr. Duff's next act was to resign as 
director of tbo Union Pacific, us ho 
Huld bo would do If Jay Gould se­
cured control of tho Union Pacific; 
and from that day he had nothing 
more to do with the proporty whose 
credit and solvency he had once saved 
by pledging u good part of his own 
personal fortune.

Lamont, then secretary to the presi­
dent, or to other friends of Mr. 
Brooks, who knew of his important 
work during the campaign. President 
Cleveland was persuaded that there 
should be official recognition of what 
Mr. Brooks had done, especially as 
he seemed fitted to become a valuable 
public servant. So, In due course, 
Mr. Brooks was offered tbe appoint­
ment of consul to Tliest.

"I appreciate tbe honor,” said Mr. 
Brooks, "but I cannot accept the ap­
pointment for reasons that are entire­
ly personal.”

"But,” he was told, "the United 
States Is to have largely Increased 
commerce with Trlest, the only Aus­
trian seaport, and there will be fine 
opportunities for good work there, 
such as will surely lead to promotion 
in our diplomatic service.

Still Mr. Brooks declined, and when 
President Cleveland was told that the 
offer would not be accepted, he In­
ferred that It might be that Mr. 
Brooks felt that the salary wai in­
sufficient.

"1 will appoint him consul-general 
at 8t. Petersburg,” the president said. 
So once more, tbe offer of a place In 
the diplomatic service, so Important 
as consul-general a t the Russian capi­
tal, was made to Mr. Brooks, yet he 
felt compelled to decline for reasons 
which seemed to him Imperative.

In the president campaign of 
1892, when Cleveland was again a 
candidate, be appeared at a public 
meeting In New York City. After the 
great throng which had assembled to 
hear the former president had de­
parted, and while Mr. Cleveland was 
waiting on the platform for bis car­
riage, Mr. Brooks, who was present, 
approached him.

"Mr. President,” he euld, "I am very 
glad to see you again.”

“I recall your face very well, but 1 
cannot recall your nume,” Mr. Cleve­
land said, looking qulzzlngly, earnest­
ly, at the man who had greeted him.

"My name Is Frank II. Brooks, and 
you may remomber me as one who 
was associated In an humble way 
with tho presidential campaign of 
1884.”

For an Instant Mr. Cleveland con­
tinued to look with iDtonuo Inquiry 
and quostlon at Mr. Brooks, and then 
of a sudden recollection coming to 
him, he seized both of Mr. Brooks* 
hands with his own.

"Of course, I reculloct you now," 
exclaimed Mr. Cleveland, "find I have 
never forgotten the unprecedented 
and unequalled and astounding ex­
perience I had with you aftor I be­
came president. Mr. Brooks, I have 
known mnny Democrats who have re­
fused the offer of one office, but I 
have not known, with tho exception 
of yourself, any Democrat who de­
clined an offer of two Important of­
fices. I shall never forget that cir­
cumstance us long ns 2 live; I have 
had no other like It 111 all my ex­
perience I am very glad to huve mot 
you, and I want aguln to congratulate 
you ns tho only Democrat, of whom I 
have knowlodgo, who declined two 
political offices, one after tho other.*

NO SOCjETUEADER
Capital Social Circle Has No 

Acknowledged Head.

Situation Entirely Different From 
That In Other Bio Cities—Too Many 
Sate of Almost Equal Importance 

—Many Clever Women.

Washington.—"Who Is the real lead­
er of Washington society?" Is a ques­
tion frequently asked over the tea 
cups and in the embrasure of club 
windows when tbe social season 
opens. Although never answered, It 
never falls to arouse a discussion In 
which no two participants are agreed. 
Tbe lato Mrs. Astor’s acknowledged 
supremacy In the New York social 
world served to draw attention to the 
fact that the Boclal situation In the 
capital city Is far different from that 
of Now York and that li e unquestion­
ed sway of the Individual Is hardly 
possible here from the very constitu­
tion of society itself. It Is different 
here, In that it possesses several dis­
tinct sets and there are persons who 
are prominent, even leaders In one of 
these sets who have few affiliations 
with tbo others.

Tills winter's social season a t Wash­
ington starts with the understanding 
that there Is to be in some sort a re­
organization of what In the first presi­
dent's time was awkwardly called 
"tho republican court"—that la to aay, 
the persons on tbe Invitation list of 
the White House. Mrs. Taft Is repre-

seated as having come to the conclu­
sion that by the exercise of Judgment 
In the bringing of people together the 
Interest and advantage of social as­
semblages In Washington can be en­
hanced. She desires to center tbe 
leading social group within a restrict­
ed but better defined circle. She real­
izes, of course, that it Is not wholly 
possible to carry out this arrangement 
at what are termed state receptions, 
but she hopes to lessen or do away 
with that spirit of tension and dis­
satisfaction which has rogularly fol­
lowed in tbe wake of past entertain­
ments, because of the unwillingness of 
representatives of different soqjal sets 
to meet on common grounds. Never­
theless Mrs. Taft Is diplomatically 
edging away from the pit of snobbery. 
In fact, she Is amplifying tbe scopo 
and tendencies of the White House as 
a  social center.

