4 To the people of Negaunee, a 
Merry Christmas," read the bulletin 
board In the new union passenger sta­
tion when It was opened to publio use 
last 8unday. And It was a moat ac- 
oeptabls gift, for though It Is a com­
paratively small structure the ap­
pointment! leave nothing to be desired 
and It Is a veritable palace compared 
with the facilities the city has bad in 
later years.

Tbe brick aod stone station occu­
pies a site between tbe North-Western 
aud South Shore tracks, immediately 
west of Gold street and it was erected 
jointly by the two railroad lines, 
though the details of construction 
were looked ufter by the South Shore 
people.

With tbe use of tbe "cut off" which 
gives the North-Western line a direct 
route to and from Isbpemlng and 
eliminates tbe necessity of having to 
back trains up tbe steep grade, Ne­
gaunee Is now glyen excellent passen­
ger traffic accommodations. With so 
handsome a station there will be in­
centive to keep it in a spick snd span 
condition and the one thingneedful 
to make tbe service complete will be 
tbe proper policing of the depot. As­
surance Is given that this will receivo 
due attention, the authorities having 
forborne taking active steps in this 
direction because the condltloes sur­
rounding the old station almost pre­
cluded anything effective being accom­
plished. The place is none too large 
for those who have legitimate business 
there and people who do not come 
within this classification will do well 
to remain away for they will get short 
sbrlft. In this policy tbe railroad 
and municipal officials will have the 
support of the public at large.

THE CENSUS
OF CANADA

IT8 GROWTH IN TEN YEARS 
PAST.

A census of the Dominion of Canada 
will be made during 1911. It will 
show that during tho past decade a 
remarkable development has taken 
place, and, when compared with tho 
population, & greater pcrcentago of In­
crease In industries of all kinds than 
has ever been shown by any country. 
Commerce, mining, agrlculturo and 
railways have made a steady march 
onward.

There were 
skeptics who could not believe that 
it was possible to grow thirty, forty 
and oven fifty bushels of wheat to tbe 
acre, or that as high as ono hundred 
and thirty bushels of oats to the acre 
could bo grown. Tho skeptics aro not 
to bo found today. Tho evidence of 
tbe hundreds of thousands of farmers 
is too overwhelming.

Flowers for the Sick

A bit of Chrlstmascheer was brought 
to the patiesti In the hospitals in this 
vicinity by the kindness pf Mr. Wm. 
<». Mather, of Cleveland, who sent a 

telegram the day before Christmas di­
recting representatives to see that 
every person whose Illness or duties 
made hltn or her an inmate of the hos­
pitals Id Ishpeming, Ncgaunee, Cwinn 
and Muoising had n gift of lluwcrs 
on Christmas day.

Upward of fifty persons were thus 
remembered, a thoughtful audition to 
the order having been to the effect 
that internes,nurses and others active­
ly on duty in the hospitals and thus 
deprived of the pleasure of home as­
sociations should share in the distri­
bution. The Dowers themselves were 
beautiful and generous in quantity, 
but as in all true < hristmas giving It 
undoubtedly was the underlying spirit 
rather than the gift itself that brought 
the most pleasure to the recipients.

The donor is the president of The 
Cleveland-Cliffs Iron Company, a cor­
poration which has extensive mining 
furnace, lumbering and other indue 
trial interests in this section, and the 
distribution of these dowers to help 
brighten Christmas day forhalf a hun 
dred people less fortunate than the 
majority is but one of many instances 
of bis kindly and liberal interest in 
the affairs of this section. His Christ 
mas remembrance was unostentatious­
ly made and but for an incident con­
nected with the distribution which 
chanced to come to the notice of the 
I r o n  H e r a l d  it probably never 
would have become known outside the 
circle of those immediatly concerned.

