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FIRE WIPES OUT PART
OF IRON STREET BLOCK

Five Store Buildings are De­
stroyed and a Sixth is 

Wrecked

LOSS FOOTS UP TO NEARLY $40,000

Woman Hescued from Blazing Build 
Ing- Firemen Give Efficient 

Service Notwithstand­
ing Handicaps

Two business blocks lo West Iron 
street, comprising five store rooms 
with residence apartments above, were 
entirely destroyed by fire last Satur­
day morning, while aslxthetore room 
was practically wrecked, and consid­
erable damage was done to other 
buildings.

Lack of brick partition walls extend­
ing to the full heights of the buildings, 
giving the flames almost unimpeded 
communication beneath tbe roofs of 
the various buildings in tbe row, was 
the chief factor in minimizing what 
otherwise would have been effective 
work by the fire department.

Four of tbe six store rooms were un­
occupied, but five families were quar­
tered in tbe second floor apartments, 
and while they bad to leave their pos. 
sessions behind, all got out In safety 
with tbe exception of one ypung 
woman who was quite seriously affect­
ed by smoke.

Ooe fireman sustained a fall from 
icy ladders but escaped serious injury. 
Nothing remains of five of the struc­
tures but a mass of bricks and char­
red timbers whose height barely 
reaches the sidewalk level, and the 
total loss may reach an amount be­
tween 930,000 and 940.000, with Insur­
ance of between 97,000 and 90,000.

ORIGIN OE THE FIRE

Tbe Laugblin estate block, which 
was tbe first attacked by tbe flames, 
was a two-story brick veneered struc. 
ture, divided into three store rooms 
and designated as 524,528 and 530 
Iron street, the number 526 being as­
signed for tbe entrance to the second 
floor apartments. It was in the west 
portion of the block, or 530 Iron street, 
that tbe fire had its origin, on tbe 
second floor, The lower floor of this 
portion of tbe building was occupied 
by William John Chapman as a sa­
loon, and tbe second floor as the liv­
ing rooms of Matt Hill and family. 
No definite explanation has been made 
regarding tho fire’s start, but it is be­
lieved to have originated from an 
over-beated kitchen stove or from a 
portable oil stove in the Hill apart­
ments.

Flames were already issuing from 
the building when they were detected, 
about 4:50 o’clock Saturday morning, 
by John Phillips and Policeman John 
Larson. Philips ran to fire head- 
quarters to give the alarm, while Lar­
son sot about arousing the Mill family 
Mr. uod Mrs. Hill were barely able to 
escape to the street with their child­
ren, having been prevented by smoke 
and flame from going to the assistance 
of Miss Lena Larson, a young woman 
who was making her home with them, 
and who slept in u more remote por­
tion of the apartment.

Tho policeman procured an old lad­
der from neighboring premises and 
raised It in a u&rrow private alley at 
tbo west side of the building. He had 
barely reached the top ami tapped at 
the window of Miss Larson’s room 
when tbe ladder broke, precipitating 
him to the ground. His raps on the 
window had been sufficient to partial­
ly arouse tbe woman, but the smoke 
had become so dense that she was 
overoome before she could make any 
effort toward getting to the window. 
There is no doubt that she would have 
perished but for her subsequent res­
cue by tho firemen.

RESCUE OF MIBB LARSON
Tbe alarm was registered at fire 

headquarters at 4:65 a. m., and not­
withstanding that it wus a very cold 
morning tbe department mude excep­
tionally prompt response. FiroChief 
Julius Johnson and Foreman Napol­
eon Marketty hud been aroused by 
private alarm bells and reuebed the 
scene slightly ahead of the apparatus. 
They were Informed that all of tbe 
members of the Hill household were 
believed to have gotten out in safety 
with exception of Miss Larson.

cured another ladder, and with tbe 
assistance of Andrew Johnson, an­
other fireman who had reached tbe 
scene, raised it to the second floor.

Some ascended, while others stead­
ied tbe ladder. Marketty was able 
to reach tbe |bed of tbe unconscious 
woman anu got her part way to tbe 
window, when be was overcome and 
bad to sink into a chair. The others 
completed tbe task of getting the 
womao to tbe wiodow, but tbe ladder 
had partly given way during tbe fire­
men’s ascent and it proved necessary 
to drop the woman a distance of about 
five feet to a point where she could be 
caugbt by Chief Johnson. This done, 
tbe men were then able to give Fore­
man Marketty tbe slight assistance 
needful to get him to safety. After 
Miss Larson’s rescue she was taken to 
a neighboring home and physicians 
bad to work with a pulmotor for • 
considerable time before she could be 
revived.

BATTLE WITH THE FLAMES
With realization of tbe nature of 

tbe structures and the certainty that 
under tbe prevailing high wind tbe 
flames would spread, Chief Johnson 
saw to it that tbe occupants of neigh­
boring buildings were warned, and 
then the firemen bent their whole 
energies to tbe battle with tbe flames. 
Despite tbe promptness with which tbe 
firemen appeared and the rapidity 
with which they got their apparatus 
in position, it was apparent from tbe 
start that it would scarcely be possible 
to save tbe Laughlin bulldlog, and 
even before aoy effective streams of 
water could be placed, the flames bad 
communicated to tbe Pearce block 
and made it almost equally certain 
that it, loo, would have to go, while 
observers in the street felt that there 
would be little cbance of staying the 
flames before they bad eateu their 
way through to Tobin street.

The firemen made determined stands 
at each successive building as the 
blaze made Us way eastward. Holes 
would be chopped In a roof and from 
the vantage of an adjoining roof the 
streams would be directed through tbe 
openings in the hopes that the flames 
could be checked, but with the intense 
beat already generated und intensi­
fied from lime to time by fulling ceil­
ings and roofs, not to mention escap­
ing gas from severed illuminating 
pipes and the bursting of an oil tank 
or two, the flames steadily licked up 
the wooden interiors of one store room 
after another, forcing the flrumen to 
make another stand at the next build­
ing. lu addition to the streams being 
directed downward upon the hluze, 
water was beiQg poured In from both 
front and rear, but all with little ap­
preciable effect for a considerable 
time*

FIREMEN GET THE UPPER HAND
It was not until tbe fire reached the 

Sber store at 618 Iron street, that the 
Lido of battlo turned slightly in the 
firemen's favor. It was betweuo this 
structure and tbo Thoren building 
that the first full-height partition wall 
was encountered. It was only a sin­
gle tblckuess of brick, but it shut off 
tbe almost unobstructed communica­
tion the lire had beneath the roofs to 
the westward; tbe firemen redoubled 
their efforts, and though little beyond 
bure walls, and these far from Intact, 
was left of tbe Sher store, It wus at 
this point that the eastward progress 
of the fire was stayed.

When flames burst from tbe rear o* 
tbe Laugblin block, they speedily 
made their way through some inter* 
venlng sheds to tbe brick veneered 
warehouse at the rear of tbe lot and 
with frontage on Jackson street, and 
tbe detachment of firemen stationed 
on this thoroughfare soon found

The Unemployed

Though tbe matter was not laid be­
fore them in official form, the Com- 
roonfCouncil at a special meeting call­
ed for another purpose last Monday 
evening look cognizance of requests 
that had reached the members indi­
rectly that the city’s governing body 
take some steps lo provide employ­
ment for many men at present out of 
work; or, If that could not be done, 
to devise some relief measures where­
by poor families might be tided»over 
tbe remainder of the winter.

A discussion of tbe subject and the 
members’ recital of specific instances 
of need, made it apparent that there 
is a far greater number of families 
who are destitute or are rapidly ap­
proaching that stage than the aver­
age citizen would Imagine. And there 
was no room left for doubt as lo the 
Council’s willingness lo do all within 
its power to relieve the situation, but 
beyond their individual efforts as citi­
zens there is not much that tbe mem­
bers can do, for relief of tbe poor is a 
matter wholly under tbe county’s jur­
isdiction and while the Council is 
given some leeway in the matter of 
appropiations for relief in tbe con. 
tlngency of a calamity befalling tbe 
community, it nevertheless could not 
go far in tbe direction suggested 
without bumping into legal complica­
tions.

The informal request that the Com­
mon Council take some action look* 
inĝ toward general relief was the out­
growth of meetings held recently U{, 
tbe Labor Temple, and according to 
report it was fell by speakers at these 
meetings that the Council could at 
least provide some employment for a 
considerable number of men, even If 
it were at tasks that ordinarily would 
not be undertaken at this lime of tbe 
year. Usually there is employment in 
midwinter for quite a force In remov­
ing surplus snow, but the snowfall 
has not been heavy thus far and little 
extra help has been required. If tbe 
facts were known It doubtless would 
be found that the city has already 
stretched a point, beyond what con­
ditions actually warranted, with re­
gard to its street forces, and it can­
not deliberately assign men to unnec­
essary tasks In order tt> provide em­
ployment, no matter how deserving 
the applicants may be. Similarly, 
tbe mining companies have afforded 
employment to forces larger than they 
actually need, yet there is a limit be­
yond which tbe local officials cannot

Nevertheless tbe city authorities 

will endeavor to aid in tbe solution 
of the problem. For one thing, the 
aldermeu will get into closer touch 
with the supervisors and see if some­
thing cannot be done to increase tbe 
scope of the county’s relief work. 
There is no doubt that heavy deum ids 
are beiDg made upon tbe county’s 
poor fund und that tbe superintend­
ents of the three districts are eodei 
vorlog to make the available appro­
priations do the greatest possible 
good, but a careful survey of the situ­
ation throughout the county undoubt­
edly would show that there is pressing 
need that tbe county provide still 
greuter relief measures and the aider- 
meo may bo abie to aid in hastening 
this actiou.

