Ishpeming Man Killed

Tbo crew of the northbound freight 
on the North-Western line, arriving 
here between 8 and 0 o ’clock last ev­
ening, found a man lying beside the 
track near tbewatertaok in the south­
ern part of the yards. The man was 
taken to the Negaunee hospital, where 
he died a few hours later.

HAS EARNED A RENOMINATION FOR 

COUNTY COMMISSIONER OF SCHOOLS

In addition to recognition of the 
qualifications gained during long ex­
perience In the school affairs of Mar­
quette county and the marked admin­
istrative ability which Albert E. 
Sterne has sbowo during his ten 
years' service as county commissioner 
of schools, Negaunee has a friendly 
personal interest in the candidacy of 
Mr. Sterne for renomination and elec­
tion as commissioner because he was 
a resident during the village’s earlier 
years and his frequent visits to Ne­
gaunee in subsequent years have 
served to keep alive the friendships 
formed during his boyhood residence.

Mr. Sterne was born at Schoolcraft, 
Kalamazoo county, Mich., May 2nd, 
1800. The family removed to Mar­
quette io July, 1801 and about three 
years later came to Negaunee. Their 
home was in West Main street, and 
their residence here continued from 
1804 to 1808, At the age of 0 years 
Albert started to gain an education, 
the Negaunee school at that period 
being a one-room frame building 
which stood near the site of the pres­
ent manual training building. Mr. 
Sterne’s education was continued in 
the schools of Marquette county and 
in the University of Michigan.

Id 1878 Mr. Sterne began teaching 
in the schools of Ely township and his 
service In rural schools of Marquette 
county continued for sixteen years. 
Duriog this period he also gained a 
broad experience in the business aod 
general affairs of Marquette county 
which subsequently proved of great 
value to him to bis administrative 
duties as county commissioner of 
schools. He held the office of super­
visor of Ely township from 1885 to 
1894, and during these nine years 
served as chairman of the auditing 
committee for five years aqd was 
chairman of the boatd in 1893 and 
1894.

Mr. Sterne became superintendent 
of the Michigamme public schools in 
1895 and the service be rendered this 
school system in his five years’ incum­
bency of the post Is spoken of most 
appreciatively not only by the older 
residents of the village who were 
school patrons during that period but 
by those who were his pupils. Then 
followed a similarly successful con­
nection with the Bessemer public 
schools, and later a resumption of 
residence in Marquette county.

He entered upon bis duties as com­
missioner of schools in Marquette 
county In 1905 and great strides bave 
been taken by the rural school sys­
tem of tbo county in the ten years 
that have followed. As anyone who 
is acquainted with the man will read­
ily appreciate, Mr. Sterne would not 
be content with a perfunctory super-

vision of the schools in bis charge. 
Thoroughness bus ever been one of 
bis characteristics and its application 
to his duties as commissioner has pro­
duced the most beneficial results for 
the schools of the county. It^tho 
attainment of this progress the inti­
mate relationship with board members 
and teachers and the friendly counsel 
which he has been able to give have 
been quite as important as the more 
purely official duties which Mr. Sterne 
has performed. With a full appre­
ciation of life importance of facilities 
provided, Mr. Sterne has advocated 
the building of rural schools upon the 
latest approved plans and in a man­
ner calculated to gain the greatest 
convenience and benefits for rural com­
munities. An idea of the great pro­
gress which has been made toward 
educational efficiency in Marquette 
county may bo gained from the state­
ment that the value of school build­
ings erected during Mr. Sterne’s ten 
years of service approximates 
$1,000,000.

While Mr. Sterne has given very 
close attention totbe duties of bis of­
fice be has not neglected to keep In 
close touch with educational progress 
In state aod Datlon. He was presi­
dent of the Upper Penlosuia Educa­
tional Association In 1913 and has 
been a director of the Teachers’ State 
Reading Circle Board from 1911 to 
1916.

Summing It up, Mr. Sterne has seen 
some thirty-five years’ active service 
la school work in the state, and by 
far the greater part of it has been io 
beh&lfof the Marquette county schools. 
Even a hasty review of the dutes enu­
merated will show how thorough had 
been hiB preparation for the duties 
which subsequently fell to him, and 
the conscientiousness with which 
these duties have been performed can 
leave no doubt that the interests of 
the schools of Marquetto county can 
be best served by his renominaiioo at
the primary election to be held Murcb 
3rd.

Fred Strandberg, ooc of Nuguu* 
nee’s best known Scandinavian resi­
dents, died of nephritis early Inst Sun­
day morning at the residence of 
Frauk Anderson, Irou street, where 
he had made his home for the past 
year or two. Mr. Strundberg was 
born In Swedeu March I3tb, 1801 and 
he and his wife came to this country 
about thirty years ago uud settled In 
Negaunee. During the greater part 
of bis residence here he was em­
ployed In the mines, but he was a 
member of the Negaunee police force 
for a year or two In the 90's. In more 
recent years he had worked at the 
Negaunee und Maus mines, aud wus u 
foreman for u considerable period, but 
illness necessitated his retirement 
about a year ago.

Many of the older residents also join­
ed lo paylog final tribute to the mem­
ory of the pioneer citizen.

Metz Is the capital of German Lor- 
ruiae. and tt is considered to possess 
one of the most powerful fortifications 
In Kurope. It Is the pivot point in the 
brol.cn frontier dividing the Pranks. 
Celts and Gauls of the west and south 
from the Germans of the east and 
north. The centurles-Jong contest be­
tween Hahn and German has surged 
hack and forth over this city, broken 
in eddies around it. and the contest­
ants have continually regrouped with 
Metz as the central point in the plans 
of their opposing strategies; for Metz 
is the most Important key In the bar­
rier between Latin and Germanic civ­
ilizations. Metz and Strassburg are 
tho two western gates to Germany. 

Wot a Roman Bate.
The Homans used Metz as their 

northern base against the Germanic 
barb'irians. mid they connected It by

i fronth-r. It is built between the two 
rivers and upon the Muuds of the Mo- 
:.e]|e, Much of the city is composed of 
narrow, Irregular streets, lined with 
ancient. picture.quo buildings. 'there 

! mo mmijc new nnd imposing Htru< tares 
in the town, howevtr, and some 
hIiuikIh. streets. ICven in times of 
peace Metz make- plain that its call­
ing is war. Though it lias about 75,000 
civilian population, the peaui garrison 
of L’.'.imij men monopolizes the atieu- 

1 tion on every thoroughfare and prome- 
' nude. Around the city and within it 
. ure the huge barracks of the soldiery.

