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A Month of Charity Work Do You Know This Man?

Next Tuesday will complete the first 
month of the United Charity Assocla- 
tion’s existence and a detailed review 
of Its labors would show a great deal 
of effective work accomplished,though 
the total number of person* assisted 
and the amount of funds expended 
have fallen short of the figures It was 
supposed they would have necessarily 
reached In a month’s lime. About 
thirty-five families have been aided 
thus far and the total cash expendi* 
lure will not exceed $150. In addition 
to this, there has been distributed a 
considerable quantity of clothing 
which has been donated.

As employment is found for the 
heads of sorao of these families, the 
need for extension of relief ceases,but 
quite frequently *gome new family 
whose means have become exhausted 
has to be added to the list, so that the 
^number on.the association’s rolls is 
likely to remain fairly stationary un­
til there is an increase In the scope of 
mining operations this spring. The i 
investigation of cases Js beiog contin­
ued just as carefully as during the 
first few wocks, not only to see that 
none of tho really needy ure being 
overlooked, but also to see that judi­
cious use Is being made of the supplies 
furnished and that a curb may be 
promptly applied to anyone who might 
show an inclination to be grasping.

Tho regular monthly meeting of the 
general and ward committees will bo 
held at the high school building this 
afternoon, and the members will be 
pleased to learn that last week, too lute 
to bo included in the financial report 
made at that meetiog, Orr Schurtz, 
chairman of the United Charities 
received from Geo. J. Maas a check 
for $100 to be added to the assoc a* 
tlon's treasury; Being unable be­
cause of illness to attend the initial 
meeting am onthugo, Mr. Muas hud 
then addressed a letter to theassembjy 
frankly stating that he thought the 
people who hud initiated tbe charity 
movement were going at tbe matter 
‘‘wrong end to. ” He said that if tbe 
situation were as pressing as had been 
represented, he thought that the mun 
icipality should provide some form of 
employment for the idle men; that the 
consequent Increase in taxes would he 
very slight to tbe average taxpayer 
and that tbe mining companies, upon 
whom the tax burden would fall heav­
iest, might be thereby induced to has­
ten resumption of increased operations 
a t their properties. It was the sense 
of tbe assembly, however, that imme­
diate provision should bo made for 
families in want and that the other 
phases of the situation could receive 
consideration later.

Presumably, Mr. Maas is still o 
the sume opinion that he held a month 
ago regarding methods, but those who 
know of bis generosity in other direc­
tions will not bo surprised to learo 
that he did not permit bis personal 
Views to stand in the way of lendiog 
a helping hand to a workthat a repre­
sentative number of citizens hud de­
cided was for the bust, ills contribu­
tion will make a very substantial ad­
dition to the association treasury and 
it is neeuless to suy that it will be 
fuliv appreciated.

Though there has been no official 
announcement us yet, and probully 
there will be none made for a couple 
of weeks or more, there is excellent 
reason to believe that an incteasein 
the working forces at tbe mines in 
Negaunee will be made on or about 
April 1st and thqt within a month or 
two from that date all of tbe proper­
ties will be operating upon a scale 
that will at least be uormal us com­
pared with the average operations for 
tbe past two or three years.

The Hancock vs. NVgauneo-Ish- 
peinmg hockey game advertised to 
take place last Hunday afternoon on 
tbe municipal Icerink hud to be can­
celled because of tbe condition of the 
leu, which, owing to the mild weather, 
bad been covered with several inches 
of water. Tbe postponement of tho 
game was a disapnointment to u large 
number of our iocul sports who were 
anticipating a real live contest between 
the Iron urniCopper Couutry teams.
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T
IPET la no lonper a closed , had amoral fights. The dlatnnrr from 
kingdom; wo have opened It 
up, nays Col. Sir Frank Young- 
husbund, (he famous English 
explorer, in a published inter­

view. As the moat Important result 
of the expedition which I led to 
Lhasa, he continues, a formal treaty 
was signed by which the couutry was 
practically thrown open to foreign­
ers. Trading posts havo been estab­
lished, and the natives are anxious 
to cultivate friendly relations with 
the outside world.

The city of Lhasa Is situated fn a 
lovely valley, well irrigated, richly 
cultivated, and watered by a river 
broad ns the Thames a t Westminster. 
It is exceedingly picturesque, the town 
being huddled about the base of a 
lofty hill, on which stands the huge 
palace of the graud lama—an impos­
ing structure of masonry, very solidly 
built.

Many of the houses arc of stone and 
substantially constructed, and not a 
few of them are surrounded by shade 
trees. The picture presented to the 
eye by the rock-perched palace, with 
the stray city at Us base—the whole 
set in a  beautiful valley, deep in the 
heart of tho mountains—1b wonder­
fully impressive.

Our expedition started from Dar­
jeeling. and the first part of the jour> 
ney lay through tho wonderful trop­
ical forests of Sikkim—the mountain 
aides covered everywhere with a 
wealth of tropical vegetation. Man 
vclous orchids and Innumerable but* 
terllies of brilliant hues lent addition­
al beauty to the scenes through which 
we passed.

Steadily ascending, wo finally 
emerged upon the high Tibetan ta­
bleland, and found ourselves In view 
of a magnificent panorama of ISO miles 
of the tallest peaks of tho Himalayas,

with Kvcrent. the loftiest mountain 
In the world, as the culminating ob­
ject. In the dim, mysterious distance 
lay tho sacred city or which so lit­
tle Ih known, ami entrance to which 
was barred by every obstacle man or 
nature could raise. '

Not Opposed ot First,
At a place culled Yatung a trading 

post had been eiituhllHhed under an 
old treaty, /bit a wall had been oracl­
ed to shut out ull Intruders, and be­
yond It our traders Imd never been 
allowed to pass. The wail was built 
directly across the road and high up 
the mountain side on either hand. Wo 
thought wc might havo to fight our 
way through, but (ho great door In 
the tower which guarded tho road was 
standing open, and thus wo passed 
peaceably through the gate of Tibet, 
und descended into tho C'humbl val­
ley.

In the valley bottom and on tho hill- 
Bide were comfortable villages and cul­
tivated fields. The people scented well- 
to-do, mid wore decidedly well dis­
posed (ow'ard us. They soon showed 
themselves keen traders, and must 
Imve made a Htnall fortune out of their 
dealings with the expedition.

After three weeks, which were de­
voted to military preparations, we 
Blurted again. A force of tho Tibetan 
troops attempted to oppose our prog­
ress. saying to us over and over again, 
"(Jo back to the frontier!"

If was not uotll early April that, 
after cxhuustlng every possibility of 
peaceful agreement, we finally pro­
ceeded to Uyantse On tho woy wo

the frontier to Lhasa Is m2u miles, und 
Gyunfso is just ubout half way. Tlio 
toun is fdtuuied In a fiat, open valley, 
dotted ail over with flourishing ham- 
lota, and watered hy numerous 
streams. It was an agreeable change 
for us, especially as spring was com­
ing on, and tho bitter cold bad been 
left behind.

