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Charities to be Continued

Syttemttic relief by the United 
Charities Association of Negaunee is 
to be continued, this decision having 
been reached at the public meeting 
held In Elks' hall last Monday after* 
noon. To carry on the work, add!- 
tlooai funds must be had, but judging 
froth the comment heard about town 
the public, despite Its failure to attend 
the meeting in large number, will not 
be uomindful of the association’ll ap* 
peal. The floaoce committee is to 
Inaugurate another canvass and a 
concert is being planned;and between 
the two sources it is hoped to secure 
the money needful for the continuance 
of the work. A little over $760 has 
been dtreotly expended by the asso­
ciation since Its organization last 
February, and no ooe who Is in the 
least familiar with the work will ques* 
lion the statement that never before 
in this city, nor perhaps In this sec. 
tioD of the state, was so Miob real 
good accomplished by the expenditure 
of a similar sum.

ATTENDANCE DISAPPOINTING

Attendance at last Monday’s meet* 
ins was confined almost wholly to offi­
cers of the association and members 
of the general and sub-committees, 
and it doubtless was because memory 
of the moist weather of the preceding 
days overshadowed bis manifest re­
gret at the lack of the presence of the 
general public that Chairman Orr 
Sebum, In calllog the assembly to 
order, was prompted to refer to the 
attendance as not being "copious.'’ 
A deeper Interest by the public un­
doubtedly would have resulted in a 
greater number putting forth the 
slight effort necessary to insure their 
presence, yet their absence is not to 
be ascribed entirely to indifference to 
the cause nor to lack of approval of 
the association's work; for comments 
beard about town clearly establish the 
cootrary.

After Miss Nellie S. Gaffney, the 
secretary of the association, bad read 
reports coveriog the work of the past 
month, as well as a summary of the 
activities for the four-month period, 
Mr. Schurtz detailed the reasons for 
calling the general meeting. He said 
tbut the Industrial situation was slow­
ly improving and that In all proba­
bility there would not be a great deal 
for the association to do durlog tbe 
summer; still there were cases which 
should have a measure of constant at­
tention. Moreover, be felt that it 
would be a great pity for tbe people 
of Negaunee, after having gotten the 
charity machinery to running so 
smoothly, to stop short. There was 
no doubt that much bad been accom­
plished; not only In tbe extension 
of actual relief but in systematizing 
the giving so that It more surely reach­
ed those who were most entitled to 
und who would make the best use of 
it. All of this preliminary work would 
have to be gone through again, in 
case subsequent need of organized aid 
should arise; whereas with a reason­
able amount of additional financial 
contributions supervision of the more 
needy cases could be continued indefi­
nitely and moreover there would be 
un organization in full working order 
to meet any emergency which might 
arise In the future.

lu concluding, Mr. Schurtz suld 
the need of supplementing lu curtaiu 
cases the aid furglsbed by the county 
had been clearly demonstrated; there 
were persons who simply could not 
bring themselves to pay a visit to tbe 
poor commissioner yet whoso families 
bad actually suffered for some of 
tho necessities of life. The associa­
tion's ward committees had beeu tact­
ful but successful lu reaching these 
casus. Hystematlc Investigation and 
distribution had even lu this four 
months’ period proven u defense to 
tbe publlcugalust unworthy applicants, 
it had practically eliminated bouse, 
to-house canvassing for aid, and as a 
matter of fact it would cost the public 
no more to support tbe United Chari­
ties than it had previously cost In 
Individual contributions, while tbe 
benefits would be many fold greater.

In rovltwlng the work sloee Febru­
ary, Mr. Schurtz paid tribute to tbe 
general und ward committees. Upon 
the latter fell the brunt of most of the 
actual work, it  required self-sacri­
fice, in time as well as In personal In­
clinations; yet without this self-sacri­
fice It would have been Impossible for 
tbe association to reach those whom 
It most wished to and in the majority 
of oases did reach with a helping band, 
The general committee had a different 
but equally Important part, and if he 
were compelled to single out any par­
ticular member of the Utteroommltlee 
It would be Dr. H- W. Sheldon, chair­
man of tbe purchasing division, who 
had given su generously of his time 
aud whose counsel und judgment bad

gone so far In making the work suc­
cessful. Chairman Schurtz then ask­
ed for expressions of opinion, particu 
larly with reference to a continuance 
of the work.

Ernest M. Klein, who had been one 
of the moving spirits in tbe initial or­
ganization, said It had been bis un­
derstanding from the outset that tbe 
association was intended to be a per­
manent one; if not, It certainly should 
be made permanent. He spoke appre­
ciatively of the work of the president 
aod secretary, and said that It was 
simply wonderful what these officers 
and tbe committee members had been 
able to accomplish with comparative­
ly little means. Surely tbe good work 
should be kept up, and if the formali­
ty seemed to be required he would 
make a motion that the secretary be 
authorized to cast a ballot on behalf 
of tbe assemblage continuing the or­
ganization indefinitely.

FUND NEARLY DEPLETED

Chairman Schurtz explained the 
parliamentary requirements which 
made reorganization necessary and 
made some suggestions regarding tbe 
raising of additional funds, tbe treas­
ury being almost depleted. He ack­
nowledged on behalf of the executive 
staff the appreciative words which had 
been spoken; for himself he could sim­
ply say that tbe chairman bad "acted 
as chairman” to tbe best of bis ability; 
but surely more than passing refer­
ence should be made to tbe work of 
the secretary, who bad labored early 
and late to further the interests of tbe 
organization, and whose carefully 
compiled data and accurately kept ac­
counts bad been of the greatest serv­
ice, particularly ro in lightening tasks 
which otherwise would have fallen up­
on tbe chairman.

Miss Gaffney, tbe secretary, made 
graceful acknowledgment, saying that 
the chairman should have taken more 
of the credit upon himself, for without 
his guiding spirit tbe results surely 
would have fallen far short of what 
had In fact been accomplished. The 
work bad been trying at times for all, 
but the courtesy invariably displayed 
by tbe chairman had been of Immense 
help In making the way easier.

Unanimous sanction was then given 
to Mr. Klein’s motion perpetuating 
the life of tbe organization indefinite­
ly and continuing tbe official board.

Mr. Klein directed attention to the 
fact that the renewed organization 
would be helpless without adequate 
financial support and suggested that 
this matter be taken up with the soli­
citing committee.

In speaking of the work which still 
laid before the association, Mr. Schurtz 
thought some more definite under­
standing should be had regarding the 
extent to which tbe county would fur­
nish aid. As In every community, 
there are families In Negaunee who 
are continuously In need of help In 
one form or another from tbe public. 
Under these conditions, be thought 
these families should be exclusively 
"county cases,” leaving the associa­
tion free to care for what might be 
termed emergency or temporary cases 
and also to minister to certain oeeds 
which the county could not be expect­
ed to supply. Acknowledgment was 
made of the increased scope of oouoty 
aid tendered during tbe past winter, 
but even this was not nearly sufficient 
io certain Instances. He suggested 
that tbe committees made out lists of 
families who bad little or no means of 
support aud whose prospects were un­
likely to improve, and that the matter 
of the couoty assuming complete care 
of these families bo taken up In a 
definite manner with the county agent.

