Miss 
Bashaw had not been in good health 
fur the past few months, butcootinued 
her duties until just a week ago, 
when she was confined to her home for 
a day or two and was subsequently 
removed to the hospital.

Miss Basbaw was born In Negaunee 
January 12tb, 1885, and had always 
resided here. Her mother died about 
eight years ago and she is survived 
by ber father, Alex. Basbaw, SrM 
with whom sbe has made ber home in 
East Clark street, aod by six brothers 
and sisters—Alex. Bashaw, Jr., Isb- 
pemlvg; Mrs. Simineau, Dexter; Mrs. 
Gebour, Calumet; Joseph Basbaw, 
Butte, Moot.; Mrs. Marcotte and Miss 
Caroline Basbaw, Negauoee.

Deceased was graduated from the 
Negaunee high ecbool in 1904 and later 
completed a course in the Northern 
Normal, subsequently becoming a 
teacher In tbe Negauoee schools, and 
qnlckly developing Into one of tbe 
most capable of tbe grade instructors 
In the city. I d addition to her teeboi* 
cal equipment, sbe was possessed of a 
sympathetic heart and ber tactfulness 
io guldiog ber youthful charges won 
for her their affection as well as tho 
approval of her superiors. Sbe was 
a young lady possessed of noblequall- 
ties of iniod aod heart and her untime­
ly death will be mourned by many io 
addition to the family circle.

Funeral arrangements bad not been 
completed at this writing.

Mrs. Luzerne Frost Dead

After an Illness extending over two 
months’ time, Mrs. Luzeroe Frost, 
a former resident of Negaunee, passed 
away at tbe borne of her daughter, 
Mrs. William Slaughter,at Marinette, 
Wis. Mrs. Frost had reached tbe age 
of 88, and as nearly half a century of 
this period bad been spent in the Up- 
Iter Peninsula.she hud been privileged 
to watch with tbe keenest interest the 
development of [this section from a 
vast and almost uobroken forest into 
its present-day habitation and Indus­
try.

Mrs. Frost's maiden name wus 
Amelia Gregory and ber childhood 
borne was In Portage county, Ohio. 
September 7th, 1838, she was married 
to Luzernd Frost, a natlveof tbe same 
section of Oblo. A few years later 
they journeyed westward und located 
at Hartford, Wis,, In J854, During 
the Civil War Mr. Frost was deputy 
collector of Internal revenue and also 
served las a deputy provost marshal 
for some time,

Tbe family came to Negaunee in 
1871 and the home In Lincoln street 
which they occupied during their resi­
lience bere Is now the property of 
Tbomai H. Harris. Mr. .Frost was 
bookkeeper for Winter A Suess for a 
number of years aod afterward was 
wltb tbe late Charles Muck in a slmi- 
lur capacity. Mr. und Mrs. Frost re­
moved to Escanaba some thirty or 
more yeurs ago and. Mr. Frost passed 
away a few years later.

Mrs. Frost is survived by a son, 
Charles M. Frost of Escanaba. aud a 
daughter, Mrs. William Slaughter, 
of Marinette. No funeral arrange- 
moots have been announced, but it (• 
presumed that the remains will be 
taken to Escanaba for burial. Negau* 
nee people can subscribe to tbe senti­
ment expressed In tbe Escanaba 
Press’ mention of ber death: 
“Through ber loog residence In this 
city. Mrs. Frost was knowo to scores 
of people wbo will receive the an* 
uouucemeot of her death with much 
sorrow, in her life sbe possessed 
noble and high ideals which furnished 
eloquentexemples fortbosesboutber. ’ ’

Memorial Day

Memorial Day was observed in Ne­
gaunee lust Monday by a llb̂  ril dis­
play of the national emblem from 
homes, business and public building-*, 
and by a large Attendance at tho Ne­
gaunee and Ishpeming joint memorial 
exercises held in the Negaunee high 
school auditorium that afternoon.

Members of Charles ff. Towne post,
G. A. It., marehed from the western 
end of Iron street to the scbool build­
ing, escorted by Negaunee Baud, Sons 
of Veterans, Spanish-American War 
\  eteraos, Modern Woodmen firing 
squad and the Boy Scouts. Places of 
honor were assigned to the Veterans 
and the Women’s Relief Corps and 
tbe assembly room was filled with 
citizens, tbe attendance probably be­
ing tbe Inrgest ever seen In Negaunee 
on a similar occasion. Thore was 
music by the band and tbo school 
children and an invocation was made 
by Rev. It. L. Hewson. Mr. rfehuru 
read Lincoln’s Gettysburg address 
and John D. West, of Ish|>eming, a 
Civil War veteran, read Gov. Ferris' 
Memorial Day proclamation.

T. T. Hicks, rector of St. John's Epis­
copal Church, und Rev. R. L. Hew* 
son, pastor of Mitchell M. E. Church. 
Both were patriotic utterances and 
dwelt particularly upon tbe noble 
sentiments which tbe day should in­
spire. Rev. Mr. Hicks contrasted the 
showy sort of patriotism with that 
which came from deep In the heart. 
“Patriotism means more than noise 
and shouting, uod one of the first 
things a citizeo should learn is obe- 
dieace to country and to God," be 
said. Rev. Mr. Hewson's remarks 
touched briefly upon notable events 
and personages in oatiooai history 
and tbe lessons to be drawn from 
them. His display of a little silken 
flag aroused the patriotic impulses of 
audience. Mr. Scburtz spoke briefly 
upon some important phases of Amer­
ican annals which observance of Me­
morial Day called to mind, and Miss 
Vanhaila, of Isbpeming, recited loger* 
soil’s notable Memorial address, “ a 
Vision of War.”

Build Big Warehouse

Winter A Sues* have let a coo* 
track for the construction of a large 
warehouse and refrigerating plant 
upon tbe tract long known as the PeD- 
dill property and lying on the east 
side of Silver street, opposite 
tbelr meat market. The project is 
one which the firm has had io rniod 
ever sioce tho acquisition of the 
triangular Peodill plat bounded by 
Silver street and the South Shore and 
North-Western railways, and the 
steady growth of business, coupled 
with tbe more recent sale of tbelr 
present warehouse property in Kanter 
street to the City of Negaunee, made 
it Impracticable to further delay pro­
vision of a new aod thoroughly mod­
ern warehouse.

Its construction aod equipment will 
be of tbe most approved type, the 
building itself being wbat Is known as 
mill construction. Itsgroffnd dimen­
sions will be 40x187 feet, the longer 
frontage being on Silver street. It 
will be of solid brick, will comprise 
two stories aud u basement aud will 
have galvanized Iron cornice and a 
composition roof. It will be lined 
throughout with cork, affording com­
plete protection from a refrigerating 
standpoint, und sanitation being pro­
vided throughout according to the 
most modem scientific methods.

In the main section of tbe structure 
the basement will be given over to 
the freezing room, which will be pro­
vided with strictly modern equipment. 
Refrigerator storage will occupy the 
first, or main floor, while the second 
floor will be devoted to genera! stor­
age purpose* uod u machinery room. 
Complete elevator services uod facili­
ties forluoloadlng from both lines of 
railway, loading of trucksfordelivery 
etc., will be Included la tbe equip­
ment.

The contract for tbe construction of 
tbe warehouse has been let to Fred E. 
Klog, tbe contractor who has erocted 
tbe city hall. Mr. King hus moved 
part of his outfit to the warehouse 
site und expects to begin excavutlng 
oext Monday. It is exacted that the 
construction of tbe building will re­
quire about throe months.

