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School Work Ends

The Negaunee public schools closed 
their year's work yesterday, the last 
event in the commencement week 
schedule being the exercises at the 
high school auditorium last evening, 
when several of the graduates par* 
ticipated in a pleasing program and 
two score diplomas were awarded. 
This makes the fourth consecutive 
year that the senior class has number* 
ed exactly forty. There was a large 
attendance and after the exercises the 
people were privileged to view the 
exhibits of the domestic science and 
manual training departments. The 
exhibits were comprehensive and at* 
tracted much attention, it being 
generally agreed that they were the 
best yet presented by the Negaunee 
schools.

Pleaslog numbers by the high school 
musical organizations alternated with 
the literary numbers on the commence­
ment program. The papers presented 
by six of the graduates constituted a 
“Symposium on City Government.’’ 
The synopses of these papers printed 
elsewhere in this issue will give an 
idea of the thought and care which 
the students had bestowed upon the 
subject, but to tbe credit for their 
composition should be added that for 
for pleasing delivery^ tbe students’ 
enunciation being particularly good.

The diplomas were conferred by 
Superintendent Orr Schurtz with brief 
hut appropriate observations upon 
ibe work of this year's class and that 
of the schools io general, He likened 
tbe school life to the borne life, speak 
ing particularly of tbe ioterest tbe 
parents manifested in the home over 
the progress tbelr children were mak­
ing, and of tbe sacrifices sc often in 
volved in providing for the children’s 
educational advancement—trialswbich 
the young folk could neither under­
stand nor appreciate until they had 
homes of tbelr own. Tbe school life 
differed only io detail, for tbe teach* 
ers were similarly Interested in those 
under their charge, and there were 
both joys and sorrows for instructor 
and student just as there were joys 
and sorrows in tbe borne. Io homes 
there come sad partings, and likewise 
in school the time bad come to say 
“good-bye,” As tbe parents bestowed 
a blessiDg upon the departing son or 
daughter, so tbe Negaunee high school 
expressed its approval of the work the 
young people had thus far accomplish­
ed and wished them well as they went 
out into the world, trusting that time 
would bring as affectionate regard 
for the Negaunee schoole as comes to 
every mature person when memories 
are awakened of “tbeold home.”

in this and succeeding papers to touch 
briefly upon these problems, trace tbe 
development of our present forms of 
municipal government and compare 
them with well-established forms 
found in tbe older European cities.

Note was made of tbe change in the 
manner of tbe city’s growth. For­
merly, this came chiefly from w.thout 
the city itself. Immigrants remained 
In tbe large commercial centers: farm­
er boys and hired men drifted to tbe 
cities in search of higher wages aud 
more social life. Now, however, 
cities are recruited from within them­
selves. and this internal growth is 
thought to have an important effect 
upoQ local government, for capacity 
for local self government is due in 
large part to the intermingling of 
neighborhoods and friends. The di­
vision of labor, which is the fountain 
of city life, it would seem, tends to 
develop in the city dweller inability 
to take care of himself. City popu­
lations are relatively bettor educated 
than rural populations, but because 
of their industrial character the for­
mer are probably less capable of tak­
ing broad views than are country men.

A review of the intellectual and 
moral qualities which seem to be es­
pecially favored by city life would 
seem to force tbe conclusion that city 
life, with its lack of neighborhood 
feeling, its intellectual narrowness, 
its habits of submission to govern­
ment and the great inequality in dis­
tribution of wealth, is, notwitbstand- 
ing the possibility of reasonably 
healthy aad moral conditions, oa the 
whole uot favorable to tbe develop­
ment of good government.

DEVELOPMENT IN MUNICIPAL 
GOVERNMENT

The American system of city govern 
mem had for its direct model tbe Eog- 
lisb system in tbe eighteenth century 
Miss Tyna Mattiia stated. This was 
not uniform, since the cities were in­
corporated through charters granted 
by tbe crown. The English city was 
distinctly undemocratic in its organi­
zation aod its sphere of action was 
very narrow.

The first municipal organization of 
any importance in this country was 
New York, which received its first 
charter in 1665. Philadelphia was 
next and afterward municipalities 
sprang up in tbe middle west, but col­
onial organization was tbe rule in 
New England for long years after­
ward. , , . „

The charters Issued after the lie vo­
lution differed from those of the 
colonial period in that they were 
granted by the state legislatures in­
stead of by the governors. Manhood 
suffrage was not provided for, the 
vote being confined to freeholders. 
Tbe governing tody was the council 
aod its function* were judicial and 
police rather than administrative in 
character, while the mayor possessed 
considerable personal control over 
municipal affairs.

The decline of the common council 
a* the central factor io city govern­
ment began as early as I860, from 
which time forward many of tbe pow­
ers formerly entrusted to the council 
became vested in municipal boards, 
following tbe trend of slate and na­
tional organization. This hud its 
faultfe because the boards were practi­
cally independent of otber municipal 
control. About 1880 the “ mayor” 
system appeared, tbe chief executive 
beiog grunted the absolute power of 
appointing and removing most of the 
important municipal officers. The 
“gpmmlssion” and tbe “city manager 
plans are still more recent innovations.

Lack of uniformity in municipal 
administration was held to he due to 
operation uuder so many different 
legislatures. Only after we have com­
prehended that the city Is tbe agent 
of the state as well as un organization 
for the satisfaction of local needs 
shall we be able to develop a distinc­
tive and satisfactory type of city 
government.

MUNICIPAL GOVERNMENT IN 
GERMANY

Many students of municipal prob­
lems cite Germany as a model in tbe 
muuaer of successfully dealing with 
these questions) aod Miss Katberloe 
MacDonald went Into considerable de- 
tallin presenting tbe various phases 
of this oft-quoted mode of urban gov­
ernment. German city government, 
she stated, has Its focus in tbe munici­
pal council, consisting of one chamber 
and exercising either directly or Indi­
rectly tbe whole authority that exists 
In the municipality. No salaries are 
paid and If a man should full to serve 
when elected to the council, he may be 
penalized, but this seldom happens, as 
it Is an honor for which professional 
meu and scholars are continually 
striving. The presence of men versed 
In tbe scientific, economic or mechan­
ical arts is notan uncommon charact­
eristic of German councils. In Mer­
lin, three-fourths of Its 126 members 
must be property-owners, while the 
remainder consists of representatives 
from the great mass of con-taxpayers. 
Tbo chief burgomaster of a German 
city has a power which greatly ex­
ceeds that of the mayor of any Ameri­
can city aod be has to be an expert in 
tbe general art of municipal admlols-

fact also is that German cities provide 
for Internal growth, while Chicago, 
for instance, has had to alter its plans 
several times to enlarge its public 
arrangement.

With the accession of Emperor 
William to the throne In 1861 there 
began a new era of municipal progress 
for Berlin, and that city was stimu­
lated with a desire to rival Baris- Its 
selection a» the capital did much to 
advance a liberal policy of paving 
roads, improving water and gas sup­
ply. etc., and Berlin, now about four 
times as large as it was in 1860, 
through Its methodical system of 
municipal government Is recognized 
as the typical German city.

WEAKNESSES OF AMERICAN 
CITY GOVERNMENT 

No branch of American politics has 
been more severely or more deserv­
edly criticised than the government 
of our cities, was an observation by 
Harry Kigg. At the same time no 
subject has been studied and discuss­
ed more thoroughly during tbe last 
twenty years and in no direction have 
there been more hopeful signs of im­
provement. In the criticism of our 
cities we must not forget that in com­
parison with those of Europe ours are 
practically new.

