Busy Night for Police

Between giving chase to a bunch of 
robters and gathering in the booty 
abandoned in flight, and incidentally 
picking up an escaped prisoner from 
tbe branch penal Institution at Mar­
quette, tbe Negaunee police putln a 
more than ordinarily active shift last 
Monday night.

Tbe man who had taken French 
leave from tbe branch prison was 
Walter Humphries, aged 20, who bad 
been sentenced lo 1910 from Macomb 
county to an Intermediate term of 
from five to ten yean for criminal 
assault. His conduct during tbe min­
imum portion of his sentence had 
gained for him tbe privileges of a 
trusty and be would have shortly been 
eligible for parole had he resisted the 
temptation to decamp last Monday. 
In the course of tbe evening Humph­
ries made his way westward, but be 
had not progressed half of the way 
through Negaunee before he was nab­
bed early Tuesday morning. It was 
in looking over tbe westbound mid­
night train at the South Shore station 
Id the hope they might find Humph­
ries stealing a ride, that tbe Negaunee 
officers came almost within reaching 
distance of a band of robbers.

Officer Siegel, one of the guards at 
tbe prison, bad come to Negaunee dur­
ing the evening and be met Police­
men Yeiiand and Lsrson near Levine 
Brothers' corner shortly before mid­
night. The trio proceeded to tbe 
South Shore station to check up tbe 
westbound limited train upon Its a r­
rival. Surmising that Humphries, if 
availing himself of tbe “ blind bag­
gage" route, would keep out of tbe 
light as much as possible, officers 
Yeiiand and Larsoo were glviog spec­
ial attention to the side of the train 
farthest from the station platform. 
Before tbe train bad really come to a 
stop, three men jumped from it and 
two of them scrambled up the steep 
hill to the south of tbe station. 
Though reasonably confident from tbe 
descriptions they bad of Humphries 
that none of these was the man sought, 
tbe officers nevertheless endeavored 
to give chase. #The pair bad separ­
ated upon gaining tbecrestof tbe bill* 
but the officers' search of the locality 
was fruitless. Just as they were 
about to give up the search a low, 
guarded series of whistles was heard. 
It was one of the pair endeavoring to 
locate bis companion. One of the offi­
cers framed an equally guarded 
whistle reply; and as the calls and 
answers were repeatedly made tbe 
men drew closer together. Beforetbe 
officers could make out tbe form of 
their man in tbe bruBb upon the hill, 
be gained a glimpse of tbelr brass 
buttons—aod tbe search was off from 
that moment. The vicloity was thor­
oughly searched, but no traceof either 
of the men could be foiffld. Tbe offi­
cers did discover a heap of abandoned 
booty, all very cheap so far as latrln* 
sic value, but making quite a glitter­
ing showing. There were twelve 
rings, a watch charm, a fqb, a Mod­
ern Woodman charm, some cud but­
tons, several tie fasteners and three 
brand new knives, one of them belog a 
Keen-Kutter and another being a large 
hunting knife.

Yeiiand aud Larson had spent 0 
couple of hours in tbelr search, Siegel 
meanwhile remaining at tbe station 
Between 2:30 and 2:45 a. m. tbe three 
officers met again oear the east end of 
Iron street and sat down on the step* 
of the Breltuog Hotel to compare 
notes. Ten or fifteen minutes later 
footsteps were beard upon the cement 
walk of Lincoln street aod Yeliaod 
ventured the prediction that it was 
Humphries. The officers kept In the 
shadow to give the man a chance to 
swing around the hotel corner, aod 
when be saw them he brazenly asked 
to be directed to the North-Western 
station. They told him to come over 
to the head of Iron street, whence the 
station could be pointed out to him. 
As he advanced, Siegel whispered: 
"That's my man." As soon as the 
distanced had narrowed, Yeiiand cov­
ered the man with a revolver. Larson 
affixed a pair of "come-sloogx," 
while Siege! put on prison handcuffs 
as a finishing touch. Humphries 
wilted the instant be saw Yoilund's 
gun and promptly acknowledged his 
identity. Humphries wus lodged lu 
tbo city jail aod at 4:20 a. m. Siegel 
returned to Marquette with the pris­
oner.

A reward of $50 had been offered 
for Humphries' capture uod the Ne- 
gaunee officers are clearly entitled to 
this sum,for they bad practically done 
all the work In the Negaunee search 
and the man was in their custody be­
fore Sleget approached and made use 
of bis prison handcuffs.

Marshal Nowcombe is endeavoring 
to learn the original ownership of the 
jewelry found 00 the hill south of the 
uoloo station. It was of a character 
one might expect to find Ir. the stock 
of circus or oarnlvai followers, and 
it was first thought it might have 
come from Marquette, where tbe coun­
ty fair le in progress this week, but 
Chief of Police McIntosh of that city 
baa bad no reports of any loss. It Is 
also possible that tbe men may have 
come right through from the Boo on 
tbe limited train, and Inquiries have 
been dispatched to that section.

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IN FAR NORTHLAND
Important Events in Sweden, 

Norway and Denmark.

BRIEFS FROM OLD COUNTRY

Interesting Item* From the Three
Great Kingdoms of the North 8e- 

lected for Scandinavians add 
Their Descendants.

By MARTIN W. ODLAND. 

Norway.
Tho Important nows comes from 

Christiania that tbi> Norwegian minis­
try Is giving serious consideration to 
the problem of providing a reserve sup­
ply of food for the kingdom. The agrl- 
cultural department reports that pri­
vate importers, fearing a fall In the 
prices of grain, have been buying only 
in amul! quantities, with the result 
that a serious situation Is in sight If 
further importation should suddenly 
be cut off.

To meet this situation the cabinet 
has proposed a remedy that is both 
radical and far-rcachlng, by submit­
ting to tho storthing a bill providing 
tfor authorization of a government 
monopoly on tho importation of grain 
and flour. Tho bill also clothes tb# 
central government with power to 
regulate the distribution of these com­
modities from the national and com­
mercial storehouses.

If the government obtains the mo­
nopoly sought in the bill, there will be 
no duty on the importation of grain 
and flour, hut prices would be main­
tained at the level necessary to Insure 
the state a proper revenue, and as 
there would bo no Importation except 
through tho government, the system 
would Incidentally servo both the pro­
tective and revenue functions of a 
tariff.

By thus controlling the Importation 
of grain and flour, the government 
also hopes to encourago agriculture to 
such an extent that the country may 
he Ices dependent upon other nations 
for its food supply. Steps have also 
boon taken to give scientific assist- 
anco in tho development of intensive 
agriculture and In a better utilization 
of the country's food products.

When tho Norwegian-Araerlcan 
Steamship company was organized 
some years ago, tho Norwegian gov­
ernment agreed to grant ft a loan of 
1,000,000 crowns. Bast.year 800,000 
crowns of this amount wero paid to 
the company and the remaining 200,- 
000 were to have been turned over this 
year. But during tho past *12 mouths 
tho company has been so prosperous 
that it did not need the 200,000 crowns 
available this year and has reduced 
the indebtedness to tho government 
by paying back 70,000 crowns of the 
amount received a year ago. When 
the Norwegiau-Amerlcan steamship 
line was promoted, the pessimistic 
prophesied a trying future for tho en­
terprise and the most sanguine did not 
expect large proilts. The company has, 
however, surprised both the pessi­
mists und optimists by the record It 
has made. Its prosperity is due lu 
large measure to tho Norwegian cen­
tennial exposition of 1914 and to l.io 
war, which has proven un immense 
"boost " for the merchant ships *■ u su- 
trul nations.

| Sweden.
Admiral Deguoy of France has pub­

lished an article in the Revue des deux 
Mondes In which he appeals to the 
Scandinavian countries to join the al­
lies in the war. At the same time he 
accuses the commercial Interests of 
the Scandinavian countries, particular­
ly those of Sweden and Norway, of 
carrying on an illicit traffic with Ger­
many on a large scale. This, he main­
tains. If continued, will have the effect 
of prolonging the war, rendering inef­
fective the British blockade of Ger­
many and may even affect the Anal 
outcomo of the struggle. The only 
way for the governments of the Scan­
dinavian countries to stop this traffic, 
says tho admiral, is for them to enter 
the war against Germany, whose Inter­
ests are Inimical to those of Scandi­
navia. Of course, this article will have 
no effect in the Scandinavian coun­
tries.

