Motorcyclist Killed

Thomas Kelly, aged 21, was fatally 
njured and Gust Danielson was 

slightly Injured when the ‘ motorcycle 
upon whioh they were coming from 
shpemlng struck a  farmer’s wagon 

Monday evening. The wagon carried 
no lights and Kelly aod Danielson did 
not see the vehicle in their path until 
they were right upon It as they 
swung around a sharp curve near the 
ji S. ft I. yard limits east of Ish* 

peming.
Tbe driver of tbe wagon was a man 

named Isaacson, who resides In Ish- 
pemlngand was on hie way home from 
Negounee. Another man was riding 
with him. Kelly’s motorcycle struck 
the wagon upon the shafts just ahead 
of the left (root wheel, from which It 
would appear that tbe driver bad 
started to turn to one side of the road. 
Tbe impact was so great that the 
wagon was shoved off tbe road. 
Danielson, who was riding on the rear 
seat of the motorcycle, was thrown 
about thirty  feet into a ditch, but the 
machine carried Kelly along as it 
careened to tbe side of the road and 
the engine was still running when 
Danielson and the two occupants of 
tbe wAgoo reached Kelly’s side.

Kelly complained of a  broken leg 
aod when Dr. E. C. Robbins, of Ish- 
pemlog, came along in his auto a  few 
moments later he was hailed and asked 
to take the Injured man to the Negau* 
nee Hospital, which be did. I t  was 
bund tha t Kelly bad sustained Inter­
nal Injuries in addition toacom pound 
fracture of the left leg, aad he surviv­
ed only a few hours.

Thomas Kelly was & native of Eng­
land and had been In this country 
about four years. Deceased was a 
nephew of Capt. Edwin N. Corey, 
superintendent of the Rolling Mill 
mice, with whom he made bis home. 
Two sisters and a brother survive in 
England. The funeral will be held 
Sunday afternoon and will be under 
the auspices of English Oak lodge, 
No. 230, Sons of St. George.

Lighting Rates Reduced

A prospective reduction in electric 
lighting rate* by tbe M arquette Coun­
ty Gas ft Electric Company has been 
announced by A. C. Harrington, gen­
eral manager of tbe company. Tbe 
total reduction will amount to 1 cent 
per kilowatt hour, but tbe complete 
reduction will not be made a t once, It 
being divided Into four quarterly  In­
stallments of one*fourtb cent each aod 
tbe first reduction to be effective Jan* 
uary 1st, 1010.

Mr. H arriogtoa states th a t tbe re* 
ductlon is made possible by economies 
which have been effected lo tbe gen* 
©rating plant and tha t tbe new sched­
ule will apply to both Isbpemlng and 
Negaunee patrons. Tbe reduction 
will make the schedule of rates as 
follows after October, 1016; 11,10,0 
and 6 cents per ».lowatt hour, de­
pending upon the quantity consumed. 
A discount of I cent per kilowatt hour 
will be allowed to customers who pay 
their bills by the 16th of tbe follow­
ing month, which will make tbe nut 
prices 10, 0 ,0  and 7 cents one year 
hence, while customers will have par­
tial benefit of tbe new schedule In tbe 
period loterveulng next January and 
tbe followiogOctober.

Fred LuRoux, foreman of the Goose 
Lake section of the North-Western 
road, was iojured this morning when 
bis handcar was struck by northbound 
passenger train  No, 101. Mr. La- 
Roux bad stopped bis car and thought 
be had plenty of time to remove it 
from tho rails, but had misjudged the 
speed of tbe approaching pusseoger.

G
l a c ie r  n a t io n a l  p a r k ,

like other "show" parts of 
America, benefited by the war 
during the summer of 1915 and 
was visited by many thousands 

of persona who before hud scurcely 
heard of It. It hus been a  national 
park since 1910, but, in a period of ut­
te r public indifference to the glories of 
American scenery, It has passed al­
most unnoticed. Now that America 
lias suddenly become awaro tha t she 
possesses the most superb accessible 
scenery In tho world, Glacier is des­
tined to rapid recognition as the one 
real Switzerland of America. It is In 
northwestern Montana, close to tho 
Cunu<lian border line.

