THE quaint, delightful coast coun­
try of Cornwall, a favored haunt 
of peace and quietness, yet 
where some of the most im­
portant English naval stations 

are now busy, is described for the Na­
tional Geographic society by Florence 
Craig Albrecht. At points along this 
coast, England bolds concentrated 
groat battle fleets. Here, west of 
Lands End, are the Scilly islands, and, 
beyond Cornwall, further up the chan­
nel, lies Plymouth, military harbor and 
groat naval base. The charm of this 
old-fushlonod, picturesque land of 
Usher folk and peasants Is told by 
Mrs. Albrecht, who explored its coast 
before war clouds recalled a martial 
stir to Cornwall, for the society In the 
following bulletin:

"Here aro rock and headland and 
cliff, now green, now golden with 
gorse, now bare and rugged; inlet bay 
and harbor, with here and there an 
isolated bouse, a tiny village, a pre­
tentious town, a great port. An un­
friendly coast? Yes, with heavy seas 
and winds, with thick sea-fogs—a dan­
gerous ono; rocks ever ready to tear 
holes In the stoutest vessel, currents 
ever ready to drive them on. But a 
picturesque roast; a wonderfully beau­
tiful coast, both upon summer days 
and In winter storms; a coast with 
many harbors, none too easy of en­
trance by mason of rocks and tides, 
ond many impossible for any but the 
smallest craft."

All Have Splendid Memories. 
There aro splendid memories re­

maining to a ll o f those porta, the wri­
ter says, for too many fleets have 
sailed up and down the channel since 
history began not to nave visited all 
these places with tho task of making 
history. Fishing fleets have kept the 
foreground of the picture through lat­
ter years, but signs of war prepara­
tion have never been absent from 
Cornwall's waters and huge squadrons 
of grim, gray men-of-war havo regu­
larly come and gone and gutherod 
there. Tho writer tells of Penzance, 
the sunny pleasure-loving little sea 
city whor6 tho most picturesque of 
pirate types originated; of Newlyn, 
tho homo of tho truo old wort of fish­
ermen, and the Mecca of artists; of 
Maruzion, the old, which, according to 
Cornish history, was an important city 
visited by Phoenician merchants in 
tho days of Ezekiel tho prophet; of

Fowey, once one of the greatest sea­
ports of the land, which sent scores 
of boats to the crusades, to the siege 
of Calais, to the plundering of Nor­
mandy, a one-time warlike city whose 
glory has long since faded. Fowey 
sent more than twoscore men-of-war 
to Calais—770 men. How pitifully 
small are the figures today, when ono 
modern battleship requires a larger 
crew than did that fleet 450 years ago. 
Not fifty ships of modem type coutd 
find place In Fowey harbor today, but 
for smaller craft—submarine destroy­
ers—It affords admirable shelter.

Polperro Is Picturesque.
To the eastward of Fowey is Pol­

perro, the most picturesque, the most 
unspoiled of Cornish fishing ports, re­
taining all its ancient dignity of life 
and labor un fluttered by summer 
villas now beginning to crowd tho 
cliffs above Its head. Polperro's chief 
catch Is mackerel, crabs and conger. 
There are few, i t  any, conger-eel in 
American waters; they are to some 
people a most unpleasant-looking flsb. 
Cornwall esteems them highly and 
makes them Into pie with much cream 
and parsley.

Cornwall, Mrs. Albrecht explains, 
makes any number of things into pie 
and calls the product invariably 
"squab pie," though all things but 
squabs aro among the materials. 
"Squab pie" gave rise to the following 
Cornish story repeated by the writer:

"The devil came one day to tho 
banks of the Tamar, the rippling river 
that divides Devon and Cornwall, and 
looked over a t the rocky land beyond. 
His majesty considered the swift cur­
rent und shook his head. ‘No!' be 
said finally. ‘No, that's no place for 
mo! Everyone who goes there la 
turned Into a saint and everything 
else Into squab pie. I'm fit for neither 
ono nor the other.' And be stayed in 
Devon."

Just beyond the Cornwall bound­
ary Is Plymouth of Mayflower mem­
ory, a city which haB never allowed 
her growing commerce to Interfere 
with her position as a fortress of tho 
first class and a naval arsenal. Ports­
mouth, considerably further east upon 
this coast, is also a strong fortress 
and an Important garrison town, and 
Its great dockyards and repairing 
docks are likely over-busied now In 
tho work of "keeping the sea that is 
tho wall of England .”

