H# was employed as ama* 
cbanical eogioeer on tbs Northwestern 
at Kaeanaba and was tbs first eoglneer 
to taka a train load of ore from the 
Jackson mine at Negaunee to Mar­
quette •Baraga Journal.

THE FRENCH FOREIGN LEGION

K MAUPAHBANT, describing an officer, said thut Just to look at him made one feel martial, 
lie did not say warlike or bellicose; the Idea he wished to convey was much more subtle. 
In the presence of this offleer one ussumed the military attitude of mind and body.

This Is a phenomenon that escapes the attention of most people—women, however, ob­
serve it. Practically every nomwilltary man at tho sight of a well ant up, fully accoutred 
soldier Instinctively assumes something of u military hearing. And when the drums roll 
and u murchlng column of soldiers hashes into view the civilian Involuntarily throws hack 
Ills shoulders and steps out with u tense, measured tread.

And as with civilians, so with soldiers. The ordinary regiment becomes more military in tho pres­
ence of the crack regiment. The crack regiment itself gains something more when in proximity to a 
detachment of troops of heroic, almost legendary, fume, such us tho Foreign Legion.

The Legionaries handle campaigns of their own, urn! probably no body of troops has ever done such 
constant and arduous campaigning. Hut France over and over again has used them ulso as leaven 
among other troops. They stiffen the mass, and men emulate their actions.

The Legion wus sent out to the Crimea and got no special credit for covering Itanlf with glory, as 
that had been expected of it, hut did reflect great credit on the Judgment of those who hud sent it out 
to help to inspire a whole army.

The queen of Hpatn 80 years ago was in u hard fix with a civil WHr on her hands. The P irllsu , 
whom she wun lighting, were Just as good soldiers us her own, If not a shade better. Then the Queen's 
generals hud an inspiration of genius. If they could only get the French Foreign legion into their 
army they felt (lie shade of udvuntuge would move over to their side, Ho the queen bought tho Foreign 
I/eglon from tho then king of Krunce, and for four years the legion belonged (o Hpsfn.

In the present wur, part of the French legion lias been sent to the trendies of Franco and Flanders 
and Alsace und to the Dardanelles. Part of U remains In Africa, its normal hubltLt. doing some mighty 
vigorous campaigning Jn tho Moroccan part of Franco's wonderful now African empire.

The Americans und other foreigners who are unrolled us volunteers In the French army urn put In 
contact with (he Legionaries, und this, while giving them scope fqr their lighting qualities and assuring 
them an opportunity for genuine campaigning, is the highest measure of protection for them, It guaran­
tees them ugulnst foolish rashness, as well us agaliiHl being led into traps or losing their head hi critical 
moments.

Fighting l« routine work with the l^eglunary, Just as sailing u yacht is to the export mariner. Tho 
winds may be different on cadi trip and the craft Is never handled twice In the same way, but tho ex­
pert knowledge of the technique of his trudo mukes the Legionary und the skipper eudi acquit himself 
of ills tusk li( finished fushlon.

Officially Ibe Foreign Legion Is composed of eight thousand men. In renJJty it is understood it has 
nearly double thut number, und tho legion heroine* reudlly a whole army corps, with tho addition of 
some of France's colonial troops.

France for hundreds of years hud regiments of Herman, English, Irish, Heotrh, Hwlss, Italians and 
other foreigners enrolled in her armies, but tho present Foreign Legion may be considered as dating 
from 1831. One brief rule in its constitution suys tliat the enlisting colonel muy aceept a man even 
Ihough he does not present u birth certificate or idmitillcutloti pupurs. Wherefore the mimes of tho 
Kngllsh and American Legionaries h«vo been Hmith, Ilrown and Jones; of Hermans Muller, Schwartz 
and Weiss; of the Italluns, Ross! and Grousl; of the Frerieh. Petoll, Legrand am, Ijodare, and so on.

The recruiting officer reads (he candidate a winning lecture. "Don't you know what the Legton Is, 
monsieur? Windy there Is something better you cun do. Hevere compulgnlng in Africu or In China for 
a mmi a day, or a few sous as you begin to advance, is no bed of roses.

One who hns been an officer In a European urpiy Is usually taken IntQ.thu 
corporals' class und may be udvamed within u couple of years to bo u sergeant of tho legion.

Figures available on the eve 
of tho lust voluntary call to arms by 
King (ieorgn show that Scotsmen have 
made an uncquaied rally to the rum- 
bio of tho empire's rum.

To give a concrete Illustration— 
from the Island of Lewis 00 per cent 
of tho male population today wear 
tho king's uniform, mostly In the navy; 
the cities of Edinburgh, Dundee, Perth, 
Inverness and Aberdeen responded, 
till now it Is believed not a conscript. 
If conscription comes, could be se­
cured.

Scotland for months has been avast 
armed camp. On thu border there Is a 
great camp occupied hy the men from 
tho Lowlands. When I saw them they 
had been In camp for nino months, 
sturdy, well knit fellows, with the 
keen, small eyes peculiar to the na­
tives of tho southern pnrt of Scot­
land. Away In the west In tho farm­
ing country of Ayr there aro camps 
whore you moot the long-limbed, lean, 
deep-chested men with tho quick 
gray eyes typical of the people of 
thu westorn seaboard.

