Seek Zimmerman Heirs

• A. F. McCarty, an attorney at 
Sallna, Kansas, wrote to the postmas­
ter at Negaunee last autumn for infor­
mation regarding Ernest Zimmerman, 
who was supposed to have been a res­
ident of Marquette county in the 70's. 
None of the surviving pioneers was 
able to supply any definite Informa­
tion, but within the past few weeks 
the Iron Herald’s “ Forty Years 
Ago” department told of the man's 
unfortunate end io the following para­
graph, reproduced from tbe paper's 
issue dated December 23rd, 1875:

Ernest Zimmerman, until recently 
an employe'of theC. Ac N. W. R. R. 
Co., was found dead in jail on Thurs­
day morning last, where he was con- 
hoed at his own request. It was the 
verdict of tbo coroner’s jury that the 
deceased came to his death by stran­
gulation caused bycrowdiogatobacco 
pouch into bis moutb and throat while 
laboring under a fit of insanity.

The item does not, of course, afford 
any clue to the man’s heirs or rela­
tives, but if the reproduction of tbc 
item should recall to any of tbe Ne­
gaunee pioneers Information that 
might serve to locate any of the man’s 
kin, they are asked to communicate 
v it Attorney McCarty.

Mrs. Emma Martell, a Negaunee 
pioneer whose residence bad beeu 
continuous for tbe past forty-five 
years, died early last Saturday morn­
ing at the family home io Peck street. 
She had been a sufferer from diabetes 
for several years and more recently 
complications bad Increased the 
seriousness of her case, but it wus 
only within tbe past week or two that 
her condition came critical.

The maiden name of deceased was 
Emma Derocber, she was born in the 
Province of Ontario, Canada, Novem­
ber 7th, 1850, and she wus about 20 
years old wbon she came to Negaunee. 
Her husbaod, tbe late Charles Martell, 
was likewise a Negaunee pioneer, he 
having como here about the middle of 
the 60’s. Tbe couple's first home was 
& log house, originally the Giroux 
homestead, at the corner of Iron 
street and Pioneer avenue. This 
structure was moved toward the rear 
of the lot when tbe brick building was 
ereoted on the corner, and though 
modern sheathing now encases the 
timbers, It nevertheless continues to 
be one of tho few survivors of Negau- 
nee’s original log house settlement. 
Mr. Martell died April 2nd, 1907, 
while seated in a chair at his home, 
heart disease being the cause of his 
sudden demise. Within recent years 
Mrs. Martell had built and subse­
quently occupied a new borne id Peck 
street.

Mrs. Martell was 05 years of age 
and she is survived by four children— 
Fred Martell, Bibbing, Minn.; Elmer 
Martell, whoso borne is at Two Har. 
bors, Minn., but who recently started 
on a wedding trip through the south­
west; William Luraere, Hlbblng; and 
Miss Myra Martell, Negaunee. 
Among other surviving relatives are 
Israel Derocl.ur, Peierboro, Oot., u 
brother; Mrs. Elisabeth Shandray, of 
Gladstone, a sister; Ambrose Clement, 
Eseanaba, a brother-in-law; and Mrs. 
Frank Bourdage, Houghton, a sister- 
in-law.

Tbe funeral was held Wednesday, 
services being conducted at St. Paul’s 
Catholic Church and there being a 
large number of friends and relatives 
1q attendance, Including many from 
out of town, for Mrs. Martell bad a 
wide acquaintance, particularly In 
Kscanaba and in the smaller places 
between that city and Negaunee.

Library Circulation

City Politics Soon

A few more days will see a stir in 
city politics. The city iprlmary for 
the nomination of candidates to bo 
voted on at the city election on April 
3d. will be held on March 1st. At the 
city election voters will also ballot on 
candidates seeking nomination of 
president of the United States. The 
electors will not vote for delegates to 
the national convention, these repre­
sentatives will be chosen under the 
convention system.

Fire in Coal Pile

Tbe girls’ basketball game played 
last Saturday evening between Negau­
nee and Marquette high school teams, 
resulted in another victory for Negau­
nee. Tbe Negaunee gins piayed in 
good form and outclussud the visitors 
ut all stages of tbe game. Tbe score 
at the end of the first half was 9 to 5 
in favor of Negaunee, the final score 
being 17 and 9.

The circulation records of tbe Ne­
gaunee Public Library for tbe month 
of January showed marked gains over 
the preceding month as well a9 over 
the corresponding month of the pre­
ceding year. Twenty-nine new patrons 
were registered in January, bringing 
the total up to 2848. The total circu­
lation for the month of January was 
4004, of which 1767 were books for 
adults and 2237 were juvenile. Tbe 
adult books consisted of 1404 volumes 
of fiction and 363 non-fiction. The 
juveniles took 1770 fiction and 467 non­
fiction. Tbe record for December, 
1915, was: Adult, 1304; juvenile, 2270, 
total, 3580, giving January a gain of 
424. Tbe statistics of a year ago 
were: December, 1914, 3273 volumes; 
January, 1915, 3693 volumes. The 
companions of a year ago date back 
to. the period when the library had 
temporary quarters In the high school 
building, and since the Institution has 
had the advantago of the excellent ac­
commodations provided by tbe new 
city hail there has been a marked in­
crease in the use which the public 
makes of the library, both in tbe 
reading room aod in book circulation.

Death of. Mrs. Argali

Mrs. Irving H. Argali, wbo had 
been ill for tbe past eight months, 
died at 11:55 o’clock last Friday night 
at tho family borne in West Iron street, 
her death having occurred on the 
elevonlh anniversary of her marriage. 
Mrs. Argali bad been suffering from 
stomach trouble for some time and 
complications hud developed to un ex­
tent which gave little hope for her 
recovery.

Mrs. Argali was a native of Negau­
neo, her maiden name having been 
Emellne Eddy aod she having been 
born March 24th, 1886. Sbe was a 
daughter of Mr. and Mrs. William 
Eddy, tbe former of whom died twen­
ty-six years ago and tbo latter still 
being a resident of tbe Coroishtown 
location. Sbe wus married February 
5tb, 1905, to Irving H. Argali, who 
with a son, William George Argali, 
survives. There also survive a sister 
and four brothers of deceased—Mrs. 
Charles Rosevearu, John and Richard 
Eddy, Neg&unee; Charles and George 
Eddy, Hlbblng, Minn. The Hlbblng 
brothers paid a visit to Negaunee 
last December.

The funeral was held from the family 
home last Monday afternoon, eervices 
being conducted by Rey. R. T. T. 
Hicks, rector of St. John’s Episcopal 
Church. Deceased bad spent practi­
cally her entire life in Negaunee and 
she had many friends, to whom bor 
death, while still In tbe prime of life, 
bas brought deupeat sorrow.

