As It Is 
very desirable to know lo advanco of 
conclusion ot negotiations with the 
Board ot Education bow many women 
would be likely to avail themselves of 
this series of lessons, all who are in­
terested or who doslre any further in­
formation regarding the plan are re­
quested to oommunlcate at as oarJy a 
date as possible with Mrs, John P. 
Miller, 132 East Peck street, chair­
man of the Home Economics division 
of tbo club.

An Isolation Hospital

Tho recommendation made at the 
last meeting of the Common** Council 
by l)r. C. J . Larson, city health 
officer, tha t tbe city provide and main- 
loin an isolation hospital for the 
treatm ent of contagious diseases, was 
referred to the coimnitte on public 
buildings and grounds. The muuy 
considerations involved may uot 
make it possible for the committee 
lo make complete report at the next 
meeting of the council, but the in­
vestigation will be goiluti under way 
without delay. \

The need of an institution of this 
character seems to be readily conced­
ed, but informal expressions of 
opinion by some of the city officials 
Indicate that the final decision will 
be to erect anew building rather than 
attempt to remodel o r otherwise make 
use of a dwelling o r similar structure. 
It lu believed that in due tlrno a lease 
of a dual ruble lot could bo secured on 
favorable terms and a medium-size 
building erected a t no great outlay, 
tha t would serve tbe purpose far bet­
ter than any existing building could 
be made available.

T hat it will bo looated io some rea ­
sonably central portion of the city Isa  
foregone conclusion, for the Idea that 
such an Institution must be located 
on tho outskirts o r perhaps beyond 
the city limits has been effectually ex­
ploded. With modern methods of 
care aud treatiueot, an area of com­
paratively few feet is all that is need­
ed to Insure safety to|those dwellings 
in the neighborhood.

C
ALIFORNIA, the state of per­
ennial self-advertising and of 
marvels too numerous to  men­
tion, has the downright good 

luck of being in possession of the only 
volcano which the eyes of white men 
have ever seen in a  state of eruption 
within the borders of tho United 
States.

H was on May 30, 3914, tha t the Cali­
fornians who lived within a radius of 
fifteen to twenty miles of Mt. Lassen 
were awakened out of their night’s 
deep by a roar and a thunder like the 
sound of thousauds of heavy cannon 
going off.

A black column of smoke, attend­
ed with hot ashes, fine sand and hiss­
ing steam, was shot up from deep cav­
erns of the earth into the sky 6,000 
foot above the summit of the mountain, 
which is itself nearly two miles high.

The Californians could scarcely be­
lieve their senses. They had been 
used to considering Lassen peak as a 
harmless old pet, as a  quiet old mon­
ster who didn't have a tooth left In her 
head. And then to have her suddenly 
become one of the most savage active 
volcanoes in the world was almost too 
much for them.

But with the true California spirit 
the Californians got busy and made 
Lassen peak and its eruption shout for 
the glory of California. "If California 
has a  dead volcano that won’t behave 
itself and stay dead," said the Califor­
nians, "then we’ll mako a  virtue of Its 
misbehavior, advertise it and get more 
tourists to como to God's favorite spot 
of earth."

This Is just what the Californians 
did. It was just their luck to come In­
to possession of the only live volcano 
the United States owns. So they ad­
vertised it right and left and got no­
tices and reviews concerning it in all 
the papers and magazines in the land. 

Gives a Fine Display.
Lassen peak is a  giant mountain 

with a height of 10,437 feet. It Is built 
up entirely of materials drawn from 
the doep interior of tho earth. Cali­
fornia claims It now as one of her most 
wonderful scenes. Not only Is It a 
rugged sentinel guarding the state's 
northern frontier but It is constantly 
challenging attention and exciting ad­
miration by splendid displays of deep- 
sealed energy and by sending forth 
magnificent black plumes Into tho sky 
often accompanied by a grand bom­
bardment of great rocks.

About 3,200 feet of Its summit can 
bo seen from tho mail stago a t a  dis­
tance of 20 miles. Steam can be soon 
gently steaming forth. Every once in 
a  while a column of black smoke 
comes forth and rises straight towards 
tho zenith. A long horizontal light-col­
ored cloud lies apparently above tho 
volcano. Tho smoko Rotnetlnies reach­
es a height which mountaineers have 
estimated ns being 6,000 feet above 
tho volcano opening. It impresses It­
self indelibly upon tho memory of any­
one who is lucky enough to seu it.

Tho crater Itself cannot bo ap­
proached at present on account of the 
Incessant spurts of steam, and tho pos­
sibility of on outburst of cinders, ashes 
and rocks, not to mention Hows of lava 
which may tuko pluco any minute.

At such times u lino sand ranging 
from an almost Impalpable but gritty 
powder to very small pebbles Is pro­
jected with greet violence from tho 
throat of tho monster and carried to 
distances of from fifteen to twenty 
miles. It wus on tho northern and east­
ern side of tho mountain that tho tre­
mendously large rocks were projected 
from the volcuno and sent tumbling 
down the stoop mountain Ride toward 
Munzunitu lake, four miles distant, 
when tho tremendous and historic out­
burst occurred on May 22, 1916.

Home of the during mountaineers set 
out with lines to measure these stones 
shortly after the eruption. They found 
two great rocks, one 12 by 14 by 1U 
feet and the othor 11 by 9 by 17 feot, 
both still so hot that they blistered 
their hands in measuring them. An­
other grout rock which was vomited 
forth set fire to a green sapling against 
which It rented.

It wus on the northern slope of the 
mountain that the greui disaster of 
Hat creek occurred. There was a doep

snowbank near the summit and the 
fierce heat of the explosion together 
with a  great mass of hot cinders rapid­
ly melted the snow', and tho water 
mixed with the ashes and the sand to 
a muddy consistency rushed down the 
mountainside in an irresistible torrent, 
covering portions of the valley for a 
width of two miles with mud from one 
to two feet deep.

Upheaval That Made Lassen.
There was a time in remote 

geological ages when Lassen peak did 
not exist, when the waves ot the Pa­
cific ocean rolled over the broad ex­
panse of what is now Sacramento val­
ley and washed the shores of a  conti­
nent which terminated at the base of 
the Sierra Nevada mountains. Then 
began a wonderful upheaval of the 
earth’s crust attended with a tre­
mendous display of subterranean 
energy end the most brilliant series of 
thermal, explosive and volcanic out­
bursts the world has ever known.

This was when the giant volcanoes 
of Lassen and Shasta and the moun­
tains ot the Cascade range were born. 
The foundations of the great deep wero 
broken up. During the uplifting of 
basic rock by stupendous subterranean 
forces they were metamorphosed b7  

the intense heat and vefns and dikes 
were filled with the melted rock from 
below.

In the Imaginative language of an 
early writer: "The funeral day of the 
old world had come. It must be burled. 
The momentous event was ushered In 
by one of the grandest displays of 
terrestrial fireworks earth ever wit­
nessed. But there were no human spec­
tators. All the pageantry and pomp of 
earth and heaven were presented on 
a  scale of magnificence never since 
equaled. The roar of heaven’s artil­
lery was drowned in the more terrible 
crash of breaking and heaving moun­
tains; tho sun was quenched by the 
fiercer gleams of red flames that shot 
from a hundred volcanoes; along half 
a  thousand miles, from the foundations 
of Lassen and Sh&Rta to those of Hood 
and Rainier, the earth was opened In 
wide-gaping chasms and tremendous 
floods of surging, burning, liquid lavas 
were poured out; and black, suffocat­
ing showers of ashes-and volcanic dust 
were shot high in &ir and carried far 
out over the ocean, now shallowed by 
the terrific upheavals."

The area that was affected by this 
great turning over of nature In her 
sleop is of Immense extent. It In­
cludes parts of California, Nevada, 
most of Oregon and a large part of 
Washington. Its extent is about 160,- 
000 squuro miles.

