It 
is practically m4iJwuv between llm 
towns and the street car facilities are 
satisfactory, even If wo do have to 
wedge in pretty tight in getting to and 
from the games. The main point id 
that the central location and the trans­
portation facilities could not be dupli­
cated. The equipment is there and 
about the only o.\pensn would be the 
restoration of the fence.

Tii-' Ikon Mkhai.d is riot advised ns 
to the mining company's position in 
Hie matter, but from our knowledge of 
The Cleveland (’IIITs Iron Company's 
hearty co-operation in other mutters 
where public spirit was concerned — 
not to mention tho “ fan" proclivities 
of Nome of its Marquotte county repre­
sentatives-we feel safe In asserting 
thut all that Is nccoHsary to save Union 
Park for baseball and similar uses is 
to make the proper showing- reason­
able evidence that there is really a 
demand for such recreation ground* 
and that there Is behind the project a 
stable organization that will insure 
proper upkeep and management of tbe 
tract.

GERMAN MACHINE 
GUNS MOW DOWN 
RUSSIAN MASSES

Terrific Assaults of the Czar’s 
Soldiers in Ten Days 

Bloody Battle.

DEAD PILED NISH ON FIELD
'‘Magnificent, but Criminal/’ Say* Teu­

ton Officer, In Describing Ad­
vance Made by Slav* in 

Face of Certain Death.

With Field Marshal von llinden- 

burg's Armies. Near I’ostawy, Russia. 
—I have come to them: blood-drenched 
battlefields too late to hco the ter­
rific assaults of the great Russian of­
fensive, ho I can only loll the story of 
this buttle that raged day after day 
by picturing llio scenes as 1 find them 
and piecing together into one ghastly 
mosaic the fragments of what 1 am 
told. 1 have talked with oillcera and 
men of tho German regiments that 
held back the Russian deluge and have 
carefully gone over tho statement* of 
the Russian prisoners.

This battlefield consists of an open 
glade cut through the Russian prime­
val forest. It runs almost due north 
und south and varies in width from 
400 to 1,500 yards. The Russians 
wore intrenched along the eastern 
edge of this opening, while tho forest 
behind offered splendid opportunities 
for conceoling movements of troops 
and emplacements of artillery, The 
Gormun lines skirt the western edge 
of the plado.

Battle Last* Ten Days.
The Russian lighting at this point 

lasted ten days before the czar's 
troops finally gave up their attempt to 
break through tho German lines. On 
tho first day tho Russian Arc was spo­
radic, apparently to make certain the 
range of the guns. Then for two days 
more the Russian bombardment con­
tinued, but now it was a real “drum 
fire.” This means that the cannonad­
ing is so heavy that it sounds like tho 
rattle of a drum.

On the afternoon of tho third day 
the Russian drum Are was suddenly 
lifted from the German trenches and 
converted Into a "sperrfeuer” (curtaip 
fire) back of the German lines to pre­
vent the bringing up of reserves. It 
was tho signal for a Russian attack. 
Out of the forest came tho storming 
Russians straight for the German 
lines, straight into the curtain of Ger­
man artillery Are that toro great gaps 
In the attacking columns, though these 
quickly cloned up.

In the meantime the German troops 
rushed out of their dugouts into the 
water-filled and shell-torn trenches. Al­
most In a moment the machine guns 
were Jerked out of tho bombproof 
protection, und after being hastily 
mounted on the wreckage of the 
hfcasl works, began to sputter their 
fearful greeting to the Russians.

flotwoon tho machluo guns rattled 
tho Infantry Arc. There was no time 
for giving conimonds nnd there was 
t*o need of uny. There were no vol- 
ley*. Kuril Germai soldier fired us 
fust os he could.

Stopped at Barbed Wire.
Tho Russian wave reached I he

German breast works, hut came no far­
ther. Torn, beaten ami shattered into 
a tboiiHaml fragments, the remnants of 
tho Russian host heal a retreat. How 
many reached the prolection of their 
trenches under (he unceasing German 
Are no one can (i'll, Inti the ground be­
tween the German am! Russian Hues 
was covered with dead and dying. 
There was no further uttuclt thut 
night.

Toward morning the thunder of the 
cannon quieted ami the erleH of tho 
wounded were almost stilled hy day­
break.

'Die great Imttlelleld was asleep onh 
for nil hour when tin1 ad Ion of tin- 
fourth day began with number terrific 
drum lire, whfrh Insled until long past 
noon.

Again the Russian wave broke from 
the forests, hut It hud hardly got out 
of the woods before Hie German 
artillery opened (Ire Again shells 
toro open thu ranks; again tho ma­
chine guns plied up the dead.

hack the reserves and prevent the 
bringing up of relief to the half-frozen 
German sotdlors, who, bundled up, 
were standing In the water-Alled dug- 
outs waiting for the attack which they 
know was inevitable. At eight o’clock 
the attack curae and this time It was 
moro successful.

