Omission is Explained

The Iron HF.RALDcalled attention 
a couple of weeks ago to the statement 
In "Public Health,” the official pub­
lication of the Michigan Stato Board 
of HeAlth, that Marquette, Ironwood 
and Escaoaba were the only Upper 
Peninsula elites which had adopted 
the full-time health officer plan. 
Inasmuch ns the appointment of Dr. 
C. J. Larson as full time municipal 
health officer and medical inspector of 
schools for Negaunee dated from 
August 1st, 1D15, the omission of Ne­
gaunee from an official list published 
in April of the present year seemed 
inexcusable, but a letter received 
from Dr. John L. Hurk&rt, secretary 
of the Michigan State Hoard of Health, 
shows that the omission was due to 
differences iu the fiscal dates of re­
ports reaching Lansing, and that no 
blame rests upon either the Negaunee 
or the state health beard officials.

The Negaunee city clerk made report 
at tiie lime prescribed by law, but this 
was too late to permit the change in 
tbe health officer plan to be included 
In the compilation for the April num­
ber of “ Public Health.” Dr. Bur- 
kart's letter makes it clear that the 
omission of Negaunee from the list 
certainly was not intentional nor was 
it due to carelessness in compilation, 
and Incidentally the state health sec­
retary expresses appreciation of the 
work accomplished by I)r. Larson 
and commendation of Negaunee* pro­
gressiveness in adopting a modern 
health policy. The Iron Herald is 
pleased to give place to Dr. Burkart's 
letter:

Every oily clerk is requlrod by law 
to report to the state board of health 
the appointment of their health officer. 
The records from Negaunee for 11)16 
did not show that Negaunee was main­
taining a full-time health officer; the 
fault for the omission therefore was 
not In this office.

It is stated in the Iron Herald 
that Dr. Larson began as full-time 
health officer in August of 1915 This 
undoubtedly explains the entire situa­
tion, as the 11)15 report from Negau­
nee was mode in accordance with the 
provisions of the law—thirty days 
after the annual municipal election, 
which usually occurs in April. The 
report to this office, this year, had 
not been received when the article in 
question was written. I. discovered, 
however, about tbe 30th of April, 
through another source (one of our 
sanitary engineers who had visited 
Negaunee) that Dr. Larson was now a 
full-time health officer. This informa­
tion came too late to be published in 
the April Bulletin.

While I am pleased to add Negau­
nee to the list of progressive cities In 
the Uppor Peninsula which have hud 
tho courage to provide full-time health 
officers, i trust that after reviewing 
the facts herein narrated you wilt re­
lieve me of any intent to overlook 
your city. This office is perfectly 
familiar with tho excellent services 
which Dr. Larson has rendered Ne­
gaunee for so many years and we are 
glad to know that his previous service 
has been rewarded by the appoint­
ment referred to. The office of full­
time health officer is one of the most 
necessary offices in tho state.

LIKE ONE HUGE VAST CHURCHYARD
Writer Paints Sorrowful Picture 

of Trip From Lemberg 
to Przemysl.

SWEPT THREE TIMES BY WAR
Only Cities Were Spared, and They

Have Recuperated With a Speed 
That Would Seem Almost 

Impossible.

Tho Hague.— Lemberg and Przemysl 
—how long It seems since our thoughts 
were concentrated on those two Ga­
lician towns! In reality it ts but a 
few short months. To ride from Lem­
berg to Przpmysl todny Is to ride 
through one huge, vast churchyard. 
Wherever you look you see groves. 
There they He in groups in tho wilder- 
n'jss!

On some are transfixed a small gray 
cap or German helmet, already rot­
ting. On others the rough wooden 
crosses are sinking Into the ground, 
hh though they knew the plow would 
soon be there. Sometimes yon see 
huge graves, from which many-colored 
regimental llngn wave vigorously 
above tho pitiful landscape. It is al­
most as if someone were laughing In 
the gra\o below. The only break In 
tills terrible churchyard is formed by 
some blackened, tumbled ground, once 
a village.

Such ts the country over which the 
fury of war bus raged three times. 
Only elites have been spared, and have 
recuperated with a speed which would 
seem almost Impossible. Li-niberg Is 
us gay and busy as ever; Przemysl is 
once more the peaceful provincial 
town of peace days. Tho streets are 
clean, the hotels are adequate and tho 
shop windows are full.

Then and Now.
I stood gazing into the well-filled 

windows of a confectioner. And tho 
thought came to me. "What were these 
windows like a year ago?” A year 
ago horse-lillet was the best (hut 
riches could buy. and only very occa­
sionally a countryman crept into the 
town to sell a chicken, for which $10 
was gladly given. Winter clothes 
were not fo ho had then, anil rich men 
did not hesitnto to walk tho streets 
wrapped In somo woman's caul-off 
mantle.

