Mrs, Schwartzer Dead
Negaunee friends wero grieved to 

IcArn of tbe death of Mrs, Henry 
Schwartzer, who passed away on 
Thursday of last week at Los Angeles, 
Cain., which had boen tbe family home 
for the post throe or four yoars, No 
particulars have been received regard­
ing her Illness and Its fatal termina­
tion, but U Is assumed that she did 
not become seriously 111 until quite 
recently, for she had written to Ne- 
pan nee friends that she was In hopes 
to pay them a visit this summer.

Mrs. Schwartzer was aboutHH 3ears 
of age and she was a pioneer resldont, 
of Negauoee. Her maiden name was 
Kate Sweeney and for several years 
prior to her marriage to Mr. Schwartz- 
er she was housekeeper at St. Raul's 
rectory for Rev. J. B. Vertln, who af- 
terward became bishop of the Diocese 
of Marquette. About three years ago 
the Schwartzer family removed to Cal* 
Ifornia, and while they had no reason 
to regret tbe change they nevertheless 
continued to have a deep ioterest In 
Negaunee and its people, and Mrs. 
Schwartzer in particular had looked 
forward lo a pleasurable visit with 
old-time friends. There survive tbe 
husband and seven children, the latter 
being Charles, Paul, Edward and Jos* 
eph Schwartzer and the Misses Min­
nie, Louise and Agnes Schwartzer, all 
residents of Los Angeles.

Death of Mrs. J. Q. Adams
Mrs. John Quincy Adams, who bad 

been a resident of Negaunee slnco the 
early 70'e, passed away lest Friday 
afternoon at tbe family home, 113 Hast 
Case Btreet. Heart disease was tbe 
cause of bor death and the end came 
quite suddenly, though Mrs. Adams 
had oot enjoyed tbe best of health dur­
ing the past year and her condition 
had become quite serious a few days 
preceding her death.

Mrs. Adams' maiden name was 
Sophronla A. Owen and she was born 
at Sharon, Conn., seventy-six years 
ago, her parents being Mr, and Mrs. 
UutusOwen. Her marriage to John 
Quincy Adums, a native of Cornwall, 
Conn., occurred In 1858 and they con­
tinued to reside Ir. that stale until the 
fore part of the 70’s, Mr. Adams hav- 
lug meantime completed his legal 
studies and secured admission to the 
Connecticut bar, Removal was made 
in 1872 to Negaunee, which had been 
the family home ever since. Mr. 
Adums, who In succeeding years 
achlevsd high place In Upper Penin­
sula legal clrclss and also was widely 
known because of his active participa­
tion in Republican politics, died Feb­
ruary 25th, 11)13,

Though a woman who by nature 
preferred tbe quiet of home life to 
rounds of social activities, Mrs. 
Adams nevertheless bad prominent 
part in tbe soolal life of Negaunee'* 
earlier years, and bad a wide ac­
quaintance throughout tbe county. 
Tbe pasting of this Nogaunee pioneer 
will be mourned by many, for she was 
a woman of the most kindly Instincts 
and always did her full share In chari­
ty, though ever io a most unassuming 
way.

There survives ooe son, Eugene W. 
Adams, who became associated in tbe 
insurance branch of his father's busi­
ness a number of years ago and has 
conducted tbe agency since the death 
of tbe senior member of tbe Arm,

The funerat was held Monday after­
noon, when neighbors aod the more 
intimate of the friends of ths family 
assembled at the home for (he services, 
which were conducted hy Rev. R. L. 
liewsoo, pastor of Mltehsft M»*(lindf»t 
Episcopal Church.

Patrick Gaffney Killed

Patrick Gultney, a well-known Ne- 
gauneo young man who was employed 
ns switchman on the L. S. A 1. Rail­
way, sustained Injuries lust Friday 
afternoon while at work In the yards 
of tbe Negaunee mine which resulted 
In his death a few hours later.

When releasing a brake on ono of 
the ore curs lu the train that was he* 
ing switched, Gaffney was thrown from 
the ear und fell across the rail. He 
was dragged fully fifty feet before the 
train could ho brought to a standstill 
and It was then found that both legs 
had h<*en practically severed Imlow 
tho knees. The Negaunee mine first- 
aid crew rendmod temporary assist­
ance and the injured man was removed 
to the Negaunee Hospital as quickly 
us possible, hut the loss of blood and 
the general shock hud weakened hlui 
lo an extent that gavu scant hope for 
his recovery, and theend cutne during 
the evening.

Deceased was 2b yours of age and 
hud spent practically the whole of his 
life lu Negaunee. He is survived by 
his molhur, Mrs, Ellen Gaffney and a 
slstor, Miss Minnie Gaffney, the fam­
ily home being at South Negaunee. A 
brother', John Gulfncy, who Is u con­
ductor on the I)., M. A N. Railway, 
with headquarters at Proctor, Mlnn.i 
also survives.

The young man was widely known 
throughout tbe county, having follow­
ed railroading ever since he became 
of age, and the family have the sym­
pathy of all in the bereavement which 
has 10 suddenly come upon them. The 
funeral was held Monday morning, 
services bolng conducted at St. Paul's 
Church. An Inquest was conducted 
by Coroner William Prln Wednesday 
and a verdict of accidental death was 
returned.

Navarre Boys, Both Mentioned in National Army Orders, Succeed in 
Destroying Many Enemy Battle Aeroplanes— Mother Says “It 

Is Not the Cradles, but the Tombs, Which Attach U"
So Closely to Our Country.'’

i'iiriH The Navarro twins, us avi­
ators, an* for tho moment the talk of 
France.

Several times both of thoni have 
been mentioned in nutlonul orders, 
one In particular on account or his 
wonderful success in destroying (*tr- 
man battle aeroplanes.

Jean Navarro, who bus hitherto 
been tlio boat known u» "Adjudant" 
Navarro (where “udjudant" Ik not tho 
equivalent of “adjutant" In tho Aiuori- 
enn acceptation of tho word, but cor­
responds to sergeunt major) la now a 
sublieutenant. It was not he, however, 
ns erroneously understood by the Ger- 
mun newspapers. but tlm other twin, 
Pierre, who recently challenged the 
successful Germun aviator, Lieutenant 
inimolniann. to u duel in the clouds, 
which the latter refused.

