Some Cases of Typhoid

A few cases of typhoid fever during 
the past couple of weeks gave the 
health authorities as well as people la 
general considerable concern, and to 
bo on the safe side warning was given 
that lako and spring water should be 
boiled for all domestic uses; but final 
determination of the source of infec­
tion clearly proves that the water sup­
ply was In no wise to blame for tho 
little epldomlc.

It has been found that all but one of 
the dozen or more persons who devel­
oped pronounced cases or lessor symp­
toms of typhoid fever had attended a 
church social on Momorlnl day and 
had partaken of Icecream, which gave 
rise to the earlier suspicion that the 
illnotf» might have been some form of 
food poisoning. Hut It soon became 
apparent that the aliment was genuine 
typhoid, and subsequent Invesllga- 
lions have disclosed that some of the 
milk used in making the icecream 
, ame from u home where there have 
been several cases of typhoid fever a1 
intervals during tho past few years. 
The one exemption noted above was n 
woman who was unable to attend the 
social, hut to whom some of this ice 
cream had been sent. Thu average 
period required for typhoid Infucllon 
tallies almost exactly with the datu of 
tho church social, and suems tn leave 
no room for doubt that Lite authori­
ties are correct in their assumption 
that Infected milk wuslheuause of the 
trouble.

Iu spuaktog of the city water supply 
Dr. C. J. Larson, muololpal health 
officer, staled that the aualyses wbioh 
are made at regular Intervals, Includ­
ing the period of the infection In 
question as well as on subsequent 
dates, gave no evidence of the pres­
ence of anything likely to cause 
typhoid. Tho organic content con­
stantly varies, but at no time has the 
water shown any defeois such as would 
have to he present to cause the Illness 
of the do/.cu or more people who were 
affected. The trenching which was 
done around the shores of Teat lake 
to take oare of the larger portion of 
the surface water whtoh formerly had 
free drainage into the lake Is serving 
excellent purpose, In the opinion of 
Dr. Larson, and with this protection 
supplemented by the chemical treat­
ment which is given the lake water as 
H passes through the pumps he bus 
no doubt that the water furnished 
from the city mains can be kept per­
fectly safe.

So unfriendly 
are the Markenltes even toward tour­
ists that an inn or hotel ia not per­
mitted on the iBland. To stay all night 
you must bribe an unscrupulous Mar- 
konite to let you sleep in his flood 
attic.

The people have an Indescribable 
dialect of their owu which staggers 
even & Dutchman.

Although they can reach Amster­
dam lu less tlmu two hours by gaso­
line launch, the women never leave 
the island, and tho meu leave only on 
business.

Their attitude toward the people of 
Holland and the inhabitants of any 
other country is one of antipathy and 
strict isolation.

In addition to being tho cleanest 
puuplu on earth, they arc most peace­
ful. No ulicn power has over had 
any perceptible influences on them. 

Fashions Don't Change. 
Fashions of men and women do not 

change in Markon. They aro wearing 
the sumo styles today that tbolr great­
grandmothers and greut -grandfathers 
wore. From Infants to old women, all 
dress alike. Womnu never wear mourn- 
tug, but add a piece of black material 
either to the left or the right side of 
the sleeve, or to bouio part of the skirt 
to designate the relationship to the 
member of tho family deceased.

Boys and girls are dressed alike un­
til they are six years old, and can be 
distinguished only by a button on the 
cap of ths boy, and a rose on the cap 
of the girl. The sixth birthday is a 
great event in the life of every boy, 
for it is at this llnio that he doffs his 
corset and dress und puts on male 
garb. The only ehungo that girls 
make In tho mndo of dress Is that on 
the day of marriage corsets are laid 
uside never to be worn uguin, and It 
becomes stylish to wear many under­
skirts. This gives a hoop-skirt effect.

The men and the hoys over six years 
old habltuttily wear what Americans 
would call bloomers, and a loose plain 
Jacket with a couple of gold or silver 
buttons on the collar.

Tho Markenltes aro tall, heavy of 
frame, huve eyes of bluish gray, sand 
colored hair, conspicuously poor teeth 
and lurgo lips, which they seldom 
dose. This description applies to both

Their houses are all pretty much 
alike. There Is never more than two 
rooms downstairs, a dining room which 
is also kitchen, and a living room and 
bedroom combined.

