tbe Negaunee congregation to pre­
pare a formal expression of their 
regret over the departure of tbeir 
assistant pastor.

Learning that Rev. Fr. Dingfelder 
would be In Negaunee for a day this 
week, some of the members bestirred 
themselves and speedily made up a 
purse of upward of 8200 for presenta­
tion to tbe deuarting priest—a sum 
that undoubtedly could have been 
greatly increased had there been more 
time at the committee's disposal, and 
one which moreover has been materi­
ally augmented by individual gifts 
which came from without as well as 
within tbe congregation.

The committee called at the rectory 
Wednesday evening and .with a few 
appropriate words expressive of the 
congregation’s regret at tbe severance 
of tbe pleasant ties which had existed 
for the past five years and tbo hearti­
est of wishes for success in bis new 
field of labor, there was laid in Rev. 
Fr. Dingfelder’s hands a handsome 
pocketbook inscribed with his name 
and in which snugly reposed ten crisp 
$21) banknotes. Tbereclplent was too 
greatly overcome to attempt much 
formality in his acknowledgment, but 
he nevertheless clearly indicated his 
gratitude and assured the congrega­
tion, through the committee, that he 
appreciated the kindness and good 
will which had been shown him 
throughout his labors lu Negaunee 
quite as much as he did the substan­
tial token which had just come to 
him. Having grown up in Negaunee, 
be could not full to always have a 
warm spot in his heart for tbe home 
town, and he was especially thankful 
that he had Ihipd permitted to begin 
his active career In the clarity among 
those who had known him for so long.

His rnuther, who is a Negau- 
uee pioneer, and who In latter years 
was bousekeeper for Rev. Joseph 
Dittmao at Muoiting and latterly at 
Negaunee, will go to Republic to be­
come boueekeeper for her sun. Ht. 
Augustine’s Church at Republic has u 
comparatively new and thoroughly 
modern rectory.

Tbe appointment of Rev. Fr. Ding* 
felder as assistant pastor at Negaunee 
followed quite closely bis return from 
Rome, where be had spent ten or 
twelve years In preparation for bis 
life work. From tbe time be was a 
mere youth bis heart had been set up­
on this form of service, and in prep­
aration for his calling be had tbe 
kiudly support and encouragement of 
Rt.

Imt as ] looked at her pret­
ty eyes I lied and told her that It was 
in the steeple of the English church. 
After that I found that she did not 
come around to the club and I had no 
limn* amomohiie rides. I was always 
waiting for a four-inch submarine gnu 
to hill' that church.

"We were going to he interned, so 
1 lie Creeks told us, if we retired within 
their gates. Perhaps we might have 
been, except for the presence sudden­
ly of ten British warships. They 
elgared for action and after that there 
was no more talk about interning us.

An Ignorant "Doctor."
"It was in Kaloniki that 1 came 

a c r o s s  another Herman spy. i was ac­
costed in a store by a man who wore 
a uniform of tin* Ko.val Army Medical 
corps, lie asked me where i Imd been 
wounded and I gave him the medical 
name for the thigh horn*. 1 soon saw 
that he did not know whether 1 Imd 
been hit In the head or the foot. Me 
came from Yorkshire, lie said. But he 
lurked the accent. I went to a cafe 
witii him and sent an urgent request 
for the provost marshal and soon the 
iiiiiii was escorted away.

"On another occasion a spy in Ku- 
loniki got within our lines ami lighted 
a bonfire. This was against orders 
mid at dawn we realized from (he 
dropping of shells that the spy had 
given the enemy mir position. 'Die en­
emy guns uctv behind a ridge. We

waited for them und worked out their 
position carefully, hut could uot ex­
actly determine their distance until an 
unexploded shell arrived, it  was set 
for 4.1KM) meters and marked by the 
Krupp linn. That night we waited un­
til they were firing again und then sud­
denly, knowing all their men were at 
the guns, we Jet them have three bat­
tery salvos of high explosive shells. 
We heurd their ammunition boxes 
blow up, and afterward we heurd noth­
ing from that direction.

"You talk about tigtits and battles 
and ask what J remember. I’ll tell you 
what impressed itself on my mind 
more than anything else. I t  was a 
yiuut kiltie. Jie must have been 
champing at the bit before they let 
him out of the trenches by the way 
he went for the Germuus. Me was so 
strong that he drove part of the barrel 
of his gun, with the bayonet, into one 
of the enemy. Me could not extricate 
Ids gun. 1 then saw this Scot reach 
down amt pick up the German's weap­
on mid with that he killed the man 
who was seeking to avenge the death 
of the first Geruiuu.

