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Boy Was Lost

W h ile  nearly a  thousand men were 

scouring the h ills  and woods to  the 

southw ard of Negaunee W ednesday  

n ight in a  search fo r T o ivo  L a h ti, a 

5‘ vear-old lad who had been missing 

since the middle of tho afternoou, the  
l it t le  follow was comfortably housed 

in a hptne near W in th ro p  Junction, 

about a mile west of Ishpem ing. The  

youth had wandered that distance and 

i t  was about ii o 'clock when, u tterly  

w orn out from  his tram p, he was 

found west of Ishpem ing by a man 

named Johnson, and taken to the borne 

of a F inn ish  fam ily , where he was put 

th rough  a "steam  bath”  to get the 
soreness out of his l it t le  limbs. N o t  

rea liz in g  the widespread alarm  occa­

sioned .u the boy’s hom etow n, the 

fam ily  made the litt le  wanderer 

com fortable for the n ight and waited  

u n til morning before notify ing the 

authorities.

T h e  lad had gone w ith  companions  

to  pick berries am ong the h ills  to the 

southward of the city , and the older 

chaps after indulging in a swim in the 

“ red pond,”  set out fo r  home about 4 

p.m . To ivo  was disinclined to come 

and the others continued on th e ir  

w ay, th inking  that the lad after a 

b rie f experience of being alone would 

change his mind and follow them. 

A fte r  they had reached home and the 

supper hour had come w ithout any 

sign of the missing boy, bis compan­

ions told the ir story and M arshal 

Newcotnbo was notified.

The marshal bad the fire bell sounded 

a t  7:30 p.m . and w ith in a  few moments 
hundreds of w illin g  men, as well as 

a squad of Boy Scouts, bad taken up 

the search on the Lucy h ill and In 

adjacent te rr ito ry . The quest havlog  

proven fruitless up to  that hour, the 

fire bell was ag a in  sounded a t  10 
o ’clock, when recruits swelled the 

searching force to upward of 1000. 

M a n y  of the searchers carried la n ­

terns and the en tire  d is tric t south, 

east and west for a distance of a mite 
o r more from the c ity  was gone over 

as carefu lly  as possible iu the pitch  

darkness which had settled over the 

b ills . M any of the searchers gave up 
shortly  a fter m idn ight, feeling th a t a 

continuation  of the w ork during  the 

n ig h t was futile and th a t It would be 
better to save th e ir  strength fo r the  

m orrow ; but s till others kept doggedly 

to the task. T h e  sounding of the 

siren at the w aterw orks s ta tlo n --  

the signal arranged by M arsh a l New- 

combe to give gotice th a t the boy was 

fouud—put an end to fu rther effort 

yesterday morning.
A s soon as he received the report 

from  W in th ro p  Junction, M arshal 

Newcombo notified the L a h t i fam ily , 

who reside in B oyer avenue, and au 

o ld er member of the fam ily  went up 

to  got the litt le  wanderer. T h e  chap  

was pretty  tired , but otherw ise had 

n o t suffered p a rtic u la rly , and having  

reached shelter before night rea lly  

settled he had been saved from any 
serious frigh t. H is  band still clutch­

ed bis berry p a ll when he approached 

th e  homo for shelter. I t  is believed that 

in starting for home be got head­
ed westward and followed some of tho 

ra ilro ad  tracks, and possibly the 
county road fo r p a rt of the distance, 

and when nearing Ishpem ing must 

have swung fa r enough southward to  

s k ir t  the neighboring city, finally  

w inding up at the W inthrop.

There  was re jo ic ing  in Negaunee 

yesterday m orning wheo the signal 

announced the Undiag of tho lad , for 

m any feared th a t b« m ight have stum­

bled Into some overgrow n testplt, and 

in case ho hud not survived In ju ry  it 

m ight bo days and even weeks before 

bis fate could be definitely learned.

W herever this Joyous crowd o f boys 
knocks a t a door, It  Is bound to re­
ceive a hearty  welcome. Sausages, 
pf«*n, ojikes, apples, nuts and other 
dainties coveted by the average coun­
try  lad are libera lly  presented to  them  
and a one o r two-franc piece is often  
►dipped in to  the hands of these 
Juvenile m errym akers. A fte r  they 
have thus “ visited” every resident of 
th e ir  commune, the boys ask the girls  
to Join them, and somewhere In  the 
house of some good-natured fo lk  who 
deilght in listening to  the outburst o f  
youthful happiness, the banquet takes 
pluce.

