Del Fuvero bad decided to return 
to Negaunee and was making the 
journey from the Porcupine district 
to tbe Soo on an accommodation tratn 
When the train made a stop at a 
water tank, a lone engine came up 
from behind and crashed into the 
caboose in which Del Favero and a 
couple of other passengers were riding 
The other two men bad taken seats in 
the'cupola, and when the-lone engine 
split the caboose practically in half, 
they were hurled far to one side of tbe 
track. Del Favero, occupying ooe of 
the bide benches in the main portion 
of the caboose, was piuned in-tbe 
wreckage, which caught tire, and in 
addition to bevere injuries was consid­
erably burned before the trainmen 
could extricate him.

The Injured? man was taken to a 

hospital at the Soo, where he lingered 
until Friday of last week. When bis 
condition became critical early last 
week,his wife and other relatives went 
to the Soo and remained until tbe end. 
The remains were brought to this city 
Saturday und the funeral was held 
Monday, services being conducted at 
St. Paul's Catholic church. The Gug* 
liemo Marooul Society of Princeton 
and tbe Negaunee branch of Eagles, 
in both of wbioh organisations de­
ceased held membership, attended the 
fuoeral to a body and were escorted 
by the Negaunee Star Rand. Mr. 
Del Favero was one of Negauoee's 
beat-known Italian residents and his 
unfortunate death had occasioned sor­
row throughout the district. He was 
34 years of age and Is survived by a 
widow and two sons, the latter being 
3 and 7 years old. Two brothers and 
a sister also survive—Valentine Del 
Favero, residing in Canada; Guido 
Del Favero, Dlorlte: and Mrs. Joseph 
Bernardo, Negaunee. For a time Mr. 
Del Favero was local ugeut at ishpero* 
ing for the Pabst Brewing Company, 
but some three or four years ago he 
returned to his former occupation of 
mining. He had gone to tbe Porcu­
pine mlnlog district about a year ago 
and his wife remained hereto continue 
the confectionery business wbioh the 
family had established in the Iron 
street building occupied for so many 
years by M. T. Murphy.

model, upon ail elusses of his popula­
tion, and the Athens parliament will 
become a debating society, like the 
German relchstng.

Buffer Kingdom of Poland.
If the Germans win the war they are 

determined to set up some sort of u 
buffer kingdom of Poland. This will 
include the Polish ami probably the 
Lithuanian sections of the Russian em­
pire, but It Is improbable that Ger­
many and Austria will curry self-ab­
negation so fur as to add their own 
shures in the three partitions of the 
unhappy nation to the new stute. 
Many candidates for the Polish throne 
have been suggested. Perhaps the new 
king will be a Pole, but more likely a 
German or Austrian of German blood.

If the allies win, HunsIq will frown 
upon outside dictation of Polish af­
fairs in the peace conference. She will 
certainly take us big a share of Po- 
Inud us she ever had and is likely to 
grub a little more. But economic re­
forms have been promised by Russian 
leaders to the Poles and Itusslu, unless 
the reactionaries again come into com­
plete control, is likely to grant them.

Sweden is anxious for the success 
of Germany. Her neutrality has leaned 
In favor of Russiu's enemies.

British Authorities Suggest Economic 

Plan to $ave Sum of $40,000,000 
a Year.

eggs before the war. London parks 
may be thrown open for poultry breed­
ing. The scheme 1m receiving serious 
consideration by the authorities be­
cause it is one of the latest wartime 
economies suggested on a large settle.

The promoters of the Idea have 
asked for part of one park to start 
with. The plan provides for a site of 
about three acres and the provision of 
accommodation for 000 hens. The lead­
ing poultry breeders of the country will 
be invited to send six selected fowls 
of the snrne breed and struln. Scien­
tific feeding tests are to be made.

All the eggs will go to the wounded 
soldiers and prizes will be uwarded to 
the owners of the bens laying the 
most eggs.

BELGIUM NOW HAS 
SPLENDID ARMY

Remarkable Piece of Work in 
Reorganization Accomplished 

Since October, 1914.

TRIBUTE ID ZEAL OF KINO
Belgian Army .More Numerous and

Better Equipped Than It Was at 
Outbreak of the War—Diffi­

culties Surmounted.

Paris.—It Is hard Indeed to recog­
nize In the well-cqtiIp{H*d und trained 
Belgian army of toouy the disheveled, 
wur-weary troops who, at the end of u 
painful retreat and lacking almost 
every military necessity hut courage, 
turned desperately to buy and helped 
to make history at the buttle of tbe 
Yser.

The reorganization accomplished 
since October, 1914, Is a remarkable 
testimony to the energy Inspired by 
the example of King Albert und the 
zeal with which, often In very difficult 
circumstances, his officers have ful­
filled their took.

The result of their efforts is that 
M. de Broqueviile was able to declare 
recently that the Belgian army Is more 
numerous und better equipped toduy 
than It wns at the outbreak of war.

