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Primary Election

Throughout the state, county and 
•city, Tuesday’s primary election was 
m e  of the most exciting since this 
method of naming candidates was In* 
augurated, and besides its quota of 
gladness for some and disappointment 
for others it carried numerous sur* 
prises.

Returns from the state are still in­
complete, but leave no doubt of the 
nomination of Albert E. Sleeper as the 
Republican candidate for governor by 
a plurality ranging all the way from 
6,000 to  10,000 In the Upper Penin­
sula he carried Houghton, Menomi­
nee, Ontonagon, Chippewa, Baraga 
and Keweenaw counties. In M ar 
quelto eounty the vote stood, with re' 
turns still incomplete) but the changes 
not likely to materially alter the rela­
tive standing: Dlekema, 1863; Leland, 
1660; Sleeper, 788. Considering the 
powerful odds arrayed against him, 
Sleeper’s vote in Marquette county 
was especially creditable. Dlckioson 
wax nominated for lieutenant-governor

Congressional and legislative nom­
inees were: U. S. Senator, Charles E. 
Towaseod; congressman, W. Frank 
James; state senator, Alton T. Rob­
erts: representative, first district, W. 
S. Ewing; second district, Thomas 
Francis.

Interest, however, centered on the 
county candidates. William New- 
combe, of Negauoee, was a compara­
tively easy victor in the shrievalty 
contest, though tbo field was badly 
cut up and the campaign a most stren­
uous one. While the friends of Cbai. 
S. Thoren, who contested the register 
of deeds nomination with Joseph H. 
i ’rimeau, were confident of the form­
er’s success, the defeat of a veteran 
campaigner such as Mr. Primeau had 
repeatedly proved himself was never­
theless a surprise to many. William 
H. Mitchell, Negaunee candidate for 
county treasurer, was unable to over­
come the lead maintained by Mr. 
Bjork, of Ishpemlog, there being a 
difference of about 500 votes between 
them, wbllo Joseph E. Roberts, an­
other Negaunee candidate, found 
little opportunity to edge in and bad 
to content himself with a total of 600 
to 700. A. W. Jurma, the Isbpemlng 
attorney, gave W. T. Potter a brush 
for the probate judgesblp that was a 
surprise to many, but JudgePotter 
bad a safe lead of 400 to 500. John T. 
Quine was renominated for mine 
inspector, his closest competitor be­
ing James H. Yelland, of Ishpeming, 
who, however, fell some 400 votes be­
hind. Frank O. Jeoks for clerk and 
M. J. Kennedy for prosecuting attor* 
ney were unopposed.

The first sessions of the Negaunee 
Public Schools will be held next Tues­
day. There have not been many 
changes among the grade teachers 
and the work Is so well systematized 
that classes In these rooms will be set 
in full swing wltboutdelay. ThebJgh 
school pupils have had opportunity 
to meet the school officials during the 
past few days and get their courses 
mapped out, but even with this advan­
tage it will take a little longer to get 
the high school classes under way. 
The first day’s sessions will enable the 
students to meet the Instructors, how­
ever, and secure assignment of lessons.

The eighth grade has been in effect 
a part of the Negaunee high school 
for several years, and with the begin­
ning of the present school year the 
seventh grade will also be included. 
This arrangement is equivalent to the 
junior and senior high school system, 
and it is worthy of note that Negau- 
nee has been a pioneer In the Upper 
Peninsula in the adoption of this 
modern division of high school work. 
Menominee is the only other Upper 
Peninsula high school which Is to 
inaugurate the plan this year. Sb&p 
log the work of the eighth grade along 
distinctively high school lines has 
been a most profitable experiment in 
the Negaunee Schools, and the Inclu 
sion of the seventh grade will further 
Increase the effectiveness of the sys 
tern. The chief advantage lies In the 
early opportunity for the student to 
shape bis high school course aloog 
the lines be expects to follow In after 
life. While there will be some added 
requirements for seventh grade pupils, 
these will be offset by the elective 
privileges. The boys will thus be 
enabled to proceed along definite lines 
leading to manual training, business 
or academic courses and careers. The 
girls will similarly have opportunity 
for choice of domestic science, art, lit­
erary and business courses.

The only material change In the 
operation of the grade departments 
will be the establishment of a new 
room In the Case street building which 
has as yet beun given no distinctive 
name but which might well be called 
the •‘opportunity room.’’ Here will 
be given to those who may require It 
more detailed attention than Is pos­
sible In the regular grade rooms. 
There are always quite a number who 
through illness, borne conditions and 
numerous other causes have actually 
fallen behlod their grade or are In 
danger of so doing, and the special 
instruction which will be possible in 
this room will tend to renew the Inter 
estof these pupils in school work and 
give them the opportunity to catch up 
with their proper grade more easily 
than if they were required to pursue 
the regular courses.

The Board of Education also has in 
contemplation the establishment of an 
open-air room at the earliest oppor 
Unity, though no defiotte arrange 
mentl have thus far beeu made.

YOUTH GOT THE 

FRENCH MEDAL
Wounded Driving Ambulance He 

Is Given Highest Military 
Honor.

ARE DOING A GREAT WORK

American Ambulance Drivers' Remark­
able Experience* Shown in Extracts 

From Letters to Friends and 
Relatives in This Country.

New York.—About 250 young Amer­
icans are enguged In driving in the 
different services (if (lie American Am- 
Lutuiico hospital du Paris. Some idea 
of the great work they are performing 
is contained in extracts from letters 
Haul to relatives and friends in this 
country. Tin* latent of these eonimu-, 
ideations is from William M. Barber, 
twenty-one-year-old sou of J. A. Par­
kier, lawyer of Toledo, and one-time 
judge iu the Ohio Courts.

