Death of Mrs. Corbit

Mrs. Maria Corbit, widow of Lewis 
Corbit, passed away early Sunday 
morning at her home in East Main 
street. She bad been a sufferer from 
heart troubledurlng the past few years 
and her condition bad been serious 
for a month or more.

Mrs. Corbit was a native of Ohio 
and was born February 27th, 1849, ber 
maiden name having been Marla 
Matthews. Her parents were W. W. 
and Catherine (Jones) Matthews, and 
tbe family oame here from Ohio In tbe 
late 80's or early 70's. Mr. Matthews 
established one of the first brick-yards 
operated in this section, it baviog 
been located on tbe clay banks south 
of the city on tbe tract upon which 
was subsequently developed tbe Mary 
Charlotte mine. Mrs. Matthews died 
not long after tbe family's arrival and 
Mr. Matthews survived for several 
years, both being burled IntheNegau- 
nee cemetery.

In tbe early 70's Miss Maria 
Matthews was united In marriage with 
Rollio C. Sterling, a son of Mr. and 
Mrs. and Mrs. Adam J. Sterling, pio­
neer residents of Negaunee. Mr. and 
Mrs. Rollio Sterling made their home 
in Utah for a few years and Mr. Sterl­
ing died not tong after their return to 
Negaunee. In tbe fore part of tbe 
80's Lewis Corbit and Mrs. Marla 
Sterling were married and established 
their home at 312 East Malo street. 
Mr. Corbit died January 14th, 1910, in 
a Chicago hospital, where he bad gone 
for an operation.

Mr. Corbit had been foreman of out­
side operations for tbe Iron Cliffs 
Company in the earlier years of bis 
residence in Negauoee, and after bis 
retirement from this position be de­
voted his attention to personal Inter­
ests, dealing extensively in horses as 
well as conducting a wood yard and a 
farm. It was during this period that 
be began to invest in Negauoee real 
estate, also acquiring timbered tracts 
In various parts of the Upper Penin­
sula, with tbe result tbat In later 
years the Corblts were among tbe 
largest individual holders of realty in 
Northern Mlcbigao. They were also 
among tbe Negaunee people wbo 
profited from the sale of their farming 
lands in tbe eastern part of the city 
about 1900, when these parcels were 
being grouped for sale to Tbe Cleve- 
land-Cllffs Iron Company, and upon 
which tract was developed tbe Maas 
mloe.

Mrs. Corbit is survived by a sister, 
Mrs. Elizabeth McHation, of Eureka, 
Utah, who had spent the greater part 
of tbe past year in Negaunee with 
Mrs. Corbit. Mr. and Mrs. A. G. 
Gutheil, tbe latter a daughter of Mrs. 
McHaiton, also came here from Utah; 
and Mrs. Harry Llghtner, a niece of 
Mr. Corbit, had spent tbe past few 
weeks here.

Tbe funeral was held last Tuesday, 
services being conducted at tbe home 
by Rev. C. G Ziegler, rector of Grace 
Episcopal Church, Isbpemlng. A 
number of thu older residents of this 
and neighboring cities were in attend­
ance ntid the remains were laid to rest

Man Was Electrocuted

Fred Ardt, who bad been employed 
on the Lucas farm at Skandia and 
bad come to town Saturday on a visit 
was instantly killed last Sunday after­
noon when he came in contact with a 
live wire in tbe livery barn of Lucas 
Bros., Silver street.

Ardt was standing in the doorway of 
tbe livery about 4:30 p.m. when be 
drew from his pocket a package of 
tobacco with the lotenlioo of making 
a cigarette, but found he had no paper. 
Looking about, he discovered a packet 
of papers tucked between some elec­
tric wires and tbe wall.

Reacbiog up for tbe papers, Ardt 
accidentally touched one of tbe wires. 
There was^i blinding fiasb and Percy 
Lucas, who was hitching a horse to­
ward tbe rear of tbe barn, ran to 
Ardt's assistance. The man bad been 
unable to release his grasp upon the 
wire, and Lucas realizing the danger 
to himself, bumped tbe rigid mao 
quickly enough to avoid a shock him­
self yet with sufficient force to send 
Ardt to the floor.

An automobile was secured and the 
Insensible victim was takeu first to 
tbe Robbins' hospital and then to tbe 
Negauoee hospital, but It being Sun­
day afternoon there happened to be 
no physician at either place and there 
was some little delay la locating and 
summoning a doctor. Resuscitative 
measures were then employed, but 
without avail, and It was the judg­
ment of tbe physician that tbe man 
had been instantly killed. However, 
as one of tbe mloe pulmotorsbadbeen 
brought to tbe hospital, Fred Staple, 
a member of The Cleveiand-CUffs Iron 
Company's First-Aid squad, put tbe 
machine to work, but after half an 
hour's effort confirmed tbe judgment 
tbat Ardt bad been past human aid.

It was first reported tbat a trans­
former on OQ6 of the Marquette Coun­
ty Gas & Electric Company's pole 
lines had been struck by llgbtniog, 
causing secondary and primary wires 
to bfcome crossed and sending a heavy 
voltage into every electrically con­
nected building in tbe violnlty. Supt. 
McDougal, of tbe street railway com­
pany, stated after investigation tbat 
the transformer in question bad not 
been affected at all, but tbat ono of 
bis company's service wires bad fallen 
across the primary wires of the muni­
cipal light plant, all of bis company’s 
wires in tbat vicinity becoming charg­
ed. Any lineman could have cleared 
up tbe trouble, Mr. McDougal states, 
but he adds tbat no notice was receiv­
ed by his employes.

Ardt was an unmarried man wbo 
had divided bis time between Negau­
nee and Skandia in later years. So 
far as known, an uncle residing some­
where In Ohio, Is tbe only relative, 
and the authorities have thus far 
been unable to locate him.

Tbe verdict of tbe coroner's inquest 
was as follows: “Tbat tbe said Fred 
Ardt came to bis death by being elec­
trocuted in Lucas Bros.' livery barn, 
by touching an overcharged wire, 
said overcharge having been causec 
by tbe Marquette County Gas& Elec* 
trie Company’s wire having sagged 
and coming in contact with a Negau* 
noe wire.” ^

Thomas King Dead

Thomas King, wbo came to Negau­
nee from Northwest Canada about two 
years ago to make his home with his 
son, W. D. King, proprietor of King’s 
Inn, died Tuesday morning at the 
home of bis son, of cancer of tbe jaw. 
Deceased was eighty-five years of age, 
and for years had been located on a 
farm in Huron county, Mich. He re­
cently proved up on a valuable home­
stead Jo  Canada and bad spent tbe 
greater part of bis life farming.

Deceased was a Mason and besides 
bis soo, W. D. King, Is survived by 
three other sons—George, of Bad Axe, 
Mich., aud James and Thomas, o 
Detroit. Three daughters also sur* 
yive—Mrs. John Wressell, Port Hur­
on; Mrs. W. J. Marlow, Port Austin, 
Mich., and Mrs. John Sturk, Grand- 
stone City, Mich. W. D. King left 
Wednesday afternoon with tbe 
remains of bis father for Graodstooe 
City, where tbe funeral will be belt 
to-morrow afternoon.

Were On Wrecked Train

Alfred Ware, Athanasius Broad 
and tbe Misses Gladys Abbott and 
Lena Chester, four Negaunee young 
people who were en route to Big 
Rapids, Mich., to enter Ferris Insti­
tute, were passengers on the G. R. & 
I. extra passenger train which struck 
a split rail near Mancelona, Mich., 
on Saturday evening lost and rolled 
into tbe ditch. Mr. Broad escaped 
with one cut on bis forehead and some 
damage to bis clothing, but Mr. 
Ware’s injuries were more serious 
and it is likely to be tbe better part 
of a week before be can leave tbe hos­
pital to wbicb be was taken at Cadil­
lac. Except for the shaking up which 
they experienced in common with all 
the passengers who were toward the 
front end of Ube train, the young 
ladies were unharmed.

