In 
some manuer the weapon was dis­
charged aod tbe bullet eotered Nichols 
back, coming out below tbe heart.

John Johnson, aged 19, of Iron- 
wood, was shot and seriously injured 
while hunting, after tbe party of five 
bad returned from the day’s hunt and 
were seated in camp in the act of 
cleaning tbe rifles. One of tbe party 
bad bis rifle lo bis lap aod called to 
one of tbe other boys to throw him tbe 
rag with which be was wiplog off his 
gun. The rag was thrown with suffi­
cient force that It caught on tbe trig­
ger and discharged tbe gun, tbe ball 
enterlog Joboson’s groin.

While out hunting east of Daggett 
last Saturday, Thomas Davis, aged 16 
years, was iostantly killed' by the dis­
charge of bis own gun. Tbe lad se­
cured permission from his mother to 
go bunting, with the provision that 
she accompany him. They entered a 
thick wood and tbe boy crossed a 
windfall. In getting over this tbe 
trigger of bis gun caught in tbe bushes 
and discharged, the entire contents 
entering the boy's body. The mother 
caught him as be fell aod started for 
home a quarter of a mlleaway.but the 
boy died before reaching home.

Having completed tbe session at tbe 
Finnish Lutheran Sunday School 
ubout 3 o'clock last Sunday afternoon, 
five children set out for tbeir homes in 
West Republic. There were three 
girls BDd two boys io tbe little party 
all about the same age, and they de­
cided to take tbe “short cut" to tbeir 
homes. Tbe ice near shore proved 
etroog enough to bear tbeir weight 
and all went well until they bad reach* 
ed a point about midway, Here tbe 
swifter current of tbe main river bad 
weakened tbe ice, and without warn­
ing the Kaogas girl broke through 
tbe ice, Tbe Abo girl sought to as* 
slst her and in a moment or two more 
all five were in the water.

Tbe accident was seen by several on 
ebore. all of whom made baste to go 
to tbeir assistance, while others con* 
veyed tbe alarm to tbe Republic mine 
warehouse, where Fire Chief George 
Donaldson and Constable William 
Goggin were planning some special 
work for the fire department. When 
these two reached tbe scene they found 
that Russell Maki bad already pro* 
cured a ladder and with tbe aid of 
others bad pushed tbe ladder to a 
point where it might be of service to 
those in tbe water. A couple of tbe 
girls were thus gotten out, but Maki 
himself was precipitated into the 
stream.

Meantime Goggin and Donaldson 
bad procured a boat and shoved it 
acrosB tbe ice as far as its weight 
could be borne. They were closely, 
followed by Will Grant, Victor Suomi 
and Gilbert Weinberg with another 
boat, and tbe wisdom of having the 
two boats at band became apparent 
when the thin ice was reached, for it 
permitted a chain progress which fin­
ally brought the rescuers to the de­
sired point. An elder sister of the 
little Abo girl was tbe first rescued 
nod passed back to a point of safety, 
and Maki was then taken irom the 
water. The elder Abo girl, in her 
excitement and her desire to save her 
aimer, plunged back into tbe wuter 
and bad to he again drawn out. Ail 
were finally rescued with tbe excep­
tion of the Abo and Kaogas girls, it 
being some moments later before 
their bodies could bo recovered.

George Donaldson bad meantime 
gone to the mine office and secured tbe 
puimotor, which he and other mem­
bers of tbe mine’s first-aid crew pre­
pared to use to supplement tbe efforts 
of Drt. Loveland and Piokerton 
toward resuscitation. These efforts 
were continued for more tb&a an hour, 
but without avail.

The funeral of the two little victims 
waa held Tuesday afternoon, services 
bring conducted at tbe Finnish Luth­
eran Church by the pastor, Rev. Mr. 
Sertela. Children from tbe main and 
West Republic schools io correspond­
ing grades attended tbe funeral In a 
body.

Treasurer Muck will be in readiness 
to receive your annual contribution to 
the support of township, county, state 
acd nation. In this era of high prices 
taxpayers will be overjoyed to learn 
that there is a slight concession in 
tbeir favor in the matter of tbe tax 
rate.

SOME HEROES LOSE LIVES
Deeds of Valor in Battle for Which 

Men Were Decorated Make Task 
More Thrilling Than F iction- 

Majority From Ranks of 
Workers.

Loudon.— In tin* emirs** of the g rea t 
h iir iienrly 200 B ritish  and  colonial 
soldiers have won the V ictoria Cross, 
flu* g rea tes t honor th a t can come to 
v man who lights for C roat B rita in . 
Jdost of liio aw ards have gone to mon 
of hinnhic sta tion . Two of them  be ­
gan life so doubtfully  th a t they “com ­
pleted lh o ir education" under th e  en ­
forced discip line of re fo rm ato ries and  
Industrial schools. O thers w ere qulct- 
llving w ork lug-duss folk before th e  
war.

