Killed in Negaunee Mine

The first serious accident which bas 
occurred at tbe Negaunee mine in 
three years cost tbe life of Martin 
Johnson Wednesday morning. A 
large piece of ore fell upon Johnson 
as he and his partner were at work 
between tbe ninth aod tenth levels, 
aod the Injury caused his death before 
he could bio removed from tbe rnlue.

Johnson was 42 years of ago and a 
native of Denmark. He had resided 
in this country for a number of years 
and had been employed at tbe Cam* 
bria prior to going to the Negauoeo 
mine. In more recent year* MM 
Johnson had purchased some farm 
property in Minnesota and be spent 
summers there, returning to work in 
the mines during the wintter. It was 
the family's plan to eventually take 
up residence on the Minnesota farm. 
Deceased is survived by a widow and 
six cblldreo, the family borne being 
in tbe Teal Lake location.

The funeral will be held Saturday 
afternoon, services to he conducted at 
the borne at 2 p. rn. by Rev James E. 
Crosbie, rector of St. John's Episcopal 
church.

Cuts Husband's Throat

Domestic difficulties in tbe borne of 
John Flziall, who resided In tbe east­
ern part of towo, resulted in a quar­
rel last Friday night which ended by 
the wife slashing her husband's throat 
with a razor. Though bis Injuries 
are serious enough to keep the mar 
boused up for a time, they are not 
deemed at all dangerous.

Piziall is about 45 years old while 
bis wife is but 26, und the home life of 
the couple hud been running anything 
but smoothly of late, according to 
neighbors. The husband finally de­
cided to sell tbe home here and take 
his wife and Il-year-old son to some 
other town. The sale was concluded 
Friday and that night the husband 
and wife quarreled oyer the proceeds, 
she being afraid that be intended to  
decamp with tbe whole sum, while he 
hesitated to turn over the half of tbe 
cash which she demanded because be 
feared that she and tbe boy intended 
to desert bim. Tbeir stories differ as 
to what ensued, the wife alleging that 
she was attacked first and that sbe 
used tbe razor in self-defense.

Neighbors beard tbe commotion and 
sent for Marshal Newcombe, who re­
sides a few blocks away, and be took 
tbe woman to jail after baying arrang­
ed for tbe removal of Piziall toabos- 

I pital. Mrs. Piziall was subsequently 
| transferred to the county jail at Mar­
quette pending her preliminary exam­
ination.

Woman's Club Meeting

A very interesting talk was given 
by Mrs. H. Otin Young, of Isbpemiog, 
to the Negaunee Woman's Club at its 
meeting held last Tuesday afternoon, 
her discourse dealing with Washing­
ton, D. C , and various matters per­
taining to official aod social life ut 
the nation's capital. Having spent 
several yoars at the seat of govern­
ment during tbe time her busbund 
represented the Upper Peninsula lo 
Congress, Mrs. Young was able to re­
late many interesting incidents, as 
well as supply informaitun upon mut­
ters not generally understood, and her 
nddress whh therefore most enjoyable* 
She rnentluned the choice of Washing, 
ton as the site of the capitol because 
of Its then central location lu tbe set­
tled portion of the new nation, and 
detailed tbe method by which the 
symetrical laying out of the new city 
was accomplished. Her review of the 
social side of Washington touched 
upon past as well as present, and she 
casually mentioned that even the “ first 
ladles of the land" were not entirely 
exempt from paying the penally for 
the nation's periodic experiences of 
“ tbe high coat of living," telling of 
tbe scrimping which had to be dono 
by some of the presidents' wives dur­
ing tbe years whon appropriations for 
tbe White House fell short. Mrs, 
Youog's auditors were encouraged to 
ask questions upon topics suggested 
by tbe address, and lo this manner 
many additional points bearing upon 
diplomatic customs and life generally 
in Wusblngton were brought out. The 
Woman's Club emphasized its appre­
ciation of Mrs. Young’s discourse by 
presenting her with u boquet of chrys­
anthemum*.

Mrs. Frank A, Bell, the acting 
president, presided over the business 
session of the club which followed, and 
it number of mutters pertaining to the 
organization und fts plans for the 
coming year were discussed. A com* 
mill** was appointed to confer with 
the Common Council regarding a 
munlclpul Christmas tree. In the 
opinion uf the women, It was rather 
too late to attempt anything In the 
form of a distribution of presents for 
the JlHl” folk, but they felt thiitahuge 
tfei'. m lighted, would bring
pleasure lo young and old.

Relating to Drug Stores

Liquor laws relating to drug stores 
will be rigidly enforced when prohibi­
tion goes Into effect in Michigan. 
Laws of the most stringent kind will 
be recommended to tbe legislature by 
the Michigan State Pharmaceutical 
association and If adopted the mem* 
bers of the association will see to the 
strict enforcement of the law.

This was one of the principal mat­
ters discussed at a meeting of the leg­
islative committee of the association 
in Grand Rapids. D. D. Alton, of 
Freemool, chairman of the committee, 
was instructed to make a draft of tbe 
recommendations and to make them 
as strict as words would permit. Par­
ticular attention was to be paid to the 
sale of liquor on anything but a phy­
sician’s prescription. The draft will 
be submitted at another meeting of tbe 
committee.

"We will see that the laws are en­
forced," said C. II. Jongejan, of 
Grand Iluplds, president of the state 
association. "We will pattern our 
legislation along the lines that now 
prevail in local option states und 
counties, but we will make them more 
strict and will see that they are en­
forced lo the letter.*’

MAY BRING MILLION DOLLARS

Over $3,200,000 has been raised by 
Red Gross Christmas Beals in the la«t 
eight years, yet many of the people 
who will gladly buy these holiday 
"stickers" at this ninth annual sule 
do not know how this idea originated.

While Red Crons Seals really date 
back to the Civil War, whon "Chari­
ty titam pi" were first used, the initial 
campaign to sell holiday stickers for 
the tuberculosis fight whs In Delaware 
only nine years ago. Miss Emily P. 
Blssell, of Wilmington, read an arti­
cle by Jacob Rlln describing stamp* 
used for tuberculosis work In Norway,

and she conceived the Idea of a simi­
lar- plan here. Single handed, she 
lauuched a sule which resulted In $3000 
clear money.

When Miss Hlssell tried to convince 
the American Red Cross that this idea 
should be tnudo national as a peace 
activity of that society, she met with 
opposition, but tinully persuaded the 
authorities, with the result that with 
an investment of u few hundred dol* 
lars $135,<MK) worth of seals was sold 
in 190K and the great national cam 
palgn was launched. .Since then the 
sule has gone forward by leaps and 
bounds, until oow the R"d Crons .Seal 
is no Institution in the United .States. 
Everyone thus has un opportunity to 
help in the people’* great llghtagalnst 
iubeiculosiavaud last your more than 
70,000,000, seals were sold. This year 
the desired mark is 100,000,000, which 
would mean $1,000,000 In fund* avail­
able for continuance of the Tubercu­
losis War.

Tho policy upon which the sale is 
conducted is that the proceeds, except 
for the deduction of legitimate expen­
ses, ahu 11 he available for organized 
work in the community in which tbr 
seals are sold,

DENMARK finally cedes her 
West Indian possessions to 
the I'nitcrl States. us she ln»v 
threatened • 1 do on several oc­
casions, about 138 square 

mm- will be added to the territory 
over which the American Hag flit*, and 
our gmernment will corne Into posses- 
sion of onu of the finest harbors in 
llie West Indies—a vuluuble naval 
base and coaling station long coveted 
by political und military authorities In 
Washington. This Is according to a 
writer in the New York Times Magn- 
Binc.

St. Thomas, St. John, St. Croix and 
the other tiny Islands and rocks which 
compose the Dnnluh West indies are 
not Intrinsically valuable. Their land 
'» poor, their crops are small, their 
population Is becoming smaller year by 
ye r; for several years their revenue 
Uai been decreasing and they have 
tMi'ii a financial burden to Denmark 
but they He in a strategic position will) 
regard to the Atlantic trade route* 
leading to th«' Panama canal, and for 
thut reason they have a potential vultte 
In the scheme of defense which must 
be worked out to protect that great 
wutorway against an enemy.

The chief surprise In Washington's 
announcement recently of the negotia­
tion of u treaty with Denmark for the 
transfer of the islands to the United 
States was the price—$25,000.000— 
which the convention fixed. In 1865 
Secretary Seword offered $5,000,000 
for the Islands and Increased the sunt 
to $7,500,000 two years later, in 1902 
the Jtooscvelt administration agreed to 
pay $5,000,000, but the upper house of 
the Danish rlgsdag refused to ratify 
the convention, which the United 
States senate had ratified on February 
17. Possibly Denmark will eventually 
be willing to uccepl less than $25.000,. 
noo. for an Inlliieiitlui element In that 
country is anxious lo sell the islands. 
Moreover, the Islanders themselves 
apparently wish to Improve their eco­
nomic condition, and it is highly prob­
able that they would vote to place 
their .future in the hands of the United 
Stales. They voted In favor of the 
transfer 50 years ago and they have 
less to lose ami mere to gain at this 
t im e.

