SU PER -ZEPPELIN  
IS  BULKIER THAN 

AN OCEAN LINER
Built of Aluminum, It Is 680 Feet 

Long, but Weighs Only 
50 Tons.

FOOD GONDOLAS FOR CREW

British Experts Estimate Cost of Con­
struction of Giant Airship Recent­
ly Brought Down in Essex at $V 

250,000—-Driven by Six 
Engines.

London.—II was not Ioiik ufU»r the 
haltlc with Zeppelins last September 
before the British nlr service experts 
discovered that the airship brought 
down In lliimes represented the latest 
type of enemy raiders—the super-Zep- 
■pelin—as superior in size, engine pow­
er, armament and bomb-currying ca­
pacity over the first Zeppelins ns the 
imest big U-boats art* over the orlghml 
Hide submarines.

The deductions of the experts huve 
shown that Germany's super-Zeppe­
lin has engines aggregating 1,440 horse 
power, as against o40 h o rs e  power In 
the original Zeppelin. It is C80 feet 
Jong und 72 feet in diameter—actually 
larger in hulk than a giant ocean liner 
• f  (lie type o f  the Lusitania, though 
o f  Infinitely loss weight, of course. 
Itie  enormous envelope, although de­
stroyed in the fire that plunged the 
Zeppelin down to wreck in Fssex, bus 
been estimated from the aluminum and 
steel mid copper wire structural work 
that remains to Unve heou of a capac­
ity to store 2.UOO,tKX) cubic feet of gas 
—three times as much as the capacity 
of the curlier Zeppelins, theu supposed 
to lie the last word In air monsters. 

Larger Than Lusitania.
What inspired mlmirntiou and won­

der In (he minds of all who visited 
the wreck was the Incredible dellcucy 
of the workmanship that created some- 
iking larger limn the Lusitania to thmt 
In the nlr, and which against the tens 
of thousands of tons weight of the 
Lusitania, witli engines, guns, bombs 
and all, the super-Zeppelin is figured 
as weighing ouly f»U tons. The whole 
nfumfaani and w ire  s tru c tu re  weighed 
ouly, (he expert* report, nine tons.

An English reporter who visited the 
WTeek writes:

“The externals of the airship, her 
outer fabrics and gas bags, were de­
stroyed, but all tin* essentials remain, 
nil the eluborute contrivances of a t­
tack, all the gear for operating the 
miglnes, all the tackle fur maneuver­
ing the ship.

“The skeleton of the monster Is not 
visible until you draw very close to It. 
I t Is a strange, spidery aflfuir of deli­
cate trellis work In silvery metal, with 
■o  sheen and no tinkle hut u sepulchral 
rusHo. The girders are of almost In­
conceivable lightness. Wlmt looks u 
prodigiously bulky portion of the 
framework can ho lifted with one 
band. Instead of weighing a hun­
dredweight It scales a few pounds. 
The whole structure seems like a de­
vice from another world and another 
age."

The Four Gondolas. •
Swung under the huge gun envelope* 

were four gondola-shaped compart­
ments, hooded, with apertures for the 
use of the navigators and gunners uud 
•diKervers- -one gondola til ihc Zeppe­
lin's nose, two depending side by Hide, 
h i  the center, and the third and larg­
est gondola—about thirty feet In length 

•aft. Her six engines distributed 
among (he gondolas are figured to have 
been able to send the monster along in 
calm weather at (}.*» tulles tut hour. 
The gondolas are made of stoat alumi­
num, bid the experts do not figure 
that, bont-slmped us they are, they 
could Hunt successfully unless the avi­
ators laid time to dismantle the dy­
ing boats of their armament In a de­

scent or especially In a tumble If the 
gas bags were shell struck.

The forward gondola Is that used 
for navigation. It was divided Into 
three compartments. In the first wns 
the captain, right In the how of the 
ship, looking through nonllammuble 
celluloid windows, which were pierced 
through the cotton fabric that closed 
the gondola In above. Conveniently 
placed for him were two wm»els to 
operate the elevating and horizontal 
steering rudders und other wheels con­
trolling the water ballast and the 
petrol tanks. Before him was a little 
keyboard with which bombs were 
dropped. It showed CO small buttons 
like the pushes of an electric hell, 
eneh of which operated one bomb- 
dropping hook and released a bomb. 
Another lever withdrew a shutter, 
which had to W* withdrawn before the 
bomb could fall.

