HOMAGE TO OUR FLAG

The following relative to the proper 
times for displaying Ihe national (lag, 
and the proper manner of doing so 
will be of much interest now that 
everywhere all over the country muni­
cipal officials are urging the people to 
fly the stars and stripes over their 
homes and business places as long as 
the present crisis continues.

The flag should be displayed at full 
staff on Lincoln’s birthday, Feb. 12; 
Washington’s birthday, Feb. 22; 
Battle of Lexington, April 19: Memor­
ial Day, May 30; Flag Day, June 14; 
Battle of Bunker Hill, June 17; Inde­
pendence Day. July 4; Columbus Day, 
Oct. 12; Battle of Saratogu, Oct. 17; 
Surrender of| Yorktown, Oct. 19; 
Evacuation Day, Nov. 25.

On Memorial Day, May 30, the flag 
should fly at half staff from sunrise to 
noon and full stall' from noon to sunset.

In order to show thfe proper respect 
for the flag the following ceremony 
should be observed:

It should oot be hoisted before sun­
rise nor allowed to remain up after 
sunset.

At “ Retreat” sunset, civilian spec­
tators should stand at “ attention” and 
uncover during the playing of the 
“Star-Spangled Banner.” Military 
spectators are required by Regulation 
to stand at “ attention” and give the 
military salute. During the playing 
of the National Hymn at “ Retreat” 
the flag should be lowered but not then 
allowed to touch the ground.

When the National Colors are pass­
ed od parade or in review, the specta­
tor should, if walkiog, halt: and if 
sitting, arise and stand at “attention” 
and uncover. ,

When the National and State, or 
other flags fly together the National 
Flag should be placed on the right.

When the flag is flown at half staff 
as a sign of mourning, it should be 
hoisted to full staff at the conclusion 
of the funeral.

In placing tbe flag at half staff, it 
should flrst be hoisted to the top of 
tbe staff and then lowered to position, 
and preliminary to lowering from half 
staff, it should be first raised to the 
top.

The International Salute 
is, under the Law of Nations, 21 guns.

>ho Bulletin of the Pan-American 
Union. From Colon there are in nor­
mal times sailings of passenger ships 
once a week or oftener, touching at 
Cartagena, Puerto Colombia, Manta 
Martu, Puerto CabeJIo, La Guulru, 
Trinidad uud Barbados. Service to 
these ports is maintained by Italian, 
Spanish, French, Holland, English, and 
to some of them by American lines; 
(he former trade to the various ports 
of Europe. One muy cross from Colon 
to Cartagena, 280 miles and about one 
day's sail, by the steamship line and 
'later continue eastward by vessels of 
i he other lines.

Cartagena, with a population of 
about 80,000, is one of the oldest cities 
of Colombia, and Us harbor runks as 
the best of the country. Passengers 
are landed at piers Instead of by small 
boats. One of the interesting sights 
*s the famous wall that once surround­
ed the city; it is sufficiently wide in 
places to admit a carriage aud horses. 

'Coaches are available at about $1 an 
hour for sightseeing in or near Carta- 
gcua; and this drive should include 
Manga, Espinal, Cabrera and Pie de 
te Popa. Automobiles are growing In 
number, but the excessive cost of gas­
oline makes their use expensive. Other 
places which the stranger should see 
ore the ancient fort of Man Felipe, La 
Popu castle, .the tombs, Government 
palace, Puluce of Inquisition and the 
several cathedrals.
} Santa Marta and Curacao.

From Cartagena or Puerto Colombia, 
preferably the former, the traveler 
pmy pursue his journey to Venezuela 
by inking passage on n steamer of the 
lines ulreudy mentioned. If the bout 
Delected calls nt the ports of Manta 
Martu, Curacao and Puerto Cabello, 
the better of course are one's chauces 
tor observations of peoples and cus­
toms. At the former the traveler sees 
phases of banana development which 
hus grown to large proportions within 
a few years. Santa Murta itself is an 
ancient town of 9,000 people,

The Dutch Island of Curacao, DO 
miles off the mainland of Venezuela, 
lias nt times bclouged to various na­
tions; It is often h port of cull for large 
steamers. Spunlsh-Amerlcttn history is 
closely interwoven with this Ulimd. 
WJllenistud Is the port ami capital, and 
the governor of (he Dutch West Indies 
"csides there. A peculiarity noted by 
the Mrungcr is the inclination or bend­
ing of trees and vegetation toward the 
west, u condition attributed to the coo- 
stunt trade winds from the east. As 
mi many other parts of (he tropic*, (he 
nights are delightfully cool, while the 
fteat of midday Is tempered by breezes.

