V.;ut»d others. On some wells, results 
were fair: some good; und some, (as 
in the case of The South Penn Oil Co.) 
such that the increased yield paid In­
side of year more than tho orJgloai 
value of the well and maintained this 
increased yield for over two years and 
up to this date. The Porter properties 
doubled in yield after beat treatment 
and paid the amount It was purchased 
for in about two years.

TheCompitoy now extends treating 
operations to its oowly acquired hold­
ings of oil properties in Pennsylva­
nia. and also drilling and developing 
oil lands.

The “Master of the Skies."
The next niiin down \vn\Guyncmcr— 

I.leiil. Georges Guynemcr. holder of the 
Legion of Honor, Mm Military nmdiil 
and Mm Croix Me Guerre with U palms, 
ho who, since tin* German Bodge's 
death, is undisputed muster of the 
skies. Kveri before I saw tin? famous 
“Vieiix Charles” Inscription on the 
cockpit of ihe little Nleupnrt I knew 
It was Guynemcr, from the throng of 
aviators and mechanicians gathered 
about the machine. There was some­
thing Impressive ubout the silent way 
they watched this stripling rise np out 
of liis seat and clamber to the ground. 
Kvea before removing his goggles und 
helmet, Guynerner pointed out to Ills 
mechanicians what must be done to 
the plane—the cavalier thinking first 
of his steed.

When his flying clothes had been 
taken off he turned with n smile to the 
group of airmen waiting to hear, as 
they always do when Guynemcr re­
turns, what he had to say. One would 
fancy thnt having seen 22 foeinen 
tumble earthward under the lightning 
of Ids machine gun, he would have be­
come a bit blase about 1L But Guyne- 
mer is a great artist, und great artists 
are never blase about their art.

A casual question from one of his 
comrades started him off on an Odys­
sey of the skies that fairly rang with 
unconscious poetry. Wlmt lie hud to 
tell wus no more Important than Lur- 
W ry’s laconic report; the way he told 
it was like C’heuai singing the “Mar­
seillaise.” All the Celt and all the 
artist in his make-up rushed to the 
surfuce. His eyes (lashed, his humls 
shot out in nervous, expressive ges­
tures, his whole slim body seemed to 
vibrate with emotion. His listeners, 
being Frenchmen, were enthralled. One 
realized why this hoy of twenty-one is 
the adored of all France.

Knelt pilot 
has a cubbyhole the size of a Pullman 
drawing room, hut wholly devoid of 
Ptilluum comforts, partitioned off us a 
bedroom, ’fin* lied Is u camp cot. 
There Is no head except that grudg­
ingly dispensed by a small stove lu 
the common messroom. an apartment 
resembling tin* least desirable dwell­
ing in the most primitive of lumber 
camps. There is electric light, but for 
inscrutable military reasons It Is 
switched off promptly at lea every 
night—“Just when you're in the middle 
of the most exciting olmpicr,” as Ser­
geant Dudley lllli pm it.

Then* are two forms of recreation— 
a phonograph and “Whisky,” The lat­
ter, indeed, Is a tonic without which 
the Americans' existence would be­
come drnli mid doleful. For the cen­
sor’s sake lei me hasten to explain 
(hat “ Whisky,” being animal and mu 
vegetable, cheers hut (iocs not lm*brl- 
Me. lie Is, lit fuel, a lion, tin* esca- 
drllle's pride and Joy, Therefore he 
is permitted to growl about Somme 
discomforts, which thi* pilots them­
selves never do. When ,llio weather 
is particularly vile and tilings In gen­
eral look particularly bloc, homebody 
twists “Whisky's” tall, and he does the 
growling for everybody.

Temper Get* Shorter.
Consequently his temper Is getting 

shorter every day ami his teeth longer, 
so ilint tie will soon lie sufficiently ma­
tured. as the distillers say. to fulfill 
Ids appointed destiny, which consists 
of being carried over into the German 
lines by airplane ami deposited there. 
Wlmt “Whisky,” lull grown, is likely 
to do to Mu* bodies tickles his present 
masters Immensely. Meantime, being 
Hub* bigger than n well-developed 
dadudiund, Mils first aerial lion plays 
“scrub" to a varsity team of dogs of 
divers sizes and provides welcome com­
edy relief in the grim melodnunu of 
the Somme,

They 
find no more enjoyment In their work 
than an Infantryman doe* In a bnyonet 
attack, but they go through with It 
gallantly and well.

