Former Resident Slain

Joseph Howard Andrews, a son of 
Mr. and Mrs. Joseph Andrews, former 
residents of Negaunee, was shot and 
Instantly killed by his wife, Mrs. Ada 
Midklff’ADdrews.on Friday afternoon, 
February 23rd, in the Butte Grill ui 
Butte, Mont. The couple had quarrel­
ed over the attentions which Andrews 
is alleged to havo been paying to 
other women. Though tho Butte 
papers glvo Meaderville, Mont., as tbe 
young man's birthplace, Negaunee 
acqualntancesofthe family are inclined 
to believe that he was born in Negau­
nee. Joseph Andrews, the father, 
wus a well-known resident of this city, 
and his marriage to a Miss Mltcbel* 
occurred here between thirty and 
thirty-live years ago. The recollec­
tion of Negaunee people is that tbe 
family went West some fifteen to twen­
ty years ago. Mr. Andrews’Sr. suffer­
ed from aa impediment in speech, and 
it is recalled that bis last visit here 
was after be had been to a school for 
stammerers at Detroit Mr. Andrews 
was a member of the Negauoee band 
during the greater part of his resi­
dence here.

Tbo tragedy was & chapter from 
Butte’s underworld, according to the 
newspapers of that city. Joseph 
Howard Andrews, or Howard Andrews 
as he was generally known, had re­
ceived a good common school educa­
tion, supplemented by a course at a 
Uut^e business college. Ho was em­
ployed as a bookkeeper for a number 
of years and was regarded by earlier 
employers as capableand trustworthy, 
but latterly the youDg man seemed to 
have lost bis grip and It is said that 
tbe father bad become much grieved 
over bis son’s affairs with women and 
bad a premonition that some sort of a 
tragedy was likely to occur.

Mrs. Howard Andrews went to the 
home of her mother-in-law on the 
Monday preceding the tragedy and 
is said to have laid bare tbe entire 
story. Tbe elder Mrs. Andrews ie 
reported to have urged her son to do 
tbe right tbiog by the woman, but be 
maintained an attitude of indifference. 
On Friday, tbe 23rd, Mrs. Howard 
Andrews intercepted her husband as 
be was on bis way to lunch in tbe 
Butte busloess district, and the couple 
wont to tbe Butte Grill to talk over 
tbclr differences as they bad their 
meal. Shots wore heard shortly after 
the couple entered one of tbe private 
booths, and it was discovered that 
Andrews bad been fatally wounded, 
surviving but a few moments. Mrs. 
Andrews was first taken to a hospital 
because of her nervous condition fol­
lowing the shooting, but afterward 
was placed in jail, subsequently boing 
released on $15,000 bonds. Neither 
she nor her attorney would discuss 
the shooting, but was satd that the 
woman bad scarcely eaten or slept for 
four days, after she bad learned that 
Andrews bad drawn their joint hoard 
from the bank and was alleged to have 
been spending it upon other women.

Ada May Mldklff was the maiden 
name of the woman who did the shoot­
ing. She was married ut an early age 
to a man named Robinson, und she re­
tained the latter name after she was 
divorced, so that it was under the 
nutuu of Ada May Robinson that she 
was married lo Uowurd Andrews at 
Great Fulls, Moot., on October 1-Uh, 
1915. Mrs. Andrews, it has developed 
since the murder, had been an inmate 
of Butte’s restricted district for four 
years or more until It wus closed com­
paratively recently, aud the $8500 
bank uccouot which led to the sboot- 
lug Is said to have been tho proceeds 
of tbo woman's life of shame. She 
bad consented to its being bknked in 
the husband’s name, and although 
their relations hud become somuwhut 
impaired, negotiations were neverthe­
less under way looking toward the 
building of a borne upon a lot wbicb 
she had purchased.

More recently It is satd Mrs. Andrews 
learned that her husbuod was making 
heavy inroads upon tbe $3500 bank 
account, spending It lavishly upon 
other wotneo and posing as a single 
man. It was tbe llodlng of a bill for 
$113 of wearing apparel for another 
woman that led to the quarrel wbicb 
developed Into a tragedy. It was not 
uncommon for young Andrews, bis 
acquaintances said, to give a dollar 
tip to a messenger boy who did sonic 
service' for him. Tout be hud berm 
paying uttontlon to two sisters, aud 
had led one of them to believe that be 
wouid marry her within a few weeks, 
was one of the points brought out by 
the investigation which followed the 
murder. Audrews was with this girl. 
Miss Msrguret Johns, at the Butchers’ 
dance given on tbe eveolng preceding 
tbe tragedy. It is surmised that at 
the meeting of husbaod and wife on 
the fatal Friday, Andrews may have 
lutlmaU'd something about procurlag 
a divorce, andcoosumed with jealousy 
as wM\ aa rag** over the impending 
prosi'Wl of being iiMnertedt Mrs. An*

The Weather Record

Cold, more cold, and cold almost 
unceasing—that was tbe meteorolgy 
summary for February; and March’s 
lamb-like entry reminds us that tbe 
law of average Is pretty certain to 
bring another frigid spell toward the 
close of the month, not to meotion the 
storm that Is a concomitant of a typi­
cal St. Patrick’aday;butDotwitbatund- 
ing March’s promised tempestuous 
exit, tbe severe stretch of weather wo 
have been experiencing almost ever 
since tbe first of the year holds forth 
some promise that March will deal tol­
erably gently with us for the greater 
part of her 31 days and that un early 
spring is a likelihood.

