The Grant Six

The increase In the price of tbe 
Grant Six from $825 to $876 effective 
March 1st was not a great surprise to 
dealers, says Henry Kotlla, local 
representative of The Graot Six.

The South Shore roundhouse was 
practically destroyed by lire of un­
known origin early last Saturday 
morning. The brick walls still stand 
but so far as use of the house is con­
cerned the destruction wus complete. 
Besides tbe damage to the building 
itself, two engines which were stand­
ing In tbe roundhouse were badly 
damaged and there was considerable 
loss oo tools and equipment. Spon­
taneous combustion of oily waste 
seems to be the most plausible explan­
ation of the Are. One of the train 
crews bod come into the local yard 
between 2 and S o’clock and bad 
occasioo to make a trip to a more 
distant part of the yard. On their 
return they discovered the round­
house to be in flames. They were 
powerless to save much of the build­
ing Itself, but rendered yeoman 
service In moving cars od adjacent 
sidetracks to places of safety. Mean­
time an alarm had been sounded and 
the local fire department made prompt 
response, but the structure was a 
roaring mass of flames which simply 
burned themselves out. There w«*re 
two locomotives io tbe roundhouse 
and these suffered damage to an ex- 
tenlthat has not been fully determined. 
Their cabs and all other woodwork 
wore burned away, but only a thor­
ough shop examination cun determine 
just ivdat damage the excessive heal 
did to the beariog* and the more 
delicate parts of the mechanism. The 
damage to the roundhouse is estima­
ted at $*00. Temporary repairs are 
to be made wnlch will permit use of 
the building until permanent plane cun 
be perfected. The road’s business at 
this point bad outgrown the old round­
house and It is reasonable to suppose 
that a larger and more modern one 
will befprovlded during tbe summer

Mr. Karpeosky’s resource­
fulness and prompt action were un­
doubtedly tbe means of considerably 
lessening thedamagethatwould other­
wise have been done by tbe fire.

The celebration of St. Patrick’s day 
in tbis city was In every way a res­
pectable and proper affair. The pro­
cession which was organized near tbe 
North-Western dejxH between 11 and 
12 o'clock, headed by tbe Society's 
Cornet Band and composed of tbe so­
cieties of this place and Ishpemlng, 
was one of tbe largest as well as finest 
we ha ve ever seen in tbe region.

Girssikowsky proposes to move hie 
jewelry stock from the present loca­
tion to the room now occupied by 
Charles Thoren, who will movegto the 
room next east in the sutne building.

The Rev J. Gorton Miller, the uew 
Episcopal minister, will arrive Satur- 
day evening and will hold services at 
Ishpemlng next Sunday moruiug and 
at Negaunee in tbe evening.

L. Whitehead has beeo in town for 
tho past few days purchasing carts, 
horses and harness for tbe Breen and 
Breitung mines on the Menominee 
range. Tbe property is in the bands 
of a company just organized, called 
the Menominee Mining Company, and 
In addition to tbe leases of tbe mines 
before mentioned bolds a lease also of 
the Qulnnesec. Tbe company has es­
tablished headquarters at tbe Brei- 
tuog, aod will commence mining 
operations immediately. Mr. White­
head speaks very flatteringly of the 
prospects on tbe range. Of the ores 
in the Breen and Breitung mines, a 
writer in tbe American Manufacturer 
says that there is an apparently inex­
haustible deposit of biue hematite at 
tbe Breen, while at the Breitung a 
24-ft. vein of similar ore has been 
disclosed. This ore, upon being sub­
mitted to a furnace test,reduces easily 
with slight fluxing and a remarkably 
low per coot of fuel. Mr. Whitehead 
also speaks encouragingly of the 
manner in which tbe construction of 
the new railroad is being carried 
forward.

At ao early hour on Monday morn­
ing fire was discovered in the building 
of Wm. Ureo on Cleveland avenue in 
Ishpemlng. Prompt response was 
made, but before the fire could be ex­
tinguished considerable damage had 
been done.

A proposed experiment for heating 
homes and business places, aod sup­
plying power for manufacturing en­
terprises, at Lockport, N. Y., is so 
curious that it will be read with inter­
est. The idea Is to have a ceotral 
plant and to distribute steamthrough* 
out the city by means of underground 
pipes. The main pipes leaving tbe 
boilers will be 4 inch pipes wblcb will 
be covered with asbestos and then en­
cased in wooden pipes 2 inches thick 
aod sufficient In diameter to permit a 
space for confined air between tbe as­
bestos covered iron pipe* and tbe outer 
wouden pipes. An ingenious system 
of “ wens'* every few feet counteracts 
expansion and tho service pipes would 
tap from these “ wells.” It Is believed 
that homes could be heated a t one- 
third the present cost.
