Church last Tuesday evening of the 
project to raise a pension fund of one 
million dollars for the support of re­
tired preachers. Bishop Henderson's 
present tour through the state is to 
fully explain the plan to the various 
local congregations, that their action 
when the proper time comes may be 
taken understandingly—aud.lt is hop­
ed, most liberally—and the meeting 
last Tuesday evening was In a sense 
a general one for the couuty, repre­
sentatives from practically all of the 
Methodist Episcopal Churches in the 
county being I d attendance. Bishop 
Henderson Is being accompanied on 
the trip  by A. L. Parker, a  Detroit 
capitalist, who Is ao energetic worker 
in behalf of Methodism.

Bishop Henderson's address was a 
pleasing as well as Instructive one* 
And in the course of U he stated that 
About $30,000 had ulready been raised 
Id the Detroit conference, while a 
Detroit layman of meaos has pledged 
$125,000. Though pledges are coming 
in at an encouraging rate, It is realiz­
ed that It will require energetic work 
to  raise tbe desired sum, and it is 
planned tha t on May 27th all clergy­
men in this district shall preach ser­
mons announcing the detailed plans 
lo r  the pension campaign, while It Is 
expected that prominent laymen will 
also speak. On June 3rd there will 
be a geoeral exchange of pulpits, by 
way of furtherance of the campaign, 
And on the following Sunday the 
pledges of tbe congregations will be 

^aken .
In speaking of tbe pension plan, 

Rev. K. L. Hewson, pastor of tbe Ne­
gaunee church, said that the plan was 
in line with tbe tendency of the age. 
Practically ail of tbe larger industrial 
enterprises have pension systems In 
operation, and sim ilar provision Is 
fairly  under way for teachers who 
have given the better part of their 
Active years to service In the Michi­
gan public schools.

Benjamin Pascoe Dead

In tbe death of Benjamin Pascoe, 
which occurred yesterday morning, 
Negaunee mourns the loss of another 
pioneer resident. Mr. Pascoe had 
resided In Negaunee for the past forty 
years and was highly respected by a 
large circle of friends. He came to 
Negaunee from W lllkesbarre, P a ., 
where he bad been employed in tbe 
coal mines, and was among tbe early 
employes of the Jackson Iron Com­
pany in this city. Deceased ’was 
about 70 years of age and bad been in 
poor health for a  number of years. 
He Is survived by two sons and two 
daughters—Thomas Pascoe, cashier, 
and Fred Pascoe, clerk, of tbe Negau- 
nee State Bank, and Mmes. James 
Hodge and Bay Barney—also by a 
sister, Mrs. Jane Pearce of Iron Moun­
tain; two nieces, Mmes. Thomas Ellis 
and Fred Friday, and a  nephew, Ben­
jamin Pringle. Mrs. Pascoe died 
about twenty-five years ago. Ar­
rangements for the funeral were not 
completed at this writing, but it prob­
ably will be held Sunday.

Strike Deputies Free

Officers of tbe Marquette prison 
have received word that Governor 
Sleeper had terminated the paroles of 
Ed. Polklngboroe, Josh Cooper aod 
William Groff, who were sent to tbe 
prison in February, 1913, from tbe 
Copper Country, for manslaughter, 
for from seven and a  half to fifteen 
years. The three men and Davis, who 
is still confined in the prison, were 
held for the killiog of strikers during 
a melee at a boardinghouse that de­
veloped when the quartet who were 
special deputies, nought to effect the 
arrest of a striker who bad trespassed 
against orders on Company property.

Later last year Governor Ferris par­
oled Polklngboroe, Groff and Cooper 
for an indefinite period, Davis being 
refused clemeocy because of bad prison 
record. Governor Sleeper now gives 
the men their full liberty. •

The 

financial cost of the war should fall upon all annual income* over 

proportumallv. and upm the unreasonable profits of those who are manu­

facturing goods used in warfare.

The old system of throwing tin* cost of war upon the hacks of the 

common people hv the issuance of bonds whi< It must he paid hv the sweat 

mid toil of ihe middle classes and the poor for generations after the war 

has ended. -hould give plaee to a svstem under which the favored classes 

contribute their money crpiitably as the middle and poorer classes eou- 

tiihute their th'sh and blond bravely. ia*t money and mau Is* placed on a 

level, and let wise laws he enacted which will call for proscription of both 

men and money under reasonable and just limitations which will fall 

upon all without discrimination or injustice.

