Red Cross May Get Fuad

There is a prospect that the Negau­
nee branch of the Red Cross may get 
some $1700 which remained In the 
’’Mioers’ Club” treasury when tbe 
Oliver Iron Mining Company surren­
dered its lease of the Prince of Wales 
mine. As is tbe common practice at 
the mines, the employes bad contrib­
uted portions of their monthly wages 
to a common fund which was available 
In case of injury or death, and this 
fund bad attained the snug total of 
about $1700. The former employes 
will henceforth be widely scatteredi 
some having employment at other pro­
perties operated by the same corpor­
ation, while many others will seek 
entirely different connections, matting 
a continuance of the fund impractica­
ble.

Equitable division of relief funds 
such as this among all who may have 
contributed at one period or another 
has proven to be a well-nigh Impossi­
ble task. This disposition of tbe Luke 
Angellne relief fund at Ishpemingwas 
undertaken after quite lengthy and 
costly legal procedure, and after all 
expenses had been met the average 
allotment to each contributor who 
could be located Is said to have been a 
very small sum.

In tbe hopes that such red-tape pro­
cedure may be avoided, some of th0 
former employes at tbe Prince of 
Wales have suggested that the entire 
fund be turned over to tbe Red Cross 
organization. It Is possible, of course, 
that legal obstacles may be encoun­
tered In such a disposition of the 
fund, but It would seem that If a 
majority of the contributing members 
vote in favor of this disposition of tbe 
fund that some legal method of effect­
ing the transfer could be found. A1 
any rate, it is to be hoped that this 
can be done, for the donation would 
be a most timely aod welcome one to 
tbe Red Cross organization. Tbe 
money could be put almost Immedi­
ately Into serving a worthy and patri­
otic cause; whereas if it were to go in 
pro rata allotments to contributors 
the small amounts would be so long 
In reaching their destinations that no 
one would be particularly bencUtled,

The deparlinenf; of agriculture has been quick to recognize the neecs- 
nity of llirift in the present emergency and lias not only fcent out many 
miggestmns, but is helping in concrete wavs to increase the nation’s food 
supply.

If  wo should send 5,000,000 soldiers and nurses to the front, there 
would still be more than 05,000,000 citizens left in civil life. l*et them 
be organized into a mighty army of thrift, 05.000,000 strong! ( ’an you 
imagine the tremendous strength of this republic if every man, woman 
and child set about Die task of eliminating waste? Bear in mind always 
that it is only through thrift that the nation will be able to get the last 
ounce of strength at its command. Let us remember, also, that voluntary 
thrift will possibly make unnecessary compulsory thrift. It is easier to 
begin giving up unnecessary tilings now ami get used to it, than to be 
compelled (o give up actual comforts later on. Both patriotism and pru­
dence should actuate us to practice thrift immediately.

In view of the added need of thrift, it is pleasing to note that the 
550.000 schoolchildren of Philadelphia are being taught, thrift in a very 
practical way. They are taking advantage of the shortage of paper, and 
■re  gathering up all the old papers and magazines that have hitherto been 
wasted, and are bringing them to school. On a given day each week these 
papers are sold. This is not a new idea, and it has been written about a 
number of times, but there is no better wav of giving the children a con­
crete eiample of conservation and thrift. All tho studying the children 
could do would not produce the results that rcallv doing the tiring them* 
g*»lves would. Waste paper from the classrooms alone of the Philadelphia 
public schools has brought in about $20,000 a year.

Stuffed Egg Salad.—Cook four eggs 

until hard ami af te r  shelling cut 
lengthwise Into halves; remove the 
yolks ami heat to a paste; add a In- 
blhspoorifuf of chili sauce, two table- 
s|M>onfuls uf minced chicken and a tea- 
spoonful of melted butter. When 
blended till into the egg whites and 
arrange on a bed of crisp heart leaves 
of lettuce, pouring over ft thick boiled 
dressing; garnish with capers and 
8 llces of pickled beets.