Thero Is "tho White House set” and 
tbe diplomatic, official and army and 
navy sets. Each has a distinct char­
acter of Its own. Many Individuals 
there are who possess entree to all 
these circles, yet there are also charm­
ing women who, having/taken their 
places within oue of these cliques, 
care little for the doings of tbo others.

The White House Bet.
The White House set necessarily 

changes as the occupants of the White 
House change. It reflect! tbe per­
sonal tastes of the ruler of the nation 
and of tbe first lady of tho land. 
Necessarily, also, political expediency 
can not be wholly left out in arrang­
ing many o* the White Houae gather­
ing!, yet ti>o prlvuto entertainments 
more ofton than not are mode up of 
those who aro genuinely congenial to 
the Whlto House occupants.

Official society takes Its cue largely 
frota the White House set, but It also 
has many activities of Its own. Its 
leaders are drawn from tho families of 
thoso senators, representatives and 
otbor government officials who have 
social prestige, wealth and the ability 
to contrlbuto to the gayety of the so­
cial season.

By common consent tho sot which 
Is largely made up of the diplomats 
and their wives Is tho most alluring 
of all In Washington, especially to the 
wealthy outsider who comes to make 
his homo In the capital city. The cos­
mopolitan character of the corps, the 
easy, good fellowship which prevulls 
among Its members and the fact thnt 
the duty of a diplomat in Washington 
consists largely In making himself 
ugrooHblo to the peoplo of the coun­
try to which he Is accredited, give to 
the social doings of the corps u charm 
which Is felt by all who come within 
tho clrclo. The adherence to prece­
dent in social matters which Is of 
necessity insisted upon by the diplo­
mats has hud a considerable) Influence 
In establishing for Washington her 
own ofllrlul and social precedents.

Within tho circle formed by the 
army and nuvy men and tho feminine 
members of their households thero Is 
an atmosphere of friendship which 
comes of the fact that not only the 
men but tho women hove many expo- 
rleucoe In common, having "roughed

It" in western posts or followed rf.e 
flag In the Philippines. The men and 
women of “the service" are a law 
unto themselves, and the social life 
which they enjoy is as delightful as 
can be found anywhere.

Each of these sets boasts its own 
bright particular stars, and from the 
fact that they are many it seems that 
from them might arise some leader 
who would be generally acknowledged 
as the feminine guide of smart society.

Mrs. Moyer, wife of tho secretary 
of the navy, Is an official matron 
often mentioned as a possible leuder, 
whose favorite friends are by choice 
tho members of the diplomatic corps. 
Mrs. Meyer has done more entertain­
ing for foreign Hons than any other 
matron in Washington. Her dinner 
companies aro made up largely of 
diplomats and visiting celebrities.

Mrs. Henderson Popular.
Mrs. John B. Henderson Is a matron 

whose name never faiU of mention In 
any discussion of social leaders. She 
Is enthusiastic, broad-minded, fond of 
society and has wealth and popularity 
and a vast acquaintance of Washing' 
ton to her favor.

Mr?. Herbert Wadsworth long since 
established herself as one of the lead­
ing spirits of the Washington smart 
set. Her Thursduy evening receptions,, 
which begin as musicals and aro gen-: 
erally followed by dancing, have at* 
tallied tho Importance of state func­
tions. The smartest of tho smart are 
bidden to Mrs. Wadsworth's homo.

Mrs. Wlnthrop Murray Crane, wife 
of tbe Junior senator from Massachu­
setts, and ho.r sister, Miss Mabel 
Bo&rdman, are two attractive women 
whose personalities have made a dis­
tinct Impression on Washington. Both 
are born leaders, tactful, sympathetic 
and resourceful. Miss Boardmun last 
season inaugurated a series of Mon­
day evening receptions which had a 
big vogue and to which society gladly 
flocked. It was frequently remarked 
that theso receptions were largely 
political In personnel, and Indeed, 
MIsb Boardm&n, whose Immediate 
family have no official position, is yet 
one of the most popular women In 
official Washington and seems to pre­
fer the company of Uncle Sam's rep­
resentatives to those of foreign na­
tions.

Mrs. Preston Gibson, one of the 
youngest matrons In the smart set, 
has given undeniable evidences of a 
gift and a desire for leadership, and 
great things ore expected of her by 
her friends. Mrs. Gibson was Miss 
Graco McMillan Jarvis, a granddaugh­
ter of tbe late Senator McMillan of 
Michigan, and spent her girlhood In 
Washington. She Is clever without 
being a* blue stocking. Mrs. Gibson 
likes the company of artists and men 
of letters. Her hospitalities have a 
distinctly artistic flavor and her so­
ciety Is eagerly sought by the Hone 
of the art world.

Addition of Mrs. Hughes.
Mrs. Charles E. Hughes, wife of As* 

sociate Justice Hughes, Is a delightful 
addition to tbe hostesses of the Su* 
preme court circle and one to whom 
many Washingtonians look forward to 
the pleasure of meeting the coming 
season. House choosing was the 
cause of several visits to Washington 
In the early summer, and after their 
seleetlou was made Justice and Mrs. 
Hughes were among tho first of tho 
prominent leaders in their part of 
Massachusetts avenue to open up 
their homo and to begin at once to 
got comfortable there.