Some 
wish to have a closed season for live 
years, while still others think that if 
the number that any hunter could 
take each year were reduced to oue, 
that there would be ample provision 
then made for a good increase in the 
numbers of the deer in our forests. 
Our own humble opinion is, that if 
Michigan followed the laws of Ver. 
m>nt, the matter would take care of 
iibelf, and while vdoing so, a hunter 
would have a chance to get a deer oc 
casionally. In Ufut state the law pro 
vides a fine for killing of any but

♦  * ^LcksT 'Some will object to this, say­
ing that one is often unable to tell 
what he Is shooting at; but this is just 
what their laws contemplste, as under 
such a law fewer deer will be shot, 
and also fewer men, for when hunters 
are forced to know just what they are 
banging away at, they will be more 
careful. Thie law was in force in 
Vermont for fifteen years, and under 
its operation, the deer have multipli­
ed so fast, that this year, as a matter 
of protection to the fanners, the re­
striction has been removed for this 
one yesr. Vermont is supposed to 
have more deer within its borders 
than has any other state in the union. 
Keweenaw can be made the idea] 
buotiog spot of Micblgao, if wo get 
busy to time, and have some sane and 
sensible laws on the protection of 
deer.—Keweeuaw Miner.

Michigamme
The volume of business done during 

tbe past few years warrants the rest­
oration of the Michigamme postoffice 
to the third-class and the order will 
become effective January 1st. Aside 
from the pride which accrues to the 
Village as a whole lo coosequence of 
tbis evidence that Michigamme is re­
gaining lost ground, tbe change 
brings some material benefits to the 
postmaster in the way of salary and 
allowances for office expenses. Some 
obligation likewise rests upon the 
people, for they will find that tbe box 
rents will be slightly higher. This is 
a matter beyond tbe control of tbe 
local postmaster, as the department 
has a uniform schedule of box rents, 
based upon the grade of tbe office and 
the volume of business done. Tbe 
new rentals range from 20 cents a 
quarter for the smaller call boxes to 
00 cents for Urge lock drawers. An­
other result In tbe change In the 
office’s grading will be enforcement 
of the rule that box rents must be 
paid in advance—which means that 
the rental fee must be in tbe postmas­
ter's bands before the beginning of 
tbe quarter. Inasmuch as the post­
master will now be paid a salary the 
box vents will go the government and 
the postmaster is given no discretion 
in the matter of extending credit, as 
a down-tbe-roud postmaster was made 
aware a few weeks ago when a postal 
insiector made him dig down In his 
jeans for every cent of the box rents 
which remained overdue. Postmaster 
Murray doesn’t purpose having this 
happen to him, so he will enforce the 
rule to the letter and put a "vacant” 
card into each aod every box where 
tbe rental Is not fully paid in advance

How the Two Varieties Are Made 
and What Ingredient# Are 

Nececsary.

There aro two distinct varieties of 
nougats, white and brown. For the 
white take 10 ounces of sugar, 1 ta­
blespoon of glucose, % pound of ah 
monds, blanched, dried and chopped, 
2 ounces of chopped pistachio nuts, 
1 teaspoonful of vanilla extract. 1 gill 
of water, whites of 2 eggs, 2 ounces 
of honey. IMit honey Into double 
boiler and when melted add stiffly 
beaten whites uud stir the two togeth­
er until it begins to get quite firm. 
Boll sugar, water and glucose togeth­
er to 200 degrees If you like a soft 
nougat, and 268 degrees If you llko It 
stlffer. Add this to honey and eggs, 
stirring quickly all the time. Add al­
monds and pistachio nuts and vnnllla. 
Contiimo cooking til) sugup breaks 
with a snap when tried lu cold water. 
Pour Into prepared frame or dish 
lined with wafer paper. Cover with 
wafer puj er, then put a board on top 
and heavy weight on that. Then turn 
out and cut into bars with a sharp 
knife. Wrap each bar In wax paper 
or tinfoil. For cherry nougat add a 
few drops of red coloring and add 1 
ounce of chopped cherries. For rose 
nougat color a delicate pink with red 
coloring and add a few chopped crys­
tallized rose leaves.

For brown nougat, lake % pound of 
almonds, blanch, dry, chop and gently 
brown almonds. Put sugar, glucose 
and lemon juice together in a sauce­
pan and melt without stirring. When 
sugar is quite liquid ndd nuts and mix 
well together. Turn mixture on oiled 
slab and roll thin. Cut into small 
squnres.