It has also been suggested that slops 
be taken to systematize as well us en­
large the relief work now being done 
by religious uod other organizations 
in the city. It would be possible for 
the city authorities to assist mater­
ially in bringing ibis about, and no 
doubt steps will soon betaken look­
ing to this end. The merchants have 
done their full share iu extension of 
credit lo those whose meuus are scant, 
but even the business men’s resources 
are limited and must of them 11 nd that 
they cannot possibly go much farther 
in this directum.

Meanwhile, ait citizens who are In 
a position to do so should contribute 
as liberally as possible to all worthy 
cases which come to their attention. 
This should he particularly true re­
garding the uiuuy families who are 
makiug a brave struggle to pull 
through the wluter without having to 
call upon the authorities for aid -and 
who In most instances are fur more 
deserving than those who are persls* 
toutly clamoring for assistance. A 
little careful inquiry would develop 
such cases within a radius of a block 
or two from almost any home in the 
city and a world of good might be 
quietly done without any particular 
sacrifice by those fortunate enough 
to be lu more couifurtubru circum­
stances.

The Penny-a-Liners

If tbe uodesirable notoriety which 
attaches to any calamity were the only 
proceeds of the grossly exaggerated 
accounts which were spread broadegnt 
regarding Negaunee’s fire, tho matter 
might be passed by, but what shall be 
said regarding the anxiety aroused iu 
the minds of thousands of friends and 
relatives of Negaunee people when in 
all parts of the nation they read that 
’’Negaunee is Doomed!” “People in 
Terror!” * Women and Children of 
Negaunee Now Reported to be Safety 
Housed In Sister City of Isbpemiogl” 
To which were added circumstantial 
accounts of how Isbpemlng and Mar­
quette were loading tbeir fire appara­
tus upon cars and were to rush to tbe 
aid of bolpless Negaunee firemen. 
Tbe amount expended in telegrams by 
these anxious relatives and friends in 
tbeir endeavor to assure themselves 
of tbe safety of Negaunee people 
would foot up to u tidy sum, but the 
state of mind in which they were kept 
for a number of hours cannot be 
measured in dollars and cents.

Had the fire occurred later in the 
day, when it would have become a 
matter of minutes to get tbe news into 
the afternoon editions of the metro­
politan papers, there might be some 
excuse for exaggerated estimates- 
But regarding a fire which was under 
control before the businessday began, 
what excuse shall be offered for a 
“special wire” which asserts that “at 
4 o’clock this (Saturday) afternoon 
the fire was still burning fiercely and 
the firemen seem to be unable to cope 
with tbe situation. Bucket brigades 
ure being formed in ah parts of the 
city.”

Tbe Associated Press, despite its 
yaunted conservatism, seems to have 
offended to some extent, butlhe great­
er part of the blame may be laid upon 
“special correspondents,” wbo were 
willing to sacrifice tbe fair name of 
their borne town, as well as all regard 
for actual facts,in their frantic efforts 
to have another half dollar added to 
tbeir monthly “striog.” Some of 
tbeso penny-a-liners, we are sorry to 
have to acknowledge, reside in Negau- 
nee, but it would appear that they uLo 
bud some valuable assistance from co­
laborer# In neighboring cities In this 
dissemination of misinformation.

Tbe fire was plenty bad enough, but 
fortunately there wus no need to call 
for the assistance which would have 
been so promptly and generously given 
by neighboring cities. Nor were there 
any bucket-brigades formed at home— 
not even In tbe endaogered district 
much less "in all parts of the city." 
Tbe firemen never lacked for an extra 
pair of baods to give a lift on a lad­
der or to tug on a lead of hose, but 
aside from these little aids tbe firemen 
found no occaeiou to call upon tbe 
citizens. And tbe few people who 
were driven from tbeir homes found 
ample shelter and aid close at hand, 
and there was of course no exodus of 
women and children to Isbpemiog.

Besides tbe state of mind to which 
relatives at a distance were wrought 
over these unfounded reports, the 
matter has a severely practical side 
which would seem to warrant the 
Common Council iu taking cognizance 
of the situation and tracing the source 
of these harmful reports. There are 
many lessons to be drawn from the 
fire, und from which we shall profit, 
but it is conceded that the lire was 
well-handled, and there Is not the 
slightest warrant for the assumption 
that the fire department wus helpless 
iu tbe face of a disaster. Such re­
ports, remaining uncorrecied, will 
find tbeir reflex in increased insur­
ance rates, as well us more indirectly 
harm tho city’s name uod credit, and 
these grounds alono should prompt 
the autorilles to go to the trouble of 
exposing the hair-braltind correspond­
ents and thus inuke It reasonably cer- 
that there shall not be a repetition of 
the offense for u considerable time at 
loust.

Postponed Until May

The annual meeting of the Upper 
Peninsula Development Bureau, 
which was sot for February 2d. at 
Houghton, lias been postponed until 
the month of May, to be held at Hough­
ton, and tho exact date to tie set later.

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Model Houses Planned as Mrs. Wilson Memorial

W ASHINGTON — Plans for the blpck of buildings to be erected In "Washing 
(on hh a memorial to Mrs. Woodrow Wilson, on which the country's fore 

most woman architects have been working, are In the hands of Mrs. Archi­
bald Hopkins, president of the woman’s 
department of the Civic federation.

A block of two-family brick houses 
will he built, consisting of two and 
four-room apartments with bath, the 
bedroom of good size, light and airy; 
the second room will be a combina­
tion kitchen and living room and all 
will face either the street or back 
yards; there will be no rooms built 
on courts. Each apartment will have 
a private entrance from the street into 
the yards, so there will be no public 

hall problem, and the idea of privacy and a real home will be inculcated.
In the rear of each house will be a yard where children may play undei 

the mother's eye, safe from dangers of traffic and street accidents. Consid­
erable space wfll'be set aside for a community playground for the children.

In the center of the group of houses will be a building used as a place 
of gathering, constituting a neighborhood center where there may be dancing, 
entertainments and general meetings. A day nursery will be Installed and 
a competent woman placed in charge of It. A communily laundry will be 
Installed In the center building, fitted up In model fashion; tubs, hot and cold 
water, steam dryers or good space for open-air drying will be provided. The 
laundry and the day nursery were points in which Mrs. Wilson w'as decidedly 
Interested. The rents of the houses will range from $7X0 to $12 a month.

“Don’ts” for Letter Writers in Navy Department

AN OFFICIAL list of “don’ts" for letter writers In the navy department 
compiled by Hamucl McGowan, paymaster-general, Is the subject of much 

comment among naval officers here who have seen copies of the order.
Here aro some of the “don’ts":
"Don't write at ull unless you 

have something to say; and having 
suid It, stop."

"Don't answer a letter Just be­
cause somebody else wants you to. If 
you did, many a purposeless corre­
spondence might go on indefinitely."

"Don't give reasons or explana­
tions unless they are called for."

"Don’t write anything In a per­
functory way; remember always that 
each letter or indorsement should bear 
the Impress of the writer’s dignity, courtesy and Intelligence."

"Don't hesitate to say ‘no’ If that is the proper answer; having said it, 
don't attempt to suggest eu alternative aimed to circumvent your own ’no."' 

“Don't discuss people; discuss things."
“Don’t write anything quarrelsome; It would probably not be signed.” 
"Don’t get excited; or, if you do, don’t record the fact on paper."
"Don’t use long words when It can be helped (and It generally can)." 
“Don’t say ‘shall,’ ‘must’ or ’should’ 1! you mean ‘will*; ‘verbal’ when you 

mean 'oral/ ‘amount’ when you mean ‘quantity/ ‘in reference' when you 
mean ‘with reference,’ ‘In accord' when you mean ’scarcely’ or ‘with the view 
of when you mean 'with a view to/

“Don't seud a letter back unless the regulations require it. Originals are 
worth fur more than copies for future reference.”

“Don’t try to put a whole letter into the ‘subject;’ leaving nothing at all 
to suy under it."

“Don’t write anything that has the least semblanco of inflicting a punish­
ment or of encroaching in any other way on the proper prerogatives of any 
other bureau or office. The legitimate function of this particular bureau is 
to supply the fleet and to account therefor; and any attempt at aggressive 
expansion must of necessity have the effect of crippling our work and, to 
that extent, weakening the navy—it being a fact beyond dispute that if we 
simply mind our owu business there is plenty of it to take up all our time."

Diplomats Now Call Washington Plymouth Rock

W ASHINGTON has been nicknamed “Plymouth Rock" In diplomatic circles.
Formerly it was considered one of the most desirable posts, especially

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PROPER WAY TO BREW TEA
Mutter That Housewives Do Not Seam 

to Understand as Well aaThay 
Should.

It Is unquestionably true that bouse- 
keepers would mako better tea if they 
knew more about the tea plant It­
self, The brief explanation below re­
veals the causo of sleeolessoess, head­
aches, etc.

Tea drinking is ssld to be on the in­
crease, and when properly made, tea 
forms a wholesome and refreshing 
beverage, but when made In that hap­
hazard fashion so often demonstrated 
in the average home, U results in tho 
discomfort of bcaduchea, sleeplessness 
and nerve troubles of various kinds.

Whore, then, Is tho science in tea- 
nuking, you will ask. There are as 
many as 20 different Ingredients 
Sound In tea, but those that concern 
us chiefly are theine, alkaloid, tanDln 
and an aromatic oil. Tbelno la the 
brain stimulant which causes the ac­
tion of tea in our system.