Tin: country uround Metz, a rise and 
fall of evergreen woodlands, is beauti­
ful. Tho heights and hills am not 
only heuvily forested, but am also un­
usually broken and Irregular, compos­
ing a ground about us unfavorable as 
possible for attacking military opera­
tions. The forts of Metz were begun 
on a large iyalo by the French, and 
they have been strengthened through 

. all their years of possession by the 
Germans.

Reims Once Quiet and Peaceful.
The Geographic society also gave 

out the loilowing short pea picture of 
the city of Heims, which has suf­
fered so heavily in the many wars 
in which France has participated.

T he tourists' Heims was quiet and 
peaceful, even industrial apd commer­
cial, peace and neighborly forbearance 
seeming to reign there. The whole 
appearance of the place made its war­
like history seem as distant and unreal 
as the romance of folklore. Ileims 
was one of the most sleepy of all truly 
prosperous cities.

It preserved with tenacity an air 
reminiscent of the middle ages. Its 
homes were old-style, its streets were 
cobbly, and its young men and women 
regularly danced in the open right 
on the naked sands and gravel of the

military roads with Toul, Verdun and 
oilier camps in Homan hinterland.

Py the treaty 
of Mersen, in 870, Metz cumo into the 
possession of Fast Fruticonlu, now 
Germany. It rupidly guined impor­
tance us nn Industrial uud outpost
city and in the thirteenth century wus 
mude a tree Imperlul city.

Tlie Iteformatlon, uiintlier element of 
the Latin-German struggle, raged 
around Melz as u center. During these 
times of religious unrest Melz fell into 
the power of France, and tin* French 
were continued in their possesion by 
the peace of Westphalia (H54KL It 
remained under French rule until the 
Germun conquest of 187<h

The country all about Met/, is stra­
tegic urd consequent |y forbidden 
ground. Tourists with pronounced 
camera tendencies liuve never been 
encouraged around tho fortress. The 
city lies in a fertile, pleasant valley, 
which widens out among the hills to 
ttie north and which narrows toward 
the mountainous French frontier, it 
Is upon the heights, the craggy hiiis, 
(lie passes, the gorge-broken, tlr-cov- 
ered, razor-back spur hills that tin* 
powerful detached forts whleli guard 
the oily of Metz and Its valley run­
ning between France ami Germany 
are planted.

BATTLE IN THE AIR
German Journalist Describes 

Thrilling Fight in France.

Kaiser's Airships Defeat French Air 
Fiset In Spirited Engagement— 

Victors Then Throw Bombs 
Causing Great Damage.

Berlin.—A German Journalist serv­
ing in the kaiser's aviation corps on 
the battlefields of France, sends a 
vivid description of a spirited battle 
Jn the air In which he participated. He 
was decorated with the Iron Cross for 
the bravery he displayed in this spec­
tacular conflict.

"The weather was miserable during 
the last week," he writes. "We had 
raiu, snow’ and fog. The air was very 
unfavorable for aviation. Gusts of 
wind made it difficult to navigate and 
gave oue a feeling similar to seasick­
ness.

"However, we kept up our practice 
nmi tried to do us much damage as 
‘-possible to tlie enemy. Our opponents 
were very during and I must give them 
credit for the bravery shown in their 
flights above our ranks. They were 
not afraid of our batteries and man­
aged to escape (lie kail of shuts di­
rected at them.

"So we decided we would have to 
light them in the air. We organized a 
system of espionage and one day we 
received word that five machines of 
the enemy had arisen In the neighbor­
hood of A. and were coming our way. 
At a moment’s notice we got our ma­
chines In positions, the motors were 
whirring and in Intervals of one-half 
minute each we rose in the air.

"immediately we took our course in 
the direction of A. and tried to reach 
a greater height than the French, de­
termined to send them to the ground. 
We were armed to the t< olii, so to 
say. Wo not oniy carried bombs, but 
also machine guns.

"In the neighborhood of A. we saw 
tin French machines cruising Ala- 
chines ol the single and double decker 
type were flying around In open for­
mation taking observations of our po­
sitions. As we were flying in close 
formation It seems they did not recog­
nize how many we were. So they went 
for our first "tuubo" in a body.

"Hut tills little 'dovey' ducked and 
rising ugain sent u shot at oue of the 
French double deckers which seemed 
to put its propeller out of commission. 
At least, wu suw the ship gliding 
gracefully down to the earth.

"In the meuntime wu hud made 
ready for business and now began a 
fight of one machine ugalnst the other. 
The French tried their best to get 
above us in order to drop-bombs upon 
us. Hut we frustrated their game by 
following them up higher and higher.

"I suw my colleague Lieutenant M. 
about GdO yards to my'left, tlnlnh ills 
adversary, lie must havu received 
senuus Injury, for he went down like 
an arrow. The second dim was also 
put out of business very soon.

"Then came my own and my com­
panion's turn A powerful double 
decker was firing furiously at us. A 
great number of buJMs cpt holes in 
our canvas wings, w hen my companion 
signaled to mu with his units to niuko 
u sharp turn to the left.

“Our apparatus cunm lo an utmost 
perpendlculur position sideways and 
then our machine gun begun its dead­
ly work. Within two seconds the en­
emy's machine began to sliuke and 
shiver, then it rose like a borne on 
his hind legs and fliiully it turned it 
somerHuult, going down very fust, lo ud 
first. When we looked around again 
the rest of Hie enemy, two muclilncs, 
were in full Might.

"In the meantime we had been dls 
covered I rum below. They opened tire 
upon us and we had to rise bightr In 
mder to get nut of their range it Hi

wo attached two railroad stations and 
left them a mam of d< bris. I am 
sorry to say one of our machines was 
forced to land, but us a whole our ex­
pedition was a huge success."

Telegrapher Who Flashed News 
of Massacre Just Retired.

After Fifty Years of Active Service 
John M. Carnahan Receives a 

Pension—Ticks off 80.GC0 
Words in Two Shifts,

Missoula, Mont—The news of the 
(’lister massacre was first told to (he 
world in 187*1 by John M. Carnahan, 
then manager and operutor in tiie 
Western Cnion office in Hfsmarck, 
North Dakota. After un active service 
of more than fifty years Mr. Carnahan 
has Just been retired on a pension.

Mr. Carnahan began his career as 
a telegrapher in 1801.