On tho fifth day of May our camp 
was awakened by wild shoutB and 
firing, which were tho prelude of an 
attack in force by the Tibetan troops. 
For fully two months we were be­
sieged; then re-enforcements arrived, 
and we were enabled to proceed. On 
July 34 we set out for Lhasa in the 
midst of a rainstorm. Frequent rains 
thereafter went far to destroy the 
delusion that Tibet is a rainless coun­
try.

Lhasa, the Forbidden City.
As we passed over range after 

range of hills we looked eagerly for 
the mysterious city. It waa on the 
second day of August that we beheld 
at last the golden roofs of tho Potala 
—tho huge group of buildings on the 
hilltop composing the official quar­
ters of the grand lama—glittering in 
the distance; and on the following 
day we pitched our camp beneath the 
walls of Lhasa, tho forbidden capital, 
which no living European had ever 
seen before.

Tho first fact of importance that 
wo ascertained was that the grand 
lama bad fled. He had sought refuge 
in Chinese territory.

We found much to Interest us mean­
while in the monasteries, which mj^ht 
bo described as ecclesiastical settle­
ments, surrounded by high walls and 
gathered about one or more temples. 
The temples always have red walls, 
and In many Instances the roofs are 
covered with plates of pure gold. It)

each temple Is usually a long ultur, be­
hind which stund huge Imuges of 
tho gods. Inside they are very dirty 
ami grimy, with highly decorated ini- 
agtnativo pictures of demons und drug- 
ons. Before the imuges of the gods 
burn many bowis of butter night und 
duy, just as candle* are burned in 
Human Catholic churches before the 
figures of suiuts.

People Were Hospitable.
When once we Imd entered Lhasa 

we found tho people hospitable us 
well as friendly. They even guvo ua 
free access to the monasteries and 
temples. They ure very fond of theat­
rical performances, which are con­
ducted in the upon air. On ono occa­
sion 1 wus routed out of bed ut seven 
o'clock in tho morning to uttend such 
a performance, which lasted uuttl 
seven In the evening. It was got up 
exproHsly for my entertainment, and 
consisted mainly of puutuinimo, ac­
companied by dancing and music, the 
latter being chiefly drumming. They 
wanted to go on with it for three days 
more*, but ono day was enough for ino.

Wc saw a good den! of the women 
of Tibet They nro not veiled or so- 
eluded in any wny, us in other orien­
tal countries. Many of them camo 
to our camp, between fights, bringing 
eggs, poultry, mutton, butter, wheat, 
hurley, nml other produce for sale.

Polyandry is practically restricted 
to the agricultural laboring class. It 
Is an expedient of economy, tho ar­
rangement usually being ono under 
which a wcmiun Is tho wife of several 
Profilers. Him does not choose her 
husbands from different families.

CONSTRUCTING) THE BIG GUNS

Enormous Amount of Labor Involved 
In the Making of These 

Weapons of War.

A fascinating sight is to watch the 
first stages In the manufacture of tho 
big guns, w hich are proving so devas­
tating in the war. A solid ingot of 
steel, some fifty feet In length and 
weighing ubout one hundred tons, is 
employed in the making of a 13-inch 
gun. After being forged aud then al­
lowed to cool, so that it may bo 
toughened for the heavy work, this gi­
gantic bur of steel 1b pressed Into cylin­
drical shape by a powerful hydraulic 
press, which exerts a pressure of any­
thing between MOO to 10,000 tons to 
the square inch. Later what is known 
as the trepanning operation is carried 
out, namely drilling the bore from end 
to end. Next the bore is riflod.

The most impressive sight, however, 
1b the hardening process, when the 
rough weapon is heuted to dazzling 
white heat and plunged Into a well 
full of oil. If the operation takes 
place In the night time tho sight of 
this big, glowing bar of metal being 
lowered apparently into the bowels of 
the earth issuing leaping tongues of 
Humes from the burning oil, muy bo 
likened to a scene from Dunte’s Infer­
no. The gun is left to cool in Iho oil 
bath, out of which it comes hardoned, 
toughened and tempored.

Now follows tho wlro-windlng opera­
tion to make the weapon stronger und 
impurt to It some measure of elastic­
ity. Tills wire winding Is much the 
same in principle us the whipping on 
the bundle of a cricket hut. In this 
case, however, the whipping bikes the 
form of u strong steel ribbon, which 
Is wound around the body of the gun. 
Every 3.'I-ltich gun has about one hun­
dred and twenty miles of this steel 
ribbon wound about it. Home idea of tho 
labor involved in tho munufacturo of 
ono of theso guns may be gathered 
from the fact that from start to finish 
tho time occupied is 12 months.

THEIR CREDIT GONE
Democrats Are Victims of 

"Spellbinder” Promises.

Spectacle of the Chief Magistrate of 
the Nation on the Stump It Not 

an Edifying One—Will 
Not Help Party,

Now that the president has taken 
the stump, and Inaugurated his cam­
paign for a second term after the 
stump fashion—putting tliingB breezily 
and extravagantly—It is well to note 
some of the evils of thnt position. 
They ure numerous, and do much 
harm.

After national platforms have been 
adopted, parties send spellbinders 
through the country to interpret them 
and pledge their employers. The quali­
fications for such agents and repre­
sentatives are not Information, care; 
ful statement and conscientious re­
gard for the public welfare, but glib­
ness, hearty persuasiveness and a, de­
sire to secure votes. Often a spell­
binders amount of information Js In 
inverse ratio to the number of his ad­
jectives. Sometimes a rich vocabulary 
covers a multitude of intellectual de­
ficiencies.

As a result, all sorts of misleading 
statements are put out, consciously or 
unconsciously. Parties aro pledged be­
yond the power of redemption; and 
the successful party soon finds itself 
In trouble, and charged with breaking 
faith.

The Democracy’s present difficulties 
grow out of reckless and irresponsible 
stumping. Its spellbinders who talked 
tariff in 1912 either did not know their 
subject, or did not care what they 
said. Men who charged the high cost 
of living to the policy of protection 
were either Ignorant or insincere.

Likewise ns to economy. The charge 
that three hundred millions a year 
were being wasted, and could be saved 
In the government’s expense account, 
never had a leg to Btand on; and tho 
men who made It either had not In­
vestigated the matter, or were willing 
to use the charge "as a good enough 
Morgan until after the election."

For illustration as to tho effect of 
Ruch a proceeding on a party employ­
ing It, let ub take the case of a busi­
ness man—a manufacturer, say, on a 
largo scale—who should send "drum­
mers" out In every direction, misrep­
resenting not only conditions of trade, 
but his ability to fill orders. How long 
would he thrive? Who would give 
him a second order after being de­
ceived about the first? When it was 
discovered that be could not fill his 
orders at all, or that his goods did not 
come up to sample, what would bis 
credit be worth? That is the position 
of the Democratic party.

The Mexican Somersault
The more the president explains his 

Mexlcun policy, the thicker Is the mud­
dle ho makes of Jt. Tho latest ex­
planation, given out at Indianapolis, 
differs absolutely from every justifi­
cation offered before. Formerly the 
president was busy Inventing excuses 
for having gone into Mexico. Now 
he turns In his trucks and Becks only 
an excuse for getting out and staying 
ou t.. . .  H is well that the old futilities 
should have gone hy the board. Hut 
It will hardly be sufficient for the 
president to replace them with the 
cold-blooded attitude of a mere ob­
server of blood-lotting ucross the bor­
der. There are legitimate American 
Interests in Mexico t^ be protected, 
ao well as interests of other nationals, 
toward whom we are bound to assume 
n guardianship under our own Inter­
pretation of the Monroe doctrine.