NEED MORE UOUNTY HELP

Miss Gaffney, speaking from Inti­
mate knowledge of the conditions, di­
rected attention to the real need of 
greater aid than the couuty was now 
sffordlug in these cases; tbe couuty 
ageot was no doubt restricted by reg­
ulations and was endeavoring to do 
his duty as It was laid down for him, 
but nevertheless some way should be 
found to demonstrate to tbe proper 
authorities the need in these particu­
lar times tbe need of greutur allowances 
than were now available.

Mrs. Joseph H. Wloter suggested 
that inasmuch as tbe county board 
was tbe "court of last resort,” the 
committee take the matter up with the 
supervisors from the live Negaunee 
wards.

buggestion was also made that out­
side firms which derive considerable 
revenue from Negauoee be appealed 
to for contributions, but some of those 
present, who bad made similar ap­
peals In behalf of other projects, ad­
vised against building any hopes of 
revenue from this source, for whole­
sale and genera] business bouses were 
simply deluged with such appeals from 
all parts of tbe country and tbe con­
ditions had to be exceptional to win a 
favorable response from any of them.

There survive two sons, 
Fred aud Charles, at least one of whom 
la a resident of Butte, aod an adopted 
daughter, Mrs. William Maddiford, 
of Gwinn.

Tho funeral party were to leave 
Butte last evening and are expected 
to arrive in Negaunee some time next 
Monday. The remains are to be taken 
to the home of Mr. and Mrs. Thomas 
Cribble, Snow and Merry streets, and 
the funeral will be held from there- 
probably on tbe following day.

In the British Army

Negaunee friends of Fred Arscott, 
who left here two or three mootbs ago 
to rejoin the English army, have re­
ceived an interesting letter from 
him dated April 18th. Mr. Arscott’s 
own regiment, the Hussars, io which 
be was still subject lo a call to the 
colors and in response to which he 
had made the journey to England, 
bad been dispatched to Fraoce prior 
to bln arrival, so he was placed in the 
Royal Engineers, which from that 
time to the date of bis letter had beeu 
in camp at Aldershot, about thirty 
miles from London. There tbe troops 
are beiog drilled dally preparatory 
to tbelr being sent to the front. He 
was then In tbe "secood line” to be 
going away and expected that the 
call for the troops to move across the 
channel might come at aoy time.

About 28,000 soldiers of all regi­
ments are quartered at Aldershot and 
there seems to be no lack of recruits. 
Tbe men join eotirely of their own 
free wilt, and that Great Britain has 
by no mean* gotten toward the eud of 
her resource* to soldier material is 
mude evident by the rejections which 
are made of enlistments. A umu 
must be perfect lu health and disci­
pline before they will even thiuk of 
sending him over lo Frauce. Mr. 
Arscott found tbut the drills are 
much harder thuu they used lo be— 
everything is done at a gallop uow, 
und being a soldier these days is an 
arm racking contract. As tbelr trulu- 
inglls perfected, tho mou are seDtovur 
to the front lu batches of 200 or 300 to 
fill the depleted ranks.

There is some fever lu tho ranks 
and from the Aldershot camp about 
3(H) two have been Isuluted in Long 
Valley for throe week* loprevootibe 
spread of spoiled fever.

Aldershot Is crowded to an exluut 
that make* it necessary fur many to 
sleep ou the lloor, but they are build­
ing huts and putting up tents aud it 
will nut be long before tblugs are 
more comfortable. The men have 
plenty to eat, but it Is necessarily 
served In a more or less rough-and- 
ready fashion. Notwithstanding tho 
enormous army which England bos 
to feed, tbe men fare well, the rations 
including a pouod of meat a day, a 
pound of bread aud pleoty of potatoes. 
There seems to be nodlmuultioo lu 
the supply, and so far us Mr. Arscott 
has been able to judge things that the 
civilian population require urojnol 
much higher than when be left Eng­
land for the States.

Tbe scene of some of the German 
air raids was not far from Aldershot, 
but the aviators were careful to give 
the tralniogcamp tbe go-by, for Aider- 
shot has some big ureoplaue sheds 
aud fiylng equipment of It* owe.

Mr. Arscott’s wife has remained in 
Neguunee during her husband's mili­
tary service abroad.
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NEW HEAD OF ROTHSCHILDS ]
With the death ot Lord Rothschild 

In England, the leadership ot the fa­
mous family ot financiers has shifted 
from London to Paris, for the new 
head of the clan Is Baron Edouard de 
Rothschild of the latter city.

Barou Edouard. whose title is 
Austrian, as are those ot all the 
French Rothschilds, is a man of forty- 
seven. lie was admitted to the firm 
In 1005 when his father, Baron Al­
phonse, then bead of the house, died, 
being an only son. The same year 
he married Germaine Halpen. the 
daughter of Emil Halpen, a million­
aire sugar merchant, and the grand­
daughter of the financier Fould, the 
Rothschilds' great rival, who man­
aged the affairs of Napoleon III. The 
marriage, In uniting the two banking 
families of France, was acceptable to 
the bridegroom's family, although 
their policy had been to intermarry 
among themselves Baron Edouard 
was a nephew as well as a cousin of 

Lord Rothschild, Just dead In London, Baron Edouard's mother being Lord 
Itothschlld s sister, and his father a cousin.

He was largely responsible for the huge loans made to Russia after the 
Japanese war, which he arranged with Count Witte, who consulted with him 
In ParlB before sailing for the Portsmouth peace conference.

ROSE FROM THE RANKS ]
When Count Berchtold resigned 

as minister of foreign affairs for Aus­
tria-Hungary and It was announced 
that Baron Stephen Burian de Kajecz 
bad been appointed to the position, 
there was a hurried search through 
books of reference for facts concern­
ing this man who was to guide the 
destinies of a great empire at a most 
critical time. The search w’as almost 
In vain, for he had been practically 
unknown to the world at large. He 
Is an example of the possibility of 
rising from the ranks to the highest 
position In the state merely by doing 
bis full duty wherever he was placed.

Baron Burian was bom In Stomfa,
Pontiony county, Hungary, in 1851. He 
did not Inherit the title of a baron at 
bis birth. His father w&b a member of 
the nobility, but did not belong to the 
aristocracy.

Stephen Burian selected a career 
in the consular service and received 
bis education in the Oriental academy
of Vienna, the training school for that service. He held his first official 
positions in Alexandria, Egypt, and served then as vice-consul In Bucharest, 
Uoumanla and Belgrade, Serbia. His next post was In Sofia, Bulgaria, and by 
this time he was promoted consul general. It was then that he was trans­
ferred from the consular to the diplomatic service and appointed minister 
to Athens, Greece.