The warehouse uod refrigerating 
piaot will be among tbe largest and 
probably the most complete lo the en 
tire Upper Peninsula, aod In equip­
ment calculated to facilitate huodllng 
aud conserving products there is Dooe 
In this section which will compare 
with it. Tbe construction of the 
building will furnish employment to 
a considerable number of men, aud 
the enterprise is one which indicate* 
the steady growth of the wholesale and 
retail business of this pioneer firm.
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STRONG MAN OF GREECE
Greece's advance toward a  real­

ization of her national aspirations re* 
celved a momentary check In the re* 
tlrement of the powerful Premier 
Venlzelos, whose program of entering 
the war on the side of the allies was 
frowned upon by that other hero of 
present day Grrcro. King Constan­
tine. Few believe, however, that tho 
differences between the two men who 
are to the new Greece what King Vic* 
tor Emmanuel II and Cavour were to 
Italy, will be of very long standing.

The world recognizes In Venlzelos 
the strong man of Greece who in In* 
credibly few years has accomplished 
so much In rehabilitating the prestige 
of his country.

By means of his new constitution, 
adopted after the revolution at Athena 
In 1910, Venlzelos was able to effect the 
far-reaching reforms In putting down 
political corruption, and creating terri­
torially a new Greece. He brought 
Crete. Macedonia, Epiros, and the 

Islands under the Greek flag, and besides almost doubling the size of his 
country he reorganized tho political, naval, and military administration from 
its foundations.

To the fact that Venlzelos Is a Cretan la due Id part the zeal with which 
he has labored for the reunion of the Greek peoples scattered through the 
Levant, and particularly those under the dominion of Turkey. He was born 
in a village of Crete in Ifttifof a family of very moderate means, but long 
traditions, lie saw his own bouse burned to the ground by the Turks, and 
the vigorous youth, of whom it is recorded that he was a troublesome pupil 
in frequent conflict with his fellows, had much occasion later to strengthen 
his determination that Crete was to be free.

TIRPITZ THE ETERNAL
When historians come to analyze 

the great European war and begin to 
find out Its real causes, say in about 
fifty years from now. It would not sur­
prise some of the closest students of 
these remarkable times it they were 
to discover and put down as one cf 
the greatest causes Alfred von Tirpitz, 
admiral of the German navy, the crea­
tor of the German navy, and nne_pL. 
the creators of the German foreign 
and domestic policy.

"Tlri<ltz the Eternal" is his name 
in Germany. It is “Tirpitz the 
Eternal" because while Ihe kaiser has 
appointed and discharged chancellor 
after chancellor, -d army and navy 
officer after army and navy officer,
Von Tirpitz has gone on forever.

For seventeen years he has been 
at the head of the German navy and 
for seventeen years he has been un- 
flaggingly at work making It the ex­
traordinarily efficient left arm of Ger­
many that It is. His career began at 
the age of sixteen. Today he Is sixty-six years old, active, vigorous, de­
termined as ever. To anyone who would suggest that be Is approaching the 
•Close of hfs active life be has only to point out what his navy and especially 
Ilfs submarines have done and are doing under his command.

In appearance Admiral von Tirpitz scarcely suggests the man that hie 
policy has shown him to be. He 1b more than six feet In height. He is stout 
and bald. His flowing whiskers parted in the middle are his most charac­
teristic mark. His manner is extremely mild, though determined, and Is 
somewhat more academic and professional than bureaucratic.

In the person of Representative Har­
vey A. Penney of Baglnaw, serving his 
first term in the legislature, who 
comes forward with a bill designed to 
drive all the ratB from the precincts 
of the Wolverine state.

Gall, 
In neutral Switzerland. It has 
seen Us trade of centuries 

growth swept away by a struggle In 
which Us people have no Interest. St. 
Gal) Is a town of one industry and 
that for tbe export trade, says the 
National Geographic society. It la a 
world-famous center for the manufac­
ture of machine-embroidered white 
goods, and its wares have found sale 
over tbe whole nartb. It has done au 
annual trade In these articles with 
America of between all snd seven 
million dollars a year. It also had 
hegvy business with the countries of 
Burope and South America and (hose 
of tbe Orient. Since the outbreak of 
the war its export routes have been 
closed, while some of Its largest cus­
tomers have been forced by their war 
expenditures to stop all purchase of 
foreign-made luxuries.

The town has grown wealthy 
through tbe centuries, and it has con­
tinually developed Its one Industry, 
built many factories, large and small, 
where an important percentage of the 
embroidered white goods of the world 
are worked, and through alt the 
neighborhood around the city the 
same industry has found development 
as & home industry, in which hand 
machines are used.

Grew Around Monk's Cell.
St. Gall perch** high up on a moun­

tain shoulder, considerably back from 
the Lake of Constance. It grew up 
around tbe mountain cell of a learned 
Irish monk, St. Gailen, who, taken 
sick here in the seventh century 
while on a pilgrimage to Rome, built 
him a cell 1,000 feet up the mountain­
side, and, upon his recovery, vowed 
to devote his life to tbe conversion of 
the mountain tribes. Around hls cell 
there has grown up a city of more 
than thirty thousand, which hears hls 
name, and which Is known to the dry­
goods buyers of all countries.

An abbey was built, and its Irish 
monks, distinguished throughout Eu­
rope for their devotion to learning, 
here made a safe retreat for their 
Btudies. Centuries before the Renais­
sance the monks of St. Gailen studied 
both Greek and Latin, and painstak­
ingly copied many of tho undent 
texts. These munuBcripts are still 
preserved In the library of 8t. Call, 
and they form a priceless nucleus of 
its collections.

Considerable American capital has 
been attracted to this energetic little 
manufacturing city. Some of the 
great factories with their scores of

Calals-Paris connections are excellent 
—and find himself forced to spend 
some hours in the city, the first thing 
he remarks is that there seems to bs 
a dozen or more women to every man 
npon the streets. While, of course, 
the relative disproportion is nowhere 
near so great, still girls and women 
do largely outnumber the men, as 
the lace Industry is continually draw­
ing them from tho surrounding coun­
try to its factories. Wages In this In­
dustry are very low, snd many of Its 
operations can bo performed as well 
by young girls as by men.

The loiterer next notices lace signs 
everywhere, upon commission houses 
and factories. Generally, these signs 
appear In three languages. French. 
German and English. In spring and 
autumn he will meet a continual 
stream of his countrymen, buyers for 
the big importing houses.

Factories Are Worth Seeing.
Of hls own free will, however, the 

travefer seldom stays. He Is always 
willing to leave Calais for most any­
where. There are plenty of self-cen­
tered, serious, hustling business 
towns at home, and there 1s no oc­
casion for enduring the monotonous 
twentieth century atmosphere when 
one Is on a pleasure trip. There are, 
nevertheless, many things worth see­
ing in the flat, dingy, strictly practical 
port city. Visits to the great lace fac­
tories are well worth while, and 
usually give one a new reverence for' 
the possibilities of insensible machin­
ery. To see the most intricate pat­
terns mingled in & foam wave of ex­
quisite lace, possibly of several colors, 
with gold and silver threads, and all 
this done by a massive, complicated 
piece of machinery, at one end de­
vouring thousands of thread strands 
and, at the other, giving forth a face 
equal to the highest cunning of the 
human band, is to witness almost tho 
perfection of man's Inventive genius 
And, then, this piece of machinery op­
erates automatically, much like 'the 
player-piano.