One of the worst evils of our city 
government is the slavish subjection 
to tbo government of tbe state. In 
tbe absenco of constitutional restric­
tions, tbe legislature may deal with 
tbe city as It pleases. Our cities are 
not free to solve tbelr problems as 
they choose. They cannot frame 
their own machinery of government 
and in many slates are compelled to 
adopt a uniform charter. For the 
most part charters have been drawn 
by legislatures distrustful of tbe city, 
or by special Interests concerned only 
in property or special privileges la 
d&oger of regulation. , ,

One defect in city government Is its 
police force. The main reason for 
dissatisfaction with the police force, 
particularly in tbe larger cities, is 
not that it cannot be held responsible 
or that it favors the member*, of one 
political party over those of another, 
but that as a body or through its indi­
vidual members it “sells" tbe right to 
break the law. The case of Police 
Lieutenant Becker in New York city 
was cited in support of this.

Another cause for complaint against 
citv government is in regard to its 
poiitlcai “ tools.” For the most part 
they are unworkable. That is the in 
teotlon of many of our city charters; 
they are not adjusted, to democracy 
but are adjusted to those who have 
the means and time to devote to poll 
tics. Some charters being so confused, 
few people know much about them and 
are unable to find out much about the 
real powers of tbe various officials.

Possibly the worst evil is the “ loog” 
ballot. England and Germany both 
have “short” ballots. Tbe extentto 
which cities suffer from corporations 
which usurp street and otber privi­
leges was discussed, us was the co :trl- 
butlon by corporation* to political 
funds aud the extent to which direct 
primaries, initiative and referendum, 
etc., might prove a remedy.

a t t e m p t s  t o  jjetter  c it y  
GOVERNMENT

Many attempts to better city govern­
ment have been made and are still 
being made, but Miss Hose Gaffney 
spoke only of those which had been 
successful, orut least partly success- 
ful. The women as well as tbe men 
have had part in these attempts to 
better city government. Particular 
reference was made to what bad been 
accomplished by the women’s leagues 
in Boston, New York aod Syracuse, 
socially and politically.

Children's courts and probation 
officers are conspicuous results of 
what women have been able to achieve 
in betterment of city government. 
Public health problems, educational 
matters aud factory legislation have 
all been beuetitted by the concerted 
attention which bus been given to 
them by women.'

Charltlablc work t« a matter which 
s receiving special thought Just now. 

The establishment of homes and hos­
pitals for the poor, as well as the 
establishment of city and county or­
ganizations Is certainly u bettering of 
the conditions aud also tbe govern­
ment of the city. The efficient work 
of the United Charities of Negauooe 
was cited as un example.

Coming more particularly t{> the 
llnauclal uspeets of the problem. tlm 
oeed of watchful disbursing officers 
for cities was emphasized, auu the 
remedies for inefficient municipal ad­
ministration as proposed by the New 
York Commission were presented at 
some length. Giber reforms In city 
government as canvassed in America 
were thus summarized;

1. Civil service reform.
2. Lengthening of tbe terms of 

mayor and beads of departments.
J Vestlag of almost autocratic 

power In mayor aud restriction of city 
board to purely legislative work aod 
the voting of supplies.

The Michigan Slate Tux Commis­
sion is the “court of lust retort” in 
all of ihc»e matters, but the assessors 
have torn told by the Tux ComtuUnlou 
to send them a list of llie valuations 
the local assessor* want changed, and 
it will to advlsuh’e for NVgauuco 
property owners who seek cluing** In 
valuations to present them to the 
Board of Review at Its forthcoming 
second meeting, June 22nd, just as 
though these officials had authority 
to suy “yes’* or “no" immediately.

FIRST JEWISH GOVERNOR
Moses Alexander, Democratic gov­

ernor of Idaho and the first Jew to be 
elected chief executive of any of the 
United States, knows that poor boys 
can win fame and fortune, for that Is 
what he himself has done. Person* 
ality, perseveranco and principles 
may be said to be responsible for bis 
success In life. Perhaps It was main­
ly the first named that put him at the 
helm In a normally Republican state 
when his Democratic running mates 
all were defeated. Here is the way 
iMr. Alexander tells briefly of his 
career:

"I started In ChlUlcotho, Mo., 
working for Jacob Derg & Co., at the 
munificent salary of $10 per month 
and board. That was In the sixties, 
when we were supposed to work as 
long as there was anything to do; 
sunrise to sunset had no reference to 
a day's task. This firm afterwards 
became the firm of Wallbrunn & 
Alexander, of which I was junior 

partner. After years of commercial life In Cbillicothe, I came West on ac­
count of ill health and settled in Boise, Idaho. I was married in St. Joseph 
Mo., in 1876.

"My first vote was cast for Samuel J. Tllden for president and Phelps 
for governor. I was elected a member of the city council of Cbillicothe in 
3886, and was elected mayor of the city in 1887. I was secretary of the 
committee which built the private normal school. I was also secretary of the 
committee to procure the right of way to induce the Milwaukee railroad to 
build through Livingstone county."

MOST BELOVED CHILD
There is a homeless little girl in 

Europe—a ray of bright sunshine In 
the bloody murk of a great national 
tragedy—who, being a symbol of 
sweet childhood, has by that very 
magfc transformed the world of 
sympathetic hearts Into hearts of 
children—children the world over, 
who regard her as the most beloved.
She is Princess Marie Jose of Bel­
gium, exiled with her mother In Eng­
land, where there are being dis­
tributed thousands and thousands of 
postal cards bearing her portrait; 
also charming plaster busts, souvenir* 
for her small frlendB, whose ages 
range anywhere from six to sixteen.
The post cards have already circled 
the earth.

This Is what Lars Anderson, for­
merly American minister to Belgium, 
says of the little princess:

"I knew the little Princess Marie 
Jose when I was minister at the Bel­
gian court, and she was like a fairy 
princess, the ideal princess of one's dreams. In our drawing room there is a 
photograph, a gift to my wife, signed in her childish but strong handwriting 
as 'Marie Jose de Belgique,' and In It she appears the little royal princess 
out of a atory book, for ber wonderful hair is all aglow with the light from a 
window by which she stands, and her dress seems to recall medieval times. 
I do not exaggerate her wonderful ebarm, and there is enough suggestion of 
mischief in the charm to prove ber a little girl as well os a royal princess."

EXPONENT OF SAFETY FIRST
If one enters into conversation 

with Charles Caldwell McChord, chair­
man of the interstate commerce com­
mission, on matters that relate to bis 
work, it is almost a certainty that 
he will talk about "safety first," for 
Mr. McChord is the leading exponent 
In official life In the United States of 
the effort to make the railroads in the 
country less deadly. Twelve years of 
service as a member of the Kentucky 
railway commission and more than 
four years as a member of the inter­
state commerce commission have 
made him a master of the subject. 
Ills is the voice of authority.

In the organization of the inter­
state commerce commission the work 
of that body In Its administration Is 
divided among the members. To Mr. 
McChord, when be was appointed In 
December, 1910, was assigned the 
safety work, and that Includes the 
administration of all the federal laws 
regarding safety appliances, hours of 

continuous employment. Inspection of engines and equipment, investigations 
of wrecks uud the like.

In his four yeiirs' service he has completely reorganized what Is now 
known as the division of sutety, and built it up Into an effective and far- 
reaching arm of the government. Personal attention did this. “Safety first", 
us they tell it within the commission, "is McChord'* bug."

HOW TO COOK VEGETABLES
To Attain Best Results, These Worth* 
While Observances 8hould Be Kept 

Strictly In Mind.