• • •
The people of Sweden were amused 

by the publication of a story bow a 
peacock stopped a passenger train 
near Kuno station. The bird bad 
taken up his position between the 
rails and showed no signs of retiring 
when the passenger approached. The 
engineer whistled several times, but 
tho big bird merely spread his splen­
did tail farther and farther, as if the 
whistling were applause, and stayed 
right on the track. Then the engineer 
stopped the train and went forward 
to frighten the vain peacock off the 
track.

The large steamship company 

Transatlantic has paid back to the 
Swedish government the subsidy of 
200,000 crowns which it received as 
per agreement, and also relinquishes 
Its claim to the 100,000 crowns which 
were to have been paid to the com­
pany this year. This action shows to 
excellent advantage the patriotism of 
Swedish business men and also what 
unprecedented prosperity has been the 
good fortune of Swedish steamship 
companies since the outbreak of the 
war.

• • •
The governments of Russia and 

Germany have been exchanging pris­
oners of war too seriously wounded 
to bo of any further aervice on the bat­
tle field and thousands of these are be­
ing transported through Sweden on 
hospital trains. They are transported 
over the Haparanda-Trelleborg rail­
way, three trains passing each way 
every week, each carrying 250 wound­
ed soldiers. A corps of doctors anil 
nurses accompanies each train, and 
each train Is equipped like a hospital, 
including operuling tables.

Denmark.
A new industry has been started In 

Denmark us a result of the European 
war, namely, the manufacture of dyes. 
Hitherto Denmark has Imported prac­
tically all of its dyes from Germany, 
whose manufactures have a world­
wide recognition. Since tho outbreak 
of the war tbo importation of dyes 
from Germany Into Denmark has re­
duced almost to a minimum, partly be­
cause of the inability of the German 
factories to supply the foreign mar­
kets and partly because of the pro­
hibitive priceB. To meet thu situation, 
a dye factory lias been opened at 
Silkcborg and another Is in i>rocoB9 
of erection at Copenhagen. The 
Sllkuborg factory has proven entirely 
satisfactory, Jts output being quit# 
equal to tho German dyes.

« • •
A live stock census was recently 

tukon in Denmark, which shows i Tat 
the nun, her of horses in the country 
is 526,OOU; the number of cattle and 
sheep. 2,416,000; the number of swine, 
1,910,000. This shows a decrease of 
42,000 in tho number of horses since 
the lust preceding count; a decrease 
of 46,000 In the number of cuHle und 
sheep; of 25 per cent In the number 
of swine. The principal reason Is the 
high price of fodder, but It may also 
bo taken for granted that the activity 
of foreign buyers Is responsible for 
the reducllou, the war huvlng created 
a keen demand both for horses and 
other live stock.

Representatives of the musicians of 

Denmark, Norway and Hweden held a 
conference ul Copenhagen recently, at 
which It was decided to form a Scan­
dinavian Musical association for the 
protection und promotion of the inter­
ests of the musicians of the three 
countries.

COLORADO IN LINE
State Assuredly With Republican 

Party.

People of the West Recognize the Ne­
cessity of Placing the Government 

In the Hands of Capable 
Statesmen.

Representative-elect Charles R. Tim- 
berlake of Sterling will be tbe only 
Republican member of the Colorado 
delegation In tho no^t house, but that 
is one better for the Republicans 
than tho present representation. Mr. 
Timburlako was elected to succeed 
Representative Heldomridge.

"It doesn't make any difference 
about what wo did In the congression­
al elections,” says Mr. Timberlake. 
"Colorado next year will be found In 
the Republican column without tbe 
shadow of a doubt. It Is true the 
Democrats elected three members of 
the houso and a United States sena­
tor, but there were local conditions 
that had a large Influence. The fact 
that the state is Republican Is shown 
by tho election of every state officer 
save one, the state senate and house. 
In my Judgment, we shall turn the 
Democrats completely out of power 
next year. There Is dissatisfaction 
among the people due to disapproval 
of the Btate and national administra­
tions. We in Colorado have no pa­
tience with tho policies advocated and 
pushed by the administration in Wash­
ington. Free sugar does not set welt, 
nor does the attitude of the admin­
istration In Us foreign policy, and its 
general economic program. Had It 
not been for unusual conditions there 
Is no doubt Colorado would have elect­
ed a Republican United States sena­
tor last November. Business In tho 
state has not been good, but It is im­
proving some. The state once more 
has assumed sovereignty In the labor 
troubles, and I believe we shall set­
tle this matter soon. In most of the 
mining districts where there wero 
strikes operations have been resumed, 
and there is every prospect that the 
mining industry will get busy again 
soon."

What Free Sugar Wilt Mean.
"The Democrats will have a hard 

timo explaining that schedule in tbe 
tariff law which places sugar in the 
free list next year,” said Frank A. 
Singer of New Orleans. "Down our 
way we believe there will be action 
by the next congress to restore the 
duty on sugar. Some idea of the op- 
oration of tho new sugar schedule may 
be had by a statement of the govern­
ment figures under the Underwood 
law. These show that from March 
1, 1914, when tbo reduced rate wont 
into offect, up to March 1, 1915, tho 
revenue was $49,794,000. For the 
same period, If tbo duty on sugar had 
not been reduced, there would have 
been revenues amounting to $68,000,- 
000, a difference of practically $18,- 
000,000. The refund fur which the 
government is rcsponsiL.e under a 
< eclslcn of tho court of appeal*, five 
per cent on all goods coming in over­
seas, at this rate would be $18,000,000. 
If sugar goes on the free list May 1, 
1915, as contemplated by tho Under­
wood law, there will bn an annual 
loss of duty of $6F noo.ooo.

"Notwithstanding the reduction in 
duty and the contemplated placing of 
sugar on the free .1st, the price of 
sut.ur has gone from $4.70 in Juue, 
1913 to $5.12 this year.”

War Tax to Be Continued.
The SJnmioris-Underwood tariff law 

failed to produce sufficient revenuo to 
pay the running expenses of the gov­
ernment. The income tax added to the 
revenue from the Simmons-Under- 
wood tariff law loft the total still in­
sufficient. Economy In expenditures 
might have bridged the gap, but in­
stead of cutting down expenditures, 
tbe Democratic congresses increased 
them last year by $30,000,000. That 
left no option but a new tax which 
was pusHcd us a temporary expedient 
to tide the government over a lean 
year. Now It appears that this new 
tax Is to be r+nnacted.

And the reason for the Imposition 
of theso extra taxes, the Income tax 
und the war tax, which Isn't a war tax 
at all, is found In the fact that the 
HlmmoDs-Underwood bill In addition 
to being a general disturber of busi­
ness was a flat fullure as u revenue 
producer.—Watertown (N. Y.) Bund- 
ard.

Country** Grsst Need.
Under tho Underwood turlff the busi­

ness of the country has gone back, and 
the demand now is to go back, not to 
the rates and schedules of tbe Payne 
revision, but to the principle upon 
which that was founded, So-called 
progresslvlsm lu the Domocrutlc par­
ty has failed, and tbe fullure is In­
uring to the benefit of the rejected 
Republicanism.