Tho purk derives its name from its 
GO glaciers; but there uro more than 
90, all told, if one classes as glaciers 
many interesting snow patches of only 
& few acres each, which, nevertheless, 
exhibit all tho characteristics of true 
gluders. Its scenery is strikingly Al­
pine, yet It possesses Individuality to 
a  high degreo. In ruggednnss and 
sheer grandeur it probably surpasses 
tho Alps, whilo geologically It Is mark­
edly different.

It strongly differentiates also from 
other mountain scenery in America. 
Jce-clud Rainier, mysterious Crater 
lake, spouting Yollowslonn, exquisRo 
Yosemite, beautiful Sequoia—to each 
of these and to all other of our na­
tional purks Glacier offers a highly In­
dividual contrast.

Region of Remarkable Beauty.
To define Glacier National park, 

picture to yourself two approaching 
chains of vast tumbled mountains 
which pass the Continental divide 
back and forth between them In worm-

like twistings, which bear living gla­
ciers lu every hollow of their loftiest 
convolutions, and which breuk precipi­
tately thousands of feet to lower 
inountuln musses, which, In their turn, 
bear Innumerable lakes of unbeliev­
able caliu, offspring of tho glaciers 
above; thoso lakes, in their turn, giv­
ing birth to roaring rivori of Icy wa- 
tor, leaping turbulontly from level to 
level, carving Innumerable sculptured 
gorges of graudour and Indescribable 
beauty.

These parallel mountain masses 
form a central backbone for tho Na­
tional park. Their western sides slope 
from the summit less precipitately. 
Their eastern sides break ubruptly. It 
Is on (he east thill their scenic qual­
ity becomes tUntile.

To really comprehend tho pcnnonal 
Ity of Glacier one must glance hack 
for a  moment into tbo geological past

when tho sea or great lakes rolled 
over what Is now tho northwest of 
this continent. It was wutcr that de­
posited the stratified sediments which 
are now these rock '.

Untold ages passed, and the sea or 
lake bottom, undor the urge of terriflo 
forces hidden In tho Interior of tho 
oarth, lifted, emerged, and became 
land. Untold ages pass'd, and the 
land hardened into rocks. And all 
the time the forces kept pressing to­
gether and upward the rocky cruBt of 
tho earth. For untold ages this crust 
held safe.

Result of Tltantlc Upheaval.
At last the pressuro won. The rockB 

first yielded upward In long Irregular 
wavelike folds. Gradually these folds 
grew in size. Whon the rocks could 
stand tho strain no longer, great 
cracks appeared and one broken edge, 
the western, was thrust upward and 
over the other. The edge tha t was 
thrust over the other was thousands 
of feet thick. Its crumbling formed 
the mountains and tho precipices. .

When It settled tho western edgo of 
this break overlapped the eastern 
edge ten or fifteen miles.

This thrusting of one edgo of the 
burst and split continent over the oth­
er edgo is called faulting by geologists 
and this particular fault is called tho 
Lewis overthrust.

Thus was formod, In tho dim days 
before man, for the pleasure of the 
American pcoplo of today, the Glacier 
National park.

Today the visitor finds this the most 
wonderful combination of mountain 
tops In America, bounded by vertical 
walls sometimes 4,000 feet In height 
diversified by many glistening glaciers

and by bouutlful timbered slopes lead­
ing down by graceful curves to the 
bottom of deep valleys. Bcoros of 
lukos are unsurpassed in sheer beauty 
by uny even of Italy and Switzerland. 
There uro more than 200 lakes in all- 

Nor Is this scenic wonderland mere­
ly a sample of the neighborhood. 
North of the park tho Canadian moun­
tains rapidly lose lliolr scenic Interest. 
Houth and west there is little of great­
er interest than the mountains com­
monly crossed in a transcontinental 
Journey.

Norway
It is reported from Btavanger that 

the great transatlantic wireless sta­
tion at Ullanhaug, near that city, la 
being rebuilt by the Marcoui company. 
The changes to bo made in the in­
stallation are very comprehensive and 
will cost a big sum of money.

The changes lr  construction were 
undertaken in accordance with the ex­
perience gained at tho big wireless 
stations in England during the war. 
The entire equipment will be set In 
foundations made of rubber and all 
material already Installed will be 
taken out and new  material will be 
supplied in its place. The exact na­
ture of the changes, however, have not 
been learned.