MUCH 10 6E DONE
Important Matters Will Come 

Before Congress.

Correcting Mistakes In Past Legislo< 
tlon Will Be One of the Most Press­

ing Duties—Question of Taxa­
tion Also of Moment.

Repairing the mistakes of the past 
will be the chief obligation of congress 
at the session which begins In Decem­
ber. While the last congress enacted 
the tariff bill, the banking and cur­
rency bill and many other Important 
measures, tho remedial legislation 
which Is on tho curds fur the next ses­
sion really is of the utmost impor­
tance. since It iuvolvcs the safety as 
well as the prosperity of the nation 
and the more businesslike adjustment 
of legislation hastily enacted in the 
past.

in addition to putting the nation in 
a condition of military preparedness, 
congress also must adopt a program 
for financial and business prepared­
ness. Revenues must be increased to 
meet the deficit in the treasury und to 
take care of tho ordinary expenses of 
the government, and, in addition, a 
bond issue must be arranged to take 
care of increases in the army and 
navy.

Taxation already has reached a 
point where It is becoming a menace. 
Statesmen will bo required to enforce 
economy and to evolve the least bur­
densome way of financing the needs 
of the government. Congress also 
must look forward to the time when 
the European war will end and when 
the European mills and factories will 
resume their operations and attempt 
to recoup their losses by invading the 
American and South American mar­
kets.

Hut the chief duty of congress will 
bo to repair the mistakes of hastily 
considered legislation in the past. For 
the welfare of all the people, the next 
congress should try to look ahead and 
plau carefully over a number of years, 
so as to avoid the mistakes of prec^ 
ding sessions which it is now torced 
to correct.

Poor Form of Patriotism.
Never was tho conscienceless, bri­

gand philosophy of the pork barrel 
statesman set forth more frankly than 
by Representative Garner of Texas, in 
a speech at the Atascosa fatr. With­
out a blush bo admitted that federal 
bolldlngs were being erected in his 
district at a cost far in excess of ao- 
tual need. Iu his own town a post 
office is being built for $0 0 ,0 0 0 , when, 
he said, a $5,000 building would be 
wholly adequate. Nor was he criti­
cizing; ho was bragging, thus: "Now 
we Democrats are 1» charge of the 
house, and I’ll toll you right now when­
ever one of those Yankees gets a ham 
I’m going to do my best to get a hog." 
If that sort of patriotism is not given 
a rudo awakening some day, it will 
not bo for lack of desert.—Chicago 
Post.

Lesson Has Not Been Learned.
Tbo administration has had frequent 

cause to regret that it has turned a 
deaf car to tho warnings and advice 
of the country's business men upon 
subjects with which they are much 
more familiar than either statesmen or 
politicians, but apparently It bus not 
yet taken the lesson to heart. Amer­
ican roerchunt ships are being driven 
off tho sea and shipping men are tell­
ing Washington that the La Pollette 
seaman's law has given Japan com­
plete control of the commerce of tho 
Pacific. Hut in face o f the evidence 
those in charge of the government In­
sist that tbo new law has done uo dam­
age.

Democracy's Hard Task.
Tho Democrats ure now preparing 

to go through tho soul-stlrrlng and 
heart-throbbing performance of pour­
ing oil upon the troubled waters and 
tenderly binding up wounds recnivod 
in the storming of the primary 
trenches. There will also be made 
a desperuto effort to persuude the dis­
affected to discard their scalping 
knives for tuning forks.

Kruuctsro business men thut if pri­
vate capital runnot profitably operate 
a steamship Hue on the Pacific under 
the terms of tho I,u Toilette act, then 
the government must do It. Hliice the 
government made the law that drove 
private cupitul out. Is not this some­
thing like restraint of trade?

Tariff Must Be Issue.
There can he no dodging of tho Is­

sue thut will he dominant In (he next 
mitJonal campaign. The tariff must ho 
the big question between tho two par­
ties. The Deumerats ure attempting 
to sidestep it hy making national de­
fense an Issue, hut inasmuch as every­
body is for that, there cun be no is­
sue on that score.