Fighting at Dardanelles.
On tho Scottish regiments foil the 

bulk of the fighting In the Darda­
nelles. It was on the regiments who 
went out from tho capital of the coun­
try that the losses wero heavlost, and 
today In tho city of Kdinburgh there 
Js HcnrcoJy a family hut mourns Dm 
loss of a relative or u friend. Tho 
lauding at the Dardanelles has boon 
written of ns ono of the wonder pages 
In tho military history of tho world.

Scotsmen are happy, ghastly though 
tho sacrifices were, that to their sons 
was apportioned the Urst effort to get 
a  footing on tho peninsula. From Flan­
ders again are endless stories of 
deeds which cover anew the names 
of Scottish regiments with luster. Of 
the famous Hlack Watch It Is said they 
carried their trenches at Ijwa half 
un hour ahead of any other part of 
the British army. This may or may 
not ho true, hut at all events In tho 
English papers long accounts have 
appeared of tho thrilling onrush of 
thn kilties.

The Royal Rents, tho lowland rogl- 
roent with which Lord Rosebery's 
name Is associated, have won undying 
fume ut the Dardanelles. Tho Cam* 
eronlans, tho regiment largely recruit­
ed from tho professional classes of 
(llasgow, tho King's Own Kcottlsh Bor- 
derors, the Fife und Forfar Yeomen, 
the Argyll, tho Heuforth And tho Gor­
don Highbinders have all thus curly 
embellished their oM lighting roc* 
ords.

Hungsr for s Fight.

The old Scotsman watched—and 
there was a tug at his heart strings— 
thu huraun rivur roll endlessly to tho 
land of borne. He heurd of his lads 
who had crossed the Andes from re­
gions almost unknown and sulled 
round Cape Horn, 10,000 miles, ail lit 
their own expense, to Join tho line of 
battle for thetr race.

"How Is life a t home in these 
times?" may be asked. Financially 
thu people have not felt the pinch. 
Thero is less poverty, 1 should suy. 
than in pre-war limes. One reason 
for this Is that the llotsum und Jetsam 
have been as patriotic us the better 
classes, and with the liberal separation 
allowances made by tins govornmoni 
lor Um rumll'**a of men who have un

listed there Is plenty of money among 
thoso ordinarily very poor.

Hive of Industry.
In Glasgow prosperity is abounding. 

This U accounted for by tho enormous 
demand in tho shipyards and In the 
groat engineering shops. From Green­
ock to the Broomlelaw every shipyard 
on the Clyde is choked with work. The 
banka of the river are a hive of indus­
try in shipbuilding and ship repairing.

In the great steel works tho same 
story Is told. The guns that are being 
forged, the munitions that are being 
nmde, are beyond reckoning in quan­
tity and Glasgow has money far In ox- 
cess of thu days beforo the war. At 
a football match played In Glasgow on 
the thtrd Saturday of October between 
the Celtics and tho Hangers about 70,- 
ODD spectators wero present. The total 
of the gate money was not published, 
but I know that tho sum takeu was 
between $7,500 and $10,000.

Of course Glasgow Is different from 
other cities, for there & very great 
part of the male population has been 
compelled, much against Its inclina­
tion, to stay at home for the purposes 
of national Industry. Indeed when the 
nation began the organization of its 
Industry for war purposes great num­
bers of mechanics were brought back 
unwillingly from Held service to take 
their places in the workshops.

Edinburgh Hard Hit.
In Kdinburgh, whore the law courts, 

tho university and tho rich Insurance 
und Investment companies glvo so 
much employment to highly educated 
men, the collnpsn of investments, the 
almost deserted courts and the drop In 
the number of students, who prefer 
the battle field to the professors1 lec­
tures, have all hud an adverse effect. 
Life, however, goos on almost as usual. 
The theators and other places of 
amusement are crowded, the restaur­
ants and the tea rooms are always gay 
and the streets are filled with military 
men. Prince street Is thronged by 
the some fushionable crowd.

There are great battle squadrons 
keeping their ceaseless vigil off the 
coasts, and the naval man tinds Kdln 
burgh his most convenient city for 
relaxation. Admirals who have al­
ready won renown can be met with 
here of an afternoon. Admiral Sir Da­
vid Beatty and his American wife are 
often in the city. Lady Deatty is tak ­
ing a largo part In Kdinburgh affairs. 
Their home Is Abcrdour eastle, a love­
ly place on tho FJrth of Forth about 
an hour's run from the city.

The shops are as brilliant und as 
crowded as In pre-war days.

Englishmen in Regiments.

There are moro than Scotsmen In 
the Scottish regiments. The stirring 
strain of tho pibroch and tho swing of 
the kilt huvo brought In a numbor of 
Kngllsbmen, A Manchester lad crossed 
into Scotland and enlisted In one of 
tho Highland regiments. He was lo­
cated for mouths tn Inverness and, 
much to his disappointment, he did not 
get a  kilt, but was served out with 
"trews." Weeks passed and no kilts 
came along.

Then word came that the regiment 
was to be shifted to the south of Eng­
land preparatory to crossing to France. 
Three days leave was given. The 
young Englishman was mortified at 
the thought of returning to Manches­
ter to bid farewell to his friends, not in 
the splendor of the kilt but in every­
day trousers. He appealed to one of 
tho sergeants of the regiment. After & 
great deal of argument tho sergeant ar­
ranged to lend him a kilt for three 
days for a dollar, lie left In tho train 
In great glee and for u couplo of days 
swaggered about Manchester In all the 
glory of his Highland uniform.