A fire which bas been smouldering 
In the coal piles ut the Maas mine 
broke out about 10 o’clock last even-> 
ing and tbe lire department was sum­
moned. Six streams of water were 
poured upon the section of tbe pllo 
which was affected and the flames were 
subdued to an extent that permitted 
(he mine employes to take care of tho 
situation. As Is usually the case with 
fires of this sort, this section of the 
coal pile doubtless have to be opeoed 
up, the fuel spread out and all traces 
of fire exterminated before the coul 
can again be stored in compact form.

To Have Office Here

The Jones Sc Laughlin Ore Company 
whion operates the Rolling Mill raiue 
In this city, is planning to move its 
Marquette range headquarters from 
Uhpemlng to Negaunee. The offices 
have been located a t Ishpeming for 
many years, but since tho Luke Ango* 
line property was sold to The Clove- 
land-CHffs Iron Company the Jone9 Ac 
Laughlin people have no mining 
Interests in Ishpeming and it is nat­
ural that they should seek to have 
their executive forces closer to tbe 
scene of present operations.

By way of preparation for removal, 
the Jones Ac Laughlin people have 
opened negotiations with tho S. H. Ac 
E. F. Society for a ten year lease of a 
portion of the Scandinavian buildlog 
in Gold street. The proposal covers 
the use of the entlro ground floor, 
with an urea of nearly 3UxJ00/eot, and 
use of a portion of the basement. This 
would leave tho remaining portion of 
the basement and the hull on the sec­
ond floor for tbc use of the society.

While ibo negotiations have not 
been concluded, it Is understood that 
the parties are In agreement as to tbe 
essentials details and that tbe lease is 
likely to be consummated at a reason­
ably early date. Meauwhilo the offl- 
cials-of tho society are giving consid­
eration to plans for a heating plant 
which would serve the ontiro building. 
All systems are being given thought­
ful consideration, but the olllcluls are 
inclined to favor one of the newer 
gravity hot-air systems in which pro­
vision is aiso made for ventilation

The first Hour of the Scandinavian 
building has been occupied for store 
purposes the greater part of the time 
since the structure was erected, but 
during the past few months bas been 
untenuDled. The Negaunee National 
Bank was located there during tha 
time that its new business block was 
being constructed. Cooepar&tlvely 
little remodeling would bo required to 
fit tbe first floor for tbe needs of the 
mlnlqg company, but It Is probable 
that a fire proof vault would be con­
structed, divided into first Moor und 
basement sections.

TO ASK VOICE IN EMPIRE

One Effect of War Will Be Demand 
by India for Greater Degree of Au­

tonomy—Mohammedans of India 
Are Greatest Bulwark of 

the British Rule.

London.—’All effort* to stir up sorl- 
•us trouble for tlio British In India 
havo so far failed signally. Thu few 
aodltious movements noted havo had 
their origin in iliudu organlzatlous 
which antedate the great war.

Whon It is coosldored that the pop­
ulation of India—316,000,00—la more 
than throe times that of the United 
Statos, tho rolatlvo Insignificance of 
tbu few outbreaks In tho last year and 
*  half Is evident.

In such a great nation disorders are. 
Inevitable, In eittrar war or peace, just 
as tho Unltud Slates or any other na­
tion is nover quite free from labor 
troubles causing loss of life or prop­
erty. All the Information, official and 
otherwlso, received hero, shows that 
tho Indian empire Is profoundly quiet, 
except for the ovor-reatleas, warlike 
border tribes of tho Northwest.

Tho rulers of tho grent native inde­
pendent or semi-independent states, 
from the nlznm of Hyderabad with his
14.000. 000 people down, are loyal to 
their emperor. King George V of Eng­
land. They have contributed liber­
ally of their public and private means 
to assist Great Britain ugalnst hor 
enemies. Many of their relatives aro 
active members of the British army.

The Mohammedans of India, far 
from being an etynent to be distrust­
ed, are tbe greatest bulwark of Brit­
ish rule. This minority of 75,000,000 
has always sided with the British as 
Its protectors ug&irtst tho more numer­
ous Hindus. It is stated hero that no 
Mohammedan huu evor been convicted 
of complicity In u treasonable enter­
prise in India.

Just Quiet Farmers.
It must bo remembered that of tho

800.000. 000 people in India at loast
250.000. 000 aro (pilot, unoducatod, gon- 
tie agriculturalists, quite uninterest­
ed in politics, asking from their gov­
ernment only u chanco to till their lit­
tle farms in peace ami caring no fur­
ther us to the character of their 
rulers.

It must not be concluded from theso 
facts that tho world wur Is without 
Important effect on India. Tho Hindu 
Intellectual leaders see the grow­
ing prominence ef Canada, South Af­
rica, Australia afid New Zealand in 
the empire. Thoy know that thoso 
British doinlnious will soon ask a 
placo in tho councils of the empire, 
and a voice In the peaco congress 
which shall follow tho war.

li.oy bollevo that tho tlmo has como 
for India to havo a voico in the cm- 
piro, too. They demand a further de­
gree of autonomy for India, something 
approximating thu freedom of Eng­
land’s white dependencies.

This was dourly But forth by tho 
Indlun National outgrow at Bombay 
on December JO, which unanimously 
adopted a rcsolutlo i dmnumliug self- 
government for India.

At tho sumo time (ho delegates to 
tho congress heartily applauded Baba 
Burondranth Bnnnerjeo when he said: 

‘'India's devotion to tho throno dur­
ing tho wur has been unsurpassed." 

Fellow Feeling Among Asiatics. 
India, like otlnw eastern nations, is 

permeated, too, witli (he spirit of 
"Asia for the Aslutlcs.” Mespito tho 
long hostility between certain nations, 
notably China mid Japan, there is de­
veloping a fellow feeling In Aslullc 
nations against European dictation. 
An llluHtratlon was an Incident which 
occurred in Tok-yo hi December.

Two young Indians, British huI>- 
Joels, received hours' notion to 
leave Japan, tint reason being their al­
leged complicity In German plots to 
foment disturbances in India, The no. 
tlco was so liniMi that tho only vessel 
by which tin* deportees could sail 
was bound fur Shanghai, whoro they 
wen) liable to arrest by tho British 
consul.

Tho Indians laid thotr hard ease 
hcl'om sympathizers in the Japanese 
press. landing independent politi­
cians were approached. In n lew hours 
a formidable agitation was afoot, A 
deputation waited on the foreign min­
ister and asked 1 (mi the older tdiouhi 
be withdrawn nr altered so as to per­
mit Uio Indians to board a ship bound 
for Amerhu.

Tho nilnlstor refused, whereupon 
tho government was dolled. A lead­
ing member if tho diet who delights 
to act tho part of a "renin," or fne 
Janeo (literally u warrior without u 
lord), took the Indians to his home 
and kept them there tilt tho time 
specified in the i.rler hud expired. 