"Volcanic phenomena," says a pro­
fessor In tho University of London, 
"are tho outward manifestations of 
forces deep-seated beneath tho crust 
of the globe. Tho universality of these 
phenomena all over the surface of the 
globe in past and present times indi­
cates the existence of a  general cuuse 
beneuth the eurth's crust.

"The similarity of volcanic lava over 
wide regions is strong evldcnco that 
they are drawn from one continuous 
magma consisting of molten matter 
beneath the solid exterior crust."

Since the first outburst of the Las­
sen volcano there have been to date 
soveral hundred other eruptions carry­
ing gray ash and fine, dry powder and 
sometimes rock and rounded lava 
bowlders, but a t no time hus there 
been uny flowing melted lava. Yet 
every explosion, every discharge of 
ashes and projectiles is accoinpunlod 
by powerful juts of steam and vapor 
and a roar like the firing of some mon­
ster gun. It glvcB no signs of letting 
up.

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OPPOSED TO iO S  THE EVIDE
IH THE GISEDemocratic Party Displays Its 

Usual Stupidity.

Leaders Differ Over Matter Which 
Seems to Admit of No D ispute- 

United States Tariff a Help 
to Foreign Commerce.

Tho Democratic obsession against 
the Issue of bonds in times of peace 
continues. It is strikingly illustrated 
in the attitude of Secretary McAdoo 
and Democratic Floor Leader Kitchln 
of North Carolina. They are opposed 
on the question of dofense, but as to 
tho great wickedness of employing this 
well-known financial device they seem 
perfectly agreed.

Mr. Kitchln finds that the treasury 
condition is not good and that there is 
not enough money In sight to defray 
tho ordinary expenses of the govern­
ment, to say nothing of paying for bet­
ter national defense. The Idea that 
this is an extraordinary situation and 
that a  measure not resorted to under 
ordinary circumstances is Justified 
does not seem to occur to him. Or It 
the idea occurs it is rejected with 
classic Democratic horror aB an In­
vention of the powers of darkness be­
cause it involves a bond issue.

On the othor hand, we have Secre­
tary McAdoo strongly In favor of 
large outlays for preparedness but In­
sisting on meeting them out of the cur­
rent Income. He is just as confident 
that all the funds heeded for ordinary 
and extraordinary purposes will be 
realized by his taxation scheme as he 
was that the income tax receipts 
would be vastly greater than they 
were. The fact that a bond issue has 
a satisfactory certainty does not even 
begin to outweigh, In Mr. McAdoo’s 
mind, the iniquity of a small increase 
of our relatively small national debt.

Hack of this obsession is the old 
idea of the unpopularity of a bond is­
sue among the people. It is not im­
probable, however, tha t the public 
opinion \a  that regard has changed 
much faster than the Democratic opin­
ion. It ie quite possible that an in­
crease in the extraordinary taxation 
and the extension of the income tax 
may wake displeasure even among 
those who aro supposed to regard a 
bond issue- as the certain sign of the 
nation's collapse.—New York World.

P r o s p e r i t y ;  L e t  U s  K e e p  I t .

When tho European war developed 
in the midsummer of 1014 as a con­
flagration that could not be stopped 
it was at once apparent that an im­
mediate cfTect would be to stimulate 
all forms of Industrialism in this 
country. This actually happened. Tho 
wheat yield of the United States for 
1914 was a record-breaker, but the 
price of the bread cereal and of all 
other farm products rose enormous­
ly. There was a call upon a large 
and varied schedule for materials to 
equip the great armies. European in­
dustrialism was completely* demoral­
ized; export trade in the United 
States decreased immensely; the 
American manufacturer before the 
end of the first year of the war found 
that he had hie borne market, the 
most important market In the whole 
world, practically to himself, says Bal­
timore American. No protective tar­
iff, no matter how high the rate sched­
ules may have been arranged, could 
have been so effective in protecting 
the American producer and the Amer­
ican wage earner against tho low-wage 
competition of Europe as the war. 
Tho war has done exactly what it was 
expected to do; it has started a won­
derful prosperity wave in this coun­
try. It has created a market abroad 
without Interference with the home 
market.

Tariff Helps Germany.
Recently the New York Evening Tel­

egram chronicled the fact that as a 
result of the war America had gained 
a new industry, "quartz glass," hith­
erto Imported from Germany, although 
made from a sand found only in Ne­
braska, being now manufactured in 
New York city.

Taking up this matter, the Ameri­
can Economist wants to know whether 
the new industry can survive. It does 
not coBt much to transport quartz 
sand from Nebraska to Germany. After 
the sand reaches Germany it costs 
about one-third as much to convert ft 
Into quartz glass as It costs jn the 
United States. The framers of tho 
Undo wood tariff evidently intended 
that Germany should keep on making 
quartz glass for this country. If not, 
why should they have reduced the 
tariff from 45 to 30 per cent? The 
war has acted thuB far as a prohibi­
tive tariff. When tiie war ends the 
rate will go back to 30 per cent. It re­
mains to be seen how this now Amer­
ican Industry will get along under a 
free trade tariff unmitigated by war 
conditions.

Framing our tariff to protect a lot 
of infant industries for other nations 
Is something that needs looking after.

Wilson's Changing Mind.

Mr. Wilson insisted a  year or so ago 
that we did not need a tariff board, as 
the federal trade commission could 
make all tho desired investigations, 
says Philadelphia Ledger. He has 
changed his mind on this subject, as 
well as on many others, and is now 
favoring tho creation of a special com- 
mission for a scientific study of the 
tariff rates. "Scientific." however, with 
him mentis theoretical, and theoretical 
•neans with a atrong leaning toward 
reo ti-uie.

Lohmann lived a t Eiliugham, 111. He 
thought be would better bis condition 
In & new country, where he would 
have wider scope for his farming op­
erations. It would not seem essential 
to refer to Mr. Lohmann, at this par­
ticular time, as of German blood, but 
for the fact tha t so many false state­
ments have goue out as to ill treat­
ment of Germans in Canada.

Writing from Willmont, Saak., un- 
dor date of January 30, 1916, Mr. Lob- 
mann says:

"We are perfectly satisfied in this 
country, and doing well up here.

"I bought a  half section of land and 
took up a homestead, my three sons 
also took homesteads, two of them 
buying each 160 acres of land as well. 
I sold m y  homestead, and I and one of 
my sons own a threshing outfit

"The crop this year was good; the 
oats went 80 to 90 bushels per acre, 
and wheat went 40 to 50 bushels and 
the price is fair."

Sam Morrow, of Millet, Alta., in 
writing to Mr. J. M. MacLachlan, Ca­
nadian government agent a t Water- 
town, S. D-, says: "1 am well pleased 
with the country. The climate is bet­
ter than I ever thought it could be 
so far north; Ideal climate for stock. 
I have some colts and cattle tha t have 
not been inside of a stable lu four 
years, l consider this a  fine country 
tor mixed farming. 1 know of farm­
ers around here who had 42 bushels 
of barley to the acre and 55 bushels 
of oats tc the acre."

Jacob Gootz of Piapot, Sask., had 43 
acres of wheat from which he got 
1,200 bushels, and got an average of 
93 bushels of oats to the acre.

Golden Prairie, Saak., is a district 
largely settled by South Dakotans. 
Horace Blake is one of those. He 
aays: “The crops of 1915 were im­
mense."

Wheat In his locality went from 40 
to 55 bushels per acre; oats about 80 
bushels on an average. One hundred 
bushels of potatoes were grown on a 
quarter of an acre of land; twelve po­
tatoes weighed 30 pounds. His horses 
run out alt winter, and come in faL 
He raised excellent corn, and fat­
tened hogs on JL He concludes an 
interesting letter by saying: “There 
are schools in every district. The 
people here are most all hustlers and 
are fast pushing to the fron t When 
I first came up here on almost every 
half section stood a little 12x14 shack, 
now almost everyone has real modern 
houses and barns."

USING THE EGGPLANT

VARIETY OF WAYS IN WHICH IT 
MAY BE SERVED.

This Favorite Vegetable of Southern
France Has Possibilities That 

Probably Are Not Sufficient­
ly Appreciated Here.