Despite the artillery, despite the ma­
chine guns and despite the Infantry 
Aro, the apparently inoxhaustibte regi­
ments of Russians swept on over the 
doad, over the harbod wlre barriers be­
fore tho German line, over the Arst 
trenches and routed the German sol- 
diors, who were half frozen In tho mud 
of their shattered shelters. A terrific 
hand-to-hand conflict followed. Hand 
grenades tore down scores of defend­
ers and assailants alike. Tho men 
fought like maniacs with spadeB, bay­
onets, knives and clubbed guns.

Within 100 Feet of Victory.
Rut thu Russians won at u fearful 

prlco for so slight a gain. It might 
havo been worth more had the Rus­
sian deluge swept farther, but it did 
not. Tho Russians stopped within a 
hundred feet of victory. It may havo 
been lack of discipline, lack of officers 
or lack of reserves; no ono knows.

Tho Russians seemed helpless In 
the German trench; instead of sweep­
ing on Into the second lines they tried 
to intrench themselves In the wrecked 
Gorman llrst line. Immediately Ger­
man urtillery hurleiV shells of the 
heaviest caliber into these Hues, und 
tore them Into fragments.

Then came Hie German reserves, and 
hy nightfall the Russians had ugaln 
been driven out, SQ0 of them being 
taken prisoners.

Four duys of almost absolute quiet 
followed, with only occasional artillery 
Pro aud now aud then a sputtering In­
fantry volley ucross the glade with It* 
burden of death when the scout pouts 
on either side thought they saw the 
enemy. The weather turned warm

again and the field of battle was an 
almost Impassable swamp.

Attack Without Drum Fir*.

On the eighth day reports reached 
the German lines that the Russians In­
tended to make a surprise attack that 
night without any drum Are. The Ger­
man artillery therefore shelled the 
Russian woods at a terrific rate at 
hourly Intervals through the night. All 
the troops remained on duty without a 
minute of sleep, but no Russians 
came. The next day was quiet.

That night again it was feared there 
might he u surprise attack nnd so 
again the German urtillery shellod the 
Russian lines until morning. Rut there 
wns no attack until the following noon, 
when, without any artillery prepara­
tion. the Rimslan onslaught wus re­
peated. A German officer told me the 
story of that attack, lin said that if 
he had not seen it himself he would 
never have believed It possible that 
an attack would come out of the Rus­
sian woods, where the lines wero al­
most 1,500 yards apart.

Suddenly, without any warning, a 
mud-colored wave began to pour forth 
from the forest. It was a line of Rus­
sians three ranks deep, containing 
moro Hmn 1.000 men. They marched 
step by stop, and did not run. Be­
hind this was a second wave like tho 
first, and then a third, the intervals 
between them being about 150 yards.

The German rrtlllery tore holes In 
the ranks, which merely closed up 
again, marched on nnd made an at­
tempt to fire. They marched, as 
though on parade. “It was magnifi­
cent, but criminal,” said the German 
officer.

Then came a fourth line like the 
other three. The first line was less 
than 1,000 yards from the German 
trenches. It camo so slowly that It 
was possible for the Germans to 
make plans with cruel precision to 
meet It.

Caught Between Walls of Firs.

When the fourth line emerged from 
the Russian wood the German artil­
lery dropped a curtain of fire behind 
It and then n similar wall of shells 
ahead of those In front. They then 
moved these two walls closer togeth­
er with a halt of shrapnel between 
them, while nt the same time they cut 
loose with the machine guns.

The splendid formation of Russians, 
trapped between the walls of fire, scat­
tered heedlessly in every direction, 
but In vain. Shells gouged deep holes 
in the dissolving ranks. The air was 
filled with clamor and frantic shrieks 
were sometimes heard above the in­
cessant roar and cracking or explodlLg 
projectiles.

Deafened men sought to dig them- 
aelves Into the ground In the foolish 
belief that they could find safety there 
from this deluge of shells. Others 
raced madly for the rear and some es­
caped in this way as it by a miracle.. 
Still others ran toward tho German 
lines, only to be cut down by the Ger­
man machine-gun fire.

In less than twenty minutes the ter­
rible drama was over. The attack had 
cost tho Russians 4,000 lives, and yet 
not a Russian soldier had come within 
500 yards of the German lines. “It 
was a torrible harvest of doath,” said 
tho officer who described the battle. 
It was the last gasp of the Russian of­
fensive at this point.

TRENCH WARFARE 
SHATTERSNERVES

Horror of It All Has Lasting Ef­
fect on Victims of the Ti­

tanic Conflict.