In this war fortH have fallen like 
ninepins. Te Przemysl ulonn has 
fallen the honor of a long siege. To 
the garrison fell hardships which the 
siege of Paris did not know. In the 
deud of winter there was not a window 
In the (own. and nr glass could ho had. 
Tlie bombs of Itussian aviators had 
broken Diem all. finises were foil on
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wood pulp soaked in sweetened water, 
some of the animals thrived on it; 
others lay down to die.

In the (’afe Stleber you ran listen 
for hours to such details as these. Do 
not think tho house of Stleber Is any 
ordinary cafe. Its history la the his­
tory of Przemysl. Ixmg before Prze- 
mysl was first threatened this cafe 
was the great proscenium of the war. 
Tho battle of Lemberg, the battle of 
Grodck. and u hundred other battles, 
fights and skirmishes took place with­
in hearing. Almost the whole Austro- 
Hungarian army passed the windows 
of the cafe on their way east to tight 
the Russians. And later, during the 
first and second sieges, Cafe Stieber 
was tho center of this town. No one 
wanted to stay at home with his own 
dismal thoughts, guests could not bo 
received, gas there was none, and pe­
troleum must be used sparingly.

Occasionally a Newspaper.
The best thing to do, therefore, was 

to stick your two lumps of sugar In 
your pocket and grope through tho 
streets to Cafe Stleber. And then 
there was always something to read 
there, in the beginning there was 
even from time to tlmo a real news­
paper brought by an aviator. Later 
there was only tho war bulletin, which 
was slowly reduced from ordinary 
white paper to the backs of paper 
bags, and finally to the backs of menu 
cards.

Last of all there was only one copy, 
and that was on view In the Cnfo Stic- 
her. In the last weeks of the siege 
any bit or paper in the street was ea­
gerly pickml up and used ns a ciga­
rette paper.

Nor was tobacco any too plentiful. 
In February, HUB, $B0 was offered for 
Ibfl cigarettes of poor quality. The 
offer was refused with contempt.

And if you had tobacco and ciga­
rettes you could not smoko them 
where you would. For that you had to

go to Cafe Stieber. There a huge fire 
burned night and day, for of wood 
there was plenty, but matches were 
precious indeed. The soldiers in the 
trenches got two matches a day for 
five men.

AMERICAN CARS HARD HIT
English Owners Cant Import Spare 

Parts to Repair Old 
Ones.

London.—A correspondent who la 
boroughl.v conversant with tho motor 
car business sends an inteiesting com­
munication to the Manchester Guard­
ian with referenco to the new reg­
ulation prohibiting the importation 
either of motor cars or spare parts.

The regulation affeUs in practice 
only American cars and repair parts. 
Practically no new ears nro to be 
bought at the present tinfn except 
American ears, and as Dm standard­
ized self-starting American ears are 
the simplest lor an nmatenr to work a 
doctor or a commercial traveler who 
wants a car naturullv prefers in these 
times to buy an American machine. It 
seems remarkable that not even a lim­
ited Import is permitted.

Them are thousands of American 
cars in use in this country by doctors 
and professional men, commercial trav­
elers. military officers ant! others with 
a good reason for having a car. Ap­
parently, under the new regulation, as 
soon as these cars need repair they 
will have to be laid up. since spare 
parts cannot be imported, and It is 
quite impossible to get spare parts 
manufactured in this country at the 
present time.

“SOLDIERS” TO WEAR SKIRTS
California Women Who Will Go to

Military Encampment Refuse to 
Don Trousers for Decision.

San Francisco—Women here who 
will go to tho military encampment 
on the Presidio army reservation June 
1, will not wear trousers, as the mem­
bers of the American Woman's League 
of Self Defense of New York propose, 
according to Mrs. Frederick H. Col­
burn. who Is In charge of the drill.

Instead each officer and “enliBtod” 
woman will wear a snug little khaki 
Norfolk Jacket, with a wide khaki 
skirt fully six Inches from tho ground, 
and shoes which will stand washing. 
Topping it all will be a round khaki 
hat, something like sailors woar, and 
ribbons on It will designate rank.

Kncli woman will have two skirts. 
A plain white shirt waist completes 
the outfit.

Shoes a Horse at Ninety.
Kaunas City.—That ho intended 

shoeing a horse on I»Ir ninetieth birth­
day has been tho assertion of Josiah 
Collins, and when the birthday rolled 
around Mr. Collins was on the Job.

Heroic Deeds of Picturesque 
Force Serving in French 

Foreign Legion.

SON OF GORKY IS KILLED
Poets and Novelists Give Their Lives

for Their Adopted Country— 
Squadron of American Fly­

ing Men Being Formed.