While Georges Gulnemor continues 
to be tho hero of the Freuelt school­
boy on account of his extremely youth­
ful appearance and his delicate, boy­
ish face, tho Navarro brothers have at­
tracted wide attention In a most sur­
prising degree, as they are equally 
youthful, being only twenty years old, 
and ns they lmd already been noted 
for their general ability us amateurs In 
held sports. They are small, vigorous, 
bright and vivacious.

They hud been in the military serv­
ice only a few weeks when both be­
gan to receive decorations. Jean was 
Ibe tlrst to become an airman and thus 
far has the advantage over Ills brother 
of having already destroyed a sulll- 
dent number of enemy machines to 
warrant his name being usod with 
each fresh exploit, an honor which has 
not yet been accorded to his brother 
Pierre for nvlntion work, ns his deeds 
In the air are alluded to without the 
name being given.

Pierre already lias been mentioned 
by name, however, for other military 
service.

Mere Boys Become Aviators.
Hut it Is not merely tho popular in­

terest which thn two young men have 
aroused Mint makes their case Inter­
esting. but the fuel that the military 
authorities regal'd tho advent of tho 
young men Into the French aviation 
service as an event of the greatest Im­
portance, and us proving that mero 
boys can make great aviators.

One man llko Sublieutenant Navarro 
or Sublieutenant (iulnemor con upset 
the entire arrangements of the (Jar­
man general stuff when the latter pre­
pares a surprise movement and guards 
its lines of operations by scores of 
lighting aircraft In the hope of insur­
ing secrecy for u 11 movements, i loth 
Navarro and (Iulnemor have spoiled 
wcll-luid schemes to the east mid west 
of the Meuse river since the battle of 
Verdun begun on February 21.

As the war goes on tho services of 
highly skilled uvlutors uro regarded us 
more and more important and. when 
thn occasional man with the special 
genius for (he most Important part of 
the work whleh the aviator can ren­
der comes forth, the French authori­
ties are very prompt In giving him rec­
ognition and in setting him up us a 
model for tho other ulr lighters.

Ho much has been published of late 
in tho press of ICuropo regarding tho 
Navarro twins, utid so much confusion 
bus arisen with regard to tho Identity 
of one or the other as performer of 
certain cxplollu, that Mr. Jean Itogier 
decided to cull upon the proud mother 
of tint two young men at her residence 
ul Oulllns. u suburb of Lyons, to oh 
lain front her defalls regarding them 
Him Is the mother of ten children, live 
beys and live girls, ami Is the daugh­
ter of a mujor of urilllery. Her hire 
bund belongs to an old French family 
und Is a paper muuufaeiun r.

Tho Mother’! View.
’What shall 1 say about .lean?" she 

Is quoted in the lYHt I'urlsh n us say­
ing. “There Is no story to till; lie Is 
simply my Jean. He le-vor speaks 
about Ills exploits ami It is only from 
the newspapers ihai I learn of them. 
Jean and I'lerre were born at Joul snr 
Morin

“They uro good little boys. They 
have ulways loved uml worshiped each 
other. They were always together 
and hud the same tastes mid tneilini- 
(luiis and wo spared no (rouble or » *• 
pojiso in their education. They de­
voted themselves to all kinds of sports 
and are niagnUlcently healthy und 
handsome.

“it is (rue that .lean is more or less 
undisciplined and does not understand 
much about obedience, not thn ugh 
wickedness, but because bo Is made 
that way, for Ills Is a lovely character. 
Ills father desired to piepure him fori 
a commercial career, but the Idea of , 
having to obey so many superiors was 
irksome to .lean, and after ho look his 
bachelor’s degree at college ho attend 
ed an athletic school at Ithelms and on 
tored the aviation school at Purls.

“Jean has alwuys shown a taste for 
uvlatlon. As children, a few years 

" ago, he and Pierre had bought a Jiltle 
motor and hud oonstno tod an aero- 
pluno In all the loiters which they 
wrote us at that time hardly anything 
wum mentioned except phrases about 
aeroplanes, such as the curving of the 
wings,’ the ‘stahlll/er,’ the 'steering 
from below' and all sorts of technical 
terms. They thought of nothing but 
aeroplanes and were already uvlutors

“In the monlb before the war began 
Jean, with the authorization ot Ids fa 
ther, went to t'rotoy to become trained 
ns an air pilot. He had not time to 
begin Ills work when the hostilities be­
gan and Jean had to come hack to 
Lyons.

Was Rejected at First.
“lie made every effort to enter tho 

army both hero and at Bordeaux. but 
could not succeed, us he w,.s too 
young. ‘You are too small a boy to 
fly,’ they told him invariably, und poor 
Jean was heartbroken, but he is of uii 
obstinate nature, and ho induced Sen­
ator Lacroix, a friend of the family, to 
obtain for him admission to tho avia­
tion service at Saint Cyr.

“A few days after his arrival there, 
however, tho school was transferred 
and Jean was again in trouble. By 
new exertions ho succeeded in being 
sent to liron, but he found there was 
r.o activity whatever, and finally at 
Christmas he was allowed to go to the 
front. Ho was given a few weeks’ 
training with an air squadron and 
then, mi his very first flight, he 
brought down a large (iormun ma­
chine.

“Since then they tell me that air 
fighting has been a dally matter with 
him und that bis exploits are uimoBt 
Innumerable, and that tho military au­
thorities have officially given credit for 
the destruction or eight enemy ma­
chines, as careful Investigation had 
proved that ut least this eight have 
boon entirely destroyed us u result of 
his work.

"1 no longer tremble for him. I rea­
lize tbut the death which ho might 
meet in this way Is not dreaded or 
even feared. France will ho all tho 
dearer to mo, oven If 1 have to lose 
ray hoy In his present work.