From tho 
rafters hang jugs, dried fish and hams. 
The Markonites are not moat caters. 
Tho ordinary diet consists of flsb— 
cod or herrlng-^drled peas or beans, 
and cheese. The cheese is made of 
goat milk.

The people uso the Rtrect as a sit­
ting room. Outside the door of each 
house is a bench, where the house­
wife knits woolen socks and jackets.

Murken has no street lights. The 
extravagant burn gasoline, others,

candles. The cuBtomary hour of re­
tiring Is nine o'clock in summer and 
seven in winter,

Thera are no old maids In Marken. 
Girls have only one sweetheart. Each 
suitor Is a Murkenlte. He has to be. 
A girl could not be married on tbe 
Island to anyone else. And If she left 
the island and married she would 
never be permitted to return.

"Aro you adopt at fishing?" This Is 
the only thing a father asks when a 
young luun Is seeking his daughter iu 
murriugc. If he cau qualify lu that 
respect, personal likings aro not con­
sidered.

Unless engaged a young woman is 
never aeon promenading with a young 
man. After the unnouncomout of tbe 
ongagouicnt It is perfectly proper for 
the couple to walk wherever they 
choose holding hands—iu fact, that 
Is the custom.

There are no secret or broken en­
gagements on that isiuud of quoor cus­
toms and traditions. The Markonites 
have on engagement rite. Thu young 
tuuu and his affianced sit up all night 
with a large candle lighted on tho 
table between them. After tho house 
Is closed, the purents leave the couplo 
each In a straight uncomfortable chair 
on cither side of the table. Not u word 
can bo spoken until thr candle bus 
burned ami gone out. The assumption 
is that they must bo sincerely in love, 
or they could not enduro tho onlcul. 
When the sun bus risen, the respective 
purcnts drink boiled wine together, 
and the young man Is welcctued Into 
the girl's family. They are then con­
sidered engaged for good und all.

The people have married und Inter­
married for so many years that they 
are not only becoming degenerate, but 
there is scarcely u family on the whole 
island which does tint huvo ut least 
one member suffering from tubercu­
losis. They have been aide to emlun 
as long as they have becnUH- the great­
er part of their time is spent outdoors 
iu the sunshine.

SERVING THE NEW POTATOES

Vegetable Always Welcome May Be 
Pui Upon the Table in a Va­

riety of Ways.

New potatoes are a very Interesting 
vegetable. Here are some of the 
methods of preparing them that adt 
to their Interest.

One of the best ways of cooking 
them is to steam them. They should 
be freed from skin and placed In the 
top part of a steamer and cooked un­
til they are Just tender.

A good way to boil new potatoes is 
to scrape them and put them in coh 
water with a sprig of mint, aud then 
boil them till done. The mint adds 
a delicious flavor.

Another is to mix them with small 
beets, boiled and equal in size to the 
potatoes, sliced thin In whole slices. 
Those slices should be dressed with 
French dressing and a little onion 
Juice.

Dolled or steamed new potatoes can 
be rolled in melted butter and 
chopped parsley, and sprinkled with 
pepper and salt.

Fried now potatoes are novel pre­
pared In this way: Scrape tho pota­
toes, and then with a sharp knife be­
gin cutting them as if you were par­
ing them, around and around In a 
long spiral. Fry this in deep, hot, 
fat. The spiral should be as long 
as possible.

Salad mude from now potatoes Is 
bettor than that from old. One way 
to make it is to cut the boiled new 
potatoes Into dice and mix with well 
seasoned mayonnaise.

GOOD IDEA FOR APPETIZER

Meant to Take the Place of Soup as a 
Substitute for Beginning the 

Dinner.

It is growing too warm for soups 
now, and unless the cook cau suggest 
something to begin tbe dinner tbe 
meal is apt to seem abrupt. A very 
tasty Italian appetizer is so simply 
made that it deserves wider acquaint­
ance.