"That time, too, the bayonet wont in 
loo far. -Nothing loath, this bruwhy 
kiltie grabbed a third man’s gun.

A Discord of Fighting.
"We got >} present of a piano for 

our mess in Gallipoli. We did uot get 
much of a chance to try it out, because 
the first night it was tuned up for the 
evening a high explosive shell swung 
right into it am) the next month we 
were eontlnuall.v picking up keys.

"It 's  hnrd to have any conception of 
the amount of lead. Iron und copper 
flint is being shot into the ground and 
which can't he recovered. An idea of 
this cun he guthered when It Is real­
ized th a t  solely through allied huyrugs, 
copper 1ms risen front a normal ]K und 
14 cents to Us cents. And leud, which 
lmu a normal price of H to 4 cents, 
now is up to NVfc cents, ltememher 
that Germany iviiuircs Just as much as 
the allies, which sin* Is unable to get 
because of the British fleet, and it’s 
onJy H tjuestiou of time before she be­
gins to feel the pinch.

"I should say that tile greatest s tra ­
tegical masterpiece of the war wus 
that the t litis hud not tried ‘a Ver­
dun.' There it is common knowledge 
thut four Germans have been killed for 
every Krcnolmmii. The Germans are 
hound to do something for u morul ef­
fect. We don’t require that. It’s mere­
ly a question of time before the Ger­
man's waste of human element is go­
ing to heat him. The kaiser is suffer­
ing enormous losses for purely spec­
tacular reasons. Mur public does not 
require to to* htmeoed.

••People don't realize what Great 
Britain lias had to do. First site sent 
over an expeditionary force of 100,000, 
and while lighting she has simultane­
ously Increased her army to .pi,nnO,OiH) 
men to terminate the war. I have nev­
er yet met an nltlecr of one of our al­
lies who has not told me tlml Great 
Britain would lie keeping up her end 
on the sea alone and tImt she really 
was mu counted upon for hind light­
ing.

"As to (In* outcome of the conflict I 
tune not tlie h-nsi doubt. My mil} 
fear Is (imt we'll settle too cheaply. 
We should remember to keep studious­
ly tu mind the debt we owe lo the fel­
lows lying under the sod."

TERRIFIC COMBAT 
IN CARRES WOOD

French Officer Pictures Fierce 
Fight for Possession of 

Position Near Verdun.

COMMANDER LOATH TO LEAVE

Brings Up Rear of Hit Troops in 
Rstreat, Is Cut Q\1 by Shells, 

and Never Is Seen 
Again.

Purls,—An officer who hua returned 
from the Verdun front gave this de­
scription of the buttle for the posses­
sion of the Caures wood:

"The uffulr of the C’uures wood is 
one of the most glorious episodes of 
the battle of Verduu. The chasseurs, 
who were charged with defending tills 
part of the sector, were under the or­
ders of Lieutenant Colonel Driuut.

"It was 7:10 In tlie morning of Feb­
ruary lid wheu the Germans be­
gun preparations for their uttuck. The 
bombardment began with unusual vio­
lence and our listening posts, ueoord- 
lug to orders, fell hack on the first 
line, where we awulted tlie uttuck.

"A storm of I rou began to pass over. 
I t  was, in fact, more than a storm, It 
was a deluge. Our shelters, even the 
best constructed, were demolished, 

"About two o’clock the effects of the 
bombardment were tremendoua. There 
did not remain a single shelter worthy 
of the name. Tin* ollieer next in com­
mand to Lieutenant Colonel Urinnt 
was seriously wounded and many of 
uur chasseurs were also strickeu. 

Fought Throughout the Night 
"About five o'clock the enemy's a r ­

tillery Blacked Bs Are und we uo 
longer suffered so much. The reusou 
of this wus that the Germans were 
about to hurl themselves ou Mauniont. 
The front ranks of the enemy were 
dressed in capes, somewhat resembling 
ours, und they wore armlets similar to 
those ou our men. This ruse was 
quickly seen through uud they re­
ceived a warm welcome. However, 
they were able to peuet rute our first 
line trenches und establish themselves 
there. Counterattacks were made by 
us during the whole uight, and after 
a hot grenade lighting our positlous 
were pructicaliy nmintaiueU.

"On the twenty-second the bom­
bardment wns resumed with the great­
est violence.