Burning of the Boogg a t Zurich.

Tow ard  the end o f A pril the passing 
o f w in ter and the arriva l o f spring is 
celebrated ut Zurich w ith  a very pretty  
fes tiva l known as the Sechselaeuten—* 
s ir  o’clock ringing feast— as the actual 
ceremony takes place a t  the strik ing of 
0 p. in., when tho bells ring  fo r  the 
w orking day to close, which during the 
w in te r only finishes a t 7 p. m.

A  huge figure, known as the Boogg, 
made of wood and covered w ith  w hite  
cotton wool, represents w in ter. In  
due consideration of its  fa te  to be fu l­
filled In the evening, i t  is stuffed w ith  
crackers and gunpowder.

In  the morning u procession of 
more than 1,000 schoolchildren, muny 
of whom are  dressed In  the pic­
turesque Swiss nutlonal garb, escorts 
the triumphu! flout beurlng the God­
dess of Spring w ith  her attendant 
maidens. Behind follows the Boogg, 
surrounded by dancing and jeering  
clowns. T h e  procession winds Its  
wuy along the river L lm m at to  the 
heud of the plucld lake, w here Boogg 
Is le ft  behind ou the spacious square, 
to be raised on poles, iu  order th a t a 
bonfire m ay bo bu ilt around him . T h e  
morning festiv ities close w ith  a  juve­
n ile  bull in  the Tonhalle.

In  the afternoon the various guilds, 
a ll a ttired  In  wonderful ancient cos­
tumes, have the ir parade. These 
guilds, which In  form er centuries used 
to play such an Im portant role, are 
no longer the strict unions o f the same 
class of artisans— those unions died 
out la  1798. The members o f the 
guilds of today may In rea lity  belong 
to u quite different profession, but 
they may have chosen to select the 
symbol of the trade once practiced by

tl* * ir  forefathers. Several of the*e  
guilds s till in»*et In their respective 
guildhouse, others have their reunions 
la  various Inns or hotels, but a ll are  
anxious to participate in a dignified 
m anner iu  the ufteruoon Sechselaecten 
parade.

T h e  first stroke o f six is the s.gnai 
fo r  Boogg's execution, l ie  is set on 
fire and while be is expiating Lis 
wrongdoings other bonfires finre up on 
the surrounding mountain heights and 
fireworks are sent off from the numer­
ous bouts now gayly circling arounJ 
on the lovely lake. W in ter has pissed 
and the urrival of spring is celebrated 
fa r  Into the stillness of the mghn

I d the mountain regions the * : * r t  of 
the cattle  to the summer pastures, the 
so-called AJpaufzug, has been m ating  
a particu lar feature o f this day wL.ch 
means so much to the herdsman azJ  
the ir fam ilies and on which oc-.is. n 
the cuttle even seem to real.ze the im ­
portant change which Is about to glad­
den the ir lives.

T h e  king of tho A lpine pr>*cess.-'i a 
haudsume, powerful bull, marches i *  
fron t. H e  is decorated w ith  beautiful 
garlands of flowers and w ith  the airs  
o f a monarch he carries the une-leggt-d 
m ilking  stool, which is also wreathed  
w ith  spring blossoms. In  a long row  
the cows now* fylluw  their leader, a il 
w ell kept and scrupulously clean and 
every one embellished w ith  flow-rs  
and a  m erry tink ling  cowbell. A t their 
sides w alk  their keepers in .Sunday a t ­
tire , now and then fondly eying their 
bovine proteges.

Follow ing the procession of cattle  
comes a  parade o f carriages and ve­
hicles of varied description, contain­
ing the womunfolk and children of 
the herdsmen, also articles of fu rn i­
tu re  and dairying utensils piled high. 
This  is the departure fo r the Alps, a 
most characteristic aud picturesque 
sight In  the mountain regions.

Ancient W ays of Wooing.
A  very antiquated custom of noc­

tu rna l wooing, which is, however, grad­
ually  dying out, is the Kiltguug. In  
m any districts of the canton of Berne 
the younger set of the m ale Inhabitants  
forms a kind of vigilance committee to 
prevent tho well-to-do girls frotu be­
ing curried off by outsiders. The lov­
ers In  the village who are of this set 
are perm itted to pay their visits and 
climb to the windows of the fa ir  ones 
undisturbed, w hile  strenuous opposi­
tion is given to strangers who venture  
to Intrude.