Start at the Beginning.
When, In October, 1914, Antwerp 

was evucuuted, the Belglun recruits 
who had Joined und, being still without 
arms or equipment, hud been employed 
in digging treuches round the city, 
were sent buck to tbe neighborhood of 
Fumes.

Driven thence by the approach of 
the Germans, they retired, under the 
command of Lieutenant General de 
Selllers de Moranville, to Dunkirk. 
Hence, lo tbe face of innumerable dif­
ficulties, of which not the least wus the 
lack of shipping, they were conveyed 
to Normandy where the w'hole work of 
preparing them for the front had to be

undertaken from the beginning. The 
men had to he lodged, clothed, armed 
and equipped far from their own In­
vaded country.

The French government rose to the 
occasion. An extensive camp and a 
number of large buildings in various 
parts of Normandy—barracks, con­
vents anil unemployed factories—were 
put at the disposal of the Belgians.

Clothing was hard to find, and here 
again, for part of It, recourse was had 
to the French, although they them­
selves had Imroly enough for their own 
needs. A clothing depot was formed 
nt Rouen, which obtained cloth from 
Klbeuf. Factories which hud been 
closed for want of labor wen* reopened 
for the manufacture of equipment.

Hospital Centers Created.
Similarly at Rouen, and this lime 

with tin* assistance of the British Red 
Cross, a hospital center was created, 
including u large portable hospital, 
situated above fin* town in a particu­
larly healthy position, a section for 
mechanical treatment and a section for 
the manufacture of artificial limbs. An­
other hospital center, equally well 
equlpptsl, was founded in tin* district 
of Rennes. Attached to these hospital- 
organizations are convalescent homes.

From the purely military point of 
view, the arrangements made by the 
general Inspection of the Belgian army 
are wonderfully complete. There are 
centers for Infantry training, an artil­
lery school and depot, a innchinc-gun 
school, a bombing school und a school 
ut which men coming from the conva­
lescent homes are taught by “<fld sol­
diers" the latest ‘‘tricks of the trade” 
before returning to the trenches.

Recruiting offices have been started 
In all French towns where assemblages 
of Belgian refugees are to he found, as 
ulso military establishments at all 
places through which the troops puss.

Most Important of alt, u school, 
known as the “Centre d’ Instruction des 
Kous-lieutenants auxiliaires iustruc- 
teurs,” has been opened, at which a 
great number of picked noncommis­
sioned officers and soldiers nr« taught 
the command of platoons, thus insur­
ing a steady supply of well-trained of- 
floera.

Prussian Guard Maintains Its 
Reputation for Brav­

ery.

OVIUERS A RUBBISH HEAP
British Capture of Town Result of 

Bitterest Fight In Battle of 
Somme—Dogged and Des­

perate Defense.

With the British Army in the Field, 
- ill ull ill*' recoiit lighting tho 
struggle for (Killers stands out sej  ̂
arntely as a siege in which both ut- 
taek and defense were of (lie must 
Uvggcd and desperate kind.

The surrender of the remnants of 
il» garrison ends an episode whieh will 
not lie forgotten in history. These 
men were of the Third PrussUm 
Guards, and the tribute paid to their 
bravery by our commander in ehief la 
re-cclioed hy Ihe officers and men whe 
fought against them. It Is a tribute 
to oar own troops also, win*, by ne 
less courage, broke down the stubborn 
resistance and captured the garrison.

Town Now Rubbish Heap.
Many ' different battalions had a 

share in the lighting. All hud suf­
fered and then gave way to new men 
who knew not the nature of this busi­
ness, hut set grimly to work lo carry 
on the slow process of digging out 
the enemy from his last strongholds. 
It was almost literally the work of dig­
ging out. Tin* town of Ovlllers doe* 
not exist. It was annihilated hy bom­
bardments and made a rubbish heap 
of bricks and dust.

But after that, when otir men were 
separated from tin* enemy by only u 
yard or two or hy only a barricade nr 
two, the artillery on both sides 
reused the fire upon Ovilters, h*«t the 
gunners should kill their own men.

They hurra g»*d Intensely round
about. (Mir shells fell incessantly 
lo tin* north anil cast, so that tk«* be­
leaguered garrison should not get sup­
plies or re-euforrouieni; we made a 
w'ull of death about them. But though 
now no shells hurst over tin* ground 
where many dead lay strewn, then* 
wus artillery of n lighter kind, not 
less deadly. It was the urtllh*ry of 
machine guns and Iminhs. The Prus­
sian guards made full use of the val­
ued cellars and ruined houses. They 
umdi* a scries of small keeps, which 
were defended almost entirely hy ma­
chine gun lire.

Between tin* attacks of our bomb­
ing parties they wenf below* ground 
Into dark vaults, where It was safe 
enough from trench mortar and hand 
grenades, leaving a sentry or two on 
the lookout for any infantry assault. 
As soon ns we advanced t lit- machine 
guns set to work and played theR* 
host* of bullets across Hie ground 
which our men had to cover.