Young Jiarher Is now recovering 
from a serious wound received iu the 
performance of Ids duty ul Verdun, 
where he displayed such exceptional 
hruvery that he was decorated l»y the 
French authorities with thu Medaille 
Mllltait'e, file highest medul for tulll- 
tury valor iu France.

Young Barber started from this port 
on May d and was wounded <>u June 
20. Ills captain, hovering I1IJI, iu re­
porting his rase to tin* Ambulance hos­
pital, said tin* hoy was driving his urn- 
hulance with three wounded soldiers 
nt midnight along one of the most 
dangerous roads at Verdun, flu wus 
forced to stop by shells bursting 
uhetid of him. Luring a lull In the 
firing he started again, when u shell 
burst u few yurds uwuy. Many smull 
fragments struck him, one penetrating 
n lung umJ another his side. Not­
withstanding Ids wounds he weut on 
until tie fell, showing, as his captain 
wild, the most splendid pluck, doing 
dangerous work with cuihiiKiusin and 
coolness. Itceovcring from (hu ef­
fects of his wounds, Mr. Harbor wrote 
from ids cot iu tin* Amcrlcau Ambu­
lance hospital (Jo* following letter on 
June I JO to Ids parents:

Tore Side and Lege.
"Bear Folks at Home, Abroad and 

Grandma:
"Four nigliis ago i Imd a pretty nar­

row escape. 1 can mention no mimes 
here, hut (Ills Is tie* gist of (he story:

"1 was driving my car, with three 
wounded soldiers <n It, along a road 
that was being shelled. Well, i got in 
(lie midst of a pretty hot shower, so I 
slopped my ear and got under it. A 
few minutes inter I supposed it was 
blowing over, so i got out. J had no 
sooner got out when 1 beard one of 
those big ohlises coming, the loudest 1 
had ever hoard, i ran to the trout of 
my ear, crouching down in frout of 
the radiator. When it burst It struck 
my car.

“J was only hurt a little. ] was not 
dlsllgured in any way. It ton1 my side 
mid legs a little.

"The French treated me wonder­
fully. I succeeded ill getting the next 
American ambulance driven by Wheel- 
er (a great ho}), who took no1 to the 
city of — -, where our post is. Here 
J was given ilrst aid, and the medical 
chief personally conducted me In an 
American ambulance, in the middle of 
the night, to a very good hospital. They 
say ] have the best doctor la France 
—In 1’nrls.

"Well, 1 woke up (he next day In a 
bed, and have been recuperating ever 
since. Everyone Ik wonderful to me. 
General I'etaln, second to Joffre, 
has stopped in to shake hands 
with me. and many me my eon- 
,1cm t illations, too, for, above my 
pied hangs the Meduille Milltalre. the 
jrrcatcNt boner tin* French can give 
.anyone. Ucally. 1 am proud, although 
I don't d eserv e  H any more than the 
rest, Flcase excuse my egotism.

Just as Good as New.
"In thrw  fuur 1 to the

hospital at Neuilly, where I cun huve 
(•very comfort.

"of course you won’t worry about 
me, 1 will be Just as good us new 
soon, and really this Ih true.

"The Germans peppered tlu* Ilf* out 
of my car. No one goes over the road 
in daylight, hut the fellows brought 
me back the next dny a handful of 
bwJlets taken from It, and said they 
could get me u bushel more If I de­
sired them.

"For three days I was not allowed 
to eat or drink, and could hardly move 
in bed. My spirits wore high. too. I 
will try to write better and take more 
pains. Goodby. WILLIAM.

"Nenllly-sur-Selne, July 10. 1010."
Later he wrote:

"Dear Folks:
"Well, I am here and fine. This 

Is a wonderful hospital, and they 
surely treat you great. 1 am just 
getting hack t6‘ normal and huve 
no temperature. The doctors here 
are tin1 best in the world and surely 
know their business. . . .

"When my wounds heal up, which 
they an* fast doing, I will he Just us 
good as new, no senrs at ull. I am 
very happy here and hope every day 
that you are as happy and never worry 
about me. I think I huve done a 
small part of a grout work, and my 
methillle shows what the French think 
of my services. It Is glveji for dis­
cipline ami vulor, and by the way, 
what amuses me, there Is an annual 
pension of lOOf. I huve been treat­
ed wonderfully since I have It given 
to me.

"J am the only ambulance boy who 
has been given a Meduille, and I am 
told that Mr. Balsley, an American 
aviator. Is the only other American 
who has It. WILLIAM."

Driving Under Fire.
Another letter vividly describing the 

experiences of ambulance drivers at 
ilie front, was sent by the young 
American who volunteered to take 
charge of the first ambulance provided 
by members of the New York stock ex­
change. In that letter to his parents 
the writer says:

"Well, I'm still ujlve and ktcklug, but 
the Lord only knows why. I finally 
started work at Verdun on the 21st 
of Juue. I quit the 7th of July. I 
hope never to put In n reign of terror 
like that again. The first night wo 
started we were greeted with n gns 
attack and had to wear our masks for 
about three hours. Luckily they were 
the weeping kind, that Is, It makes you 
cry like the devil. If you breathe 
enough of It, It makes you very sick, 
but It wasn’t the asphyxiating kind. 
We went from Verdun to a poste de se- 
count, just behind the first line 
trendies, about 500 yards away from 
tin* Bodies. It was in tin* ('(‘liar of 
wlmt remained of n house; the rest 
of the place was nothing hut plies of 
bricks, me. There was another post 
half way between, and another a little 
farther to the left,