Tbe Negaunee young people dis­
patched telegrams to their families 
advising them of their safety and W.‘ 
U. Broad, father of one of the young 
men,has received a letter which graph­
ically recites the experience of the 
young people. Athanasius Broad 
was graduated from tbe Negaunee 
High School in 1913 and latterly he 
bad been employed as assistant book­
keeper for Winter & Suess. The 
Misses Abbott and Chester were grad­
uated last June, and all were to enter 
upon courses at Ferris Institute. 
Alfred Ware has been a student there 
In preceding years and expected to 
complete his course. The Mr. Haines 
mentioned in Mr. Broad's letter is & 
former Negaunee resident now located 
at Cadillac. He bad gone over to Big 
Rapids to welcome the Negaunee 
young folk, and tbe parents of the 
latter are very grateful for tbe assist­
ance he was able to render them. Por­
tions of Mr. Broad's letter follow:

We surely had ao exciting time on 
our journey. The train was one hour 
late startiog from home Saturday 
morning and we lost more time at 
Marquette and other points, so tbat 
when we reached Mackinaw City we 
found tbat the regular train had not 
waited for us. A special train was 
made up and we got started about 5 
p. m. Once uoder way the train ran 
very fast, evidently in an effort to 
make up tome of the lost time. About 
10 p. m. we noticed tbat tbe speed 
bad been increased to fully 40 miles 
an hour as we approached a long

?trade, when all of a sudden tbe cars 
eft the rails and we were bumping 
along tbe ties. We bad gone per­

haps fifty feet further in this manner, 
wheo tbe next thing I knew we were 
all in a pile—seats, ourselves, suit­
cases and all—at the top of tbe coach. 
The train was made up of ten Pull­
mans and one coach, tbe Negaunee 
young folk being in tbe latter, which 
had been switched in just behind the 
engine.

We had gone over an embankment 
fully 25 feel bigb. Tbe papers said 
tbe coach turned over, and no doubt 
it did. but you couldn't prove it by 
me. 1 felt myself taking a dive in the 
dark, but that’s all. I happened to 
be at tbe top of tbe pile aod was one 
of tbe first to get out through tbe win­
dows. Tbe engine oever left tbe truok, 
tbe coupling having broken, wbicb 
permitted it to cootlnue on the rails, 
while tbe coach and most of the Pull- 
maos weot into tbe ditch. Our coach 
,was at tbe bead of the train, next to 
tbe engine, and if it had not been built 
of steel the result would have been far 
worse, while we surety were thankful 
that it was electrically lighted and did 
nut bavu oli lamps.

Right after the wreck we felt like 
turning back and going borne, but we 
soon got over this. The Injured, In- 

, eluding Alfred Ware, were taken to 
the hospital at Cadillac, a relief train 
having been sent to the wreck fifty 
miles distant. We visited Alfred in 
the hospital a couple of times tbut 
day; It will be u week before be can 
leave the hospital aud It Is probable 
tbst be will then go home. Tbe truin 
for Big Rapids was late, but It was u 
‘•flyer” aod we reached there at 9:45 
that night.

Fred Haines was at tbe depot to 
meet us aod ufter we saw that tbe girls 
reached tbeir rooms safely ho took 
me to where be is stayiog. At Cadil­
lac 1 met an elderly lady wbo gave me 
the address of a friend in Big Rapids 
whose home is only abouttbree blocks 
from tbe school aod I have arraoged 
to board there, 8be has a good piano 
aod has given me permission to use It 
We have gone through tbe school and 
had a cbaoce to see tbe Governor; be 
Is right oo tbe job.

Second Batch on Deck

A second installment of I. W, W. 
agitators arrived in Iron River this 
week to attempt to carry out the 
organization and strike plans formu­
lated a few weeks ago and which failed 
to materialize. This time tbe agltu- 
tors, knowing they are unwelcome 
visitors, slipped in one by one, at­
tracting as little notice as possible.

The plan of the agitators now is to 
carry on a house to house propaganda 
An organization has been formed and 
a charter obtained. This required 
Ooly50 members, aod tbe plan now is 
to curry on a campaign all winter 
with the hope of enlisting enough 
members to cull u strike in thespring. 
Guarding bouses and private resi­
dences will be canvassed and all the 
work will be curried on quietly. - • Iron 
River Stutubuug.i Reporter.

Anent Resuscitation

The accident which resulted io tho 
death of Fred Ardt by electrocution 
last Sunday has been productive of 
much discussion as to the cause and 
relative to safeguarding the public 
against repetitions— borne of tbe com­
plaints being well-founded aod the 
suggestions being of a practical na­
ture, whilo othors were not. With 
regard to tbe efficacy of pulmotors, 
physicians state tbat the larger cor­
porations have virtually banned them, 
baying become convinced that such 
practical value as they may possess 
has been greatly overestimated, and 
that the physical resuscitative meth­
ods, such as are commonly used for 
drowning, but modified to meet the 
needs of the particular case in band, 
will produce a far higher percentage 
of desired, results than will the pul- 
motor. It is necessary, however, that 
these resuscitative measures be em­
ployed very soon after the accident. 
In the present case, the physicians 
are convinced that the 2300-voltcbarge 
which Ardt is said to have under­
gone produced instantaneous death, 
and that no pulmotor, physical exer­
cises or any other means would have, 
availed to bring back life.

In a paper upon “Resuscitation Ap­
paratus,” published In the July num­
ber of The Journal of tbe American 
Medical Association, Yandell Hen­
derson, professor of physiology. Yale 
University School of Medicine, wbo 
was a member of the resuscitation 
commission of tbe American Medical 
Association and the National Electric 
Light Association, points out tbe 
shortcomings of tbe pulmotor, as well 
as various other mechanical decices 
for resuscitation from electric shock, 
drowning, and asphyxiation from pol* 
sonousgasei. The manufacturers are 
acquitted of any part Id furthering the 
extravagant expectations which were 
speedily aroused In the minds of the 
public, but nevertheless exaggerated 
accounts of alleged successful use of 
tbe pulmotor resulted in many persons, 
including not a few physicians, assum­
ing that tbe apparatus was practically 
capable of restoring tbe dead to life. 
Tbe exploitation was brought to a 
stop by tbe report of tbe Commission 
on Resuscitation io 1913 adverse to 
tbe apparatus, or rather to tbe extra­
vagant reports aod beliefs current 
concerning it. Investigations showed 
conclusively, it Is stated, tbat io at 
least a large percentage of tbe alleged 
resuscitations—especially from illum­
inating gas poisoning—the subject was 
breathing spontaneously before tbe 
apparatus was supplied.

Tbe conclusions of tbe Commission 
were tbat tbe manual method wag still 
superior to any mechanical device 
thus far produced for brioglng about 
artificial respiration. Tbe most im­
portant scientific point established by 
tbe investigations was tbat from tbe 
lostant spontaneous respiration 
ceases, tbe probability of restoration 
by any method decreases as tbe min­
utes pass. Ten minutes is deemed by 
tbe Commission as tbe extreme limit 
of time, beyond wbicb restoration is 
practically Impossible. Investigation 
of reported longer periods would dis­
close, it is believed, that there bad 
not been complete submergence.

“ I have a strong Impression,” 
writes Prof. Henderson, “ that during 
the first minute ufter the cessation of 
breuthing, the administration of man­
ual artificial respiration is more ef­
fective than that by means of a pump 
or bellows. On thu other hand, a de­
lay of even two or three minutes has 
usually resulted in the failure of the 
efforts applied thereafter: and if tho 
person or animal has been left with­
out measures of resuscitation for five 
minutes after the cessation of spontan­
eous breathing tbe subsequent efforts 
at resuscitation have never been suc­
cessful,”

Prof. Henderson adds that in those 
cases In wbicb the apparatus was not 
applied until twenty or thirty minutes 
after tbe accident or after the patient 
was found--and sucb casee form the 
large majority of alleged cu res-ills  
practically certain that tbe patleot 
bad never ceased to breathe spontane­
ously, and that tbe apparatus cot.trl- 
bated nothing material to hie recovery 
Even io tbe unusual case in which 
apparatus arrives and is applied in 
six or eight minutes, the chunces of 
resuscitation are nut nearly so good 
as they would be If tbe proue pre»«ure 
manual method Imd been begun within 
thirty seconds ufter the accident.