But it Is curious to uotc th a t n early  
all of them  seem to  huve hud a  sp ice  
of the Knglish love of gam es in th e ir  
na tu res— th e  guinea in which they  
learned to he fearless of physical d an ­
ger and carefu l only fo r th e  ach ieve ­
ment of w hat they had in view. T ak e  
the rase  o f P riv a te  Jam es M iller, V.

of i he Itoyul L ancash ire  regim ent, 
of whom i t  Is s a id :

“Ho w as a g rea t believer in keeping 
cool. T hey  culled him a plodder, and  
when lie pluyed footbull lie suffered 
from  'lack o f devil.’ Once he gave a 
good h id ing  to u bigger fellow who 
laid fouled him  fo u r tim es very badly, 
l ie  wuh a  silent m an an d  there  w as 
nothing In h is  life to  suggest th a t  he  
was any th in g  m ore th au  a very re ­
spectable, hard-w orking paper-m ill la ­
borer."

B ut th is  is w hat he d id :
“O rdered to tak e  an  im po rtan t mes- 

sage u n d er heavy shell an d  rifle fire 
and  bring back n reply a t  all costs, 
he succeeded In spile  of a gapiug  
wound In Ids abdomen, which lie com ­
pressed w ith  Ids hand, and  falling  dead 
a t  the fe e t of tin* officer to  whom he 
delivered th e  m essage.”

What Borne of Them Did.

One of th e  new' V. C.’s, P r iv a te  
Veale, of tiie D evonshire reg im ent, 
coolly w ent ou t to  u wounded officer, 
who was lying in grow iug corn w ith in  
bO yards o f th e  enemy, dragged Idm 
to a shell hole, went hack for w uter, 
re turned , w ent hack again and  b rough t 
assistance, and a f te r  several a tte m p ts  
covered an  approaching enem y p a tro l 
w ith u Lew is gun and suved th e  of­
ficer.

When King George w as a t  the f ro n t 
iveently, P riv a te  Thom as T urnbu ll of 
the W orcester regim ent w as called ou t 
of the tren ch es to he spoken to by th e  
king. W riting  home to h is m other he 
said, su b seq u en tly : *i cannot te ll 
wind passed. J trem bled all over.” A 
few  days la te r In the m iddle of fierce 
lighting he rem ained w ith his w ound­
ed officer fo r th ree  hours under con ­
tinuous lire  from  m achine guns uud 
bombs, and , although at one tim e cum* 
.pletoly eul otf, lie held tils ground and  
litially ca rried  (he officer in to  th e  B ril- 
'ish lines, l ie  was a p a in te r and  paper- 
hunger by truth*, uud an  em husiustic  
cyclist,

A young Y orkshire mun nam ed D on­
ald Simpson Bell wu* a schoo lteach ­
e r  a t H arroga te , and a footballer. 
D uring an  a tlnck , la a heavy eulUade 
tire, he c rep t up a com m unication 
trench, follow ed by two men, rushed  
across tin* open under heavy lire, shot 
the m achine gunner, destroyed  the 
gun mid personnel with bombs, saving 
m any lives ami Insuring the success 
of Ihc a tta c k . For this In* got th e  V. 
t \  He lost Ids life live days h ilc r in 
a  sim ilar net of bravery.

A L ancash ire  boy mimed Jam es 
H utchinson was only a w orker In a 
spinning mill when the w ar broke out. 
T ids Is hi* story  of an a ttack  on lh<- 
Gcrmim ircnclm * in ihe Somme front. 
A lter describ ing  the lerrllde rush  over 
ilie bu lle t-strew n No M an's Land, he 
s a y s :

Gets 8even In a Trench.
"Soon s fle rw a rd  1 reached th e  Ger- 

mun trenches, q u ite  b rea th less, hut 
w as soon through a gap in the wire, 
which o u r a rillte ry  hud cut for us. The 
first th ing  i saw  was a big Geriuu; 
ifiring dow n the trench an d  knockiug 
chalk off th e  side. When he hud tin- 

| J shod h is  little  gam e 1 rushed  around  
th e  truversu  und put my bayonet 
(through him.