.States to fry to purchase the 
-West Indies toward the close 
Civil war apparently hold good

today, with certain modifications. Dar­
ina the Civil war the federal govern­
ment bad uo naval base lu the West 
Indies, and when it was necessary to 
refh warships on duty In the Caribbean 
tile vessels were eompelled to take U 
long voyage to find a shipyard. Now, 
however, the United Stales has naval 
bases In Ctlbu and Porto Ulco, hut 
these ure not considered siitliclent to 
guard the trade routes and the Atlan­
tic entrance to the Panama canal. Han 
Juan, the chief port of Porto Klco, bus 
u spacious anchorage, hut unfortunate- 
fy the water Is comparatively shallow 
ami the harbor Is suitable only for the 
Muullcr eluMH of war vessels.

On the other hand, the harbor of 
Charlotte Amalie, lu Kt. Thomas, Is 
deep enough to lloat (he largest buttle- 
ships without dunger, and there Is an­
other good uuehoruge called ('oral buy 
tu Hi. John. With proper fortifications, 
navul men believe thut Ht. Thotuas 
would provide a serviceable and vir­
tually Impregnable base—u sort if 
American Helgoland in the Caribbean, 
The port of Charlotte Amalie bus long 
been one of the great coaling stations 
of the world. It Ims shipyards, dry- 
docks and repulr shops, ami besides 
being a port of refuge It Is the head­
quarters for several lines of passen­
ger und freight steamships. Undoubt­
edly the port's proximity to the Puna- 
kina canal gives It an importance which 
#nuy account for the high price the 
United States Is usketl to pay for the 
Islands,

it bus been said at various time* 
thut (iermuny Is opposed to the sale of 
the islands, hoping that some day u 
modification of the Monroe doctrine 
would enable her to acquire them for 
naval purposes. Whatever truth there 
may he In this statement It Is eertaln 
that the United States will allow no 
foreign power lo tuke control of the 
Danish West Indies, even though they 
are not brought under the Amcrioiu

Dust February a Copenhagen dis­
patch told about n pamphlet huvlug 
been published by M. Hugeroan, a 
pluuter of the Islunds, who udvocated 
their sale. Ho was pessimistic about 
their future. Their sunltury condition 
was bud, he said, Infsnt mortality had 
readied a rate of 62 % per cent, while 
the population was decreasing at an 
alarming rate.

The decrease of population—most of, 
the inhabitants are colored—Is per­
haps the best index of the gradual Im­
poverishment of the Danish West In­
dies. In 1828 their population was 
40,000; In 1841. 41,000; In 1800. 32.000, 
while the census of 1911 fixed the num­
ber ut 27.0S0.

Absentee landlordism, combined with 
land monopoly, 1ms Induced poverty 
and discontent lu the Islands, and the 
people have cast envious eyes upon 
1’orto Itico, from which they are sep­
arated by only a few miles of water. 
They have seen I’orto Itico and her 
people flourishing under Amcrfcun 
rule, while the sugar plantation* of 
their own islands have steadily yield­
ed less, and individually the people 
have become poorer. The result Is 
that many negroes have emigrated 
from the Danish West Indies to I’orto 
Klco and the United .States, and, huv- 
ing tasted the benefits of American 
government, they are undoubtedly 
willing that their brothers still under 
Danish rule should change theJr alle­
giance.

It would hardly he fair to accuse the 
Dunes of misrule In the West indies. 
Their failure, which Is acknowledged 
by their willingness to sell their trap- 
ieul possessions, has been due to vari­
ous causes, economic and social. It 
was not muny years ago that Hie Brit­
ish government hud to make grants to 
several of its colonies In the West In­
dies In order to avert ftruinelul disas­
ter, und the Dunlsh Islands buve had 
to contend with the sutne economic 
conditions, while possessing fewer na­
tural resources than the British 
Ulund*.

If the United States takes control of 
St. Thomas, Ht. Croix und Kt. John It 
Is prohuble that they will aguln be­
come prosperous. Thu black inun >111 
fake up the unused land he cannot get 
now, new capital will go in, and the 
sugar growers will have better fnelll- 
ties for tnurketlng their ero|>— the sta­
ple product of the Islands, And the 
Islanders themselves will feel quite ut 
home with officials who speuk English, 
for they have always refused to use 
Danish, the lunguuge of their rulers.

The Danish Islanders huve a meas­
ure of self-government, and It is reu- 
somiblo to assume that they would de­
mand similar rights from the United 
Kfates.

Dike all Islands of Dm West Indies 
the Dunlsh possessions huve had a 
checkered history. They changed 
hands several times In the days when 
the nations of Europe fought for sea 
power und it share of (he wealth of 
this hemisphere. Columbus discovered 
the Islands <>n bis second voyage. They 
were then inhabited by ('dribs und 
Arnwnks. In 1057 Ht. Thomas was

ceeded by the English. Then came the 
Danes, who have held the islgnd 
since 1671. Kt. John was settled by 
the Danes In 1084.

Both the Dutch and English settled 
St. Croix In 1025, and In later years the 
island was ruled by Spaniards and the 
French. In 1053 Louis XIV sold St. 
Croix to the Knights ’of Malta, and 
they In turn gave way to the French 
West India company In 1065.

The island proved to be a poor In­
vestment und was abandoned by the 
French In 1005, the whole population 
going to Sunto Domingo. St. Croix 
was virtually uninhabited until U38, 
when the French sold the Islundf to 
the king of Denmark for $375,000.

The eurly prosperity of Si. Thomas 
was due to the fact thut In 1704 the 
Dunes declared it a free port, to whlctt 
all vessels might come. Kt. Thomat at 
once became a distributing point for 
much of the West Iudlu trade, und for 
many yours an Immense business was 
carried on there. Now there Is a pos­
sibility that a new and perhnps bright­
er chupter will be added tu the mari­
time history of the port.

From the deck of a vessel In the 
harbor-the town of Charlotte Amalie Is 
strikingly beautiful, covering three 
spurs of o mountuln clad In tropical 
foliage. From the heights above the 
town one may see on a clear duy t|ie 
islands of Uorlo Klco, Blagues or the 
Crab, und Kt. Croix tn the dlstuuce, and 
there are many other extensive views. 
Kir Frederick Treves, the fumous 
British surgeon, tn his book, "The 
Cradle of the Deep," culls Charlotte 
Amalie the most picturesque town in 
the whole sweep of llie Windwurd 
Islands.

"The wults of Hie houses," lie says, 
"are for the most purt u dazzling 
while. Home ure yellow or gray or 
orange; certain of them are blue. The 
roofs ure ulwuys u generous bright 
red. Between the houses and over­
shadowing the roofs are dumps of 
greet) trees. Here uud there can be 
seen stone stairs climbing up through 
the town, gardens with creeper-cov­
ered walls, a tufted pulm, a many- 
arched arcade, the balustrades of 
shady terraces.- Viewed from the sea 
Charlotto Amalie would seem to be a 
place for those who muke holiday—all 
gayly tinted villus und pulaces, where 
the factory chimney, the warehouse 
uud the woeful suburb are unknown."

Kt. Thomus wus a famous retreut of 
buccaneers, one of whom was Tcuch, 
or Blackboard, who had 14 wives.

Kir Frederick tells how Master 
Teach was killed in a Woody duel on 
the deck of his ship, nnd how his con­
queror, Llcutenunt Maynard of H. M. 
K. I’eurl, cut olT his heud and hung It 
on the bowsprit of his sloop, "With 
this strange ornament swinging from 
the hows," he adds, "nnd with 18 pi­
rates safe ill the hold, Muynurd set suit 
for Bath Town In North Curollna. 
Hero the 13 were promptly hanged."

All of the Danish Islands are of vol­
canic origin and surrounded by corul 
reefs. The surface of the laud varies 
from low coast plains to mountains, 
but springs and streams are not plen­
tiful and at times the country bus 
suffered severely from drought.

TO REDUCE MINE TO IL
Uncle Sam Makes Earnest Effort 

to Prevent Loss of Life.

Three New 8afety Stations Are Es­
tablished, Equipped With Spe­

cially Constructed—Cara 
for Rescue Work.

Uncle Sam Is making un earnest ef­
fort to reduce the loss of life thut re­
sults from accidents In the mines of 
the United States and nt the same time 
to develop the mining industry to still 
greuter proportions thau It has alreudy 
attained. To this end the department 
of the interior has begun enrrying out 
the provisions of an act of congress 
which provides for the establishment 
of ten mining experiment stations nnd 
seven mine-safety stations in addi­
tion to those already established. Ap­
propriations are available for only 
three of the safety stations and three 
of the experiment stations, but the 
other will be provided for by subse­
quent appropriations.

Secretary of the Interior Lane has 
announced the location of two of the 
three mining experiment stations and 
three mine-safety stations. The first 
of the experiment stations is to be at 
Fairbanks, Alaska; the second at 
Tucson, Arlz,, and the third, not yet 
definitely announced, In the Pacific 
Northwest. The safety stations as de­
cided upon will be at Butte, Mont,; 
Reno, Nev., and Raton, N. M. The 
sum of $25,000 Is appropriated for each 
of the mining experiment stations and 
$101,500 for the three safety stations.

The purpose of all the stations ac­
cording to the luw Is to make investi­
gations with a view toward improving 
conditions In the mining, quarrying, 
metallurgical and other mlnerul indus­
tries, safeguarding life among em­
ployees, preventing unnecessary waste 
of resources, and otherwise contribut­
ing to the advancement of these indus­
tries.

Each of the mine-safety stations is 
to be equipped with an all-steel mine 
rescue car which will respond to disas­
ter calls within Its prescribed territory. 
Congress has appropriated $53,000 for 
the purchase of the three curs. These 
cars will be of special design and will 
represent the most modern thought In 
rescue work. They will be mantled by 
expert crews of life savers, who. when 
they are not employed at a mine dis­
aster, will go to the different raining 
camps and train the miners to rescue 
work and first aid to the Injured.