One of the Six Engines.
Astern of the captain's cabin in the 

same gondola was u little room, six 
f<*et by four feet, used by the wireless 
operator and containing the wireless 
Instruments, which were supplied with 
•urrent from six Uynumos, one at­
tached to each engine, thus leaving 
nothing to chance. Astern of the 
wireless room, again, still In the same 
gondola und Isolated from the wire­
less room by an air space of about 
an inch, were one of the six engines 
and a dynamo, also two machine guns 
of ordinary German caliber, on tripod 
mountings of amazing lightness.

The engine Is still In good working 
order. It Is of Maybach (Mercedes) 
type and develops 240 horse power. 
One of the great surprises of this air­
ship Is (hut Immediately behind the 
forward gondola and driven by Its en­
gine Is a propeller amidships under- 
ueulh the ship. There was nothing of 
the kind in the Zeppelins brought down 
In Trance and at Salonlkl. It Is one 
of the distinctive features of the su­
per-Zeppelin.

The “Cat Walk.”
To pass from the gondola down the 

ship one had to climb through a kind 
of trapdoor framed In aluminum Into 
the “cat walk," a perilously narrow 
gnngwuy only nine Inches wide Hint 
ru n s  the whole length of the keel. On 
the aluminum girder framings the 
thinnest of planking was laid. Some 
purt of It has survived the tire and 
could he very plainly seen. Passing 
down this “eat walk" Inside the walls 
of thlu cotton fabric, grayish white, 
one reached the compartment contain­
ing bombs. Here hung the missiles on 
00 hooks, und Mow them was the slid­
ing shutter. In the "eat walk" was 
another Interesting find—a lavatory 
with fittings of fairy lightness.

Near the Renter of the ship, pro­
gressing from how to stern, were sus­
pended uvo other gondolas. These 
bang side by side, spaced out a little 
on either beam. They are of much 
smaller size, ouly IS feet long, and 
each  contains one Maybach 240 horse­
power engine, one dyuutuo and one 
machine gun,

In the amidships gondolas were neat 
little aluminum cupboards, which at 
the time of the capture contained 
contest Miles. They were of good de­
sign ami took little space. The last 
mid fourth gondola was placed astern

tn the center line and was of largo 
size, about thirty feet long. It con­
tained two machine guns and three en­
gines, nil of Maybach type and 240 
horse power, each driving one dynamo 
and propeller. Two of these propel­
lers were stuyed out on either beam of 
the airship; the third was ot the stern, 
about thirty feet in from the end of 
the ship. A similar propeller was ob­
served In the Zeppelin brought down 
by the French at Kovlgny.

The gas wus contained in 24-bal- 
loonets, each connected by n valve 
w ith  a central gas supply pipe. The 
bnlloonets were burned, but enough of

IMPROVE BASRA BY FORCE

Relief Given Women Enables Them 
to Live In Their Customary Man­

ner—Few Falee Application*
Are Received.

tionary Force, Basra, Arabia.—A «ta(T 
of trained men has been brought to­
gether to administer the customs and 
revenue collections In the occupied 
purt of Turkey. Except thut th e  rates 
have been slightly reduced, the tariffs 
ure the same us they were under the 
Turks. All the money collected 
through civil tuxutlou In the occupied 
territory is being expended on civil 
government, civic improvements, pen­
sions for Turkish pensioners und al­
lowances for the families of Turkish 
prisoners of war held by the British.

There are many civic Improvements 
necessary. A good road between Ashur 
ami Basra city Is imperative; the canal 
needs dredging; the dikes need rebuild­
ing und suuitutlou must he uchleved 
by actual force. Much has already 
been done. Several good bridges have 
been built over Ashur creek; u large 
gang of masons is repairing the canal 
wall; the bazuur has been cleaned 
out; the police force bus beeu reorgan­
ized und mude efficient, and a railroad 
which Is to bring roudwny metalllug 
from an extinct volcano HO tulles away 
leaps ahead daily.

British Pension Turk Officials.
All of the retired Turkish officials 

who were living on peusious from the 
Ottoman government when the Brit­
ish occupied Busra may now draw 
from the British government sulliclent 
money to cuubte them to live decently. 
All Turkish officials actively in service 
ut the time of occupation who huve 
had more tliuu 20 years’ service may 
also be pensioned. Most of these have 
been permitted freedom. The fuinlllcs 
of Turkish prisoners of war may re­
ceive allowances by applying to the 
chief political officer for the British 
forces.