Curasao Is a port of call for a Vote- 
'•ucluu line of steamers pl.Wng to Mara­
caibo. Maracaibo has 00,000 popula­
tion, is located on a line harbor on the 

orthwr.sterii pari of Lake Maracaibo, 
and lias ait okfeiisive commerce with 
■nlerlor regions, whose product* reach 
»!••* various porls (if the lake by sev- 
• Hul slioii railroads, river boat*, etc.

from  1'imrto t'.nbcllo (port of the 
n.iir) the traveler may leave the ship 
'ml proeeed inland h\ rail lo Valencia, 
U mile*; (hence lo Caracas. 137 miles 

from Valencia, l ’uerlo Oahello, «he 
railway terminus and port, has 20,000 

,'opulmion aud has th" most modern 
U'.lomhoiise of the country. The 

placid imiunil harbor suggested the 
name, as so little rosiHtume is offered 
that ships are  proverbially Anchored 
oy lours.

Eastward, 05 mile* from Puerto Cn* 
.•••Ho, lies I n Dtmlra. This port is one 
*»f the world's picturesque Imrborn, 
a lib a hcuuUful Lackgrouud of cuoOB-

i-ulns. Mncuto, a bathing resort several 
miles eastward, is connected by elec­
tric line. There Is a good hotel and 
many aristocratic Venezuelans and 
foreigners frequent the resort. If the 
tourist la fond of climbing he may fol­
low the course taken from this point; 
in 1580, when the buccaneers sealed 
the mountains and descended on Car­
acas.

Through the feiartda.
Steaming out of the harbor of La 

(iunira on one of the larger east-bound 
vessels, we pass along the Venezuelan 
const for several hundred rnllos, occa­
sionally catching u glimpse of the fo- 
Jiage-bedecked shore, but without n 
stop until Fort of Spain, Trinidad, Is 
reached.

The Island of Trinidad lies only 10 
miles off the' coast of Venezuela and 
almost opposite the delta of Orinoco. 
It is a British possession and, together 
with Tabago, near by, forms u Joint 
colony. Fort of Spain is the chief 
shipping)' center and has a population 
of 60,000; in recent years there have 
been many Immigrants from India and 
other oriental lands.

About 20 miles northeast of Trini­
dad lies the Island of Barbados, un- 
other English possession and one also 
offering the tourist, in addition to in­
teresting sightseeing, pleasant hotel ac­
commodations. Excellent highways 
load from Bridgetown, the capital, to 
all parts of the island. The old-fush- 
ioned windmills to be seen la every di­
rection arc some of the picturesque 
feutureB In connection with sugar pro­
duction. Codrington university, the 
oldest college of the West Indies, is 
14 miles away; Bolling Spring, another 
sight visited by tourists, is 16 miles 
from the cupitai. During our winter 
months there is usunlly a large quota 
of tourists from the United States to 
he found at Barbados, the cllmnte^be- 
iug especially lnvlUng and salubrious.

A number of the northbound vessels 
after calling at Bridgetown puss east­
ward of the group lown as I.eewurd 
islands. Frequently the ship Is ueur 
enough for a good birdseye view of 
the towns and settlements. The first 
lsluud passed is St. Lucia; an hour or 
two later the ship passes Martinique 
in full view of the nHnulns of Ml. 
Pierre, the town destroyed by the vol- 
cuuo Mount Peleo a few yeurs ago; 
tho next Ulund is Dominica, with Its 
quaint little capital, Roseau; Guade­
loupe, St. Kitts, and other islunds are 
passed In turn. In order to stop over 
at the various islunds the traveler 
avails himself of the sailing service 
maintained, which has regular sailings 
of eteumpra from Bridgetown.

GROWING OF COCA LEAVES
Maintenance of an Extensive Planta­

tion Demands Much Care 
and Work.

The cultivation of coca leu van is very 
similar to that of tea. The bushes are 
kept at a height of four to six feet by 
severe pruning.* Under the most fa­
vorable ecmdittnns of growth, such as 
the island of .lava affords, it U possi­
ble to collect the leaves ut short In­
tervals throughout Urn entire yeur. 
Nevertheless the inulutenauce of nn 
extensive coca plantation demands 
much cure and work keeping out 
weeds and pests, thereby raising th« 
production price of the leaves consid­
erably.