Writer Discourses in an Interesting 
Manner Concerning a Famous 

Battle and Its Outcome—
Staff Is at Fault.

London.—In "With Cavalry in 101!)" 
Mr. Frederick Coleman throws uew 
light on u famous fight. Over and over 
aguln 1ms been heard the question, 
“What weul wrong ut Neuve Clm- 
pelle?” Some explanation of the diffi­
culties encountered on thnt early effort 
at a “push” is given by Mr. Coleman, 
though he Is careful to say “Let the 
writer of the future dig the story out 
of the tungled orders of the day.”

Nevertheless, lie wus on the spot; 
he served Gen. de Lisle us volun­
teer chuuffeur, und wus iu close touch 
with the prlndpul actors In the 
drama, und to some extent be raises 
the veil behind which—-quite properly 
many will ugreu—the details of Glut 
engagement ure ut present hidden.

“General Haig hud been quite rea­
sonably correct iu his estimate of the 
enemy's strength,” Mr. Coleman says. 
“Our chance to break through the Ger­
man line was the finest opportunity of 
the whole war. That with such odds lu 
our favor, with a preponderance of 
guns, and shells us well, we would have 
so signully fulled and lost 18,000 men 
into the bargain required some expla­
nation.

“The tragedy of Neuve Clmpelle was 
a failure to tuke udvautuge of an lui- 
llul success.”

He outlines the dispositions of the 
brigades engaged and then continues:

“The Initial success won, the whole 
line waited, eyes ou the right, for the 
signal to go oa. Before nine o'clock 
lu Mm.' morning ail wus reudy, uud the 
road cleared.

“All duy the wutellers wulted In 
vuln.

"It was after four o'clock In the aft­
ernoon before the word came. It was 
then loo lute. The great opportunity 
had been lost, and lost forever.

Tracing the Fault
“The Germans hud rallied, filled 

farms with machine guns, und mowed 
down the gallant Twenty-third and 
Twenty-fifth hrigudes, who had so 
dearly won such spleudldly advanced 
positions.

“The Twenty-fourth brigade hud 
ci.me on part way, then concentrated 
and was sadly cut up. That the Hue 
ou the right hud ’dug In' insteud of 
moving forward had resulted lu a de­
feat when a great victory was within 
grasp. And who was to blame?

“A brigade commander and the gen­
eral In command of the artillery on a 
certain division were promptly ’sieUch- 
hosched.’ A divisional commander was 
reported ami sent hona*. and his case 
reopened when he declared Mu* fault 
was not his, as could lie proved by cer­
tain hitherto miprodui'cd papers from 
corps headquarters. A further inquiry 
resulted in his being reinstated. His 
corps commander went to Kugland — 
'sent home,’ said ninny. Shortly after­
ward hack he cairn*, lo the discomfiture 
of (he prophets, and took up his old 
comimimj.’1

Mr. Coleman's (Inal comment is; "No 
battle of sm-h magnitude could he won 
without fine miiIT work, and Mm* work 
of more than one staff on Mini March 
10 left much to be desired."

There arc, other disclosures of full- 
tin* on th" part of Mu* British In the 
early days of Mm* caiupulgn— failures 
due far more to Inexperience than to
Incompetence und failures which an*
not likely to he repealed. Through Mr. 
Coleman om* Is able to appreciate 
all Mm* myriad dllficiilth's with which 
brigade, divisional and corps command­
ers Imd to contend throughout (lie cam­
paign of BM1.

Transportation at Fault.

Surpassed All Horrors Winter Had
Been in Nine Months With Aus­

tro-Hungarian Forces—Field 
Is Strewn With Dead.

Zurich.—A thrilling description of 
the recent terrific Imillc on the Carso 
plateau from the pea of Joseph Po- 
gany, it war correspondent who viewed 
the gigantic struggle from the most 
advanced Austro-Hungarian posltluus, 
has Just been published here.