Severe weather has been on the bill 
of fare fully half of tbe time ever sluco 
the middle of January, The report 
compiled by John Allen, one of the 
engineers at the waterworks station, 
showed that the mercury was ut ur be­
low zero on nine mornings during 
that month, and his record fur Feb­
ruary discloses that there were but 
nine morning* in thut short month 
when thethoruiomeierreglsterulabove 
zero ut 7 a.m. There were four morn­
ing* upon which the mercury aloud 
at un even zero, and below zero tern* 
peraturuH were noted on the ivmalu- 
fifteen mornings.

Tim first few days of March might 
have deceived the inexperienced into 
thinking that the worst was over, for 
though it was a bit crisp during the 
earlier morning hours, March's entry 
was quite l&mb-llke. Tbe following 
day was even more spring-like, the 
sun’s rays being sufficiently strong to 
noticeably lessen the height of the 
snowbanks and to make rlvuh'ts on 
the sidewalks and in the street gutters. 
Saturday, the 3rd, was not quite so 
warm and by Monday tbe mercury was 
back at its old tricks, registering 27 
below at tbe waterworks station at 7 
a.m. The morning of the 6th estab­
lished the record for tbe winter, the 
thermometer standing a t 28 below at 
the lake. There bus been perceptible 
moderation during tbe oast few days 
and ou Wednesday there was a little 
snow.

Finmarken to llio vicinity of Bergen, 
and is most 'productive at Lofoten 
islands, closed for the sca^-m with a 
total catch of 61,3117,000 fl*h, according 
to tho report of E. Haldwnan J lennisou, 
United States consul a t Christi&nlji. 
This Is 15,437,000 fish less than in 
1915, and less than in any year since 
1908. The greater purt of tho catch. 
44,041,000 fish, was suited und prepared 
as split fish, 3,250,000 were dried ns 
stock fish and most of the remainder 
were exported fresh. Although the 
catch was under tbe average, the great 
demand for IHi, due to tho war, made 
the value greater than In any previous 
year. The official estimate In $20,100.- 
000, In 1915 the* estimate value wnu 
only $9,401,000 and lu 1914 $S.:iS4,50O. 
The value of the herring landed dur­
ing the past .-Alison wan about $23,000.- 
000 for the “green fish,” and tho vnluo 
of the eatmed fish exported, chiefly 
sprats and small herring, was about 
$11,000,000. These figures indicate the 
great profits that the Norwegian fish­
ing industry bus made, due to the high 
prices obtained bemuse of the exlstlur. 
war In 1-htropc. it bus been reported 
that the British government has pur- 
ehused ibis year's entire Norwegian 
fish catch, und that the purchase In­
cludes uIko sardines und ether canned 
fish. In virtue of u resolution of the 
Worthing exi»ort duties have been 
pluced upon a large variety of fish 
and fishery products, the amounts 
ranging from 20.8 cunts per 100 kilos 
for split fish to $1.34 per barrel for 
spiced herrings.

good faith.''

All have learned that victory depend*

12-inch and 16-inch how­
itzers. Other general staffs did not 
consider It feasible to drop along this 
monster nrdnuitcc with nnniofl. Thus 
wo suffered heavily at tho start, cs- 
peeiuliy tin*. French, who relied ex- 
elufdvoly on their superb 75 quick fir­
ing field gun. For the last two years 
there has been a giant, race In gun 
production. Vow the allies have not 
only overtaken. Inn have got n long 
way nheud of the eenlrnl powers.

Onr superiority on the Somme wan 
the most noticeable, nml t h K  combined 
wljh our alr-Miprenmey, i^ndereil the 
posItiMti of the tJenminz, a t  times, 
almost intolerable. They vn re not so 
short of gitn»j, perhaps, ns of an,muni- 
Him. In AuuuKt, S«*ptcmh"r and Octo­

It Is to 
be hoped the same fate awaits the 
measure introduced by Senator Qs- 
burn, as mentioned above.

Rnv, J. W. Kelly, the newly ordain­
ed priest, officiated atSt. Paul's Cath­
olic Church on Sunday lust,delivering 
his first sermon. Thom who listened 
pronounce trie discourse an able one 
and speak tu high terms of its clear 
and forcible delivery. Mr. Kelly has 
accented a pastorate position in the 
Copper District, with headquurters at 
Hancock, whither he goes on Friday 
of this week. His many friendsin Ne- 
guunee will join in wishing him a suc­
cessful and useful cureer.

A new combination of iron and steel 
has been introduced in the umking of 
tools for mining and agricultural im* 
pletimuls.

This compound bar, 
when forged into tbe shape of a pick, 
hay fork, or cutting tools, gives an 
edge or point of steel protected by an 
envelope of Iron. By paring Hway tbe 
Iron, the steel core is exposed and 
timy then be sharpened, reshaped or 
repaired cheaply and quickly.