Oil the map the West Indies are 
seen us a string o f Islands, beginning 
with the large ones o f  Fulai am i Santo 
Domingo, thinning out in mldoeeun to 
a few almost invisible dots, and then 
emerging to the south agaiu in the 
larger French and Knglish Islands. 
W hat we have bought from Denm ark  
are about fifty  o f these Ih ile  pinhead 
Islands, writes Frederic J. ilaskin . 
Only three of them are large enough 
to have names on the map. and the 
largest eoniuins (nil s-J square miles.

Isis again. Land him already been 

bought for tin* erection of a large mod­
ern hotel.

St. John C la im s  900 In ha b ita n ts .

St. John contains about tw enty  
square miles. It claims {XNt inhabit* 
ants, hut they are hard lo hnd owing 
to the density o f the Jungle, (he luck 
of roads and the fact that there is 
no town on the islund.

The other *17 islands which a re  I d* 
eluded in our purchase vary from  
Mich hits ns Sail rock, which ts a Imre 
spire of g ran ite  That looks like  q sail 
aiul affords a home fo r u few sea 
birds, to Ruck Island, which is several 
square miles In area, covered with  
■ lease growth, und full o f wild pigeons, 
parrots anil w ild  goats. Most of these 
'•mall Islands, or keys, are tmlnhah* 

)i.-d and many of them an* practically
Insignificant, however, Hies** islands 
are most Interesting, and may become 
im portant.

T w o  Em braced In th e  V irg in  G roup.
St. Thomas and St. .I<dm belong to 

the Virgin group o f islands, which was 
discovered by Fnlumbu*. as was also 
St. F ro l* . St. Thomas was settled by 
the Dutch, who le ft It for N ew  York. 
Thou the Danes took it. and, the Kng- 
listi took it avvuy from  the Danes sev­
eral times, hut always gave It buck be­
m use they did not want ft. T h e  Dutch 
and the English also squahtded in a 
small way over St. F ro lx ; then the 
•Spaniards got hold o f if. only to he 
driven out h.v the French, who gave 
it lo  the Knights o f M altu. They, be­
ing unable to m ake u liv ing  then1, 
burned up th e ir holdings and depart- 
ed, Deum urk. thereupon got St. 
Fro ix  fo r the same reason that she got 
St. Thomas, namely, because nolmdy 
else wanted It . She has been losing 
money on the Islands almost ever 
since; that SUfi.OOO.OOO w ill be the Urst 
prollt that Denm ark, hs a nation, has 
tmule out of her West Indian colonies 
hi a long time.

Tin* history o f our own relation to  
the islands lias been much r>-peaiod 
o f late. In IHfJA Secretary of State  
Seward offered $7.f»lHI.(Kki fo r them, a 
vote was taken here and the people 
were almost unanimous fo r tin* trans­
fer. The  h ill then died ill the senate 
committee on foreign relations, In  
It to;* we wasted an opportune to buy 
the islands for .r>.nnu.uoo. In  IPKI we 
jumped at ttie chance lo buy them  
fo r and now the money
having been paid the Islands a re  under 
the ting. The  price conics to nearly 
$:t00 an acre, as against 2 cents an 
acre which we paid fo r Alaska, U7 
cents for (lie Philippines and about 
$.’r» fo r the Fanal zone. Thus It Is 
seen thill colonies, Hkc everything else, 
arc going up in price.

Is land  L it te re d  W ith  O ld Relics.

This  crude summary of tho history 
of the Danish West Indies give* no 
idea o f tlie lr real story, which is filled 
w ith  romance of the Spanish main, 
with pirates and privateers and doub­
loons and creole beauties. 'Che Islands 
are littered w ilh  old cannon, ruined 
fo ils  ami all the other stage props of 
sw itshluiekliug romance.

Fcoiogirnlly. these Islands are the 
tips of a badly swamped mountain 
range. Si. Thoinu* Jut* siiddcnl> mit 
of the waier. like a swimmer'* head. 
From Ms higlie-i [mini jm i can set* 
Porto iilco to ihe west ami an aioii/.* 
lug iiinoiiiit o f ocean nil annuid. 
There I" practically no cultivation, be­
cause nil (lo- people make a living otil 
of tlo harlmr. I ire amt hurricane 
have swept itie island utmost clear 
of forest, toil there is a low, dense 
growth of brush, which nlfords a siiel- 
ter fo r wild goats ami deer, while a 
few cattle graze oil the Open, wind­
swept mountain tops. The  Island Is 
heiililil’lll With It vivid, Unexpected 
beauty an Idea! place to explore with 

a pony and a camera. And the hulk 
of it |s now serving no other purpose 

than to delight nn occasional wanderer 
u ffh  an eye for tin picturesque.