Palatable Steak Ends.—Crop the 
tough end of u porterhouse steuk ra th ­
er coarsely: cook It iu a little butter 
with a sprinkling of pepper and sa lt ;  
add two tahlespoonfuls of milk, dredge 
with browned flour, toss It in a fourth 
of u cupful of cream and serve with 
baked potatoes.

Peanut Butter.—Shell and blow off 
the brown skins from the nuis; rub­
bing them between two coarse towels 
will help the process. Dust them with 
salt and grind at once; pack into glass 
ja rs  or tumblers, cover ami keep In a 
cool place. Four tahlespoonfuls of but­
ter is added to each pound of nuts hy 
some, who consider it an Improvement.

Rice Spoon Bread.—Tuke u cupful 
of corn, two tahlespoonfuls of butter, 
a cupful of boiled rice and two-thirds 
of a cupful of boiled water, a cupful 
of milk, two beaten eggs, one and u 
fourth teaspooufuls of salt, ami a 
tenspoonful of baking powder. Heat 
well and bake In hot custard cups well 
greHSed.

Hermita.—Soak a cupful of seedless 
raisins overnight, then druin. Heat 
half a cupful of butter to a cream and 
Hdd gradually one cupful of brown 
sugar, one teuspoonful of milk, one 
tubtespoonful of molasses, two eggs 
beaten light, the raisins and two cup­
fuls of dour, a tenspoonful of clmiii- 
inon, half a teaspoonful of mace, two 
and a half teaspooufuls of baking 
powder, all well sifted. Prop from a 
spoon and hake In a moderate oven. 
More flour should be added if tin* 
cakes spread iu baking.

Giving of Adequate Physical Training to 
Children, Duty of Nation

This country uecris h citizens’ army and navy of a thoroughly demo* 
rratic sort, trained under conditions which would interfere as little a* 
jaissihle witli tho industries of the country. But it is of the utmost conse­
quence that up to tho twentieth year whatever training may be given to 
the boys and girls, which would bo available later for the young soldiers 
mid sailors, should also be equally available in the industries and homes 
4>f the country. The giving of adequate physical training to all children 
is  a national interest, both iu peace and in war; and it is therefore justi­
ciable that the national government should spend part of the income it 
liaises by taxation in contributing to and making sure of that physical 
training. Tide is precisely what the Swiss Federation does. I t  makes 
«yiall contributions to the training which the cantons and xiiuuicipalitie? 
supply in all Swiss schools; and then it maintains a body of inspectors to 
jinake sure that the work is really done. 1 submit that that would be a 
•valuable new function for the department of the interior through its 
bureau of education.

With this function there will be associated another of national impor­
tance—aid to practical training in agriculture, personal hygiene, public 
liealth, diet, and the household arts—in all American schools of every 
irrade, with national inspection of the work done. All this instruction 
is *n the interest of the entire nation, without distinction of section, race 
or religion; and it ought not to be left to the discretion of tho states and 
municipalities without government supervision. I t is a strong case of 
*eueh for all and all for each/

Every, vegetable not used fur the 
table should he canned for winter use, 
so Mint nothing be wasted. Even on 
city lots h small hotbed may raise a 
large quantity of table vegetables, 
and a bed four feet square will 
raise herbs enough to supply the 
market with sage, mini, ami various 
savory herbs, for some lime. Vacant 
lots all over our cities are lying un­
used which should he put lo work rais­
ing food for future needs.

It seems to need H little longer 
soaking nod parboiling to soften the 
coat, but otherwise It Is cooked and 
served as the nuvy beau. <>ur food 
experts tell us that the nourishment Is 
equally as good us that of 1 lie navy 
bean.

A  LAKE In the desert!  Nor Is It 
the  mocking funtusy of Ihe 
mirage that la spread before 
us as we look down into the 

bottom o f  this strange desert basin 
from the height between Mortinere 
urn! Dos Pnlnms, on the road from 
M<*ccu to Nilnud, north of the Sul ton 
sea.