Strong tea contains a largo percent­
age of theine and can be taken by 
few in consequence. Tannin is the in­
gredient which gives the bitter, as­
tringent quality, which, if taken in ex­
cess, proves harmful. The aromatic 
oil, of course, gives the flavor and 
pleasant aroma which to a large ex­
tent determines the value of the tea.

The one fact that must bo borne In 
mind Is that tannin will not dissolve 
In hot water as quickly as theine, so 
that after an Infusion of from four to 
six minutes most of the aromatic oil 
and theine will have been drawn out, 
but little tannin. This Is what is 
wanted to produce a drink that is 
wholesome and soothing. If allowed 
to brew longer than six minutes far 
too much tannin is extracted, and the 
partaker will suiter in some way, 
either with Indigestion or some such 
Indisposition.

SAUSAGES AT THEIR BEST
At This Season, When They Are Moat 

Popular, They Are Worth Much 
Time and Attention,

Take a tablcspootful of seasoned 
mashed potato and form into shells; 
then press uncooked rausage in each; 
brush with the beaten yolk of egg 
and set on a greased pan in a hot oven 
to cook; by the time the potato is 
heated through and browned the sau­
sage will be cooked. Garnish the dish 
on which the shells are served with 
parsley or watercress.

Brown the sausage ano drain free 
from the fat; then let become cold. 
Bhred crisp cabbage and season with 
celery salt and mayonnaise find ar­
range the sausages lu a circle, placing 
a tablespoonful of the mayonnaise In 
the center.

Brown (he sausages and arrange 
on a hot dish. Drain off part of the 
fat from the pan and add gradually 
enough boiling water to make a 
rich brown gravy, stirring all of the 
time to looBen the browned sedi­
ment from the bottom of the pan. Be 
careful that only enough water Is 
added to have the gravy rich and not 
diluted so as to be watery, Pepper 
and salt can be added to suit the in­
dividual taste.

Canned Corn Chowder.
Cut in small bits and try out a 

piece of pork one and a half Inches 
square; add one sliced onion and cook 
for five minutes, stirring often that 
tho onion may not burn. Strain the 
fat into a stewpan. Parboil for live 
minutes lu boiling water to cover, 
four cupfuls of pototoes cut in quarter- 
inch slices; drain, and add two cup­
fuls of boiling water. Cook until the 
potatoes are soft, than add one can 
of corn and four cupfuls of scalded 
milk, and heat to boiling point. Sea­
son with salt and pepper, add three 
tablespoonfuls buttor, and eight com­
mon crackers Boaked in milk enough 
to soften them. Remove crackers, 
turn chowder into a tureen, aud put 
the crackers on top.

Orange Sauce.
Juice of ono orange, grated rind 

of quarter orunge, threo-quurters cup­
ful grunulntcd sugur, one aud a half 
tablcrpoonfuls butter, three level ta- 
blespoonfuls corn starch. Mix tho 
sugar und cornsturch thoroughly 
Add to the orunge Juico enough boil­
ing water to inuko altogether a cupful 
and u hulf of liquid. Pour this into 
the sugur und cornsturch und stir 
constantly over the fire until It boils 
and dcum. Add the butler, stir until 
incited, put iu the grated rind und 
serve hot.

To Iron Linen.
An excellent way to Iron table linen 

Is first to dry it thoroughly iu tho ulr. 
Then dtp It into boiling water and put 
It through the wringer. ’Much article 
Is then folded lu a dry cloth and ul- 
owed to remain thero for at least a 
/ouplc of hours. Irons must be hot, 
but not scorching, und the liucu ironed 
perfectly dry.

8hrlmp Bisque 8oup.
Stir ono helping tabluspoonful flour 

with enough milk or cream to make a 
paste; put Into the saucepan one-hnlf 
pint milk—good measure—tho yolk of 
one egg well beaten, a tublespoonful 
butter, suit and popper to taste, mid 
one-half cupful chopped shrimps the 
Inst thing. Serve hot.

Cleaning Enameled Dlihoe.
Halt moistened with vlnegur will re- 

inovo burnt marks from enameled 
saucepans and dishes, but don’t forget 
that they should be soaked lu cold wa­
ter for a few hours first to loosou the 
j tains.

APPLE DESSERTS OF MERIT
Delicious Confections From Fins Fruit 

That la a Favorite With Old  ̂
and Young.

Apple Dumpling Pie.—Fill deep pie 
pan heaping full of good tart apples,, 
pared and quartered, put in a little 
water, cover closely, set on range to 
cook while making crust. Make a 
crust of one rounded cup flour, two 
teaspoonfuls baking powder, one des­
sertspoonful lard, salt, one-half cup­
ful water. Mix lightly with a spoon, 
roll about one-half Inch thick, cutting 
places for steam to escape. Cover 
apples with it, pressing dough down 
around the edges of the tin. Hake in 
a rather quick oven, tiorve with the 
following:

Dressing for Pis.—One cupful sugr<r. 
one tablespoouful butter; add a little 
c>*eam; season with nutmeg. Httr to 
a cream. To serve, cut In pieces as 
pie, turning crust button, side up. 
Take apples out with a spoon, cover 
crust with opplea, then cover apples 
with dressing.

Delicious Way to Bake Apples.—
Peel and core appic3 and put in bak 
ing dish, lining each apple’wlth augur. 
Cover with hot Water and stew 
gently, laying a few pieces of stick 
cinnamon and lemon peel on the top. 
When about half done sprinkle with o 
heaping tablespoonful of gelatin und 
place in oven until dune, tierve cold 
with cream.

Old-Time Apple Pie.—81he tart 
appieB, lay them on a lower crust, 
cover them with muple simp and very 
thin slices of salt pork; add a shake 
of red pepper. Cover with perforated 
upper crust and bake until apples arc 
soft aud slrupy. The pork melts and 
disappu&rs.

FOR VARIATION IN THE MENU
There Ars Days When Fish Will Be 

Appreciated, and Baked Cod Can 
Be Recommended.

Here is a good way of baking cod: 
Have the ttsh skinned and backbone 
removed. Lay on an earthenware plat­
ter, open, tiprlukle with suit aud pep 
per, dip oysters separately in ro- Ited 
butter, then In crumbs uud lay on enn 
half of flab. When covered fold othei 
side over, brush with beaten egg, mol* 
ten the crumbs with the butter. There 
will be some oyster liquor In the but 
ter from dipping, but use it. Cover 
the fish with the crumbs so prepared 
Do not put any wator on the fish. Bet 
pan of water under tho platter to keep 
platter from cracking und have oven 
hot. A four-pouud tiub will require 
one-half pint oysters, one-half plut 
crumbs aud one-quarter cupful of but­
ter. Hake about forty minutes. Serve 
on tho platter it Is baked In. If you 
wish to bake the fish wiib the skin 
und boue ou put plenty of strips of 
fat pork over It and baste with lbe 
drlppiugb. Never use water for baked 
fish. Do not buke too long. When
the flakes separate it is done. When
baked on a platter, without the skiu, 
it requires no basting.

Three years ago Georg gtelnlmuer 

spent u night In Huckingham palace, 
shook hands with King George and 
was the friend of many prominent 
Englishmen, for he wu* a member of 
tbe suite of Emperor William when he 
attended the unveiling or the Queen 
Victoria Memorial In 1911. Hince then 
ho has been the head of the spy sys­
tem in Great Hrluln and the most 
sinister foo of that country. He sit* 
in an office in the palace at Potsdam, 
the center of n web of espionage that 
covers England, Scotland, Ireland and 
Wales, and it is doubtful if uny other 
living man knows a* much about those 
countries as does llcrr Htelnhaucr.

It was he who realized the value of disguising spies In the 
uniform of boy scouts or scoutmasters—a scheme which has caused all kinds 
of trouble to naden-Powell. His genius found a way to signal by hidden 
wireless from tho very heart of London, to conceal stores of petrol for Ger­
man aeroplanes In the Scottish Highlands, to bribe roud builders to con­
struct hidden highways in direct line from one strategic point to another. 
He stops at no obstacle, and tho means placed ut his disposal are practically 
limitless.

Despite tho fact that practically every word of Instruction sent to spies 
In Great Hrit&in emanates from Stelnhauer, his meanB of communication are 
so guarded that only one letter bearing his signature has fallen Into the hund.) 
of tbe English authorities since the outbreuk of wur.

As pro­
fessor of politics he has given courses 
In the graduate school on municipal 
government, being one of tbe first In 
America to offer courses on city plan­
ning, city charters and charter mak­
ing, municipal finance and municipal
enterprise. He is trustee and vice-president of the Amcricau Institute of 
Christian Philosophy; has boen identified with the work for students of the 
tntercollegi&te branch of the Young Men's Christian association and has 
served for many years as a member of the executive cummlttce of the titu- 
dcuts club.

PRESIDENT WILSON OBEYS HIM
Although President Wilson has » 

cabinet to advise him, he 1* not hound 
to follow Its advice. There 1* ono 
consultant, however, whose word Is 
practically law to him, und who ucls 
us his personal guardian. This Ik the 
official White House physician, and in 
Woodrow Wilson’s cirne it is Dr. Cary 
T. Grayson, U. S. S.

Aside from Mng his medical ad­
viser, Doctor Grayson—or Part As- 
sfKtant Surgeon Grayson, to use Ibe 
navy title—Is one of the few cloeo per 
sonal friends tho president has In 
Washington. He accompanies the 
chief executive wherever he goes, ad­
vises him about what he shall cat and 
what he shall weur, iiuggeuts the prop­
er hours of recreation and work und 
tells him what he should and should 
not do In tho way of labor.