In tlie fall of 1872 the Northern Pa­
cific railway line had been completed 
as far west as Hisrnarek, N. I). Mr. 
Carnahan was asked to go to Bismarck 
and manage that office, and in (he 
spring of 1873 he wen* tin re and the 
big (hajiter in the story of ills event­
ful life began. For it was while In* 
was at Hisrnarek Hint lie sent to tin1 
world the account of the ('infer mas- 
mere on the Little Hig Mom in July, 
187fl.

Fort Abraham Lincoln, the post of 
the Seventh cavalry r.nd 'lie headquar­
ter* of Brigadier General Custer, was 
ut Lismarek. Mr. Cumulmn won 
Brigadier General Custer’s friendship 
and he became the personal friend of 
the officers ut Lincoln. And so it watt 
that lie and the post surgeon rode out 
from the old gurrison with tin Custer 
expedition when it started hi June. 
1870, io punish Hie Sioux. Tlie surgeon 
and tin* operator made tin* ,lrst twelve 
miles with the Seventh cavulry. Then 
they turned back witli tin* tost dis­
patches which Hrigadier General Cus­
ter sent.

No word came bark to I’lsmnrek 
from 1 in- Severnh cavalry and Its com- 
munder Hut thal occasioned no sur­
prise. KxpeditioiiH of lliat sort were 
a common occurrence fit those days.

It was on the night of July 5 when 
tho Hteambout Far West rams down 
the river to Hlsnmrek. The Fur West 
brought tile wounded of Heno’s com­
mand and tin* official dlspntchei which 
told of the complete annihilation of 
the Custer command.

On tho morning of July 6 Mr. Cp.rnu- 
ban found on ills desk in the telegraph 
office a carpet hag Ailed with official 
dispatches. There was all lmmenko 
lot of them. He "flashed" the nows to 
the Fast, and then settled down to the 
transmission of Hie official story to 
Hie department of war In Washington, 
it was eight o’clock on the morning of 
July 6 when he begun Ills tremendous 
task. Not until five o’clock tlie fol­
lowing mornliig- 21 hours did lie 
leave his instruments. Then for three 
hours he slept Hie sleep of utter ex­
haustion. He returned to bis work, 
and for 20 hours lie sut ut his key. it 
was four o’clock the next morning 
when lie cheeked off the slgnutura of 
the lust dlxputch in Hint old carpet 
bag. lie hud sent 80,000 words in the 
two shifts.

For (wo duys the eastern newspa­
pers hud been clamoring for news, and 
there wus no one to send It. Mr Car­
nahan could not leuve ids official work 
and there was no other telegraph op­
erutor within two hundred miles.

To Hie New York JlerHld, the Chica­
go Inter Oceun and tlie Kt. Paul Pio­
neer Press he sent us much of the 
news ns he hud strength to prepare.

BRIEFS FROM OLD COUNTRY

Interesting Items From the Three
Greet Kingdoms of-the North 8e* 

lected for Scandinavians and 
Their Descendants.

Denmark.
The case of n Danish resident of 

Schleswig, whoso anti-German senti­
ments led Into trouble, has attracted 
wide attention In Denmark. A German 
girl had been appointed u teacher at 
Hondcrborg and uppllcd for a room at 
the home of a Dane who had ftdvet* 
Used rooms for rent. The Dane told 
her she could have u room on condi­
tion that she agreed not to display tbo 
German ting from her windows. To 
this she gave grudging consent, but a 
few hours later the Dane was cited 
to appear at police headquarters, 
where he was questioned ns to what 
he told the teacher. He frankly admit­
ted that he told the teacher that he 
would not tolerate the German flag at 
his home, and when he insisted that 
those were his sentiments still, he be­
ing a Dane, lie was thrown into prison. 
Ik Schleswig a "free” country? ask 
some of the Danish newspapers.

A Copenhagen dispatch says that 

three resolutions were passed unani­
mously at the closing session In Copen­
hagen of the conference of Socialists 
of neutral countries which opened in 
the Danish capltul recently.

The first resolution declares it to be 
the duty of all Socialists to work for 
the speedy declaration of peace, the 
terms of which shull provide a basis 
for international disarmament; it also 
calls upon the international Socialist 
bureau at Berne to convoke a meeting 
of all Socialist parlies at the beginning 
of peace negotiations to take an ad­
visory part therein.

The second resolution proposes that 
all Socialist parlies of neutral coun­
tries urge their respective govern­
ments to consider the possibility of of­
fering mediation to the belligerents 
with the view of a lasting peace.

A London dispute!! says that the 

Danish government has decided to con­
fiscate all wheat in Denmark of for­
eign origin, according to a dispute!! to 
tlie exchange Telegraph compuny. The 
supply is valued at $500,000. Repre­

John Hmybert, was generally regard­
ed as the “father of American pulut- 
ing." But now It is given to a Kcundi- 
mtvian, Gustevus iiesstius. Tim yel- 
l< wing records of American colonial 
life have revealed that the first palm­
er to reach America was not John 
Hmybert, who settled in Rhode Is­
land about the year 1720, but Gus- 
tavus ilcKslius, who landed in I'lillu- 
dolphin in 1711. Henceforth Sweden, 
not Scotland, must have the credit of 
contrlhiting the curlier lmpulso lu 
A .lerleun urt.

Gustuvus ilcsslius, whose existence 
has well nigh been forgotten, |* now 
coining into his own. Tbo first or 
u scries of csMiys o-i Kcundiiiavian 
artists In America, published in the 
current issue of the Amerlcan-Hcajidi- 
nuvlun Review, gives lu detail the dis 
coverlet! |n regard to this urtlst. He 
was born In Folkurna, IMurue, Hwe 
don, In 10X2, and wus ubout thirty 
years of ugo when ho landed in Fhll 
udelphla.

Norway.
Prof. Magnus Olsen of the Untvcr 

slly of Christiania, generally regarded 
as Norway’s foremost authority on 
runology, has pronounced the so- 
called Yarmouth stone a fraud. In 
his opinion the characters engraved 
on the stone are not runes and he 
has no interpretation as to their 
meaning His statement concerning 
the stone follows:

"In my opinion there is no doubt 
that the inscription is not runic. The 
reading which has heeu proposed on 
the supposition that the Inscription 
Is runic is entire)) incomprehensible 
to me. It does not agree with the 
characters uu the stone. What the 
purpose was in making the inscrip­
tion is not a mutter with which a 
runic invistigator need concern him­
self.”