No Time for Extravagance.
If congress had held to the Idea of 

trying to redeem its solemn pledge of 
economy, tho rogulur revenues of the 
government would have been sufficient 
to moot this year's expenditure. An 
to whether the conspicuous eglslatlon 
enacted hy this congress will be bene­
ficial or harmful thore Is, of course, 
much controversy; but thorn can be 
no controversy about tho fact that 
you must bear additional tuxatlon. 
The wur brings an extraordinary situ­
ation, with special need to husband 
our resources and with special do- 
mundn on our charity. Hpnndlng pub­
lic revenues prodigally so thnt u hun­
dred million dollars must bo extracted 
from tho public to kwp the treasury 
in trim, wus the poorer posslhlo prep­
aration for that situation.—Huturduy 
Evening Pont.

mining and manufacturing.

The paper above mentioned says 
that "heretofore tho development of 
Cunada, like that of the United States, 
has been Westward, but unlike this 
country, the Dominion has a great 
territory to thu North, which has been 
regarded a a all but uninhabitable, but 
in which recent research has proven 
thore are possibilities of develop­
ment almost Inconceivable." After 
making complimentary reference to 
the resources of the country tributary 
to tho Hudson Bay, which will be 
opened up when the railroad now un­
der construction is completed, the 
Commercial further says "there are 
those living today who will see our 
neighbor on the north a great and 
powerful nation, and a not Insignifi­
cant Industrial and commercial rival 
of the United States. The war may 
retard, but It cannot destroy, Canada^ 
future. And In this expansion no on* 
will more heartily rejoice than the 
people of the United States, because 
the prosperity of the Dominion Is 
bound to increase our own."

Herein Is the spirit that dominates 
the Dominion Government when It 
extends an Invitation to Americans to 
assist In developing the resources that 
Canada possesses, whether they be 
mineral, forest, industrial, commercial 
or agriculture. Both countries will 
benefit and tbe United States will be 
a gainer by having as a neighbor a 
country whoBe resources are as grerf 
and varied as arc those of Canada.

In comparing the United States 
along with other nations of the world 
In producing and importing food­
stuffs, the Agricultural Outlook pub­
lished by the United States depart- 
men of agriculture says:

The United States in recent years 
has been as large an importer of food­
stuffs as exporter; therefore she can­
not be classed as a surplus producer 
of foodstuffs. This is contrary to pop­
ular Impression. It Is true that she 
is Hn exporter of certain articles, but 
she Is an equally large Importer of 
other articles. In this classification 
tea and coffee are Included with food­
stuffs. In edible grains tbe produc­
tion Is 23 per cent more than the 
amount retained; the production ot 
meat Is six per cent more—that 
Is, exports of meat equal six per cent 
of that retained in the United States 
for consumption; the production of 
dairy products Is 20 per cent more 
than cousuroed; the production of 
poultry Is just about equal to con­
sumption; ot vegetables, one per cent 
less.

An investigation Into tho produc­
tion, Imports and exports of food prod­
ucts of vurlous countries Indicates 
that England produces about E>3 per 
cent of her food requirements, and 
Imports (net) about 47 per cent; Bel­
gium produces 87 per cent, aud Im­
ports 43 per cent; Germany produces 
88 per cent, and Imports 12 per cent; 
France produces 92 per cent, und Im­
ports eight per ceut; Austria-Hungary 
produces 98 per ceut, and ImportB two 
per cent; Russia produces 110 per 
cent of her requirements, and exports 
an equivalent of about 10 per cent; 
Canada produces 23 per cent more 
than Bbe consumes; Argentina pro­
duces 48 per cent more thau she con­
sumes; the United Slates produces 
practically no more than sho con­
sumes (1. e., exports und imports of 
foodstuffs almost balance).

PRACTICE SAVING IN KITCHEN
Proper Use of "By-Products" Wilt Do 

Much to Reduce Bills From the 
Butcher.

To apply a manufacturing term to 
our household materials and methods 
our kitchen “by-products" phould be 
more carefully considered than they 
often are; and by this expression is 
meant waste materials. The by-pro­
ducts of meat aro more often lost than 
. lose of ither food:*, and this is a great 
loss, since tills group of foodstuffs is 
increasing in expense. Bones are chief 
among them, and fut. All bones may 
be quickly turned to good service by 
being washed, covered with cold wa­
ter. heutou graduajly and made imo a 
broth, which even h small in quantity 
will add flavor and snm*» ntrlment to 
gravies or soups. We must learn to 
uso these- meat flavors to help reduce 
the cost of lining by making gravies 
and vegetables more pulatuble.

As to tbo fats, they arc* not ulwaya 
made as full use of as is possible. 
For shortening cakes, etc, for deep 
frying and for soap every Wt may 
be used with little additional labor. 
To prepare It suet Is cut in small 
pieces, covered with water, allowed to 
soak for a day, the water being 
changed once. When drained, it is 
put in a kettle with one-half cupful 
skim milk to each pound of suet, and 
cooked slowly until sound of boiling 
has ceased. When partly cooked the 
clear fat is drained from the scraps.

A combination of leaf lard or chick­
en fat with beef fat yields a softer 
product. Whether sliced bacon Is fried 
on top of the stove or baked in a pan 
in the oven, a large proportion of U 
exudes in clear fat. All of this should 
be saved to use for browning vege­
tables for soup or for hashed brown 
potatoes or similar purposes.

SALT PORK PROPERLY FRIED
This Is a New Method, and the Results 

Will Justify the Time 8pent 
on It.

Here’s a new way to fry salt pork:
Slice salt pork In slices a little 

thicker than bacon, remove the rind, 
place In a skillet of cold water and 
add a quarter of a teuspoonfui of soda, 
bring to boll. Rinse with cold water, 
dredge with flour and place in light­
ly greased skillet.

Sprinkle lightly with red and black 
pepper and sift In a small amount of 
Huge. Now sprinkle with sugar about 
as one would salt the same amount 
of fresh pork. Do not use too much.

Lastly, dust with nutmeg to give 
a pleasant aroma, but not sufficient 
to taste. Fry a light brown on both 
sides and remove to a hot platter.

Pour off the grease from the top. 
leaving about two tablespoonfuls of 
grease the skillet.

Place in a heaping tablespoonful of 
flour In skillet and stir till It becomes 
a rich brown. Pour in about a pint 
of milk and bring to a boll. Season 
with salt. Serve with gravy and 
meat separately.

Spinach with a dessert of hard 
boiled eggs and vinegar, is an excel­
lent accompaniment to the above.