Burlan’s diplomatic career ended when he was appointed minister of 
finance for the Joint affairs of Austria and Hungary, which department had 
supreme control of Bosnia and Herzegovina, the two Turkish provinces which 
bad been intrusted by tbe congress of Berlin of 1878 to Austro-Hungarian 
administration. Burian played a very Important role in tbe marvelous In­
dustrial and commercial development of tbe two provinces.

WHEN CLEANING THE HOUSE

CLIMBER A SIMPLE LIVER

Miss Annie 8. Peck gathers 
strength to climb some of tbe highest 
mountains In the world on a menu 
costing 25 cents a day. While resting 
in New York preparatory to going to 
South America to ascend Mount Sora- 
ta, Huascaran and other peaks for tbe 
second time, she told how she did It.

“I cook my own meals over an 
electric Btove In my room, and do my 
marketing," she said. "For breakfast 
I have coffee, using a heaping tea- 
spoonful of pulverized South Ameri­
can coffee at 18 cents a pound, and 
putting evaporated milk in It. With 
this I have rye bread aod peanut but­
ter. For lunch I eat a cake of milk 
chocolate, and for dinner an omelet 
raude with two eggs, which cost five 
cents. I have also spinach, of which 
for ten cents 1 buy enough to last for 
three meals."

Miss Peck said she thought the 
extravagance of the Americans lo food 
was simply awful. "New Yorkers 

think nothing of going into a hotel abd paying aeverul dollars for a meal. 
Women order their groceries and meats by telephone, instead of golug, as 
1 do, to the open murkets. And then we complain of the cost of living."

INDIAN SUCCEEDS INDIAN ]
Houston B. Tcohce, who has suc­

ceeded Gate Parker us register of tbe 
treasury, Is, like his predecessor, an 
Indian, being five-eighths Cherokee.
He was horn In 1874 lu what Is now 
Sequoyah county, Oklahoma, was 
reared on a furm and educut^d In tbe 
tribal schools and at Forth Worth 
university. He served as an alder* 
man In Tahlequah und was mayor ot 
that city for two terms. Mr. Teeboe 
is married, but has no children.

Mr. Teehee's father was assistant 
chief of the Cberokees. He served as 
a delegate to Washington during the 
period of negotiations leading up to 
tribal dissolution. He had been con­
nected with tribal politics during bis 
entire life until tbe tribal entity was 
abolished In 1898.

How tbe name of "Teebee" be­
came attached as the surname of his 
family Is a story repeated at the treat* 
ury department A grandfather of the 
present register, as the tale goes, ap­
plied to enlist as a soldier during tbe Civil war. Ills Indian name was 
Dcblnlnec, translated from the Cherokee Into the English as meaning "a 
killer.'' The nearest the recruiting sergeant could come to It was "Teebee," 
and so it went Into the record aud became affixed as a family name.

Renovation of Furniture and Wood­
work Is One of the Most Impor­

tant Considerations.

Housecleaning is here. We hear 
the sound of tug beating, see windows 
devoid of their hangings, come upon 
evidences every day that the annual 
cleaning period Is under way.

Of course all furniture must be thor­
oughly gone over at this time. Fur­
niture, like other woodwork, tends to 
shrink If it becomes too dry, and 
should be washed for the sake of mois­
ture as well as of cleanliness. Hence 
furniture, besides being cleaned when 
necessary with suitable cleaning com­
pounds. should bb sponged occasion­
ally with clear water and wiped dtf.

But do not use soap or washing pow­
ders on painted or varnished furniture. 
Remove dirt, dust and stains with 
other cleansing agents and rinse by 
sponging with clear water. Wipe dry, 
oil and polish. Detergents recommend­
ed for cleaning furniture, removing 
finger marks, white spots and stains 
are olive, sweet, linseed, paraffin and 
other oils; whiting, fuller's earth, cold 
tea, kerosene, turpentine, soda, es­
sence of peppermint, camphor, as- 
phaltum, vinegar, various acids and 
combinations of these.

To wash furniture, use a large 
sponge, wipe dry as possible with a 
chamois skin wrung out of clear wa­
ter, or with a soft flannel cloth. Do 
not use dry chamois on varnished 
wood or polished surfaces. Wipe al­
ways In one direction, preferably with 
the grain of the wood.

Wash carved wood with a stiff hair 
paintbrush dipped In clear water.

Or wash with cold tea applied with 
a sponge or brush, wipe dry, oil and 
polish.

To keep polished or varnished furni­
ture in good order, each article should 
be gone over lightly once a week on 
cleaning day with clear hot (not boil­
ing) water without soap, or with cold 
tea or any other suitable cleanser.

Or, If there Is not time for this, 
after dusting the furniture rub It over 
with & cloth moistened with kerosene, 
turpentine, cold tea or cold-drawn Un­
seed oil, or with a mixture of equal 
parts of these. This practice will as­
sist In keeping It In good order.

HOUSEHOLD HINTS
Soap should be stored Borne time be­

fore using in order to get the best 
value out of It. Remove wrapper, put 
the soap on a tin and place In a hot 
oven until moist, but be careful not to 
leave It too long or It will run out of 
shape. Remove and place in a coo! 
spot. In a few hours It will be fouud 
bard and will last twice as long.

When washing and rinsing colored 
materials add a teaspoonful of epsom 
salts to each gallon of water, and even 
the most delicate shades will neither 
fade nor run.

To remove slime from sponges, 
thoroughly soak them in salt water 
and then rinse In clear water, after­
ward allowing them to dry In the air.

When a box of sardines Is opened it 
should be drained of its oil at once 
and the fish turned out.

A pretty way to serve hot biscuits 
Is folded in napkin on a sweetgrass 
basket with a handle.

Raised Doughnuts.
One yeast cake, one cupful luke­

warm milk, two tablespoonfuls luke­
warm water, 2*4 pints sifted flour, one- 
half teaspoonful nutmeg, two eggs, 1*4 
tablespoonfuls butter, one cupful 
granulated sugar and one-half tea- 
spoonful salt. Dissolve yeast in luke­
warm water. To this add the milk and 
one pint of flour to make sponge. Bet 
aside in warm place for one hour or 
more, until bubbles rise to tbe surface. 
When well risen add butter and sugar 
well mixed; salt, nutmeg, eggs well 
beaten and remainder of flour, 
pints, to make soft dougb.

Knead thoroughly, but keep soft. 
Set In warm place to rise again. 
Should be light In 1*4 hours. When 
light, roll out to one-quarter-lnch thick­
ness on well-floured board and cut 
with doughnut cutter. Bet to rise 
aguin until light, aud then drop Into 
boliiug fat. Makes about three dozen.