Calais shares with Nottingham. 
England, the honors for the manufac­
ture of machine-woven laces. The 
other two leading lace towns make 
what are known as tho embroidered 
and "burnt out-' lace*, on entirely dif­
ferent machine*. Calais smuggled its 
industry from England, but it has add­
ed to the original* English processes 
and machinery enough to be in posi­
tion to claim a perfection of its own. 
Aside from, and beyond, Its momen­
tary military interest, Calais has the 
liveliest interest for the person wide­
awake to present-day marvels, as a

highly Intricate, almostlntelllgent ma­
chines, are entirely owned by Ameri­
can manufacturers, wbo regularly vis­
it their plants and make preparations 
for this country's scusona) supplies. 
The American consulate at St. Gall is 
u very busy office, and it has to do al­
most solely with the embroideries and 
the machine-embroidered laces of St. 
Gall and of the surrounding village* 
for American consumption.

Lice Town Also Suffers, 
Another town that hast sutfered se­

verely by tbe war is Calais, which 
though It ha* bceu looked on by tour­
ist* as merely u thrcHhold of conti­
nental Europe, Is in reality one of 
the four greatest machine made lace 
eitieN of the world. It Is us a cen­
ter of manufactured laces 1 hut Calais 
in ocnce times is most widely noted,

Having Cup on Matching Plate, With­

out Saucer, Is Excellent Method/ 
for Obvious Reasons.

\  ----
An easy way of serving a cup of 

tea is to place the cup on a matching 
plate, and to put a folded tea napkin, 
a spoon and a fork on the plate. Then 
pass whatever sandwiches or cakes you 
may desire to serve with the tea. ?bey 
can be accommodated on the plate, 
and daintily and easily eaten.

If elaborate cakes or sandwiches are 
served with tea and no plate is pro­
vided it is difficult to manage them 
balanced on the saucer of the cup. If 
a separate plate (s held under the cup 
and saucer, It Is practically useless, 
for the saucer so nearly fills It that 
the margin at the edge is not wide 
enough to accommodate the cakes.

Of course when a simple wafer or 
easily eaten sandwich Is to be passed 
with the tea the saucer of the teacup 
Is sufficiently commodious to accom­
modate It

Lemon Buns.
One-fourth cupful of sugar, one ta- 

blespoonful butter, one cupful of milk, 
one-half cupful currants, one-eighth 
cupful lukewarm water, three cup­
fuls ilour, one egg, one-half yeast cake, 
one-fourth teaspoonful salt, one-hall 
lemon, one-fourth teaspoonfu) nutmeg.

Last­
ly add the ycart dissolved In warm wa­
ter. Beat for 16 minutes, cover close­
ly aud lot rise When risen stir In 
currants, which must be well floured, 
then add the nutmeg and grated rind 
and juice of lemon. Place on your 
pastry board, roll out half an Inch 
'.hick and cut out with medium-sized 
biscuit cutter. Place one-half the 
buns In greased pans, leaving plenty 
of space. Then place other half on 
those already In the pan Let rise 
very light, bake In quick oven. When 
done brush with white of egg and 
tprlnkle with powdered sugar.

,  Choice of Vegetables.
Selection of the vegetables for din­

ner has much to do with the success 
of a meal. Those which resemble each 
other should be voided, as squash, 
sweet potatoes and parsnips, and with 
these pumpkin pie should be omitted; 
also, more than one vegetable requlr . 
ing the same klud of dressing, as 
creamed cabbage and creamed carrots, 
or a vinegar dressing as cabbages, 
beets and spinach. Variety In flavors, 
rather than those that bear a near re­
lation to each other, gives the most 
satisfactory results.

Virginia Waffles.
Cook a cupful of cornmeal in’a cup­

ful and a half of boiling water for IS 
minutes. Add a cupful ana a half of 
milk, a cupful of flour, two teaspoon- 
fuls of baking powder, teaspoonful of 
salt, two eggs beaten separately and 
a tsblespoonful of melted butter, also 
two tsblespoonfuls of sugar, and beat 
well, liako on hot waffie irons Corn- 
meal griddle cskes are made in ths 
same way though tbs batter should be 
somewhat thinner

Cream Toast.
Toast s sufficient number ot slices 

of br<‘Sd crisp sod brown. Maks • 
sauce of ona pint of milk which has 
been brought to the boiling poluf and 
thickened with a tableapoonfu) of flour 
rubbed smooth In a little cold milk 
Boason well with salt, and add a large 
tableapoonful of butter. Cook till 
creamy. Then dip each slice of toast 
In the sauce, and lay In a deep dish; 
pour the sauce over the slices when 
the dish Is full, and serve hot.

Chicken pie.
Cook two fat chickens until tender 

In water slightly salted When done 
place pieces evenly in pie pan, make a 
gravy (cot too thick) and pour over 
chicken to cover Have ready suffi­
cient mashed potatoes, nicely rea­
soned with cream, butter and suit; 
sprilad evenly over top of pie, put into 
oven with a hot fire, bake about twen­
ty minutes; serve

A Postal From “The Front”

Friends of Fred Aricott, the Negau* 
oee man who left here shortly after 
the beginning of tbe year to answer 
tbe cal) to tbe English colors, have 
received the first direct word from him 
since he left the training camp at Al­
dershot to proceed to “ the front.”

The communication is in the form 
of a “Field Post Card," and in itself 
gives insight into the vastly altered 
conditions duriog war time. These 
post cards are provided for the sol­
diers' use in communicating with fam­
ilies or friends left behind. Contrast­
ed with the wars of long, long ago— 
and even with our owo Civil War—it 
is apparent that far greater pains are 
luken to provide the soldiers with a 
medium of home communication than 
there used to be. On tbe other hand, 
it will be readily apparent that in the 
case of post cards dispatched from 
points near “the front," where there 
would be constant danger of tbe mis­
sives falling into tbe bands of tbe 
enemy, it would be most unwise to 
permit tbe soldiers to tell where they 
were encamped, rumored plans for 
subsequent engagements, etc. The 
British postal authorities have appar­
ently solved the problem of giving 
those who have remained behind 
opportunity to hear from relatives 
and friends In the battle lines, yet 
without sacrifice of the required secre­
cy regarding plans.

Tbe solution was found in tbe adop­
tion of tbe “Australian ballot" form 
of post card, frequently found in the 
displays of souvenir card! lu Ameri­
can stores.

The following was adopted as the 
constitution of the Marquette County 
Farm Bureau.
Constitution Of The Marquette County 

Farm Bureau.
Name; This organization shall be 

Known as the Marquette County Farm 
Bureau.

Purpose: The purpose of this or­
ganization is to develop the agricul­
tural resources and to promote the 
best social, educational Industrial in­
terests of the country.

Membership: All persons residing; 
within the county are eligible to mem*! 
bershlp and become members upon! 
paying the annual fee and subscribing; 
to the constitution. I

Fees and Dues: A minimum annual 
fee of 50c shall be charged for mem­
bership in this Bureau, but there shall 
he no restriction on voluntary sub­
scriptions raised by the Finance Com­
mittee for special purposes.

Officers: The officers of this bu­
reau shall consist of a President, Vice- 
President, Secretary, Treasurer and 
County Agriculturist, all of whom, ex­
cept the County Agriculturist, shall 
he elected for a period of one year 
and shall serve, without compensation, 
until their successors shall be elected 
and qualify. The County Agriculturist 
shall be appointed for such time and 
given such compensation as the con­
tracting parties may determine.