1. Use the freshest vegetables that 
can be procured.

2. All fresh green vegetables should 
be placed In boiling salted water.

3. All dried vegetables, such as 
beans, haricots, lentils, etc., should be 
placed in lukewarm water.

4. The use of plenty of water In 
the cooking of all sorts of cabbage 
and sprouts is not only preservative 
of color; It Is also advantageous In 
reducing the disagreeable smell which 
cabbage water always bas.

6. Never allow vegetables of any 
kind to remain soaking In the water in 
which they were boiled; drain them at 
once when they are cooked.

6. It Is waste of money to buy old, 
dried vegetables, and a waste of time 
to try to cook them.

Jelly Jumbles.
One-half cupful butter, one cupful 

sugar, one egg, one-half teaspoonful 
soda, one-half cupful sour milk, one- 
quarter teaspoonful salt, flour, currant 
Jelly. Cream the butter, add sugar 
gradually, egg well beaten, soda mixed 
with milk, salt and flour to make a 
soft dough. Chill and shape, using a 
round cutter. On the center of one- 
half the pieces put currant Jelly. Make 
these small openings in remaining 
halves, using a thimble, and put pieces 
together. Press edges slightly and 
bake la a rather hot oven, that Jum­
bles may keep in good shape.

Vegetable Ragout.
Put one cupful each sliced turnips, 

potatoes and casrots Into boiling wa­
ter. Cook till tender. Melt two ta- 
blespoonfuls of butter In another pan, 
stir into U one-half cupful of minced 
onion and fry brown. Add two table­
spoonfuls browned flour and gradu­
ally one pint of hot water. When 
smooth turq contents of saucepan into 
It, season to taste with salt and pep­
per, cook slowly 30 minutes, dish and 
serve. Just before sending to table 
sprinkle a tablespoonful of mlnccd 
parsley over.

8our Cream Cookies.
One egg beaten light, one heaping 

cupful sugur, one-half teaspoonful suda 
in one cupful sour creum, one-half cup­
ful butter, and flavoring, and pastry 
flour to roll. Cream butter and sugar, 
add egg and the creum and whatever 
flavoring you prefer, then flour enough 
so you con roll. Moisten top of cookii'S 
with little milk and beaten yolk of egg. 
This makes them look nice, but may 
be omitted.

Chocolate Caramels.
One-half pound of chocolate, one 

cupful of molasses, one-half cupful of 
butter, two cupfuls of sugar, one cup­
ful of milk, one teaspoonful of vunillu. 
Boil tho chocolate, sugar, molasses, 
milk and butter for fifteen or twenty 
minutes, then add the vanilla before 
taking it from the Are. Pour into but­
tered puns, und when nnurly cold cut 
Into squures.

Old-Fashioned Lemon Pie.
Four lemons, chop the rind fine, 

then add the Juice of the lemons, one 
quart of molasses, one pound raisins, 
chopped. Use three crusts, mukes three 
pies. Bake in an old-fashioned brick 
oven, il you can.

Good to Try.
When Ute oil stove oven bakes too 

quickly on the bottom, as Is generally 
tbe cane, you can make it bake even­
ly by placing a piece of asbestos the 
size of your pan m the bottom of 
the ovep.

Other large stars, and the ratios 
of their diameters to that of tbe sun, 
are: Castor, 18; Arcturus, 10.4; Pol­
lux, 8.7; Capella, 8; Vega, 6.8. Such

RHUBARB AT ITS BEST

RECIPES T H A T  HAVE BEEN T R IE D  

AND FOUND W O RTHY.

Plant Just Now I t  at Ite Best and
8hould Have a Place on Every 

Table— Dumplings That Ap­
peal to the Children.

Rhubarb is at Its beat just now, as 
well as cheap, so it Is a good time to 
serve It often at the table. But in or­
der to have it appreciated it should ho 
prepared In a variety of ways.

Very delicious preserves can be 
made with rhubarb either alone or 
combined with another fruit.

Rhubarb and Fig Jam. — To fivo 
pounds of rhubarb cut short lengths 
allow one pound of cooking figs, the 
grated rind and juice of one lemon, 
and four pounds of sugar. This should 
stand over night, and In the morning 
be cooked very slowly for an hour. 
Then put Into glasses and seal.

Rhubarb Jam.—To each pound of 
rhubarb allow one pound of sugar and 
one lemon. Peel the yellow rind thin 
and slice the pulp. Put away over 
nigbt with the cut rhubarb as before 
described, and boil for three-quarters 
of an hour slowly. Pour into jars and 
seal.

Rhubarb and Orange Jam—Put
three pounds of oranges Into a pre­
serving kettle with plenty of cold wa­
ter and simmer for three hours. Drain 
and cut up tbe oranges, rejecting the 
seeds. Put six pounds of granulated 
sugar into the kettle with just a little 
water and stir frequently until It bolls. 
Then put in the oranges with three 
pounds of rhub&rb cut into short 
lengths. Stir again until tbe mixture 
boils and then let the whole simmer 
for another twenty minutes.

Rhubarb Dumplings—Children will 
enjoy these for lunch or supper, even 
though they do not like rhubarb. Tbe 
rhubarb Is stewed in half itB weight of 
sugar and a little water. While it is 
cooking mix a biscuit batter, using a 
pint of fiour, one-half teaspoonful 
Balt, two teaspoonfuls of making pow­
der and a cupful of milk. Drop this in 
the rhubarb by spoonfuls and cook for 
from eight to ten minutes. A pinch of 
ground ginger or a few r&iBinB can be 
added If tbe flavor is liked.

Rhubarb Jelly—This makeB a nice 
Sunday dessert, because it can be pre­
pared the day before. Soak one-half 
box of gelatin In half a cupful of cold 
water for an hour. Cook two pounds 
of rhubarb in a very little water and 
when reduced to a pulp sweeten to 
taste. Set aside and cook one cupful 
of sugar with one of water for twenty 
minutes. Stir the soaked gelatin into 
the boiling sirup and stir until dis­
solved. Remove from the fire, add 
the rhubarb and set away in a mold 
to cool.

Rhubarb sponge Is made as for Jelly, 
but when It begins to thicken the beat­
en whites of three eggs are whipped in 
until the Jelly Is quite stiff. Serve with 
whipped cream or a thin custard made 
from tho yolks of the eggs.

RhubarbCompote.—Acompotois very 
little more trouble than stewing, but 
Infinitely more attractive when served. 
Boll one cupful of sugar with a wine- 
glassful of water for live minutes. Then 
drop In short lengths of rhubarb, a few 

i at a time, so they retain their shape. 
Take them out with a skimmer as they 
become tender and lay In a dish. Four 
tbe sirup over and servo when cold.

Washing Shawls,
To wash knitted or crocheted shawls, 

fold them as flat as possible and lay 
carefully in a pillow case, run through 
at Intervals with hasting thread to 
keep fiat. Then they should be han­
dled like other flannel or woolen 
goods, says the Dallas News. If 
washed separately, observe the usual 
precautions for woolen goods, gently 
squeezing through tbe bands and keep­
ing the suds and rinsing water of tbo 
same lukewarm temperature. Take 
out of pillow case, but do not hang 
knitted goods up to dry. Put in the 
oven on a big platter, shaking und 
turning occasionally, or lay on a clean 
cloth in the sunshine.

Drop Gingerbread.
Beat to a cream one-half cupful of 

brown sugur und one-half cupful of 
butter or lord that hus been softened. 
Add two well beaten eggs, one cupful 
of molasses, two teaspoonfuls of cinna­
mon, a tablespoouful of ginger, half 
a cupful of sour milk with a teaspoon- 
ful of soda beaten in, and, lustly, 
three cupfuls of flour. Cover the bot­
tom of a dripping pan with buttered 
paper, drop the dough on in spoonfuls, 
giving the cakes ample room to rise 
and bake a rich brown In a moderate 
oven.