Orville Wright Is Moved to Say He 

Likes to Think So, 
Anyhow.

Did you ever stop to think that 
there Is a very definite reason why the 
present war In Europe has dragged 
along for a year with neither side 
gaining much advantage over the 
otherT The reason, as I llgure It out. 
Is aeroplanes. Orville Wright writes 
In Collier's. In consequence of the 
scouting work done by the dying ma­
chines, each side knows exactly what 
the opposition forces are doing.

There Is little chance for one army 
to take another by surprise. Napoleon 
won wars by massing his troops at un­
expected places. The aeroplaoe has 
made that Impossible. It has equal­
ized information. Each side has such 
complete knowledge of the other's 
movements that both sides are obliged 
to crawl Into trenches and fight by 
means of slow, tedious routine ratber 
than by quick, spectacular dashes.

My Impression is that before^ the 
present war started the army experts 
expected It to be a matter of a few 
weeks or, at most, a few months. Today 
It looks as If It might run Into years 
before one side can dictate terms. 
Now, a nation that may be willing to 
undertake a war lasting a few months 
may well hesitate about engaging In 
one that will occupy years.

The daily cost of a great war Is of 
course stupendous. When this cost 
runs on for years the total is likely to 
be so great that the side which wins 
nevertheless loses. War will become 
prohibitively expensive. And the 
scouting work In flying machines will 
be the predominating factor, as it 
seems to me, In bringing this about. 
I like to think so, anyhow.

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GOOD AIR FOR BABY

KEEP THE LITTLE ONE OUT IN 

THE SUNSHINE.

Abundant Supply of That Usually Eas­
ily Acquired Essential Is Impera­

tive If He Is to Grow Well 
and Strong.

(Prepared by the Children'* Bureau. United 
State* Department of Labor.)

This lujubctlon needs U> be repeated 
very often even in the country, where 
people are out of doors & great deal In 
the natural course ot life.

It is often true that small homes in 
the country are both overcrowded and 
iU-ventllated, particularly at night, and 
in some cases the country baby suf­
fers from a lack of fresh air almost as 
much as does the city baby. But It 
would seem that It should be very easy 
to give a country baby an abundant 
supply of open air and sunshine.

The chle* drawback to his having a 
comfortable out-of-door life in summer 
are the files, the dust and the heat. 
There are few improvements that pay 
greater return upon the investment to 
mother and baby, as well as the whole 
family, than a porch covered with wire 
screen on the shady side of the house, 
say, the east or south, provided the 
side is not so close to the road as to 
get the dust. If the mother has a 
porch of this kind, the baby may prac­
tically livo there, except while he la 
being bathed. During tho hottest 
hours of tho day, In midsummer, it la 
usually cooler Indoors than out, but 
with these few exceptions the baby 
may spend the greater part of the 
time out of doors.

A play pen on the porch will serve 
to keep an older baby within safe 
bounds, and at tho same time per­
mit him to be out of doors. Such a 
pen is described in a bulletin pub­
lished by the children’s bureau tailed 
“Infant Care.” This publication will 
be sent free to all who write for It, ad­
dressing the Chief, Children's Bureau, 
U. S. Department of Labor, Washing­
ton, D, C,

Experience has shown that sick ba­
bies stand a much better cb&Dce of 
life, and recover much more rapidly 
If kept out of doors. Common sense 
should guide the mother In this, as in 
all matters where the baby is con­
cerned, and she will realize that if a 
high wind Is blowing dust about, or 
a sudden storm comes up and the tem­
perature drops many degrees in a few 
moments, the baby should be taken in, 
or protected from a chill by suitable 
clothing and wraps.

The young baby may be taken out 
when ho Is two weeks old for half an 
hour if the weather la warm and 
pleasant, gradually lengthening the 
time he stays out. Remember that the 
baby’s eyes are very sensitive and 
must always be carefully shielded, not 
only from the sun, but also from direct 
light. Babies are often wheeled about 
In their carriages staring directly up 
Into tho Bky. Try It yourself for a 
few moments and you will realize the 
cruelty to the baby who may not even 
be able to relieve this strain on the 
eyes by turning his bead to one side.

When the baby is sent out with & 
nurse she should be instructed on 
this point and also how long she Is to 
keep the baby out, and be warned of 
tho danger of allowing strangers to 
play with him or kiss him.

The carriage outing should not be re­
garded as giving the baby enough fresh 
air for the day. In addition to this he 
should live on the porch in suitable 
weather.

If It Is necessary to bring him In, 
the windows and doorB should be 
opened, screening them carefully from 
insect intrusion.

The baby should sleep at night In a 
well-ventilated bedroom, in a bed by 
himself, and, If possible, In a room by 
bimielf. Keep the doors and windows 
open. Do not be afraid of the old su­
perstition of the "night air.” The fear 
of the night air likely arose from the 
fact that It used to be thought that 
malarial poisons arose In the night, be­
fore It was known that this disease is 
only curried about by mosquitoes, 
which fly chiefly after nightfall.

In malarial regions, screens are in­
dispensable. If tho house is pro­
vided with a screened sleeping porch, 
there is no reason why the baby should 
not sleep out ut night after be Is three 
months old. provided, of course, he Is 
carefully protected. B&bles thus 
taught from the beginning of life to 
enjoy the open air will bo far less sen- 
sltlvu than otherwise, and much lews 
likely to suffer from colds and simllur 
troubles as they grow older.

Creamed Baked Potatoes.
Twelve medium-sized potatoes, a 

half cupful of cream, one cupful milk, 
three-quarter teuspoonful of salt. Pare 
the potatoes and place In the bottom 
of a pun. cover with milk and cream, 
add the salt, cover the pan and place 
In tho oven; keep covered until the 
potatoes are almost done; then re­
move the cover and allow the milk und 
cream to cook down until they are 
somewhat thick.

Mildew 8pota.
Mildew spots on linen should be 

rubbed with scraped chalk. The mix­
ture Is rubbed In and the linen spread 
on the grass. It should be wet a little 
from time to time as It dries. The 
spots ought to come out in two appli­
cations.

To Avoid Scalding Steam.
"When turning boiling water from 

a kettle into the sink, run cold water 
at the same time, then there Is no 
danger of the hands being scalded 
from the steam.

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Mrs. Mary Goodman Dead

Mrs. Mary A. Goodman, who had 
spent the past year and a half In 
California with her son and daughter 
in-law, Mr. and Mrs. W, H. Goodman, 
died at their home in Los Angeles 
last Tuesday night, following an ill* 
ne6s of but a week or two. Mrs. 
Goodman would have been 77 years 
of age had she survived until January 
Iftth next. She bad been a resident 0 / 
Marquette county for fortytwo years 
and more than thirty years of this 
period bad been spent in Negaunee.

Though the years were beginning to 
tell on her somewhat, Mrs. Goodman 
had continued to bo in quite good 
genera] health during her stay In 
California, but she was beginning to 
be considerably alarmed over her 
gradually failing eyesight and threat* 
eoed cataracts.

Wednesday morning. The remains 
left Los Angeles that night and are 
accompanied by the son, W. H. 
Goodman. Funeral arrangements 
cannot be perfected until further ad­
vices are received regarding the prob­
able time of arrival in Negaunee, but 
it is expected that the remains will 
reach here Monday, in which case the 
funeral will be on Tuesday. The serv­
ices will be at Mitchell M. E. Church, 
of which deceased had been a zealous 
member* throughout her residence in 
Negaunee.