The expense of these changes will 
be borne by the Marconi company and 
will not fall upon the Norwegian gov­
ernment. As the station would not 
have been taken in use beford the 
close of the war, no lnconvenleuce or 
delay is occasioned by the reconstruc­
tion.

Reports from the public libraries of 

Norway for the year ending June 30, 
1014, show (hut tho author having the 
largest number of readers U Jacob U.

Education of Youngsters of tho Mo­

hammedan Moroa Engaging Earn­
est Attention of Americans.

The industrial training of the chil­
dren of the Mohammedan Moros in 
the Philippines is a matter of vital im 
port&nco as regards their prospects for 
the future. The ignorance of the peo 
pie is so dense, their customs so 
uncouth and their ideas of life so untu 
tnred that a child has but a poor 
chance at best. IJp to tho present the 
government has done little to educate 
the Moro, but what has been accom 
pllshed among the savage mountain 
tribes elsewhere in the Philippines en­
courages tho belief that equal effort 
will meet with equal success among 
the Moros.

ments with modern plumbing, sanilury conveniences ami absolute privucy 
for each family cun be built to rent for from $8 to $12.CO per month and yet

yield a reasonable profit to the builder 
is being mndu hero. Tho Octavla Hill 
association, which hus already won 
renown in solving housing problems, 
bus worked out the plan to the small­
est detail and Is building the model 
bouses. Forty-liva families will bo 
provided for in the drat block now 
under construction.

Tho bouses, which nro of red 
brick, are simply finished, with suf­
ficient trimming to koop them from 
being severely plain. One Important 

featuro of the property Is the provision for the children. About 8,000 square 
feet of ground In tho center of the block will be used for a playground. The 
rent collectors are trained sodul workers und will volunteer to sturt the 
playground activities

The Investment will reach nearly $00,000, which Is represented by capltul 
flock und a mortgage which puys 4.4 per cent a year. The investment will
yield a gross incoi e of 10.0 per cent per year to tho association, und a net
income, urtcr deducting taxes, insurance, water rents, cost of collection of 
rents, soclyi work, depreciation, etc., of 6.7 pur emit.

The lies Moines venture is a test case to prove that the unsunltury and 
bad housing conditions which prevail for the low-sulnrled workingman are
criminally unnecessary. It Is voicing an tinansweruhlo protest aguinst the
crowded tenement, ths dilapidated und unsanitary houxo which Is vfrluully 
the only kind offered to llie man who must pay less than $111 u month rentul.

The association now owns or manages 3fill dwellings, housing 2,6UU pm> 
plo, und bus nuvor fulled to pay 4 per cent a  year to Its stockholders.

Nothing Under Father Knickerbocker’s New Dome
NEW YOHK.—If somebody said to Father Knickerbocker: "There’s noth­

War on Tuberculosis

October 4th marked the official be­
ginning of M ichigan's >100,000 war on 
tuberculosis. To rid the stale of this 
disease—that and nothing less than 
that is the object of the State Hoard of 
Health. They do not expect that this 
will be done iu two years, or five 
years, but during the next two years 
they hope to build up an organization 
in each county in tbo state tha t will be 
able to carry on the work indefinitely'

The first county to bo visited is 
Wexford. Next in order will be Harry 

and Ottawa. In each case Dr. De- 
Klelue, director of the tuberculosis 
division, and his helpers will spend 
one, two or three works in a county 
tryiug to interest the people In their 
imnicdiuio health problem. Kvery 
campaign will Includu uu attempt to 
locale each cusu of tuberculosis within 
the county ami huvkug nurses visit 
these patients In their homes to in­
struct them on how to live and how to 
gut well, ll  will Include moreover a 
complete snnllai y survey of the coun­
ty, which will he invaluable us an In­
dex to what the real health conditions 
are

“ Health F irst" has been chosen us 
the official slogan of this statewide 
movement, it will be printed on ul) 
the stationery of the Division of 
Tuberculosis, and (t appears likely 
that it will become mm well known as 
the industrial sloguu "Safety F irst."

So Attorney 
General Fellows has decided io a case 
put up to him by a prosecutor from 
one of the dry counties. Tbe question 
of punishment is up to tbe court.

Minors now cannot buy cigarettes 
or tbe “ maklo’s ,” and cannot smoke 
them, but there is nothing io the Mor- 
ford law, passed by tbe 1915 legisla­
ture, to prevent them selling them. In 
case they sell, all sales must be made 
to adults.