Fear an Ore Shortage

It is clear now that some of the fur* 
naces are going to be caught short of 
ore, ns they have been unable to place 
order* with shippers for ibis' year's 
delivery, says the Cleveland Iron 
Trade Review. It is absolutely im* 
possible for the shippers to get nddi* 
tional ships, nnd with vessel tonnage 
so scarce they are reluctant to send 
forward from tbo mines to shipping 
docks more ore than they can get ves­
sel capacity to transport.

The shortage, of course, will have 
to be made up from the ore reserve on 
Lake Erie docks and It is likely that 
when navigation opens next spring, 
the docks will be cleaner than they 
have been for fifteen years, Ooe ore 
firm alone could bare sold several 
hundred thousand tons of ore in a 
single week.

As stated, there is not likely to be 
much ore remain on Lako Krio docks 
this winter. Negotiations are aireudy 
pending for the purchase of some of 
this dock ore, and these transactions 
umy (lx the price of ore fortbecoming 
season. There is a growing feeling 
thut an advance of SO cents a too will 
not be adequate, as mining costs And 
probably lake freights will be higher 
next year.

BLOW 
BOAT TO SAVE 

IT FROM TURKS
Two Picket Boat Crews of British 

Sailors Daringly Destroy 
Stranded Submarine.

MAKES A THRILLING STORY

Admiral Calls for Volunteers to Go on
Perilous Undertaking in Dead of 

Night—Searchlights and Ene­
my Shells Play About the 

Nervy Crews.

London.—An extremely Interesting 
account of the destruction of tho Brit- 
lsb submarine E-lb in the Dardanelles 
to prevent bur from falling Into the 
hands of tho Turks is given by one of 
tho men who took part In the exploit.
It will bo rocallud that the E-15 went 
up the Dardanelles at daylight on 
April 17 In an attempt to torpedo a 
Turkish ship at the Narrows. The 
boat ran ashore In Kephez bay a few 
miles west of Chatuik, on the Asiatic 
shore.

Tho accident to the E-16 was dis­
covered by the brother of the subma­
rine’s captain, who went up as an ob­
server In an aeroplane to watch the 
dash of the small craft commanded by 
his brother. It was he who reported 
to the admiral commanding the Brit­
ish fleet that the conning tower of 
tho frail boat was closed and that a 
Turkish destroyer was standing by 
evidently planning to begin salvage 
operations.

Extracts from the story, printed In 
Blackwood's Magazine, follow:

"The conning tower and a little of 
the wbaleback were showing above 
water. Submarine B-6 went up. but 
could not do anything, as the current 
was so strong. She flred one torpedo, 
but could not Bee If she hit. That 
night two destroyers went up the 
etrpit to attack E-16. They got fairly 
near her, but saw nothing to Are at. 

"Volunteer Crews Only.”
"As a last resort the admiral sent 

the following: Two picket boats from 
Triumph and Majestic are to attack 
E-16 tonight with torpedoes fitted to 
dropping gear. Lieutenant commander 
E. G. Robinson of Vengeance will be 
In charge of operations. Only volun­
teer crews to be sent/ This officer 
was ordered to take charge, as his 
ship had been on patrol at the time 
E-15 struck, and he knew exactly 
where she was.

"You can Imagine the order rather 
astonished us, &b It was almost certain 
death to take small steamboats right 
up under the enemy’s guns, and into 
water every Inch of which was cov­
ered by powerful searchlights.

"At 6 p. m. we hoisted out our picket 
boat and fitted the dropping gear. We 
also placed a Maxim gun in the bow, 
rlilcs and ammunition and a life belt 
for each man. 1 was ordered to cut 
down the crew to the smallest possible 
number. Many men wanted to go, but 1 
settled on two seamen gunners for the 
Maxim, four seamen torpodo men (two 
each side), ono leading stoker, two 
stokers and a torpedo petty officer to 
act as coxswain. So altogether we 
bad ono officer (myself) and ten men, 
also Lleuteuaut Commander Robinson, 
who was In command of both boats, 
and Midshipman Woolley, also from 
the Vengeance.

"While it was still light the c&pt&ln 
kept about three miles outside the en­
trance, with our boats on tho side of 
the ship away from the shore, so that 
the enemy, even with powerful glasses, 
could not have uny idea of what was 
going on.