I re­
member plunging my bayonet Into a 
huge German who confronted mo with 
a leveled rifle. Then 1 was hit on the 
head hy something or other which 
made roe see more fire than I had seen 
during the whole time I hud been out 
there, t hope to get a 'return engage­
ment' and be In the lAst act of all, but 
I have a t least uvenged my chum."

15 ANGEL DF MERCY

Alfonso of Spain Busiest Mon­
arch in Europe.

He Conducts Clearing House for In­
formation About the "Missing" In 

the War—Every Inquiry Re­
ceives Attention.

Madrid.—King Alfonso of Spain Is 
perhaps thu busium sovereign of Eu­
rope these duys, although his country 
is not at war, nor likoly to change its 
policy of neutrality os long ns tho wur 
lasts. That strict and continued neu­
trality, without any political reasons 
why either side of tho belligerents de­
sires to have Spain change It, glvea 
King Alfonso the prlvllego of appeal­
ing to any country at war for nows of 
soldier husbands, brothers or sweet­
hearts. He Is doing so for all tho 
women of Europe, receiving and re­
plying to several hundred lotters ev­
ery day. They como from French 
countesses, English servant girls, from 
Austrians, Germans, Russians and Bel­
gians. They are so numerous, num­
bering altogether about 50,000, that 
one whole floor in the royal palace in 
Madrid has been given up to a post 
office, where the king has installed 
numerous secretaries familiar with the 
various languages and adept at read­
ing every variation of handwriting.

It all started Borne months ago, 
when a young lady of Franco, ac- 
qulntod with tho kings gallant char­
acter, appealed to him to discover tho 
whereabouts of her (lance. Sho under­
stood ho had been made a prisoner of 
war, but her own government could 
glvo her no exact Information. She 
had written to tho German govern­
ment, but an her communication had 
not passed through the proper chan­
nel It, of course, was nevor answered,

"Sire: A dosolato lady asks your 
protection. Spain Is thn land of chiv­
alry, and your majesty Is tho greatest 
Hidalgo of Castile, and I fool certain 
will hear me," sho wroto to King Al­
fonso, relating tho steps she had al­
ready taken without success to learn 
if her bunco were still in tho land of 
tho living.

Tho letter reached the eyes of the 
king. Ho was touched by itH appcnl 
und at once wrote to the Spanish Am­
bassador In Berlin to seo what could 
bo done, Un was soon able to report 
tho good news that the soldier in 
question was safely housed In a p r’ ion 
Camp near Leipzig. The telegraph 
carried Hie happy tidings to tho royal 
palace in Madrid, and from there to 
Paris.

The whole investigation hud taken 
two weeks, and the grateful little 
Parisienne was so wild with Joy that 
sho told everybody. Dozens, then hun­
dreds, of other desolutn ladles fol­
lowed her example, und tbetr serv­
ants followed theirs; the story went 
from country to country that anronn 
could write to the gallant king of 
Kpaln und he would certainly discover 
what was (he uddress whore letters 
could be sent to the missing soldier.

Not long ago the wife of un English 
private received a long communication 
from the king, written In reply to her 
letter. IBs majesty took Just as much 
pains with this tetter and serif It off 
with Just as runny Indications on the 
envelope that It had come from the 
royal palace as If ho had been reply­
ing to a royal princess. Ills secretary 
wroto;

"Although his majesty's embassy In 
Berlin is charged only with the Inter­
ests of Franco and Russia, his majes­
ty, being desirous, nevertheless, of 
demonstrating his interest in British 
subjects, has graciously acceded to 
your request, and has communicated 
with the Rpanlsh ambasMudor In Ber­
lin, commanding him to communicate 
with Great Britain's representative 
thero—the United Htates ambassador 
—in order that tho necessary Investi­
gation miiy ho made, ilis majesty 
earnestly hopes that these inquiries 
may ho tho means of procuring satis­
factory information far you."

in tills caso it was Ambassador Ge­
rard who servod us the first cavuller 
to the distressed English wife, passing 
tho nows on to the Hpanish ambassa­
dor that tho husband's health was ex­
cellent and that he was safety interned 
along with h1i comrades, not particu­
larly enjoying "war bread," but hop­
ing for better times.

RIDDING TEXAS OF WOLVES
Professional Hunters Are Reaping Big 

Harvest Under Now Scalp 
Bounty Law.

Austin. Tex.—Although ninny thou­
sands of wolves havo boon killed since 
tho now scalp bounty law went into 
offoct last Juno, thoro Is still enough 
money in tho fund appropriated for 
tho purpose to last several more 
months.

Many professional hunters are mak­
ing considerable money killing wolves, 
both of the lobo and coyote varieties. 
An investigation of the predatory wild 
animals pest wus made by represen­
tatives of tho lu lled  Stutes depart­
ment of agriculture, mid ranchmen 
and farmers have been provided with 
a formula for killing, poisoning and 
hunting wolves, as follows:

"The stock killed by wolves is main­
ly cat‘,o. CrIvpb and yearlings aro 
generally selected, but If these are 
not available, cows and even full- 
grown steers are killed. They are 
usually attacked from behind und lit­
erally eaten alive. Occasionally an 
animal will escapo tho wolf with a 
groat piece torn out of Its 1mm, whllo 
the wolf goes on to catch und kill 
anothor."