Feared a Flare-Up.
Tho authorities drew u cordon of 

pollen round his house but did not 
risk entering and removing the In­
dium*. Next morning they covered up 
their capitulation hy saying thu In­
dians had escaped which nobody bo- 
liovod, thu efficiency of tho Jupuuuit

police In tin  matter of surve|llun<c 
being well known. Tho Indians prob­
ably havo sailed for America.

The Interesting point about this de­
fiance of the Japanese government 
is the ludicrously small means by 
which the great engine of government 
was slopped. The mass of tho Jap­
anese nation knew nothing of the 
Indians, and cared nothing. Tho urt 
was the work of a hundful of met) 
on tin* Tokyo press, hacked hy half 
n dozen political free lances. XnqUos- 
IIoijh or policy were involved. Then* 
was, ia tlm official eye, notlAng what­
ever to make a fuss about. Why did 
tlm government climb down?

They t»-arwl a flare up. They Te- 

moiuhered that 18 months ago, ov&r 
just such a small matter, Involving a 
couple of Chinese students, tho di­
rector of tho political bureau of tho 
loreign office was ussaHsiunted hy u 
funuUc us ho was entering his house, 
and small but angry armed mobs ter­
rorized officialdom.

Tho beliefs which Inspired the agi­
tation were (l) that tho Indians were 
not German agents, but bona-fido revo­
lutionaries, and (2) that tho Japanese 
government waa acting at the request 
of tho British und not of Its own Ini­
tiative. Japan Is England's ally, and 
Is bound in terms of tho alliance to 
assist England If India Is attacked by 
a hostile power. But the Japanese 
people aro daoply jealous of all for­
eign inlhionces in Asia, of which they 
consider themselves leadors. "Japan, 
lord of the Orient" Is a frequent 
phr&Bo In tho Japanoso press these 
days.

No Serious Revolution.
Like seutlmcnts aro warmly wel­

comed In many parts of India. This 
cannot bo denied. But as far as ac­
tive revolution goes, Great Britain so 
far has seen nothing which looked for­
midable.

Tho most extensive outbreak since 
the beginning of the war occurred near 
Lahore, when as a result 24 Indians 
were executed and 27 others sentenced 
to imprisonment for life.

Tho Nutive press were quite unani­
mous In ascribing the munitions agita­
tion to the work of a bund of conspira­
tors locatod on tho P&clflc slope of 
America for several years. These con­
spirators are doclared here to have 
sent emissaries to India who tried to 
stir up antagonism to British rule.

It is also known hero that between 
the middle of June and tho middle o! 
September of last year 17 Indian cav­
alrymen in the Punjab und Bengal 
were sentenced to death for mutiny, 
making bombs, und cutting telegraph 
wires, and 71 others wero convicted 
of other offenses.

J. Austen Chamberlain, secretary of 
state for India, stated publicly in the 
house of commons that tho disloyalty 
of somo of the native troops In north­
ern India was due to the activities of 
un anti-British association having Its 
headquarter* in tho United States. 
China is another center for anti-Brit- 
lnh plotting.

Gaekwar Only Suspect.
As to the Hindu organization In tho 

United States, it has been at work 
slnco 1BU7. It comprises natives of 
India who aro highly educatod; also 
members of tho Clun-Nu-Gael, und of 
late many Germans and Amorican pro- 
Germans. One of the announced alms 
of the organization is to start a mutiny 
In India lu 1917 to commomorato tho 
"Diamond Jublloo of tho Mutiny of 
1857."

The Hindus in America havo a 
newspaper dnvotod to tholr Interest 
and also a school of Instruction for thu 
purpose of educating natives of India 
In the use of arms. British agents 
clOBoly watch theso activities. They 
aro still of negligible extent.

If a revolution ever does gain head­
way in Indiu, there la only one im­
portant nutive prlnco whom tho Brit­
ish will havo cause to suspect. This 
is tho gaekwar of Buroda, well known 
in thu United Slates, who is reported to 
have encouraged Hindus in anti-Brit- 
ish views. The gnekwar Is in 111 so­
cial repute both in London and In In­
dia because ho married a dancer.

AS A SPANISH SEN0RITA

BRITISH AND GREEK TRANSPORTS CONTRASTED
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Guerrilla Chief Metes Out Stern 
Justice to Evildoers.

Executed" Man Escapee and la Now 
Safe in America After Being 

Stabbed and Thrown Into 
Vacdar River.

Gievgell, Serbia.—Ono of the most 
picturesque figures of the European 
war is tho Serbian "komltndji" or 
guerrilla Ivan Stolkovltch, known to 
fame as "Babounsky." Tbe name is 
drawn from tho famous Bubouua Pass, 
where recently tho Serbs so long hold 
the invading Bulgarians at bay. lvun 
Stolkovltch comes from that part of 
Serbia und Is therefore known to his 
followers und to tbe Serbian popula­
tion at large by a nickname Indicating 
the fuct.

A slight man, tall, with honest gray- 
blue eyes and the pale features of a 
student, ho impresses the stranger 
with anything but the terror which his 
name inspires. Nor do his looks belie 
his real profession. For the redoubt­
able "Babounsky" was a schoolteach­
er until tired by an ardent patriotism 
he gave up his classes to gather about 
him a band of intrepid spirits In tbe 
tight for tho release of the Turkish 
part of Serbia from tho Ottoman yoke.

Ever since the first Balkan wur 
he and fils followers have been undor 
arms. Unrecognized hy tho laws of 
war, they have taken their own risks 
of capturo and instunt execution. 
Their refuge is in tho Serbian moun­
tains, and thoy have been willing to 
trust their security to their own as­
tuteness and the impregnability of 
their numerous hiding places.

Especially since the complete 
breakdown of tho Serbian administra­
tion, has "Babounsky" become a per­
sonage of prime Importance in Ser­
bia. Hoforu the advancing German 
and Bulgarian armlos town after town 
was evacuated, only the Turks and the 
Bulgarians remaining. Whllo waiting 
for the arrival of tho armies of their 
compatriots they were not averse to 
going through the deserted Serbian 
dwellings and acquiring a fow useful 
articles. “Babounsky" did not ap­
prove of this. Naturally the deserted 
dwellings and alt in them would fall 
into the hands of the conquerors. 
That was all right—the chanco of war. 
But that former neighbors-should do 
thu looting was not In "Buhounsky’s" 
code. And those who tried It were 
dealt with lu u most summary man­
ner.