Tho eggplant, well seasoned and 
carefully cooked, may give iu many 
disguises many varieties to tho menu. 
Many of the recipes given below are 
from southern France, where tho egg­
plant is the favorito vegetable. When 
choosing an eggplant select one of 
medium bIzg and firm, otherwise It 
may bo too ripe and full of grains In­
side. However great the virtues of the 
eggplant may be, remember that by 
itself it 1b quite tasteless; so season 
and season well.

Eggplant Salad.—-Put in tho oven 
one eggplant, five green peppers and 
two tomatoes. You will bake the to­
matoes first, then the peppers, and the 
eggplant last. Gradually skin, grain 
and drain off the above vegetables. 
Use a silver knife. Arrange in a  dish. 
On a moderate fire in a half cupful of 
olive oil fry a  small onion cut into 
small pieces and half a cupful of ol­
ives stoned and cut Into pieces. When 
the onion is slightly brown add every­
thing to the diBh. Salt and pepper to 
taste and add two tablespoonfuls of 
good wine vinegar. To be eaten cold.

Broiled Eggplant.—Cut the eggplant 
in two lengthwise. Put in a marinate 
composed of two tablespoonfuls of ol­
ive oil, one teaspoonful of salt, one-half 
tenspoonful of pepper and some pars­
ley. Leave it to marinate for an hour 
or more. Broil and serve with the 
marinate.

For Fritters.—Soak tho pieces two 
hours in milk; dry and fry, using the 
following recipe for fritter batter: One 
cupful of flour, two teaspoonfuls of 
baking powder, one-fourth teaspoonful 
salt, one-fourth cupful of milk, two 
eggs, one tablespoonful lemon juice. 
Sift the dry ingredients; add the well- 
beaten eggs, lemon juico and milk. 
Beat well. Prepare a  few hours ahead.

Stuffed Eggplant.—Cut the eggplant 
lengthwise. Make incisions with a 
knife, salt and let stand for an hour. 
Drain off the w ater; cut the pulp and 
fry it for a few minutes in oil. Pound 
well; add four tablespoonfuls of pound­
ed ham, a teaspoonful of parsley, salt 
and pepper. Sprinkle with crumbs, to 
which may be added some parmesan. 
Put over it a little oil a|id bake in an 
oiled pan for an hour. Of course you 
may use butter instead of oil, but the 
olive oil blends itself better with the 
eggplant. If instead of ham you use 
haslied mutton, cooked rice and a bit 
of garlic and pimento you may call 
thik dish "eggplant a  la Turcque.”

Eggplant and Tomatoes.—Peel the 
eggplant; cut lengthwise in pieces one- 
half inch thick. Salt, let stand and 
dry. Put in a pan; cover with a  well- 
seasoned tomato sauce. Cover the pan 
and cook on a  moderate fire for an 
hour.

Hasty Pudding.
This is a Scotch recipe for an econ­

omical breakfast dish, and quickly 
made, as its name indicates. The in­
gredients are oatmeal and suet; for 
the la tter butter may be substituted if 
preferred.

Put one pound of minced suet in 
saucepan, set on the stove and bring 
slowly to boiling point, then stir in 
eight handfuls of oatmeal (medium 
quality). Let this boil for one minute, 
stirring all the time, then pour In one 
teacupful of boiling water and continue 
stirring for another minute, when the 
pudding will have thickened and be 
ready. Add salt to taste.

It 1b quite as nice heated up again, 
either in saucepan or under the grill. 
It is usually eaten with oatcake in 
Scotland.

Home-Made Beef Tea.
Cut half-pound of lean beef into 

very small pieces; do not have a  grain 
of fat on it; put into a  bottle that 
has a  large opening (an olive or horse­
radish bottle will be nice); put in 
half-cupful cold water and cork tight; 
set this In a  basin of cold water and 
place on fire where It will come to a 
boiling point but not boil; keep at 
tblB temperature for two hours, then 
strain  and season with salt.

Clam Water.
Wash thoroughly one quart clams Jn 

shells. Cover the bottom of a  two- 
quart stewpan with cold water. Put 
In the clams, cover and heat gradual­
ly until the shells open. Strain the 
liquor obtained through a fine cloth. 
The stomach will often retain dam  
water, given by the half-teaspoonfui 
when other foods fall.

Toasted Corn.
An improvement over boiled corn Is 

toasted corn, which has a much more 
delicious flavor. Alter boiling the ears 
six minutes, so as to cook them par­
tially, remove to a  bread-toaster and 
place over hot coals, turning unll! they 
are browned evenly.

Drinks for the Sick.
Apple water, barley water, clam 

water, rice water, toast water, lem­
onade, flaxseed lemonade (for throat 
and lung trouble).

When Ironing Calicos.
Dark calicoes should be ironed on 

the wrong side with irons that are not 
too hot.

For Rusty Range.
Use sandpaper to remove spots of 

rust from your gas or coal range.

ground aud io f j l  aud spring, w-u know not 
what goes into 'he water. There are sevenu 
nice homes there now aud they are built with 
sewer connections hi view, and they have peti­
tioned for a  sewer. I kuow there are difficulties 
in providing conns, to our already overloaded 
sewer system, hut a septic tank, or other means, 
may be provided, and this tank would later 
form a good collecting i asln. where tbe sewer­
age would be digested mid in better condition
for the use of an electric pump to pump the 
sewerage out of danger to the public water sup­
ply. I have written to the Stale Sanitary Engi­
neer for an opinion, and expect to hear (rom 
him soon.

We have not a  ptblic nuisance grouDd If 
sotui- one asks me where he should haul refuse, 
1 have been telling to take It to ground that 
we neither own nor control. A small area of an 
acre or two is all that is needed, and witba man 
there to bury and burn ns the case may be, aud 
also covering the garbage with a few inches ol 
dirt makes a safe, sanitary and iopffetisive, aod 
cheap method of disposal. At prescut there 
are other tilings tin t we need so much more 
than au Incinerator, though an Incinerator Is a 
Doe thing, that we can well let that be for a 
while, a piece of ground fora nuisance ground 
if properly taken care ol, need nut be very far 
out of the towu.

In regards to a  slaughter house Inc stole law 
forbids the kllliug of anything In the town, and 
If iiieui Is to be sold, the room or place where 
the killing and dressing Is done must be clean 
and sanitary. Now this slaughter house Is not 
Intended primarily for dealers, hut all persous 
who may nave a pig. caltor cow that they are to 
kill, would lind It to their great convenience to 
take it to such a place. A local ordinance 
woijd regulate and govern the work, and an 
ordinance providing for Inspection of meat kill­
ed here would lie a great protection to tin  pub­
lic. | have wriiteu the U. H Bureau of Animal 
Industry for information regarding services of 
an inspector.n ieb  the Uovtrumeut lurnlvhes 
upon certain conditions.

Such a  building does not need to be outside 
the city llimu, and of course must have running 
water ui,d sewerage connections If lu sewerage 
limits, it not a cessitool can take care of that.

A 15x20 ft. building with cement floor and 
equipment, need not cost over 6500 aod couid 
be undoubtedly gotten for less.

Regarding a nubile contuglou# disease hospi­
tal. Any Himll residence can be bought or 
rented, aud ic u m l not be at any isolated spot. 
Just so It Is lu a lot preleratdy with u fenced 
yard, uml not slopping directly into any street 
or alley, so that to go In auynue would nave to 
go through an open part of the yard. Any 
huinimg of U, 4 or 6 rooms, und Just equipped 
with tbe necessary furniture The present ]>esi 
house has been given tip aud wisely, m» it was 
useless. A snow storm could Isolate itiu place 
for days aud besides ihe trljw of doctors hikJ 
other matters are uecessarlly mure expeuslve to 
such a  place The law uermlts cities of uver 
A.OOn to provide such places. 1 shall give you 
wnm figures aud points on maintenance below. 
There are several Instiiuceg every year where 
then- is a  case of diphtheria or scarlet lever In 
some large family.