WEIRD SCENES ARE DESCRIBED
Dr. E. Murray Auer of Philadelphia 

Says "Trench Dreams" of the 
Wounded Bare Horrors of 

Modern Battles.

Philadelphia.—That the horrors of 
trench warfare, with Its sudden alarms 
at night, the bursting of shells aud tho 
burying of men by mine explosions, 
have a lasting effect on thu men who 
undergo them is the conclusion 
reached by Dr. E. Murray Auer of 
Philadelphia, Pa., who for some time 
was attached to the Twenty-second 
General hospital of the British expe­
ditionary force, “somewhere in 
Frauce.”

In a paper which was read recently 
before the Philadelphia Neurological 
society, and which appears in the cur­
rent issue of the Medical Record, Doc­
tor Auer gives the results of his ob­
servations.

In practically all of the c*»ses which 
were observed by Doctor Auer the sol­
diers received no appreciable physical 
injury, the effect being purely mental. 
Ono such Instance cited by the phy­
sician was found In a boy nineteen 
years old. This boy had been for 
three days under a sustained nnd 
heavy shell fire. At the end of that 
time he was threatened by his ser­
geant with courtmartlal for sleeping 
while on sentry duty. This led to an 
examination and the sending of the 
boy to the hospital. Ue was In & stu­
por for ten days. The same was true 
of another soldier who had seen his 
chum blown to pieces.

During the time of their coma, 
which in some cases lasted more than 
a week, the soldiers gave the impres­
sion that they ugaln wore living 
through tho experiences which had 
caused the stujior to come on. This 
was evidenced hy their terrified ex­
pressions. They crouched, started 
and stared wildly when spoken to. One 
such man rose from his bed in the 
middle of the night and recited In a 
onesided conversation his experience 
of a charge and burial hy a mine ex­
plosion, und then relapsed into his 
stuporous state.

Another result of shoek. according 
to Doctor Auer’s observations, Is a 
continued shaking of the entire body, 
accompanied hy various pains and un­
usually severe hetnlBclies. In Homo 
casos this slinking has been observed 
to last several duys, und even weeks, 
although In most Instances Its dura­
tion is u few hours. In ono Instance

tills trembling came after & soldier 
hud twice been buried in a mine ex­
plosion. had been through a chargo 
and under heuvy bombardment in a 
trench and finally was hit hy u piece 
of rock, which, while not injuring him, 
knocked him down. In his case the 
tremor of the head was marked, und 
lasted for some time.

Temporary loss of memory Is a com­
mon thing with tho men who havo been 
through some extremely trying period 
or who havo suffered a sudden Rhock. 
In such instances tho recovery of 
memory is ns sudden as its loss. One 
such soldier, after being near a shell 
which exploded, could remember noth­
ing that happened to him until ho 
came to himself, walking along a lane, 
some time later. Another man in tho 
hospital thought himself back In the 
trenches and became violent, moving 
his cupboard about as though it woro 
a machine gun and pointing It at 
his enemies. When he suddenly re­
turned to a normal state he could re­
member nothing of his experience.

One of the most common, and at the 
same tlmo most pitiful, of tho many 
mental results of tho struggle Is the 
Inability to sleep soundly and recur­
rence of so-called trench dreams. It 
is not uncommon, Doctor Auer says, 
to see soldiers start from their beds 
In the middle of the night, crying out 
and weeping, tho bodies bathed in 
perspiration as they dream of being 
chased by Germans with bayonets, of 
being burled under debris following a 
mine explosion and of losing tho 
trench In a fog aud being unable to 
get back.

Thu fear which is commonly found 
Is not the kind which a layman would 
expect. The soldiers do not fear In­
jury to thomselvos. They are rather 
afraid of doing something wrong, a 
fear of an emergency In which one

may fall or lose the confidence of hl» 
comrades. In one instance the pa­
tient was afraid to go to sleep for fear 
he would not awake.

Rllndness and deafness are frequent­
ly found, hut one of the most unusuat 
of the phenomena In this connection 
is the presence of photophobia, tho 
four of looking. In many instances 
men are found who complain that 
thoy cannot see. In such instances, 
when their eyes are opened for them, 
they can see without any difficulty. 
Ono insintico of this camo us tho 
result of a trench dream in which the 
soldier again lived through his bu­
rial hy a mine explosion four weeks 
before. When he awoke he com- 
plained that he could not see and im­
agined that his sight had been lost ns 
a result of the explosion. When tho 
eyelids wero raised he could see as 
well as ever.

WAIT FUR DEATH COMING FROM AIR
Soldiers on Macedonian Front 

Stand Helplessly Idle While 
Raiders Hover Above.

SUN BRINGS GERMAN FLIERS
Civilians as Well os Combatants at 

8alon!ki Know That Bomb Throw­
ers May Be Expected When 

8ky Is Clear.