London Innumerable stories have 
been wrltli'ii it bout (he doings of tho 
Freiieh foreign legion, and the heroic 
deeds of the picluroH()un force have 
employed (he pens of many eminent 
wrllers ui llctlou. In an article In tho 
Dully Express II. .1. Grocnwull pays 
tribute to these famous soldiers of 
fort une.

DUTCH FRONTIER 
GUARDED BY 150 

MILESOF FENCE
Charged With Electricity, Wire 

Barrier ts Studded With 
Dead Animals.

SENTINELS ON BOTH SIDES
Holland Can Flood Great Area at 

First Siflna of Invasion—Difficult 
to Cross the Border—Writer 

Describes Some Scenes 
of the War.

Maastricht, Holland.—They tell you 
in this town that they have almost for­
gotten that there is a war Perhaps 
they have, for It haa swept past them 
and nobody expects It to come back. 
The potteries and breweries, which 
are the principal factors In the 
town's prosperity, are running full 
time and making money; business Is 
good enough to all appearances, and 
the walls are plastered with the ad­
vertisements of Innumerable moving 
picture houses where French war 
movies are listed side by side with 
detective dramas filmed in Los An­
geles.

But Maastricht saw and heard 
enough of the war In those first few 
days. Little more than a mile to the 
west is the Belgian frontier; 20 miles 
on the other side Is the German fron­
tier; 20 miles to the southwest Is 
Liege. The town lies almost at the 
extremity of South Limburg—tho bot­
tle-shaped southward projection of 
Holland that runs down for some 30 
miles before joining to the rest of 
tho country by a neck that at one 
point is hardly two miles wide. And 
while its peoplo may have forgotten 
that there ts a war now, it will be a 
long time before they forget those first 
days of August, 191-1.

Tho Germans were coming west 
through Melgium—ovcrybody knew 
that. Nobody felt sure that they 
might not find it moro convenient to 
overrun South Limburg on tho way; 
und tho Dutch army, hustlly mobilized 
the last duy of July, was digging In 
along the frontier, while u few miles 
up tho Meuse, on that range of hills 
which borders the river ut Licgo as it 
does at Maastricht,General Leman und 
bis Belgiuus wero sitting behind forts 
that everybody thought wero impreg­
nable and waiting for the Germans.

During those days while tho people 
In Maastricht, as In Llcgc, were wult- 
lng to sou whothcr the wnr was com­
ing their way, there passed through 
tho town G,0l)o German civilians ex­
pelled from their homes in Belgium ut 
the beginning of the wnr, and already 
Belgians who thought that Dutch ter­
ritory would bo safer thun their own 
•were beginning to move into tho town 
and district of Maastricht.

Rumors That Germans Crossed.
Limburg, of course, wus not Invaded. 

A legend persists that Home German 
troopH did cross the narrow nock of 
tho bottle, hut nobody has ever found 
any proofs. From Auchen, where the 
advance troops laid been hurriedly 
gathered together, Generul von ICn 
mlch’s urniy started west townrd tho 
Liege forts. At Venders and else- 
whoro they skirmished with Iho Bel­
gian outposts. Then they came to 
Viso, a village less than four miles 
from tho Dutch frontier und little 
more thun ten from Maastricht.

Tho peoplo of thia town, who toll 
you that they hardly know now that 
there (s a war, could see Dm smoko 
when VIho was burned - hurnnd so 
thoroughly that (ho peoplo who live 
along tho border will tell you then* la 
not u hmise left stuudlng. That duy 
there poured ueross the border a 
Hwurm of refugees of a different sort, 
the precursors of many others In the 
duy Ihut followed—what was loft of 
women and children of Vise, who had 
seen 2<J0 of tholr men shot down In 
tho streets, and scores of others inude 
prisoner und started on their way to 
Qerniuuy.

Maastricht hourd the roar of tho 
battle ut Liege, when the Dormans, 
trying to rush the hills without ade­
quate artillery support, wore driven 
back wttli Dio loss of 10,000 or 12,000 
men, according lo local o.almales, and 
when for two or throe days an excited 
world thought that Ihe terrible Gor­
man army had been stopped Just over 
the threshold. Ami ihou ntiu morn­
ing every window In tho Dutch border 
city rattled with Dm deep roar of a 
now kind or gun, firing at Lb-go from 
just south of the frontier Him The 
new howitzers had arrived, and the 
Licgo forts were blown (o pieces one 
by mm.

10,000 Refugees In City.
Ten IhoUKund refugees were In

000. Most of them had money, and, 
as hotels mid pensions were over­
flowed, tho mil Ives drove a thriving 
business for a whllo taking In hoard­
ers.

experience of a casual American vis­
itor who. In all innocence, asked for 
German fried potatoes, and very near­
ly had to defend himself from person­
al violence at the hands of a squad 
of Infuriated waiters, who Insisted that 
Holland potatoes wero the only kind 
that could, would, or should be eaten, 
and that there was something damn­
ing about tho desire to have anythiug 
German.