"They say that it is the cradles 
which attach us so closely to our coun­
try. No, it is not the cradles, hut tho 
tombs. Ouo cun curry off the cradles 
Into other countries, but tho tombs 
remain. I do not tremble for my son, 
hut J have a certain feeling of pity for 
those whom ho brings down.

Pities the Victims.
"Ono duy I said to tho twins, 'The 

poor devils,' speaking of the enemy. 
Jean simply shook his head without 
saying anything, hut Pierre corrected 
mo by saying Tho villains!'

"I saw Jean recently In Paris, 
where ho hud gone to get a new aero- 
plane. We went out for a walk and, 
as he wore all his decorations, people 
looked at us and 1 was very happy. I 
said to him. ‘Tell me what you do ut 
Verdun,’

*” Wlmt can I toll you, mother?' ho 
replied, and that was all ho said ubout 
his uvlatlon work. It was from the ma­
chinists that I obtulnod tho news re- 
gardfng all his movements, and, al­
though 1 have more love for my hoyB 
than pride in them, still, I must admit 
that 1 uni very proud of Juan und of 
Pierre.

"Of Pierre people have not yot beard 
ns much as of Jean, because he bus 
followed u rather different lino since 
the war began, lie was accepted us u 
volunteer In the Infantry service ut 
tho very beginning and he was award­
ed u decoration for a brilliant deed

abb ho performed in the early dayj
’ Ypres.
"Volunteers had been called for to 

removG the debris of a house which 
had been shelled und which had bur­
ied a number of olficcrs, including a 
general. Pierre offered himself and. 
under u frightful shelling by the Ger­
mans. he helped to bring out the vic­
tims safely.

Ho pursued nnd brought down an ad­
versary, but as ho was coming back 
he saw suddenly come up behind him 
a powerful Herman machine which bo- 
gun to lire on him with a machine gun 
at close range.

Pierre Is Wounded.
“Heforc* he could turn and fuco the 

enemy ho received a bullet In tho arm 
which cut an artery. As It was Im­
possible for him to continuo tho fight, 
lie headed downward, losing blood rap­
idly. lie succeeded in landing noar 
whoro his brother was and fell ex­
hausted. Somo soldiers carried him to 
the ambulance.

“Jean ut tho time was in the air and 
after )jp had finished tho career of a 
largo German acroplano ho descended 
und learned that Piorre had boon 
wounded. Almost crazed with grief, 
ho obtained an nutbmobllc and rushed 
to tho ambulanco und found Pierre in 
tho receiving station In tho roar of the 
Verdun linos and he took him in the 
automobile to tho hospital ot Bar-le* 
Due. Then he went buck and within 
a couple of hours performed ono of his 
most brilliant exploits in tho nlr.

"A colonel who knows Joan told rao 
that he met him the other day In Paris 
and, touching him on tho shoulder, 
said: 'Jean, they can’t give you any­
thing more. You have tho military 
cross with seven bars, tho military 
modal and the Legion of Honor. Real­
ly, there Is nothing more that you ran 
receive. You on* going to live on now 
without any prospect of reward.'

“ ‘No,’ replied Jean, 'that Is not my 
view. It Is true that they may not 
have anything more to give mo, but I 
on tuy part can still go on working to 
be more deserving of what they have 
already given me.’ _

“Wus not that a charming remark 
for. a boy who is fighting for his coun­
try?" asked tho proud mother of tho 
most-tulkcd-of airman In Frunco.

New Battalions Have Completely 
Engulfed the Old Regu­

lar Force.

HOLD 100 MILES OF FRONT
Never Have There Been So Many Ger­

man and Allied Troops on the 
Western Front—Doctors Help 

the Civilians.

By FREDERICK PALMER.
British Headquarters, Frauce.—A 

correspondent who has been absent 
for six months from the British front 
is umazed upon his return at the in­
crease in numbers of men, guns and 
equipment. Tho numerous battalions 
of the new urmy which have arrived 
have engulfed the old regular army. 
Not one officer In ten whom one meets 
has bad any military service before 
the war.

Now one must ride a hundred miles 
to pass the British front. Khaki is 
thick in the villages of the Somme 
country as well as in those of north­
ern Helgium. Tho British hold the fa­
mous “Labyrinth” os well us Ypres 
and Loos.

in the course of the taking over of 
a long section of the French line, 
which freed French troops for serv­
ice, hundreds of miles of wire had to 
bo laid, transport organized, bead- 
quarters moved, new corps and divi­
sions created and commanders ap­
pointed.

In the lust few months now rnon 
have come Into positions of responsi­
bility. Men who entered tho army as 
second lieutenants have becomo cap­
tains without yet being old enough to 
vote. Majors huvo becomo colonels 
and genoruls.

”We do not know when the war will 
be over, but we do know that spring 
Is bore," say tho soldiers. Tho sec­
ond winter in tho trcncheB is fin- 
(shod. Its chill, wet monotony is over.

Before another winter— well, what 
will happen this summer? Tho growth 
of tho army and tho Bun druwlng the 
molBturo out of the mud emphasized 
tho universal question.

Face Big German Army,
Never, so fur as ono can leurn, have 

thero been so many Gorniuns und so 
many allied troopB on tho western 
front as at this time. Next to tho 
Verdun region, the Gorman concentra­
tion Is heaviest In face of tho British 
of any section from tho North sea to 
Switzerland. No German troops huvo 
been drawn off from tho British front 
us ro-enforcomenis for tho uttuck on 
Verdun.

Ono sldo nr the other demolishes a 
section of cnciuy trench by exploding 
mines or by artillery concentration. 
Then the infantry rushes tlm trench, 
guthors in some prisoners, does whut 
•Inmugo It cun and returns to Its own 
trench.

But 
no sooner has ono sldo worked out 
u now trick (bun Ihe other leurns 
bow lo counter It.

"Mud" was the reuson given in a 
word by an o/Heer why the British 
, (Mild ,not attack In winter lo relieve 
the pressure on Verdun.

"It was the seiisoii the Germans 
would huvo chosen for us to uttack," 
lie added.

SOUPS MADE WITH STOCK
Ingredients That Are practically Al­

ways at Hand All That Need 8 o 
Given Consideration.