Very lightly toast as many whole 
wheat bread disks as there are cov­
ers. Put each on a small plate, des­
sert size. Drop a  dab of cavJar 
in the middle of each bread cir­
cle, and bend a boned sardine around 
one side. Around the other side lay 
a  splinter of pimento. Over the sar­
dine lay a crescent of thinly shaved 
lomon and on the plate beside this lit- 
tlo piquant pyramid put a thick slice 
of pooled tomato well chilled or a 
small mold of tomato Jelly surmount­
ed by a tiny cheese ball sprinkled with 
chopped pasley. A pair of water bis­
cuit or two strips of rusked bread 
may balance tho tomato on the other 
side.

Fruit 8hortcake.
Two cupfuls flour, four teaspoonfuls 

baking powder, one-half teaspoonfu) 
salt, three-quarters cupful milk, two 
tablespoonfuls butter, two tablespoou- 
fuls lard.

Mix as for biscuit, mixing sugar 
with flour. Divide la two parts. Roll 
out one-half of dough to flt shallow tin. 
Brush over with melted butter and 
place second half on top. Brush top 
with milk and bake in a  hot oven fif­
teen to twenty minutes or until brown. 
Individual shortcakes may be made by 
cutting them out with biscuit cutter, 
having two layers in each. When 
baked, tbe two layers can easily be 
separated. Spread between and on 
top with fruit prepared as follows: 
Cook one cupful sugar and one-hall 
cupful water together five minutes. 
Cool and add one tablespoonful lemon 
ulce, three oranges and three bananas 

cut In cubes.

Worth Remembering.
If nuts are soaked in bot water a 

few hours the meats will cozue out 
whole and with much ease.

After boiling beets, drop them into 
cold water, and the skins can he easily 
rubbed off by tbe bands.

When you wish to cut citron in thin 
slices place it lu the ovou and let it 
beat through.

Tho green shoots of a chives plant 
aro excellent for flavoring when ouo 
wunts only tho faintest suspicion of 
onion.

HISTORY MAY REPEAT

A SIGNIFICANT QUOTATION FROM 
MR. WILSON'S LITERATURE.

Country Must Have High Tariff to 
Protect Industry From Flood of 

Foreign Products After 
the Present War.

They’re quoting from Woodrow 
Wilsons "History of the United 
States" wbat that standard work has 
to suy of tho economic situation In 
this country which followed the 
restoration of peace In Europe at the 
end of the Napoleonic wars. The 
passage Is contained in the third vol­
ume und runs as follows:

"Peace changed the very face of 
trade. English merchants poured 
their goods once again Into the Amer­
ican jiorts, so long shut against them 
by embargoes and war. Manufactures 
had sprung up while the ports wdre 
closed. In tho year 1815 close upon 
$GU,UU0.000 had been invested in the 
manufacture of textile fabrics alone. 
The uew movement did not stop the 
establishment of cotton fabrics. The 
manufacture of wool and flax and 
hemp and even silk was added. Iron 
manufactures, long ago set up but ten­
tative und feeble hitherto, increased 
from hundreds of thousands to mil­
lions in value under the stimulation 
of foreign trade cut off. Almost ev­
erything in general use in the coun­
try was sooner or later added to the 
growing list.

"Industry, long ago began upon a 
small scale, took heart to grow, and 
those which Americans had hitherto 
not dreanud of attempting were 
heartily embarked upon. Distinct 
manufacturing regions began sensibly 
to develop in the middle states and iu 
the Fast, with interests and charac­
teristics which statesmen could not 
afford to overlook. It was manifestly 
Injurious to every young industry that 
a flood of English imports should con­
tinue to pour Into the country at tho 
open ports. Tbe remedy was a pro­
tective tariff, such as Mr. Hamilton 
had wished to see at first, and tho 
young Republican leaders of congress 
did not hesitate to advocate and es­
tablish it."

OEADLY, BRUTAL 
RAIDS ENLIVEN 
TRENCH WARFARE

Monotony of Existence Broken by 
Preparing for Assaults r* 

Against Them.

RIFLE IS OF UTILE USE
Sandbag or an Indian Battle-ax or

Spiked Club the Better W eapon- 
Inventions Fight Snipers and 

Trickery — Many Saved 
by Steel Corsets.

British Headquarters, Franco. -  In 

today's modern machine warfare, 
where every man was supposed to 
have become a pawn without initiative 
of Ills own. Ims been developing the 
deadliest form of sport imagination 
can eoneelve. where every rnmlmtant 
places his cunning, his strength and 
his skill In hand-to-hand lighting 
against those of his adversary.