"Toward midday we perceived large 
parlies of the enemy who ufler having 
advanced toward tlie wood of Man- 
moiit turned toward the Caures wood 
with the intention of taking us in the 
rear. All out' telephonic eouuuuuiea- 
tfinis had been destroyed the evening 
h.-fore and we were uo longer able to 
lonujjunieale with tin* main body of 
our troops except by couriers. Many 
volunteered for this service, but none 
of them ever returned.

"The German attack Increased In 
violence. The enemy, with very su­
perior forces to ours. Im lmling an en­
tire new brigade, swept down upon us.

"About II :110 p. m., tiie situation sud­
denly became critical. The ring was 
tightening Itself around us. 'Do* Gor­
mans bull even brought up u big gun, 
which was bombarding tlie very heart 
of our position. It was then that I 
was culled to the post of I.leuletuini 
Colonel Driant.

Dies Rather Than Be Taken, 
"(.'oloiud Iniunt was stationed ill the 

front line, which he had not left since 
tin* opening of tlie attack. Il*- was lean­
ing on his gun. surrounded by Goto- 
iimudiini Konoimrd. < 'aptain Vincent 
uud Cupiulu Hamel. Energetically, but 
calmly. In* said to me:

"*ln a few more moments il will be 
necessary to die or to he taken pris­
oner.' lie wailed a little while ami 
added: i  would prefer to vile.' The 
tours flowed down his checks and we 
all wept. The most hardened of our 
•imsM'iirs present at ibis scene * .*re 
overwhelmed by emotion.

'oinnnmdaul Betiouard assured 
hlmsoi*' that there was nothing more 
In the shelter which culihl he of any 
ndvnntngc to the enemy, AH our
archives mid our plans laid ........ Imrucd
on the twcuiy'-first und the order to re 
tr«al was given.

T ap ta i t i  Ucuouurd said: 'At least 
let us try to stive some ot these brave 
fellows.'

-o u r  retreat begun protected ou the

Hank by a detachment of chasseur*!. 
The heads of tlie column on leaving 
Hu* wood wore welcomed by a cross­
fire from tit** enemy's mitrailleuses. It 
was of no use to uttempt a reply, und 
the fragments of the section which 
were aid** to escape from that zone 
rallied ut Haumont on the first tine 
of our second jMisition.

"Colonel Drlutit had wished to set 
out umong the lust. He was lust seen 
by u chasseur, who was cut off with 
him hy the same storm of shells. After 
the bombardment bad temporarily 
slackened Colonel Drlant made the 
chasseur leave first, crying to him, 
‘Good-by and good luck.* He remained 
until he was certain that uoue of his 
men were left in the wood, and has 
never been seen since.”

The Jutland farmers who sell 
to Germany at three marks a pound 
butter which they formerly sold a t a 
quarter of the price, a r t  turning Into 
country gentlemen. They demolish 
their picturesque timbered “guards," 
where their families have lived for 
generations, and run up model brick 
dwellings with the latest labor-saving 
appliances. Just now they ure mak­
ing contracts, to be executed u fter the 
war, for the delivery of the best Eng­
lish prize stock in cuttle and horses.

Norway.
In on interesting dispatch from 

Stockholm u well-known correspond­
ent speaks as follows of Norway's 
present-day war prosperity: The 
Stockholm Hagens Nyheter is publish­
ing revelations about the Norwegian 
prosperity boom. This boom depends 
absolutely on the continuation of the 
wur. The boomsters are classed as 
“Six months' men” and “one year's 
men" or “two years' men.” according 
as they need wur of these durations 
to complete their deuls and "muki# 
their piles.” 'flu* new insurance cor­
poration Is for their benefit. A man 
who needs a year’s war to finish his 
enterprise will insure himself against 
w ar’s ending before the spring of 
lfilT. A speculator who Is bearing war 
stocks will Insure himself against Its 
lasting so long. In Norway Just be­
fore Christmas a Russian subject com­
mitted suicide because he hud beared 
u Bergen steamship company’s stocks 
under the belief that the w ar would 
he over before ]PIG. und th a t  stocks 
would suffer a panic collapse. The 
stocks went up. and the bear saw no 
way out. At another place the same 
correspondent soys that the govern­
ment und hanks ure frightened by the 
prosperity. The government is trying 
to temper the shipping boom by a spe­
cial tux on tonnage (Sweden has u 
similar plan) ; the bank* refuse to lend 
more than 50 per cent on the market 
quotations of even the oldest-estab­
lished shipping stocks; and the ship­
ping company promoters a re  aban­
doning the old practice of allotting 
stocks In new Issues to persons who 
apply without a preliminary payment. 
Tills practice led to speculators' buy­
ing up nil the old Issues, paying noth­
ing down, and selling to the public at 
1 0 0  per cent profit before the first day 
of payment. Premier Knudsen threat­
ens to Introduce drastic laws of u 
sumptuary kind to check the gam­
bling and extravagance mania and re­
turn the nation to sanity. The nation 
does not wish to be returned to sanity. 
The boom is a genuine oik4; its solid 
base is real money from the unlucky 
belligerent states, and probably the 
boom will continue without a panic 
until pouce comes.