Closely connected w ith  the K lltgang  

is the so-called Malenstecken of the 
cuuton of Lucerne. A  lover, auxiuus 
to please his dearest, plants in front 
of her window u sm all pine tree, gayly  
adorned w ith  ribbons. This Is sup­
posed to be Ihe expression of utmost 
devotion and generally finds Its reward  
it  a  generous entertainm ent at the  
bands of both the purunts and the g irl.

Another method o f wooing— lit tho 
Mower languuge— still exists iu remote 
villages of the canton of GInrus. In  
this case the young man place* a flow­
er pot containing a single rose and a 
note on the window sill o f the g lrl’a 
room when she Is absent from  home. 
H e  then 1ms to patiently  w a it fo r a  re ­
ply.

I f  the m aid takes tho rose, the young 
man boldly enters the house to ur- 
range m atters w ith  her parents, but I f  
the rose Is allowed to fade away the 
proposal Is rejected w ithout a word  
having been exchanged between the 
couple.

T here  Is not a single p a rt of Switzer­
land th a t has not some peculiur usage 
o f Its  own. To  th e  casual onlooker 
they may appear ridiculous a t first, but 
on closer exam ination of such old- 
tim e traditions we frequently discover 
th a t the ir origin Is actually connected 
w ith  historic events, and w hat m ay  
have struck us ns “somewhut queer” 
a t  first is explained by the fact thut 
the m ajority  of these undent customs 
was born In a period when the world  
did not radiate the enlightcutuent o f 
our modern days.

BRIEFS FROM OLD COUNTRY

Interesting Items From the Three 
Great Kingdoms of the North, Se­

lected fo r Scandinavians and 
Their Descendants.

Denmark.
Iceland, says an exchange, Is known 

as u "land of contrasts.” The land 
of Iceland boasts In com paratively  
small cotnpuss tire and Ice, volcunoes, 
glaciers and geysers. There  is mag­
nificent scenery In Its desolate pla­
teaus. I t  has more than 100 volcanoes, 
of which the largest is Heeln, 5.100 
feet high. There  nre thousands of 
craters in Icelund, the chief among 
them being Askyu, with an area of 
34 square miles. O f glaciers there 
nre more tliun 120, w ith aggregate 
areas of about 5,200 square miles. The  
largest is Vatuu. Not fu r from  Heeln 
Is the so-culled geyser region, where 
there are many lint springs. The  
Great geyser Is 00 feet In diam eter. 
One geyser was found to have w ater a t 
a tem perature of 282 degrees F., which 
makes It  poss’M y the hottest spring 
in the world. One-eighth of Icelund is 
glacier hidden, and there are ice-clad 
mountain domes, of which the highest 
Is O rnetujnkull, C.424 feet. There  are 
pot muny settlements in Iceland. The  
c a p ita ljs  R eykjavik , with a population 
o f 11.000, and a fter that the tw o chief 
towns nre Akureyi, 2.081), and Isallord, 
1,850 Inhabitants. The people of Ice­
land are described as unusuully intel­
ligent, and one authority states thut 
“perhaps in no other country of E u ­
rope are so many books in proportion 
to the population printed and sold as 
In Iceland.”

Sweden.
Prof. A. A. Stomherg o f the U niver­

sity of Minnesota, who is enjoying a 
visit to his native lnnd, writes from  
Stockholm his Impressions of the de­
velopment of the country, industrially, 
socially and along lite rary  lines. He  
says that fbe traveler who returns to  
Sweden a fte r nn absence of 20 years 
cannot fu ll to be m ightily impressed 
by the wonderful Industrial and eco­
nomic development that has taken  
place during the last tw o decades. 
Equally Impressive are the evidences 
of revived and vigorous national sen­
timents and ideals in tlie  artistic fife  
of the nation— in architecture, pa in t­
ing. literature, and dram atic art. The  

people of that country are known to 
be eery susceptible to foreign in flu ­
ence and readily adopt ideas nnd cus­
tom- from o ilie r lands, which, of 
course, in UseJf is not a fa u lt; fo r no 
nati"U cun he sufficient unto Itself. But 
their great mistake, frequently, lias 
bent found in th e ir ready substitution 
of tlie solid and meritorious national 
for the foreign o f less value. The ever­
lasting borrowing of foreign ideas lias 