Guard Finally Gives Up.
One hy one. hy getting around about 

them, hy working zigzag ways through 
cellars and ruins, hy sudden rushes of 
bombing parties led hy young ollicera 
of daring spirit, we knocked out these 
machine gun emplacements and t1u> 
gunners who served them, until yester­
day there was only a last reinnunt 
of the garrison left In Ovlllers.

These men of the Third 1'riiHHiun 
Guard long had ho4*n in a hopeless 
position. They were starving bemuse 
all supplies were cut off hy our never- 
ending barrage; they had no water 
supply, so suffered all the tortures of 
great thirst. They were living in a 
charnal house strewn with Hit* dead 
bodies of their comrade* and with 
wounded men delirious from luck of 
drink.

11 unmn nature could make no long­
er resistance, and at last the ollicera 
raised the Nignui of surrender and 
came over with nearly 140 men, who 
held their hands up.

The fighting had been savage. At 
dose grips, in broken earthworks and 
deep cellars, then* hud been no senti* 
tucut and British soldiers and Ger* 
mans hud flung themselves upon each 
other with bombs and any kind of 
weapons, hut now, wln-u ujl wus end­
ed, the last of the German garrison 
was received with the honors of war 
and none of our soldiers deny them 
the respect due to great courage.

Tons of Paper Left in New York Subway Daily
NEW YORK.—Until recently the destination of the newspapers left In the 

subway and elevated trains was supposed variously to have been "Davy 
Jones’ locker" or the place where badllttle boys go to. But au announcement 
made by T. P. Shonts, president of the 
Interborough Rapid Transit company, 
knocks all those theories In the head.

To show that efficiency Is not con* 
fined to Germany, Mr. Shunts explains 
that discarded newspapers picked up 
by the train guards are converted into 
real money and used to defray the ox* 
pense of keeping the trains and sta­
tions tidy. Ho, if anybody wishes to 
cheat the common carrier of New York 
city, he may carry out his newspaper 
with him and throw it Into tlieslreet— 
thus aiding tlm city by paying u line for mussing up the city’s thoroughfares, 

During the lust six months, says the announcement from 15 Broadway, 
the passengers In the suhway left more than 000 tons of newspapers behind 
them when they left the trains, un average of five tons a day. These papers, 
sold ut the prevailing rate for waste paper, net the Iuterborough about $8,000 
—not u large sum when It comes to linuneing a subway system, but one 
which can help to pay the 100 porters needed to keep the stations clean. These 
figures do not Include the papers from the elevated lines.

While the Jnterborough is able to get a return from the plies of news­
papers which are left In the trulns there is no revenue to be derived from the 
mountains of dirt.which also are curried into the stations on the feet of the 
passengers. Between the first of January and the first of July 728,000,000 
human feet each curried Into the stations their contribution to 1,500 tons of 
dirt—almost enough to build an lslund for u garbage plant—which were re* 
moved from the stations.

Clancy Prevented Theft of Queensboro Bridge
NEW YORK.—Persons who have been accustomed to waking up every morn­

ing and finding the Queensboro bridge In Its usual place will be pleased to 
hear that an attempt to steal that $20,000,000 structure piece by piece has been

frustrated. Just as In other duys, the 
man who had reached the summit of 
high finance was described as one who 
would sell the Brooklyn bridge If he 
could find a purchaser, so henceforth 
the superlative criminal will doubtless 
be described as he who would steal tho 
Queensboro bridge—If Clancy were not 
o q  the job.

Clancy Is a policeman. He Is an 
eagle-eyed policeman. "Curiosity” Is 
his middle name. He is attached to 
Hunter’s Point police station. His 

"beut” the other day was the Quceasboro bridge. About four o'clock la the 
afternoon Clancy saw four men in an automobile drive on the bridge and stop 
near a big copper feed cuble for electricity belonging to the city.