"The road out was under continual 
slid) lire all tin* time, and the second 
night tilt1}' shelled tin* po.s|i• dr sernurs 
very licndly. I came up the nanl, and 
Just nt flu* entrance In the little town 
met Waldo, who said ihitt they were 
shelling the place and to he careful. 
I started on, and thru whistle and 
boom Just ahead of me at the side 
of the road a shower of stones, ete., 
no dnniage. J went on, got Into a 
hunch of soup kitchens which were 
blocking the road am) stalled my mo­
tor. I got out to crank It, Just got It 
going, when (he next one arrived-- 
something Idt me on the ankle and 
knocked me over. 1 got up, found my 
leg all wet and no feeling in it, so 1 
eon.dialed | was wounded.

"i got in the ear and started hack 
to Verdun to get H fixed. I gul about 
three hundred yards away and then 
began to feel tilings in it. so ] lett It 
again. It seemed nil right, and ni,v 
hands weren't red, so I concluded 1 
wasn’t wounded, and It must have been 
a piece of brick that lilt me, so I 
turned around and went Imek again, 
and some more shells arrived. Found 
Pnwsoii, and we took to a shell hole, 
and Jay there about fifteen minutes.

"Harbor and .lohuson were lying un­
der their cars Just In front of us. It 
let up for a while and we went oil to 
(In* poste. Found another man chang­
ing a lire In front of the poste. with 
part ol tla* Jront of hi* ear gone. J'le 
Invited iue to aid him. 1 couldn’t re­
fuse, hut 1 never frit no like killing a
person iu my life. The crury Idiot, 
bitting there changing u tdioo, with

shrapnel bursting all around 1 Everj 
time he heard a whistle he'd dive uor 
der his car.

A Narrow Etcape.
“Two brancardiers were killed right 

alongside of him and Ue wasn't 
scratched. Well, wo got the tire on 
in a jiffy, and he went off. Just ns 
he got to thu end of the town one lit 
behind him and wAutided the three 
‘blesses’ who were Inside, but didn’t 
touch him at all. That wus thu worst 
night we had, really.

"Our French lieutenant found two 
shrapnel balls In his clothes, but he 
wasn't touched. Waldo had put his 
pockethook In his left bund hreust 
pocket for the first time la his life 
that night—a shrapnel hull went clear 
through it nnd all the clothes, but lie 
wasn't touched. Two men were killed 
right beside him.

'The night <»t the 2flth poor Barber 
got wounded—u piece in his lung, one 
in his stomach, and n large chunk, ns 
big us your fist, nut of his buck. How­
ever, he Is getting on very well and 
is very happy, us he had the distinc­
tion of being the only American am­
bulance driver to have ever received 
the Meduille Milltalre. The whole sec­
tion is also very proud and happy- 
proud that one of us got It and happy 
because he Is all right und Is getting 
well.

"I ‘rolled* all day the 27th, covering 
180 kilometers and currying eighteen 
'couches’ und six ’assis' all night, so I 
hud twenty-six hours of rolling. Of 
course, I stopped for a bite of lunch 
and supper. Then I 'rolled' every night 
until we quit.

"We are now bock on ’repos/ and 
we’re nil (lend tired. Everybody’s car 
has holes or mudguards or something 
smashed. Mine wus very lucky, and 
Is whole and Intact with the excep­
tion of u section of the rear mudguard 
ubout a foot long, which was beut up 
by nn artillery wagon. Half the sec­
tion went into Purls yesterday for 
forty-eight hours, permission granted 
for the good work we had done, etc. 
The French lieutenant gave the other 
half of tis >i dinner last night, which 
wus very good fun, at which he an­
nounced that Mr. Illll hud been cited 
again. That, being Ills third citation, 
will give him a palm leuf, and that 
Jackson, Clark, and I know you'll be 
very pleased, I also would receive the 
Croix d« Guerre.

"When he called out my name I 
wus so darned surprised that I must 
have looked at him very queeriy, be­
cause he said, ’Yus. you.' I asked Hill 
why I got it later, and what he said 
meant u great deal more to me than 
receiving the C. G. However, I know 
you'll be pluused.

Reign of Terror Over.
"The reign of terror is over and It 

all seemed like n bad dreum. I've 
still got a hluck and blue spot on my 
leg where the brick hit me, but that’s 
all, thank the Lord. 1 hope we don't 
strike anything like that again.

"I can't expluln my feelings about 
It, except thut I wus terrified abso­
lutely, and how I managed tu go out 
night after night, and on an average 
of three trips a night, I don't know. 
Thu psychology of the thing is extraor­
dinary. There were curtain spolw in 
the road where you fell perfectly safe, 
and others whore 1 Just had to muke 
myself go through. Verdun, though un­
der continual shell fire, wus always 
u blessed relief, iu fact, 1 slept like 
u baby there one night from ulue un­
til twelve before I started. Everybody 
says the sumo thing. You cuo't imug- 
ine the struln you’re under. Every­
body wus suupping at euch other all 
the time about uothlug, Juat from 
want of sleep. I've slept from about 
ten until five during the day, ut least 
1 ulways did. Borne of the boys used 
to get up for lunch, but 1 slept In- 
Hleud, and was glud of it, because I 
lasted much better ut ulght that way,

IN FAR NORTHLAND
Important Events in Sweden, 

Norway and Denmark.