Breathing apparatus U not without 
its field of usefulness in various in­
dustrial pursuits where itcunbecloso 
at hand when an accldeot occurs, but 
oot In casss in which it must be sent 
for. It is staled that the Army aod 
Navy discarded the use of sucb 
devices (some years ago, and tbat 
many of tbe larger corporations have 
goue buck to the prone pressure man­
ual method: universal training of 
employes in tho prompt application of 
the method being d'-emi-d a far better 
investment liiuo the purchase nf cost­
ly apparatus of at least doubtful 
efficacy.
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CITY AHO COUNTY SUILDiNQ

U SUALLY It'S the young school 
ma’am who pre-empts the seat 
next the'driver of the sight­
seeing auto, who asks the 

question: “Is polygamy really ex­
tinct among these Mormons?” The 
others behind strain their ears, for 
they've been dying to make the same 
query. You sec, In Salt Lake City you 
never cun tell. Our own guide about 
the city, for example, was an intelli­
gent young Mormon who was born un­
der the system, writes Felix J. Koch 
In the Utica Globe.

In reply they tell you volubly and 
vaguely that the United States courts 
have declared polygamy to be Illegal, 
and the Mormon church itself some 
short time after promulgated an edict 
forbidding its practice.

Visitors to Suit Luke City naturally 
seek first of oil the "holy of holies” of 
Mormonism, the Temple block. This, 
If nothing else, makes one admit thut 
a people, boro of polygamy, who can 
accomplish such wonders us Just this 
structure here, are undoubtedly the 
peers of many monogamous races. Out 
on what was the desert at the time of 
the Mormons' coming, in a desert 
which tires the traveler even us he 
glides across It now.by railway, there 
Is a city that is as beautiful as any in 
the land. And its most beuutiful 
thing Is this Temple block.

You enter by one of the large gates 
built of wooden gratings and come 
upon a small brick structure housing 
the bureau of information and head* 
quarters for guides. The steps lead up 
between two lions into the little struc-

tlon. Then comes an array of chairs, 
covered over when not in service. On 
beyond you face the monster arena of 
pews, yellow, long, smooth benches 
these, in four endless series, stretching 
back from the rail; theii* evenness 
broke only by a curious series of yel­
low posts, richly veined, that extend 
back in severe rows to support the bal­
cony.

Well over that balcony slopes the 
curious arched roof, one of the greatest 
arches of its sort In existence. Down 
from It depend great chundellers to 
illumine the chamber. At the heart of 
(be roofing two skylights, square cut, 
accentuate to the eye the height of this 
celling, as well as reveul Its thickness.

Temple All of Wood.
Meanwhile your guide tells how all 

the structure was put up of wood, and 
this nt a time when the builders were 
1,000 miles from u railway. A people 
that could erect such & thing as this, 
whether born In polygamy or not, Is 
not to be despised. Nor has it failed to 
keep pace with the times. The organ, 
for example, Is run by electricity, and 
a people who will Invest in an organ 
of 5,500 pipes, ranging from half an 
inch to 85 feet In size, cannot be lack­
ing In culture.

Far down at the front of the organ 
the three seats await the presiding of­
ficers. Sometimes 22 presiding officers 
are marshaled here. The system . min- 
tained la the church government, espe­
cially considering the numbers gov­
erned, Is marvelous. Not even the 
splendidly organized Roman Catholic 
church has ever attempted to exact f

tore reserved to this end; beds of pulm 
and rat'd are hanked at either Hide, 
and ahead broad cement wulks seem to 
Invite you to ohtuin your rlccrouu utid 
explore.

With ft “sister of the church” its 
guide, you stui t. Out In the court she 
halts to tell the story of the sea gulls, 
to whose memory the new statue is in 
course of erection, then continues on 
to the great gnmlto churchllke build­
ing that serves as assembly hull. 
Within the church body is divided by 
two long aisles, simple walls of white 
plastering, reaching up to the roof. 
The interior Is not ns large as Hie Tab­
ernacle, and so suits certain purposes 
better.

The Mammoth Organ.
The assembly hull has a notable new 

mammoth organ, concerts ou which 
also druw crowds. Just before it the 
arrungement Is typical of Mormon as­
sembly bouses. Jilgh uhove, the celling 
Is uttructlve, too, being divided into 
sections by curving ridges of a heavy 
wood. Throughout the assembly hall 
will heur coinpurlson with church 
structures In any part of the world.

Crossing the court once more, you 
learn more of the Mormons, No stated 
time for worship is set by them. 
Prayer may be held at any time.

Tho entrance to this huge Taber- 
naclc Is the more unique becuuse so In­
significant. Just u small rear door, 
reuched by u wee step. Thence on, up 
similar stulrs, you puss, to the heart 
of the greut Tabernacle. You emerge 
on a plutform that allows you to sur­
vey the vast spaces. Just before you 
Is the area for the choir, behind you 
other scries of chairs tier up to the 
big organ. The instrument Is of heavy 
wood; the great pipes gilded and over* 
them all hangs the legend, “Welcome 
to rtflh." Jtefore the pulpit, dose at 
baud, u large leather bench has posi­

tive  In kind from all communicants. 
Rut the Mormou church receives u 
tenth of all the annual profits of Us 
membership; It sells tho wares, when 
paid in kind; it attends to its churches 
and It sends out inlsHloniirlM tho world 
over, and yet never has one heurd a 
breath of scandal over distribution of 
the stupendous funds come to Its trus­
tees’ bauds.

Your guide explains the division of 
thu <’luirch of Mormon here, while you 
fix tlie picture in your memory. You 
note (lie strange spottlligs cutised by 
age upon the celling above; you note 
the strange eliumlellers more closely.

Ry and by you take the steps to 
the balcony, occupying one of the In­
numerable seiits thut range buck from 
the mil. You look straight across to 
11n* organ front, to realize distances 
here, then recall how the gallery is 
hullt buck some two feet uud a Itulf 
from the wall In order to better the 
acoustics. <>(T in the distance, 200 
feet or more from where you sit, a 
Janitor, busy denning, drops a pin oo 
the rail and you hear it quite distinct­
ly. JJc rubs his bunds and you cutch 
the sound ns though you stood close 
by. All this, remember, is not result 
of chime**, but cureful planning by the 
Mormons.

la Utah today church and state are 
distinct and separate and all offices of 
government are opt'd to Mormon nod 
non-Mormon. As result, the state lev­
ies its tax on the Mormou, und this he 
has to meet, ulong with his church tax. 
Despite this double taxatUm Utah folk 
bear up well and flourish. Halt Lake 
City hns shops, homes, streets the 
equal of any In the land. In fact, 
there is a ccflnlu cleanliness, freshness 
and charm to it that delight and that 
cause tlie traveler to tarry, again and 
again In tho "City of the Huluts,” as it 
Is called.

OMELET AS IT SHOULD BE

Perfect Preparations Are Absolutely 
Necessary if Delicacy Is to 

Be a Success.

Many a good cook admits herself a 
failure when it comes to making an 
omelet. This siiupte dish Is exceed­
ingly difficult to make successfully, 
and unless one know s just how to pro­
ceed the omelet, Instead of being light 
und fluffy, will be flat, heavy and un­
appetizing.

To rnukc on omelet you must keep 
the pun for this purpose only. Do not 
wash It, but cleun it out well with 
paper after use. If you need to make 
omelets of varying size keep a small 
and a large pun. It is more difficult 
to make a smull omelet nicely In s 
large thun in a small pan.

Have a fairly hot Are ready, melt 
some fat In the pan, just enough to 
grouse It all over and oo more, and 
make certain thut the pan Is hot. 
Break the eggs one by one Into a cup 
to be sure they are fresh; then place 
In a bowl and whip well. The mixing 
must be thorough or the white will set 
In streaks and not mingle with the 
yolk as it should do. The whites 
should not be beaten separately, as is 
the custom of many cooks. This Is 
only needed when making an omelet 
souffle.