‘T here w as an o th e r Boche there , 
luud wlieu be saw  me he  coinm euced 
jto ruu to w ard  a dugout, but seem ed 
jto slip back a step, so I prom ptly  got 
ihlro th rough  th e  bond. A nother w as 
{resting on one knee, and s ta rte d  shout- 
lug for m ercy, hu t be paid the sam e

round a t him nml h it hiio. I w as 
dazed fo r u second, and  did not know 
w hether to ruRh him o r not, so I 
shouted to my p a r ty  to get round th e  
traverse . I then reloaded and kept 
guard while the officer and  men be­
hind th rew  bombs a t th e  enemy. A 
little  la te r we got word to re tire , so 
I kept guard w hile my party  got 
d e a r  of the trenches, and then  m ount­
ed tlie ladder und m ade my way hack, 
covering the enem y while tin* bids got 
the wounded in. O f th e  (“I men lu th e  
whole ra id  21 w ere reported  missing, 
21 got hack wounded and  21 answ ered 
(he roll call. A fte r  th e  shelling hud 
subsided I w as ab le  to get buck to the 
village, and Uie nex t day had  mi in te r ­
view w ith the m ajor general In charge 
of the division. An officer took tuy 
nnine and num ber and said th a t I 
would soon have som ething to w ear 
on my b reast."

T h a t “som ething '’ Is th e  Victoria 
Cross—w ith its  Inscription—“ For
Valor.”

Lieutenant Baxter's Exploit.
L ieutenant B axter, a Liverpool muu 

who lias been aw arded  th e  Victoria 
Cross posthum ously, d o sed  h is  ca reer 
with an exploit which stands o u t 
prom inently. H ere  is th e  official 
s to ry :

"B ax te r w as th e  cap tain  of n d a re ­
devil tren d i-ra id in g  p a rty  known to 
the ir com rades a s  ’the F o rty  T hieves’ 
because of the fuct th a t  they w ere 
never known to come back from a 
raid w ithout a p ile  of sw ag in th e  
shape of cap tu red  G erm ans. One 
night B ax te r took his m en out under 
cover o f um chine guu fire. A t u c r iti ­
cal m om ent B ax te r tripped  and drop­
ped a  bomb he w as carry ing. It was 
when they  w ere nearly  through and  
could h e a r th e  m ovem ents o f a G er­
man sen try  u few  fee t aw ay. B ax te r 
laid previously  rem oved th e  split-pin. 
and obviously th e  lever flew out and  
the fu se  com m ented to  fizz. W ithin 
five seconds it  would have exploded, 
sca tte red  the w ire  p a rty  and  given th e  
whole show  aw ay. Scarcely h esita t­
ing to  th in k  of th e  risk, he  picked it 
up, w hipped th e  case [dug o u t of th e  
screw and  threw  uwuy th e  detonator, 
which w ent off unnoticed. I t  was a 
flue exam ple of m erit, sk iilfu lness and 
resource. B ut m ore w as to follow.

“T he p a rty  cu t all th e  w ire  .hut de ­
fended th e  Germ an treuch  and  leaped 
into th e  treuch and tu rn ed  in single 
lilt* a lte rn a te ly  rig h t and left, one sec­
tion led by S ergean t M cClelland and 
the o th e r by B axter. T ills trench  w as 
very deep, about tw elve to fifteen feet, 
uud It w as obvious th a t th e re  would 
he troub le  iu land ing  out any  fa t and  
unw illing souvenir of th e  occasion in 
the shape  of a prisoner.

Tribute in Orders.
“T he sen try  they had  heard  w as 

prom ptly  shot. A nother wus bayonet­
ed und us he fell buck a bomb wus 
throw n ou t of a  dugout an d  exploded 
a t  th e  cntrunce. fo rtu n a te ly  doing th e  
ra id ers  no dam age. Six bombs w ere 
sen t In by way o f an  exchange of com­
p lim ents und m ure sen trie s  w ere m et 
and glveu the unhappy dispatch . 
‘They scream ed like a lo t of old wom­
en,* sa id  oik* mun w iio  wus on the spot. 
The bom bers a ttended  to th ree  more 
dugouts, and a fte rw a rd s  tin* whole 
party  w ithdrew , w ithout noise und 
confusion, on a p rea rran g ed  signal be­
ing given. T hey re tu rn ed  to th e ir  
own tren ch es to th e  tune  of rap id  fire 
all along  the w hole f ro n t from the 
B ritish  Add guns and ‘heav ies/

“ I t  w as a glorious little  exploit, bu t 
sad tid ings aw aited  th e  p a rty  on re ­
assem bling in th e ir  own line, for no ­
w here w as the g a llan t B axter. Search 
p a rtie s  w ent out fo r him, hut without