Secretary Lane thinks that the ex­
periment stations, hy aiding in the de­
velopment of new metallurgical proc­
esses, will old materially In enlarging 
the mining industry, providing employ­
ment for more men, with the utiliza­
tion of the low-grade mlnerul deposits 
to their highest extent He regards the 
new step as a most deserved recogni­
tion of an industry which now has a 
yearly output of probably two nnd a 
half billion dollars and which Is next 
to agriculture In its linportuuce to the 
welfare of the country.

U. S. LEADS ALL WORLD 
IN PETROLEUM PRODUCTION

Output In 1915 W «, 55.85 Per Cent of 
Total—Russia Second and Mex­

ico Third in List

The United States supplies 05.85 
per cent of all the crude petroleum 
produced in the world In 1915, accord­
ing to figures compiled by Uncle Ham. 
Russia wus the nearest competitor of 
the United States und Mexico, in spite 
of the unsettled conditions there, was 
the third largest oil producing country 
In the world.

The production In the United States 
was 281,104,104 burreis of 42 gallons 
each. Russia wus a poor second with 
68,548,062 barrels, while Mexico pro­
duced 32,910,508 barrels.

Figures on petroleum production in 
the world since 1857 show thut the 
United States has been steudlly m in­
ing on other countries. The total 
production In the United Mutes dur­
ing that peilod wus 3,610,501,244, or 
00.10 per cent of the entire produc­
tion of the world In thut time, while 
In 1015 the proportion produced hy 
the United Ktutcu bus grown to 05.85 
per cent, During the some period, 
from 1857 to 1015, Husslu has pro­
duced 1,000,781,007 barrels, or 28,10 
per cent of the total production, while 
In 1915, the output of Ihut country hud 
fallen to 10,00 per cent of the world's 
total.

The only other couutry In the world 
which produced more Bum 1,000,000 
barrels In 1915 were the Dutch East 
Indies, Itoumanlu, Indlu, (Jallclu, 
Japan, nnd Formosa, und Peru, but 
the production In most of these coun­
tries wus less Uiun 1 per cent of 
the total.

War Costly to Netherlands.

RED MAN PROGRESSING
Passing of Indian Medicine Man 

New Step Forward.

Uncle Sam, in Effort to Perpetuate 
Race, Aids Hie Wards In Put­

ting End to the Ravages 
of Disease.

The day of the old-ttmc Indian medi­
cine mad is rapidly passing. Encour­
aged hy Uncle Sam, the rod inun Is 
turning more and more to the white 
iuuu's physician and his medicine.

The passing of the Indian medicine 
mun marks another step toward the 
Atuerlcunlzatlon of the original Amer­
ican. In the fuce of the march of civi­
lization through the reservations of 
the red men, the medicine man has 
held bis own to a reumrkuble degree 
until recently, when the ravnges of 
tuberculosis uad trachoma among the 
adults end the heavy mortality among 
the Infants on the reservations led to 
the conclusion that if the red man wus 
to be perpetuated, modern sanitary nnd 
medical measures must be adopted.

Uncle Sam has endeuvored to do his 
part in the protection of his wards by 
greatly Increasing the number of hos­
pitals for the use of the Indiuns. 
While there were only 53 hospitals in 
1912, with a capacity of 1,250, there 
were 74 In 1915, with a capacity of 
2,045, and more are being built or 
planned.

Substantial Increases have also been 
made in the number of field matrons 
und nurses, and an attempt mude to 
furnish the best practicable service 
with the appropriations thut cougress 
would make possible.

In view of the widespread prev* 
alence of trachoma nnd tuberculosis, 
ns reported by the Investigation of the 
public heulth service, ophthalmologists 
have been Increased in number from 
three to seven, nnd the number of reg­
ular agency physicians Increased from 
89 to 130, and contruct physlcluns from 
03 to 76.

The appropriation for relief of dis­
tress hHs been Increased from $200,000 
to $350,000,

Modern thought having indicated the 
Importance of well-cured-for teeth, 
seven traveling dentists have been em­
ployed, whose duty It is to keep the 
teeth of the children enrolled In lu- 
dlnn schools In the best condition prac­
ticable.

In an effort to Improve the sanitary 
surroundings under which Indians 
must live, campaigns for sanitary 
clean-ups have been waged on the va­
rious reservations.

The Importance of bringing about a 
real Improvement In Infant mortality If 
the Indian Is to be perpetuated has 
been recognized, and an earnest cam­
paign has hern Instituted ami Is now 
In force to save the babies. This cam­
paign has brought out the most cor­
dial co-operation on the part of all em­
ployees in tin* service, and while the 
results can only he shown after a 
period of years its elTectivcneHS iseveu 
now apparent

FEW REALIZE VASTNESS 
OF THE GRAND CANYON

Few persons cun realize on a 
first view of the Grand Canyon 
that It is more than a mile deep 
und from eight lo ten miles 
wide. The cliffs descending to 
Its depths form a succession of 
huge steps, each 300 to 500 feet 
high, with sleep rocky slopes 
between. The cliffs are the 
edges of hard beds of limestone 
or Kimdsioiie; Hie intervening 
slopes murk the outcrops of 
softer beds. This series of beds 
is more than 3.000 feet thick, 
and the beds lie nearly horizon­
tal. Fur down In the canyon Is 
a broad shelf caused hy the 
hard sandstone at the Imse qf 
this series, deeply trenched by 
a narrow Inner canyon cut a 
thousund feet or more into the 
underlying “granite.” The rocks 
vary In color from white und 
buff to red and pule green. 
They preseut a marvelous va­
riety of picturesque forms, 
mostly on u titanic scale, fash­
ioned mainly hy erosion hy run­
ning water, the agent which 
has excavated the canyon.

a lower rate of wage* than their own 
fathers are paying 1'artn laborers. On 
the face of it, it looks absurd, hut to 
the men who were reared on a farm It 
does not appear altogether perplex* 
ing.

In 
their younger days they had enough of 
dictation from that source, and they 
yearn for a change, Just as the prodlgul 
son tuny have done In fils day. When 
they enter the employ of a stranger 
they may barguin with him u little 
more closely than they could with 
their parent und they realize Hie fnct. 
The discipline may be more strict or It 
nmy be more lax than that ut home, 
hut at any rutc it Is different und 
therefore to he desired.

A more weighty reason is the fuce 
that, in working for a contractor, the 
young inuu knows that his day will 
consist of a specific number of hours, 
and at the end of the last minute of 
the hist hour he cun quit for the day 
and have, according to a once popu­
lar phrase, nothing to do till tomor­
row. On his father’s farm the young 
man faces a different proposition, for 
there the duy begins at sunrise, pos­
sibly before, and lasts until dad is 
rcudy to quit for the night. The day 
may lie eight hours long, It muy lie 
ten. it may he fourteen, hut neither 
master nor servant knows until it is 
ended, which It will be, hut in any 
event, there will be no extru pay for 
overtime.—Hartford Couruut.

And the sides of that gulf 
were one wild welter of color—crim­
son, emerald, cobalt, ocher, amber, 
honey splashed with port wine, snow- 
white, vermilion, lemon and stiver- 
gray in wide washes.

“The sides did not fall sheer, hut 
were graven by time and water and 
air into monstrous heads of kings, 
dead chiefs—men and women of the 
old time. So far below that no sound 
of its strife could reach us, the Yel­
lowstone river ran, a Anger-wide strip 
of Jade green. The sunlight took 
these wondrous wulls and jjave fresh 
hues to those that Nature hud ulreudy 
laid there.

"Evening crept through the pines 
thut sltudowed us, but the full glory of 
the day flamed In that canyon ns we 
went out very cautiously to a Jutting 
piece of rock—blood-red or pink it 
was—that overhung the deepest depths 
of all ”

Kipling looked down upon the can­
yon from a spot known as Inspiration 
point. It was when standing In the 
same spot thut Moran, the greut artist, 
said, “Its beautiful tints ure beyond 
tht reach of human art."

Lower Fads 308 Feet High.
Few people know that the I*ower 

Hills of the Yellowstone ure nearly 
twice as high us Niagara—308 feet. 
The government engineers Jmve con­
structed stairwuys to the better van­
tage points, so thut the truvelcr is 
afforded a complete survey of the falls. 
It !• probable that the canyon is seen 
to the best advantage from Artist 
point, on the west side of the river.

From the cunyon there are count­
less side trips of uucquuled beuuty, in­
cluding, of course, a visit to “Old 
Fulthful" geyser, which inuy be count­
ed on to displuy its churms regularly 
every 65 to 85 minutes.

In this park we find, too, Yellow­
stone luke, the largest mountuln luke 
In the world with the one exception of 
Like Titicaca in Peru. The waters 
seem to be frutned by the peaks of the 
Abaoruku runge, extending south the 
length of the lake to Mount Kheridun, 
the snow-Upped crest of which Is bare­
ly visible through the purple haze.