I glanced through some of the files 
In the political office and jotted down 
the facts of a few applications for ul* 
lowuuccs. The uppllcunt can usually 
speak only Turkish or Arabic. He 
writes his appllcatlou out in Turkish 
und takes it to the bazaar, where some 
native translator turns it iuto most 
weird und picturesque English. U 
then goes to the chief political officer, 
who orders uu investigation. If the 
upplicutton is bona fide. It Is certain to 
be granted. Pensions uml allowances 
are graded uecording to class—the 
wife of u former governor would draw 
what even In Amerlcu would be u 
good-sized pension, while the wife of 
u coolie soldier would get perhaps 15 
cents a (Jay. Yet both women would 
he enubled^to live In fhelr customary 
immner. This concession bus prevent­
ed actual want. Officers already pen­
sioned before the arrival of the Brit­
ish may draw up to one quurter of the 
pension th e / received from the Turk­
ish government, ul though In cases of 
urgent necessity larger nllowuuces are 
granted.

Relief Given to Women.
The wife of Mohnmcd Aklimed, ex- 

Turkish olllcial whose salary was $20

per month, and having no children, 
applied for an allowance and was 
granted $7 n month.

The wife of F m y  Bey, former cus­
toms official, whose salary was $115 
per month, and huvlng one child, eight 
years old, applied for an allowance 
and was granted $15 per month.

Tin* wife of n Turkish soldier now a 
prisoner of wnr in India, whose pay 
was four cents a duy, and who has 
four children between the ages of two 
ipid seven years, was grunted an al­
lowance of $13 a month.

A corporal of police died Just before 
the Turks evacuated Basra. lie left

The wur office has been faced will) 
the necessity of providing everything 
from socks to uniform buttons, from 
mess spoons to great coats, for an 
army grown In 24 months from less 
than 20U,000 to more thun 4.000,000. 
Ami the success with which this situ­
ation 1ms been met Is one of the in­
dustrial romunees of the wur,

Figures, as a rule, tell little, but the 
government hus compiled some statis­
tics behind which can he seen the 
feverish industry, the unceasing toil, 
which has permitted the men at the 
front to take their place us nn ef­
fective fighting machine beside the 
French und the Husshins ami the Ital­
ians; the Jit boa which made possible 
the development of the little contin­
gent which crossed to France In Au­
gust, 11)14, to the greatest volunteer 
army in the history of the world. 
These statistics are bused «»n reports 
up to April 1.

When the roast is done take il up 
nml pour oil' all the drippings except 
f.vo large lablespontifuls. being cjiivlill 
to retain the brown siili.-tanee at the 
bottom.

Add two tablespootifuls of Hour, let­
ting this cook for a minute with the 
dripping. Add a pint of cold water, 
stirring well. Acid a slice of onion, 
letting gravy cook a few minutes m 
extract the Juice, then remove the 
onion. Strain gravy. Tins gravy t* 
free from grease and lias a good flavor.

EGGS WITH ANCHOVY SAUCE

Method of Serving Is Something of a 
Novelty—Makes Delicious 

Luncheon Dish.

At most delicatessen simps or largo 
grocery stores may be bought tiny lit­
tle cans of anchovy paste. These sell, 
as a rule, for It) emits apiece.

To make tin* sauce, meJl one round­
ed tahbspnonful of Imtter and one 
taldespoouful of flour, heaped high. 
When thoroughly blended, add one 
cupful of milk and tln> contents of the 
liny can of anchovy paste.

When the sauce lias boiled up, r«*- 
move it from the fire, stir until very 
smooth and pour Jt over hard-boiled 
eggs that have been shelled, cut in 
half mid laid face down on the plate 
on which they are to he served. Four 
the sauce over the eggs evenly, sprin­
kle with a little finely-chopped parsley 
or celery nml dust with paprika.

For luncheon, ns an entree, it should 
be served hot and then the sauce 
should he poured in mi Individual cas­
serole or, should this not he handy, in 
a baking dish. Fresli eggs, carefully 
opened, are dropped In this hot sauce 
and a little cheese grated over the top. 
and paprika, nnd the whole put In a 
very hot oven long enough to "set" 
the egg. This may be served as a 
course by itself with thin biscuits.

Pilaff of Rabbit.