The general view of one of these 
plantation* i* e*p<*claJly pleasing. The 
light -green luxuriant foliage of the 
eoni bushes, that carpet the rolling 
hillsides for miles around, contrasting 
will) the dark green foliage of the trees 
of adjoining rubber estates, while alt 
is surrounded by dark depths of virgin 
forests, makes a landscape that U 
beautiful indeed.

WESTERN CANADA LEADS 
I S  W H E A T M U C E R

342.000. 000 Bushels Wheat in 
1915; In 1916 Many Farm­

ers Paid for Their Land
Out of Their Crop.

That Western Canada is indeed 
"Mistress of Wheat” to the extent that 
Its 1915 crop exceeded, acre for acre, 
the production of any country on this 
continent la n striking tact proved by 
the following figure*:

To 1015 the Dominion of Caunda pro­
duced 376,lk)0,000 bushels of wheat, 
which represented nn average yield of 
29 bushel* to the acre. Tin* United 
States produced 1,011,505,000 bushels, 
yield of 17 bushels per acre. The only 
serious competitors In wheat produc­
tion In South Atnerlea were Argentine, 
with 178,221,000 bushels, or less than 
12 bushels per acre, and Chile, with
19.000. 000 bushels or 13 bushels per 
acre.

The three Western Chadian prairie 
provinces of Manitoba, Saskatchewan 
and Alberta produced between them
942.000. 000 bushefcf out of the total Ca­
nadian 376.000,000 bushels. It will be 
seen, therefore, thut, outside of the 
United States, Western Cuuada pro­
duced considerably more than the com­
bined production of North and South 
America. Canada Is of course a new- 
settled country, and the fact that the 
crop of the United States was practi­
cally three times as much Is no dis­
couragement. The United States has 
at present more than twelve times the 
population of Canada lu approximately 
the same area.

To Illustrate further the greater pro­
ductiveness of Western Canadian land, 
we submit tho following figures, show­
ing the 1915 yields per acre la the 
three provinces of Western Canada 
and In the states which In that year 
produced the greatest quantity at 
wheat. The figures are taken from the 
U. S. department of agriculture's an­
nual report und from the figures of the 
Dominion census bureau:

In 1916 the crop was not as heavy, 
but the yields In muny districts were 
very large. So large, indeed, wus the 
acreage uoder cultivation In 1015 that 
the resulting crop proved too large to be 
all threshed the same foil. It over­
loaded railroads, and made marketing 
slow. A less amount of fall plowing 
was done than would have been done 
In a less heavy year, because the aver­
age farmer was too busy with bis 
threshing. All these conditions nec­
essarily reacted upon the acreage 
seeded in the spring of 1916. Add to 
this that labor last year, owing to the 
great number of Cunudluns who have 
enlisted, was scarce and high-priced,, 
and one factor In the decreased yield— 
smaller acreage under crop was evi­
dent.

Another factor Is thut this year 
Western Canada has experienced, in 
common with the entire North Ameri­
can^ continent, conditions that tave 
been less favorable to the production 
of big crops. The conditions have re­
sulted In smaller yield per acre and 
reduced grade of grain in certain local­
ities.
. The average yield of wheat In the 

three western provinces Is estimated 
by the government at about 16 bushel* 
per acre, oats 43 bushels, und barley 
27 bushels.

The financial value of their crops to 
Weatern Canadian farmers has been 
greater this year thua ever before. 
Owing to the high prices 9f grain that 
are prevailing, returns have been re­
ceived that are extremely profitable. 
With wheat standing at the present 
time at over $1.90 per bushel at the 
Great Lukes, a wheat crop at present 
figures would pay the funner, even 
supposing he lmd only the average of 
16 bushels per ucre, over $30.01) per 
acre. A large number are receiving 
$30.00 per acre—some have received 
$75.00, aud a few even more limn that.

This price, of course, In not all profit: . 
It represents tho gross return,1 and the 
cost of operation must lie deducted. 
But it does not, even at the highest fig­
ures, cost more than 65 cents to raise 
a bushel of wheat In Western Cimnflu, 
so that the profit cun be figured accord­
ingly. It must ho emphasized that the 
acre which produces a $30.00 crop costs 
In the first case, probably lens than 
that. In the United States the mttue 
class of land would cost in many dis­
tricts from $100 to $200 per acre, and 
even then a return of $30.00 would be* 
considered extremely m»tl*fuetory. In 
Western Cannda the best class of ag 
rlculturnt land, capable of producing 
crops that In size compare with tinj 
country In the world except, perhaps, 
some European countries, cun he oh-

Then 
he attracted the attention of Sir William Van Horne, n native of Illinois 
und then president of the Canadian Pacific railroad. At Sir William’s sug­
gestion "Tom" Shuuglinessy Joined forces with the men building tbe great 
rail system through the Dominion.