'The eighth Imitle on the lsonzo 
wus the culmination of the itullun 
campaign,” says Fugnny. “1 have 
spent nine mouths ou Mils from uud 
witnessed the awful struggles around 
Doberdo and Gorlzlu. hut the hell on 
the Cur so plateau surpassed ull hor­
rors 1 had seen before. The Italian 
uttucks iu this latest uud greatest but­
tle were of almost Incredible ferocity 
aud the heroism displayed by both 
sides will live forever In history,

“The new Italian offensive was well 
planned and carried out with greut 
skill and energy. Ou the compara­
tively short froot of six miles Gen. 
Count Cudorna throw no less than 200,- 
(NX) men into battle, or 100,000 men 
more than lie used In his September 
drive on a front of tea miles. Two 
full corps of infantry, the Fourteenth 
and the Twenty-fourth, attacked on a 
front of only three and one-half miles, 
together with u corps of dismounted 
cavalry, while at the same time eight 
regiments stormed forward against 
Hill 1-14.

Follows Joffre's Methods.
“In Ills great effort to break tho 

Aust ro-11 ungarlan lines. General Ca- 
ilornn used Mm* methods of JolTre and 
Brusslloff. He prepared the storming 
attacks by a drum fire of Ills heaviest 
artillery and when, after a terrible 
bombnrdmcnl of 200 hours, the Aus­
trian positions Seemed to he pulver­
ized, or at least badly shaken. In* or­
dered a general attack. His Infantry, 
with admirable dash and courage, ad­
vanced In formations twenty line* 
deep under a wlthcff.ng fire from tho 
heights.

"Tho Italians concentrated their ef­
forts oil tho short front between 
Gruco di Merna nnd Novavus amt Hills 
144 and 20S. From two sides Mm* Ital­
ian waves rolled forward until they 
reached Jutnlano. Tho Austrians 
soon found themselves flunked from 
two directions and their retreat was 
Impossible, as the Italians had pene­
trated a full mile to their rear ami 
threatened to cut them off completely.

“When the situation became ex­
tremely critical for the Austrians two 
Tyrolean regiments launched a furi­
ous counter-attack. Tho Italians vvero 
caught lu the think nod fell In rows 
under the hail of Austrian shells ami 
bullets. Nearly fifteen hundred men 
were cut off and had to surrender.

“During the night the battle around 
•Hills 144 ami 2MS and Novavas raged 
Incessantly. Italian re-euforeemenis 
arrived continually and when tho 
morning came Mm* right Hank of tho 
defenders hung in the air ami tho 
ruins of Novavas were in the bunds of 
the Italians. A cminter-altack of Ty­
rolean rcglmcniN and Hungarian troops 
re-established Mm* Austrian line, but It 
was bent hack three-quarters of u mllo 
ou u front of about twm miles.

“This was the whole result of 4H 
hours of Mm* most bloody fighting of 
Mm* present war. All during the next 
day und the following night the Ital­
ians cimliuucd ihd r  storming attacks 
without u moment's pause. Tlielr re­
serves seemed to he Inexhaustible, hut 
they made no further headway.

“On the morning of the fourth day 
they gave up their efforts to break tho 
Austro-Hungarian front. Only in tho 
southern part of Mm* Carso plateau 
they attacked 12 hours longer.

“lu their latest attempt to reach 
Trieste M m * Italians sacrificed at least 
100,000 men. I am positive Mint (10,000 
of tlielr officers aud soldiers wero 
killed, wounded or taken prisoners In 
Mm* sector between LoItvSni ami Hill 

I 114 alone, hut Ihe losses of the Aus­
trians were also very heavy. When 
the battle censed the field was covered 
with dead. 'They are nil holy, friend 
und foe,’ an Austrian general said to 
me, pointing to heap* of corpses, ‘Let 
us kneel down ami pray for them.' ”

Denmark.
Ry n vote of 3S3.ihm in 177.000, the 

people of I lenmark huve goto* on record 
in favor of selling the Danish West 
Indies to the Fluted States for the 
sum of $35,ooo,iiiNi, mid It may be 
regarded as fairly certain that the 
transfer will he made, although the 
rlgsdag must rutlly the transaction. 
As will be remembered, (he transfer 
of tin* Danish West Indies to the Lul­
led States has been before the people 
of both countries lor a long time, and 
a treaty was concluded by representa­
tives of the two nations Iasi year, ’be 
price to lie paid by the Lulled States 
being iixed at $3.7,000.000, Rut the 
Danish rigsdag rejected the treaty, 
despite the high price, und the ques­
tion became a political issue in Den­
mark. At the recent election tin* wom­
en of Denmark voted and seemed us 
much interested as the men. It was 
the first genera) election at which they 
exercised the same right of suffrage 
us men.