St. Frolx, on the oilier hatul. is a 
rich island, it contains N4 square 
m iles of territo ry , a large part of 
which Is planted In sugar earn1, one  
side o f the island is Hat. white a m inia­
tu re  mmmtaln range borders (tie oth­
er, rising steeply out of the bright, 
tender green of U ieM ignr Helds, which 
reach clear down to the paint groves 
along tfie w hite heuchex. This island 
has fine roads bordered w ith rows of 
royal patms, and it housls no less 
than I ’d automobile*, i.ong ago it was 
n favorite  w inter resort fo r A m eri­
can*. mid the Islanders believe that it 
U  going to become popular w ith tour-

never visited by men.
o u r purchase includes three princi­

pal cities and a few sm aller villages. 
The most im portant of tie* cities ia 
Fiiarlo tte  A m alie, on lids Island of 
Sr. Thomas. In  fin* islands the town 
is ended St. Thomas, its Danish tuiinc 

almost never being heard. It lias about
PJ.tNM) Inhabitants, most of whom have 
negro blood, but it is not a negro towu 
in tin* sense that Port au I ’rlnee is. 
The typical St. Tlmminn of the bet­
ter class is a West Indian creole, and 
of a distinctive type. H e has Just 
enough negro blood to make Ids skin 
dark Hml Ids h a ir slightly kfnky. No 

Is Indolent and pleasure-loving, but 
Intelligent and pretty well educated. 
M any o f the leading merchants of St. 
Thomas are  creoles, including the only 
m illionaire in the islands. These well- 
to-do creoles have their children edit- 
ented In Europe, and mingle w ith  the 
Danish otlieials a *  social equals. Many 
of the young 1 bines have taken ereolo 
brides buck to Denmark.

C a p ita l C ity  Rated B e a u tifu l.

Tn St. F ro ix  are Fhrlstlnnste<l, the  
capital, and FredrtkMnd, cad i having 
a population o f between 4JHM1 and 
5.000. Fredrikstud is a Hat. white, 
dusty fown. swept by file wind from  
Its open roadstead, and is neither pic­
turesque nor Interesting. Christ in li­
sted, on the other hand, is a beautiful 
tropieul eltv. fu ll o f flowers ami palms 
and pleturesqiu* old houses. It has a 
pretty lit t le  harbor choked w ith  sand 
and mud. T h e  Imlk of the people tn 
St. F ro lx  are  black negroes, while tie* 
dominant class ure mostly Irishmen  
mid Danes,

Potato Raising Pointers

Clarence Wedge gave the following 
information in tbe Albert Lea Tri­
bune aod we pass it od for whatever 
it may be worth: “ In this cool fav­
orable planting weather there Is no 
reason in tbe world why potatoes may 
not be cut to one eye. Even a piece 
aB large as a  lady's thimble with a 
good eye at tbe end of it will make a 
good plant. 1 spent last evening cut­
ting up potatoes. They were of me­
dium size and I found by actual count 
that I made an average of ten eeti 
from each potato. The chief thing to 
keep In mind is that such small sets 
will not endure hardships of aoy kind. 
If possible plant witbto twenty-four 
hours of cutting. Pul tbe fresh marks 
about a  foot apart io the rows and 
cover a t once. The rows should be 
about three feet apart. This advice 
is especially given for 'w ar gardens.’ 
Oo the farm, when it Is Impossible to 
give such careful attention to details, 
large sets may be advisable, but with 
seed potatoes a t 14.00 per bushel, al­
most anyone can afford to look after 
the planting with special care.”

Not Be Confiscated

Allens, who have money deposited 
In the postal savings departm ent of 
the postofhee and in tbg banks need 
have no fear th a t tbe Uoitcd States 
government will seize their savings In 
case of war between this country and 
the land of their birth. During tbe 
first few days of the diplomatic sever­
ance of relations between the United 
States and Germany and tbe recent 
war declaration between those coun­
tries, several thousands of dollars 
were withdrawn by foreign depositors. 
However, the normal amount of de­
posits and withdrawals has nearly 
been reached again aod it is expected 
that no further “ runs” will be made 
on Uocle Sam.

The following circular issued by 
tbe Federal Reserve Bank at Minne­
apolis, sbould reassurethecautlousor 
frightened depositor that there is no 
danger io giving tbeir savings to tbe 
banks of tbe city or tbe postal savings 
department for investment and safe 
keeping:

It having been reported to him 
th a t there is aoxiety in some quarters 
on tbe part of persons residing in this 
country who are tbe subjects of for­
eign states le*t their bank deposits or 
other property should be seized in the 
event of a  war butween the United 
States and a foreign nation, the pres­
ident authorizes the statement that 
all such fears ure entirely unfounded. 
The government of the United States 
will iu no circumstances take advan­
tage of a state of wur to take posses­
sion of property to which international 
understandings uod the recognized 
luw of tbe laod give it no iust clulro 
or title, i t  will scrupulously respect 
all p rivate  rights alike of its own citi­
zens and of the subjects of foreign 
states.