(pille n sizable body of w ater  the 
Salton sea la yet, writes Stephen H. 
Willurd lit the I.oa Angeles Times, and 
with (he drainage of (he irrigated area 
of the Imperial uud Coachella valleys 
pouring into It, the promise la for Its 
urea remaining the sam e Indefinitely. 
Years ago (he Salton basin wan un­
doubtedly par t  of the  Gulf of Cali­
fornia, and the Colorado river emptied 
Into It about midway of the whole 
length of (he gulf. B u t the “IUvcr of 
Kcd'* slowly pushed Its delta out across 
the gulf, and then came a time when 
the Salton basin was cu t off, and an 
Inland sea, a dead sea in fact, a» It 
had neither Inlet nor outlet. Gradually 
Its shore line receded from the Mud hills 
on the north and from the rocky slopes 
of the Santa Rosas on the south, until 
only u very small area of thick, briny 
water remained In the very bottom of 
the basin, a t about 250 feet below sea 
IcvpI, With the loss of the cooling ef* 
feet of this great evaporating surface, 
tlie climate of the basin became one 
of the hottest In the world, and even 
the Indians, who once hunted and 
fished along the shores of the  great 
gulf, took to the mountains aud aban­
doned the valley as a lurid too hostile 
to wrest a living from.

When It Was Flooded.

Then eatne the white man with the 
railrnud, and commercial use was made 
of (he immense salt deposits covering 
the bottom of the old seabed. But 
later, with the development of the Im­
perial valley, cmne the  break In the 
Colorado river intake and the conse­
quent enormous Inrush of water to the 
bottom of the basin. With the entire 
volume of the Colorado river pouring 
In, the basin wae rapidly filling up.

ruin fn the mountains above, and be­
fore the rain had passed he heard a 
dull roar, rapidly Increasing In vol­
ume uml coining down the canyon. Sud­
denly a wall o f water rounded the 
bend In front of him, but, us luck 
would have It, a side canyon opened 
Into the main gorge, Just a t  that point, 
aud with great presence of mind, he 
turned Into It Just as the water iokh 
about the bed of the wagon, As these 
floods puss almost us quickly as they 
come, the water ►Aon ahuted, and In a 
few hours he wus able to continue his 
Journey.

T h e  cross-desert road from Mecca to 
Blythe pusses through Shnvers can­
yon, and while coining toward Mecca 
one evening, Just a t  the opening of the 
canyon, I was treated to one of the 
most mognlficent sunset effects that I 
have ever seen upon the desert. Just 
ns the  canyon opens out into the des­
e r t  the  walls frame the picture per­
fectly, and the great wash of sand and 
gravel slopes gradually from the can­
yon's mouth for five or six miles down 
to the  shores of the dead sea. That 
evening the sky was filled with light 
citrus clouds, and In the  glow from 
Hie sunset they were of the brightest 
red  Imaginable upon a  background 
of azure. The soft gray of the des­
e r t  led the eye down to the shores of 
the sea, where the  emerald-green wa­
ters  lay placid in the perfect peace 
of a quiet desert eveulng. Across the 
sea stood the Santa Rosa mountains, 
veiled in heliotrope haze. The whole 
scene formed one exquisite symphony 
of soft and strong colors, unreal, yet 
peaceful and satisfying to the lover of 
the desert.

Well Named Dead 8ea.
When clouds d rif t  over the moun­

tains and cast tllelr shadows on sea 
and desert, the view front the rtorih 
shore of the sea Is magnificent. The 
scene is a picture In a very high key, 
u play of strong color contrasts and of 
bright light. When the waters of the 
sea are  quiet the  clouds above are  
mirrored on Its green surface, and

The salt works were soon covered, set­
tlers were driven from their homes, the 
railroad had to move Its line farther 
and farther back, and at Mecca, the 
town Itself whs In imminent danger of 
Inundation before the flood was finally 
checked. Then the sea began to re­
cede again, until Its present boundaries 
were reached, some 40 miles long and 
1 2  miles across, with the  water surface 
some 225 feet below sea level.