Doctor Grayson formerly wus 
ship's physlciun on the president's 
yacht Muyllower. It was J’rcsidcnt 
Taft who summoned him to tho White 

House, President Wilson retained him and the two buvu become great 
cronies.

Doctor Grayson was born and reared at Culpeper. Vo. He is tblrty-two 
years old and enter ad the navy as an acting assistant surgeon ten years ugo.

themselves engaged in a contest but 
little less strenuous than that which 
confronted their comrades working on 
the Iron street frontage. To tbe east­
ward of tho warehouse were some 
barns aod dwellings, all old and of 
framo construction, and it was evl 
dent that eastward progress of the 
names would not only clear the row as 
far as Tobin street but would be cer­
tain to work around into the rear of 
structures facing Iron street, even it 
these buildings did not previously 
fall prey to tbe main body of fire; 
while there was the added danger 
that the frame structures Doing the 
north side of Jacksoo street would be 
ignited by tbe blazing braodi. Tbe 
warehouse was destroyed and some of 
the frame structures damaged before 
the Jackson street detail was able to 
get control of tbeir situation at about 
tbe same time that tbe Iron street 
contingent got tbe upper hand In that 
battle.

Tbe excitement was over, but tbe 
firemen still had an equally arduous 
part of tbeir duty .to perform, for wa­
ter bad to be poured upon the period­
ically blazing ruins for the greater 
part of tbe day, thore were dangerous 
remnants of walls to pull down, and 
fioally the stiffened hose and ice cov­
ered apparatus had to be collected aod 
taken back to headquarters. In the 
battle which they waged, the firemen 
laid 3500 feet of hose and drew upon 
the water supply from tbreehydrants. 
Except for periods following collapse 
of sections of the Iron street buildings, 
tbe streams were for the most part 
effective, though there is little doubt 
that the fire could have been coniined 
to the Laugblio block, and possibly a 
portion of that saved, bad a greater 
water pressure been available. 3ut 
with allowance for this and other 
handicaps, tbe fire department is enti­
tled lo and is given tho fullest meas­
ure of credit for what it was able to 
accomplish. And this estimate placed 
upon tbeir work is endorsed by the 
critical and impartial judgment of C. 
N. Dewey, of Calumet, a deputy state 
fire marshal, who on Monday made an 
official inspection.

NOTKS OF THE FIRE
The fireman who was injured was 

Louis Mai), who had a bud fall when 
a ladder broke, but prompt attention 
by one of tbe physicians enabled Mail 
to resume duty after a brief interval.

Other merchants sent their teams to 
the aid of Mitchell Bros., whose store 
adjoined tbe Thoren building on the 
east and the greater part of tbe stock 
of tbe main floor was removed to a 
place of safety, but smoke and water 
did quite a little damage, particularly 
In tbe basement.

Much sympathy is being expressed, 
and most of it in a practical form, for 
Mr. and Mrs. Stewart Johnston, who 
were tenants In tne Pearce block and 
lost practically everything.

CHUONOLOOY OF THE DISTRICT

The buildings wbich were destroyed 
in Saturday's fire were erected at var­
ious periods between the middle 70's 
aod the early 90’s. The first one 
built was the middle store in the 
Laughlln block, which was put up by 
the late Nicholas Laughlln, a pioneer 
Negaunee business man, durlog tbe 
summer following the destruction of 
tbe orlglo&l structure (which had been 
erected by John Hogan) by fire April 
19tb, 1874. Later a frame warehouse 
was erected to the west of this store 
aod in subsequent years a story was 
added and the whole brick veneered, 
thus converting the former warehouse 
into a store room. At a still later 
dale the third unit was added to tbe 
Laughlln block, this being tbe store 
room farthest east.

The Thoreu building and the struc­
ture next east, originally owned by 
William Medilo and now occupied by 
Mitchell Bros., were erected jointly In 
1880. Two of the store buildings In 
the Pearce block wore built toward 
the close of tho 80’s, H being a joint 
enterprise between L. F. and Hurry 
Pearce, though individual ownership 
of the respective buildings was re­
tained for muuy years. lu the early 
part of the fill's Messrs. Harry Pearce 
aud C. J. Thoren joined iutheorcc- 
lion of a structure on the lot interven­
ing between their blocks, this being 
tho building more recently occupied 
by Louis Hhor. in the construction, 
uao was made of the Pearce und Thor- 
eu brick walls, und the Sher store 
therefore had no side walls ol its own. 
Borne years ufterward Harry Pearce 
acquired Mr. Thoren’s interest in this 
building, us we)! as the lutorost of his 
brother, L. F. Peurce, lu tbe* store 
furthest west,

All of those buildings were crecteu 
on luod origloally owned by the 
Jackson Iron Company UDd title to 
the realty passed to The Cleveland- 
Cliffs Iron Company when it took 
over the interests of the Jackson 
company. Tbe average yearly ground 
rental is said to have boon $20 per lot. 
The only two individually owned lots 
in tho entire block are mild to he 
those of the Cyr estate, at the corner 
of Iron and Cyr streuts, and occuph d 
by King's Inn, und the Jennings pro-

With the exceptions noted, the 
Jackson Iron Company declined to 
part with absolute title to any of its 
holdings in that district because of 
tbe possibility that the lands might 
prove to be underlaid with iron ore, 
und it is assumed that the piesent 
owners would wish to retain title for 
the same reason. This condition, 
together with tbe fact that the trend 
of business moves steadily tothe east­
ward, makes it likely that the build­
ing sites will remain unoccupied for 
a considerable period, though it has 
been suggested that there may be a 
demand for them for fiats or apart­
ment bouses. Many believe that the 
time wilt come when there will be a 
renewal of aotivlty upoo tbe Jackson 
mineral lands, In which event them 
would be as much of a demand for 
businase slice in that section as there 
was when the owneraerected the build­
ings whioh fell prey to the flames last 
week. Until then, however, it is un­
likely that any business enterprise of 
magnitude will be undertaken iu that 
immediate section.

PREVIOUS FIRES
The Iron Herald’s "Forty Years 

Ago" department recounted on April 
24tb, 1914, the destruction of the orig­
inal Laughlln building, together with 
neighboring structures. This tire oc­
curred on Sunday evening, April I9th, 
1874 at a time when tbe Negaunp̂  ~"e 
company had started for V  -.tig 
to help fight a disastrous \  .e io the 
neighboring city. As a matter of 
fact, the Negaunee steamer never got 
to Isbpeming, miring aod overturning 
at a point about midway between the 
cities. It could not be righted until 
the following day and consequently 
was of no service to either city. Tbe 
fire originated la the Nesbit building 
in West Iron street and speedily com­
municated to tbe Laughlln building, 
destroying both of these as well as 
the neighboring structures of James 
Mullins, John Harris and Adolph 
Croll. Tbo losses totalled $20,385 
and tbe only insurance was $2500 car­
ried by Mr. Laugblln.

The only other fire affecting as 
large or a ferger area and involving 
corresponding loss was one which ori­
ginated in tbe unlou depot on the af­
ternoon of Saturday, October 4th, 
1879, spread to tbo Junction House at 
tbe corner of Gold street, occupied 
by L. Cohen & Co., and later wheeled 
around to the buildings on Silver 
Blreet. On tbe latter thoroughfare 
the destruction of the McKenna hotel, 
livery and residence and tbe Gaffney 
property comprised the chief losses, 
though Winter &  Suess’ building was 
considerably damaged and losses were 
also inflicted at various points on 
Iron street. The North-Western de­
pot In the center of town was on Ore 
soveral times. Tbe Negaunee steamer 
even with aid rendered by thelshpep- 
ing department, was able lo make but 
little headway against tbu bla/.e, 
which at times presented a solid fire 
front of 240 feet. It was the Jackson 
mine boys, who saved tbe day with 
their hand engine, which they set up 
over the creek which flowed past what 
is now the Negaunee State bank. The 
principal losses recorded were: M., II. 
k  O. and C. & N-W. railroads, union 
depot aod fixtures, $ 7,00(1; Thomas 
McKenna, throe buildings, with sup­
plies, $8000, no insurance; M. T. Gaff­
ney. 84000, no insurance; Adolph 
Thoney, owner of Junction House, 
82500, no insurance; L. Cohen & Co., 
fixtures, total loss; Fred Fuchs estate, 
three buildings, 84000, no insurance; 
Winter & Suess, on building and 
stock, 83000, fully Insured; Kuhiman 
& Drown, damage, $1000. Thu total 
loss was estimated at $35,000. During 
the progress of tho big blaze, fires ut 
tho restdonce of Jamen A. Root, Mac* 
Kenzlo avenue and Mutn street, and 
In a woodhouse at tbo homo of K. 8. 
Green, Main street, wore ignited by 
blazing brands. The Root home was 
burned tothe ground and even little 
of tbe furniture could be saved, but 
tbe fire at tbe Gre»a home did uom- 
paratively little damage.

F i r e m e n  A r e  G r a t e f u l

The Negaunee Fire Dt parin.onl 
wishes lo publicity acknowledge iu 
gratitude to many Negaunee Indio* 
who prepared and sen* coffee and 
sandwiches inside tho fire line* for 
the refrrshmoui of those who were too 
busy to realize that their accustomed 
breakfast hour had slipped by'un- 
heeded. Among those to whom the 
firemen are thus indebted are Miss 
Grace Kline, Mrs. John Reichet, Mrs. 
Dennis Dowd and Mrs. Louis Mall. 
The Misses Rose Schwartzborg aod 
Emma Jsndron assisted in serving the 
coffee to the firemen.