The Yarmouth stone was discov­
ered by Doctor Fl' tcher at Yarmouth, 
some twenty inilo:» southwest of Mali 
fax. For many years nobody was 
able to offer ony interpretation os to 
the meaning of the Inscription on the 
stone, but ut last an American, Henry 
Phillips, Jr., announced that he hud 
deciphered the inscription, which, ho 
said, reud us follows: Nlurkushen 
man Vara,” meaning “ilarku ud- 
dU'ssed the men.”

According to the theory of Mr. Phil 
lips tho Yarmouth stone had been 
eroded by a Norse expedition to 
America about the year 10U7, as a 
memorial of their presence on that 
foreign shore. Tills expedition wus 
supposed to be that of Thorflnn 
Knrlsefno, which consisted of two 
ships and about one hundred and 
forty men. They curried with them 
all kinds of livestock, intending to 
plant a colony in Vlnland (Massl 
On their way they landed on Nova 
Beotia (Markland) and partially ex­
plored it. In celebration of tbo 
achievement ilarki addressed bis fol­
lowers und this stone appears to have 
been inscribed for the purpose of 
commemorating the event.

The Yarmouth stone was exhibited 
at the Christiania exposition last 
year, attracting much attention, and 
was afterward examined by Professor 
Olsen ut the request of Nordmands- 
forbundet who wished IiIb opinion us 
to the genuineness of the inscription

It was Professor Olsen who also 
pronounced the widely heralded Ken­
sington milestone a fake u few years 
ago when its owner, lljalmur R. Go- 
land, touk it to Christiania to be ex­
amined by Norse scholurs.

The Bhippln;? Magazine of Chris­

tiania recently published un article in 
which it predicts Hint Norwegian ship 
routes will soon span the whole world.

Norway, says the magazine, Ik ou 
the eve of a great expansion in its 
maritime commerce, assert the ship­
ping authorities, Norwegian shipown­
ers have risen to the level of Ihtdr 
opportunities und have established 
routes of import and export thut will 
open a new era in the industries of 
Norway. A development has been ex­
perienced thut few dured to hope lor 
a few years ago.

Relief Work Goes On

Though the ladles who constitute 
the headquarters and ward committees 
for the United Charities are contlo* 
uing their work of investigating, pas­
sing upon and furnishing relief day 
by day, the association Is now receiv­
ing comparatively few calls for assis­
tance. Up to noon of yesterday two 
and a half days bud gone by without 
a single request being registered at 
headquarters.

Thirty-one families have beenaided 
to date in the matter of provisions 
and special clothing, the average cash 
outlay per family coming to about 
$2.50. The latter estimate does oot 
include the footwear which has been 
supplied and which would perhaps 
bring the total cash outlay to between 
$100 and $125. Nor is there included 
the clothing which has been distribut­
ed from the United Charities store 
room—all good, serviceable articles 
which have been of material help in 
many homes—nor the fuel and other 
aid furnished by the county poor de­
partment.

The United Charities work is to be 
continued indefinitely and along prac­
tical ly the Bamo Hoes as have been 
pursued from the beginning, for while 
the association has been instrumental 
In providing work for quite a few men 
it is apparent that some of the fami­
lies now on the list will continue to 
need assistance in varying degrees to 
tide them over until spring, and un­
doubtedly there will be still others 
who will fiod tbeir resources exhaust­
ed before industrial conditions pick 
up.

Orr Schurtz, chairman of theUnited 
Charities Association, is particularly 
well pleased with the manner in which 
people have responded to the request 
that all of the work be done through 
the channels of the central organiza­
tion and It is apparent that house-to- 
house canvassing for assistance has 
already been reduced to a minimum. 
If the charitably-inclined will bold 
fast to this resolve it will not only 
mean a greater measure of aid for 
those who are deserving but it will 
practically put an end to certain forms 
of charity which are worse than use­
less.

Postmaster G. J. Murray has re­

ceived notification from Washington 
that be bas been placed undertbe civil 
service classification, which virtually 
extends his term indefinitely and 
makes bim removable only for cause. 
In order to gain this civil service 
classification, Mr. Murray bad to go 
undergo a civil service examination 
last August, his standings in this test 
as well as his record In tbe previous 
conduct of his office being used by tbe 
civil service commission Id determin­
ing whether he was eligible for tbe 
classification and tbe privileges it 
confers. This action not only con­
tinues Mr. Murray’s commission in­
definitely, but it automatically con­
tinues his bond as well, so that be is 
not put to tbe trouble of providing a 
new surety or sureties at intervals. 
The essential portion of tbe notifica­
tion received from Washington is con- 
tamed in the following sentence: 
"The result of the examination bas 
established to tbe satisfaction of tbe 
Postmaster General your capacity for 
efficlont service In tbe position of post­
master at your office and the Civil 
Service Commission has therefore 
extended to you civil service clasifi- 
cation; no change will therefore be 
necessary in yourexlstingcommlsslon 
or bond.” Mr. Murray received his 
original appointment as postmaster at 
Micblgamme on December 21st, 181)7. 
Be took possession on January IGtb, 
1898 and has served continuously ever 
since. The Micblgamme office was 
then In the fourth class and it so con­
tinued until January, 1911, when It 
was raised to third class, a distinction 
which it had once before enjoyed dur­
ing a season of Mlchigamme’s more 
prosperous village days. Its higher 
rating lasted only a year and a half, 
for declining business conditions in 
this section were reflected upon tbe 
Mlchlgamme postal receipts and to 
July, 1912, It was put back lotofourtb 
class. The extension of the civil ser. 
v'ce classlflalion to fourth class offices 
Is in lino with the department's efforts 
to promote efficiency by making the 
changes as few u» possible, and while

Spring Shooting

Sportsmen wbobavebeen Interested 
in the controversy over tbeconfllcting 
state and national laws In regard to 
migratory birds will be disappointed 
to learn that tbe question will not be 
settled in time for spring shooting this 
year.

Last year maoy Michigan hunters 
took a chance oo tbe state law making 
an open season until April 30, and 
hunted ducks and geese in the spring. 
Now tbe federal authorities have 
Issued a warning that it is tbe purpose 
of the government to strictly enforce 
the federal act and prosecute for all 
violations

It would seem that manyother states 
as well as Michigan have an open sea­
son beyond that set by tbe national 
law, and it is feared that hunters will 
un Imeoilocally violate the federal pro­
visions for migratory birds. For this 
reason it is desired to give the widest 
publicity to tbe fact that tbe law will 
be rigidly enforced. No writer fowl 
can be shot lo Michigan the coming 
spring. Tbe season for this section 
closed January 6tb. It must be under­
stood that prosecutions for an offense 
of this oature rosy be instituted at any 
time within throe y ars of tbe time 
migratory birds are hunled or killed.