To Launder Woolen Garments.
To clean blankets or all-wool gar­

ments, shuve up half a bar of any good 
laundry soap, add four tublespoonfuts 
of borax and a little water, and melt 
over tho fire. Then odd four table- 
spoonfuls of household ummonia, put 
In the tub and hulf 1111 the tub with 
cold water. Enter the articles to be 
cleaned, and let soak four hours. Then 
rinse in wutcr containing four table- 
spooufuls of ammonia. Do not wring. 
Tho article will bo Just like new und 
will not shrink.

Marbles In Fruit Kettle.
I have a neighbor who for some 

time 1ms used marbles to keep her 
fruit from burning during the cunning 
season, and sho Buys the plan works 
admirably, writes a contributor. She 
w&shes h If a dozen large marbles and 
drops them into tho kettle when the 
fruit begins to boll. The bubbles, ris­
ing at the bottom of tbo kettle, keep 
the marbles moving over the surface 
In such u manner that the fruit does 
not touch the bottom long enough to 
be burned.—Mother's Magazine.

Pressed Chicken.
Cut & small chicken Into four parti, 

boll in as little wutcr as possible with­
out burning, and wutch constantly. 
Wheu done very tender tuko out the 
meat, but. keep broth boiling. Pick the 
meat from the bones, chop it, und add 
butter, popper and salt. Take all fut 
of broth, then pour over the chopped 
chicken. Then press it, put pinto on 
top with something heuvy to hold it 
down. Bot on Ice and when very cold 
slice it oud you will huvo a delicious 
supper or breukfast dish.

Practical Household Tips.
Cooked Beans.—If a little baking 

soda Is added when cooklug navy 
beuns or shelled beans, they noed not 
bo soaked over night, oud will be soft 
lu about half the usuul time.

Easy Cleaner.—Grease spots on wall 
paper may be removed by rubbing 
thoroughly with cumnhoruted chalk.

Scorched Cloth.—Dread crumbs not 
too stale, rubbed over scorched cloth 
will cuuse the burn to disappear.—Mo- 
Clure’s Muguzlne.

ROUMANIANS ENGLISH QUEEN

side the new king, Ferdinand I, whose 
broken health and weak will make Ids 
title a more than usually empty sham.

But Queen Mario Is every inch a 
queen. It has burn said of her that 
she combines the qualities of Eliza­
beth of England with the fuults of 
Catherine of Russia. The truth is that 
she is a very beautiful, high-spirited 
and strong-minded woman of nearly 
forty.

She is the daughter of the duke 
of Edinburgh, who later became duke 
of Saxe-Coburg-Gotha, and her mother 
was the radiant Grand Duchess Marie 
of Russia, the petted child of the Ill- 
fated Czar Alexander II. When she was 
a mere girl, barely over sixteen, she 
was married "for reasons of state" to 

bis royal highness Prince Ferdinand Victor Albert Malnrad of Hohenzollern- 
filgmarlngen, who four years before had been adopted by his unclq, the 
late King Charles I, who had no children, and made crown prince of Roumanla.

Marie a t twenty-one was the mother of three fine children, but Bhe could 
not win her husband's love, so she became quite the most dashing royal flirt 
In Europe. Then, too late, the prince fell madly In love with hfs wife. Six 
children have been born to them, bat they have not enjoyed any great degree 
of marital felicity. The queen is very fond of her children, and each when 
old euough is taught a trade.

IRELAND'S NEW VICEROY
Lord Wimborne, who has succeeded 

Lord Aberdeen as viceroy of Ireland,
1b quite well known in the United 
States, having visited this country 
several times, his lateBt trip being 
for the purpose of bringing over the 
polo team that captured the interna­
tional cup last summer. Wimborne is 
not especially popular, though he is 
affable, enthusiastic and very ambi­
tious. His first visit to America was 
when, as Hon. Ivor Guest, he officiated 
as best man a t the wedding of hlB 
cousin, the duke of Marlborough, to 
Consuelo Vanderbilt. Through his 
mother he is descended from the first 
duke of Marlborough.

Lord W/mborns succeeded to his father's peerage and estates las/ spring, 
shortly before coming to this country with his polo team, and is married to 
Hon. Alice Grosvenor, daughter of Lord Ebury. One of hie brothers. Capt. 
the Hon. Frederick Guest, is married to the daughter of Henry Phipps of 
New York, while another brother the Hon. Lionel Guest, has as wife Flora, 
daughter of the late John Bigelow of New York.

nor Whitman of New York selected as 
hiB successor in the office of district at­
torney, 1b considered by tho people of 
the metropolis to be safe, sane and 
conservative.

Commtttee was read, adopted and ord­
ered filed.

Marquette, Mich.. Feb. 17, 1915. 
To the Board of Supervisors, Mar­

quette County, Michigan. 
Gentlemen: -
the State Tax Conference at Detroit

Your committee appointed to attend 
on the 28th and 29th of January, also 
the State Association of Supervisors 
held at Lansing on the 2nd. 3rd amt 
4th of February respectfully submits 
the following report:

The meeting at Detroit was called 
to order and presided over by Arthur 
n. Williams of Battle Creek, president 
of the association. An address of wel­
come was given by Park Commissioner 
Dust of Detroit and replied to by 
Dallas Boudeman of Kalamazoo. The 
president then gave a very able ad­
dress on the purposes, aims, and the 
work of the association.

There were four sessions held, two 
on the 28th and two on the 29th. dur­
ing which time the following papers 
were read:

First by Grant Fellows, Attorney 
General, on the fundamental principals 
of taxation.

Second a paper by R. C. Allen. State 
Geologist, on the appraisals of mines 
for taxation purposes.

Third a paper by Professor David 
Friday of the University of Michigan 
on practical substitutes for the per­
sonal property tax.

Fourth, a paper by Honorable A. P. 
Peekinpaugh. Vice-Chairman of the 
Ohio State Tax Commission. Colum­
bus, Ohio, on limitation of tax rates.

Fifth, a paper by Professor Wilbur 
O. Hedrick of the Michigan Agricul­
tural College, on taxation of forms.

Sixth, a paper by Professor Henry 
C. Adams, of the University of Michi­
gan, on public service corporations.

Seventh, a paper by Honorable H. H. 
Smith of Detroit, on taxation of In­
dustrial corporations.

After each address time was taken 
for a general discussion of each sub­
ject, which wore gone into very 
thoroughly and at the last time was 
taken in a round-table discussion of 
the whole taxation matter, in which 
great interest was taken and the fol­
lowing resolutions were adopted pre­
vious to adjournment:

1. —The Tax conference endorse* the 
work of the Tax Commission and com­
pliments it on its successful labor in 
the valuation of property and the 
equalization of the assessments. The 
success of this work encourages us 
to believe that the present ad valorem 
system should not be abandoned In 
all personal properly without further 
trial.

2. —We endorse the principle of a 
low specific tax on intangible values 
commonly known as moneys and 
credits, except bonds issued by MJehi 
gun municipalities.

3. - We endorse the principle of a 
low specific mortgage tax. It has plac­
ed on the rolls an Increasing amount 
of mortgage credits. If the rate ap­
plied is not sufficient it may be In 
creased either by the application ol a 
low graded rate based on Hie length 
of time to the maturity of the loan 
or by an anminl charge.

4. The Association recommends the 
establishment of u Budget System for 
proposed state expenditures and a 
compulsory uniform system of account 
lug for the several counties.