Date Buet Pudding.
Stone and cut small one pound of 

dates, ('hop six ounces of fresh beef 
suet and mix with it three-fourths of a 
pound of fine breud crumbs. Kprlukle 
a scant cupful < f sugar over the dutes 
and udd them tc the crumbs und suet. 
To one well beu en egg udd one-half 
cupful of milk und stir it into one half 
a cupful of flour sifted with a level 
teaspoonful of baking powder. Mix 
all well together, turn into a mold and 
steam three hours. Serve with lemon 
sauce.

Apple and Cranberry Jelly.
Cut two large tart apples in small 

pieces and mix with one quart of cran­
berries. Pour on water, Just enough 
to show through the fruit, but not 
enough to cover. Cook until tender and 
strain through a colander. Measure 
the Juice and allow as many cupfuls of 
sugar as you have Juice. Cook fifteen 
or twenty minutes. This will make a 
firm Jelly without tbe sharp taste that 
so many object to in cranberries.

Oriental Beef.
One and one-half pounds of round 

beef, one-half pound frcBb pork, one 
onion, two green peppers, one cupful 
crumbs. Balt to taste. Put all through 
meat chopper Mix thoroughly, form 
Into loaf, place in pan, lay three 
slices of bacon on top, pour over it 
one can tomatoes. Bake in steady 
oven 1*4 hours. Thicken gravy and 
strain.

Julietta In Warren township, Indiana. 
He now lives at Hussar, Alberta. In 
writing to his home paper In Indiana, 
be says that the failure Is the man 
who always blames tbo country. He 
fails to see his own mistakes, has 
missed his calling and is not fitted 
for farming. The two seasons Just 
past have been entirely different In 
1913 plenty of rain came In June and 
a good crop followed, but the fall was 
dry and but little snow In the winter 
followed by a very dry summer, and a 
short crop. Only those that had 
farmed their land properly were able 
to meet expenses.

For example, last year the Crow* 
foot Farming Company, south of 
here, threshed from 1,250 acres 38,- 
000 bushels of wheat. One-half section 
made 26 bushels, the poorest of all. 
This year on 1,350 acres they threshed 
nearly 26,000 bushels. Last year's 
crop sold at 75 cents from their own 
elevator. What they have sold of 
this year’s crop brought $1.00 at 
threshing time. Eight thousand bush­
els unsold would bring now around 
$1.25. The manager and part owner 
was raised In Ohio and farmed In 
Washington several years. He and 
his wife spent last winter In Ohio. 
She told me a few days 8go that the 
climate here was much better than 
Ohio.

A man by the name of George C lfk  
threshed 75 bushels of oats, 45 bush­
els of barley and 35 bushels of wheat 
to the acre. He had 15,000 bushels of 
old oats as well as wheat and barley 
In his granaries that have almost 
doubled In price. He came from 
Washington, where he sold a large 
body of land around $200 that he 
bought around $3.00 per acre. He then 
refers to a failure. A large company 
fn the eastern states, owning a large 
farm near Hussar pays its manager 
$3,000 a year. The farm has not 
been a success. Probably the man­
ager's fault Mr. Harris says condi­
tions are not as good as could be 
wished for, but on the ending of the 
war good crops, with war prices, will 
certainly change conditions, and It 
seems to me that the one who owns 
land that will raise 100 bushels of 
oats, 75 bushels of barley or 40 bush­
els of wheat Is the one who "laughs 
last"

The above yields may seem exag­
gerations to many, and are far above 
the average, but you should remember 
that the man who fails Is counted In 
to mako the average, and there are 
Instances on record here that would 
far exceed the above figures.

Nor (s grain the only profitable 
thing that can be raised here. There 
are many fine horse ranches, some of 
them storked with rayuses and bred 
to thoroughbreds, and others Import­
ed from the old countries. They run 
on the range nearly all the year. The 
owners put up wild bay to feed them 
If the snow should get too deep tor 
them to get the dead grass. There 
are several hundred In sight of here 
most of the time. There are several 
cattle ranches north of here that bave 
from 500 to 7.000 head of cattle. One 
man I know sold $45,000 worth of fat 
cattle this fall. He winters his cat­
tle on farms where they have lots of 
straw and water, paying 75 cents a 
month per head, or if there Is enough 
straw to winter 400 or 500 head they 
buy the straw and water and have a 
man to look after the cattle.—Adver­
tisement.

But it is a condition, uol a theory, 
that confronts the Democracy. It is 
impossible to argue with an empty 
stomach. The only successful way 
to deal with It is to fill it. Neither 
can an empty dinner pall be ex­
plained away. The proper method is 
to fill that.

Fine words, we are told, butter no 
parsnips. They do not. Mr. Wilson 
is the possessor of a rich vocabulary, 
and employs it like an artist Both 
with tongue and pen he charms. But 
an Idle man who Is hungry and wants 
work and to be fed is In no humor for 
well turned phrases and arguments. 
Something more substantial is neces­
sary, and even Mr. Wilson would fall 
with him.

Speaking on a notable occasion last 
year, Mr. Wilson declared that the 
business depression then prevailing 
was largely psychological—a mere 
condition of the mind. His advice to 
business men was summed up in two 
words—"forget It." But the depres­
sion persists, and the results are far- 
reaching.

A stumping tour, therefore, does 
not seem to be the right suggestion. 
What Is needed Is a return of confi­
dence and prosperity.

It is true that if the pall over busi­
ness does not lift, cannot be lifted, 
and the depression next year is as 
great as it now is, the spellbinders 
then will be as powerless and super­
fluous as they are today. Money 
talks. It is said. Idle money Is talk­
ing now, and will continue to talk 
until It gets employment at fair re­
turns; and not all the orators at their 
best will be able to prevail against 
it. What the people want la not ex­
planations or more promises, but per­
formances that benefit

Aldrich a Great Statesman.
To old line Republicans Nelson W. 

Aldrich was a statesman of highest 
type and Immeasurable strength, pos­
sessed of something approaching 
genius for superior politics. Those of 
other political faith must recognize 
his rare knowledge of a great variety 
of subjects and his firm grasp of 
economic affairs. He must be given 
universal credit for showing the way 
to the greatly needed reform In our 
financial system, and for the enact­
ment of a measure providing for the 
issue of emergency currency, which 
has twice given the country cause for 
gratitude to Rhode Island’s distin­
guished son.

Tbe meeting then adjourned, sub­
ject to call at any date when occasion 
might require.

ASSOCIATION STATISTICS
Reports presented at last Monday’s

Meats and grocer­
ies constituted the largest item of 
disbursements, having a total of 
$500.84. February, with $180.19, was 
the heaviest month. Purchase of 
shoes, rubbers and underwear amount­
ed to $245.34, priotiog and advanc* 
ment of car fare making the remaining 
items of expense.

During tbe four months application 
had been received for work for 51 
men aod 22 women; positions having 
been secured for 14 men and 3 women. 
Eigbty-eight families, comprising 408 
individuals, were assisted with food.