Advisory Board: The Advisory 
Board shall constitute the governing 
body of the Bureau and Bhall be com­
posed of the officers of the Bureau and i 
one Township Director from each! 
Township and ward in the county; ini 
addition to this there may also be on 
’he Advisory Board one Director front1 
each Chamber of Commerce of the i 
different cities of the county. A quo-1 
rum shall consist of a majority of the 
members of the Advisory Board. The 
Township Directors for the first year( 
shall be chosen by a committee ap- j 
pointed by the President. After the ' 
first year all Towuship Directors shall 
be elected by the members of the Bu­
reau residing in the respective town­
ships.

Duties of Officers: The President 
shall perform such duties as usually! 
pertain to the office. He shall have, 
power to fill such vacancies as may 
occur in any office or committee. He' 
shall, In conjunction with the Trea-' 
surer, sign all checks and vouchers, 
for disbursements, contracts, and oth­
er Instruments of writing of the Bu­
reau. He may call meetings of the 
Advisory Board or any of the com­
mittees whenever he deems advisable, 
and upon the application of three 
members of the Advisory Board shall 
call special meetings provided such 
application Is made in writing setting 
forth the object of the meeting.

The Vice- President shall perform 
the duties of the President in cage 
of his absence or disability.

The Secretary shall perform such 
duties as usually pertain to the office 
of secretary.

The Treasurer shall, in conjunction 
with the President, sign all checks and 
vouchers for disbursements, contractu, 
and other instruments of writing of 
the Bureau. He shall deposit the funds 
of th<; Bureau In the hank or banks 
designated by the Advisory Board.

Township Organization; It shall he 
the duty of the Township Director to 
solicit members in his township, and 
to turn Into the Treasurer of the Bu­
reau all membership fees received. Ho 
shall call together all the fanners of 
his township, and others residing In 
his township interested in the develop­
ment of agriculture, aud effect a Town­
ship Organization of the Bureau of 
which he shall he the director 
and Presiding officer. The Organ­
ization shall be a Secretary and a 
Treasurer both of whom shall ho 
chosen from Ihe members of the Bu­
reau residing In that township.

Object ol Township Organization: 
The object of tins Township Organiza­
tion is, in general, to make the work 
of tin* Bounty Agriculturist more effi­
cient in that particular community.

Committees: The standing commit­
tees of this Bureau shall be: The Exe­
cutive Committee, which shall consist 
of the officers of the Bureau and two 
members at largo chuKon by the Ad­
visory Board; tin* Finance Committee, 
and the Marketing (Committee, both of 
which hIiuII consist of three members 
appointed by the President; 
other cummiUccH as the 
Board may deem necessary 
cioncy of the work.

Duties of th<> Committee: 
cutivo Committee shall transact such 
business of tile Bureau us the Advisorv 
Board may direct.

The Finance Committee shall audit 
the lawks of the Treasurer, and shall 
solicit and collect all funds, oilier than 
membership fees, necessary to earn­
out tiie work of Ihe Bureau.

The Marketing Committee shall 
make a study of the markets effecting 
tiie county and report their findings in 
writing to the Bureau.

Tin* duties of other Committees may 
lie determined by the Advisory Board.

Meetings: The Advisory Board 
shall hold regular monthly meetings 
at such place and hour ns it may de­
termine, Thi‘ annual meetings shall 
be held on tin* date of the regular 
monthly meeting In the month of Sept­
ember.

Order of Business: Tin* order of 
business of thf* Advisory Board shall 
be as follows: roll call, reading of 
minutes, report of committees and 
consideration of same, report and rec 
(linmendatlons of the County Agri­
culturist. suggestions for improving 
the work, Treasurer's report, new* busi­
ness. adjournment. In addition to 
this, at tin* annual meetings there 
shall he submitted In writing the an­
nual report of the officers.

'd  at any regular meeting of the Ad­
visory* Board, provided that notice In 
writing of such proposed change or 
changes hud been given at the previ­
ous regular meeting. All members 
absent when such notice Is given 
must be informed by the Secretary 
sending a copy of the proposed 
changes.

The following resolution of special 
committee was read and unanimously 
adopted, and Supervisor Keese was 
duly elected Vice President of said 
organization in compliance with this 
resolution.

Resolved by this Committee that the 
Board of Supervisors adopt this con­
stitution for our county organization 
slid that the members of the Board 
of Supervisors act as the Advisory 
Board of the Farm Bureau for the 
first year, and further resolved that 
the Chairman of this Board act as 
President, the County Clerk to act an 
Secretary aud Treasurer, and that a 
Vice- President be elected by this 
board.

In addition, the 
teacher is supposed to hoard away 
vast sums of monogj so that when sbe 
becomes too nervous aod cron to 
teach, at the age of fifty or there- 
about*, sbe can retire andllvebappily 
ever after on her Income.—Philadel­
phia Bulletin.

ARE WELL CARED 

FOR IN ENGLAND

Edward B. Clark Makes an in­
spection of the Camp at 

Dorchester.

GERMANS GIVEN GOOD FOOD

Are Taken For Long Walk* and Al­
lowed to Play Games to Keep In 

Condition—London is Hourly 
Expecting an Attack from 

"on High.”

T'nton.)
London, England.—For the first 

time since the war began up to the 
hour of this 
writing, Eng* 
land has been 
visited on two 
c o n s e c u t iv e  
days, or rather 
nights, by hoa- 
t 1 1 e aircraft, 
which dropped 
bombs without 
doing v e r y  
much damage. 
At this hour 
London fully Is 
expecting an at­
tack from what 
one without Ir­
reverence may 
call "on high."

It may be that 
by the day that 
this appears the 
expected attack 
will have taken 

place, but the one thing remains cer­
tain. that with expectation strong 
that something is going to drop on it, 
l.<ondon continues to be the phleg­
matic city that it always has been.

On the day that the bombs were 
dropped on two villages called Faver- 
sham and Slttingbourne, 1 came Into 
London from a visit to a town near 
the coast and as I learned afterward 
I was not far ahead of the aeroplanes 
which did the shell dropping. From a 
personal point of view perhaps it were 
better to be ahead of the aeroplane, 
but from a reporter's point of view 
perhaps It was not unlucky! Never­
theless in the talk of the thing and in 
the preparations made by London for 
the coming ot flying visitors, there 
was Interest enough to keep the news­
paper pulse throbbing.

It is taken for granted, of course, 
that courage is the same in all civil­
ized countries, but It does seem as if 
the sort of cool indifference of the 
Englishman to the possibilities or 
probabilities of overhead attack is a 
peculiarly British characteristic. The

men in authority or prisoners, knew 
that a newspaper man visitor was to 
drop in to the place. I went there and 
found something very much like as­
tonishment that a superior officer au­
thority had given me permission to go 
to the camp, to look it over, and to 
write about It. This made me certain 
that no preparations for my visit had 
been made, and that I saw the cap­
tives in their normal state of treat­
ment and Imprisonment.

The Germans at Dorchester were all 
captured during or just after battles. 
Every man there had been doing hlB 
best for the Fatherland on the fight­
ing line. Rome of them had been 
badly wounded, but had been kept in 
hospitals until^*complete, or nearly 
complete recovery, before being sent 
to the prison camp proper. One young 
fellow, Just or a little more than of 
age, had been badly wounded In the 
side at the battle of Solssons, or per­
haps It wore better to say at one of 
the many battles near Solssons, be­
cause back and forth about the place 
the armies had been struggling for a 
long time. This soldier youth was a 
student. He wore big spectacles, al­
most the size of motor car goggles. 
He spoke English, which be told me 
he had learned at school, having never 
been in an English-speaking country 
in his life. If the American boy learns 
as good German In an American school 
as the English that soldier iearned In 
a German school, our modern language 
teachers know their business.