To Clean a Copper Kettle.
To bring a copper kettle back to 

Us first brightness, wash with soap 
and water, then make a paste of a 
knife powder and paraffin and scour 
well. Two or three cleanings may bo 
necessary to bring It back to Us orig­
inal brilliance.

Chateaubriand 8teak.
Wipe a nice tenderloin steak with a 

damp cloth, put on a buttered broiler 
and broil over a fire until done, but 
not dried. Transfer to a hot platter, 
butter thickly and cover with broiled 
mushrooms, laid close together.

Butter Gravy.
One tablespoonful of butter, one 

beuplng tablespoouful of flour, shake 
or two of pepper, little salt. Work but­
ter Into flour and gradually stir in hot 
water until mixture is correct thick*

Wheat and Other Grains Have 
Had an Excellent Start.

The seeding of spring wheat was 
pretty general this spring about 7th 
of April or about as early as in Illinois 
and Iowa. Oats and barley followed, 
information is to band that on first 
of May all seeding was practically fin­
ished. Farmers will now be busy at 
their breaking, and the land for sum­
mer fallow will bo entered upon. Some 
who did not get their land prepared 
last fall, will be later than the others, 
but as the spring in Western Canada 
has been very open they will be ouly 
a few days later. At tbe time of 
writing rain would be welcome, but 
at seeding timo, the ground contained 
a splendid lot of moisture and tbe 
lack of rain at tho present time will 
not be serious. The number of farm­
ers who have gone into the raising of 
cattle has been considerably in­
creased, and tbe preparation for ex­
tensive cultivated grass pastures Is 
in evidence everywhere. The culti­
vation of fodder com Is being largely 
entered upon in Manitoba there be­
ing upwards of 25,000 acres in corn, 
in Saskatchewan there will be a 
large Increase in the area planted, and 
In Alberta many of the more progres­
sive farmers are taking hold of it. 
The yield varies according to tbe cul­
tivation It receives, and runs from 
five to nine tons per acre. In some 
portions of Manitoba where it has 
been poor for some years, success has 
been achieved in ripening and it is 
expected that a variety will soon be 
developed that will provide seed for 
the entire West, that will at an early 
date give to Western Canada a fame 
for tbe growing of a marketable com 
equal to that it has now for tbe 
growth of smaller cereals.

A trip through Western Canada re­
veals field after field of alfalfa, the 
growth of which In any portion of 
the country Is now absolutely assured. 
When these facts are made known to 
the farmers of the corn and alfalfa 
growing states, where their value as 
wealth makers is so well known, there 
will be no hesltaney In taking advan- 
tage of tbe splendid gift of 160 acres 
of land made by the Government of 
tbe Dominion of Canada, where equal 
opportunities are offered. Besides 
these free grant lands, there are the 
landB of some of the railway com­
panies and large land companies, that 
may be bad at low prices and on 
reasonable terms. During the month 
of February a large number of in­
quiries were received, asking for farm 
lands.

An encouraging feature of the farm 
land situation in Canada is the large 
percentage of sales made to settlers 
in the country who desire to increase 
their holdings or to others who will 
take up farming in place of different 
occupations previously followed.—Ad­
vertisement.

The pres* 
eot outfit It of Italian manufacture 
and its working* were observed and 
a ttire d  by Mr. Lisa while on a visit 
to his native land last autumn. It 
embodies principles be had never teen 
in any of the American machines, and 
after satisfying himself thal the 
machine was really practical, he pur* 
chased one and arranged for its ship* 
meot to this country. Its travels were 
much slower than his own, however, 
and when it did arrive there bad been 
some breakage in transit which in* 
yolved further delays, so that It Is 
only recently that the machine has 
been put in actual operation.

The most conspicuous portion of the 
machine U a huge steel “ pan,'' where 
the dough is first prepared and later 
kneaded. An electric motor furnishes 
the power to turn the pan and also 
operate two spiral arms which perform 
the kneading operation. It Is In the 
construction and operation of these 
arms that the Italian machine has its 
chief improvement over the American 
models, for the spirals intertwine in a 
manner that most successfully imi­
tates a housewife's thorough manipu* 
lation of dough, but on a decidedly 
vast scale, for this mixture takes care 
of a "batch” that turns out 4/10 loaves. 
Twenty minutes is all that is required 
for the kneading operation itself and 
a trial of Mr. Lisa’s bread is all that 
Is needful to prove the thoroughness 
of the operation.

Cleanliness and safety are evidently 
kept well In mind by the inventor, for 
every pari of the machine is readily 
accessible and there is 0 0  opportunity 
for particles to lodge and be over­
looked In the simple cleuniog opera­
tion. Though the spiral screws have 
u sinister look when revolving, they 
are entirely at one side of the huge 
bowl and there Is ample opportunity 
for the baker to remove any portion 
of the mixture or add ingredienis 
without his hands coming anywhere 
near the kneaders. The spirals have 
one sharp flange which cuts into the 
dough while the mass is being tum­
bled about and a scraper meanwhile 
keeps the edge of the pan clear and 
throws the dough back under the re­
volving arms. The motor has a 
capacity of 20G revolutions per min­
ute and the various parts of the ma­
chine are geared so that the entire 
operation Is automatic.

The machine is made in the factory 
of A. Pensottl, Uusto, Arslzlo, Italy, 
and from the manner of its construe 
lion it may be readily be surmised 
that together with the customs duty 
laid upon its Importation the im­
provement represents a considerable 
financial outlay 0 0  the part of Mr. 
Lisa. He is entirely satisfied, how­
ever, for the machine does In his own 
shop all that he had been led to expect 
ufter having seen it In operation in 
July and It has already demonstrated 
that it is a most successful laborsaver.

! democratic and American, und in the 
lODg run the sole justification of any 
type of government lies in its proving 
itself both efficient and honest.
COMMISSION FORM OK GOVERNMENT

Man, from bis earliest history to 
the present time has found some form 
of government to be a necessity, said 
Leo Dodendorf. What this form of 
government has been depended large­
ly upon the time and existing circum­
stances. The patriarchal form pro­
duced many good results during the 
pastoral period of our race; the gov­
ernment by the aristocracy during 
the middle ages built up many power­
ful cities, but usually at the cost of 
the rights and liberties of their citi­
zens. Finally came the renaissance, 
a time when the people began to 
demand tbeir rights and the forms of 
control became more and more demo­
cratic until we have as the most re­
cent Jdevelopment the "commission 
form.”

The underlying principles of com­
mission government are: To simplify 
the otherwise complex machinery of 
city government; To eliminate party 
lines and policies: To reduce*the ex­
pense of governing; To be able to 
place the commendation for efficiency 
or the blame for mismanagement 
where it should be placed.

It is a well-known fact that many of 
our larger business firms and corpor­
ations are much more profitably and 
successfully managed than are our 
cities. America la just entering upon 
a period of great commercial prosper­
ity and there is increased demand by 
the citizens for the elimination of the 
unnecessary and a production of 
efficiency in government that can be 
obtained only when such a govern­
ment is conducted on a purely busi­
ness basis. As productive of the 
most certain resultB along this line, 
the commission form finds favor.