Mrs. Goodman was a native of 
Devonshire, Engla'od, her maiden 
namehaviog been Mary A. Mitchell, 
and she was born January 19th, 1839. 
She became the bride of James Good­
man In their native land and early in 
the 70 s he set out (or America. He 
located at the Saginaw location, west 
of iBhpcming, and a few years later 
was joined by Mrs. Goodman. They 
resided at the Saginaw for fivo or six 
years and there was a similar period 
of residence at Republic prior to the 
family's removal to Negaunee. It 
was nearly eighteen years ago that 
her husband preceded her In death.

Seven children were born to Mr. 
and Mrs. Goodman, three of whom 
are dead. The surviving members of 
tho family are W. Harry Goodman, 
Los Angeles, Calu.; Edward Good­
man Gwinn: Samuel and James A.

Throughout her residence here Mrs. 
Goodman had taken a helpful as well

During 
her more active years Mrs. Goodman 
gave freely of her time and strength 
to the homes of friends and neighbors 
where there was sickness or sorrow, 
and for these innumerable kindly 
deeds she will over be held in grate­
ful remembrance by all those whom 
she had thus l>efrlended.

The Thrills and (he Danger of 

Scouting All Theirs, Says 
Frederick Palmer.

ARCHIBALD IS ON THE JOB

Exciting Work of the British Antiair* 
craft Gun Described—Sight of Aer- 

oplane Under 8hell Fire Never 
Loses (ts Thrill.

By FREDERICK PALMER.
International N ew s Hervice Correspondent.

British Headquarters, France.—A 
crack and a wbisii through the air! 
No sound Is more familiar at the front 
where the artillery is never silent— 
the sound of a shell breaking from a 
gun muzzle and Its shrill lllght toward 
the enemy's line to pay the Germans 
buck for some •hell they have sent.

Only this one did not pass out over 
the landscape in a long parabola or 
toward tho Herman lines. It went 
tight up Into tho heavens at About 
the angle of a skyrocket—for it was 
Archibald who was on the job.

8tx or seven thousand feet over tho 
British trenches there was something 

'as big as your hand against the light 
blue of the summer sky. TIiIb was 
the target, a German aeroplane. By 
the cut of his wltigg you knew It was 
a Taubu, just as you know a meadow 
lark from a sWallow.

Ho high was »t that It seemed al­
most stationary. But It was going 
somewhere between fifty and nlpety 
miles an hour. It seemed to have 
all the heavens to Itself; and to the 
British It was a sinister, prying eye. 
It wanted to see If they were building 
any new trenches, If they were mov­
ing bodies of troops or of transport in 
Jomo new direction, and where their 
batteries were In hiding. That avi­
ator, three miles above the earth, bad 
many waiting guns at his command. 
A few signals from his wireless and 
they would let loose on the target be 
Indicated.
'.» Never Loses Its Thrill.
' Other features of life at tho front 
muy grow commonplace, but never 
tho work of the plunes—these wings 
of tho army's Intelligence. In the 
hlde-uml-Hook digging and dodging ami 
countering of siege warfare the sight 
of u plane under shell fire never loses 
Its thrill.

A couple of seconds after that crack 
a tiny puff of smoke breuks about u 
hundred yards behind the Taube. A 
soft thistle blow against the blue, it 
seems at that altitude; but It wouldn't 
if It were about your ears. Then It 
would sound like a bit of dynamite on 
an anvil struck by a hammer, und you 
would hear the whizz of scores of bul­
lets and fragments about your ears.

The smoking bruss shell case is out 
of Archibald’s steel throat, and an­
other shell case with its charge 
■lipped in Its place and started on its 
way before the first puff breuks. The 
avlutor knows wlmt In corning. He 
knows tnat ono means many, once he 
Is In range.

Archibald rushed the fighting; it 1« 
the business of the Taubu to side­
step The aviator cannot hit back 
except through its allies, the German 
batteries, on the earth. They would 
tuke care of Archibald If they knew 
where he was. But all tbut the avi­
ator cun see is mottled landscape. 
From his side Archibald files no goal 
flags He is one of ten thousand tiny 
objects under the aviator’s eye.

All the Romance Theire.
Why he was numed Archibald no­

body knows. Ah his full nurne Is 
Arcbtbuld the archer, possibly It 
comes from some association with 
the Idea of arci’ery. Jf there were 
ten thousand antlalrcruft guns In the 
British army, every one would be 
known us Archibald. When the Brit­
ish expeditionary force went to 
Fruhcc It bad none. All the British 
could do wus to bang away at Tuubes 
with thousands of rounds of rlllo but 
lets, which might fail in tindr own 
lines, und with ihc field guns.

it wus pie In those days for the 
Tuubes. It wan easy to keep out of 
rungo of both rifies und guns and ob­
serve well. If the Germans did not 
know the progress of the British re­
treat from on high, It wus their own 
fault Now (he business of firing at 
Tuubes Is left entirely to Archibald. 
When you see how hard It is for Arch­
ibald, uftcr all his practice, to get u 
Taube. you understand bow foolish It 
was for Dm field guns to try to get 
one.

Archibald, who Is quite the sweliest 
thing In the army, has his own prl- 
vutc cur built especially for him 
Willie tiie cavalry burses back of the 
lines grow sleek from Inuction, the 
aeroplunes huve tuken their pluces. 
All the romance and risk of scouting 
are theirs They get most of the fun 
there Is In this kind of wurfure If 
a British avlutor gets a day’s leave, 
be does not take a train or steumer 
jie rises from the aviation grounds 
about half past four and Is ul borne in 
Kngland for dinner and returns after 
iunefi the next day Ail the action Die 
cavulry see ts when they go into llie 
trenches us infantry

Important Work It Archibald'*.
Hi.ch of th e  ( a i v u r y s  form er part 

a s  lb e  p luner d o  nol pJay, A rch ibald

plays. He keeps off the enemy's scouts. 
Do vou seek team-work, spirit of 
corps and smartness in this theater 
of France, where all the old glamour 
of war is lacking? You will find it in 
the attendants of Archibald. They 
have pride, alertness, pepper and all 
the other appetizers and condiments. 
They are as neat as a private yacht's 
crew and as lively as an infield of a 
major league team. The Archibald- 
(ans are naturally bound to think well 
of themselves.

Wutch them there, every man 
knowing his part, as they send their 
shells after the Taube! There isn t 
enough waste motion among the 'lot 
to Dp over the range-finder or the tele­
scopes or the score board or any of 
the other paraphernalia assisting the 
man who ts looking through the sight 
In knowing where to aim next as a 
screw answers softly to bis touch.

Is tho sport of war dead? Not for 
Archibald. Here you see your tar­
get, which la so rare these days when 
British Infantrymen have stormed 
and taken trenches without ever see­
ing a German—and the target Is a 
bird, a bird-man. Puffs of smoke with 
bursting hearts of death are clustered 
around the Taube. They hang where 
they broke in the still air. One fol­
lows another in quick succession, for 
more.than one Archibald is firing, be­
fore your entranced eyes.

An Artful Dodger.
You are staring like the crowd at a 

country fair at a parachute act. For 
tho next puff may get him. Who 
knows this better than the aviator? 
He la likely an old hand at the game; 
or, if he isn't, he has all the experi­
ence of other veterans to go by. His 
sense (s the same as that of the es­
caped prisoner who runs from the fire 
of a guard in a zigzag course, and 
more than that. If a puff comes near 
on the right, he turns to the left; if 
one comes near on the left turns 
to the right; If one comes under he 
rises, over he dips. This means that 
the next shell fired at the samo point 
will be wide of the target.