May Lessen Accidents

I t Is believed tha t tbenew game laws 
will have a tendency to lessen the 
number of accidents. For one thing It 
will keep boys under 17 from hunting 
except on lands upon which they live. 
Few boys under 17 should bo entrusted 
with a gun. Again, many so-called 
sportsmen who do not hunt enough 
to know bow to  handle a  gun with 
safety will Dot find it advantageous 
to tuko out a license for one or two 
trips, and consequently will not at­
tempt to go ir to the woods. Cutting 
down the number of hunters will lend 
to lessen the number of accidents- 
Tbe one deer law will cut also down 
the number of hunters coming north 
in November, it is believed.—Mania- 
tique Courier Herald.

REPUBLIC
J .  H. Keast, s  representative of 

the Michigan State Tux Commission, 
arrived here )a»l Friday to  compile 
data regarding local property valua­
tion* preparatory to a special review 
of the Republic township assessment 
roil as provided by a special order 
issued by the Commission, though the 
precise date for this bearing bad not 
been determined at this wrlliog. This 
action by the Commission is pursuant 
to assuranceowbich representatives of 
the Commission gave to Republic tax* 
payers when they recently appeared 
before the Commission a t Marquette 
and asked for relief from the present 
scale of assessment. It was then rep* 
resented that there bad been a m ater­
ial reduction of Republic towasbtp 
property as a  whole, and that with 
the valuation upon the Republic mioe 
property considerably reduced there 
would be an unfair burden of taxation 
placed upon the general property 
holders unless some concessions were 
made upoo their individual valua­
tions.

U is to determine to what extent, if 
any, the valuations upon the general 
ruo of property In the township have 
been affected by restricted industrial 
operations and similar causes which 
would have bearing on the matter of 
valuations. Mr. Keast, who has been 
with the Commission for a  number of 
years and is experienced in the deter­
mination of assessments, is going 
over township properly parcel by 
parcel and noting the ebaoges which 
seem warranted. The final decision 
in the m atter of course rests with the 
Commission itself, but there is iittle  
doubt tha t Mr. Keast's recommenda­
tions will form the basis for the final 
determination of the ro ll. The tax­
payers, however, will be given full 
opportunity to present th e ir views at 
the public hearing which will be an­
nounced in due season.

While it is impossible to forecast 
the action of the Commission, all indi­
cations point to  tbelr favorable con­
sideration of the Republic roll and an 
order to reduce the average run of 
assessments on a scale that will be 
generally acceptable to the taxpayers. 
There will still be time to have the 
taxes extended upon these altered 
asHcssments and the taxpayers will 
have the benefit of the revised rales 
upon the taxes which they will pay 
next December and January .

The Republic Farm ers' Club met on 
Wednesday of last week and entered 
into a  careful discussion of the breeds 
of cattle best adapted for this district, 
the discussion being led by R. L. 
Walker, county agricultural agent. 
The concensus of opinion was tha t 
Guernseys were the best, and in order 
to  encourage the raising of this par­
ticular kind of cattle a  B reeders 'A s­
sociation is to be organised. During 
the discussions it was stated that 
about nine years ago a like Farmers' 
Club was organized in W isconsin and 
entered actively upoo the task of rais­
ing the cattle standard In Its aectloo 
of the state. At the beginning of the 
organisation the average butter yield 
was something like 200pounds a year, 
while systematic effort has resulted in 
iooreaslog this yield to  over 500 
pounds a year. The same methods 
can be successfully adopted In Repub­
lic township and It la self-evident that 
if a  farmer could keep cows which 

reduced 200 pounds of butter a  year 
e will have an added profit of nearly 

•100 per cow if he can locruase the
roduction to 500 pounds, reckoning
utter a t  the average price of HO cents 

a  pound. This $100 would be abso­
lutely clear profit over and above what 
was gained under the old imuhod* and 
constitute* a reward well worth striv­
ing for. This extra money would 
come h  very hady in puyiotr the tux 
bill, which seems to b« the foremost 
thought in the minds of &I( just now. 
The experimental farm i» another 
progressive step which will yield the 
Republic farmers good returns in the 
near future.