Weather Was Too Fine.
"At 0 p. m. the weather looked very 

suitable—overcast, with a slight haze 
over the land and Indications of light 
rain—but later It cleare d up and bo- 
c a r n o  too fine for our liking.

"At 10 p. in. the Majesties boat ar­
rived, with Lieut. <\ H. Godwin. K. N., 
In charge, and shortly after we pushed 
off, with my bout lending and the Ma­
jestic following uboul huo yards astern.

"It wus a bit eerie, steaming along 
in the pitch ouik with all llghtn out In 
the boat, toward (be distant search­
lights, not knowing whether death or 
lifo awaited one

"The whole distance wns about 12 
miles from tho ship, the lust live be­
ing the really dangerous part. Up to 
tbero one’s only dung' r was mines, 
and, as we only drew live feet, we 
hoped we would go over them all right, 
though It wus quite on the curds we 
would bump a flouting mine.

"Wo kept nearly in the center of the 
channel to avoid being spotted by the 
Buundere No. 7 seurchiight, which was 
not a very high one. Wo hud conn- 
along <julto unobserved until we wore 
abeam of It, passing the smuller search- 
lights without much trouble. Unfor­
tunately tho men stationed near the 
Suundcrc seurchiight suw us and start­
ed off firing 0 or 12 pdr. shrapnel.

"Thus tho bull opened—we still had 
th ree  or four miles to go. We continued ! 
our way and approach' d the other ! 
searchlights. Tim ulnrm having been : 
given, all the other searchlights came : 
on und sent their !» ams searching , 
round to pick us tip. and as each heam 
struck us. hung would go another gun. 
A few seconds later wo would bear a 
ping us Uie projectile whizzed past

us, or a sharpy metallic crack as a 
shzapfcel 'burst just o\ er our heads.

tn Glare of Searchlights.
"Presently we arrived In the vicinity 

of the stranded submarine. By this 
timo eight searchlights were trained 
on our boat, and we were being flred 
on from six directions. The noise of 
the guns and the splashes in the wa­
ter and the powerful beams of the 
searchlights must have made an effec­
tive scene. Personally, however, I had 
not much time to consider the artistic 
side of It. as I was steaming zigzag 
courses to puzzle the gunners, gradu­
ally getting near to the place where 
we thought E-16 was. The Majestie s 
boat bad buen fired on, but not to such 
an extent, as we, being tho leading 
boat, received ut first most of the 
enemy's attention.

“We saw a dark mass which we 
thought must be the submarine (there 
was no searchlight on it, so we could 
not make sure), and the order was 
given to fire one torpedo, which we 
did, but as we beard no explosion con­
cluded we had missed.

“The current was very strong and 
rather like u whirlpool in Kephez bay, 
so steering was very difficult, and It 
was un effort to keep one's bead with 
the noise of guns all round us and the 
dazzle of the searchlights.

"We steamed up & short distance 
and turned round intending to close 
again and fire our other torpedo, but 
suddenly saw the Majestic's boat in 
trouble and the crew calling for help. 
It appeared that coming up behind us, 
and while tho searchlights were fo­
cused on us one of the beams passed 
us aod shone right on E-16, and the 
Majestie s boat was luckily only 200 
yards away and saw it. Godwin Im­
mediately fired one torpedo, which did 
not strike the object. At that mo­
ment bis boat was struck by a shell 
under the water line aft and com­
menced to take In water rapidly. He 
gallantly turned bis boat toward E-16 
again, steamed In a bit and flred his 
second torpedo, which caught E-15 Just 
In front of the conning tower and on 
the forward wbaleback of the bull, 
making a fine explosion. I consider 
this was a very brave deed, as Godwin 
knew he was In Imminent danger of 
sinking, but ran In again to have a 
second shot.

Wounded Man Overlooked.
"When wo saw them their stern 

sheets were awash and It looked as If 
they might have to swim for It. We 
maneuvered the boat to go alongside, 
but the current was terrible and It 
made the handling a very difficult mat­
ter. The enemy saw the disaster and 
redoubled their efforts. The sea all 
round us was a mass of splashes from 
projectiles, some of them 15 to 20 feet 
high, while the water where the shrap­
nel burst was pitted as if by heftvy 
rain. How it was we were not hit 1 
cannot say—one would Imagine ft was 
impossible to come out of such an in­
ferno. All I can say Is that God pre­
served us and not a shot actually hit, 
though we were one and all wet with 
the splashes. After some difficulty we 
got alongside the Majestic's boat and 
they Jumped on board. We were very 
delighted to hear that they bad been 
successful and had done the Job of tor­
pedoing E-16.