Look for Busy Season

The present year is the fifth time in 
the history of the Lake Superior iron 
ore trndw that ha* been two buy­
ing movements during any calendar 
year. Tho shipping season of lhlo 
had barely closed before contracting 
for “ lake” ore for Iblil doJivery was 
actively in progress. There were no 
spectacular sale-, but contracts for a 
heavy tonnage were readily made at 
an advance of 7/i cent* a ton over the 
prices which had prevailed In 1UK>. 
During tills buying movement, which 
began December Tth. many reserva­
tions wore changed into actual con. 
tracts and there is little doubt that 
the 7‘Vcent advance will stand through­
out the season of lhIU,

While no definite figures have been 
given, it is believed that the bulk of* 
the buying for Ibid delivery has al­
ready been done, for furnace owners 
knew that u +1 advance wus under con­
sideration, and being satisfied with 
tho 75 cent advance they proceeded to 
fortify themselves with ample sup­
plies of raw material. Owing to the 
strength of the pig Iron market and 
tho prospects for continued demand 
during next year, says tho Clovoluml 
iron Trade Kevlew, It iaoxpuctud that 
furnaces will cover for their fuii re­
quirements. Tho revised schedule of 
Iron prices Is as follows: Old range 
bessetuer, I4.,pf0; Mesubi betsomer, 
94.20; old rango non-hessemer, 1.1.76; 
Mesubi non-bessemer, 91.66.

The josi's preceding JP16 in which 
there were two distinct buying move­
ments were IHUU, 11)06, 1000 und 1012. 
The earliest buying season on record 
wus that which started November 2nd, 
1000 for the following seusous deliv­
ery. Within a week pructiaally all 
of the ore for sale had been disposed 
of. TheyeurlOOh will always be re­
membered on account of the refusal uf 
the buyers to accept the prices named 
In February ef that year. It had been 
thought that the J007 panic would 
tend to lower prices, but contrary lo 
Hxpnciullnn of some of the wiseacres 
in tile ore trade the 11107 prices wore 
reaffirmed for the following season.

W
HEN the president of An* 
dorra sent a message to 
President Wilson, many an 
Amcricun was compelled to 

hunt up on the map the location of 
the tiny republic in the Pyrenees. 
“Who has ever been in Andorra?” 
asked the Chicago Evening Post, and 
In reply Marion H. Drake wrote:

“In the summer of 1913 1 tried to 
reach this quaint, ancient and hidden 
republic from the Spanish side, but 
could gain no assurance from any tour­
ist ofllcc In Madrid that it was acces­
sible, so i went the long way around, 
via lJarcolona, Perpignan, Carcas­
sonne, Toulouse, Kolx and Ax-les* 
Thermcs, In Prance. Here 1 was 
warned that tho trip was dangerous, 
that thero were smugglers and brig­
ands and terrible mountain storms, 
and that a  woman who took this trip 
might not return alive. This only 
whetted my traveler's spirit, and I 
bought a pair of hemp-soled shoes, 
packed a knapsack, strapped a camera 
over my shoulder and went by post* 
chalsa to L'llospltalet, where 1 en­
gaged us guide an Andorran boy, 
handsome, respectful and neatly 
dressed in brown corduroy, who was

tho first night at Soldeu, where I 
found good food, white tablecloth and 
napkins and slept in a  room with a 
rough stone floor, on a good bed, with 
embroidered sheets and pillow slips. 
The people were kindly, interested in 
the news of the outside world, cour­
teous, some quiet and some loquacious.

“I was now in the valley of the Va- 
lira river, which flows south into 
Spain and over the rocky road from 
Canillo and Encamp I passed churches 
built of the brownish gray stones of 
the country, with Catalan bell towers. 
At Andorra la Viella, the capital, they 
wero celebrating their day of liberty, 
and their flags of yellow, blue and 
red—the blended colors of Spain the 
spiritual and France the temporal 
mother—were flying In summer sun* 
shine. I walked Into Las Escaldas late 
in tho afternoon, passing bubbling sul­
phur springs, and was greeted hospi­
tably by Doctor Pla, the cultured pro­
prietor of a first-class hostelry. My 
little guido left me to return to the 
dirty, muddy town of L'Hospitalet. I 
bado him farewell in French, and he 
replied iu Catalan, the Andorran 
tongue. At Las Escaldas hotel I found 
many fat Spanish priests, gay and

working at tho dirty little inn, hired 
a  mountutn home, und with sup­
pressed excitement started out over 
tho rocky pntbway hack of the rude 
little church of (his fur-south town 
of Franco.

“1 mounted higher and higher ubovo 
the rushing Allege river, sometimes 
tramping und sometimes on horseback, 
over the watershed between Franco 
and Spain, up into iho pustorul coun­
try of Andorra. Once when my horse 
wus picking his wuy along a moun­
tain ledge a fat cow stood calmly 
ucross the pathway. 1 looked far up 
the mountain and down in tho depths 
of the valley and wondered what would 
happen, when, quietly, apparently with­
out noticing me, Mrs. t'ow threw her 
weight on her hind legs and tobog­
ganed down the slippery grass. A 
drenching ruin poured from (he clouds, 
lightning pluyed around tho mountain 
peaks, and it was thrilling to bo in 
that lonely grandeur.

Hard Trip in Mountains.
“I walked and rode over looso 

slones, on narrow and fearsome 
ledges, at times above und often be­
low eusntdea, over hard, sharp, cut­
ting. slippery slate, past quaint stone 
shrines with Iron crosses, tiny ter* 
raced fields of vegetables and tobao- 
Co, perpendicular lmyfi«>|ils amid the 
wonderful stillness of the lofty I'yre- 
to ev. am* the noisy, rushing torrents. 
i Mhd'U through trickling, mol iir-oks, 
\ h- p- rivers were born, and stopped

Jolly, who had come for tho sulphur 
huths, qb well us numerous Andalu- 
shins, up in the cool i ’yrenous for their 
holiday.