Whoever among tho Bulgarians was 
suspected of giving information to the 
advancing Bulgar armies also received 
short shrift. A story Is told of the 
first Balkan war when a curtain 
pseudo-Serb known as "Kochko" was 
suspected of treason to the Serbian 
cause. "Ilabounsky’s" band appeared 
upon the scene ono night uml 
"Kechko" and four others wero ar­
rested. tried in secret by tho hand at 
midnight and sentenced to be "sent 
to Salonlkl”—that Is, taken to the 
banks of tho Vnrdar river, stabbed 
and thrown In, tholr bodies to drift 
down with tho curront to Salonlkl. 
All ilvo were lined up on thu bank. 
"HnboWhsky" gave tho signal for tho 
fatal blows to be struck. But unfor­
tunately "Kechko's" executioner, a 
lawyer from Belgrade, had nover 
killed a man before and his hand 
slipped. The llvo bodies were thrust 
into tho Vurdur, but "Kechko" waa 
still alive.

A week later tho Serbian consul at 
Salonlkl was culled to tho hospital. 
"Kechko” told him tho story of his 
oHcupo from ileuth, but begged that it 
be kept secret until after his depar­
ture for the United Slates, I'URnnlo- 
ly recovered from the unskillful stab 
of tho Belgrade lawyer, "Koehko" 
quietly departed for America.

Whenever tbe allied troops have 
net (I of fresh tii<<ui or wood or mules 
one of the officers acquaints a Serbian 
with wlmt is required. The next day 
20 sheep, two cords of wood, or 
Bin muli'H are brought Into Ncgotin or 
Kaplmdar, as tbe case may bo. by a 
Serbian peasant. Tho peasant col­
lects an cqnllablo sum for the goods 
delivered, and (a lime each Serbian 
who bus li"',n Involuntarily levied up­
on for lamb or wood .or mules re­
ceives bis payment. "Babounsky" 
does not even keep u commission.

Civilian Prisoners of War Well 
Cared for in England.

Correspondent Visits Britain’s Mili­
tary City and Discovers Why Cap- 

lives Find Joy In Confinement 
—Hove Theater Privileges.

By WILBUR S. FORRE8T. 
London. — Alexandra palace, Eng­

land's largest single Internment camp 
for civilian prisoners of war, corre­
sponding to Germany's Ruhleben, near 
Berlin, is the fascinating interesting 
British military city I was permitted 
to visit today. No other press repre­
sentatives were there; and this is the 
first time a press man has been per­
mitted to enter this camp.

More thar 3,000 enemy aliens, rich 
and poor, from all parts of the world, 
are living at Alexandra palace. North 
London. Hundreds of Croats and 
Poles from Pittsburgh and Detroit, 
captured on their way home to flgbt; 
well-known European musical artists. 
Interned while performing In England; 
Germans and Austrians taken from 
ships In the Atlantic and the North 
sea, and Austro-German directors of 
big British Anns, together with alien 
inhabitants of England, some of 30 
years' residence, make a unique and 
remarkable colony—for tho duration 
of the war.

There 1s no social distinction In the 
three battnllons of a thousand men 
each. Military discipline prevails. It 
affects the English-German aristocrat 
and tho lowliest Pittsburgh sieol 
worker alike. A company of British 
soldiers guards tho palace, which in 
peace time serves as a lx)ndon Coney 
Island, or White City,

Tliero aro benevolent societies, di­
rectors’ meetings, Institutes of paint­
ing. drawing, sculpture; a theater that 
that would do credit to Broadway, 
workshops for dozens of trades, a fully 
equipped hospital; schools, post offi­
ces. football and swodlsh drill; laun­
dries, mammoth spotless kltchons, 
stores and shops, commodious bath­
rooms and dozens of other things in­
side the barbed wire inclosing this 
multitude.

“Thoy are making tho best of it 
and It Is my duty to lot them enjoy 
life to the limit of military possibili­
ties,” remarked Col. Frood Walker, a 
British regular army veteran of twen­
ty years In tho Oriont. who Is tho com­
mandant.

DAUGHTER OF EARL CURZ0N
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The commandant's words voice tho 
British attitude toward prisoners of 
war, both military and civilian. It 
considers the human side of those 
forced to live behind wire entangle­
ments. Once a week the comm&ndaut 
turns over his office to prisoners who 
have complaints. He hears the stories 
and does what he can.

Twice weekly the commandant per­
sonally Inspects every one of the 2.000 
beds boused under the great roofs of 
the palace. These beds are neat and 
clean, with four blankets and a soft 
mattress for each.

There are elgL. cooks for every 
thousand prisoners. The food Is pre­
pared and taken to three great mess- 
rooms, each of whtch can compare 
In floor space to the main lobby of 
New York’s Grand Central station. 
Here Is the food allowance, per man 
per day: One and one-half pounds of 
white bread, one-half pound of meat, 
one-half pound of potatoes, two ounces 
of peas, lentils, beans or rice; two 
ounces of sugar, one-half ounce of tea 
or two ounces of coffee, ono ounce of 
margarine or two ounces of cheese, 
tinned milk, salt and pepper. There 
Is afternoon tea with bread and but­
ter.

Each battalion has a large canteen 
where a prisoner may augment his 
food supply. Tho wealthier internes 
freely patronize the canteens, but tbe 
ordinary fare Is better than the av­
erage Pittsburgh steel workor ever 
had In his life. Theso Pittsburghers 
aren't anxious for the war to close. 
They’re satisfied.

The Amorican embassy, godfather of 
all enomy aliens In the British Isles, 
works hand In hand with a apodal 
committee of tho wealthier Internod 
men to c&ro for the special wants of 
tho poor.

Almost every prisoner looks for­
ward eagerly to the weekly theater. 
Here artists, some high la tho pro- 
fORslon, perform vaudovlllo stunts. 
Professional actors present tho latest 
playB. The theater will seat 1.500 
persons. The sconory was painted by 
artists who rank high in British and 
Gorman art clrclos, and is Infinitely 
better than that found in tho average 
London playhouse.

A smaller hall, for 500 persons, is 
set asldo for tho evening musicals. 
This hall is always crowded. At a 
night concert llorr F. Lorant, an 
Austrian violinist, who will be heard 
In America after the war. was tho star 
attraction.

LONDON IS MORE ENGLISH
Directory Shows That Many Teuton* 

Have Deeerted Capital 8lnce 
Outbreak of War.

London.—"Kelly’s Post Office Lon­
don Directory" for 1916 carries prao- 
tlcally as much weight as ovor. Last 
year It weighed 14 pounds 14 ounces, 
and tho Iosb of 50 pagos, largely due 
to tho disappearance of many 
Schmidts, Schneiders and other bear­
ers of Teutonic names, has not given 
It any look of emaciation. About 3,500 
pages remain.

The Schmidts have made a notable 
exodus. In the London section their 
number Is reduced from 48 to 22, while 
in tbe country and surburbs their 
strength Is now only eight as against 
18 last year.