In the mutter of material, you cau get tuber­
culin from the state or federal government in 
small ion, and certain times, but to get a  sup- 
ply as large as this aud get It so as lo have it 
when wauled, is difficult. Dr. Ruck has been 
able to keep bimselt supplied so that only one 
consignment worth a  few dollars has been 
bought, aud that largely to compare wUh the 
other product. This is a saving to the city that 
>im must nut overlook.

I am showing you the system of keeping these 
records, not ouly the records of the tests, but of 
the whole case. You can see from this that 
these I# uo chance to pais off anything, the de­
scriptions of each Individual animal, aod theo 
the lags, makes It impossible for anyone to pass 
off any annual for something else. These will 
be kept aud filed so that the Information Is 
available a t auy time to any one who has any 
occasion to look up any case.

I have also secured cards for llllng the results 
of water analysis. When here 1 qau find any­
thing wanted, but should there be any need to 
look up the analyses at any time I may nut be 
here, this Inloruiaiiuu will be luslaully avail­
able.

Sanitary conditions are about as usual, and 
as spring cleaning is uot so far away, accumula­
tions of dirt may be mure tolerated, The lake 
waler is good, and we are using hut a small 
amount of chemical. In the break-up It will 
give us more concern. The spriug water Is al­
right.

It the City Council 
pays bills for 639 per head to test cattle they 
are evidently us bud as the one collecting these 
prices. AU people here now kuow the (acts, 
and wheu anyone persists lu maklug the Mato- 
mt-uls after unit, then they are Intentionally 
trying to defame the entire city goveruraeut.

Antipodeans’ Deeds of Arms 
Rivaled by the Marvel of 

Their Retirement.

STORY OF FATEFUL NIGHT

Thrills of the Passing Hours Told by
Anxious Correspondent Watching 

From Ship—"All Off" Comes 
Word at 4:15 a. m.—Gun­

fire Bluffs Moslems.

Sydney, Australia.—Rigid censorship 
has withhold tho story of how tho Aus­
tralian and Now Zealand troops Quit­
ted tho Gallipoli peninsula, but now 
with the fow other correspondents, 
privileged to witness that wonderful 
piece of work, Captain iiean, the offi­
cial press representative, has de­
scribed In telling phrases much of what 
was done.

Cabling from Anzac bay under date 
of December 19, Captain Iiean says:

"The movement, which at this mo­
ment is going on, is the one which, 
from the clay of landing, everyone here 
has most dreaded. I heard it said on 
the day of landing, and it has been a 
c ommonplace ever since, that although 
tho experiences of landing were bad 
enough, one thing would be worse, and 
that was If it ever fell to our lot to 
have to get off again.

"One read In the papers speeches 
by members of parliament asking light- 

Iheartedly why the forces were not 
withdrawn from the Dardanelles, as If 
the process was merely one of picking 
up huggago and walking off. People 
talking like that, one knew, could not 
have tho slightest conception of the 
conditions under which wo have been 
holding on for eight months at Anzac. 

At Mercy of Turks.
"Did they realize that the main 

beach, from which utmost all the work 
of supplying Antuc had to bo done, 
was within 900 yards of the main cen­
ter and pivot of the whole Turkish 
line; that If tho Turks could light their 
way 300 yards they would reach the 
edge of the cliff, from which they 
would ho able to look down, as from 
the gallery of u theater, upon the nar­
row flat, containing nearly all our 
atoms, tho ordnance depot, and all tho 
paruphemuliu for landing and embark­
ation? Six hundred yards below them 
would be the north beach Itself—that 
Is, tho beach just north of Arl llurnu 
Point, with three of our live landing 
stages, and the solitary sunken tramp 
steamer which served us for a break­
water.

"Just south of Arl Murnu Point In 
Anzac cove is ‘Wutson’s Pier,' built 
by the Australian signalers soon after 
the lundlng. Hut this so-called pier Is 
within sight of Guba Tcpe promontory 
find the enemy can see It so well that 
the guns of their butteries to the south 
of us cun put shell on any part of that 
bouch at any moment they wish as 
easily us you can strike any letter on 
your typewriter. There are 14 guns In 
those particular batteries—they all go 
by the name of ‘IH*achy Mill’—and 
they lunl made ‘Watson's Pier' and 
An/ac beach easily the most unsafe 
places on tiie peninsula.

The only chance Js to get tho troops 
away without the enemy, of whom 
there are 85,0110 at Anzue und Huvla, 
having a smplelon of it. The North 
beach Is better bidden than ’Watson's.’ 
The enemy cannot actually see the 
r  ton mi around the lauding point, but 
there Is an off shout from the multi 
ridge to the north, from which ho 
could look over our Inner ridge und 
Into Arl Hurnu Point, and half of the 
North beach. It wus known us 'Sniper’s 
Nest' bm-uuMo lie habitually sniped 
from there ut night with a muehine 
gun. From ‘Sniper's Nest' ho can Just 
see the Up of olio landing step und ull 
hoots moving to o r fro from them. In­
deed, lie keeps a careful list of ull sea 
truffle. Huvlu is oven moro open to 
shell tiro, hut at severul miles distunes 
from f)ie nearest Turkish observer.

"Complete secrecy Is the only meth­
od of preventing Hie most terrible con­
ditions on the bench. ’

Departure Made in Moonlight.
Captuin Mcr.st here plunges Into tits 

account of the actual retirement In 
tills language:

■'The moon fs just beginning to flood 
sea und laud with a light so d e a r  that 
you cun scarcely notice the change
Atom twilight Into night. The brlght- 
flecH of tiie moon is one of our chief
anxieties, lor if ......... . sees what
we are doing ami attacks during eer 
tain stages o! the embail;alion before 
tonight is nvet, then nothing can pre­
vent one nr tile; most sanguinary and 
desperate lights in hi tnry. Hut at 
present, although everyone's nerves 
me on edge wiili tin* proximity of the 
constant possibility of a gn ;n tragedy, 
•there is noiliing whatever In the grnv 
shupo of land there it In* corn -pomh nt 
is on a cruiser) to hint at what Is go 
lug forward.

"I know that as a nmtter of fad  cer 
tain movements of troop., have been 
taking place during the lust half hour, 
xWiieh If carelessly carried out would 
result In Dm discovery of our plan 
Put looking on with all tin’ apprehen­
sion In the world one cannot make out 
the least difference in tho scene."

The captain proceeds:
"On dock again. Timo, ten minutes

pnst eight. To the south of us there 
is stealing off through the night mist 
{which fortunately hangs low over the 
surface of tho sea) a dark shape. From 
ashore conics tho ordinary ‘plck-pock 
of rlibs quite normal.

Watchful Monitor Steals Past.
"S::, Another distant gray shape 

passing outvsard far to the southward 
They are dearly getting away without 
ilie least hitch, and actually ahead of 
Hill'

"A big monitor has just been steal­
ing in past us- a ship I have never 
seen before She must la* going in 
there to enillude tho Suvlu trendies. If 
anything goes wrong.

"Smiie gun has flashed down near 
our leueh. ITolmbly It is one of the 
guns which we aro leaving behind so 
that they can be llred up till tho very 
last moment. Our old Anzac position 
Is so small that a field gun. If placed 
In one of the valleys where It could be 
hidden from tho enemy, cannot lire at 
the enemy’s front trenches. They (tho 
Turks) could fire at positions 4,DUO 
yards away, but from tho first, In or­
der to enable tho Australian field guns 
to fire on the enemy's trenches, it has 
been necessary to place them right on 
top of the hills.

Heavy Fire Causes Brief Alarm.
My this artillery bluffing tho Aus­

tralians and Now Zealanders kept off 
the Turks.

"It Is 9:30,” the correspondent goes 
on. "A very heavy fire has suddenly 
broken out down there. It is ten miles 
away at the least from where this 
cruiser lies, and yet I can distinctly 
hear the ripple of rifle Are and ma­
chine guns, punctuated by the thud of 
bombs. It Is the first time that I per­
sonally have ever heard rtflo fire at 
Mo’U'S from Anzac. It gave one a very 
big heart thump nt first, because It 
sounded almost Jlko an attack on the 
Anzue right.