Arnoldo Fruccuroll, well known as 
correspondent of tho Currlero dullu 
Hera, Is at present In Haloniki for his 
paper, und writes the following Inter­
esting account of Hceries and Incidents 
In und around Huioulkl, giving u 
graphic word picture of tho situation:

“Sunday Is bomb day," he says. 
"Thu sun brings the aviators and 1 ho 
uvlators bring the bombs, hut never­
theless, the people like to see the Sun 
shine here. It puts new hopu, new 
warmth In the bleed. The soldiers ut 
once smile aud luugh uguin; tho chill 
is taken out of thu air, and even thu 
telegraph poles lose their melancholy 
appearance. Who knows, perhups thu 
wire Ntruug ou those poles will now 
bring us Home good news? Tho sun 
Is shining; Hie hcuutlful winter sun, 
and hope and love are revived, aud the 
people begin to feel that things will 
he us they were before the wur. How­
ever. that those German uvlators will 
again make their appearance there Is 
no doubt. They ulwnys come on sun­
shiny days, and wo have to pul up with 
It. It is war. The French uvlators in­
spect the country from Glewghell to 
J’otruw. bombard the Geruian-lUil- 
guriiin positions near the border, and 
tho German avlutors come aud bom- 
liurd us.

“1 am Just now near the first line 
trenches, at that an,do where the 
trenches run from west to south to 
thu point where they connect with the 
British trenches, forming tho right 
wing of this front, which tbun runs 
down to the gulf of Orfatio. Names, of 
course, I cannot mention, but I muy 
suy thut here wo uro uhout forty kilo­
meters from Hulonlkl. Work Is pro­
gressing in thu fortification of this line, 
which is expected to withstand the at­
tack that Dm enemy will soon make. 
Tho soldiers ou this front arc experts 
In the building of trenches ami dug- 
outs. aud they were brought horn for 
that purpose, purticulurly from tho 
Chumpugne und the Argunno.

“A brigade commuudor tells ine that 
thoy uro cuuvlnecd the allien ovontua'- 
ly will win, hut to make an attack our 
selves would he foolish, uh wo are not 
strong enough This same commander

Invited me to hreukfast, ami 1 was sur­
prised at the luxury of the furnish ngn 
in his little room. Me actually had a 
real tablo of wood, some china plates, 
a few chairs and some tin drinking 
cups. 1 I*s did not object to my bring­
ing some preserves with me. and din­
ing the rneul they were quite wclcomo. 
Suddenly came the cry frnni Un> out­
side:

" 'The aviators! The aviators!’
"The soldiers had stopped work in 

tho trenches and were pointing sky­
ward. There in the blue ether ut u 
height of only tifii) meters we saw an 
aeroplane, ami an the aviator emerged 
from the shadow of u cloud and the 
sun sixmo on his machine there wus a 
cry of Joy:

"'A Frenchman!'
“Hut other voices were heard:
'‘ 'Yes, hut see, there's another ono 

coming, yes, and still uik»(Ii*t , ami still 
another Hying very high. There, thoso 
two fellows up there are Germans.'

"The four aeroplanes were Hying to­
ward the border. Thu two lower ma­
chines woro French, and (hey wero 
rising high -r. no dviiht with the object 
of engaging Hie Germans In battle. 
Tho GermuuH had come from the di­
rection of Kuloniki, where, no doubt, 
they hud thrown their bombs. Of 
course, the day was so lieautirul that 
wei could expect that, in Hie distaneo 
we saw smoko and dust rising, fol­
lowed it Tew mnunnta later hy the 
sound of an cxnlnHiun. 'I he soldiers 
are shaking their I.hih at the Gormun 
machines and cursing and swearing 
ut them, Again there is un explosion, 
then another llila Hmo very much 
nearer to un, IN Ideally (Im- Germuns 
havo discovered our position and have 
come to bombard uh, nnd they also have 
become uwuro of (ho met Hint we imvn 
no guns Itli which to reueli them.

"Hure enough, the heunts are coming 
directly toward us, hut we till remain 
stutidlng where wn uro. Why nui? 
Whal'ii the use? All we can do is to 
Hcpunitn. so that the bombs wln-u they 
do fall do not fall among large groups.

“The machines are directly over us 
now, and wo cun hear the noise of the 
motors. Somehow we feel death hov­
ering over us. Some of tin* men 
double up, so to spunk, and sink to tlm 
ground in the nutural instinct to pro­
tect themselves. There is u terrible 
Ci.\h1i. followed hy rocks und stone ami 
eu'th Hying In the air near us. Groans 
and cries are heard. A lamih has fallen 
In our field kitchen, Irom winch u 
(hick, reddish smoke is rising. We cun 
distinguish ten men lying on the 
ground. Five or six are able to get up, 
hut the others wilt never hm- again. 
One man had his head crmdicd and 
another's chest was stove in

"High above us fly In. the blue sky

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C ARLSBAD? Won. not this 
year, possibly; not next year 
either, ns it looks now.