For months after the capture of 
Liege passage across the frontier was 
a fairly easy matter. Then the Dutch 
Government, which has prohibited the 
export of many articles and Is much 
exercised to prevent smuggling, began 
to tighten tts frontier guard, and the 
Germans began a series of measures 
designed to keep the Belgians in Bel­
gium, and everybody else out. Today 
farmers and tradesmen living near the 
frontier can get passes across It, If 
favorably known to the authorities. 
But without definite and approved busi­
ness no man, no matter who ho may 
bo, Is allowed to pass tho barriers.

Take a tuxtcub with a trilingual 
driver armed with a pass permitting 
you to approach tho frontier and drive 
out along tho road northwest of 
Maastricht. Through tho mists of tho 
wet, gray afternoon you can see off 
to the loft tho hills along tho Mouse, 
and presently, ltttlo moro than a mile 
out of tho city, you come to a long, 
straight stretch of roml bordered by 
tall trees which Is blocked In tho dis­
tance by u hunk of earth straight 
across tho thoroughfare. Your cub 
halts ut tho barrier, and from a shabby 
brick house at one sido of tho roud 
emergo a customs Inspector in muddy 
tweeds und half a dozen blue-clud sol­
diers. Another soldlor in an Im­
provised sentry box of straw thatch 
on n frnnio of saplings, Is on guard 
across tho roud, und before you uro 
two embankments, one starting at 
elthor side of the roadway and both 
stretching moro than half way ucrosH, 
with only room for u single vehicle to 
puss between them.

Must Go No Farther.
Hero you must hull; unless you aro 

a pcusuiit with u busket of oggs or 
mi official of the Belglun relief com- 
rulsiiloii you cun go no further. Fifty 
yards down tho roud is another double 
oriibunkmont, and beyond that a 
woodon sentry box palutod bluck, 
white, und rod.

Hero Is the Uormun empire, or, rath­
er, its Belgian possessions.

thorn are not many soldiers left in 
this part of Belgium, but those who 
are loft nre ns businesslike us tlie 
men In the trenches.

Only two or three of them are lit 
sight here at Smeermaes—the senti­
nel, and one or two othors a little dis­
tance away, pacing along a high 
barbed wire fe m e . This fence Is the 
Belgian frontier—tho first fence built 
ulong the border when the Germans 
began tholr policy of keeping the Bel­
gians at home. When they found that 
dosplto constant patrolling this har­
rier was Insufficient they built a »«*«• 
ong barbed wire fence all ulong tho 
150 miles of frontier, 500 yards be­
hind tho first one—closely woven wlro 
this time, high enough to make it diffi­
cult even to throw letters over, und 
chargod with electricity. That fence 
Is studded from Maastricht to the sea 
with carcasses of dogs, rabbits, chick­
ens and cows.

And latterly the Germans have be­
gun tho construction of still another 
fonco exactly like this oiio, but 5iH> 
yards farther back. The fences ar* 
constantly patrolled, and at night 
thoro are searchlights. It Is gelling 
pretty hard to get Into or out of Bel­
gium.

Tho taxi turns hack through tho 
town nnd out again toward the south. 
After passing another double barrier 
of earthen embankments nnd tin In­
quisitive sentry just oufsido the city 
limits you run along a road Dial fol­
lows tho river perhaps 200 yards on 
tho right, down through the deft be­
tween the double veld, a littlo village 
where the Dutch troops acting ur tin* 
frontier guards rr\ilnst smuggling on 
tho much-traveled route are quartered, 
and then ou down the road towunl 
Vise.

And 
iih you turn hack you pass a lino of 
high covered curls filled with loaves 
of bread— bread made from American 
(lour, sent across the frontier by Dm 
Belgian Belief commission.

Sweden.
Persistent reports that Russia is 

building on Die Aland islunds lortlll- 
catlons which have every uppenrance 
of being permanent works have boon 
attracting more mid morn attention 
at Stockholm, according to recent 
pres* reports. The public mind of 
Sweden, which has for yours been pe­
culiarly sensitive to anything thut 
points to Russian aggression, has been 
greatly stirred hy these reports. The 
principal island of the Aland group is 
only u matter of two hours’ run from 
tho Swedish count und something Hko 
six hours from Stockholm. When tho 
European war broke out the lalauds 
were not fortified, hut it was regarded 
In Sweden us quite natural that the 
Russians should take steps to moot 
any German naval diversion against 
them. Tho strategic importance of 
the Islands is beyond question. Prop­
erly fortified, they form practically an 
Impassable barrier between the Baltic 
and the Gulf of Bothnia, and provide 
a naval base'commanding the en­
trance to the Gulf of Finland. The 
Swedish people very well understand 
that the military preparedness now In­
stituted on the Islands is directed 
against Germany and not against 
their country. They agree that the 
war with Germany entitles the Rus­
sians to make military use of the 
archipelago, but there is some per­
turbation as to the situation when the 
war is ended. The question lias been 
raised as to whether Russia wilt then 
submit again to the North scu-BaRic 
treaty of 1908. according to which the 
Inlands should not be fort Hied, nor 
used for military establishments or 
garrisons of any sort. The public dis­
cussion of this question turns upon 
the reported extent of the fortiilen* 
tions und tho care with which they 
nro said to have been constructed.