One quart brown stock, one can to­
matoes, one-half teaspoonfu! pepper­
corns, one small bay leaf, three cloves, 
three sprigs thyme, four tablespoon­
fuls butter, one-third cupful flour, oue- 
fourth cupful each, cut in dice, of 
onion, carrot, celory, raw ham; salt 
and pepper. Cook onion, carrot, cel­
ery and ham in butter flvo mtnutos. 
Add flour, peppercorns, bay leaf, 
cloves, thyme aud cook three minutes. 
Then add tomatoes, cover and cook 
slowly one hour. When cooked iu 
oven It requires loss watching. Rub 
through a strainer, add hot stock, and 
season with salt and pepper.

Oxtail Soup.—Ono small oxtail, six 
cupfuls brown stock, one-half cupful 
each, cut in dice, of carrot and tur­
nip, ono-half cupful each, cut in small 
pieces, onion and celery, one-half tea­
spoonful salt, few grains of cayenne, 
one-fourth cupful Madeira wine, one 
teaspoonful table salt, one teaspoonful 
lemon Juice. Cut oxtail in small pieces, 
wash, drain, sprinkle with salt and 
popper, dredge with flour and fry in 
butter ten minutes. Add to brown 
stock, and slramor one hour. Then 
add vegetables, which have been par­
boiled 20 minutes; simmer until vege­
tables are soft, add salt, cayenne, 
wine, table sauce and lemon Juice.

Julienne Soup.—To one quart clear 
brown soup stock add one-fourth cup­
ful each carrots and turnips cut In 
thin strips one and one-half inches 
long, previously cooked in boiling salt­
ed water, and two tablespoonfuls each 
of cooked peas and string beans. Heat 
to boiiing point.

USES FOR THE TRIMMINGS
Purchaser Should Not Overlook the

Apparently Trivial Odds and Enda 
That May Be Put to Advantage.

Trimmings from meat belong to tho 
purchaser, and should always bo 
claimed. The feet of fowls contain 
gelatin and add to soups and gravies, 
while the feet of sheep, calves and 
hogs are used In Jollies and soups, or 
can bo served boiled, pickled, stewed, 
or fried in butter. These may also 
be used with parts of the head to 
make scrapple. The heads of pigs and 
calves are used In head cheese.

The livers of beef, calves, sheep, 
veal, pigs and poultry are all good, 
though beef liver is not so delicate In 
flavor as that of the smaller animals. 
Sco that the texturo of the liver is 
smooth aud free from streaks and 
lumps.

The number of 
milch cows was 1,142,000 in February, 
1916, as compared with 1.282,000 In 
May, 1915. The decrease in tho num­
ber of awino during tho samo period 
la about 500.000. and the number of 
sheep dropped from 633,034 in May. 
1916, to only 254,368 In February last.

To Wash White Gloves.
The following is an excellent meth­

od for cleaning washablo white gloves, 
whether of doeskin, chamois or the 
newer kid. First put the gloves on tho 
hands and wash, Usiug any white soap 
that lathers freely. A soft-bristled 
brush may be used, especially on linger 
tips and wrists, but the nail brush 
type has altogether too stiff bristles. 
When perfectly clean this soapsuds 
may be rinsed off, but immediately 
rub on more soap until the gloves are 
covered with a thick lather like 
whipped creatn. With a towel pat this 
Into the glove and remember that the 
more of this the glove can be made to 
absorb the softer and more pliable It 
will be and the longer service it will 
give. Dry without rinsing.—Good 
Housekeeping,

Cleansing Fluid.
A dry-cleansing fluid which will re­

move grease spots from clothing und 
In which most delicate silks and hu-os 
may be washed without injury is: al­
cohol one aud a quarter ounces, buy 
rum one-eighth ounco, oil of wintor* 
green, ono-half ouuce, aqua ammonia, 
ono-olghth ounco, chloroform, ono-lmlf 
ounco, and sulphuric ether one-half 
ounco. Add ono gallon ot gusoline. 
Keop closely covorcd and away from 
fire. Use out of doors. Hang gar­
ments In open air until all odor dis­
appears. Do not throw fluid away, but 
let stand (covered) until all dirt set­
tles; pour off and put away to uso 
again.

Fruit Cocktail.
Any fruit cocktail may he used that 

oue desires, but hero is a spoclully de­
licious ono; Fill the cocktail glusnes 
with diced grapefruit, puuchmi, pears, 
a few slices of orange, and cover with 
white grupos, cut In half und seeded; 
over this, pour a fruit sirup made from 
throo tablespoonfuls granulated teigar, 
boiled ono-half minute; when cool add 
Juice of remainder of orange and grape­
fruit; garnish with candied ch«rrtos 
and sprinkle with chupped pistachio 
nuts.

Boiled Spaghetti.
In preparing (his delicacy for tho 

tablo take about twenty-four sticks of 
spaghetti und allow them to full into a 
laucopan of boiling water. Put on the 
lid and slmmor slowly for uu hour, 
stirring now und thon. Havo a little 
cold water ready to I'll up the puu 
should tho wator boll away, und bo 
vory careful In dishing.

Qrlddlo Cakes.
Gno-thlrd cupful tapioca, ono and 

ono-half cupfuls of flour, two teaspoon* 
fuls of baking powder, level teaspoon* 
ful of salt, one teaspoonful of sugar; 
mix and stir Into one quart of milk, 
adding two eggs, white and yolkH heat* 
cn separately, tahlespoonfui of mulled 
butter; bake un hot griddle.

What 8ugar Does.
When a metal teapot is not in use, 

put a  lump of sugar into the pot and 
this will prevent its becoming musty.