Hardly a day pawn's that there is 
not u trench raid. No subject is more 
tabooed In Its details by tho censor. 
Commanders do not want to let the 
enemy know why their raids succeed 
or fail, or why tho enemy's succeed 
or fail. Inveulion fights invention; se­
crecy lights secrecy,

All the elements of boxing, wres­
tling, fencing and mob tactics plus 
the stealth of the Indian who crept up 
on a camp on the plains, and tho team­
work of a professional busehnl! nine, 
hit found of value.

The weapon least needed Is the rifle. 
A sandbag or an Indian buttle-ax or 
spiked club is better. A good slugger 
without any weapon at all may take an 
adversary's loaded rllle away from him 
and knock him down und then kick 
Inin to death.

The monotony of trench existence 
lh-se days is broken by preparing for 
raids and against them. Battalion com­
manders work out schemes of strategy 
which w-ould huve won them fame in 
smaller wars. Fifty men or a thou­
sand may be engaged in a raid. It may 
be on u front of fifty yards or a thou­
sand.

its object is to take as niutty prison­
ers and kill und wound as many of 
the enemy as you can in a few min­
utes; and then to get back to vour 
own trench. If you try to hold on to 
the piece .of trench you have taken, 
the guns are turned on you, the 
bombers close up on either side, and 
machine guns ami rifles are prepared 
to sweep the zone of retirement.

An uncunny curiosity gives the sol­
diers their Incentive for the raids. Or­
dinarily they never see their enemy 
hidden in his burrows across No Man's 
Umd from their own burrows. 1'nseeu 
bullets from unseen snipers crack 
overhead. Fuseea guns suddenly con­
centrate in a deluge of shells.

Grim Monotony Continues,
For months this sort of thing goes 

on. and the trenches of tho adversa­
ries remain always In the same place; 
grim monotony of casualties and 
wuchlng continues.

'ibis arouses the desire to "get at" 
the enemy which the trench raid sat- 
lath's. It nieuiis that you an* going to 
spring over your parapet and rush 
across No Man's Bund Into tin* very 
houses of tin* enemy, and mun to nmu 
on Ills doorstep prove whether you are 
n better man than In* is.

To go over the parapet ordinarily 
means death. In order to make uny 
rush there must be "interference," as 
they say In football, and tin* barb 
win* in front of the enemy's trench 
must fa* cut This is usually done hy 
the guns, which become more and 
more deadly in theft' ability to turn 
accurate sprayh of destruction on giv­
en points. They cover the rush and 
they cover the return or the raiders 
with their prisoners.

lint the guns are not all; there are 
all kinds of organized trickery In or­
der to eimhle a body of soldiers to gel

There have been trench raids where 
every limn who went out was respon* 
slide tor a casualty or a prisoner, 
while the midi vs' own loss was not 
one In ten to the enemy’s.

Success requires that every detul* 
should work out right.

Where 
its development will end no one dares 
venture to say. due advantage of any 
tuld is that iliose who return are 
bound to bring buck some Information 
of value to the intelligence corps,

a few pounds, ami, fitting snugly us 
n vr«t, it is not cumbrous. If tin* son 
of Lord Shaiighnessy. president of the 
Canadian Faciflc, who was killed re­
cently, had been wearing one, his life 
would have been saved. Since then 
Canadian commanders have strongly 
urged all their officers to buy m rsn 
h tn. This is at any rate better 
than no protection against bullets, un­
less they are spent. Such Is their 
po\v<r of penetration that they go 
through the thin steel, "mushroom­
ing" and making a larger wound than 
f( nothing had been in their way. But 
in the trem-hes, unless one shows his 
Ina l above the parapet und in moving 
about in the shell zone In the rear of 
tin trenches, one 1r rarely exposed to 
bullets. When an officer goes Into & 
charge in face of machine gun und 
rifle lire ho takes off his corBelot.

On average days In the trenches 
the main danger is from shrapnel bul­
lets and fragments from shell explo­
sions, which may inflict ugly and fatal 
wounds preventable by comparatively 
thin protection to such a vulnerable 
substance as human flesh. Together 
a corselet and steel helmet pretty well 
shield vital parts from missiles of low 
velocity.