An order has been issued prohibit­

ing both officers and men of the Nor- 
wcglan-Amcrlcan fine from using in­
toxicating liquors while on board ship.

have been transformed Into a 
'fit'-Miin naval base during the last 
mx weeks, and It Is reported the Pe­
te-grad government Is erecting for- 
tiv-*.es on tin* Islands. This action is 
• oM;\ary to the convention drawn up 
by Russia with G-ent Britain and 
I ram ** in ls5fi, and while there are 
Kiiini< ehlzens suspicious of Russia's 
a-iiori. the government at least bus 
full confidence thut tin* mutter will lie 
sottli-d amlcjihly at tin* conclusion of 
the war,” said Minister Kkengren. 
"We are enjoying friendlier relations 
with Russia than we have in a decade. 
At the opening of the war both Bus- 
cia and Greut Britain created hostile 
fecliiijr j„ Sweden hy tduking our ves­
sels and seizing our mail boats, but 
the two governments since have 
agreed to many of our claims and the 
111 feeling practically has died out. 
Nevertheless, Sweden has suffered 
economic losses us the result of the 
war on our trade and business Inter­
ests have been hampered. Because 
of the Russian fortilicutlon of the 
Alum! islands and thcpluclngof mines 
throughout the Baltic sea. our trade 
with our large territory along the Gulf 
of.Bothnia is practically a t  a stand­
still, uud the lumber and steel indus­
tries In the province of Norrelaud are 
stagnant. The allies ulready have 
ugreed to many of our cluluis for dam­
ages, and peace in Europe is expected 
to seo a complete settlement of the 
others. While the Russian fortifica­
tions ou the Aflind Islands are con­
trary to treaties, the encroachments 
probably are only temporary, und 
Sweden will take the mutter up a t  
the close of the war.”

All Sweden Is profiting by the war, 

writes a Stockholm correspondent. 
The government white book Issued 
Just before Christinas on "Measures 
Taken During the Wur,” rejwrts that 
tin* economic dislocation quickly 
passed, and mentions us uu Instance 
of the war boom tha t the state rull- 
r-md earnings in November, 11115, were 
three times us great as those in No­
vember, 1P14. The cause of this Is 
Sweden’s jmsltlon between Russia und 
western Europe. During the winter 
Archangel is a frozen port, and during 
the summer the narrow-gauge railroad 
from Archangel south cun carry only 
u fraction of the goods that Russia 
needs. The new railway to the lee- 
froe port of Kola is not ready. Every­
thing tha t  Russia does not get hy way 
of Siberia she gets by way of Sweden. 
Sweden's railroad rolling stock Is not 
adequate for the traffic. 'Fills freight 
traffic means the expenditure in Swe­
den of large sums of English ami Rus­
sian money; it has brought here hun­
dreds of agents, forwarders and in­
termediaries, who spend large sums. 
Also here, und in the other Scandi­
navian states, ure spies, propaganda 
agents, and arrangers of contraband 
deals, with big sums at their com­
mand. The German agent. Baron Lind­
ner, was sent here with $7,500,000; 
tills money wus lodged in u Stockholm 
hank, and most of it was spent. Stock­
holm is running up new business 
buildings of u kind the modest city 
never saw before. Last winter were 
opened five picture palaces of a kind 
formerly seen only in Berlin. Koine 
of these buildings are  lined with 
marble. In the Kungstrudgard street 
the big Eusklld bunk bus built a new 
home on heavy Berlin lines. This 
hank belongs to the multimillionaire 
family of Wallenberg, richest In Swe­
den. Chief of the family for wealth 
and brains is the Wallenberg who Is 
Sweden’s foreign minister. Another 
bunk has built a marble puluce with a 
Venetian Gothic gallery.