not been conducive to original nation­
al thought. But even a hurried excur­
sion in to  the domain where the prod­
ucts of the modern Swedish artists  
stand revealed wifi prove that, a l­
though tlie  old weakness remains, 
there are most striking indications of 
a re tu rn  to national ideals. One of 
the most rem arkable evidences of tills  
is found in the recently completed 
Mnsthugg., church in the city of Goth­
enburg. As planned by Slgfrld E ric k ­
son, n young architect of thirty-seven, 
this m ighty edifice stands on the most 
elevated point in the c ity  as tlie  em­
bodiment, not so much of n religious 
sentiment, as o f a hold and seif-con* 
seious national spirit that dares not 
emancipate Itse lf from tlie  foreign nnd 
give expression to vigorous northern  
ideals. I t  gives the impression o f be­
ing n defiant challenge to those who 
still question the adequacy of native  
forms in the construction of artis tica l­
ly noble and impressive edifices.

T lie  designer o f this Christian temple

The  
work of such artists as Zorn, L llje fo rs  
and Curl Larson, which is by no means 
unknown in America, iu n sim ilar way 
bears the Impress of a renascent na­
tional sentim ent. Zorn and Curl L a r ­
son live  among the people they sketch 
on canvas and L llje fo rs  spends a great 
part of his tim e in lonely residence 
among the deep northern forests in 
order to gain u closer acquaintance 
with tlie  anim als lie paints. In  the 
same w ay Solum LagerioW, the most 
whose w ork has been rewarded by a 
Nobel prize in literature, has succeeded 
only when she bus w ritten  about her 
own people und about her own p ic tur­
esque provinces.

I t  has boon said that the average 
yield per acre of wheat in the United 
States last year wus 17 bushels. This 
average does not. o f course, represent 
tlie  efficiency which may have been 
readied hy individual farmers or hy 
individual stutes. However, place 
against this figure the fact th a t the 
1915 W estern Canadian average— the 
average from nearly  twelve million 
acres— was over 30 bushels, in  tin* 
case of tlie  Province of A lberta, the 
average reached 32.S4 bushels per acre.

where they now elush w ith U nde  
Sum's Napoleons, This is un enor­
mous advantage.

In addition, the Mexican m ilitary  
academy at Chnpultepee, near Mexico 
City, which Is sim ilar to our West 
Point, has u high rating among Insti­
tutions of this character. In the M exi­
can w ar of JS40-47 the Chupulteper 
cadets put up a desperate resistance 
to the Amerleun invaders on the 
grounds of their school. They were 
only overcome a fte r nearly nil hud 
been killed or wounded.

So, while Hie Mexican forces nre 
badly equipped and lack ammunition 
nnd food supplies, they w ill in many 
cases he us well let! as the Americans.

Mexico's two leading masters of war 
— leaving out th“ undoubted genius 
Francisco V illa — are Alvaro Obregon, 
“ I'ancho's" eompjeror and present m in­
ister of war, nnd I'c lipe  Angeles, form ­
er superintendent of Cbnpultepec.

Obregon has the best record. O f 
him more anon.

Angeles is the greatest artille ry  ex­
pert Mexleo ever produced. Indeed, 
his ab ility  is recognl/.ed by European 
m ilitary  men.

and supplied the brains, while Villa  
Inspired the enthusiasm.

Ho was Villa's m inister of war when 
Villa bad an organized government 
nnd was proposed several times as 
provisional president of Mexico. In 
this position la* could have counted on 
the confidence ami support of the 
United Klales. lin t Villa fenrei) An­
geles’ strength and kept him la u sub­
ordinate position.

Then Angeles ipmrreled with V illa  
over the bloodthirsty and tmpriuelpled 
methods of flit* northern bandit gener­
al and left him. lie  Hid not go over 
to the constitutionalists, however, blit 
sought refuge in the United Ktntes,

lie  is unlike most Mexicans, a big. 
breezy, youthful fellow — lie Is only 
th irty-nine— who reminds one more of 
an Amerlean weKteruer than o f the 
sordid, dissolute, brutal type so often 
found In high places In the southern 
republic.

L ike  V illa , he is a man brought to 
the eominand of an arm y w ithout reg­
ular m ilita ry  train ing and rising by 
the simple genius he possessed.