Sweden.
According to a dlsputch front 

Stockholm, a seusatlon bus been cre­
ated through ull Sweden by the publi­
cation of au alleged official report front 
u Germun ugent In this country regard­
ing d plan to bring Sweden Into a po­
litical, "If not closer," ulllunce with 
Germuny as the uorihern link In "un 
immovable wall uguinst Russia and 
uguinst the Asiatic duuger.” This wall 
Is referred to us being constructed by 
Turkey, Bulgariu, Austrlu and Ger­
muny. For the work of propaganda In 
Sweden the alleged report asks for u 
preliminary appropriation of more 
thun 100,000 murks uud suggests that 
Turkey and the other ullles of Ger­
muny be usked to contribute their 
proper share. The anti-German news­
papers In Stockholm comment rather 
bitterly upon this suggestion of an in­
ternational "slush fund” for Sweden, 
but assert that muny of the recom­
mendations In the report, evidently 
written last December, have beeu cur­
ried into effect. It utso is asserted 
that the report expluins much of the 
recent uctivtty iu Sweden against Hus* 
slu and the attempt to force a situa­
tion which would cuuse Sweden to de­
clare war as an ally of tho central 
powers. "In the opinion of pro-German 
politicians Sw’edeu bus uot come into 
the war because she has lucked a di­
rect cause," the report says. "But grad­
ually the political iufiueuces ure be 
coming more und more unfavorable to 
the entente, especially to England. 
The new consteilutlou of nations, ar­
ranged by German dlploiuucy iu the 
Balkans, has tended to win not only 
the sympathy but the reason of the 
Swedish people for the centrul powers. 
Concerning the tactics of tho propa­
ganda It should be curried forwurd on 
three inuiu lines. Opposition to und 
guarantees uguinst British power. In* 
lormutlou concerning true conditions 
in Russia and the dunger threatening 
Sweden from thut quurtur. Advan­
tages of a lusting union with the centrul 
powers. The so-culled ucllvist group 
In Sweden has lost considerably lu In- 
ilucuce lately. Perhups the designation 
wus unhappily choseu, for even some 
of the best pro-Genuuus, who believe 
In the ultimate goal of wrnr on behalf 
of Germany, have hesitated publicly to 
align themselves with the group which 
bus demunded immediate uctiou with­
out the necessary worklug up of public 
opinion. There is no deuylng thut iu 
the lust 11 months sentiment has beeu 
growing against throwing Sweden Into 
the horrors of the war without u com­
pelling cause. The pro-German group, 
however, in its press und In Us ngltu* 
lion against the entente powers, !m* 
been directing public opinion towurd u 
neutrality us it should be. 1 believe 
thut most of the Swedes who must de­
cide the fate of their tiullon, can he 
won ever for union with the central 
powers," the report adds. "It Is n ques­
tion now of gathering our friends, and 
many of those whose sympathies ure 
with us but who yet stand apart, lutu 
a new party which will stand between 
the uctlvlsts und the pacifists, but 
which at the psychological moment will 
combine forces with the activists to 
bring about the desired result. Into 
this group or purty we must get meu 
whose names and whose standlug plucc 
them above all suspicion. Our pro­
gram must avoid Jingoism or ’being 
more Swedish than the Swedes.’ It 
must smooth the puth for the eventuu! 
political union of Sweden with the 
central powers as a move that makes 
certuln the future of the country for 
yeurs to come. If the ground Is proper­
ly prepured In advance this position 
will win the udhcrenco of the people 
ut largo. Tho movement must appear 
to come from the broud mass of the 
people." Tho report refers to "several 
unfortunate Incidents" of the activism' 
compaign, und particularly deplores 
the lecture delivered In Ktockholm hy 
tho Gorman professor, Wilhelm ost- 
wuld, “publicly proclaiming Germany's 
pluns of future activity."

ports ns paupers of the sen by British 
warships, says an Associated I’ress 
dispatch from Stockholm. There arc 
many evidences of Increasing resent- 
meut against Great Britain on tho part 
of th<* Swedish people. The newspa­
pers are beginning to comment more 
and more freely upon what they say Is 
u practice "In violation of till interna­
tional law—u flagrant misuse of power 
against the unquestionable rights of 
weuker nations" Swedish government 
olflcluls and Swedish merchants nllko 
do not hesitate to say they have hoped 
against hope the United .States would 
take a stand in behalf of the neutral 
Countries which would bring about a 
more reasonable enforcement of the 
blockade. They have protested In vain 
to Great Britain. Scandinavian news­
papers and officials argue that the 
United States has a most potent 
Weapon to use against the allies to 
bring about "a more lawful conduct of 
the blockade,” They firmly believe 
that If the United States government 
would threaten to forbid the export of 
munitions of war and to declare un­
lawful tiny loans to belligerent nations 
England quickly would be brought to 
terms.

comedian, has requested leave of ab­
sence from the Royal theater of Copen­
hagen for the coming season, und it is 
certain that his request will be grunt­
ed. Paulsen is the most famous and 
most popular actor Dcnmurk bus pro­
duced since 1850 und bus played to 
more people thun uny other Scandi­
navian actor, living or dead. It is 50 
years since he made his first appear­
ance ut the Jloyul theater, his debut 
being as Arv in "Erusmus Montunus," 
April HI, 1807.

Meat 
prices have Jumped 70 per cent be­
tween July, 1014, and May, 1010, and 
pork prices have increased 00 per cent 
during the same period. * Butter, mar­
garine, und eggs have had un average 
Increase of 27 per cent. Flour, rice, 
and peas were 70 per eent higher last 
May than In July 11114. Coffee was 
only 3 per cent higher, hut sugar was 
00 per cent higher. 1’etroleum was 
sidling at 48 per cent higher than two 
years ago. The grimiest inerettse, 
however, has been in fuel, the price 
of coal nnd coke having risen 120 per 
cent, to more thun double Us former 
level. The uvernge Increase of prices 
of 27 articles numed In the table, prac­
tically all necessities of life, wus be­
tween 40 and 00 per cent.