BRIEFS FROM OLD COUNTRY

Intereating Items From the Three
Great Kingdoms of the North, Se­

lected for Scandinavians and 
Their Descendants.

BY MARTIN W. ODLAND.

Norway.
Interest In the restoration of the 

Trondhjein Domklrke has been re­
vived lately because of arguments 
against Professor Nordbngoh’s plans 
of restoration advanced by Macody 
Lund, who has presented a plan of 
bis own and asked for an opportunity 
to demonstrate Its superiority to that 
of Nordhngen's. The question raised 
by Lund, says a Chrlstlnnia Correspond­
ent, has to do principally with a me­
trical system to determine the lines 
and dimensions of the building, and 
has started n controversy which hns 
engaged the attention of Christiania 
architects. When Professor Nordhag- 
en threatened to resign great num­
bers rallied to his support, and It Is 
now believed that he will be allowed 
to go forward with the work un­
hampered by any restrictions of the 
storthing. Trondhjein cathedral Is 
the edifice where the monarchs of 
Norway were crowned for generations. 
It Is the chief ecclesiastical monu­
ment In Norway. It was begun in 
tbe 11th century and the principal 
work was done from 1101 to 1248, 
mostly In the time of Archbishop By- 
stein. Eysteln visited England nn/1 
Is supposed to have been familiar with 
English cathedrals, which is taken to 
explain some similarities In the Tro- 
ndhjem structure with Canterbury. In 
the 14th, 15th and 17th centuries the 
cathedral was severely damaged by 
fire and finally deserted, a heap of 
ruins. The work of restoration, there­
fore, left a broad field for speculation 
on the Intentions of the medieval 
builders. Architects puzzled over 
the remains and studied contempor­
aneous Scandinavian architecture, 
while historians und archaeologists 
were called into consultation. The 
most satisfactory plans were prepared 
first by Christie and later by Nordhng* 
en. \V. D. Caroe, on authority on 
English churches, placed the situation 
squarely before Nordhagcn when he 
wrote; "I would emphasize In the 
strongest manner that what you are 
aiming at Is not an attempted arch­
aeological construction, but a piece 
of work essentially of today.. Aesthetic 
considerations demand that it should 
be harmonious with the ancient work, 
and, therefore, It must be guided by 
architectural scholarship. Rut Im­
aginary speculations as to whether 
this or that archbishop would have 
built In this or that manner seem to 
be entirely beside the mark, not to 
say foolish. Reauty and harmony 
alone have to be considered." Nord- 
luigen studied the Important Norweg­
ian remains throughout Die northern 
countries. Including such monumeiiis 
as Hankonshnllen at Bergen. the 
domklrke ut Stavanger, tho Mmlu- 
klrlcen at Bergen, tho St. Mugnus 
cathedral at Kirkwall In the Orkneys 
the Vor Fruo klrko of Trondhjein 
and the Rosenkrnntztmirnet at Ber­
gen. Most of the present decora­
tion of the Trondhjcgi cathedral Is 
modern. It Is dominated by a cen­
tral spire, tHperlng from a squat Nor­
man tower pluced at the intersection of 
nave and trunsept. The spire has 
caused no end of discussion and 
numerous pluns for different spires 
have been drawn, but none has hem 
agreed upon us a substitute. The 
cathedral Is an object of pride (o all 
loyal Norwegians und there are few 
that have traveled the length of Nor­
way who have not mude u pilgrimage 
to Trondhjem.

*  • *
As Ik well known, tho work of 

restoring the Trondhjein Romkltki*, 
«r cuthedrnl, has been going on for 
some Dine, under the direction of 
Professor Olaf Nordhngeu, a distin­
guished Norwoglun architect, The task 
In exceedingly difficult, for the 
cathedral had fallen into such ruin 
thut its orlglnu! appearance cun 
scarcely be conjectured und the plans 
of the builders have been lost. What 
Professor Nordbngen bus to do Im 
virtually to construct a new cathedral 
and yet keep sufficiently within tbe 
ancient architectural limits to prelect 
himself ugalnst the chnrge of making 
the new budding n personal work.

Seventy plans have been submitted 
In the competition for the best de­
sign for tbe restoration of the 
burned portion of the city of Bergen. 
Most of these plans were suinhltted 
by Norwegians, but some uro by 
Swedes uud Danes.

A bill appropriating 10,000 rrmvnB 

has been Introduced In the .Storthing 
to be used In currying on Investiga­
tions looking to changes In the "Hus* 
•nand" law of Norwuy.

Reference has already been mado 
in tills column to a movement to pro­
hibit employees of the railways, street 
car companies and all other transpor­
tation companies, soldiers and sailors, 
uti both warships and merchant ships, 
from consuming Intoxicating liquors 
six hours before they take up their 
dudes and during thu hours they are 
employed. A dispatch from Christian- 
lu says that this movement has now 
been carried so far Dint 4 bill eru- 
Isjilylhg the principle 1ms been intro­
duced into Die storthing, and It is be­
lieved that as the majority of the 
legislators ure In fuvor of prohibition 
the hid will become law In a very 
short time mid may possibly lead to 
prohibition throughout the country.

The measure provides for criminal 
prosecution of offenders against its 
articles, the firSt offense being punish­
able by fine und u repetition by im­
prisonment for a maximum term of 
three months and liability to dis­
missal without possibility of return 
to public service.

Employees on street ears, omnibuses, 
taxicabs, railroads and passenger 
boats are to be subject to the provis­
ions of the bill, as well ns soldiers 
ami sailors, but the king has the 
power to grant dispensation io the of­
ficers and crews of wurships visiting 
foreign ports where they nmy have to 
be entertained by the hosts or have 
to give entertainments in return.