Add salt and pepper, nnd If liked a 
little chopped parsley, and should a 
tuste of onion be liked a half ten- 
spoonful (to two eggs) of onion Juice. 
Now pour the mixture Into the hot 
pan. It should cover It thinly. Shake 
about well over the fire. An experi­
enced omelet cook will not need to 
use a fork, but will turn the omelet 
one-half over the other by ineuns of 
a shoving forward sort of shake of tlie 
pan.

The side of the egg mixture which 
touches the pan will cook quicker thnn 
the other, but when folded the inner 
heat will cook It still more in the few 
seconds which elapse between the 
cooking and serving of the dish. Place 
on a hot dish and serve Immediately.

Some cooks roll the omelet Into pan­
cake form by means of shaking the 
pan; others merely fold it. The omelet 
should be flaky and moist inside and 
just set—not In the least bard on the 
outside. As a rule the fault of the 
making lies In Insufficient mixing of 
the egg and over cooking. When a 
funcy omelet Is needed dice of ham 
may be stirred in or mince, spinach 
puree, stewed mushrooms or kidneys, 
or cooked aspurogus tops placed on 
one-half and the second half folded 
over.

Around tho House.
No fruit Jur that bus been standing 

for weeks Is free from germs. Before 
putting fruit In tbera they should be 
thoroughly sterilized by boiling lo 
soda water.

When marking linen handkerchiefs 
with indelible ink, first starch the 
handkerchiefs and Iron them smooth. 
Then you cun mark them clearly with 
euse.

When making egg custard pies al­
ways heat the milk to the hulling point 
before mixing It with the eggs. If 
(his rule is followed tho uudercrust 
will ulwuys he crisp.

When you have no one to hold the 
yum while you wind it, pluce two flat- 
irons the proper distance apart, on the 
table, stretch the yurn to Ahem und 
wind it conveniently.

Quick Cake.
This recipe is offered with the spe­

cific injunction that the Ingredients 
be placed in a bowl all together und 
beutea rather than added separate­
ly, as the success of the cuke depends 
upon this. The cake requires one- 
third cupful of soft butter, one und 
bne-thlrd cupful of brown sugar, two 
eggs, one-half cupful of milk, one and 
one-quarter cupfuls of flour, three tea- 
spoonfuls of baking powder, one-half 
teuNpoonful of cinnamon, one-half tcu- 
Hpoonful of nutmeg und one-half pound 
of dates, stoned and cut In pieces. 
Buko in buttered uud floured sake 
pan 30 to 40 minutes.

Gingerbread.
81ft one teuspoonful of baking pow­

der und u liulf teuspoonful of suit 
twice, with two cupfuls of flour. Htlr 
to u cream half u cupful of butter, the 
same of sugar und the same of taolus- 
sec. Wuriil the mixture slightly und 
bent light before udding u well-whipped 
egg, a half-tcuspoonful of ground mure 
uud a tahlespoonful of ginger. Dis­
solve half a teuspoonful of huklng sodu 
in u tublespoonful of hot water; stir 
tills Into liulf a cupful of sweet milk; 
Justly, stir In the flour, beat hard for 
one minute and hukc In two shallow 
puns, well buttered, or In plute puns.

Baked Cherry Dumpllngi.
81ft together one pint of flour, one- 

half teuspoonful suit und one tea- 
spoonful huklng powder. Jtub In one 
tublespoonful shortening. Add sweet 
milk enough to inuke a soft dough. 
Roll one one-hulf Inch thick, cut Into 
four-iach squures. Fill each square 
with us ninny cherries as it will con­
tain und sprinkle generously with au­
gur. Fold the edges of the dumplings 
over and pluce them la u floured pan. 
Bake one-hulf hour und serve with 
hard sauce, or with creutn uud sugar. 
—Mothers' Magazine.

Eggs Stuffed With Cheese.
Cut six hard-boiled eggs In halves 

crosswise, remove tlie yolks, mush 
(hem and udd three tublespoonfuls of 
grated cheese, one tublespoonful of 
vinegar, one-hntf teuspoonful of salt, 
one-half teuspoonful of mustard, a few 
grains of ruyenne and enough melted 
butter or olive oil to make u paste. 
Shape Into halls, relll! the whites and 
serve with cress or lettuce

MEALS IN WARM WEATHEF

Cold Dishes May Be Made Juet as Ap- 
petlzing as Hot Ones, and Are 

More Healthful.

It you arrange to huve cold sliced 
meat three or four times u week, see 
that the rest of the meal is light. Hut 
on the days when you serve vegetable 
dishes ns the principal part of the 
menu muko sure thut the rest of the 
raeul provides sufiieient nourishment 
to even up the menu and make it ns 
a whole equal in value to a meat meal.

For Instance, you might have on 
Sunday, let us say, cold roust chicken 
with mushed potatoes, sliced cucumber 
salad and wntormehin or betrie*. Mon­
day night you might huve a cold chick­
en jelly soup, mudo from the chicken 
carcass, a cold baked macaroni and 
cheese, with hot peas and potato 
chips, tomato with mayonnaise salad 
and a good, nourishing pudding with 
plenty of eggs and butter. Tints, in 
the chicken jelly, In the mayonnaise, 
made of eggs ami plenty of olive oil. 
and in the pudding, you provide 
enough nutrition to muke up for the 
difference in nutritive values of the 
meat and the macaroni dish.

Other good substitutes for meat 
dishes are rice souffle, spughetti a 
ritulienne, cheese und rice baked, etc. 
You will find that almost every kind 
of salad will he welcome In the warm 
weather. When you make the salad 
dressings do not be sparing with the 
olive oil, for there Is even more nour­
ishment In real olive oil tbun there Is 
In meat.

If you serve dainty cold meals and 
keep your table looking attractive, the 
hot weather will make very little dif­
ference In the appetite of your family.

To Cook Fresh Fruit.
Cooked frulls are especially good for 

delicate npfwtltcs ami digestion. Haw 
fruits ure for those who are stronger 
and can get all tiie benefit from them; 
tike benefit Is diminished by cooking. 
The best way of cooking fruit Is not 
by boiling, hut by simmering. In cook­
ing very tender fruit bring the sirup 
to the boiling point, then throw the 
fruit In the hot sirup, cover tight, re­
move from the runge or fire, and let it 
stund for half an hour. This upplics 
particularly to berries.
. To prepare larger fruit, throw It In 
boiling sirup, cover tight und leuve It 
five minutes on the runge; remove and 
let it stand half an hour. One pound 
of sugar to one quart of water, or u 
pound to u pound, Is the usuul allow­
ance for the sirup.

Whltaflah Turbot
One three pound whitefish, one and 

a quarter teaspoonfuls suit, one-eighth 
teaspoonful pepper, five cupfuls milk, 
one cupful flour, one tublesjkoonful 
minced parsley, two eggs, one-half cup­
ful butter, three-quarters cupful of 
dry bread crumbs, one-half tablespoon- 
ful grated onion. Steam the dish till 
tender, remove the flesh from the bone 
end sprinkle with suit and pepper. 
Scald one quart of milk und thicken 
with the flour dissolved In the remain­
ing milk. Keason with the onion and 
parsley, and then pour onto the eggs, 
beaten; add the butter in bits, whisk­
ing It in. flutter a baking dish und 
put In u layer of fish und then one of 
sauce, alternating UU all is used. Cov­
er with the breadcrumbs and bake 45 
minutes in a moderate oven.

Folding •  Tablecloth.
The best housekeeper Z know in­

sists on having her tablecloths folded 
three times lengthwise before any 
cross folding Is done. This prevents 
the ugly hump that Invariably comes 
In the center of the table when the 
cloth Is folded in the usuul squares. 
Not only does the linen set better 
when thus cured for, but It wears long­
er, ns breaks first cotno In the creas­
es, und the heaviest threads In n table­
cloth are the horizontal ones. Few 
housewives know this, but they muy 
investigate for themselves, of course 
these heavier threads are better able 
to withstand the creuse ol' the iron,— 
Mother's Magazine,

Orange lee Cream.
Doll for 20 minutes u cupful of wa­

ter, the juice of three oranges and a 
cupful and u half of sugar. Heat thu 
yolks of four eggs until ereuiqy ami 
lemon color, und slowly pour over 
(hem, beullng all the lime, as you 
would for biscuit tortonl, the hot sirup. 
Add u pinch of salt and heat over hot 
wuter, on the fire, for three minutes. 
Then remove from the fire and beat 
until cool. Then add three cupfuls of 
rich cream, turn into u freezer und 
freeze.