‘I t  wus largely  ow lug to th is  officer’s 
pluck, de term ination , coolness and 
resource th a t  the ru id  was successful. 
Dead or missing, he  is  u g rea t lo ss to 
th e  b a tta l io n /”

T hat is  the s to ry  of th e  “F orty  
T hieves/’

Kid Kills Giants.
Brivute Albert H ill w as a L an ­

cashire lud engaged In a h a t w orks 
when the w ar b roke  out—of sm all 
s ta tu re , s till In h is  teens. H e won 
th e  V. C. u t the Somme und his p latoon  
sergeant, ju s t invalided home, te lls 
fo r  the lirs t time th e  full s to ry  o f how 
h e  did i t :

“On the night of Ju ly  10 we moved 
up to the advanced line of a tta c k . It 
w as three o’clock in th e  m orning when 
we got to  the bottom , 15 y a rd s  aw ay 
from  tlie German trenches. II11I und 
m yself w ere alone. Suddenly tw o G er­
m ans, both about six  feet ta ll, su r ­
prised us. They w ere m uking fo r us 
when Hill, a s  coolly' as  If he h ad  been 
going to meet a  boxing opponent, 
sp rang  a t them uud a s  quick us ligh t­
ning bayoneted them  both. I t  w us one 
o f the flucst pieces of pluck I  hove 
ever seen o r  read about, tills li t t le  fe l­
low, only five fee t tlirop, accounting  
fo r  two big, burly IIu u s. H e re tu rn ed  
to  uie us i f  uothlng had  hap p en ed ; and  
th e  next th ing  we found th u t we w ere 
surrounded  by som e tw enty to  tw enty- 
five Germ ans. H ill rem ark ed : ‘S er­
geant, V e  look like beiug tak en  p ris ­
o n ers / 1 rep lied : ‘T hey will n o t tak e  
u s  ulive. We will fight fo r  I t /  No 
sooner said  thau  done. We both  got 
o u r bombs and Mill flung tw o bom bs 
w ith  su rp rising  accuracy  s tra ig h t in 
th e  m idst of them . He killed  abou t 
eighteen uud w ounded and sca tte red  
th e  rest.

HAVING FUN WITH WAR TROPHIES

Proud of H is “Bag/1
"Still he did no t th ink  be had done 

auyth ing  big, uud w hen I suggested  be 
should go to the r ig h t and try  to  find 
some of o u r  com pany he  w as read y  In­
stan tly . H e went an d  reported  to  th e  
sergeant, ami heard  while th e re  th a t  
C aptain Scales and a  scout w ere  lylug 
out dangerously wounded. H ill a t  ouce 
volunteered to fe tch  them  in. H e suc­
ceeded In bringing th e  cap tain  to  sa fe ­
ty , but th e  officer died soon a f te r .

“Hill th en  s tu rted  to re tu rn  to  me. 
h u t on th e  way he found tw o G erm nus 
In a shell hole. H ow  he found them  Is 
u puzzle, fo r  it w us dark. H e  leveled 
h is  rifle a t  them a n d  the H uns p u t up 
both hands before th is  little  m an  uud, 
as’ they alw ays do, pleaded ‘M ercy, 
lcam erad/ H ill th en  took h is  p riso n ers  
down the line und th a t  wus th e  only 
tim e he thought h e  had done an y ­
th ing  big. lit* w as proud of h is  ‘hug/ 
H e perform ed all th ese  fe a ts  iu less 
th an  half un  hour.”

One p a rticu la r  inc iden t s t ir re d  Eng­
land deeply. It w as the d eath  of John 
T rav ers  Cornwell in  th e  bu ttle  of J u t ­
land. A boy of s ix teen  on U . M. S. 
C hester, he  w as m ortally  wounded 
early  in th e  light. N evertheless he ro- 
m aiued sland lug  a lone  a t u m ost ex­
posed post to th e  end of Hie notion, 
w ith the gun’s crew  dead an d  wound­
ed ail around him. He said  simply, 
when asked  why he had rem ained 
iliere, he thought th a t lie m ight he 
w anted. T he boy’s body w as brought 
buck to Kughmri mid buried by his 
paren ts  in u London cem etery. The 
British people hud not then heard  the 
story  of h is  death , h u t when S ir John  
Jelitcoe’s d ispatch  w as published te ll­
ing about young C ornw ell’s heroism  a 
wave of em otion sw ep t over tlie eouu- 
t ry.

Two m onths a fte rw ard  tin* coffin 
wus d isin terred  und buried w ith tum­
o rs  In u new  grave.

Win* V. C. Twice.