Leuvlng the iuke, the roud winds 
in and out utnong the mountains, and 
on every side there Is u must unusual 
offering of natural wonders: The Fry­
ing Pan; Bearing mountain (u hillside 
of a thousand steam vents); Obsldiun 
cliff, n mountuln of volcanic glass, and 
many more. At Mammoth Hot Hprlngs 
one sees the truverUne terraces rise 
tier ubove tier, forming u wonderful 
eascude of springs on the aide of Ter­
race mountain. In the evening the 
traveler can And patriotic entertain­
ment over at Fort Yellowstone, where 
the United Stales cavulrymen pay 
honor to the flag at close of day. It 
Is mi inspiring sight, 'way up In the 
mountains, with the gorgeous sun sink­
ing to rest behind snow und gold 
crowned peaks, pulntlng their sides 
und the neurby forests In a profusion 
of meluilic lusters.

Msny Mighty Peaks.
* The Coutinentul divide zigzags 

through tlte southwestern section of 
the park, and from It euu be seen 
the weirdly beautiful Electric peuk, 
which pierces the azure to a height of 
11,186 feet The name of this peak 
is obtained from a peculiar electric

phenomenon which has been u mutter 
for sclentilic study for years.

Other notuble peaks in Yellowstone 
National park are: Bunften peuk, 9,100 
feet high, named for It. M. Bunsen, 
a celebrated chemist; Mount Everts, 
7,tM>0 feet, mi/ned for T. C. Everts, a 
member of the Washburn party; Mr. 
Everts was found nt*urly deud after 
being lost from tho 1870 expedition 
for 87 days; Mount Sheridati, 10,200 
feet, named in honor of Gen. Phil 
Sherldun; Mount Lungford, 10,000 feet, 
named for Explorer Lungford, und 
Mount Washburn, 10,345 feet, named 
for Gen. H. I). Wushburn.

It was up In the fastnesses of these 
peaks thut the Nez Perces Indians lay 
In wait for the struggling streams of 
soldiers who had been sent to deliver 
to them a message of peace from the 
Great White Futher in Washington.

In muny places one cun find traces 
of the soldiers* weary inarch. Crude 
bridges, Just strong enough to beur 
the weight of the transport wagons, 
since replaced by artistic concrete 
structures, have been kept us monu­
ments to the memory of the. vullunt 
men who buttled here against the red­
skin foe. One can sue In many pluces 
the burns on the trees caused by the 
ropes the soldiers used in lowering 
their wagons and cannon down the 
precipitous sides of the mountains.

Plenty of Wild Animats.
One of the very interesting things 

to the traveler In Yellowstone are the 
wild animuls which roam through the 
reservation. Bison, genuine relics of 
the herds of other days, can be seen 
In their wild stute. The government 
Is muking extensive experiments with 
this herd to lncreuse it In numbers 
without reducing lu any way the pur­
ify of the blood strain. The younger 
bison ure generally kept In fenced 
areas to guard them from uttucks of 
carnivorous unlmuls roaming the park 
ut night.

Bear are plentiful. They can be 
seen urouud the hotels every night, 
where they come for food. These ure 
mostly black bear; but once In u while 
u big. old, silver-tip bear—the giunts 
of their kind—conies down, and the 
black beur promptly scutter, for the 
silver-tip loves a light with a black 
beur us much as he loves the refuse 
from hotel tables. And Mr. Pluck Beur 
knows it; hence his quick disappear­
ance ut such momenta,

Boldlers ure ulways on guard at 
feeding time, so thut the truveler is 
protected in the event a beur secs 
something better Uiuu hotel refdse to 
chew upon. The beur ure curefully 
watched, and If un arilmul shows 
signs of being unruly he is herded up 
into the less-frequented purls of the 
park. Kliould be continue to be vicious 
to a point where he is a meauee, an 
army bourd sits lo Judgment upon him, 
and If he is found guilty the deuth 
sentence is pusaed.

But bears ure not the only antpials 
coming in for official censure. Moun­
tain lions, witdeats und gray wolves 
sometimes prove so uimoylng thut they 
must receive the same summary treat­
ment from the military.

Down In the lower sections of the 
park, In the vulleys and greut mead­
ows, ure vast herds of elk und deer. 
Antelope usuuily seek out the more 
remote sections In summer, und con­
sequently are not seen us often as the 
other wild denizens.

The lukes und streams abound with 
various species of Ash, so thut the 
nngler cun And plenty of the speckled 
tribe to test his skill Rnd patience. |

The name Yellowstone Is derived 
from Ml-tsbu-dn-zt, a word In Mlnnta- I 
ree. one of the Sioux family of lan­
guages. Literally interpreted. It 
means “Hock Yellow river." The 
French equivalent, iloehe .Inane, was 
In common use among the Jndluns us 
eurly as 1804, although when or by 
whom the uuma was given fs unknown,

This year its production will prohubly 
bo not much more than 4,000,000 
bushels, und It will need to ship in 
from other stutos 10,000,000 bushels or 
more to meet Its own food require­
ments.

Municipal Art
"Who designed thut hideous monu­

ment lu the public squuro of your 
town?" asked Ihe visitor to Gopher- 
vllle.

"Thut wasn’t doslgued by no art­
ist,” replied the native. "It was de- 
algued by Urn mayor* brolher-lu-luw."

Uncle Stun, by means of great Irriga­
tion projects, has turned many 
stretches of desert into blooming gar­
dens but there Is one project thut 
stands out particularly as an example 
of what man cat. do toward altering 
the conditions established hy nature. ,

Along the Snake river In Southwest 
Idaho there is a stretch of territory 40 j 
mites in length which wus once a bur-, 
ron desert, but is now dotted with 
t;reen furms and prosperous, bustling 
towns. This metuinnrphoslH has been 
brought about by the building of the 
Minidoka (him on Snake river, but It is j 
not merely the transformation thut bus j 
been wrought in the oppeurunee of 
the country by the miracle of irriga­
tion thut Is of chief Interest. The 
Minidoka project has un attraction all 
its own because of the varieties of 
public service which the water im­
pounded behind the dam renders.

Here is to be found a miniature elec­
trical world. Electricity, generated at 
minimum expense hy water power und 
sold by the government at cost, Is used 
almost exclusively for light, heut und 
power In the five towns located in the 
district and also upon the several thou­
sand farms scattered throughout the 
project. It operates a large grain ele­
vator, a sugar refinery and an alfnlfu 
meal mill. It heats and ventilates 
schools, churches and a 50-room hotel. 
It heats and lights the farmers’ houses 
and furnishes power for the farm ma­
chinery.

Approach to Communism.
An economic unit has been created 

In a waste of sund und lava ash—or 
rather has grown cp there under the 
wing of the government, the only pos­
sible way It could hove grown—which 
represents u close approach to com­
munism.

A portion of the water Impounded 
by the darn enters canals and is dis­
tributed by the gravity system over
71.000 acres. Half of the wuter, Iff 
passing over the dnm creates 10,000 
horse power which lifts the remaining 
part of Hie first hulf of the wafer to 
higher benches of lund that otherwise 
would still be barren. Thus more thun
120.000 acres lu all huve water.

After lifting water for the extra
44.000 acres, there remains power suf­
ficient to provide nearly all the essen­
tials and many of the luxuries of life.

By law the United Slates reclama­
tion service Is required to supply wa­
ter and flower, when power In avail­
able, nt cost. Hence the charges are 
low. For light, the average farmer’s 
hill runs to about $1.25 a month. For 
light, ironing, wushlng, vacuum clean­
ers and cooking, the cost in the aver­
age household Is $3.00 a month. In 
winter, adequate power for flouting « 
5, 6 or 7-room house Is obtained at 
from $0 to $8 a month. Kofi coal costs 
$H a ton on the project and as consid­
erably more than one ton a month Is 
needed for coiuinuous healing and for 
cooking, the actuul money saving is 
lurge.

Electricity Heats 8chool». i
In Hupcrt und Burley, the principal 

towns, 75 per cent of the buildings and 
homes, lurge and small, are heated b j 
electricity. Last year Hujiert com­
pleted u high school housing (100 pupils 
which Is ventilated and heated 
throughout hy electric power from tin* 
-government plant. Burley bus now In­
vested $80,000 In a concrete school 
building, also to be heated and vea 
tllated by electricity, which will house
2.000 pupils.

Id the Hupcrt school, fresh air Is 
drawn from the roof at the rate of 50,- 
000 cubic feet u minute. It passes 
through electric coils which heat it to 
60 degrees Fahrenheit. Next It Is 
washed und humified uud then reaches 
a large motor-d*ifen blower. This 
forces the air Into two chambers. In 
tho one of which u portion Is raised to 
about 100 degrees and in the other of 
which cool air Is retained. Kepurate 
ducts carry the ulr from the two cham­
bers to eucli room la the building. The 
duets ure connected and there nr/* con- 
.icctlons controlled try dampers, ho that 
.h* temperature in Mich room is muln- 
ftlned at <18 degress.

Hot water Is provided electrically 
also. Tin* domestic science department 
has a complete outfit of electric plates 
for the use of (he individual students, 
as well as u lurge electric range for 
baking and cooking on n larger scale. 
Practical use is made of the domestic 
science department in the preparation 
of hot lunches at noon for all the stu­
dent body. The food Is sold at low 
prices. .Meal tickets can he obtained 
either for cash or in exchange for such 
supplies as milk, eggs and butter.

The building is splendidly lighted 
and is used in the evenings as a social 
center. The auditorium seats 500 peo­
ple.

Farmers Use Current.
Power is sold to Individuals on the 

project hut the more i<cunomicul way 
Involves group purchases.