J. Eusebe Boyer Dead

Joseph Eusebe Boyer, a NegHur.ee 
pioneer whose residence in the Lake 
Superior District hud spanned more 
than half a century, died quite sud 
dcnly yesterday morning at Hibbing, 
Minn., where he was pay log a visit 
to his son*in law and daughter, Mr. 
aod Mrs. John Rock. The remains 
are to be brought to this city for 
interment and tbe funeral will be held 
Sunday afternoon, with services at 
St. Paul’s Catholic Cburcb. Tbe 
Chevaliers de Lafayette, of which 
deceased bad long been a member, 
will have charge of tbe funeral.

Mr. Boyer was tbe youngest son of 
Joseph aod Pelagie (Roy) Boyer and 
was born In tbe parish of La Tortue, 
Province of Quebec, December 6tb, 
1831. In 1864 the family removed to 

! Clioton county, N.Y., and two years 
j later Joseph E. Boyer returned to St. 
Michele, P Q , to marry Miss Eulalie 
Me*card oa September 25tb, 1856. 
Tbe couple spent a few years In North* 
ern New York and Vermont, and 
early io 1865 Mr. Boyer set out for 
the Lake Superior region, concern* 
iog which wonderful tales had been 
sect back East by Antoine Delorier. a 
brother-in-law of Mr. Boyer. He 
landed in Marquette on May 27th, 
1865, and made his way to Negauoee 
the same day. There was no station, 
but Mr. Boyer disembarked at a 
“ jumping oft place'’ near the present 
tire hall. During tbe first few months 
he assisted his brother-in-law Id im­
proving a farm which stretched oyer 
the tract cow occupied by the Maas 
and Negaunee mines and In the 
autumn went to work in the coal 
kilns a t Cbocolay.

Returning to Negauoee in 1867, Mr. 
Boyer erected a borne io Case street 
on the site oow occupied by tbe resi­
dence of Mrs. John Larson. Fora 
few years Mr. Boyer bad a contract 
for clearing portions of Section 1, 
comprising tbe holdings of tbe Jack- 
son Iron Company. Tbe tract was 
densely covered with bardwoodexcepi 
in tbe swampy stretch near tbe pres­
ent site of tbe street railway power 
bouse. In 1870 Mr. Boyer built 
another residence farther east on 
Case street, this being the property 
subsequently owned by P. C. Peterson 
aod more recently occupied by Dr. 
P itt S. Wilson. For about & year io 
tbe middle of the 70’s Mr.’ Boyer was 
io charge of kilns at Forestville for 
tbe late Joseph L ’Huillier. It was 
during the family’s residence at this 
point that the “ black fever”  carried 
off two of bis children.

In 1880 Mr. Boyer went to Garden, 
Delta county, and took up a home­
stead of 143 acres, where he continued 
to reside until his return to Negaunee 
in 1891. The family home bad since 
been here, and on September 25tb. 
1906, Mr. aod Mrs. Boyer celebrated 
their golden wedding anniversary, Rt. 
Rev. Msgr. Laogner officiating. 
Thirteen children were born to Mr. 
and Mrs. Boyer, and six of them sur­
vive. Mrs. Boyer died a little over a 
year ago.

Took His Life

Malt Valentine Kaotaia, a youth 
who came here from Sault Ste. Marie 
toward the close of Iasi week and, 
according to report, speedily lost his 
money In a Ambling game, ended h is 
existence sometime Monday afternoon 
or night by haoging himself at the 
home of John Hooka, Clark street, 
where be had engaged lodging. Re­
morse over tbe loss of bis money was 
undoubtedly tbe cause of the young 
man’s act, and sad as Is tbe tragic 
incident, there will be some recom­
pense if it serves to direct official at­
tention to tbe gambling joint wbere 
Rentals is said to have been “ trim ­
med.*’

According to a passport found 
among bis effects. Rant ala was 19 
years old aod left Fiolaod io 1913 for 
Canada. He bad been employed at 
one of the mines above the Canadian 
Soo for some time and last Saturday 
arrived in Negaunee. Wbeo be en­
gaged a room at tbe home of Mr. 
Hooka be paid the rent in advance 
and displayed a goodly-sized roll of 
Canadian curreocy. He was about 
town Sunday aod Monday and it is 
believed entered bis room on the 
afternoon of tbe latter day and locked 
tbe door. H e  was called Tuesday 
morning and again at noon, and there 
having been no response either time, 
it was decided to enter tbe room 
through a« window opening upon a 
balcony. It was then found that tha* 
young man bad banged himself, using 
a leather belt to form a noose sus­
pended from one of tbe bedposts. Im­
mediately upoo being summoned, 
Marshal Newcombe made a thorough 
search of tbe young man’s effects, but 
6 cents in money, a watch, knife, key, 
button book aod some personal letters 
and papers were all that could be 
found. During bis residence in Can­
ada be had obtained a chauffeur’s 
license and a membership card showed 
that he bad joined the Socialist Dear 
ocratic Party of Caoada. HU mother 
is still living in Finland.