In time he was made vice president of the system, and when luler Sir 
William retired, he was succeeded by the American-born vice president he 
had been Instrumental in taking to Canada. «

In recognition of his .services he was made a knight In 1001, and in 1007 
was made a knight chancellor of the Victorian order. Near the close of last 
year he wn< elevated to the peerage.

Tne January, 1912, record 
is not complete in that figures for live 
days are minjug, but inasmuch as the 
temperature readings on days either 
side of the musing dates ranged from 
12 to In below, it in quite *afe u> as­
sume that lhe*e live days consistently 
"‘•ntrlbuted ’ow.ird tn*» general chilli- 
ness.

Sweden.
At the r.jwiiing of the riksdag, King 

Gustave mude n very earnest plea for 
unity among the Swedish people dur­
ing tho present yeur, which, In the 
opinion of Scundltiuviuu statesmen, 
will l>e fraught with grave danger to 
the neutral nations of Europe. “To 
the present," said King Gustave, "we 
have been able, by the grace of God, 
to avoid being drawn into the wur. 
But the effect* of the wur, none the 
less, huve lufilcted on us much suf­
fering, and the longer it lusts the 
greater will become our difficulty. We 
cunnot shut our eyes to the profound 
gravity of the present hour.” King 
Oustuvo raude un uppeal for national 
unity and the sinking of ull Internal 
dissensions. The king announced the 
need of maintaining the speelul prep­
arations by the land and sea forces, 
which hitherto had beau Judged Indis­
pensable, und ulluded to the extraor­
dinary measures necessitated by the 
Ipereusing extent of wur operations 
Cftitied on in territorial waters. The 
king added that It was the duty of all 
the neutral stutes to mulntaln interna­
tional luw and cure for their common 
and legitimate Interests. He said n 
desire to contribute to the establish­
ment of u durable peuce has Induced 
Sweden to enter Into rotations with 
other neutrals, especially the other 
two Scandinavian kingdoms, with u 
view to common deliberation.

THEORIES AT FAULT
WHY DEMOCRATIC RULE 13 AL­

WAYS A i-AILURE-

Party Has Done in the Past as i« 
Oofng Today—People’s Monly 

Wasted and Bonds Forced on 
the Country.

About the ouly consistent thiug tho 
Democratic party at Washington l* 
doing, now that It Is In |H>w«r, i* re­
versing every plank in Its untloual 
platforms and making Itself respon­
sible for policies It condemned whllo 
la the minority.

When n government is fuccd with 
big expenditures It must huve big 
revenues. Democrats like spending 
money so well that their appropria­
tions huve been running into un­
dreamt of figures lately. In Itself thut 
Is bud euough, but when there Is « 
failure to uccompuuy big expenditure* 
with adequate revenue measures the 
result to the nutlonal treasury ts pre­

cisely the sume ns It would be In pri­
vate business. A deficit stares you In 
the face. No Democratic congress ha* 
ever seemed to comprehend tlmt fact. 
There Is nothing lu the record of tho 
several congresses that Democrats 
have controlled tho past quarter of a 
century to show that they rcullze that 
n deficit must bo met. When they huvo 
found it Impossible longer to Ignore 
one, they have resorted to bond Issues 
rather than to revenue measures. They 
have preferred giving the govern­
ment’s note of hand to the good old- 
fashioned way of Beeing to it that 
enough revenue 1* coming In to pay 
the bills qm they full due.

Super­
visor Swineford offered tbe following 
resolution, which was adopted: “ I 
will hereafter, during the present 
year, prim in full In the Mining Joor- 
nal without charge, tbe proceeding of 
board of supervisors,providedno other 
paper in tbe county is paid for tbe 
same work.”

We believe it is the in­
tention to reach tbe Breen mine by 
the opening of navigation, aod we see 
no reason why It cannot be done.”

Tbe Eureka iron mine, situated two 
miles west of Marquette, is belog 
worked to a considerable exteot.by 
tbe lessee of the property, Thomas 
Ward. Quite a stock pile of ore bas 
been accumulated.

Tbe manufacture of powder was 
commenced yesterday at tbe new pow­
der mill under favorable auspices. 
The company have completed four 
buildings, three having beeo described 
in a previous issue and tbe fourtbone 
being an ice bouse and wsreroom. 
Tbe company’s grouods have been en­
closed. by a close board fence twelve 
feet high.