• • •

The price to he paid for the Islands 
by the United Stales must be consid­
ered a very high one. There are three 
Islands—St. Thomus, which Inis an 
area of 311 square miles and a popu­
lation of 11.000; St. Croix with an 
area of 83 square mites ami a popula­
tion of 18,000; St. John with an areu 
of 31 square miles ami a population 
of only fioo. They lie near tin* island 
of Rorto Uleo and directly lu the line 
of the Rniminu canal tratlic, which Is 
one of the reasons why the United 
States deems it Important to ucquirc 
possession of them. It lias been ru­
mored at times In years past that Ger­
many had a design on tin* islands, but 
whether there was any foundation for 
these rumors will prohuhly never be 
kuowu.

This gun In* perfect­
ed In collaboration with Erik Jorgen­
sen, another Norwegian giiumaker. 
Tlie Krug-Jorgensen rifle wits adoplcd 
by Denmark in Ihh7. and In the follow­
ing years by Norway, the United 
Ktates, Turkey, and other countries. 
Il was Mn* chief Infantry weapon used 
hy tin* I'.dted States army in the 
8pa id sh-American ami Rhltlppiiie
wars, ami was replaced only a leu 
years ago by tin* modern Springfield 
rifle.

Stockholm's method of dealing with 

I H»** liquor problem has attracted tin* 
a ti-iiiion ot sociologists and econo­
mists all over the world, and the no­
tion of the city council in perpetuating 
tin* Rratt system will In* universally 
regarded as tm Important event. An­
other organisation contested for Mm 
franchise, hut the council could see no 
reason for making n change. Ry re­
lieving tin* franchise the city author!- 
tle.s have set the stamp of their up* 
provu! mi a novel plan of controlling 
consumption, which was tirst Intro- 
dmid by the Stoekliolm company and 
lu Mn* beginning gave the company a 
unique position among the many "dis­
interested management” companies 
that have been In existence under the 
so-called “(Joth«*nburg system." This 
plan, brlelly stated. Involves n sys­
tem by which those controlling the 
sale of liquor are enabled to say to 
the consumers; "lb* good, or you'll 
get no liquor." Dr. Ivan Rratt. a 
former physician, a sociologist and 
student of the drink question. Is tin* 
father of this idea, whose outstanding 
feature is tin* regulation of tin* retail 
trade by means of a passbook, called 
in Swedish “uiuthok.” The Stockholm 
System Joint Stock company has au­
thority to conduct till retail establish­
ments for the sale of liquor to be 
drunk on tin* premises, bill may also 
delegate this authority to private per­
sons or companies. Control of sales 
at tin* “otT" places Is effected by 
means of the passbook referred l<*. A 
passbook Is issued to an adall resident 
of the city upon application, provided 
his **r her record justifies It. The com­
pany maintains an elaborate card In­
dex. in which arc listed n**l mily all 
persons to whom hooks have been Is­
sued or from whom they have been 
withdrawn, but also all persons to 
whom, if they apply, hooks will not be 
Issued. Rooks are not Issued to habi­
tual drunkards, to persons win* have 
been arrested for drunkenness within 
a year last past, to paupers or to per­
sons who have figured unpleasantly In 
police court records. Until recently 
Mu* passbooks authorized the purchase 
of On liters of spirits yearly, of which 
not more than one-third of a liter 
could he bought every two days. Ow­
ing to an enforced reduction In the 
distillation of spirits due to the nec­
essity for conserving Sweden's avail­
able supply of breadstuff's, Mils amount 
has Just been reduced to 48 liters year­
ly. and n further reduction Is proba­
ble. The Stockholm System company 
differs from uu ordinary stock com­
pany in two Important respects, name­
ly, Mn* manner in which tin* directors 
are appointed nml Mu* limitation of its 
prolits. One of tin* five directors ts 
named by the slat**, two are chosen 
by tin* city council of Stockholm, and 
the other two by the shareholders. 
Tin* company's capital Is 300.000 
crowns, and the protits available for 
dividends may not exceed .7 per cent 
on the capital, making only IO.imhi 
crowns available tor distribution l<> 
stockholders. All excess profits accrue 
to tin.* state.