This corpora­
tion is said to have been satisfied with 
its prelimlpary inspection of the Klo- 
man property, and In the eveot of se­
curing control stands ready to sink a 
shaft to a depth of a t least 1400 feet, 
and drive drifts a t  intervals of each 
few hundred feet in order to get under 
all the old workings aod thoroughly 
explore the property. Reports receiv­
ed here indicate th a t Mr. Voegtlln Is 
confident that between tbe two pend­
ing propositions it Is a  certainly that 
something will bo doing at tbe Klo- 
man before very loog. In  bis efforts 
to get tbe property back into the pro­
ducing class, Mr. Voegtlln bas en­
countered opposition from within as 
well as without, for it is no secret that 
not a few Republic people have 
“ knocked” the propositions every 
time they had an opportunity.

U. P. Stump Lands

Stump lands of the Upper Peninsu­
la, most of which now lie idle, produc­
ing little more than brush and mos­
quitos, can be made to provide Michi­
gan with a big part of its beef, in the 
oplnioo of W. F. liaveo, livestock ex­
tension man for the Michigan Agri­
cultural College. Mr. Kaveo is 
recommending, particularly at this 
time, when the nation needs every 
pound of beef that can possibly he 
raised, that these lands be put to  ute 
by their owners for pasturage pur­
poses. If so utilised, he declares, the y 
can be made to return a good profit, 
and relieve tbe food shortage a t the 
same time.

Mr. R aven’s opinion as to the 
av&Hlbllltj of these Lake Superior 
cut-over properties for grazing pur­
poses is based upon observations 
made by himself during the course of 
two years agricultural experience in 
the Upper Peninsula. Profits almost 
a s  handsome as “ war brides”  were 
made by a  number of individuals wbo 
accepted bis recommendations. One 
owner of a  plot of cut-over laod made 
a  profit of approximately $600, on an 
investment of $1600, by merely ship* 
ping in feeder steers and turning them 
loose on cut-over pasture. Tbe ani­
mals were fattened in less than five 
months, without having received a 
pound of graio , and with little o r no 
attention.

Ik Would Moan Political Control and 
Loss of Efficiency—Doclaros That 
Crisis Confronts Country on Aeeount 
of Transportation Situation—Lowost 
Freight Rates to Ba Found In United 
fitatoo,

Washington, May 14.—That the Unit­
ed States Is face to face with a tcrloua 
crisis In Its commercial affairs, due to 
the conditions by wbicb Its transporta­
tion system is confronted, was the opin­
ion expressed by W. M. Acwortb, Eng­
land's leading authority on railways, 
before tbe Newlands joint committee 
on Interstate commerce at a special 
session held here to  enable the com­
mittee to bear bit views before his de­
parture for London this week. Two 
steps are necessary, according to Mr- 
Acwortb, to avert this crisis and to 
solve the threatening railroad problem 
confronting tbe country.

* The first Is to allow the railroads to 
charge freight rates sufficient to meet 
the great Advance in  operating ex­
penses which Is taking place and to 
enable them to command tbe credit 
necessary to provide the extensions 
and Improvements needed to taaeet the 
growing demands of business. The sec­
ond la to do sway with the multiple 
and conflicting systems of regulation 
that now hamper railway operation 
and to provide one centralized regula­
tory agency with such local subdivi­
sions as may be necessary.

Higher Rates e Publlo Necessity.
Mr. Acworth's view* on tbe transpor­

tation situation In the United States 
were expressed in answer to questions 
by members of tbe committee, who 
asked him to apply his knowledge 
of railway conditions throughout tbe 
world and of the experience of other 
countries with government ownership 
to tbe present problem before tbe Unit­
ed States,

“Tbe fundam ental factor in tbe sit­
uation is very simple,” said Mr. Ac- 
worth. “I t lies In tbe fact that you 
cannot get three-quarters of s  cent's 
worth of work done for less than three- 
quarters of a cent, no matter whether 
the agency performing it is as govern­
ment or private enterprise. Freight 
rates must advance when tbe cost of 
performing the service advances a s  

it  is doing a t present, just as the price 
of bread or meat or any other com­
modity increases with increased coat 
of production."