At Mecca the depression below sea 
level Is 189 feet und the distance to 
the present shore of the sea Is about 
six miles. In the open desert. Just out 
of Mecca. If one will stand up on one 
of the clumps of sagebrush around 
which th e  wind-blown sand lias piled 
and look off over th e  desert to the 
southeast. In the distance the sea can 
be seen shimmering in the desert sun­
light. This shows how evenly Hie 
desert slopes Into the  bottom of the 
busln.

Along the Mud hills, some five or 
six miles from the north shore of the 
sea, Is perhaps the most weird, deso­
late and peculiar pari of this mysteri­
ous desert land. The Mud hills are of 
clay formation, and through them are 
cut muuy extraordinary canyons, 
among which I’aluted canyon and 
Stmvcrs, or Box cauyon, are the most 
distinctive.

As I t  characteristic of all desert re­
gions, storm waters pass off with a 
ruth, and this rush of water has cut 
the canyons through the soft day 
formation of the Mud hills with very 
precipitous walls. In  Hhuvers and 
Painted canyons this It very marked, 
and the local eroslou of the walls has 
carved In the many-colored d a y s  fig­
ures und forms that are  a t  pluces very 
fantastic and spectacular.

Painted canyon possesses tome of 
the most wonderfully colored walls in 
existence, hence its name. Maroon, 
blood-red, pink, orange, slaiy blue and 
yellow clays all appear In the  same 
cliff. The Mud hills themselves are 
.desolate iu the extreme, very lltlle of 
even the hardy desert vegetation find­
ing It possible to subsist upon their 
Sleep sides, and this adds to the  wild 
uml unreal aspect of the canyon. The 
cauyon Hour Is tho wash of sand, level 
from wall to wall, and woe be to the 
desert traveler who find himself there 
during u cloudburst In the inountulus 
above. I  recall the ease of n team­
ster traveling up Shavers canyon with 
wiigou uud mule team. I t  begas to

ucross, the purple mountains stand In 
the  sphtnxllke silence of t lie desert* 
The bluish-purple cloud ahudows fall­
ing on the desert intensify color effect, 
and transform the whole scone Into 
one of subtle eiichantmcnt. Down at 
the w ater’s edge the skeletons of dead 
sage und greaaewood remind us that 
this body of w ater well deserves its 
name, the Dead sea.

About six miles east of Mecca is the 
oasis of Dos Palinus, once uu impor­
tan t watering pluce on the old (Miucka- 
walla trail, from Mecca to Phoenix, via 
the Ehronhurg ferry. It Is about six 
miles north of Salton stutlon. a t  a de­
pression of about 30 feet below sea 
level. Native fan palms grow neur 
the sprlbg, ns well us un abundance 
o f  salt grass feed for animals. Also 
.there are  several acres of oat-tuils 
ami reeds. When the mines were in 
operation lu the McCoy mountains, 
northeast of Dos Palmas, a roadhouse 
wus kept near the spring, and in those 
days Hotel Dos Palmas was u popular 
stopping place for the desert ra t or 
prospector. 'Hie spring is of fair qual­
ity, slightly sulphurous and ruther 
warm, hut Is considered good In a re­
gion as dry as Mint to the north of the 
Salton basin.

Although the Rummers In the Salton 
basin are nlmoRt unbearably hot, the 
spring, fall uud winter are almost 
ideal, and this, coupled with the fuct 
1 hut it is one of the most heulthful 
spots on earth, briugs many Into this 
region, who, once fulling under Its 
spell, find It hard to leave "The Lumt 
Below the flea."

Practical Problem* Needing Solution.
At a recent meeting of the French 

Academy of Sciences Henry Le ( ‘ha- 
teller urged tha t  a list of problems 
having immediate Industrial Interest be 
sent to scientists with a request that 
they be solved before purely theoretic­
al problems.