Secure Other Quarters

The two business men who»e places 
were wiped out by last Saturday’s fire 
have both secured other quarters, 
William J. Chapman taking a leune 
of the storeroom IntheSumlberg block 
formerly occupied by tho postoffice 
and Louis Sher moving to the frame 
building in East Iron street koown in 
earlier years as the Sporley property 
and purchased recently by Joseph 
Lowcnstotn. The council at a special 
meeting Monday evening authorized 
Mr. Chapman to re-engage in the sa­
loon business at the new location and 
the couuty treasurer has supplied a 
licence card to replace the one which 
was burned.

Seeks Commissionership

Simon Anderson, formerly of Ish- 
peming and now principui of a grade 
school at Iron Mountain, who has se­
cured leave of absence in order to 
make a canvass for nomination as 
commissioner of schools in Marquette 
county, spent some time in Negaunee 
last week In tbe Interest of his candi­
dacy. Without raising a question as 
to the propriety of going across into 
Dickinson county to find a commis­
sioner, even though the man may 
have technically retained legal resi­
dence in iBhpetning, it may bo stated 
that while Mr, Anderson appears to 
be a clean-cut young man and no 
doubt is capable in proportion to the 
length of his school experience, he is 
not likely to make any headway of 
consequcoce against Albert E. Sterne, 
whoso qualifications have been so ful­
ly tested during the ten years he has 
been commissioner and who ha* so 
richly earned renotninstlon and elec­
tion.

University Lecture

Card of Thanks

At a recent meeting oftheMicbl- 

gamme Board of Education, Supt. 
Beardsley appeared before that au­
gust body and made requisition for 
maps ana two typewriters. Tho su­
perintendent, wbo it will be remem­
bered reported here for duty last au­
tumn only to find that tbe school 
building and all equipment bad been 
destroyed by fire, has been very pa­
tient as well as modest in his requests 
for material with which to work, but 
now that tbe dark clouds of depres­
sion have been partially dispelled he 
occasionally submits a requisition for 
something that is proving essential to 
the work in hand and it meets with 
as prompt a response as that accord­
ed tbe request mentioned.

The North-Western’s kludly 
offer to help advertise us is fully ap­
preciated, but both the North-Western 
and tbe Houth Shore could supplement 
this by doing a little local work, as 
for lusiauoe spending a few dollars on 
cemeut walks to connect their stations 
with thetownshlpthuroughfares. The 
former has no walk at aii aud the lat­
ter might as well have none us the ex­
cuse fur one which people are asked 
to walk over. And, lest we forget.the 
South Shore should be reminded of 
tbe necessity of a new station, or at 
least a separate ladles' waiting room 
in tbe old ooe. Tne pleasure of a 
day’s outing on Laku Micbigamme Is 
protty certain to be marred fur down- 
the-road people when ladles are com­
pelled to crowd into a waiting room 
already filled to overflowing and mi­
nus adequate seating and other accom­
modations.

themselves engaged in a contest but 
little less atrenuoub than that which 
confronted their comrades working on 
the Iron street frontage. To tbe east­
ward of the warehouse were some 
barns and dwellings, all old and of 
frame construction, and it was evl 
dent that eastward progress of tbe 
/lames would not ooiy dear the row as 
far as Tobin street but would be cer­
tain to work around into tho rear of 
structures faoing Iron street, even if 
these buildings did not previously 
fall prey to the main body of firs; 
while there was the added danger 
that the frame structures lining the 
north side of Jackson street would be 
ignited by tbe blazing brands. Tbe 
warehouse was destroyed and some of 
the frame structures damaged before 
the Jackson street detail was able to 
get control of their situation at about 
tbe same time that the Iron street 
contingent got tho uppor hand in that 
battle.

The excitement was over, but tbe 
firemen still had an equally arduous 
pari of their duty .to perform, for wa­
ter bad to be poured upon the period­
ically blazing ruins for the greater 
part of the day, thore were dangerous 
remnants of walls to pull down, and 
fioally the stiffened hose and ico cov­
ered apparatus bad to be collected and 
taken back to headquarters. In tbe 
battle which they waged, tbe Gremeo 
laid 3500 feet of hose and drew upon 
the water supply from tbreehydrants. 
Except for periods following collapse 
of sections of the Iron street bulldiogs, 
the streams were for the most part 
effective, though there is little doubt 
that the fire could have been confined 
to tbe LaughLin block, and possibly a 
portion of that saved, bad a greater 
water pressure been available. 3ut 
with allowance for this aod other 
handicaps, tbe fire department is enti­
tled to and is giveo tho fullest meas­
ure of credit for what it was able to 
accomplish. Aod this estimate placed 
upon tbeir work is endorsed by the 
critical and impartial judgment of C. 
N. Dewey, of Calumet, a deputy state 
fire marshal, who on Monday made an 
official inspection.

NOTES OF THE FIRE
The fireman wbo was Injured was 

Louis Mail, who had a bad fall when 
a ladder broke, but prompt attention 
by one of the physicians enabled Mall 
to resume duty after a brief interval.

Other merchants sent their teams to 
the aid of MiteheJ) Bros., whoso store 
adjoined the Tboren building on tho 
east and the greater part of the stock 
Of the main Hoor was removed to a 
place of safety, but smoke and water 
did quite a little damage, particularly 
in the basement.

Much sympathy is being expressed, 
and most of it in a practical form, for 
Mr. and Mrs. Stewart Johnston, wbo 
were tenants in tne Pearce block and 
lost practically everything.

CHRONOLOGY OF THE DISTRICT

The buildings which were destroyed 
in Saturday’s fire were erected at var­
ious periods between the middle 70’s 
aod the early 90’s. The first one 
built was the middle store in the 
Laughlin block, which was put up by 
tbe late Nicholas Laughlin, a pioneer 
Negaunee busiocss man, duriog tbe 
summer following the destruction of 
tbe original structure (which had been 
erected by John Hogan) by fire April 
19tb, 1874. Later a frame warehouse 
was erected to the west of this store 
and in subsequent years a story was 
added and tbe whole brick veneered, 
thus converting the former warehouse 
into a store room. At a still later 
date the third unit was udded to the 
Laughlin block, this being tbe store 
room farthest east.

The Tboren building and tbe struc­
ture next east, originally owned by 
William Medlln and now occupied by 
Mitchell Bros., were erected jointly in 
1H80. Two of the store bulIdlDgs In 
the Pearce block were built toward 
the close of tho 80’s, it being a joint 
enterprise between L. F. and Harry 
Pearce, though individual ownership 
of the respective buildings was re­
tained for muuy years. In the early 
purt of the «0’a Messrs. Harry Pearce 
aud (J. J. Thoreu joined in the erec­
tion of a structure on the lot interven­
ing between their blocks, this being 
tho building more recently occupied 
by Louis fiber. In the construction, 
use was made of the Pearce and Thor* 
en brick walls, and tbe Hher store 
therefore had no side walls of its own, 
borne years ufterward Harry Pearce 
acquired Mr. Tboren’s Interest in this 
building, as well as tbe Interest of his 
brother, L. F. Pearce, In the* store 
farthest west.

All of these buildings were erected 
on land originally owned by the 
Jackson Iron Company and title to 
the realty passed to The Cleveland- 
Cliffs Iron Company when it look 
oyer the interests of tbe Jackson 
company. The average yearly ground 
rental Is said to have been 120 per lot. 
The only two individually owned lots 
In the entire block are said to be 
those of the Cyr estate, at the corner 
of Iron and Cyr streets, and occuph d 
by King's Inn, and the Jennings pro-

1 building on the west.

With the exceptions noted, the 
Jackson Iron Company declined to 
part with absolute title to any of it* 
holdings in that district because of 
the possibility that the lands might 
prove to be underlaid with iron ore, 
and it is assumed tbit tho present 
owners would wish to retain title for 
the same reason. This condition, 
together with the fact that the trend 
of business moves steadily to the east­
ward. makes It likely that tbe build­
ing sites will remain unoccupied for 
a considerable period, though it has 
been suggested that there may be a 
demand for them for fiats or apart* 
ment bouses. Many believe that the 
time will come when there will be a 
renewal of aotlvlty upon tbe Jackson 
mineral lands, lu which event there 
would bs as much of a demand for 
business sites In that section as there 
was when the owoersereeted the build­
ings whioh fell prey to the Games last 
week. Until then, howevor, it Is un­
likely that any business enterprise of 
magnitude will bo undertaken in that 
immediate section.

PREVIOUS FIRES
The Iron  He r a l d 's “ Forty Years 

Ago” department recounted on April 
24tb, 1914, the destruction of the orig­
inal Laughlin building, together with 
neighboring structures. This fire oc­
curred on Sunday evening, April 10th, 
1874 at a time when tbe Negaunp' ""Q 
company had started for V  „.ug 
to help fight a disastrous ^  .e In the 
neighboring city. As a matter of 
fact, tbe Negaunee steamer never got 
to Ishpemlng, miring and overturning 
at a point about midway between the 
cities. It could not bo righted until 
the following day and consequently 
was of no service to either city. The 
fire originated in the Nesblt building 
in West Iron street and speedily com­
municated to the Laughlin building, 
destroying both of these as well as 
the neighboring structures of James 
Mullins, John Harris and Adolph 
Croll. Tho losses totalled 920,3H5 
and tbe only insurance was $2500 car­
ried by Mr. Laughlin.