PLAYED GREAT 
HISTORIC PART

Destruction of Falls House, of 
Revolutionary Fame, Some­

thing to Be Deplored 
by Patriots.

IF THE Hritlsta apy Taylor had not 
been captured In the Kalla house 

the United Slates of America In all 
probability would never have existed 
as such For It was In tills house, on 
October 1 0 , 1777, that the emissary 
sent by General Clinton carrying dla- 
patches to General Burgoyne wan 
trapped and searched.

It was In the Falls house, In those 
days known as Woods' taveru, that 
many famous lei tom were written by 
.Major Armstrong, one of which Is a 
vivid portrayal of the condition of the 
continental army, then in sore straits. 
Jt also was the headquarters of New 
York’s first governor, Clinton.

Historical societies of Newburg and 
surrounding towns agitated for the 
preservation of tho Falls house. But, 
with no available site on which to re­
erect It and small funds with which to 
put through such a project, it had to 
bo abandoned.

Something of the history associated 
with this typical tavern of revolution­
ary days is related by William J. Roe 
of Newburg as follows:

"The autumn of 1777 saw the plight 
of America's arms, endeavoring: to as­
sert the right of Belf-government, at 
their lowest ebb. From the north Bur­
goyne was advancing, while from New 
York Sir Henry Clinton, urged by the 
necessity of effecting a junction with 
Burgoyne, had already captured Forts 
Clinton and Montgomery, dispersing.

Old Falls House.

lu fact ulmost annihilating, the militia 
under the brothers James und George 
Clinton.

“George Clinton, gathering the rem­
nant of his defeated troops, estab­
lished his quarters at this old Falls 
house. To tills bouse, on October 10, 
was brought a British prisoner upon 
whose person was found u message 
from the British Clinton to Burgoyne 
which, if it had been safely delivered, 
might und doubtless would have had 
the effect to have delayed Burgoyne's 
surrender at Saratoga, giving time for 
a conjunction of the two British 
armies. In fact, a similar message was 
delivered about a week later. Bur- 
goytie, with suddenly revived Iio | h», 

hesitated, delayed, endeavored to pro­
crastinate negotiations.

“But happily It was then too late; 
Burgoyne was compelled to surrender; 
Saratoga saw the high tide of British 
dominion.

“The suffering of the troops that 
winter was most deplorable. It prob­
ably vus somewhat worse at Valley 
Forgo (for (hose very words have bo- 
coino synonymous with patriotic 
wretchedness?, but then the urmy, 
elated by the victor}' of Harntogu, 
was buoyed up by hope of uctlon.

“Of ibo mutinous spirit them MaJ. 
John Armstrong, aldedu-camp on tho 
staff of General Gates, was tho mouth­
piece. In a letter calmly considered 
now, after the lapse of more than a 
century, not unworthy of the occasion 
und a very musterpleco of inlluenclng 
literature—ho portrays the condition 
of tho army, their hopelessness ami 
tho supitienesM of the continental con­
gress.

Two Authenticated Pistols and’a Med­

icine Chest of His Auctioned 
In New York.

Two pistols which George Washing­
ton carried through the Revolution, a 
medicine chest which belonged to him 
and “Light Horse Harry" lye's flag 
were sold ut uuction ut New York dur­
ing the past your. There ure no 
Washington pistols in Mount Vernon 
or in the Nutlonul museum ut Wash­
ington.

The genuineness m the offerings 
was attested by u documentary rec­
ord of their sale In 1804, In Alexandria, 
Yu., ut the disposal of the effects of 
Washington's secretary, Bartholomew 
Dundrldgn, to whom the gcncrul pre­
sented the weapons. Their presence 
in 181*11 ut (he partition of the Murslel- 
)cr estate is utlested, Uol. Philip 0. 
Marsteller, one of Washington's pull- 
bearers, bought them ut the Dundrldgo 
sale for 40:3*.

The pistols are of the flintlock typo. 
They were mude by Hawkins of Lou­
don und hear the gun maker's guild 
proof mark "0. P," BJlver hands across 
tho bulls ure engraved “Gencrul 
George Washington."

The medicine chest is of muhogany 
and walnut, about one foot square, 
with brass bundles. Lee's flag is ubout 
two feet square. It hud fallen apart 
from age, but tho pieces were saved 
und ure held In place by thin netting.

not only in the history ot the United 
-States, but in the history ot the world.

HOLY SHRINES

Headquarters Occupied by Wash­
ington Throughout the 

Country Are to Be 
Preserved.

THROUGH the efforts of the various 
patriotic societies many of the old 

houses made famous by Washington 
as his headquarters during the war 
of independence, have been preserved 
and are now suitably marked for the 
information of posterity. During that 
long struggle for freedom Washington 
used perhaps a hundred or mofe 
bouses for this purpose In various 
pans of the country. Many have dis­
appeared under the ravages of time, 
but about two score of them have 
been saved. It was In these houses 
that he planned liis battles and 
strategy; J t was in them that indepen­
dence was achieved.

Cambridge. Mass., points proudly to

houses that were occupied by Wash­
ington. First Washington lived in the 
residence set apart for principals of 
Harvard college. Then he moved to 
the house of a fugitive loyalist, John 
Vassal!, l^ater this became the resi­
dence of Henry W. Longfellow, the 
great poet, and here were written 
many of his works since become world 
famous.

Washington had many houses in 
Now York. None is more beautiful 
than the building now known as the 
Jumel mansion. This was his head­
quarters from September ]G to Octo­
ber 21, 1770. It is also rich in mem­
ories of Aaron Burr, who married the 
widow of Stephen Jumel. Jumel 
gained possession of the house when 
Roger Morris and hi? wife fled be­
cause their Tory sympathies threat­
ened to get them in diflicultlcs. It was 
Mrs. Morris, who as Mary PhllipBe, 
George Washington wooed in vain.