5. - -We endorse the recommendation 
of the tax eommlsslon for a separate 
assessment of land and its Improve­
ments.

6. We further endorse the reeom 
niendation of the State Tax Gommis 
sion and the Hlak* Association of Hu 
pervlsors that the State Board of 
Equalization In* composed of the Tax 
GomniiKsion.

7. —We urge on all members of ibis 
Association the Importance of in 
creasing Its membership and Its In 
fluonce. It has a valuable work to do 
In Michigan. No effort should be 
spared to widen the field of its labors 
and to moke it a powerful factor in 
Michigan's economic life

The meeting of the Klalo Tax As 
Koclatlon of Supervisors at Lansing 
was called to order and presided over 
by the Honorable Charles F. Merrl 
field of Grand Rupids. Then* were 
forty-two counties represented and 
great interest manifested In the work 
of this association.

The work In the different counties, 
as carried on by the different Board 
of Supervisors, was taken up and 
thoroughly dlseussed. The most !m 
portant discussion centered on the 
cost of taking care of the poor In the 
different county houses where they 
have such and on county relief to the 
deserving poor throughout the county. 
The widows' pension fund also came 
up for discussion in a small way.

The question of good roads and the 
cost of same was gone into very 
thoroughly, especially by the counties 
who have adopted and are operating 
on the county road system, which also 
seemed to meet with universal favor

M,r. Frank F. Rogers, State High 
way, Commissioner, gave a lengthy 
uddress on the building of the different 
kinds of roads, stating the amount paid 
as u state award on roads built under 
the State specification^ also of cement 
and steed bridges on the tntnk line 
highways were being built and paid 
for by tho State. The state plan of 
assistance In this way met with uni 
versal approvul from all present.

Mr. Barnes, of the State Tax Com 
mission, gave a very Interesting ad 
dress on matters of taxation through 
out the State, showing that the work 
dona by tho Stato Tax Commission 
although objected to very strenuous­
ly at the first by many different coun­

ties. yet in those counties that had 
been reassessed It was meeting with 
universal favor and their work Is being 
sanctioned nil through the State as a 
very wise procedure.

There were other addresses on the 
different phases of taxation, on which 
there was considerable discussion 
both pro and con.

The mailer of changing the State 
Board of Equalization came up and 
resolutions wen* provided recommend­
ing the appointment of the Governor, 
Auditor General, and three members 
of the Tax Commission to he appoint­
ed as the State Board of Equalization.

Out of the forty-two counties re­
presented there were at least six from 
the Upper Peninsula who seemed to 
he alert In looking after the interests 
of their own counties. There was 
nothing came up, however, of a serious 
nature affecting any particular terri­
tory’.

We had previously been informed 
that the tonnage tax had been killed 
by the grange and would not be 
brought up again during the session 
of the present legislature, at least with 
any force behind it.

There was considerable notice taken 
in the delegates from the Upper Penin­
sula and we belleke that we have 
gained a good deal of information by 
getting in close touch at those meet­
ings and that we shall bo treated with 
greater spirit of fairness hereafter 
than we have been in the past.

All of which is respectfully submitt­
ed.

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MORTARS ABANDONED BY GERMANS

Daring Exploit by Company of 
French Chasseurs.

Go Dally on Scouting Expeditions as
One Goes Out to Hunt—Mother 

With Children Trapped Be­
tween Lines.

(C orrespondent o f tho C hicago N ew s.)

Baccarat, France.—The French und 
German lines are (separated by a dis­
tance varying from hulf a mile to four 
miles, and this neutral zone is trav­
ersed ceaselessly by patrols of the two 
adversaries, whose mission it is to 
compel the other to remain quiet while 
more important combats take place on 
other parts of the front. However, no 
day pnsscs without ride shots and a 
few shells being exchanged.

I was a witness of one of these daily 
combats from a distance of about half 
a mile. A company of chasseurs went 
fortli on a scouting expedition through 
the magnificent snow covered forests, 
but the men were soon stopped by the 
enemy's volleys. 1 wus able to boo 
very little except that the entire wood 
neemed to be alive and quivering. The 
chasseurs threw themselves flat on 
the snow and answered the Arc. The 
engagement grew in intensity and the 
cannon began to growl. Then the 
chasseurs having accomplished whut 
they had Bet out to accomplish, name­
ly, to seo what force the enemy had In 
front, returned to the rear, bringing 
one comrade killed and two wounded 
on Improvised litters made from 
branches of trees. Some were sing­
ing. all seemed happy and they car­
ried themselves proudly. A captain 
with whom I was talking said: "It is 
difficult to believe how the instinct of 
the chasseuru guides them. As soon 
ns they see u German they almost 
fight among themselves for the privi­
lege of killing him. They stnrt out on 
scouting expeditions daily ub one goes 
out to hunt."

While shots fired by the Germans 
weie reawakening the echoes in the 
forest we met pensunts peacefully re­
turning to their homes. Many of these 
peasants live between the hostile lines, 
can-less of the terrible dangers they 
run.

Otic poor woman hud a sud experi­
ence one day. When firing Hounded 
near her house she set fortli with her 
six children, hoping to reach a distant 
village, where she could take refuge

with relatives. Her husband is In the 
army. She waited near by until night, 
and then, avoiding the roads, sought 
the thickest parts of tho forest. She 
lost her way and wandered for a day 
and a half with the children, carrying 
the youngest, a babe, in her armB.

On the morning of the second day 
she suddenly found herself between 
the fire of the French and the Ger­
mans. She ran hither and thither, 
maddened with fear, until finally she 
met some French artillerymen, who 
called to her: "Come this way! You 
must be crazy! You will be killed 
with your children!

The woman remained several days 
with the artillerymen, who did every­
thing possible to nourish the family 
and find milk for the babe, which, 
nevertheless, died from privation. The 
men had great difficulty In tearing the 
mother from the child’s corpse and 
they saw her walking a long time car­
rying it In her arms, the other five 
children following her. She is now 
back in her own house, not far from 
Baccarat. Fright still seizes her when 
she speaks of her adventure and she 
dreams every night that she and her 
children are under the terrible rifle 
fire and amid the bursting shells.

VILLAGE ALONE
Wounded Sergeant Changes His 

Opinion Respecting Recruit 
Called “His Lordship.”

NOTED FOR HIS LAZINESS

Promise of Good Night’s Rest Leads
Him to Distinguish Himself In

Charge on Village—Defends Bed 
Against Whole Regiment.

London.—1"Never again will 1 Judge 
a man by his appearance,” said a 
wounded sergeant, when asked for 
his most thrilling battle experience. 
"When we started for the front we 
had in our company a man whom 1 
simply could not stand. He was tall, 
well built, rather good looking, with 
light hair and mustache, and most aw­
fully lazy. There was no mistake 
about it—be had wealthy parents, a 
man who had never traveled without 
a valet

"On the moment- of his arrival in 
our midst we named him ‘bis lord­
ship," and bets were made that he 
would succumb after the first day's 
march. Not a bit of it. It is true he 
looked tired a t the start, but he looked 
no more so at the finish. But when we 
reached the place where we were to 
rest for the night, he calmly unwound 
his puttees, underneath which he wore 
real silk socks. We felt a bit upset. 
Bilk socks for a soldier are clearly 
against army regulations.