Tbe purchasing committee bought 
seventy-four pairs of rubbers, 100 
pairs of shoes; 14 pieces of underwear, 
2 pairs of hose and 1 blanket. Tbe 
following articles, which bad been 
donated, were distributed from the 
supply room; sixty-six pairs shoes, 12 
pairs rubbers, 490 pieces of clothing.

Acknowledgment was made of spec­
ial assistance received from C. L. 
Sporley, superintendent of poor, the 
association's endorsement of applica­
tions of fuel for 21 families, food for 
13 families and various articles of 
clothing, all having been honored by 
Mr. Sporley. Members of ward com­
mittees made 347 visits of investiga­
tion. Thirteen cases of chronic aod 
25 of temporary illness were found.

Pension Bill Becomes Law

Governor Kerris had signed the 
teachers' pension bill and It will be 
come operative August lfi. Ten days 
after the law goes Into effect It Is re 
quired that the government appoint 
the retirement fund board consisting 
of the superintendent of public Instruc 
tion and five others. The law pro 
vldes that at least one of the members 
shall be a woman toucher In the public 
schools.

Under the law teachers that have 
taught in the public schools five years 
or less shall pay one-half of one per 
cent of their annual salary into the 
fund; those that have taught between 
five and 1A years one per ceut and 
those that have taught over Hi years 
two per cent.

A teacher that has taught 30 years 
Is entitled to retire and receive an 
annuity equal to one-half of tbc aver 
age salary received during thelastfive I 
years ot *crviu«, «ucu annuity to oe 
not less than 1309 nor more than $600.

Î ondort.—When you look drowsily 

»from your pillow but of your bedroom 
{window at the sky over London and 
Iseo some fleeting cloud suddenly 
(picked out shiningly you know that 
the searchlights which ure the sen­
tries of this big city are on duty. Lon­
don expects a visit from the Zeppelins 
and vigilance is in no wise relaxed. 
The old words of the hymn, “Watch­
man, What of the Night?” constantly 
recur to one who walks the gloom- 
shrouded streets.

London at night, however, Is not 
lw holly dark. Toduy, or should one 
say tonight, there is one light where 
once there were ten, but the one suT- 
.flees to allow the stroller to pick his 
(way and to avoid the street corner pit- 
.falls. There are guns still pointing 
skyward from many u London roof. 
They ure harmless looking weapons 
from the viewpoint of the street, but 
they are of long range and ure said 
to be of deadly precision.

Thus far, or at any rate up to the 
time of this writing, London has been 
immune from the attacks of aircraft. 
What may befall some night no one« 
knows. The signs of warning are still 
posted along the streets. The city 
dwellers are told not only to beware 
of the bombs of an enemy but of the 
fulling fragments of the shells of the 
.homo guns exploding In the pathways 
of the uerouaut invaders.

Humorous Side of It.
There is a soinewhut hu;norous fea­

ture about one type of the displayed 
poster of warning and instruction. 
One great sheet has on it in black sil­
houettes the types of the ulien air­
ships and those of the home land. The 
people ure asked to study them und to 
learn the differences. A man might 
as well try to commit to memory the 
whole table of logarithms from minus 
infinity to plus infinity us to fix in his

hum is given to it. that v.niche*cr side 
wins in this fight will know that It has 
been in a light. The Uennun does not 
belittle the fighting qualities of the 
Englishman, nor does the Englishman 
say one word in depreciation of the 
prowess of the Herman.

London is a queer place in some 
ways these days, but no queerer prob 
ably than New York or Chicago would 
he in circumstances akin to those ex­
isting here. The Knglishman is great 
for freedom of speech and this is why. 
probably, that men are allowed to 
speak publicly In Hyde Park and Re­
gent's park against war, and so 
strongly in favor of immediate peace 
without much regard to terms that it 
would seem to the stranger and the 
pilgrim that the utterances from the 
point of view of authority would be 
uluioit treason.

Side by side In the pnrks with the 
peace pleaders are (lie recruit plead­
ers, who extol the glories of the ein* 
pfre, the righteousness at the war und 
the necessity for lilling up the ranks 
at the front as fast us they are de­
pleted.

1 attended morning service on Haul­
er day in St. Paul's cathedral. The 
words of the ante-communion service 
barely had been intoned before a 
voice, high pitched, rose from the cen­
ter of the great edifice interrupting the 
service and directing the attention of 
the praying congregation to an anti­
war meeting which was to be held in 
Hyde park that afternoon. The dean 
had left the altar to go to the pulpit. 
He paid no attention to the voice that 
was raised in the midst of the thou­
sands of people in the edifice.

Two Boldiers among the worshipers 
sprang at the man who had Interrupt­
ed the service, but, quick as they 
were, two vergers, or sextons as we 
cull them in America, were quicker 
and had the intruder by the collar and 
the slack of hts trousers und were 
making him walk in the so-called 
Rpunish fashion toward the nearest 
entrance. This Incident'was consid­
ered hardly strange or Interesting 
enough for comment by the London 
newspapers, for they gave it only one 
line mention, and yet such a thing in 
the I’nlted States would probably have 
been given a column.

Has Big Home Guard.
Kngtand has a big home guard and

London a 8erlout Place.

tame London, and all Kngland for 
that mutter, lius made Us preparation 
for defense from Invasion, whether 
tilt* invader conics through thu air or 
over tho sea Invasion by actual 
armed bodies of men Is not looked 
upon here as u probability, but I have 
heard it spoken of as possible by u 
tmm In public speech within twenty- 
four hours.

Kngland Is still wrathful over the 
submarine atlucks on Its merchant 
murine.

Someone has suld Hint submarine 
hunting ought to be no more dltllcult 
Hum whaling, but tlie man who lias the 
tusk in hand knows that when a whale 
comes to Hie surfaru It tuts to stay 
there a certain length of time In order 
to spout, while a submarine needs only 
to poke its periscope ubove the water 
long enough to udmlt of one fleeting 
look at the surface of the sea and 
(hen to go down und to stay there 
seemingly for keeps.

English Training Camp.
I have been allowed to see one of 

the big English training camps of 
volunteers. The camp Is at Aldershot, 
where Tor years the KiigUsh govern­
ment lias maintained a military post. 
The troops at Aldershot, ollleers and 
nn n, are almost entirely composed of

volunteers. They are young me*, 
from school, the government depart­
ments. the shop, the farm and the fac­
tory. Thus far Kngland has main­
tained Its strict standard of military 
requirements from the standpoint of 
the stamina and general physique of 
the men allowed to enter the ranks. 
So it Is that at Aldershot the thousands 
undergoing training are sturdy youths 
capable of enduring the hardships of 
the soldier’s life in field and in bat­
tle.