Are Well Cared For.
This boy spoke French also. Per­

haps, In the present state of affairs he, 
as a German, le not particularly proud 
of hls English and French-speaking ac­
complishments, but he knows the, to 
him, alien languages well. His Eng­
lish is almost without a trace of what 
we cal) foreign accent, and I suppose 
hls French may be likewise, although 
I am not qualified to judge. This boy 
told me of hls prison life, and said 
he had good food, a good bed and was 
comfortable, but with good food and 
a good bed be nevertheless was a pris­
oner. I thought on this as I talked 
to him, wondering all the while wheth­
er he, after all, would not prefer the 
battle and Its dangers to the prison 
life, its Bemicomforts and its safety.

Much has been written about the 
uniform of the German armies, how Its 
color makes it actually vanish when 
viewed at a little distance. Nearly all 
of the prisoners at Dorchester were 
still garbed in their field coats and 
trousers, and some of them still had 
their service capB. I saw many of 
these men at a distance of nearly two 
hundred yards, but I did not see them 
clearly, because with their caps drawn 
down over their eyes, thus making 
them virtually one color from toe to 
top, they melted Into the surroundings 
so that they became part of them and 
were with the utmost difficulty picked 
out by the eye of the observer.

The prisoners at Dorchester live 
either In brick buildings which have 
stood for a good many years, or iiL 
frame structures recently erected fOT 
their accommodation. They sleep on 
the floor or at least upon boards re­
moved from the floor by only a few 
inches. On these boards, however, is 
laid a thick mattress which seeming­
ly is comfortable. Each sleeper has

German Concentration Camp at Dorchester.

Londoner, from the man who sells 
cat s meat to the man who lives in the 
palace, doesn't seem to care a rap 
whether hell In hail form Is to drop 
down from the heavens or not. After 
ho gets a taste of It It may be differ­
ent, but thus far there is only a curi­
osity in the matter which virtually 
seems to take on the nature of a cu­
rious desire to see what will happen 
when it does happen. The American 
boy on the Fourth of July likes to bold 
a firecracker in bis fingers to see it it 
will hurt when it explodes. This seems 
to be the attitude of the Londoner in 
the present cose when a Taube or a 
Zeppelin may coroe zigzagging out of 
the horizon line at any minute, day or 
night.

Dorchester Prison Camp.
Down at a place called Dorchester, 

from which a thriving suburb of the 
city of Boston, Mass., takes its name, 
there Is a camp where German pris­
oners of war are confined. I have 
been allowed to visit this camp, and 
the tour of inspection was most inter­
esting, although it is never a humanly 
pleasant thing to look on prisoners, 
whether they be Germans, Frenchmen, 
Engllsamen or captives of whatever 
nation. The thing was interesting be­
cause, while in the main the place 
and its environs were peaceful, they 
nevertheless presented a picture of 
war’s conditions. I was not told defi­
nitely just how many prisoners there 
were at Dorchester, but I was allowed 
to make an estimate and to use it. 1 
think there are about 2,200 Germans 
in the compound.

These men of Wilhelm's armies are 
not haviog a very bard time of It.

three blankets with which to keep him­
self warm.

The food which the EngUsb give the 
Germans at Dorchester, and the camp 
there is said to be a typical one, is not 
the food of a Michigan boulevard or 
Fifth avenue hotel, but those who 
roust eat it say that it Is good and 
that there is enough of it. I proved 
to my own satisfaction that the cap­
tives really were satisfied with their 
food and were not simply telling me 
bo because a British army officer was 
present while I was talking to him. 
I had sense enough to know that no 
prisoner would care to complain of his 
food while one of the authoritative 
ones was present, and so I wanted to 
make it certain, as far as 1 could, 
whether or not the prisoners had Just 
cause to complain, but yet either did 
not care to or dare to do it.

Msy Buy Little Comforts.
Every prisoner at Dorchester Is al­

lowed to receive money from friends 
to be used to purchase such permitted 
things as will add to hls comfort- 
There Is a store within the prison, 
canteen they call it, at which the cap­
tives may make purchases. 1 went 
to that store and watched prisoner 
after prisoner as he came to buy. 
Solid food was on sale there, and 
many tempting articles of food of the 
lighter kind as well. I reasoned that 
it the men were dissatisfied with the 
food that was issued to them, or that 
if it was not nutritious, they would 
spend their money on food which 
they felt they needed to keep up their 
strength, and perhaps their hearts.

With the exception of fruit, no pris­
oner made a purchase of food. Fine 
bacon, fine canned soups and canned

food of various kinds wont without a 
purchaser. The prisoners bought cig­
arettes and tobacco, oranges and 
banaooi, and other things, but the 
solid foods stayed on the sales coun­
ter. The man In charge told me that 
there waB virtually no demand for the 
substantiate.

The captives at Dorchester have a 
recreation field three or four acres in 
extent, and tb^r* they play all sorts 
of games. They do ordinary work 
around the camp and, In addition to 
the exercise from game and work, they 
are taken out in big squads for tramps 
through the country outlying the 
camp, of course being constantly un­
der guard.

Those of the prisoners with whom 
I talked individually proved to be raosf 
interesting men. One of them up to 
the time of the outbreak of the war 
had been a professor of languages In 
a German institution of learning. He 
knew the classics thoroughly and now 
While In prison he was striving hard 
to add English to IBs lingual accom­
plishments.

With one exception there was no 
prisoner in camp under the age of 
eighteen years. The exception was a 
boy of sixteen, who had been picked 
up from the water after a naval en­
gagement. It was the intention of the 
authorities to send him, in a day or 
two, to another camp where other 
young naval apprentices are confined 

Are Closely Guarded.
All about the camp at Dorchester, 

Including of course the recreation 
ground, there runs a double line of 
barbed wire entanglements. Back of 
these for a large part of the incloiurc 
there is a high wall. On a platform 
back of this wall the guards walk 
with fixed bayonet and loaded rifle 
Escape seems well-nigh impossible Yet 
It is true that recently two prisoners, 
both officers, escaped from another 
prison, presumably Just as well guard­
ed-as is this one, and they were not 
recaptured until they had wandered 
about the country for nearly a week

In the camp at Dorchester there are 
several members of the Prussian 
guard. They are huge men and of a 
wonderful physique. The rest of the 
prisoners are Just about like the av­
erage of other nationalities In size 
and build. All of them look like pyg­
mies, however, by the side of the Prus­
sian guard giants. There are no Ger­
man officers confined at this camp. 
The enlisted men captives, however, 
are not entirely from what some people 
call the lower walks of life. They rep­
resent the merchant, the farmer and 
the professional classes.

These captives hear from borne un­
der certain restrictions. The Ameri­
can embassy has taken over the af­
fairs of Germany, and it is America 
today as represented in England, 
which has In its care in a way these 
German prisoners of war. Of course. 
It must not be understood that Amer 
lea says that this must he done or 
that must he done, but it makes repre­
sentations on behalf of the German 
government, when so requested, and 
It looks after matters pertaining to 
the communication which Is kept up 
between the prisoners and their kins­
folk, and also to the transmission under 
regulation of money from father and 
mother or sister and brother in the 
Fatherland to the member of the fam­
ily fold who is a prisoner in an alien 
land.