A detailed description of the opera­
tion of a typical commission form of 
municipal administration was pre­
sented, together with the case made 
out by opponents of the plan, whose 
chief contention was that it is un- 
American t r  place so much power in 
the bands of a few persons, even though 
they be eleclfed by popular ballot; a 
contention which seemed to be offset 
by tbe ‘initiative” features of the 
plan. In conclusion, the speaker said 
that it was well to remember that 
governments which at one time seemed 
to have been tbe best later became 
worthless. It Is not claimed that tbe 
commission form is a perfect govern­
ment, for that perfect government 
does not exist, but it would seem that 
in many ways It Is an Improvement 
upon tbe old.

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THESE IRON TIMES LAY BARE THE 
SOUL OF THE PARISIAN PEOPLE

Now the Mask of Frivolity Is Off and One Sees the Solemn and 
Perhaps Severe Intention of the Men, Women and Children 

of the Republic—France Leads the World in Honoring 
Its Flag—Gayest Capital of Europe Seen in War Time.

Haris—When I left tbe Tnlled 

States a Frenchman of wide fame told 
me that when I 
reached Paris I 
would see the 
real soul of the 
people. Only last 
August Paris was 
hemmed In by 
war. Today while 
the foe- baa bis 
gaze on tbe capl* 
tal of tbe repub­
lic lie looks on It 
over leagues of 
la n d  multiplied 
visibly In num­
ber since tbe day 
w h e n  V o n  
K1 u c k ’ s right 
swept by the out­
er fringe of fortB 
to th e  G ra n d  
Morin and there 
met tbe soldiers 
of France who, 

making a stand and theD assuming 
the offensive, drove the German lines 
back Blowly and in fair order, but nev­
ertheless in retreat.

It is the Iron ttmeB which have laid 
bare tbe soul of the Parisian people- 
Like other Americans I had thought of 
'Paris as being a place largely of glit­
ter and gayety. Paris in Us lighter 
moods perhaps approaches the frivol­
ous, but now what was a mask is off 
and one sees tbe solemn and perhaps 
severe intention of these men, women 
and children of the republic. The real 
seriousness of the nature of Paris— 
and Paris is typical of France—is in 
evidence before the Jury of the world.

Paris, colorful Paris, today is robed 
In black. The setting of all the street 
scenes Is somber. The footlights are 
turned low. Paris works, goes about 
its daily routine as If its strong men 
still were within its borders, and it 
does it apparently with as high a 
heart us it carried in the day of peace.

Bits In Semidarkness.

Like London, Paris sits at night in 
semldarkness. The army of France 
guards the frontier and the inner line 
to which Its foes have pierced. Paris 
itself is guarded by its reserves of 
troops, men far beyond boyhood, and 
by its vigilant watchmen of the night 
•who make their rounds in swift and 
steady flight over home of poor and 
rich.

1 have Just looked oh a review of 
severui reglmnuts of the reserve 
guard of Paris. The place chosen for 
the marching by of the troops was the 
Esplanade des Invalides, the grout 
purkllko plain outlying the huge struc­
ture of the Invalides built by Louis le 
Grand as a home for the aged aud tbe 
permanently disabled soldiers of his

enco which seemingly at limes 
amounts to a high disdain. Actually, 
I believe from what 1 have seen on 
the street* here, the Parisian is rath­
er disappointed when un alarm of tho 
approach of hostile aircraft turns out 
to be false.

Watch for Aeroplanes.
It is interesting to an intense degree 

to watch tho evening promenuders 
view the skies. A light is seen far off 
toward the horizon line. It approaches 
rapidly and speculation immediately 
begins as to whether or not the on- 
comer is friend or foe. In a minute 
or less the whir of the machinery of 
the uirshlp is heard and the Parisian 
whose eyes have not been vigilant 
gets the news by way of his ears, and 
then every face in the Gruudc Boule­
vard is upturned.

I-ast night two aeroplanes whirled 
directly over the heart of tbe cJty. 
They were flying low, and Paris was 
quite certain that some German taubes 
were coming to call. The visitors, 
however, proved to be French airships 
which had varied from their usual lines 
j>f air march and were bisecting the 
city Instead of drawing its circumfer­
ence. There are many guardian aer­
oplanes in Paris and about it. I am 
convinced that the Parisians today 
feel certain that their air defense is 
perfect, and that if a fleet of euemy 
ships should come sailing over, on de­
struction bent, it would be routed if 
not destroyed. 1 also have a feeling 
that Paris would like to witness just 
such an engagement. It is apparent 
uniesB signs and symptoms are utter­
ly deceiving, that Paris looks up night­
ly not through fear but through a sort 
of hopeful expectation.

Last night after the friendly aero-

sage almost always is disagreeable, 
but on the day that I came over It 
was the reverse of disagreeable, and 
as far as the eye could determine, It 
was the reverse of dangerous, but the 
eye cannot see into .the depths.

At any rate, no vessel was seen 
w hich sails under, on, or over the seas 
and winch would have been bent-on 
the destruction of a boat flying tbe 
English flag and carrying some sol­
diers among its passengers. One 
could hardly get a thrill from thinking 
of danger on such a beautiful day- 
The channel was almost glassy in its 
look. One channel boat has made one 
passage at least on which no traveler 
had so much as a hiut of seasickness.

Houlogne today is held largely by 
the British. It Is a hospital base for 
the English wounded. Last year, Just 
as tbe war was breaking out, the. 
French people of Houlogne were fear­
ful that England would content itself 
with fighting on the sea and would 
not send troops to help France. Then; 
wan great anxiety In Houlogne, and 
there was whispering that the English 
government would not do Its utmost, 
and that Its soldiers were to stay at 
home. Then one morning a change 
came over Houlogne. English trans­
ports bearing troops were seen com­
ing out of the channel haze. Houlogne, 
flsherfolk and merchant folk, went 
mad with joy. "Los Anglalse!” was 
tbe cry. H is probable that soldiers 
never in the world before, except when 
relieving some beleaguered city, had 
so warm a welcome.

See 8oldiere Everywhere.
From Boulogne to Paris the railroad 

runs south and southeast A part of 
the road runs through country which 
the Oerm&DB penetrated last August. 
There are a few traces only of their 
temporary occupation. The French 
themselves, however, in order to im­
pede tbe foe, had destroyed some 
bridges, and these today are only Just 
about again ready for use. Tbe train 
in which I traveled passed through 
Amiens, where it was within consid­
erably less than thirty miles of the 
present firing line. Peronne, which is 
only a little way over plain and bill 
from Amiens, is today In possession of 
the German forces. A few hours after 
I bad (eft Amiens a German aeroplane 
sailed over the place and dropped 
bombs.

All along the line from Houlogne to 
Paris one sees soldiers. There are

monarchy. Since that day France has 
been u monarchy, empire and repub­
lic, but the InvulldcB still stuudu and 
Htiil shelters the defenders of tbe 
l&Dd.

There were many thousands of the 
guurds of Paris in tho review. Tbe 
younger men are all at the front, but 
these men of the home guard have 
not passed the years of hard service, 
even if time has touched their hair 
with white. They are sturdy-looking 
soldiers, and mauy of them show in 
tho crectncsB of their carriage aud 
their peculiar and unmistakably mili­
tary stride, that they have not for­
gotten the training In camp or in field, 
In France, Algeria or Morocco, wheu, 
ns youths of nineteen, they eutcrod 
their country’s service. •

Proud of Its Defenders.
Tho Parisian Is proud of his defend­

ers. It would bo ueuror tbe truth 
today perhaps to say that the Paris- 
Ifhiio Is proud of her defenders, for 
Purls today largely is a city of wom­
en. although one must not forget tho 
children, in England soldiers march 
through the Htrund und down through 
Piccadilly on their cvurluHtiog way to 
Tipperary, fur so the bunds proclaim 
the line of murch. Hut In England tho 
troops pass through lines of seemingly 
upnthctic onlookers, giving no cheer 
and on Inspiriting or commending 
word. Of course, Englishmen feel, but 
they do not show their foollugs. In 
Purls, how different (t Is! Today, 
with the shudow of war over it, Paris, 
as has been suid, is serious, but the 
sight of murehlug, uniformed French­
men nnd the sound of music bring 
Purls out of its solemnity. It cheers 
aud "God speeds” Its defenders.