[poking through the sight, it seems 
easy to hit a plane. But here's the 
difficulty: It takes two seconds, say. 
for the shell to travel to the range 
of the plane. The gunner must wait 
for its burst before he can spot bis 
shot. Ninety miles an hour Is a mile 
and a half a minute. Divide that by 
thirty, and you bavo about a hundred 
yards the piano has traveled from 
the time the shell left the gun muz­
zle till It uurat. It becomes a mutter

of discounting the aviator s speed and 
guessing from experience which way 
he will turn next. That ought to have 
got him. the burst was right under 
him! No! He rises. Surely that 
one got him. anyway. The puff It 
right in front of the Taube, partly hid­
ing it from view. You see the plane 
tremble, as if struck by a violent gust 
of wind.

Must Hit Vital Spot.
’'Close?" Within thirty or forty 

yards, the telescope says. But at that 
range the naked eye Is easily deceived 
about distances. Probably some of 
the bullets have cut his plane. But 
you must hit the man or the machine 
in a vital spot in order to bring down 
your bird A British aviator the oth­
er day had a piece of shrapnel jacket 
hit his coat, Its force spent, and rolled 
Into his lap. The explosions must be 
very close to count. It Is amazing 
how much shell fire an aeroplane can 
stand Aviators are accustomed to 
the whiz of shell fragments and bul­
lets and to have their planes pune- 
tured and ripped. Though their en­
gines are put out of commission, and 
frequently though wounded, they are 
able to volplane back to the cover of 
their own lines.

To make a proper story we ought 
to have brought down this particular 
bird. But it had the luck which most 
planes, British or German, have in 
escaping antiaircraft gunfire/ It had 
begun edging away after the first shot, 
and soon was out of range.

Archibald had served the purpose 
of his existence. He had sent the pry­
ing aerial eye home. «

Fights In the Air Rare.
A fight between planes In the air 

very rarely happens, except in the im 
agination. Planes do not go up to 
fight other planes, but for observation. 
Their business is to see and learn, 
and bring home their news.

Tho other day, in the communicat­
ing trench between the frontal and 
support trenches, British shells were 
screaming overhead into the German 
trenches. Four or five thousand feet 
up were two British planes, with a 
swarm of puffs from German shelle 
around them. Two or three thousand 
feet higher was a German plane. They 
maintained their relative altitudes and 
kept on with their work, each spot­
ting the bursts of the shells fired by 
its side and correcting the gunners' 
aim by wireless. The British aviators 
always fly lower than the German; 
they are much oftener in (be range of 
antiaircraft gunfire.

ARMENIANS REPULSING THE TURKS

A scene in the treuebes ot the Armenians in the "Gardens” just outside 
of the city of Van, in Asiatic Turkey, during the recent siege of that place 
by the Turks. Before the Armenians could defend themselves a number of 
them were massacred by the Turks, The majority of the Armenians, who 
are Christians, tied to the American mission compound and directed their 
fight against the Turks from that place.

Trench Warfare Graphically De­

scribed by Correspondent.

What It Means to Live for Weeks In
s Ditch Seeking to Kill Persona In 

Another Ditch Within Hail­
ing Distance.

London.—A British correspondent 
at tbe front with tbe expeditionary 
force In Flanders sends the following 
graphic description of life la the 
trundles:

"This war, particularly this trench 
warfare—'the war of positions' as tbe 
Germans more correctly cull it—Is so 
utterly unprecedented tbut one often 
searches the mind In vatn for some 
suitable parallel which will make peo­
ple realize what It means to buve to 
live fur days, sometimes for weeks, ou 
end lu u narrow ditch seeking to com­
pass the violent heath of persons lu 
another ditcb within hailing dis­
tance with whom not a year ago one 
might have been lunching or diniug.

"1 was in some trenches tbo other 
day. We were having tea round a 
table in a Uugout. Tbe trench ran 
through a cornfield, as i remember, and 
as we drank our tea we bad a fine 
view of some ruined buildings against 
the sky. e German trenches were 
very close, and if you bad a fancy to 
finish with life all you bad to do was 
to take two steps from tbe tea table 
and poke your bead for an iustaut 
above the sandbags of the parapet,

"On tbe Gorman side an officer bad 
tried to do this that morning. Five 
minutes afterwards three men with a 
Stretcher had taken the body away. 
Somebody remarked on tbe strange­
ness of our position. ‘Here we are,' 
be said, ‘in a ditcb In a cornfield. 
Bather a good spot for a picnic it 
would have been, wouldn't It, with the 
old farm back there to furulsb hot wa­
ter for tea and this nice view in front 
of us 7 1 dare say people used to come 
here on aummer evening* like this a 
year ago. Yet here we are, a lot of 
men who probably never beard of 
Flanders lu their lives before this 
war, living lu an adjectival cornfield/ 
with only one idea in life, und that to 
kill us many us possible of another 
bunch of fellows living in another 
corner of the same old cornfield. 
Funny war, ain’t It? Who'll come and 
snips 7'

"He and another man, having fin­
ished their tea, went off down the 
trench where the bullets were wUln 
Keying and popping and snicking great 
wads eut of tbe saudbugs of tbs pa­
rados with a resounding smack that 
fairly deafens you If your bead hap­
pens to be alongside. I could see them 
for a bit creeping doubled up ulong a 
stretch of low treucb marked down as 
a bad corner. Later j caught sight of 
them lu a ruined barn. They were 
kneeling motionless with their rifies 
at uu opening. They were wuiting. 1 
knew whom they were waiting for, a 
gentle German whom they bad named 
Fetor Weber, a sniper, whose perch 
was in a tree. They bad waited for 
him for three days. They didn't get 
Peter Weber that day.

"Men who livo like this, almost en 
tete-a-tete with the Germans, positive­
ly get to kuow their enemies by sight. 
They give the snipers names and one 
bears of displays of frlgbtfuluess by 
Karl and Fritz and of Hermann's 'eve­
ning bate/

"The other day 1 was In a position 
which is less than thirty yard* from 
the German trenches, where the few 
men holding the place squat doubled 
up In a narrow trench with a stark of 
bombs ut hand to repel an attack. The 
trench runs through some ruined

buildings, where tbo dead of many 
months are lying, some buried in the 
soil through which our trenches run. 
others entombed beneath piles of loose 
bricks. I sat down on the ground 
beside the rugged Irishmen who 
were squatted in that foul place 
and chatted with them. In a piece of 
mirror stuck up on the parados I 
could sep the German trench at a dis­
tance considerably less than tho width 
of the Strand at Its narrowest point. 
‘There’s an Alleman that comes out o' 
that trlnch one and agin/ they SAid to 
me in hoarse whispers. ‘Sure, and we 
often see him pattering about, a 
gran’ big fellow with great whiskers 
on him, 'Tls a pity not to shoot him. 
We could get him every time/ I 
touched the mirror to move it. The 
next Instant two bullets struck the 
sandbags on (he parados on either side 
of the glass. The men laughed. 'They 
can’t hit you tho way you have your 
head now sorr/ they said, 'hut don't 
be raisin’ yourself/ *'

Wins Fame and Corporal’s 8trlpe»
With the British Troop* In North­

ern France—A Challenge
and What Came of It.

Paris.—In tbe early days of thla 
war. Ugly scrambled ashore in north­
ern France a stowaway on one of thw 
channel packets. He was a kbaki- 
tintod cur of the most disreputable 
appearance. Nobody’s dog; but with 
a soul so tuned to the doings of sol­
diers that as soon as he discovered* 
that the great game was going on. ho> 
swore to be in it and of It. He was 
natural fighter, scored afld scarred 
with s hundred battles.

So they attached him here to B. X.* 
which means any sort of Job that's 
going at the base—"B”—standing for 
base, and "X" being the recognized 
algebraic symbol signifying an un­
known quantity. He was signed on 
tho A. 8. C. (Pickfords Light Horse) 
to deal with the rats which ravage 
tho bales down by tho docks. Like 
the minister of munitions he was 
given a free hand with his subjort, 
npd so successful whs ho with these 
gray-Jackcted rascals that he soon re­
ceived a corporal's stripes, double ra­
tions (he dearly loves JanD, and th* 
offer, after another singularly success­
ful raid among tho rodents, of a com­
mission.