The Republic Farm ers Club will 
have a special meeting in the school 
house of the "New Jerusalem " dis­
trict, north of the village of Republic 
and in Humboldt township, to-morrow 
afternoon at J:I!0 o'clock. All are 
cordially Invited to attend this and 
sim ilar mootings, and there will al­
ways he presented profitable topics on 
farm and domestic problem* and with 
every opportunity afforded for dis­
cussion.

G42.000 or 78.fi per cent, during the 
decade. Tho value of tho products of 
the furniture and refrigerator Indus­
try In Michigan equaled nearly 12 per 
cent of the total value for the indus­
try in tho entire United States.

A Few Other Important Manufactur­
ing Industries.

Tho beet sugar industry of Michi­
gan has had a tremendous growth. Tho 
quantity of beets used in tho scverul 
largo beet sugar factories within the 
stale increasod from 29a,925 tons In 
1899 to 8Hl,fi(i9 tons in 1909. The total 
value of granulated sugar products in 
1909 was $9,756,587. Tho total valuo of 
all other products, Including granulated 
sugar, molusHcs, sirup, pulp and other 
by-products of tho Industry, was $10,- 
47C,87(i us against $1,002,266, ten years 
previous. The last census of the Unit- 
od States shows Michigan in 1909 as 
ranking third with ull other stutes in 
tho I'nion in tho beet sugar industry. 
Tho latest availahlo figures indicate 
that the state has taken second place.

Printing and Publishing.—This in­
dustry includes tho printing and pub­
lishing of newspapers, periodicals, 
hooks, music - bookbinding and mak­
ing—lithographing and engraving, etc. 
In the number of establishments, this 
Industry ranks second In tho state, 
having a very decided growth during 
tho last decade, tho value of Its prod­
uct Increasing $9,142,000, or 111.4 per 
cent.

Tobacco M anufactures—This In­
dustry covers tho manufacture of 
cigars, cigarettes, chewing and smok­
ing tobacco and snuff. Tho total vuluo 
of products produced from this in* 

•dustry in 1909 was $16,179,000, which 
was a gain of $G,934,000 or approxi­
mately 75 per cent for the last decade.

leather Goods.—Tho real develop­
ment of this industry has tuken place 
since 1889, hut In 1819 the statu report­
ed fit establishments which employed 
283 wage earners and turned out prod 
nets valued at $402,000. In 19u9 there 
were 24 plants reported, which em­

ployed 2,291 wage earners, the valuo 
of whoso products totaled $15,331,000.

Paper and Wood Pulp.—Tho devel­
opment of this Industry In Michigan 
has been duo to tho more extensive 
uso of wood pulp in tho manufacture 
of paper. In 1889 there were 31 estab­
lishments reported for tho state, which 
employed an average of 1,219 wage 
earners and manufactured products 
valued at $2,919,000. The growth dur­
ing the decade from 1899-1909 was par­
ticularly noteworthy, as tho valuo of 
tho products Increased from $4,218,000 
to $13,922,000, a gain of $9,704,000 or 
230.1 per cent.

Hrgss and Bronze Products.—In 
1909 this Industry In Michigan Includ­
ed 60 establishments of which 45 
were primarily engaged In the manu­
facturing of brass casting- and brass 
goods. Tho remarkable development 
of this Industry In the stato during ro* 
cent years has been due largely to tho 
increased demand for brass special­
ties in tho manufacturing of automo­
biles*  Tho total valuo of products In­
creased from $2,148,000 In 1899 to $13,- 
890,000, In 1909. Michigan ranked 
third among the stutes in tho Union 
in this Industry as measured by value 
of products.

Patent Medicines, and Compounds 
and Druggists' Preparations.—Michi­
gan is second umong tho states in tho 
I'nion in this industry us a whole and 
first in tho manufacture of druggists' 
preparations, in 1909 tho valuo of 
products was $13,475,000 us compared 
with $7,284,000 ten years previous.

Chemicals.—Although this industry 
does not rank among the first in the 
state, Michigan holds fourth place 
among the states in the Union In the 
value of chemical products manufac­
tured. The large supply of brine from 
tho salt wells of the state has made 
the manufacture of alkali products of 
great value. The value of sodas form 
five-eighths of the total value of the 
products of this industry. A compara­
tively large number of small establish­
ments engage In the manufacture of 
potash, principally from wood ashes. 
The growth of tho Industry has been 
rapid, the value of the product being 
$12,890,000 in 1909, an increaso over 
1899 of 142.1 per cent.