"As we steamed round again pre­
paratory to heading out we saw a man 
crawling out of the other boat’s stern 
sheets. He had been forgotten in the 
hurry of the moment. I t  looked like 
suicldo to go back, but of course we 
could not leave him there, so maneuv­
ered close again and shouted to him to 
get Into the water and swim toward 
us, which ho did, and we hauled him 
into the boat unconscious. Godwin, 
who looked after him, had him put 
down the forepcak and it was found 
that bis legs had been crushed through 
the explosion of the shell which struck 
the boat. He was the only man In the 
stern sheets and tn the dark they 
overlooked him when it camo to aban­
doning their boat.

"Tho enemy evidently thought that 
there were men still on the sinking 
boat, as they kept their searchlight 
on her and concentrated a heavy fire 
also. They must have wusted a few 
hundred rounds. This enabled us to 
steal away quietly, und, as there was 
about a four-knot (or eveu more) cur­
rent running, we soon got somo dis­
tance away. We had steumed over 
two mine fields to get to E-16.

"The Old Navy Touch.”
"We first went to the Majestic on 

the outer southern line of putrol.

MISS THEODORA BOOTH

Miss Booth 1b the daughter of Bal- 
llngton Booth, founder of the Volun­
teers of America, and granddaughter 
of the late William Booth, founder of 
the Salvation Army. Miss Booth has 
bad success for three years with un­
fortunate men and women through 
the Volunteers of America In the con­
gested portion of New York.

When we got alongside her and asked 
for a doctor he found that the wounded 
man was dead. The commander of tho 
Majestic, with the true old navy touch, 
Instead of congratulating us all on the 
success of the expedition and his peo­
ple on their lives being saved, only 
asked them If they had saved any of 
the boat's gear!

"Having put the party on board, and 
the dead man, we shoved ofT and tried 
to find the Triumph, which was about 
three miles away. At night time In 
war, when all lights are out and dead­
lights down, It Is hard to see even a 
big ship. However, we found the Tri­
umph and arrived alongside at 3:10 
a. m., having had an exciting time and 
an extremely Interesting adventure. 
After hoisting my boat, In I went and 
reported myself to the captain on the 
bridge, who was very nice about It all 
and also said be bad not expected to 
see us again.

"Lieutenant Commander Robinson 
was in charge of the operations and In 
my boat, and I carried on under him. 
To him the greatest credit is due, and 
I am glad to say be has been promoted 
to commander for his gallantry dis­
played on this and several previous oc­
casions.”

Prisoners Make Daring Escape 
From German Camp.

Cut Barbed-Wire Fences and Flee Ifr 
Night — British Sergeant Tells 

King of Remarkable Feat of 
Self and Private.

London.—An interesting account of 
the escupe from Germany of two pris­
oners of wnr, one a sergeant and tho 
other a private of a British light In­
fantry regiment, has Just come to light 
through the audience granted by th* 
king at Buckingham Palace to Ser­
geant Hlrley and Private Haworth.

King George personally questioned 
the two soldiers at great length re­
garding their escape. Tho story told 
by Sergeant Ulrley was particularly 
Interesting.

"It took us Just four days and five 
nights to get free of German soil after 
we had once broken out of our prison 
4it Westphalia," the sergeant said. *T 
w*mt to the front with my regiment, 
the First Gloucester, as Boon as tho 
war broke out, and was captured on 
October 29, 1914, near Ypres. On the 
way to the prison camp In Westphalia 
we were pretty roughly treated. Ono 
night fifty-three of us were locked la 
a church and had nothing to cat for 
more than twenty-four hours. At last 
they emptied a basket of moldy bread 
on to the floor and left us a bucket of 
water. During the train Journey fifty- 
three of us were crammed Into a 
closed railway van for fifty-six hours. 
Only once were we allowed to get out, 
and that was for a few minutes. For 
food we had some scraps of bread.

"At the camp I made several plans 
for escaping, but never got a favora­
ble opportunity. I managed to get 
myself transferred to another camp 
and there began to make my plana 
which have succeeded so Veil.