Raise Many Cattle.
Andorra has six counties, about a 

dozen towns und sorno five thousand 
inhubltunts.

Tho chief ocuputlon of tho people 
is cuttlo ruining, and thousands upon 
thousands of cows may bo Been brows* 
lng in tho rich pastures, yot It has 
never occurred to Andorrans to milk 
theso cows and butter, and milk aro 
unknown in tho republic. Dairy prod­
ucts aro ronoxistont. Tho only choose 
nmde is that from tho milk of shoop. 
Visitors find it impossible to procure 
milk or cream for their coffee.

The capital, Andorra la Viella, has 
a population of 500 and contains tho 
C u h u  do lu Vull, or houso of represen­
tatives. This is a largo sixteenth-corn 
tury building at tho extremity of the 
town, overlooking tho valley toward 
Spain. It is parliament house, town 
hail, school, pnlaco of Justice and ho­
tel for tho councilors all in one. It 
is also used as u temporary prison In 
the rare cases when a prison Is nocos* 
sary. (Timo in Andorrn is practically 
unknown. Tho only Andorrans suf­
fering Imprisonment uro tho smug­
glers of tobacco caught by the French 
nr Hpnnish customs officers, and theso 
sm  not looked upon n# imilcf/jctors by 
Ihnjr fellow citizens Hnniggliug Is 
;.,'un l"d  as a legitimate trade.

LINEN SHOULD HAVE REST
Will Last Much Longer If Given an 

Occasional "Lay Off” for a 
Short Time.

Bed linen to last should not be used 
every week, Dut should be laid away 
in a chest every now and then for a 
few weeks. This makes thd life or the 
linen twice its usual length. Before 
laying the linen away it should bo 
thoroughly dried and aired. Quanti­
ties of lavender should bo placed in 
the chest and between the linen. This 
will give not only a sweet and clean 
scent to the line,), but will add to tho 
rest of the individual who sleeps in a 
bed spread with It, as the psycholo­
gists have discovered that the odor of 
lavender produces rest and quiet. Lav­
ender should he used for bed linen 
only and not for wearing apparel or 
table or hand linen.

The rose scent, either in liquid form 
or sachets, or the rose petals dried, 
should be the odor of the hand linen 
and the table linen, which should be 
laid away for several weeks at a time 
to “rest" In order to make the life 
of the linen worth tho original cost. 
The scent of rose on the table linen 
suggests tho out-of-doors and gives 
an impetus to the digestion through 
the aid of the olfactory nerves. On 
(lie hand towel, as It is passed over 
Iho face, It tends to create energy and 
nctivlty. rather than rest or inaction. 
There aro many kinds of odor of ro.<e, 
and if one is not appealing to the 
housewife, nnother will he.

LEMON HAS MANY VIRTUES
Not Too Much to Say That It Is Indis­

pensable in Every House­
hold.

For all salads containing fruits or 
fish, ictuon Juice is much nicer than 
vinegar.

Slices of lemon make a nice garnish 
for a platter of cold meat when parsley 
Is not to be had.

Bind a cloth soaked in lemon juice 
over night on a cut or wound to stop 
the bleeding.

To keep lemonB fresh a long time. 
Invert over them a glass or earthen­
ware dish that fits the shelf closely.

Lemon juice added to fruit Juices 
that do not Jelly readily, such as cher­
ries. strawberries, etc., will hasten the 
process.

Lemon juice added to milk until it 
curds and then bound upon parts 
swollen with rheumatism will Bome- 
timeB bring relief and reduce the 
swelling.

Fut half a pound of sugar In a bowl, 
add the grated rind and juice t>f one 
lemon and one-half cupful of boiling 
water. Whip still and spread between 
cake layers.

Very Nice Mincemeat.
Four bowlfuls chopped meat, eight 

bowlfuls chopped apples, two bowlfuls 
chopped and shredded suet, one bowl­
ful line cut citron; two bowlfuls seed­
ed and shopped raisins, two bowlfuls 
cleaned currants, four bowlfuls light 
brown sugar, 1% bowlfuls molasses, 
threo bowlfuls sweet cider, one bowl­
ful strong coffee, one bowlful rot 
liquor meat was cooked lfi, four bowl­
fuls chopped lemons (1 put in a small 
quantity of orange marmalade in place 
of lemons), four tablespoonfuls cinna­
mon, two tablespoonfuls of cloves, all­
spice, nutmeg and salt. Cook slowly 
one day. Vou may have to change the 
spices.

Scallops Delicious.
One pint of scallops, two tablespoon* 

fuls of butter, one-h&lf pint of cream, 
two egg yolks, one teaspounful of salt, 
Cayenne pepper. Pour boiling water 
over the scallops and let stand five 
minutes. Molt the butter, beat togeth­
er tho yolks of eggs and cream and 
add gradually, stirring ull the time. 
Add seasonings, and &b soon as well 
mixed add the scallops. Cook two or 
three minutes and serve on toast. One 
cupful of milk and two tablespoonfulB 
of flour may be usod Instead of cream, 
adding flour to the butter, and proceed 
as before.