Many smalt tradesmen have given 
up business since tho 1915 directory 
waa compiled. In tho London trade* 
section thero Is a column less of 
bakers, representing a falling off of 
about one hundred, but most of the 
names that have gone are German. 
In the county and suburbs sectlnp 
there is a drop of about sixty bakers 
for tho samo reason. At a time when 
Great Britain is believed to be a  na­
tion of shcllmakers the lists of 27 am­
munition .makers and eight cartridge 
manufacturers look very modest.

Sixty-nine new trade headings are 
introduced. They Include two maker* 
of periscopes.

SHIPS TO DEFY TORPEDOES
Our Future War Vessels Will Be Proof 

Against Them, Is Opinion 
of Experts.

Washington.—Future American bat- 
tloshtps will ho nblo to survive tho ex­
plosion of u singlo torpedo against 
their hulls, regardless of whero thoy 
are struck, In the opinion of navy ex­
perts. Experiments which havo boon 
In progress for more than a year have 
demonstrated that two or more torpe­
does must find their murk beforo these 
ships can ho sont to tho bottom.

The two supordreadnaughts and 
two buttlo crulsurs congross has boon 
asked to uuthorlzo this year will be 
designed on this plan. Battleships 43 
and 44 have uddod interior construc­
tion resulting from tho study made of 
tho question of torpedo defenso since 
the outbreak of tho European war, 
but later ships will have oven In­
creased provisions in this regard.

Tho experiments aro continuing and 
officials expect furthor Information on 
tho subject to be developed. Details 
of tho work are regarded as confiden­
tial, but It Is known that soino ex­
ports uro hopeful that a typo of con­
struction will bo evolved which will 
greatly reduce tho effectiveness of 
either mines or torpedoes ugulnst 
hoavy ships.

Bird Sanctuary of 1,500 Acres at Greenwich, Conn.
G REENWICH, CONN,—E.C. Convcrso, multimillionaire, will make his 1,506 

acres boro into a bird sanctuary to aid the nutlonul movement for tbs 
conservation of bird life. Mr. Converse aud George A. Drew, manager of tbs 
big estate, Conyors Manor, are en­
thusiastic over the plan. An ornithol­
ogist of high ability will be selected 
from the Massachusetts Agricultural 
college and wilt bo ordorod to make 
Conyers Munor un Ideal bird refuge.

Hie work will Includo tho ruising 
of wild ducks and the winter foeding 
and protection of insectivorous birds, 
this including tho setting out of nest­
ing boxes uud lessening the enemies 
of birds' life.

A bird census will bo taken at the 
sturt and coiupurlsous made as the work progresses. Special attention wik 
he given to the Increase ot insect-outing birds. Now 34,000 fruit troos uri 
protected from their insect oumnies by spraying. This work ot sprayini 
will bo lessened materially when the birds fill the orchards.

Quull uud grouse will be protected from human hunters and otbei 
enemies. Systematic feeding will prevent deaths by starvation In a severe 
winter. Wild ducks will be raised upon un extensive scalo and rueusurev 
tukcu to nrako the lake of 10 acres especially attractive to wild breeding 
pvlrs The r<-d squirrels which now Infest the great stretches of woods wUi 
be kept lu chocs,

MUST BE PROTECiEO
Shipowners’ Argument Should Be 

Effective.

Same Principle Applies to Them as to 
the Manufacturer—American Wage 

Scale and Living Conditions 
Must Be Preserved.

Shipowners recently have made the 
argument that in ordinary times they 
will not bo ablo to keep up the present 
puce, owing to the lower cost of op­
erating European ships. They point 
out thut as a result of the higher 
Americuu wage scale and the extra 
employees who must be engaged the 
cost of operating un American ship in 
some Instances is $1,200 a month high­
er than that of a European ship.

No better argument could be made 
in favor of the protective tariff sys­
tem. The difficulty that shipowners 
find In competing with foreign ships 
Is the samo difficulty thut American 
manufacturers And in competing with 
foreign products. It has been said 
that the cost of production and the 
cost of luhor are almost synonymous 
terms in the United States. Repub­
lican platforms have defined the pro­
tective tariff as u tariff that equals 
the cost of production at home and 
abroad. It might almost be described as 
a tariff that equals the difference in 
wages at home and abroad.

There have always been better 
wage and living conditions In the 
United States than in Europe. There 
can be no backward step. A way must 
be found to preserve the American 
wage scale and American living con­
ditions on land and on sea.

Danger In Present Tariff.
The Germans have had a virtual mo­

nopoly on the sale of dyestuffs In 
the United States. Under the pres­
ent tariff law It would not be neces­
sary for Germany to sell Jr. the United 
States at prices below those charged 
In Germany. It would be necessary 
for her merely to engage In ordinary 
competition with the new infant dye­
stuff industry, which under ordinary 
conditions without a protective tariff 
would go to tho wall.

Tho administration recognizes the 
danger, but turns aside from the ob­
vious remedy, which is tho establish­
ment of a protective tariff to equal 
the difference In the cost of produc­
tion at home and abroad. Since there 
is no other remedy, however, and 
since the situation must bn faced, tho 
administration is adopting protection 
under another name. Certainly the 
proposed anti-dumping law, suggested 
ns an amendment to one of tho anti­
trust laws, is a very clear form of 
protection. Its purpose is protection. 
It is a repudiation of the free-trade 
theory that American manufacturers, 
wit)] their higher wago scales and 
higher production costB, can, never­
theless, compete on &n equal footing 
with European manufacturers.

Sees Republican Victory.
"There is no question in the minds 

of tho Republicans of New Mexico and 
the states of the Southwest thut the 
noxt occupant of the White House will 
ho a Republican," said Senator A. H. 
Fall of New Mexico, in an Interview. 
"As for a candidate, the Republicans 
of that section are ready to support 
any man the onventlon may name. 
They are not particular so long as ho 
Is a Republican. Their one desire is 
to have a change of udmlnistrutlnn. 
They believe tho present administra­
tion has demonstrated how impossible 
It Is for the Democrats to rui. the af­
fairs of state aud government. 1 be­
lieve the people throughout the nation 
have mude up their minds to get rid 
of Democratic control.

“The president was dead right when 
he said n few weeks ago to tho mem­
bers of his nationai committee Hint 
tho tariff will be one or the btg Issue* 
of tho next campaign. We were afraid 
the administration would try to avoid 
it. I believe I can speak for the Re­
publicans of the Southwest when l 
say that they wilt he satisfied with 
any candidate tin* Chicago convention 
may nominate, for ho will he a Repub­
lican.”