"The Mritish made an attack this 
afternoon at Helles. The Forty-second 
and Fifty-second divisions, that is, the 
Manchester und Lowland divisions, 
made a charge. We could see the 
Turkish shrapnel bursting over them, 
the nary and land guns helping tho 
Ilrilish by one of the most tremendous 
shore bombardments 1 over listened 
to. . . , Everything ashore Is quite 
normal."

From this it would appear that by 
General Monro’s direction the evacua­
tion was helped by a demonstration of 
considerable magnitude at Cape Holies. 
Captain Mean resumes:

"A message has Just been received 
by our captain from the naval captain 
in charge to say that the whole plan Is 
working splendidly.
Turks Made Ready to Be Attacked.
”10:05 p. m.—There are sounds of 

very heavy firing down south. 1 can 
distinctly hear their machine guns, 
first one, and then two together, then 
a continuous ripple. 1 know that the 
troops, who are now coming off, are 
using not only the North bqacli but 
also the beach in Anzac cove, on to 
which 'Meachy Mill' can put shells 
whenever he likes. He can make that 
beach almost Impassablo. Occasional­
ly when some small increase In the 
sniping from the trenches makes one 
hold one's breath for a moment. I re­
member this—that ‘Meachy Mill’ has so 
far fired only four or five shots during 
the whole night. And that Is certain 
proof that he cannot even suspect that 
there Is any unusual movement on.

”11:40—A collection of a fow cutters 
with a steamboat Is to gather at 
'Brighton beach' in order to bring off 
the latest party. We often land stores 
at ‘Mrlghton beach,' so ‘Meachy’ will 
notice nothing unusual In this. A mes- 
sugo has arrived from an officer, com­
manding the remaining troops, to say 
that the enemy 1ms actually been seen 
strenuously employed in tho trenches, 
putting up burbl'd wire. He must sure­
ly think that our uctlvlty means an at­
tack by us.

"1 u. in. A transport Is moving In 
and another mealing out.

Bomb to Deceive Foe.
"1:28 a. in.—Dumb on ‘Apex;’ 1:29 a. 

in., bomb on ‘Apex;’ 1:30 a. m., bomb 
on 'Apex.' That is evidently a demon­
stration of the party ut the ’Apex'

From this moment the 'Apex.* the 
highest point on tho ridge in our lino 
which was won by the Wellington bat­
talion on August 8, and held, though it 
cost Wellington 712 out of 763 men 
who went into the fight— from this mo­
ment the ‘Apex’ is free to tho enemy. 
His tiro trench there is 5!) yards from 
ours.

"1:45 o. m.—'Meachy Mill’ has fired 
again. The shell hurst In the supply 
depot near ‘Mrighton beach,' So he Is 
at his old games. That supply depot fs 
the favorite target of ‘Mooeliy Mill's’ 
shells at night. This Is tho first time 
they will find nobody there. Two 
hoinlm at (he 'Apex.' Our men have 
been gone from there a quarter of an 
hour. Those bombs must have boon 
thrown by tho Turks a t our empty 
trenches.

”1:55 a. m.— There Hur Just steamed 
silently pnst us the small warship 
which I know contains the commander 
of our array corps. General Hfrdwood 
was ashore at Anzac among our men 
today. They wero in splendid heart.

"1:57 a. m.—Another bomb at the 
‘Apex.’ We had two tunnels out far 
beneath the Turkish trenches there in 
case of need, and Into these the engi­
neers have put what explosive remains 
with thorn. The biggest mine we ever 
fired before contained less than five 
hundredweight. This mine of three 
tons, if we decide to fire it, should 
rend the ‘Nek’ to pieces. It Is an ex­
traordinary ending to a fine history. 
‘Quinn’s’ (Post), tho trench tha t the 
Turks could never take at whatever 
cost, we have quietly left In the night. 
It now lies open to them.

Mines on the Nek Blown Up.
”3:25 a. m.—The trenches opposite 

the ’Nek’ have at this moment been 
left. The old Anzac line Is now open 
to the Turks along every part. Desul­
tory fire still continues exactly as on 
other nights from tho far right to tho 
far left.

"3:26 a. m.—Just now a hug© red 
cloud rolled low across tho 'Nek.' 
There was a low rumble. Presently, a 
still larger cloud curled low across the 
further slope of the same ridge, the 
angry revolving fumes glowing orange 
for an InBtant, then fading Into the 
night. They were the two mines at the 
‘Nek’ where our Light Horse once 
charged. A rattle of rifles has started 
from the center. It Is spreading thick­
ly to the flunks, and growing steadily 
into a roar. The Turks evidently 
think they aro being attacked, and 
they have started firing all along the 
line.

"3:36 a, m.—The firing Is heavy, 
right to the extreme southern end of 
the line. A message has been received 
to say that the Anzac wireless station 
has been dosed and that the last party 
on the left is safely in the boats.

"3:45 a. m.—Firing still heavy, In­
cluding machine guns. Suvla wireless 
station closed also. The navy must 
have timed the embarkation perfectly.

"4 a. m.—The fire at Anzac has al­
most ceased, except normal sniping 
by tho Turks along tho whole line. Ex­
cept at 'Sniper's Nest’ I can see no 
flashes from their rifles, so they must 
bo In their trenches.

”4:10 a. m.—Tho tents and stores at 
Suvla have Just begun to burst into 
flame. The flames are spreading 
swiftly along the lino of beaches. We 
ran see the torch of the man who Is 
lighting them, going ju s t ahead of the 
lino of flame.

”4:15 a. m.—A wireless has been re­
ceived stating that the whole embarka­
tion has been completed. A naval of­
ficer next to me turns around and 
holds out his hand. Thank God!”

Thus It will be perceived that this 
retirement was accomplished between 
dusk on December 19 and four o'clock 
on tho morning of December 20.

Turks Bombard.
"7 a. m.—Day is Just breaking.” con­

cludes Captain Mean. A quarter of &n 
hour ugo the Turkish batteries sudden­
ly opened a furious bombardment of 
the ridges along which tho old Anzac 
line runs. The firing wus extraordi­
narily hurried und wild, some shells 
bursting low, others wildly high—four, 
six, eight ut u time.

"7:15 a. m.—Watching tho old Anzac 
trenches just now through glasses, 1 
saw what 1 took to bo a line of small 
pine trees growing over the crest of 
them. When 1 saw some of the trees 
move along the parapet of the trench 
southwards 1 realized that my pjne 
trees were Turks. Evidently tho Turks 
havo been making an mturk. T hey 
first bombarded our enemy lino, und 
then charged across against tho silent 
parapets. . . . They uro swarming 
over the parapets on the skyline, stand­
ing still for a moment, Hum swarm­
ing further south

"7:20 u. m.-—Tills ship let go two 
salvos straight Into tho Turks on tho 
sky line, and thoy have quickly disap­
peared into our trenches. U’e have 
now turned with tho rest of the fleot 
to bombard the few remaining heaps 
of stores on the beaeli. The valleys 
aro quickly tilled with smoke and 
dust.

"7:37 a. in. — Our bombardment 
eeasoH. The lima slowly turna towurd 
tho west, and Anzue, smoking in the 
dust our own guns have made. in re­
ceding behind us. The hum* fire is 
smoking at Suvla. Even now tho 
Turkish battery Is bombarding a point 
on tho beach whero ono of our bat­
teries used to bo.

"7:45 a. nt.—A message fins been 
received that all of the wounded havo 
been brought off us w<dl ns H<*v<-rnl 
more guns. Only five guns were — 
three Australian und two old hovit- 
zors.

"Tho picket boats, which went into 
tho beach, did pick up one «r two 
stragglers. Ono boat went strairfit in 
to Anzac beach and si«,am,,d it, 
those on hoard calling.’Anybody here?’