This term mny seem a trifle odd to 
one not knowing the ronditlona at Hot 
Springs, but it exactly describes the 
situation. The bathhouse owner rents 
the water, paying $60 per annum for 
tho water for onrh tub in his bath­
house. This water belongs to the 
government, and is under government 
supervision In thn pipes, in tho tubs 
and until it passes out through tho 
sewer connections.

A larger sum, to bo estimated only 
through the Imagination, In fact, could 
be realized If the government would 
altnw the waters to be exploited com­
mercially. Vast sums havo boon of­
fered for the bottling nnd shipping 
privileges, and while tho water doubt­
less could be sent to the ends of the 
earth In perfect condition, Uncle Sara 
win not allow any such experiments.

There are In the valley half a dozen 
springs, privately owned, whose wa­
ters are known throughout tho coun­
try. One of those bus a grent reputa­
tion as a cure for Bright's dlseaso. 
Yet Uncle Rum will not allow them 
even to use labels which might mis­
lead people Into believing that they 
were u part of the group of wonder­
working springs that the government 
guarantees us being par excellence. 
They are thn flow of outlying springs 
not considered of value at the tlroo 
the main group was tuken over, and 
probably are worth no more today, 
from u medical viewpoint, than they 
were nt that time.

Baths for the Indigent.
If seekers after heattb who journey 

to tbu springs have not tho where­

withal to pay the modest fees In ef­
fect at the privnto bathing places, 
Uncle Sum bids them welcome at his 
bathing houso on the hill. After tho 
formality of certifying that they own 

i no property, and are possessed of less 
than twenty-live dollars In cash, the 
government bathhouse is open to 
them. Hero 8.G9U persons were cared 
for last year, taking a total of 125,- 
9S8 baths at Uncle Sam’s expense. 
The majority of these persons had no 
medical attention whatever, except the 

: ordinary advice given by tho govorn- 
! raent employes. Yet Doctor Parks 
states that 90 per cent of these peoplo 
left Hot Springs cured of their af­
flictions. which In the majority of 
cases were rheumatism in its various 
forms.

It naturally Is to be supposed that 
out of this largo number of peoplo 
there were a few who were not en­
titled to partake of Uncle Sam's 
bounty. It should bo expected that 
among tho 100,001) annual visitors to 
tho resort there would be many with 
the saving Instinct. The employees 
of tho bathhouse, for tnstnnco, say 
they never could havo believed there 
were ro many people In thn world 
with only $24 If they had not heard 
thn statements made under oath.

Uncle Sam, however. Is Jealous of 
this water, and while ho gives it free­
ly, lm hates to have it taken away 
from him under tube pretenses. If at 
any time a ease looks suspicious, he 
thinks nothing of shipping an Inspec­
tor half wny arrosa tho continent to 
socure the facts. Only last winter the 
conversation of a man at his modest 
hoarding house did not chime har­
moniously with his appearance In the 
"water line" nt the government bath­
house. An Inspector was sent up into 
Michigan, and visited tho little town 
from which tho man lmd registered. 
When he returned he announced that 
tho "Indigent” owned four farms In 
his homo county, and hud mortgages 
on most of thu others. It cost that 
man nearly ono thousand dollars for 
the haths he had taken, nnd only hts 
old soldier record suved him from 
having a trip to a federal peniten­
tiary In addition.

Tho record of Hot Springs as a 
fountain of youth Is a long uml hon­
orable one, yet tho strange part of 
it all is that no ono lias ever been able 
to discover what Is tho property of 
tho wuters that effects tho cures.

Old Traditions of th« Spring*.
Away back In the early days, accord­

ing to traditions, which nro connect­
ed with all places of this kind, tho 
Indians ascribed the power to Manl- 
tou, tho Great Father. They said that 
when tho war chief of a grout tribe 
lay wounded In thn shadow of the 
Ozark hills, tho Great Father took pity 
on him, opened up the mountain and 
poured the healing waters <m his 
wounds. Blnco that time thn waters 
havo worked similar wonders for all. 
A somewhat similar story Is told of 
Hot Springs, Vu., though thut Is ono 
of discovery and not of miracle work­
ing. According to this yarn nn In­
dian pursued by hln focmen fell ex­
hausted Into tho springs. Ho lay 
thoro for a whllo, and tho woteu so 
revived him that ho scrambled nimbly 
up tho side of a porpendlculur cliff, 
and thus eluded his foes. Horn of 
these are protty tales, yet probably 
carry a lower perccntugo of truth thuti 
tho story of "horse senso” attributed 
to Mount Clemons, Mich.—that a 
broken-down, swollen-knoed, rheumat­
ic old plug was turned out In a pas­
ture to And for himself, immediately 
Immersed himself to his withers In 
a wurm hog and in a week grew four 
new legs.