ANILA is a City of beautiful 
homes and extremely pictur­
esque surroundings, tho col­
orful Orient blended with 

the practical convenience of the Occf- 
dent, (recording to a writer In the New 
York Sun.

In the early days, from 1900 to 1903, 
there was great difficulty in finding 
suitable homes for civilians and quar­
ters for officers of (he army. At pres­
ent in and about the city there are 
many attractive dwellings, rearranged 
Spanish houses and thoroughly up-to- 
date bungalows. Possibly one might 
criticize the intimate way in which 
some of the pretty concrete bungalows 
are huddled, two or three together, on 
a plot of land which, in Singapore or 
Colombo, would bo considered Inade­
quate for the grounds of one home. 
Ittaido, however, tho tiny houso is 
luminously fresh and cleun. If you are 
an Amcrteau, the condensed con­
venience of it all may compensate to 
a degree for tho restricted lawn. It is 
the spirit of practicality moved 
straight over to the Philippines from 
tlm Baited States, which builds two 
houses where one should he.

Comparatively few Americans havo 
built homes of their own. Mostly they 
have lived in the old Spanish houses, 
which are exceedingly commodious 
and picturesque, but often rather 
primitive as regards sanitary arrange­
ments. They are solidly constructed 
to keep out the heat of the sun and 
Mho Die typhoons.

The sliding windows with their 
nHiiy small panes of opalescent oys­
ter shell can enclose thu house com­
pletely against ravaging wind and 
rain. There is invariably a stone 
paved eourlyurd whore, before tho 
days of automobiles, the carriages 
were kept. Tho family occupied the 
Upper story, while the servants' quar­
ters wero on tho ground floor. These 
were never more than two storloB be­
cause of possible earthquakes. As a 
rule, the stable wub underneath, or 
near the kitchen, und tho horses wore 
brought around from the hack and 
harnessed to the curriuge in tho t r o n t  

courtyard.
Tho iron burred windows of Hpanlsh 

times are seen always in Manila, oven 
in tlto modern bungalows. They af­
ford excellent protection against ma 
ruudors, both unlrnal und human. 

Typical High Class Dwelling.
The inner entrance, paved with 

blocks of stone, leads by tlio tiled 
steps Rtid lmllwuy on the ground floor. 
Beyond uro the servuuiK' quurters und 
kitchen. To the left before coloring 
the dlnlug room is tho room of lh» 
No. i hoy or mujor-domo, who super­
intends thu household utul must ho al- 
wuys on hand. In a topical dwolllng 
of the better eluss tho comidor, or 
dining room, has a tiled floor, barred 
windows and fnrnlturo of tho beauti­
ful unlive hard wood, nurru, which 
resembles mahogany, Tlm table, 
which seats twelve persons, Is of ono 
piece of nurru.

Tim walls of Dm ntalrwuy ure deco­
rated with very old temple hangings 
and More scurfs, Intricately woven by 
hand and vividly colored. Frequently 
the stairway leads directly into Dm 
large middle snla, which Is u eomblna- 
Don of hall and drawing room. Wulls 
nod celling uro covered with cloth 
which Is painted or frescoed. In Dm 
salu illustrated tho frescoing Is In soft 
pink.

The chairs, of woven sou grass und 
bamboo, uro painted white and uphol- 
Hlcrnd In pink (lowered chintz. Odd- 
shaped ptccoH of Blackwood und nurru 
furniture are all about, and undent 
und curioiiH embroideries, prints und 
brasses adorn walls aud tables. All 
the rooms ure wonderfully ample und 
ulry. Floors, doom, blinds and all 
woodwork finishings uro of exquisite 
nuDvo timber.

The largo black sulu, In cool blue, 
opens on a veranda which fares tho 
sea. Hero otm has u superb view of 
outgoing und Incoming ships in Dm 
natural harbor, guarded on either side 
by mountainous Muriveles and Corro- 
gldor Around the rooms, which are 
on Dx* weather Hide nf the lionse. runs 
a galerta, or small corridor, perhaps 
four foot wide*.