Sweden.
A dispatch from Stockholm to tho 

Associated Press brings a thrilling 
story that has stirred all Sweden, it 
is to the effect that Leonard Rudolph 
Alexander Gyllenpalni, ^  member of 
one of the oldest families In Sweden— 
a family knighted in tbe seventeenth 
century and registered in tho “Rlddar 
bus," or Swedish house of nobles— 
has confessed to the double murder 
which recently occurred in one of the 
brunch banks of Stockholm, and 
which stirred all Sweden because of 
the brutality and mystery of the crime, 

i The manager of the bank was found 
J with a hatchet in his skuil and a worn- 
I un clerk shot dead. The chance cap- 
luro of Gyllenpalni and his own cold- 

i blooded story of the crime havo made 
j thrilling reading for tho Swedish 
j people. Ilia Nemesis worked in the 
: person of a young Swedish woman 
with a good memory for faces. She 
had seen tho nobleman eroorgn from 
tho hank, and though sho did not know 
of any murder having benn commit­
ted, she noticed there was something 
strange about his manner. When she 
herself had entored the bank she 
found the bodies of tho manager and 
tho woman clerk, and then realized 
that the man she had seen hurrying 
from tho phico must havo boon tbo 
murderer. She described tho man to 
the police as best she could, but the 
detectives made absolutely no head­
way until, more than a fortnight after­
ward. tho same young lady paaaod the 
murderer on tbe street. She thought 
sho recognized him. but was not sure. 
With a girl companion, sho followed 
the man aoveral blocks until they fell 
In with a policeman, to whom the girl 
told her suspicions, and tho officer de­
cided to arrost him. Tho nobleman 
at first denied nil knowledge of tho 
crime, but aftor he had been hold for 
two days an analysis of somo spots on 
his clothes and shoes established that 
they were stains of human blood, and 
when confronted with this evtdenco, 
Gyllenpalni confessed. He said he 
was In desperate need of money, and 
had planned the crlmo wouks ahead. 
He only Intended, however, to kill tho 
branch niunngor, thinking no one else 
would he at the hnnk at tho time. Ho 
carried tho hutchnt In n leather port­
folio or lawyer’s brief caso. Ho was 
surprised to sco tho woman clerk, 
and followed his llrst impulse to shoot. 
Having comnittteil tho double murder, 
he became alurnied and lied without 
Hocurlng any money whatever. By rea­
son of his nobility of birth, Oyllenpalm 
con choose that ho be put to death 
with the sword Instead of tho more 
plebeian hludo of the guillollno.

, According to dlKpatrhos from Htock- 
holm aud rnpcuhugon. Hwodeu and 
Domnnt-k adopted tho plan of saving 
tho daylight. In Hwodon the royal do 
croo 1ms mado tho plan effective from 
May 16 to September 3. und In Den* 
murk the parilutuent has empowered 
the government to put iho system Into 
offoct. Tho daylight saving plan con­
sists of the siitiplo expedient of setting 
all tho clocks of tho country forward 
one hour, thus utilizing the ourty morn­
ing hours of dnyllght, which arc ordi­
narily opent in sleep, und saving a cor­
responding period of time in the eve­
ning, when artificial light hns to bo 
used.

Tho women of Sweden, tlko thoao of 

Switzerland, bays u dispatch, aro aid­
ing Gorman war orphans on a largo 
scale. Under tho protectorate of 
Queen Victoria, a largo Rocloty has 
been organized to procure temporary 
homes for several thousand German 
boys and girls whoso fathers have beeu 
killed on tho hnttlnflelds. Thu chil­
dren will ho tuken caro of In Sweden 
until thn German government ran pro­
vide for them. Many of them will ho 
adopted hy tho members of the so­
ciety, If tho German authorities con- 

to this.

Monsen Mjelde a leading Norwegian 
Journalist, has written a letter from 
Sweden In which he declares that the 
Swedish government is determined to 
maintain the strictest neutrality in tho 
great war. He says, iu part. Most 
people in all countries are strongly 
for or against one or tho other of the 
boltigerents. With tho exception of 
the pro-German "activists” the mass 
of the Swedish people may bo said to 
have no very pronounced sympathies 
or untfpathies toward the warring 
groups, in fact, the Swedes do not 
vory much trust any of the belliger­
ents. They have their ancient grudgo 
against Russia ns well as their modern 
distrust of Germany. The Attitude of 
Sweden, thoreforo, is ouo of watchful­
ness toward both sides und thn main­
tenance of a strict neutrality. She 
stops, fyr instance, the parcel post be­
tween England and Russia in retalia­
tion for tho British seurch ami partial 
stoppage of tho pared post between 
tho United States and Sweden; and at 
the saiuo lime nhe escort* by her war 
ships the British mercantile steamers 
through her territorial water.* to pro 
tect them against Gorman seizure or 
torpedoing. It is to bo wondered at 
that Sweden is not moro pro-German 
than sho is. There is to bo considered 
tho fact that Sweden and all Scandi­
navia are geographically much nearor 
to Germany than to Great Britain and 
there Is tho second and not tho less 
important fact that, while Germany 
has dono all In her power to develop 
Intellectual and mercantile lutercourso 
with Scandinavia, Groat Dritnin has 
done little or nothfng of tho kind. A 
Scandinavian scientific man of any re­
pute or talont can easily havo his es­
say or treatise published in some scien­
tific German Journal and his ideas aro 
discussed in German scientific asso­
ciations as if ho wore their country­
man. The same is tho case with Scan­
dinavian novelists and playwrights. 
Such authors ns the Norwegian Bjorn* 
ron and Ibsen and tho Swedish Strind­
berg, not to speak of minor and mod­
ern Scandinavian authors, are appre­
ciated In Germany, but aro little known 
otherwise than by name iu Great Brit­
ain, and translations of their books 
have met with small success. The 
British Insular spirit has thus kept 
away nn intellectual influence which 
has had a great regenerating effect In 
Germany. This stato of things has re­
acted upon Scandinavian intellectual 
life, which Jn Us turn has taken too 
little Interest in British science—ex­
cept when remudn in Germany or 
given in German translation' f