The use of the corselet is practical­
ly limited to officers, who pay for 
them out of their own pockets. The 
expense and labor of supplying all 
ranks of a grout army with them 
would seem out of the question.

But gradually all the British sol­
diers are being supplied with the 
steel helmet after their successful use 
by the French, who first Introduced 
them. The French pattern is quite 
graceful beside the British, which Is 
round und somewhat the shape of a 
toadstool.

ENGLISH ESTATES

Owners Are Forced by High 
Taxes to Dispose of 

Their Holdings.

FARMERS ARE DOING WELL
Squires Cannot Raise the Rents and 

Cannot Live on Their Income In 
Old Style—Newly Rich 

May Buy.

London.—"Country life In England 
will undergo ami is undergoing u revo­
lution such us Hnglund has not wit­
nessed since tho Nornutn conquest."

In these words Frunk Hirst, editor of 
tho Kcmiomlst und one of the leading 
authorities on economic subjects iu 
KngUvml. summed up ouo of tho most 
striking effects of the war. What ho 
means Is that tho country gentlemen 
of tho old schoot ure disappearing, 
squeezed out hy the high tuxutlou, tho 
death duties, and killed oft In many 
Instances In the service of their coun­
try. Their places are being taken by 
men who have grown rich in supplying 
goods that are needed by Hnglund'u 
immense armies, or who are making 
tremendous prolltH out of tho necessi­
ties of tlie people hy taking advantage 
of the conditions created by tho war 

“What will happen to the stately 
mansions of Knglaml after the war?" 
Hr. Hirst asked. Ho answered his 
question as follows:

"In individual eases the answer de­
pends on tlie Investments of tho own­
ers. A man who has invested In Bra­
zil or Mexico is in a specially sud way, 
while the man who has put Ills money 
In ships or coul Is very fortuuute In­
deed. But on the whole the fate of tho 
lauded gentry und of the country souls 
depends on tuxes.

Savings Swept Away.
"Tuxes huve already risen high 

enough to make It certain that most 
large houses will lie to let or for sule, 
for most country people before tho 
war had pluecH which lilted tin'll' In­
come. with a comfortable margin for 
savings or special expenditure. Most 
of them will huve to move Into smaller 
houses If they cun hud tenants or pur­
chasers. The doubling and IvehUug of 
tho income tux has swept away the 
margin, and the higher the lined of 
taxation rises the fewer country seats 
*vill remain unsubmerged

‘TOvldeiitly there will be a wholesale 
migration and country life will under­
go w revolution such as Kuglund has 
not witnessed since the Norman con­
quest Some of tin* lineal CHtules, 1 ex­
pect. will be bought up by Kiigllsh ami 
American eoniructors who have made 
fortunes out ol the war office und the 
ministry of munitions, Others will per­
haps he cut up by the labor ministry 
und parceled out among disbanded sol­
diers whose Jobs an* gone ami for 
whom no other employment can be

Curate Gets Victoria Cross.
Tin* Victoria cross is rarely given 

even in this war of countless deeds of 
bravery. The Kov. Noel Mollieh, a 
Loudon curate, ia the tlrat chaplain in 
the British army to receive the cross 
since the second Afghan war of 1879.

On the occasion of the presentation 
the units of tho famous fighting army 
wen* drawn up in division, forming a 
hollow square on the spring green of 
an open field. In tho center stood Mr. 
MelHsh with another officer, who re­
ceived the distinguished service order. 
In the front lines stood other officers 
who were to receive lesser decora­
tions.

Before pinning the ribbon on Mel- 
lifth’a breast the general read a brief 
account of the deed of gallantry that 
won him the honor. When the cler- 
gymnn came forward those witness 
lag tho ceremony were ugreeably Im­
pressed with an extremely slender 
and boyish figure scarcely looking his 
thirty years, and indeed, looking more* 
a gentle and reserved man of poace 
than a fighting parson.

The general told how again and 
ngnln, fighting nt St. Elol under a 
murderous fire, Mellish had risked his 
life to attend the wounded and bring 
them to places of safety. Then thero 
was a call of three cheers from tho 
troops and these were given with a 
mighty roar.