The trade Journal, Affursvarlden, 
representing the best business Inter­
ests In Sweden, says It is time for 
the Swedes to realize that the out­
come of the wur cannot be favorable 
to the  central powers. Tin* food ques­
tion, suys 'he newspaper, will decide 
the wur, and It dcclures thut the sad 
situation in Germany Is responsible 
for the  reckless offensive al Verdun 
and the rc<vat attempt to win a naval 
battle.” The article says: "Swedish 
conception* as to how peace will be 
concluded Imve not taken sufficiently 
Into consideration the Importance of 
the eumpulgn of starvation against 
Germany. Even if It is possible to 
train the population to u vegetable 
diet, this cannot be done miles** there 
is plenty of bread, butler und eggs 
and turnips, but not even potatoes 
can be had in quantities the people re­
quire.” Swedish business Interests ure 
generally supposed to be frb-ijdly to 
Germany, us for many years trade 
with Umt country bus outweighed that 
of uny other.

warfare ou this disease was started. 
These figures are taken from u new 
tuberculosis directory issued hy the 
association.

The list includes 557 sauutoriu and 
hospitals. ]5S tuberculosis boarding 
houses, IN) hospitals for the Insane and 
B5 penal institutions making special 
provision for lulit-rculosls, 455 dis­
pensation. fib) open -air schools, and 
l.fi-l anti-tuberculosis associations 
und committees. To these are added 
J5S t'anadiaii Insliliilions and associa­
tions, making a total of fl.OhT. The «U- 
rectory also gives a sijmmaiy of mu­
nicipal und Mate legislation on tuber­
culosis.

When the national association wus 
formed in IhOl and tlie first list of 
agencies was printed, only iHfl organi­
zations and Institutions were found. 
Tlie second edition of tin* directory in 
BMW reported (Mi> different agencies; 
and 1.440 were fisted iu the third edi­
tion published In 11*11. On the basis 
of the iutter figures, the number of 
agencies in the anti-tuberculosis move­
ment bus Increased 115 per cent In the 
last five years.

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Tuberculosis Survey

A Tuberculosis Survey of Marquette 
county will be made by the State 
Hoard o f Health next week. The Hate 
health official! an* undertaking n 
thorough inquiry into tuberculosis 
conditions in every county, and it is 
now Marquette County's turn for In* 
vestigation. As part of the plan, free 
consultations will be held in the 
Netrnunce city hall next Tuesday and 
Wednesday, the hours being from s a. 
m. to r, p. m.. and all persons are in* 
viP'd to present themselves for acare* 
ful physical examination to determine 
whether or not they have tuberculosis 
or whether or not they are threatened 
with the disease.

Miss Wanda Hrsyluska, of Lansing, 
one of the representatives of the sur­
vey, has spent several days here gel* 
ting advance information which will 
facilitate the work in the public clinics 
next week, and Bbe has bad the asbIb* 
taocc of Miss Ins K. Atkin, visiting 
nurse for The Clevelaod-ClifTs Iron 
Compariy, and also the co-operation 
of the local physicians, in arranging 
for next week’s consultations. Simi­
lar clinics will be in progress in Mar* 
queue and Ishpeming during the week 
and the work is under the general 
direction of Dr. William PeKleioe, 
director of the state tuberculosis 
survey. In the Negaunee clinics be 
will have the active assistance of Ur 
V. C. Vaughan, Jr., of Detroit: Dr. 
J. S. Pritchard, of Battle Creek .San­
itarium; Dr. E. R. Van der Slice, 
formerly with the Nebraska State 
Sanitarium; and Dr. Northup: as well 
as the co-operation of the Negaunee 
health officer and the local physicians 
and nurses.

It should be understood that these 
free examinations are not only for 
persons who think they may have the 
disease, but will be open to all per­
sons, and particularly to those who 
may be physically run down, for the 
state officials are quite as anxious to 
prevent tuberculosis as they are to 
cure cases which already exist; the 

' earlier the stage In which presence of 
the disease can be detected, the more 
readily can a cure be effected.

ft is hoped to have tbe$e examina­
tions supplemented by one or more 
public addresses by Dr. John Plant, 
the state board’s lecturer, in which It 
will be emphasized that while It is 
impossible for a person to avoid en­
tirely the taking into the system of 
some of the tuberculosis germs which 
infest the air, if the person is In good 
physical condition the system is able 
to throw oft these germs. On the 
other hand, if the person is run-down 
from any cause, the germs have no 
difficulty In making themselves right 
at home and multiply with almost in­
credible rapidity, with the result that 
unless there is a counter-attack with 
plenty of sunlight and pure air as the 
chief weapons, another victim is added 
lo the long list of tuberculosis vic­
tims. Plenty of pure air day and 
night, wholesome food and regular 
habits—thin is advice which cannot be 
repeated too often. It thould also lie 
remembered that plenty of pure air Is 
needed by the well person tokeepwell 
and by the sick person to get well.