Hu* command of Victoriano Huerta, 
then a Madero general, went out to 
t|l}eli the rebellion. In  the battle  of 
OJIto, Ohregon’s men gained fo r iiicm- 
selves tin* title  of " In v lu tild es ." Ills  
fame spread, ami so ninny eume to 
Join him ttint lie rode homo lit th<* 
head of an army of 4.000.

Ht* was made colonel In tho Konoru 
state ml 111 In, ami when Eellx Bluz 
started the m ilitary uprising which re­
sulted In tin* death of President M a­
dero and Die seating o f llu e rlu , (Hire- 
gou organized .'no Indians and routed 
Ha* garrison at Nogales, which hud 
gone over to Huerta.

HAYS OF WAR ARE CHANGED

Assembling of M ilitia  Businesslike
Proceeding 8howing Lessons o f E f­

ficiency Drawn From European 
War Are Not Unheeded.

Washington.— The cull to the colors 
Drew men from the tiling case to the 
dog ten t; from  the card Index life  to 
living In the open. The mobilization 
was on. The troop tra ins moved; the 
streets were filled w ith  marching regi­
ments; the rumble o f calssous was 
heard iu the city parks; aud horsemen 
cluttered in orderly rows w hile gmd- 
oiis drooped In summer ruin. The 
tocsin of Hie telephone had tinkled in 
the heart of the skyscraper; the tele­
graph hud brought a citizen soldiery 
hack from Its Journeys, from its bind- 
ness concerns, even from wedding 
trips, for General Funston laid wired 
fo r m illliu  to patrol the Itio  Grande.

This is no repeat o f a fa te fu l Au­
gust Hourly two years ago In lands 
across the seas, hut the story of June, 
HHd, when preparedness became ac­
tion uud the m ilitary  camps were peo­
pled overnight by hosts In khaki and 
olive drah. The Flultshiirg bleu was 
translated Into fact und the rooky 
changed from novice to one whose 
trade Is war.

In fan try , artillery , cavalry emerged 
from  the otliees and the stores. The 
grim armories which In ordinary days 
*>•■11) like deserted Norman strong­
holds having nothing iu common with 
the ir surroundings hecame centers of 
a new and vital Interest, where thou­
sands of armed men were being gath­
ered In elllclcut readiness. H ow  it  ull 
brought hack those days of the Spun- 
Ish-Amcrlcau w ar when the cry to ” lte- 
memher the Maine" stirred a putrlot 
people und men scented buttle on laud 
and sea!

Way* of War Changed.
They assembled to arm, not know­

ing ut whut time w ar might be de- 
Ciured upon Mexico and as eager to 
do the ir duty as they wero ugalnst 
the forces of old Spain.

Tho ways of wur have greatly  
changed since this country last gave 
ear to m artial strains. So It hup- 
pencil that every si 'ter, every ue* 
ciMtrement, every \v. gon or piece of 
a rtille ry  which passed through city or 
village streets or even nlong (he hnmd 
highway was weighed and balanced in 
the scale of etllcleucy. These are days 
when every tiinii and every woman Is 
u student of tho game of Mars.

The newspapers and tho magazines 
have presented thousands of pictures 
of maneuvers and battles aud Inci­
dents from tho great theaters of tho 
easlerti and tho western fronts In Eu­
rope. W ar has shown its horrors tn 
tho movlug-picluro shows, aud oven 
actual battles have found Ib e lr way 
to the screen. M illtn ry  critics are 
everywhere.

Martial Ideal Aroused.
The Kpanisli-Aiiierlcan w ar came 

w ith  a rush; the mobilization of this 
June was tho close uf months of study 
o f when and how uud where. Tin* 
inurtlul Ideal of a people was seen In 
the massing of troops, the moving uf 
trains, the mustering o f Industrial re­
sources. Everywhere men sprang to 
the ir new Job of soldiering eager and 
alert. The veterans of the Nnllounl 
Guard were the first recruits to re­
spond, for a fter serving for seven 
years In days of pence many were 
glad enough to pursue the hope of ac­
tive service.

It  was a businesslike proceeding, 
this assembling of the f»o,ouo o r OO.ihk) 
of the rnllltIn for the hurdcr.

And so In the dim  
armories sat the women In the ir sor­
row and their pride, watching Hie 
routine of preparation and peering 
closely fo r loved ones busied In the 
almost endless task of making ready. 
There a re  no Spartan mothers these 
days, hut two years contemplation of 
eflldency has developed their spirit in 
American women, all seeing even In 
their anxiety.