Mrs. Davis Is said to be the great­
est woman authority upon astronom­
ical mathematics in this country, prob­
ably in the world, und bus been mak­
ing computations for the Nautical Al­
manac, published annually by the 
United States nnvul observatory a?
Washington, for the last 29 years.

Mrs. Davis began this work soon 
after her graduation from the George 
Washington University, under I’rof.
Simon Newcomb, the distinguished as­
tronomer, who had charge of the Nautical Almanac for many years. During 
the early years of assisting Professor Newcomb she took a post-graduate course 
In astronomy and muthemutics at Johns Hopkins university, whose doors 
opened to her before they were regularly opened to women, upon the recom­
mendation of Professor Newcomb. From that time to this Mrs. Davis has made 
the computations for the Nuutlcul Almanac.

Mrs. Davis finds her greatest relaxation nnd her favorite recreation in 
different branches of mathematics. She keeps in touch with the latest current 
mathematical literature and Is ever seeking new problems on which to try her 
strength.

Although devoted to her own scientific work, Mrs. Davis takes the keenest 
Interest in that of her husband, Mr. Arthur Powell Davis, director of the United 
States reclamation service.

CANADA’S GOVERNOR GENERAL
The appointment of the duke of 

Devonshire as governor general of 
Canada In succession to the duke of 
Conuuught has given a good deul of 
gratification In official circles in the 
Dominion.

Known as one of the richest peers 
In England, the duke of Devonshire Is 
an Intimute friend of King George, 
while the duchess, who was Lady Eve­
lyn Emily Fitzmaurice, daughter of 
the fifth marquis of Landsdowne, is 
also said to be Queen Mary's closest 
friend. She received the appointment 
of mistress of the robes In 1910, while 
the duke, during 1900-3, was treasurer 
ofjhls majesty’s household.

The duke, who is the ninth duke 
of Devonshire, Is in his forty-ninth 
year and succeeded his uncle, the 
eighth duke, in 1908. He was educated 
at Eton and Cambridge university and 
during 1891-08, was member of parlia­
ment from West Derbyshire.

termination of his connection with his majesty's household, the duke was 
appointed financial secretary to the treasury and served for two years. He Is 
lord lieutenant of Derbyshire and chancellor of Leeds university.

The duke, who is said to be very democratic, owns an estate of about 180 
acres, on which are valuable mlnerul deposits. In addition to owning tho 
famous Devonshire house* in London, he has five estutes, at which there are 
three picture gullerles, u statue gallery, and an immense library.

'MAKING UP LUNCH BASKET

Appetizing Picnic Meat Juet as Easy 
to Prepare as One That Is Apt 

to Become “Messy.”

The holiday season means the picnic 
Benson, weather permitting, nnd the 
lunch bosket stands out prominently 
in successful picnic preparations. A 
well-prepnred, carefully packed lunch 
meuns contented picnickers, hut there 
Is nothing more disappointing tliuu to 
open tite lunch basket nnd find every­
thing crushed and "mossy.” With a 
little care to preparation, however, 
this need not happen. There are many 
little ways of putting 'things up that 
will carry them In appetizing form. 
For instance u cake and pie combined 
may he made hy lining pasty pans 
with pie crust nnd then filling them 
with n cake hnttcr and baking them. 
They ur^ much less apt to crush In the 
packing tlmn the ordinary little cup­
cakes, and children love them.

Or a loaf cake may he Imked In a 
tin erncker box. If this Is done do 
not take it from the box. Just Ice It 
and put on the cover and It will ar­
rive In perfect condition.

Cream cakes are easily packed. A 
Jar of cream filling can be curried or 
one of creamed chicken if there Is 
any way to heat It. Tho puffs filled 
with this will be great favorites.

Iced tea can be made of cold water 
os well as of hot. Simply measure the 
tea Into an eurthen dish, pour over It 
the cold water, cover, and let stand 
for an hour. One never gets the slight­
est bitter taste In tea made this way. 
The lemon Juice mixed with the sugar 
may be carried In a bottle.

There Is no need of taking dishes 
that have to he washed and carried 
home again. With paper napkins and 
cardboard boxes, one can improvise a 
very good picnic table with strong en­
velopes rolled for cups; or there can 
be had from a store, for a very small 
outlay, a package of paper or fiber 
plates, cups, nupkins and spoons, that 
can be thrown away when they have 
been used. They aro lighter and less 
bulky to carry than the home table 
ware.

It Is a good plan, especially If there 
are children in the party to take In the 
basket a tiny “flrst-uld” package, con­
taining a roll of bandage, some absorb­
ent cotton, a strip of adhesive plaster, 
a tube of antiseptic ointment and any 
other little first-aid necessity. Though 
this may not seem a festive prepara­
tion, It Is often very welcome ns minor 
accidents, really not more than mis­
haps, have a way of happening at pic­
nics.