Most of the Norwegian steamship 
lines already make it a condition of 
their contracts with their oillcers and 
crews Dint they slmll totally abstain 
from intoxicating liquors during their 
service.

The population of tbe 
country was estimated ut 2,512,085.

Sweden.
According to reports from Stock­

holm, Die people of Sweden are nor 
easing up In their feelings of resent­
ment against England because of her 
blockade against Sweden. On the 
contrary this feeling Is growing 
stronger, and the newspapers are be­
ginning to comment more aud more 
freely upon what they say Is a prac­
tice "in violation of alt international 
law—n flagrant misuse of power 
against the unquestionable rights of 
weaker nations.” Swedish government 
oiliclals and Swedish merchants alike 
do uot hesitate to say they have hoped 
against hope the United States would 
take u stand in behalf of the neutral 
countries which would bring about a 
more reasonable enforcement of Dm 
blockade. They have protested In 
vniu to Greot Britain and have en­
deavored to take such retaliatory 
steps as were at Sweden’s command. 
Hut they realize Sweden Is in no po­
sition and hns neither tbe resource's 
nor the military importance to gain 
favorable consideration. Scandinav­
ian newspapers und officials argue 
that the United States has a most po­
tent weapon to use against the allies 
to bring about ”u more lawful conduct 
of the blockade.” They firmly believe 
that If the United States government 
would threaten to forbid the export of 
munitions of war and to declare un­
lawful any loans to belligerent nations, 
England would quickly be brought to 
terms. The Scuudlimvlnns would be 
perfectly willing, they say, to let Amer­
ica dictate tbe conditions of tbe block­
ade; they do not fee! they should be 
left arbitrarily to tbe will of Great 
Britain. Oue elTect of the blockade 
bus been to place food supplies In the 
bands of speculators, who ure de­
manding exorbitant prices for their 
wares. Oddly enough, a great major- 
ily of these speculators are said to 
be Germans. This is particularly true 
of coffee. No people In nil Die world 
love their coffee like tbe Swedes. Al­
ready they are paying practically 
double Die normal price for it with 
quotations dally leaping upward. 
Sweden still Is able to get large quan­
tities of coul and briquette fuel from 
Germany, mid it Is In exchange for 
ibis very essential import Dmt Die 
Swedish government allows the export 
of Iron ores and various food supplies 
to Germany. German commerce still 
nourishes In Die south Baltic waters 
although the recent activities of Eng­
lish und Russian submarines* and de­
stroyers sent tt thrill of apprehension
through tbe various trading Interests.

BEEF SERVED WITH MACARONI
Nutritious and Appetizing Dish That 

May 3e Prepared at Compara­
tively Small Cost.

Two pounds of shank (or any pre­
ferred cut). Have suucepan very hot, 
fry out u piece of fat or grease bot­
tom with butter, cat up meat nnd 
place in pan, ullowlng to fry until 
seared on every side. Salt and pep­
per. dredge with Hour, jmur on boiling 
water to Just cover meat, cover close­
ly and simmer slowly until neurly 
done. Do not add more water unless 
there Is danger of going dry for you 
only want enough for gravy and not a 
stew. Twouty minutes before serving 
pure pointer* and add whole with 
small pbH'es of onions. At the same 
time put macaroni to cook In rapidly, 
boiling water and allow to boll 15 min­
utes, stirring often with u fork so ns 
not to break, then drain nnd add to 
meat. Cook nil togciher until pota­
toes arc done; take out thick part on 
deep platter, thicken gravy with tnble- 
f.pooiil'ul of Hour dissolved with little 
cold water, beat very smooth, then 
pour contents in platter and serve 
very hot. Dumptings cun be added, 
but we never eat them. We like it 
made of round steak,•but cheaper cuts 
are just as good, mid really it is a 
delicious dish.—Boston Globe.

GOOD THINGS TO KNOW
When Ironing tublo linen, Iron with 

the selvage und not across the grain.
To clean bamboo furmuro use a 

brush dipped iu wurin water and sa lt 
Tbe salt prevents the bamboo from 
turnlug color.

Salt rubbed on tea cups will remove 
ten stains, and discoloration on crock­
ery or china will respond to the same 
treatment.

To dean collars apply benzine and 
after an hour or more, when the 
grease has become softened, rub It or 
remove with soupsuds.

A little clear coffee can bo added to 
starch for tan or cream materials, 
und this Is better than pure-white 
starch iu many colored things.

For black garments black starch is 
sold thut Is quite satisfactory. White 
starch Is almost sure to give unsatis­
factory results on black material.

Iron saucepans should be cleaned as 
soon as possible after use, and If any­
thing greasy has been boiled in them 
put in some soda and boil up.

To Whip Condensed Milk.
Place one cun of condensed milk In 

water und heat to boiling. Remove 
promptly and thoroughly chill by plac­
ing the cau on let*. When cool, open 
the can and pour the milk, the eutlre 
contents of n small cau or half the con­
tents of a large one, into u chilled bowl, 
placed In another bowl filled with 
cracked Ice. After the milk lias be­
come thoroughly chilled whip iu the 
regular way with un ordinary egg beut- 
er for five minutes. Sweeten and Hu- 
vor If desired. Keep it on Ice until 
served. Condensed milk will whip 
without heating, but there ure better 
results when following the ubovo di­
rections.