Lemon Cream Pudding.
Heat yolks of four eggs umi four tu- 

blespooufuls of sugar (I use more 
sugur). Add julco of one lemon und 
the grated rind and two teaspoonfuls 
of hot water. Cook in double boiler 
until thickened. Itemovc from fire 
und stir in whites of four eggs beuleri 
stilt with two tublespoonfuls of sugur. 
Eut cold.

Rice a la Creole.
Chop n I urge onion, two seeded green 

poppers and half u cupful of ruw hum. 
Mix well und fry lightly In butter. Add 
a cupful of parboiled rice, three cup­
fuls of beef stCw, one cupful of stewed 
tomutoes and a tcuspoonful of salt. 
Cook slowly until the rice is tender 
and the liquid nearly absorbed.

When 8llclng Bacon.
Alwuys pluce the rind side flat on 

the table when slicing bacon, und do 
not try to slice through it. When a 
sufficient number of pieces ure cut, 
slip the knife under them and you can 
easily slice them awuy very close to 
the rfhd.

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Labor Records Compared

In Mr. Wilson's “History of the 
American People" be says: “The 
Chinese were more to be desired as 
workmen, if not as citizens, than most 
of the coarse crew that came crowding 
in every year at the Eastern ports.1' 
The “coarse crew" which the Presi­
dent described as “crowding in" in­
cluded the millions of foreign-born 
persons of almost every nationality 
who are loyal citizens of the United 
States.

Order Building Razed

Judge Flannigan, of the Marquette 
county circuit court, sustained last 
Tuesday an order of the state fire 
marshal directing the tearing down 
of the ramschakle building which has 
disfigured the northwest corner of 
Jackson and Tobin streets in latter 
years. The |tructure Is generally 
knowo as the Courtney property and 
bad grown so dilapidated that It is 
several years since aoyone has had 
the hardihood to attempt to live in it.

The Negaunee city officials have 
been trying to get rid of the structure 
for some time, the health officer assert, 
log that it was a menace to the public 
health and fire department officials 
declaring it to be a veritable fire trap. 
But the local officials' efforts were 
limited to moral suasion, because of 
lack of legal provision, aod the sua­
sion process failed to bring results.

More receoten&ctmeots by the Legis­
lature give the state fire marshal a 
wider range of authority, aod upon 
the request of the local authorities 
this official lovestltyited, with the 
result that he condemned the biiildlng 
and ordered It to he razed. Various 
legal technicalities delayed the execu­
tion of the order, and finally the law 
itself was attacked on grounds of con­
stitutionality. Judge Flannigan's 
decision, it is believed, will give tbe 
fire marshal authority to proceed in 
this and a number of similar cases 
throughout the state.

Tbe owner of record is Mrs. Ellen 
Noonan, an heir of tbe Courtney 
estate, who resides in Iron wood. The 
court order directs that tbe owner 
shall remove the building, and failure 
to comply with tbe order will result 
in institution of proceeding for con­
tempt of court.

Young Man's Sad Death

Negaunee people were pained to 
learn last Monday that Albert J . 
Bice, Jr., a Negaunee young man who 
bad spent tbe past year in tbe South 
and Southwest, in the hope that tbe 
climate would restore bis health, bad 
passed away at Tucson, Arlz. De­
ceased was a son of Mr. and Mrs. 
Albert J. Bice, was 19 years of age 
and was one of tbe city's best-known 
and most popular young men. He 
had been sufferiog from tuberculosis, 
which was tbe outgrowth of a previous 
mastoideal affliction, for a consider- 
ble period and a year or so ago he 
went to North Carolina, later chang­
ing to Arizona His mother had 
accompanied him on the trip, and on 
her sad home-coming she it  being 
accompanied by John Bice, of Miami, 
Arlz., a cousin of deceased. It it ex­
pected that they will arrive to-morrow 
and it is probable the funeral will be 
held Sunday.

The young mao was graduated from 
the Negaunee high school in tbo Class 
of '18 aod had made an enviable rec­
ord not oniy in bis studies but on the 
athletic field as well, for despite a 
rather frail constitution he was nn ar 
dent lover of physical exercise. He 
.was one of the mainstays of tbe foot­
ball team during the last two years of 
his high school course, and upon sub­
sequently entering Olivet College be 
was bailed as a “ find." He was an 
active participant in college athletics 
that season and his success prompted 
him to praotloally decide to make 
some form of physical education his 
life work, but his college career was 
cut short at tbe Christmas holidays 
by 111-health. Throughout the follow­
ing spring be was quite 111, and for 
part of tbe time was a patient at the 
Negaunee Hospital. A change of cli­
mate seemed to offer hope, and the 
greater part of the past year had been 
spent in tbe South. There were times 
when bis condition seemed quite en­
couraging, and though latterly he had 
been confined to bis bed, tbe end came 
quite unexpectedly..

Deceased is survived by his parents 
and by two sisters, tbe Misses Myrtle 
and Maud Bice, and be was a grand­
son of Samuel Collide, Sr., one of 
Negaunee's pioneer residents and 
business meo. The young man’s 
studiousoess and his plucky persever­
ance in endeavuriog to overcome his 
physical handicap had won for him 
the admiration of fill, and there will 
be wide-spread sorrow that so promis­
ing a career haB been cut short.

REPUBLIC
For a relatively small community, 

Republic has been blessed beyond 
measure in the matter of its water 
supply. Some years ago a water* 
works system was installed, the source 
of supply being a spring-fed lake a 
mile or so from town. The pumping 
station is located at the lake and the 
water is delivered Into ao abandoned 
mine pit which was cleaned out and 
otherwise prepared for use as a reser* 
voir. The latter has ample capacity 
to supply domestic consumers for 
several days or to furnish ample hose 
streams for combatting any ordinary 
fire. The boilers at the engine house 
«re kept with fires bauked, so that 
before the reservoir supply could 
possibly be exhausted, the pumps 
could be started and the reservoir 
level brought up to the required level 
again. I'se of the reservoir system Is 
a great economy to the township, 
inasmuch as it is necessary to operate 
the pumps only during a portion of 
each day. Mains lead from the res* 
ervoir to all parts of the village, 
affording complete nre protection as 
well as an ample supply of pure water 
for all domestic purposes. Repeated 
tests bare proven the purity of the 
water, and more recently the township 
authorities have done the one thing 
needful to insure preservation of the 
purity ot the supply. The reservoir 
is unguarded and the winds carry to it 
some things which may not be parti* 
cularl.v harmful yet are nevertheless 
undesirable. Likewise there is the
ever-present possibility of some
unprincipled youth chucking a dead 
cat into the pond. Realizing the 
undesirability of these conditions, the 
present township administration has 
authorized the building of a concrete 
coplog to a height of 8 or 10 feet 
above the reservoir, and some form 
of iron covering will be provided to 
set upon tbjs coping. This will effect* 
uallv prevent any possibility of con* 
tamioation of the local water supply.

The Republic Schools resumed their 
sessions last Tuesday and the pupils 
found a number of new faces among 
the teachers.

TELLS OF DEEDS 
OF DARING ON 

FRONT AT YSER
American Motorcyclist Relates 

the Dangers of Carrying 
Dispatches.

RIDER WINS VICTORIA CROSS
8Jx Killed In One Imtance Before 

Seventh Delivers Message—Trench 
Pools Made Up Before, Di­

vided After Action.

London.—The Daily Express pub­
lishes tlie following:

William J. Robinson was born and 
lived the flrat sJx years of his life at 
sea. You will buve realized that be Is 
an American, lie lauded in England 
on September IQ, 1914. He had been 
here before, lie was still a young 
mao.