One mun has won the V. C. tw ice In 
th e  p resen t wur. H e was still atlvo 
when lust heard from  uud m ay jv i win 
th e  medal again. L ieut. Jo h n  Jacku  
of the F ourteen th  battalion of Aus­
tra lian  in fan try  is th e  man. H e won 
th e  V. C. first hi Hie lighting a t G al­
lipoli. H o was Hum a corporul. Ou 
May 18, 101.', tin* T u rk s  m ade a fierce 
a ttack  on the position held by the Aus­
tralians. The onslaught w as one of 
th e  most furious o f the d isastro u s 
series of bu ttles th a t m urked th e  Gal­
lipoli cam paign. I t  was necessary to 
ru p tu re  u certain  p u rl of a T urk ish  
trench nml .lucku undertook to accom ­
plish th a t job alone. He got in be­
hind the trench. W illi his i-lllu Jueka  
shot down live T urks, with his huyu* 
ne t lie killed two more, and th e  th ree  
who rcinulned to oppose him he cap ­
tured. H is iirhievem cut suved a p a r t 
o f tlie allied  line.

On A ugust fi la s t Jacku won his V. 
C. the Nucond tim e u t Hie bo ttle  of the 
Somme, H e hud been prom oted to a 
lieutenancy and wus iu command of a 
platoon sen t to re lieve a force of An- 
zacs In an  advanced trench  near 
Pozteres. In  the m orning Ju ck u ’g l it ­
t le  command wus a ttacked  by a force 
o f 000 Germ ans, Only seveu o f Ja c k u ’s 
men. including him self, rem ained alive 
a f te r  thu t charge. These seven decid­
ed to (He fighting, even aga inst over­
whelming odds. W ith  huyonets they 
cTuirged a t  tlie G erm ans. T hey  fought 
like tigers and w ere  nbie to  keep the 
Germ ans busy un til th e  reserves cume 
up  and th e  tide tu rned . It is said th a t 
md a single G erm an of th a t GOO got 
nway. M any w ere killed uud some 
xvero captured.

Incident Makes Deep Impression on 

American Industrial Commissioners 
—Prisoners Well Fed and 

Courteously Treated.

“B ut, my colonel,” sa id  th e  F rench 
officer to Golouel Cluvel, “ we need th a t 
d a y  in a hu rry  for work we a re  do­
ing down th e  road a piece.”

“You can put F rench w orkm en or 
F rench so ld iers iu th e  p it to dig the 
d a y . hut dou’t pu t any p risoners th e re ; 
i t ’s too dangerous,” said  th e  Colonel, 
as  lie re-en tered  his m achine.

A lthough th e  A m erican commis­
sioners w ere m otored th rough Ihe 
country  round about B ordeaux fo r 
th ree  days, w ere shown m unitions fac­
tories. th e  g rea t au to m atic  cargo dis­
chargers along tin* B ordeaux quay*, 
whore m unitions for tlie F reueli a re  
received In huge quan tities, and viewed 
every th ing  else of in te re s t in th a t sec­
tion. the action  of tlie F rench  Colonel 
in show ing m ore solicitude fo r  tin? saf­
ety of ills prisoners th a n  for b is 
own men produced the g re a te s t im pres­
sion on them . The Incident was re­
called over and over again.

"O f course, we haven 't seen tin* way 
G erm any tre a ts  French prisoners, but 
we do know they can’t  tre a t their p ris­
oners auy b e tte r  than th e  F rench trea t 
the G erm ans.” said J . G. B utler, J r., 
of Youngstown, o „  whose am bition It 
is to sei* some of the barbed  wire h is 
firm ships to France nciunlly  em placed 
before the allies’ trench lines.

"Yes,” responded J . K. Hague, for­
m erly a public service com m issioner 
lu New York, “ those G erm ans look fa t 
and well taken  can* of and  contented. 
They even seem to have p lenty of to­
bacco loo.”

"T hese prisoners get p rac tica lly  no 
parcels from  the ir hom es iu Germ any, 
you m ust rem em ber." said  Duulci 
G uestler, president of th e  Bordeaux 
cham ber of commerce, "and  yet you 
see how well they look am i th rive  ou 
what Hu* F rench m ilita ry  au tho rities 
feed them. N early all Knglish and  
French p risoners in G erm any ure p rac ­
tically fed entirely  by packages sen t 
through Sw itzerland from  Kughiiid 
and F rance .”

The sight of tin* G erm ans, the ir gar­
m ents stum ped “ BG" in g rea t w hile 
and black le tte rs  (priso tm icr do 
guerre), Im pressed th e  Am erican 
commission childly: next to tha t, th e  
g rea t wim* cellars of B ordeaux prob­
ably occupied their chief a tten tion .