"Orgunizutlons of the farmers have 
been formed," said a government offi­
cial. "Each organization deals-with 
the reclamation service in purchasing 
the pow'er required for the use of ull 
the members of each organization. It 
is then distributed over lines construct* 
ed by each group. One morning last 
summer I drove out Into the country 
about 8 miles from ltupcrt and stopped 
to chat with a homesteader. His 
house was n modest structure costing 
probably not to exceed $250. The place 
was well shaded with Carolinu poplars 
and had a well-kept white clover lawn 
In front.

"I observed u power line leading di­
rectly to the house and inquired about 
it. The farmer said lie was one of the 
directors in the Farmers’ Electric Co. 
and ustfd electricity for muny pur­
poses. My curiosity was aroused, and 
1 went Into the house to investigate. '

"I found every room lighted and 
heated with electricity. In the kilchen 
was u lurge electric runge, the very 
lutest on the market, with four hot 
plutes, u lurge oven, und a broiler. Wa­
ter for stock and household use was 
pumped electrically, and the sumo 
force will be used uhout the barn for 
vurlous purposes. This unpretentious 
home on a farm only four miles from 
desert possessed conveniences and up- 
to-date labor-saving equipment which 
probably cannot be found elsewhere 
except on the farmsteads of the vef^ 
rich in the oldest districts of the couu« 
try."

Broiled Lizard Pleases 
Marines’ Palates.

Perhaps broiled lizard will 
never find Its way to the menu 
of fashionable American res­
taurants, hut Uncle Hum's ma­
rines attached to the American 
legation at Managua, Nicaragua, 
have found, as entremets to the 
lotus, fried or In-oiled lguumi 
Steaks, served with a pasty sauce 
inudc from alligator pears, to he 
everything claimed hy the nutlve 
epicures.

The Iguunu, or giant lizard, 
bus been used for food hy tho 
uutives for many years, and Igu­
ana'steak finds much fuvor with 
Diem heeuusc of its gamy taste. 
Tiie Iguanu is herbivorous.

Drug Business Grows.
During the five years between 1909 

and 1914 there wus a substantial In­
crease In the manufacture of drug­
gists’ preparations, patent and pro­
prietary medicines and compounds and 
perfumery and cosmetics in the 
United Htutes says Uncle Sam. Re­
ports for 1914 were received from 
4,082 establishments, with product* 
vulueci at $172,008,040. The number 
of establishments In 1011 exceeded 
that In 1909 hy 440, or 12.1 per cent., 
and the value of the products In­
creased during the five-year period by 
$30,007,334, or 21.2 per cent.

Millions In 8and and Gravel.
Tim United Htutes produced 70,003,* 

303 short tons of sand and gravel, val­
ued at $2::,121,017, daring 1915, says 
Uucle Sum.

We, your Hoard of Public Works, hand you 
herewith the various reports for the month of 
November, 1916. We desire further to call your 
attention to the following;

In reference to the Louis Helmsdorfer fence, 
he agree* to erect tlie feuce and furnish all ma­
terial for same, the City to pay him 1125. We 
recommend that bis offer be accepted.

We recommend the putting up of aenow fence 
on the Negaunee-ltibpemluK road on the north 
side between the piece of woods Just beyond the 
Cornish town road and the big bluff near the 
Mipemlng hue. a distance of about 500 feel. 
This exposed area Is opposite the ('lift Drive, 
and Is a very dangerous piece of road after a 
driving mow norm. The estimate cost for ma­
terial and putting up of fence Is $150 This 
proposed feuce Is similar to the ones used by 
the railroads, and they can be taken dowuaud 
spirt-dduriug the summer.

The City has completed the building of its 
portion of tbe road east of the (Jueen Mine, up. 
proxlmatcly 1400 feet,cost $606. Total cost per 
foot of $.861.

We recommend establishing an 8 hour day at 
the Water Works and Electric Light Htatlon to 
cover the services of tbe Engineers and Firemen 
This will necessitate tbe appointment of one 
additional Engineer, and one additional Fire­
man. We recommend tbe appointment of 
Kicbard Eddy as Engineer at $88 60 a  month, 
and Oscar Wlllmaa aa fireman a t $75 a month. 
This change to take effect December 1Mb, 1916.

We recommend paying P. F. Baraaa, contrac­
tor. an extra on his aewer contract of $823 M for 
work rformedand material furnished In put­
ting tbe sewer under the f>. 8. 8. ft a . Ry. and 
theC. AN. W. Ky. eabankm eot opposite the 
so-called Merry House. At the time theeon- 
travt was eotered Into it was expected that the 
uld culvert uuder these Hacks might be used In 
which to place the pipe. This was found to 
have collapsed aud It was necessary to tunnel 
aud drift Kb feet to get the sewer uuder the

track* Tbe lt iilro.ul Companies insisted upmi 
cast iron pl|** being h»mI in place of tbe tile 
pl|ie. This work was expensive, due to the 
nature of the ground through which the drift 
luul to be mude. and *l*o keeping un the track* 
so that It would hot loterlere with the train 
service. After careful consideration on the mat­
ter, we recommend the payment asabo\e slated, 
deeming it to be reasonable.

We recommend Hut the salary of thc.fatif- 
tress hi Hie City Building be raised from $.« per 
month to 615 per month.

We desire further to call your 
attention to the following:

In reference to the Louis Helmsdorfer fence, 
he agrees to erect the fence and furnish all ma­
terial for same, the City to pay him $125. We 
recommend that his offer be accepted.

We recommend the puttlog up of a  snow fence 
on the Negaunee-Isbpemlng road on the north 
side between the piece of woods just beyond the 
Cornish town road and the big bluff near the 

• Ishpemlng line, a  distance of about .500feel. 
This exposed area Is opposite the Cliff Drive, 
and Is a very dangerous piece of road after a 
driving snow storm. Tim estimate cost for ma­
terial mid putting up of fence la $150 Tills 
proposed feuce is similar to the ones used by 
the railroads, and they can be taken downaud 
storwl dnrlug the summer.

The City has completed the building of Its 
portion ol the road east of the Queen Mine, ap 
proxlmately 1400 feet,cost $608. Total cost per 
toot of f.SCI.

We recommend establishing an g hour day at 
the Water Works and Electric Light Htatlon to 
cover the services of the Engineers and Firemen 
This will necessitate the appointment of one 
additional Engineer, and one additional Fire­
man. We recommend the appointment of 
Rtehard Eddy as Engineer a t 96$ SO a  month, 
and Oscar Willmaa as fireman at $7$ a  month. 
This chaoge to lake effect December Mtb, 1914.

We recommend paying P. P. Barasa. contrac­
tor, an extra on his sewer contract of 9623 56 for 
work performed and material furnished Input­
ting the sewrr under the f>. 6. B. ft a . Ry. and 
theC. A N. W. Ky. embankment opposite the 
so-called Merry House. At the time the con­
tract was entered Into It was expected that the 
old culvert uuder these tracks might be used In 
which to place the pipe. This was found to 
have collapsed aud It whs necessary to tunnel 
and drift Kb feet to get the sewer uuder the

tracks. The Railroad Companies Insisted upon 
cast iron pipe Item* used in place uftheille 
pijie. This work was expensive, due to Up* 
nature of the ground Ihrmiuh which the drift 
had to be made, and also keeping up the tracks 
so that It would not tntertere with (he train 
service. After careful consideration on the mat­
ter, we recommend the pay merit as abo\e stated, 
deeming It to be reasonable.

With regard to tbe coal shed that is Id 
course of construction beside the en­
gine house, Mr. Maitland exnlalqed 
that this shed could not be placed in 
either front or rear of the buMdiog 
without Interfering with gett r>g ap­
paratus In and out of the bou* . t  iat 
it was therefore necessary to plm e th ♦ 
shed at tho side, even though it en 
croached somewhat upon tbe bisect. 
Moreover, the arrangement is merely 
a temporary ono, as the shed U to be

Men tfiho knewJames Whit­
comb Riley and his work in­
timately tell something about 
the great Hoosiertbho played 
upon the heartstrings o f  a 
nation ti>ith his songs o f  
common folk and manners

<>\VA!>AYS ii poetic genius doesn't 
look like oik*. Oil the street. you 
might guess him to be a business 
man or u lawyer or a preacher or 
a photographer. Not since the 
Him* of Edgar Allan Poe have real 
poetH worn their hair loop—ns Id 
the comic pictures—or affected 
the soulful expression. Nowadays 
when a man wears his hair like 
Spanish moss on a Florida oak he 
Is suspected of being hard up. And 
if he exhibits what is supposed to 

be Ids soul by certain shifting and staring of his 
eyes he Is pilled as out* whose meutal gearing 
has sand in It.

liliss Carman, former editor of the Independent 
and n poet of note, was one of Jumps Whitcomb 
Riley's closest friends. After the Indiana 
songster's death on July 23, Curraan told much 
about Itlley to Mr. Joyce Kilmer of the New York 
Times Magazine and Mr. Kilmer In turn told it 
to the public.

Some 30 years ago Carman was Introduced to 
the already famous Hoosler. Riley's keen bird- 
like eyes surveyed the tall frume of the new and 
young acquaintance: "Gosh, you're a stalwart, 
ain't ye?" he remarked, grinning. "I guess your 
parents must huve trained you on a trellis."

Then, us reported by Mr. Kilmer, Carman went 
on to say:

'*The next time I suw Riley was in Philadelphia. 
I went to reud before the Drowning society, and 
I don’t mind telling you that I was scared to 
death. When I got out oil alone on the stage and 
•aw a thousand people staring up at me I felt 
more like running away thau doing anything else. 
But when I saw Riley down In the audience, 
looking at me In Ids quulnt, friendly way, then 
I felt all right. I wasn't afraid to read my 
poetry to Riley.