Say Birsky and Zapp

HB1STMA8 ain't 
what it  used to 
be," Barnett Zapp 
remarked, as he 
sst opposite Louis 
Birsky in Wasser- 
bauer’s reetau- 
n o t

"Bure I know," 
Birsky s a i d ,  
spreading a slice 
of rye bread with 
mustard as be 
waited for an or­
der of kreploch 
soup, with ge- 
fullte tebeebes to 

follow. "Former times if a retail dry- 
goods concern didn't got half their 
salesladies faint on 'em every night 
for two weeks before Christmas, their 
creditors would come down on them 
and ask them to discount their bills. 
Nowadays if a cash girl gets a head­
ache, that’s big already."

Birsky nodded sadly.
"Christmas Is dying out," be de» 

dkred. "The people Is getting too 
wise, Zapp. It uaed to be that If you 
wanted to push your stickers,—wheth­
er it  was handkerchiefs, socks, neck­
ties, Oder gloves, all you had to do 
was to wait till the first of December, 
mark ’em up GO per cent over the regu­
lar retail price for fresh goods, put 
'em In red paper boxes, y'understand, 
and your customers practically used 
blackjacks on each other to get a t the 
counter where the goods was dis­
played. Christmas silver articles was 
also good sales. I  seen butter dishes 
go like hot cakes, which the salesladies 
was warned not to dust them off mlt 
feathers even, on account it might 
scratch4the sliver plate and show the 
brass underneath. But that's a thing 
of the past now. And who done it, 
Zapp? It was the feller that Invented 
the saying: ’Do your Christmas shop­
ping early.'"

"Who did Invent I t f  Zapp asked.
"I should know who Invented itl"  

Birsky exclaimed. "But whoever be 
was, Zapp, he put a bigger crimp In 
the cheap handkerchief business than 
the feller who Invented rhinitis tablets, 
because If yon are doing your Christ­
mas shopping arount the first of Octo­
ber when all them poor fellers that 
runs summer hotels and bathing pa­
vilions is soylng to themselves: ’Now 
it gets warm,* Zapp, haodkerchiefs for 
colds are the furthest from your 
thoughts. Also children whose moth­
ers do their Christmas shopping in 
September is apt to get school supplies
instead of sleighs, because a shopper 
ain’t  got no imagination, Zapp. She 
buys what’s in season, and if she wus 
doing her Christmas shopping as early 
as the Fourth of July, y’understand, 
she would come home with fireworks.”

"Say," Zapp said, flipping the fingers 
of his right hand at Birsky, "storekeep­
ers ain’t allowed to sell no more fire­
works around the Fourth of July. It’s 
ugulcst the law." ,

"I know It," Birsky continued, "and 
If people couldn't shoot off firecrackers 
around the Fourth of July and couldn't 
shop around Chrlstmus, all It needs Is 
that It should be u suspended sentence 
for eating turkey on Thanksgiving, and 
the only pleasure we got left In Amer­
ica is decorating graves on the thlr* 
tleth of May."

"Still, in a way, it’s a good thing that 
Christmas is more or less a thing of 
the past,” Zapp said, "becuuse when 
you tried to collect a bill from some­
body uround Christmas time, it didn't 
muke no difference If he wus retired 
from business except for a 10 per cent 
Interest in a bathing suit tu e to ry , he 
would want you to wait till his Christ­
mas rush was over. Also people didn’t 
give no orders because it wus arouud 
Christmas, Birsky, and just becuuse it 
wus near Christmas and they dulined 
they could use all the money th**y 
could get, your creditors wanted you to 
puy bills which you hurdiy knew you 
owed on account of not receiving tie  
second moutbly statement yet. Fur­
thermore if you owned u tenement 
house, you'd got difficulty collecting 
the November rent because the ten- 
unts suld it wus so uear Christum*, und 
that’s the way It went, Birsky. People 
treated Christmas not os a holiday, but 
us an excuse. The wonder Is it uin’t 
died out altogether."