T
HE traveler in South America 
who studies the various fea­
tures of the history of that con­
tinent, the life of colonial times 

and that which followed it as the na­
tional life of the separate coun­
tries,. soon discovers that there 
Is a well-defined line of demnrea- 
Mon between that time when the 
people borrowed their artistic in­
spiration from the traditional sources 
In Europe and that later time 
when local Inlluenees began to he fett 
and when the continent developed its 
own urtlstlc sense that demanded some 
origiuul expression. This statement 
upplies to the Industries that were 
first brought over from Europe across 
the Atlantic; It Is true of the social 
life and of education in all the re­
publics of tin* soul hern continent uuinl- 
Testing characteristics which are pe­
culiarly their own; It Is likewise true 
of municipal and governmental affairs, 
and finally In regard to the construc­
tion of their buildings especially of 
the architecture ecclesiastical edifices 
of the diocesan capitals, says the 
French edition of the Bulletin of the 
I'un-Ainericun union. As an exam­
ple of the colonial epoch In church 
architecture the cathedral of Mum of­
fers a good Illustration. That coun­
try has one archbishopric, that of 
Llnm, eight dependent bishoprics, viz., 
Arequlpa, JJuunuco, Chnehapoyns, 
Ayacucho, I’uno Trujillo, Cuzco, unil 
Iiuuruz.

In connection with the Dame of 
Lima two characters will ulwa.vs be In­
timately associated with its historic 
memories; Riznrro, the Intrepid con­
queror, whose remains rest in the ca­
thedral whom* corner stone he laid, 
who founded the capital and gave It 
the name of La Ciudad de los Reyes 
(the city of the kings); and second 
a young girl who renounced a life of 
social ease and pleasure und became 
renowned for her piety, u renown 
which resulted lu her canonization by 
Rope Clement IX In 1371 under the 
name of Saint Rosa of Mum, the pa­
tron saint of the capital city as well us 
uf all Catholic South America.

It was RIzarro who laid the plans 
for the Imperial city, Including Mn* 
erection of u great metropolitan 
church. It was not finished and dedi­
cated until 1.710, and It was a t Mu* re­
quest of Charles V of Spain that Rope 
Raul HI raised the see of Lima to an 
archbishopric. Ah u consequence It 
was determined to rebuild Mm edifice, 
and Mu* work wns started under uuspi- 
clous circumstances. Owing to vari­
ous Interruptions, changes of plans, 
and other delays the building was not 
finished until 1037. Not long after Mn* 
conseerntlori of the caiheijj-al, by or­
der of the Spanish viceroy, tin* mortal 
remains of Mn* gmit conqqistador were 
transferred to the edifice and now r*M 
In a splendid sarcophagus lu otm ot' 
Mu* chapels.

In IT Mi an earthquake made a mass | 
of ruins of the city of Lima, the ca­
thedral being among tin* buildings se­
riously damaged, lu 17.7H It was finally 
completely restored. The building Is 
of gray slone, and Is the Inrg* :l of 
Mu* old Spanish ecHcaliisMcul edifice* 
of South America. The facade Is -ISO 
feet wide. Mm crowning feature of tin* 
building being its two massive square 
towers. The many columns and archi­
tectural decorations are for tin* most 
part Corinthian lu style; ft bus five 
naves; each consisting of nine arched 
vaults, the two alKles being formed of 
fen chapels. The choir and stalls 
are of cedar and mahogany and 
are ornamented with remarkably 
line wood carving, while among 
the treasures of Mu* church an* to be 
found some excellent paintings, among 
them being a fine Murillo uml one of 
Rembrandt's masterpieces.

Arequlpa Cathedral I t  Old.
Among tin* cathedrals of Rent that 

of Arequlpa Is on** of the oldest and 
most Interesting, Tin* city was raised 
to u bishopric in 1.7.77 and the erec­

tion of the cathedral was commenced 
In 1013. It was completed lu due 
course, but In 1844 Its Interior wus 
partially destroyed by fire, many of 
Its rich treasures, painting'/, and other 
possessions being lost. The rebuild­
ing took 30 yours, and four years after 
Its restoration it again suffered some 
damage from the terrible earthquake 
of 1808. The structure faces the Rlaza 
de Armas, Its facade measuring 470 
feet in length. It has throe entrances 
and the building is supported hy 70 
large columns of composite Ionic and 
Doric style, lending it a massive and 
splendid appearance. Tin* Interior Is 
divided lute three naves, separated by 
superb columns that support Mm* great 
arches above with harmonious effect. 
The main altar is of marble, and the 
pulpit of beautifully oarved wood.