In auswer to a question Mr. Ac- 
worth said that be thought American' 
freight rates had been at much too low 
a level for several years past, that they 
had reached this low point during the 
period of cutthroat competition amoug 
the roads and had since been held 
there by regulating bodies. Unless re­
lief were afforded to tbe carriers very 
promptly, he said, tbe result would 
be a tremendous loss to tbe people of 
tbe whole country through insufficien­
cy of transportation facilities.

Weakness of Government Ownership,
On the subject of government owner­

ship of railways Mr. Acwortb said:
"It is impossible to obtain satisfac­

tory results on government railways 
in a democratic state unless the man­
agement is cut loose from direct jKillt- 
leal control. Neither Australia nor 
any other country with a democrat­
ic constitution—perhaps an exception 
ought io be made of Switzerland—has 
succeeded in maintaining a permanent 
severance. In Frunce, in Belgium, in 
Italy, parliamentary interference never 
has been abandoned for a moment. 
The facts show that government in­
terference has meant running the rail­
ways not for the benefit of the people 
at large, hut to satisfy local and sec­
tional and even j>crsotml Interests.

Prussia. Mr. Acwortb said, was the 
best example of an efficient govern­
ment railway system, and he pointed 
out that military considerations were 
treated as of paramount importance in 
the Prussian railway system. While 
Americun freight rates had been re­
duced nearly 40 per cent in thirty 
years, rules In Prussia were nearly as 
high as at die beginning of the period. 
While tbe charge for moving a ton of 
freight one mllg in the United States 
w o n  a trifle over three-quarters of a 
cent, the rato iu Prussia was 1.41 
cents.

As Illustrating the difference in rates 
between government and private roads 
Mr. Acworth rompurcd the rullwaya 
of New Houtb Wales, Australia, with 
those of Texan. While tho amount of 
traffic to each mile of Hue was about 
tbe some in h<fh cases, he pointed out, 
the Texas railways performed for the 
public four times o h  much service a s  

the government owned roads of New 
Houth Wales. The charge in Texas 
for hauling a ton of freight one mile 
was less than 1 cent, while In the Aus- 
tflillan state it was well over 2 cents.

“American railways lead the world," 
said Mr. Acworth. "Nowadays when 
men in any oilier part of the world 
want to know hosv to run a railway 
they come to the I'l.ltcd Sinn* end

Four columos are devoted to the 
proceedings of an adjourned meetiog 
of the Hoard of Supervisors, held on 
the lOtb and lltb  of May, the greater 
part of tbe report being taken up by 
the special committee c o n  posed of. 
Gershom Jones, John Mulvey and Ed­
ward B. Palmer, appointed to  conduct 
an investigation into tbe management 
of tbe county poor. Tbe committee 
fou.nd, among other tbinga, that the 
cost of maintaining tbe poor for tbe 
six months ending April 1, 1377, was 
910,653.99; th a t tbe manner In which 
this business was conducted was rep­
rehensible; tbe simplest and most 
ordinary affairs of business in which 
ndlvlduals engage npon their own 

account are conducted with more care 
and prudence than are the business 
affairs pertaiolng to  tbe poor of this 
county. Tbe committee detailed a 
cumber of alleged Irregularities In 
tbe administration of 8 . D. Hum­
phreys, chairman of tbe poor board 
and superintendent of the first d is­
trict; recommended that be he sus­
pended from office and a- competent 
person be appointed superintendent 
ad interum; and further recommended 
that formal charges be preferred 
against tbe said Humphreys. Giving 
effect to tbe recommendatioo of tbe 
committee, Supervisor C* G . Griffey 
offered a resolution that a  committee 
of three, with tbeprosecutiagattorney 
as chairman, be appointed to  frame 
and prefer charges against Humphreys 
This was unanimously adopted and 
Supervisors K irkpatrick and Peter 
Pascoe were designated to  act with 
the prosecutiog attorney. A t tbe 
second day 's session tbe  above com­
mittee made its report embracing 
eighteen specific charges agaiost 
Superintendent Humphreys. Super­
visor Kirkpatrick offered a  resolution 
providing for service of a  copy of* 
these charges upon tbaaocused official 
aod demanding that he be cited to ap­
pear before the board and make 
answer, tbe return date subsequently 
being extended to May 18tb. To ac­
company tbe summons there  was pre­
pared a  series of interrogatories per- 
taloing to the charges, m aking nearly 
a column in print* and to which It»was 
demanded tbe (said Humphreys make 
categorical answers. Meaotima, tbe 
accused was by resolution suspended 
from the duties of bis office, pending 
further decision of the board. Fur 
tber resolutions provided aid for the 
prosecuting attorney hi procuring and 
presenting evidence aud als'> gave the 
righ t to Humphrey and bis counsel to 
have access* to tbo record# ol hls 
office, under certain restrictions.