As examples of problems calling 
aloud for solution, rhe mentioned the 
following: In gltiHS-muklng, the limits 
of the variation of viscosity of giusa 
iu terms of temperature uud chem­
ical composition ; * In metallurgy, the 
measurement of hardness of tempered 
s te e l ; in heating, the calorific conductl- 
blllty of porous substances, such uh 
firebrick; 111 agriculture, the laws of 
germination of grain, in terms of hu­
midity, temperature uud oxygeu sup-

Increased by About Sixty Per 
Cent in Past Six Months.

That Canada la a t  war Is now more 
fully appreciated on this side of the 
boundary line, now that the l'nlti*d 
Slates has stopped alongside Its north­
ern neighbor and linked hnmN In the 
great struggle for » freer democracy 
throughout the civilized world. As a 
result of this a greater Interest than 
ever Is seen in the mutual effort to 
develop both the United States and 
Canada. Recently. Just before the 
time that the Fulled States declared 
Its intention to enter the contest und 
contribute of Its resource* to the de­
feat of the autocracy, whose deslgh 
was to permeate the world, Western 
Canada made an appeal for farm labor 
to till the fields and prepare the soil 
for tlie erops of grain that were nec­
essary to feed the fighting forces and 
keep up the requirements necessary 
for the A I,lies. The responses were so 
great that before half the time limit 
expired, over six thousand laborers 
were secured. This was not sufficient, 
but once the United States was de­
clared to be in a condition of war, and 
farm labor required here to meet any 
exigency as t ■> short rations Unit might 
arise, the sister to the north, withdrew 
from attempts, which might mean a 
restriction of the farm labor supply 
In the United Suites, But even with 
this It is thought Canada will now be 
fairly well supplied.

Apart, however, from the farm labor 
proposition, it Is gratifying from both 
a United States and Canadian {mint of 
view that the Immigration of farmers 
fo take up homestead lands and to pur­
chase improved nml unimproved land 
In Canada, has shown such a wonder­
ful Increase In fhe past three months.
The great struggle for increasing the 
food supply Inis a broader and greater 
significance than ever. The food must 
#>me into existence, whether the rich 
soils of the United Stutes or those of 
Canada be the factor.

It Is altogether probable tha t  the ac­
tion of the Canadian Government in 
taking the duty off wheat going into 
Canada, fhus automatically lifting the 
duty off thHt coming Into the United 
States, may not be responsible for nu • 
Increased immigration to Canada. Can­
ada 's reputation for growing larger av­
erage yields ami n better quality of 
grain, nnd on lands, many of which are 
free, ns well as  those that range from 
$15 to $35 an acre, is an appeal that 
Is being responded to by farmers who 
are  now renting high-priced lands, Is 
another reason for expecting an In­
creasing number of farmers from the 
Uniled States.

Mr. W. D. Scott. Superintendent of 
Immigration at Ottawa. Canada, re­
cently gave out figures concerning Im­
migration from the United States, 
which shows that the increase in the 
past three or four months was 0 0  per 
cent over tin* stum* period Inst year, 
and Mr. Scott forecasts that during the 
calendar year of 1017 there will la* 
over one hundred per cent Increase 
nnd be much heavier than for many 
years past. Mr. Scott declares that 
already this spring more settlers’ ef­
fects have entered Canada than 
crossed during the whole of |ast year, 
nnd the movement has Just merely 
started.

The new seldom  are  coining from 
numerous states through the ports of 
Emerson. North Portal and Coults. nn 
well as from Oregon and Washington, 
through Klitg-sgafe nnd Vancouver.

There arrived In Saskatchewan dur­
ing the year ending December 31. 1016, 
a total of 8,136 persons as compared 
with 5,812 during the twelve months 
previous. At fhe same time nearly 
twice as many Immigrants passed 
1 hrough the itnmigratIon department 
at Edmonton, Alberta, in the last 
twelve months as for the  same period 
of the year before.