The only other fire affecting as 
large or a fcrger area and Involving 
corresponding loss was one which ori­
ginated in tho union depot on the af­
ternoon of Saturday, October 4tb, 
1870, spread to the Junction House at 
the corner of Gold street, occupied 
by L. Coben k  Co., and later wheeled 
arouod to the bulldiogs on Silver 
street. On tbe latter thoroughfare 
the destruction of tbe McKenna hotel, 
livery and residence and the Gaffney 
property comprised the chief losses, 
though Winter k  Suess’ building was 
considerably damaged and losses were 
also inflicted at various points on 
Iron street. The North-Western de­
pot In the center of town was on fire 
soverai times. The Negaunee steamer 
even with aid rendered by thelshpep- 
Ing department, was able to make but 
little headway against tbe blaze, 
which at times presented a solid fire 
front of 240 feet. It was tbe Jackson 
mine boys, who saved the day with 
their hand engine, which they set up 
over the creek which flowed pant whut 
Is now the Negaunee State bank. The 
principal losses recorded were: M., II. 
k  O. and C. k  N-W. railroads, union 
depot and fixtures, $7,000; Thomas 
McKenna, throe buildings, with sup­
plies, $8000, no insurance; M. T. Gaff­
ney, $4000, no Insurance; Adolph 
Thoney, owner of Junction House, 
$2500, no insurance; L. Cohen k  Co., 
fixtures, total loss; Fred Fuchs estate, 
three buildings, $4000, no insurance; 
Winter & Suess, on building and 
stock, $3000, fully Insured; Kuhlman 
k  Brown, damage, $1000. Tbe total 
loss was estimated at $35,000. During 
tbe progress of tbo bJg blaze, fires at 
tho residence of James A. Root, Mac* 
Ken/.le avenue and Main street, and 
in u woodhouso at tbe home of E. S. 
Green, Main street, wore ignited by 
blazing brands. The Root home was 
burned to the ground and even little 
of tbe furniture could be saved, but 
the fire at tbe Gre»n home did com 
parailvely little damage.

Secure Other Quarters

Ths two business men whose places 
were wiped out by last Saturday’s fire 
have both secured other quarters, 
William J. Chapman taking a lease 
of the storeroom tntheSundberg block 
formerly occupied by tho pontoffice 
and Louis Sher moving to the frame 
building in East iron street known in 
earlier years as the Sporley property 
and purchased recently by Joseph 
Lowensteln. The council at a special 
meeting Monday evening authorized 
Mr. Chapman to re-engaeo in the sa­
loon hnsiness at the new location ami 
the county treasurer has supplied a 
licence card to replace the one which 
was burned.

Seeks Commissionership

Simon Anderson, formerly of Ish- 
peming and now principal of a grade 
school at Iron Mountain, who has se­
cured leave of absence in order to 
make a canvass for nomination as 
commissioner of schools in Marquotte 
county, spent some time in Negaunee 
last week In the Interest of his candi­
dacy. Without raising a question as 
to the propriety of going across into 
Dickinson county to find a commis­
sioner, even though the man may 
have technically retained h;gal resi­
dence in Isbpeming, It may bo stated 
that while Mr, Anderson appears to 
be a clean-cut young mnn and no 
doubt is capable in proportion to the 
length of his school experience, ho is 
not likely to make any headway of 
consequence against Albert E. Sterne, 
whoso qualifications have been so ful­
ly tested during the ten years he 1ms 
been commissioner and who ha* so 
richly earned renominuliun aod elec­
tion.

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THE PEACH river was first 
brought to the notice of the 
world by Alexander Mackenzie. 
Not satisfied with following to 
the Arctic ocean the river 

which bears hi» name, he went up the 
Peace river, crossed the Rocky moun­
tains and made his way to the Pacific 
ocean, which he reached In Septem­
ber. 1793. The previous winter he had 
spent at Fort MacLeod, built tor his 
convenience, and afterwards contin­
ued as a trading post. Fort MacLeod 
is located on the north side of Peuce 
river, isix miles above Peace River 
Crossing, and nearly opposite the 
mouth of Smoky river.

1.481 summer the American museum 
pent an expedition up into that coun­
try, and tho trip up and down the 
Peace river is entertainingly described 
by Pliny E. Goddard in the American 
Museum Journal. After telling some­
thing of the changes in trade routes 
ami of tho preliminary Journey from 
Edmonton to Peace River Crossing, he 
continues:

The Grenfell, the little river boat 
that was to take us downstream, bad 
*»ieiun up and dinner cooked when we 
arrived. About two that afternoon wo 
crosFcd the Pence apd took on several 
cords of wood. With a whistle to Jeer 
at the company's boat which had ex-

this post, which is 700 miles from the 
railroad by the usual route of travel. 
Tho Reaver Indians, who hunt be­
tween Hay river and tho Peace, are 
greatly reduced In numbers and con­
siderably influenced by more than a 
century of contact with white and half- 
breed traders and servants of the fur 
company.

Slow Trip Upstream.
Returning upstream Vermilion to St. 

John in August was another matter 
as regards speed. The current was 
not quite so strong, but the steamer 
belonged to the Hudson Bay company. 
The ways of tho company are still 
the old ways of the north. There must 
be & French-Cree word for manana 
since the thing itself certainly exists. 
Tho boat was comfortable, however, 
the weather perfect and tho compan­
ionship excellent.

It took three weeks to reach Fort St. 
John, where from the river banks, 900 
feet high, the Rocky mountains are to 
bo Been. The first of civilization in 
the persons of several young settlers 
went to St. John with us.

Here also are remnants of once 
powerful Beaver tribes, who In early 
days burned the trading port and 
killed the traders. As treaty had 
been paid considerably in advance of 
tho advertised date, the Indians were

peeled to puil out before us and did 
nut, we moved dowustroam.

The littlo Grenfell could make ubout 
fourteen miles, and the river Itself 
wub making eight because the wutcr 
was very high. It was liquid mud car­
rying driftwood and logs—even whole 
trees. The sun slowly moved from 
south to west, from west to northwest, 
and then was hidden behind the river 
banks. That it had let we could not 
be certain, for there wns plenty of 
light until about eleven o'clock, when 
wo tied up to the banks so the en­
gineer could sloep.

Islands Are Numerous.
The river is full of islands. In tho 

800 miles there are about two hundred 
of them, covered with pino and spruce 
timber. As wo proceeded the banks 
grew lower and the river wider. That 
night we tied up at North Vermilion 
and went down to tho river bank In­
stead of up, the river was so high 
Here, 000 miles from the railroad, 
there are two little communities of 
whites and half breeds, one on either 
side of the river. They get mail ouco 
a month and are glad to get it, al-

though It Is usually two months old 
when it arrives. Tho whites urn well- 
read, well-educated, und have the true 
northern hospitality. The half-breeds 
form u class by themselves. They 
rend a little French, but prayer books 
and catechisms uro all that are avail­
able to them iu French. Only a fow 
of them have been as fur from homo 
us Edmonton, the others consider Ver­
milion tlie center of tho earth.

With Vermilion as a huso six weeks 
were spent In ethnological wort*. Dur­
ing tits*, time a trip was made to a 
trading post on Hay river on the oc­
casion of "treaty paying." Nearly all 
the I.ndtuns of Cunudu receive cash 
payments from the Dominion govern­
ment once a year. A band of Hiuvcy 
Indians, practically untouched by civ­
ilization except as to dress, trudo ul

nearly all back from the river secur­
ing food for the winter,

A week's stay was mado at Dunve- 
gan, some miles from which place 
a band of Beaver live on tbe reserve. 
Near them were several prosperous 
agricultural settlements.

Many Bears After Btrrlec.
Coming back to Peace River Cross­

ing was pleasant and should have 
been easy. If one sits down on a raft 
or In a canoe and sits still be will 
quietly p q b s  tbe 240 miles from 8t. 
John to Peace River Crossing. Our 
luck was a canoe loaned to us. Be­
cause it was the homeward Journey 
tho natural speed of the current, three 
miles, was Increased to five or six by 
the use of tho paddles. It is tiresome 
work, but a few days of It puts a largo 
■hare of conceit Into one when he 
tries his muscles against a loafer. 
Yes, there were bear*, there always 
are on the Peace. This was the lime 
of ripe berries and there were many 
boars. We know that they, Indian- 
like, must have "made medicine" 
against us, for nothing else could have 
preventod our killing one.

Wo were very huppy when Sunday 
night at eluvun o’clock, two hours 
after darkness had come in the early 
duys of September, we puddled our 
cunoo alongside tho company's boat 
Peace River. Kind friends helped us 
unloud. A cheery lire in tho saloon, a 
cupful of teu, und welcoming smiles 
soon drove cut tho cold and stiffness 
accumulated since five In the morn­
ing. This wuh ut tho end of tho tele* 
graph Uni*

Will tho North pass us our West has 
punned?

Interesting Iteme From the Three

Denmark.
A Copenhagen dispute!) says that 

Doctor Philander P. Claxton. Ameri­
can commissioner of education, who 
is now In Denmark making u study of 
the school system of the country, has 
been impressed particularly wRb the 
system of rural high schools, and ex­
pects U/ recommend a somewhat sim­
ilar system to the consideration of the 
educational authorities in Kentucky. 
Tennessee, and possibly other states. 
The Danish high schools made a par­
ticular appeal for adult scholars and It 
was this feature that interested Doc­
tor Claxton. "The high schools here," 
he remarked, “arc meeting places for 
old and young alike, where national 
pride is Instilled and the value of co­
operation in all the Bodal economic 
conditions of life is urged. It Is 
this kind of culture that supports Den­
mark so magnificently umler the strain 
which the war has brought on.”

The usual custom of the Danish king 

receiving each diplomatic mission to 
Denmork separately on New Year’s 
eve was not followed this year, as It 
was feared that representatives of the 
belligerent powers might meet coming 
and going.