At Neshaminy, 20 miles north of 
Philadelphia, Is a headquarters of 
Washington rich in historic memories. 
It is a rough stone building, two 
stories in height, located near the 
bridge over the Little Neshaminy 
creek. Here Washington held an im­
portant council of war, at which for 
the first time the young Marquis de 
Lafayette took his place as one of 
Washington’s advisers.

The Valley Forge headquarters of 
Washington is justly famed as one of 
the holiest shrines of American free­
dom. This old stone house was the 
residence of the founder at the time

when the fortunes of the cuuse went 
to their vi*ry lowest.

IN HONOR OF HEROES OF VALLEY FORGE

Arch of Triumph at Valley Forge, Pa., Dedicated to the American Con­
tinental Army Whose Sufferings During the Winter of 1777-78 Made That 
Place Historic—The Log Cabin Is Typical of the Quarters in Which the 
Soldiers Spent the Winter.

The arch of triumph for which con­
gress appropriated $100,000 in 1910 
has been built and dedicated to tho 
American soldiers who endured such 
terrible privations while In winter 
quarters at Valley Forge In 1777-78. 
In 1893 the state of Pennsylvania 
bought 475 acres of land covering the 
site of the camp and formed it into 
“Valley Forge Park.” The new mon­
ument, which occupies a prominent

place in this park, is in the style of a 
Roman arch and is a massive granite 
structure, CO feet high, with inscrip­
tions commemorating the sufferings of 
the soldiers. Near the arch, ami tunn­
ing a sharp contrast with it i* a log 
cabin typical of the quarters In which 
the continental army under General 
Washington spent that memorable 
winter In our country's hihtory.— 
Popular Mechanics.

Washington National Monument 

Association Has Deserved 
Well of Country.

ON EVERY birthday of George Wash­
ington for the last 71 years a 

meeting of a small but distinguished 
body baa been held In the city of 
Washington. This body is the Wash­
ington National Monument society, 
the organization which brought about 
the construction of the giant shaft 
which dominates the landscape In the 
federal city.

While the war department has the 
care and custody of the Washington 
monument, this society has a quasi- 
public status, exercises a paternal 
watchfulness over It, possesses the 
right to send mull under frank and 
stands ready to resist any plan or pro­
posal which seeks to change In any 
way tho monument or Hi surround 
ings.

John Marshall, that great Jurist, was 
the society's first president. Hlncu 
then, beginning with Jackson, toe 
presidents of the United States have 
been ex-ofllclo presidents of the so­
ciety.

Tho organization of the monument 
society in 1833 was undertaken by 
repreaenlatlve citizens of Washington, 
after long experience had caused them 
to despair of congress acting In the 
matter of erecting a memorial to 
George Washington. The continental 
congress as early us 1783 hud promised 
to erect a memorial to Washington, 
and Major L'Enfunt, fn laying out the 
city of Washington, hud set opurt “res­
ervation No. 3," containing 30 acres— 
on which the monument now stunds— 
as the Hits for a memorial to Washing­
ton and Ids compatriots.

The monument society on organiza­
tion issued an uppeul to tho country 
and proceeded to collect subscriptions 
in amounts not exceeding one dollar 
to erect a monument. Money came in 
fairly well. Then the society, having 
found privately-owned sites increasing 
In price whenever tho owners were ap­
proached, appealed to congress in 1838 
asking the donut ion of a site. Not un­
til 1848 did congress respond with a 
joint resolution authorising tho society 
to erect tho monument oil such land 
as the president of the United Htatos 
and the society might select.

The 30 acres of ‘'reservation No. 3" 
were chosen and deeded to the society 
by deed signed by President Polk.

July 4, 1848, In the presence of some 
fifteen or twenty thousand persons, tho 
cornerstone was laid in the northwest 
angle of the foundation with Impres­
sive ceremonies.

Actively the society continued to 
ralso money throughout the country 
and to rear tho monument, six yearn 
after the cornerstone had been laid 
tho shuft had reached a height of 153 
feet, at bn expense, all paid by pri­
vate subscription, of some $230,000.

At tast, In 1876, congress voted $&on,. 
000 for the building of the monument 
to be appropriated ut the rule of $&(),- 
000 a year The law provided for the 
work to h» carried on by a commis­
sion. in which the society was repro 
senled

The shaft itself is 500 feet high, on 
top of which is set the pyramidion 55 
feet 5.5 inches in vertical height. Tho 
base Is 55 feet i ’4 Inches square, and 
the top of the shaft below the pyra- 
mtdlon Is 34 feet 5 inches square 
At two and one-half times its height 
the shaft would como to a point.

The capstone weighs 3,3u>> pounds 
and is crowned by a small pyramid of 
pure aluminum 5.6 inches at Us base 
and 8.9 Inches'high, weighing JOU 
ounces.

No mention of the monument would

be complete without reference to the 
splendid engineers who had charge of 
completing the work. These include 
Gen. Thomas Lincoln Cosey, chief en­
gineer and architect; Gen. George W. 
Davis; Gen. John M. Wilson, engineer 
in the final stugcH und now retired, 
a resident of Washington, und Ber­
nard R. Green, civil engineer, assistant 
to General Uusey.

Washington Wanted Nstlonal Church.
It Is probably known to compara­

tively few of our country people thut 
In the original plans of the city of 
Washington as accepted by Its found­
er, the illustrious mart whose numo It 
hours, space wus provided for a na­
tional church; yet such is tho fact. 
At the beginning of our history as a 
nation authority was given by con­
gress to President Washington to se­
lect a site for the capital of the new 
republic, One can imagine the inter* 
est wherewith he uttsumnd that great 
responsibility, for which with the ex­
perience gained In his early youtb as 
a land surveyor in Virginia, he wsm 
peculiarly fitted. Doubtless n«t a 
single detail of tho etiUro project ««• 
capcd bis attontJuu.

MONSTER FLEET 
NOW ASSEMBLED 

FOR MANEUVERS
Unted States Warships in for 

Month of Hardest Kind 
of Drilling.

•  _____________________

COMMANDED BY FLETCHER

Largest and Most Powerful Fleet Ever
Assembled Under the Stars and 

Stripes—May Solve Efficiency 
of Our Navy.

Washington.—The largest and most 
powerful fleet ever assembled under 
the Stars and Stripes is now gathered 
off Guantanamo, ou the North coast of 
Cuba, for a month of the hardest kind 
of drilling. It will be a great spectacle 
for the few civilians who will see It, 
but for the more than one thousand 
officers and 25,000 enlisted men it 
means work, unceasing labor, to tit the 
American navy for battle.