Manicures His Nalls.
"But this was nothing to what fol­

lowed. He got out* a nice leather 
box, opened it, extracted some sort of 
Instrument and proceeded to manicure 
his nails

"All the boys gathered around him 
to w’atch the performance: but I put 
an end to it by promising him four 
days in tho ’ordinury,’ which he was 
to undergo after the taking of Ber­
lin, for, you see, wo could not very 
well spure tho tnun Just then.

"We were finally placed in the 
trenches. 'Jlis iordKhip' did everything 
ungrudgingly, but he could not steep 
without a pillow, so ho paid four 
packots of clgurottoB a day to a fut 
fellow and rested his head on the lat­
ter's stomach. But we began to re­
spect biin from the duy when he luld 
low 16 Germaus with 18 cartridges. It 
was ’some shooting,’ und he did it us 
nonchalantly as If be were in a rille 
gallery

"Well, we left tho trenches—that 
Is some of us did, und some did not— 
and even then one duy we wore or­
dered to take by assuult u vllluge oc­
cupied by a Bavarian regiment.

First In Dash for Bed.
"To give added courage to the men. 

our captain said: 'You cee these 
bouses? There are beds in them, and 
these beds are for your use if wo take 
tho village.' Take my word for It, 
we did not lose any time, und If 1 did 
not hustle then, 1 never hustled In all 
my life. I was among the first to 
Touch the nearest house—at leust I 
thought 1 wus, but when 1 dualled la 
1 found ‘bis lordship' culmly stretched 
out on a bed previously occupied by 
a Gorman officer, whom he bad thrown 
out of the window.

We thought 'hat we could havo a 
good night’s rest, but ubout threo 
o'clock in the morning we were told to 
get up, as a German regiment was 
inarching agulnst us. I awoke uiy 
men, and all roso without u murmur, 
all except 'his lordship,’

’’ ‘Get up!’ 1 shouted.
"Ho opened one eye, looked at mo 

aud said, ‘Not ou your life.’
’"W hat do you mean?’ I was chok­

ing with anger. ‘We must retreat; u 
whole German jegiuieut is ubout to 
attack us.‘

” ’If It Is the whole German army, 
I will not give up my bod to them,* ho 
answered with some hunt—the first 
time I saw him get hot aboit unythiug 
at all.

Holds Germans Off.
•• 'I order you—’ I started to *u. but 

he shut his eye, turned on the other 
tide and slept. 1 udded eight days to

well carry him on my shoulders, I left 
him to his fate.

“We retired upon an adjoining hill, 
within half a mile of the village, to 
await re-enforcements. At dawn our 
captain, who was watching tho enemy 
through field glasses, exclaimed with 
surprise: ‘This is curious! They have 
not entered the village yet. They 
content themselves with shooting at 
the houses.’

"1 looked in turn. It was true, the 
Germans were held back by somebody, 
and every now and then one of them 
fell. And then I saw at one of the 
windows a white apparition. It was 
’bis lordship,’ rifle in hand, defending 
his bed.

"Our reinforcements arrived, we 
took back the village, and—can you 
Imagine where I found ’bis lordship?’ 
He was fast asleep In the bed. I 
shook him; he opened his eye and 
muttered: 'Bring me my coffee.’ I 
gave him four more days of ’solitary,’ 
and the general added an order to 
have him mentioned in dispatches.

"I suppose be is still fightiug and 
doing good work, while I have taken 
the pledge never to judge a man by 
his looks.”

WORDS KILL BILLS
Tactics Often Used in Senate to 

Defeat Measure.

If Ship Purchase BUI Fails of Passage
the Result May Come From Inter­

esting Process of Talking
Bill to Death.

Washington.—If tho ship purchase 
bill which the administration desires 
to have passed shall fail of passage, 
the result will come from the killing 
process known as talking a bill to 
death. Now the senators who suc­
ceed In defeating a bill by debating it 
at extreme length, thus preventing It 
from coming to a vote, always say 
that they simply are giving the pro­
posed legislation proper discussion. 
It is the members favorable to the 
measure who Insist that tho bill which 
they support Is being "talked to 
death.”

The records of congress show that 
both big parties have had a share In 
the work of smothering bills to death 
with words. There are some marked 
Instances of this course of procedure 
In the United States senate. The 
house members cannot talk a bill to 
death, because there is a day set for 
a vote and the vote must come. In the 
senate, however, only by unanimous 
consent can ' day be set for a vote. 
So it Is that unless the rules are 
changed, which is not at all likely, fu­
ture bills can be talked to death Just 
ns bills of the past have met the same 
fate.

Some years ago Senator Thomas H. 
Carter of Montana, now deceased, 
talked a river and harbor appropria­
tion bill into its grave. It Is possible 
to talk bills to death in the senate 
both at the short and the long Bostons, 
but the chances of doing it of course 
are greater at tho short seslon, when 
congress must adjourn to March 4. At 
a long session the date of adjourn­
ment can be set forward nnd the talk­
ing members cun be tired out. but If 
they show great strength of purpose 
nnd of lungs they can worry the pro­
ponents of tho bill by postponing the 
day of adjournment, and m frequently 
a bill's friends surrender and allow ad­
journment to come und the bill wlilc'i 
they favor to die.

During the Roosovelt administra­
tion Senators Atone of Missouri and 
Gore of Oklahoma, Democrats, and 
Bonator La Follette of Wisconsin, Re­
publican, tried to talk tho Aldrich 
emergency currency bill to death. Tho 
throe talked day and night, relieving 
one anothor as the speakor became 
exhausted. Senator Gore is blind, and 
after tulklng for hours ho sat down, 
thinking that Bonator Btone was in 
the the chnmbcr nnd ready to relieve 
him. Both Senators Btone und La 
Follutto were ubsent taking a rest at 
the time, and, seizing advuntuge of 
tho situation, the udvocates of th» 
measure succeeded in forcing a vote 
and tho bill was adopted.

Important Events in Sweden, 

Norway and Denmark.

BRIEFS FROM OLD COUNTRY

Interesting Items From the Three
Great Kingdome of the North 8e* 

tected for Scandinavians and 
Their Descendants.

By MARTIN W. ODLAND. 

Denmark.
According to a Copenhagen corre­

spondent, the first Instance in Europe 
of the use of a submarine cable for 
the transportation of high voltage elec­
tric current will be in connection with 
the project for supplying a big sec­
tion of Denmark with cheap electricity 
for both light and power, generated 
by water power in Sweden. When com­
pleted power sufficient to provide for 
an area of 500 square miles will be 
brought across three high pressure ca­
bles laid under “the sound" at the en­
trance of the Baltic sea. The Swedish 
end of the cable will be at Palsjo, near 
Elsinore. The distance is about three 
and a half miles.

The electricity is to be generated 
with power from the Swedish river 
Lagan, supplemented with the use of 
low grade coal. The first cable will 
carry current at a voltage of 25,000. 
This is already in place and is pro­
tected by steel cables of 40 tons break­
ing stress, laid parallel to i t

Johan 8kjoldborg, the well known

years. Ho was formerly a boat builder.