Daily one hears discussed the ques­
tion as to whether or not before this 
war Is over this country must resort 
to conscription. There are men who 
are hotdlng buck from enlistment who 
think that the foe cun be overcome 
without their aid. The men who so 
think apparently ure disdainful of the 
desire of the authorities that nothing 
shall be said or thought which shall 
tend to belittle the strength of the 
enemy. The average Englishman

tells the American willingly that the 
Germans are a great people and that 
as yet the Germans have not exhibited 
their full military strength on either 
front of battle. The Englishman who 
goes out to light or who would go If 
some physical disqualification or age 
did not prevent him from going, has 
little use for his brother man who, 
able to fight, rests at home on the 
feather bed, feeling that his services 
will not be needed.

Making of Officers.
They are training officers at Aider- 

shot as they are training enlisted men. 
For the most part it seemed to me that 
the officers had been given some pre­
liminary training either In what we 
Americans cull school brigades or lu 
Borne of the organizations semimili­
tary In nature which England, like 
other countries, has In numbers. Tho 
young ollleers work frqtn reveilio to 
taps every duy at their task of learn­
ing. 'Anyone of the veteran noncom­
missioned officers now serving as drill 
masters knows more of camp cam­
paigning and battle matters than any 
of the commissioned ones under tutel­
age. Hut these youngsters wearing 
tho Insignia of rank for the first lime 
seemingly are much in earnest. They 
have a lot to learn, but they are try­
ing to learn it quickly, for Englishmen 
seem to know the dire need of trying 
to combine thoroughness with huste 
in the present time of danger.

The women of England, like tho 
women of Germany, France and Aus­
tria, are working us hard In their own 
way as ure the men. There Is no lino 
of endeuvor outside that of the uctuul 
bearing of firearms which the women 
of England ure not following. Tlie 
hoys work und tho girls work, and 
their aid, It is said here, bus bul­
warked the general strength of the 
nation. It always has been Inconceiv­
able to an American boy why the av­
erage Englishman has looked upon 
woman as Just u little bit his Inferior.. 
The American Ieurned long ago that 
woman was man’s superior, certainly 
in moral eourago und very likely, 
when tlie pinch comes, In physical 
eouruge. I have heard It suld. in lam- 
don thai this war Is hound to chungo 
tho view that tho Englishman for cen­
turies has taken of the Englishwoman 
and, for thut matter, of tho woman 
of every other tuition on mirth.

American Doctors in Serbia 
Stricken by Scourge.

Only Austrian Officers In Prison Seem 
Able to Revel Amid Record- 

Breaking Epidemic—Thou­
sands of Victims.

Nish, Serbia.—Serbia at this time 
Is the most melancholy figure In the 
war and the most heroic. As one 
comes up from Saloniki. the one port 
through which outside aid for Serbia 
can enter, rumors rife in Athens arc 
verified at Ghevgheli, the first frontier 
town. The most violent epidemic of 
typhus In history Is taking its toll 
of a country that already has suffered 
too much. Exactly one-half the staff 
of the American hospital at Ghevgheli 
was found to be suffering from the fe­
ver. And no wonder. A mission of 
four doctors and eight nurses under 
Dr. E. F. Butler found on its arrival 
more than a thousand wounded In the 
old tobacco factory at that place, and 
the uumber bas since increased to 
2,500, with no running water, and any 
water at all five blocks away. It Is 
impossible to convey either to Ameri­
cans or to those familiar with Red 
Cross work on the western front, any 
idea of what besieges Serbia.

"Ob, yes," said one cheery little 
American nurse from Kansas City, 
we ure used to having our wounded 

arrive and to find maggots when we 
open the temporary dressings. We 
are used to horror after horror. But 
with surgery we can do something. 
With typhus it is different. It is a 
llco given disease and there are al­
ways lice where there is crowding aud 
the primitive notions of sanitation 
that prevail In Serbia. In a crowded 
hospital like this there is no human 
way of fighting it, uo wuy to segre­
gate."

In the hospital the men lay close 
together on the bare floor or on straw 
stuffed mattresses. As uny doctor 
knows, straw mattresses are Elysian 
fields for insects.

At Usfcub, where two of Lady Pa­
get's mission have died of typhus, uf- 
fairs were found to be no bettor. 
There reports of conditions farther 
north begun to come through. In VaJ- 
jevo ulono there ure nearly 4,000 cases 
of typhus. More tlwin forty Serbian 
doctors have succumbed In the last 
two months und nobody has yet com­
puted the number of putleuls who 
huvo died. #

In Nish, ut the second reserve 
camp for Austrian prisoners, men huve 
been dying like files, und the lust of 
the Austrian doctors wus stricken 
throe duys ago. Needless to say, in 
a country overwhelmed with Its own 
problem Its prisoners fare no better 
than thq rest.

Only the Austrian officers seem to 
enjoy any comfort. Thut they are uot 
altogether miserable Is evidenced by 
tbs fact that on the duy Hlr Thomas 
Lipton and a group of friends went 
out to visit the Interned officers only

What 
you get for your trouble is often a 
room on the courtyard, and likely as 
not the court is used by the cook, who 
buys his lambs bleating and brings 
them alive from the market in the 
Prince Micbell square.

Russian Government Still Faces 
a Serious Probleip.

Methylated 3pirlta, Furniture Poliak 
and Other Deadly Liquors Ars 

Said to >e Used as Substi­
tute for Vodka.

London.—Appareutly total prohibi­

tion is not working us smoothly in Rus­
sia as the considerable section of 
British press and public that is urging 
similar measures over here seems to 
Imagine. Iu spite of “total” prohibition 
there Is a great deal of drunkenness 
to be observed in Russia Just now 
among the peasants, who form four- 
fifths of the nation. Methylated spirits 
is the chief tipple involved.

1 had a talk with a neutral subject 
who has recently arrived in l^ondon 
front the Russian empire, In various 
districts of which ho has lived many 
years.

"You can Judge of the Importance of 
the methylated spirits issue," he said, 
“from tho fact that the ministry of 
finance at Petrogrud has been organiz­
ing un international competition, with 
prizes ranging up to 30,000 rubles 
[115,000], for methods of rendering 
methylated undrinkable. A second 
competition Is being arranged for new 
and Improved methods of utilizing 
spirits for combustible and other pur­
poses. In this the prizes range up to 
one of 75,000 rubles. The totul awurds 
in these spirit competitions will 
amount to $250,000. Here is a fine 
chance, surely, for keen young Amer­
ican chemists.

“Out in one of the chief cities of 
Siberia a leading druggist on the multi 
street hus been doing u huge tmde in 
a new brand of 'eau de cologne* of his 
own munufurture. It consists uf al­
cohol flavored with lemon Juice und 
has a few drops of eau de cologne to 
give it u slight verisimilitude to the 
real thing. This, of courno, is beyond 
the meuns of the pousants. They drink 
either methylated spirits neat or 
mixed with other liquids.