The prisoners at Dorchester showed 
an interest, and rather a keen one, 
when it was known that an American 
was to visit them and wished to talk 
to them about their welfare. The rea­
son for this in large part was as I 
found somewhat to my astonishment, 
that as near as could be determined, 
not one of the many captives at Dor­
chester ever had visited the United 
States. An American was a curiosity. 
I thought it was possible that I could 
find among them a)) some man who 
would like to send a message to a 
friend whom he had known in the 
United States, but not one of them 
ever had crossed the water to visit 
tho land where so many of their coun­
trymen have found a home.

VOTES 53 YEARS, NOT CITIZEN
Veteran of the Civil War Has Just 

Discovered He Is Still an 
Allen.

Los Angeles, Cal.—John Kirby, born 
in England, veteran of the Civil war, 
and a voter at every presidential elec­
tion since the close of the war, has 
just discovered that be Is still an 
alien.

Kirby, now seventy-three, took the 
oath of allegiance when he joined the 
army and assumed that that oath 
made him an American citizen.

While proving up on a homestead 
In the United States land office he was 
asked to show his naturalization pa­
pers. He had none. After fifty-three 
years of practical citizenship, he said 
he would try again legally to become 
an American.

Stability of a Kansas College Building 

Is Menaced by Burrowing

Hat Lively Experience Get­
ting Past 8entries.

The Hague.—The course of true love 
tuns anything but Bmoothly on the 
Belglan-Dutch frontier, especially 
when the sweethearts reside on op­
posite sides of the barbed-wire fence.

Pete 1b a Netherlander, Mleke is a 
Belgian; his farm stands securely on 
Dutch soil, hers precariously in "Lit­
tle Germany” (as the Germans call 
Belgium). At first the lovers bad not 
noticed much of the war, which has 
left their district almost untouched; 
then a strong wire fence was put up 
and German detachments of cavalry 
continually patrolled the Belgian side, 
while sentries were placed at Inter­
vals with loaded rifles and fixed bay­
onets.

Now it was no longer possible to 
hold sweet converse at eventide after 
tbe farm work was done. All that re­
mained was to walk, he on one side 
of the wire, she on tje  other, and cast 
loving glances at each other, for the 
Germans would allow no talk across 
tbe border.

At last the swain spoke of his sad 
plight to an acquaintance who for a 
consideration made it bis business to 
conduct Belgian refugees into Hol­
land. Would Louis (that was the ac­
quaintance's name) take him across 
on Saturday night so that he could 
pass tbe whole Sunday with hls Mieke? 
And Louis promised to do so on the 
very next Saturday, when he waB due 
on the other side to meet fugitives at 
a certain prearranged place to take 
them safely Into Holland.

That Saturday evening was damp 
and misty. "Just the right sort of 
weather for us,” Louis enthusiastically 
put it, hut hls companion could not 
quite agree with him, as he waded 
through marshes to the dike beyond 
which stretched the wire fence. He 
was wearing bis Sunday best and the 
seeping mud did not improve the ap­
pearance of hls nether garments.

As they approached the dike Louis 
cautioned Pete not to whisper or even 
breathe loudly.

Smugglers and Fugitives Run 
Gantlet on Holland

Many 8Hot, but Germans Hesitate to
Fire Over Line for Fear of Neu­

trality Violation—Lacerated 
In Wire Maze.

Bergen-op-Zoom, Holland. — Dutch 
soldiers under arms stand at intervals 
along the Dutch-Belgian frontier near 
here, keen observers of the movements 
of the Germans in devastated Belgium. 
The Dutchmen, themselves not at war, 
live through at least some of the ex­
citement of actual fighting, for in the 
stillness reigning over tbe peaceful 
agricultural districts about here they 
can hear from time to time the roar of 
cannon from the direction of Zee* 
brugge. Also they are often witnesses 
of the chase by German troops of 
young Belgians making a dash for tho 
frontier in an effort to get to Holland 
and thence across the channel to Flan­
ders to join the Belgian army in 
Flanders.

The German sentries just over the 
river separating the two countries 
never cease their vigilant lookout for 
these young fellowB and have taken 
many precautions to prevent their 
crossing the line. Bushes have been 
cut down and obstacles In the way of 
a clear view of the landscape have 
been removed. Barbed wire entangle­
ments have been erected for many 
yards.

Yet the young Belgians dare every­
thing. They crawl beneath tho wire 
In the night and with luck manage In 
many cases to get through at the ex­
pense of torn clothing and flesh. Then, 
however, there is the open space be­
fore the frontier to pass. This is close­
ly guarded by German landsturm 
troops, but the Belgians often try to 
cover it In a desperate dash under the 
fire of the sentries. Many of them 
succeed, for the Germans take good 
care not to fire In the direction ot the 
frontier, as they would thus run the 
risk of shooting the Dutch sentinels on 
the other side of the line and in this 
way committing a breach of neutrality.

Once within Dutch territory the Bel­
gian youtlia are free. As they are not 
yet soldiers, they cannot he interned 
and most of them make their way to 
a port for shipment across tbe channel.

Tho Dutch troops on other parts ot 
the frontier have to keep a sharp look­
out for smugglers of contraband from 
their own territory Into Germany. 
These smugglers, because ot tbe rich 
profits in case of success, are daring 
and risky and do not hesitate to use 
violence against their own country­
men.

Gasoline and horses are the most 
profitable to the smugglers. The for­
mer brings at least treble its former 
price. Sound hones of any age fetch 
extraordinary prices from the Ger­
mans, anything up to $500 being paid 
for draft horses.

All roads leading to tbe frontier are 
closed to traffic. Directly on the bor­
der line at wide intervals stand single 
sentries with their loaded rifles resting 
beneath their arms. About 200 yards 
farther back is a second line of senti­
nels and behind ‘Vse some distance 
In the rear are pickets of a dozen men, 
each with a noncommissioned officer.

The smugglers naturally keep to 
side paths or go across country. In 
case they should be seen by the pick­
ets they are at once arrested and their 
loads confiscated.

Often, however, at night they suc­
ceed In passing through the gaps be­
tween the pickets. TbcD their prog­
ress becomes more difficult and their 
presence Is often discovered by the 
forward lines of sentries, who fire If 
the smugglers, as sometimes happens, 
make a dash to reach the German 
lines.

Strange Disease That Affects the Liberty Bell

P HILADELPHIA.—Liberty bell, the most precious relic of the birth of this 
nation, is afflicted with an insidious disease of so serious £ character that 

metallurgical experts have advised against sending It to San Francisco for
exhibition at the Panama-Pacific ex­
position.

Liberty bell made the journey to 
New Orleans in 1886, to Chicago In 
1893, to Charleston in 1902, to At­
lanta in 1895, to Boston In 1903 and 
to St. Louis in 1904. But since its 
return from that* last journey to its 
home in Independence Hall, Phila­
delphia, the crack which has disfig­
ured the old bell for the last 80 years 
has widened and extended alarmingly 
—a result of the strange dioease 

which the experts have discovered. Visible manifestations of the disease 
exist in the new crack, which begins at tho top of the vertical old one and 
extends diagonally around the upper portion of tho bell for more than a 
quarter of its circumference.