Another thing Purls does, n thing al­
most unknown in England und Atuer- 
]eu. When the colors of u reglmeut 
puss tho unlocking throng, the head 
of every tnuu and bay is burud, und 
every man nnd child does honor to the 
flag. Soldiers of ull lands salute the 
passing colors, and in (iermany, in 
Austriu, and in Russia 1 understand 
that ttie civilian* do likewise. Fiance, 
however, I believe leads the world In 
civilian honor to the emblems of gov­
ernment and its regiments.

planes hud cut the city in two several 
times, they retired seemingly for the 
night. Nearly all Paris goes to bed 
very early these days. I first fell into 
this Parisian custom last night. 1 had 
not gone to sleep, however, before a 
tremendous whirring made me leave 
bed for floor and make rapid progress 
to the window.

Paris Is Ever Alert.

An airship with a brilliant search­
light was churniug madly ubout Just 
above the roof on tbe opposite side 
of the narrow street. Quick us I was 
in getting to the window, the Parisians, 
men, women and children who live In 
tho many upartments in tho seven- 
story buildings opposito, were at their 
windows before I reached my outlook 
post. Paris is ulurt, und while it goes 
to bed early und goes to sleep, I sup­
pose quickly, it has an cur open for 
sky sounds und it obeyrlnst&ntly tb‘* 
first noisy summons.

The ueroplanc, widt h was Just over 
the roof lust night, was a friendly one. 
Us seurchllght was brilliant, Its con­
centrated rays picking out every speck 
in the atmosphere us they swept rap­
idly through vertlcul and horizontal 
planes. The ship had come lower than 
usual, and its noise just uhove my roof 
was thunderous. No one knows Just 
when he will be summoned to bis 
midnight window to burn that tbe 
clumorlng visitor without is bent on 
something other thun the preservation 
of the peace of Paris. However, tbe 
Parisian seems to like his utmost 
nightly excitement, and there are no 
Hues on the fucos in the streets the 
next day to show that feur and unxlety 
lmve been using their knives to cut 
furrows.

Become Maniacs in Ceaseless 
Roar of Guns.

Correspondent at the Front Says Ex­
perience Indicates Truth of Re- 

port*—8hot* at Aviator 100 
in Five Minutes.

Paris.—The New York Sun’s corr^ 
spondent with the Foreign Legion 
sends tbe following notes from his 
diary:

Monday—Started for rations at 7:30 
p. m. aud on tbe way caught up with 
three officers strolling along slowly. 
The roadway was narrow and It was 
very dark through the woods, so that 
It was impossible to pass them. One 
of the boys got tired of being kept be­
hind at such a slow pace and at last 
broke out with: ”H—, I’m not going 
to stick behind that guy! He’s too 
blame slow” (only the word was not 
blame., The officers accompanying tbe 
colonel, for it turned out to be our 
colonel, evidently knew the Ameficau 
language, for they burst out laughing, 
but the colonel continued his stroll 
imperturbable.

Tuesday—Up at 3:30 a. m. rheuma­
tism in my right arm preventing me 
from sleeping. Found Joseph Collett, 
who declared be had not slept a wink 
all night as a continual bombardment 
had beon going from ten o’clock till 
three, with a short letup between mid­
night and one.

GETS HIS REVENGE
Aged French General Waits 44 

Years for Day.

Since 1870 General Maunoury, Recent­
ly Decorated by King George, 

Has Worked and Planned 
for Revenge on Garmanw.

Haris.—“I owe to you the attain­
ment of the ulm towards which all my 
efforts, all my energy have been 
strained for forty-four years past—re­
venge for 1870,"

This message from the order of tbe 
day in which General Maunoury 
thanked his troops for their victorious 
participation In tbe battle of the 
Marne, explains the whole life of the 
veteran upon whom King George has 
conferred the order of 8t. Michael and 
dt. George.

In a war which has clamored for 
the qualities of youth, a general upon 
the retired list, sixty-seven years of 
age, might well have Imagined that 
his hopes of active employment were 
vain, that the most he could expect 
would be some post as organizer in 
the depots well to the rear of tbe zone 
of operations.

General Maunoury was called from 
his flowers and his .'..rming in the 
Loir et Cher in August, and came to 
Paris In the hope of obtaining some 
command in tho field where he would 
bo able to work directly for the "re- 
vanebe."

At the outset of the war ail tbe gen­
eral officers belonged to the active 
army, und for u time General Maun­
oury hud to content himself with the 
useful, if less satisfying, work of In­
specting depots and the organization 
of reserves.

It wa„ not long, however, before 
he was given the command of un army 
formed at Verdun, ut the houd of 
which he took purt in the early und 
disastrous lighting ulong the Belgian 
frontier. During tho rutreat ho fought 
a series of actions with the greatest 
brilliance, while at tbs. name time re­
organizing und completing his force.

General Maunoury was ordered to 
Purls to undertake the task of organ­
izing and commanding the army des­
tined, in the event of things turning 
out badly on tbe Marne, to act in Uie 
defense of Pari*.

The appointment was flattering, 
but to General Maunoury It aroused 
many cruel memories, for he had be­
gun bis military career la the army 
of Paris in 1870 and, as artillery of­
ficer, hud known the bitterness of de­
feat in the series of buttles which was 
fought in the neighborhood of the capi­
tal.

That bitterness be wiped ont in sig­
nal manner at tbe head of tho army 
of PurlH which at the critical moment 
swung on to the Germun right along 
the Ourcq, and withstanding tho most 
terrible buttering for days, finally pre­
cipitated the general retreat of tbe 
i-nemy buck to the Aisne.

General Mauuoury comes from a 
family which has beet? noted for Its 
service to the countryside of tbe Loir

Watched a French aviator being 
fired at about 4:45 p. m. Four bat­
teries were at him at the same time, 
six or seven shells exploding at once.

It was during one of those visits 
that a bullet found him with bis eye 
at a peephole and temporarily de­
prived France of his service.

RUSSIAN WOMEN IN THE WAR

Do Effective Work in Bringing In 
Prisoners and Doing 8entry 

Duty.

Lo»don.--A dispatch from Warsaw 
declares that the present war Is grow­
ing every day more like tho campaign 
of Alexander 1 against Napoleon. Now 
the civil population is Joining in the 
defense and among those are found 
women und even children willing to 
undergo the hardships oven of sentry 
and outpost duly.

These women and children are most 
effective, the dispatch says. They 
bring In many German prisoners to 
headquarters, The prisoners are usu­
ally safely bound und for greater se­
curity their guns, though taken away 
from them, have the triggers tied with 
cord.

Tho devotion of the peasant popula­
tion to the cuuse of defense is notice- 
able particularly in the Grodno dis­
trict, where the volunteer guard has 
rendered valiant servlco.

Young Fly Killers in St. Louis W ere Too Busy

ST. LOUIS.—Buying flies at ten cents the hundred early in the year is at­
tended with great danger of financial disaster, as several women, mem­

bers of the Consumers' league, discovered the other day. The day's returns 
totaled more than 60,000, which meant 
that more than $60 had to te  paid 
out. The women soon found their 
available cash exhausted in the face 
of this unexpected demand, and bad 
to Issue certificates of indebtedness 
to many school children.