H. Q.. to fight 
at 28 rounds, estrh-as-ratch -ran . at any  
handy spot w ithin or w ithout the m ean­
ing nf the art. Btakes— five pounds a 
side, money down.

Inquiries were immediately made as 
to the standing, skjll and fighting 
weight of Sergeant fimller. and those 
being considered satisfactory, the chal­
lenge was accepted, and Ugly was put 
into strict training, much to bis dis­
gust

A heavy book was made on the 
forthcoming combat, and when the 
tense evening of the meeting of these 
growling Greeks arrived, the arena 
was packed with an eager, brown* 
faced crowd, all a-throh with the 
sweet ploasuree of anticipation. Ser­
geant Rmllor arrived, due to tlmp, In 
a carefully corded biscuit box.

Ugly was already In possession of 
the floor, striding up and down In the 
fierce pride of ownership, and snurl- 
ing a challenge to the whole category 
of rruftit

The box was dragged into tho ring, 
the cords unlaced, tho lid raised, the 
cage tipped at the necessary angle 
by a brave Tommy, who leaped back 
over the parapet as with a roar the 
incarcerated thunderstorm burled 
himself into tbo lists.

Alert, savage and with his back hair 
bristling, Ugly crouched tor tbe 
spring—crouched, and then sat down 
hard in absolute amazement; for 
there In front of him was his exact, 
his complete double in size and shape 
and color. Sergeant Bmiler also 
crouched and sat down suddenly, as 
If frozen to the floor. In the silence 
which follows, the breathing of the 
two dogs could bo heard-—Jerkily, 
like the spurts of a southwest squall 
at sea.

Then, with a glad gurgle of canine 
melody, tho two animala flung them­
selves into one another’s arms in a 
brotherly caress, in which yaps of Joy 
were mingled with yelps of rem­
iniscence, almost tear compelling to 
tho sentimental soldiers gathered 
around.

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From "Michigan—th« iA nd o f P lenty .”

T HE Bt&te of Michigan comprises 
two great peninsulas, separat­
ing the waters of Lakes Su­

perior. Michigan and Erie, and 
about 200 islands, Including Isle 
Royale near the north coast of 
Lake Superior and the historic and 
beautiful Island of Mackinac In the 
straits of Mackinac. It has a total 
land area of about 59,000 square 
miles. Situated In the heart of the 
continent, bolding within Its bor­
ders 5,000 sparkling Inland lakes, 
surrounded by the waters of the 
Great Lakes which are the greatest 
Inland waterways in the world, 
with a coast line of more than 
1.600 miles indented with bays and 
harbors and fringed with Islands,
Michigan enjoys remarkable com­
mercial and climatic advantages.
The commercial advantages are re­
flected In the frlngo of Important 
manufacturing and shipping cen­
ters along the lake shores, and the 
climatic advantages by the variety 
and specialized character of Us ag­
ricultural pursuits, as well as by 
the hundreds of thousands of sum­
mer residents and visitors who are 
weicomod from the less enjoyable 
summer climates of other states 
and countries.

The surfaco of Michigan presents 
a great variety of forms, most of 
which have their origin In geologic 
processes which were attendant on 
the advance and retreat (some 10,- 
000 to 20,000 years ago) of the last 
great continental glacier which 
covered tbo central continent as far 
south as the Ohio river. To con­
tinental glaciation we are Indebted, not only for the 
Great Lakes themselvos, and hence our insular climate, 
but also tor the character and diversity of our land 
forms, the configuration of the coast, our Inland lakes, 
and our many and varied types of soil. The flat lands 
or plains which extend from the southeast corner of the 
state northward In a fringing belt around the “Thumb,” 
occupying all of the famous Saginaw valley, are part of 
the ancient bottoms of the ancestral Great Lakes. With 
the exception of these flat lands, and other similar but 
smaller tracts, the surface of the southern peninsula is 
gently rolling, the undulating plains alternating with 
belts nnd Irregular tracts of hills. The elevation of the 
surface rises rather gradually from the lakes inland. 
The higher lands In the Interior are divided by a 
remarkable broad vullcy, extending from Saginaw 
hay via Grand river to Lake Michigan, into a 
northern highland and a southern highland. The 
northern highland Is an elevated tract of coun­
try reaching from Otsego, Montmorency and 
Ah-ona counties southwest into Lake. Newaygo 
and Mecosta counties. The elevation of this 
tract range:* from 400 to *1,000 feet above Lakes 
Mlchlgun and Huron. The highest point in 
Lower Michigan Is a few miles southeast of 
Cadillac In northern Osceola county, whore a 
group of hills reach a height of about 1,100 feet 
above lake level, or 1,700 feet above the sea.
The southeastern highland consists of a much 
lower nnd nearly parallel tract extending from 
southern Huron county southwest through Branch 
and Hillsdale counties into Indiana and Ohio.
Most of this arcu is from 200 to 600 feet above 
Isike Huron, the highest portions lying In Hills- 
dule und Oakland counties, whore Lho elevations 
are at maximum 1,287 feet to over 1,300 feet 
above sea level.

A rise of 120 feet of the waters of Lakes Huron 
nn'd Michigan would connect Bagltiaw bay and 
liUke Michigan with a strait miles wide and 50 
feet deep. The "mitten," from a vicinity north 
of Grand Rapids, northeast nearly to Lake Huron, 
would become u large island with numerous 
smaller ones around Its shores. A broad penin­
sula, tuperlng to the northeast, would extend 
from Indiana and northwestern Ohio into Tuscola 
and Hanllac counties, Were the lakes to rise 
■400 feet the southeastern highland would be­
come merely a group of islands with one large 
onv In Oakland and another in Jackson, Hillsdale 
and Branch counties.

The Upper Peninsula has a higher western por­
tion, rugged and rocky in many localities, and a 
much lower and less rugged and rocky eastern 
one. The height of the interior table-land of the 
western portion, ranges from 1,000 to 1,200 toot 
above the lake, or 1,600 to 1,800 foot above sea 
level, but the rock knobs and hills of drift rise 
a few hundred feet higher. Tbe highest point 
In the state, 2,023 feet, Is In tbe Porcupine moun­
tains in Ontonagon county. The eastern portion 
has a general elevation of only about 250 feet 
above the lakes, and the highest point Is only a 
little over 400 feet above Lake Michigan. Like 
Lower Michigan, the Upper Peninsula Is cut 
across by a prominent valley, the bed of a tormor 
glacial river, running south from Au Train bay, 
on the northern shorn, to White Kish river and 
Little Bay da Noc. Were tbe level of l*ke Hu- 
parlor raised 160 feet Its waters would flow 
through this old valley Into l^ake Michigan.

The state Is drained by a number of Important 
rivers. Many of these streams have been of In­
calculable value as mediums of transportation 
of logs to the lumber mills, and have determined 
the locatfon of some of the most Important cities 
of the state. In the future they are destined to 
furnish an Increasing amount of electric power 
for transmission to villages, cities, Industrial cen­
ters, and even to the farms. The Kalsln. Huron, 
Kaglnaw and AuHabte are the most Important 
ones of the eastern slope of the Lower Peninsula, 
and the Munlstee, Muskegon, Grand, Kalamazoo 
and fit. Joseph of the western. The Huron and 
AuHuhle, rising In the Interior highlands, ufford 
a large amount of water power. The Hnglnaw, 
the largest river of tbe peninsula, Is navlguble to 
Haglnaw, tho center of one of the richest agri­
cultural and manufacturing districts of the slate, 
and the Grand to Grand Rapids, where water 
power hus been extensively developed.