Of other important industries tho 
smolting and refining of copper Is one 
of the most Important and ranks high 
as one of the leading industries of tho 
state. The construction of steam rail­
road cars in Michigan consists almost 
entirely of freight cars, and is perhaps 
next in importance. The manufacture 
of cash registers, calculating ma­
chines, billiard tables and mutches 
Is worthy of mention, as Michigan Is 
one of the chief states In the Union in 
the manufacture of these products

Othor industries which are of less 
Importance In the Btate, but In which 
Michigan holds high rank among tho 
states in tho Union, are the manufac­
ture of carriages and wagons, stoves 
and furnaces, salt Industry, wood dis­
tillation, fur goods, show cases, wall 
plaster, etc.

6 .0 . P. MAY REJOICE
Primary Elections a Presage or 

Republican Victory.

Results In Massachusetts and Penn­
sylvania Show That Former Pro­

gressive Voters Are Re­
turn to the Party.

Primary elections held in two stutes 
—Massachusetts and Pennsylvania— 
Indicate by their results that there Is 
no longer any cause for Republicans 
to worry over the return of the Pro­
gressives.

The Progressive movement made 
considerable headway both in Massa­
chusetts and Pennsylvania. In 1912 
both states were lost to the Repub­
licans because of the third party.

At the recent primaries, however, 
the fight was made within the party. 
Thus tn Massachusetts former Repre­
sentative McCall was opposed for the 
Republican nomination for governor 
by Lieutenant Governor Cushing and 
former Governor Fos*. And because 
Mr. McCall was backed by the con­
servative element, the “regular or­
ganization,” he won the nomination.

In Philadelphia, where the principal 
Pennsylvania fight was waged, there 
was a three-cornered struggle In the 
Republican party. Two of the con­
testants were also avowed aspirants 
for the Washington party nomination. 
It was as the Washington party that 
the Progressive party was known In 
Pennsylvania in 1912, and the skeleton 
organization has continued under that 
name. Thomas B. Smith, former post­
master of the city, who was tacked 
by all elements of tho "regular” Re­
publican organization, had five times 
an many votes as his two radical op­
ponents combined.

Tho Republican party evidently has 
passed through its long travail. Even 
in purely local elections the Repub­
licans are putting forth the protection 
and prosperity issue and are finding 
that it makes a strong appeal.. Mr. 
McCall put that issue forward in Mas­
sachusetts and Mr. Smith advanced if 
in Philadelphia.

White House Delusion.
It would appear that President Wil­

son Is still unconvinced that this tariff 
is in need of revision; that he still 
discredits Its ill effects on tho busi­
ness of the country up to the time 
of the outbreuk of the war, and that 
he still has faith in Its sulllciency as a 

I revenue producer and as a stimulant 
| to prosperity through incitement to 

higher skill and better methods in 
; American Industrial activities.

The sooner this delusion gets out of 
the president's head the better for the 
United States. The new conditions 
and new complications arising from 
the war and the world-wide disturb­
ance of the balance of manufacturing 
trade present an unexampled oppor­
tunity. People are beginning to see 
what prompt action and Judicious pro 
tectlve legislation In the m atter of tho 
dyestuffs industry might do for the 
country. Tho dyestuffs industry is a 
single illustration only of the great 
trade advantages which the situation 
promises.

The tarift is an Inseparable factor. 
Use it promptly, fearlessly, and as 
skillfully and legitimately as Bismarck 
used it 40 years ago, aryl the wheels 
of American Industry wll’ 3pin as they 
never spun before.

Visit to War Hospitals Described 

by Writer.

Procession of the Blind 8 oldiert 
Leaves an Impression of the Aw­

ful Hideousnesc of War That 
Can Never Be Effaced.

Northern France.—A little town 

nestling in a wealth of trees—in peace 
time it Is almost unheard of, now It 
la an Important military station—this 
Is my next halting place. Every house 
Is occupied by soldiers, every building 
of importance Is turned into a hos­
pital.

8 0  near the front there are cases 
which need all the science of the- 
tralned nurse to pull them through. 
Men unnerved almost to madness, men. 
who mistake all the male staff fer the 
enemy—one has only to listen to the 
ravings of these poor men to know 
something of the strain of war on 
them.