"It was not an easy matter. The 
camp waa. of course surrounded by a 
high barbed-wire fencing. On each 
of its four posts a sentry was posted, 
and night four powerful acetylene 
lamps lighted up the whole of the 
camp.

"The great night came. We waited 
till one of the sentries had his back 
turned, and then wriggled on our 
stomachB to the fencing. 1 then man­
aged to sever one strand of the fence 
and, to my mind, the tang of it made 
the greatest noise I've ever heard. 
But the sentry walked on. With beat­
ing heart I snapped the second strand. 
That made an awful noise. Still the 
sentry walked on. Then we crawled 
out, free men. I am glad we outwit­
ted that sentry, as he had caused us a 
lot of trouble.

"We had to crawl for 100 yards be­
fore wo could get any sort of sholter, 
and then we moved away as quickly 
as we could In the circumstances. 
During the night a compass which I 
had was a real friend.

"The only food wo had was a few 
biscuits and & little chocolate. When­
ever we came near a furtn the watch 
dogs barked. In the nights that fol­
lowed the dogs always smelt us when 
we were stealing apples In the or­
chards. For three days we had no 
other food but apples.

"It wasn't safe to travel b, day. Al­
though we had plenty of tobacco, I 
had laid It down that there was to be 
no smoking day or night until we were 
out of the country. The smell of Eng­
lish tobacco might easily put an In­
quisitive German on our track.

"When we actually crossed the fron­
tier Into Holland we were In & pretty 
bad condition, so cramped with sleep­
ing out In the wot and our feet swol­
len and bleeding we could hardly 
stand. The first Dutch farmhouse was 
a godsend.”

conversation becomes monologue because everybody listens, the abbe bad 
always a circle of admiring German colleagues round him.

IN FAR NORTHLAND
Important Events In Sweden, 

Norway and Denmark.

BRIEFS FROM OLD COUNTRY

Interesting Items From the Three
Great Kingdoms of the North de­

lected for Scandinavians and 
Their Descendants.

By MARTIN W. ODLAND.

8weden.
The war clamor In Sweden, which 

has been prominently mentioned in 
the American papers, is already quiet­
ing down and Russia has helped to 
bring this about. According to a re­
cent dispatch from Stockholm, a long 
semiofficial statement has just been 
published there with a view to rassur- 
ing public sentiment regarding rela­
tions between Russia and Sweden 
over the question of Russia’s exten­
sive fortifications in the Aland Islands. 
The statement merely announces that 
Russia informed Sweden fully regard­
ing the nature and object of these 
defenses before beginning them. Pre­
sumably the defenses are not to be 
maintained after the conclusion ol̂  
peace. The Aland islands are located 
at the mouth of the Gulf of Bothnia 
and within artillery range of Stock­
holm. They have alwayB been a 
source of anxiety to Sweden, lest 
Russia should at any time go back on 
her agreement with England and 
France not to fortify them. A rumor 
tb&t Russia contemplated such a for­
tification created great excitement in 
Sweden a few years ago, and the good 
offices of the British government were 
sought to Induce Russia not to take 
the step. Presumably Russia did not 
intend it; at any rate, it was not done. 
During the past few months the scare 
has been raised again, this time by a 
small political section known as the 
activists. The activists urge the con­
tinuance of neutrality by Sweden, but 
urge that it be accompanied by a cer­
tain pressure toward Russia, to ob­
tain as a price of neutrality certain 
concessions particularly regarding the 
Aland islands. The activists were the 
first to call public attention to the fact 
that certain military preparations had 
been begun by Russia on the islands, 
and they doubtless influenced & cor­
respondent of a Christiania newspa­
per to write an article, recently pub­
lished, revealing the fact that the Rus­
sian minister had thought it wise to 
assure the Swedish foreign minister 
that any such measures of defense 
would not be maintained after the 
close of the war. What tho nature of 
the Russian defenses is has not been 
stated, but they are understood to be 
merely sufficient to prevent the inva­
sion of the Islands by German warship 
crews who might use them as a base 
tor operations in neighboring waters.

•  •  •

A unique family festival recently 
took place in Ryde when on the same 
day the heads of the family celebrated 
their golden wedding; one of the 
daughters was married; another an­
nounced her engagement, and three 
of the children celebrated birthday 
anniversaries.