Pressed Flank of Beef.
Wipe, remove superfluous fat and 

roll a flank of beef; put in a kettle, 
rover with boiling water and add one 
tsblespoonful spit, one-half teaspoonful 
peppercorns, a bit of buy loaf and a 
hone or two which muy be ut baud, 
cook slowly until meuL is In shreds. 
Thero should be but little liquor in 
the kettle when meat is done. Arrange 
meat in deep pan, pour over liquor, 
cover and press with a heavy weight. 
Herve cold, thinly sliced.

Spanish Rice.
Chop ono line large tomato, one 

green pepper, one onion. Sprinkle 
one tcaspoonful of Bait over it. Molt 
one tablespoonful of lard in a spider 
und when hot pour over one cupful of 
dry rice over it, and keep it moving 
until thA rice is thoroughly hoatod, 
hut not discolored. Add six cupfuls 
of boiling water and the chopped veg­
etables. Cook all together until the 
rlco Is tender, adding moro water as 
it becomes necessary.

Apple Sherbet.
Cpok the pulp of six apples in one 

qu«,rt of cider, seasoned to taste with 
sugar and cinnamon. When tender 
rub through a sieve, cool and freeze. 
When partly frozen add the stiffly beat­
en whites of |two eggs. Servo in chilled 
npplo shells.

Wheat Yields Reports Extraor­
dinarily Heavy.

When one hears of Individual wheat 
yields of ((Hrty-flve Co forty bushels 
per acre, thero is considerable incre­
dulity. but when yields, in whole town­
ships extending into districts covering 
three und four mid five hundred square 
miles in urea, of upwards of fifty and 
some ns high us sixty-five bushels per 
acre are reported, one is led to put 
his ear to the ground to listen for fur­
ther rumblings. Tho writer having 
heard of these wonderful yields made 
a trip through the provinces of Mani­
toba. Saskatchewan and Alberta, to 
ascertain first hand their truthfulness. 
It was remarkable to discover thut 
Dame Humor was no rumorer ufter all. 
that modesty was her mantle, that 
all that had been suid of these yields 
was true, and that yields of over sev­
enty bushels per ucre were told of. 
These wore so high that tho truthful­
ness of the story was doubtful and 
very little was said of them. But 
such there were, and not In one in­
stance, but in several, not in one lo­
cality but scattered in places hun­
dreds of miles a p a rt Leaving these 
out altogether, there were large areas 
in which tho average was over fifty 
bushels per acre, which in all com­
mon sense ought to satisfy most peo­
ple. Ono hundred and thirty thresh­
ers in Alberta have made their re­
turns to the local government as re ­
quired by an act of tho Legislature, 
and the average of tho wheat threshed 
was fifty-three bushels to the acre. So 
immetibo was tho yield that olfleial 
verification was required before giving 
it out to the public. Sitting in the 
smoking compartment of a day coach, 
where on passing through a farming 
community, there may be gathered the 
gossipy yarns of the neighborhood, 
one hears also a  lot of news. Just 
now, tho b o I o topic is that of the 
crops. A mun with more or less o f 
a hirsute appendage, smock, clothes 
and hands giving tho appearance of 
one working in the field, was asked 
as to the crops. He had got on at 
Warner, Alberta. Taking out his pipe, 
lighting It and then crossing his kneeB. 
holding his chin in his hands, pos­
sessing an air of supreme content­
ment, und with an intelligent face, be 
looked the man who could give some 
information. And he was just the 
man. Ho was a thresher and on his 
way to Milk Hiver to secure some 
more help. He was requisitioned for 
Information. “Yes. a good season. 
I've made a lot of money. As for 
yields, let's see." and then he began 
to string them off. “Peterson bad 63 
bushels of wheat per acre on his five 
bundrod acre farm; from 380 acres 
Jtoland got 65 bushels per acre; Bu­
gler had one hundred and ten acres 
that went 63 bushels; Carr had 65 
bushels per acre off an eight hundred 
acre field." And ho gave others run­
ning from 58 to 60 bushels per acre. 
All these people lived east of War­
ner, Alberta. Looking out of the win­
dow and seeing immense fields, still 
covered with stocks lie was asked 
why they wore not threshod. be re­
plied that there wore not enough 
“rigs" in the district, and that they 
would not get through before Christ­
mas.

Important Events in Swede.', 

Norway and Denmark.

BRIEFS FROM OLD COUNTRY

Interesting Items From the Three
Great Kingdoms of the North Se­

lected for Scandinavians and 
Their Deeoendante.

By MARTIN W. ODLAND.

Sweden.
Press dispatches state that dissen­

sion has broken out among the Swed­
ish officers in command of the gendar- 
raerio in Persia, according to a letter 
to a Reuter telegram from Petrograd 
to Loudon.

"Some of tho ofHcors,” says the dis­
patch, "have taken advantage of the 
fact that they are not in the service 
of the Swedish government and Joined 
tbe enemy camp, while others havo ex­
pressed their disapprobation of the 
disloyal conduct of their colleagues in 
disobeying the shah's government at 
Teheran and their participation in mu­
tinies of the gendarmerie.

"The insurgent gendarmerie, to­
gether with mercenaries, are occupy­
ing the Mohammedan road, where, un­
der the direction of German officers, 
they are fortifying the mountain 
passes, In order to cover tbe region 
adjoining the Turkish border.