Progress Through Protection.
The United States bus fur out­

stripped Europe along humanitarian 
linos. It Is because the United Htiit<-- 
has worked under a protective tariff 
from the very beginning of its axis 
tenet*, with but few lapses, that thN 
progress has been possible. What­
ever laws are to bo enacted, whether 
for regulation on land or on sea, 
should bn bused upon tho principle 
that higher standards of living for 
Americans must continue.

Unfriendly Friends.
When tho president got back from 

his honeymoon ho found that some <■ 
his Democratic friends had been sav­
ing that bis re-election Is doubtful.

[ CHOSEN PRESIDENT OF SWITZERLAND 1
The annua) presidential election 

took place recently at Herne, the 
Swiss capital, quietly and systematic­
ally as usual. No speeches and no 
advance campaigning preceded this 
important event, and yet, democratic 
Switzerland is unanimously confident 
that the honor of the presidency has 
been conferred upon a man worthy of 
this distinction.

The president-elect, ('amille I)e- 
coppet, a lawyer by profession and 
statesman and orator of repute, is at 
present vice president of the republic 
and bead of the military department. 
He was bom at Suscevaz, near Yver- 
don, c&nton of Vaud, on June 4, 1862, 
and started his political career In 181)9 
when he was elected member of the 
national council. In 1900 he became 
a member of tho council of states and 
in 19U6 ho advanced to tin* presidency 
of that body for the year 1907. With 
his election into tho federal council 

in 1912 bo attained the highest political degree which a Swiss statesman 
can look for, culminating, as it does. In the vice presidency and presidency 
of the confederation.

The office of president of tho Swiss confederation provides by no means 
& lucrative income, compared with the high-salaried government positions in 
this country. Up to three years ago the yearly income of tho chief magis­
trate of the republic amounted to $3,000 only, and it was then raised to 
$4,000, which sum is now considered a  very-good salary.

CLAUDE KUCHIN’S ROOMMATE
Once, during a national conven­

tion, Claude Kltchln, Democratic floor 
leader of the house, found the hotels 
overcrowded and was compelled to 
share a room with a  very nervous in­
dividual.

" ‘Ah,’ he cxclaimod; ‘that's a great Idea!' And so he struck our only 

match, satisfied himself that It w^s a good match and went buck to bed, 
where he slept like a log the rest of the night.”

Miss Margaret Kerfoot, chief of 
the division which fills and ships or­
ders to the 64,000 post offices through­
out this country, is tho efficient wom­
an In tho cuse.

She has been working in the bu­
reau of engraving and printing for 32 
years, and though the figures of last 
year’s stump output and her record- 
breaking infallibility are startling 
enough to deserve especial mention, 

she may, nevertheless, bo found any day In her huge basement office of the 
bureau’s new building on tho Spocdway, filling stamp ardors with a remurk- 
able aversion to error.

Her record for perfection Is a matter of pride, not only to herself, but 
also to Director Ralph of the bureau.

All of the Iron ore mines are accu­
mulation stockpiles in preparation for 
next season ’s demand and it is already 
evident that operations are to be on a 
much larger scale than for several 
years pant. Buying of finished and 
semi-finished Iron and steel products 
is steadily increasing, and while the 
mills have generous stocks of ore on 
haod or directly provided /or, the 
steady depletion of these stores in­
sures activity at the mines, both 
throughout the winter and next sea­
son as woll.

“Firmly entrenched behind a moun­
tainous barricade of orders, American 
steel manufacturers are in a position 
to view with indifference the assaults 
of frenzied buyers on third and fourth 
quarter output,’* says the Cleveland 
Iron Trade Review. “ But in the 
furtherance of those policies of co­
operation and mutual assistance in­
troduced to the business world by the 
iron and steel trade, leading manufac­
turers are now opening their books 
for third, and in some cases for fourth 
quarter business at prices on a sub­
stantial parity with prevailing figures”

Kastern pig iron centers are con­
vinced that a new buying movement is 
not far distant. Munition orders 
6how no signB of decreasing. Within 
the p&6t week leading European na­
tions have closed for nearly 400,000 
tons of shell steel for last half ship­
ment. American railroads placed 
orders in January for about 21,700 
new cars.

Tuberculosis Week

Tbe week beginning March 6th has 
been designated by the 6tate superin­
tendent of public instruction as “ Tu­
berculosis Week” io tbe schools of 
Michigan, and teachers in both public 
and parochial schools are asked to 
co-operate in this important educa­
tional work.

This is to be an anti-tuberculosis 
year in Michigan, $100,000 having 
oeen appropriated for a campaign 
against this disease, which annually 
carries off 2500 people in Michigan 
and 100,000 in the nation as a whole. 
Physicians estimate that 75 to IK) per 
cent of all persons become infected 
with this disease at some time during 
their life, yet the disease may be re­
sisted or overcome through correct- 
living hublis. The school's part in 
eradicating the disease is mainly 
along the line of prevention—to train 
the boys and girls in health habits.

In order to make the campaign uni­
form, Fred L. Keeler, state superin­
tendent of public instruction, has out­
lined a scries of lessons for tbe week 
beginning March Gth and b&s prepar­
ed a bulletin to aid the local teachers 
in presenting the work. The individ­
ual topics and tboir dates are as fol­
lows:

Monday. March 6—“ Fresh Air nod 
How to Get I t .”

Tuesday, March 7 —“Goods Food 
and Proper Ealing Habits.”

Wednesday, March 8—“ Rest and 
Exercise.”

Thursday, March 6 —“Cleanliness 
and What It Will Do for You.”

Friday, March 10—“Clothing and 
Dress.”

The Republic high school bauketbnll 

teems have discovered that there is 
bitter its well ns sweet in pursuit of 
honors in this ereat indoor winter 
pastime, for the recent excursion into 
the neighboring precincts of Cham­
pion resulted disastrously to both Re­
public teams. The score in the game 
in which the first teams participated 
was 31 to 13 in favor of Champion. 
The second team fared somewhat bet­
ter in the matter of score, it being 16 
to 10, but the honors wereChampion’s 
nevertheless.

The Cleveland-ClilTs Iron Company 
was given a verdict in its tax suit in 
the circuit court against the towoshlp 
of Republic, hut it is oecesiary for 
Judge Flannlgao to pass upon some 
legal points Involved in the suit be* 
tore the verdict as returned by the 
jury becomes binding. The company 
based its claim for a refund of taxes 
upon the contention that the sale price 
of the property in 1914, given as 
$<100,000, should be used in computing 
the valuation; whereas the valuation 
as originally approved by the state 
tax commission was $1,560,000. Tbe 
company paid the taxes on the higher 
valuation under protest and subse­
quently brought suit to recover the 
difference. Meanwhile tbe company 
secured an assessment rehearing from 
the stale tax commission and taxes 
subsequently assessed have been upon 
a valuation of $000,000. The jury 
which heard the case returned a ver­
dict of $6,595.37 in favor of the min­
ing company, ana this is tbe amount 
which the Township of Republic will 
have to refund unless Judge Flanni- 
gan should find some technical flaws 
which would vitally affect tbe status 
of the case.