"Dee. 20.—A German Hag has ;;p 
pcarod this uiornlug flying over Suviu.'

WHEN DIKES BROKE
Dramatic Description of the Dis 

aster in Holland.

ft Will Take a Generation to Retrieve
the Loss Caused When the 8ea 

Broke Through—Some of the 
Pathetic Incidents.

Rotterdam.—"I am standing up to 
my waist In water. The whole Island 
is flooded, and the houses are giving 
way.” At tha t moment the telephone 
cable between the Island of Murken 
In the Zuyder Zee and the mainland 
snapped and the outside world heard 
no more of the plucky operator's de­
scription of what was happening In 
that quaintly picturesque spot, which 
has suffered more than any other 
from the storm which shattered the 
historic Dutch sea dikes and flooded 
miles of country north of Amsterdam.

At least sixteen people lost their 
lives In the floods, cattle were swept 
away, the wrecks of the picturesque 
old fishing craft were piled up on each 
other in the harbor, and the remaining 
inhabitants peer out from their attic 
windows upon an Immeasurable waste 
of angry gray water.

When tho fierce northwest gale 
drove tho sea down into the Zuyder 
Zee tho water came like a tidal wave, 
casting into the sea the walls of the 
mainland, and mounted the dikes of 
Markon on all sides. No boat could 
have got people off In time and, leav­
ing cattle to their fato, men and wom­
en climbed to the attics of their dwell­
ings or perched on piles, fearing the 
worst, but hoping tha t the skillful 
work of their forefathers would hold 
against Its ancient enemy.

It Is a tribute to the Dutch engineers 
that every soul on the island was not 
lost. As it was, only four bouses es­
caped damage.

In the mad rush of the waves solid 
fishing-boats were smashed like tin­
der; two small vessels were lifted on 
to the roofs of a group of houses, 
wrecking the dwellings and drowning 
the inmates.

In one of them a man, his wife and 
two children were drowned. In an­
other house which was crushed eight 
people clambered from beam to beam 
as the houBe settled down, and last of 
all clung for dear life to tho rafters, 
screaming for help that could sever 
come. As their strength failed and 
they dropped Into the swirling waters 
one by'ono and were borne away the 
beam still pointed upwards as a mock­
ing monument to their struggles for 
Hfe.

In another house the three daugh­
ters were surprised in their bods, and 
M&rken beds are like huge cupboards, 
the children sleeping on the floor, the 
parents on an ample lodge above. 
Their bodies have Just been discov­
ered, tho bodies locked In each other's 
arms.

When the house of Chaes De Waard 
was washed off Its foundations a  wom­
an was last seen screaming from a 
top window for help. Everyone in that 
household Is missing. The house was 
carried over 100 yards, then Btruck an­
other and wrecked.

All land in and around the dead 
cities of the Zuyder Zee—Edam, Vol- 
endam and Monnlkendam—Is under 
the sea. The tsoa dikes broke In sev­
eral places near N'aardon and botwoon 
Edam and Monnlkendam. All night 
watchers **’uro on the dikes, but the 
suddenness of the burst was disas­
trous.

Church hells boomed their fateful 
signal. Farmers, women, children, sol­
diers and police all dashed to the Holds 
to round up the lowing cattle and 
frlghtonod horses, but In hundreds of 
cases thoy were too Into.

Millions of tons of water crashed 
over and through the breaches. The 
maze of ditches und ennuis, ordinarily 
so still, became us mountain stronms 
In flood, rthcep, pigs, gouts uud cows 
that could not reach the high dike* 
wero washed awny. Hundreds that 
Instinctively made an attempt to save 
themselves were drowned, whilst, the 
roads wore blocked with frightened 
herds of entile that needed no urging 
from equally excited drivers.

Few could murk their euttle und 
many will never regain tholr own uni 
amis. Safety wus their only thought. 
In little breaks In the slreuni women 
could lx: seen pushing perambulators 
with babes und driving cattle, all mak­
ing for the higher lovul of Amsterdam. 
Many furmers first saved their cattle. 
V).turning In boats to save their fam­
ilies.

Soldiers made a dash for many of 
the breaches and worked heroically to 
item tho tide, but wore us helpless us

Canute. The police retrieved cattle 
In boats. All the churches on the high 
land were thrown open to receive cat­
tle.

Mile after mile is under water; rich 
farmers are rendered practically pen­
niless and the land will tako years to 
rocover Its old fertility. At places 
where breaches occurred land was 
washed out till It was lower than tho 
bed of the sea, and until the breaches 
are repaired there is no hope of taking 
off the water. Edam, Monnlkendam 
and Vollendam are completely under 
water. Th> lower houses In the latter 
place have water up *to tho attics, 
whljst In the low-lying Bulkslootmeer 
Polder the water is level with the 
china Insulators of tho telephone poles. 
It Is tho worst disaster for many years 
and It will take a generation to re­
trieve the loss

Experience.

Small Groups of Men Get as Close to 
Enemy's Position and Lie There 

All Night Just Listening-

I^ondon.—An officer hack from the 
British front describee the listening 
post as tho most trying experience of 
the war. Every evening llttlo groups 
of mon steal out between the oppos­
ing trench lines and squat quietly in 
a depression all night long, trying to 
catch In their straining ears some 
Inkling of the enemy's dolngB.

Not until the night has well fallen 
do the posts go out.

The object Is to got as close to the 
enemy’s lines as possible without be­
ing defeated; and to be able to re­
main there as long as human beings 
can, until the first stroaki of dawn 
show In the sky.

Once the precise spot Is located, the 
men who will form that particular 
post that night aro carefully tutored 
In Its position by means of the invalu­
able periscope. They Instruct them­
selves In the various obstacles to bo 
encountered on the way, and commit 
to memory every tussock and every 
llttlo obstacle that will afford them 
cover as thoy creep out to take up 
their places after nightfall. It Is not 
easy work to map out oven a hun­
dred feet of country through a  peri­
scope. But since dear life depends on 
the accuracy of the observations 
made, those concerned are not dis­
posed to leave Anything to chance, 
and every man could find his way

blindfolded when he has completed 
his survey.

And then, with darkness to shield 
them, they climb very cautiously out 
Into the terrible dead ground, every 
little article of their equipment tha t 
might rattle carefully muffled, for 
thero are listening posts listening for 
them.

They have brought sandwiches or 
bread and cheese with thero. for It 
Is hungry work; but the solace of to­
bacco la utterly denied them until 
their lour of duty is ended.

The little heroic party picks Its gin­
gerly way through its own entangle­
ments, crouching low, flattening itself 
to the ground, availing Itself of every 
depression, as the star shells flare 
aloft and the pitiless blue-white light 
streams down. It may be that It is 
detected at once, and given twenty-sec­
onds of a machine gun's closest at­
tention, and In consequence ceasos to 
exist as a living thing; hut It may also 
be that It escapes detection, and con­
tinues to wend Its cunning way to­
wards the chosen shelter.

Once there, It haB practically noth­
ing to do but to listen. Any sound 
might mean anything; the faint noise 
of a buzzer might Indicate an order to 
attack; the scraping of a knife on tin 
might mean the preparing of a hand 
grenade or merely that a hungry sol­
dier Is snatching a mouthful of food.

A night on listening post Is one of 
the moat eerie experiences a man can 
have. The most amazing things hap­
pen; things that read like fables, but 
which are true an gospel. It has been 
known more than once for a Gorman 
sniper to Mumble Into the post, with 
the Intention of taking up cover there, 
and waiting throughout the following 
day to take unerring pot-shots at any­
thing which shows above the parapet.

Now the members of the post ar« 
not allowed to fire a  shot under any 
clrcjmstances, unless, of course, they 
get mixed up with any sort of a reel 
attack, In which case they would do 
tho boat they could for themselves. 
And so, since It Is their lives or the 
sniper’s, they deal with the Intruder 
In a summary fashion.

Bits of earth crumble down from 
the embankments near at hand, the 
sound bringing men's hearts to tholr 
mouths, for It might moan the ap­
proach of an onomy.