DAINTIES FOR TEA TABLE

Sandwiches of Many Kindt Are at tho 
Command of the Hostess—Vari­

ous Forma of Cakes.

Sandwiches of various kinds and di­
mensions are always a good beginning. 
Hotter have tho loaf a day old. and 
sandwich bread, close crumb, Is the 
best to make them with. Spread the 
butter on smoothly and add a thin 
layer of nut paste. Tho top slice will 
not need butter. Trim the crusts off 
and cut diagonally across. Even 
smaller sandwiches, making four ou^ 
of tho squure, aro large enough for the 
bite.

Finger rolls, very fresh, with a soft 
crust uml a paste made of chicken 
mashed with tho yolks of eggs, boiled 
six or seven minutes, nnd Just a little 
milk to make it smooth, are very ap­
petizing. Gruhatn broad, buttered and 
sliced the same as the sandwich loaf, 
spread with a mixture of Jam and 
cream cheese, is very nice, too

Meat minced very tine, with some 
milk to moisten It for smooth spread­
ing, or thin slices of tongue with 
graham bread, makes good sand­
wiches.

Fresh Boston brown bread, mashed 
with cre*.m cheese and sugar and 
made into balls, like butter, only 
smooth and larger, looks like great 
chocolate creams and makes a deli­
cious titbit.

Meats that are potted and already 
minced Into a paste for spreading of 
chicken, tongue and turkey muke ex­
cellent sandwiches cf white or brown 
bread.

If the sandwiches are made in the 
morning and intended for later use it 
Js well to wrap pneb separately. In 
paraflin paper. This will keep them 
soft and perfectly fresh until served.

Ginger nuts and cinnamon cakes 
have some snap to them, and maca­
roons and kisses aro always ready at 
the baker’s If the busy housewife is 
too rushed to make them.

It is not neccssavy to havo so many 
kinds of sandwiches or cakes, but a 
choice of two or three of those men­
tioned here will be sufficient. The 
finger rolls aro especially attractive, 
as they can be daintily disposed of 
without removing the gloves.

For Luncheon.
Omelette with tomato sauce is a deli­

cious dish for luncheon. Beat the yolks 
of four eggs until foamy, then add two- 
thirds of a cupful of milk, with which 
has been mixed a teaspoonful of flour, 
one-third of a icuspoonful of baking 
powder and a pinch of salt. Beat well 
together, then fold In the stlflly beat­
en whites uml bake in a buttered pan 
in a hot oven.

For the sauce melt a tablespoonful of 
butter in a saucepan uml fry in it until 
brown a small, finely chopped onion. 
Add a little of any btnall vegetables 
and a half a can of tomatoes rubbed 
through a sieve. Thicken with a table 
spoon of flour moistened to a smooth 
puste with a little cold water. Season 
with salt and pepper nnd cook for live 
minutes, stirring constantly. Four 
over the omelette as soon as it comes 
from the oven and servo hot.

Rice a la Conde.
One-fourth pound Carolina rice, l.w l 

ounces butter, three ounces sifted 
sugar, ono pint milk, one tin apricots 
or peaches, one teuspoonful vanilla cs- 
sonco, cherries and angelica. Wash 
tho rice thoroughly in cold water, put 
into a pan of cold water and bring 
to a boil, then pour away tho water. 
Add tho milk and stir until boiling, 
then cook slowly for three-quarters of 
an hour, stirring occasionally. Add 
the butter, sugar and vanilla, and turn 
Into & bordered mold—one with a holo 
In the center—and set aside to cool. 
When cold turn out, fill tho center 
with apricots or poaches and decorate 
with chorrlcs and angelica. Tho 
peaches should be cut In half and the 
Juice poured uround.

Good Round Steak.
A very pulatuble and economic... 

dish can be made trom a round steak 
as follows: Pound flour into both sides 
of the steak, as much us tho meat will 
take up. Fry In drippings or other fut 
in an ordinary pun or kettle, then add 
water to cover it. Cover the vessel 
tightly, so time no steam can escape, 
and allow the meat to simmer very 
gently for two hours. It is then ready 
to serve, the gravy being already thick- 
cnod by tho flour bouton Into the stcuk. 
The gravy is delicious uml fur superior 
to tho kind mude In tho ordinary way 
aftor tho mout is cooked,

Vegetarian Turkey.
One-halt pint mushed potato. hull 

pint shelled English walnuts or pe­
cans, one-half pint lentil pulp, one-lmlf 
pint grulmm flour (course grains slft- 
ud out), two beaten eggs, two teu- 
spoonfuls suit, ono small onion minced, 
ono tcaspoonful suge, one heaping ten 
spoonful minced parsley and two 
tablospoonfuls butter. Mix Ingredients, 
press in pan and steam one hour. Let 
cool, mold In shape of turkey and bake 
until brown. Fusto with butter or meut 
stock. Serve with cranberry suuco.