Natives and many Americans sleep 
on the Filipino bods. They.are of nar- 
ra, four posted and often extravagant­
ly and beautifully carved.

There is u border 
of the wood about four inches wide 
and the rest of the bed is precisely 
Hko a cane seated chair. Over this 
the native spreads a straw mat or 
“petate" and a sheet. The American 
makes a concession to temperate 
zone comfort by having a mattress to 
lit over tho woven cane.

There are no cupboards In tho Span­
ish houses nor indeed in the newer 
dwellings of Amerirun designing. Be­
cause of the intense humidity during 
the rainy season built-in closets would 
not bo udvisablo. Wardrobes of na­
tive camegon or nurra wood and or­
namented with delicate curving con­
tain one's clothing.

Tho Filipino as u servant Is gener­
ally a success. Well und carefully 
trained lx* Ih u Joy, “lie” it invariably 
is, for only muchuchos or boys uro 
employed for household duties, in 
ago he may rungo From sixteen to 
sixty, hut ho is always culled "hoy."

Families who have lived in tho i’hll- 
ipplnes for several yeurs insist upon 
the native costume for their servants. 
Thu zmichnchos of tlm old time Eng­
lish und Bpunish families wore always 
the costume of their country. It con­
sists of loose white duck or drill trous­
ers and un upper garment of whlta 
called a “eamisn China'’ like a laun­
dered shirt with Bttff bosom and 
turned down collar.

Gov. Ferris asked In his proclama­
tion that bells be toiled for a live- 
minute period following noon of 
Tuesday, as part of tbe Memorial 
Day observance. A comparatively 
6mall thing in itself, it nevertheless 
would have been a desirable bit of 
sentiment calculated to further Impress 
the rising generation with what the 
day really should mean; but Negau­
nee, wc are sorry to say, gave scant 
heed to tbe goyernor's request, for so 
as the Ikon Herald is aware, the 
bell of St. Paul's Catholic Church, 
which was tolled for flve minutes fol­
lowing the noon Angelus, is the only 
one which was beard between 12 and 
12:05 last Tuesday noon.

With a Civil War veterau for 
mayor, we hoped to bear the tolling 
of tbe two or three bells over which 
Negaunee exercises municipal control! 
with tbe national emblem properly 
displayed on the towering steel pole at 
tbe bigb school grounds, it was not 
unreasonable to suppose that this 
would be supplemented by measured 
clangs of all tbe school bells: and 
there Is no valid reason why the re* 
malnlng church bells should not have 
joined in tbe solemn chorus.

Negaunee’s failure to observe this 
part of the Memorial Day progrum 
was not Intentional, of course—it was 
simply oversight; and tbe Ikon Hkk­
ald suggosts that the Grand Army- 
post keep the matter in mind and see 
that all concerned are given a special 
reminder a few days In advunce of 
Memorial Day next year.

Gov. Ferris asked In his proclama­
tion that bells be tolled for & five- 
minute period following noon of 
Tuesday, as part of the Memorial 
Day observance. A comparatively 
small thing in itself, it nevertheless 
would have been a desirable bit of 
sentiment calculated to further Impress 
tbo rising generation with what the 
day really should mean; but Negau- 
nee, wc are sorry to Bay, gavo scant 
heed to the governor's request, for bo 
as the Ikon Herald is aware, the 
bell of St. Paul’s Catholic Church, 
which was tolled for five minutes fol­
lowing the noon Angelus, Is the only 
one which was beard between 12 and 
12:0ft last Tuesday noon.

With a Civil War veteran for 
mayor, we hoped to hoar the tolling 
of the two or three bells over which 
Negaunee exercises municipal control! 
with the national emblem properly 
displayed on the towering steel pole at 
the high school grounds, it was not 
unreasonable to suppose that this 
would be supplemented by measured 
clangs of all the school bells: and 
there Is no valid reason why the re­
maining church bells Bhould not have 
joined la the solemn chorus.

Negaunee’* failure to observe this 
part of the Memorial Day program 
was not Intentional, of course—It was 
simply oversight; and the Ikon Her- 
AM) suggests that the Grand Army 
post keep the matter In mind and see 
that all concerned are given a special 
reminder a few days in advunce of 
Memorial Day next year.

Washington, D. C., has 
issued a bulletin giving complete 
illustrated instructions, designed to 
enable anyone to distinguish the dif­
ference between the varieties. This 
bulletin may be obtained by writing 
to the secretary of agriculture, or 
your own congressman. Recipes are 
also given for cooking mushrooms.

The danger of fatal consequences 
Is so great that nobody should take 
any chances in the matter, when the 
writing of a postul card will bring 
the information needed to enable one 
to distinguish the edible from the 
poisonous.

When we get a cold it means 
that the cold microbes have gotten in­
to our nose and throat and have found 
a suitable place in which to grow and 
multiply In the mucus which is given 
off by these tissues.