He was compound to tloo 
from his native land because of his 
intimacy with Rasputin, unothor cele­
brated Russian monk, who hatched a 
plot to assassinate tho czar. Accord­
ing to tho story told by tlellodorus, a 
representative of the Russian mlnlstor 
of the Interior, Khvostoff, arrived in 
Christiania late In January of this 
yeur with the proposal that Uoiiodorus 
bocomo party to a conspiracy to assus. 
slnate tho emporor's mystic monk. 
Khvostoff's envoy is said to have 
brought the information that Rasputin 
was working for a separate pcaco be­
tween G<f>many and Russia, and, being 
"bought by wealthy Jews, und secured 
from the Jews great contracts on sup­
plies for the army." It was also re­
ported that Rasputin had opposed 
Khvoatoft and that the latter as well 
as other momhors of the cabinet were 
llko chosHmon In tho hands of thn 
monk, lielfodorus, desiring to learn 
tho ontiro plot, posed us willing to on- 
tor the conspiracy and signed a con­
tract to engage a bund of murderers 
for 60,000 rubles. Ono of tho Indles-ln- 
waiting at tho court was to be a party 
to the conspiracy and give tho signal 
by telephone for Rasputin to come to 
the court. An nutnmnblle was to bo 
in readiness for him to make an es­
cape as soon ns ho had seen that his 
hired murderers had executed the plot. 
It was a putt of Hie bargain, It Is de­
clared by Ilcllodorus, that Minister 
Khvostoff would arrange aftor the 
murder an nmnesty so that Ilellodorus 
could return to Russia. On February 
12 Hoifodorus received u telegram 
from Pctrngrnd Buying that thn 60,000 
rubles were deposited in a bank roudy 
to !»*• paid as soon us the plot was car­
ried out Ilellodorus, however, decid­
ed to reveal the whole affair to the 
court and duuiu, and he sent his wife 
with a written Recount of the plot to 
J’utrograd, where she succeeded In de­
livering it to the empress. Tho latter 
sent word that she had ntruudy known 
tho details of the affair. It seems that 
the mistress of Kechjovlsky, thn agent 
who hud been sent to ('lirtstlnniu hy 
Minister Khvostoff, had betrayed the 
conspirators. Minister Khvostoff was 
forcod to resign, hut according to licit, 
odorus, who has laid the whole story 
baro to tho Norwegian public, the con­
ditions at the Imperial court aro such 
that nothing but a revolution can clear 
tho air.

Board of Review

The Common Council, sitting as a 
Hoard of Review, completed its labors 
lust Tuesday, after two sessions de­
voted to public bearings. Comparn. 
lively few projterty owners presented 
themselves before the board with re* 
quests for alterations in valuations as 
fixed by the local assessor and the 
Stnte Tax Commission, hut the aider- 
men weot over the entire roll very 
carefully and as a result of their com­
parison of assessments will make a 
number of recommendations to the 
State Commission. Few changes were 
made in personal property valuations, 
outside of the mine valuationsdirected 
by tho state officials, but the board 
deemed quite a few realty valuations 
upoD property in various portions of 
town to be rather high, judged from a 
true cash value standpoint, and there­
fore made tentative alterations sub­
ject to the approval of the State Tax 
Commission. Inasmuch as these 
changes are not very numerous and 
the aggregate amount involved is not 
great, there Is little doubt that the 
stnte officials will accept the local 
board's figures. With regard to mine 
valuations, the State Tax Commission 
made quite a few changes, the genera) 
tendency being to lower the personal 
assessments and raise the realty, the 
net result being a slight increase.

While I regret the apparent neces­
sity of saioous, it is a great fallacy to 
think n saloon cannot he conducted 
properly and make a good clean profit. 
It can he—and is being dono—by some 
who have put their pernonul pride 
above a few petty dollars. The trou­
ble is not so much in the traffic as in 
the way it is usually managed: the 
evil of the treating liuhit, allowing 
young boys and often girls urn) women 
to enter the saloon, back room or 
basement, allowing men to loaf around 
when they should be wonting, harbor­
ing questionable characters, permit 
ting gambling, swearing, we., und 
keeping open when tho law guys you 
should be closed, when your customers 
should bo at home. These aro some 
of the many complaints that are made 
against tbe suiooa. The Kilooa has 
received a black eye from which it will 
not recover ior years, and tbe manner 
In which you conduct your place will 
make votes for or agaiast State Wide 
Frohibition next fall. I feel that you 
will observe tbe law in a spirit of 
fairness rather than merely to sway 
public opinion. If a saloon is not 
properly managed it is an agent tor a 
great evil.

Too Crowded to Be Seen.
Here is u gulden, im exhibition of 

greut scientific, educations! Slid ro- 
muiillc interest to say nothing of Dio 
hits of history entwined about many 
of its trees utid plants* which is so 
filled with rare specimens that tho 
average visitor cunnot see them be- 
cause of tho way one is hidden by the 
oilier. Among the most beautiful ere- 
uiiuiis of nature, the poor stunted 
trees and plunts reach out toward tho 
skies tor their “place in the sun," 
their shure of the air, (hut they may 
thrivo and alleuMy tcudi tho lesson 
ol the beautiful.

Here is lo lie found, really living 
and growing, u cedur of Lebanon, such 
as is spoken of in the Diblo, growing 
and thriving only on one side because 
it is crowded too much on the other. 
Here also Is to b> found (he euphorbia 
splendent!, tho “crown or thorns," ulso 
mentioned In the Bible From tho 
"sawdust ' of the form* r Is made the , 
incense list'd iu Gr« ek end Hoiuuii 
Catholic churches, highly pieusing to

tho olfactory nerves. From the lattor 
conies a milky sap said to bo poison­
ous. It obtains its name from Its 
principal characteristics, which are 
thorns and growth in circles.

The botanic garden la rich in rare 
foreign plants. Thousands of natural­
ized foreigners, os well us school 
touchers, their pupils and scientists 
interested in arborculturc, botany aud 
the other branches of plant uud tree 
life, constantly visit tho garden to see 
these specimens.

Tho myrtus communis of southern 
Europe has recently been tho cuuse of 
many trips to tho garden by Jewish 
ruhhls of Washington. This plant Is 
used by them in the synagogues dur­
ing tho Hurenth. If a plant can be 
found with three leuves, something 
liko the three-leaf clover, they cheer­
fully pay us much as flvo dollars for 
ft. It is said at tho gulden that a 
grower in (ho West has found a wuy 
to produce tho three-leaf variety uud 
that lie is advertising it for sale and 
doing a good business.