As already told In dispatches, Sec­
ond Ueut. Arnold Whltridge, Yalo 
1914, son of F. \V. Whltridge of New 
York, was among those receiving the 
military cross for gallantry in con­
tinuing to direct the Are of his battery 
in the face of some of the hottest 
fighting recently experienced, and 
with tho enemy trenehea but a few 
hundred yards away.

Whltridge is one of a group of 
young American college men who 
Joined the British artillery early in 
tho war.

Selling Their Estates.
Mr. Hirst’s view is fully homo out by 

tho men who are iu close touch with 
tho landed gentry. A member of a fa­
mous Arm of estate agents through 
whoso hands most of the sales of prop­
erty of this description pass told mo 
that hardly a week rocs by that he Is 
not called on to arrange the sale of 
some largo country estate and that the 
smaller estates are being placed In his 
hands for disposal by tho score.

"Tho country gentlemen of Hug- 
laud," ho said, "simply cannot live un­
der the new conditions. Most of them 
are dependent absolutely on their rents 
for their Income. A man has a couple 
of thousand ucres which have been in 
his family for centuries. He lets the 
land out to farmers, muny of whom 
have been on tho land a» long aa him­
self. Tho rents were fixed years ago 
when agriculture was depressed and, 
although times are good for the farm­
ers now. it Is too soon to rulso rents.

uNo one knows whether tho present 
high prices tor agricultural products 
will last, and at any rate tho farmers 
have a good many bad years to nmko 
up. Tho squire simply cunnot raise the 
rents und ho cunuot live on bis income 
iu tho old style. The taxes now tuke 
more than a quarter of It, and the 
death duties. If the property should 
happen to change bauds two or three 
times In quick succession, as may well 
happen and has happened recently In 
many cases in these days of war, eat 
up tho capital. What Is the man to 
do but try to get rid of tho properly, 
winch instead of u source of income 
has become a burden to him'?

"Ho far them has not been much dif­
ficulty In finding purchasers, for there 
are many people iu this country who 
have mude money out of tho war, and 
the Kiiglishmun who makes a fortune 
Is always In a hurry to ucqulro u coun­
try seat. There have been a good 
muny American Inquiries, too, ami 
some purchases hy Americans, hut not 
so many us one would have expected

RISKS HER LIFE 
TO SEE HUSBAND

Belgian Woman Braves German 
Electric Fence to Escape 

to Holland.

MANY KILLED BY DEADLY W IRE

Poacher Lead* Woman Through Hid­
den Tunnel at Night—-Complaining 

Cry Tells of Cat and Dog Vic­
tim* of Current.

London.—A Belgian Journalist
named Kgbcrt Huns, until recently 
serving with tho Belgian army, nar­
rates tho following story of tho elec­
tric cable which the Hermans have 
fixed along tho Hutch frontier to pre­
vent the Belgians from escaping into 
Holland:

"During tho first few days only 
dogs und cats were struck, und one 
could hear their howls and cries a 
minuto before they died. Tho first 
hun an victim was a young Belgian 
who had heard King Albert’s call and 
wanted to go through Holland to Join 
the Belgian army. Tho second vic­
tim wo heard of was a poacher who 
brought letters into Holland. Ho 
know every inch of the country, us 
they nil do, and thought ho could defy 
the eloctrlc cables.

"Ono morning very curly 1 found a 
young woniun sitting on ono of tho 
Dutch ‘steps' in Hluis. She looked 
worn out. but her face wore that 
happy expression which told mo at 
once that she was one of those who 
had crossed. A few hours later I mot 
her arm tu artu with a young man 
whom 1 knew was un escaped Bel­
gian soldier. I met them aguin and 
again, and tlie young woman told me 
tho name of her town, how things 
' ere going there, ami how who hud 

got Into Holland.
"Clara Vermel was tho young worn-

Face Death for Husband.
"Ono duy Clara Vermel was brood­

ing over her misfortunes when tho 
door opened and in walked Tdtnplng 
Victor,' a cripple who wus employed 
hy tho (iermuns to do errands, und 
had often to go to Holland.

" Tiara,' he snidj *1 huve seen Rob­
ert. Ho is at Sluis, Just over the bor­
der.

“She heat'd th% door hung and was 
aguin alone. Hobart ullvc! Hubert 
at Stale, only a fair miles away? Then 
Rho full on her koaes before tho Holy 
Virgin In tho corner and prayed.