No one should have any besitency 
in availing themselves of the oppor­
tunity for examination next week by 
meu who have become experts in this 
particular line of diagnosis. There is 
absolutely no churge and no physi­
cal discomfort, while every effort will 
be exerted to have everything con­
veniently nrraeged for those who may 
visit the city hall next Tuesday and 
Wednesday.

If the present visit of the slate 
health officials should do nothing 
more than awaken the people to the 
danger of neglected symptoms of 
tuberculosis and impress the gospel of 
fresh air, proper nourishment and 
other simple hygienic rules for right 
living, it will have accomplished 
much good; and these efforts undoubt­
edly will be supplemented by a warn­
ing against fake “consumption cures." 
If all persons could be made to under­
stand that there is no medicine in 
existence which "cures" consumption, 
thousands of lives could be saved. 
The greatest factor of all is the early 
diagnosis; with intelligent direction of 
effort, frekh air, good food and rest 
provided,nature may be depended upon 
to do the rest.

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IT WAS my good fortune to spend 
the first port of the year 1015 upon 
the litUo-known island of Mar­
garita, lying off the north const 

of Venezuela, In the Interests of the 
Museum of the American Indian of 
New York city, which Institution sent 
mo to this region to make an archeo­
logical survey, writes Theodoor de 
Buoy in the Bulletin of tho Pan-Amer­
ican Union. The various handbooks 
on South America give but scant In­
formation about this island, and, 
strange to say, one finds a grout deal 
more mention made of Margarita 
island in the early historians of tho 
sixteenth century, such as Las Casas, 
Herrera, Oviedo ct al. than ono does 
in modern works. Without going ex­
tensively into the early History of tho 
Island since Its discovery in 1498, 1 
might mention that pearl fisheries in 
the waters surrounding Margarita 
and Coclio were of prime importance 
during the first 90 years after their 
existence had been discovered. The 
fisheries, however, were exhausted by 
the carelpss management of the early 
Spanish settlers, and Margarita island 
became lost to public memory and re­
mains lost to this day.

Margarita was occupied by tho 
Gualqueri Indians at tho time of its 
discovery. This fierce race of people 
was not readily subjugated by the 
Spanish colonists. Thanks to the war­
like qualities of this race, a largo per­
centage of pure Gualqueri blood re­
mains on tho island today, more espe­
cially on the north coast in tho vil­
lages of Juan Gringo and Paraguachl. 
It is in these villages that the locally 
renowned Margarita hammocks are 
mado from tho native cotton, and 
these hammocks command a ready 
sale on the north coast of the main­
land and are even exported to the 
British island of Trinidad. One sees 
the Guaiquerl women making the 
thread for these hammocks from the 
native cotton by the ancient spindle- 
whorl method, and cannot but admire 
the industry of a race that will walk 
(rum 15 to 20 miles along mountain

paths to the town of Porlamur to sell, 
lor a mere song, a piece of work that 
took tho entire family Homo three 
months lo complete. Loaded down 
with a couple of completed hum­
mocks on their heads und with anoth­
er hummock or two curried on tho 
arm in a native-made basket, jjieso 
women present what is indeed an in­
teresting sight as they walk ulong 
(ho roads, busily fashioning new 
thread for future Imtmnoeks and 
steadily talking nil the while on sub­
jects of local interest.

Three Towns of Importance.
There are three towns of impor­

tance on Margarita island- Porhuunr,* 
Pampatur and Asuncion. The entire 
island has a population of about 40,- 
OOO souls, and Porlamur has uhout 
5,000. J'orlunmr is the busiest and 
most thriving of all three towns und 
(ho largest, it is at J'orlamar that the 
bimonthly steamers of the Venezuela 
company call, ulthough it must ho 
slated that this service Is most un­
certain. A biweekly service Is main­
tained by sloop with the town of Gsru- 
pano on (he mainland, and intending 
travelers for Margarita are advised lo 
make (’aiupauo their objective, and 
to there await (lit! departure of some 
small sailing craft for Margarita 
island. While this method may ho 
more un<nuiforiable, it is tar prefera­
ble to u long wait <-:i an uneertain 
coastal steamer and o ik 1 Is  certain 
of having to remain in Curupano for 
Viol over three <!a> •; at tli • uni.-'.