Bristling W ith , Bayonets.
In cities like New York there w h s  

to tie seen everywhere the sign of m ar­
tini rule. Sentries patrolled In front 
of the armories and the state soldiers 
were instructed not to leave the build­
ings w ithout passes. Once out In the 
streets they were w alking signs of the 
sw ift change which had passed over 
the community, as they strode along 
w ith th e ir cloth-dad canteens, their 
holsters and their taut belts. News­
boys followed In their wake calling  
the "E x tra s !"  und showing pages 
bristling w ith bayonets.

W hat mobilization means is fam il­
ia r to all. for the picture of the sud­
den gathering of the armed forces of 
Europe Is even now fresh upon the 
public mind. The movement of the

Conditions have changed mud) since 
tin' KpanlsJi-Anicrlcaii war. when the 
laying of camps mid the proper sani­
tation and drainage were often m at­
ters more of ....... . than of practice.
The heavy m ortality  among American  
soldiers in the Spnaish-Americali w ar, 
many of whom never got beyond the 
tioumluries of their own country, 
brought home a lesson In hygiene 
never to be forgotten. Spanish toil- 
lets killed only a few ; typhoid slew  
hosts.

Every soldier who goes Into camp  
these days must tie Inoculated against 
typhoid. The rookies undergo the 
treatment cheerfully and every guards­
man recognizes Its value.

So much for externals, having to do  

with the w elfare of the citizen sol­
diers. The Met that they are to tie 
well cared for during their period o f 
training Is an Important faetor in their 
ellideticy. The greatest bendit to

NE W  Y O R K .— Probably never before have the restaurant proprietors of New  
York c ity  experienced such a shock us they have undergone recently. For 

they huve been told that whether they wished It  or not the ir eating places 

were going to he carefu lly  examined 
by health departm ent Inspectors and 
furnished w ith  curds indicating their 
condition from  u san llury point of 
view.

Fo r the first tim e the man who 
patronizes them w ill huve, as soon as 
thu departm ent has completed Its  
present w ork, a chuuce to know what 
is going on behind the screen which 
separates the kitchen from  thu dining 
room, and whether shining silver ami 
spotless linen in front is matched by 
equally shining stewpans and clean dlshtowels in the rear. T o  And tills  out, a ll 
a man w ill have to do Is to step up to the proprietor und ask fo r the hculth 
departm ent inspection card, T h e  proprietor, o f course, is not obliged to show 
It, hut I f  the Ideas of Kuclus P . Brown, director of the bureau of food und 
drugs, who Is responsible fo r the grading, are correct, U  w ill he only the 
proprietor who bus reason to he ashamed o f his curd who w ill decline to 
show It.

A glance a t this card w ill show the customer In detail w hat the conditions 
In the restaurant are. and whether, tukeu altogether, they mean that the res­
taurant Is “good," “ fa ir"  o r “ Imd." In  the early  Inspections, about 4 per cent 
of the eating places were graded ns “good’’ or “ fu lr" and the rest ns “hud." 
But In ninny Instances the unapproved condition which led to the low grudlng 
was the result of lack o f knowledge or oversight ra ther than of deliberate  
undeanllness, so thut M r. Brow n Is confident thut before long a large propor­
tion of the restuuruntM w ill huve been regurded us “ fa ir"  uud a  greut many  

as “good."

Tho 
su llk len t answer is eoutalned In the 
lutest reports from  the financial dis­
tr ic t in Now York, where odds o f 9 to 
5 ou Hughes uro freely ottered, with  
few  takers. Some bets have been 
made at 2 to 1.

Wagers are not nn argument, cer­
tainly, but they are often nceurute 
signs of whut is going to happen, lti 
national elections the betting odds 
have never been misplaced in moru 
tlm u 2.~> years and never has there 
been un Instance, since the C iv il war, 
ut least, o f such u preponderance of 
wagers on one side as Is now being 
established w ithout similur one-sided- 
ness in the returns on election night. 
N ot once in more than h a lf u cen­
tu ry  have the men who make bets or) 
presidential elections been wrong in 
any such sense as they w ill he this 
year I f  Hughes does not beat W il­
son easily.

As a sporting proposition the W il­
son campaign Is steadily losing ground. 
The odds on Hughes have risen. Ev­
eryth ing Indicates that they w ill soon 
he higher. I t  looks like 3 to  1 on the 
Republican candidate before Novem­
ber.