EMPLOY GOOD SCRUB-CLOTHS

Poor Economy to Use Discarded Rage 
for the Purpose, for a Great 

Variety of Reasons.

While we oil wish to be ns econom­
ical ns possible, we sometimes follow 
an economy that doesn’t pay, In trying 
to use old threadbare rags as scrub 
nnd cleaning cloths. The discarded 
garment with Its many holes is not 
always the right substance with which 
to expect good, firm cleaning. Such 
rags full apart easily, become unsani­
tary, nnd require much labor to keep 
dean. Good scrub-cloths are now 
specially manufactured out of closely- 
woven twill crash or fiber. They come 
In regular sizes, the 24-inch square be­
ing found very convenient for ordinary 
scrubbing. Other knitted or woven 
cloths cun be bought for a few cents 
for various other cleaning purposes, 
such ns windows, pot-wiping, sink 
cleaning, etc. They have body, are 
firm, nnd require far less to keep 
clean, besides giving better service 
than the ordinary rag.—Modern Pris­
cilla.

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RANCHING
Cattle and Horse Ranching In 

Western Canada— Steers 
Brought 10 Cents a Pound 

on the Seattle Market.
That big monoy Is mnde by the large 

cattle rancher In Western Canada, and 
also by the small farmer as well, ts 
shown by the undlsputoble facts pro- 

j seated from time to time. A rancher, 
near Glelchen, Alberta, who com* 
menced In a small way nine years 
ago, recently disposed of 1,243 cattle 
at a total of $101,304.50, and this was 
only his surplus stock for the present 
seoson.

A December shipment of 217 head of 
ranch steers brought tl̂ e owner an a t *  

cruge of over $80 per head. They were 
taken straight from the range without 
any grain feeding and were Inf excellent 
condition to bo sold for the Christ* 
mas trade. Another shipment of 100 
head, uvoraging $70 each, was made 
to Seattle. The highest price paid on 
the Scuttle market was for an Alber* 
tan steer, which weighed 1,700 lbs., 
and brought the fancy price of 10c 
per lb., or $170.

Six carloads of Uvo stock from 
ranches 05 miles from Plnelier, Al­
berta, shipped to Spokane, excited 
keen competition there on account of 
their exceptional quality. The price 
roullzed was $10,028. American deal­
ers say they must look to Cunadu for 
beef supplies.

A livestock firm, which bas shipped 
over 2,000 head of beef cattle to the 
American farmer since the middle of 
November,- reports a splendid recep­
tion of Alberta stock In the United 
States.

A carload of choice Alberta steers 
were sold early in Janunry for ship­
ment to the British Columbia coast 
at $0.70 per 100 lbs. and, later on, a lot 
from Ca ratal rs brought $0.00—the 
highest price paid since the spring of 
1015. Shipments from Calgary live­
stock yards during 1015 were: Horses, 
8.075; cattle, 30,077; hogs, 144,515; 
sheep. 12.410. A course in agriculture 
and livestock demonstration which 
has been conducted by the Provincial 
Dept, of Agriculture here was well at­
tended, showing the Interest taken by 
city residents In agricultural progress.

John Young, of Sidney, Man., gives 
his experiences In sheep-raising os fol­
lows, as quoted In a local paper:

"I bought a bunch of fifty ewes, 
which cost me $202.50. With this 
little fiock I demonstrated Just whut 
can be done In the sheep business. 
This full I sold fifty fat lambs at $6.50 
per head, $325, and 18 of the best ewe 

. lambs, which I kept, I value at $8.00 
per head, $144. The wool sold at an av­
erage of $2.07 per head, $103.50. This 
makes the very nice total of $572.50."

"They run out nearly every day all 
winter. The value of hay and oats 
was small, and one can make them 
very comfortable through the winter 
with very little expense. For shelter 
I have a shed, about 125 feet loug and 
14 feet wide, which I cover with straw. 
This gives them protection from the 
cold winds: yet it Is always cool 
enough to be hcultby."

"I Intend going la more for sheep 
dils fall, as I believe them to be the 
most profitable stock on the farm."

Desire of farmers and ranchers to 
Increase their sheep holdings Is Indi­
cated by the sale of 2,500 head re­
cently at $9.00 each. High wool 
prices and profitable demand for mut­
ton are the reason given for such a 
figure.

Manitoba sheep breeders arranged 
last year for the Provincial Depart­
ment of Agriculture to handle their 
wool output on a co-operative basis 
and obtained most satisfactory results. 
About 75,000 lbs. of wool were han­
dled, netting the shippers over 25c 
per lb.—Advertisement

IIIS is written in what would 
be called in Virginia a "manor 
house." But since It is In 
Guatemala It Is of the Spanish 

colonial rather than the English colo­
nial type, 68ys Wlngrove Butbon In the 
Utica Saturday Globe.