Suet Pudding With Sterling 8auce.
One cupful finely chopped suet, one 

cupful tuolusses, oue cupful milk, three 
cupfuls Hour, one tcaspoonful soda, 
one und a hulf teaspoonfuls suit, one- 
half teaspoonful each ginger, cloves, 
nutmeg und one tcuspoonful cinna­
mon. Mix und sift dry ingredients; 
add molasses aud milk to suet; com­
bine mixtures. Turn Into buttered 
mold, cover and steam three hours. 
Serve with sterling sauce. Raisins 
and currants muy Ik* added.

Sterling Sauce—half cupful butter, 
one cupful brown sugur, one teaspoon­
ful vanilla, four tublespoonfuls cream 
or milk. Creuru the butter, udd sugar 
gradually uud milk und fiuvorlug drop 
by drop to prevent separation.

Creofe French Dressing.
Four tublespoonfuls of the bent 

olive oil, one tublespoonful of vine­
gar, one tenspoonful of dry mustard, 
yolk of oue hard-boiled egg, salt and 
pepper to taste. Rub the oil Into the 
mustard, a drop at a time, until mus­
tard Is moistened und smooth, il.cn 
alternate tbe oil anil vinegar until all 
Is In. When smooth add thu hard- 
tolled egg, salt and pepper to taste, 
und beat well. If tbe oil seems to sep­
arate, a few drops more of \im*gur 
and a hard heating will make R smooth 
ugulu. •

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SLAVERY IN EARLY DAYS
African Slave Trade Was Once Opel* 

ly Tolerated by the British 
Government

Slavery existed In nearly nil of the 
English colonies from an early pe­
riod until shortly before or soon af­
ter the Revolutionary war. and the 
African slave trade was openly tol­
erated by the British government in 
1750 there were 292.IHN) African slaves 
In the colonies, scattered from New 
England to Georgia. It was not pro­
hibited in Massachusetts until 1780, 
nor Ih Vermont until 1777. Tho Unit­
ed States census of 1810 showed 310 
slaves In Connecticut. 10,851 In New 
Jersey, 15,017 In New York, 795 In 
Pennsylvania, und 108 In Rhode Is- 
Innd. Slavery was gradually abolished 
fa the northern states, but In 1820 
there were still 97 slaves In Connec* * 
tlcut, 7,557 In New Jersey, 10,088 In 
New York, 211 in Pennsylvania,_and 
48 In Rhode Island. The census of 
1850 showed the disappearance of sla­
very in nil the northern states except 
New Jersey, which still bud a survlv- 
lng remnant of 230.

Method of Locating Guns.
Science bus discovered that gun­

fire affects Die earth's surfneo much 
ns an earthquake, ho It Is not surpris­
ing to leuni thut guns ure being lo­
cated by the seismograph—the deli­
cate little instrument which records 
terrestrial tremors. An Austrian au­
thority on the subject of earthquake 
disturbances announces thnt the seis­
mograph can record the position of 
hostile artillery ns well ns the caliber 
of the guiw.

In a fairly recent engagement be­
tween Italian and Austrian troops on 
the Isonzo, the tremors Induced by the 
heavy cannonade were duly registered 
by the apparatus, nnd the operator 
was ablo to detect, by means of dia­
grams of artificial movements of the 
ground, the difference between the 
shocks produced by the fall of projec­
tiles und those caused by the recoil of 
the guns. Moreover, the form of the 
tracings revealed to the practiced eye 
the number as well us the cullher of 
the latter.—Popular Science Monthly.

COSBY TESTS POISON GASES
Col. Spencer Cosby, United States 

military uttuebe at Paris, has been 
ppcuklng in a hoarse whisper of late, 
end his friends are congratulating him 
on losing nothing more tluin his voice.

When the German army began the 
use of poison gases, Colonel Cosby 
shared the keen Interest of his brother 
military Investigators In the new ele­
ment of warfare, and determined to 
test the guses on himself. He was 
given the opportunity by the Trench 
army chemists, who hud samples of the 
three kinds used, direct from the front.
The two less deadly varieties were 

'tried, and Colonel Cosby found them 
not especially overpowering.

They had now rcuchtHl the deadly 
gas which clutches and kills. The 
chemist paused.

“You will not try this,” he said, 
appealingly.

“Yes, all of them,” said the colonel 
positively.

“Then we must be very cautious,” said the chemist “Place yourself about 
a foot uway from the bottle. I will ruise the glass stopper the slightest possible 
fraction of an Inch, so that only an Insignificant portion of gas can escape—but 
It will be enough. Now, ready!*'

He drew the stopper the slightest particle, and only for an Instant, with 
Colonel Cosby a foot away. But In that Instant the colonel felt he had been 
hurled buck 20 feet. Tongues of fire were eating at bis throut, and ten thou­
sand needles were darting around his neck. It seemed as though live vitriol 
hud been emptied In his mouth and was coursing through his veins. Ills wliole 
vocal system was paralyzed. This influlteslraul portion of the deadly gus had, 
In an lustuut, overpowered him.

CHARLESTON. S. C.—While the old world boast* of many famous bells and 
chimes, to which clings the association of romance and poetry, there are no 

bells in the world that have hud a more adventurous career than those of SL
Michael's, at Charleston. The well-au- 
tlieutlcnted story of this celebrated 
peal show's that the bells composing It 
have crossed the ocean no less thun 
live times—once as a heap of twisted 
mctul. ^

The St. Michael bells were cast In 
England some time before the Revo­
lutionary war and brought to this 
‘ountry. When the war against the 

old country began the Charleston peal 
was sent back to England so that it 
might not be injured l Tiwm the con-

elusion of the war the Charlestonians clamored for their hells, and it became 
the duty of our first minister to Great Britain to see that they were returned. 
His negotiations were successful and the bells were, with much ceremony, rein­
stalled in the church.