A year after he lauded he found 
himself without u Job. A few days 
later he waa a trooper in the Fifth 
Dragoon Guards. He had done no 
soldiering before, lie could not ride 
a horse, lie speut a few days in a 
riding school at Aldershot, and by 
way of stopping chaff at his expense 
In barracks went up to u “big chap” 
(who, he found out afterward, had 
been heavyweight champiou of the 
army) und begun u light by hitting 
him in the fuce. Thut made them 
friends.

On October 8 he lauded at Ostend, 
and oil the ufteruoou of the third day 
came under fire at ttoulers. He had 
been lu the uriuy Just over u month. 
He spent 14 moutliB at the front us 
motorcar driver, motorcycle dispatch 
rider and motor machine gun driver, 
and bus written the story of his ad* 
ventures and escapes in a very read­
able volume. (“My Fourteen Months 
at the Fjjont," by William J. liohiu- 
son.)

“Heilflre Corner.”
Soon after he reached the front, 

Prlvuto Robinson became teiuporury 
driver to Lieut. Gen. Sir Julian B.vng. 
und he was in Ypres when the llrst 
shelling begun. From that he was 
switched olT to unnorod cars, und 
then in motor machine guns, with 
which he fought lu ditches at “Hell- 
lire Corner.'' on the Meniu road. It 
wue while he was on this Job that lie 
saw u motorevellHl win the Victoria 
Cross. lie describes (he Incident 
thq*:

" ‘Volunteer dispatch riders fur dun- 
ger work’ were called for. About 
eighteen of our chaps offered them­
selves, and, of course, all were ac­
cepted. A dispatch laid to be carried 
about two miles along the road which 
follows die bank of the Yser canal. 
The road was constantly being swept 
by German machine gun and rltlc tire. 
The dispatch was to be Imuded to a 
French coitiiuuuder who was waiting 
for I t

"The first man started and was 
soon out of sight. They watted In 
vul:» a certain length of time for a 
signal thut he had arrived and then 
called ‘No. 2.' These signals are made 
by heliograph, but while they are 
good for this kind of work, the Ger­
mans cun see the signal us well us 
we can. ‘No. 2’ started out. hut we 
saw him go down before he had goue 
a hundred yards.

“Then 'No. 8* started, It was pitiful 
to watch those poor chaps. When n 
man knew It was his turn next, I 
coCd see the poor fellow nervously 
working on his maehtue. He’d prime 
the e/gine, then he'd open nud close 
tin* throttle quickly several times— 
anything, in fact, to keep himself 
busy.

“Six of these fellows went down in 
less than half an hour. *No. 7’ was a

young feNmv whose name I don't 
know. I wish i did. for he was cer­
tainly the nerviest man I ever saw. 
‘No. 7* was hardly out of the officer's 
mouth before lie had his dispatch and 
tens on his way. About five minutes 
later the signal came that the dis­
patch had been delivered.

“My officer told me afterward that 
the French general to whom he had 
handed the dispatch had taken the 
Medalile Mllltaire off Ids own breast 
and pinned ft on that of this young 
dispatch rider. He was also later 
awarded the Victoria Cross and given 
a commission. It Is things like this 
that make one proud to belong to 
such un army."

Sniping a Sniper.
After spending Christmas, 1914, In 

the Ypres trenches, Hohinson helped 
a second lieutenant In the Itoyal Engi­
neers to snipe a Oerinun sniper on the 
Dlckehusch-IIollebeke road. As they 
rode over a wooden bridge u ballet 
whistled. Neither spoke, but on the 
way back, three hours later, the offi­
cer said: “That blasted sniper has 
potted at me once too often. We’ll 
leave the road here und sneak down 
opposite the hedge under cover of the 
trees."

Tethering their horses, they crept 
near the bridge, waited until a wagon 
passed and heard the sniper's shop, 
from behind. They crawled a hun­
dred yards and waited. Soon they 
heard the rifle crack again, not far 
away. Creeping a little further, they 
waited again, watching the trees. 
They come so close to the sniper, 
without seeing him, that next time he 
fired they heard the ejector fly back 
and the bolt snap. Then they spotted 
him. He was well up a tree, with bis 
rifle fitted on a tripod, so that when­
ever he heard anyone on the wooden 
brldg? he bad only to pull the trig­
ger. But he hud ended bis sniping. 
The lieutenant and Private Robinson 
fired together, and "Mr. Sniper came 
down like a thousand of bricks”

The "British Tommy" of those days, 
according to William J., was a “great 
gambler" as well as a great fighter. 
One of his forma of gambling was u 
kind of tontine, known as a “trench 
pool."

"About ten fellows got together, 
and each put ten francs in a pool Just 
before they went Into action. They 
left this money with someone behind 
the lines, for they would be in action 
uu.vwhere from six days to three 
weeks. The Idea of the poo! was this: 
Those who lived to get back would 
take Hie money und split it evenly 
among themselves. If only one lived 
he would have the whole lot.

Daredevil Officer.
T he Tom m ies kept canaries, n its, 

mice, dogs, ea ts , gouts, und even pigs, 
ns pets, nisi would go hungry before 
the pet hungered.

The "biggest daredevil" (but Robin 
son heard of w u k  known u s  the "Mud 
Major"—tin urtlllery officer who kept 
his own uero|iltiiie for runge finding 
purposes. When he wanted to cor­
rect u range he Just flew over and 
dropped smoke bombs on the particu­
lar spot In* wanted his guns to hit. 
Then he went buck und set the guns 
to work. One day, being annoyed 
with a German 17-lneh howitzer, he 
(lew over with a KlO-pound bomb, nose 
dived to within 400 feet, dropped the 
bomb and blew the howitzer to atoms. 
He returned with his planes riddled 
with bullets.

Mr. Robinson Indicates In a few 
words what happened to two men. a 
wotnun and two children when a 
Tuuhe dropped a bomb In the square 
at Poperinghe. It Is enough here to 
say that they were killed, and that 
the bicycle one of the men was rid­
ing was found twisted and bent ou 
n lamppost about fifty yards away. 
He also describes briefly the killing 
of two officers iu a motorcar by a 
German IFi-Inch shell on the road go­
ing Into Ypres. The driver eseuped, 
but w u k  sent nearly mad by the shock. 
Tils nerve wuk gone and be bad to be 
discharged.

Tlds was during  the second battle  
of Ypres, whim tin* eh.v was being 
destroyed bv slid! fire and the houses 
were burning.

Berlin.—A German correspondent 
with tin1 army of the crowu prince 
near Verdun sends a graphic descrip­
tion to his newspaper of scenes In a 
little French village where the wound­
ed are brought iu ami taken cure of.

"The songs of the German soldiers 
who ure ou leave in this village,” he 
writes, "become softer as the gruy hos­
pital wagon appears In the dusty street. 
The men ure severely wounded and 
ure tumble to sit up. They ure lying 
on their nurrow stretchers. Some ure 
ill and others are only slightly wound­
ed. The wounded uow aud then look 
sadly ut the bindings of their wounds. 
They tell of their sufferings. One of 
them was wounded by shrapnel during 
un attuck by the enemy. He was able 
to crawl to the rear, and while his 
wounds were being dressed a shell ex­
ploded nearby and he was wounded a 
second time. But now we are ull mov­
ing to the rear—to Germany.

Wounded Hobble In.
"U Is gening quite durk. The croak­

ing of frogs comes from a pond not far 
away. The roar of guns is no longer 
deafening. The hospital wagon slowly 
moves up the street ami stops before 
(he barracks. Those who are able at 
once alight. One. who received a rifle 
bull in his leg, Jumps to the ground 
with his good leg ami hobbles off. An­
other takes an ill soldier on Ills back 
and carries him to the hurrucks. The 
physician meets us. glances at our pa­
pers and asks us to sit on the nearest 
bench while the severely wounded are 
at once taken care of by other pbysi 
ciaus. All uround the room ure beds 
occupied by wounded soldiers who ure 
In no condition to be sent back to Ger­
many for the present. In one bed lies 
a mun whose heud Is ull tied up; an­
other has hud his arm umpututed, an­
other his leg. All are asleep, und some 
are smiling, laughing and talking in 
their dreams—what sweet dreams they 
must be!—golden dreams. The man 
with his head ull bound up Is tulking 
softly. The physiclun says thut he 
had the worst wounds that he has yet 
seen during the war. It was a ques­
tion whether be could live, hut the 
physicians brought him around all 
right, and today, when the wounded 
man asked for something to eat, they 
were so delighted they treated every­
one with cigars.