"After the reading was over Riley tucked me 
under his arm and said: ‘Now, let’s get around 
to the hotel and we’ll take off our shoes and 
get a chew of tobacco and be corafortuble.’

"You know, such remarks us this were all the 
more piquant because Itlley was so very punc­
tilious ami scrupulous in all his personal habits. 
He always was linnmculutely dressed. 1 never 
knew him even to make so much of a conces­
sion to comfort us to put on a smoking Jucket 
or a lounge coat. But he liked to go to his room 
and stretch himself on his bed and talk. And 
be never talked ubout anything but literature, 
chiefly |>oetry.

“illley had n great fund of knowledge of 
poetry and knew lots of out-of-the-way homely 
verse, lie delighted particularly In ridiculously 
bud newspaper verse.

"Riley liked to reud poetry uloud. When I went 
to bis house of an evening, he generally was wait­
ing for me with some favorite book, ready to 
read aloud."

"What sort of poetry did he prefer?"
"His tastes covered u wide (̂ Hiige. Two poets 

to whom lie was especially devoted were Long­
fellow and Swinburne.

"Riley liked Longfellow's directness and sim­
plicity. The' things that pleased him In Swin­
burne's work were the music and the deft crafts­
manship.

“After Riley had received his degrees from 
Home of the colleges, he seemed to feel that be 
ought to be ktiowu us u poet, rather than as u 
humorist and writer of dialect verse. He tried 
hard to live up to the name of poet, and wunted 
bis nonsense rhymes of bis vugubondage forgot­
ten. Yet Ills vermicular verse, or, ms he called it, 
his dialect verse, wus bis chief contribution to 
llteruture.

"Riley was Just a poet That was all he ever 
cured to be. lie  was not Interested in anything 
but poetry. He knew nothing of politics—he had 
not voted for 30 yeura. And as for philosophy, 
be had nothing but contempt for the modern 
thinkers.

"There was something very pathetic and charm­
ing about Riley's tenacity in holding the serious 
poet pose. H<s nonsense was Just one of his ways 
of writing which huppened to prove popular; 
when be got a chunre to write in uuother way 
bow eagerly he seised It, und bow persistently be 
dung to I t !

"Ills last yearn were the happiest of his life.
i think. He had hU own cur^aud rode around 
IndUmupolls and Its suburbs every day, generally 
Inking with htm some friend. l ie  wus honored 
und loved, and I think hi* felt that life bud been 
good to hltn.

"Riley's father was a lawyer. Ills grandfather 
enme to Indiana from Pennsylvania. Ills grand­
mother on bis mother's side wan Pennsylvania 
] )ijteh. Ml* fa ther was Irish.

“ Rllov had many prejudlees. lie disliked Poe 
very much, lie  disliked Poe’s character no much 
that be eould hardly rend his poetry. Of eoursc. 
In* muM have liked Poe’s music and splendid 
metrical effects,

•‘Of course, you know the story of Riley's fa- 
.i nns Imitation of I’oe? He had taken n position 

»h‘* staff of an Anderson. I ' d .  pupc- {ltid the 
a.'itnr of it rival paper kept ridiculing him. Riley

M o *  ©/■wore w  
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wanted to get even with him, so he wrote his 
Imitation of Poe, and had it published In a paper 
In another part of the state with an elaborate 
story about the discovery of the manuscript.

"At once It made a great sensation all over 
the country. It made so great a sensution that 
Riley was terrified, and feared that he would he 
accused of literary forgery. Meanwhile the edi­
tor of the rival paper wrote: 'No doubt our young 
friend Riley will belittle this poem and suy It is 
not the work of Poe. But it is Poe, and Poe’s 
best manner/ The sensation grew to such pro­
portions that Riley tmd to confess that be had 
written the poem. And then the editor of the 
paper discharged Riley because he had not pub­
lished it in his paper.

"Then the Indiuuupolta Journal gave him a Job, 
which he held for yeurs. He wrote reams of 
nonsense verse, and wrote up In verse the shops 
of the merchants who advertised in the Joirrnul.

"Riley’s first book was called The Old Swim- 
min' Hole and 'Leven More Poems/ He pub­
lished It himself. It sold so well thut It was soon 
taken over by a publisher, and passed through 
tuuny editions.

"Riley's exquisite pejimtuudiip showed the care 
with which he wrote. Originally he wrote u care­
less and mther illegible script, but he hud so 
much difficulty In getting the printers to reud Ills 
writing, und printing his dialect verse correctly, 
that he took up the study of penmanship, lie 
wus cureful always to get the diulect of one 
part of Indiana as distinct from the diulect of 
uny other purt.

"'Any man's character/ he suid, 'is best re­
membered, I suppose, by some of his hnbltuu! 
gestures und expressions.' I remember Riley as 
very deliberate In his motions, especially In bis 
last years. Smooth shaven, ruddy, well groomed, 
he looked like ii benign old English bishop more 
than anything else.”

Mr. Hon Marquis of the New York Hun aptly 
considers Riley and his poetry from un entirely 
different angle.

“Jumes Whitcomb Riley," says he, "was the 
companion of fulrles In Arcudy; for the Hoosler 
belongs to a race upurt. And while some are 
ruptured and broken to trade, the gentle fsief 
etteuped and kept always the vision of hidden 
things."

With these prefatory remarks ths writer goes 
on with Ills essay:

"There are (wo sorts of Indianan—the ordinary 
Indianan, who is not so very different from the 
Ohioan or the Illinoisan, and the Hoosler.

'The Hoosler belong uot merely to n race apart, 
but to a separate species. He is human, hut 
with a difference; he Is aware of the kinship 
between humanity and the so-called lower uni* 
mats (and even the plants and streams) on the 
one side, und on the other side of the kinship of 
humanity with the elves.

"When the moon turns the mists to silver and 
the owls wall and the frogs wake up along the 
creeks nnd lakes and the fairies saddle nnd bridle 
the fireflies and mount them nnd go whirring and 
flashing off In search of airy adventures the 
Hooslers steal out of the furmliouses and ham­
lets and creep down to the bottom lands and 
dance and sing and cavort under the summer 
stars. They do so secretly, dodging the mere hu­
mans, for secrecy Is the essence of their midnight, 
whimsical revels,

"In the .daytime they pretend they are Just 
ordinary Indinunns; their own brothers and 
mothers may not realize that they ure Hooslers.

"Rut In Indlatm. ns eis»whcre. there Ik IiunIucks 
and the need to attend to It. There must have 
been even In A ready—somebody owned the Mocks 
and herds of A ready and turned them Into 
butcher's meat and leather, nnd the shepherds 
only piped on the sufferance of their commercial-

minded masters. These Hooslers, these wild bards 
and prancing, long-legged lovers of the moon, tre  
often captured and broken and tamed to trade 
and industry by the more sordid eltlzenry. They 
ure yoked to the handle end of the plow, 
chained to the desk; hy the hundreds and thou­
sands they become clerks and salesmen and rail­
road presidents and novelists and business mea 
of all sorts.

"James Whitcomb Riley was a Hoosler who 
happily escaped; he wus never captured, never 
enslaved; the things hidden from the rest of us, 
or revealed only in flashes, remembered but 
vaguely from the duys of our own happy Hoosler- 
dom, be continued to see steadily; be lived among 
them familiarly to the end, and until the end 
was their Interpreter to us.

‘"Dud come here to your uncle a spell/ says 
Riley In effect, 'and I’ll show you not only a fairy, 
hut a fairy who bus for the moment chosen to be 
Just as much of a Hoosler as the Raggedy Man, 
or Orphunt Annie, or Old Kingry, or the folks at 
Griggshy Station/

"The critics and (he learned doctors of liter­
ature are already debating as to whether Riley 
hud imagination or only fancy. (It would be a 
terrible calamity to some of them If they said 
It wus Imagination and It was officially declared 
luter to he merely fancy; that is the sort of 
mistake that damns a critic and makes the sons 
and grandsons of critics meek, hacked, apolo­
getic young men.) And doubtless the point is ex­
ceedingly important. For If u poet has Imagi­
nation they say his work Is significant And if 
he hus only fancy his work Is not significant

"The chief merit of Riley's dialect verse— 
which is the most popular pert of his production 
and the purt with which tho critics chiefly con­
cern themselves—Is Its effectiveness us a medium 
for diuructer portruyal. Whimsical, lovable, 
homely, racy, quulnt, sulty, puthetic, humorous, 
tender ure bis dialect poems; essentially, he has 
shown us life us a superior writer of prose 
sketches might do, adding tbe charm of bis lyri­
cism.

"But. personally, we never like him so well us 
when he Is writing sheer moonlight and music. 
Rrobahly no (met who ever wrote Kngllsh—cer­
tainly no Americun |w>et—got more luscious lan­
guage than Riley. A sweetness that Is not so 
sugary that it cloys, having always a winy tang. 
For Insiauce, from The Flying Islands of the 
Night:'
'. . .In  lost hours of lute snd song,
When he w hs  hut a prince—1 hut a mouth 
For him to lift up slpplngly uod drain 
To his most ultimate of stammering sobs 
And maudlin wanderings of blinded breath...........’