'T he  wholesaler wouldn't miss it if 
It did," Birsky commented. "Believe 
me, Zapp, for every child thut luys 
awake the night before Chrlstmus 
thinking what his parents ure going 
to bund him the next morning, there is 
fifty manufacturers counting sheep 
Jumping over fences, trying not to 
think what some of their customers In 
the retail drygoods trade is going to 
hund them after the second of Junu- 
ary. It don't require much water to 
drown a shuky drygoods retailer. He 
can sink like u stone in two days’ rain 
during the week before Christmas."

"Don’t I know It?" Zapp suld. "If 
the Christmas presents thut the whole­
salers give by mistake to shaky retail 
drygoods m«*u was put on trees the 
way other Christmas presents are. they 
would cover all tie* redwood groves In 
California. But It ain't the retailers’ 
fault. Birsky. Sometimes the feller is 
playing In hard luck like a merCr-ht 
ilkv I used to sell goods to h^thj^Joimc

r r o  mrMTrrat but In CCndoniTT, 
which a couple of year* ago last 
Christmas be specialised on sleighs, 
skates and cheap furs, and from De­
cember 15 on they got such a warm 
spell in Cincinnati that the hotel keep­
ers figured should they or. should they 
not open the r o o t  g a rd e  ns again. So  

the following year Imroergllck cut out 
the sleighs and skates and laid In 
bicycles, children's books and a very 
attractive line of umbrellas, aod Im- 
mergllck says that It's a wonder with 
his luck he didn’t  also buy stock in 
a chain of artificial Ice factories, be­
cause on the duy be received the goods 
in November the thermometer goes 
down to zero on him and stays that 
way till a week after bis next spring 
millinery opening. Can you blame such 
a feller that be settles with bis cred­
itors 30 cents on the dollar?"

"Listen, Zapp," Birsky said, "a 30- 
cent-on-the-dollar t e l le r  c o u ld  always 
pin bis bust-up on either a warm 
Christmas, a cold Easter or an Invalid 
wife, whereas the figures show that 
the average of real cold Christmases 
ain't no more than the average of real 
sick wives."

"Bure I  know, Birsky, but figuring 
out the average is what has done the 
most harm to poker, pinochle, the 
Fourth of July, Christmas and all them 
things that former time people enjoyed 
running chances on. Take, for in­
stance, the Fourth of July, and a lot 
of people which considers even safety 
matches gefuhrllch goes to w'ork und 
figures that out of every million people 
that shoots off firecrackers, one and 
seven hundred and fifty-two one thou­
sandths people gets burned, so they 
put the fireworks manufacturers out 
of business, and now Instead of setting 
off fireworks people goes to the shore

soon as If gets figured out that o f fev- 
ery million people that goes to trolley 
parks and Coney Island, six and nine­
ty-seven three-thousandths gets Ma- 
gensaure from eating frankfurters and 
run over by trolley cars on the Fourth

of July, all the frankfurter factories 
and trolley companies go quick me*
chullah."

"Aber, wbat’s that got to do with 
Christmas?" Birsky asked.

"I’m coming to that," Zapp said. 
"People are commencing to figure aver­
ages on Christinas also. Take M *  J. 
P. Morgan, and she figures that out of 
every million Christmas presents dis­
played in stores a certain percentage 
of people buys something which they 
couldn't afford and gives it to u cer­
tain percentage of people which ain't 
got no use for it a t all. So she goes 
to work and gets up a Society for the 
Prevention of Useless Giving, and con­
sequently a certain percentage of dry* 
goods stores loses a certain percentage 
of customers which formerly had a 
rotten bank account and a good dis­
position, und has now got a good bunk 
account and a rotten disposition."