Huanuco, capital of the department 
of the same name, was made an epis­
copal see In 1805. The oneo large pop­
ulation of the City has dwindled since 
the discovery of the famous copper 
mines at <Vrrn de Rasco until now 
there are perhaps about 8,(MX) left. 
The cathedral which fronts tin* plaza, 
Is ehlefiy remarkable for its solid con­
struction, having stone arches und a 
high uml pointed steeple. This is nc- 
counted for by the fact that severe 
earthquakes have never visited this Im­
mediate seetlou.

Cbacbapoyas has been a bishopric 
since 1843. The cathedral Is a sim­
ple one-story structure of brick, hav- 
lug two square towers to relievo the 
plainness of tin* facade.

Ayncucho, a bishopric since IfiOfi. has 
a cathedral of more pretentious archi­
tecture built of volcanic rock from 
the Ricoln mountains.

Runo, raised to a bishopric in 1801, 
has a cathedral which Is well con­
structed and quite ornate In architec­
tural embellishment. The space of 
the facade between the two towers is 
highly ornamented and has n number 
of fine statues of saints placed In opcu 
niches ns an unusual feature.

Trujillo'* Two Large Tower*.
Trujillo, till episcopal see since 1577, 

has u large and substantial eufhedrul 
whoso architectural features are iwo 
large towers with n cupola over Mio 
center of the building. Many fine 
paintings decorate Mn* sacristy. Tho 
general plan of the building is similar 
to that of the cathedral of Llmu, but 
on u smaller scale.

Cuzco, tin* ancient capital of Mo* In­
cas, wns made ti bishopric as early ns 
175(5. Conslruction of the cath*'*lral 
was begun Mu* same year, but for ouo 
reason and another the building was 
not. completed until fin years there, 
after. R Ih In tin* style of tin* Span- 
Mi remilsMifjce und was bull! of stone 
at a tremendous eost, The Interior 
eolislslH of three lUlVeM separated by 
slum- pillars which support Hie hh'h 
vaulted arches, In Mn* central m*\c )s 
the choir, tin* carving of v ld 'h  
Is superb, lu front of It stands 
Mu* high altar, eoM-red with silver. 
Two fine organs fill Me* church wlilt 
the mush* of their rich tones on Sun­
days and feast days. Among Mm* iii'M  
valuable of Its treasures is a painting, 
“El Honor do ]a Agonln," said to bo 
ono of Van Dyck’s masterpieces. In

Many Pipes Frozen

Negsucee is experiencing more diffi­
culty this winter with fro ten water 
service pipes than ever before, due to 
tbe lateness of tbe coming of beavy 
snow, wbicb gave tbe frost opportunity 
to penetrate much deeper than usual. 
People who ordinarily have more or 
less trouble with water pipes have 
been doubly harrnssed this winter, 
while others who have hitherto been 
immune are now being fully initiated 
into the mysteries of freeze-ups.

The city 
authorities have conferred a great 
boon upon water consumers by pro­
viding electricity for thawing out ser­
vice pipes, tbe current never failing 
to loosen up in jiffy time the most 
stubbornly frozen pipes. Letting tbe 
water run is theonly safeguard agaiost 
recurrence of the difficulty, for with 
the ground frozen about tbe pipes 
lead tug from the mains to lbe homes, 
it is impossible for "dead’’ water to 
remain any length of lime without 
getting Dipped.

To see that Justice Is done the 
heirs of deceased Indians Is tin* purlle- 
tilnr work of Miss Florence Ftherldgc, 
who is well lilted for her work, being 
n graduate of the Washington Law 
college, a member of the bar of the 
District of Columbia, as well tis of that 
of tin* Supreme* court of the United 
Stales.

Celery Nlmuld be used ns frequently 
ns possible, not only because of Its 
delle’ous llavor, but because It Is one 
of the few vegetables possessing so 
many .highly valuable chemical salts. 
Indeed, it lias been declared very 
often that cel?ry lias direct curative 
properties for tin* nervous, rheumatic 
or neuralgic person. Incidentally, 
there Is practically no waste to celery 
—every hit of It can he used.