From January 1 to March 81,
1017, the number of ears of slock that 
passed* through the Winnipeg yard* 
was 750, hk eompured with. 361 last 
year. "''A fa ir estimate.of the value of 
each ear would be about $2 ,0 0 0 , which 
means that the west has secured addi­
tional live stock to the value of $150,- 
0 0 0  of more, during the first, three 
months of 1017, not taking Into account 
th a t  brought in hy Immigrants from

posed justly.

Country Is Wilting and Abundantly
Able to Furnish the Money Need­

ed, But There Must Be No 
Discrimination.

War taxes art* always heavy. All' 
tuxes are  unwelcome. No tax-gatherer 
e\ei* gets the glad hand. Me comes, 
and secs, and e^iriquers, hut his recep­
tion Is never enthusiastic, Mis room 
is always ivgaidol as  belter than  Ills 
company.

While war has been declared, with 
full appreciation of Its si/e ami of 
utint will he necessary to finance H. 
tin* people will yet scrutinize closely 
all provisions by congress for its con­
duct. They will pay, but will want to 
pay in reason. They will complain if 
assessments are not made fairly.

On account of Mils all assessment* 
must, represent a Judieioits spirit us re­
spects both objects and rales. To 
pass liy one thing ami take another 
without complete justification would 
cause murmur. To make (lie ra te  of 
assessment high in one case and low 
In another without full explanation 
would add to the murmur.

Tile whole question is the more deli­
cate and diflinilt because of a charge 
made a t  the time hostilities began to 
loom us a certainty that, as the  rich 
had fomented ami were forwarding the 
movement for preparedness, the  rich 
should ho made to pay, not only the 
bills for preparedness, but the bills fur 
war if war should come.

War Is here, and both rich and jioor 
are Involved. Money is necessary In 
large amounts to make the w ar go, and 
all should pay according to ability, its 
all are interested in the outcome.

The government will get,the money 
needed, hut should get it from the  best 
assessable sources.

Conditions After the War.
This evidently is not tin* proper 

time lor even a partial revision of the 
tariff. Business ever* win-re at home 
here as well as* abroad—is disloentej. 
Some Industries are suspended. Mow* 
long these conditions will miitinuo no­
body may say; and iqnally Imposdhle 
is it to forecast what condition* will 
he id the dose of tin* vur, or what 
they will n q u i re  in the way of tariff 
adjustments.

It. Is safe, however, lo say tills:

Teachers' Pension

A portion of tbe salary for June of 
all teachers in tbe public schools bas 
been withheld and placed in tbe re 
tired teeberg’ pension fund, provision 
for which is made by a state law re* 
passed in January after it bad been 
declared unconstitutional. Every 
teacher in every public school in tbe 
state is obliged to contribute to this 
fund. Tbs amount of assessment de­
pends on tbe number of years spent In 
teaching and tbe amount of salary. 
Teachers who have taught less than 
five years pay one-half canton each 
dollar of the annual salary; those 
teaching 6 years and less than 16years 
pay one ceut on a dollar not to exceed 
110 in any ooe year; those teaching 
more than 16 years pay two cents on 
ooe dollar, not to exceed 920 In ooe 
year. As the law was not passed un 
til January the assesbiuent is only for 
one half year this time.

Pensions are paid in the following 
amounts; teachors who buve seen 30 
years’ service, 16 of which have been 
in Michigan, receive an annuity equal 
to onc'half the annual salary paid 
during tbe last 6 years of service with 
a maximum of 1500 and a minimum 
of 1300; a pro rata arrangement is 
given in the bill for finding the annu­
ity for touchers who retire after less 
than 30 year*' service. Teachers may 
retire after 16 years service, receiving 
an annuity eqaul to onciourlh of the 
salary paid during the lust five years* 
uuryloe.l

He­
rm its  eame faster than they could he 
taken care of and supplied with proper 
equipment. Nome 800,000 troops were 
housed in hired buildings and other 
temporary quarters, hut within a your 
huts to hold three-quarters of u million 
men, with water and light laid on, had 
teen  built, besides various enormous 
depots for stores, remounts, etc. These 
huts seemed to spring up In every j»urt 
of the country; one great bare moor- 
land in the midlands, uninhabited 
since the dawn of history, hud been 
covered with new roads, railways, 
pumping eMtaldislitncnis, power s ta ­
tions and huts for Nome 40,000 Individ­
uals.