Mill Driven From Country by Un­
derwood Tariff.

Good Illustration of the Results of the
Law Should Make Interesting 

Reading for the Nation's 
Workers.

Tbis concrete Illustration of how 
tbe Underwood tariff works out in one 
of its pluses comes from Rortlaud. 
Oregon: There is, thu Oregonian 
tells us, In the vicinity of Port land a 
hardwood lumber mill which is about 
to move awuy. Until recently it im­
ported logs from Japaq and sawed 
them into veneers /or sale in this 
country. Since wo reduced tho duty 
on hardwood the Jupuuefce have bum 
mills in their own country. They 
have taken to exporting the sawed 
lumber to this country. The Oregon 
mill is closed und the owners an­
nounce their Intention to remove the 
plant to Japan. They will maintain 
only a distributing yurd al Portland 
The mill soon to be dismantled urn 
ploys about one hundred men ut &r. 
average of $3 per day. Tho Japanese 
mill will employ men at thirty to 
forty cents per day. Tho Oregon 
mlllmeu operating in Japan will have 
the advantage of this cheap labor, but 
what is to become of tho one hundred 
Americans who are to bo displaced? 
And what reason have we to expect 
that hardwood lumber and its prod 
ucts will be any cheaper because It 
is sawed by thtrty-cent Japanese in­
stead of three-dollur Americana? Tin* 
inlllmen are not moving to Japan in 
order to rave money to the consum­
ers. They are moving In order to 
save money for themselves and to in- 
creaFP their profits. The owners of 
tho mill in question, the Oregonian 
tells ns. are enthusiastic Democrats. 
Why should they not be?

Tired of Democratic Tariff.

Germans 8pare Maubeuge, France, Le- 

cause of Treatment Given the 
Kaiser’s Dying Nephew.

Fugitive Fighters Cut Off From Retreat in ^Belgium in Early 
Stages of War Conduct Guerrilla Warfare* Against Foe, 

Inflicting Heavy Losses and Damage and Success­
fully Elude Every Attempt to Capture Them.

Paris.—In all (ta wealth of heroic 
acUons the present war contains no 
more surprising episode than that 
which has Just been brought to light. 
The facts are as follows:

For more than four months, ever 
since August 23, an organized com­
pany of 150 French soldiers have been 
living In tbo Belgian provinces of 
Luxemburg and Namur, and although 
surrounded entirely by tho German 
forces occupying Belgium, they have 
constantly escaped capture. For al­
most four months they have conducted 
a guerrilla warfare against their foes, 
inflicting heavier losses and more dam­
age than could be done by an entire 
regiment in the open, and every at­
tempt of the Germans to dislodge 
them from the mountain forests where 
they have found refuge has failed.

The story Is vouched for by an un­
impeachable authority who has per­
sonally seen and Interviewed the 
commander of this fugitive force and 
several of his men.

These 150 men are all that is left of 
the French troops who vainly attempt­
ed In a two-day battle to resist the 
German advance between tbe Rivers 
Llesse and Semols on August 22-23. 
The order for general retreat sent out 
by tbo allied forces on Sunday, August 
23, reached them too late. Their only 
way of retreat, through Mezleres, hav­
ing been cut off, and realizing that 
they were surrounded, they decided to 
seek refuge In the thick forests with 
which thin region is covered and to 
await there the return of tho French 
forces, which in their mluds then was 
a matter euly of days.

The Informant who brings this story 
to Paris makes no secret of the hiding 
place of these soldiers, which, bo says, 
Is between the towns of Salnt-Hubert 
and Glvet, In the Belgian section of 
tbe Ardennes mountains. Their pres­
ence there is known to all tbe Inhab­
itants of the surrounding villages and 
to the Germaos as well.

Villagers Help Frenchmen.
Having decided to remain wltblu the 

enemy's lines, the men were organized 
by the few officers who had survived 
tbe battle and after a careful survey 
of the country a place of concealment 
was selected from wbicb it would bo 
possible to do the most barm to the 
enemy with the least danger of detec­
tion. Scouting parties were sent to 
tbe nearby villages, who enlisted the 
aid of the Inhabitants, all of whom 
have long ago fled the country and are 
now beyond the reach of German re­
prisals. A good supply of ammunition 
was the most urgent need of tbe sol­
diers and women and children volun­
teered to make a search of the Llesse- 
Semols battlefield and to empty tbe 
cartridge belts of the dead French 
troops still unburled. A supply of 17,« 
000 Lobe) cartridges was gathered lu 
this manner and carefully concealed In 
tbe forest.

In exchange for the food and cloth­
ing which wero furnished by tbe vil­
lagers tbe commanding officer gave 
regular army requisition papers which 
will be redeemed when the war Is over 
and the Belgian peasants were ouly 
too glad to save their property from 
the Germans in this manner, knowing 
that they will obtain payment for It 
from tno French govornmont at a later 
date.

But this was not the soldiers’ only 
means of obtaining supplies. Believ­
ing the surrounding country cleared of 
hostile troops the Germans continued 
to send provision trains through with 
only a small guard to protect them 
and ono by one these trains were held 
up and their escorts killed by the 
Frenchmen. These attacks occurred 
at points so far apart that the Ger­
mans wore unablo to discover the ex­
act location of the hostllo force and 
although strong bodies of troops have 
boon sent aguinst It every smirch has 
failed. Cavalry and Infantry troops 
have ventured as fur Into thu forests 
as they have durud, hut so thorough u 
knowledge of tho ground have llto 
fugitives acquired Hint (hey have (men 
able to eonceul themselves successful-

drew his revolver Instead, but tbo 
Frenchman was quicker and shot him 
dead.

The report was heard by the sentry 
at the chatesu and brought a strong 
force of Germans on the run. The 
French soldiers wero waiting near by 
to assist their chief, but one glance 
was enough to see that they were 
greatly outnumbered and all fled back 
to thu woods, not one being even 
wounded.

A similar Incident had occurred only 
a few days before at Beauralng, ten 
miles away, when a German captain 
had been killed, and the military au­
thorities thereupon decided to make a 
thorough search of the forest to round 
up the French troops. More than one 
thousand men took part In the search, 
but not & Frenchman was found.

Meanwhile tbe attacks have con­
tinued and tbe Germans in tbe regions 
of Houyet, Gedulne, Satnt-Hubert, 
Beauralng and Glvet are terrorized. 
No officer dares venture out alone, no 
stranger is allowed to pass. M. Speyer, 
the Belgian senator, who has taken 
charge of tbe feeding of the remain­
ing Inhabitants of these regions, has 
been subjected to a close watch dur­
ing all his visits, and he is practically 
tbe only one tolerated In these towns.

The authority for this story saw the 
French commander only two weeks 
ago and succeeded in getting through 
the German lines and back to Baris. ’ 
At that time the German military au-i 
thorlties had posted throughout the 
two Belgian provinces of Luxemburg 
and Namur the following announce­
ment addressed to the fugitive sol­
diers:

"French soldiers:
"We know where you are and have 

full information regarding your 
strength. In your own Interest we ad­
vise you to surrender and promise 
that your lives will be safe. If you re­
fuse every one of you will be shot.”

On tbe following morning tbe Ger­
mans were amazed to flod written In a 
bold hand across several of the post­
ers the following line:

"If you know where we are why 
don’t you come and get us?”

And underneath appeared the signa­
ture of the French commanding offi­
cer, with bis full name and rank and 
tbe number of his regiment.

LEARN TO DISCOUNT DANGER
British Medical Officer 8tudies the 

Psychology of Courage Among 
the 8o>diers.

London,—A medical officer who has 
been making & study of the "psychol­
ogy of courage" at the British front, 
says that most men confess to a feel­
ing of fear which only wears off after 
several days in tbe trenches. "But 
once this physical Instinct of terror 
Is conquered, there comes," says the 
medical man, "a second courage, 
which, while not despising danger, is 
able to discount It. Under fire these 
men find a self hitherto unsuspected, 
an elusive quality which for want of 
a better titlo Is called manhood.”

"Thj soldier learns first to control, 
then to measure, his fear," he says. 
"He learns to discount possibilities 
Just as the ordinary railroad traveler 
docs. And tho work in band generally 
engages and holds more and more of 
his attention. Then comes a time 
whon ho wonts to go back to the fir­
ing line, not bccauso it is pleasant 
there, but because stuylng away is 
just impossible.

"While tho man who has not yet 
boon under fire cannot safoly count 
upon experiencing this or that 
particular feeling when his hour 
comes -this depending upon toinpera- 
mojiL and circumstances—he can, I 
believe, count upon soon achieving 
the second eourago, which Is the price­
less ’ possession of tho veteran. Un­
der lire he may lose every precon­
ceived notion ho ever cherished or 
shunned, hut It Is highly probable 
tliul ho will find himself."

Boulogne, France.—Because a young 
French Red Cross purse took interest 
In an elgbteen-year-old German lieu­
tenant, who was brought unconscious 
into the hospital at Maubeuge, and 
died three days later, tbe city of Mau­
beuge has been favored by Its German 
conquerors, and Is enjoying a greater 
degree of freedom than any of the 
other French border towns In German 
territory.

The wounded German was tbe prince 
of Saxe-Melnlngen, nephew of tbe em­
peror. He had suffered a fractured 
skull and died without regaining con­
sciousness.

At the suggestion of tbe nurse, the 
local authorities gave the prince tbe 
funeral honors due his rank, photo­
graphed the body and coffin, and sent 
tho photographs, together with tbe 
personal belongings of tbe prince and 
a detailed account of his Illness to his 
family at Metningen.