Yet every Jack Tar Is glad he Is 
there. Great fascination surrounds the 
maneuvers, the orderly marching and 
counter-marching over the parade 
ground of the ocean, dreadnaughts and 
cruisers taking the place of Individual 
soldiers, but obeying the orders sent 
by wireless and wigwag Just as Im­
plicitly and readily as a squadron of 
well-drilled cavalry.

The firing of the great guns Is fun 
for officer and man, too. Target prac­
tice Is a great game. Every nerve Is 
strained to make the enormous rifles 
do their best, and hot rivalry Is exhib­
ited by the gun crews. Business Is 
pleasure when the heart Is in it.

The eyes of the whole United States 
are directed to Rear Admiral Frank 
Friday Fletcher and his ships today. 
A great wave of criticism has swept 
over the country. The European war 
has created Interest In the army and 
navy; and every patriot feels that If 
not the greatest we should have the 
best navy In the world.

Is the navy up to scratch?
This is the question thd maneuvers 

may solve and at the same time do a 
great deal toward making it possible 
to answer In the affirmative. The navy 
needs maneuvers, Just as an army 
needs drills. A fleet will be awkward 
In forming In battle line In time of 
war If the superior officers have not 
performed all the evolutions often In 
time of peace.

Much Practicing Necessary.
Partly due to the use of the big 

ships off the coast of Mexico, the 
maneuvers have been neglected. This 
is the first time In three years that the 
entire fleet will be assembled for bat­
tle practice. Three years means a 
long while when one considers how 
fast the art of naval warfare In de­
veloping. Just to mention one item: 
Naval guns of 14-inch caliber were car­
ried on no ship in the world three 
years ago. Now the Texas nnd the 
Now York carry these mammoth 
rifles, and It Is currently reported 
that Great Britain's new Queen Eliza­
beth class, now building, will have 15- 
Inch guns.

When one considers fhat the fleets 
of Great Britain, Germany, France, 
Austria. Russia and Japan are now 
enguged In actual war work every 
day in the year, It Is easy to see that 
the United States must do u lot of 
practicing even to approximate the de­
gree of efficiency to which the lighting 
navies of the world are arriving.

The Guantanamo maneuvers will be 
the most extensive target and fleet 
pructlce the American nuvy has ever 
gone through. They will last through 
tho greater part of (be month, and 
Will be followed by the Panama canal 
opening exercises, which may Involve 
some maneuvers of value, too.

The armored fleet (the biggest 
ships) will be In four divisions of 21 
vessels. Ten will bo of the so-called 
"dreadnought" class and 11 of the pre* 
dreadnaught type. Besides these, two 
of the four urinored cruisers of the 
fleet and all of the torpedo flotillas, 
except those in reserve, will bo pres­
ent.

Never before did the fleet contain 
practically two complete divisions of 
the dreadnaught class. The first divi­
sion consists of dreadnaughts of the 
most powerful type and the second 
division Is made up of these powerful 
vessels except one battleship.

In addition to the battleships, live 
of tho seven divisions of torpedo- 
boat destroyers will have a part In 
tho exercises. This means 21 more 
craft. There will be ten auxiliaries 
and the scout* cruiser Birmingham, 
which Is the flagship of the torpedo 
flotilla.

Directs 103 Vessels.
This does not tneun (hat all the 

vessels under Admiral Fletcher’s com­
mand will be at Guantanamo. There 
will be missing all the submarines, 
as well as all the smaller cruisers 
and gunboats and two divisions of the 
destroyer flotilla. Admlrul Fletcher 
directs 103 vessels, of which 00 will 
be at Guantanumo.

It wus figured by a naval officer 
here that the 12-lnch guns of the fleet 
can lire a broudslde oM05,400 pounds 
and the 14-Inch guus bring this up to 
133,400 pounds. There are 124 12- 
lnch guns l« the reorganized ri«*ot. 
all of which ure placed so (hut they

hare ten 14-lnch guns. The projec­
tiles fired from these guns weigh 1.400 
pounds each, and it costs the Ameri­
can people $777 every time one is 
fired, not counting the deterioration 
In the gun.

Fletcher has five rear admirals un­
der him, one to command each divi­
sion of the fleet. There are 25 cap­
tains, more than 1,000 officers of less­
er rank, and about 25,000 enlisted 
men.

The total money value of the fleet 
Is $300,000,000.

The New York, with Its sister ship 
the Texas the most powerful ship in 
tho American navy is ordinarily the 
flagship of Rear Admiral Fletcher, but 
his flag has been transferred to the 
Wyoming. The New York has been 
fitted up with luxurious quarters to 
receive President Wllsyn and his 
party ut New York after the maneu­
vers, und carry them to the canal. It 
has been Informally christened "The 
Boudoir Ship."

BOY HERO SAVES PLAYMATE
George Hughes, Ten Years Old, Res­

cues Companion From Wheels 
of Railroad Locomotive.

Washington, Fa. — Ten-year-old 
George Hughes proved himself a hero 
when his playmate. Faul Enoch, of 
the same age, became entangled In 
the wheel of a moving railroad loco­
motive on the Wayuesburg and Wash­
ington railroad here.

Tho two boys were standing by the 
track when Faul Enoch slipped and 
his leg became entangled in the wheels 
of the engine. Before It could be 
stopped or anyone could reach him the 
lad had been whirled around twice by 
the wheel's revolution. Then George 
reached him and, grabbing his com­
panion by the leg, pulled him free and 
saved his life.

The boy was unconscious when res­
cued, but physicians, who were im­
mediately called, said that bis only 
serious injury was a deep gash in the 
right leg. George Hughes was pro­
claimed a hero by the persons who 
witnessed the rescue. He could not, 
however, understand that he had done 
anything remarkable, and Insisted that 
he merely grabbed bis playmate and 
pulled him out of the wheel.

MEN BECOME MERE MACHINES
Soldiers In the Trenches Get Abso­

lutely Dehumanized Under Con­
tinuous Fire.

Paris.—A motorcyclist who has 
been in front of the army and continu­
ally under lire writes as follows:

"WJien they are In the trenches 
with shells bursting all around, men 
become mere machines. They get ab­
solutely dehumanized under continu­
ous fire. It is the only alternative to 
golug mud! One has no conscious­
ness of danger, but obeys orders with­
out realizing what they mean. One 
forgets what death is.