A movement has been started to 

raise funds for the erection of a me­
morial in honor of Gustav Wied, the 
author.

• • •
Passenger traffic between Denmark 

and Germany has practically ceased, 
Owing to the strict regulations now in 
force.

Norway.
The Norwegian-Amerlcan line has 

adopted a new policy with reference 
to the const traffic of Norway. Hither­
to the company has depended upon the 
bouts of other companies as feeders 
along tho const, but having found this 
unsatlsfar lory, has decided to put in 
boats of its own to act as feeders. It 
has ulrc&dy purchased one boat of 
1,000 tons which will operate between 
Bergen and points on the coast of the 
north, and other boats will doubtless 
be added, as needed. The amount of 
business being done by the Norwegian- 
American line Is something stagger­
ing, being far beyond the fondest 
dreams of its founders. Of courso. 
tho war is largely responsible for the 
lncreuse in the freight business, but 
the pussongcr traffic has also exceed­
ed all expectations. A lurge number 
of Norwegians both in America and 
Norway looked upon It ah a putrlotic 
duty to subscribe stock In the new 
enterprise, when it wus projected a 
few yeurs ago, and they did not expect 
to realize substantial dividends on 
their Investments, but now it looks us 
if their stock will bn unusually valu­
able.

According to Christlaniu reports, a 

series of changes In Norway’s consti­
tution Is contemplated in the recom­
mendations of the ministry to the stor 
thing. The first recommendation pro­
pones to udinlt women to appointment 
In the ministry. Recommendation No. 
2 proposes the enlargement of an al­
ready existing provision governing the 
removal from office of officers of high- 

'or rank in the army and navy, A 
further proposed chungo In tho same 
paragraph of tho constitution relates 
to the removal of occleslustlcal offi­
cials without trial, Tho eleventh rec­
ommendation proposes the admission 
of Norwuglun-Americnn clergymen to 
service in tho church of Norway. Al­
together there are recommendations 
covering 34 changes in the constitu­
tion. Aside from those above they 
relate to administrative details of less 
general interest.

A Christiania dispatch says that 

Capt. H. IlendrlchHen, muster of the 
steamer City of Mexico, plying be­
tween Bergen and Vera Cruz, com­
pleted her one hundredth trip to Mex­
ico lust August 20. The occasion was 
recognized by the authorities with a 
salute from the fort and with a dis­
play of fireworks, while a *and played 
i t  the docks. Cuptutn llendrlchson 
celebrated the occasion by giving an 
eluhorute dlnnor at the leading hotel 
of the city, at which occasion the Nor­
wegian consul in Mexico City and the 
/Ice-consul in Vera Crux wore guests.

Captain Giebelhausen of Frederik- 
stad has gono to Archangel, Russia, 
with two ships which will bo used 
by the Russian government ns ice­
breakers in the harbor of Archangel. 
He is experienced at tNs work and 
will instruct the Russians in the use 
of tho ships. It is possible that he 
will also bring the Mjollner, an old 
Icebreak used in tho Christiana- 
fjord, to Archangel for use in the White 
sea.

• • •
Tho population of Norway at the end 

of September, 1914, was 2,479,330, ac­
cording to tho report of the statis­
tical central bureau of Norway. The 
net increase in the population since 
the preceding January was 16,980. The 
excess of births over deaths during 
the nine months wus 21,128, but tbe 
emigration during the same period 
was 7,214 and the immigration only 
3.0CG.

• • •
The snowfall in Norway this winter 

Is the heaviest in 15 years, and as the 
temperature has been high, the snow­
flakes have been moist and have clung 
to trees, breaking off their branches 
and thus doing considerable damage 
to standing timber. The skiing has 
been excellent and recently the king, 
queen and Prince Oiaf went to their 
cottage at Hoimenkollen to enjoy the 
splendid skiing there, Prince Oiaf in 
particular being an enthusiastic skier.

Sweden,
Berner von Heidenstam, who has 

been taking treatment for an ear dis­
ease at the Uldlcehairn sanitarium, 
has published an article on the Swed­
ish people and the situation In Scan­
dinavia which has attracted general 
attention. He does not speak in flat­
tering terms of the character of tb* 
Swedish people of the present day. 
The old Swedish spirit which pre­
vailed in former centuries is dying 
out, says he. The remarkable pa­
tience, endurance and strength, which 
the Swedish people once possessed* 
and which is now shown by tbe Ger­
man people in their fight for self-pres­
ervation In the present crisis, has dis­
appeared from Sweden. Heidenstam 
docs not. however, disapprove of the 
popular feeling that now prevails In 
Sweden, but severely condemns the 
action of tho Nobel committee in with­
holding the annual awards of prizes. 
That, be says, does not accord with 
the dignity and worth of a cultured 
people. As to the Scandinavian situ­
ation, he expresses the belief that 
Sweden and Norway must stand to­
gether In the event that either is In­
volved In war, and Judging by what 
he himself has seen and heard In 
Norway, the Norwegians are ready for 
such an alliance. The events of 1905 
are no longer in the way of a complete 
understanding between tbe two sister 
nations,

*  • •
Jn many sections of Sweden rural 

schoolhouses are located far from 
other houses, and the teachers who 
live in these solitary buildings, many 
of them young girls, are at the mercy 
of criminals who frequently rob und 
assault them. Last year the matter 
was brought up in the riksdag and it 
was proposed that the school districts 
be compelled to build the schoolhouses 
large enough to accommodate a fam­
ily in addition to the teacher. It was 
argued that it would be better for 
the district to allow a family free uso 
of rooms in tho schoolhouse than to 
have the teacher Jive there all alone, 
unprotected. The strain upon the 
toucher to live thus Is too great, and 
interferes with her work In the school 
room. The question will be taken 
up in the riksdag again this winter, 
and it is probable that hereafter when 
new schoolhouses are built provision 
will be mude for a family to live there 
iu addition to the teacher.

No profane language must be used 
by officers in addressing their subordl- 
nateB—that is an order recently pro- 
mulgatod by Colonel Tottie, chief ot 
tho Bobus regiment, und by Count 
Hamilton, cotouel of tbo Gota artil­
lery regiment. Colonel Tottie has 
admonished both officers and men not 
to swear while in the service, and if 
he has found that officers have vio­
lated his order In addressing their sub­
ordinates, he hus hud them arrested. 
Count Hamilton has not been quite so 
severe, but he us exerted himself to 
the utmost in preventing profanity. A 
number of officers have been arrested 
and disciplined (or transgressing tbe 
untlswearlug regulations.

The Hoeiullst Young Men’s League 

of Swedeu recently held a congress at 
Stockholm und protested aguinst the 
course of the Hoeiullst members of 
the rlksdug for not opposing more 
euniostly the appropriations for a na­
tional defense. They held thut it is 
futile for a small nation like Sweden 
to uttompt to defend its neutrality by 
force of arms, polntlug to Belgium's 
fate as proof.