"In the lust few months u new drink 
hus made its uppeurance at (he numer­
ous country faint In tlie empire. It is 
called ksussok. Kv/usa Is theoretically 
a very slightly Intoxicating liquor 
mude from fermented rye bread. Of 
recent years, however, the numo hus 
beeu given to nil soft drinks consist­
ing of water flavored with fruit es­
sence. The termination 'ok' Is a di­
minutive, like the 'chen' in German, 
(u this easi* is implies uot only an af­
fectionate rogurd for kvass but an Indi­
cation that there is only a little kvass 
in the mixture.

"When I left Petrogrud iu February 
dead men often were picked out of tho 
snowy gutters at daybreuk; they hud 
become blind drunk on molhyluted 
spirits the previous evening, hud fullen 
unconscious and hud soon frozen to 
death.

“A preparation of furniture polish, a 
sort of French polish, ulso is being 
imbibed to a great extent.

“This methylated spirit tippling is 
doing a lot of harm In Russia. Unless 
the finance ministry's competition 
produces results, it Is expected that 
the bun will be lifted from beer. There 
Is u widespread agitation uow In favor 
of permitting thu salo of a low alcohol 
porceutago joor, to compete with 
motbyluted.

“Among the middle and upper Class­
en ouu de cologne has become the fa­
vorite drink—when drink has a hold 
on them. It Is nicer than methyluted. 
But that, say thu Russians who must 
hnvo drink at uny cost, about lots It 
out."

NEW YORK.—“8tep lively!” 1i the command one beam In the early eve­
ning here. You hear it in the subway, street cars, in fact everywhere, 

and you are reminded that the order is in vogue at the high-priced Broad-
way restaurants. The speed of the 
waiter in serving jnu is amazing and 
he also expects you to bolt your food. 
When he thinks you are done, or 
ought to be done, he hurries you 
away. You have no doubt eaten a 
fairly elaborate meal, for every item 
of which you have paid about three 
prices. You have paid the waiter, or 
are about to pay him, for bringing you 
the things for which you have paid 
the three prices. Then, perhaps, your 
coffee finished, you light a cigarette 

or a cigar. And fancy that for about two minutes you will sit back and feel 
comfortable. But you are not allowed to do it in peace. The waiter Is right 
os hand with a clean cloth, which be prepares to lay for the next customer. 
He crowds and hustles about, removing the cloth, and plainly serving you 
with notice that your time is up.

The place has your money, and it wants to be rid of you. If you protest, 
you may receive an apology; but that will not prevent the waiter from 
serving the next party In Just the same way. The more crowded table d'hote 
places have .mother way of getting you out when you are done. If people 
are waiting for your table the waiter or the proprietor indicates you, even 
before you get to the coffee, to the next claimants, and stands these people 
up against the wall, somwhere in plain view, to wait for you to get out. 
“That gentleman’ll be through In a minute, sir.” You become conscious of 
these people hungrily watching you. If you take your coffee a sip at a time, 
you have a fqiilty feeling that you are possibly starving two worthy people 
to death. Besides, it is not pleasant to be watched in this way. So you 
swallow your coffee In a hurry, burning your throat, and get out as last as 
possible.

Except 
for a few short periods, “notably during the reign of Queen Anne, when peri­
wigs were in fashion—the mustache has always been in favor. During the 
nineteenth century the army led the muBtache-wearing custom.''

Today the Jack of mustaches is largely due, say these historians, to the 
wall of the scientist that “mustaches carry the greatest variety of germs and 
bacteria.”

Oldest of Government Buildings Is in Santa Fe

SANTA FE. N. M.—For more than three centuries the history of the South­
west centered In tlio long, low, massive udobe building at Santa Fe, known 

as the palace of the governors. Here reigned 100 executives of New Mexico,
some with high, autocratic hand, oth­
ers weak and vacillating, under Span­
ish, Indian, Mexican and American 
regimes. During the Pueblo revolu­
tion of 1680 1,000 men. women and 
children were crowded into this build­
ing and its pl&cita, while hordes of 
Indians were burling themselves 
against Us two protecting towers, 
their arrows and their missiles fall­
ing in showers upon the cowering and 
frightened inasB of Spaniards, who re- 
idled feebly with cannon and fire­

arms. Tbe Spaniards flnnlly made their escape and retreated in a memorable 
jnarch to El Bubo, on the ltlo Grande.

The building has recently been restored. Today it houses the Museum 
pf New Mexico, with priceless treasures of archeological interest taken from 
the numerous cliff dwellings In the Immediate vicinity of Hunts Fe.

The puluco also houses the School of American Archeology, one of the 
live archeologlcul schools maintained by the American Institute of Arche­
ology, the others being in Greece, Ituly, Palestine and China. The His­
torical Society of Now Mexico, too, hus Its museum In the building. In ad­
dition, there are three line libraries—one on linguistics, a library of Now 
Mexkmnu and a private archeological library. New Mexico Is proud of this 
palace of the governors, und considers it (he most famous landmark in the 
United Slates, us it certainly is tho oldest government building north of 
Mexico.

Bergen an Invention of great Impor­
tance to the fishing industry has re­
cently been made by Henrik Bull, 
chemist at the Bergen experiment sta­
tion The invention has to do with 
a new process of freezing fish for 
transportation In fresh condition. In 
(he past the usual method pursued has 
been to freeze the fish In water. The 
new process freezes the fish In a frame 
enclosed by wire netting and suspend- 
ded In a solution of ice and salt, tbe 
process occupying three or four hours. 
By the new process up to 70 per cent 
of space may bo saved in packing, 
which will immensely reduce trans­
portation charges.

Albert Gran, tbe Noiwegian-Araeii- 
can actor, celebrated nls twenty-fifth 
anniversary as an actor. Gran Is a 
native of Bergen, Norway, and ap­
peared for the first time on tbe stage 
in that city.

According to the Swedish press, the 
question of a new railway between 
Sweden and Norway has again come 
to the front, on account of a bill in­
troduced in the riksdag by Bergman 
of JlerJedaJpn appropriating money 
for the Construction of the standard- 
gauge line from Hedekyrkoby through 
(he Ljusiians valley to the Norwegian 
border. Bergman says that the time 
has come to give tbe construction of 
u Hwedish-Norwegtan railway of 
standard gauge serious consideration, 
for he knows that the interest In 
surh a line is very strong in Norway 
at this time, and he believes that if 
the Swedish government will build to 
the Norwegian border the storthing 
and the Norse government will take 
hoid and extend the line to the ice- 
fr»*w harbor of Trondhjem. Bergman 
stated in his speech that the difficul­
ties ’in the w*ay of such a line are 
not great, but that the benefits to be 
derived would be Immense Tbe line 
would be a boon to the central and 
interior parts of Sweden, and profit­
able both to the people and the gov­
ernment. In time the line would do 
an immense business, in bis opinion, 
with Russia and Finland.