As In the case of a human patient, there has been a diagnosis and a 
course of treatment prescribed. The old bell's doctor is Alexander E. Outer- 
bridge, Jr., who holds tho chair of metallurgy at Franklin institute, Philadel­
phia. In his report to the curator of the museum where the befl reBts Mr. 
Outerbrldge wrote:

“It Is no hyperbolical figure of speech to say timt the venerated Liberty 
bell is afflicted with a serious distaBe. Metallurgists have adopted into their 
technical phraseology tho term 'diseases of metals,' and recognize seveml 
such maladies. I myself have no hesitation in saying that the bell has a  
distemper whtch should insure its most careful preservation from all shocks 
such as It would be subjected to in a long journey.”

Blackwells Island Has Its Own Exclusive Set

NEW YORK.—Blackwells Island has Its aristocracy—Its first families of 
the workhouse. The social register, say those who understand the life 

behind the bars, 1b identical with the prison register, for no one In the 
woman’s wing can be recognized as 
“in society" unless she has attained 
four commitments.

Two commitments, or three, leave 
one In the limbo of the parvenus; 
while even a good round term In the 
penitentiary does not remove the 
stigma upon the "climber.” It takes 
four sojourns in the Blackwells work- 
house to pass muster. As for neo­
phytes, the way of the light transgres­
sor is exceedingly hard.

One of the officials recently came 
upon a woman In tears. “None of these girls will have a thing to do with 
me,” she sobbed.

“What were you committed for?”
"Tenement house law, hut then—sob—you see It was only the first time.” 
“But don't they respect you for that?"
They respected her, It appeared, to the extent of freezing her out. No 

one would share sandwiches with her, talk to her, allow her to act as a 
picket against tbe keepers in case some one chanced to have some smuggled 
cigarettes. Her ostracism seemed to cut as deeply as do any other social
snubs.

As a matter of fact, the workhouse to many an old-timer Is home—tbe 
only place where she may feel In harmony with her environment

Interesting Items From the Three
Great Kingdoms of the North Se­

lected for 8candlnavlane and 
Their Descendants.

Sweden.
The Russifying of Finland Is a topic 

of lively Interest in Sweden at this 
time. Despite the great war which 
Russia has on itsriiandg, It finds time 
for a vigorous prosecution of its pol­
icy of Russifying Finland, and Swed­
ish writers are not sparing in their 
criticism of what Is taking place. One 
of these writers says, among other 
things: “Russia seems determined to 
blot out the last trace of the Indepen­
dence of Finland during the war. Tbe 
free grand duchy guaranteed by Czar 
Alexander 1 is to be completely swal­
lowed up by tbe empire. The whole 
country is virtually In a state of siege. 
Russian laws governing the press, 
public meetings and societies are ap­
plied to Finland. The government Is 
to be changed so as to conform to 
the Russian pattern. Public officials 
are to fee educated in Russia. The in­
dependent money and customs sys­
tem of Finland are to be abolished. 
The Greek Catholic church is to be 
made supreme lu the Protestant Fin­
land. Personal persecution flourishes 
as never before. Many Finnish pa­
triots, Including the greatest states­
man of the country, the venerable 
president of tbe senate, have been de­
ported to the most desolate section 
of Siberia Men who never took any 
part In any kind of political agita­
tion are accused of conspiracy and 
crimes, their houses are searched, and 
they themselves are thrown into pris­
on. Finnish newspapers are heavily 
fined or entirely suppressed on ac­
count of tbe most innocent remarks. 
And In the midst of all these trials 
the Finlanders remain loyal to Russia. 
More than that: they are adhering to 
a policy of peaceful resistance which 
they declare can never be broken by 
means of violence. They truBt that 
tbe future will reward their patience.’’ 

• • •
Tbe Swedish residents of Philadel­

phia have organized a society called 
The Sons of Sweden, which has for 
tts object the dissemination of infor­
mation as to Sweden among English 
speaking' people. On March 29, 1638, 
the Swedes landed on the Delaware 
river, establishing the first Swedish 
settlement in America, and the anni­
versary of that historic event will be 
celebrated with a banquet by the new 
society every year hereafter.

•  •  •
Sweden has for many years carried 

on a considerable trade with Persia, 
but since the outbreak of the war it 
has become exceedingly difficult to 
carry on this trade. To overcome this 
difficulty the Transatlantic company 
has decided to establish a steamship 
line between Sweden and tbe Persian 
ports. The steamer Atlantic will soon 
take on a cargo at Goteborg, and if 
Its voyage la successful other voyages 
will be made by other ships.

• • •

A young married woman of Stock­
holm recently killed her three-year-old 
child and then committed suicide by 
drowning. It Is believed that her mind 
was affected, but some hold that finan­
cial worries may have been responsi­
ble for the terrible deed. Her hus­
band was mobilized, aDd as the wom­
an was refused help by the commu­
nity, she may have worried herself 
Insane over the situation.

• • •
An old tailor burned to death on a 

farm near Karlshamn. With two oth­
ers he was playing cards and was in 
an intoxicated condition. None of the 
trio became aware of the fact that the 
house was afire till the flames en­
veloped them. The two others saved 
their lives by leaping through a win­
dow, but the aged tailor remained be­
hind and perished.

•  • •
The Swedish government has 

granted permission to a number of 
dealers to export 10,600 draft horses, 
ranging in age from five to thirteen 
years. These animals are not to be 
used tor war purposes but will pre­
sumably take the place of horses 
taken from their every-day work to 
the battle field.

As In Norway, the war has bad a 
stimulating effect upon the shipbuild­
ing Industry of Sweden, and new ships 
are being rushed to completion at all 
of the shipbuilding factories of the 
country. The ships now building have 
an aggregate tonnage of over 100,000 
tons.

•  • •
After five days’ negotiations a joint 

committee of Swedish and Russian 
delegates agreed to propose that the 
railway systems of Sweden and Russia 
be connected at Haparanda. A rail­
way bridge will have to be built across 
the Torne river. In other respects the 
connecting tracks will not cost much. 
The chances are that the plan will be 
adopted by the governments of the 
two countries.

•  •  •
The government is urging the 'riks­

dag to vote a little over $1,000,000 for 
new submarines.

A dispatch from Stockholm says 
that King Gustaf Is ill, apparently 
with a recurrence of the stomach 
trouble for which he underwent an op­
eration a year ago. It is stated that 
the illness Is of a somewhat serious 
character. King Gustaf was operated 
on early last April for ulceration of 
the stomach by Prof. John Wilhelm 
Berg, tbe celebrated Swedish surgeon. 
The operation lasted 76 minutes.

•  • •

Applications are coming In fast irom 
people who wish to rent summer cot­
tages at the watering places of Bastad 
and Malen, Skane, and the prospects 
for a lively business are bright. It is 
noticed, however, that those who ask 
foe cheap rooms are more numerous 
than In former years, which shows 
that they have been affected by the 
hard times.

• • •

The hoof-and-mouth disease ap­
peared at the Helllnga farm, near 
Ystad, and eighty head of cattle and 
seventy hogs were killed. The cattle 
were buried, but the men* of the hogs 
was salted down on ocCbunt of the na­
tional government, which seems to 
have some way of utilizing tbe meat 
without any risk.

• • •

The Durnam, a British steamer, 
changed its name to Hemland and dis­
played the Swedish colors. There hap­
pens to be a Swedish steamer by that 
name, so the innovators knew their 
business. Another British steamer 
changed its name to Bernard, but 
kept the British colors.