The league, which has always 
fought for purity of food supplies, de­
cided to start in early this year with 
a swat-tbe-fly campaign. It offered the 
ten cents a hundred prize to school 
children, and the school children Im­
mediately became industrious. It was announced that committees would visit 
tho public schools on Fridays and Saturdays and redeem with cash the swat­
ted files.

Things went along smoothly enough until a delegation of women visited 
tho Baden school, Halls Ferry road and Newby street, Friday. They were 
dumfounded when the boys and girls of the Institution exhibited all that was 
mortal of 24,000 flies. That meant bounties of $24.

That so many flies could have been killed In that time so early in the 
season appeared incredible to the women. They consulted Dr. G. A. Jordan, 
assistant health commissioner, who sent a man to Investigate. The investi­
gator reported that there* were breeding places of flies in that neighborhood 
which could readily account for the number.

Chicago Boys Discover Easy Clean-Up Week Money

CHICAGO.—A great double-barreled mystery was solved In North Chicago 
the other day when a traitor revealed a scheme carried out by enteiv 

prising small boys of that suburb. For several days the garbage dumps had
been disappearing gradually and 
strange odors had permeated houses 
where small boys live. The residents 
sought lu vain for explanations of 
these two strange conditions, which 
they did not connect until the truth 
became known.

Incidentally the explanation 
caused much chagrin to members of 
the Woman's Library club.

Recently, at a meeting of the club 
it was decided to have a “clean-up" 
week. A reward of two cents a bag 

was offered to all the boys In town who would gather up rubbish from tho 
streets and alleys.

The youngsters promptly held a meeting of their own and formally ac­
cepted the offer.

So. Mrs. F. E. I>e Yoe, president of the club, bus issued u warning, “for 
the benefit of dishonest boys,” that u fine of five cents will be levied for 
every bug of rubbish dishouestly collected.

Important Events In Sweden, 

Norway and Denmark.

BRIEFS FROM OLD COUNTRY

Interesting Items From the Three
Great Kingdoms of the North Se­

lected for Scandinavians and 
Their (Descendants.

By M ARTIN  W. ODLAND.

Norway.

The Norsemen conquered the Ork­
ney islands in the tinib century and 
retained control of them for several 
centuries. In tho twelfth century 
Kaguv&ld Jarl, their Norwegian lord, 
began the erection of the cathedral, 
which still stands a monument to the 
former masters of the islands. The 
Orkneys as well as tbo Shetland la- 
lands were lost to Norway in 1469, 
when King Christian I, who was then 
ruler of the united kingdom of Den­
mark and Norway, gave the islands to 
King James of Scotland as a security 
for the dowry which he promised the 
Scottish king on his marriage with 
the daughter of King Christian.

•  •  •

It is announced at Christiania that 
what was probably the biggest under­
water explosion ever undertaken in 
Europe was carried out In the Glom- 
men river recently, when that stream 
was temporarily given a new channel 
in order to facilitate the construction 
ef a dam at Solbergfos. The charge 
consisted of 8,800 pounds of explo­
sives. The enormous power of this 
discharge may be gathered from a 
comparison with the charge of an or­
dinary mine used in the present war, 
which contains usually from one hun­
dred to two hundred pounds of explo­
sives.

•  •  »

Tho* high freight rates which have 
been brought about by the war are 
responsible for a setback to the gran­
ite industry of Norway. In former 
years large quantities of granite have 
been shipped from Norwegian quar­
ries to England, Cuba, Argentine and 
other countries. Now large quantities 
of cut stone Is held in storage at Fred- 
rikshald and other placid till after the 
close of the war, when the freight 

, rates will go down.

A Christiania report says that Prof- 
G. A. Gustafson, professor of arche­
ology at the University of Christiania, 
died April 16. He was regarded as 
ono of the foremost authorities of the 
present time in northern archeology 
and his name haB become widely Iden­
tified with the restoration of the Ose- 
berg Viking ship. He was Swedish by 
birth, having been born in the city of 
Visby, Gothland, and he was a gradu­
ate of the University of Upsala.

A total of 23,376 shares of stock In 
the Norwegtan-American line is held 
by Norwcgian-Amerlcans, while about 
twenty-eight thousand shares are held 
by Norwegians in Norway. There are 
altogether some 4,000 shareholders in 
the compauy, the number belug fairly 
equally divided between Norwegians 
in Norway. The par value of the 
stock held by Norweglan-Americans Is 
$1,262,260.

The Norwegian Hydro company, 
which controls the patent rights to 
the I3irkeland-Eyde process of manu­
facturing fertilizer from air has sold 
a license for the use of the process to 
a company in Canada. The Norwe­
gian Hydro company operates the Im­
mense waterpower at RJukan Falls.

The roports from the South sea in­
dicate that the whaling season now 
drawing to a close will be the most 
profitable one ever experienced by the 
whalers of Norway. It Is estimated 
that the gross receipts of the compa­
nies operating in the South sea will 
be not less than 20,000,900 crown*

Norway was third among the na­
tions as regards the number of ships 
which visited tho port of New York 
during the month of April this year, 
being exceeded by tho United Status 
and Eugluud only. The number of 
English ships was 210; American 
ships, 160, and Norse ships, 72.

The steamers Storstad, which be­
came famous for sinking tho empress 
of Jrelund in a collision in the Gulf of 
St. Ijawrcnce, arrived at Nurvik re­
cently and took on a cargo of inetul 
for Rotterdam. This is the first visit 
of the steamer to Norway sinco the 
tragic event referred to.

This 
will complete tho huraessing of the 
two plants, ltjukuu 1 and RJukan 11, 
together supplying 260,000 horsepower 
of electrlo current. Ths current will 
be used principally in tbo manufacture 
pf artificial fertilizers, tbe raw mate­
rials for which are the atmosphere 
tad ffitrogeaous rook.

A dispatch from the Swedish capt- j 
tal says that a conference for the con­
sideration of the problem of tbe di­
rect connection between Swedish and 
Russian railways will be held in Stock­
holm. The calling of the conference 
is looked upon as a sign of a signifi­
cant change In the attitude of Sweden 
toward Russia. Tho distrust and sus­
picion with which the Swedes have al­
ways regarded Russia Is giving way 
to better understanding, it is alleged.

On the other hand, the Germans 
have been bitterly disappointed in tbe 
hope that Sweden would take advan­
tage of the present war to win back 
pos^i ssion of Finland from Russia. 
Popular sentiment in Sweden, accord­
ing to reports, is strongly disinclined 
to enter the conflict, although Insist­
ently urged thereto by militaristic agi­
tators of the Sven liedln type.

Prominent educators, authors, art 
lsls urn] philanthropists of Sweden 
have rt quested tho Associated Press 
to distribute In the United States tbe 
following expression of their senti­
ments concerning what they call “in­
human methods of warfare:” “The 
Swedish people are virtually unani­
mous in supporting the government 
in its policy of strict neutrality, yet 
a largo section of them, whether a 
majority or not wo cannot say, are 
anything but neutral in their feelings 
over the methods of warfare adopted 
in this terrible war which culminated 
in the sinking of the steamer Lusi­
tania. This misconception that war 
suspends all laws of humanity must 
prove fatal to the future of civiliza­
tion and disastrous to that human 
solidarity which is of such vital im­
portance, particularly to tbe smaller 
nations of tbe world.”