In the Upper Peninsula lho rivers nro In gen- 
,iul shorter and more rapid, having sleeper gra- 
lli*nt*. The Menominee is the largest river, 
Tormina for a great purt of Us length the boun-
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dary between Michigan and Wisconsin. The 
numerous falls nnd rapids throughout Its course 
aro being rapidly developed for power. The 
other important rivers are the Escanaba, White 
Fish, Manistkfue, Carp, Pine, Tequatuenon. Stur­
geon and Ontonagon.

Soils.
Under the limitations of space imposed on 

this article it will bo Impossible to give even a 
brief description of the various types of soli 
which occur In Michigan. I shall therefore con- 
lino my remarks on this subject to a brief state­
ment regarding the proper use of tbe general 
soil maps of Michigan issued by tbe Immigration 
department.

These soli maps are tbe expression of an effort 
to adapt the rosults of a careful scientific study 
and mapping of the surface formations of the 
state to a distinctly utilitarian purpose. They 
will be found useful to persons interested In ob­
taining a knowledge of the character and distri­
bution of tho soils In Michigan.

It Is known by everyone who has only a slight 
familiarity with soils that maps which show de­
tails or soli composition and texture do not exist 
and in tbe very nature of the case cannot ho 
made. There Is no limitation of subdivisions 
that might he made were soils to be classified 
on the basis of slight differences in physical and 
chemical composition. On a single section of 
land there may bo found one, two, six. or a 
dozen different kinds of soli, depending on the 
basis of classification and the degree of Im­
portance attached to minor variations In char­
acter. On the soil maps referred to above there 
are shown In color and symbol 14 types and 
subtypes of soil formations. It Is be­
lieved that Ibis degree of subdivision expresses 
admirably the general facts. Tbe character and 
relations of these types and subtypes may be 
readily understood and tho number Is not so 
great as to bo confusing to the general reader 
or layman.

Wbllo a single small area of laud may show 
wide variations In soil character, tbe number of 
soil types depending, as stated above, on the 1m 
portance attached to slight variations In charac­
ter, R Is not less true that the same area may 
have a greet prodomlnonc* of soli of a ptrticulor 
character and composition, depending on origin 
and manner of formation, and tbe general soil 
conditions In such an area could be properly rep­
resented on a small-scale map by a single color or 
aymbol. The colors and symbols on the maps ex­
press dominance in various arena covered by them 
of a particular soil of the general character set 
forth In the legend and not the entire exclusion 
of other types, In the mapping of the soil forma­
tions it should be understood that no attempt has 
been made to measure general fertility or tbe 
crop-growing capacity of tho soil formations or 
particular crop adaptations to particular soils. 
Boil fertility Is a thing which cannot be ex­
pressed on a map. Local conditions of tempera­
ture, moisture, topography, physical and chemical 
composition, the property of supporting bacterial 
life, the character of the sub-noil, etc., aro im­
portant determinants of crop-growing capacity, 
and It follow* that this being true, relative crop- 
growing capacity cannot be expressed on a soil 
map. Particular kinds of soil under certain com­
binations of the above factors will grow excellent 
crops of particular kinds whon other crops will 
fall, wholly or partially. In these days of spe­
cialized farming practically every kind or soil 
can be managed In such a manner us to grow 
remunerative crops, and noil management is a 
factor In crop growing of Importune*! euulvuloiit

to that of the soil itaelf. Vast areas 
of good agricultural land, mainly in 
the northern part of the state, await 
settlement and development. Pro­
spective purchasers of land and pro­
spective settlers should be guided 
mainly by accurate Information re­
garding local conditions und personal 
or other trustworthy knowledge of 
the particular description of land of 
which purchase Is considered, and it 
should be emphasized that no map 
and no amount of printed matter can 
take the place of a personal examina­

tion of land on the 
ground.

Th e s t a t e  of 
Michigan has a 
claim to a dis­
tinctive position fn 
each of the leading 
Industries of the 
nation, viz., agri­
cultural. manufac­
ture, mining and 
lumbering. Michi­
gan  h a s  b e e n  
known as a great 
mining state since 
fur back In the 
early forties and 
fifties when she be­
gan the develop­
ment of her great 
copper and Iron 

mines, und today no other state produces In such 
vast quantities such a diversity of mineral prod­
ucts While Michigan's fame as a mining state 
restf malnlv on her vast deposits of copper and 
iron ores, she produces In addition a large num­
ber of other mlncrul products, umong tho more 
important of which are coal, salt, gypsum, clay, 
marl, limestone, glass, whetstones and scythe- 
stones, gem stones and silver. Prior to 1890 a 
considerable amount of gold was produced from 
quartz veins In the vicinity of Ishpemlng.

Michigan produces small quantities of oil nnd 
gas. Many of the farmers in tho southeastern 
part of the state and some other places obtain 
sufficient natural gas from shallow borings for 
domestic purposes. It Is the belief of many geolo­
gists that Michigan may In time become an Im­
portant producer of oil and gas.

Copper.
The copper Industry In Michigan began as early 

as 1845. The mines ore located on Keweenaw 
point and southwestward In Ontonagon county. 
Michigan has tbe distinction of being, all years 
considered, the largest contributor in metallic 
copper, of exhibiting the largest copper mining 
operations, of attaining the lowest cost per ton 
of ore handled, of exploiting with prollt ores of 
lower grade than ure mined elsewhere und of 
paying larger total dividends thun any ollwr min­
ing district in the world. The minimi output of 
refined copper Is valued at from $24,000,000 to 
140,000,000, depending on tho price of tho metal.

Topper occurs in native form, mainly In con­
glomerates und trap beds. Tho famous Calumet 
and Hoda copper M e is threp miles long and 
twelve to fifteen feet thick, and Is mined at a 
depth of about one mile. From the mines the 
copper ore is hauled to the mills, most of which 
are located on the lake, In the mills the copper 
Is separated from (he rock, from whence It (s 
sent to the smelters where It Is refined und cast 
Into shapes for shipment Great plies of copper 
Ingots are familiar and characteristic sights on 
the docks of Torch and Portage lakes.

There Is vastly more copper In the ground In 
Michigan than has been mined, and Michigan wlJJ 
produce copper for many, many years to come. 
With the gradually declining tenor of the ores, In­
creasing depths of mines, etc,, the question with 
the mining companies relates not so much to ex­
haustion of the copper deposits as to the margin 
of profit thst the deposits may he forced to yield 
on exploitation

Iron,

Iron w h s  discovered In the Luke Superior re­
gion In 1841 near Neguunee by William A. Hurt, 
who was In the employ of Dr. Douglass Houghton, 
the first state geologist of Michigan. For nearly 
half a century, prior to 1901, Michigan held first 
place in the production of Iron ore. Hlnco that 
time the production of Minnesota has been much 
greater than that of Michigan. Tbe main center* 
of Iron mining are Ishpemlng and Neguunee on 
the Marquette range; Norway, Iron Mountain, 
Crystal Falls und Iron River on the Menominee 
range, and Bessemer, Wukefleld and Ironwood on 
the Gogebic run go

As old mines are abandoned new mines are 
started on new discoveries of ore, and ulthough 
Michigan hus been mining Iron ore for nearly 
seventy years there still remains in the ground 
ready for mining almost. If not quite, as much 
Iron ore us has been produced in all preceding 
years. In other words, more ore is developed and 
discovered each year on the average than Is 
mined tin t year, and at Hi** present the*' the *,*•.( 
look Is evreodlnglv encouraging for uu lintclimii- 
ly long and prosperous period of iron mining

T
HE entrance of Italy into tbe 
European war and the gains she 
has made thus far on some of 
the Alpine roads connecting her 
with tbe Austrian Tyrol brings 

Into prominent Interest ono of tbe high­
est and most popular of all the Alpine 
post roads—the Stelvlo.