I was taken to the eye ward tc see 
the operations there. Of all the hor­
rors of war, is not this the worst? 1 

have seen Jaws smashed beyond rec­
ognition-hum an beings who had for­
gotten their very names—men who 
can live to a ripe old age and never 
have anything In common with the 
great life going on around tl mi; but 
the procession of blind men, or men 
who might be blind, has left an Im­
pression of the hldeousncss of war 
tha t can never be effaced.

Here is a brilliant young lieutenant. 
Ills father was only a concierge, but 
he worked and saved to give his son 
his chance. Tbo son has gone through 
with flying colors- now he Is blind. 
He was lying In the officers’ ward 
when I saw bin —the ward was dark­
ened, for there wero others suffering, 
too. He had In his hand a portrait of 
the little girl he had never seen. 
“Only take off the bandage an instant, 
that I may look at my little girl,” he 
pleaded, “I dare not,” answered the 
doctor. Who will huvo tho courage 
to toll blm tho *ruth?

A poor man has come that day from 
the trenches—the blood Is still on his 
face—his eyes aro bandaged. An old 
man leads him in, and the nurse pre­
pares him for tho examination One 
nous the answer on the doctor's f a c e -  
blind, blind—onu after unuthur. One 
dare not think—the horror jf ft ull 
seems to numb one's very soul.

We have sturted early, for we have 
so far to go und wo ure stepped; it 
Is another examination of our pupers. 
Hut who Is speaking? Voices seetn 
to bo beside me In the car! What 
Is this mystery? 1 listen carefully, 
when suddenly two officers pup up 
from underground and disappear. Tho 
horrid, uncanny idea trench wur Is! 
It dons not somehow scum fair und 
square.

We have to pass along (lie road 
which tho French soldiers huvo chris­
tened “the Jaws of Death.” A young 
man on the way tells us the Germans 
pepper everyone who goes up that 
road—perhaps we shall be tho excep­
tion. Up tho nurrow, st:my passage 
we plow our way—If by any chance 
the car stops we ure finished—yet If 
we go too quickly we sliull make a 
cloud of dust. As It Is we are part 
find parcel of tho dusty landscape 1 

keep my eyes on the enemy's lines 
And on we go till wo have turned the 
corner and are safe again for a while.

On and on wo go—more and more 
distinctly Is the firing heard. Where 
ure wo? W'e are on u height, and sud­
denly we discover an urtllJury duel is 
tuklng place In tbe trenches near by— 
the trenebos are ablaze, shells are 
bursting on all sides. They are going 
to ^bombard tbo bill. The tocsin has 
already sounded, and all the Inhabi­
tants aro tn the cellars. A group of 
three women rush out from a neigh 
boring house One Is biting her shawl, 
another Is sobbing bitterly, und yet 
another cries In anguish.

German acroplano is there to direct 
the enemy's firing. We have bccu 
seen—this time we have to go through 
the shells—they will finish us now. 
Our only hope is speed. One shell 
has burst 80 yards from tho car. An­
other is sent ahead—It has struck a 
farm, and the farm blazes up In pil­
lars of smoke and fire. My chauffeur 
drives right through It—on and on 
like a flash of lightning.

Have they ceased firing? I shall 
hear those shells for days and days. 
I am too tired even to be tired. All 
along tbe road the troops aro moving. 
They are so covered with dust they 
might be Asiatics, and the sun has 
browned them to a manliness a wom­
an cannot fail to admire.

It was a curious visit. I was glad I 
went. But how strango they look, 
these dwellers in the bowels of tbe 
earth. In one trench Ts a roof of hur­
dles, covered with leaves, which opens 
and shuts like tho fairy-book trap­
door; there is a  mud and hurdle seat, 
on which letters are being written to 
those loved ones left behind.

And they are all bo well and happy 
and confident, these soldiers, and so 
courteous and so manly. Can it be 
possible they are the Parisians we 
know only a year ago? The ordering 
out of the pale, undersized males, who 
loungo along the boulevards; the tak­
ing from the cafes, drawing rooms and 
theater wings the Idlo youth of the 
country, and turning them Into dwell­
ers of the forest and plain, with a 
sense of danger and duty, is not tliio 
the only side of war that is koIerablo?

Practically Closed to Visitors of 
Every Nationality.

The Gondola and the Pigeons of 8 L 
Mark's Square, the City's Two Chief

Characteristics, Threatened 
With Destruction.