The privately owned railroads of 
Sweden have been more prosperous 
this year than they were last year. 
Their receipts during the first half 
of 1915 were 45,098,838 crowns, which 
Is almost six million more than the 
receipts for the same period in 1914.

Brantlng, the Socialist leader in the 
rigsdag, published a very severe at­
tack on the government for Its failure 
to keep down tho prices on foodstuffs. 
He holds that the producers hate ex­
ercised too much influence on the 
commission on food supplies and that 
they have been allowed to boost tho 
prices without reason. He calls for a 
special session of the rigsdag in order 
that legislation for tho relief of the 
consumer may he enacted.

• • *
Dagen, a prominent Swedish paper, 

proposes that Swedish merchant ships 
he convoyed by Swedish warships. 
This would bo very expensive, he ad­
mits, but tbe dignity of tho nation 
demands it. It is humiliating to see 
Sweden merchant ships stopped and 
overhauled by any belligerent war­
ship that happens along und this 
would bo stopped If Sweden's men of 
war were called out. Dugen proposes 
further that tho three northern na­
tions co-operato In their efforts to 
protect their merchant ships and in 
the work of securing Indemnity for 
wrongs indicted after the war Is over.

•  •  •

Since the beginning of tho war 45 
Swedish merchant ships have been 
sold to foreign countries, especially 
to Norway, and though many new 
ships have been bought in for­
eign countries the tonnage of the 
Swedish merchant ships is about CO,* 
000 tons loss than at tbe beginning ot 
the war.

•  « »

Finnish newspapers announce that 
Miss Estlander, a Swedish teacher 
who is at the head of the Swedish 
school at Helsingfors, has been ar­
rested on the chargo of uttering trea­
sonable sentiments with respect to 
Russia. Her remarks were reported 
to tbe local police who notified the 
governor general. She has been con­
nected with the Swedish school at 
Helsingfors for 25 years and has a 
splendid record. Her friends believe 
that her remarks have been misquoted 
and that she is innocent of the charge 
lodged against her.

Norway.
The commission on food supplies ot 

Christiania has been authorized by 
the government to purchase food­
stuffs, particularly pork and beef, and 
to make stipulations with the mer­
chants as to having constantly on 
hand reserve supplies of certain 
goods. The commission was author­
ized to buy 6,200 barrels of barley and 
has been In communication with tbe 
brewers of Christiania in regard to 
their placing at the disposition of the 
community a considerable quantity of 
barley. When the war broke out, the 
brewers were so generous as to set 
aside for the use of the people, in 
case of need, 12,500 barrels of barley. 

• • •
Brlgit Rue. an elderly unmarried 

woman of Hoi, Hftlllngrfal. disap­
peared recently and her neighbors 
und the authorities have become con­
vinced that she is dead. She had gone 
up on the mountain between Eggedal 
and Numedal und. it is believed, lost 
her way. Search has been made for 
her at all pluces where she could pos­
sibly bo. but not even a trace of her 
has been found. A heavy fall of snow 
on tho mountain put an end to the 
search and it is possible that her body 
will not be found till it molts away 
next spring.

Two laborers were killed In Trend- 
hjem by an explosion. They were car­
rying a large quantity of carbide and 
dynamite between them at night, 
when the lantern went out. While 
lighting this, the burning match got 
too near the carbide and a terrific ex­
plosion, fatal to both men, took place.

Some time ago a merchant of Chris­

tiania ordered some Russian green 
silk from a firm in Germany. When 
the silk arrived a note was found In 
the package, saying that it was Im­
possible to send Russian green silk, 
so the firm’s Von Hlndenburg colors 
were substituted.

The defense tax In Christiania 
amounts to 5,402,047 crowns and it 
will be paid by 6,630 persons. Only 
those having a certain amount of 
property are compelled to pay this 
tax. Quite a number of corporations 
and Individuals have to pay over 30,. 
000 crowns as their portion of the do* 
fense tax. The Norsk Hydra company 
or firm pays the most of all—391,000 
crowns. Next comes the Kredit Bank, 
which payB 197,000.

Seven hundred men are now em­
ployed on the new railway line from 
Dombaas to Aandalsness. A like num­
ber will be maintained till next spring, 
when about a thousand more will be 
put on and the work rushed as fast 
as possible.