"Prince Henry of Reuss. who pre­
sides over a committee established at 
Kum, is in close communication with 
Teheran in the hope of yet bringlug 
the shah und the government under 
hfs influence. The expected return ot 
tho German, Austrian and Turkish 
ministers to Teheran has the same ob­
ject in view.

"Half the meijlisa (national council) 
and nearly all the armed forces of 
Persia ure at Kum and Hamaden."

The Persian gendarmerie, under 36 
Swedish officers, numbers about 6,000, 
of which 2,000 ure mounted. The gen­
darmerie is in charge of uearly 1,000 
miles of road.

• • •
Doctor Bratt, the celebrated founder 

of tbe Bratt system of dispensing 
liquor, was recently found guilty of 10 
violations of the liquor laws and was 
sentenced to pay a tine of five crowns 
for each offense, or a total of 00 
crowns, something like $20. The pen­
ally imposed for so many offenses Is 
less thuu is usually imposed for one 
violation of tbe liquor laws In tbe 
United Stutcs.

Som e, time ago the authorities 
stopped a shipment of 60,000 sacks of 
flour, billed out from Copenhagen and 
destined for Luxemburg. The owners 
sold thd flour to the provision com­
mission of Sweden, and it is suld that 
they suffered a loss of 600.000 crowns.

• • •
There has been considerable diseuB- 

sion as to the advisability of prohib­
iting the sale of liquors for one year 
In Sweden, but according to the ex­
perts this would prove decidedly ex­
pensive to tbe government. Tbe loss 
of revenue would amount to 60,000,000 
crowns and the government would 
havo to Indemnify the liquor interests 
for tbe interference with their busi­
ness to tbe extent of some 45,000,000 
crowns.

• • •

A vein of coal has been discovered 
a t a depth of 13 fathoms on the estate 
of Baron Rahaffot at Bjoba. Coal 
discoveries in Sweden have blthorto 
been regarded as of more importance 
from a scientific standpoint than from 
uu economic point of view, but Dr. 
K. A. Gronvall, tbe state geologist, Is 
of tbe opinion that there is coal In 
sufficient quantity to sink shafts and 
carry on mlulng operations.

The sugar trust of Swodcn bad prof­
its of 9,000,000 crowns during Its last 
fiscal year, and disbursed 6,760,000 
crowns as a 6 per cent dividend 
umong its stockholders.

The statistical bureau of Stockholm 
hys Issued a report which throws In­
teresting light upon the unprecedent­
ed Increase in the price of foodstuffs 
during the ten-year period 1904*1916 
The rate of Increase varies from 10 
to 160 per cent, and in the cuso of 
most articles tbe Increase Is over 60 
pur ceut. From August, 1014, to June, 
1015, the food bill of a family of four 
bus increased 213 crowns.

purchased the Bwodlsh summer Upp- 
land for 1,200,000 crowns. Its capacity 
Is 4,000 tons. Huvn of tho same city 
bus purchased a Spanish steamer of 
4,500 tons' capacity for 860,000 crowns, 
and a second steamer of 4,860 tons for 
which he puid 700.000.

The 
ships are built according to the liter- 
wood system. They will have a speed 
of 11 miles loaded, and each will be 
driven by three propellers turned by 
as many motors of the Bolinder type. 
It is said that these motor ships will 
be the first of their kind in Norway, 
and if they prove efficient will doubt­
less become popular. They cost 660,000 
crowns apiece and will consume nine 
tons of oil per day. They are to be 
ready for delivery next May.

Immense schools of herring have ap­

peared in Ulsfjord, Norway, and ex­
perienced fishermen believe that the 
season will bo ono of the best in many 
years.

Denmark.
"Denmark is not In distress on ac­

count of the war," declares Christian 
Brunn, a prominent importer of Co­
penhagen, who is now in the United 
States, "There is not a condition of 
poverty," he usserts, "aud thero is no 
lack of food, although It is true that 
prices are higher than beforo the war. 
The principal effect of tho war bus 
been to disrupt tho big trade between 
Denmark and England. For Denmark. 
Englund has been the roost Important 
consideration ami best customer. Mat­
ters have changed much. We need 
material In Denmark to feed stock, 
that we may uguin carry on dairying 
on the former extensive scale und re­
cover our export trade. We need met­
als und many other things. England 
fears that exports to Denmark from 
the United States may go to Germany, 
and wo cannot prevent powerful Eng­
land from stopping them. Wo are paid 
for grain ami lard and other provi­
sions thut Englund takes, but would 
rather have the provisions than the 
money. The West Indiefl, which tho 
United States tried to buy during Lin­
coln's administration, and again dur­
ing Roosevelt's, may, it is suid, bo put 
on the bargain counter as a result of 
Denmark's finunclul pinch during tho 
war. Tho islands, it is also said, have 
for some timo been a source of ex­
pense Instead of Income to the homo 
country. As American possessions 
they might give I’orto Rico comfort iu 
its loneliness.

• • •

A correspondent is authority for the 
statement that agriculture, formerly 
the  chief occupation of the people of 
Iceland, Denmark's dependency, Is 
now steadily on the decline. In 1880, 
76 per cent of the population subsisted 
by agriculture, in 1890 the percentage 
bad fallen to 64, and In 1901 to 61. 
Since that time the tendency has con­
stantly been In tho same direction. 
People are going moro and moru Into 
the cities und into tho fishing indus­
try. Thirteen por cent of the farm­
ers are also partly engaged In the fish­
eries.