Both Milwaukee and Chicago are in 
the third zone, but tbe fourth zone 
line begins just a little south of Chi­
cago.

Louisville, Pitts­
burgh, fourth zone: Augusta, Me., 
Atlunta, Ga., New York, Philadelphia, 
Washington, D. C., fifth zone; New 
Orleans, Mobile, Ala., Butte, Mont., 
sixth zooe; Bisbee, Ariz., Sacrameoto, 
Cala..

Its summit is reached by 
passing from lloulder field, which lies 
12,000 feet up. through an opening in 
tho rocky wall known as Keyhole out 
upon the side of a sharp-angled slope 
covered with porpetual ico and snow, 
which slants from near the summit far 
down the mountain side to end In a 
nearly precipitous drop of a good deal 
mote than a thousand feet into Gla­
cier gorge.

This is railed tho Trough and it is 
ascended by steps cut in the ico and 
snow, whieh are frequently obliterated 
by fresh snowfalls and must be re­
newed continually. So far, none of 
the hardy scalers of tho summit, 
which include, by the way, an in­
creasing number of women, has lost 
control on tills dangerous slope, 
though stories are whispered of occa­
sional slips caught just In time.

Mr. Roper, while ascending tho low­
er levels, met four young men, two of 
them with frozen feet, who had been 
held overnight on tho summit by a 
snow squall obliterating the steps too 
late In the day to enable them to cut 
new ones on their descent.

In the Face of a Gale.
“As there was a heavy snow on tho 

summit of Long's peak tho night after

ing tho steps in the ice through the 
Trough. My fears were well founded. 
More than half of the steps were not 
only lilled but entirely covered and 
obliterate!, so that it was impossible 
to locate them. There were several 
places from fifty to a hundred feet 
wide or moro between the bowlders 
along the side of the Trough whore 
there was no sign of any footing, and 
If one should start to Blip it was hard 
to see just where ono might expect to 
stop. The only certain place appeared 
to be down near Glacier lake, some 
2,000 feet below.

“In these places I made steps by re­
peated kicks with my heel, at the 
name time making hand holds higher 
up with my hands lu the crusty snow.

“Fortunately, I was able to find the 
steps in that portion of the side of the 
Trough that was covered with Ice. In 
ono place i attempted to go down over- 
a bowlder by lowering rnyBelf feet 
first, but after getting so far that I 
swung freely below tho chest I found 
It impossible to find safe footing and 
had to climb up ogaln over the bowl­
der. As this bowlder was located In a 
position with a steep crusty snow 
slope below it, the climbing up was at­
tended with somo danger, and espe­
cially so as the first part of the climb­
ing consisted of a series of kicks and 
wriggles in an attempt to lift my 
clothing clear of the rough bowlder 
and to move forward at the s&me time 
until I could bring my foot or knee 
into action.

“Tho trail was very dim after get­
ting out of the Trough. Several times

1 arrived at the inn," writes Mr. Roper, 
“1 was advised not to attempt the as­
cent for several days on account of 
the danger. I therefore waited until 
the fourth day after the snow. Start­
ing about seven in the morning, I rode 
alone nnd without guide to lloulder 
field, where tho horse was left. 1 had 
some description of the appeurance of 
the Keyhole, and it had been suggest­
ed thut perhaps 1 would find difficulty 
lu getting by the snow in the Trough 
und might do better to climb the bowl­
ders along the aide. The geological 
survey map constituted the rest of my 
information about the ascent.

“Walking across lloulder field I was 
somewhat sheltered from the wind, 
which was blowing a gale from the 
southwest. On reaching the Keyhole 
1 found tho wind blowing uguinut me 
an strong that J could hardly aland. I 
therefore retraced a few steps, sat 
down in the leu of a projecting rock 
and uto a portion of my lunch. It was 
so cold that there appeared to be no 
prospect of rain nl higher attitudes, 
and 1 therefore left at this point my 
Iviiupuuck containing my raincoat, the 
remainder of my lumh and a few oth­
er Incidentals.

Cutting Steps in the Ice.
“After leaving the Keyhole the gen­

eral direction of the truil was indl- 
cated by a few cairns, but they were 
very scarce. Tho footprints In tho 
snow of it party that had made tho us- 
cent thu previous tiny were of consid­
erable uHhlMnnce ami particularly ho 
in thu Trough, where 1 found their 
Hteps cut in the ice und crusty snow.
J did iml have to cut more thun six or 
eight steps, ami as ) hud nothing that 
could he used for the purpose except 
my hunting knife this wus very fortu- 
nute.

"The uscent from the Keyhole to 
the summit required an hour und thir­
ty minutes. In the Trough 1 wus on 
uil fours ubout half tho time and did 
considerable elimblug over and 
amongst the bowlders. I wjuld char­
acterize the ascent as dangerous rath­
er thun difficult. There was n- sr.ow 
of any consequence except in the 
Trough, ulthnugh the notes In the 
register on tin* summit showed thut 
the party hud found two inches on the 
summit the previous day.

“1 hud taken < pp«*rtunlty to enjoy 
the many luugmiicent views on the 
way up tho peak, and it was fortunate 
thut 1 did sc, as I there found a storm 
gathering, tho clouds being about on 
tho level with tho summit of tho peak 
and snow' starting fall. I made u 
slight tour of the summit and then 
located and examined th" register of 
the Colorado Mount.i‘n Huh.

Mflhting a Snow St.'rm.

I found myself a considerable distance 
above tho trail, and nearly descended 
through the transom, If there is ono, 
Instead of tho Keyhole. The difficul­
ties in the Trough and In losing the 
trail resulted In my making the de­
scent to the Keyhole in an hour and 
thirty-five minutes, or five minutes 
longer than the time required for tho 
ascent."

Important Events in Sweden, 

Norway and Denmark.

BRIEFS FROM OLD COUNTRY

Interesting Items From the Three
Greet Kingdoms of the North Se­

lected for 8candlnavlane and 
Their Deecendante.

By MARTIN W. ODLAND.

Norway.
What Is pronounced the most de­

structive (Ire that has ever devastated 
a  Norwegian city laid low ubout one- 
third of the city of llergon a few days 
ago. The property loss is estimated 
at 116,000,000 and 2,000 porsons were 
rendered homeless. It was the busi­
ness section of tho city that was de­
stroyed and business has been tem­
porarily paralyzed In this leading com­
mercial center of Norway. A relief 
ship promptly sailed from Christiania 
with food and clothing for tho home­
less peoplo, and tho king and minister 
of war hurried to the scene to ren­
der whatever aid was In their power.