Thero 1s no prolonged peace In the 
dead ground; and, knowing that listen­
ing posts are out, both sides make a 
point of quartering the grounds with 
spasmodic flro, that tho posts might 
be made as nervous as possible, and 
so driven back to their trenches or 
else rendered incapable of further sat­
isfactory work that night.

Your only satisfaction lies In know­
ing that you are being watched by 
your own scouts, who are lying under 
cover not far sway, with instructions 
to cover you with their fire in rase 
of need. You seo, you must l ot llro 
yourself, no matter whnt the provoca­
tion might be. because to do so would 
he to point out your position with 
trsglc results to yourselves und to 
those who come after you.

If you nro discovered by nn enemy 
patrol of scouts nosing around In 
search of game, you can do one thing, 
or the other—either you can die as 
you crouch or you can make n fight 
with the hnyonet, and hapo that the 
patrol will hurry up In time, n re- 
mote possibility under tho rlrcum- 
'jUncti.

with a story.

EXPERIMENTS WITH WHITE RATS |
Philadelphians were perturbed re­

cently over tho publication of the re­
sults of a series of experiments with 
white rats which are being made by 
Helen Dean King a t the Wlstar In­
stitute of Anatomy and Biology of 
the University of Pennsylvania.

Shorn of its sensationalism and 
half truths, the story of tho experi­
ments with white rats now going on 
a t the Institute is still interesting. By 
means of careful selection and mating 
of brother anil sister rats from tho 
samo litters, which Is "the closest form 
of inbreeding possible," there Is being 
developed a race bigger, heavier and 
better in every way than the ordinary 
rat.

"And," says Doctor King, "theo­
retically whut can bo done with rats 
cun bo done with other animals. Give 
me ten years longer and I may have 
found out something." By following 
out her experiments it "might be pos­
sible to revolutionize tho whole system of stock raising" and thereby increase 
the supply of meat and reduce the cost of living.

Doctor King is the only woman In America who holds a professorship 
in research work, the only other woman in the world who has that honor 
being Mme. Curie of Paris.

“SUB" FOR KING VICTOR
Tho duke of Genoa, who "subs" as 

king a t tho Quirlual wbilo his nephew, 
Victor Emmanuel, is a t  the front, 
is fust proving himself a  formidable 
rival of the latter for the affections of 
the ituliau people.

King Victor has ever been known 
as tho most democratic sovereign in 
Europe. Ills "sub’1 has gone him one 
better for democracy and won for him­
self the sobriquet of tho civilian king.

The nearest the duke of Genoa 
comes to uccepting uny of tho kingly, 
perquisites that go with his job is at 
four o’clock each day, when ho goes 
for his drlvo In tho country. Four 
cavalrymen surround his carriage and 
a  corps of bicycle guards follow.

NEW CHIEF OF YARDS AND DOCKS ]
Civil Engineer FYeriorlc Jl. Harris 

of tho navy, recently appointed chief 
of tho bureau or yurds and docks, navy 
department, to succeed Givi) Engineer 
Homer K. Stanford, bus made an en­
viable record in connection with a 
number of important projects on 
which lie was engaged since appoint­
ment to tho navy corps of civil engi­
neers.

Among his achievements was the 
solving of tho problem that long had 
attached to tho dry dock a t tho Now 
York navy yurd, tho contract for 
which was awurded in 1905. Kivo yours 
later, after several contractors had 
failed on the job, Civil Engineer H ar­
ris took charge. He employed an en­
tirely now method of construction, be 
was Instrumental in having the di­
mensions of tho dock Increased, and 
he successfully completed the work 
in 1912.

In addition to many other achieve­
ments, Civil Engineer Harris devised a  now method of construction to bo 
used in tho completion of the dry dock a t Pearl harbor, Hawaii, the system 
Involving the building and sinking of a  series of floating caissons or sections. 
He bus been concerned as an assistant in the construction of tbo state dry 
dock a t lloston and the project of tho contemplated municipal dry dock at 
New York. He has been a valuable technical assistant to the department 
of justice, and he has been a lecturer at the University of tho City of New 
York, tho New York college, and tho Stevens Institute of Technology, as well 
an being the ^ itho r of numerous technical papers.

WHEN THE MEAT IS BOILED
Some Simple Rules That Must Be Ob­

served If the Best Results 
Are to Be Haa.

Boiled meats to be palatublo and 
juicy must bo cookod with care and al­
ways below the boiling point. To boll 
meat plungo it into a kettle of boiling 
water, boil rapidly for tlvo minutes to 
seal or cement the juices on the out­
side, then push it to tho back of the 
stove whero it cannot possibly boil, but 
will remain at about 180 degrees Fah­
renheit for six or eight hours. A piece 
of boiled meat should be Juicy, tender 
and rich In tlavor. Add salt one hour 
before tho meat is dene.

In all mothods of cooking the ob­
ject la to make the moat tender, to 
increaso its flavor, and to retain its 
juices. No matter which of the meth­
ods you choose to accomplish this, wo 
must quickly Bear the outside of the 
meat to prevent the entrance of water 
and the escapo of tho juices.

In making soups purchase tho shin 
or leg of beef, and use cold w ater to 
draw out the flavoring juices. The 
object Is directly opposite from boil­
ing. By using cold water aud cook­
ing the meat at a  low temperature, 
we get tho flavoring and stimulating 
parts of the meat, but wo cannot make 
a meat soup nutritious unless we add 
other materials. Clear and hot, it  Is 
stimulating, but has no food value.

DAINTY MENU FOR BREAKFAST
First Meal of the Day Is of Consid­

erable Importance to Ail the 
Family.

The question of tho breakfast menu 
depends upon the individual taste. 
The fruit should not be too cold. The 
fruits in season should naturally be 
served. If the tray Is of ample size 
a small compote Ailed with cherries 
and currants arranged together on 
shaved Ice Is attractive. Oranges 
should never be sent up on a tray un­
prepared. Hot toast, preferably un- 
buttered, seems to bo growing in favor 
for breakfast, though other hot breads 
aro frequently served.

Popovers and crisp com muffins are 
excellent for breakfast if they can bo 
served as soon as baked, and with 
them there should be marmalade of 
some variety. It Is a wise plan to see 
that the tray Is always supplied with 
a  little Jar of Jam or murroalade.

Staffordshire English Mince Tarts.
One-half pound of flour, one tea­

spoonful of salt, four ounces of lard 
and one teaspoonful of baking powder 
and enough Ice water to mix dough. 
Sift dry Ingredients, rub in lard and 
mix to a  stiff dough with lee water. 
Let It stand for one hour in a  cool 
place. Roll out thin and cover a  pie 
plate with tbo paste. Fill with mince­
meat, then put strips one-half inch 
wide across the top, in lattice fashion, 
to cover the pie. Brush with white of 
beaten egg und bake in moderate 
oven until well browned. When ready 
to cut place ono teaspoonful of orango 
marmalade on each piece. Serve hot 
with a  mug from the wassail bowl.

To brew the wassail—Piaco In a 
largo punchbowl one lemon and one 
orange sliced thin, two sticks of cin­
namon, one-half toaspoonful of grated 
nutmeg; pour over this one gallon of 
boiling cider. Let this mixture cool 
and then cut into quarters four apples 
that havo been previously roasted. 
Serve this drink in punch glasses or 
mugs.

Make the Bede Correctfy.
To make up a bed so that It will ho 

smooth, tuck tho clothes in, one piece 
at a time, a t tho sides, aud complete 
the work all but tucking tho clothes 
In a t the foot. Now draw tho clothes 
down, ono a t a  time, as taut as possi­
ble, and tuck them in at tho foot. Tho 
bod will bo far nicer looking than 
would be otherwiso possible. If the 
bed Is of iron or brass, which docs 
not permit of tucking in tho coverlet, 
tuck In tho other clothes as directed, 
placing tho covorlot over all.