Egg Sandwiches.
Try these for the lunch boxes: Boil 

as many eggs us desired until yolks I 
ure mealy. Chop the whites flue, add 
yolks rubbod to a paste. Moisten with 
salad drosslng. Hprcud between slices 
of white or graham hroud.

BRIEFS FROM OLD COUNTRY

Interesting Items From the Three
Great Klngdome of the North Se­

lected for Scandinavians and 
Their Descendants.

Norway.
Agnln the announcement has hern 

made that Capt. Roald Amundsen will 
start on his north pole expedition 
next year nnd it is further announced 
that he will not avail himself of the 
aid tendered him by the storthing two 
year* ngo. lie was then granted an 
appropriation of 200 000 rrnivns to­
ward defraying tho expenses of tho 
expedition, the people i* Norway feel­
ing very prmid of Amundsen's achieve­
ment In discovering tho south pole 
ami are anxious to aid him in his 
quest of the other pole. Hut tho ex­
plorer feels that > o account of the 
heavy demands ' pan tbo government 
on account of the war, he and his 
friends will provide nil the funds 
needed for tho new expedition.

• *  •

A dispatch from riirbuinula con­
veys the news that an oflh Ini state­
ment has been Issued warning Norwe­
gian workmen not to emigrate to 
Great Britain with a view to seek­
ing employment in the ammunition 
factories. It Is declared that tho 
wages paid are wholly insufficient to 
afford a comfortable living under tho 
present high costR prevailing in 
Great Britain. Already, it is stated, 
the Scandinavian Aid society in 1-on- 
don has found it necessary to aid 
Norwegian workmen in Britain to re­
turn to their homes. For some time 
past agents have been active seeking 
to induce Norwegian mechanic# to go 
to England and lake employment In 
the munition factories, holding out 
the promise of wages which under 
normal circumstances would be con­
sidered munificent

* * *
An interesting story is sent out 

from London to the effect Hint chil­
dren playing on the mound which had 
probably been raised over tho grave 
of some Viking leader at Valtos in 
the Hand of Lewis, one of tho 
Hebrides group, recently discovered a 
number of Viking relics of the ninth 
century. Thoy consisted of a pair of 
large oval brooches of a noted Scan­
dinavian type, a small brooch, a 

| round, disk-shaped ornament with u 
i entrnl boss and a decoration of inter­
laced loops, u small buckle, a portion 
of a bronze chain probably used to 
connect the large oval brooches nnd 
a single big amber bend. These ar­
ticles had become exposed by the re­
cent heavy gales in the sand close 
to the sea at Ynltos.

tistics, Norway mined 200.000 tons of 
mineral oro in 1914, valued nt 22.000,- 
000 crowns. The number of men em­
ployed at the mines was 6,500. Dur­
ing tho samo year the smelteries gave 
employment to 560 men. and the re­
sult of their labors was worth 7,500,- 
000 crowns. Ten yearB ago tho prod­
ucts of the Norwegian mines and 
smelteries were valued at only a third 
of tho products of 1914.

Norwegian exchange roso recently 

to a now high level of $20.60 for 100 
kroner, as compared with $26.80 nor­
mally. The rise is said to he due to 
thn fact that Germany makes its pay­
ments for goods bought in the Bean- 
dlnavian countries in American secur­
ities, thus creating a large balance in 
favor of Norway, Denmark and Swo- 
den in the United States.

Tho in­
crease in the volume of mail thus 
passing through the Swedish city 
speaks eloquently and painfully of 
the corresponding increase in the 
number of war prisoners. In the 
month of March no less than 346,266 
pneknges passed through Malmo from 
Russia alone, and an almost equally 
large number must havo gone the oth­
er way.

Auto Tax Law Upheld

The new Michigan automobile tax 
law which assesses automobiles upon 
the basis of horiepow-er, was upheld 
as constitutional by the state supreme 
court last week. The city of Detroit 
attacked me constitutionality of tbe 
law. Counsel for the city contended 
the law was unconstitutional because 
it diverted to tbe state highway fund 
tax money which the constitution pro­
vided should go to the state primary 
school fund.

Under the former law automobiles 
were assessed locally and a license 
wa* obtained from the state at a nom­
inal figure. It is estimated that the 
horsepower tax will produce a revenue 
of about 11,750,000 auoualiy. Half of 
this revenue )s to be returned to tbe 
counties where it was collected, the 
other half to be spent by the state for 
road building. It is estimated that 
the law will remove nearly $20,000,000 
from the personal assessment rolls of 
the city of Detroit.