When our body is in prime physical 
condition this* mucous covering of the 
nasal membranes does not afford the 
germs a suitable food and harbor for 
development

In other words, the normally resist­
ant membranes of the nose and throat 
have the power to destroy these and 
other kinds of germs, before they ac­
quire a foothold within the deeper 
tissues.

HEAD OF GREAT INSTITUTION
President Richard Cockburn Mac* 

laurin, about whom tho dedication ex­
ercises of tho new buildings of tho 
Massachusetts Institute of Technology 
on June 12, 13 and 14 will center, has 
the distinction which will bo appre­
ciated by businesslike Americans that 
he has financed the construction of the 
new edifices. This means that he has 
secured gi/ts t>f about wine million dol- 
lurs and at the same time has carried 
forward the educational program of 
the institute without departure from 
its high standards.

President Maeluurin was horn in 
Edinburgh tn 1870. H1h early boyhood 
was spent in New Zealand, whence he 
returned to England to complete his 
preliminary education. In 1892 he 
entered tho I’niverslty of Cambridge, 
taking two degrees, B. A. and M. A., 
the thesis work for tho latter being 
most advanced mathematics. On grad­
uation he was elected a follow of 8t. 

John’s college. Doctor Maclaurin spent ten months in the United States in 
1896 and 1897, studying and visiting educational institutions, and then returned 
to England, this time to study law. He was appointed in 1*98 professor of 
mathematics of the University of New Zealand, became a trustee of the uni­
versity and took an active part in the organization of technical education in 
the colony. He was dean of the faculty of law in the university for four yeffra.

In 1907 be was invited to Columbia university as professor of mathematical 
physics, and a year later wa6 made head of (he department of physics. On 
November 23, 1908, Doctor Maclaurin was appointed by the Corporation of 
Technology to be president of tho institute.

SHAFFROTH BOOSTS SUFFRAGE 3
If the women of America ever 

have an opportunity to vote for Sena­
tor Shafforth of Colorado, his oppon­
ent Is likely to be snowed under, for 
he has made himself mighty popular 
with the equal suffragists. Urging the 
adoption of the Susan B. Anthony 
amendment in the senate recently, he 
delivered some hard blows at the tyr­
anny of the male sex.

In the formation of the republic, 
he declared, new principles of govern­
ment were put forth, one of which wan 
that all men were created equal in 
rights and that man was entitled to 
life, liberty and the pursuit of happi­
ness as inalienable rights.

"While men of our republic ac­
knowledge these principles of govern­
ment," he said, "as applicable to all 
men, many refuse to recognize them 
as applicable to women. They cling 
to their power like the monarehs and 
tho aristocracy clung to theirs. They 
Invoke divine right of sex as the monarehs asserted divine right of kings.

"The arrogance with which men uHsert that women have a sphere to which 
they should be confined must be irritating to women of thought and action. 
Who gave man the right to determine woman’s sphere without even consult­
ing her?”

FRIEND OF WAR CHILDREN
A young woman stood in a large 

drawing room in Washington and 
talked to a group of men and women 
about a work for which she asked 
their aid. She looked very girlish to 
be deeply engrossed ’ i a great inter­
national welfare movement

This young woman was Miss Caro­
line Dawes Appleton ot Massachusetts 
and New York and Paris, and she is 
the founder of the international society 
of the Friends of Childhood, whose mis­
sion is to help those who have become 
impoverished by the European war. As 
the name betokens, children are the 
chief object of relief, but the welfare 
of children in many cases involves 
help for an entire family. Miss Apple- 
ton intends to make Washington the 
permanent headquarters of her wore.

Miss Appleton is the daughter of 
the late Alanson Stewart Appleton, lit­
terateur, editor and publisher, who 
earned distinction for his work both 

at home and abroad, King Leopold II of Belgium bestowing especial honors 
upon him. As the editor and publisher of the only polyglot journal in existence 
Mr. Appleton spent much time in foreign travel, and his gifted daughter Is 
conversant with the languages of most of the European countries, speaking 
even the difficult Serbian tongue with fluency.

To aid her work financially she has transcribed and published some of tho 
beautiful folk songs of Serbia. This has never before been done, as the songs 
of the people of that land are not written down, but are passed on vocally from 
one generation to another.

Col. George A. Dodd, the leader of 
the cavalry detachment which rode 55 
miles in 17 hours and smashed Villa’s 
command near Guerrero, gave New 
York city, back in 1897, a glimpse of 
his determined character A military 
c a rn iv a l had been arranged and the 
government consented to send to it 
Troop F of tho Third U. S. cavalry, 
famous for its startling feats of horse­
manship, which was commanded by 
Captain Dodd. General Miles ordered 
Captain Dodd to proceed to Madison 
Square garden with his men from their 
quarters at Fort Ethan Allen.