Some Rare Foreign Plants,
A walk through tho conservatories 

shows this uttd many other foreign 
plunts. one sol s tho greater palms 
pushing their way through tho glass 
window roofs, at times, und tho low 
height of these roofs is tho cuusu of 
great trouble to tho caretakers and 
attendants.

Hero is a Washington fllufera, a gi­
gantic ('ulifornia palm, tho largest in 
Dio conservatory, Here fs a wurnpeo 
tree, from Chinn, which attracts the 
Chinese of the Pennsylvania avenue 
colony, and which produces un edi­
ble fruit, used for preserving and also 
for a medicine. Hero is a nmrlmuM 
alba, tho sensitive plunt, so-called, 
from South America. One variety 
closes and shrivelB, If touched, an­
other closes at night, us a bird closes 
its wings und settles down, as if to 
s^ep. Elsewhere is tho gamboge, 
which produces the best sort of oil 
for artists, which Is also edible and 
which also produces a medicine. In 
another place is the Arabian coffee 
plant, in still another the Indian 
breadfruit, which looks soinotbing like 
a grapefruit. Neurby, is a ‘’travelers' 
tree" from MudAgascur, which the na­
tives tap und from which thuy obtain 
water in the desert. There aro In­
cense trees from India, Japanese 
plums, gorgeous, scartet hybtscus, al­
ligator peurs, and thcro uro, also, 
bananas, tho fruit of the latter grow­
ing In Washington, if you please.

The cvnservutory fs rich fn the flg 
fumlly, many specimens being gath­
ered here, some of which produce rub­
ber and some fruit. The flg of com­
merce belongs to tho rubber fumlly, 
Tlnii there is the inga (not Inca, of 
course) of Peru, the most beautiful 
oak holly from soul hern Europe, wild 
date palms which fruit in winter, nit- 
tun palms, nmlacca pulms, sago and 
tapioca.

Nearby are also to be found the 
nepliellum longamini, so familiarly 
known to our childhood us the lychee 
or iechco nut- the Chinese Christmas 
nut. One finds hero, loo, iho choco­
late plant, which Im* a fruit like the 
llinu bean.

There uro ulso betels, nuts which 
the Must Jndlun troops now in France 
lighting for Knglund, are reported to 
havo been furnished by the British 
government that {>117 may chew them, 
too lurge u dose of which is said to 
produce a stupor. There Is hemp, 
from which rope is mude, aud there 
is the Clivirt, u heuutlful lily from tho 
Cape of Hood Hop!', named for Lord 
(’live, famous as one of the eurllef 
viceroys of India.

Outside the Conservatory.
Outside of the conservatory there 

arc hundreds of interesting plants uud 
tn c». One of these is all ucitciu plant­
ed by Cciterul (Irani, Another fs the 
Hottentot poison tree. It has a for­
midable name 110 less than toxico- 
plilucu spectahfifs, or ucoranlhem. 
'I'hls is the so-culled "ordeal” tree of 
Maduguseur of which suspected as 
m<1I as guilty persons in times gone 
by havo been compelled to eat. The 
"ordeal,” to test whether suspicion 
was Justly founded, always ho proved, 
according to the heh«-f of the Hotten­
tots, for Die suspected person who wus 
obliged lo i iit of It always died.

KEEPS MILK COOL
DEVICE WH.L BE APPRECIATED 

ON HOT SUMMER DAYS.

At Small Cost a “Refrigerator" May
Be Constructed That Will Contrib­

ute Greatly to the Comfort of 
the Entire Family.

A companion convenience to the 
tireless cooker for the hot summor 
days Is the icoiess refrigerator, or 
milk cooler.

Make a screened case 3H feet high 
with the other dimensions 12 by 15 
tnchos. If a solid top Is used, simply 
place tho water pun on this. Other­
wise fit the pan closely into the open­
ing of the top frame and support it 
hy one-inch cleats fastened to the In­
side of the frumn. Place two movable 
sholves in the frame, 12 to 15 Inches 
apart. Use a biscuit pan 12 Inches 
square on the top to hold the water, 
and where tho refrigerator is to bo 
used Indoors have the wholo thing 
standing in a lurge pan to catch any

drip. The pans and case may be 
painted white, allowed to dry, and 
then enameled. A covering of white 
cunton flannel should be mode to fit 
tho frumo. Havo the smooth side out 
und button tho covering on the frame 
with buggy and automobile curtain 
hooks aud eyes, arranged so that tho 
door may ho opened without unfasten­
ing these hooks.

This can be done by putting one 
row. pf hooks on the edge of the door 
near the latch and the other Just op­
posite the opening with the hem 011 
each side extended far enough to 
cover tho orack at tho edge of the 
door, so as to keep out tho outside 
air und retain tho cooled air. This 
dress or covering will have to he 
hooked around (he (op edge also. Two 
doublo strips one-hulf the width of 
each side should be sewed on the top 
of each side and allowed to extend 
over about 2 ^  or 3 inches in the 
pan of water. The bottom of tho cov­
ering should extend to the lower edge 
of the case.

Place the refrigerator in a  shady 
place where air will circulate around 
it freely.—Cleveland Leader.

Stuffed Ftank.
Four or five pounds of flank (that 

pari that contains tho steak, but do 
not remove steak). Have butcher cut 
u pocket in tor a dressing. Due a loaf 
of state bread or more, if necessary, 
one-half pint of milk (water can he 
used or milk and water), one teaspoon- 
ful celery suit, two or three onions, 
small bunch parsley, and about three 
level tablespoonfuls of butter (melted), 
salt and pepper to taste. Fill In pock­
et, but do not pack tight, and close any 
openings. Bake in a moderate oven, 
basting frequently. A gravy can bo 
made after it is roasted. A good, ten 
der flunk only tukes about one und a 
half or not over two hours.

Split Pea Soup With Bone.
Wash one pint of spilt peas iu cold 

water and drain. Add uu onion quar­
tered, with three cloves stuck Iu 
each quarter aud a little sprig, each 
of parsley, celery und a hay leaf, 
if you have no celery, use celery salt.