"Then a shadow crept over her 
face. Sluis is in Holland! Tho elec­
tric cables! They meant death for 
those who came near them.

"But she would go. She would face 
death for him. Her father tried to 
dissuado her, but finally gave in.

"Thuro is only one man, Clara,' he 
said, 'who cun help you if you really 
want to go to Sluis, and that man Is 
Flor, tho poacher. Ho knows every 
Inch of Roll for miles round and miles 
into Holland. Let us go and see him, 
or rather you go alone; that would ho 
safer.

A cat
rushed past. Clara was frightened. 
A few seconds after the poacher 
stopped her. ‘Listen; that cat has 
been kilted,' and hIio heard the 'com­
plaining cry’ which always fallowed 
eontiict with the wire by man or uni­
nin!.

Tho poacher had now found the 
bridge he was looking for. 'Now 
ubout u hundred yards further.' hi* 
said. Ho searched the grass and (hi* 
rushes near (be water until his foot 
sunk deep into a hole.

BRIEFS FROM OLD COUNTRY

Interesting Items From the Three
Orest Kingdoms of the North Se­

lected for Scandinavians and 
Their Descendants.

Denmark.
Government Bulletin No. 45, 1915. Is­

sued by the bureau of cducution, de­
partment of the Interior, deals with 
the Danish people's high school. H is 
the work of Dr. Martin Hcglund, presi­
dent of Waldorf college, Forest City, 
(a., and includes a general account of 
the educational system of Denmark. 
A copy of this treatise should bo so- 
cured by each one of our Norwegian* 
American educators. It may bo pro­
cured for the small sum of 20 cents, 
from the superintendent of documents, 
government printing office. Washing­
ton, D. C. Dr. Martin Hoglund deals 
with his subject at close runge. The 
people's high school* of Scandinavia 
have reached, perhaps, their highest 
development in Denmark, and to these 
the doctor has turned his attention and 
has devoted considerable time and 
first-hand study. In these days of 
educational Juggling, when school the­
ories are playing upon tho nerv­
ous Rystems of lender children, it is 
Indeed refreshing to have beforo our 
eyes a school system in which ele- 
mentalfl are thoroughly Impressed 
without artificial stimulation. The 
treatise is well systematized and deals 
with origin, growth, and present effi­
ciency of (he Danish people’s high 
school. Aims, curricula, methods, In­
fluence, results, are systematically ar­
ranged and treated, and the work Is 
at once a tribute to the school system 
of Denmark and to Doctor Hegland, 
whose careful work has added another 
valuable page to our governmental 
files.

of Sweden met his death by a bullet 
from tho Norwegian fortress of Fred- 
riksten or was shot by an assassin has 
not yet been settled, and it has now 
been decided again to open his coffin 
in the Klddarholinen church and make 
another examination of his skull.

Norway.
An nrding to recent press dispatches, 

prospecting In Dslon, a district near 
Landnk in West Telemarken. Norway, 
has revealed a molybdenum Held be­
lieved to be tho largest In tho world. 
The property bus recently passed Into 
the control of a stock company which 
is making large preparations for tho 
development of tho mines. The metal 
molybdenum, which beforo the war 
had a market value of about u dollar 
per kilogram, now commands a price 
of nearly live times that amount. Tho 
new company will install ore crushers 
capable of reducing 100 tons of ore a 
day each, and will use a recently dis­
covered process of washing out the 
motul from tin* pulverized rock. This 
mothod of refining leaves tho molybde­
num 97 per cent pure, ufter which it 
J* put fhr/mgh a pr<w'ss* of r*>})nomout 
1 y the fcrro-molybdenuni method, a 
Swedish invention. Molybdenum is a 
very hard silver-white metal. Its 
chief tnu- is in the manufacluro of cer­
tain grades of tool steel. Two molyb­
denum-nickel alloys aro used for 
largo (ranks, guns, rlllo barrels, 
wiring and boiler plates. Certain 
compounds of molybdenum are also 
used In coloring pottery aud fabrics.

A report says that Norwegian cus­
toms officers In Bergen recently dis­
covered u clever fraud in a shipment 
of goods on board the freighter Lyn- 
genfjonl of the Norwcgiau-Amerlcan 
line. The shipment had been con­
signed ns coffee, but on examination 
It was found thht Jt consisted of rubber 
cut in small pieces.