monthly service of a small cattle 
steamer, with limited passenger ac­
commodations, plying between La 
Guuyru and Trinidad and taking in 
seme of the coastal towns en route, 
connected Pumpatar with Trinidad 
during my stay on Margarita, hut. 
like all coastal service of the Vene­
zuelan nutional steamers, this service 
is liuble to change in its itineraries 
and cannot be relied upon. There is 
hut littlo commerce in Pampatar, ami 
the town is fast falling into a decline. 
The population of Pampatur is about 
1,500 souls. Nearby can be found ex­
tensive salt deposits belonging to the 
government.

Asuncion, the third town of impor­
tance on the island, is losing the im­
portance which the ruins of large 
buildings and houses indicate that it 
possessed in times gone by. It has 
today a population of but 3.000 souls, 
where In former days the population 
must have been far larger.

Has a Salubrious Climate.
Tho climate of Margarita island bas 

been renowned for centuries, and the 
island in times gone by and even now­
adays is a favorite health resort for 
sufferers from all kinds of fevers. 
This fact is mentioned in a number 
of the early histories of the island. 
Neither the anopheles nor the steg- 
omyia mosquito are found on Mar­
garita, which would explain that yel­
low fever patients and those suffering 
from malarial fevers can come to the 
island without endangering the health 
of the residents. The island is espe­
cially preferred as a recuperating re­
sort by the inhabitants of Ciudad 
Bolivar on tho Orinoco river. There 
arc, however, but poor accommoda­
tions in tho Margarita towns for 
transients, and the uncertain steamer 
connections prevent the Island from 
becoming tho national sanitarium for 
tho sick of the Venezuelan republic.

Margarita island has an urea of 444 
square miles, and in reality consists 
of two separate mountain ranges con­
nected by a low, sandy Isthmus, about 
10 miles long and from 70 to 180 
yards wide. When seen from a short 
distance to tho northward or south­
ward it will appear as two islands. 
Tho eastern portion of the island is 
18 miles long and about 14 miles wide. 
Tho western portion, known as Ma­
cs mo, which is practically uninhab­
ited, is uhout 12 miles long, east and 
west, and 7 miles wide. The lagoon 
dividing tho two parts of tho island, 
known as the “Laguna Grande,” or 
tho “Laguna Arestigna," is some 10 
miles wide and 2 miles broad.

The explanation of tho lack of pros­
perity of Margarita island lies in the 
fact that tho rainfall on tho island is 
so extremely scant as to be utmost 
negligible in some districts.

Pearling the Chief Industry.
Tho most important Industry of the 

Island is the pearl fishing. Although 
lately the pearling grounds have again 
begun to show signs of exhaustion, 
due to excessive fishing by destruc­
tive methods, a lnrgo number of men 
aro still employed in this work and 
tho Margarita pearls rank in quality 
with tho highest grudes of pearls from 
tho Orient.

Tho usual method pursued to gather 
the pearl mollusks is with rakes that 
aro dragged over tho ocean bottom; 
the shells are then opened by hand 
and tho pearls removed. A number 
of diving suits are also used in those 
waters for tho collecting of shells 
from the bottom of the sea, hut as 
the owners of tho boats using rakes 
have to pay a far smaller license fee 
to tho government than those using 
the scuphander method, and as divers 
familiar with the use of tho diving 
suits command high prices, owing to 
the risks that they take with the usu­
ally defective outfits and tho Ignor- 
anco of (tie n)<-ii who work tin; pumps 
that provide the diver with air, tho 
raking outfit Is the one in general use. 
The pearls aro generally bought by 
tho Turkish and Syrian dealers reslii*. 
ing on the Island and are shipped by 
them to J’arls, the clearing house for 
peurts from all parts of tho world. It 
is strange to note that a large num­
ber'of the pearling boats used in thfse 
parts are rigged with lateen sails— 
a rig which is not seen In the other 
West Jndia islands and which wus 
probably introduced in Margarita by 
the Syrian pearl dealers.