The residence Is the office and home 
of the largest sugar plantation In Cen­
tral America, and to visit It has been a 
privilege whldi has fallen to the lot of 
very few residents of the United States, 

of Europe, either, for that mutter, 
as*the records of visitors here show.

The great Humboldt came down 
through these fertile valleys qt black 
mud years ugo and recorded that he 
had found at last the celebrated "gar­
den of lCdcu," and he predicted that 
whut wus then a wilderness beneath 
tho tropic sun would some day blossom 
and bear fruit—the sweetest dreams of 
the agriculturist.

But he never dreamed that here 
would one day he found, as anyone who 
comes here may, a sugur mill in which 
*t was necessary to invest, ns Is done 
in the United States and In Cuba, $500,- 
000 before u pound of sugur could be 
obtained. Nor did be dreum that visit­
ors of today would flntj, as they do, un 
American chemist making RUgnr with a 
poLgrlscope, assisted by thousands of 
Indians of the west coast of Central 
America, descendants of the ancient 
Toltecs mixed with Mayas.

GuATCMALAH INDIAN Olfcl*

The approach to Pantaloon for the 
sTlter and the circumstances of the in­
spection were exceptional. It may be 
as well to set down here that In Guate­
mala and in many other Central Amer­
ican countries, a plantation, or a series 
of plantations, is known us a “flnea."

Magnificent Scenery.
The start was inude from Guatemala 

City, the cupltul, in the morning. Down 
grade through magnificent views of the 
mountains and volcanoes which make 
a setting for the cupltul the train trav­
eled over the west coust branch of the 
International Railways of Central 
America, which was built by the lute 
C. P. Huntington despite almost Insur­
mountable obstacles of ea engineering 
character, and among waterfuils and 
water powers from which some day 
will be developed vast electrical en­
ergy.

Towering above the train ns It wound 
down through canyons, amid the huzy, 
fleecy clouds were the peaks of the 
twin volcunoes, Agua (water) und 
Fuego (Are), no longer active, which 
have sent down into these valleys In 
years gone by showers of rich black 
mud that contains nil the chemical ele­
ments of thq best fertilizers, and In 
which three crops of com each year 
are raised. A third volcanoe, Sunta 
Murla, blew out in 1004, destroying mil­
lions of dollars’ worth of property.

Tho train skirted the shores of one 
of the most beautiful lukes In the 
world, as interesting und us beautiful 
ns anything Switzerland bus ever of­
fered uny truvelcr—Lake Aiiiatltiun— 
whore some of the well-known resi­
dents of the aupltul malntuln bunga­
lows for recreutlou; not for "summer

f . ' t f

resort” purposes, as there Is neither 
winter nor summer in Guatemala.

The truin passed through miles and 
miles of tender, green, young sugar 
cane, as well as cane In full growth, 
being cut by the Indian laborers, or oc­
casionally by Jamaican negroes, whose 
villages of thatched cottages lined the 
tracks and were visible In the valleys 
down which the train sped. Some cot­
tages were thatched with banana 
leaves, some roofed with red, native 
tiles of beautiful tints.

Indian Fruit 8eller*.
Indians came to the train with pine­

apples In size and flavor fur superior 
to anything one obtains In the United 
States, ami with coconuts, grapes, al­
ligator pears, rich, Juicy, fruity man­
goes of fresh pink and red and pale 
green tints, ns different from the dark, 
pickled mango of United States con­
sumption as cun well be Imagined.

Everywhere, from Guatemala City 
to San Jose, on the Pacific, there was, 
in truth, a very "garden of Eden," 
with immense tracts of land not yet 
taken up, ready for the enterprising 
citizen of the United States, whom the 
government of Guatemala Is ready at 
every turn to encourage and to assist.

At Esquintia, a modern city of brick 
and stone and cement, there are me­
morials of the Spanish domination, Qnd 
of the times when the uriRtocracy of 
Guatemala went there each January 
and February for diversion. It is a 
cl$y filled with palms, and there ere 
many beautiful baths.

There are other memorials, too, and 
some of these attracted immediate at­
tention upon arrival at Pantaleon. 
These ore of the Indians who are mak­
ing that great estute, the greatest in 
Ceitral America, still greater. In the 
patio behind the "manor house" was a 
great group of stone idols, visible 
through the open doors of the resi­
dence, with a fountain for a foreground 
which wus surrounded by four Im­
mense coconut palms, studded a few 
feet up with that parasite of the trop­
ics—-orchids. No one knew when or 
how the Idols laid come there.

It is said that all along the west 
coast once extended the tribes of Clio* 
lula, who founded many "lordRhips." 
Sculptured stone idols were first found 
In this neighborhood in 1860. Excava­
tions brought to light pillars, statues, 
Btojie obelisks, etc. Bas-reliefs were 
fouDd which contained the representa­
tions of the horns of cows. Oxen were 
not known In the new world before the 
arrival of the Spaniards.