Their next adventure came with the Civil war, when the steeple of St. 
Michael's was made a turget for the guns of the besiegers. The hells were 
removed for safety to Columbia, but when the army of Sherman occupied that 
town the sheds of the yard of the stotebouse wherein the bells had been stored 
were broken into und the bells smusbc.l into fragments, the sheds beiug fired.

The bells were not, however, completely “done for.” At the close of the 
war the pieces were carefully gathered und shipped to Liverpool, together wjth 
directions us to how they should be reeust, the specifications being taken from 
the record of St. Michael's, which showed where the bells had been oust and 
the proportions.

It was found that the firm of bell-founders which bad cast the bells in the 
first place was still in existence, consisting of descendents of the original firm. 
The records of this firm showed that the proportions of the ousting corre­
sponded with those of record a t St. Michael’s, and so, under those circum­
stances, the recasting of the bells wus not so difficult a matter. Accordingly, 
for the fifth time, they crossed the ocean and were set up at Charleston.

Sara quite naturally felt that, ns the 
work neared completion, there also 
should he a capital city from which the 
strip could be govern^ and the canul 
munng«*d. Therefore he built Balboa. 
BnJbon is the permanent town ut the 
southern end of the canal, Is the scat 
of government, the residence of the 
governor and the headquarters of ca­
nal construction and management. In 
short. It is to the Canal Zone what 
Washington is to the United States.

Balboa was named in honor of Vasco 
Nunez do Balboa, wlio, “silent, upon 
a peak' in Darien.” first saw the dis­
tant waters of the Pacific ocean and 
thus became known to history as Its 
discoverer, writes II. II. Updegruff, In 
the St. Louis Republic.

Tin* town of Bulboa is not the first 
village that Uncle Ham has built along 
the route of the canul. It probably 
will be the last, however. But, unlike 
these others, which were no more than 
wooden construction camps, Balboa Is 
permanent in character. It is to last 
as long us the canul. which, Indeed, Is 
as long us time Itself. There Is an­
other difference between this new 
town, this capital of the Canul Zone, 
and the other cunnl villages, und that 
Is that much more money has been 
and Is being spent to muke It the most 
attractive place of residence on the 
entire Isthmus. In fuct, It Is Uncle 
Sam's model town.

An American Community. 
Notwithstanding Its wholly unamer- 

can name, Balboa is a thoroughly 
American community. Its inhabitants 
are ull American, for It wus built with 
the Intention of giving the American 
cunul workers and operatives an Ideal 
spot In which to have their homes, In 
which to rear their children under 
proper American surroundings, und 
where it would be possible to have u 
wliolesome American atmosphere. The 
only foreigners who are part uf the life 
In Bulbo* are the West Indian negro 
servants, most of whom, however, live 
elsewhere.

While Balboa Is wholly Amerleun, it 
Is yet quite unlike any American city 
or town of Its size “back home” In the 
stutes. It has absolutely no political 
atmosphere. It Is difficult to conceive 
un American town, no mutter how 
small, thut hus no mayor, no city coun­
cil, no political boss and hence no 
politics. Bulboa has none of these.

The Canul Zone is prohlblton terri­
tory and, therefore, Hulhou hus not a 
single suloon within Its limits, lu this 
respect It also is different from a ma­
jority of the cities und towns “back 
home." The “pour man’s dub” Is 
wholly unknown, not only because 
there are no»poor men on the Canal 
Zone, but also because they are pro­
hibited. The occuslonal tippler must 
either nmlutuin Ids own privute little 
bur in Ids own home or journey to the 
neighboring city of Panama, where the 
“euntimiH" ure Dotli numerous und 
well stocked und where everything is 
wide open und the bars never dose.

In pluee of the “poor mun’s dub” 
of the dtles “buck home” there Is the 
spudous building of the Young Men's 
ChrJstlun association which fills ull the 
needs of dub for the men, iimctlng 
place for the women's societies und 
playhouse for the children. A sepurale, 
as well as general, room or rooms is 
reserved for ea<H). Not fur awuy Is 
the 25-acre athletic field which Is oow 
under construction with a lavishnes* 
and detail such us no politically self- 
governed city tn the United State* can 
boast of. It wus ull done without ex­
pense to the population for there are 
no tuxes to be paid lu this model town 
of Unde Ham's.

81te Was Once a Swamp.
The site of BuDy>a, between Ancon 

end Hosa hills, origionlly wus a swamp 
which was filled in. It wus chosen be­
cause of Its proximity to the huge ma­
chine shops und other canal activities 
at the southern end of the waterway. 
It also was chosen becuuse It would 
be near the capital city, Panama, of 
the Republic of Punumu and would, 
therefore, place the tw*o capitals Into 
quick communication. This wus neccs* 
«ury because of the varied interelu- 
tlonshlp between the two countries due 
to the building und operation of the 
Panama eunul.

Only u srpull portion, however, is

built on the former swamp and this 
is made up of whut might be termed 
the civic center. On Ancon hill, be­
hind the handsome new administration 
building. Is really the best und pret­
tiest section. Here are the official resi­
dences clustered about the governor*® 
house around which the social life of 
the community in lime to come will re­
volve. Across the former swamp to­
ward the west In Sosa hill on which 
many of the new concrete two and 
four-family house# have bo» ti built At 
the foot of Sosa bill and facing the ad­
ministration building ure the huge Y\ 
M. C. A., the new commissary and Its 
companion refrigerating plant.