“We are wuiting for the automobile 
which is to take us to the nearest field 
hospital. No oue says a word. The 
guns are again roaring. Looking out 
of the window we can see the clear 
starlight blue sky now aud then vivid­
ly lllumiuuted by the fierce glare from 
exploding shells. Here and there Is 
seen the searchlight on the watch for 
hostile aviators. One of the wounded 
remurks:

“ ‘It would Just be my luck to huve 
some aviator drop a bomb on me now 
after ail I huve goue through.'

la Short of Time.
“The door Is opened suddenly, and 

u soldier stumbles iu. He is bolding 
his heud with both hands aud the 
blood Is streaming down his fuce. He 
quietly tells the pliysicliui thut be 
would like to huve his wounds dressed, 
lie adds that he wus driving an am­
munition wagon when he was wound- 
<*<1. As (he utlenduni examines his 
wounds the soldier remarks that he 
lias not much time to spare, us the am- 
munition wagon is awaiting outside 
am! It is his duty to deliver the am­
munition promptly. He tells the physi­
cian simply to wash his wound* and 
let him be off. The physician tells him 
quietly mid firmly (hat that Is Impos­
sible. lie must remain; tils wounds 
arc more serious than lie Imagine*.

“Everything is qulot again and (mill­
ing is heard except me deep breathing 
of the sleeping Mounded. Near me 
• me man uwakens and sits up in his 
bed. lie looks at me with two stur- 
lug. feverish eyes:

“ 'Jlow is It with the Freueh?' he 
asks me. I notice that his wound* are 
in the chest.

“What a question to ask, J said to 
myself. Here Is a man seriously 
wounded, and from a deep sleep lie 
suddenly awakes and ull he asks is 
about the enemy. Not a word about 
his mother or his home, not a word of 
complaint about his sufferings.

•“ The French are worse off than we 
ure,’ 1 answered him.

"That seemed to satisfy him, und 
then he asked for a drink of water.

“Just then the automobile stops in 
front of the door and those of us not 
severely wounded ure escorted outside 
aud placed In the maelijne. Adieu! Aud 
the automobile starts on Its Journey 
to thut beloved place where chain bed* 
aud loving hands await to nurse us."

NOBILITY HEROES 
ON HONOR ROLL

Aristocrats Who Have Died for 
Their Country in Strife of 

Battle.

IS AN INSPIRING CHAPTER
Nearly Fifty British Peers Have Lost 

Sons Who Would Have Succeeded 
Them In the Places They 

Now Hold.

London.—When the full story of the 
war is written It will have uo more 
Inspiring chapter than that which de­
scribes the magnificent part the sous 
pf our noble houses huve played lo it 
—their devotion, their heroism, their 
splendid deaths for the land they love, 
says a writer In London Answers.

Already, although the war hus bare­
ly reached Its turning point, the list 
of these heirs to coronets they will 
never wear is appallingly long. Since 
the master of Burleigh, eldest son of 
Lord Balfour of Burleigh, as gallant 
a soldier as ever bore the historic 
name of Bruce, perished in the first1 
month of the war, nearly 50 peers have 
lost the sons who ought to have suc­
ceeded to their honors.

These heroes have come from all 
grades of our peeruge. One of them 
was heir to a dukedom, who. If he had 
lived, would have keen premier duke, 
marquis aud earl of Ireland. Four 
were sons of marquises, five had earls 
for their fathers, seven were heirs to 
viscounties and 29 were successors to 
baronies. Six of them were the last 
heirs to the fuinlly honors, and the 
peerages which should have been 
theirs are now extinct.

long-dead generations of warriors. 
There is little, if any. martial strain 
in the blood of a Goschen aud a Mills, 
u Playfair uud u Robinson; but the 
bearers of these and many aoother his­
toric nume huve fought as gulluntly 
and died us heroically as any armored 
knight of the uge of chivalry.

Young Lord Weymouth, a boy of 
twenty, who died so bravely a few 
weeks ago, hud plenty of fighting blood 
In bis veins und proved himself u 
worthy descendant of his ancestor. Sir 
John Thynne, who won his knightly 
spurs so valiantly on the field of Mus­
selburgh more than three centuries 
ago. Lord Bridgeport's heir, who gave 
up his life one June duy last year, 
had In his veins the blood of England's 
hero, Lord Nelson, and ulso of that 
grand old sea dog, 81r Samuel Hood, 
admiral of the Blue.

Lord Spencer Douglas Compton, son 
of the marquis of Northampton, who 
died a year ago, could look back to a 
long array of fighting ancestors.

Generation after generation, the 
Comptons were among the doughtiest 
warriors of England. There was a 
Compton In every battle In the Civil 
war. including the third earl, who 
fought so bravely for thefr king at 
Edgehtll and Banbury and in many an­
other battle.

Lord Arthur Hay, heir to his brother, 
the marquis of Tweeddale, who died 
In the second month of the war, had 
one ancestor who fell on Flodden field, 
aud another who commanded u regi­
ment ut Marston Moor and Preston; 
and Viscount Templetown's heir, who 
died on May 9, 1915, had many a war­
rior among his forefathers, Including 
that Upton who covered himself with 
glory at the siege of Limerick under 
the standard of our third William 

Lord Deamond Fitzgerald.
But among all these brave young no­

bles who have given their fives for 
their king und country there were 
none braver than Lord Desmond Fitz­
gerald, heir to the brother, the sixth 
earl of Leinster, whose death u few 
weeks ago is so widely deplored. Dying 
at the uge of twenty-seven, Lord Des­
mond hud already written his nume 
large iu the annuls of the gullunt Irish 
guards. In the severe fighting in the 
retreat from Moos he bore himself 
most bravely among the brave, and In 
all the lutcr fighting his courage and 
his reckless contempt of danger 
amazed uud Inspired the ranks.

He was twice severely wounded but 
he luugbod at his wounds and longed 
only for u duy when he could return 
to his men, und It wus u cruel stroke 
of fate which, by the explosion of a 
bomb ut Cululw, ended a life so full of 
achievement und promise.

OPIUM BAN BOOMS TRADE

Persia's Exports Increase Sixfold Since 
Prohibition Law Went Into 

Effect in China.

Rotterdam.—The prohibition of the 
Import of opium lo China has h<»en re­
sponsible for a big expansion of Per­
sia's trade with the Dutch East In­
dies. According to the report for 1910 
drawn up by the Perslun consul at 
Rotterdam, that country's exports to 
the Dutch colonies In 1913-14 Increased 
about sixfold, viz., from some $135,- 
000 to $1,186,000.

Persian opium is now exported to 
the Netherlands Hast Indies, being 
thence re-exported to Formosa, mak­
ing up practically the whole of the 
total figure mentioned.

OWNER OF BEES IS SUED
Neighbor of Indiana Man 8aya a Num­

ber of Them Stung Stock and 
Children.

Valparaiso. Ind.—K. 8. Miller, a 
member of the National Association of 
Beekeepers and owuer of several hun­
dred stands of bees In this county, has

been sued because, It Is alleged, some 
of his bees flew to the borne of Ray­
mond Austin, a farmer nearby, and 
stung the live stock, poultry und chil­
dren In uddition to usurping a water 
tunk.

they would not 1.. ve dwr-e i; *. Austin 
asks u restraining order that will pre­
vent Millet from keeping the bees so 
neur to the former’s farm.

WOULD END DEATH PENALTY

Argentinians Urge Change in Law Af­
ter Executions of Two 

Murderers.

Buenos Aires.—The execution of two 
confessed murderers here, the first in 
sixteen years, has caused such a wide­
spread and insistent demand for the 
abolition of the death penalty Iri Ar­
gentina thut two bills have been Intro­
duced In congress providing for such 
abolition.

Deputy Bonifacio has presented a 
bill to the lower house abolishing the 
death penalty for any and all crimes, 
and Senutor Iberbuccu has presented 
a similar measure la the senate, but 
exteodlng the abolition to Include mili­
tary offenses.