"There Is no better evidence of tbe genuine­
ness of Riley's sentiment, particularly In the dia­
lect poems, than the discretion with which he 
touches the pathetic chord when be touches it 
at all. One of the most popular poems he ever 
wrote w u h  'Old-Fashioned Hoses/ and one word 
too much, one pressure the leust bit too Insistent 
would have made the thing as offensive ns a 
vaudeville ballud. The taste which told him to 
he simple and the sincerity which begat the 
taste huvh the verses from the reproach.

Many people have money in bank 
which lies there inactive. There is 
not one man in five, having such an ac­
count, who can tell the amount of i t ”

This statement was launched dur- 
lng the evening meal at Mrs. Hud­
son's very respectable boarding house 
In the prosperous little town of New 
Beaufort, which slumbers in one of the 
valleys of central New York.

•'1 must take issue with you there,” 
ventured the elderly rector of the Epis­
copal church who, being a widower, 
boarded with Mrs. Hudson. "I, for in­
stance, have managed to save a little 
money for old age and 1 can tell the 
amount of it to a penny."

"And I know just bow much I have 
on deposit," insisted MIbs Dolan, the 
school teacher.

"And I am quite sure of mine," as­
serted a buxom widow who bad collect­
ed life insurance.

"As a test of my contention," said 
Gard. "1 am willing to pledge a box of 
candy to each of the ladies and cigars 
to the gentlemen who will set down! 
the exact amounts of their inactive ac-j 
counts in the First National bank and 
then prove their figures correct, by ap­
plication to the cashier."

This proposal appealed to those who 
bad been drawn into the incipient con­
troversy. Next day they asked for the 
figures, and each had won his reward. 
Gard seemed chagrined that his theory 
should have thus gone to the winds, 
but be cheerfully stood treat.

For he had established a fact very 
Important to him. The inactive ac­
counts of the First National bank of 
New Beaufort were intact.

This was one of the first steps in an 
investigation of a financial institution 
which, while seemingly in the best of 
condition, was suspected of having! 
been looted for hundreds of thousands ; 
of dollars. Special agents of the de­
partment of justice know that an of­
ficial of the bank hud been trading 
heavily in Wall street and that he bad 
lost. Gard, a member of this new de­
tective force of the federal govern­
ment. had been sent to investigate. 
Representing himself as a bookkeeper 
be had secured a position with the 
leading grocer and bad come to board 
with Mrs Hudson.

He stayed three weeks. At the end 
of that lime be reported the shortage, 
fixed the blame upon the man re­
sponsible for it, showed the methods 
used, cited the accounts from which 
the money had been stolen, told what 
accounts w'ere still Intact.

There was McCord, a plaln-clotbei 
man from New York. McCord would 
sot have been In New Beaufort but 
for the ramifications of the New York 
police department in keeping track of 
these middle class criminals who ilvs 
through tbs trade of burglary—a call­
ing that Is sometimes refined into art. 
And the police department would not 
have come into possession of a certain 
tip If "Speck" Thompson bad not dons 
his bit up tbs river and returned to 
bis old haunts so broken that be chose 
to become a stool pigeon because be 
was no longer up to second story 
work.

Spsck had found that "Dutch" Shra­
der bad arranged to crack a safe and 
that the scene of the cracking was 
New Beaufort. He had tipped the 
matter off to the police, and hence Mc­
Cord's presence in a community that j 
was far from metropolitan. He repre- ■ 
eented the first of the detective serv­
ices.

The second such service was repre­
sented by Ogram Newton, a bank ex­
aminer in the service of the treasury 
department. His district was central 
New York. For three years be had 
been taking an occasional look Into the 
books of the various national banks 
of bin district, checking up assets and 
liabilities, inquiring into the value of 
the paper held hy the banks. Two 
weeks before Conrad Compton gave 
bio party Newtou nad been In New 
Beaufort and hud gone thoroughly into !

that haunted the young examiner. It 
seemed that his subconscious mind 
was aware of an oversight that had 
been made by hts working faculties.

Finally the re­
curring accounts eliminated themselves 
with the exception of one which per­
sisted. The loans and discounts ac­
count kept thrusting Itself into his con­
sciousness.

"By Jove!” he exclaimed suddenly 
to himself. "The entries in that ac­
count, the amounts of money that 
have been run through it, are out of 
all proportion to the other business 
of the institution. Something is wrong 
with loans and discounts."

So Newton hurried back to New 
Beaufort and was that night a guest at 
the party given by Conrad Compton, 
with whom he bad built up a friend­
ship through years of association in 
the fine of his work. He was to take 
a further look at the loans and dis­
counts on the morrow.

The department of justice is the 
prosecutor In cases of violations of the 
national banking law. Its work Is en­
tirely apart from that of the bank ex­
aminers of the treasury department. 
The New York office of this service, at 
a matter of daily routine, received the 
information that David Lorance, as­
sistant cashier of the First National 
bauk of New Beaufort, was regularly 
placing heavy buying and selling o r  
ders with a certain broker in Wall 
street.

For this reason, Agent Gard got the 
assignment to come to New Beaufort, 
and was thus the representative of the 
third detective service. His windows 
at the grocery store looked out upon 
the side door of the bank opposite. He 
was bland and inconspicuous, but he 
was an expert accountant, had taken a 
degree in the law and worked three 
nights a week in the gymnasium in 
New York when he was in town.

The Compton home stood on a bill 
just back of the town. It was known 
as Stone Crest and was the most am­
bitious establishment thereabouts, be­
ing always pointed out with pride to 
visitors. The banker was a widower, 
but given to entertainment and to 
charity.

Ogram Newton, the bank examiner, 
watched bis host narrowly as be re­
ceived his guests, as be directed their 
entertainment by a party of profession­
als who bad been brought up from 
New York for the occasion, as the ices 
were served. He thought the banker 
was a  bit paler than usual and bis nat­
ural nervousness seemed somewhat ac­
centuated. Once during tbe evening 
be had drifted Into the library which 
happened to be empty of guests, and 
bad found tbe host peering out of a 
window that commanded a view of the 
town.

"I trust you will pardon my preoccu­
pation," said the banker, turning again 
to bis guests, "I seem to have a way 
of feeling lonesomost when I have 
most company."

McCord, the plain-clothes mao, had 
vacillated between his hotel, the rail­
way station, and those streets that 
gave views of the alleys leading past 
tbe back ends of establishments that 
might contain safes worth raffling. Oc­
casionally bis eye fell upon the lights 
In tbe house of tbe banker on tbe bill, 
and wandered to tbe chief financial es­
tablishment of the town. Yet all was 
so serene in this eddy of tbe world 
that the hour of solitude that followed 
eleven o’clock seemed such an age that 
it drove him to bed.

few men In the town who was awake
except those who had been guests of 
the banker and who had lingered to an 
hour which was almost unprecedented

the methods of the sleuths of the de­
partment of justice. Card had come 
to New Beaufort with but a suspicion 
that Lorance, the assistant cashier, 
was playing the market on the funds

In New Beaufort. They would have 
gone home at eleven but the banker 
insisted that they remain for further 
entertainment on the part of his New 
York musicians. One song called forth 
another and tbe quality of the music 
proved so much more pleasing than 
that ot their customary local talent 
that they forgot the passing of time. 
The special agent sat on a hill neat 
the Compton home and smoked a pipe.

It was twelve o’clock before tbe 
party finally broke up.

back of tbe bank and stop behind a 
small building that shut off his view. 
Half an hour passed and the darkened 
machine reappeared from behind the 
intervening building, turned into the 
thoroughfare leading to the southeast 
and disappeared in the distance at an 
ever Increasing rate of speed.

When the exploding cartridges In 
the cashier's.drawer at the bank gave 
the first warning of the fire, the clamor 
of the alarm followed and pande­
monium broke out in the village. Of 
the dispersing group on the hill, every­
one ran for a nearer view of tbe fire. 
The musicians, the servants, the mas­
ter of the house himself, all hurried 
into the village to make part of the ex­
citement that prevailed. Stone Crest, 
the lights of its entertainment still 
glowing, was left deserted.

Gard, the special agent, again acted 
differently from his fellows by falling 
to do the thing which others did. He 
crossed over from the hill on which

of the bank. Lorance was known to 
be placing orders with a Wall street 
broker.

At the boarding house Gard learned 
that Lorance lived modestly In a cot­
tage with his wife and babies, had not 
been seen to make any display of 
money, was of sturdy farmer stock. On 
the other hand the investigator imme­
diately picked up the facts that the 
cashier, Compton, maintained an ex­
pensive establishment, entertained lav­
ishly, was often absent from town, 
was nervous, hlghstrung, in bad 
health.

All these facts led him to watch the 
cashier rather than his assistant. They 
led him, also, to some experimental 
testing of the condltiou of the bank's 
accounts. He knew that a dishonest 
employee of a bank, in appropriating 
money, had to charge it to some ac­
count to make the books balance. The 
large, Inactive accounts offer a most 
tempting opportunity of this sort; but 
these were found to be intact by his 
ruse of inducing the depositors to call 
for their balances.

It was to get a better line on the 
business of the community, and par­
ticularly upon the accounts of Comp­
ton, that the special agent secured a 
position as bookkeeper in Joy’s 
grocery store. Here he found, in the 
first place, that the buying for the 
Compton home was most profligate 
and evidently wasteful. He found, 
further, that the bills were always 
paid without question and by check. 
Knowing of an old trick that has 
brought many a cashier to ruin, Gard 
sought a way to test these personal 
checks to determine whether or not 
they actually found their way to the 
personal account of the cashier.