T h o  « o t i l th  o f j h o  mtmfr.v Is 
negligible compared wfni that of the 
Fulled States, tin* richest nation of 
the world. I’nlll a few years ago the 
merchant marine of Norway was made 
up of small craft, or vessels bought 
second-hand from the British or the 
Germans, Euphemistically the Norse­
men were referred to as the junkmen 
of tin* sea. They could take ships 
that otiiers considered past the ago of 
usefulness, patch them up ami keep 
them in service an unconscionable 
number of years. A change seems to 
have come over th * Norwegians. They 
no longer seek the antiquated. They 
want tin* newest and tin* best. Their 
ship owners have nuule tremendous 
profit out of tin* war. Their old and 
cheap ships have paid for themselves 
over nnd over again. They have put 
their profits into additional ships. Inly­
ing wherever they could nnd not hag­
gling over prices ns formerly. Nor­
wegian shipyards have been flooded 
with orders anti new shipyards imvo 
been built. Some criticul observers 
have said Norway has goat* ship mud; 
that tin* people art* straining their 
credit to the utmost in order to get 
ships, and that if there should he n 
collapse’ in ocean rates Norway will 
he hard lilt finauclnli>. Possibly this 
is so, but anyone who expects normal 
rales on sen freights for the next four 
or five years Is likely to be disappoint­
ed. Assuredly Norway does nnf, and 
tin* Norwegians rank among Mo* 
shrewdest of maritime people. Amer­
ica us have looked upon Norwegians 
as a hardy, slow, dull and plodding 
people. There is more of enterprise, 
imagination, tinring In wlmt Norway 
is doing than lias been displayed In 
ocean trade by America in more than 
half a century. If the Norwegians’ 
vision Is proved to have been good, 
America, mighty America, may rank 
below Norway In tin* currying irade 
o f  the sen, may have to pay tribute to 
Norwegian shipbuilders to have Amer­
ican-made £nods transported to for­
eign markets, may see, whim It Is too 
late, wlmt the Norsemen Imvo seen 
early. Norway Is embarked on a grent 
adventure. If fortune favors her she 
will be third among maritime nations 
—only G nat Britain and Germany 
ranking higher. She will demonstrate 
wlmt a small and poor nation, animat­
ed by a spirit of enterprise and cour­
age, can do."

1 HEADED FOR ROCKS
NATIONAL TREASURY IN A DE* 

PLORABLE CONDITION.

Democrats’ Make Loud Claims of “Pro*
perity" While Piling Up an Enor­

mous Deficit—Appropriations 
Beyond Alt Reason.

The Democratic administration, 
which is loudly proclaiming “prosper­
ity." is piling up a government deficit 
of oeurly $-.000,000 every 114 hours.

Congress 1ms umde appropriations 
for tiie fiscal year ending June 30. 1017, 
which total $1.03o.3s3,0oo. Every 
source of revenue available at pres­
ent will fall short $114,814,000 of rais­
ing that sum.

The estimates of incomes are: From 
customs duties $225.ooo.tk>0, Inter­
nal laws $b1.\o00.000, new rev­
enue Jaw noJe of Pan-
Qiuu canal bonds remaining lu the 
treusury $240.500,ooo. That is u to­
tal of $0iri.ooo.ooo with which to pay 
$i ,03o,3S3,!Mhi.

Of the appropriations for the cur­
rent year $310,103,51M are attributable 
to military ami naval preparedness 
nnd on account of the war situation. 
In addition to that item, which Is 
looked upon as extraordinary, the 
Democrats lane nrrnng<*<l to spend In 
the present year $330,000,000 In ex­
cess of the revenues of the nation.

Not only are they facing a deficit 
of $414,814,000, but to keep it down to 
thut total they are figuring on selling 
$240,500,000 I'umimn eunul bonds, thus 
adding to our bonded debt by $240,509,- 
000. In other words, In one year’s op­
erations, they would Increuse by 
$085,383,000 tiie amount the country 
owes. That Is more than two-thirds 
the totul national debt of $1,028,504,- 
055 when they took charge.

During the first eight months of 
the present year our shipments of ma­
terial exceeded simllur shipments nuule 
during the same period In the yeur 
the war begun by $1,535,000,000. Add­
ed to tills there was a gain In the ex­
port of cotton and breadstuff's to sup­
ply clothing und food needs of Eu­
rope due wholly to the war. which in­
creases the total to $1,748,000,000. Our 
total exports of all kinds now umount 
to $2,110,000,000 more tlian they were 
in 1014. There Is no evading the ob­
vious fact that the war was the cause.

Wlmt is going to happen to this 
business ami the employment of Amer­
ican wage-earners which is back of it 
when the war end*? There Is cer­
tain to be a greut cliunge.

President Wilson's Weakness.
Undoubtedly tin* impression left 

upon an unprejudiced student of Mr. 
Wilson's public career is that of u 
tvnrerfng. shifting personality, ever 
seeking u line of least resistance. His 
Innumerable changes of mind on im­
portant questions jHiint Inevitably to 
u sacrifice of principle in favor of 
political expediency, More significant 
still have been Ids direct surrender to 
dictation from special interests. Ills 
well-known reliance upon unofficial ad­
visers in the conduct of his adminis­
tration is unotlicr indication of his 
inability to stand alone, to mark out 
n course for himself and pursue It to 
the end because lie believes it to tie 
riglit. — Pittsburgh CItronielo-Tcle* 
graph.

Conditions After the War.
When tiie war ends, tin* demand for 

our strictly war exports will abrupt­
ly cease. Tile belligerents will begin 
at once to supply their other needs. 
Tiie neutral countries of Europe will 
not have to look to America alone for 
their supplies. These are conditions 
which eunnot la* avoided. But there 
is greater peri] still. Our own home 
niurket, which furnishes a business 
eight times as great as even our pr*> 
ent uhnoruml export trade, will lie In­
vaded unless an adequate protective 
tariff Is Immediately imposed, it will 
be tiie most attractive market in the 
world to gold-hungry Europe.

American Lumbermen Hit.

Heavy Christmas Traffic

There has been ample evidence all 
week of iacre&sed posseoger, mail uod 
express traffic because of the approach­
ing holidays, all of the railroads en­
tering this district having bad to call 
into play their utmost resources to 
keep things movlog with some sem* 
bianco of schedule. The situation 
was further complicated by a storm 
earlier In the week, which whtle it did 
not impede traffic in this Immediate 
section, had its effect upon junction 
connections alUlong thorailroad lines.

With the beginning of ibe week, the 
North-Western line begun putting on 
extra mail and express cars, und this 
portion of the traffic was handled with 
comparative ease, though the extra 
time consumed in loading ami unload­
ing at each station was a factor In 
delaying the trains. In uddition to 
the regular “ working” mail car which 
is fitted with distributing cases ana 
rucks, from oue to three “storage” 
mail cars have been handled in the 
through trains each dav. Sacks of 
mail which do not have to be "worked” 
by the mall clerks are placed in one 
car and do not have to be touched 
until destination is reached. Sacks 
which do not require Immediate at* 
tontion are placed in another storage 
car, and ns rapidly as there Is oppor­
tunity a bunch of them is dragged 
into the regular mail car aod the con­
tents disposed of. Similarly, as soon 
as a sack of "worked” mail accumu­
lates in the regular car it is dragged 
through to one of the storage cars. 
Prom three to four times the regular 
number of railway mail clerks are now 
on duty on all of the lines. Some* 
what similar disposition is made of 
the express traffic, extra cars being 
provided and the local and through 
packages being separated.

It is probable that another year the 
North-Western road will run its 
through trains in two sections; and in 
the opinion of many railroad men the 
plan should have been inaugurated 
this year. The plan would be to have 
one section consist of passengercoacb- 
es and sleepers, a baggage car and 
perhaps one or two cars of through 
mail. The other section would handle 
the mall and express traffic. Such a 
system would enable passengers to 
reach their destinations practically on 
time, for it Is the excessive mail aod 
express matter that throws the trains 
behind schedule. The arrangement 
would benefit every station along the 
line, for with the present uncertainty 
it is next to impossible to plan even 
short business and pleasure trips which 
constitute the bulk of the passenger 
traffic io this region. The North- 
Western has relieved tbe situation 
somewhat, during the past couple of 
days, by mooing a "local”  passenger 
train from Escanaba when tbe through 
train was from two to four hours late, 
aod it is needless to say that the serv* 
ice was greatly appreciated.

The South Shore has given excellent 
service throughout, practically every 
bit of the delays scored against the 
trains hiving been caused by waiting 
for tbe trains of other roads at junc* 
lion points. Once under way over 
their own line, tbe South Shore crews 
avoided further delay and have even 
made up some of the lost time.

Postmaster Peter Trudell, J r .,  has 
given a good account of himself after 
the mall finally reached bis office* 
Extra clerks and carriers have been 
!n service for a week or more, and 
during the past week a horse and 
sleigh has been put into service to ex­
pedite the delivery of parcel post 
packages. Tbe poBtofhcu force is pre­
pared to maintain the same gall up to 
noon of Christmas day. It Is simply 
a question of how rapidly the rail­
road*-cau get the mull mutu i* to town: 
0111*1' it reuuljt*® the Negauife jiostoffic** 
the postmaster and his aides will m*e 
that it is speedily put into the posses* 
sion of tbe addressee.

The local postal officials are parti* 
cularly gratified over the public'll re­
sponse to the "wrap securely and 
mail parly" slogan. There is still 
room for improvement, but people did 
Iwlicr in this regard than In any pre­
vious year and tt.ey thus contributed 
their share to the increased efficiency 
of the postal system. %