Of coarse, we know best the use of 
the delicate Inside stalks, for salads 
und llllings. IStit the outside stalks, 
even though not perfect enough in up- 
peimi.ice for service In the raw, should 
not he neglected, but stewed or used 
In (he making of soup. The trimmings, 
too. leaves. Imperfect stalks, can be 
added to broths, soups, or used to help 
llavor other dishes. The addition of a 
little chopped celery to any kind of 
meat or vegetable dish is sure to im­
prove Its lluvor.

If celery is not used Immediately, It 
should he wrapped In paper and kept 
in a eiMil place, and it will then remain 
in perfect condition for many days.

Two cupfuls of chest nuts, two cup­
fuls of celery, four cupfuls of milk, 
two tablespaonfuls of butter. Small 
onion, carrot, sail, four cloves.

('Imp the celery, onion and carrot 
and brown In butter, add milk and 
cloves and allow to stew for about one 
hour.

P.lnnch chestnuts und boil ten min­
utes. 1 train and stew for half an hour 
in one-half of the celery liquor that 
has been stewing. Then press through 
a colander and pour Into the remain­
ing eelery-amt-milk mixture and cook 
for ten minutes. Serve hot and, if de­
sired. garnish with a few whole-cooked 
chestnuts.

DELICIOUS DISHES OF RICE
Five Suggestions for Those Who Are 

Fond of the Cheap and Appe­
tizing Cereal.

To Boll Rice.—Pick over one cupful 
of rice, wash In two waters, drop in 
one quart of boiled salted water, cook 
slmvj.v on luick of stove. Never stir, 
und when done each kernel will stand 
alone. Four into colander mid set on 
coolest part of stove. It should lie 
boiled In an open stewpan. One table* 
spoonful of lemon juice added to water 
in which rice Is boiling makes It very 
white and keeps kernels separate

Rice Omelet.—Heat one capful boiled 
rice and two cupfuls of milk In a 
-lunolh pash*. Add two eggs well beat­
en, salt and pepper. Fry until brown, 
•over with powdered sugar and serve 

at mice.
Rice Croquettes,—Put over (Ire In 

double boiler one pint of milk and one- 
lialf cupful of washed rice. Cook till 
'hick, add the yolks of two eggs. oin>- 
lialf teaspoonful of salt und two table- 
spoonfuls of sugar. Iteuiove from lire, 
beat till smooth, add one-half teaspoon- 
fill vanilla, a hay leaf boiled in rice 
and milk removed as soon ns a slight 
flavor is given to add to daintiness of 
seasoning. Spread all on u Mat dish, 
and when cold form Into cone shape. 
Dip in egg, (hen In crumbs and c.mU In 
boiling fat. Tills makes Hi croquettes.

Rice Bread.- One tumbler rice (lour, 
•me and one-half gilts of milk, one egg. 
iwo teaspixinfnls butler, one table- 
spoonful cooked hominy, tin* white of 
one egg beaten separately and added 
last. Hake three-quarters of an hour.

Rice Cornbread.—Oim pint boiled 
rice, one pim common!, one dessert­
spoonful lard, one pint sour milk, two 
"ggH beaten well.

Deviled Fillets of Chicken.
Cut the raw meat into long, thin 

sirfpK or tht* thin poriions of the 
breast, IMp in melted butter, broil uil- 
ill cooked or heated through, Then 
[dace oil a hot serving dhh and spread 
with tin* hot mixture two tablespoon- 
fills of vinegar, two of Worcestershire 
sauce or mushroom catsup, one table- 
spoonful of chutney sauce und n dash 
of salt.

Baking Powder Biscuits.

! CABINET FOR IRONING BOARD
Receptacle That Rune From Floor to

Ceiling Ideal Place for Mo6t Nec­
essary Kitchen Utensil.

This built-in cabinet solves the prob­
lem of the storage of the Ironing 
board. If hidden It means a burden­
some task every time It Is drawn from 
its seclusion.

The cabinet should run from Moor 
to ceiling, and Is finished to nmlcli 
other kitchen trim. Materials needed 
are lumber, six binges, snap lock and 
catch uml two strips of spring brass 
about six Inches long. The hack should 
be screwed to the wall, hut before a t­
taching form a box by nailing six-inch 
strips on nil sides. Utilld a door frame 
hy titling three-inch strips ulottg the 
four edges of box opening.

Before attaching the board build leg 
which Is to support It. Hinge It to the 
latter with hinges p>*iced on side next

to the cabinet. To keep from collaps­
ing, fasten a strip of brass, making 
a corresponding notch in Hie upper 
crosspiece of the log. The brass will 
snap into It when leg Is dropped. To 
fold buck raise Ha* strip and allow leg 
to revolve under it. To hold board In 
position form u catch at top with an­
other piece of brass.—Farm Progress.

CAKE IMPROVES WITH AGE
Fruit Confection, Richly Made, Is Bet­

ter if Allowed a Certain Time 
to “Mellow.”

It Is not a very umisiml thing to lie 
given a taste of a girl’s mother’s wed­
ding ouko at Ha* wedding of the girl 
bersi'lf—which Is the same thing as 
saying (hat it Is not very unusual to 
taste of fruit cake that has kept well 
for ‘jo or ‘J.Y years.

Of course, fruit cake to keep well 
inii-d he very rich—that Is. It must 
contain much fruit. And such cake 
ready Improves with age. I t  can he 
eaten before It attains Hie ripe old 
age of twenty-live years, but It Is far 
better a mouth after halting Hum the 
day after.

lien* Is a recipe for rich fruit cake: 
(’reaiii. half a pound of butter and half 
a pound of brown sugar until rich and 
light. Then add ’live eggs, henteu 
without separating, until creamy. Then 
add half a tcacijpful each of molasses 
and brandy and two nnd one-half cup­
fuls of pastry lb»ur. Then add a pound 
each of seeded raisins and currants 
and a half a pound of thinly sliced 
citron, which have all I een mixed with 
half u cupful of llou;-, This makes 
three eiipfuls of Hour In all (hut are 
used. Then mix In a teaspooufU each 
of nutmeg, mace and cloves, and llunlly 
add half a teaspootifnl of soda dis­
solved in warm water, Pom* Into two 
hreud pans and Imke very slowly, for 
a .... . of hours, until well done.

Wrap the cakes In waxed paper 
when they are linked and pack in u 
lightly closed metal hov. A tin pail 
with n tight cover Is good. A cloth may 
lie wrapped outside iff the paper, but 
the paper should be next to Hie cake.

T he  E otet, P roject—T he brief 
announcement at noon yesterday that 
a meeting would bo held at the Olym­
pic Club rooms that evening for the 
purpose of digesting a plan for the 
erection of a suitable hotel, was suffi­
cient to fill the rooius atthe appointed 
hour with the leading business men of 
tbe city.

The meeting was organized by the 
election of Joseph Winter us chair* 
mun nod F. E. Snow as secretary. 
John Q. Adams hrielly stated the ob­
ject of the meeting and fifteen or twen­
ty business men spoke of the need of 
modern hotel accommodations here, 
the plan finding greatest favor being 
that of issuing city bonds for that pur­
pose, provided such action could be 
legalized.

On motion of J . F. Stevens, tbe 
ebair appointed Messrs. W. C. Me- 
Comber, John Mulyey, John Q. Adams. 
J .  F. Stevens and P. B. Kirkwood a 
committee to draft resolutions. Their 
report, which was as follows, was un­
animously adopted:

“ Resolved, That it is the sense of 
this meeting that tbe necessity for a 
hotel in this city is so great as to 
justify the construction of a  hotel at 
the expense of the city a t tbe earliest 
possible time,

“ Resolved, That tbe chair be re­
quested to appoiot a committee of 
three to draft a  bill to be presented to 
the legislature authorizing tbe hood­
ing of tbe city for tbe sum of 820,000, 
the proceeds of such hoods to be 
devoted to tbe construction of a hotel, 
said hotel to be the property of and be 
constructed by tbe city.

“ That tbe Mayor aod Common Coun 
cil are hereby requested to take such 
steps and render such aid as may be 
necessary to secure tbe passage of 
said bill by tbe Legislature."

Tbe chair appointed J .  Q. Adams, 
John Mulvey and Nicholas Laughlln 
as a  committee to draft a bill to be 
presented to the Legislature covering 
the points embodied in tbe resolution.

W ork at the Wiotbrop mine has