Soldiers' Quarter* and Food.
Within a year the problem of quur- 

'tering the troops In llie chief training 
centers had been solved. The previous 
uncomfortable aceommodnllons were 
the ejMiwc of had discipline and sloven­
ly training. Fortunately a satisfactory 
^ystem for feeding the, lnmps on a war 
basis had been elaborated two years 
.before tlm war. A description of this 
method Is given. At the beginning cer­
tain articles of food, especially meat, 
jWere so excessive that great waste re­
sulted. also owing much to Ihc Ignor­
ance of the soldiers detailed fur cook­

The most that 
could he done was to have one experi­
enced man In each unit and fids only 
l»y employing 20d olliccrs of the Indian 
nnny home on leave and retired olllcers 
("dug out" us they were popularly 
called). Some of these did important 
service and others were o| little value, 
tmt being up-to-date and tucking Mie 
rapacity of making themselves so.

If the  olllcers were un­
trained, the noncommissioned officers 
of the new armies were in tile main 
even less trained. This presented a 
marked contrast to the really good ser­
geant of the old school with his min­
gled humor and severity, putting a 
squail of recruits through their paces, 
the type of Kipling’s Private Mnlvuney. 
There w u r  some comj»enK«thm for this 
however; the fuet that the necessity of 
doing the noncommissioned officers' job 
ns well as  their own gave.thA officers 
greater proficiency and better under­
standing of their men.

“My husband and I, after so long a I 
ktuy In Gcrtnuny, were on the imlut of 
returning to England In September, 
1b 14, when the war broke out In Au­
gust, and then there whsjio chance to 
get away. We had to give up our 
pre tty  home and go into the Interior 
of the country, whence he was tuken 
to  Kuhleben, where he has been ever 
*iuce. F o r  the first two yeurs wives 
situated like myself were not allowed 
t o  see their husbands and It was not 
until June. 1918, that I met mine for 
Hie drat time af te r  his arrest. You 
cun perhaps Imagine the shock 1 got 
wheu I saw hliu again—thin ami hol­
low-cheeked, as he had lost 45 pounds 
while In the ramp.

IN SHIPBUILDING

United States to Surpass All Pre­
vious Records Made by 

Any Nation.

PROGRAM TO BE EXPANDED

On* Thousand Wooden Ship* of About 
8,000 Ten* Each Contracted For— 

May Uee Laky Veeeele for 
Doep Boa.

New York.--The first of the wooden 
fieet "lo bridge the Atlantic" wit) prob­
ably he launched on the I’hshmIc river 
at. Newark, N, J„  about August J.

It will be followed by others at 
dor.ens of yards In different secilons of 
the eountry. until the government pro­
gram of 1,000  wooden vessels of about 
8.000 tons each Is completed. It is 
likely this program will he steadily ex­
panded uImo If the war continues to 
ruge.

In addition to the 8 ,000 ,000  tons of 
the government currying fieet, more 
than 2 ,000 ,000  tons of steel or wooden 
merchant vessels are being built or 
have been contracted for to he built 
In American shipyards,

Hhould Ihe present movement rou- 
tlnue. Ihe L'nlted States will soon be 
the leading shipbuilding nation of the 
world; Indeed, It will surpass all pre­
vious records by any nation.

Including vessels built for American 
owners, foreign owners, undisclosed 
owners and builders' accounts, adapted 
for deep sea service, It Is estimated 
that there are (144 In course of con­
struction or contracted for. with an 

(jie piece of tolled *3U|», costing ubout j estimated tonnage of 2,804,181. These

figures are  exclusive o f  ships under 
construction for the nnv.v department, 
oil and molasses tankers, vessels con­
structed for use on the flreut Lakes, 
and those under 500 tons.

May Uee Lake VeMeU.
Of this amount .of tonnage more than

300.000 tons already have been 
launched, about 70,000 ions are sched­
uled to he launched (his spring, about
177.000 tons to be launched during the 
summer, about 210 .000  tons launched 
next fall, more than ooo.ooo tone 
launched next winter and more tluiu
900.000 tons launched und completed 
In IMS.

Of the vessels built for service on 
the Great Lakes, approximately 70,000 
tons, a number of these could In nn 
emergency be used for deep sea com­
merce.

One of the largest of (lie new plants 
will he built for the Baltimore Dry 
Dock and Shipbuilding company. The 
plans call for Ihe construction o t  one 
of the largest shipbuilding and repair 
plants on the Allantic coast. The 
company has an option on a site a t  
Baltimore. The new plant will coat 
more than 9 2 .0 0 0 .000 . and will furnish 
employment to 2 ,000  additional men.

On April 1 of this year there were 
In the Fulled States 152 shipyards, m a­
rine engine, and holler shops, Hnd 288 
repair plants. Including dry docks aud 
marine railways.

Some Idea of what the shipbuilding 
capacity of Great Britain la may he 
gleaned from the fact that at the be­
ginning of the  war, exclusive of the 
plants lu her colonies, she Imd 453 
shipyards, marine engine and holler 
shops, while her repair plunts In­
cluded 572 dry docks and marine rail­
ways.

Since the first of the year orders for 
new' ships Imve swamped the builders, 
The Bethlehem Steel company In Its 
various subsidiary yards Is building 
more than 175 vessels.

In the case of the Hanlon Dry Dock 
and Shipbuilding cnmprhiy of Oakland, 
Cal., on .lainjury l Its employees hum 

j bored 350. It has so many eonlniefs 
! for vessels now that V Is cnlf./’glng ID 
plant io such an extent that by June 
1 It will have 2,500 men at work.

To Build 1.000 Ships.
On April 13, 35 shipbuilder* called at 

the ufllces of the federal shipping board 
in Washington and signed contract* 
for a large number of the 1,000  wooden 
vessels of 3.000 tons each which l lie 
frilled S ta tes gnvernmc’bl. under the 
direction of Mnj. Den, George W, 
Goethala will have constructed.

There has been leased to tile gov­
ernment and to the Foundation com­
pany a tract of 55 acres of laud In the 
Newark Meadows, with a frontage of 
1.(150 feet on ihe PhssmIc river, for the 
location of an immense shipyard.

The Foundation company Iihn re­
ceived jt large contract for (tie con­
struction of the fleet of ships for the 
American merchant marine.

Dmlcr the compui^v’N contract the 
first vessels must he completed by 
Align*! I of tills year. After this dnt«t 
the company expects lo turn out one 
ship every ten days. The second ves- 
seta shofllri be finished by August U ,  
the third AugilNt 21 and no on, hn the 
contract s lates, “as long as (tie war 
shall last."

Incidental to the building of the 
Grethills fieet of wooden ships, It was 
lei rued that the government Is cor* 
nfrlnx the product of big lumber mill* 
all over (be n n m try .  Jt Is understood 
that the fedeiHt authorities huve requi­
sitioned 3 ,INM),0 0 0 .0 0 0  feet from lli* 
Southern mill* alone, principally 
Georgia, Florida and Loui*lana yellow 
pine.

All vessels building In American 
yards, regardless of whether for for­
eign owners, undisclosed owners or 
builders* neeounts, can he taken over 
by this government In Gum of war.

There Is 
excellent warrant, In such historical 
records as are accessible, for tbe as­
sumption that tbe remains of Father 
Marquette may have been discovered 
at Point St. Igoace,and the possibility 
wilt be certain to arouse the interest 
of all who are acquainted, eveo 
though it be but superficially, with 
the early history of the Great Lakes.