The young man’s father, the duke 
of fiaxe-Mefntngen, acknowledged tbe 
courtesies in a letter expressing deep­
est appreciation and later—when the 
Germans entered Maubeuge — he 
proved his gratitude by directing the 
troops occupying tbe fortress town to 
treat the inhabitants with the utmost 
consideration. The nurse was given a 
safe conduct through tbe German 
lines.

TEA FOR MEN IN TRENCHES
Englishmen Believe French and Ger­

man 8oldiere May Form 
Habit,

London.—Both tho French and Ger­
man troops are being supplied with 
tea In the treuches. Tea is easier to 
make and is a better thirst quencher 
than coffee and it also keeps warm 
longer, which is an Important consid­
eration In the trenches.

It Is Just possible that both the 
French and Gormans will get to like 
tea, and both nations may become 
large tea users after the war. At 
present France and Germany, with a 
combined population of more than a 
hundred millions, are negligible as 
tea consumers.

Jt is likely that Englishmen too 
many learn some new tastes and new 
habits whon tbe British soldiers come 
home. They may bring back a taste 
for strong coffee, choap wine and black 
cigarettes. French soldiers brought 
back from Algeria the taste of ab­
sinthe, uml English officers brought 
from Egypt In 1885 tho cigarette 
habit.

French Colored Soldiers Win Fame In 
Attack by Which Superior Force j 

of Germans Was Dislodged - 
at Albert j

Northern France.—I have just ob­
tained particulars of the magnificent 
charge of the chasseurs d'Afrlque by 
which the allies retained possession 
of Albert. The Germans attacked A! , 
bert lime and again with great fe­
rocity. The busy Industrial town was re-1 
duccd to a mass of rulne by tbe born- • 
bardnmut. |

In order to dislodge the enemy *t' 
was found necessary to have recourse, 
to a vigorous counter-attack. At tbe 
samn time great masses of German 
cavalry were reported to be about 
five miles from Albert.

The French staff sent forward a 
regiment of chasseurs d'Afrlque to 
meet this cavalry body, which proved 
to be tho Prussian dragoons of the 
guard. The Prussians were threaten­
ing the FYench line of communication 
with Aveluy.

The gallant chasseurs, mounted 
upon their little Arab steeds, ad­
vanced along the road to Becordel. 
From this point I quote from the 
words of a chasseur of tho party, now 
In the hospital:

"We all felt as calm as possible, 
and were eager to measure our 
strength against the dragoons of the 
imperial guard. At a mile or two from 
Las Hasselle we made a halt.

"The colonel turned in his saddle, 
looking at us all, and, rising in his 
stirrups, waved his sword as he shout­
ed in a voice of thunder:

" ’Escadrons. garde a vous, pour 
charger, sabre malu, au trot—au galop 
—marcheF

FOES LIVE IN SAME TRENCH
When Fighting Wanes South of 

Vpres Germans Move in With 
Allies.

FEARSOME IALE
"The bugles sounded the charge, 

and all the officers repealed the words 
of command.

"The spirit of all tho men was 
splendid. \Ve all felt this was & su­
premo moment. ’Off we went.

"Rapidly the distance between us 
and the foe was diminished; it was 
not tong before we CAme In sight of 
the enemy’s lines. It was a solid, com­
pact line, apparently motionless, but 
which, nevertheless, was advancing 
towards us at a walk, as they felt cer­
tain of victory against our onrusblng 
torrent.

"We got close together and had our 
horses well In hand. A great cry 
went u£: ‘Charge! Charge!’

"Fronl every throat came the word, 
from us all frantic hurrahs were 
shouted as we bore down upon the 
enemy. Indescribable cries, the clash­
ing of steel upon steel, the squealing 
of horses followed. Then began tho 
lust of slaughter and the groaning of 
the wounded.

"The dragoons of tho guard fell 
around us, leaving many & riderless 
horse, which tore here, there and ev­
erywhere, adding to the confusion and 
panic among the enemy. Like an ava­
lanche we broke through right to tho 
rear of the German lines, the Imperial 
dragoons crumpled up before us. Most 
of them galloped off, the rost lay upon 
the ground, dead and wounded.

"Suddenly a rattle Is heard; H Is 
the machine guns of the enemy open­
ing fire upon us, and the German ar­
tillery Is seen coming Into action. We 
Immediately broke out Into open or­
der, changing our front, and at the 
same time wo heard the roply from 
our own artillery beginning, while to 
our left ai d right our Infantry attack 
was developing so rapidly that the 
German artillery, fe&rlng to be out­
flanked, retired upon Guillomont.

"Since, that day Albert has no long­
er been bombarded, and when our 
‘plou pious' pass by La DasselJo they 
say with enthusiasm;

" ‘It’s Just here wo ato up the 
dragoons of the imperial guard/"

SHOOTING FROM CLOUDS

Boulogne.—A British soldier re 
lates a remarkable story of how tho 
English and Germans hobnobbed in 
the same trench a few miles south of 
Vpres. There were a handful of Ger­
mans and a smaller handful of allied 
forces. Trenches were but a few 
yards apart, and In these for more 
than a week the men of both sides 
had been bored and Inactive. They 
amused themselves as beBt they 
could, exchanging messages, swap­
ping newspapers and tobacco, hurling 
back and fort]) greetings and epithets.

More days passed and still neither 
side received orders either to* attack 
or to withdraw. Some sort of ro-op- 
rration seemed necessary. Accord­
ingly the Germans hoisted & white 
flag and, advancing under this, en­
tered the allied tronch for a confer­
ence. Tbe result was that an agroo- 
mont was reached that It would be 
more comfortable for ull to live In one 
trench until ono side or the other re­
ceived orders.

The Germans moved over bag and 
baggage, and for a number of days all 
went well. Many of the Germans 
spoke English or French. Under tho 
strange circumstances friendships 
sprung up. Both factions dreaded the 
arrival of u messenger. One day a 
messenger came, and plans for tb 1 re­
newal of hortllities were hastily made. 
But the messenger proved to be only 
a bearer or mail and newspapers for 
the Germans. All gathered around 
while a German began to translate 
the latest dispatch from Berlin.

Unhappily for the harmony of 'he 
gathering, it referred to Ostend b) Its 
German nickname, "Kales," spoke of 
bomb-dropplngs on various French 
towns and of contemplated air raids 
on Great Britain. The English 
frowned, growled; the French grow 
excited. Both sides hud by agreement 
laid aside their rifles; but both sides 
still had their fists. Both used them. 
A free-for-all fight followod, und tho 
unique compact came to an end.

Frenchwoman Describes Her Ex­
periences at Soissons.

Live (n Daily Dread of Shrapnel as 
Bombardment Continues for 

Months—Houses All About 
Are Destroyed.

Edinburgh, Bcotlaud.—A letter has 
Just been received here from a 
Frenchwoman whose home Is In Sols- 
sons, long one of the hotly contested 
polntB on tho French battlefront. She 
describes to her Scotch friend the 
misery of tho Inhabitants of the city 
The Germans, It seems, were drlveu 
out, but not beyond the range of their 
big guns. The Frenchwoman did not 
desert her home. 8he says;

"We have to remain In our house, 
for we really could not bring our­
selves to leave it and all our posses­
sions, although most of tho Inhabi­
tants have left the town.

"For three months tho bombard 
mont of tho town has continued, some 
times for days and nights without 
ceasing, und then wo hide In the cel 
jar—you may guess how happy wo 
are. We simply live in dread of the 
shrapnel, which is going to fall ou our 
house and set It on lire und bury us 
in the ruins.

"You have no Idea what terrible en­
gines of war tho Germans have. Boo­
ing everything around us burn and 
fall to pieces, we live In a sort of 
nightmare. Everything In our quar­
ter is demolished. Fortunutely our 
house hue so far escaped, though all 
tho tiles are smashed and the win 
down broken by the force of tho det­
onations. You may Imagine how un­
comfortable wo are In this cold weath­
er, and the terrible thing Is that no 
one can say how long It will lust.

"On their way back from the Marne 
the GorniaiiH took poHsesston of nil 
tho quarries along the hills to the 
north, which they had carefully pre­
pared on their way south with con­
crete and Iron, making of them v«rl 
table forts. They are terribly clever, 
and now they are shelling Hdlsr.ons 
from the quarries of Pusley. (’lamenoy 
and Grotty, from which they can dom­
inate all the nmln roads from the 
town. There Is absolutely no ehuneo 
of taking them by surprise, because 
from there they sen everything that 
happens. They have got the light 
railway to t’oucy, which enables them 
to ravlrtuul from tho rear. From 
Coney ml Chnuuy they have the main 
llnea right to Germany, so that they 
can hrlrg up re-enforcements as they 
require them,

"They huve driven away all Inhabi­
tants, and they tako everything mov­
able they come across.

"Quite u lot of English soldiers have 
been hero—fine men mid splendid 
horses two have not a horse left lit 
the district)—but now they have lelt 
this quarter and aro in the north 
They did well, too, and I am sorry 
for them where they are, for with the 
severe weather they are going t< be 
very uncomiortnble.

"We also had some of our own men 
from the south, und they were shlvm 
lug with the cold, for now It is free/., 
log hard. I forgot to leJJ you that 
Crouy. (biffins, Vnllly and ull these 
villages you know so well are ill 
razed to the ground -churches, 
bouses, everything nothing remains

"As 1 write the bomburdmem com 
nioneos afresh, und I must run. The 
room is shaking and the table dances 
Who knows? It is perhaps our turn 
now, for, as I told you, wo uwutt tho 
shrapnel Unit Is to finish us off."