"When first 1 had to carry a dis­
patch under fire I used to dismount 
when 1 suw a shell burst on the road 
ahead and wait to see If more were 
coming. Now 1 don't notice them. 
My comrade riding twenty yards be­
hind me was killed by a shell, but 
the Incident had no effect on my mind. 
We are no better than brutes on the 
firing Hue."

QUITS HUSBAND FOR TRAMP
Woman Twice Crosses Continent With 

Man Arrested With Her on 
Serious Charge.

Portland, Ore.—After twice crossing 
the continent in boxcars and eking out 
a meager existence as a tramp with 
Fred Halstead, Mrs. W. H. Slade, aged 
tbirty-one, walked from Oakland to 
Portlahd, with Halstead and was ar­
rested with him by Detectives Hyde 
and Vaughn, who charge Halstead 
with violating the Mann "white slave" 
act.

According to information received 
by Detective Captain Baty from True 
Van Sickle, attorney, of Oakland. Cal., 
Halstead caused the woman to desert 
her husband and three children at 
Oakland.

When they first fled, more than a 
year ago, Halstead and the woman 
worked their way to New York and 
made the return trip in a similar man­
ner.

Mrs. Slade is suffering from a dislo­
cation of one of her hips, the result 
of a beating administered by Halstead 
when be found out she had written to 
her husband.

Evidence intended to show that Hal­
stead is guilty of violating the federal 
law was taken by the detectives and 
turned over to the federal authorities.

IS N01 ON RECORD
Where Is Proof of President Wil­

son’s Popularity?

His Admirers Are Fondly Claiming 
It ae a Fact, but Election Fig- 

urea Fail to Prove Their 
Case.

Admirers of the president who are 
asked for evidence that tho people 
share their views ure apt to chc the 
returns of thu presidential election of 
1912. They say that there has been 
no rent test of Mr. Wilson’s popularity 
since then und that the run he nuido 
that year is proof of his remarkable 
hold upon Ills countrymen.

It is not In the records. The Dem­
ocratic vote for president wus 6.302,- 
025 in 1896. In 19(10 It wus 6,358,1:1:1. 
lu 1908, with Bryan running for tho 
third time, the Democratic vote was 
6,409,104; In 1912 the total vote lor 
Wcodrow Wilson was 6.293,019.

In the sixteen years from 1S96 to 
1912 tho population of the country had 
increased at least 22,000,000. The num­
ber of states had grown greater. Many 
inoro women had the right to vote. 
The actual uumber of votes cast for all 
parties was 15,036,542 In 1912 against 
13,923,102 in 1896. Yet Wilson's vote 
was less by 209,906 than tho vote 
which Bryan polled the first time ho 
ran.

Where is the evidence of great per­
sonal popularity? What proof is there 
of the country's liking for Mr. Wil­
son? And what reason is there in the 
latest tests of public sentiment for 
thinking that he is stronger with the 
people now that he was two years ago 
last November?

RESTORE DUTY ON SUGAR
Necessity fbr Action Apparent In View 

of the Condition of the Coun­
try's Finances.

The revenue from the sugar duty 
was about $50,000,000 a year. With 
the duty removed, the income tax 
was substituted for the purpose of 
raising revenue for the government. 
The income tax falls to produce the 
revenue required, and there is a de­
ficit of $G5,u »0,000. The war tax Is 
added to tho burdens of the people, 
and still the deficit remains. It is now 
proposed to keep the war tax on until 
peace is restored in Europe—an In­
definite and probably a long time. 
From present prospects the war will 
last until after May J, 1916, the date 
when the United States Is to cut off 
Its revenue from the ?ugar duty. Thus, 
when lhe government most needs 
funds, It Is cutting down Its revenue 
from tho tariff and increasing the di­
rect taxes of the people.

One of tli** obvious things to do. If 
congress wishes to relieve the people 
from taxation and at the same time to 
stimulate trade, is to repeal the law 
which will place sugar on the free list 
next year. I^et the old duty be re­
stored. The people will pay no more 
for t.ugar, while the government will 
get more revenue.

Sure to Turn to Republicans.
The Democratic faults are growing 

graver every day. The leaders have 
desperately tried every resource to 
save their party from being over­
whelmed. But even the announced 
tour of the president to expluin away 
the apparent desperation of the Demo­
crats could not possibly alter the pull 
of political gravity that Is working 
with Increasing force to bring the 
Democrats to destruction. Hence tho 
Republicans of the country are as­
sured that under conditions at all nor­
mal they will have the responsibility 
of the government returned to them.

Something to Consider.
There is one Idea about which Presi­

dent'Wilson will do well to take seri­
ous thought, for It has become well 
rooted In this republic, and which 
strikes its roots deeper as the op­
portunity Is given for a careful study 
of the composition, the capacity and 
the alms of the Democratic party, ft 
Is the idea, the belief, that on the 
whole the people of the country are 
better off, more prosperous and have 
loss cause for anxiety under a Repub­
lican administration than under a 
Democratic administration. — New 
York Times (Dem ),

When Prosperity Will Return.
Another tariff commission more or 

less is not a matter of importunes. As 
the Democrats said when they came 
Into power, there is plenty of Informa­
tion about the tariff already ut hand. 
The country knows what happens un­
der a tariff for revenue only and what 
happens under protection. When the 
protectionists return to power, which 
will be In 1916, they will restore pro­
tection, and they won't need a tariff 
commission to transact the business 
with thoroughness and dispatch.

John Johnson,'whom many of our 
readers will recollect as an Iron street 
saloonkeeper, and who now awaits in 
the Cuyahoga (Ohio) jail the execu­
tion of a sentence to bo banged on the 
tlHth of April for the murder of out 
Andrew Johnson, whs interviewed 
recently bv a reporter for the Cleve­
land Herald. Johnson denied that he 
was writing a history of bis life, but 
said that It was posrible he might do 
something along this line. He said 
that while be did not wish to criticise 
the attorney appointed to defend him, 
still be could not help but feel that if 
he had the means to employ counsel 
of his own and have the defense hand 
led as he believed it should have been 
conducted the result of the trial would 
have been different: if guilty of any­
thing it surety was of a lesser degree 
than the first. The prisoner also 
complained of the failure of the attor­
ney to introduce depositions secured 
from Negaunee regarding his reputa­
tion while in that place. These depo­
sitions, signed by the beet citizens of 
Negaunee, as Justice Hutchinson cer* 
UQed, were to the effect that Johnson 
during his residence here whs a good, 
moral citizen and a man of good and 
upright character.