Take Honeymoon Trip on a Chicago Street Car
C HICAGO.—Car No. 2203 of the Chicago Surface Lines sang a song of happi­

ness tho other day as it poked Us fender into unfrequented territory, seek­
ing the way to tho State of Matrimony. It sang with lt« wheels as the miles

of track spun out behind them—sang 
because of the burden within its strap- 
hung sides—the most unique burden 
ever carried by uny street cur in Chi­
cago.

There was a girl in a satin wilding 
dress—a girl whose eyes were glad, 
and who nestled close to a good-look­
ing man in his bent attire.

And there were other girls In 
white, who held bouquets of (fink 
roses in their laps, and who sung 
songs In a foreign tongue. There were 

many others Inside Car No. 2203, friends of the girl in the wedding gown and 
the man who clasped her hand.

They were dressed, some of them. In costumeB of another nation than 
America, in red and yellow and blue and green. There were decorations of 
all kinds in the car, flowers and ribbons and signBtand placards, and here and 
there a suspended wedding bell.

It was a long way—from South Chicago—and the car had never been in 
tbe loop. It whizzed JU way in South Chicago avenue to Cottage Grove and 
thence downtown, and then it crept across the river and continued north in 
Milwaukee avenue.

It found the State of Matrimony at St. George’s church, Milwaukee ave­
nue and Robey street. And there it discharged Its passengers, and the girl In 
the wedding dress and the mao In his best attire were married.

They were Ell Dlanozlch and Johanna Uzelac, both of 10722 Torrence 
avenue. They had come all the way to be married by a  Serbian priest—the 
only Serbian Catholic priest in Chicago.

Both the bride and her husband are of that nationality, and the woman 
had insisted she must be married by a priest of their own people. It would 
cost $200 to escort them all—bridesmaids, best men, ushers, relatives and 
friends, but the street car did the job for much less—and more satisfactorily, 
everybody said.

Trade-Barring Restrictions Hamper New York
N EW YORK.—Manhattan is a much-restricted island and demon trade is 

barred Jn many spots. That 1b why many of the old mansions in the down­
town section are in such a  dilapidated condition and no effort is made to 
improve them. Tbe restriction was put 
on the buildings many years ago to 
protect its neighborhood and at the 
time no fault could be found against 
the purpose of tho covenant. But time 
has changed conditions and today this 
protective measure is & detriment.
Yet it is a hard matter to have it re­
moved, as the courts rarely set aside 
such agreements. Restriction is a sub­
ject which is now receiving much at­
tention from real estate men. The ad­
visory committee of real estate Inter­
ests has selected a committee to do something to relieve real estate of the 
many thorns to be found through the lower sections of tbe city.

Restrictions which have long outlived their purposes are in operation. In 
business sections crowded with factories, lofty buildings aud humming ma­
chinery w-ill be found properties conserved for dwelling purposes only. Some­
times one or two bouses In a block are restricted, while at other places whole 
blocks are so affected.

Through inherited obstinacy or that which comes with age these cove­
nants are held operative. The dwellings have passed from one stage to 
another until they are now being used as furnished-room houses or shabby 
dwelling places. They cannot be used otherwise with the air full of business, 
trucks driving through the streets and the sun hid from view by a solid ring 
of tall factories. The Murray Hill restriction is one of the few which have 
withstood time and temptations of money. No price, it scemB, can get house 
owners to sell their property for trade. It matters not, anyway, for tho restric­
tion made in February, 1847, is strong and binding. It prohibits the use of 
property roughly between Madison avenue and Lexington avenue, Thirty- 
fourth and Thirty-eighth streets for business purposes. The defenso of Mur­
ray hill has cost millions.

Midnight Cabarets for the Philadelphia Police

P HILADELPHIA.—Midnight parties in suburban railway stations, in which 
policemen and telephone girls dined sumptuously with wine and choice 

food, supplied from the puutries of fashionable society homes by housemaids,
who were participants in the “gayety," 
have been revealed us a result of an 
exposure brought about by detectives, 
and have resulted in wholesale dismis­
sal of policemen, “hello" girls and 
maids. Tho "gayety" was revealed in 
a report made by the Merlon Civic as­
sociation.

For several months Merlon has 
been terrorized by a band of burglars, 
who robbed home after home in tho 
fashionable suburb. Edward Bok, with 
other Merlon residents, Hired detec­

tives and started an investigation. Detectives got chummy with the police and 
were invited to meet “chickens" at tho depot purtles. Tho "chickens" 
proved to be the maids, who brought ull nmnucr of choice viands. The rail­
way station was the scene of nightly revels.

A cozy fire would be built in the waiting room, supper served, followed 
by regular cabaret shows. Tbo telephono girls were in league with the police 
and would “ring up" for them.

Then tho police would “snooze" all night on tho benches, so oblivious 
to their surroundings thut one night an uutomobiie overturned aud crashed 
into the depot without uwakenlng them.

Tho detectives joined tho purties und saw Lite processions of girls, with 
their delectable supplies coming nightly to tho revelries. The telephone 
company of the Pennsylvania Huilroud company und police officials were 
brought into tho case, with the result thut wholesale dismissals have followed.

Between 10 and 11 o ’clock on Thurs­
day night of last week the ressideoce 
of Geo. C. Sheldon, corner of Gold 
street and State Uoad, was discover­
ed to be on fire. As the extreme cold 
had prompted people to get in doors 
early that evening, there was consid­
erable delay in the response to the 
alarm and by the time help did arrive 
it was apparent that the building 
could not be saved. Attention was 
therefore centered upon removal of 
the furniture, which was generally of 
a heavy elegant character. Nothing 
from the third floor was saved ana 
only lighter articles from the second 
floor. Among the furniture destroyed 
was a piano, book case containing a 
fine library, some marble finished 
furniture, most of the carpets, etc. 
J. Voelker and wife occupied rooms 
on the third floor but were absent 
that evening. Tbev lost everything, 
estimated at $2,500 and with no insur­
ance. The loss of Mr. Sheldon is be­
tween $8,000 and $9,000 with insurance 
of $3,500 upon the building and $3,000 
upon furniture. This is the secood 
heavy loss, by fire Mr. Sheldon has 
sustained within a short time. A bil­
liard table belonging to J. P. Peodlll, 
from whom the premises were but re­
cently purchased, was also destroyed.

Another fire which occurred last 
Sunday afternoon destroyed u build­
ing belonging to the Chicago & North- 
Western Railroad Company situated 
near the Pioneer furnace and used as 
a round-house. The alarm was given 
by the furnace whistle and the water 
apparatus of the furnace also applied, 
but the flames baa made such progress 
that all etTorts were unavailing to 
savo the building. The inaccessible 
supply of water made the steamer’s 
service of little use. The furnace 
seemed to be in imminent danger for 
a time because of the sparks which 
fell upon It. The disjointing of a 
stovepipe in an upper room is suppos­
ed to have been the cause of the round­
house fire. The two locomotives io 
the bouse when the fire broke out 
were successfully removed. The loss 
to the company is estimated at $3000.

Considerable speculation was caus­
ed in this section last week by the 
action of the Revenue Department In 
proposing to collect a certain per cent 
from the companies and banks for is­
suing and handling the “ iron” cur­
rency.