The well-known Swedish artist, 

Llndstrom, who has been serving with 
tho Swedish life guards, came to grief 
on account of an indiscreet remark 
he made with reference to the queen. 
A group of artists were enjoying them­
selves at a Stockholm cafe, when 
Lindstrom entered, dressed in bis uni­
form as a life guard. He was In 111- 
humor, and in tbe course of the eve­
ning cracked a joke at the expense of 
the queen, which angered Mr. Lager- 
strom, another well-known artist. The 
two quarreled and as a result Dager- 
strom reported the offensive remark 
made by Llndstrom to the head of his 
regiment. He was placed under ar­
rest and disciplined otherwise. But 
tbe artists are indignant over the 
action of Lagerstrom in reporting bis 
friend and colleague to the military 
authorities, and the incident has cre­
ated widespread Interest and com­
ment.

It is be­
lieved that the sheep can run loose 
most of the year and will need shel­
ter und fodder ouly during severest 
winter months.

T
HE world has awaited, with 
dread, the time when the 
French armies might reach the 
environs of Str&ssburg and be­
gin to bombard that ancient 

capital of Alsace-Lorraine, because 
then one of tbe roost marvelous works 
of civilization will be exposed to de­
struction or great damage. This Id 
tbe cathedral of 8trassburg, an archi­
tectural glory, “one of tho choicest 
Gothic visions ever dreamed of by a 
master mason.”

During the war of 1870 the Straws- 
burg cathedral was rather badly dam­
aged. The French established u mili­
tary signaling station in the Immedi­
ate vicinity, which drew the shell Are 
of the Prussians. As a result, the 
magnificent spire was torn from top 
to bottom, and one projectile, grazing 
the cross on the top, bent It sidewise. 
This happened on the 24th day of 
August.

No sooner was the war at an 
end, however, than the Germans set 
about the business of repairing the 
damage thus Inflicted. The task oc­
cupied ten years, being not completed 
until 1880.

Dates From the Eleventh Century.
It is an interesting fact that this 

celebrated structure occupied the site 
ot an ancient heathen temple dedi­
cated to Hercules, indeed, the linage 
of the god Is known to have been pre­
served within Its walls, as a historic 
memorial, up to the year 1865, when 
it disappeared—Just how is not satis­
factorily explained. The heathen tem­
ple was demolished in tbe fourth cen­
tury A. D.

The Christian fane that took Its 
place was of wood in tho seventh cen­
tury*; later It waa of stone. It was

partly or wholly burned half u dozeu 
times (destroyed by lightning lu 1002), 
aud as often rebuilt. As it stands to­
day, it was completed in 1839; but 
the oldest portion dates from the be­
ginning of the eleventh century, it 
is considered the noblest creutlun of 
iiccluKluHtlcui architecture lu Germany, 
Its only rlvui lu that country being 
the oquully fatuous culliedrul of Co­
logne.

Thu astronomical clock which adorns 
this cufhrdru) Is the most celebrated 
timepiece tn the world It dates buck 
to 1362, und origlnully wus graced 
with statues of the three wise men 
and thu virgin lu wood, together with 
u cock At thu stroke of every hour 
the wise men bowed before the virgin 
and the cock crowned and flapped his 
wings.

It contains a perpetual calendar, In­
dicating ull tbe vurlous holy duys 
(movable feasts), such us Duster, 
aud regulates itself lu leap years. It 
shows the movements of the planets, 
the phuscB of the moon and eclipses 
of the sun and moon calculated for 
remotest times. Figures represent­
ing the four stages of life, grouped 
around a figure of Death, strike the 
quurtcr hours. Childhood strikes the 
first quurtcr, Youth the secoud, Man­
hood the third and Old Age the fourth. 
Death strikes the nours, while an an­
gel, seated above, turns round un hour 
glass which be holds In his hand.

At stroke of Vi the apostles appear 
in single file und pass before a fig­
ure of Christ, bowiug. The Savior 
blesses them by raising his hand, 
while the cock crows and llaps bis 
wings three times.

Strassburg Once a Free City.
Htrussburg marks tho loculity where 

the River Ml divides into five 
branches. It ban 126,000 Inhabitants, 
und the old purt of tbe town Is most 
iui'~HttM'ig »0 ‘he sightsee**, notne of

the houses in narrow streets (dat­
ing back to the middle ages) being 
embellished with wonderful wood carv* 
Ing. The city Is connected with the 
Rhino (two miles to the east) by 
canals. It is a center of high roads 
between Germany, France and Switzer­
land and at tbe junctlou of other 
canals which connect the Uhlne with 
tho Marne, and the Rhone wtih the 
Rhine. The place Is the seat of tho 
imperial governor of Alsace-Lorraine, 
und thu headquarters of the Fifteenth 
corps.

Like Metz, Strassburg was in 
former days governed by a prince 
bishop. But in the thirteenth century 
the then Germuu emperor made it a 
free city. It bud at that time 50,000 
Inhabitants—a population deemed 
huge—and, being a very important 
trade center, it was already rich and 
prosperous. Then it was that the 
principal facude of the great cathedral 
was built.

One of Town’s Features.
Strassburg, like Metz, was an an­

cient Roman military post. Tbe 
Romans called it Argentoratum. It la 
today enormously strong, being de­
fended by 14 forts and inner ramparts. 
There are also great works for flood­
ing thu approaches, as an additional 
discouragement to an enemy.

An interesting feature of Strassburg 
is the great number of storks which 
build their huge nests ou thu chim­
ney pots. Oddly enough, these birds 
never seem to establish themselves 
for breeding purposes anywhere ex­
cept on human dwellings. Nobody 
would ever think of disturbing them 
In any way. On the contrary, a house­
holder thinks R a great sign of good 
luck if a stork picks out hiB roof top

for a nest. It Is very curious to see 
them teach their young to fly.

Towurd the end of August all the 
storks start ou the sumo day south­
ward, bouud for their winter quarters 
in Africa. Jn March they return, pre­
ceded a week or so by a single stork 
pioneer, und their ttrrlvul Is always 
hulled with joy. Appuroutly they lu- 
vuriubly tuko up the sumo nests year 
after yeur.

Outdoor Living.
Living much out of doors, In the uuu 

und wind, will no doubt produce u <fi* 
lulu roughness of chuructcr will 
cuuho a thicker cuticle to grow  over 
somo of tho finer qualities of our na­
ture, us on tli«) face und hunds. Hu 
staying Jn tho house, on the other 
hund, muy produce a softness aud 
smoothness, not to suy thinness of 
skin, uccompunled by un Increasing 
sensibility to certutn impressions, i'er- 
hups we should be more susceptible 
to somo Influences important to our 
Intellectual und moral growth if tho 
uuu had stiono and tbe wind blown ou 
us a little less; and no doubt it is a 
nice mutter to proportion rightly tho 
thick mid thin sklu. But tncthinks (hut 
is a scurf thut will full off fast enough 
—that the natural remedy is to be 
found in (he proportion which tbe 
night bears to the duy, the winter to 
the summer, thought to experience.-* 
Tbureuu.