• •  •

Rev. Johan Victor Alfvegren, who 
served as an Episcopal minister In 
America for nineteen years, has been 
commissioned by the king to serve as 
minister in the state church of Swe­
den. He was born in 1867 and is a 
Swedish citizen.

Denmark.

The goodly sum of 45,000 kroner was 
paid for a two-year-old stallion. The 
animal belonged to a man In Olgod and 
was bought by a horse breeders’ as­
sociation of Norager. It Is believed 
that this Is the highest price ever paid 
for a horse in Denmark. The stallion 
took first premium at the Horsen 
horse fair last year and is regarded 
as a perfect animal.

The “school ship’’ known as the 

Viking, which since 1907 has been 
used as a training ship for young sail­
ors, has proved a financial burden to 

•4ts owners, despite the annual dona­
tion of the Danish government, and 
has been offered for sale.

Norway.

The difficulty of obtaining coal 
abroad has led some of Norway’s busi­
ness men to the consideration of be­
ginning mining operations on the 
Andoen island, where coal deposits 
were discovered in 1867. Measure­
ments made in 1892 indicate that the 
coal fieldB on that Island underlie 
about ten square miles and that there 
must be something like half a million 
tons of coal. It haB not been deemed 
practical to begin mining operations, 
however, but It is uow a rather com­
forting thought that though the for­
eign supply of coal may be temporar­
ily stopped on account of the war, the 
needs of the people may be supplied 
from the Andoen island. Mining meth­
ods are much more advanced now 
than In 1867 or 1892 and It would be 
much easier to place this coal at the 
disposal of the people now than it was 
then.

Martin Tranmael, editor of the So­
cialist organ, Ny Tid, seems to be 
having more than his share of trouble. 
Reference to libel suits against him 
have been made in this column in the 
past. Now It is announced that be 
will have to stand trial for an article 
recently published under tbe caption, 
"We Are Summoned to the Battle." 

Tranmael was for many years a Jour­
neyman painter In America and it is 
believed that he imbibed bis revolu­
tionary principles at that time from 
tbe Industrial Workers of tho World.

The fishing Industry of Norway has 
suffered on account of tho war, be­
cause of tbe danger of floating mines, 
but now It looks as if the benefits will 
be greater than the damage. Ger­
many has begun contracting for huge 
quantities of fish lu Norway, a recent 
purchase requiring three freight ships 
to transport It. The price of fish Is 
going up as a result, and tho fisher­
men are happy.

•  ♦  •

It Is said that the largest consign­
ment of petroleum ever received In 
Norway arrived recently at Vallo In 
tbe tank steamer San Joaquin, belong­
ing to Wilhelm Wllhelmsen of Tons- 
berg. Tbe boat carried a cargo of 
ten million liters of crude oil and ben­
zine, or about 2,640,000 gallons, and 
came from Peru via the Panama 
canal.

. Tbe Roros copperworks have had a 
very profitable year, the net profits
being 99,527.20 crowns.

It Is reported that traffic in the port 

of Christiania has Increased enor­
mously since the beginning of the pres­
ent international disturbance. Espe 
daily evident was this fuct daring the 
Easter holidays, when two days’ ces­
sation from work allowed the goods In 
transit to pile up on the wharves until 
every available inch of space was 
taken. Steamers are anchored closely 
side by side along the wharves wait­
ing to unload or to take on their car­
goes. Often ships have to wait a con­
siderable time before room chq be 
provided for them at tho quay*

PARTY ON THE RUN
Democratic Leaders Foresee 

Certain Defeat.

Situation Now It Undeniably Favor*
able to the Republicans, and Will 

Become More 6o aa the 
Monthe Pass.
»____

Numberless indications point to Re­
publican success In next year's presi­
dential election. The country has not 
profited under Democratic govern­
ment. Industry has been checked. 
Taxes have Increased. Wages have 
declined. Despite abundant crops and 
a state of peace, unemployment and 
poverty fill tbe land. Nor has Demo­
cratic administration impressed itself 
upon the people as a moral benefit. 
Nobody discovers new or commend­
able influences of conscience in the 
life of the country. On the other 
hand, many conditions tend to offeud 
the public Judgment. Commonplace 
men fill large official posts. From 
whatever angle the Mexican policy 
may bo regarded, the impression 
grows that our standing In tho west­
ern hemisphere is not what It was— 
that the administration has to a de­
gree made sacrifice of the Monroe doc­
trine; that somehow we have met a 
large situation and instead of augment­
ing our own authority aud dignity la 
connection with It, we have lost re­
spect and prestige.

There Is a geucral feeling, too, that 
we have not carried ourselves credit­
ably in relation to the warring Euro­
peans. No positive declaration of our 
rights has been made; no ringing as­
sertion of American spirit has gone 
forth to sustain our national self-re­
spect. All these things together have 
mode a situation highly favorable to 
the Republican party.

In addition, and likewise tending to 
Republican advantage, we have wit­
nessed collapse of the movement in­
augurated at Chicago following the 
nomination of Mr. Taft in 1912. Bull- 
Mooseism is dead. The multitudes 
who flocked to Its banner have re­
turned to their old party affiliations. 
Everywhere, with the single exception 
of California, where political chaos 
still reigns, the Republican party Is 
a revived, an expanding, a hopeful 
quantity. The fuct is admitted in tbe 
conduct of those who in terms deny 
It. Democracy, only a little while 
back aggressive, Is on the defensive. 
Arrogant presumption has given placo 
to explanation and apology. Plainly 
the Democratic party is on the run. 
And its leaders?' including President 
Wilson, are vainly attempting to rally 
Its forces and revive its spirit.

Minority Party Will Be Ousted.
Business did not elect Mr. Wilstm. 

It was not Id favor of his election. 
But ft was powerless in the face of 
the Republican division. As it could 
not heal that, It was obliged to ac­
cept the result at the polls, which 
brought in the minority party by a 
minority vote. The wrangling Re­
publican politicians, and not the busi­
ness men, were responsible for what 
took place in November, 1912.

Since then business has had “a time 
of It." Hence the assertion that at 
tbs polls next year business of all 
kinds and degrees will register itself 
in favor of a change.

Tariff Has Aided England.
If it were not for the American mar­

ket, the textile districts of England 
would be In a serious condition. There 
had been a severe depression In tho 
districts, and it is doubtful if under 
any circumstances the year 1914*ou1d 
havo been a prosperous one, if pdace 
had continued. It wan the United 
States that saved that part of indus­
trial England. With the probability, 
therefore, that tho Republicans will 
make the tariff the Issue in the coming 
national campaign, tho Englishmen 
are not in any jovial frame of mind 
when contemplating what nmy happen

The Colonel's Attitude.
A New Hampshire ProgrcKsIvo de­

scribed us a friend of tho former pros* 
ldent declares that “no man hns the 
slightest authority to say that Colo­
nel Roosevelt is for this particular 
candidate or tfiut, that ho will support 
none but this one or support any can­
didate tho Republicans mi mo but 
one.” Tho colonel's policy norms to 
be "watchful waiting,” with u yearn­
ing to bo regulur and support tho 
candidate of the Republican party 
next yoar as tho most practical thing 
to do —Now York Bun.

Politics and the Tariff.
A popular cry in to “take tho tariff 

out of politics.” It cannot he done. 
In the very nature of things In our 
government, tbn tariff Is In politics, 
and politics Is In the tariff. Bchools 
of political thought and campaigns of 
political appcul grow out of the tariff. 
Such was in the beginning, such Is 
now, and such ever shall be while our 
present form of government Just*,