•  •  •

As indicated elsewhere in 'this col­
umn, Sweden has been brought into 
more friendly relations with Russia 
since tbe war opened than has been 
the case since the big bear took from 
the Swedes their province, Finland. 
At the same time the pro-German feel­
ing of the Swedish people has dimin­
ished to a certain extent, and this 
tendency was doubtless1 accentuated 
by the torpedoing of the Lusitania. 
That act, with Its tragic consequences, 
aroused strong feelings of disapproval 
in Sweden, as is shown by the com­
ments of the leading papers, and when 
President Wilson’s note was published 
in Swedeu the press was uniformly 
friendly.

It Promises to Be the Keynote of 
Next National Campaign.

Simmons-Underwood Law W ill Be
Held Responsible for Lack of Em­

ployment for Thouaanda of 
Workingmen,

Speaking for the Pacific Northwest, 
the Spokane Spokesman-Review In­
veighs against tbe new flscui policy 
of the United States for which the 
existing federal administration is re­
sponsible. It sunu up tbo sltuatioi 
at the present moment a* follows:

Passage of the Simmons-Underwood 
tariff bill by the Democratic par*y 
carried the United States a long way 
toward the ultimate Democratic goal 
of free trade. That fact stands out In 
strong relief in a recent department of 
commerce review of the country’e for­
eign trade. Prior to the enactment of 
the new law import were almost 
evenly divided between tho dutiable 
list and tbe free list. For example, ot 
the total Imports tin 1910, $756,811,- 
396 were free of duty, aud $801,636,034 
were dutiable in 1911, $776,972,609 and 
$760,263,596 respectively. But In 1914, 
first full calendar year under tbe new 
tariff law, imports dut free totaled 
$1,127,602,699, as against $691,388,289 
dutiable. In February, this year, duty 
free Imports were nearly twice as 
much as dutiable imports—in round 
numbers $80,000,000 and $46,000,000 
respectively.

It asserts that on this record tbe 
presidential campaign of 1916 will be 
vigorously contested between the free 
traders and the advocates of protec­
tion, and that “tbe issue will be espe­
cially keen in the states of the Pa­
cific Northwest, where the free trade 
theories of the Democracy are given 
their most sweeping application.” But 
if disgruntlement with Democratic 
free trade notions is active now, it 
will be much more active under condi­
tions that are sure to arise after the 
war. Then there will be a sharper 
struggle than ever by Europeans for 
advantage in American markets, and 
tho difference between the high wages 
current here and tbe low wageB gen­
erally current in Europe will tend 
to put American manufacturers out of 
business and throw American work­
ingmen out of employment unless 
there is a speedy restoration of tbe 
protective principle fn American tariff 
laws.

1916,

LENTIL’S GREAT VALUE

VEGETABLE CONTAINS HIGH DE 

GREE OF N U TR IT IO N .

Baked and Served W ith Nuts and To­
matoes, It It  Probably at Its Best 

— Good Omelet for Lunch­
eon or Supper.

Lentils baked with a few chopped 
nuts and tomatoes make a dish with 
more value than meat. After a pint of 
lentils have been soaked, drain and 
cover them with fresh water and boil 
until the skins crack. Place them in a 
shallow baking pan, mixing them with 
a half pound of Brazil nuts which 
have been peeled nnd chopped fine, 
sprinkle over (wo teuspnonful* of salt, 
cover with strained tomatoes nnd hak<» 
for two hours.

lentil cutlets make an excellenl din­
ner dish. Prepare a quart of lentils 
by washing and placing in a granite 
saucepan with a quart of cold water, 
a teaspoonful of lemon Juice, two 
small onions, four whole cloves, three 
red peppers, a teaspoouful of salt and 
a bunch of herbs—Including plenty of 
parsley, (’over and cook over a mod­
erate fire until the water has been ab­
sorbed and the lentils arn soft, but 
not pulpy. Take out the herbs, 
onions and cloves and mix with tho 
lentils half a pound of fresh mush­
rooms previously cooked in their own 
liquor and slightly flavored with mace 
—set aside the liquor of the mush­
rooms for gravy. Add to lentil and 
mushroom mixture two tablcnpoonfuls 
of red currant jelly, a dessertspoonful 
of meat or vegetable extract, a little 
red pepper and some celery salt. Add 
unbeaten eggs, one or two at a time, 
until the mixture is well bound to­
gether. Then brush with egg, coat 
with brown breadcrumbs, after shap­
ing into a cutlet, and fry in deep fat 
With the cutlet serve a well-seasoned 
brown gravy, using the mushroom 
liquid as foundation, and adding at 
tho last moment another small spoon­
ful of currant jelly.

Lentil omelet is n splendid luncheon 
or supper dish. Wash three table­
spoonfuls of lentils, then cook them 
in salted water. Melt a tablespoonful 
of butter In a saucepan, fry lu It a 
peeled chopped shallot, add tho 
drained lentils and fry a few minutes. 
Moisten with three tableBpoonfuls of 
brown sauce, season with salt and 
pepper and keep hot. Break six eggs 
and beat them up well with two table­
spoonfuls of cream, season and pour 
Into an omelet pan containing some 
melted butter. When the omelet be­
gins to set spread the lentils over it 
and fold over. A little tomato sauce 
may be poured around the base of the 
dish if desired.

Cheese buked with lentils makes a 
substantial and easily prepared dish. 
Prepare the lentils as for the cutlet 
before tho mushrooms are added and 
sprinkle several layers of grated 
cheese into the baking dish between 
the layers of lentils. On the top put 
thick slices of ripe tomatoes or cover 
well with canned ones. Over them 
sprinkle finely chopped parsley and 
dot the whole with small pieces of 
butter. Bake quickly and serve hot 
with or without gravy.

In Germany one eats lentils this 
way: Wash two cupfuls of lentils, 
soak over night, drain and cover them 
and one onion with boiling water and 
cook until tender, but not broken 
Melt two tablespoonfuls of butter in 
a frying pan, stir in two tablespoon- 
fuls of flour and cook until brown; 
then add two onions, chopped fine, 
three tablespoonfuls of vlnegur and 
two tablcspoonfuis of the water the 
lentils were cooked in, stir until boil­
ing, add the drained lentils with suit 
and pepper as needed und a grating of 
nutmeg. Turn Into a double boiler 
and cook slowly for 16 minutes. Serve 
surrounded with cress.

Baked Brown Bread.
One cupful rolled oats; pour over 

ono pint of boiling water and let stand 
one hour. Then add one-half cupful 
molasses, one teaspoonfut suit, one ta­
blespoonful butter, half yeast cake dis­
solved In one-half cupful wuter. Make 
stiff batter, adding one cupful graliuin 
flour und the rest white flour. Make 
stiff us you eau stir. To be set over 
night.

Sava the Yolks.
When, us frequently hup pens, tho 

whites of several eggs are used, ami 
there is no Immediate use for tbe 
yelks, they can be kept fresh tor suv 
eral days by dropping them in a cup 
carefully and then covering them gent­
ly (so us not to break the delicate 
skin), with cold water; change tho 
water dally.

When Warming Over Meat.
The hi st wuy lo wurm up u roast of 

meat Is to wrap it In thickly groused 
paper, and keep It covered while in 
tiie oven. By having it covered the 
steam will prevent the meat Irom la*- 
coming hard und dry, ami It will be­
come heated through in less time.

to fill one cup, add two tuhh spoonfuls 
of sugar, Juice ol half a small h-tiiou 
aud om -hair cupful ot creum. whipped 
stiff Beat all together and servo 
very cold with sponge cuke, or as a 
layer cuke filling.

Making Beef Tea.
If it is neci.ssury to cool soup or 

beef tea at once, pass it through a 
clean cloth saturated with coin wuter.