Although this nmd may not possess 
the strategic value of some of the 
other highways of the Alps of which 
the Italians early In the lighting se­
cured control, to hold and fortify this, 
one of the best built roads and the 
highest between Austria and Italy, has 
long been Italy's ambition, for the rea­
son that it would give her a dominat­
ing power over a most convenient 
route to Landec* and Innsbruck, as 
well as u clutch on the upper reaches 
of the valley of the Adige, west of 
Mcran.

Her engineers foresaw that the al­
most perfect construction of the Stel- 
vio, with its easy grades and excellent 
roadbed, would enable Italy, once the 
master of this highway, to rush great 
quantities of troops and mountain ar­
tillery into the extreme western part 
of the Tyrol, where the natural possi­
bilities for intrenchment are such that 
It might be hard for the Austrian 
troops to dislodge her.

The military experts of Austria 
were not behind Italy In placing a 
high value on tbe road and It has long 
been Austria's determination to hold 
It at all hazards.

The Stelvlo road—called by the Ger­
mans the “Stllfserjochstrasse"—is fa­
miliar to many American tourists who 
have motored over It In traveling from 
Hotzen and Meran, In the Austrian 
Tyrol, or from tbe IVavarlan Tyrol, 
via Innsbruck and Landeck, to the 
Italian lakes, as it presents a very 
accessible and picturesque route from 
either of those tourist centers to Lake 
Garda or Lake Como.

"Highest Street fn Europe."
The road ascends from the Austrian 

side of the great chain of mountains 
dividing that dountry from Italy, 
hrough tho beautiful valley of Trafol 
nd then by an amazing series of zlg-

rows cut In it, pointing to tbe three 
countries, has been erected a short 
distance above tbe hotel. This spot, 
known to tho Germans as tho “I>rel- 
sprachenspitze”—the Point of Three 
Tongues—is a favorite pilgrimage for 
all tourists, some of whom try to strad­
dle this stone slab that they may boast 
of having stood in three countries at 
one time.

At a point Just below the top of 
the Stelvlo a severe looking stone 
building is round. This is the hospice of 
Santa Marla, or (juurla fontoniera—- 
the fourth refuge station "Refuge” 
or relief stations of this type are found 
scattered along all of these high roads 
of tho Alps at convenient distances, 
usually about four or live miles apaft. 
They ure occupied by caretakers whoso 
business it is to give relief und assist­
ance to travelers caught in the severe 
storms of the early spring uud winter 
months.

Adjoining this refuge station to tbe 
west is the Italian customhouse, and 
a short distance beyond this building 
the road becomes a Y, the left branch 
turning abruptly and leading down to 
Bormlo in Italy, while the right branch, 
turning to the north, crosses the crest 
of the mountains by the Umbrail Bass 
and following soft rolling hills of tbe 
valley of Muranza carries the travoler 
by the new road, the Wormser Pass, 
down to the Munster-Tbal, In Switzer­
land.

Zigzag Road on Austrian Side.
Standing at tbe top of the pass and 

looking back toward the Austrian side 
one seeB the curious zigzags or loops 
In tbe road, twisting down the sloping 
side of the valley to the left as if 
some giant painter had taken an Im­
mense whitewash brush and drawn an 
irregular streak down the side of tbe 
mount&io. This Is tbe most difficult 
part of the pass. Mount Ortlcr, tbe 
dominating peak of the mountain range 
surrounding tbe Stelvlo, rises* in ma­
jestic dignity at the right side of the 
road to a height of almost 13,000 feet.

The Stelvlo Is rarely open for traffic 
much before the middle of June In 
any year, as the snow clings affec-

Looking down the <Stclv/o
zag turns or loops In tho road—a really 
marvelous example of roiidbuHdlrig 
uud engineering—brings the traveler 
up over four thousand feet in eight 
miles and a half, ut a very easy und 
comfortable grade. At the top, or tho 
"pass" Itself—for where these rouds 
cross the crest of the mountain this 
point is called the “pass”—it reaches 
the remarkable altitude of 9,055 feet 
above the sea, muklng ft the highest 
curriage road on the continent, or, as 
a German tourist has aptly put It, 
"the highest street In Europe!"

Of all tbe post roads of the Alps 
the Stelvlo has always been the most 
popular amoiig tourists during the 
summer months. Almost uny noon­
day from the middle of Juno until the 
first of Heptember one would find clus­
tered arouau a  bamllko hotel at the 
lop of tbe pass called the “Hotel For- 
dlnandshoeho” a vast collection of ov­
er/ conceivable kind of vehicle from 
the most expensive motor car to the 
lumbering old but picturesque moun­
tain diligence, as wei) as HmumerubJo 
"elnspatiner'’ and “dreispunner," (be 
comfortable little one and two horse 
victorias so much in evidence ou ev­
ery Alpine road. (Mustered la tbe 
none too spacious dining hall of this 
hotel ono would find an equally odd 
assortment of tourists from every part 
of the globe, chattering In every known 
language, muking a veritable buhei 
of tongues, with hero aud there an 
occasional titled personage accompa­
nied by a retinue of servants, adding 
a iittio luster to the gathering, and a 
sprinkling of AusMnn uud Italian offi­
cers In gorgeous uniforms giving the 
necessary bit of color.

Where Three Countries Touch.
Tbo top of the pass is a bleuk und 

gloomy place at best, no vegetation at 
all, nothing but a desolate mass of 
rock, with snow Holds und glaciers 
stretching down from the mountain 
peaks on ail sides and intensely cold, 
even to the middle of July und August, 
after sundown. Tho puss Itself marks 
uimost the exact meotlug place of tbe 
boundary lines of Austria, Italy and 
Switzerland. A crude boundary pos* 

ni.ouhted by a stono stub with or-

ttonuteiy to all of these post roads of 
tbe Alps until well Into the lute spring. 
Particularly Is this tin* case with the 
Htelvio. A Jute or sever** winter keeps 
tho upper reaches or this road blocked 
to all carrluge traffic up to tho end of 
June. Perhaps the Italians hud this 
in mind when they held hack their de­
claration of wur against Austria until 
tho latter part or May. Although the 
Alpine regiments of tho Ilallun army 
are noted for tholr prowess und clever­
ness lu “snow work," this kind of sur­
face do** not Invite the easy transit of 
heavy artillery.

The Lantern In the Eaet.
Everybody knows thut the Chinese 

and Japanese aro tbo grout lantern 
makers, in fact, a lantern seems to 
be an ussoutiul adjunct to a China­
man, und thero U a story told of a 
night attack ou a Chinese fort by the 
English, whon over* Chinaman took to 
his heels aud mounted the hill behind 
with all speed. But every man curried 
his lighted lantern slung over bis 
shoulder, and so formed the best of 
target for Hit* enemy.

Many nations of tbe East, besides 
those more closely connected with 
Bcriptural history, and notably tbe 
Chinese and Japunese, carry u lantern 
ut the end of a slick- Philadelphia 
Inquirer.

Mayor H. J. Colwell, at the Com­
mon Council meeting on the 2nd inst, 
stated that as a member of tbe select 
committee on the sale of the city hall 
property be took occasion to see Rev. 
J. B. Vertln, as the Catholic congre­
gation were considering purchasing 
the city hall for school purposes. 
Rev. Fr. Vertin bad asked wbat price 
tbe city would want, and his honor 
therefore suggested that if the Coun­
cil was willing to dispose of the pro­
perty that & price be decided upon.