Venice.—Of ull tho throats and per­
ils which tho exigencies of modern 
progress, and the requirements of 
modern life have heaped on Venlco 
and her unique quaint beauty, those 
resulting from war are practically the 
worst, os they threaten to destroy 
two of Venice's chief characteristics, 
the gondola and tho pigeons of 8 t  
Mark's square.

Venice saw her last brilliant Reason 
In tho spring of 1914. As to the Rum­
mer bathing seafion. It was hastily In­
terrupted at Its height by the sudden 
outbreak of hostilities. Owing to her 
position, to the fact that she possesses 
one of the most important military ar­
senals of Italy and that she is the 
seat of tho maritime defense of tho 
Adriatic, the city has slnco then been 
practically closed to visitors of every 
nationality.

After Italy’s Intervention, Venice be­
came a sort of Asiatic forbidden city, 
and not even Italians are admitted 
without a special permit from tho 
commander In chief. This permit, 
however, Is only Issued to those who 
can prove to the satisfaction of tho 
Inquisitorial authorities that they have 
legitimate business to transact within 
tho city boundaries, and Is Invariably 
temporary. Idlers, curiosity mongers, 
and the socaPcd lovers of tho pictur­
esque, ore inexorably excluded. As 
to the newspaper men—well, Admiral 
Cutlnelll regards them as the most 
undesirable of all. whether they bo 
Italians or from the allied countries.

The first result of the stringent 
measures adopted by tho military au­
thorities concerning tho sojourn of 
foreigners, was a general closing of 
all large hotels and the transforming 
of tho Lido into a sort of huge sani­
tarium where thousands of conva­
lescing soldiers now bask In the sun 
wrapped In long white tunics and 
await the time for returning to the 
front “to finish the Job.” With tbe 
hotels scores of curio, laco and other 
shops closed to save expos es while 
waiting for the return of tho good 
times.

Rut those who have suffered most 
from the absence of visitors are the 
thousands of pigeons nestlln.; in tho 
buildings and towers of Venice’s fa­
mous square. It is a well-known fact 
that the few pounds o. Indian corn 
tho municipality provides for their 
maintenance are anything but suffi­
cient properly to nourish tho poor 
creaturoB, and that it was tho churlty 
of the tourists which In former years 
and at all seasons provided them with 
substantial food.

Hut now, the familiar sight of the 
old English lady or the young Ameri­
can misses feeding the pigeons In the 
center of the square Is no longer to 
be seen and the poor birds vainly clus­
te r around the man who stops to ad­
mire this or th a t  facade or the fres­
coes of 8 t. Mark's. The corn venders, 
known to thousands of Americans by 
their first name, are there os usual, 
but the purchasers are few, and the 
cooing pigeons fly back disappointed. 
Of late the pigeons have begun to emi­
grate to avoid starvation.

As to tho gondolr < and the gondo­
liers, they have suffered terribly from 
the war, and fhelr fate resembles much 
that of 'I e pigeons. It was the tour­
ist and tho wealthy vtsttor who pat­
ronized tho gondolier, and their ab­
sence from the city for more than a 
year ha.j compelled scores of gondola 
proprietors to go out of business and 
sell their outfit at a sacrifice.

Tho gondolier, the thick-set, sun­
burned, muscular specimen of human­
ity, thnt scut the gondola skimming 
20 yards over the glassy sorfiu-c at 
every stroke of the long our, has dis­
appeared with the mobilization, and Is 
now cither at the front or serving on 
one of tho men-of-wur cruising tho 
Adriatic. Only u few old ones aro 
left, and the visitor who now crosses 
(he Grand canal Is painfully 
by the Htimll number f gondolus In 
service.

At sunset, when the cupolas, tho 
domes and lit*- tqilres of Venice gilt- 
ler under the laid ravs of the purling 
sun the speciaclo presented hv the 
MiunreK Is even more saddening. Navy 
officers in immaculate white uniforms 
snd army officers In gray have long 
replaced the variegated, fashionable, 
wealthy crowd that In former years 
added to Venice's charm and pletur- 
esqueness, and tell In unmlstnkuole 
words the story of Italy at war.

Vet Venice Is resigned; no ono com­
plains; every class has sacrificed on 
the ultar of patriotism Its own pri­
vate Interests.