On tho farms the raising of live 
stock forms tho chief source of reve­
nue. Sheep are raised iu great num­
bers, a single farm often supporting 
1.000 of them. In tho summer tho 
sheep are driven Into the mountains 
to graze, but In the winter time there 
Is often a shortage of fodder and large 
numbers of sheep are frequently lost

Tho Askov people's high school, the 
first ono of Its kind In Denmark and 
the world, has just celebratod Its semi­
centennial Jubilee. It Is not so strange 
that a large number of tbe leading 
men of Denmark have attended theBe 
schools. But it is strange that to these 
poetical and literary Institutions is 
largely due tho fact that the Danish 
farmers of our day are the most suc­
cessful and up to date in tbe world. 
About 200 schools of this kind were 
started, which was too many, so that 
many ot them bad to close Sot good. 
Their combined attendance has been 
about 200,000, one-third of whom were 
women. Similar schools have also 
been operated in Norwuy, but their 
influence was not so groat in that 
country as in Denmark.

HIS THEORY FAULTY
McAdoo Has Not Mastered Rev­

enue Problem.

Experts Plainly See Necessity for Re­
vision, but Secretary Puts Hla 

Faith in Unproductive "Shin- 
plaster" Policy*

The Underwood law was expected 
by Its fram ed to bring sufficient rev­
enue to run thu government, with 
sugar on tho free list. Bart of tbe 
duty on sugar was retained until May 
1, 1916, not because the revenue was 
deemed necessary, but In order to 
give the sugar industry ample oppor­
tunity to readjust itself. When tho 
miscalled "war revenue bill" was en­
acted, it was ou emergency measure 
to compensate for revenues lost 
through tbe displacement of foreign 
trade and the fulling off of Imports. 
Tho revenues estimated from these 
two sources for 1916, if tho sugar duty 
Is retuined and tho "war tax" extend­
ed, according to Mr. McAdoo, will to­
tal $56,000,000. The $112,000,000 deficit 
estimated for 1916-17 by Mr. McAdoo 
contemplates the retention of these 
two items. Thus, in estimating tho 
revenue producing deficiency of the 
Underwood act, the $66,000,000 should 
bo added, making tho total $18h.UOO,- 
000, minus the $92,000,000 extra ex- 
pciu.Ruro for the administration's na­
tional defense plan, or $75,000,000, tho 
umount hy which it may he inferred 
aceouling to Mr. McAdoo, the Under­
wood law has fallen abort of the ex­
pectations of its framers. L csh friend­
ly statisticians will make the shortage 
much larger.

The failure of Mr. McAdoo to rec­
ognize this fact in proposing plans for 
meeting the deficit is characteristic of 
the administration's treatm ent of tno 
revenue problem from the start. As 
tho Underwood Jaw has proved faulty, 
tho obvious remedy would seem to lie 
in revision. Instead, us was the case 
with the war revenue measure, tho 
administration resorts to a scries of 
shlnplustcrs, annoying drafts upon 
the purses of selected victims—appar­
ently aimed principally at owners ot au­
tomobiles and possessors of incomes of 
$2,000 and over. Tho Underwood law 
Is defective, reasons Mr. McAdoo, 
therefore, let us keep the defective 
law and meet tho defect hy shtnplus- 
tors applied to "articles not necessary 
to mention."

Difficulty With the Revenue.
The Underwood law w &b enacteq as 

a  tariff for revenue measure only. On 
the showing made by Mr. McAdoo's 
statement published recently, surely 
no less friendly than authoritative—it 
would seem that the law might more 
aptly be termed one imposing a "tariff 
for bankruptcy only."

It will be difficult for the Democrats 
to maintain, In the face of Mr. Me- 
Adoo's figures, thut anything except 
their own provisions are responsible 
for the admitted failure ot the Under­
wood tariff act and the income act 
to provide tho necessary revenue for 
administering the affairs of the na­
tion.

Trend Is to the Republicans.
Philadelphia has been swept by tbe 

old Republican organization; W. S. 
Rennet has won back & seat in con­
gress, as representative ot a Bronx 
constituency; and Maryland, though 
carried by tho Democrats—thus dis­
placing a Republican governor elect­
ed four years ago—w s carried by too 
narrow a margin to bo pleasant. Such 
are the straws il .it are taken to show 
tho way the wind is blowing; and, 
while they may show nothing conclu­
sively, they are sufficient to indicate 
that the Democratic party Is not In 
high favor at this moment.

Take Up Republican Policy.
Tho Republicans have no desire to 

muko any political capital out of the 
national defense proposition, but the 
administration is trying to do so. It 
is tho hope of Republicans In the 
bouse, not that the Republicans will 
co-operate with tho administration In 
tho great national defense question, 
but that tho administration will co- 
operato with tho Republicans. It Is 
gratifying to tbe Republicans that tho 
Democratic party, led by the presi­
dent, Is finally coming around to their 
views on the matter of preparing for 
natlonul defense.

Arguments Wilt Not Stand.
Just about tho time that Mr. Mo- 

Adoo wus putting tho finishing touches 
upon his statement, declaring thut the 
deficit for tho next fiscal year would 
total $112,806,1194, thu bureuu of for­
eign und domestic commerce of tho 
department of commerce wus an­
nouncing thut Imports for October 
reached u new high rerun! $334,638,- 
678. Obviously, fulling Imports duo 
to tho European war no longer can 
ho Plumed for the fuilure of the Un­
derwood law to provide necessary rev- 
en ue.