The difficulties of tbe 2,000 persons 
now without homes were increased 
by tho fact that the largest storage 
houses, filled with provisions for sup­
plying tho surrounding country, were 
burned. It Is harder to obtain gro­
ceries today than at any time since 
the outbreak of the war.

Bergen never was so flourishing as 
at the beginning of the present year, 
these conditions being due largely to 
tho Increased merchant marlno.

Tho fire started Saturday evening 
In an ironmonger’s shop and fanned 
by a hurricane, tbe flames spread rap­
idly and soon enveloped all tho busi­
ness portion of the city.

All tho largest buildings, including 
hotels, newspaper offices and telegraph 
and telephono exchanges, wore de­
stroyed. The telegraph officials 
worked bravely In sending messages 
until their last lines were broken.

The firemen endeavored to circum­
scribe the area of the fire, but tbetr 
task wqb hopeloss. To prevent a 
further spread of the conflagration, 
they finally blew up buildings on tho 
outer edge of tho path of tho flames.

Next to Christiania, Bergen is the 
largest city in Norway and was for 
conturles the metropolis of tho land, 
Christiania having taken the lead in 
the nineteenth century. Even today 
It Is tho principal seaport, more ships 
entering Its harbor thun that of the 
capital city. It has always been prom­
inent as a commercial center, tbo big­
gest merchants of Norway being lo­
cated there until half a century ago.

•  •  •

A Christiania dispatch says that the 
Norwegian government proposes to 
lovy special assessments against cer­
tain Industries whoso earnings have 
Increased by reason of the war, in 
order to secure revenue to meet the 
extraordinary expenses incurred by 
tho government during tho war. Tho 
assessments will full heaviest on the 
shipping Industry, tho earnings of 
which have boon fabulous, and In the 
next placo on tho electro chemical, cop­
per, nickel, pyrites, and wood pulp in­
dustries, all of which have made good 
money since the advent of tho Euro­
pean war. The assessments will he 
levied In the form of foes rather thun 
taxis, as the former can bo collected 
when the extraordinary earnings are 
being made, while tho latter cannot 
bn collected until a considorublo time 
after they aro levied,

It Is stated that tho whaling Indus­
try, which lias been one of tho million- 
alronmklng Industries of Norway lu 
recent ynnnt, showed a slight falling 
off In 1015. Tho total vuluo of I 1m* 
Industry in 1915 was ubout 32,otm,(ino 
crowns, which Is about. 4.000,UUd 
crowns leas than the output for 1914. 
The price of whulo oil was higher the 
past year thun It was In 1PM and 1PM! 
and (he price will In ull probability 
continue to go up. By fur the largest 
part of the whole catch was made lu 
the Keuthem ocean. The northern! 
fields report the muni lout catch In I 
years and the African fields have also 
fallen off houvlly in productivity. The 
bulk of the product has been sold lu 
the Norwcglun ntnl British markets. [

One of tho most protruded legal 

disputes In Norway Is that which fol­
lowed the "Hnmlag" election at Dram- 
men—an election to determine wheth­
er the sale of Intnxlmtlng liquors 
should he permitted lu that city. On 
the fftrn of the returns there was a 
majority of CO votes against permit 
ting the mile of liquors, hut Die ndvo 
cates of the "Binning" maintained that 
there were Irregularities and appealed 
to tho courts, About 90 voters have 
been examined by the courts ami it 
Is said that. 200 witl lie examined In 
all before the cane will finally ho de­
cided.

An airship, believed to he a Zeppe­
lin, was seen curly in the morning re­
cently passing ovor Fredrlkstad. It 
sailed high In tho air In an easterly 
direction and was apparently return­
ing to Its base after a lour of explo­
ration, It had powerful searchlights, 
which pluyad upon tho landscapu be­
low.

A London dispatch suys that the 
Norse steamer nonhour uuk sunk by a 
submarine. Fifteen members of the 
crew w v i M-ved.

Ole Paul ll)8Qn, a brother of Hen­
rik Ibsen, has celebrated his eightieth 
birthday anniversary. He lives ut the 
old people’s homo at Fredriksvaern, 
maintained by the Seamen’s National 
association. For many fears ho fol­
lowed the sea and then for a long 
time had charge of a lighthouse at 
llvldingd Island.

Tho food supply commission of Nor­
way has purchased 1,000 tons of pork 
in the United States. The American 
product can be bought at a lower price 
limn Norwegian pork and It was 
dci-un-d udvlBuble to lay In a supply as 
a reserve. None of it will bo used 
this winter.

•  •  •

Wilhelm Morgcnstjleme, who main 
a tour of America, where ho visited 
many of the Norse settlements, lias re­
turned to Norway, and upon his ar­
rival In Christiania gave out an In­
terview in which ho spunks In the 
highest terms of the work donu by 
his countrymen on tills side of the At­
lantic.

"Only by actually seeing for one­
self,” said Mr. MorgcnHtJlerne, “can u 
man form a somewhat correct Impres­
sion of tho power, tho vast expendi­
ture of energy embodied In the term 
‘The Norwegian America.’ A man can­
not travel throughout the Norwegian 
districts on tho other sldo of the ocean 
without being highly impressed with 
the position which our countrymen 
have won for themselves, and tbe es­
teem in which they aro held by their 
American fellow citizens." Mr. Mor- 
genstjlerne expresses deep apprecia­
tion of tho reception accorded to him 
on his trip through the country. He 
notes the underlying disappointment 
among Norwegians In America at the 
lack of understanding In Norway of 
tho position of their emigrated broth­
ers und sisters beyond the sea, but 
found that this feeling hud been con­
siderably bettered slnco the jubilee 
year In Norway in 1914, when so many 
Norweglan-Americans visited tho old 
country.

6weden.
One effect of tho war in Sweden 

will probably bo the electrification of 
the national railways. It Is felt by 
the chief government officials, includ­
ing tho king himself, that the Swedish 
railways ought to he made Independ­
ent of tho foreign coal fields, tho diffi­
culty of obtaining an adequate supply 
of coal having become more apparent 
us the war has progressed, owing to 
England’s attitude. The king has re­
quested tho directors of thu railways 
to lay before him at tho earliest pos­
sible momont data as to the cost of 
electrifying tho Klruna-Svuro line 
and has also called upon the water­
power commission to prepare pluns 
for tho extension of the Sporjus wa­
terpower station which becomes nec­
essary in order that an abundanco of 
electric power he available.

The Northern museum of Stockholm 

has finally completed Us Strlndborg 
oxhiblt. and the admirers of that In­
teresting Kwclish gonluc must be well 
satisfied with its achievement. In tho 
section devoted to Strindberg Is to bo 
soon the poet’s complete library of 
7,000 volumes, which uro arranged 
Just as their dead owner wau caroful 
t ) place them during his lifetime.