Fish Souffle.
One-half pound cookod fish, two 

eggs, two ounces butter, popper and 
suit to tasto; anchovy Bauco if liked. 
Pound up the fish, melt tbo butter, add 
It to tho fish with tho beutcu yolks of 
eggs and seasoning. Beat up the 
whites of eggs to a stiff froth, add 
them lightly to tho other mixture In 
tho pio (IIhu uml bake In a  quick oven 
about twenty minutes.

Barley Water.
Wash one und a half tablespoonfuls 

barley, covor with cold wulor uml 
soak over night; in tho morning add 
water to ono pint, boil until tender 
and tbo liquid reduced to one cupful. 
Strain, season with salt, adding a lit­
tle milk or cream If desired. Rico wa­
te r is propared as barley witter, only 
Hhortor cooking.

Lung-Trouble Drink.
Wash clean a few pieces of Irish 

moss, put Jn a  pitcher uml pour over 
It two cupfuls boiling water; set 
where it will keop at boiling point, but 
not boil, for two hours; strain  ami 
squeeze Into it the juice of ono lemon; 
sweeten to taste If tho patient can­
not take lemon, flavor with vanilla or 
nutmeg.

IN FAR NORTHLAND
Important Events in Sweden, 

Norway and Denmark.

BRIEFS FROM OLD COUNTRY

Interesting Items From the Three
Great Kingdoms of the North Se­

lected for Scandinavians and 
Their Descendants.

By MARTIN W. ODLAND.

Norway.
Felix Hollaonder, a German who has 

boon upending the winter in Christi­
ania. has written a decidedly Interest­
ing ami original description of tho 
Norwegian pcopio and life in the Nor­
wegian capital for a Berlin newspaper. 
"Tho people of Christiania," ho says, 
"aro ail taken up with tho whirl of 
tho world's affairs—corks pop and tho 
wine flows. No ono desires peace. As 
brilliant times as these havo never bo- 
fore been experienced by the city, and 
feasts and banquets are the order of 
tho day. No ono can deny that tho 
Norwegians havo much in common 
with the English, They aro sports­
men, as they aro, and their pose, walk 
and dress remind ono of tho Britons. 
Ami business with England develops 
so easily and quickly that even small 
exertions bring wealth in return. But 
with the term 'German' tho Norseman 
associates a sweaty odor—to use an 
Inolegant expression. Tho Germans 
are honest people, but they toil and 
work in a manner to bo feared. In 
Norwegian politics business is the de­
termining factor. And speaking of 
business and ciphers, it is a fact tha t 
tho Norwegian merchant fleet, which 
beforo tbo war was valued at three 
hundred millions, is now valued at 
flvo hundred millions, although there 
has been some considerable addition 
to tho number of ships. And when 1 
further state that ship ownerB receive 
100 per cent dividends on their money, 
tho figures speak for themselves, and 
further words aro unnecessary.”

• • * '

When the now railway connecting 

Petrograd with tho arctic port of 
Aloxandrovitch is finished, it will bo 
possible to transport goods from Tram- 
so, in Norway, to tho Russian capital 
in five days, says press dispatches. 
A now eteumshlp lino has been organ­
ized to take advantage of tbo new 
route, and it is expected that tho rail­
way will bo available for use within 
a month or so. Although much fur­
ther north than Archangel, on tho 
White sou. which is ulreudy connect­
ed with Petrograd by tho narrow 
gauge railway, tho new port of Alex- 
undrovsk Is free from Ice ul) the year 
around, by virtue of being situated on 
un inlet which feels the effect of the 
Gulf stream, while Archangel is dosed 
to navigation six months of tho year. 
One of the difficulties of tho Arch­
angel route bus been the tremendous 
congestion of traffic, and this will still 
be a problem for some time us the 
oew railway from Alexundrovsk will 
at first be In a roundabout way via 
Archangel. But a direct lino from 
Alexundrovsk to Petrograd is to bo 
completed us seen us possible.

Tho Norse scholar und historian, Dr. 
Hulvadan Kohl, who is a pro-German, 
has written a scries of articles on Ills 
observations during un extended slay 
in Germany, lie Kays Dial the Ger­
man people have an intense yearning 
for peace, not becuuse they fear do- 
feut, but because they have come to 
tho conclusion that Germany's on - 
mJes, especially Great Britain, cun- 
pot be permanently vanquished, und 
the war may us well end now us luter.

« * •
Twenty-Boven ships have been 

built or are being bulk for Norwegian 
firms in tho United States. Just re­
cently contracts for six steamers of 
3,000 tom  each were placed with ship­
yards a t Manitowoc, Wls. The price 
paid by Norwegians for American- 
built ships Is 60 per cent higher than 
such ships sold tor before the war. 
P rior to tho war Norse firms placed 
most of their orders for vessels with 
English shipyards, hut now these 
yardB devote ull their time to building 
ships for English firms or for the gov- 
irn  ment.

According to press reports the es­
tablishment of a  mllllondollar tin­
plate factory fn Stavanger is under 
consideration by can makers and fish 
canners of that cjty. The war has 
greatly interfered with tho supply of 
tin plate for tho use of tho canning 
industry, and it is hoped to make the 
country loss dependent upon foreign 
producers. Tho canning factories of 
Stavanger alone annually consume 30,- 
000 tons. Those Interested in the 
project have got in touch with a 
Norwegian in Chicago employed in 
one of the largest tin plate factories 
in America, who has worked out plans 
for a  fu^ory designed to produce 90,- 
000 tons of tin plate annually, The 
plant would employ about 400 or GO'- 
men.

Denmark.
Jonas Oudlnugssnn, un Icelander, 

has written an Interesting article on 
tho situation tu icoluml, Denmark's d«* 
pendency, since the outbreak of the 
great war. lie says that Iceland is 
practically tho only country of the 
civilized world that has suffered no 
adverse results on account of the 
war. Other neutral countries, says 
he, may have benefited in some re 
spccts, and some individuals or classes 
may havo earned fortunes in trade un­
der tho stimulus of war, hut at the 
same time these countries have been 
adversely affected by the increased 
cost of their military requirements, 
and to large classes of people tho cost 
of living has been greatly increased. 
Iceland, on tho other hand, has as 
yet been untouched by theso advorse 
conditions. In the find, place, it has 
no military establishment to support, 
lu the secoud place, tho value of tho 
exports of the country has incroased 
to an unheard-of level, which the cost 
of imports has not risen to such an ex­
tent as in some*of the European coun­
tries. The war has, In short, inaugu­
rated a golden ago in Iceland. For­
tunes are being made In the country, 
and it is not only certain individuals 
or classes tha t are benefiting, but the 
entire population. Farmers, fisher­
men, laborers, as well as merchants, 
have felt the swish of the golden 
Hood. Many of tho products of tho 
country aro sold at un advance of 2U0 
to 300 per cent In price. Iceland fish- 
ermen havo been left almost without 
competition in their field, as the 
French, German and oven English 
trawlers havo literally been swept 
from tho sea surrounding Iceland. 
The recently organized Icelandic 
steamship lino furnishes a  timely and 
Invaluable means fur marketing the 
exports of tho island.

Tho earnest campaign waged by 

Swedish patriots . gainst emigration 
seems to ho bearing fruit, for the de­
cline in tho number of emigrants lias 
been very rapid tho past throe yeura.

In 1914 tho number of persons that 
wore insured by tho govornmont in 
accordance with tho now law provid­
ing for such insurance wus over 3.UU0, 
000, of whom 890,000 are residents of 
cities aud other municipalities, und 
2,336,000 uro rural residents. This 
constitutes 92 per cent of the city 
population of Sweden and 95 per cent 
of the rural population and shows that 
practically every male person In 
Sweden is insured.

Tho government of Sweden has 

granted louns aggregating the sunt of 
860,050 prowns to fishermen of Sweden 
for the your 1915. This is a much 
lurger sum thuu was granted in 1914, 
and is accounted for fiy the fact that 
the cost of the materials needed by 
tho fishermen is much higher thun u 
yeur ago, us a result of tho war, and 
a lurger number of fishermen have 
applied for help from tho government.