This is arsen­
ate of lead, which cao be bought for 
about 26 cents a pound and 1} pounds 
of the powder Is used in making 60 
gallons of spray mixture. Farmers 
reading this should cut this article 
out and paste it In a scrap book or 
keep It safely. Potato bugs will not be 
with us for a considerable number of 
weeks yet aod by tbe time they do 
come tbe farmer will try to buy Paris 
green and find it prohibitive in price 
and be will vainly rack bis mind to 
remember "ubut that other stuff was*’ 
and bow much should be used. Potato 
growers should get tbe spray material 
as soon as possible as arsenate of lead 
may go sky-rocketing at any time lo 
company with Paris green. The same 
mixture also makes an Ideal spray for 
fruit trees.

Increasingly higher thnn the ratio 
of production, Is hound to bring us 
face to face with economic problems 
that we have heretofore considered re­
mote. The far-sighted statesman and 
publicist must dovoto his thought 
earnestly to the consideration of these 
questions If we are to rsenpo the ex­
tremes which curse the older nations 
of the world."

It Is not only a mat­
ter of free grants, but In Western Can­
ada are also to he hnd other land# at 
prices ranging from $12 to $30 per 
acre, the difference In price being 
largely a natter of location and dis­
tance from railway. If one takes Into 
consideration the scarcity of free 
grant lands In the United Slates It la 
not difficult to understand why there 
has hoen most material advnncoH In 
the price of farm lands.

A few years ago, land that now sells 
for two hundred dollars an ncre In 
Iowa, could havo been bought for sev­
enty five dollars an acre or less. Tho 
Increased price Is warranted by the 
Increased value of lb** prod net. raised 
on these farms. The land that today 
can he had In Western Cunndn nt tho 
Jmv prices quoted will In « Jess limo 
than that taken for the Iowa lands to 
Increase, have a proportionate In­
crease. In Nebraska the lands that 
sold for sixteen to twenty dollars per 
aero seven years ago, And a market at 
one hundred and seventy-five dollars 
an acre, for the snme reason given for 
tha Increase In Iowa lands. Value# 
In these two States, ns well sh In oth* 
era that might he mentioned, show 
that Western Canada lands urn going 
at a song at their present prices. In 
many enscs In Western Camilla today, 
thorn urn American settlers who real­
ize this, and are placing a value of 
sixty and seventy dollars un acre on 
thnlr Improved farms, hut would sell 
only because they cun purchase un­
improved land nt such a low price thnt 
In another few yonrs they would havo 
equally as good farms ns they left or 
such ns their friends havo In tho Unit­
ed Hi ntes.

LEHMANN BLUFFED IT OUT

When Frederick W. Lnhmann, for­
mer solicitor-general of the United 
States, studied In louthwcstorn Iowa 
to become a lawyer the rudiment# of 
law differed somewhat from today—at 
any rate for Mr. Lehmann.

Tho I'ueltlc conet Junt now is 
enjoying u high degree of pnmpcrlty, 
due in u meuHuro to tho war. It was 
thought that after tho fair Sun Fran­
cisco would Buffer a period of reuctlon, 
Imi, on the contrary, buHlneue is 
booming.

"Uructlcal tariff protection Ih abao* 
lutely neccHh&ry In California If we de- 
Hire to protect our BUgar-beet and clt* 
run-fruit ImluHtrlofl.

"I am for the unmlnatton of a regu­
lar Republican, and If tho right kind 
of a candidate Ih named at Chicago 
the electoral vote of California Is as* 
mired, hut the nominee must be a man 
with backbone, who will Htand upon a 
platform of practical protection, pro- 
parednenH and patriotism.

The pleasant weather of ten days 
ago has been followed by a storm of 
rain, steady, cold and driving. The 
streams that were well Ailed before 
are now overflowing, much damage 
has been done in the different locali­
ties aod more U threatened. In this 
immediate vicinity nothing but a tem­
porary stoppage in some of the mines 
has occurred as vet, but we hear of 
wash-outs and bridges gone In many 
places. The M., 11. & O. It. R. train, 
oust bound Monday night was unable 
to get beyond Humboldt, there being 
a bad wash-out between that place 
aod Clarksburg. Passengers and 
buggage were transfered by skiff. An­
other piece of road some eight miles 
this side of L'Anse Is said to be gone, 
and it will be impossible to put tbe 
track in full repair for a week after tbe 
Hood is over. The state road bridge 
across tbe Peshekemee river near tbe 
east end of Lake Michigammo is gone, 
and Id the vicinity of tbe Smith mine 
the water Is higher than ever before 
known. With tbe heavy body of 
enow yet remaining In the woods and 
tbe ground saturated with water, It 
will be providential if thero is not a 
great deal of serious damage done.