But os soon as public announce­
ment was made that Captain Dodd 
would he accorded a public reception 
on Sunday with a military escort, the 
Society for the Observance of the Sab­
bath Law protested, bolding that the 
Btate law prohibited parades on Sun­
day.

General Carroll telegraphed to 
Captain Dodd that tho police might interfere with his troop’s parading.

"How many policemcu aro there in town?” Captain Dodd wired to General 
Carroll.

"Four thousand.” wus tho telegraphic response.
"We have 62 men in Troop F,” was the answering telegram of Captain 

Dodd. "We will refiort in Madison Square garden on Sunday morning.”
And they did.

VOTERS’ DUTY PLAIN
Underwood Tariff Law Must Be 

Discarded.

Measure Has Fulfilled None of tho
Promises Made by Its Democratic 

Sponsors—Unfair Competition 
With Foreign Goods.

Actual experience nlneo tho passage 
nf tln> I'htliTWond-SIniiiiunK act allows 
Unit none of the cotilcuLiaiiH of the 
Democratic prophets bus held good, in 
tin months immediately following the 
enactment "f the law und preceding 
tin* war there was u tremendous iu- 
cruise, in the importation of duty-free 
artleles. According to arguments made 
by those who favored the rneasuro 
I lu re should luve been u marked de- 
crease in the coat of necessaries of 
life. Was there? Thoro have been 
no surface Indications of any material 
< ut in living expenses up to this time, 
nor is there any hope uiong that line. 
Under the present arrangement tho 
ultimate consumer pays not only the 
burdensome direct tax. hut just as 
high prices for his necessities, 
while his purchasing power has been 
materially lowered by tho new law 
permitting foreign goods to come Into 
this country In competition with those 
manufactured in plants where Ameri­
can wages were being paid.

Is It impossible for Democratic 
statesmen to realize that we cannot 
build up and maintain our own indus­
tries while sending our money abroad 
to purchase the output of manufactur­
ing plants in other countries?

Enough voters have been convinced 
by the demonstration of 1913. however, 
to overthrow the entire regime at the 
next election.

House Should Be Republican.
The house of representatives of the 

Sixty-fourth congress is composed of 
22.7 Democrats, 197 Republicans and 
7 Progressives.

This shows a Democratic plurality 
over the Republicans of but 30, a ma­
jority over Republicans and Progres­
sives of but 23. If the one vacancy is 
filled by a Democrat, which is very 
prjbahle, it being in a Mississippi dis­
trict, then the Democratic majority 
will bo 21 and a Republican gain of 
16 Democratic seats will give the Re­
publicans a clear majority in the next 
house, even if there should be seven 
Progressives elected to it.

If the Progressive voters will unite 
with the Republicans in the election of 
1916 there is every reason tc hope 
for a Republican majority cf at least 
50 in the Inuse of representatives of 
the Sixty-fifth congress.

Income Tax Defective.
Attention is called by a committee 

o f the National Tax association to the 
fact that the statistics published by 
the government relating to income-tax 
results are very meager. Without ask­
ing that facts be set forth indicating 
the wealth of particular individuals as 
shown by the tax returns, the commit­
tee would have the government pre­
sent to the public much more infor­
mation of a general nature than thus 
far the authorities havh chosen to pre­
sent.

If the income tax Is to be retained 
the glaring faults of its application 
should bo corrected.

Tax That Would Be Just.
Where amassed wealth bns been tho 

result of talent or enterprise well em­
ployed and not a result of extracting 
the stored resources of nature, it wilt 
still bo highly appropriate to impose 
an inheritance tax upon the fortunes 
thus acquired.

Yet another thing the Democrats 
might serviceably do would he tho 
wiping out of the present war tux and 
failure to enact any tax of its particu­
lar type. Instead a special (ax should 
bo Imposed upon all kinds of muni­
tions of war at their places of manu­
facture, so ns io avoid an export tax 
that would he unconstitutional.

Overthrow the Administration.
The European war is the only thing 

which could have prevented the Demo­
cratic free list from becoming a high­
way for tho dumping of cheap labor 
products on the American market.

When the war ends the menace wfil 
be renewed unless the voters take such 
a decisive stand at the election next 
November us to overthrow the entire 
administration and rebuke its efforts 
to open the markets of the nation to 
the underpaid workmen of the old 
world.

Has a Sinister Sound.
Mr. Bryan’s announcement that he 

is going to St. Louis for Wilson sug­
gests latent hope that In going for 
him he will "get him.”—New York Her­
ald.

Tho latest candidate for Elijah's 
mantle is the political prophet who 
predicts that Bryan will make trou­
ble for the Democratic party.

Why Trouble to Write Platform?