As soon us the contents of Dm ket­
tle reach a good boil, piiHh buck on the 
fire and simmer three or four hours 
with u hum hone or bacon rind, until 
the pouu are tender. The tireless cook­
er is a good pluce for tills overnight. 
When reudy to use, press through a 
course colander, season with pepper 
and suit, host uud serve with crou- 
tons.- tadies' World.

Omsfet of Herbs.
“Omelette aux flues herbes" fs to 

he hud ut every wayside Inn iu Die 
most remote corner of sunny France. 
Parsley, thyme and sweet marjurum 
uro mixed und rubbed together for tbo 
flavoring, according to taste. An ome­
let "Jnrdluiere" Is two tublnspoonfuls 
of mixed parsley, onion, chives, shal­
lots mid a few leaves each of sorfol 
und chevrll, minced flua aud stirred 
into Iho beaten eggs before cooking. 
These omelets require u little more 
butter for frying than Die plain omelet.

Celery and Carrots.
Boil a few hired carrots until fen­

der, adding salt when nearly done. 
Then tuke uu equal quantity of boiled 
celery cut in smull pieces. Mix and 
add one cupful each of flour und but­
ler rubbed smooth, salt and pepper to 
taste. Boll for five minutes, stirring 
constantly. The dish should he served 
as soon us ready.

I sell cream to the Govern* 
ment Creamery here, and find at all 
times a good market for live stock and 
other produce."

This Is hut u modest statement of 
what a modest man can do In Western 
Canada, and could ho repeated of hun­
dreds of others.

Scores of eases could he recited 
where much more has been accom­
plished, and It is believed that with 
modorute investment at tho present 
Dmo, the rattle industry of Western 
Canada will pay large Interost.

Tho Minister of Agriculture of Sas­
katchewan, In a recent address, ven­
tured the prediction (hut (he Sas­
katchewan farmer who duvolopcd his 
land along the linen of general stock 
breeding would make much more mon­
ey and find a far bigger return for his 
efforts In ten years’ time than tha 
man who devoted his energies purely 
and primarily to grain raising. This 
was the corning golden ago of oppor­
tunity for the stockman and It was up 
to the Saskatchewan man to get In 
on the ground floor and prepare him­
self for the coming demand.

The close of the war would undoubb 
edly soe a great demand for live stock 
In Europe and it was only reasonable 
to suppose that this demand would 
have to be filled almost wholly by 
Amerleun stockmen, both In Canada 
and the United States.

One of the dreariest pictures prtv 
rented by national politics in many 
M'ars was the general acceptance ot 
Woodrow Wilson as the foredoomed 
Heniocruttc candidate by Democrats 
who do not like the president or bln 
record and would have been glad to 
work for someone else tf they felt 
that It wore possible to throw Wilson 
overboard without wilting out what­
ever chances his party may havo. lie 
was given the half-hearted support of 
lukewarm delegates from districts In 
which outspoken and severe condemna­
tion of the Wilson administration was 
as conftnon as It was hearty.

Of course there bus never been any 
doubt about Mr. Wilson's nomination 
tor a second term. Ills party could not 
turn away from him without condemn­
ing Itself. It could not go before the 
country asking an opportunity to right 
its own mistakes and offset, as far as 
possible, its own errors. That would 
bn bopoleRH. from the beginning.

The Wilson nomination was duly 
ground out because It was inevitable. 
There was nothing elso for the Demo­
cratic party to do. Hut ut the polls, 
next fall. Individual Democrats, by 
thousands, will And some alternative 
to voting for the present head of tho 
national government. They will not 
forgive gross blunders, and worse, 
which their party Is offlciully com­
pelled to praise of Ignore.

A Wandering Party.
Th* founder of what came to be 

known ns the Democratic party dollned 
the chief political requirement of tho 
American people to be "a wise and fru­
gal •ovornment, which shall restrain 
men from Injuring ono another, and 
shall leave them otherwise free to reg­
ulate their own pursuits of industry 
and Improvement,” Tho Ideal of con­
temporary Democratic ktatesmunshlp 
Is so fur removed from that of Jeffer­
son that Its constunt atm seems to he 
the maximum, Instead of tho minimum, 
of government interference with the 
private business of tho peoplo. Ac­
cording to the new Democrats, the 
wldor tho sphere of activity that can 
ho found for tho federal government, 
the better It must be for tho country— 
the more complex and pervasive Us 
bureaucratic system, tho greater the 
prosperity of tho Republic. There li 
hardly any field of government own­
ership that has not attracted Demo­
cratic support and Approval; hardly 
sny form of meddling with affairs that 
only a socialistic conception of po­
litical organization can regard as of 
state concern, that does not find advo­
cacy from the Democratic majority In 
congress or the spokesmen of the 
Democratic administration. And yet, 
no government in tho world, and least 
ot all our own, has demonstrated its 
capacity to do any kind of work, pro­
ductive, distributive or administrative, 
as efficiently or as cheaply as It could 
he done by prlvuto agency.—New York 
Journul of Commerce.

Wilson Not Always Perfect.
It Is u small matter, but we confess 

wn should have higher respect for 
Doctor Wilson’s methods of rhotorlcal 
expression If ho would cease certify­
ing so frequently to the entire sincerity 
of hts utterances.

There are continual manifestations 
of an Invetcrato habit which 1t 1s per­
haps more reasonable to consider as a 
llternrv vice than us a moral Infirm­
ity. The president’s stale papers, ad­
mirable In many ways for clearness 
and apt phrasing, would gain much 
In force If ho could he made to ace 
that nothing Is more calculated to 
weaken confidence In a person’s sin­
cerity limn frequent pioteulutlons of 
this sort.

The president can also strengthen 
his style by eliminating nine out of 
ten of the "vorys" which ho expends 
so profusely.

A discreet suggestion from u toler­
ated erllJc might lead to reform. If 
(he Bun Is not thus privileged, per­
haps a friendly word from Colonel 
Mouse might not oflund. -Now York 
Bun.