The rupid development of the peat In­
dustry is due indirectly to the war.

During the past winter season the 
fisheries un the west coast of Norway 
havo enjoyed an extraordinary meas­
ure of prosperity, says a correspond 
ent, and enormous catches have been 
made. From the ports of Haugesund 
and Bergen It is reported that the 
tlshing boats, which, throughout the 
entire season, have numhered several 
thousands, huvo invariably returned to 
port with full cargoes of herring, 
caught chletly on the west coast, while 
farther north cod-fishing has boon io 
progress since January. Owing to the 
fact that exceptionally high prices are 
being realized at present, large quan­
tities being required for export, tho 
fishermen have reaped enormous 
profits, and U 1b staled thut the con­
ditions of this industry have never 
been more flourishing. Tho value of 
the herring fisheries alono in tho 
spring, is estimated at ubout 59,01)0,- 
090 crowns and that of the cod fisher­
ies ut about 35,900,000 crowns. It is 
stated that it Is 25 years since the 
fisheries along the Norwegian coast 
havo obtained such splendid results.

St. Paul Garden in Which Only Weeds Are Grown
ST. PAUL, MINN.—There are 175 varieties of weeds in tho garden cultivated 

by \V. L. Oswald at University farm, St. Paul. The garden is tho largest 
In the United States which grows ouly weeds, but is as carefully luid out ami

cultivated as the best gardens rais­
ing dahlias, nasturtiums and pansies.

Mr. Oswald is heuil of the seed- 
testing laboratory and assistant pro­
fessor of botnny ut the University of 
Minnesota College of Agriculture. Jin 
uses tho seeds of all vnrietlcs of 
weeds that grow in Minnesota lo put 
info collections that uro supplied to 
agricultural clubs and schools. Be­
fore the garden was started rarely 
found varieties of weed Seeds some­
times cost $200 to collect, Mr. Oswald 

said. A man was oftentimes sunt to a distant corner of tho state und was 
required to spend a week collecting tho weed seeds iu sufficient quantities to 
meet the demand of tho experiment station, Mr. Oswald decided that such wus 
poor economy and plumed th« weed garden.

Tho garden also supplies weeds for tho school's weed herbarium und for 
laboratory courses. It is also beneficial to farmers who visit the stuto farm, as 
it may aid them iu llndiug the mimes of weeds that troublo them ou their 
farms.

No weed bus grown in this garden tho spread of which cannot ho readily 
controlled. Quack grass and its troublesome relatives aro not permitted in tho 
beds. Weeds that hour seeds which blow away readily are not allowed. There 
are, Indeed, a few varieties of weeds In tho garden that do not grow on tho 
rest of the university’s farm, but there has never been a field infested with a 
pest weed from the garden. Tho gardeners say there never will be.

Seeds aro not left to scatter after they have ripened. Two men work in tho 
garden during tho planting and harvesting seasons. They gather tho seeds as 
soon as ripe and dry them carefully to supply noxt season's planting and to bo 
put in cases for exhibit.

The Minnesota weed garden covers about half an acre. Tho perennials 
have one part, the biennials havo another and tho annuals another part, all 
their own. Each variety has a bed iu which na other weeds are allowed to 
grow.
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Mystery of the Disappearing Goldfish Solved
N EW YORK.—The mystery of the disappearing goldfish which has for months 

interested diners, waiters, cashiers, and porters at a Harlem restaurant 
was settled definitely as the seven-hundredth victim went cavorting to his fate.

For two years one of the principal 
attractions at the restaurant Uub been 
the large aquarium in the left front 
window. In it German carp, goldfish, 
crabs and a couple of real Plortda 
alligators have waded or swum end­
lessly, attracting attention to a large 
menu on which appearod the day’s 
best bets in tho matter of fodder.

However, during recent months 
4t has been almost impossible to keep the goldfish in the building. At night 
they would receive (heir daily dole of fried chicken and port wine and In the 
morning they would not bo found dying or suffering from Indigestion, but 
absolutely absent.

Walters who were merely waiting took to peering into the aquarium at all 
hours of the day. The porters stopped cleaning the windows a score of ttmes 
por pane to see if tbey could solve the mystery.