There in a closed season for pearl­
ing from May to September 1. dur 
ing which time tin- fishing Is absolute­
ly prohibited. This Is done lo allow 
the pearl mollusks to spawn, and 
does a great deal towaid preserving 
the fisheries. Nevertheless, due to 
tlm enormous amount of fishing that 
has bcett going on in the last 2<l 
years on grounds that have but a lim­

Bank Clearings Increase—Agri­

culture Is a Paying Indus­
try-Manufactures 

Doing Well.

“Business experts assert that Can­
ada is on the threshold of perhaps 
tho most prosperous era In her his­
tory. The unprecedented value of 
the farm products of 1015, together 
with the very large output of factories 
working on munitions of war has sud­
denly brought tho country into a po­
sition, financially, scarcely hoped for 
ns a nation for years to cume. Ex­
port surplus of $50,000,000 n month is 
making Canada very strong In cash." 
—Extract from official bulletin of Feb­
ruary 11, 1910.

The response by the farmers of Can­
ada to the call for Increased produc­
tion In 1015 was n total net output 
exceeding one billion dollars, an tu- 
crease over normal years of at least 
three hundred millions. The three 
Prairie Provinces ’ contributed prob­
ably nearly one-half of the total prod­
uct.

The wheat crop was worth $010,000.- 
000. and accounted for about 30 per 
cent of the total agricultural product. 
Other tilings counted also. Look at 
dairying. In Onturio the dairy pro­
duction was Increased 20 per cent, 
and prices were over 10 per cent 
ahead of 1014. Other provinces shared 
In the Increase, especially Alberta, 
Saskatchewan, Quebec and Nova Sco­
tia. The dairy cow was "on the Job" 
In 1915. So also were the beef cattle, 
the pigs and the hens.

It Is not fair to the formers of the 
Prairies to cull the wheat crop of 1015 
a “miracle” crop. The farmers culti­
vated more land and gave attention 
to their seed. Providence gave them 
favorable weather. Then they toiled 
early and late in the harvesting and 
threshing. Good cultivation gove big­
ger yields than careless work, 45 bush­
els ns against 25.

The wealth of Western Panada Is 
by no means all In Its wheat crop. If 
the country had no wbeot at nil it 
would still he famous ns a land of suc­
cessful farmers on account of Its stock 
production. From one shipping point 
(High River. Alberta) over $75,000.00 
worth of horses have been sold in the 
Inst two months. The overnge price 
to the farmer has been about $175.00 
per head. According to Government 
returns there are a million and n half 
horses in Manitoba. Saskatchewan and 
Alberta, worth probably $150,000,000.

The Investments which farmers of 
Western Canada ore making in live­
stock and f«rm Improvements are 
good evidence of the fact that they 
have money for these purposes. It Is 
apparent, however, that they are also 
spending some of their profits on 
those things which will bring greater 
comfort and enjoyment to themselves, 
their wives and their families. The 
automobile trade all through the 
country Is particularly active, and 
farmers are the biggest buyers. A re­
cent report of the Saskatoon district 
shows that In two months a million 
dollars* worth of automobiles have 
been sold, largely to fanners. Nor are 
all of these cars of the cheaper makes; 
some high-priced machines are In de­
mand.

Bank clearings throughout the West­
ern Provinces show greater commer­
cial nctlvity than nt the same season 
In 1915 or 1914, the increase for the 
last week of February being $8,000,000 
and almost $9,000,000. respectively, 
for the first week of March $15,000,- 
000 over 1015 and $18,000,000 over 
1914. The same excellent story comes 
from Moose Jaw, Bosk., where they 
showed from 40 to 100 per cent over 
the previous year. Calgary, Alta., 
ban?: clearings continue to reflect the 
greatly Improved business conditions 
as compared with a year ago. Cana­
da’s bank clearings for the month of 
February, 1910, were the greatest for 
any February In the country’s history. 
The totals amounted to $004,222,000.00.

as compared with $487,290,000.00 for 
the same month a year ago. An in ­

crease of $177,000,000,00 In bank clear­
ings for the month tells Its own st a y 
of the country’s prosperity.—Adver­
tisement.

After graduating from private school In Round Rock, N. J., at seventeen, 
Craven secured a congressional appointment at the United States Naval 
academy, which was then temporarily located dt Newport, R. I., owing to the 
Civil war. He was graduated as ensign and six years later promoted to the 
rank of master, having been presented by congress with a service medal.

He then resigned and joined the state geological survey of California. 
When this survey was completed he took up the study of irrigation and devised 
plans which later helped to make the Sacramento and San Joaquin valleys 
more fertile and productive. Later he joined the miners at Virginia City us 
an engineer, which proved decidedly profitable.