Some archeologists and historians, 
therefore, believe that these bas-reliefs 
represent the goddess Isis of the Egyp­
tians. But this has to do with ancient 
history und the mystery of the civili­
zation and settlement of Central Amer­
ica, a theme for the scientists. As we 
turned away from the sculptured stone 
Idols and monuments at PunUilevin 
plantation we found, ready waiting, a 
most up-to-date steam locomotive und 
private cur, to transport us through the 
miles and miles of sugur cune to San 
Vincente, a coffee benefieio (cleaning 
factory), and another henefido, named 
San Gregorio, also belonging to Her* 
rarra Brothers, the owners of Paota- 
leon sugar plantation and mill.

Coffee and Sweetening.
The coffee trees had Just come into 

flower and their fruit wus not yet 
ready to wash und put through the 
various processes, but we were In luck 
on the sugar plantations, for It was 
cutting and grinding season, und after 
we bad watched the 0,000 cuttle grazing 
knee deep la the great pastures and 
the Indians cutting the cune we came 
back to the mill and the manor house.

In the mill we saw 1,000 bugs of 100 
pounds each of refined white sugar 
being turned out each day. Sugar cane 
was fed in and refined sugar In sucks 
1,000 of them a day, taken out. The 
mill worked night and day, 24 hours on 
a stretch. Grinding season began at 
Christinas and continued until the mid­
dle of Muy. There are 00,000 tons of 
cane in u crop.

The white granulated sugur goes t<» 
the United States und white Demurru 
crystal sugar is made for export t>< 
London. Every Indian on the pluce 1ms 
been tuught there. There is a splendid 
laboratory equipment, with perfect 
cheiulc&l and scientific control of the 
product.

MAKE WAR ON FLY
HOME-MADE TRAP THAT HAS 

BEEN FOUND EFFECTIVE.

Systematic and Unremitting Efforts
Necessary to Combat the Deadly 

Work Done by Summer Pest 
—Method Worth Trying.

A home-math? flytrap which has been 
most; effective In barns, near oul houses 
aud other places on tho farm whore 
flies lire numerous, muy be made as 
follows:

The bottom frame or »h<f trap is 
made by fitting two flat barrel hoops 
one Inside tho other so th.j* the inside 
diumeter is 18 Inches. Th* upper part 
of the frame is made in tho .mine way, 
but a round board is tilted tightly into 
the hoops to form the top. In the top 
hoard a hole 10 Inches square Is cut. 
Parallel to the sides of this opening 
und about tm inch from them should 
be nailed half-inch strips. Into these 
little jamhs should he tilled n screened 
frame, which should he held tightly In 
place by woodeu buttons.

To make the cage, nail 12 or 14- 
mesh screen wire 24 inches wide 
around the top ond the bottom, and 
wire or solder the lap so that no flies 
can escape. Outside the screen nail 
to the top and the bottom frames ut 
equul Intervals four 25-Inch laths or

strips of wood, allowing them to pro- 
i Ject one inch at the bottom to form 
legs for the trup and leave an en­
trance for files Into the cone.

The cone for a trap of this size 
should be 22 inches high and of such 
diameter at the bottom that ft fits ex­
actly Inside the lower hoop, to width 
It should be tightly tacked. In mak­
ing the cone it is easiest to experiment 
with a large sheet of stiff paper until 
a cone of the right size has been made. 
This paper when cut will be a pat­
tern for cutting tho wire screening. An 
easy way to make this puttorn is to 
use a semicircle of paper with u radius 
of 24 Indies. It will take about two- 
thirds of such a semicircle to make 
the pattern for a cone of the size de­
scribed.

Before inserting tho cone, make ft 
small hole at the point or apex, 
through which the flies cun crawl into 
the trap.

To bait the trap, place beneath the 
cone on a llut suucer or a piece of 

j bourd banana skins, sirup, incut or 
' other foods which seem to attract flies. 
1 The flies will fly upward from the halt 
; Into the cone and continue until they 
' go through the small hole Into the 
cage. To remove the files from the 

1 cage, scald them and pour them out 
| of the openiug ut the top.

Pork Tenderloins in Chafing Dish.
i Remove the small rounds of meat 
from the under purt of the pork ribs 

, and pluce in the chuflng dish, together 
with a cupful of the brown gruvy, a 
few drops of tabasco sauce, one-half 

\ cupful of toinuto catsup, a pinch ouch

: meat Is thoroughly heated, then pluce 
over the hot water pan, stirring in a 
cupful of cooked mushrooms that huve 

'been cut In small pieces; serve very 
hot on squares of fried hominy, gar­
nished with crisp parsley.

"It lias been my experience that in 
washing pluin hoard floors it is best 

! to scrub them with cool, soapy water 
i without suds. I scrub wiih the grain 
' of the wood, ami not around la circles, 
us Is usually done, to take off the dirt. 

! If you do this and change* the water 
often, using plenty of soap, you will 
he surprised how white the floor will 
become.