When the town was planned It was 
the Intention to so construct the build­
ings that all would harmonize hi archi­
tecture. This has been carried out 
with so rigid a resolve thut peruaps 
the uniformity In a measure spoil* the 
effect of the whole. There Is noth­
ing ulong the Prado, for instance, to re­
lieve tiie eye of the sameness of the 
eight concrete houses that face the 
central parkway. They are ull alike, 
in design. In size and Interior furnish­
ing. They were cast In the same con­
crete mold. There Is a *tllted#forroal- 
ity about them that'Jars, but which 
undoubtedly prevent* the Jealousy 
whh h would be aroused were there a 
possibility of choice.

Balboa HelQhts Attractive.
The town of Balboa is virtually di­

vided Into four sections. East of the 
new administration building, which 
naturally dominates the business life 
of the town, on the sloping side of An­
con hill, is the official residence quar­
ter. This section Is frequently referred 
to as Balbou Heights. It Is here that 
the reu! beauty of the village is to be 
seen. In time, no doubt when nature 
lias completed its work, the other sec­
tions will equal and, perhaps, surpass 
it in attractiveness. Its present ad­
vantages ure due to huving been 
pluuned and constructed first und Its 
natural advantages regarding locution.

South of Balboa Heights is another 
flat hilltop which has In recent mouth* 
become known us Quarry Heights, or 
sometimes Military Heights. The lat­
ter Is used because It is the site of 
the large and Jmndsous home of the 
commanding general of the United 
Stutes troops and hi* stuff officer*. 
Further south still is the permanent 
camp of the provost gtmtd or military 
police.

At the foot of the hill on which the 
new administration buPdlng stands, 
and also near the Iwtt-jfu of the hill 
on which Is the governor's house, which 
overlooks the tract, there Is u large flat 
bottom lund Unit, too, formerly was a 
huge swamp. It comprises ubout 1,000 
acres und was filled in by the spoil 
from the dredge* excavating the Inner 
harbor of Pailbon. The s ilt water hus 
killed all the vegetation, which, how­
ever, was neither plentiful nor valu­
able. A top dressing of rich soil will 
eventually he liven till* tract and then 
It will grow anything. When money is 
available it Is planned to transform 
this bottom laud Into a large, hand­
some park.

Between A neon hill and Rosa hill 1* 
Bulboa Tints, so culled from the fact 
thut It wus built on the only level purt 
of the new town. A purt of the flat*, 
however, Is on tiie slope of Hosa hill 
und overlooks the Prado und fiat* 
proper from the west The central fea­
ture of the fiats Is the Prado, which 
form* u wide double roudwuy down 
the center. On It ure the commissary, 
the Y. M. O. A., the dispensary, fire 
and police studon* and the high schooL 
Also there are eight four-family houses. 
A large part of the Hut* Is to be util­
ized for the mugnlflceut new athletic 
field now under construction.

One of the most striking episodes 
of the great Somme offensive wus the 
reccut taking of the field fort ut Bl­
anches and Us garrison of 113 meu 
by 0 French soldiers.

Then 
three of Die French olliecrs abruptly 
leuped into the work, shouting lu 
stentorian tones, “Forward with the 
bayonet!" and throwing bombs which 
exploded in the dugout.

The (ierumus, l>elieving a large force 
was with the Frenchmen, had no time 
to get llieir weapons and surrendered. 
But now the three French captors be­
gun to feel nervous, as they saw no 
reason why the Germans should not 
fall upon them and exterminate them. 
They were saved by the six coinrudes, 
who cume rushing In just at this mo­
ment. Again fooled, the entire Ger­
man garrison was marched to the 
French rear, escorted by the nine 
"poilus,” who had not lost a mun.

Earth Crumples Up and Makes Great 
Hills Where Plains Once 

Lay.

In the region now occupied by the 
Wasatch mountains n number of par­
allel faults were developed close to­
gether and the broken pieces of the 
earth’s crust between them were 
pushed up, the rocks on one side of 
euch crack riding up over those on 
the other side until u greut moumu.n 
range was formed where once lay a 
pluln. During the long period of slow 
earth movement which made these 
mountains, flat-lying parallel bed* of 
rock were locally turned on edge, 
crumpled up nnd folded In a wonder­
fully Intricate manner. These up­
turned und crumpled rocks are well ex­
posed In Ogden canyon. The west face 
of the Wasatch range Is believed to 
mark the plane of a normal fuult ut u 
nearly vertical crack in the earth ’s 
crust, the rocks on the east side of 
Which went down. The forces which 
have ruised these mountulns are still 
active, for movement along this fault 
has disturbed the surface recently.— 
United States Geolgical Survey.

Remedies for "Chiggers."
If n hath In hot water, or 1q water 

containing suit or strong soap, Is 
taken within a few hours after ex­
posure in shrubbery and weeds Infest­
ed with "chiggers,” or "red hugs." no 
111 effects will he experienced. After 
a long exposure, however, a hath lius 
practically no effect, and direct reme­
dies are necessary.

After irritation has set in, und small 
red spot* uppear, the application of n 
moderately strong solution of arnmo- 
nla to the affected part* Is recommend­
ed by the department of agriculture’s 
entomologists. A supersaturated so­
lution of bicarbonate of soda, or com­
mon cooking soda or salerntu*. will af­
ford relief. Liberal applications should 
be made until the Irritation subsides. 
If the suffering is severe a dilute tinc­
ture of Iodine or collodion should be 
lightly applied.