MORGAN JR. HAS $126,833,000
Doubles Hie Father** Wealth in Brit­

ish Munition Ordara and War 
Loan*.

New York.—J, P. Morgan, from fig­
ures learned by the appraisal of bis fa­
ther's estate, has made as much money 
duriDg the last two years as the old 
head of the boose made during bis 
entire career.

The elder Morgan's estate was ap­
praised last week at $73,149,000, of 
which $53,684,000 went to the present 
J. P. Morgan.

Nearly all the amount made by the 
present Morgan was earned through 
munition orders and commissions on 
loans, the Morgan firm having received 
a commission of 2 per cent on all muni­
tions and supplies purchased by the 
British government.

BLOWN FAR BY BIG BLAST

lighter, sitting up In bed In the Jer­
sey City hospital.

ronage in the Empire state the voice 
of Collector Dudley Field Malone ami 
other anti-organization Democrats 
was the determining factor in the 
choice of the more delectable plums.

Once 
the genial Roger aspired to a sena­
torial toga, and the passive opposition 
of William Jennings Bryan nod others 
affiliated with the administration can­
not be suid to have uided that can­
didacy to a material degree. More 
recently the vice presidential ambi­
tions of the suine Illinois leader were 
snuffed out before they reached the 
convention hull.

Pennsylvania takes a prominent 
pluce in the campaign through the 
fact thut the geuerul of the Democratic 
forces comes from that state. Vance 
McCormick may have qualities of 
leadership and other abilities that 
commend themselves to President 
Wilson, but there is a healthy oppo­
sition to the new chairman of the 
national committee umoug the or­
ganization Democrats of the Keystone 
state and at least two former mem­
bers of congress attribute their re­
tirement to prlvute life to the activi­
ties, or luck of activity in the right 
direction, of the McCormick support­
ers. The bitter eumpaign which 
brought about the nomination of Mc­
Cormick for the governorship Ims left 
scars and u fouling against the new 
louder of the uatlouut committee, and 
his champion, A. Mitchell Palmer, 
well realizes that fact.

in Massachusetts the Democratic 
state committee presented a list of 
ten names, the choice of any of which 
would huve been agreeable to the 
central organization for the coliec- 
torshlp of the port of Huston—the 
best gift within the power of the ad­
ministration for the bay state. The 
entire Democratic congressional dele­
gation from Massachusetts endorsed 
the selections. When the choice was 
finally made Edmund Hillings, unlist­
ed, the personal selection of Col. E. 
M. House and Dudley Field Malone, 
was giveo the berth.

The list could be extended In­
definitely and demonstrates conclusive­
ly that President Wilson, whether 
wisely or not, has not given exces­
sive weight to the opluloo of the so- 
called six-o’clock or organization 
Democrat. The practical worker in 
the ranks has apparently been listed 
as a politician and the majority of 
the pie has been passed out to theore­
tical Democrats or embryo statesmen 
of the new school.

Under these circumstances talk of 
extreme enthusiasm among organiza­
tion leaders In these important states 
emanates from un optimistic outlook 
that It is difficult to blend with the 
truth.

BRIEFS FROM OLD COUNTRY

Interesting Items From the Three
Great Kingdoms of the North, Se­

lected for Scandinavians and 
Their Descendants.

Norway.
It Is reported from New York that 

two big American industrial concerns, 
the Pusey & Jones company of Wil­
mington. Del., -and tho Pennsylvania 
Shipbuilding company, have recently 
sold their plants to Chrlstoffer Han- 
nevfg, shipowner of Norway. The 
flrst-qaraed plant employs about 1,000 
men and was sold for a sum of about 
$1,000,000. The Pennsylvania Ship­
building company employs fully &* 
many men. Its yards ere capable of 
building eight 13,000-ton ships at the 
snme time. This month the keels 
will he laid In the yards for two 
7,000-ton ships for a Norwegian com­
pany, and In November work will be 
started on two 13,000-ton ships. The 
two plants will be In charge of Nor­
wegian managers, namely Haakon 
Norbom, nn engineer, and Henry Lys- 
bolm, a shipbuilder, both of whom 
have had several years’ experience 
In American shlpyords. The cost of 
building ships In America at the 
present time Is about 100 per cent 
above normal, while in Europe the 
price Is from 200 to 300 per cent 
nbove normal, giving a great advan­
tage to American yards.

Another popular afithor of Norway 

nas been summoned to his reword. 
Herat Lie, the writer of stories for 
the home circle, passed away July 
14, 1910, at the age of forty-eight. He 
was a nephew of Jonns Lie, one of 
Norway’s foremost writers, who was a 
fellow student and compeer of BJorn- 
sen and Ibsen. His books are among 
the most popular of any recent wri­
ters, being In great demand during the 
Christmas season. Among hls most 
widely read works are “Sister Judith" 
and “Peter Napoleon."

The prosperity now prevailing in 
Norway Is reflected in the increased 
use of automobiles, says a consular 
report from Bergen. A Bergen firm 
Is quoted to the effect that the de­
mand for automobiles Is very keen 
In the city of Bergen, not only for 
pleasure purposes, but for commer­
cial use as well. Not only American 
cars are imported, but also cars made 
In Italy, a consignment of which re­
cently arrived at Bergen.

Denmark.
Whether the Danish West Indies 

will be transferred to the United 
States has not as yet been definitely 
decided. A dispatch front Copen­
hagen says thut the first reading of 
the hill providing for the sale of the 
possessions was given tn the folketlng, 
the lower branch of the rlgRdag, Au­
gust 10. The dispatch soys further 
that It Is believed that the folketlng 
will adopt the measure, but the 
landsthlng, or upper house. It la 
thought, Is opposed to the measure. 
During tho discussion there was much 
excitement In the house and some 
women among tho spectators shouted. 
"Wo will not sell." During the de­
bate, In which several ministers took 
part, the statement was made In be­
half of the government that only the 
Intorriatlonnl situation had brought 
the question to a head nnd that If the 
sale was rejected the government 
would dissolve the rlgsdag and ap­
peal to the country. The lender* of 
tho radical and sorlnllst parties 
said that their parties favored the 
Mile, hut the socialist lender advo­
cated the taking of a plebiscite of the 
people of the Islands, If that were pos­
sible. The conservative leader strong­
ly opposed the sale.

A Copenhagen correspondent 
writes that the Inst census of Den­
mark’s population has Just been pub- 
Halted. According to the report, that 
country had n population on Febru­
ary 1, 1916, of 2.921,362 persons. Of 
these, 1,415,822 are male nnd 1,505,- 
540 are female. Copenhagen, with 
Fredrlksburg, has a population of 005,* 
772, nnd the other cities of the 
provinces Imve a population of 004,- 
203. The balance of the population, 
or 1.711,387, live In the country. This 
makes 58.5 per cent living in the 
country. The total Increase in popu­
lation during the last five years is 
1(H,2SC, or 5.95 per cent.

fraud. It fooled many, and others like 
It were sold before the fukers were 
caught.

The mtnhlne, composed mostly of 
tin, is about two feet high, one and a 
half feet wide und a fool in depth. At 
the top Is a cover which cait be re­
moved, nnd an inner compartment Is 
lined with black velvet. On each side 
there Is a small storage buttery con­
nected with o toy dynamo In the bot­

tom of the muclilne. wnilc other wires connect with switches a small red elec­
tric light nnd un automobile gauge. The dupe who Is anxious to purchase a 
machine to make money easily Is shown the contrivance und then asked which 
he would like to see made, $1, $2 or $5 bills? lie makes hls choice, nod then, 
while a confederate diverts hls attention for a minute, a new $1 Is placed In a 
couipurtment in the cover und hidden by a ph»re <>f tin covered with velvet to 
match thut In the machine, and held In place by springs.

The operator, who has noted the number of the hill, then informs tho 
victim thut he bus made $1 bills up to n certain number, that which he an­
nounces being one figure tinder that of the concealed bill. Then he tukes a 
piece of paper of the exact size of u bill und puts It in a developing tray, Into 
which he pours whnt are supposed to be chemicals.