The cashier of a bank is usually the 
individual who opens the mall, and 
many of these have been known to 
cash personal checks and destroy them 
when they came In for collection, 
charging the amount to some account 
where It might temporarily be hidden. 
To determine whether or not these 
personal checks were being juggled by 
the cashier Gard, as the grocer’s book­
keeper, found a pretext to send to the 
bank for a  record of some personal 
checks of Compton’s which he had 
handled a few days earlier. The call 
wbb made while Compton was out to

he had smoked and hastily entered the 
banker's bouse. Arriving, he seemed 
to know exactly what be wanted. He 
hurried through the rooms of tbe 
house, snsppiug on still more lights 
until be found that apartment which 
seemed to be tbe personal retreat of 
the owner. Here be evidently bad 
business. Standing Jn tbe middle of the 
floor he looked about. Thrown care­
lessly Into a window seat he saw two 
heavy books of tbe appearance of led­
gers. These he secured and placed on 
a  table In the middle of the room with­
out even examining them. Next he 
began further exploration. When he 
found tbe banker’s bedroom he seemed 
satisfied. On the back of a chair was 
a  coat, evidently that which Compton 
had worn until he dressed for tbe eve­
ning. Gard thrust hie band into the 
inside pocket of nls coat and pulled 
out a batch of letters through which 
he ran rapidly. He selected two or 
three, thrust them into bis pocket, re­
turned for the ledgers, tucked these 
under his arm and left the bouse.

On the way to his lodgings he filed 
a telegram to tbo department at Wash­
ington which read as follows: 

"Compton, cashier in First National 
bank cnee, guilty. Lorance probably 
not implicated. Bank burned tonight 
by accomplices of Compton. Case com­
plete. GARD/'

The manner in which these conclu­
sion* * were reached aro Di;l typical of

lunch, and the checks could not be 
found. Through another dealer Gard 
succeeded in getting a second similar 
request made with tbe some results. 
He concluded that Compton was at 
least juggling his personal acCouot 
and charging tbe amount of bis per­
sonal checks to some other account, 
probably Joans and discounts.

In various ways the special agent 
found opportunities, even without see­
ing the books of the bank, of dem­
onstrating to bis satisfaction that the 
accounts were being juggled. This 
was particularly true of new deposits. 
When a cashier is particularly hard 
pressed he may resort to a manipula­
tion of the accounts of current depos­
itors. Tbe system is tbe simplest in 
the world. When a depositor hands in 
his money, the cashier enters the 
amount in tbe pass book of that indi­
vidual as a receipt. Then, instead of 
mitering the money to the depositor’s 
credit, tho cashier puts it In his pocket. 
Thus there is nothing to show for the 
transaction but the entry in tbe pass 
book, and that may not be presentee 
for a long time. Tbe cashier choose* 
for spoliation the accounts that it it 
least likely about which inquiries will 
be made. As far as the bookB of the 
bank are concerned they are as though 
the deposit had never been made, and 
the bank examiner, therefore, has no 
way of discovering tbe shortage.

Gard, through the store for which

he worked, made several deposits, and, 
upon one pretext and another, sent to 
the assistant cashier of the bank for 
the record of them In the absence of 
Compton. They did not show on the 
account of tbe grocery store and the 
matter was passed over as a misun­
derstanding. But so was a second ave­
nue of misappropriation discovered.

Thus was tbe special agent able 
from the outside to get very good 
leads Into tbe condition of the bank 
and to determine tbe manner of its 
looting when tbe facts might not have 
been obtainable by an expert working 
from tbe inside.

Gard’s case was about completed 
and the department was ready to act 
when the dramatic denouement came. 
Arson, suicide and flight are the three 
events most to be expected when tbe 
funds of a bank have been misappro­
priated. Tho young special agent was 
watching for any of these at the time 
of the anniversary party given by the 
banker. It was in preparation for 
either that he watched so late on that 
occasion.

On tho afternoon which preceded 
the entertainment Gard was working 
over his books at the store and at the 
same time keeping an eye on the 
bank. An hour after closing time at 
the bank he saw Compton come out 
of the side door with two books of the 
institution under bis arm. He could 
make out that one was loans and dis­
counts. He surmised that they tnlght 
be records that were to bo destroyed— 
probably the books that showed his 
euiit. ,

When from tho hillside Gard that 
night saw the silent car stop back of 
the bank and tho flames subsequently 
break out, he knew what bud hap­
pened. These were accomplices ot the 
cashier who had probably looted the 
bank of any remaining funds and, ac­

cording to agreement, had set it on 
fire that the incriminating records of 
the cashier might be destroyed. The 
wily cashier, however, had made sure 
that the books that showed his guilt 
would not be found, in case the plan 
was not an entire success. He had re­
moved them himself, but had not as 
yet destroyed them for he saw no 
probability of coming under immediate 
suspicion. Likewise bad he neglected 
to destroy certain correspondence that 
later connected him with the parties 
found to have committed the arson.

The books taken from the banker’s 
houso were found to be tbe personal 
ledger wherein should have been en­
tered deposits, and tbe loans and dis­
counts ledger in which account Comp­
ton bad entered the amounts repre­
senting ail his personal checks.

Incident to the burning of the bauk, 
but who, through them, was able to 
trace the burglars.

Compton went to pieces when con­
fronted with the proof that his derelic­
tions had been found out. When his 
townspeople came to know tbe facts 
on the following day, they stormed the 
jail and threatened to lynch him. 8o 
determined was their onslaught that 
the sheriff spirited tho prisoner away. 
In desperation he confessed his crimes 
and exonerated Lorance. the assistant 
cashier, who in playing the murket bad 
only executed the orders of his su­
perior. Compton lived but six months 
after his couvictlon and sentence to 
ten years In the penitentiary at At­
lanta.

The chcstuut is of more apparent 
Tirtue, It is oil meat, Jt may he used 
for turkey dressing and It is used 
abundantly by durk-skinned .Syrian 
genii who preside over tnagic braziers 
lu the odd crannies of our busiest 
streets. Everyone probably more or 
less likes the chcstuut. It Is easy to 
eat and 1)0 per cent nourishment.

The lesser nuts are the walnut and 
the butternut.

collect beechnuts. They are too small 
gume for the American nutter.

• But all (lie nuts are honorable. They 
do not deserve the slang opprobrium 
which has been put upon them. There 
Is some sense in cnlling un undesirable 
person n "lemon" or a “quince" or even 
a "persimmon,” but never a "nut." 
"Nut" should be a term of solid honor.

This liquid and the power of Influt' 
lag Itself until It Is twice Its normal 
size are the toad’s sole defeases 
against an enemy. Tin* toad's chief 
enemy Is tin* snake. When the sunk* 
advances the toad promptly puffs Itself 
out and becomes so much bigger that It 
Is difficult for the snake to seize and 
swullow him, for the Inflation does not 
yield to pressure of tin* snake's juwa.

Postoffice Hints

Postmaster Trudell's seasonable 
suggestions regarding Christmas mail 
matter have been placed in the handB 
of every patron of the Negaunee post- 
office, and if all will profit by tbe sen­
sible advice therein given they will 
insure timely and safe delivery of 
their Yuletido letters and packages.

Attention is directed especially to 
the fact that Christmas falls on Mon­
day, and with fewer mall trains in 
operation and tbe postoffice forces 
nominally ofT duty tbe greater part of 
the Sunday immediately preceding 
Christmas, it will be advisable for 
postal patrons to add an extra day to 
their calculations of the time required 
to get mail matter to destination. 
Greeting letters and gift packages may 
be marked, "Do Not Open Until 
Christmas," and not only the recipi­
ent but every postal employe through 
whose hands the mail matter passes 
will thauk you if you will "do your 
mailing early."

Except for the regular dispatch of 
mail, the Negaunee postoffice will 
nominally be closed on Sunday, the 
24th, but a peek behind the scenes 
doubtless would disclose considerable 
work being done by way of prepara­
tion for the necessarily heavy deliver, 
ies of the following day. Tbe office 
windows will be open from 11 a. m. to 
1 p. m. on Christmas Day. Tbe bulle­
tin speaks of "one delivery by carri­
ers Christmas morning," but In reali­
ty it doubtless will result itself Into 
morothan a single trip for each carri­
er, becauso of the two days' accumu­
lation of mail and the desire of tbe 
local officials to provide dolivery for 
every piece of mall matter, that reach­
es the office prior to 11:30 o'clook 
Christmas morning.

A phase of the service which is be­
ing emphasized is local delivery. The 
parcel post will servo you just as effi­
ciently und economically for packages 
addressed within town as fur those 
destined farther from home. This 
local service applies to carrier, lock 
or call box deliveries. Packaging 
and addressing are likewise essential 
points. Substantial boxes or heavy 
wrapping paper should he provided 
for packages, and one should make 
sure that his twine is stout. Erase all 
old markings from a package. See 
that the now address is both correct 
and legible; give street address or 
oostotfice box number whenever possi­
ble: and above all, do not forget your 
own uddress preceded by "from.”

A particularly pertinent suggestion 
Is tbe early purchase of postage stamps 
One can gauge his stamp needs with 
considerable accuracy, and by pro­
curing your stamps now you are likely 
to avoid vexatious waits during the 
slays closer to Christmas.

Full information regarding insur­
ance and registry of mall matter Is 
contained in Postmaster Trudell's 
circular, and to its helpful sugges­
tions U added the slogan:
